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  Introduction


  Knit It/Wear It


  There are many different compelling reasons to knit. So much press has been given to the therapeutic benefits of knitting. And the hand-maker movement is moving forward at full speed. Maybe you (like me) learned to knit as a child but then revisited it as an adult as a way to express creativity and have a little “something,” a hobby or pastime to do on the side.


  These are all great reasons for knitting, but after you experience your warm, fuzzy feeling over “I made this,” the next step is to turn knitting into a utilitarian (practical) activity. “How do I do that?” you may be asking yourself. Consider this: You can make accessories that are truly unique and comparable to pricey handmade knits you would buy from an exclusive boutique. You know you are really onto something when people stop asking, “Did you make this?” and instead inquire, “Wherever did you buy this?”


  Inspiration for Design


  So this is my outlook on knitting: I knit a lot—all the time, nonstop, day and night. And when I’m not knitting, I’m thinking about knitting. I think about what I would like to own and wear but have not seen sold or available as a knitting pattern. This is how the notion of boot liners evolved for me. I wanted a little something decorative to pop out of the top of my boots—not way out, just a few inches to transition (segue) between boot and leg or pants. I tried decorative over-the-knee socks but couldn’t find the right weight and design. Plus, they weren’t adjustable because of the foot, other than scrunching the tops down with shorter boots.


  I did some research and found a few Etsy stores selling finished “boot cuffs.” These are 4–5"/10–15 cm knitted cuffs that you strategically position to wear with your boots. They were easy enough to design, so I made a couple of pairs and put them to the test. What I found was that they constantly needed to be adjusted, especially if you sit down, then stand up, because of a tendency to move around on your leg. I then made a version that looked more like a leg warmer that was tapered so it didn’t bunch up around your ankles if your boots were on the fitted side.


  So Many Options


  Sure, you could make a bunch of hand-knitted socks to wear with your boots. But consider this: Feet are usually the hardest part of the sock to make. Good for you if this is not an issue, but for the rest of us, eliminating the foot takes away a lot of measuring and shaping. Also, some of my boots are a little on the tight side, so having a bulky hand-knit foot is not always ideal. Finally, when you take away the foot, you have many more wearing options. Even with the tall boot liners, you do have a little wiggle room in moving them up or down. In this book I give you a lot of options to wear with all different styles of boots and outfits.


  Please take the time to read through the pattern completely before beginning a project.


  And be sure to check out the “How to Read My Patterns” and “Special Techniques” chapters to make sure you are on the right track.


  Let’s get started!


  How to Read My Patterns


  Every designer has her own unique way of presenting her patterns. I have developed this format over the years that I have been designing in response to feedback I have gotten from knitters.


  Finished Measurements (and Size/Fit)


  These are the measurements of the garment taken after blocking. For more complete measurements, refer to the schematic provided for each project. Remember also that all measurements given within the pattern as you work are blocked measurements as well. For example, if a pattern states “work until piece measures 10"/25.5 cm,” this measurement pertains to a blocked knitted fabric. So if your blocked row gauge is 7 rows per inch, but unblocked gauge is 8 rows per inch, you would work 70 rows, even though your piece will measure out at 8 ¾" unblocked. For this example, your unblocked measurement would be ⅞ of the blocked measurement you are trying to achieve, dividing your blocked gauge by your unblocked gauge.


  A note about fit: Boot liners should have a 10–25 percent negative ease. To determine your size, measure around the largest part of the leg that will be covered by the boot liner and subtract 10–25 percent, then find the size that is closest to that measurement. When deciding the final circumference for each boot liner, consider the type of fabric you are creating (i.e., ribbing will have more elasticity than stockinette) and what you may wear under the boot liner—a pair of tights or denim, for example.


  I think the easiest way to make a liner smaller is to use a finer gauge yarn. If you want to adapt a pattern, you need to add or subtract stitches based on the repeat of the stitch pattern involved. For example, if the stitch pattern has a 6-stitch repeat, then your stitch count needs to be divisible by 6. Also, all of the boot liners have ribbing on the bottom, so your number of stitches needs to be divisible by 4 when you get to that section. In the case that it is not, you need to either add stitches with increases or subtract with decreases to get to the appropriate stitch count.

  Yarn


  For each project, I tell you how many yards are required (and for each yarn, if there are multiple colors), so you’ll be able to figure out how many skeins you need, no matter what yarns you choose. The particular yarns and colors I used for the project are listed, including their weight, fiber content, and how many yards/meters are in each skein.


