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INTRODUCTION

The first thing I ever needle felted was a small sheep. I have to admit, that first sheep had a strange shape, but I enjoyed working with wool so much that I haven’t been able to stop making needle felt animals ever since.

To me, needle felting with wool is more similar to sculpting with clay than it is to doll-making because you can create any shape you want without following a paper pattern. This is both the most difficult and most rewarding part of working with wool.

If you’re new to needle felting, I hope that you’re inspired to make your favorite animals without worrying if they look like the examples in this book. Watching these cute creatures come to life out of a fluffy pile of wool will warm your heart!

I’ve included designs for some of my favorite animals, as well as needle felting basics and some more advanced tips and tricks. It would make me so happy if you find these methods helpful in creating your own needle felted animal friends.

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BROOCH BUDDIES

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TOOLS & MATERIALS

WOOL ROVING
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A Merino Wool Roving

Most of the projects in this book were made with merino or merino blend wool roving. This type of wool roving is known for its soft texture and is available in a wide variety of colors.
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B Natural, Undyed Wool Roving

This type of wool roving maintains the natural color of the sheep’s fleece. Use this wool roving for realistic animal fur coloring with subtle nuances in tone.
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C Core Fiber

This wool batting works well as a base for larger projects, especially those with a wire frame. It’s a fast-felting fiber that is easy to shape.
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D Curly Wool Locks

Uncombed wool roving locks that are cut from the fleece and washed to remove impurities, and then dried. This type of wool maintains the natural curly texture of the sheep from which it was obtained. Great for replicating fluffy texture, such as poodle fur.

OTHER MATERIALS
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A Looped Felting Yarn

100% wool loop yarn that can be felted for a curly, fluffy textured finish. Ideal for replicating sheep fur.
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B Sheet Felt

Sold in small pieces. Used for the base of brooches and for bird feet. I recommend using wool felt.
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C Brooch Pins

Sew to the back of a design to transform it into a brooch.
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D Sewing Thread

Use to sew brooch pins in place.
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E Eye Buttons

Use 3–4 mm black shank buttons for eyes.
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F Aluminum Craft Wire

Use 19-gauge (0.9 mm) aluminum craft wire to create bendable figures.
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G Yarn

Cover wire frames with yarn to create a base for attaching wool roving.
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H Floral Wire

Use to create the structure for bird legs.

I Embroidery Floss

Use to embroider details, such as claws, and to make bird legs.

TOOLS
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A Felting Needles

These special needles feature tiny barbs. When the needle is repeatedly stabbed into the wool roving, the barbs catch the wool fibers, causing them to become tangled. The more the wool roving is felted, the more tangled the fibers become, which makes the piece of felt smaller and denser. Felting needles are available in a variety of sizes. I recommend using a fine gauge needle for the projects in this book.
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B Felting Mat & Mat Covers

Use a mat underneath your work to protect the felting needle from breaking. Colorful mat covers help you see the color of the wool roving more clearly.
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C Scale

Use a food scale to weigh out the necessary amount of wool roving. Look for one with an accuracy of 0.5 g or better.
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D Thimble

Use a leather thimble to protect your fingers from the felting needle.
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E Scissors

You'll need a large pair of scissors for cutting felt, plus a small pair for cutting thread.
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F Sewing Pins

Use to temporarily hold body parts in place or to mark the position of facial features.
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G Awl

Use to create holes for eye buttons.
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H Wire Cutters

Use to cut metal wire.
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I Ruler

Use to measure lengths of wool roving and body parts.

J Craft Glue

Use to attach eye buttons, bird legs, brooch pins, and other components.


NEEDLE FELTING BASICS

HOW TO SEPARATE A LARGE AMOUNT OF WOOL ROVING
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HOLD THE WOOL roving in two hands, leaving a space about the size of a fist in between. Gently pull to slowly separate the wool roving into two pieces.

HOW TO SEPARATE A SMALL AMOUNT OF WOOL ROVING
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GRAB A SMALL section from the end of the wool roving and pull slowly.

