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•  Premier Yarns Home Cotton medium (worsted) weight cotton/polyester yarn (2¾ oz/140 yds/80g per skein):

        2 skeins #3802 cream

        1 skein each #3803 beige and #3815 sage

•  Size D/3/3.25mm crochet hook or size needed to obtain gauge

•  Tapestry needle

•  12mm brown animal safety eyes: 2 (see Pattern Notes)

•  Fiberfill

•  Stitch markers




 



Gauge

Head: Rnds 1–5 = 2 inches in diameter

Pattern Notes

If making Bear for child age 3 or under, embroider eyes on Bear.

Join with slip stitch as indicated unless otherwise stated.

Arms, Legs, and Head and Body are worked in continuous rounds; do not turn or join unless otherwise stated.

Mark first stitch of round and move marker as work progresses.

When changing color, drop old color until next needed. Do not fasten off unless otherwise stated.

Bear

Muzzle

Rnd 1: With cream, ch 5, sc in 2nd ch from hook, sc in each of next 2 chs, 3 sc in last ch, working across opposite side of foundation ch, sc in each of next 2 chs, 2 sc in last ch, join (see Pattern Notes) in first sc. (10 sc)

Rnd 2: Ch 1, sc in each of first 3 sc, 2 sc in each of next 2 sc, sc in each of next 3 sc, 2 sc in each of next 2 sc, join in first sc. (14 sc)

Rnd 3: Ch 1, sc in each of first 5 sc, 2 sc in each of next 2 sc, sc in each of next 5 sc, 2 sc in each of next 2 sc, join in first sc. (18 sc)

Rnds 4 & 5: Ch 1, sc in each sc around, join in first sc.

Leaving long end for sewing, fasten off.

With beige, using satin stitch (see illustration) embroider nose on Muzzle as shown in photo.
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Ear

Make 2.

Rnd 1: With beige, ch 2, 4 sc in first ch, do not join (see Pattern Notes). Place marker in first sc (see Pattern Notes). (4 sc)

Rnd 2: 2 sc in each sc around. (8 sc)

Rnd 3: [Sc in next sc, 2 sc in next sc] 4 times. (12 sc)

Rnd 4: [Sc in each of next 2 sc, 2 sc in next sc] 4 times. (16 sc)

Rnd 5: Sc in each sc around.

Rnd 6: Sc in each sc around, join in first sc.

Leaving long end for sewing, fasten off.

Heart

With sage, ch 4, (3 tr, ch 1, 3 dc, ch 1, tr, ch 1, 3 dc, ch 1, 2 tr, ch 3, sl st) in first ch. Leaving long end for sewing, fasten off.

Arm

Make 2.

Rnd 1: With sage, ch 2, 6 sc in first ch, do not join. Place marker in first sc. (6 sc)

Rnd 2: 2 sc in each sc around, changing color (see Stitch Guide and Pattern Notes) to cream in last st. Fasten off sage. (12 sc)

Rnd 3: Working in back lp (see Stitch Guide), sc in each sc around.

Rnd 4: Sc in each sc around, changing color to beige in last st.

Rnd 5: Sc in each sc around, changing to cream in last st.

With beige, using straight stitch (see illustration), embroider claw on paw as shown in photo.
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Rnd 6: With cream, sc in each sc around.

Rnd 7: Sc in each sc around, changing color to beige in last st.

Rnd 8: Sc in each sc around, changing color to cream in last st.

Rnds 9–17: Sc in each sc around. At end of last rnd, leaving long end for sewing, fasten off.

Stuff paw and lower Arm firmly with fiberfill, leaving top of Arm unstuffed to allow Arm to drape.

Leg

Make 2.

Rnd 1: With sage, ch 2, 6 sc in first ch, do not join. Place marker in first sc. (6 sc)

Rnd 2: 2 sc in each sc around. (12 sc)

Rnd 3: [Sc in next st, 2 sc in next sc] 6 times, join in first sc. Fasten off sage. (18 sc)

Rnd 4: Join cream in first sc, working in back lp, sc in each sc around, do not join.

