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INTRODUCTION:
WHAT IS NUMEROLOGY?

It is generally accepted that Pythagoras introduced the science of numbers to the Western world some 2,400 years ago and that he gained his knowledge of numbers, among many other things, from Egypt and the Near East. Although the roots of the science of numerology are lost in the distant past, some researchers have found evidence that it was practiced in Egypt as far back as 13,000 years ago. Its longevity and constancy gives this fascinating study its credibility and validity, as numerology is based on principles that do not change and that prove themselves over and over again.

What is numerology? Though commonly defined as the esoteric interpretation of numbers, put simply, it is the study of vibration. Numbers are merely symbols of creative forces or vibratory frequencies, having a qualitative value as well as their common quantitative value. In numerology, we are concerned with the qualitative value, the number’s vibration, as opposed to the quantitative value.

We may use the terms “number” and “vibration” interchangeably, but numerology is not the study of numbers as such. A number by itself means nothing. It is the vibratory quality and power, positive or negative, symbolized by a number that we weigh and consider. When we think of numbers, we really think in terms of vibratory frequencies that compose and influence both matter and non-matter. Everything that exists is formed and sustained in a vibratory state. In other words, the very nature of the universe is vibratory. Science has proved that all life is motion—motion of universal energy. We call this motion vibration because of its wavelike nature. Every substance, color, shape, smell, and sound is created by vibration. In addition, abstract qualities such as individual characteristics, desires, emotions, and other extrasensory conditions are vibrations.

When we talk about vibration, we also mean number, and each number is a symbol of a particular chain of qualities. Each number from 1 to 9—the symbols of numerology—represents a unique combination of personality characteristics. Particular numbers from our birthdate and name play a prominent role in shaping our personality and destiny. Their effectiveness will depend on their position, their frequency of occurrence, and their relationship with other numbers.

The numbers also describe the potential of our personality. However, it is up to us to choose if we will exploit the talents or overdevelop the negative tendencies of our personality. The numbers describe the essential aspects of our individual characters, but it is up to us to embrace or reject these aspects, deriving benefit from them or abusing them. The quality of leadership, for instance, could be benevolent or dictatorial; business acumen could lead either to greed and ruthless competition or the acquisition of wealth through sound judgment and hard work.

It is important that we understand ourselves and our motivations. No meaningful relationship can be built without a similar appreciation of others and their motivations. A study of numerology may help us recognize the reasons behind the apparently illogical or inexplicable actions of another, or even ourselves, and with this knowledge comes tolerance.

Numerology informs us of our assets and shortcomings so that we can make the best of the former and improve and control the latter. A character analysis using numerology tells us about our general personality traits and our potential strengths and weaknesses. It suggests suitable employment and pastimes and examines how we handle financial resources. It reveals our social habits and reactions in various relationships. Numerology can play a considerable part in establishing a harmonious relationship in one’s personal life as well as in business. In all types of relationships, it is helpful to do numerological research on the person or persons involved.

Numerology can help us by providing some insight into the personality, motivations, and likely actions of people. As many of us are not skilled judges of character and wish we had the patience and ability to develop greater psychological intuition, the principles of numerology could aid us in many aspects of human activity.

If people work toward making a positive contribution by pursuing the fulfillment of their destiny, they will be less frustrated and more satisfied with life and reap greater rewards. Numerology can help them achieve this.

There may be conflict between the personality type, the directions of destiny, and the natural talents of an individual. The personality may be dominant and make one hesitate in adapting to meet the requirements of inherent talent and destiny. Or the destiny and talent may pull the person in a certain direction, while the personality may lack the enthusiasm and resources to fulfill that destiny. Recognizing the conflict is halfway to solving the problem, and an objective party, armed with a numerological interpretation, may achieve a breakthrough in understanding.

Lack of harmony within the personality may surface in unsettled and unsuitable behavior. People in guiding roles may develop strategies to address and neutralize these conflicts. This may help their clients or friends gain the personality strength they need to resolve their own dilemmas. Numerology could be one more tool in helping others in their personal healing process.

It is said that we choose our friends but not our relatives. We also can’t always choose the people in our workplace, with whom we may find ourselves in conflict on occasion. Numerology can show us how best to deal with these people and encourage a relationship of harmony. Applying what we learn from a numerological perspective does more than help us defuse potential conflict as well; it can also show us how to recognize the assets of individuals and build on them.

A study of numerology will also describe the personality potential of a child and can give us guidance when figuring out the best directions to steer them to fulfill that potential. It can provide some answers as to why children behave in certain ways, and if it is behavior we do not wish to encourage, we may analyze the personality differences between ourselves and our children and try to judge whether the desired behavior is compatible with their personalities or simply something our personalities cause us to prefer. When this knowledge is unearthed and recognized, a greater rapport can be established within the family. We may often set goals for our children that merely reflect our own unfulfilled ambitions. Numerology can help us objectively assess whether their behavior is really unacceptable and deserving of discipline and correction or whether it is behavior we are personally ill equipped to understand and tolerate.

A unique feature of this book is the focus on names and how both birthdate and name affect our lives and our numerological vibrations. Traditional name books focus on the historical meanings taken from, among others, the Celtic, Anglo-Saxon, Scandinavian, Greek, and Latin tongues, and traditional numerology books focus on either birthdates or names, often not explaining their complex interplay.

We would like to suggest that while we may be curious about the historical meanings of names, this knowledge will not be useful to a child. However, if names are chosen with regard to their vibratory powers, keeping in mind their relationship to the birthdate, there is every chance that the characteristics connected to that name’s vibration will blossom in a person’s personality and support their life path.

The name, especially the given name, plays an important role in balancing and strengthening the features of the child’s birthdate. With the help of numerology, parents can choose the name that will have the best possible effect on a child’s personality and destiny, and adults can discover the suitability of their own names and those of others in relation to their birthdates. Numerology interprets the fascinating interrelation of these numbers and describes the multidimensional facets of individuality and potential.

The chapters that follow are a step-by-step guide on how to obtain information through numbers and how to gain a good understanding of this information. We examine the six principal Spheres of Influence that combine to form our personality complex. Two of these spheres are found in the birthdate and four in the name. Once a working knowledge of each sphere has been attained, the next step is to learn how to see them all at once. We cannot expect to immediately make wise decisions based on numerological insights, but with patience and enthusiasm we can gain remarkable insights into personality and potential.

This book is designed for the general reader; it is not a definitive textbook. Many intricate aspects of numerology have been intentionally omitted for this reason. For readers keen to develop further knowledge, we recommend continued study accompanied by constant observation of the various vibratory influences on themselves and others.
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THE SIX SPHERES OF INFLUENCE

Before we can gain any significant wisdom from the lessons of numerology, we need to calculate the numbers that mirror the personality, talents, and destiny of the person or persons we wish to study. This section can be used as a quick reference for calculating the numbers of the Six Spheres of Influence. As mentioned in the introduction, the symbols of numerology are the numbers 1 to 9. This means that any number beyond 9 needs to be reduced to a single digit to arrive at the numerological symbol of that number. This is done by simple addition. For example, 33 is 3 + 3 = 6, and 19 is 1 + 9 = 10 and then 1 + 0 = 1. The numerological symbols of 33 and 19 are 6 and 1, respectively. Once the final digit, or numerological symbol, has been determined, we consider its characteristics as well as the characteristics of the numbers that serve to form this digit. There are two exceptions to this rule, however, and these are the numbers 11 and 22. They are known as Master Numbers. When these numbers are found, it is best to reduce them, as 1 + 1 = 2 for the former and 2 + 2 = 4 for the latter. After close examination of the overall chart read in that manner, you may then consider to what extent the qualities of the unreduced Master Numbers influence the personality. More information on these Master Numbers is given below and in chapter 2.

Master Numbers/Vibrations

Surpassing the vibrations symbolized by the digits 1 through 9 are the two Master Numbers, or Vibrations, 11 and 22. These complex forces require careful interpretation and application (they are, in fact, maximized versions of the 2 and 4 vibrations), and much is demanded of—and awarded to—persons under their influence. Unlike the Third, Fourth, Fifth, and Sixth Spheres, where Master Numbers are reduced to a single digit in their calculations, the First (Personality) Sphere and the Second (Destiny) Sphere experience the maximum strength of 11 and 22 when they appear. (Master Number calculations are discussed further on.)

Here are some examples of birthdates and names that are under the influence of Master Numbers/Vibrations (you will learn how to calculate these later in this chapter as well as in chapter 3):

First Sphere

8/11/1975

5/22/1990

Second Sphere

3/4/1966 = 29 = 11

12/28/2007 = 22

Third Sphere

Aurora (11/2)

Thomas (22/4)

The bearers of 11 and 22 usually fall into three broad categories. First, there is a small minority who are able to contain the high frequencies of a Master Vibration, but they revert from time to time to their base of 2 and 4 to gain some respite from their elevated condition. Second, there are those who function for the most part as superior Two or Four personalities, occasionally reaching their high potential. Last but not least, there are those who remain superior Twos or Fours and may comprise the majority of Eleven and Twenty-Two personalities.

When 11 or 22 appears in the Second Sphere of Influence (Destiny), it is not reduced to a single digit in its calculation. However, few individuals are given the opportunity to reach the elevated heights of these Master Vibrations. Therefore, the single digits 2 and 4 should be taken into serious consideration. When individuals feel a pull toward the powers of these Master Vibrations, they should endeavor to cultivate their attributes. (You can read more on Master Number characteristics.)

The Birthdate: First and Second Spheres of Influence

First Sphere

The only important piece of information we need is the birthdate. It is important to know the exact date, as in the following examples:

A. 5/ 7 / 1965

B. 2/ 17/ 1976

C. 1/ 22/ 2006

The First Sphere of Influence is formed and governed by the number or numbers of the day of birth. It indicates an individual’s personality. In example A, this sphere is wholly controlled by the 7 vibration. Interpretation of this personality will rely heavily on the characteristics of this number. In example B, we have a double-digit birthday, which indicates that this sphere is controlled by three vibrations. The 17 is reduced to 8, which makes this individual an Eight personality; however, the 1 and 7 vibrations will continue to operate, usually in more observable ways, while the 8 vibration is at work in the background. A careful examination of the three interchanging and interpenetrating vibrations is required here. In example C, the Master Vibration 22 has control over this sphere. Since 22 is a Master Number, caution should be exercised in supposing a 22 individual has all the qualities of that vibration; all the qualities are attained by very few, though their potential always remains. The characteristics of the 4 vibration come into force when those of the 22 are not used.

Interpretation

The First Sphere of Influence is established on the day we are born and gives us a particular personality type, which is further strengthened or weakened by the numbers of the birth month and year and by the vibrations of the given name—the Third Sphere of Influence. Our success depends on the compatibility and cooperation of our personality type with our other Spheres of Influence. The First Sphere is our stamp of individuality, and so it may be regarded as the most important sphere. The only factor that can, to a degree, inhibit or enhance our personality traits will be the overriding influences of our environment.

This First Sphere is temporarily hidden in our casual meetings, and on these occasions, people encounter the forces of the Sixth Sphere of Influence—the outer person. These forces are not always the same as those forming our essential personality type and may give inaccurate first impressions. The Sixth Sphere can be used, both consciously and unconsciously, to enhance the traits of the First Sphere and advance the possibilities of the Second Sphere of Destiny. It could also be used to conceal and deceive, as the Sixth Sphere is the facade and not the true person. If the same vibration controls the First, Fifth, and Sixth spheres, the individual will be exactly what he or she appears to be.

Second Sphere

To find the number of this sphere, we add up the numbers of the birthdate. This total, which is always a multiple-digit number, is then reduced to a single digit. When the Master Numbers 11 and 22 appear in the total, they are not reduced any further (though, again, it is important to consider the characteristics of the 2 and 4, respectively, in regard to those situations). The number of this Sphere of Influence is also known as our Destiny Number and plays a significant role in our lives. Using the birthdates above, we find the numbers of the Second Sphere as follows:

In these examples, the numbers 6, 6, and 4, respectively, form the Second Sphere of Influence and represent the Destiny Number. To avoid misinterpretation of this sphere, shortcuts should not be taken to calculate this number. A common mistake is to calculate the single digit of the birthday, month, and year and then add these three numbers together. For example, 2/17/1976 becomes 2 + 8 + 5 = 15 = 6. Though the final number is correct for this example, if any Master Numbers are involved, the calculation may be wrong. For example, with the birthdate 8/15/1961, the incorrect method would give us 8 + 6 + 8 = 22. The correct method is 8 + 1 + 5 + 1 + 9 + 6 + 1 = 31 = 4, which shows that this person does not have a 22 destiny.

If the Master Numbers 11 and 22 appear in the total, they should not be reduced further but recorded and interpreted as such. If they appear in subtotals (which should only occur for name calculations, not birthdate, as all the numbers of the birthdate are added individually for the Second Sphere), they need not be taken into consideration. At the same time, we should remember that people do not consistently live up to the power of these Master Vibrations, and they automatically revert to the influences of the straightforward 2 or 4 vibrations. Therefore, two interpretations are advisable.

Interpretation

The Second Sphere of Influence, which controls our destiny, is often referred to as our Life Path. The personality is constantly drawn toward the requirements of this sphere. If the personality type formed by the First Sphere is in sympathy with the demands of the Second Sphere (one’s destiny), little or no difficulty will be found and a smooth journey can be expected. However, if these two vital spheres are controlled by vibrations of conflicting natures, many adjustments will be needed.

For an instant numerological assessment of a person, the First and Second Spheres suffice in gaining considerable insight into his or her personality and destiny.

The Whole Name: Third, Fourth, Fifth, and Sixth Spheres of Influence

The next step is to determine the remaining four Spheres of Influence, which are calculated by using the whole name—the given name, the middle name or names, if any, and the surname. In order to do so, we convert the letters of the name to their number values. Each letter of the alphabet has a corresponding numerical value, as shown in the following chart. Here, we use the name Maria Kay Martinez to illustrate these spheres.

Third Sphere

This sphere is determined by adding up the numerical value of the letters of the first name. The vibration 6 in this sphere will play a role in influencing Maria’s personality and talents.

MARIA

4 + 1 + 9 + 9 + 1 = 24 2 + 4 = 6

Interpretation

The Third Sphere of Influence can be used to powerfully impact all other spheres. It can provide a vibration not found in the birthdate, using its qualities to create balance and further openings for the personality. It can also be used as a connecting link between the First and Second Spheres to enhance the power of a particular talent or to increase the chances of fulfilling the requirements of a certain destiny. The more conscious you are of the influence your given name has upon your personality, the more power the vibration has. This is the secret of its success.

Fourth Sphere

This sphere is found by adding the number values of the letters of the full name. The single-digit numbers are found for each name before combining them, and then again, they are reduced to a single digit to arrive at the final number. The result of the number 5 is a clue to the natural talents and aptitudes that Maria can apply to her career and leisure activities.

Interpretation

The Fourth Sphere of Influence reveals the talents we already possess and that can be used in our professions and hobbies. Ideally, these talents will meet the requirements of our destiny and will not conflict with our personality type. If they are in conflict, new talents may need to be developed in order to fulfill our destiny, reserving our existing talents for secondary purposes; this is not uncommon.

Fifth Sphere

This sphere is found by adding the vowels’ values from the full name, again reducing each name to a single digit before combining them to find the final number. The vowels A, E, I, O, and U are converted directly to 1, 5, 9, 6, and 3, respectively. The letter Y, which converts to 7, is counted as a vowel if it is found in a position where it functions as a vowel, as in the following instances:

 

a. When there is no other vowel in the name, as in Flynn or Lynn

b. When there is no vowel in the syllable, as in Tyrone or Sylvia

c. When it is preceded by another vowel and sounded as one, as in Guy or Jayne

In the case of Maria, her inner person will be motivated by the characteristics of the 7 vibration.

Interpretation

The Fifth Sphere of Influence, or inner person, generally plays a concealed role, as the combined forces of the other spheres and environmental influences may relegate it to the background. However, the forces of this sphere do not remain in this position permanently. They emerge from time to time to influence our behavior in long-term affairs, and for this reason, it is essential that this sphere is examined whenever longer-term associations are considered.

Sixth Sphere

This sphere is found by adding the consonants’ values from the full name, again reducing each name to a single digit before combining them to find the final number. Maria’s outer personality will display the qualities of the 7 vibration.

Interpretation

The Sixth Sphere of Influence is the outer person. We would like to stress that, though its impact is of a temporary nature (one’s true personality is revealed from within), it is nevertheless a permanent aspect of our personality. All our first impressions are created and gained through this sphere. It takes center stage whenever we meet people for the first time. It is our prime asset at interviews of any sort. The need to constantly highlight the positive qualities of this sphere and eliminate the negative ones cannot be overemphasized. An unimpressive or disordered outer personality projected through this sphere could do grave injustice to a splendid real personality and vice versa.

The Spheres Together

The most significant fact that emerges from this brief examination of the six spheres is their interdependence. Our personalities need to function as well-balanced wholes in order for us to answer the call of destiny and make a worthwhile contribution to society. Therefore, all six spheres must be examined for a balanced interpretation of the personality and the degree of influence each sphere has.

An important numerological fact that needs to be considered when examining these spheres is that the unique characteristics of the numbers will remain constant, regardless of the sphere in which they appear. However, they will express themselves differently according to their position in the spheres.

The two Spheres of Influence within the birthdate take precedence over those of the name, as the birthdate is fixed and comprises the mold in which an individual is formed. But the whole name determines the nature of the four other spheres, which are, by contrast, not fixed. In a numerological analysis, it is the given name, the Third Sphere of Influence, that takes the highest priority due to its malleable nature. The vibration of the given name has direct bearing on the First and Second Spheres; its influence can add harmony or conflict to the personality, and it contributes, along with the other names, toward forming the Fourth, Fifth, and Sixth Spheres of Influence.

An assessment of the numbers of all six Spheres of Influence provides a fascinating mix of abilities, attitudes, ambitions, potential, emotions, and conflicts. Numbers may be compatible and bring harmony or in conflict and cause divisions within the personality. Some numbers may neutralize each other, while the power of others may simply be overwhelmed. Our ultimate aim should be to see all six spheres at once, but we want to concentrate on the significance of each sphere and the circumstances in which one or more takes precedence over others. Eventually, we will realize the nature of the astonishing and elusive phenomenon we call the personality complex.

The web of our life is of a mingled yarn, good and ill together.

Change “life” to “personality” in this quote from William Shakespeare and it summarizes the complex interrelation of the spheres.
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THE FIRST SPHERE OF INFLUENCE: SPHERE OF PERSONALITY

The Number or Numbers of the Birthday

In terms of strength and influence, the number or numbers of the day of birth are the most significant. These numbers or vibrations form the personality type and are the First Sphere of Influence. Someone born on the 7th day of any month will possess the properties of the 7 vibration and may be regarded, by and large, as a Seven personality. A multiple-digit birthday, such as the 25th, will also produce a Seven personality, but this individual will not be a straightforward Seven as the 2 and 5 vibrations will constantly influence the 7. A correct assessment of this birthday will include the interpretation of a set of three vibrations. For the most part, the 2 and 5 vibrations will operate in the observable part of the personality, while the 7 will be the foundation. In other words, in a single-digit birthday, personal characteristics are concentrated and in a multiple-digit birthday they are a bit more complex to interpret.

Some degree of caution and skill is needed to interpret a multiple-digit birthday, owing to the constant interplay of three equally strong vibrations. After careful analysis, a person may begin to appreciate which number in the birthdate influences what aspects of the personality. Some aspects of an individual’s personality may be compounded when the numbers magnify specific characteristics. Any similarities between characteristics of numbers in a multiple-digit birthday should be looked for. It should also be noted that the repetition of traits and the repetition of the same number in a birthdate will multiply the strength of their influence—positive or negative.

