Galunga is another spiritual path of the Congo spirit Madre De Agua which
lives undermeath the ocean’s waters. The spirit Calunga is the quardian of the
mysteries and secrets held within the deep oceans. Calunga is also the
guardian of sunken treasure. mermaids and the spirits of those lost at sea.
This spirit is identified with the Orixa Olocun. This particular nganga takes 21
days to complete the ritaal ceremony. The ceremony should be started on a
new or full moon at 12 midnight at the ocean’s edge. This ritual also takes
place in part on the ocean’s water in 3 bogt. The spivit of Calunga can be
petitioned in matters C’J‘l’}'!‘;—}ﬁ‘fﬁf}". success in business and qgreat w&efﬂ?. This
particular spirit lives in a jar completely immersed underneath water. This