  Yarn Substitutions


  If you decide to use an alternate yarn, there are a number of factors to consider to ensure success. The gauge needs to be within 1 to 2 stitches (taken from a 4" swatch) of the gauge listed for the pattern. However, the weight of the yarn is also an important consideration. Calculate the yards per gram for both the yarn used and for the substitution yarn by dividing the yards per skein by the grams per skein. If there is a large difference (more than 10 percent), then the finished product may have a different drape than the sample shown in the book, which is a problem for patterns that are dependent on a certain degree of substance. Also it’s important that the substitute yarn have a fiber content that behaves similarly to that of the original yarns used, as different fibers have varying densities that will perform differently in patterns regardless of the gauge. For example, a wool yarn tends to have a lot of body whereas a cotton or hemp yarn typically will not, so it would not be a good substitution.

  Needles


  These are the needle sizes and types used in production of the samples. However, if your gauge does not match the pattern gauge listed (see below for more on that), then you will need to adjust your needle size to obtain the appropriate gauge. If your swatch ends up being too large, move down a needle size, and vice versa. Some patterns have circular needles listed even though the piece is not knitted in the round. This is because either a longer needle is required to accommodate the number of stitches being worked with (or because it is just easier to carry a large number of stitches on circulars) or because you will need to access the knitting from both ends of the needle. In this circumstance, you could use straight needles and transfer the stitches to the second needle in order to work from the other end. If there are not a large number of stitches being worked, you could also use a double-pointed needle.


  Most of these designs are worked circularly. Because the circumference of a boot liner is on the smaller side, one circular needle will probably not work unless you are doing the magic loop method. In the specifics for the patterns, I list double-pointed needles (dpns), but this is only a suggestion. Feel free to use whatever method you prefer. My favorite method for making boot liners is working with two sets of circular needles, with half of the stitches placed on each set.

  Notions


  These supplies include such things as stitch markers and holders, tapestry needles, and buttons and other closures.


  Gauge


  This is the gauge you need to match in order for the finished garment to correspond to the dimensions on the schematic. The gauge is always given for blocked, knitted fabric. Please take the time to knit a gauge swatch. It will help to ensure that your finished cuffs will fit your leg properly. Also, the swatch is where you will determine if the stitches look pleasing. For example, if you need to go up one or more needle sizes in order to achieve the listed gauge, but there are big holes in the stitches caused by the looseness of the fabric, then that yarn is not a good match for the project. Make a good-size swatch (I usually make a 6"/15.5 cm square swatch) and take the time to block it before measuring it.


  Level of Difficulty


  Patterns are rated with skill levels as defined by the Craft Yarn Council of America, as follows:


  Easy—Projects using basic stitches, repetitive stitch patterns, simple color changes, and simple shaping and finishing.


  Intermediate—Projects with a variety of stitches, such as basic cables and lace, simple intarsia, double-pointed needles and knitting in the round needle techniques, and mid-level shaping and finishing.


  Experienced—Projects using advanced techniques and stitches, such as short rows, Fair Isle, more intricate intarsia, cables, lace patterns, and numerous color changes.


  Pattern Notes


  This is where any special construction notes are given, such as how the piece is worked (i.e., from the top down, from the center out starting with a provisional cast-on, etc.). Some patterns have special selvage instructions, such as “slip first stitch of every row with yarn in front.” Be sure to check for any Pattern Notes before starting the project.


  Special Stitches/Techniques


  This is a list of the special stitches or techniques used in the pattern. For instance, there are many different cables used throughout this book. At first glance, many of these cables look similar to each other, but please review here which cables you will be working, paying close attention to make sure you are following the correct instructions.


  Pattern Stitches


  This is where you will find stitch patterns that are used as a repeat within the instructions. If there is a chart included with the pattern, this is where you will find the row-by-row instructions listed for the corresponding chart. Charts are read from the bottom up and from right to left on right-side rows. Wrong-side rows are read from left to right. The symbols on the chart represent the pattern as you are looking at it from the right side. If knitting in the round, every row is a right-side row. If knitting flat, the symbols need to be reinterpreted for the wrong side; for example, a knit symbol will be purled and a purl symbol will be knit.


  Finishing


  All garments should be wet blocked. For further instructions, see Tubular Blocking on page 8.