HOW TO NEEDLE FELT
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INSERT THE NEEDLE into the wool roving, then pull it out at the same angle. Be careful not to alter the angle of the needle or force it as this may cause the needle to break. This process of pushing the needle into the wool roving and pulling it out again causes the fibers to tangle and transform into felt.

HOW TO MAKE THE HEAD & BODY

[image: image] Oval Shape
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Roll the wool roving into a ball and position it on the mat. Use the felting needle to stab the wool roving in the areas where you want it to become more compact. Roll the wool roving as you go to work all sides evenly. Repeat this process until the wool roving is formed into an oval shape.

[image: image] Egg Shape
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Use the process described above to make an oval shape. Next, stab one end of the oval to make it pointy, rolling the wool roving as you go to work all sides evenly. If necessary, add more wool roving to the wider end to make it thicker. This technique is used for bird bodies and for the heads of animals with pointed noses.

HOW TO MAKE THE EARS
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Position a bit of loosened wool roving on the mat. Stab to form the wool roving into a flat, thin shape. Next, hold the work between your fingers and form into shape by stabbing the edges. Wear a thimble or use a piece of thick paper rolled into a tube to protect your finger from the needle. Leave the fibers loose at the base of the ears—this is how they’ll be attached to the head.

HOW TO ATTACH BODY PARTS


[image: image] Use Pins to Attach Temporarily
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Large parts, such as the head and body, as well as small parts, such as the ears, arms, legs, and tail, should be temporarily attached using pins. This will allow you to check their placement before permanently attaching with the felting needle.

[image: image] Permanently Attach by Felting
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Stab the loose fibers to attach the body parts. Use scissors to trim excess wool roving, then stab to attach the trimmed fibers.

HOW TO ADD SHADING
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Rub a bit of wool roving between your fingertips to loosen it up until it is nice and fluffy. Position the wool roving on the area of the animal where you’d like to add shading. Use a fine gauge needle to lightly stab the wool roving in place.

HOW TO ADD FACIAL FEATURES

Note: This example uses the Rabbit, but many of the same techniques can be used for other projects in this book.

[image: image] Mark the Placement
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Insert pins to mark the position of the eyes and nose. Check to make sure you are happy with the placement before moving on to the next step.

[image: image] Make the Nose
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Use the tip of the needle to make three holes marking the nose placement.
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Roll a bit of wool roving into a thin rope. Stab the end of the rope into the left hole until it is secure.
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Next, stab the rope into the middle hole, and then the right hole to make a V-shape.
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Finally, stab the rope back into the left hole (the first hole) to complete the triangle. Trim any excess wool roving.

[image: image] Make the Mouth
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Use the tip of the needle to form an indented line marking the mouth placement.
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Twist a bit of wool roving into a thin rope.
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Stab the end of the rope into the line marked in step 6, starting just under the nose. Make sure the end is secure, then continue to fill in along the marked line.

[image: image] Make the Eyes
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Roll a bit of wool roving into a ball about the size of a sesame seed. Stab to attach each eye at the marked location.

HOW TO FIX MISTAKES
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If you need to detach a bit of wool roving that has already been felted, insert the tip of the needle into the wool roving that you wish to remove.
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Pull the wool roving out bit by bit until it is completely removed.
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Use a fine gauge needle to reshape the area where the wool roving was removed.

HOW TO MAKE A BROOCH

The following guide uses the Mushroom Brooch as an example, but many of the same techniques apply to the other brooch projects in this book.
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tip

Use a fine gauge needle for making brooches as they are small and detailed.

[image: image] Make the Brooch Base
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Weigh out the required amount of wool roving.
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Or separate a bit of each color of wool roving. Brooches only require a small amount of wool roving, so there's really no need for exact measurements.
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Trace the template onto sheet felt, and then cut out the shape. This will be the brooch base.
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Rub a bit of white wool roving between your fingertips to loosen it up until it is nice and fluffy.
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The wool roving on the left has just been separated from the bundle, while the wool roving on the right has been loosened and fluffed. This extra step will make it easier to form the wool roving into shape during the felting process.
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Position the loosened wool roving on top of the brooch base cut from felt.