Rnd 5: Sc in each sc around, changing color to beige in last st.

Rnd 6: Sc in each sc around, changing color to cream in last sc.

With beige, using straight stitch, embroider claw on paw as shown in photo.

Rnd 7: With cream, sc in each sc around.

Rnd 8: Sc in each sc around, changing color to beige in last st.

Rnds 9–11: Rep rnds 6–8.

Rnd 12: Rep rnd 6.

Rnds 13–23: [Rep rnd 7] 11 times.

Rnd 24: [Sc in next sc, sc dec (see Stitch Guide) in next 2 sc] 6 times, join in first sc. (12 sts)

At end of last rnd, leaving long end for sewing, fasten off.

Stuff paw and lower Leg firmly with fiberfill, leaving top of Leg unstuffed to allow Bear to sit.

Head

Rnd 1: With cream, ch 2, 6 sc in first ch, do not join. Place marker in first st. (6 sc)

Rnd 2: 2 sc in each sc around. (12 sc)

Rnd 3: [Sc in next sc, 2 sc in next sc] 6 times. (18 sc)

Rnd 4: [Sc in each of next 2 sc, 2 sc in next sc] 6 times. (24 sc)

Rnd 5: [Sc in each of next 3 sc, 2 sc in next sc] 6 times. (30 sc)

Rnd 6: [Sc in each of next 4 sc, 2 sc in next sc] 6 times. (36 sc)

Rnd 7: [Sc in each of next 5 sc, 2 sc in next sc] 6 times. (42 sc)

Rnd 8: [Sc in each of next 6 sc, 2 sc in next sc] 6 times. (48 sc)

Rnds 9–17: Sc in each sc around.

Rnd 18: [Sc in each of next 6 sc, sc dec in next 2 sc] 6 times. (42 sts)

Rnd 19: [Sc in each of next 5 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts] 6 times. (36 sts)

Rnd 20: [Sc in each of next 4 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts] 6 times. (30 sts)

Rnd 21: [Sc in each of next 3 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts] 6 times. (24 sts)

Attach eyes (see Pattern Notes) between rnds 12 and 13. With beige, using backstitch (see illustration), embroider eyebrows above eyes.
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Align top of Muzzle with rnd 14 on Head and sew in place. Sew Ears on Head as shown in photo.

Rnd 22: [Sc in each of next 2 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts] 6 times. (18 sts)

Rnd 23: [Sc in next st, sc dec in next 2 sts] 6 times. (12 sts)

Rnd 24: 2 sc in each st around. (24 sc)

Stuff Head with fiberfill to desired firmness.

Body

Rnd 25: [Sc in each of next 3 sc, 2 sc in next sc] 6 times. (30 sc)

Rnd 26: [Sc in each of next 4 sc, 2 sc in next sc] 6 times. Place marker in rnd for Arm placement. (36 sc)

Rnd 27: [Sc in each of next 5 sc, 2 sc in next sc] 6 times. (42 sc)

Rnd 28: [Sc in each of next 6 sc, 2 sc in next sc] 6 times. (48 sc)

Rnds 29–36: Sc in each sc around.

With cream, sew Arms on rnd 26 of Body as shown in photo.

Align top of Heart on rnd 26 and sew in place with sage as shown in photo.

Rnds 37–44: Sc in each sc around.

Rnd 45: [Sc in each of next 6 sc, sc dec in next 2 sc] 6 times. (42 sts)

Rnd 46: [Sc in each of next 5 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts] 6 times. (36 sts)

Rnd 47: [Sc in each of next 4 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts] 6 times. (30 sts)

Rnd 48: [Sc in each of next 3 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts] 6 times. (24 sts)

Stuff Body with fiberfill to desired firmness.

Rnd 49: [Sc dec in next 2 sts] 12 times. (12 sts)

Rnd 50: [Sc dec in next 2 sts] 6 times. (6 sts)

Leaving long end for sewing, fasten off. Weave end through sts on last rnd and pull to close.