Vibration Number 1

The vibration number 1 is the active part of the two primeval vibrations. It represents beginnings, especially of physical life, and is the prime motivator of all other vibrations. An abundance of the number 1 can increase the strength of another vibration considerably, in a powerful and positive way. However, there is a point where the dominance of this number turns an individual to negative forms of expression. Note that it is the only number that determines whether personality traits are used in a positive or negative manner. The degree in which positive and negative qualities are active depends on the frequency of the 1 in the birthdate and name. More information on this aspect of the 1 vibration’s influence is given in chapter 5, under the heading “Negativity.”

People born on the 1st and 10th may regard themselves as straightforward One personalities. Those born on the 19th are also strong One personalities, with this vibration operating in the observable part of the personality as well as behind the scenes. However, the personality will be heavily tempered by the power of the 9 vibration. The 28th also produces One personalities with little or no conflict between the three vibrations that control the personality, as many of the One qualities are tempered by the 2 and others are enhanced by the powerful 8.

The 1 vibration also appears in birthdates on the 11th, 12th, 13th, 14th, 15th, 16th, 17th, 18th, 21st, 29th, and 31st days of the month. Although these days do not produce One personalities, the influence of the 1 vibration is strong and many of its characteristics should be taken into consideration, especially those of self-confidence and leadership.

Their refusal to admit an error may also lead them to go to absurd lengths to justify their words and actions.

Behavior in Social Situations

Ones do not stand out as conversationalists but enjoy person-to-person communication on subjects of their own preference in which their activities and interests figure largely. They instantly withdraw from frivolous, general conversation in a large group, and the pronouns “I,” “me,” or “mine” are constantly used in thought and speech and reflect their general “me first” and “me only” attitudes.

The power of the 1 vibration is contained in their written words rather than their spoken words. Gathering a personal following comes easily for them, as does having their ideas copied or followed by others. They expect others to defer to them and may display agitation if this is not done. A subtle approach rather than a head-on confrontation should be used with these personalities.

If not softened by a more flexible number in the other spheres, Ones might live in the extremes of a black-and-white world, without the ability to see the shades of gray.

Financial Outlook

One personalities establish financial security early in life with their good values. As they do not enjoy luck in the generally accepted way, they make their own path. Motivated by a strong physical vibration, Ones are sensitive to their physical environment and do not hesitate to spend their resources on personal luxuries, as they derive extraordinary satisfaction and pride from a sense of ownership. At the same time, they are discriminating buyers who do not buy on impulse. They are normally quick to pay off loans.

Career Prospects

In public life, they succeed and thrive in positions demanding

leadership

originality

initiative

independence

freedom in decision making

Ones are at their best in positions of authority or in self-employment. They function poorly as subordinates because they resent interference and would rather give orders than take them. In all other affairs, they are givers rather than receivers. As the primeval vibration concerned with outgoing tendencies, subjects of this vibration are still unaware of the opposite force—receiving—which becomes operative with the number 2; the law of attraction is not in effect for this number. Consequently, Ones are happier when they acquire their needs entirely through their own efforts. They do not like being placed under obligation to others by receiving favors and gifts.

Owing to the natural tendency of One personalities toward decision making, they should avoid equal partnerships, since the balance and cooperation needed in such situations will be upset. They work with concentration and intensity and greatly resent interference.

Romantic Relationships

As companions, Ones naturally take the leading role and can be quite demanding without realizing it. An outsider’s insult or injury to a member of the family will rarely be forgotten or forgiven. They are totally devoted to the welfare of their children, and their partners are often obliged to take second place to this devotion. Their long memories are used both in positive and negative ways, not only in family affairs but in all their activities. Although they give their families the strongest support possible, Ones are career people rather than domestic. They are likely to experience extreme restlessness if they are confined to family duties.

Compatibility

The best partners for these people are those strongly influenced by the 2 vibration. Such a partnership will provide a good balance of active and receptive contributions, as the 2 is the receptive part of the primeval vibrations. They get on best with Two, Four, Seven, and Eight personalities.

Childhood

As children, One personalities will display the typical 1 qualities of independence, willpower, determination, individuality, self-reliance, and leadership. Parents and guardians should recognize and appreciate these traits, as well as the creative mental activities of such children, and provide them with opportunities to develop in ways that will give full expression to their creative talents.

Vibration Number 2

The 1 vibration on its own is incomplete and unproductive until it is polarized into equal forces with the 2. This division results in the forming of active and receptive vibrations, and their subsequent interaction is the basis of all creation. The number 2 symbolizes the receptive pole. While motivation and action are the basic forces of the 1, receptivity and conservation of power form the nature of the 2. Whereas the 1 represents individuality, the 2 represents associations, partnerships, and union. In more basic terms, the 1 stands for the principle of the provider and the 2 stands for the principle of the keeper.

People born on the 2nd and 20th are true Two personalities, while those born on the 11th and 29th revert to the influence of the 2 vibration if they do not maintain the high octaves of the Master Number 11. Although not producing straightforward Two personalities, this vibration also significantly influences those born on the 12th or from the 21st to 28th of any month.

Behavior in Social Situations

People with a Two personality are persuasive rather than aggressive and can tone down aggressiveness in others with their gentle approach. They are known for their winning ways and their refined, genteel natures. But they also obscure the great strength of character they possess by appearing weak-willed, expressing their opinions in a roundabout manner by saying one thing when they mean another; they resent being cornered into giving a firm opinion. Many people are attracted to Two personalities, and Twos have an aura that frequently draws gifts and offers of help from others. They are the true collectors, not only of physical things but also of facts and figures.

All Two personalities possess a powerful imagination that is more whimsical than creative. They are also known for their psychic ability and extrasensory perception, unless these gifts have been suppressed in their upbringing. This is an uncompetitive vibration, as Two personalities are more concerned with participation than winning. Their strongest desire is for a peaceful lifestyle. If they do not find this, they will withdraw into a private world of fantasy. In order to bring out their best qualities, they need a harmonious and peaceful atmosphere, whether in the domestic scene or elsewhere. They are instantly inhibited by disharmony. It is the first vibration that contains a mixture of both active and receptive attributes, with the active elements predominating.

The 3rd and 30th days of any month, as well as the 12th and 21st, produce Three personalities. While individuals born on the 3rd and 30th have unmixed 3 characteristics, they will need the 1 vibration in a degree of strength in the rest of their birthdate or names in order to keep on the positive side of this vibration. Those with the 12th or 21st as their birthday are already positive personalities and will be able to develop the best 3 qualities lying in the background of their personalities.

They are highly strung personalities and are so alert and quick to react that they have no understanding and tolerance of slow-thinking and slow-moving people. As this is a high-tension vibration, most Fives experience many highs and lows in temperament.

People with Five personalities radiate a sensuous charm with a strong attraction to the opposite sex—an attraction that could extend to several people at the same time. They are more allured by the sensual side of life than those influenced by other vibrations. Their urge for variety in sexual expression places considerable stress upon themselves and their loved ones, who often have to deal with competition. Many of these people will hesitate to marry for fear of surrendering their freedom. On the other hand, many young Fives make hasty and eventually unsuccessful marriages as a result of their impulsiveness and desire for experience.

Compatibility

The Fives’ need for personal freedom is very strong and their partners in any close relationship should make few demands and be free from jealousy and possessiveness. They have no affinity with a particular number or numbers but are able to get along with all types of people; however, they will not hesitate to reject anyone who is unable to keep up with their agile minds and high-powered activity. They will soon end a partnership that has become dull, restricting, and demanding. Their partners will need to assume domestic responsibility, as this vibration is decidedly not a home-oriented one. Tolerance, understanding, and trust will bring out the loyalty of the Five.

Childhood

Children strongly influenced by this vibration will be physically and emotionally active from an early age. Hyperactivity and tension will be problems with those who express negative qualities of the 5. Their curiosity to explore and experience the world around them will also be displayed early. This strong aspect of the 5 vibration, as well as its impulsiveness, will make many of its younger subjects accident-prone and inclined to a variety of other adventuresome and mischievous actions. They should be trained to look before they leap. They are intelligent, observant, and extremely alert, and are instantly aware of whatever is going on around them. Vibration Number 6

The 6 vibration brings a mental energy into operation, having a tranquil and stable effect on those subject to it. Harmony and balance are its noted features as a result of an equal interaction of physical and spiritual elements. Under these influences, Six personalities seek comfort of the body as well as serenity of mind. This is a receptive vibration ruled by the planet Venus, and people under its influence are extroverted types with evenly balanced personal traits and a loving nature.

Sixes born on the 24th have many similarities to the straightforward Sixes born on the 6th but possess a wider scope for motivation on the emotional, physical, and mental planes. Those born on the 15th day could be difficult to recognize as true Sixes, owing to the influence of two aggressive and adventuresome vibrations in the foreground of their personalities. Essential 6 qualities, however, will remain firm in the background.

Behavior in Social Situations

Sixes are pleasant conversationalists and excellent storytellers; all sixes bring entertainment to a fine art. It is easy to enter into an argument with these people, as their logical and analytical minds urge them to question any statement that is not factual. However, they are always fair and good-humored when presenting their points of view. Good food, taken in refined company and elegant surroundings, the fine arts, home entertainment, and simple family life are other pursuits they enjoy. Their love of comfort and ease often exceeds their capacity for adequate physical exercise. When this characteristic is combined with their love of good food and drink, excess weight may be a problem, especially if a 4 vibration also influences the personality. A great deal of organization and planning is brought into their personal and business lives. Domestic discord, dishonesty, vulgarity, and loneliness are most upsetting to their well-being.

Financial Outlook

In business and home management, Sixes exercise caution in money matters and are very security conscious. They are neither impulsive spenders nor gamblers or speculators. They place their money only in safe investments. In addition, they always manage to balance their budget, but they are inclined to worry unnecessarily about their financial future.

Career Prospects

Good Six personalities excel in positions of responsibility and trust. They are congenial workers and soon earn the respect of their colleagues. This vibration produces, among other professions, teachers, counselors, social workers, cooks, and businesspeople dealing in home products, food, and accommodation. They are not ruthless or strongly competitive in business. The 6 vibration is also a healing one, and its subjects are attracted to all areas of healing associated with the body and mind. Many excel in community and humanitarian activities.

Romantic Relationships

Love rules these people, and giving and receiving love is their paramount purpose in life. They are, however, not as physically passionate as subjects of some other numbers, nor are they very demonstrative. Controlled by a mental vibration, reason overshadows their thoughts and actions. Loyalty and devotion to their families are the means by which they display their great capacity for love. Rarely do these people remain single, as the basic need for companionship and homemaking takes priority over other considerations.

Concentrated 7 characteristics are only found in those born on the 7th day. In those born on the 16th, the sociability of the 6 vibration and ambition of the 1 obscure many of the recluse tendencies of the 7. People born on the 25th are not easily recognized as Sevens. They may appear extroverted, owing to their love of movement, but many strong 7 qualities remain firmly in the background. This latter group certainly possesses greater scope for variety of expression than those born on the 7th, who are content with intensity of expression. The 17th day and the 27th day also produce personalities powerfully influenced by the 7 vibration. Behavior in Social Situations

Sustained sociability in these persons can’t be taken for granted; social involvement and popularity are low priorities. They are strongly individualistic and true loners, at perfect ease in their own company. This attitude, unfortunately, makes others feel isolated in the company of strong Sevens. As a result, Sevens are often misunderstood until others realize that they are, in fact, not unsocial but that their need for their own company is greater than their need for the company of others. When the occasions arise, they are able to enjoy company, yet they maintain their detached attitude. They rarely step beyond person-to-person communication. Loved ones apart, this lack of dependence on others for their happiness is a source of considerable power for them.

Sevens are not loud or demanding in their manner but have a quiet way of expressing themselves. They speak only when they have something worthwhile to say, and specialized knowledge is usually evident, along with an unusual ability to reduce complex matters to a few precise words that are pregnant with meaning. This talent is often used to deflate the opinions of pompous people. Sevens show an aversion to frivolous and casual conversation. The constant pursuit of knowledge distinguishes them from others. Most Sevens have an aura of inapproachability, which is another reason why others misunderstand them. Their love of privacy—even secrecy—and unwillingness to explain themselves contribute to this impression. More loners, celibates, and stoics come from this vibration than from any other.

Financial Outlook

All Sevens have an unusual money sense and are able to develop considerable expertise in handling and investing money. They are not gamblers or speculators but rely largely on specialized knowledge and intuition. Emotion and impulse are not brought into their financial dealings. Their philosophical attitudes also keep them unattached to and independent of their wealth and other material possessions.

Career Prospects

Seven personalities work best alone. They make excellent research workers and should avoid teamwork and equal partnerships. They need to be free to make their own decisions and can be intolerant of people who do not measure up to their high standards of duty and efficiency. While some of them will be bankers, investors, or higher-education teachers, others will be in forestry, agriculture, farming, water conservation, or anything to do with nature and the land. Still another group may take to science and technology.

It is most unusual to find a Seven personality who is not a keen gardener and environmentalist. They also have a strong attraction toward old things and frequently turn to the study of ancient history, archaeology, paleontology, anthropology, ancient architecture, and ancient music. They like to visit museums, archives, old homes, and gardens, and are attracted to businesses dealing with antiquarian objects.

Romantic Relationships

As marriage partners and parents, Sevens tend to be possessive. They are loyal and protective and are good providers. They make all major decisions within the family. Marriage is successful when based on mental, cultural, and spiritual compatibility. Though emotionally undemonstrative and embarrassed by sentiment, their love is very deep and constant. Seven personalities make a real effort to preserve the privacy and sanctity of family life.

Compatibility

Being self-sufficient people, Sevens dislike being fussed over and bothered with details. Talkative and society-loving partners are certain to cause problems. The personal magnetism of these people is known and appreciated only by family members and a few close friends. They are romantic only in the right setting. No personality can turn off as quickly as a Seven if the atmosphere is not conducive to lovemaking.

Sevens seek quiet at home. In a personal relationship, they will not be able to cope with querulous, noisy, and restless partners. Time alone is also essential. They will likely seek partners that are Twos, Sixes, Fours, or Sevens.

Childhood

Seven children stand out in any family or group on account of their fundamental qualities of detachment and aloofness. Seriousness beyond their years is noticeable. They will show a tendency to avoid group participation and will pass through their school days forming no more than one or two close friendships. They will show great distress if they are forced into a central position in extracurricular activities. They have exceptionally probing minds and are anxious to investigate the nature of things. They have an inclination toward science, technology, and the natural sciences. They are mentally active and do not take kindly to being taught by others; they prefer to be left alone to observe and draw their own conclusions. Parents and guardians must respect these children’s need for privacy, for their best development takes place in concentration, contemplation, and seclusion.

They feel a sense of loneliness in their tender years as a result of their shyness, but they are soon able to find companionship and contentment within themselves. Once this discovery is made, they blossom into strong, self-confident children, and their greatest strength will be this newly discovered self-sufficiency. Corporal punishment will be worthless on Sevens. If a subtle mental approach is not used, they will simply withdraw into themselves. They will be good at most sports, though not strongly competitive; winning or losing will be thought of with the innate philosophical attitude of the 7 vibration.

The thought processes of Eight personalities are channeled along constructive lines with constant awareness and concern for future needs.

The strongest Eight personalities are those born on the 8th day of any month, while the 17th and 26th produce Eight personalities with qualified characteristics. Those born on the 17th should take to banking and investment, while those born on the 26th should succeed in businesses relating to accommodations and home products. The 8 vibration has a powerful influence over those born on the 18th and 28th and needs to be taken into serious consideration when these birthdates are examined.

Those subject to the 8 vibration are extroverted, friendly, and understanding, with sensitivity toward the problems of others. This number produces the best business minds, organizers, and executives with a fine knack for delegation. This faculty for choosing the right people for the right tasks is one of the Eights’ secrets of success. Considerable deliberation and planning take place before any moves are made. Impartiality is another admirable quality seen in these people, and judgments they hand down on any matter are usually well thought out.

As in the case of Four personalities, reliance is not placed on luck or assistance from others but on steady, hard work. The accumulation of wealth is associated with the acquisition of power; this is what all Eights really aspire to. Those who have succeeded in achieving this goal, however, do not find real fulfillment unless a balance is maintained—on one hand, between power and material possessions and on the other, between ethical, moral, and spiritual values. Their inner spirituality cannot be overlooked, since this forms the bedrock of the 8 vibration.

Career Prospects

Eight personalities soon find themselves in positions of authority and make splendid superiors. As a far-reaching and impersonal vibration, the 9 does not confine its subjects to self, family, community, or country. The 1 gives individuality, the 9 universality.

While unqualified Nine personalities are found among those born on the 9th day of any month, those born on the 18th day are disguised by the strength of the businesslike 1 and 8 vibrations. These people are capable of considerable achievement, since they are backed by the internationalism of the underlying 9. The 27th also produces outstanding Nines with greater leanings toward uncompetitive pursuits and the study of the inner side of life.

The depth of wisdom in the 9 vibration places great pressure on Nines to control their emotions whenever they meet with narrowness, bigotry, and parochialism. Financial Outlook

Nines display generosity, which they are noted for in the handling of their finances. The average Nine is regarded as a soft touch. The basic compassion of the 9 vibration, combined with impressionability and indifference toward accumulation of material wealth, contribute to this situation.

Career Prospects

These personalities function best as professionals. They lack business acumen because of their generosity and disinterest in commercial competition. They are best suited to a wide contact with all types of people, especially in areas where the 9 quality of human understanding can be used. If these personalities happen to be involved in mundane work that inhibits their imagination and resources, it is advisable that they find hobbies in the fields of art and literature as outlets for their cultural talents. Their spouses, unless of a similar bent, may often find it hard to cope with their generosity and breadth of vision. Nines can also keep emotional grudges to themselves until they become overwhelming and explode in virulent, critical outbursts.

Compatibility

Problems are bound to arise with narrow-minded and materialistic partners. Nines are usually attracted to people who measure up to their standards of idealism and refinement. They are passionate and devoted with the right partners and always give more than they receive. They are not domesticated, however, and personal freedom is needed for their many outside activities.

Childhood

Most precocious children are Nines. Their opinions frequently amaze their elders, who wonder how and where such knowledge was acquired. The innate wisdom of the 9 vibration reveals itself as soon as these children are able to speak. From an early age, they should be guided away from self-centeredness, narrow-mindedness, and extreme forms of nationalism. Their early conflict between selfishness and the establishment of an unselfish lifestyle will become evident by sudden changes in moods, from tolerance and extreme generosity to coldness, withdrawal, and self-interest. Nines are liable to change swiftly from a state of great happiness to one of anger and disillusionment. They are deeply emotional but unable to demonstrate their emotions except in sudden outbursts of temper, when their minds can no longer contain conflicting sentiments. The Master Vibrations: Numbers 11 and 22

Beyond the 9 vibration, there are two others of higher frequency symbolized by the unreduced numbers 11 and 22. Known as Master Numbers, they may be found in any of the six Spheres of Influence and will affect the life of that person according to the nature of the particular Sphere of Influence in which they are found. These are intense and powerful vibrations, and the majority of people who possess them find it difficult to live continuously within their high frequencies. Only a few advanced individuals are able to remain permanently on these high vibratory levels. When not living up to the demands of these Master Vibrations, these people revert to the influence of the base numbers 2 and 4, respectively.

Vibration Number 11

The 11 vibration shares many characteristics with the 9, particularly the surrender of personal ambition for spiritual and cultural interests. It is essentially the vibration of spirit, and those influenced by it are not commercial in outlook. Being an intensified vibration, it makes great demands upon the personality, especially if it is found in the Sphere of Destiny. The two 1s of the 11 contribute positivity and willpower, adding considerable strength to the underlying 2, which is not found in a straightforward 2 vibration.

The average Eleven personality finds it hard to resist the urge to expound firm opinions to all and sundry. In turn, they are frequently misunderstood and subjected to ridicule by more earthbound people.

Financial Outlook

Due to their unmaterialistic outlook, Elevens have little desire to hold on to their possessions and are therefore spontaneous givers. They would rather give than receive. As they are motivated by the vibration of spirit, they are able to drive themselves to greater lengths than most others, and as the spirit never tires, they do not consider retirement from their activities.