  When sewing on buttons or hooks, I always try to use the project yarn and a tapestry needle. Sewing thread has a tendency to cut through yarn over time. However, occasionally it will be necessary to use a sewing needle and thread if the holes of the buttons or hooks are not large enough to pass a tapestry needle through or if the project yarn is bulky. If that is the case, use thread or a finer gauge yarn in a natural, not synthetic, fiber.


  Special Techniques


  These are techniques used repeatedly in the patterns. Photos are included for further clarification.


  Jeny’s Surprisingly Stretchy Bind-Off


  The bottom cuff of the boot liner needs to have a lot of elasticity in order to be pulled over the foot. There are many different stretchy bind-off methods but I find this one created by Jeny Staiman to have the most give, and as a bonus it is easy to memorize. It’s basically a regular bind-off, but each stitch is “processed” with a yarn over to allow a little more give between stitches.


  To process a knit stitch:

  1. Start with a reverse yarn over—wrap the yarn from the back, over the needle, ending with the yarn in front.

  2. Knit 1 stitch.

  3. Using the LH needle, slip the yarn over up and over the stitch you just knitted.


  To process a purl stitch:

  1. Start with a yarn over—wrap the yarn from the front, over the needle, ending with the yarn in back.

  2. Purl 1 stitch.

  3. Using the LH needle, slip the yarn over up and over the stitch you just purled.


  To bind off:

  1. After you have 2 processed stitches, knit or purl, on your RH needle . . .

  2. Slip the bottom stitch up and over the top stitch and off the needle—1 stitch bound off.

  3. Continue processing stitches before binding off, till you get to the last stitch, then pull yarn through that stitch.


  Tubular Blocking


  In order to get professional-looking finished garments, you need to block, especially with lace patterns in order to open up the yarn overs and see the beauty of the design. With items worked circularly, however, you can’t just pin them onto a blocking board. I make custom blocking forms based on the dimensions of the schematic. It’s easy to do, and you probably have all of the supplies already in your possession.

  For tapered boot liners, cut a piece of cardboard (double it if it’s thin) to the following dimensions:


  • Top width is half the top circumference of the boot liner minus about ½"/1.25 cm to accommodate for the girth of the plastic wrap.


  • Bottom width is half the bottom circumference minus ½"/1.25 cm.


  • Add 1"/2.5 cm to the top and bottom.


  • Draw a diagonal line from where the tapering starts to the base width.


  For straight boot liners, cut a piece of cardboard to the following dimensions:


  • Width is half the circumference minus about ½"/1.25 cm


  • Height is finished height plus at least 2"/5 cm.

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  1. Wrap the cardboard with 2 to 3 layers of plastic wrap to waterproof.


  Thoroughly soak boot liners in cold water. Gently squeeze out excess water and roll in a towel if necessary.

  2. Place boot liner over the form and pin in place if necessary.

  3. If working with lace, pull to open up yarn overs and shape stitch pattern.


  Allow to dry completely before removing from form.


  If ribbing has become too stretched, you can shrink by simply taking a spray bottle and wetting just the ribbed section. Scrunch and let dry.

  Short

  Boot Liners


  Short boot liners have no shaping; they are basically a knitted tube. They are designed to be worn with shorter boots—from booties to mid-calf height.


  The short liner is probably the most flexible style of the collection. The patterns in this section could all be adapted to wear more like a cuff with taller boots—just make sure the circumference is the appropriate size for your calf. You could also use any of these patterns for a younger girl to wear with taller boots.


  Double Roll

  FINISHED MEASUREMENTS


  7"/17.5 cm tall and 8½ (11, 13½)"/21.5 (28, 34.5) cm circumference


  YARN


  Color A: 110 (140, 175) yds/101 (128, 160) m light worsted weight #3 yarn (shown in Natural Mix, Patons Classic Wool Worsted; 100% wool; 210 yds/192 m per 3.5 oz/100 g skein)


  Color B: 45 (60, 75) yds/41 (55, 68.5) m light worsted weight #3 yarn (shown in Seafoam, Patons Classic Wool Worsted; 100% wool; 210 yds/192 m per 3.5 oz/100 g skein)


  NEEDLES


  [image: image] US size 4 (3.5 mm), 1 set of double-pointed needles


  [image: image] US size 6 (4.0 mm), 2 sets of double-pointed needles or 1 set of double-pointed needles and 1 circular needle any length (for 3-Needle Join)


  Adjust needle sizes if necessary to obtain correct gauge.