NOTE Beige felt is used in this example for visual clarity. When making the Mushroom Brooch, use white felt as noted in the materials list.
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Stab the wool roving with the tip of the needle to attach it to the brooch base.
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Keep adding a bit of wool roving at a time until the entire surface of the brooch is covered. Add a bit more wool roving at the middle of the mushroom to make it plump and give it a three-dimensional shape.
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Continue felting until the brooch base is completely covered and the surface is smooth.
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Flip the work over and secure any loose wool roving to the felt on the back of the brooch. Make sure that the felt is completely covered along the edges of the brooch.
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Hold the mushroom stem between your fingers and form into shape by stabbing the edges. Make sure to wear a thimble to protect your finger.
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If you don't have a thimble, you can make one by rolling some thick paper into a tube.

[image: image] Felt the Mushroom Cap
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You'll need to mix red and orange wool roving in a 2:1 ratio. Start by aligning the two colors of wool roving side by side.
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Hold the wool roving in two hands and gently pull to separate a bit of each color. Realign the separated pieces on top of the rest of the bundle.
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Continue breaking the wool roving apart and realigning it until the colors are thoroughly mixed.
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Stab the mixed red orange wool roving onto the mushroom cap. Form it into shape so it is a bit more plump in the middle.
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Secure any loose wool roving to the felt on the back of the brooch and form the cap into shape along the edges (refer to steps 10–12 above).
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Cover the middle and tip of the cap with a thin layer of red wool roving.
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Cover the tip of the cap with another thin layer of red wool roving to create a gradated effect.

[image: image] Felt the Stem
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Cover the bottom of the stem with a bit of beige wool roving and stab it in place, wrapping it around the bottom.
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This technique will give the bottom of the stem a nice round shape.

[image: image] Embellish the Cap
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Roll a tiny bit of white wool roving between your fingertips to make a ball.
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Stab the ball in place on the mushroom cap.
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Repeat the process to make various sizes of wool roving balls and stab them in place on the mushroom cap.

[image: image] Attach a Brooch Pin
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Sew a brooch pin to the felt on the back of the brooch. Take care that the stitches are not visible on the front of the brooch.

[image: image]

Alternatively, you can sew a brooch pin to a scrap of sheet felt, then trim it into shape and glue it to the back of the brooch.

HOW TO CREATE SHADING WITH WOOL ROVING

The following guide uses the White-Eye Brooch as an example, but many of the same techniques apply to the other projects in this book.
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tip

Use a fine gauge needle for making brooches as they are small and detailed.

[image: image] Make the Brooch Base
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Separate a bit of each color of wool roving. Trace the template onto sheet felt and cut out the shape to make the brooch base.

[image: image]

Stab the white wool roving onto the brooch base, adding a bit more wool roving at the middle to make the wings plump.

NOTE Beige felt is used in this example for visual clarity. When making the White-Eye Brooch, use white felt as noted in the materials list.

[image: image]

Flip the work over and secure any loose wool roving to the felt on the back of the brooch, making sure that the felt is completely covered along the edges of the brooch. Hold the work between your fingers and form into shape by stabbing the edges (refer to steps 10–12).

[image: image] Felt the Head & Back
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Mix the light green and yellow wool roving in a 1:1 ratio (refer to step 14).
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Stab the mixed wool roving made in step 4 onto the head and back of the bird. Secure any loose wool roving to the felt on the back of the brooch and form into shape by stabbing the edges.
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Cover half of the back and the tail with a thin layer of light green wool roving.
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Cover the tail with another thin layer of light green wool roving to create a gradated effect.

[image: image] Felt the Wing & Tail
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Mix the light green and dark green wool roving in a 2:1 ratio.
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Stab the mixed wool roving made in step 8 onto the wing and tip of the tail.
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Stab a bit of dark green wool roving onto the tip of the wing.

[image: image] Felt the Chest
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Stab a bit of yellow wool roving onto the chest.

[image: image] Felt the Beak
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Stab a bit of brown wool roving onto the beak.
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Use the tip of the needle to form an indented line, dividing the beak in two.

[image: image] Felt the Eye
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Stab a bit of white wool roving onto the head to create a circle shape for the eye.