Sew Legs on bottom of Body as shown in photo. [image: ]

Washcloth

Row 1: Ch 28, dc in 4th ch from hook and in each rem ch across, turn. (26 dc)

Row 2: Ch 3 (see Pattern Notes), *dc in each of next 2 dc, dc around both posts of last 2 dc made, sk next st, rep from * across to last st, dc in top of beg ch-3, turn.

Rows 3–11: Ch 3, dc in each of next 2 sts, dc around both posts of last 2 dc made, dc in each of next 20 sts, dc around both posts of the last 2 dc made, sk next st, dc in top of beg ch-3, turn.

Row 12: Rep row 2.

Row 13: Ch 3, dc in each st across.

Chain-4 at beginning of round counts as first double crochet and chain-1 unless otherwise stated.

Join with slip stitch as indicated unless otherwise stated.

Diaper Cover

Row 1: With cream, ch 23, sc in 2nd ch from hook and in each rem ch across, turn. (22 sc)

Rows 2–14: Ch 1, sc in each sc across, turn.

Row 15: Ch 1, sc in first sc, sc dec (see Stitch Guide) in next 2 sc, sc in each of next 16 sc, sc dec in next 2 sc, sc in last sc, turn. Place marker in first and last sc. (20 sts)

Row 16: Ch 1, sc in first st, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in each of next 14 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in last st, turn. (18 sts)

Row 17: Ch 1, sc in first st, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in each of next 12 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in last st, turn. (16 sts)

Row 18: Ch 1, sc in first st, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in each of next 10 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in last st, turn. (14 sts)

Row 19: Ch 1, sc in first st, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in each of next 8 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in last st, turn. (12 sts)

Rows 20–31: Ch 1, sc in each st across, turn.

Row 32: Ch 1, sc in first sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in each of next 8 sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in last sc, turn. (14 sc)

Row 33: Ch 1, sc in first sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in each of next 10 sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in last sc, turn. (16 sc)

Row 34: Ch 1, sc in first sc, 2 sc next sc, sc in each of next 12 sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in last sc, turn. (18 sc)

Row 35: Ch 1, sc in first sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in each of next 14 sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in last sc, turn. (20 sc)

Row 36: Ch 1, sc in first sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in each of next 16 sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in last sc, turn. (22 sc)

Rows 37–50: Ch 1, sc in each sc across, turn.

At end of last row, fasten off.

Fold Diaper Cover in half, aligning sts of first and last rows. With tapestry needle, sew side seam from top down to marker on row 15. Rep for opposite side.

Large Flower

Rnd 1: With grenadine, ch 5, sl st in first ch to form ring, ch 4 (see Pattern Notes), [(dc, ch 1) in ring] 7 times, join (see Pattern Notes) in 3rd ch of beg ch-4. (8 dc, 8 ch-1 sps)

Rnd 2: (Sl st, ch 1, 2 dc, ch 1, sl st) in each ch-1 sp around, join in first sl st. (8 petals)

Rnd 3: *Ch 2, sl st in sp between next 2 petals, rep from * around. (8 ch-2 sps)

Rnd 4: (Sl st, ch 1, 3 dc, ch 1, sl st) in each ch-2 sp around, join in first sl st.

Rnd 5: *Ch 3, sl st in sp between next 2 petals, rep from * around. Fasten off grenadine.

Rnd 6: Join sagebrush in any ch-3 sp, (sl st, ch 1, dc, 2 tr, ch 3, 2 tr, dc, ch 1, sl st) in same ch-3 sp, (sl st, ch 1, dc, 2 tr, ch 3, 2 tr, dc, ch 1, sl st) in each rem ch-3 sp around, join in first sl st. Fasten off.

Sew Large Flower on Diaper Cover as shown in photo.

Headband
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Row 1: With cream, ch 38, dc in 4th ch from hook and in each rem ch across. Fasten off. (36 dc)

Row 2: Join grenadine in last st, loosely sl st in each st across. Fasten off.