Career Prospects

These people also take to science and excel in space-age scientific inventions. They possess to a greater degree the inventive genius of the straightforward One personalities. Their inventions, however, are not confined to scientific interests and can range from designing clothes and domestic products to improving living conditions. Idealism, rather than commercialism, is behind the Elevens’ urge to invent. They are also found to be psychologists, astronomers, astrologers, and mediums. Their keenness to explore the inner being is assisted by strong intuition and psychic ability. Their need for artistic expression is equally strong. They often become

Romantic Relationships

As partners in marriage, Elevens are not easy to cope with unless their spouses are on the same wavelength. Their advanced ideas and unconventional lifestyle sometimes place a strain on the domestic scene. Their partners should not be materialistic or parochial in their desires and attitudes. The Elevens will not show patience, tolerance, or understanding if there is incompatibility in a partnership. Many Elevens tend to lose personal direction, bringing disorder into their lives and the lives of those close to them.

Childhood

Eleven children possess the wisdom and insight of their Master Vibration in latency. Attentive parents will observe gradual development of the Eleven’s attributes. A quick intake of knowledge will be an early indication, as will be an early attraction to music.

 

NOTE: For best days, style, colors, and stones, those of the 2 vibration apply. Only two types of Elevens are found in the First Sphere of Influence: the straightforward Elevens, born on the 11th, and the complex personalities, born on the 29th. A great deal of emotion takes control of those born on the 29th.

Vibration Number 22

While the 11 vibration brings out the spiritual messenger, the 22 produces the spiritual builder, combining both spirit and matter. The vibratory power of the 11 is doubled in the 22, giving it not only greater intensity in the spiritual realms but also the balancing trait of practicality. It contains the attributes of every other vibration in a well-balanced combination of the spiritual and practical. This combination gives the 22 a consolidated power not found in any of the other numbers.

The 22 vibration may appear in any of the six Spheres of Influence but will be most influential in the first and second as the personality type or as destiny. Positive Twenty-twos are found only when the number 1 is present in the birthdate, such as 1/22/1966. A birthdate that will be vulnerable to negative expressions is 5/22/1958 = 32 = 5, due to its excess of emotion, created by the 5 in the birthday and destiny. Another that is susceptible to negative expression is 2/22/1924 = 22, due to its abundance of Twos. The willpower of the 1 vibration is needed in order to handle this Master Vibration.

Distinguishing Traits

The practicality of the basic 4 of this Master Vibration works in harmony with the spirituality of the 22, making its subjects practical visionaries and idealists operating on a horizon that is wider and more comprehensive than the 9 or the 11. While sharing the same international outlook as the Nines and Elevens, the Twenty-twos have the potential to fulfill their ideas, dreams, visions, and projects.

An advanced academic education will be of great advantage to these individuals so that there will be no outside hindrance to their using the unlimited potential they possess. This unlimited potential leaves all avenues open.

Twenty-twos, whether positive or negative, cannot be tied down to domesticity. However, their capacity to play a dual role as good providers and protectors of home and family, as well as being public figures, is recognized and appreciated by their partners. Twenty-twos demand freedom and resent interference, dominance, and any restrictions on their movements.

Childhood

Twenty-two children display dexterity early. They function as good Four personalities until maturity opens their thoughts to wider perspectives. Most Twenty-two children will keep a little piggy bank.

 

NOTE: Twenty-twos’ best days for business activity, style, colors, and stones are the same as those for the 4 vibration. Only one Twenty-two personality type—those born on the 22nd day of any month—appears in the First Sphere of Influence.

The Cipher 0

While the 0 does not represent special characteristics, it does serve to intensify the features of a number it is attached to and, in turn, the personality as a whole. The position of the 0 in the birthdate has to be taken into consideration when determining the extent of its effect on the personality. It could be in a position with no appreciable influence on the personality. Its strongest effect is felt by those born on the 10th, 20th, or 30th of any month. The birthdays 19th and 28th also contain 0s in a concealed position, since both numbers reduce to 10, giving added strength to the 1 vibration.

In the birth month (only the 10th month), the 0’s power to influence the personality is diminished considerably—so much so that it may be considered ineffective. In the birth year, where the vibratory influence of the numbers is the weakest, it has no power at all.

Limitations are placed on personalities with an abundance of 0s in their birthdates. The more 0s present, the fewer the avenues available for expression. The following are some examples of how a 0 can or cannot influence a personality:

5/10/1976: Without a 0, this birthdate would produce a self-confident and positive personality, but the presence of the 0 increases the strength of the 1 vibration, giving it even greater chances of success.

11/10/1911: The 0 here is not advantageous, since it merely increases the strength of an already rigid personality, owing to an excess of the 1 vibration.

8/30/1963: This birthdate, even without the 0, is inclined toward the negative aspects of the 8 vibration. The presence of the 1 vibration in the birth month would have alleviated this situation.

 

NOTE: The 1 vibration in the day of birth or in the month always ensures positivity.

2/20/1982: Possible negatives of a Two personality are increased by the repetition of the 2; the 0 then amplifies this.

3/3/1980: The 0 does not do anything to increase the negativity of a Three personality that may already display some negatives—due to the 3 occupying the birth day and month—since it occupies the weakest position in the birthdate.

6/18/2002: This is a strong and well-balanced birthdate. The most the 0s would do is enhance certain features.

THE SECOND SPHERE OF
INFLUENCE: SPHERE OF DESTINY

The Birthdate Totaled

The next number that possesses a strong, independent function is the single digit arrived at by adding the numbers of the birthdate. This forms the Second Sphere of Influence. For example, the birthdate 6/17/1927 is simply added across, as follows:

6/ 1 7/ 1927

6 + 1 + 7 + 1 + 9 + 2 + 7 = 33

The Second Sphere of Influence for this birthdate will be governed by the 6 vibration. The Master Vibrations 11 and 22 are not reduced to 2 and 4, respectively, when they are the end total but remain as 11 and 22, as the following examples illustrate:

This number holds the combined force of all the numbers of the birthdate, thus giving it considerable power and high regard among numerologists as the sphere that discloses the purpose behind an individual’s existence. It is known by many names, such as the Destiny Number, the Life Path Number, the Number of Fate, the Ruling Number, the Birth Force Number, and the Life’s Lesson Number. All these names, while giving a clear description, carry essentially the same meaning. The most popular ones, however, are the Destiny Number and the Life Path Number.

Seen as the Destiny Number, or the Number of Fate, this sphere indicates the reason and purpose of our birth and shows the directions in which we should guide our development and the type of work we are best equipped to undertake. As our Ruling Number or Birth Force Number, it indicates the type of power or energy we have been endowed with and that is to be used throughout our life. As the Life’s Lesson Number, it points out the lessons we have come into this life to learn, adjustments to be made, and personal qualities to be acquired.

To summarize, the Destiny Number, or the Second Sphere of Influence, indicates what qualities we should recognize, acquire, and adapt to and what vocations and hobbies we should choose. To aid us in doing so, there is a natural pull or push, as the case may be, in the direction of this vibration’s characteristics. Personality traits found in the First Sphere of Influence that complement the possibilities of the Second Sphere will naturally make life smoother, whereas such traits that conflict with the Destiny Number would suggest some difficulties, adjustments, and challenges.

People who are aware of their Destiny Number and its call and who consciously steer themselves in its direction should find greater fulfillment in life. This is the number given to someone who asks what his or her number is. The Destiny Number is often found associated in some way with the many events in our lives. It frequently turns up in dates of important personal events, in names of close relatives, places, and even in material possessions such as house numbers, car numbers, important personal documents, and sums of money. To this extent at least, it will be seen that the Destiny Number, as its name implies, has an influence on our lives. This number should be consciously used for important events and other activities.

When the Destiny Number does not show up, other numbers that are in harmony with it will. These can also be used in lieu of or in addition to the Destiny Number. The following is a list of numbers that are in harmony with each other. They may be used or regarded as alternatives, not only in this sphere of destiny but in other areas as well.

The analysis on the following pages reveals the major purpose of our lives according to our Destiny Number. Many of the points should be familiar to us, but if they are not, there is a great deal of unfulfilled potential in our lives that could bring us happiness and satisfaction.

Young people especially, or those analyzing the destiny of a child, are in a position to choose the direction that can yield the greatest rewards. People are not placed on earth to forever blunder and stumble without direction or purpose. Numerologists and adherents of various schools of philosophy and religions believe that we are here so we can learn particular lessons and achieve recognizable aims. These lessons are directly linked to the unique personality traits and destiny offered to us by the numbers of our birthdate and name.

The influence of the month and year on the personality type should be given serious attention before a final assessment of the personality is made. Then it is important to observe their influence on the destiny vibration. The numbers of the birth month and year have a direct influence on the personality type and an indirect influence on the Destiny. It is the complete personality that is responsible for fulfilling the requirements of Destiny.

As we gain moral and spiritual understanding of our identity and our lives, we develop as human beings and contribute to the evolution of society. The degree and direction of destiny fulfillment depends upon the strength of the personality type (shown in the First Sphere of Influence). This important fact, which applies to all the Destiny Numbers, must be kept in mind.

Vibration Number 1 as Destiny

As individuality is the hallmark of this vibration, a course of individual thought and action is called for. Subjects of this Life Path will want to strive for independence, with the conviction that their future lies in their own hands. Success will be achieved by following the development of such qualities as

self-confidence

self-sufficiency

self-reliance

ability to overcome obstacles

willpower

self-control

courage

originality

initiative

creativity

leadership

Ones will want to avoid

dependence

expectation of support from others

These people may leave home early and lead independent lives, but family loyalty will remain strong. Friendships will be restricted to a few old and trusted companions.

It’s important to note that a 1 destiny does not automatically indicate a leader. The alternative is the individualist or loner who will avoid both subordinate and authoritative roles in life and remain just their own person. The forces of this vibration will push those with this destiny to act in a manner in which they will remove themselves from restricting, subordinate, and subservient positions. This is not the destiny of the follower or the collaborator.

This destiny’s principal motivating force is the desire for personal advancement, and those with it will want to place self before others. Whether care will be taken to do so without hurting or causing injustice will depend on other Spheres of Influence. The subjects of this destiny should realize that a cooperative spirit can be acquired without losing their individuality.

People favored by this destiny will be unconventional and frequently break away and set their own patterns of behavior. They will not tolerate interference and criticism. Their originality and creativity will be confined to the physical plane.

If a 1 destiny is combined with a personality that is susceptible to negative aspects, especially a One, Four, or Eight personality, the subjects with a destiny will tend to be dictatorial, egotistical, overconfident, selfish, hypersensitive, boastful, and set in their ways. The birthdate 4/4/1964 = 28 = 10 = 1 is an example of a 1 destiny.

Vibration Number 2 as Destiny

The 2 destiny is the direct opposite of the 1. While people with a 1 destiny may turn out to be leaders, loners, or masters of their own lives, people with a 2 destiny are inclined to enter into associations, fraternities, and partnerships. They will want to take a supportive role and enjoy communal living. Also, while egoism is the chief trait of the 1, the 2 destiny makes no demands for a display of ego. Success will be achieved by developing and embracing the following:

self-sufficiency

The “king makers” of politics or the “powers behind the throne” are usually those with 2 destinies. To elaborate on this facet of the 2 vibration, let us take a glimpse into the inner meaning of numbers. The 2 vibration, as mentioned earlier, is the primary receptive force with a negative polarity. The word “negative” is used in its electrical sense, meaning “force that does not act but draws to itself and retains power through magnetic attraction.” The 2 vibration is really a reserve force or storehouse of power.

Essentially, the 2 Life Path is one of giving rather than receiving, particularly the giving of self in service to others. Twos will want to do this willingly, and in return, they will receive ample reward in accordance with the law of compensation and the law of attraction.

They will be drawn toward group activity where they can display adaptability, agreeability, and friendliness. The principal motivating force behind their destiny is the need to establish tranquility in their surroundings. Following the path of marriage, companionship, and association, a lonely life is not the lot of those with this destiny. They cannot and will not remain single. Social problems will be nonexistent unless the personality type as shown in the First Sphere of Influence is overly sensitive and therefore easily hurt.

A 2 destiny combined with a Two personality tends to lean toward the negative. For instance, 2/2/1960 = 20 = 2 is likely to involve the individual in several emotional affairs accompanied by heartache and failure. A desperate need for security and companionship may drive such a personality into a hasty and ill-advised marriage. Psychosomatic illnesses may also cause problems, resulting in a dreary personality.

Vibration Number 3 as Destiny

The 3 destiny, with its vibrations of freshness and vigor, leads its subjects into the lighter and brighter sides of life, giving them a constant urge for self-expression in these areas. As versatility is one of the distinguishing features of this vibration, self-expression can take several forms. Success will be achieved by

inspiring and motivating people

embracing their love of beauty, color, and music

cultivating a wide range of friends

With Threes being essentially happy and optimistic extroverts, social involvement should be a high priority in their lives. Endowed with the gift of entertainment and a genuine sense of humor, they will seek to hold the center of attention in order to find fulfillment. Their best expression will be through the spoken word, while singing, acting, and writing will also be avenues of expression.

Occupations and hobbies chosen will—and should—invariably be those that will allow Threes’ artistic talents to be displayed. New and unconventional ideas will often bring them into conflict with the established order of society. This is not a destiny that will seek comfort and security in a quiet domestic scene. Domestic responsibilities should not be allowed to hold these people back, as their strongest need will always be self-expression on as wide a scale as possible, which is the essence of the 3 vibration.

Combined with a personality that has limited expression, making it prone to negative expression, this destiny will also produce negative qualities, such as self-absorption, criticism, intolerance, and strong escapist tendencies. There will also be a powerful need for constant emotional attention from others without a similar response from the Threes themselves. The birthdate 3/3/1977 = 30 = 3 is an example of such a destiny.

Vibration Number 4 as Destiny

Whereas the energies of the 3 are concentrated on the mental and artistic realms of life, those of the 4 will be firmly directed toward establishing a solid foundation on the physical side of life with a practical and commonsense approach. The field of activity of the Fours will not be wide, adventuresome, and colorful, but will be concentrated on a few projects requiring physical work and practical application. Emphasis will be placed on material acquisitions with a sound sense of values guiding Fours’ decisions. Money might be spent judiciously, and an appreciable amount will always be set aside for the future. The gambler will not be found with this destiny. Fours will develop early in life and will want to continue to cultivate

Others make many demands on the time and energy of those with this destiny, and Fours’ talents are put to constant use. Governed in this sphere by the vibration that produces the builders of social order and upholders of tradition, they soon become known as the solid citizens of their community.

This is a stay-put vibration, and herein lies its strength. Those with a 4 destiny will not want to change direction once on a chosen course. Travel is not part of this destiny, as Fours usually find themselves too busy to indulge in this pastime. They may be subject to becoming too absorbed in work and should be advised to seek periods of relaxation. A sense of humor and imagination are not strong qualities of this vibration and attempts should be made to develop these qualities.

Those with this destiny and a personality that tends toward the negative have the potential of being dull and dreary, and will possibly fall into a rut and be content to remain there. They can be extremely reluctant to part with their money and possessions and can find themselves in a situation where they do not possess their wealth but their wealth possesses them. The birthdate 6/6/1963 = 31 = 4 is such an example.

Vibration Number 5 as Destiny

Freedom is the watchword of this destiny and those subject to it should—and will—strive to acquire freedom of thought, speech, and action and to learn the responsible use of these. They may expect change, variety, and travel in their lives. Adaptability and flexibility will be required of them to cope with the many unexpected changes that will take place. This is destiny that can achieve growth and advancement through

Fives regard life as an adventure to be experienced with enthusiasm and energy. They live each day with a greater degree of intensity than those with other Life Paths. Due to the comprehensive nature of their outlook they are soon able to feel at home wherever they are and adapt to all types of people and customs.

Young people with this destiny vibration can become sullen and uncooperative if restricted and will rebel against authority. Freedom fighters, whether religious, political, social, or otherwise, are most often subjects of this destiny. Proficiency in foreign languages is more easily acquired by this vibration than by others.

This destiny gives its subjects the opportunity to express a wide variety of talent, but some negative qualities such as restlessness, impulsiveness, self-indulgence, and the tendency to speak out without enough knowledge should be brought under control.

Combined with a personality that is susceptible to the negative, especially a negative Five, such as 5/5/1984 = 32 = 5, misuse of freedom can become a real danger, plus indulgence in sensuality, drink, drugs, and gambling.

Vibration Number 6 as Destiny

People with this destiny should steer their lives in the direction of the general qualities of the 6 vibration. It is known as the path of responsibility, particularly in the domestic, social, and humanitarian fields. On one hand, there is a strong pull toward these responsibilities; on the other, most of these people will need to prepare themselves to assume such responsibilities by making changes in their personal attitudes and lifestyle. They will want to

be aware of this need to make personal adjustments

learn not to look for perfection

learn to adjust to and accept circumstances and people as they find them

seek to establish harmony, comfort, and beauty in the domestic scene

The well-developed artistic appreciation of this vibration is reflected in the furnishings of their homes. They may also become connoisseurs of wine, food, and art. Having secured domestic felicity and personal balance, they will turn their attention to community needs, especially as counselors, teachers, guides, and peacemakers.

They will rarely tend toward the critical, and those who have fully set themselves on this path of humanitarian service should strive to submerge their own egos in order to build up the deflated and bruised egos of others. Love of the physical and spiritual aspects of life will operate with equal force. It is this characteristic that makes those with this destiny accessible and credible counselors to people of all ages. More than others, Sixes are able to teach the meaning of love and understanding, which they invariably do by example.

A negatively expressed personality with this destiny is likely to be domineering, unreasonable, possessive, and jealous, especially in regard to domestic issues. A constant urge to whine, nag, and find faults will make life difficult for their partners. Someone with a birthdate such as 6/2/1960 = 24 = 6 may be subject to this type of negativity.

Vibration Number 7 as Destiny

This is a Life Path where the mind should be used to transfer interests from the material and physical realms to the abstract and subtle. It does not, however, indicate that those subject to it should cease to engage in the affairs of the world. They should work to

look upon all material possessions with detachment

pursue their quest into the eternal truths of life

not permit worldly possessions to enslave them

constantly examine their motives and maintain only enduring values

not acquire superficial standards

overcome the urge to withhold their knowledge from others

be more outgoing

establish harmony and self-appreciate to counterbalance perfectionism

An infinite capacity to gather abstract knowledge awaits those who take up the challenge of this destiny. Their worldly activities will always be tinged with the wisdom they will acquire, and their philosophical attitude will help them overcome the disappointments and changes of life.

Those with a Seven destiny should chose a profession in a specialized field that will use the vibration’s power to investigate and analyze. Their best work is carried out alone, or with very few fellow workers around, away from crowds, noise, and commercial activity. They will be better suited to become professionals than to enter the business world. However, those engaged in business enterprises will and should strive to work to be high principled and honest and will not indulge in unscrupulous competition.

Personalities that are more likely to express negativity and who have this destiny are certain to seek seclusion and various forms of escapism from social and other mundane responsibilities. Birthdates such as 7/7/1973 = 34 = 7 and 2/2/1992 = 25 = 7 are examples.

Vibration Number 8 as Destiny

The wide world of commerce, industry, government, organizations, and corporations are the fields of activity open to those with this destiny. It is by no means a domesticated or parochial Life Path, nor is it one for dreamers and visionaries. Their energies should be directed toward success in the practical, managerial, and financial affairs of life.

To succeed, Eights will want to cultivate their natural tendency for

Unless a balance is struck between their responsibilities and obligations, the law of cause and effect will neutralize the success gained and fulfillment of this destiny will not be achieved. These people must be wary of the trap of materialism and power for power’s sake.

Needless to say, not all Eights will reach the top of their chosen vocations, but their destiny indicates that they should strive to do so; the result will be advancement well beyond the average. Their field of endeavor could, for instance, range from management of a single supermarket to the management of a multinational company. Promotion will be automatic when their enthusiasm for work, practicality, and energy are displayed and observed.