  GAUGE


  Using larger needles, 21 sts and 27 rows in St st = 4''/10 cm square, blocked


  LEVEL OF DIFFICULTY


  Easy, with added skill of 3-Needle Join


  PATTERN NOTES


  [image: image] Worked from the top down in one piece.


  [image: image] Two layers are worked separately, joined together using 3-Needle Join, then worked as one layer.


  [image: image] If using one set of double-pointed needles and 1 circular needle for the join, place B layer stitches on circular needle after last round.


  SPECIAL TECHNIQUE


  3-Needle Join: Holding A Layer in front of B Layer with RS of both pieces facing forward and needles parallel, using a third needle, knit tog 1 st from the front needle with 1 from the back. *Knit tog 1 st each from the front and back needles. Rep from * around.


  PATTERN STITCHES


  2 x 2 Rib (multiple of 4 sts)


  Pat rnd: *K2, p2; rep from * around.


  1 x 1 Rib (multiple of 2 sts)


  Pat rnd: *K1, p1; rep from * around.

  Boot Liners


  B Layer


  With B and smaller needles, CO 44 (56, 68) sts. Mark beg of rnd and join, taking care not to twist sts.


  Rnds 1–7: Knit.


  Change to larger needles.


  Rnds 8–9: Work in 1 × 1 Rib.


  Rnds 10–13: Knit.


  Leave sts on dpns or place on circular needle. Cut B.


  A Layer


  With A and smaller needles, CO 44 (56, 68) sts. Mark beg of rnd and join, taking care not to twist sts.


  Knit for 7 rnds.


  Change to larger needles.


  Work 2 rnds in 1 × 1 Rib. Do not cut A.


  Join Layers


  With A and using 3-Needle Join with larger needles, join B Layer to A Layer.


  With A and larger needles, knit every rnd until piece measures 6"/15 cm from top edge. Cut A.


  Join B, work in 2 × 2 Rib until piece measures 7"/17.5 cm from top edge.


  BO using Stretchy BO (see page 6).


  Finishing


  Weave in ends. Block using Tubular Blocking method (see page 8).

  Adjust needle size if necessary to obtain correct gauge.

  Boot Liners


  Cuff


  With 2 strands of B, CO 68 (80, 92). Mark beg of rnd and join, taking care not to twist sts.


  Work 3 rnds in 2 × 2 Rib. Cut both strands of B.


  Stripe Section


  Join 2 strands of A, work 4 rnds of 3 × 1 Rib. Do not cut either strand of A.


  Join 1 strand of C. With 1 strand of A and 1 strand of C, work 4 rnds of 3 × 1 Rib. Do not cut C.


  With 2 strands of A, work 4 rnds of 3 × 1 Rib. Do not cut A.


  With 1 strand of A and 1 strand of C, work 4 rnds of 3 × 1 Rib. Cut C.


  With 2 strands of A, work 5 rnds of 3 × 1 Rib. Cut 1 strand of A.


  Body


  Join 1 strand of D. With 1 strand of A and 1 strand of D, work 3 × 1 Rib until piece measures 9"/23 cm from CO edge.


  BO using Stretchy BO (see page 6).


  Finishing


  Weave in ends. Block using Tubular Blocking method (see page 8).

  7½"/19 cm tall and 8 (10, 12)"/20.5 (25.5, 30.5) cm top circumference, unstretched


  YARN


  Color A: 115 (140, 170) yds/105 (128, 155.5) m DK weight #3 yarn (shown in Seagreen Heather or Flagstone, Patons Classic Wool DK Superwash; 100% pure new wool; 125 yds/114 m per 1.8 oz/50 g skein)


  Color B: 35 (45, 50) yds/32 (41, 45.5) m DK weight #3 yarn (shown in Aran, Patons Classic Wool DK Superwash; 100% pure new wool; 125 yds/114 m per 1.8 oz/50 g skein)


  NEEDLES

  Adjust needle sizes if necessary to obtain correct gauge.

  Using smaller needles, 25½ sts and 61 rows in Slip-Stitch Pat = 4''/10 cm square, blocked.

  Easy

  [image: image] Slip stitches purlwise with yarn held in back.


  [image: image] Carry nonworking yarn up at beginning of round by twisting both yarns together.