[image: image]

Roll a bit of black wool roving between your fingertips to make an eye about the size of a sesame seed. Stab in place at the center of the white circle.

[image: image] Attach a Brooch Pin
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Sew a brooch pin to the felt on the back of the brooch as shown in steps 25–26.

HOW TO CREATE A THREE-DIMENSIONAL SHAPE

The following guide uses the Chipmunk Brooch as an example, but many of the same techniques apply to the other projects in this book.
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tip

Use a fine gauge needle for making brooches as they are small and detailed.

[image: image] Make the Brooch Base
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Separate a bit of each color of wool roving. Trace the template onto sheet felt and cut out the shape to make the brooch base.
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Stab the white wool roving onto the brooch base, adding a bit more wool roving at the middle of the chipmunk to make it plump. The white wool roving along the chest and lower half of the face will be visible on the finished brooch, so make sure you're satisfied with how it looks before moving on to the next step.
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Stab a bit of loosened light brown wool roving onto the brooch base on the upper half of the head and along the back and bottom of the chipmunk.
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Flip the work over and secure any loose wool roving to the felt on the back of the brooch, making sure that the felt is completely covered along the edges of the brooch. Hold the work between your fingers and form into shape by stabbing along the edges (refer to steps 10–12).

[image: image] Make the Ears
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Rub a bit of brown wool roving between your fingertips to loosen it up until it is nice and fluffy.
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Position the loosened wool roving on top of the mat and stab it at the center to begin felting it into shape.

[image: image]

Fold the top edges in toward the center to form the wool roving into the shape of an ear. Flip the work over and follow the same process on the back.
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Hold the work between your fingers and form into shape by stabbing the edges. Use a thimble or piece of thick paper to protect your index finger.

[image: image]

Leave the wool roving fibers loose at the base of the ear. Repeat steps 5–9 to make a second ear.
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Stab the loose fibers to attach one ear to the head.
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Stab a bit of loosened light brown wool roving to the head at the base of the ear and inside the ear, leaving the outer edges brown.
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Stab a bit of white wool roving inside the ear.
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Stab the loose fibers to attach the other ear to the head on the back of the brooch.

[image: image] Make the Stripes
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Take a thin strip of brown wool roving and start attaching it to the center of the face, starting just above the nose.
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Continue attaching the stripe down the center of the back, and then attach another brown stripe (refer to the Color Key and the photo for placement).
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Use the same process to attach the white stripes.

[image: image] Felt the Nose & Eye
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Roll a bit of dark brown wool roving between your fingertips to make a ball about the size of a sesame seed. Stab it in place on the tip of the chipmunk's nose.
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Stab small holes to mark the ends of the eye (refer to the Color Key for placement). Roll a thin strip of dark brown wool roving between your fingertips to make a rope, then stab it in place to make the eye.

[image: image] Make the Tail
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Loosen a bit of brown wool roving and arrange into the shape of a fairly large tail. Begin felting into shape, leaving the fibers loose at the base of the tail.
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Once the general shape of the tail is formed, add some fluffy brown wool roving to give the tail a bushy texture.

[image: image]

Stab thin strips of white wool roving to the tail to create stripes.
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Use a pin to temporarily attach the loose fibers at the base of the tail to the back of the brooch. Fold the tail around to the front to check placement and length.

Stab the loose fibers at the base of the tail to the back of the brooch to secure the tail in place.

[image: image]

Tuck the tip of the tail behind the chipmunk's head and secure in place by stabbing it to the back of the brooch.

[image: image]

Adjust the shape of the tail so it wraps around the chipmunk's body.

[image: image] Attach a Brooch Pin
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Sew a brooch pin to the felt on the back of the brooch as shown in steps 25–26.

HOW TO CREATE A THREE-DIMENSIONAL FIGURE

The following guide uses the Great Tit as an example, but many of the same techniques apply to the other projects in this book.

tip

I prefer to work with a fine gauge needle, but you may want to use a regular needle for attaching the head and body more quickly.