Small Flower

Rnd 1: With grenadine, ch 5, sl st in first ch to form ring, ch 4, [(dc, ch 1) in ring] 5 times, join in 3rd ch of beg ch-4. (6 dc, 6 ch-1 sps)

Rnd 2: (Sl st, ch 1, dc, ch 1, sl st) in each ch-1 sp around, join in first sl st. (6 petals)

Rnd 3: *Ch 2, sl st in sp between next 2 petals, rep from * around. (6 ch-2 sps)

Rnd 4: (Sl st, ch 1, 2 dc, ch 1, sl st) in each ch-2 sp around, join in first sl st.

Rnd 5: *Ch 3, sl st in sp between next 2 petals, rep from * around. Fasten off grenadine. (6 ch-3 sps)

Rnd 6: Join sagebrush in any ch-3 sp, (sl st, ch 1, dc, 2 tr, ch 3, 2 tr, dc, ch 1, sl st) in same ch-3 sp, (sl st, ch 1, dc, 2 tr, ch 3, 2 tr, dc, ch 1, sl st) in each rem ch-3 sp around, join in first sl st. Fasten off.

With sewing needle and thread, sew ¾-inch button on end of Headband and ⅝-inch button on 18th and 19th sts from opposite end of Headband. Slip Small Flower over ⅝-inch button to finish. [image: ]

Left Sandal

Sole

Make 2.

Rnd 1: With pink, ch 8, sc in 2nd ch from hook, sc in each of next 3 chs, hdc in each of next 2 chs, 4 dc in last ch (toe made), working across opposite side of foundation ch, hdc in each of next 2 chs, sc in each of next 4 chs, join (see Pattern Notes) in first sc. (16 sts)

Rnd 2: Ch 1, 2 sc in first st, sc in each of next 3 sts, hdc in next st, dc in next st, 2 dc in each of next 4 sts, dc in next st, hdc in next st, sc in each of next 3 sts, 2 sc in last st, join in first st. (22 sts)

Rnd 3: Ch 1, sc in first st, 2 sc in next st, sc in each of next 5 sts, [sc in next st, 2 sc in next st] 4 times, sc in each of next 5 sts, 2 sc in next st, sc in last st, join in first st. Fasten off. (28 sts)

Holding 2 Soles with WS tog and working through both thicknesses, join mint in first st, sl st in each st around. Fasten off.

Heel

Row 1: Beg at center back of Sole, with RS facing, sk 6 sts to right of center, join pink in 7th st, ch 1, sc in same st, sc in each of next 13 sts, turn, leaving rem sts unworked. (14 sc)

Rows 2 & 3: Ch 1, sc in each st across, turn.

Row 4: Ch 1, sc in each st across, ch 15 (strap made), turn. (25 sts)

Row 5: Sc in 5th ch from hook (sk chs count as button lp) and in each rem ch and sc across. Fasten off.

Trim

Working in front lp (see Stitch Guide), join mint in 3rd st on row 5 of Heel, ch 1, sl st in each st across. Fasten off.

With sewing needle and matching thread, sew button on row 5 of Heel opposite strap as shown in photo.

Toe Strap

Row 1: With pink, ch 10, sc in 2nd ch from hook and in each rem ch across. Leaving long end for sewing, fasten off

Sew Toe Strap across toe of Sandal, leaving 2 sts unworked between Toe Strap and Heel.

Flower

Rnd 1: With mint, ch 2, 5 sc in first ch, join in first sc.

Rnd 2: (Ch 1, dc, ch 1, sl st) in first sc, (sl st, ch 1, dc, ch 1, sl st) in each rem st around, join in first st.

Leaving long end for sewing, fasten off.

Right Sandal

Sole

Make 2.

Work as for Sole on Left Sandal.

Heel

Row 1: Beg at center back of Sole, sk 6 sts to left of center, join in 7th st, ch 1, sc in same st, sc in each of next 13 sts, turn, leaving rem sts unworked. (14 sc)

Rows 2–5: Rep rows 2–5 for Heel on Left Sandal.

Fasten off.

Trim

Work as for Trim on Heel on Left Sandal.