Most with an Eight destiny will find themselves acting as counselors in financial and economic affairs. As many people will look to them for guidance, they will need to remember the responsibilities thrust upon them by their positions of knowledge and authority. Unless supported by emotional numbers in the birthdate, people with this destiny will have problems with emotional expression. Although compassionate and sympathetic, they will resent having to express these sentiments, especially if they happen to stand in the way of their public life. All with this destiny should be conscious of their dress and general appearance as an important aspect of their public image.

When in a personality that tends toward negatives, especially a negative Four or Eight (for example, 8/4/1994 = 35 = 8), those with this destiny can express both mental and physical cruelty from time to time.

Vibration Number 9 as Destiny

This is a difficult destiny to follow, and the extent of success achieved will depend largely on the personality type. As this is not a destiny for quiet suburban or country living, strong Nine personalities combined with the 9 destiny find the 9 influences greatly magnified, and when confined to this type of life, Nines will suffer much frustration and unhappiness. Freedom of movement will be sought, not only for humanitarian activity but also for cultural advancement. Artistic talents could be carried to high levels of achievement. Keen spiritual awareness will find these people involved in metaphysics, mysticism, and studies in comparative religions. The fulfillment of the 9 destiny calls for

self-adjustment

the surrender of the personal for the impersonal

sublimating self-centeredness for the welfare of humanity

rising above the prejudices of race, class, and religion

acceptance of the worthiness of the humanitarian Life Path

The Brotherhood of Man should be the principal concern of these people. All forms of separatism that contribute to social and economic injustice and that hinder cultural intermingling should be avoided.

As this is by no means a domesticated Life Path, partners should allow these personalities considerable freedom of movement and reconcile themselves to the fact that the love of Nines will reach out well beyond home, family, and community. They will place no importance on material security and their energies will not be spent in this direction.

Those with personalities that tend to express the negatives of the vibration and who also have a 9 destiny, such as those born on 9/9/1935 = 36 = 9 or 6/6/1995 = 36 = 9, are likely to be egocentric, moody, fickle, critical, and ill-tempered. They will display a feeling of bitterness toward the world and project a facade of wisdom and knowledge they do not possess.

Vibration Number 11 as Destiny

Birthdates totaling 29 and 38 have this Master Vibration as a potential destiny. People who do not take up this path will follow the destiny of the straightforward 2 vibration. However, for those who follow the 11 destiny, there is unlimited potential for personal advancement in metaphysical studies and the development of clairvoyance, intuition, and prophecy. It is not a destiny that calls for the pursuit of personal gain in terms of material wealth and power; it calls for the spiritual side of life to be awakened. Once this awakening takes place, these people should learn the practical application of their spiritual gifts.

Those with the 11 destiny will want to enter areas of activity that will not only facilitate spiritual growth but also provide scope for the application of their higher values. The inventive genius of the 11 vibration will have wide opportunities in both the arts and sciences. Down-to-earth and practical associates will be of invaluable support to Elevens, for such associates will bring about a fine balance between vision and inspiration on one hand and common sense and pragmatism on the other. These associates will also be able to place some restraint on the spontaneous generosity that is a staple of this destiny.

Vibration Number 22 as Destiny

This is the most powerful of all the destiny vibrations, giving its subjects unlimited resources for expansion as master planners and builders in all departments of human activity, especially those who leave behind lasting benefits for the welfare of mankind. Not many individuals with this Life Path are able to lift themselves to the peak of its vibratory power and meet its challenges, but the few who do will become world renowned. The average person with a 22 destiny who avails themselves of the power of this Master Vibration will invariably make a name for themselves in their chosen fields of activity.

This is a multitalented vibration containing the features of all others, and those whose destiny is the number 22 may choose any field of endeavor and meet with success. Politics, business, the professions, government service, and large humanitarian organizations are all open. Twenty-twos who are oblivious to the nature and power of their destiny will revert to the standard 4 destiny.

The Birth Month and the Birth Year

To complete the analysis of the influences of the birthdate, we will examine the numbers of the month and year of birth and their bearing on the personality as a whole.

The Birth Month

The number or numbers of the birth month are not as strong as those of the birthday, nor do they possess an independent function or create personal identity as the numbers of the birthday and the Destiny Number do. They work in conjunction with the other numbers of the birthdate and influence them to act in either a favorable or unfavorable manner on the personality. They may provide an essential vibration, giving balance to the personality, or overload a personality with an already strong vibration. The 9th month, for instance, will contribute negative influences on a birthdate such as 9/9/1935 = 36 = 9, and favorable influences on a birthdate such as 9/4/1941 = 28 = 10 = 1. In the first example, a straightforward Nine personality is stifled by too many 9 characteristics, resulting in a lack of balance and avenues of expression, causing negative traits to enter the personality. In the second example, the comprehensive 9 vibration opens up a staid Four personality.

Like the birthday, the birth month may have a single-digit or a multiple number. The 11th and 12th months are not reduced to a single 2 and a single 3 but in the 11th month are considered two 1s and as a single 1 and a single 2 for the 12th month. The zero of the 10th month may be disregarded, since it does not have an appreciable influence on the personality from this position.

Further examples of the influence of the number or numbers of the birth month are as follows:

The 5 vibration of the 5th month overloads the emotional aspects of a sentimental Two personality. Emotion has too strong a hold on this personality and can hinder the responsibilities of the 9 destiny.

The 1 vibration of the 1st month is strong enough to control emotionalism and give self-assurance to the Two personality and will also assist in coping with the 5 destiny.

The two 1s of the eleventh month add strength to an already strong birthday. There will be no problems in fulfilling an 11 destiny.

The 8 vibration of the 8th month draws the Three personality out of self-centeredness and helps with the wide-ranging 9 destiny.

The 1 of the 12th month gives positivity to the Three personality, and the 2 vibration extends the range of the artistic and social attributes.

This is an outstanding example of a Master Vibration controlling a positive personality. Positivity is gained through the 3 in the birth month.

The Birth Year

The numbers of the year of birth provide additional vibrations but do not have as strong an influence on the personality as the numbers of the birth month do. They do, however, provide outlets for expression and thereby bring balance to the personality as a whole if they are not found in either the birthday or birth month. They may also contribute to an overload of vibrations, as in the case of someone born on 3/3/1933. The numbers of the birth year are of a supportive and influential nature only and do not possess an independent function.

When analyzing the variety of influences within a birthdate, we need to recognize the relative importance of the numbers’ positions and the fact that when the same number appears, it has a weakening effect over the personality, leading to negative attitudes. This weakening takes place when the repetition of a number is found in the stronger areas of the birthdate, such as the birth day and birth month. In the birthdate 3/3/1933 given in the previous paragraph, the two 3s in the birth year have merely aggravated a birthdate already prone to the negative. The 3s would not have overwhelmed the personality if the birthdate was 12/3/1933. In this case, the numbers of the birth month give balance to the Three personality and the two 3s of the birth year are not strong enough to override the power of the numbers of the birth month. Two more examples illustrating the influence of the numbers of the birth year are

4/ 24/ 1944

The 4 vibration is strong here. Although this is a Six personality, many 4 influences control the individual and are prone to negative expression. If these influences can be checked, the positive 4 qualities will help with the 1 destiny.

The 1, 2, and 3 vibrations control this personality with the help of the 4 in the birth month. The two 4s in the birth year will contribute but not in a negative way, since the 4 in the birth month does not control the personality.

THE THIRD SPHERE
OF INFLUENCE:
SPHERE OF THE GIVEN NAME

The vibrations of the name contribute to the Third, Fourth, Fifth, and Sixth Spheres of Influence. The given name is the Third Sphere of Influence and can play a significant role in balancing the vibrations of the First and Second Spheres. If areas of conflict appear in the birthdate, the vibration of the Third Sphere can neutralize the conflict, but it can also intensify the problem. People can use given names in a way that enhances the birthdate and creates more balanced individuals who will be better prepared to fulfill their potential.

While the given name has the most important role in a name, the vibrations of the middle name or names (if any) and the surname all add to the composite of a personality. The surname reflects hereditary tendencies and family resemblances. Hence by sharing the same surname, members of the same family also share the same numerological influence. The total of the numbers in their surname gives them a common bond. The middle name or names are passive and do not have an independent function but contribute to the formation of the full name and the number of the full name. This contribution could be valuable when the given name and surname are both short, such as Ann Hill or Ian Hall. The letters, and numbers, of these names are so few that the supply of vibrations to the overall personality is low.

Without supporting vibrations from the name, a strong and balanced birthdate is needed to succeed. When the numbers of the name are listed and compared with the birthdate numbers, the advantage of having at least one middle name will become apparent. More information on this aspect of the complete chart is given in chapter 9.

“What’s in a name?” is a question we hear from time to time. Shakespeare asked this question and added that “a rose by any other name would smell as sweet.” While a rose may smell as sweet when called something else, there is a great deal of significance in a name, and the giving of any name that is constantly used is indeed a matter worth serious consideration.

The given name may be our parents’ decision or our own. Often a middle name or some other name unrelated to those on the birth certificate may be in use. It is this name that identifies, gives individuality, and has the most significant effect on the personality. For instance, a child with the name of Michael John Edwards may sooner or later be addressed as Mike or Mick. Or he may choose his middle name, John, which may be turned into Jack. If these changes take place, his abbreviated or changed name will become the Third Sphere of Influence.

When a given name is chosen, it’s important to take into consideration the common practice of multisyllabic names being abbreviated or altered. If a new version is used permanently, it will be the name that holds the power. For example, if the name Genevieve is chosen for its 4 vibration, the girl may lose it to the 11, formed by Genny, or the 5, from Jenny. Similarly, James may become Jim (5), Jimmy (7), or Jamie (2). There is something to be said for parents insisting that children are called by the name they know is best.

Some people may always be referred to or addressed by their initials, shortened names, or titles, or by double or even triple names. Some examples are J. R. R. Tolkien, Boss, Chief, Oscar Wilde, and Ralph Waldo Emerson. There are others who have two sets of names, one used in business and another by family and friends. In the case of initials and double or triple names, the total of the initials or the total of the multiple names is the number to consider. For people who use two sets of names, the vibrations produced by both names are equally important and should be examined to see whether they are in harmony with the particular area of activity they are influencing. Nicknames and pet names possess the same power and influence as the given name. People who have these extra names will have two or more vibrations influencing them.

A name is, in fact, a sound. The human body is a finely tuned instrument with keen responses to all sorts of extraneous vibrations, particularly sound vibrations. There is an instant feeling of well-being when a sympathetic vibration is encountered and one of displeasure with an inharmonious vibration. As all bodies have different rates of vibration, they do not respond in the same way that others do to a certain vibration, whether sound or otherwise. Herein lies the importance of a given name that is in harmony with a particular type of body and personality. An inharmonious name will be like a discordant musical note causing discomfort, restriction, and imbalance. This point is well illustrated by William Congreve:

 

Musick hath Charms to soothe a savage Breast,
To soften Rocks, or bend a knotted Oak.
I’ve read that things inanimate have mov’d,
And, as with living Souls, have been inform’d
By Magick numbers and persuasive Sound.

 

The classical name Jason has been in vogue in recent times. The vibration of this name is 5, and it would be a splendid name for a male born on 3/11/1991 = 25 = 7. The vital connecting link of the 5 vibration will balance well within the personality. This name, however, will not be suitable for a boy born on 5/5/2002 = 14 = 5, for example. Hyperactivity and excess of emotion, among other difficulties, will be the result of overloading the 5 vibration.

Care should therefore be taken to choose a given name that fits with the First and Second Spheres, either giving balance to the personality in an area that has none or adding to an area that has a number but needs strengthening.

Whenever possible, preference should be given to 1 or 5 names, for these are the true activators. In a well-distributed birthdate, such as 6/23/1964 = 31 = 4, a 1 name is most advantageous because it gives strength and self-confidence to a multi-talented personality. The number 1 in the century of the full date does not produce these qualities due to its weak placement.

If a birthdate is found to be strong as well as balanced and no help is needed from the given name, the best choice will be a name that is in harmony with the Destiny Number. The question of overloading does not arise, since the Spheres of Influence are different. A birthdate such as 3/18/1981 = 31 = 4 does not need help from the given name to strengthen the personality, but a 4 name will be best so that added help is given toward fulfilling the 4 destiny.

However, the given name influences the personality and therefore shares common ground with the First Sphere of Influence, which forms the personality. The vibrations of the given name should not clash with, weaken, or disturb the vibrations of the First Sphere of Influence. For instance, a birthdate such as 8/8/1983 should not have an 8 name, and a 3 name would be most unsuitable for someone born on 3/3/1983.

Parents choose names for their children from many sources. Names of family members are often repeated in the next generation, names are borrowed from well-known personalities, popular names spread rapidly, or parents can express their creativity with a unique name or unusual spelling. While these names may please the parents, the children are not always grateful, and in fact may feel handicapped.

Names that are obviously dated at the time of naming can be an embarrassment to the children and they may also create the wrong vibrations. The same can be said of names for famous or popular heroes and heroines in novels, much admired sportspersons, movie stars, or other celebrities. The practice of naming a baby for purely sentimental reasons can and should be avoided; any concerned parent can choose a name from among hundreds that will be in harmony with the birthdate. In doing so, they will make a significant contribution toward the development of a well-balanced individual. The idea is that the name should not only be pleasing to the parents but also one that will relate favorably to the personality and destiny of the child.

The final choice of the name should be made after many alternatives have been examined, not only for their direct influence on the personality but also for their very significant contribution to the formation of the three other Spheres of Influence, especially the number of the full name. It is important for parents to remain flexible about a name for their baby. They should consider each name carefully and concentrate on the name that sounds best or feels right.

Numerologists believe that parents are not the only ones who have an effect on the choice of their child’s name; higher forces also influence the decision. Though parents may systematically analyze the factors described in this book and narrow down the list of prospective names, they should also try to let intuition play a part.

Changing the Given Name

As adults, we already have a name and need to work with it to produce harmony within the personality and a lifestyle that is successful. A complete change of name is necessary only in special circumstances. An adult should first try changing the spelling of their name if a change is considered necessary.

It may sound far-fetched, but it has been proven that a change of name will, in most instances, slowly but surely cause a corresponding change in the personality or amplify certain characteristics of the personality. Sometimes the change is quite sudden. The length of time it takes to notice a change will no doubt depend on the purpose of the change and the numerological potential to respond to the new vibration. Generally, an instant change should not be expected.

The vibrations of the new name will take time to influence the personality, depending on the degree of identification the person has with the new vibration. This process might take three months or three years, depending on the individual.

Existing potential is essential before a new name can trigger a change of career or cause a career to escalate. If a name is changed for this purpose, as in the case of many artists, actors, and people entering religious orders, the vibration of the new name should not only harmonize with the Second Sphere of Influence (Destiny) and the Fourth Sphere of Influence (Expression of Talents) but also with the particular career chosen. In other words, the sound of the new name must be pleasant and appropriate to the career intended. Innumerable actors who have found their original names a liability have achieved success by adopting pleasant sounding names of compatible vibrations.

Changing names to suit vocations, especially in religious orders, has been a common practice for centuries. Both the Old and New Testaments of the Bible are replete with instances of names being deliberately changed before a specific vocation or mission. Many people also change their names for the sole purpose of bringing about balance and harmony within the personality.

Although the idea of changing one’s name may sound attractive at times, it is not a step to be taken without serious consideration and consultation if necessary. Many questions should be asked and answered before a decision is made, such as

 

Is a change really necessary?

Have the Birth and Name Grids been examined properly? (This is discussed in the next chapter.)

What are the motives for the change? Are they for frivolous or escapist reasons? (Often it is better to retain the name and overcome any obstacles, real or imagined, that it may cause.)

Has advice been sought and considered?

Has a change of spelling of the present name been considered? (This is often the best alternative. The same pronunciation can be retained by adding, removing, or changing a letter or letters. The change in spelling of the name alters its rate of vibration and correspondingly the influence upon the personality. One should seek the most suitable vibration, not merely a new name that happens to be currently popular.)

If any doubts linger after these questions have been considered, a numerologist’s opinion should be sought. The final choice of a name, however, always rests with the parents or the individual. A third party should only give an opinion.
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THE NUMEROLOGICAL GRID

The previous chapters, in which the First, Second, and Third Spheres of Influence were discussed, have largely illustrated the characteristics of the numbers as an independent function. However, as indicated in the previous chapter in particular, they are defined more specifically by their relationship with the other numbers. It is this interaction, while creating positive, negative, and neutralizing influences, that contributes to forming the complete personality and affecting destiny.

In this chapter, our aim is to develop an understanding of how the First and Second Spheres of Influence operate simultaneously and what happens when the given name is then introduced. In order to do so, it is necessary to study in detail the interrelation of numbers in the birthdate. This is best done by first examining the influence each number of the birthdate has on the vibratory structure of the personality and then considering the nature of the Destiny Number. Having studied the characteristics of both spheres separately, our next step will be to look at them together, as two interconnected parts of the composite personality.

The easiest way to illustrate the First and Second Spheres of Influence is through the use of a simple numerological grid. A complete grid with all the single numbers in their permanent positions is shown below, to the left. When considering the grid, you should also keep in mind the more detailed classifications for each number, as shown in the chart on the right.

The zero, lacking qualities of its own, may be placed for convenience’s sake with the 1. Needless to say, no birthdate will fill all the squares of the grid.

The three horizontal planes are levels of expression. This is, however, a general classification, since most vibrations share some common characteristics, though they may express them differently. (The vertical planes of consciousness are discussed further on.)

The numbers of one plane are not more desirable than or superior to another. These planes indicate methods of expression—the impulses that reveal not only thought and feeling but also personality traits and tendencies. Above all, they indicate the area or areas where the greatest amount of power is concentrated. This can be seen at a glance once the numbers of a birthdate are correctly placed within the grid.

The areas of power form the individual’s personality type. When this is figured out, the first important comparison can be made and the relationship between the First and Second Spheres of Influence becomes evident. For example, if the power base of the First Sphere is on the physical plane and the Second Sphere is as well, one should not meet with many difficulties in establishing a successful lifestyle. On the other hand, if the First Sphere is on the emotional plane and the Second is on the physical plane, there is bound to be some inner conflict when fulfilling the requirements of destiny.

Mind governs the mental plane. Everything is carefully considered before action and reaction. People on the emotional plane refer all things to their emotions; the heart governs the personality. Those governed by the physical plane have their thought processes geared toward the body and practical, earthly undertakings. A down-to-earth form of thinking governs these people, and those with intuitional vibrations will learn to trust their instincts and premonitions.

Spirituality is a power that is spread throughout all vibrations. Each number channels the spiritual through the personality according to its qualities. For example, some personalities fulfill their spirituality through worship, others through service, and still others through concentration and meditation.

Having few numbers on the mental plane does not indicate that the individual has no mental capacity; it merely shows that the mind is directed toward emotional or physical pursuits, where high intelligence and initiative may be displayed.

Similarly, the absence of emotional plane numbers does not mean that emotion is lacking; the outlets for display and demonstration of emotional qualities simply may not be available. Such personalities may appear to have greater control over their feelings, though they could be seething inside. They may resort to defensive or evasive behavior in order to cope with their difficulty in naturally expressing their feelings. This usually results in restriction of intimate expression, leading to misunderstanding by others. Body contact in the form of spontaneous embraces, hugs, and other forms of endearment will be distasteful to their nature. These people will undoubtedly be loving, yet they may seem incapable of expressing their love.

Those individuals with only the number 1 from the century of the full date on the physical plane will most likely have no interest or aptitude in the physical side of life, unless support is given through the Fourth Sphere of Influence, where the appropriate talents are found. The mind is generally used instead on the mental or emotional levels, or both, according to the birthdate.

Thought processes of individuals with vibrations predominantly confined to one plane will act according to the qualities of that plane. On the other hand, individuals with mixed numbers will have little difficulty in functioning confidently and naturally on any two or more of these planes.