  Slip-Stitch Pattern (multiple of 4 sts)


  Rnds 1–3: With B, *sl 2, k2; rep from * around.


  Rnd 4: With A, knit.


  Rnds 5–6: Purl.


  Rnds 7–9: With B, *k2, sl 2; rep from * around.


  Rnd 10: With A, knit.


  Rnds 11–12: Purl.


  Rep Rnds 1–12 for pat.


  2 × 2 Rib (multiple of 4 sts)


  Pat rnd: *K2, p2; rep from * around.

  Using A and with smaller needles, CO 52 (64, 76) sts. Mark beg of rnd and join, taking care not to twist sts.


  Rnds 1–3: Purl. Do not cut A.


  Join B.


  Rnds 4–5: With B, knit.


  Rnd 6: With A, knit.


  Change to larger needles.


  Rnds 7–8: purl.


  Work Rnds 1–12 of Slip-Stitch Pat over 52 (64, 76) sts, 4 times over 48 rows. Cut B.


  Ribbing


  Work even in 2 × 2 Rib until piece measures 7"/17.5 cm from CO edge.


  BO using Stretchy BO (see page 6).


  Finishing


  Weave in ends. Block using Tubular Blocking method (see page 8).

    Two-Color Stranding


    Two-color stranding is when two colors are worked simultaneously in one row or round. The color placement is determined by a Color Chart that shows you how many stitches to knit in each color. In the Color Chart on page 32, the trees are upside down because this boot liner is worked from the top down.


    When you change colors, the new color yarn is stranded across the back of some number of stitches creating a “float.” The tension of the float is very important in stranded knitting. If tension is too tight, your work will pucker, which not only looks bad, but your boot liner may not be stretchy enough to get your foot and leg through. If tension is too loose, you can get snagged on the floats, and the stitches may become large and uneven on the visible side. The correct tension of the floats will be slightly loose but straight and even when the knitting is laid flat.

    Split Heel Tutorial


    Sometimes shorter boot liners have a tendency to move around, so a split heel adds a little stability by having that extra band of fabric around the foot. If this process is going to cause you stress, you can always eliminate the split heel altogether—cast-on 60 (68, 80) sts, and begin at the Leg section. Also, if you need to wear the liner up higher on your leg, just pull the foot portion up onto your ankle. This tutorial is taken from the smallest size of the Mary Jane short boot liners, but it is the same technique used for all of the split heel patterns throughout the book.

  Tall Boot

  Liners


  These boot liners are designed to be worn with taller boots, from mid-calf height all the way up to over-the-knee varieties. These long boot liners differ from leg warmers in that they are tapered to the ankle, so they hug your leg and do not “bag” around the ankle. This enables you to wear tighter fitting boots comfortably with the liners.


  I tried to incorporate design elements to make these boot liners real statement pieces. In my opinion, a “statement piece” is an eye-catching accessory that takes an outfit from ordinary to head-turning. Wear your favorite jeans, sweater, and boots, but add a band of braided cables with delicate buttons up the side peeking out of the top of the boots—now that’s worth a second look! Go ahead, be adventurous! Pick a design that truly reflects your signature style.

  Welly

  Warmers


  Welly warmers have a cuff that folds over the top of the boot. These designs are shown with “wellies,” or rubber rain boots, but they could be worn with leather boots as well. Typically, this style goes with a straight-shaft boot that may or may not fit tightly around the calf. The fit of the welly warmer is not as tight and conforms more to the boot than the leg, so there are 2 sizing options available instead of 3, like with the tall boot liners.


  Welly warmers are worn with the cuff folded over the top of the boot, so when the cuff is not folded the RS of the cuff faces the same direction as the WS of the leg.


  Reversing Sides for Welly Warmers


  Because of the fold-over cuff, if you were to work the leg in the same direction as the cuff, you would be working in Reverse Stockinette stitch, which means purling every round. Reversing the sides allows you to knit the leg of the welly warmer instead of purling by working in the opposite direction, but you need to perform a wrap and turn in order to avoid a small hole by the first stitch.

  Leg warmers are not necessarily designed to be worn with boots, so they have decorative elements that go from the calf to the ankle. Some of these are tapered and some are knit in a very stretchy rib pattern.


  I had a lot of fun designing these pieces to be worn with more adventurous outfits. I love the look of leg warmers with Oxfords and over-the-shoe spats with wingtip pumps. Even if you are not a ballerina like my daughter Claire, who modeled the Pirouette leg warmers, I hope you channel your inner dancer and wear these while lounging around the house.