[image: image] Make the Head
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Separate a bit of white wool roving to make the head.
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Roll it into a ball using the template as a guide.
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Stab the top surface to begin forming into shape.
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Continue stabbing on all sides, rolling into a tight ball as you work. Gradually add a bit more wool roving to increase the size if necessary.

[image: image]

The ball will become smaller and more compact as you felt it. Flatten the ball slightly as indicated by the side view template.

[image: image] Make the Body
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To make the body, separate a bit more white wool roving than was used to make the head. Roll it into an oval using the template as a guide.

[image: image]

Stab the top surface to begin forming the body into shape.

[image: image]

Continue stabbing on all sides, rolling into a tight oval as you work. Gradually add a bit more wool roving to increase the size if necessary.

[image: image]

Gradually add a bit more wool roving to transform the oval into a flattened egg shape, as indicated by the side view template.

[image: image] Attach the Head to the Body
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Use a pin to temporarily attach the head to the body.

[image: image]

Begin stabbing along the area where the head connects to the body to create the neck. Stab from the body toward the head.

[image: image]

Next, stab from the head toward the body until the two pieces are completely attached.

[image: image]

Completed view once the head is attached to the body.

[image: image] Smooth Out the Neck
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Add a bit of loosened wool roving to the neck.

[image: image]

Add a bit more loosened wool roving to the areas of the neck you'd like to build up, then stab to form into shape.

[image: image]

Insert a pin to mark the placement of the beak. Add a bit of loosened white wool roving to both sides of the face to make the cheeks more plump.

[image: image] Add Color to the Head
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Position some loosened black wool roving on top of the head and begin stabbing it into place.

[image: image]

Make the entire head black, leaving the areas around the eyes and cheeks uncovered.

[image: image] Make the Tail
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Separate a bit of gray wool roving. Fold it in half and position it on top of the mat.
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Stab the wool roving to begin forming it into the shape of a tail. Flip the work over and follow the same process on the back.
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Hold the work between your fingers and form into shape by stabbing the edges.

[image: image]

The wool roving will become smaller and more compact as it takes shape.
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Use the tip of the needle to form indented lines on the tail.

[image: image]

Use pins to attach the tail to the body. Stab the loosened fibers at the base of the tail to attach it to the bird.

[image: image]

Add a bit of white wool roving underneath the base of the tail to add a little support.

[image: image]

Completed view once the white wool roving has been under the tail.

[image: image] Add Color to the Back
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Stab a bit of loosened sage green wool roving from the neck down to the base of the tail.

[image: image] Make the Wings
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Separate a bit of dark gray wool roving to make a wing.
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Position the wool roving on top of the mat and stab it at the center to begin forming it into a wing shape.
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Stab the edges to form the wool roving into a triangular wing shape.

Use your fingers to hold the wing in place on the mat as you continue to form it into shape. Leave the fibers loose at the base of the wing.
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Repeat steps 28–31 to make another wing. Use pins to attach the wings to the body, then stab to secure in place.
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Continue stabbing the loose fibers to form them into the shape of a wing.

Completed view once the wings have been attached.

[image: image] Add Color to the Wings
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Stab a bit of loosened gray wool roving to the wings, leaving the tips uncovered.
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Stab a bit of loosened sage green wool roving on top, leaving about half of each wing uncovered.
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Add a line of white wool roving to the center of each wing.
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Completed view of the wing.

[image: image] Finish the Chest & Belly

[image: image]

Add a light layer of loosened white wool roving to the chest and belly. This will give the bird a puffy shape and fluffy texture.
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Add a black line to the chest.

[image: image] Make the Beak
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Separate a bit of dark gray wool roving and roll it into a small ball. Stab to attach the beak to the face at the position marked in step 16.
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Form the beak into shape by stabbing the tip. Add a bit more dark gray wool if necessary.
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Rub a bit of white wool roving between your fingers to form it into a thin rope. Stab it in place to divide the beak in two.

[image: image] Attach the Eyes

Insert pins to mark the position of the eyes.

[image: image]

Use an awl to make holes at the marked locations.

Insert the eye buttons and glue them in place.

[image: image] Make the Feet

[image: image]

Use the template to cut the feet out of dark brown sheet felt.