Toe Strap

Work as for Toe Strap on Left Sandal.

Flower

Work as for Flower on Left Sandal. [image: ]

Join with slip stitch as indicated unless otherwise stated.

Chain-5 at beginning of row counts as first double crochet and chain-2 unless otherwise stated.

Special Stitch

Shell: 6 dc as indicated in instructions.

Bonnet

Rnd 1: With pink, ch 2, 10 hdc in first ch, join (see Pattern Notes) in first hdc. (10 hdc)

Rnd 2: Ch 1, 2 hdc in each hdc around, join in first hdc. (20 hdc)

Rnd 3: Ch 1, hdc in first hdc, 2 hdc in next hdc, [hdc in next hdc, 2 hdc in next hdc] 9 times, join in first hdc. (30 hdc)

Rnd 4: Ch 1, hdc in each of first 2 hdc, 2 hdc in next hdc, [hdc in each of next 2 hdc, 2 hdc in next hdc] 9 times, join in first hdc. (40 hdc)

Rnd 5: Ch 1, hdc in each of first 7 hdc, 2 hdc in next hdc, [hdc in each of next 3 hdc, 2 hdc in next hdc] 8 times, join in first hdc. (49 hdc)

Row 6: Now working in rows, ch 1, sc in first st, sk next 2 sts, shell (see Special Stitch) in next st, sk next 2 sts, *sc in each of next 2 sts, sk next 2 sts, shell in next st, sk next 2 sts, rep from * across to last st, sc in last st, turn. (7 shells)

Row 7: Ch 5 (see Pattern Notes), sk 2 next 2 dc, sc in each of next 2 dc, ch 2, sk next 2 dc, [dc in each of next 2 sc, ch 2, sk next 2 dc, sc in each of next 2 dc, ch 2, sk next 2 dc] 6 times, dc in last sc, turn.

Row 8: Ch 5, dc dec (see Stitch Guide) in next 2 sc, ch 2, [dc in each of next 2 dc, ch 2, dc dec in next 2 sc, ch 2] 6 times, dc in 3rd ch of beg ch-5, turn.

Row 9: Ch 1, sc in first st, 2 sc in next ch-2 sp, sc in next st, 2 sc in next ch-2 sp, [sc in each of next 2 dc, 2 sc in next ch-2 sp, sc in next st, 2 sc in next ch-2 sp] 6 times, sc in 3rd ch of beg ch-5, turn.

Rows 10–13: Rep rows 6–9.

Row 14: Rep row 6.

Row 15: Rep row 7.

Row 16: Rep row 8, changing color (see Stitch Guide) to mint in last st, turn.

Row 17: With mint, rep row 9, changing color to pink in last st.

Row 18: With pink, rep row 6. Fasten off.

Ties

With mint, ch 50, join in first st on row 17 of Bonnet. Rep on opposite side.

Flower

Row 1: With mint, ch 35, sl st in 4th ch from hook, *ch 3, sl st in next ch, rep from * across. Leaving long end for sewing, fasten off.

Roll piece into small rosette and secure with yarn end. Sew on Bonnet as shown in photo. [image: ]

Leaving long end for sewing, fasten off. Holding first and last rows tog, working through both thicknesses, sew ends tog.

Flower

Front

Row 1: With cream, ch 4, sl st in first ch to form ring, ch 1, 6 sc in ring, turn. (6 sc)

Row 2: Ch 1, 2 sc in each sc across, turn. (12 sc)

Row 3: (Sl st, ch 1, 2 dc, ch 1, sl st) in first sc, [sk next st, (sl st, ch 1, 2 dc, ch 1, sl st) in next st] 5 times, sl st in last st. Fasten off. (6 petals)

Back

Row 1: With cream, ch 4, sl st in first ch to form ring, ch 1, 6 sc in ring, turn. (6 sc)

Row 2: Ch 1, 2 sc in each sc across, turn. (12 sc)

Row 3: Ch 1, sc in first sc, 2 sc in next sc, [sc in next sc, 2 sc in next sc] 5 times, turn. (18 sc)

Row 4: (Sl st, ch 1, 2 dc, ch 1, sl st) in first sc, sk next sc, [(sl st, ch 1, 2 dc, ch 1, sl st) in next sc, sk next st] 8 times, sl st in last st. Fasten off. (9 petals)

Holding Front on top of Back, position Flower on Headband as shown in photo and sew in place.