Finally, the 5 vibration, although a strongly emotional one, is nevertheless the only vibration that gives expression on all three planes, plus the intuitional level. A number 5 in the birthday or birth month has a stabilizing influence on the personality as a whole because of its multiplicity of expression. A 5 name will be most helpful to someone with an excess of numbers on either the mental or physical plane, or for one with no numbers on the emotional plane.

Vibrations form themselves into three other categories, which in turn place people into three fundamental types. This can be seen in the vertical lines of the grid. Numbers 1, 2, and 3 represent vibrations of individuality, and people under their influence are oriented toward self and self-interests. The pronouns I, me, and mine figure largely in their thoughts, speech, and actions. The “me first” attitude is a common feature of these personalities. Objective consideration of issues may be foreign to their nature. The principal characteristic displayed by the thoughts of the Ones is originality; the Twos, fantasy; and the Threes, creative imagination

The vibratory influences of the numbers 4, 5, and 6 represent community consciousness. They are numbers of action. The thought processes of subjects of these numbers project out of self and into the community. The down-to-earth labor of the Fours, the intense nervous energy of the Fives, and the constant mental activity of the Sixes are further distinguishing features.

The numbers 7, 8, and 9 denote power and widespread influence, giving their subjects an orientation toward international consciousness. This power is found in the spiritual depth of the Sevens, the authority and justice of the Eights, and the humanitarianism of the Nines.

Examining the Grid

Once a grid picture has been constructed by placing the numbers of a given birthdate in their correct positions, and the First and Second Spheres of Influence are highlighted, preliminary work on the personality may begin.

Planes of Expression

Look for the area or areas of power in the planes of expression. An evenly distributed set of numbers will indicate an ability to motivate on two or more planes. Numbers with the base of power confined to one plane will indicate whether the individual is essentially physically, emotionally, or mentally oriented. However, secondary characteristics may be revealed by numbers on other planes. A mentally oriented person, for instance, may possess secondary characteristics on the emotional plane, as in the case of a birthdate such as 9/12/1980 = 30 = 3. A lopsided set of numbers with heavy overloading on any one plane or the repetition of a single number can result in a closed-in or negative personality, or it can produce genius (though the former is more common than the latter).

Consciousness on the Grid

Next, observe the vertical squares in their order. Consciousness of self is emphasized in the area covered by the 1, 2, and 3 vibrations, while community consciousness is added to the 4, 5, and 6 vibrations. A global awareness is characteristic of the 7, 8, and 9 vibrations. Here again, balanced or one-sided personalities can be seen.

Blanks in the Grid

Note the absence of a number in the squares of a particular plane. This important point indicates that the individual under examination has no outlets for self-expression on that plane. At the same time, it is also advisable to note all other blanks in the grid because these reveal that the birthdate has not supplied the individual with the qualities particular to the missing vibration.

The blanks in both the horizontal and vertical sections should be carefully noted as well, not only as areas revealing lack of power and expression but also as areas that should be concentrated on when the Spheres of Influence for names are examined. The whole name often provides balancing vibrations. However, if no help is available from the names, these blank areas will remain as weaknesses that may need to be developed as well as possible throughout life.

Positivity and Negativity

Once the power base and weak areas have been established, the next important factor that can be recorded is the degree of positivity or negativity that exists within the personality. The determining factor will be the presence or absence of the 1 vibration. Willpower, self-assurance, and self-control, which are the outstanding qualities of the 1 vibration, should be looked for, since it is principally these qualities that contribute to determining a positive personality or a negative one. However, it is advisable to suspend final judgment until the four Spheres of Influence of the whole name have been examined.

The Second Sphere in the Grid

The Second Sphere of Influence, or the Destiny Number, should be considered on its own in the first instance. Once the attractions, directions, and lessons indicated by this sphere have been established, it should be reconsidered in relation to the First Sphere, the personality type. In regard to vocations and other activities in life, the directions of an individual’s destiny points should be noted first. Next, the lessons to be learned and the qualities of character to be acquired should be observed. Finally, one may take the essential step of observing whether the personality type and supporting numbers help fulfill what the Destiny Number requires—in short, whether the First Sphere of Influence complements the Second Sphere or whether there is conflict. An easy life or a personal battle will be indicated by the answers.

Active and Receptive Vibrations

There are active vibrations that represent expenditure of energy and there are receptive vibrations that represent the storage of energy. The odd numbers are active and the even numbers are receptive. It is always very interesting to observe which numbers predominate. The odd numbers are also inspirational and freedom-loving, whereas the evens are practical and home-loving. For instance, a female with active odd numbers predominating will be an ambitious career person with strong leadership and creative tendencies.

The grid can also be an easy reference to particular characteristics of the personality being analyzed. The points that follow are a quick guide to some of many significant personality traits that can be seen. (These are covered in more detail in chapters 2 and 3.)

Extroversion

The grid pattern shows whether or not an individual under examination is an extrovert. Almost all vibrations, whether on the positive or negative side, favor this facet of the human personality. For instance, a Two personality is an extrovert who enjoys group activity but prefers to remain in the background. Three and Five personalities are also extroverts, but they demand the center of attention. The Seven personality, being a quiet, contemplative type, will display this trait in small, well-controlled doses.

Once again, the presence or absence of the 1 vibration will influence the degree and quality of extroversion. Natural introverts may be produced by the 1 vibration or the 7, and these people could be adopting a positive form of introversion where they just prefer their own company to the company of others.

Competitiveness

The competitive spirit is found among the odd numbers. The 1, 3, and 5 vibrations make strong competitors, while those influenced by the 7 and 9 are only mildly interested in competition. The even numbers are not competitive, with the exception of the 8, which falls firmly into the strongly competitive category.

The ability to pick the presence or absence of a competitive spirit in a particular area of activity is a grave responsibility held by parents and guardians. They should examine this quality in a child before forcing or influencing them into an area of activity where strong competition is needed.

Domesticity

Numerology clearly shows that it is the vibratory makeup alone, and not the sex, that divides individuals into career people, domesticated ones, and the many that are in between. The even numbers produce the home-oriented ones, while the odd numbers create the outgoing ones not given to domesticity and a quiet family life. People with birthdates such as 11/2/1998 = 31 = 4 or 4/16/2002 = 15 = 6, whether male or female, will be more inclined to embrace domestic duties rather than follow a career in public life.

Oral Expression

Oral expression is seen in many interesting forms, depending on the First Sphere of Influence. Generally speaking, the Three and Five personalities are the impulsive talkers. The taciturn ones are the Ones and Sevens, while the genuine conversationalists are the Sixes, Nines, and Twenty-twos. The authoritative ones are the Ones, Fives, and Eights. The shy ones who speak only when they are addressed are the Twos, while the quiet ones who speak only when they have something worthwhile to say are the Fours. The Ones and Sevens also fall into this last group and are at ease when they speak on their specialty. The Elevens enjoy giving their points of view to all and sundry. A Five will be ready to speak about any subject, regardless of any specialized knowledge, and the temporary enthusiasm they display may soon be lost once the subject is closed. The argumentative ones are found among the Sixes, who are also the best storytellers. Ones, Fours, Sevens, and Eights are forthright and brief in speech, and people who possess an abundance of these vibrations can be curt and peremptory.

A Note on Environment

So far, personal characteristics and potential have been examined, but no consideration has been given to heredity and environmental conditioning. There is no doubt that these factors enhance, obscure, inhibit, and generally influence, for good or ill, our individuality. The growing psyche of the child is shaped and molded by his or her family, community, and nation, according to the customs and norms prevailing at the time of the child’s growth. We can hardly escape this conditioning, but fortunately, with the growth of the personality, we often outgrow it, allowing our true selves to blossom. There may be some, however, who fail to do so because fear, ignorance of self, or lethargy may have taken over. These unfortunate people may live their lives unaware of their multifaceted potential. Therefore, whenever something of a person’s background is known, we should try to determine the degree of individuality and the degree of submission to this conditioning.

Negativity

Negative tendencies arise when a positive force is not present in the full birthdate. For example, 1900 birthdates are without a 1 anywhere and so are considered negative, whereas 1901 birthdates gain a positive. Negative tendencies are also found in 1972 and 2009 birthdates if there is no 1 in the day or month or when there is a repetition of the birthday number in the birth month. These tendencies may arise in active or passive forms. The vibratory force that ensures a positive disposition is the 1 vibration. For this reason, it is known as the Activator. (The number 1 present in the birth year of all persons born in the 20th century is in a weak position and does not exercise much influence on the personality formed by the birthday and supported by the birth month.)

Individuals suffering from negative features due to the absence of 1 in their birth day or month far exceed those with a repetition of their birthday number. The latter condition can happen only with single-digit birthdays. Personalities found in the former condition normally possess an even distribution of numbers or vibrations and, consequently, multiple talents and avenues for self-expression. However, as the driving force of the number 1 is not present, they are likely to underestimate and undersell themselves. They often show surprise and disbelief when their potential and capabilities are pointed out to them. Some typical birthdates of people with these problems are 6/23/1984 = 33 = 6, 9/27/1984 = 40 = 4, and 3/5/1984 = 30 = 3. Insufficient self-confidence and self-assurance can always be overcome with a careful upbringing, education, and self-realization. These individuals are likely to be pleasant and likable, as they do not possess the disagreeable traits of egotism, self-promotion, competition, and pride. Any harm they do will be to themselves and not to others, and such damage will be the result of omission rather than commission.

This form of negativity can be checked by the choice of a first or given name that vibrates to the number 1. With its constant and powerful influence, it is bound to give the required lift to the personality. The urge to forge ahead will constantly be experienced. The 1 vibration appearing in the Fourth Sphere of Influence (the whole name), the Fifth Sphere of Influence (vowels), and the Sixth Sphere of Influence (consonants) will also be of considerable assistance.

In the case of a single-digit birthday, repetition of the birthday number in the birth month creates an overloading of the qualities of their birth force. This results in a weakening and, in some instances, a strengthening in negative ways of these qualities. The individual is confined to a narrow world of thought and action. Here again there could be some relief if their first name opens up fresh channels.

This second form of negativity can also be helped by the vibrations of one or more of the four Spheres of Influence within the names. However, the mitigating power will not be as strong as in the first type, owing to the concentration and closing in of negative traits when a single vibration is found in more than one sphere. Some help can also be obtained from a whole name, which gives a good all-around balance of numbers that the birthdate lacks, as in the following example:

Our example shows that there are five letters with the 1 vibration, one letter with the 2 vibration, and so on, up to the 9 vibration. When these vibrations are placed in the grid, their influence in relation to the birthdate can be interpreted easily.

The mental plane, which is blank in the birthdate, except for the 9 in the century of the birth year, has been greatly strengthened. The emotional plane has been helped by the 5 vibration. Positivity has been introduced by the 1 vibration on the physical plane.

Most importantly, the name Caroline vibrates to the number 5, which alleviates the drabness of the 4 personality.

More information on this part of our analysis is given in chapter 9. The analysis of the numbers of the birthdate is now complete. These first two Spheres of Influence have the strongest bearing on the formation and development of our personalities.

We are fortunate if all or most of the vibrations of our birthdate combine in harmony and we can find direction easily. However, if the vibrational influences are in conflict, the challenge we face is how best to manage the divergent influences pushing us in different directions. In many cases, self-discipline and sheer willpower can contain the effect of contrary and negative tendencies. But other personalities may need some assistance. This assistance may be provided by the name. If the name is ineffective or emphasizes weaknesses rather than giving strength and balance, it may be beneficial to modify the name to produce positive influences.

Note: The First Sphere of Influence is underlined once. The Second Sphere of Influence is underlined twice.

Comments: This individual is multitalented and well-balanced but lacking in drive as a result of the absence of a strong 1 vibration. A 1 name is essential for self-confidence.

Comments: This person is strong, well-balanced, and multitalented. Assistance from the name is not called for, but a 6 name, giving domesticity, would be good.

4/1/1940 = 19 = 10 = 1

Comments: This is a physically oriented person, and a 5 name should be chosen for flexibility, imagination, and oral and emotional expression. Names with physical plane numbers would increase rigidity and should be avoided.

Comments: This individual is emotionally overbalanced. A 1 name is essential to reduce emotionalism and provide some stability in the physical plane. A 4 or 7 name would be good second choices. Names with emotional plane numbers should not be considered.

Comments: As the 5 vibration controls both the First and Second Spheres of Influence, excess of speed and excessive expenditure of nervous energy could be a problem for this person. A 4, 6, or 7 name would slow down the personality. A 5 name would cause excessive tension and hyperactivity.

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THE FOURTH SPHERE OF INFLUENCE: SPHERE OF EXPRESSION

The Whole Name

The Fourth Sphere of Influence is found by adding the numerical value of the letters of the whole name and reducing to a single digit. It indicates, on one hand, the talents we are endowed with and, on the other hand, it serves as a channel for these talents to be expressed. This sphere is also known as the Sphere of Expression and should be examined when choosing a career.

By using the above chart, we arrive at the Fourth Sphere as shown in this example:

For this sphere, record the single digit of each name and then add the three (or more) single digits together to ascertain the final number.

In our example, a 3 given name, a 4 middle name, and a 9 surname have produced a composite number of 16, reducing to the final digit 7. This final digit is the summation of the qualities of all the individual letters of the three names. These details will be helpful when examining two or more people with the same final digit number in their whole name but who express themselves with some differences. These differences are the result of their composite numbers being formed differently, therefore causing them to possess inherent variations. For example, an individual with a final digit of 7, formed as in the name Jarrod Lee Anderson, will express his or her personality and talents differently than someone whose final digit is formed from a 4 given name, a 6 middle name, and a 6 surname, which also adds up to 16 = 7.

It may be considered fortunate if the talents an individual already possesses, which are indicated and expressed by this Fourth Sphere, are found to complement the Second Sphere of Influence (Destiny). The position will be even better if the personality type (First Sphere) is also supportive. The fulfillment of destiny will then be made much easier. A harmonious combination of these important Spheres of Influence will provide considerable support to the vocations and hobbies that should be pursued.

Hobbies and recreational activities should be considered seriously, since they provide diversification of interests. Not infrequently, an avocation takes over from the vocation and becomes the source of fame and fortune. Meanwhile, hobbies and interests can provide personal fulfillment, which may not be found in regular employment. They may also provide incentive for early retirement and the avenue for developing new interests in life.

There is little doubt that the First, Second, and Fourth Spheres of Influence need to work together for success and balance. However, if these spheres are on different planes of expression, they need not be allowed to pull the personality in opposite directions but may be used to extend the talents and widen the personality’s range of expression. The three spheres clamoring for attention and motivation at the same time should be recognized and reconciled. As an example, we may consider Jarrod Lee Anderson’s Fourth Sphere of Influence in relation to his birthdate, which is 12/20/1983 = 26 = 8.

A cursory glance at his 8 destiny (Second Sphere) and his 7 talents (Fourth Sphere) may indicate that they are in conflict. The highly competitive, ambitious, businesslike 8 and the reserved, uncompetitive 7 do not appear to be compatible. But a closer examination will reveal that his Two personality (First Sphere) and his talents show many shared characteristics that integrate well with assertive 8 features, especially when he finds himself in a difficult situation. His intuition will be greatly enhanced and applied successfully in his business dealings by his 7. The tact and courtesy of his 2 vibration and the penetration of his 7 can combine with the organization and method of his 8.

The central idea in this exercise is to recognize and extract the best qualities of each sphere of influence and use them as a potentially successful team. What follows is a comprehensive list of occupations relative to each number. As certain vibrations share common characteristics, though expressed differently, people influenced by sympathetic vibrations are attracted to similar types of occupations. As such, generalization is necessarily the basis in presenting a list of this nature. The occupations given under each number are the ones in which fulfillment and success will be achieved naturally and easily. After a close look at all the numbers, it can be seen that some occupations do not attract people of certain vibrations.

This occupation list can help steer us in the direction in which our natural talents lie. It can be of particular help to parents, students, and people seeking employment or change of employment.

Adults who are already employed, feel content with their jobs, and know they do them well will probably find their occupations listed under the numbers of their First, Second, or Fourth Spheres of Influence. They may also find that many jobs they have seriously considered are listed.

Those who do not enjoy their jobs and often feel as if they are square pegs in round holes should look closely at the jobs listed under the numbers of their First, Second, and Fourth Spheres of Influence. They may quite possibly see avenues of employment they have desired and hobbies they have found attractive.

We should remember that while the Fourth Sphere’s main purpose is to influence our choice of occupation (paid or recreational) by providing us with certain talents, the directions Destiny points out should be our first consideration. Our second consideration should be the best combination of talents we can get together from the First and Fourth Spheres of Influence, not forgetting advantages we may have in the Sixth Sphere (outer person).

THE FIFTH SPHERE OF INFLUENCE: SPHERE OF THE INNER PERSON

Vowels of the Whole Name

Among the vowels of the whole name we can find the heart of a person or, to put it another way, the subtlest aspects of the personality. This Fifth Sphere of Influence is usually referred to as the inner person. It is the sphere of inner desires, usually familiar only to the individual. for an explanation of vowel values.)

The concealment we find here makes the Fifth Sphere the least apparent, but it is no less significant than the others. In fact, it takes precedence over the others at certain times during the life of the great majority of people. Anything that lies hidden tends to arouse curiosity and anticipation; hence, revealing the nature of this Sphere of Influence always provides surprises. It is an area of the personality closely associated with the subconscious mind, representing inner urges, promptings, desires, and longings, and is not to be taken as representing outer personality traits, accomplishments, or requirements.

The forces within this sphere, however, constantly seek outlets, and to the degree that these outlets are found and used, a well-rounded personality is achieved. If no opening is found in any one or more of the other Spheres of Influence, the personality may suffer from disillusionment and frustration until, through self-study, the situation is recognized and personal adjustments are made. Despite the fact that this is generally a concealed area, there are instances where people wear their hearts on their sleeves; these are simply the open personalities that we sometimes encounter.

There is usually a variation in the degree of influence of the Fifth Sphere’s forces. These forces can be dormant, ignored or suppressed, or consciously and intelligently used, and in some instances, they can become extremely active or suddenly awakened. A sudden, inexplicable change in a seemingly established lifestyle may be the result of an abrupt awakening of these inner forces when they find a ready outlet to actively participate with the other Spheres of Influence.

The Fifth Sphere is of considerable importance when undertaking a permanent or long-term partnership of any sort, because whatever facade or feigned condition a person may temporarily assume, that person will sooner or later revert to fundamental desires.

Partners in marriage should ascertain and understand the nature of each other’s inner persons for the success of the partnership. For instance, if the Fifth Sphere of one partner is influenced by the 7 vibration, which yearns for tranquility, silence, and abstract study, and the other is influenced by the outgoing 3 vibration, there will be problems sooner or later unless there is a process of sorting out, understanding, and adjusting their differences.

In order to ascertain the secrets of this intriguing sphere, the usual practice of converting the letters of the whole name to their numerical values is followed, but for this sphere, only the vowels are used. After conversion, they are added together and the compound number is then reduced to a single digit, as in the following example:

The inner person of our Mr. Anderson will feel the urge to, in his quieter moments, express the higher qualities of the Master Vibration 11 or the standard qualities of the 2. Which set will predominate will depend on other areas of influence and his life situation.

Vibration Number 1 as Inner Person

The 1 vibration is experienced as a constant pressure on the ego to assume the general characteristics of this vibration, especially those of independence and leadership. People with this number will automatically take over and direct any situation they may find themselves in. They will find personal satisfaction only when they are giving orders and not when they are taking them. If they are not in a position of authority, they prefer to work on their own, unhampered by interference and restrictions.

The degree to which this inner compulsion is achieved will depend on the compatibility between this vibration and those in the other Spheres of Influence. If there is an opening in any one or more of the other Spheres of Influence, particularly in the First Sphere, these individuals will be capable of considerable accomplishment. Their strong inner drive will carry them through any rough patches in their lives, much to the surprise of people who are unaware of this inner strength. This trait is often revealed not only in their personal lives but also in times of any emergency, including civil disorder and warfare.