  Row 13: K1, p1, *p3, k4, p1; rep from * to last 2 sts, k1, p1.


  Row 14: P1, k1, *k2, p4, k2; rep from * to last 2 sts, p1, k1.


  Row 15: K1, p1, *p1, k4, p3; rep from * to last 2 sts, k1, p1.


  Row 16: P1, k1, *k4, p4; rep from * to last 2 sts, p1, k1.


  Rep Rows 1–16 for pat.


  Leg Warmers


  Foot


  Using A and large needles, CO 70 (90, 110) sts. Mark beg of rnd and join, taking care not to twist sts.


  Rnds 1–7: Work 7 (9, 11) reps of Lace Pat.


  Change to medium needles.


  Work in 2 x 3 Rib until piece measures 2½"/6.5 cm.


  Split Heel (See tutorial on page 46.)


  Heel BO rnd: K2, p1, BO 35 (45, 55) sts using Stretchy BO (see page 6), p1, *k3, p2; rep from * to last st, k1—35 (45, 55) sts.


  Heel CO rnd: K2, p1, turn; using knitted CO, CO 37 (47, 57) sts; turn, work in established pat—72 (92, 112) sts.


  Next rnd: K2, p2tog, p1 [k3, p2] 6 (8, 10) times, k3, p1, p2tog, *k3, p2; rep from * to last st, k1—70 (90, 110) sts.

  Leg


  Work 38 rnds in 2 x 3 Rib.


  Increase Rounds


  Place markers after 20th and 21st sts.


  Inc rnd 1: Work in 2 x 3 Rib to first marker, M1R, sl m, k1, sl m, M1L, work in pat around—2 sts inc’d.


  Rnds 2–10: Work in established pat, treating inc’s as knit sts.


  Inc rnd 11: Rep Inc rnd 1.


  Rnds 12–20: Work in established pat, treating inc’s as knit sts.


  Inc rnd 21: Work in pat to first marker, M1P, sl m, k1, sl m, M1P, work in pat around—2 sts inc’d.


  Rnds 22–30: Work in established pat, treating inc’s as purl sts.


  Inc rnd 31: Rep Inc rnd 21.


  Rnds 32–40: Work in established pat, treating inc’s as purl sts.


  Inc rnd 41: Rep Inc rnd 1—80 (100, 120) sts.


  Rnd 42: Work in established pat, treating inc’s as knit sts.


  Work in 2 x 3 Rib until piece measures 14½"/37 cm from CO.


  Change to large needles.


  Work Rnds 2–7 of Lace Pat.


  Knit 1 rnd.


  BO all sts loosely using Stretchy BO (see page 6).

  Corsets


  Lace Scallop Edges (make 2)


  Using B and small needles, CO 152 sts.


  Row 1 (WS): K2, *k1, slip st just worked from RH needle back to LH needle purlwise, with RH needle lift next 7 sts one at a time over this st and off of needle, yo, knit the first st again, k2; rep from *.


  Row 2: K1, *p2tog, [k1, p1, k1] in yo, p1; rep from * to last st, k1—77 sts rem.


  Row 3: P1, p2tog, purl around—76 sts rem.


  Thread tapestry needle with waste yarn and slip sts purlwise on to needle and yarn to be attached later to Herringbone Section; cut A.

  Herringbone Section


  Using B, crochet hook, and waste yarn, CO 77 sts using Provisional CO.


  Next Row: With medium needles and B, p1, p2tog, purl to end—76 sts rem.


  Work 9 (11, 13) reps of Herringbone Pat until piece measures approx. 9 (12, 13½)"/23 (30.5, 34.5) cm, ending on Row 16.


  Purl 1 row.


  Do not BO and do not cut B.


  Assemble 2 Lace Scallops to both ends of Herringbone Section as follows.


  Place Lace Scallop sts on small needle. Place sts of Herringbone Section on medium needle. With RS together and using a third medium needle and working yarn, join 2 pieces using 3-Needle BO.


  Put second Lace Scallop sts on small needle. Unzip Provisional CO of Herringbone Section and place live sts on medium needle. With RS together, join 2 pieces using 3-Needle BO.


  Finishing


  Weave in ends. Block Leg Warmer using Tubular Blocking method (see page 8). Block Corset flat.