Glue the feet to the bottom of the bird.

HOW TO MAKE ANIMALS STANDING ON TWO FEET

The following guide uses the Rabbit as an example, but many of the same techniques apply to the other projects in this book.

[image: image] Make the Head

	[image: image]

Form white wool roving into an egg shape using the template as a guide (also refer).

[image: image] Make the Body
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Measure out the amount of wool roving required to make the body. Fold it in half.

[image: image]

Wrap tightly with more wool roving and stab.

[image: image]

Stab, rolling the wool roving as you go to work all sides evenly and form an elongated oval shape. Add more wool roving if necessary.

Continue until the body matches the shape of the template. Leave the fibers loose at one end.

[image: image]

Trim the excess wool roving to create a nice flat edge.

[image: image] Attach the Head to the Body
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Use a pin to temporarily attach the head to the body.

[image: image]

Begin stabbing along the area where the head connects to the body. This will create the neck. Stab from the body toward the head.

[image: image]

Next, stab from the head toward the body until the two pieces are completely attached.

[image: image] Smooth Out the Neck
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Remove the pin. Add a bit of loosened white wool roving to the neck.

[image: image]

Add a bit more loosened white wool roving to the areas of the neck you'd like to build up, then stab to form into shape.

[image: image] Make the Body Rounder
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Add a bit of loosened white wool roving to the back.

[image: image]

Stab to give the body a nice round shape.

[image: image]

Insert a pin to mark the placement of the nose. Add a bit of loosened white wool roving to the cheeks and haunches to make them more plump.

[image: image] Add Color to the Head & Body
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Loosen up a bit of light brown wool roving and stab it to the head and body, leaving the areas around the mouth and belly uncovered.

[image: image]

Don't forget to add some to the bottom as well.

[image: image] Make the Arms
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Separate a bit of white wool roving and fold it in half.

[image: image]

Wrap with a bit more white wool roving and stab, rolling as you go to work all sides evenly.

[image: image]

Continue until the arm matches the shape of the template. Leave the fibers loose at one end. Repeat steps 17–19 to make another arm.

[image: image]

Wrap a thin layer of light brown wool roving around each arm, leaving the paw uncovered. Stab in place to secure.

[image: image] Make the Legs
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Follow the same process used in steps 17–19 to make two legs, but make them flatter than the arms. Use the template as a guide.

[image: image] Attach the Arms & Legs
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Use pins to temporarily attach the arms to the body.

[image: image]

Stab the loose fibers to secure in place. Trim the excess wool roving.

[image: image]

HOW TO CREATE FUR

The following guide uses the Squirrel as an example, but many of the same techniques apply to the other projects in this book.

[image: image] Make the Tail
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Separate a bit of brown wool roving and fold it in half so it measures about 3 in (8 cm) in length.

Wrap with a bit more brown wool roving and stab, rolling as you go to work all sides evenly. Continue until the tail matches the size and shape of the template.

[image: image] Add More Wool Roving to the Tail
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Next, you'll add a bit more brown wool roving to the tail four times, about every ⅝ in (1.5 cm). This will make the tail thicker along the 2½ in (6 cm) section.

Start by positioning a bit of brown wool roving on top of the mat to make a thin layer about 2½ in (6 cm) long and 1½ in (4 cm) wide.

Position the bundle of wool roving from step 4 on top of the tip of the tail, so the center aligns with line [image: image].

Stab along the center of the bundle to attach it to the tip of the tail.

Fold the bundled wool toward the tip of the tail. Stab about ¼ in (5 mm) from the fold to secure in place.

Flip the work over and add some more wool roving to the back following the same process used in steps 4–7.

Add some more brown wool roving to the front and back of the tail three more times following the process used in steps 4–8. Use scissors to trim the excess wool roving into shape according to the template.

HOW TO MAKE ANIMALS WITH FOUR LEGS

The following guide uses the Donkey as an example, but many of the same techniques apply to the other projects in this book.

[image: image] Make the Head

Separate about 1 g of white wool roving. Tie a knot at the center and fold it in half.