With sewing needle and thread, sew button on center of Flower. [image: ]

Row 23 [29, 31]: Ch 1, sc in each of first 13 [14, 15] sts, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in last st, turn. (15 [16, 17] sts)

Row 24 [30, 32]: Rep row 22 [28, 30]. (14 [15, 16] sts)

Row 25 [31, 33]: Ch 1, sc in each of first 11 [12, 13] sts, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in last st, turn. (13 [14, 15] sts)

Row 26 [32, 34]: Rep row 22 [28, 30]. Place marker in first st. (12 [13, 14] sts)

Row 27 [33, 35]: Ch 1, sc in each of first 9 [10, 11] sts, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in last st, turn. (11 [12, 13] sts)

Row 28 [34, 36]: Rep row 22 [28, 30]. (10 [11, 12] sts)

Row 29 [35, 37]: Ch 1, sc in each of next 7 [8, 9] sts, sc dec in next 2 sts, sc in last st, turn. (9 [10, 11] sts)

Row 30 [36, 38]: Rep row 22 [28, 30]. (8 [9, 10] sts)

Rows 31–33 [37–39, 39–41]: Ch 1, sc in each st across, turn.

At end of last row, fasten off.

Back Panel

Row 1: With mocha, ch 37 [39, 42], sc in 2nd ch from hook and in each rem ch across, turn. (36 [38, 41] sts)

Rows 2–13 [2–13, 2–16]: Rep rows 2–13 [2–13, 2–16] of Right Front.

Rows 14–33 [14–39, 17–41]: Ch 1, sc in each st across, turn. Place marker in first and last st on row 17 [19, 21].

With RS tog, sew shoulder seams. Sew side seams from bottom up to markers on row 17 [21, 21] of Back. Turn garment RS out.

Hood

Row 1: Join cream in marked st on row 26 [32, 34] of Left Front, ch 1, evenly sp 34 [36, 40] sc across Left Front neckline, along Back and across Right Front neckline to next marker, turn. (34 [36, 40] sts)

Rows 2–19 [2–22, 2–23]: Ch 1, sc in each sc across, turn.

Row 20 [23, 24]: Ch 1, sc in each of first 12 [13, 15] sc, [sc dec in next 2 sts] 5 times, sc in each rem st across, turn. (29 [31, 35] sts)

Row 28: Ch 1, sc in each of first 10 [11, 13] sts, [sc dec in next 2 sts] 2 times, sc in next st, [sc dec in next 2 sts] 2 times, sc in each rem st across, turn. (25 [27, 31] sts)

Leaving long end for sewing, fasten off.

Sew top seam of Hood.

Trim

Row 1: Join mocha in first row end on Left Front, working in row ends along Fronts and Hood, sc in each row end around to last row end on Right Front. Fasten off.

Row 2: Join mint in first st on row 1, ch 1, sc in each st across. Fasten off.

Row 3: Join mocha in first st on row 2, ch 2 (see Pattern Notes), dc in each st across. Fasten off.

With sewing needle and thread, sew buttons evenly sp along row 3 of Trim on Right Front as shown in photo.

Sleeve

Rnd 1: Join cream in first row end under arm, working in row ends, 36 [42, 48] sc evenly sp around opening, do not join (see Pattern Notes). Place marker in first st (see Pattern Notes). (36 [42, 48] sts)

Rnd[s] 2 [2–4, 2–6]: Sc in next st and in each rem st around.

Rnd 3 [5, 7]: [Sc in each of next 4 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts] 6 times. (30 [36, 42] sts)

Rnd 4 [6, 8]: [Sc in each of next 3 sts, sc dec in next 2 sts] 6 times. (24 [30, 36] sts)

Rnds 5–19 [7–24, 9–28]: Sc in next st and in each rem st around. Fasten off cream.