The creative forces of this vibration constantly seek means of fulfillment, and in instances where outlets do not exist for this person to be a leader, these creative forces may still provide many satisfying avenues for fulfillment. The creativity of Ones will lead them into entrepreneurial activities and careers in fashion designing. They will always be in the forefront in business and social life. In personal relationships, sooner or later they will reveal many unsuspected qualities, such as loyalty, willpower, ambition, authority, and pride. The negative personalities tend toward conceited, critical, dictatorial, and selfish behavior.

Vibration Number 2 as Inner Person

Companionship, accompanied by love, kindliness, peace, and harmony, will be the strongest yearning of people with the 2 vibration in the Fifth Sphere. There will be no inner incitement toward competition, ambition, commercialism, and popularity through wealth and power. They will seek to cooperate, assist, support, and serve. They will often withdraw into the 2 vibration’s characteristic pastime of fantasy. The positive Twos will find real enjoyment in their beautiful mental creations, while the negative ones will indulge in pessimistic and melancholy thoughts.

Their strong psychic sense constantly seeks to surface but may easily be stifled by environmental influences or by other areas of the personality that are antagonistic or indifferent to its development. The real inner strength of those with a Two as their inner person lies in their qualities of compassion, understanding, diplomacy, flexibility, and generosity, and in their absence of greed, jealousy, pride, anger, and resentment. Weaknesses such as a lack of willpower and self-discipline, indecisiveness, and excessive diffidence will be common in the more negative personalities.

Vibration Number 3 as Inner Person

The driving forces behind this youthful vibration, such as the need for self-expression, the desire for popularity, and the zest for living, all seek outlets. These people are dreamers at heart, and their vivid imaginations impel them to seek various means through which their mental creations can be expressed. Oral expression takes first place. The desire to speak out, give orders, express opinions, and entertain will be irresistible. Threes’ sense of beauty, color, creative impulses, and emotion constantly seek avenues of expression.

A close relationship with these people will soon reveal generous, joyful, optimistic, and entertaining personalities without the debilitating influences of worry, depression, and melancholy. Threes’ strength and weakness both lie in their great need, not only for social intercourse but also to occupy the center position in any social gathering. The positive ones have no difficulty in achieving these desires. The negative ones usually resort to creating situations, usually unpleasant, whereby they become the center of attention. They will never want to lag behind or fall into a rut. Attempts to suppress or hold these people back will not succeed in the long run because of their constant desire to keep abreast of current happenings and to play an active part in a situation. Unless supported by other vibrations, they will not be happy if confined entirely to a domestic scene or forced into routine, detail, and monotony. If regular work does not include productive activity, their inner urges for artistic creation, social involvement, and expression of emotion will be satisfied by interests outside of their normal responsibilities.

Vibration Number 4 as Inner Person

The enduring qualities of dependability, honesty, loyalty, and service—to family, community, and country—form the bedrock of all people with this vibration controlling the Fifth Sphere of Influence. Any attempt to enlist them to rebel against or question traditional ways of life will be firmly rebuffed. They are entirely at ease accepting and upholding the established laws and customs of the land. When committed to or enlisted in a cause, their self-discipline and self-sacrifice will soon be revealed, much to the relief of those depending on them. They are followers rather than leaders and are unlikely to question authority.

They are unable to enjoy relaxation and ease if a job needs to be done. Full inner contentment is achieved when all responsibilities have been attended to in an efficient manner. Lack of a lively imagination and resentment of change may finally disclose serious and sedate personalities, especially in personal relationships, when gaiety, frivolity, and humor have been expected. This is amply compensated, however, by the sincerity, security, and stability they provide in any relationship.

Family love and pride are fundamental to these people, who will resist with great vehemence any assaults on the security and good name of the family. Their love is deep and ironclad, though not demonstrated by a great show of emotion. Laziness and dullness will override the mentality of negative people with the 4 vibration in this sphere.

Vibration Number 5 as Inner Person

The heart’s desire of the 5 vibration is freedom of expression, which is its principal motivating force, and the need for a diversified lifestyle becomes an integral part of this freedom. Considerable disturbance in the personality will result if opportunities for freedom of expression are not available through the other Spheres of Influence or in the environment they live in. The curiosity of the 5 vibration, which is now the foundation of the personality, must also be satisfied. If not, these people will use both straightforward and devious methods to make it so.

Impatience will stir them into action. This inner restlessness must be understood and recognized by the individuals themselves and by others, and adjustment to their lifestyle made accordingly. It must be known that deep within these people lie intelligent, alert, quick-witted, and volatile personalities. Opportunities to indulge in variety should be available, especially to children, so that expansion of the inner person is not stifled.

It may not always be possible to comply with the yearning for travel, which is always present wherever the 5 vibration operates. However, this can be satisfied by a variety of literature and a vocation or avocation as a writer. The written word can be made the conduit through which the courage, restlessness, and other outward characteristics of this vibration can be expressed. Many successful freelance correspondents are subjects of this vibration.

In personal relationships, it must be recognized that the 5 is not a domestic number, and those influenced by it in any of the Spheres of Influence should not be committed entirely to such responsibilities because very little success will result.

Vibration Number 6 as Inner Person

The 6 vibration will exercise a firm grip on the domestic life of all the people it influences. The primary urge will be for marriage and the setting up of home and family. There will be no inner contentment until their home has been established. Their concentrated energies will not only be directed toward establishing a home but also toward maintaining it, living in it, and beautifying it. They rarely feel the need for vacations elsewhere. If they do go away, their subconscious minds draw them back home and they are indeed glad to be back when their trip is over.

The high artistic appreciation of the 6 vibration is generally displayed in their homes, giving them an atmosphere of beauty, harmony, and good taste. These are extroverted people who delight in congenial company and avoid solitude. The hospitality of all true Six people is renowned. The genuine matriarchs and patriarchs who exercise a powerful yet benign influence over a large family are found within this vibration. They seek no other ambition than to lovingly control and serve their families.

All Sixes who are well established in their domestic lives are motivated by a strong urge to extend their love and personal service into the community. Strong maternal or paternal instinct to guide, counsel, and teach will be fulfilled in community activity. In personal relationships, Sixes’ partners must recognize these individuals’ almost total attachment to home and family. It will not be possible to influence Sixes to adopt a shifting lifestyle.

Sixes have no inner drive for competition in the commercial world. Love of good food, physical comfort, and enjoyment of artistic pleasures could be taken to extremes by the more negative types, at the expense of physical activity.

Vibration Number 7 as Inner Person

Subjects of this vibration experience a continual pull away from social involvement and competition in the commercial world, both consciously and subconsciously. They feel a real need for silence and peace, which they find in solitude and communion with their inner selves. Strident noises and other discordant vibrations of the outer world have a detrimental effect on them. If they are constantly exposed to these disturbances, they will experience much suffering. The situation is compounded when contrasting vibrations exist in the other Spheres of Influence. For instance, individuals with a 7 inner person will suffer much inner conflict if other Spheres of Influence are ruled by extroverted, social vibrations. Their greatest problem will be to reconcile these opposing facets of their personalities. Learning to be alone and not being lonely will be one of the first adjustments.

Quite often these individuals are depressed and deeply withdrawn, and fail to realize the cause of their moods. Associates and loved ones will certainly be unable to figure out the causes, and a good deal of unnecessary misunderstanding is a result. These Sevens are not able to communicate their inner feelings to others. They find it most distasteful to expose their sentiments to others.

Sevens who are undisturbed by contrary vibrations within themselves are easily able to live alone. The absence of emotional attachments gives them the opportunity to devote themselves to spiritual evolution, which will often be their greatest wish.

Vibration Number 8 as Inner Person

The inner urges of the 8 vibration separate them into two distinct but not dissimilar forces. On one hand, the desire to possess material wealth and power exerts pressure on the personality, and on the other, the 8 vibration’s natural tendencies to lead, organize, and administer affairs and people seek to take over. The combination of these two forces inevitably produces a forceful personality if outlets for expression are present in the other Spheres of Influence.

It is not an easy inner life to cope with, as opportunities for fulfillment may not always be presented; furthermore, the destiny of an individual may point in a different direction. If one or more of the other spheres are not geared to handle these powerful forces, frustration need not necessarily be the result. Some of the strong attributes of the 8 vibration, such as enthusiasm for work, determination, dedication, and organization, can be used to achieve success in any other type of destiny, or they could be used for generally strengthening the personality type. The secret is to realize that these powers exist in the background of the personality. Although others will not recognize 8 souls based on outer appearances, they will soon do so when these people live up to all the expectations and demands of life.

Vibration Number 9 as Inner Person

Stirred up by an emotional core, all inner Nines revel in high ideals and visions for the amelioration of animal and human suffering. Their impulse to think about cruelty to animals, people’s inhumanity to one another, and nature’s harshness to both creates within them a restlessness and a sense of urgency, followed by a need for action. These altruistic promptings often clash with their ambition and their wishes for personal enrichment through material possessions. Successful Nines overcome the drawbacks of self-centeredness, selfishness, and emotionalism, and are able to concentrate on humanitarian service. Their strongest urge is to become a universal brother or sister.

The refined vibrations animating these people give them proficiency in and love for music, art, drama, and literature, which enables them to express their fine sensitivity, high sense of beauty, and high-minded thoughts. Due to the internationalism of the 9 vibration, they instinctively regard the world as their stage and seek knowledge of and participation in the cultural pursuits of all lands. There is a strong drive to undertake frequent journeys to the cultural centers of the world and to acquire a reputation as an ambassador of learning.

The generosity of the 9 vibration constantly erupts and is displayed not in the dispensation of material largesse but in personal service as teachers, healers, humanitarians, and philanthropists. Their intense desire to give, even at the risk of their own impoverishment, leads these people into many difficult situations.

Their inner desires are not confined to cultural and humanitarian pursuits but also include spiritual evolution to a large extent. Their religious beliefs are not often traditional. Global orientation, intuition, and extrasensory perception guide them into the widest possible fields of knowledge in metaphysics and mysticism. The need to impart this knowledge is a strong urge that can consume them.

Vibration Number 11 as Inner Person

The inner life of people whose vowels add up to 11 is an escalation of those represented by the number 9. This escalation applies particularly in regard to internationalism and the dissemination of spiritual knowledge. Elevens are capable of emotional detachment, unlike Nines, who are sensitive.

Elevens’ inner life is spent enjoying their visions and dreams of uplifting the spiritual and moral life of humanity as a whole, with little or no concern for individuals. Their passion to reveal what they, rightly or wrongly, consider to be the true path to humanity’s salvation is irresistible. This is followed by a call to evangelize. With the strength of two 1s and the support of the underlying 2, inner guidance is at its strongest with these individuals. They can safely rely upon their intuition and psychic ability. Their devotion, strength, and single-mindedness make them entirely fearless in probing the spiritual and physical realms of life and also in resisting any onslaughts on their ideals and visions.

While some inner Elevens will confine themselves to theorizing and spreading the word as they see it without practical application, others may seek to direct their considerable inner powers toward inventions that may be lasting aids to human welfare. The degree of success achieved will no doubt depend upon the other Spheres of Influence.

In negative Eleven personalities, their message is delivered in an egoistic and pedantic manner with little concern for the sensitivities and opinions of others. In intimate relationships, all Elevens, whether positive or negative, reveal themselves as serious individuals engaged in a wide spectrum of idealism with little time and concern for personal responsibilities.

Vibration Number 22 as Inner Person

People activated from within by this Master Vibration of the master builder seek means for practical application of their spiritual, mental, and physical energies. They realize that thought and speech must be followed by constructive deeds. Inner Twenty-twos are so intense that they can strongly influence the lives of those around them.

The most ardent wish of all positive people with the 22 inner urge is to see a society of nations and to play a considerable part in contributing some lasting benefit to that vast organization. Their thoughts are projected to international organizations of various sorts, humanitarian societies, the construction of buildings on a large scale, roads, railways, waterways, and the development of aerial and space travel. Negative Twenty-twos, unfortunately, are insensitive to the welfare of others and direct their powerful creative thoughts toward selfish accumulation of power and wealth.

First Vowel of the Given Name

The power of the given name’s first vowel (or the first vowel of the name most often used) provides the first insight into the personality of an individual. The first vowel determines an individual’s immediate impulses, responses, and reactions to all outer stimuli, and in most people, gives an instant idea of their basic personality type. Once the governing vibration of the vowel is known, the reactions of others will be understood, as well as how best to approach them.

The characteristics of the first vowel are emphasized when it is the first letter in the name and has a sound vibration of a long duration, as in Andrew or Andrea. As the second letter but still with a long duration, as in Dale or Jayne, the power of the vowel will be influenced to a degree by the vibration of the first letter, though it retains a good deal of its individual strength. The influence of the vowel is lessened when the sound is crisp, as in Roger or Jenny, and the resulting reactions are milder. The union of two vowel sounds, as in Neal or Pauline, will complicate matters a little by the introduction of the influence of two vibrations expressed as one.

While the influence of the first vowel is helpful, it is only a cursory view of one’s personality. It should not be used independently to judge people and needs to be combined with the information of as many of the Six Spheres of Influence as possible for a defined picture.

First Vowel A (Number 1)

Reactions are mental as well as emotional, but emotions are not displayed due to the strong self-restraint of the 1 vibration that the letter a represents. Subject to the position of the vowel and the duration of its sound, these people will show

 

• Receptivity to new ideas and activities on account of the vibration’s desire to create, pioneer, and explore

• A negative reaction to orders, advice, and opinions of others, since they would rather give orders, learn by experience, and voice their own opinions

• A hostile reaction to criticism or a challenge by others of their ideas, opinions, and instructions

• Strong resentment of any intrusion upon their privacy

• Intolerance of stagnant or nonprogressive views

• Accessibility only by straightforward means, and impatience and distrust of people who use a devious approach

First Vowel E (Number 5)

Reaction to all outer stimuli is the swiftest with this vowel, owing to the 5 vibration’s ever-present alertness, awareness, and inner agitation.

 

• As all five senses work together with this vibration, these people miss nothing. Caution should be exercised by others in speech and action when these Fives are around.

• Reactions are impulsive. Their promises and concurrences given on the spur of the moment should not be taken seriously because they could easily change their minds. They also have a strong tendency to overact and to overdramatize events.

• They are easily accessible and influenced by an emotional approach and are very receptive to novelty, variety, and intrigue.

• They display impatience to those whose thought processes and movements are slow and to those who constantly repeat themselves.

• They show strong reactions toward anyone who attempts to place any restrictions on their freedom.

• They are easily approachable by members of the opposite sex since these Fives have no inhibitions or fears.

First Vowel I (Number 9)

These people use a wide perspective in their thought. Pettiness and prejudices are their pet aversions.

 

• Intuition, sensitivity, emotion, and refinement influence all their reactions.

• Universal standards guide all their judgments.

• They are accessible and accommodating, and easily moved by appeals for sympathy.

• Their generosity is spontaneous.

• They show instant displeasure toward aggressiveness and crudeness.

• The negative personalities produce very different reactions, such as boredom, moodiness, cynicism, and selfishness. They can be obnoxious and hurtful both intentionally and unintentionally.

First Vowel O (Number 6)

Traditionalists and conservatives are found here. Home, family, and loved ones are their first priority. When approached along these lines, they will be congenial, hospitable, and helpful.

 

• They will react instantly to any danger that may face their charges.

• In all other instances, their responses are not immediate; they need to deliberate before giving their consent or opinion on any matter.

• The mental approach to these people is best, as logic governs their thoughts.

• They show irritation with emotional and erratic speech and unstable behavior.

• They will promptly raise an argument if someone’s statement or opinion does not conform with facts. As a result, they often create unpleasantness although their intention is merely to help others get their facts right.

• They find it difficult to control their constant urge to teach, advise, and counsel.

• If they are motivating negatively, they are self-opinionated and dogmatic, and react fiercely to any challenge to their opinions and instructions. Their general responses are moody and melancholy.

First Vowel U (Number 3)

A ready sense of humor forms the basis for most of their responses. These individuals are so quick at repartee that there is a need to watch what is said to them, especially by shy or sensitive people. They are always on the alert for humorous situations and will swiftly respond to an ordinary remark with a witty retort. They respond eagerly to personal love, adulation, and flattery. This will be the best approach for receiving their friendship and loyalty. The negative ones who may not receive these attentions will create situations to do so. This urgent need leads them easily into many emotional escapades and makes them prey to all types of other influences.

 

• Their most powerful weapon is the gift of speech, which is used generally in friendship, though they could be cutting and satirical if they choose to be.

• Their reactions are enthusiastic, optimistic, and animated. Beauty and color instantly catch their eye.

• There is no need to repeat or explain anything in detail to these people. They pick up new facts and information instantly.

• They give an instant response to pets and children.

First Vowel Y (Number 7)

This is rarely the first vowel, but when it is, the deeper characteristics of the 7 vibration will be displayed. The names Yvonne and Yves are examples of this. (For more information on when Y is treated as a vowel, please refer to.)

 

• Their aversion to frivolous and superficial people and their attraction to and admiration for deep-thinking, learned people will be obvious.

• Attempts to obtain any information from them, especially of a personal nature, usually ends in disappointment and embarrassment, for they will not reveal anything about themselves. They are enigmatic and often misunderstood.

• A display of emotion or conduct that does not conform to reason will either raise their ire or cause them to withdraw into themselves.

• Their attention and ready response is always gained if some serious or philosophical matter is broached and discussed objectively.
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THE SIXTH SPHERE OF INFLUENCE: SPHERE OF THE OUTER PERSON

Consonants of the Whole Name

The existence of an inner realm within our personality must, by the law of opposites, indicate the existence of an outer realm. The single digit resulting from the sum of the consonants shows the outer, which is also referred to as the outer person. The vibrations of the physical body play a significant part in this Sphere of Influence.

This aspect of the integral personality is projected outward, both consciously and unconsciously. It is the area of first impressions and may be regarded as a facade we present to others, from which their initial judgments are made. Herein lies the importance of the Sixth Sphere of Influence. Although it is not always representative of our true selves, we should be aware of the characteristics presented by this sphere and use them consciously and honestly as a medium by which we may conduct ourselves in the most advantageous manner. The collective features of this sphere can very well be the secret of our success in the many situations we find ourselves in. It could also be used to deceive others as well as ourselves, but any success achieved by these means will be short-lived, for the true personality will emerge sooner or later.

The Sixth Sphere is the one area of our personality complex that needs constant attention and updating because it is from here that our mannerisms, speech, dress, posture, and other outward habits and idiosyncrasies are displayed. Once again, recognition, reconciliation, and balance of this Sixth Sphere with the other spheres should be a significant consideration. We need to recognize that this Outer Sphere should work in harmony with our composite personality, as determined by the other five Spheres of Influence. As such, the Sixth Sphere should reflect this whole identity rather than simply aligning itself with frequently changing fashions and conventions, which may not always suit our personalities.

The inner and outer spheres of influence should always be considered in conjunction with each other. The outer person can be quite deceiving, as it often serves consciously and unconsciously to obscure the inner person.

Individuals who possess an attractive outer person (and know it) may, by all means, take advantage of its gifts. However, if these gifts are not backed up by vibrations in the other Spheres of Influence, they will eventually overplay their part or fail to live up to expectations. On the other hand, people realizing that their outer person may be unattractive and dull may fail to sell themselves, though they may have many talents. We also encounter people whose outer and inner spheres of influence are of the same numbers. These are straightforward personalities who are in fact exactly what they appear to be.

The following words from Robert Burns’s “Lines to a Louse” come to mind when discussing this Outer Sphere:

O wad some Power the giftie gie us
To see oursels as ithers see us!
It wad frae monie a blunder free us
An’, foolish notion ...