Wrap another 1 g of white wool roving around it to shape the head, with the knot serving as the nose. Stab, rolling the wool roving as you go to work all sides evenly and shape according to the template.

Wrap a bit of brown wool roving around the head, leaving the tip of the nose uncovered.

[image: image] Make the Body
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Separate an 8 in (20 cm) long piece of brown wool roving and fold it in half. Wrap with a bit more brown wool roving and stab to start shaping the body.

Follow the same process used in steps 2–5 to make the donkey's body.

[image: image] Attach the Head to the Body
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To make the neck, wrap a bit of brown wool roving around the loose fibers at the base of the body. Stab while holding the neck at an upward angle using your left hand.

Attach the head to the body following the same process used in steps 7–11. Next, smooth out the neck area.

[image: image] Make the Legs
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Separate a 6 in (15 cm) long piece of dark gray wool roving. Tie a knot in the center. The knot will serve as the hoof.

Fold in half. Wrap a bit of brown wool roving around the leg, leaving the hoof uncovered. Stab to secure in place.

Stab, rolling the wool roving as you go to work all sides evenly. Make sure the fibers are tightly felted so the leg will be able to support the body.

Wrap a bit of white wool roving around the leg, just above the hoof and stab in place. Repeat steps 8–11 to make a total of four legs.

HOW TO MAKE ANIMALS WITH TEXTURED FUR

The following guide uses the Poodle as an example, but many of the same techniques apply to the other projects in this book.

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Use white wool roving to make the head, following the process used in steps 1–5.

Stab the bottom of the circle to make the area where the head attaches to the body flat, using the template as a guide.

Loosen the curly wool locks by rubbing a bit between your fingertips.

[image: image] Add the Fur to the Head
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Stab to attach the curly wool locks to the head.

Cover the head with the curly wool locks, except for the flat bottom where the head will attach to the body.

HOW TO MAKE ANIMALS WITH STRIPED FUR

The following guide uses the Kitten as an example, but many of the same techniques apply to the other projects in this book.

[image: image] Make the Head
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Use white wool roving to make an egg-shaped head, as shown.

[image: image] Make the Body
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You'll make the chest and back separately. First, fold a bit of white wool roving into shape using the back template. Wrap a bit more white wool roving around it.

Stab the top surface to form the body into a curved egg shape.

[image: image]

Once the top surface is densely felted and has a nice round shape, flip the work over and stab the bottom surface which was facing the mat earlier and flatten it.

Completed view of the back. It should have an egg shape when viewed from above.

Follow the same process to make the chest.

Use pins to temporarily attach the chest and back. Stab from both directions to attach the two pieces.

[image: image] Smooth Out the Shape
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Wrap a bit of loosened white wool roving around the area where the chest and back connect. Stab to secure, smoothing out the shape.

[image: image] Attach the Head to the Body
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Use a pin to temporarily attach the head to the body. Stab from the body toward the head. Next, stab from the head toward the body until the two pieces are completely attached. This will create the neck.

[image: image] Smooth Out the Neck
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Remove the pin. Add a bit of loosened wool roving to the neck and stab to smooth out the shape.

[image: image] Make the Front Legs
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Use white wool roving to make two front legs, following the process used in steps 14–16.

Wrap a bit of gray wool roving around each leg, leaving the paws uncovered.



[image: image] Embroider the Claws
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Thread the embroidery floss onto a needle, fold in half, and tie a knot at the end. You'll use this thread to embroider three claws onto each paw.

Insert the needle through the paw from the back side of the leg (the side that will be attached to the body). Draw the needle out at the starting position of the first claw.

Pull the needle and thread taut so that the knot becomes hidden inside the wool roving.

Insert the needle back through the paw at the ending position of the first claw, and then draw it out at the starting position of the second claw.

HOW TO MAKE ANIMALS WITH WIRE FRAMES

The following guide uses the Sheep as an example, but many of the same techniques apply to the other projects in this book.

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Cut a 24–28 in (60–70 cm) long piece of wire. Fold it in half, then bend it into shape as shown above.

Twist the two pieces of wire together. Start twisting at the head, then continue with the front legs, torso, back legs, and tail.