Rnd 20 [25, 29]: Join mocha in first st, ch 1, sc in same st and in each rem st around.

Rnds 21 & 22 [26 & 27, 30–32]: Sc in next st and in each rem st around. At end of last rnd, fasten off mocha.

Rnd 23 [28, 33]: Join mint in first st, ch 1, sc in same st and in each rem st around.

Rnd 24 [29, 34]: Sc in next st and in each rem st around. Fasten off mint.

Rnd 25 [30, 35]: Rep rnd 20 [25, 29].

Fasten off.

Rep for 2nd Sleeve. [image: ]

        1 skein #0194 medium grey

•  Size H/8/5mm crochet hook or size needed to obtain gauge

•  Tapestry needle

•  1½-inch button: 2

•  Sewing needle and matching thread

•  Stitch markers: 4




 



Gauge

1 pattern rep = 3½ inches; 7 pattern rows = 4 inches

Pattern Notes

Refer to Stitch Diagram as needed.

Chain-3 at beginning of row counts as first double crochet unless otherwise stated.

Join with slip stitch as indicated unless otherwise stated.

Special Stitch

Shell: 3 dc as indicated in instructions.

Cover

Row 1: With brights, ch 91, dc in 4th ch from hook (sk chs count as first dc), dc in each of next 3 chs, *ch 3, shell (see Special Stitch) in next ch, sk next 3 chs, sc in next ch, ch 3, sk next 2 chs, dc in each of next 5 chs, rep from * across, turn. (40 dc, 14 ch-3 sps, 7 shells, 7 sc)

Row 2: Ch 3 (see Pattern Notes), dc in each of next 4 dc, *ch 3, shell in next ch-3 sp, sc in next ch-3 sp, ch 3, dc in each of next 5 dc, rep from * across, turn.

Rows 3–64: Rep row 2. Fasten off. Place marker in 3rd and 5th shells on rows 22 and 28.

Row 65: Join (see Pattern Notes) grey in first st, ch 3, dc in next dc and in each rem dc across, working 2 dc in each ch-3 sp, turn. (89 dc)

Rows 66–70: Ch 3, dc in next st and in each rem st across, turn. Fasten off.

Edging

Row 1: Working across opposite side of foundation ch, join grey in first ch, ch 3, dc in next ch and in each rem ch across, turn. (89 dc)

Rows 2–6: Ch 3, dc in next st and in each rem st across, turn. At end of last row, fasten off.

Strap

Make 2.

Row 1: With grey, ch 23, sc in 2nd ch from hook and in each rem ch across, turn. (22 sc)

Row 2: Ch 1, sc in each sc across, turn.

Row 3: Ch 1, sc in each of first 2 sc, ch 3, sk next 3 chs, sc in each rem sc across, turn. (19 sc, 1 ch-3 sp)

Rows 4 & 5: Ch 1, sc in each st across, working 3 sc in ch-3 sp, turn. At end of last row, fasten off. (22 sc)

With tapestry needle and grey, sew short end of 1 Strap securely across first marked shell on row 22. Rep with 2nd Strap on 2nd marked shell on row 22.

With sewing needle and matching thread, sew 1 button on each marked shell on row 28. [image: ]

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Double crochet (dc): Yo, insert hook in st, yo, pull through st, [yo, pull through 2 lps] twice.
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Double crochet decrease (dc dec): (Yo, insert hook, yo, draw lp through, yo, draw through 2 lps on hook) in each of the sts indicated, yo, draw through all lps on hook.
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Front loop (front lp) Back loop (back lp)
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Front post stitch (fp): Back post stitch (bp): When working post st, insert hook from right to left around post of st on previous row.
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Half double crochet (hdc): Yo, insert hook in st, yo, pull through st, yo, pull through all 3 lps on hook.
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Double treble crochet (dtr): Yo 3 times, insert hook in st, yo, pull through st, [yo, pull through 2 lps] 4 times.