In order to ascertain the outer person of Jarrod Lee Anderson, we convert the consonants of his whole name as follows:

With the number 5 controlling his outer person, Jarrod projects an image of an alert, active, inquisitive, and friendly individual. Unless he is supported by other areas of influence, these features will not be a true image of his personality. The fact is, other areas of influence do not contribute the same attributes in any degree of strength. The 2 vibration forming his basic personality and the 2 of his inner personality are gentle and sensitive forces, and are not as outgoing and exuberant as the 5. These will prevent him from maintaining the pace and demands of a 5 condition. In addition, his Fourth Sphere of Influence is governed by a 7, which is also a genteel vibratory force, similar to the 2 in many ways. People influenced by the 7 in any sphere of influence are not interested in projecting themselves in society in order to gain popularity.

Vibration Number 1 as Outer Person

Those whose outer person is governed by this vibration will project typical 1 vibration qualities of individuality, authority, willpower, resourcefulness, courage, and new ideas. Their speech and general manner will be direct and matter-of-fact, and their individuality will also be reflected in their attire, which will always be neat, stylish, personal, and exclusive.

They will quickly attract the regard and acceptance of others who share their 1 characteristic. However, a corresponding backup by similar vibrations in the other Spheres of Influence will be needed in order to maintain the personality type projected. If not, there will be a letdown in a crisis, leading to failure and disappointment.

Vibration Number 2 as Outer Person

The effects produced on others will be a fine mixture of refinement, gentleness, tact, patience, and harmony. People will feel comfortable in the presence of these nonaggressive personalities and feel reassured by their presence, as they would of associates or helpers.

The impression of kindliness and understanding these personalities exude make them popular in social life. Strongly confident, extroverted characters are instantly attracted to these types. They are soft-spoken, graceful, and rhythmic in their movements, and look their best in garments made of soft, flowing materials.

Vibration Number 3 as Outer Person

These individuals are seen as friendly, good-humored, vivacious, and entertaining; they are depended upon to lead the conversation in any gathering. Not surprisingly, they find themselves the center of attention, lifting the atmosphere to a level that gives pleasure to all those present. They project high intelligence, alertness, youthfulness, and camaraderie. This appearance has many demands placed on it, especially in the social scene.

Always fashionably dressed, many Threes are known for their outrageous styles, accessories, and colors. Their artistic flair and youthful deportment make them look good in almost any style and color.

Vibration Number 4 as Outer Person

A composite image of respectability, conservatism, and patriotism is projected by people with this outer aspect. Also, on account of their dependability, practicality, and common sense, there is a comfortable and secure atmosphere around them that influences many people to attach themselves to these Four personalities.

Their honest and kindly manner may be somewhat colored by sternness, self-discipline, and forthright speech. Healthy physical energy dedicated to work and service to others is their most prominent feature. Others will place great trust and reliance in them. The clothing they choose will be for durability and quality rather than for color or fashion.

Vibration Number 5 as Outer Person

The reputation of these people as the greatest talkers will be well known. Enthusiasm, emotion, wit, and repartee characterize their speech, making them influential and interesting conversationalists. Others rely on them to keep the conversation alive in any gathering. The more negative ones can carry this gift of speech too far and plunge headlong into discussing matters they know very little about.

They project strong personal magnetism and sensuality and other typical traits of the 5 vibration such as impulsiveness, daring, and nervous energy. A fast turnover in relationships can be expected. While they are easily bored and seek change, many people may find it wearisome to put up with their highly tensed vibrations for very long. As leaders of fashion they are well dressed and often display the daring of the 5 vibration in their choice of clothes and color.

Vibration Number 6 as Outer Person

The paternal or maternal look distinguishes the Six outer person from others. Sympathy and understanding are expressed in their speech and manner. People of all ages do not hesitate to seek their company, for they are seen as basically good people who are approachable and helpful. And since all Sixes love to be of service to others, they will never disappoint or rebuff anyone. Their patience, tact, and diplomacy give them the ability to handle all types of people.

In dress, they are more concerned with comfort than following the latest fashions. Garments of good quality and simple styles will be their choice, rather than anything intricate and fussy.

Vibration Number 7 as Outer Person

People with Seven outer personalities stand out in a crowd with their aloofness and poise. An air of mystery and distance surrounds them. As their oral communication is strictly controlled, very little is known about their thoughts. They give an impression of inapproachability and exclusiveness and, as a result, are often misunderstood by those who do not know them well. Unfair interpretations often are placed on their manner and speech, especially their indifference to casual conversation.

All Seven outer personalities unconsciously project an image, often quite justifiably, of being intelligent and knowledgeable people. They will not be seen in flashy clothes and gaudy colors. Sober colors and quality materials will be their choice.

Vibration Number 8 as Outer Person

Eight outer persons will display an image of prosperity, success, authority, and power, plus many of the popular characteristics of the 8 vibration. As a result, these personalities frequently find themselves in positions of authority and responsibility. However, they need to be backed up by supportive inner vibrations and other strong personality traits. If not, the strong facade they project will be no more than a false front leading to an inevitable letdown. If there is good support, openings for advancement and success will always be offered to them.

They are conservative in their choice of clothing, and regardless of their circumstances, they dress in a manner that conveys an aura of prosperity.

Vibration Number 9 as Outer Person

These individuals project personal magnetism without the slightest degree of aggression or egotism. They are seen as kindly and world-wise people who are understanding, approachable, and welcome in any gathering for their wide knowledge and conversational skills.

Their innate wisdom and ability to fraternize easily attracts all types of people who, no matter what their status, feel comfortable and eager in the presence of Nines, rather than inferior and uninformed.

All Nines are seen as emotional and romantic people, and could have many admirers among the opposite sex. Their internationalism is also seen in their dress. They do not hesitate to wear anything that is comfortable, dramatic, colorful, and artistically put together.

Vibration Number 11 as Outer Person

Depending on the presence or absence of stability in the other Spheres of Influence, these Elevens will appear either as inspirational, mystical, and high-minded or as dreamers, fanatics, soapbox preachers, and phonies. Whether positive or negative in outlook, all Elevens will make use of every opportunity to give vocal expression to their insights and opinions, which are always ahead of the times and even revolutionary. They do not hesitate to express strong opinions on equality of the sexes and equal opportunity. Their tendency toward exaggeration and elaboration is well known to their listeners. As originators rather than followers, particularly in the fine arts, their individuality is seen in their clothing. Most Elevens would prefer to make or design their own clothes so that their artistic flair may be given expression.

Vibration Number 22 as Outer Person

Positive personalities with a 22 vibration controlling their outer image will be seen as commanding personalities with an aura of power and control over all situations. They also display physical and mental energy, practicality, efficiency, and expertise in any field. They are familiar figures in the international scene, dressed in the highest-quality clothing in conservative styles, and always appearing successful and wealthy.

This is a difficult facade for the average personality to maintain. The vibrations of the Four outer person are seen in those who are unable to keep up with the high image of this Master Vibration.

 

This chapter completes the information on the Six Spheres of Influence. By analyzing the details presented by each sphere, one can create a complex, composite image of the person being studied. It is always important to develop an understanding of the interrelations of the numbers and the way particular numbers in combination have particular ways of influencing each other. We have outlined many factors that affect the relationships of the numbers. These include the presence or absence of the 1 vibration, the repetition of numbers, conflict between particular Spheres of Influence, conflict between planes of expression, the absence of numbers in particular areas of the Birth Grid, and similarities between numbers.

The following chapters are designed to help develop greater insight into the relationships of the numbers, which in turn will strengthen our ability to make more accurate numerological assessments of the people we meet.
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THE SIGNIFICANCE OF THE LETTERS OF THE WHOLE NAME

The letters of the whole name fulfill another important function; they contribute complementary sets of vibrations that should be considered in relation to those of the birthdate. Although their influence is not as powerful as the First, Second, and Third Spheres of Influence, they contribute significantly to the personality as a whole. The letters, with their corresponding number values, can provide areas of power that are not found in the birthdate, strengthen vibrations existing in the birthdate, or overload an individual with a particular vibration.

The numerological grid is again used to set up a picture using the letters/numbers of the whole name. We record the number of times each letter/number appears and then consider the pattern that has unfolded, as in the following example:

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We may now consider the grid of the whole name with the grid of the birthdate and see what advantages and disadvantages are contained within the letters of the whole name. We also take into consideration the horizontal and vertical areas.

The physical plane has received the added strength of 6 vibrations (four 1s and two 4s). This is most advantageous, as they provide a nice balance between the emotional and the physical planes.

The emotional plane has been given a boost by the addition of the 5 vibration five times. This vibration is not present in the birthdate; therefore, it is an important addition, as the extroverted 5 will help overcome much of the shyness and diffidence of the strong 2.

The mental plane has also been given a boost by the addition of six vibrations: one 3, two 6s, and three 9s. Overall, the horizontal plane has provided a good balance to the personality.

The first vertical area (1, 2, 3) that was strong in the birthdate has been further strengthened with four 1s and one 3, but not to the degree that it will introduce negative features. Self-assurance and self-centeredness have been increased. The absence of the 2 is good because a wider emotional outlet is not needed.

The nine letters that fall into the middle vertical area (4, 5, 6) make up the best feature of Jarrod’s Name Grid, with two 4s, five 5s, and two 6s. It turns much of the self-centeredness of the first vertical line to an awareness of the needs of others and a community consciousness.

The vibrations 7, 8, and 9 in the third vertical area provide a wide outlook on life, beyond self, beyond community and country, expanding into the international scene. The 7 and 8 are not present in Jarrod’s whole Name Grid, and the three 9s that are present are not enough to compensate for the absence of the 7 and 8. This is by no means a negative condition, but Jarrod’s outlook on life may be restricted to self, family, community, and country.

In the following pages, each number from 1 to 9 is taken in turn and their influence in the whole Name Grid in connection to the Birth Grid is described. The effect the name has in balancing and harmonizing the birthdate or compounding its problems is detailed. These interpretations emphasize the importance of making a careful choice when selecting a name for a baby and the problems that may be alleviated if adults choose to change their name to help balance their birthdate.

It is always better to choose a name whose number is not repeated in the birth day, birth month, or destiny, as this will cause overloading. A number not present in these spheres will create other openings for the child and create better balance. However, some numbers possess similar characteristics, so the loss or absence of the qualities of a particular vibration need not be total. For instance, the absence of the 3 vibration indicates difficulties with oral expression, but this will be compensated for if the 5 vibration is found in strength. Also, it should be noted that, while the absence of a number in the birth chart can be rectified by an abundance of this number in the whole Name Grid, the abundance of a number in both grids will result in negative traits of that particular number being expressed.

Vibration Number 1 (A, J, S)

People whose birthdates do not have the 1 vibration present in any degree of strength will find it most advantageous if their names have a total of three or four letters that convert to this number. In the following example, neither the birthdate nor the surname provide the desirable 1 vibration, except the weak number 1 found in the century of the full date. But a wise choice of the given name and middle name has equipped the personality with a total of four letters of the 1 vibration:

This individual will not miss out on the driving force of the primeval vibration and its many other fundamental characteristics, such as independent thought, ambition, leadership, and above all, confidence.

Generally, the absence of this number in both the birthdate and letters of the whole name will cause problems, but before a final opinion is formed, an additional search should be made for its presence or absence in the other Spheres of Influence. For instance, this vibration as the outer person in the Sixth Sphere of Influence will not carry the individual very far, but as the inner person, their Fifth Sphere, it means that strong personality traits are present deep within and may eventually break through.

The total absence of the 1 vibration is an indication of an inferiority complex and a dormant ego. Because they do not trust themselves, these people will lack initiative, ambition, and independence, and automatically become followers who will gladly let others make their decisions for them. The younger ones will be dominated and influenced at home and school—a situation that will not boost their self-esteem. With maturity, though, they may eventually acquire some measure of self-confidence and self-sufficiency.

Vibration Number 2 (B, K, T)

The best attributes of the 2 vibration will be present in a whole name containing any of these three letters—B, K, and T. The ability to see an opposite point of view and to cooperate will be the principal advantages. Other qualities, such as tact, diplomacy, friendliness, and sensitivity, will also be contributed and will be most beneficial in the case of birthdates with many active numbers showing aggression.

If the 2 vibration is strong in the First Sphere of Influence and is also found in abundance in the whole name—that is, four or more letters—sensitivity and emotionalism will tend to be emphasized. It could lead to overemphasized sensitivity in men and extreme shyness and abnormal fears in women. However, both sexes will have a strong feeling for beauty and delicacy in all things and will express many talents in the fine arts.

The absence of understanding and cooperation, lack of consideration, and tactlessness are failings in people who do not have this vibration in their birthdates or names. Lessons they need to learn are attention to detail and punctuality. The situation is alleviated to some extent in a positive Six personality (First Sphere of Influence).

Vibration Number 3 (C, L, U)

Self-expression through the gift of speech and a sense of humor are noteworthy characteristics of people with these letters in proportion. Talent will also be displayed in the creative arts. Imagination, inspiration, creativity, gaiety, and optimism will be basic qualities.

People with an abundance of these letters—four or more—may take the good qualities of the 3 vibration to extremes and lose a sense of balance and responsibility. Their energies may be dissipated and emotional disturbances revealed in extreme talkativeness. Self-centeredness and waywardness may be reflected in all their thoughts and actions.

The lack of the 3 vibration in the names, with no support in the birthdate, results in the absence of many desirable 3 attributes. A strong 5 vibration will help overcome difficulties experienced in oral expression and social intercourse. If the 1 vibration is not strong in the overall structure, these people will choose to undersell themselves rather than make any attempt at self-promotion.

Vibration Number 4 (D, M, V)

People with mentally and emotionally oriented vibrations in their birthdates benefit considerably from the letters d, m, and v in their names. Three to four letters of the 4 vibration give them balance, a sense of values, willingness to perform physical tasks, and the ability to handle money wisely and with practicality.

An abundance of these letters, especially if the number 4 is strong in the birthdate, will produce stubbornness, narrow-mindedness, and lack of imagination.

If the names do not provide this vibration and there is no support in the birthdate, the direct result will be a dislike and fear of physical work or any activity that requires orderly manual effort. These individuals will develop a slipshod attitude and avoid systems, timetables, and routines. They will resort to shortcuts in order to overcome or minimize attention to basic duties. The affairs of these people are usually in a state of confusion, and as a result, they may resort to escapism. The presence of the 1 vibration or the 7 will help overcome some of these problems.

Vibration Number 5 (E, N, W)

As the only vibration that communicates with every facet of the personality, a generous proportion of letters is needed before it is strong enough to reach out and influence the personality as a whole. Four to six letters will see the effects of its general features, the best being the capacity to handle an active life involving change, travel, and experience.

People whose names do not contain these letters or who only have one or two of these letters have real problems with motivation and involvement in activity of any form. Curiosity, which is natural to human nature, is not found in these people. They also suffer from lack of tolerance and are stolid and inadaptable. They become introverted and constantly seek seclusion, content to live totally dull and negative lives. Their fear of the opposite sex is considerable. In short, they find it extremely difficult to adapt to ordinary living. Life usually forces them out of their lethargy and fears to some extent, though they will continue to suffer much internal turmoil.

Misuse of personal freedom, possibly resulting in hurting others, will be a problem with those with an overabundance of 5s in their birthdate as well as their names. The desire for a variety of sensual experiences is very strong in these people.

Vibration Number 6 (F, O, X)

A total of three of these letters will see the loving nature of the 6 vibration displayed at its best and will ensure its natural capacity for domestic harmony, responsible parenthood, teaching, and community service.

An excess of these letters, unfortunately, brings a rigid, unyielding attitude. Self-righteousness becomes a real problem, along with being overly concerned with domestic issues.

People whose names are without these letters will show irresponsibility in the domestic scene. The fear of being tied down and abnormal concern for self will provide genuine problems for these people. There will be little or no understanding, tolerance, or sympathy in their roles as partners, parents, or guardians. They will have to make many personal adjustments in order to succeed as marriage partners and community-conscious citizens. They will need to learn to give, especially of themselves, before they can expect to receive. This situation will be relieved somewhat if the personalities are controlled by positive 2 or 4 vibrations.

Vibration Number 7 (G, P, Y)

These letters do not occur frequently. One or two may be regarded as proportionate. The presence of these letters stirs the intuitive faculty, which in turn influences the thoughts and actions of the individual. There is an instinctive acceptance of Divinity and a spiritual basis for all existence. The 7 vibration’s love of analysis, research, and clear-cut facts will also be present. An excess of these letters is rare. If found, they would force the individual to withdraw from society and resort to some form of escapism.

Unless support is found in the birthdate, the absence of faith and indifference to spiritual values leading to a fear of the nonmaterial are familiar characteristics of those who have none of these letters in their name.

A mental laziness may be present insofar as all abstract matters are concerned. They may also prove to be disinterested in their spirituality or personal faith. These people are often jolted out of their lethargy by a sudden personal calamity, which may force them to turn inward for questioning and guidance. This inward search may eventually yield faith in more enduring values and help them overcome their fear, skepticism, and doubt. These negative tendencies can be overcome if support is found with a birthdate that includes a 6, 7, 9, 11, or 22.

Vibration Number 8 (H, Q, Z)

These are also letters that do not occur frequently. However, two to three are needed for an individual to have the 8 vibration’s basic attributes. A good sense of values in the material world, backed up by good judgment, will be the main contributions.

The ambitions of people with an abundance of these letters will exceed their capabilities and opportunities. They will experience constant anxiety in their attempts to keep abreast of their ambition’s demands.

As judgment is one of the strongest attributes of the 8 vibration, the absence of this vibration shows poor judgment in most matters, particularly in finance. People in this situation have no control or competence in the disposition of their income and other assets. Financial problems will always be present until circumstances force them to learn proper management of their affairs and to live within their means. The 4 or the 7 vibration in control of the personality will overcome poor judgment in these matters.

Vibration Number 9 (I, R)

A total of two or three of these letters is adequate to provide the 9 vibration’s most important attributes of humanitarianism and internationalism.

An abundance of either or both of these letters, which is not common, will cause fear and excessive concern for the problems of the world. Such people have a dismal outlook that spreads bad vibrations around, affecting their own health and the wellbeing of those associated with them.

Self-centeredness is the problem with people who have missed out on these letters. They have little or no understanding of the human aspects of life and prefer to remain detached from the troubles of others. Suffering will not move them. This situation is overcome to some extent by the presence of a good proportion of the 6 vibration in the names. Personal relationships will also be difficult, owing to hardened emotional attitudes. Unless these individuals begin to soften from within and accept involvement with people, sharing their joys and sorrows, a lonely life will be their lot.
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THE COMPATIBILITY OF NUMBERS

This final chapter contains brief comments on the compatibility of numbers in relation to business and personal associations. It is meant to be an instant guide only, and if an elaboration of these comments is required, reference should be made to the chapters on the First, Second, and Fifth Spheres of Influence.

When a comparison is made between two people to ascertain the degree of compatibility, particular care should be taken to confine the examination only to corresponding spheres. The First Sphere of one should be compared with the First Sphere of the other, or the Fifth Sphere of one with the Fifth Sphere of the other, and so on. The mixing of spheres will only cause confusion.

A much deeper study into the number pattern will be required to discover whether some measure of compatibility exists or can be developed, if similar numbers are found in different spheres. For instance, compatibility cannot be taken for granted if John is a type Six (First Sphere) and Helen is a Six in her inner person (Fifth Sphere). John’s 6 characteristics will actively control his personality, while in Helen they will be in a passive state, or in a condition of yearning only, and may remain so if her personality type is a Five.

The personality type (First Sphere) with the aid of the outer person (Sixth Sphere) is for the most part responsible for initial attraction, which more often than not may develop into a long-term association. However, to be certain of this development, compatibility of the vibrations of the inner person (Fifth Sphere) should be checked. These two spheres are also tied up with the Sphere of Destiny (Second Sphere). All three spheres are therefore equally important and need to be considered together to ascertain the degree of compatibility and the amount and type of adjustments that invariably have to be made.