The length of the head and limbs should be around 2–2½ in (5–6 cm).

Trim the excess wire so that the frame matches the dimensions listed above.

Bend the wire frame into the shape of a sheep's body.

Cut a 8 in (20 cm) long piece of wire. Wrap it around the head, neck, and back. Finish the end by wrapping it around the base of one of the back legs.

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Tie a piece of yarn around the neck, and then wrap it around the wire frame.

HOW TO USE CORE FIBER

The following guide uses the Bears as an example, but many of the same techniques apply to the other projects in this book.

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Make a wire frame following the dimensions listed in the individual project instructions. Also refer to steps 1–7.

Wrap the yarn around the wire frame to make it thicker, as shown in step 8.

Cut a piece of core fiber, wrap it around the frame, and stab it in place. Use a thick needle to make the felting process quicker.

Stab small pieces of core fiber to the face in order to shape it gradually.

The wire frame allows you to manipulate the bear cub’s arms. He can even hold objects, such as this bouquet of flowers.

HOW TO MAKE BIRD LEGS

The following guide uses the Cockatiel as an example.

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Bend the floral wire to make a rough bird's foot shape. Each toe should be about ¾ in (2 cm) long.

Using pliers, twist the two pieces of wire together from the base to the tip of each toe. Twist the wires together along the leg too.

Trim the wire so that each toe is 1 in (2.5 cm) long and the leg is 1¼ in (3 cm) long.

[image: image] Wrap Embroidery Floss Around the Wire Frame

Wrap pink embroidery floss around the wire frame from the base to the tip of the first toe.

Once you reach the tip, change direction and wrap toward the base. Follow this process to wrap the floss around the remaining toes and the leg.

[image: ]  Use the template to cut the swan out of sheet felt. This will be the brooch base.

[image: ]  Stab white wool roving onto the brooch base, making the middle area plump to create the wings. Leave the beak area uncovered. See diagrams.

[image: ]  Stab orange wool roving onto the beak, and then stab black wool roving onto the beak tip. See diagram.

[image: ]  Roll a bit of brown wool roving between your fingertips to make an eye about the size of a sesame seed. Stab in place next to the beak.

[image: ]  Use the tip of the needle to form indented lines for the wings (refer to step 13). Also see diagram.

[image: ]  Sew a brooch pin to the back (refer to steps 25–26).

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[image: ]  Wrap white wool roving around the frame and stab to form the head and body into shape, as shown in steps 10–13. Add a bit more white wool roving to the shoulders and bottom to make them plump. See diagrams below.

[image: ]  Make the hooves using brown wool roving, as shown in steps 14–16. Make the legs thicker by wrapping with white wool roving and stabbing in place, as shown in step 17.

[image: ]  Cover the head and body with beige wool roving, leaving the tip of the nose, lower legs, and tail white. See diagram.

[image: ]  Loosen a bit of light brown wool roving and attach just inside the layer of beige. You do not need to cover the back. See diagram.

[image: ]  Loosen a bit of rust wool roving and attach just inside the layer of light brown, covering the top of the head, body, back, and tail. See diagram.

[image: ]  Make two ears using rust wool roving, then add a bit of white wool roving to the inside. Attach the ears to the head. Use the template as a guide. See diagram.

[image: ]  Add a thin, blurred line of dark rust wool roving down the back, from the head to the tail. See diagram.

[image: ]  Make the dots using white wool roving, as shown in steps 22–23.

[image: ]  Use dark brown wool roving to make the eyes, nose, and mouth, as shown.

WRAP WHITE WOOL roving around the frame and stab into shape. Add loosened white wool roving to the face, shoulders, and bottom.

MAKE THE TAIL so it's flat when viewed from the side and round when viewed from behind.

STAB BEIGE WOOL roving, leaving the tip of the nose, feet, and tail white.

LOOSEN A BIT of light brown wool roving and stab just inside the beige layer. There's no need to cover the back.

STAB RUST WOOL roving on top of the light brown wool roving, covering the top of the head, body, back, and tail.

MAKE THE EARS, then stab white wool roving inside. Stab them from behind on the rust-colored part of the head.