One

One and One

This is an unlikely and undesirable combination in a personal relationship. In the event of this occurring, the relationship will not go beyond its incipient stage. Two strong-willed and independent people will not be prepared to surrender any part of their individuality to each other. A personality clash is certain. However, a business partnership could be made very successful if each party has independent functions and they work together only when competing with others.

One and Two

There is a magnetic attraction between people influenced by these respective active and receptive vibrations. One will complement the other by providing what the other does not possess and therefore needs. A strong bond will develop between these two once each other’s role is understood. It is an excellent combination in both personal and business partnerships.

One and Three

In personal relationships, problems are inevitable between these ego-centered individuals. Competition between the two will be constant. Both parties will give orders. The One will not tolerate the easy lifestyle of the Three, and the Three, in turn, will not stand by and accept the dominance of the One. However, this combination could be a powerful force in business, provided they have departments of their own, with the Three taking the reins in the foreground and the One holding power in the background.

One and Four

This is a very workable relationship in personal life as well as in business. The One will respect the dependability, practicality, and honesty of the Four, while the Four will happily follow the creativity and decisiveness of the One. A strong bond will be forged between them once the One has learned to tolerate the deliberation of the Four and the Four has become accustomed to the rapid thought processes of the One.

One and Five

A powerful and successful combination can be formed here, both in business and personal life. The extroverted and alert Five complements the inventive One. The One will produce while the Five organizes, advertises, and sells. Fear of any sort will not influence their activities. Their lives could develop into a great adventure. The Five should respect the One’s individuality and take care not to organize this partner’s life. The One should not attempt to restrict the freedom of movement that is inherent in the Five.

One and Six

A worthwhile relationship can be worked out with this combination. Rough edges found in the personalities of many Ones can be removed by the genial and culture-loving Sixes. The Six will appreciate the support the One is certain to give in the domestic scene. The Six should be careful not to confine the One to an excess of domesticity. Many arguments will arise in this relationship due to the logic of the Six and the single-mindedness of the One. A successful business partnership can be achieved. Both parties will use their heads instead of their hearts in all their dealings.

One and Seven

There is a natural attraction here, and one of the strongest possible associations can be formed once each party understands each other’s individuality and need for privacy. One party should not be too demanding of the other. The One in particular should refrain from the natural urge to give orders. Success of their association will be built upon mutual respect of each other’s mental ability and efficiency.

One and Eight

This could be a disastrous personal combination unless fundamental adjustments are made. Both parties will seek to establish power and authority over the other. On the other hand, this could be formed into the most powerful of all business associations, with each having an area of responsibility for the exercise of their expertise.

One and Nine

After some mutual adjustments, a wide-ranging and fruitful association can be achieved by these two personalities whose numbers are placed at the opposite ends of the number spectrum. The ideas of the ego-centered One will clash with the universal Nines. Yet the wisdom and understanding of the Nine can temper and absorb the One’s head-on drive for personal gain.

One and Eleven

This is an improbable combination. The physically and materially oriented One will not put up with the idealism and impracticality of the Eleven. The Eleven’s attempts to reform the One’s attitudes will be treated with scorn. The Eleven will find it difficult to cope with the self-centeredness and acquisitive traits of the One.

One and Twenty-Two

This is a powerful combination. The One will find that they have met more than their match. They will accept the genius of the positive Twenty-two, and the Twenty-two in turn will appreciate and use the initiative and energy of the One. This will turn out to be a combination of the Inventor and Builder.

Two

Two and One

See One and Two on.

Two and Two

These are birds of a feather. Mutual understanding, giving and receiving, peace and harmony, and much happiness will combine to form a great personal relationship. On the negative side, both parties will lack decisiveness and self-assertiveness. For these reasons, a business association should be avoided, unless a third party who is a One, Three, or Five is included.

Two and Three

A rewarding association can be formed once both parties understand their mutual need for personal attention—the Three to be deferred to and the Two to be cared for. The Two’s shyness, sensitivity, and reticence must be understood and accepted by the Three. The active, extroverted Three can work successfully with the behind-the-scenes activity of the Two—the Three being the go-getter and the Two the quiet achiever. The Three’s flirtatious nature will cause some concern to the Two in a permanent relationship. However, the Two is not entirely immovable in emotional matters if a third party uses strong persuasion.

Two and Four

A comfortable and stable association is assured, for these two have many characteristics in common. In addition, the imagination and fluidity of the Two will help open up the stay-put attitudes of the Four. The Four, in turn, will bring stability into the emotional life of the Two. Competition will not exist between them. One will always try to help the other. Success can be achieved both in personal and business relationships.

Two and Five

Problems are inevitable between these two emotionally charged personalities—one sensitive and easily hurt, the other volatile and callous of the other’s feelings. The speed of the Five will bewilder the placid Two. The Five will not give the constant personal attention the Two needs. In turn, the Two’s personal demands and attempts to restrict freedom of movement will irritate the Five. If any measure of success is attained in this association it will be the result of the Two’s adjustments.

Two and Six

Love of peace and harmony will act as a magnet to bring these two together. There will be no competition here, nor will one try to overrule the other. Love of home, plus mutual interests in healing and other cultural pursuits, will be their strongest bond. The logic of the Six will steady the sentimentality of the Two, while the Two will give cooperation and understanding to the Six. Personal happiness is assured. Success in business is also certain if they confine themselves to the many areas where they share expertise.

Two and Seven

This is a promising combination. A few minor adjustments will be needed. The Two will have to become accustomed to the Seven’s need for periods of solitude and the Seven’s distaste for constant talk. The Seven should be tolerant of the Two’s displays of emotion. The psychic talents of the Two will be appreciated by the mystic Seven. A common interest in the inner side of life will hold them together with greater strength than any association based on physically and materially oriented bonds. One will give strength to the other, since no competition will exist. Decision making, however, will be left to the Seven.

Two and Eight

The Two must be prepared to be overshadowed by the Eight’s protective and patriarchal or matriarchal attitudes. If this is done, a successful relationship in personal life and business can be established—the Eight as the outgoing, active provider and the Two as the busy supporter behind the scenes. The Eight will soon recognize and appreciate their dependence on the quiet strength of the Two.

Two and Nine

The Two may suffer in a personal relationship with the Nine. Their demands for personal attention and other domestic obligations will not be met as often as they desire by the high-minded, internationally oriented Nines. The Nine will find the Two rather tiring and confining. For harmony to be maintained in personal relationships, the Two will need to elevate their ideas and overcome self-interest.

A business association, however, can be successful without many personal adjustments. The Nine will come to depend on the Two’s love of routine, method, and detail.

Two and Eleven

As with a Nine, the Two will be overshadowed by the enthusiasm and zeal of the missionary Eleven. The psychic side of the Two will appreciate the message of the Eleven, but their speed may be too much for the gentle and home-loving Two.

Two and Twenty-Two

This is a good combination, where the straightforward Two will support the many-sided Twenty-two in a number of practical ways, especially in looking after routine but essential duties. The Twenty-two will appreciate the value of the Two and use tact and encouragement to extract the best out of the Two. The Two will, in turn, feel comforted and fulfilled in the service of the powerful Twenty-two.

Three

Three and One

See One and Three on.

Three and Three

A life of excitement, social adventure, and fulfillment of artistic talents is certain to follow the coalition of these extroverted and mentally active types. This will, however, portray only one side of the coin, as it were. On the other side, problems will arise involving the day-to-day functions of life. One will leave the responsibility to the other. Both parties will spend their money freely. Lack of planning and thought for the future will bring about circumstances that will place considerable pressure on this association. As both parties have free and independent natures, neither will be prepared to assume a secondary role. This is fundamentally a difficult association.

Three and Four

Immediate conflict can be expected from these basically different personalities. On the other hand, a partnership of exceptional balance and productivity can be developed if these basic differences are respected and used in a process of give and take. The Three must appreciate the practicality of the Four while understanding their lack of imagination. The Four should take advantage of the Three’s creative ideas. If the Three values the gifts of the Four, they will not find them tiresome. The Four, in turn, should lift themselves up to appreciate the sense of humor and joy of living offered by the Three.

A strong combination in business as well as in personal life can be established with strength in the foreground and background of activity if these basic adjustments are made.

Three and Five

As this is a volatile combination, constant verbal battles are inevitable. In spite of frequent differences of opinion, Three and Five will be drawn to each other by mutual interests in travel and the pursuit of pleasure, and particularly the mental challenges one will constantly hold out to the other. It is a productive combination in all forms of public entertainment. However, as both types are fond of entertainment—one outside the home and the other within the home—no great difficulties will be experienced in adjusting themselves to each other’s tastes. Business associations, particularly in the entertainment and hospitality industries, can be very successful. The charm and initiative of the Three will be guided by the logic and balance of the Six.

Three and Seven

In personal relationships, a tremendous effort will be needed to form some degree of compatibility between these two different personality types. The talkative and extroverted Three will not understand the contemplative and aloof Seven. The Seven, in turn, will not tolerate the constant chatter of the Three or bother with their social needs and sentimental demands. Both parties will be scornful of each other’s attitudes.

A successful business association, however, can be formed. The intuition and efficiency of the Seven, particularly in financial affairs, and the charm and oral gifts of the Three can combine well to produce a profitable partnership. The creative and inventive abilities of both parties will be put to maximum advantage. The domestic side of life, as well as other mundane issues, will be neglected.

Three and Twenty-Two

This is an unlikely combination. If it does occur, the Three will be overshadowed by the Twenty-two. The Twenty-two, in turn, will find the Three immature. The Three should expect to take a subordinate position here. If this position is accepted, the Three will fulfill their own desires, since the Twenty-twos have the capacity to provide them with all the opportunity they need to do so.

Four and Four

The Five, on the other hand, will not put up with the Four’s sober habits and will display fierce resentment toward the Four’s attempts to restrict their movements. Arguments regarding finances are certain to arise.

A successful business partnership can be formed with the Fours in charge of finances and production and the Fives taking over communication and selling.

Four and Six

This is a splendid combination in business as well as in private life. Finances will be safe in the hands of either party. Neither party will be inclined to take a gamble. Common sense and logic will be the governing factors in all their dealings. In personal relationships, their common love of home will hold them together. Both parties will be fond of the culinary arts and share the love of ease and other physical comforts. Their homes will vibrate with simplicity, hospitality, and harmony.

Four and Seven

A lasting association of any sort is assured with this pair. Each one will show high regard for the other’s desire for perfection in whatever activity they engage in—the Four particularly in mechanics and technology, the Seven in scientific and other intellectual pursuits. Their common ground will be love of the land. Financial stability is assured, since both parties have an excellent money sense. The Four’s practicality will combine well with the Seven’s imagination and insight. Their family lives will be secure and harmonious.

More lightheartedness should be brought into this union. The stronger Four may not always agree with the Seven in their research into the metaphysical aspects of life, though they will respect the Seven’s need for fulfillment in this area.

Four and Eight

This is one of the strongest possible partnerships in business. Both parties are commercially oriented—the Four toward small to average-size businesses and the Eight toward enterprises on a large scale. The combining of these two will lift the Four nearer the limitless ambitions of the Eight, thus forming a powerful and resourceful partnership. The Four will continue to look after the practical day-to-day responsibilities, while the Eight will use their entrepreneurial skills to constantly seek the expansion of their undertakings.

Harmony will exist in private life as well. Both partners have the same ambitions, albeit on different levels. If these adjustments are made through the practicality of the Four and the wisdom of the Nine, an outstanding association can be established.

Four and Eleven

The pragmatic Four will find it difficult to adjust to the idealism of the Eleven. The Eleven will experience extreme restlessness and constriction under the discipline of the Four. Five and Five

This is an unproductive combination. There will be much talk and little performance. They will enjoy each other’s company and exchange ideas freely. The Five, who has a much greater need for physical experience, will find the Eleven rather high-minded, while the Eleven will accuse the Five of immaturity.

Five and Twenty-Two

The versatility of the Five will once again be harnessed by the practical Twenty-two, especially in business. In private life, the mature Twenty-two will find the attitudes of the Five somewhat juvenile. The Five will need to submit to the superior wisdom of the Twenty-two.

The Six’s natural hospitality and customary use of the home for entertainment will not be shared by the Seven, who will prefer their home to be a sanctuary for privacy. Home maintenance will not cause problems, since the Six will have full run of the house while the Seven will take charge of the garden. The Six’s need for conversation will not be met by the taciturn Seven. Both parties are subject to forms of melancholy. The Six’s desire for social service will not be shared by the reclusive Seven.

Despite these apparent basic differences, a very meaningful and lasting partnership can be established if these people understand each other’s genuine needs. The Seven will meet the Six’s spiritual needs, while the Seven will find that all domestic chores will be looked after by their Six partners.

They do make a good business combination. Success will be achieved through sound financial knowledge and a reputation for honesty and responsibility.

Six and Eight

This creates one of the strongest combinations in the domestic scene. The Six will provide all the support in the home, while the Eight builds a career in business or public service. There will be no competition here, as each will support the other. Their homes will be showpieces of affluence. The community will also benefit from this type of partnership through the social service of the Six and the philanthropy of the Eight.

Business associations will be equally successful.

Six and Nine

A natural attraction exists between these people, promising a most compatible union in personal life. A deep and abiding friendship will automatically develop. There will be agreement in almost all aspects of living; their aims will be the same. Selfishness will not enter here. Each one will bring out the best in the other. Both parties are humanitarians, dedicated to selfless service, from which a great deal of happiness will be derived. They will also be jointly dedicated to the pursuit of a genteel and refined way of life.

There will be no lack of support for each other in business life either. However, neither party will be especially business minded. Businesses dealing with the relief of human suffering will attract these people.

Six and Eleven

This creates a good combination. Both parties are idealists and will be able to communicate on a mental level and satisfy each other’s need for oral expression. Both are dedicated to a peaceful way of life, though the Eleven can be spirited and explosive when they allow themselves to be carried away by their inspirations. The Six will see that the domestic responsibilities are not neglected, while the Eleven will offer wider perspectives and greater opportunities for motivation. This also creates a good business partnership. The Six’s excellent money sense and the Eleven’s inventiveness can work successfully together.

Six and Twenty-Two

This is an association where harmony will prevail, provided the Six is prepared to assume the greater portion of domestic responsibilities and allow the Twenty-two freedom of action. Common ground will be found in humanitarian works and social involvement. It also creates a good business arrangement. Mutual trust, responsibility, and honesty will contribute to form a strong association.
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Seven and Seven

Many unusual features will arise from this combination. Each will be intuitively aware of the other’s needs. Very little oral communication will take place, nor will there be demonstration of emotion. A strong bond will be forged through their mutual interest in study, love of nature, and a somewhat reclusive way of life. The Eight, in turn, will not fail to respect the exceptional talents of their Twenty-two associates and loved ones.
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Nine and Nine

Two Nines can form an association that provides unlimited scope for the expression of wide-ranging interests in human relations. Coexistence will be easy and enriched by mutual cooperation in all their joint ventures. There will, however, be an occasional outburst of anger leading to critical exchange of words between the two. These outbursts will usually be brief and will not damage the relationship. Association on a personal level will be more profitable than on a business level, though the two can combine well in administration and organization at executive levels in government service and large business concerns.

Nine and Eleven

The visionary outlook of these parties may bring them together but not necessarily hold them together, unless they try to be more practical and down-to-earth. Too much idealism and too little practicality will be the problem here. The domestic side of life will be neglected. A successful business partnership is unlikely, since neither party will be interested in buying, selling, and other aspects of commercial and industrial life.

Nine and Twenty-Two

A good business association can be formed from this combination, with the Twenty-two bringing practical application into the partnership. The Nine will provide expertise in public relations. In family life, the down-to-earth Twenty-two may find the mentally oriented Nine overly generous and restless. In spite of these differences, an association of considerable benefit to themselves and many others can be formed without much difficulty.

OVERVIEW OF THE GRIDS

Fixed Grid

The Fixed Grid is the template used to calculate an individual’s  Birth and Name Grids and 121 as well as the sections that follow in this appendix). It shows the fixed position of the numerals 1 through 9 on horizontal and vertical planes. The horizontal planes, for example, indicate levels of expression—Mental, Emotional, and Physical (from top to bottom). The vertical planes indicate an individual’s attitude toward self and others—primarily on a mental and/or intuitional level. Use the table below as well as the information in chapter 2 to determine the influence/tendency of these numbers within the grid (i.e., the number 8 has an emotional influence on personal expression and a mental angle when it comes to assessing the self and others).

Birth Grid

The Birth Grid is created by using the numerals of an individual’s birthdate (month, day, year). Referring to the Fixed Grid for number positions, fill in only the relevant numbers within the grid. Underline the First Sphere number (birth day—) and double underline the Second Sphere number (the sum of the birthdate [month, day, year]—). Remember, the Zero does not contribute attributes of its own, so including it in the grid is optional (sometimes it is visually helpful to do so). Name Grid

The Name Grid differs from the Fixed Grid and Birth Grid in that it shows how many times the numeric values of the full name appear in their fixed positions in the grid. (These can add to, balance, and sometimes counteract the numeric influences of the Birth Grid.) Calculate the numeric value of each letter of the whole name by using the Numeric Values Chart (Appendix 2, and the method demonstrated below. Then enter the numbers’ frequency into the grid according to their Fixed Grid positions.  and  for more information.) For example, in the case of Jarrod Lee Anderson, you will have four 1s, one 3, two 4s, five 5s, two 6s, and three 9s.

VOWEL RULES

The vowels of the whole name (first, middle, and last) show the most subtle aspects of the personality—the inner person, or the person not generally presented to the world—when their numeric values are added together to determine a person’s Fifth Sphere. (Please refer and for more information on the Fifth Sphere.)

The vowels A, E, I, O, and U convert directly to 1, 5, 9, 6, and 3, respectively, in accordance with the Numeric Letter Values chart. The letter Y, which converts to 7, is counted as a vowel if it is found in a position where it functions as a vowel, as in the following instances:

1. When there is no other vowel in the name, as in Flynn or Lynn

2. When there is no vowel in the syllable, as in Tyrone or Sylvia

3. When it is preceded by another vowel and sounded as one, as in Guy or Jayne

EXAMPLES OF COMMON
CALCULATION ERRORS

Because a false calculation can throw off the resulting interpretation of a person’s numbers, do your calculations carefully. Here are a few things to keep in mind:

 

• Double-check for errors in addition.

• If you are calculating the birthdate and name vibrations of someone else, such as a friend or a celebrity, make sure you have the correct dates and spelling before you proceed.

• Remember that the letter Y may sometimes be found in a position where it functions as a vowel. (Refer to for more information.)

• Make sure you have read and understood the section on  Master Numbers/Vibrations.

• Take into account, whenever possible, age and the cultural, religious, social, and economic background of the person you are assessing.

Common Addition Errors

A common mistake with the Second Sphere is to calculate the single digit of the birthday, month, and year and then add these three numbers together. (See example 1 below.)

Example 1

INCORRECT Second Sphere Calculation:

2/17/1976        2 + (1 + 7 = 8) + (1 + 9 + 7 + 6 = 23 = 5) = 15 = 6

CORRECT Second Sphere Calculation:

2/17/1976        2 + 1 + 7 + 1 + 9 + 7 + 6 = 33 = 6

Mathematically, the final number will be the same in both calculation methods, but if any Master Numbers are involved, the sphere’s true numeric influence could be incorrect. The calculations in the next example demonstrate this.

Example 2

INCORRECT Second Sphere Calculation:

8/15/1961        8 + (1 + 5 = 6) + (1 + 9 + 6 + 1 = 17 = 8) = 22

CORRECT Second Sphere Calculation:

8/15/1961        8 + 1 + 5 + 1 + 9 + 6 + 1 = 31 = 4

At first, it seems as though the above person has a Master Number dictating his or her destiny, but the reality is a number 4 influence. And remember that Master Numbers only influence the First and Second Spheres. If they appear in the calculation subtotals for the Third, Fourth, Fifth, or Sixth Spheres, they are broken down to a single digit. (For more on Master Numbers/Vibrations, please see.)
