THE OPENING, CHAPTER NO. 001

001.001 In the name of God, Most Gracious, Most Merciful.

001.002 Praise be to God, the Cherisher and Sustainer of the world;

001.003 Most Gracious, Most Merciful;

001.004 Master of the Day of Judgment.

001.005 Thee do we worship, and Thine aid we seek.

001.006 Show usthe straight way,

001.007 The way of those on whom Thou hast bestowed Thy Grace, those whose (portion) is not wrath, and who go
not astray.

THE COW, CHAPTER NO. 002

001 A.L.M.

002.002 Thisisthe Book; in it is guidance sure, without doubt, to those who fear God,;

002.003 Who believe in the Unseen, are steadfast in prayer, and spend out of what We have provided for them;
002.004 And who believe in the Revelation sent to thee, and sent before thy time, and (in their hearts) have the
assurance of the Hereafter.

002.005 They are on (true) guidance, from their Lord, and it is these who will prosper.

002.006 Asto those who reject Faith, it is the same to them whether thou warn them or do not warn them; they will
not believe.

002.007 God hath set a seal on their hearts and on their hearing, and on their eyesis aveil; great is the penalty they
(incur).

002.008 Of the peoplethere are somewho say: "Webelievein God and the Last Day;" but they do not (really) believe.
002.009 Fain would they deceive Allah and those who believe, but they only deceive themselves, and realise (it) not!
002.010 Intheir heartsis a disease; and Allah has increased their disease: And grievousis the penalty they (incur),
because they are false (to themselves).

002.011 When it is said to them: "Make not mischief on the earth," they say: "Why, we only Want to make peace!"
002.012 Of asurety, they are the ones who make mischief, but they realise (it) not.

002.013Whenitissaidtothem: "Believeastheothersbelieve:" They say: "Shall webelieve asthefoolsbelieve?' Nay,
of asurety they are the fools, but they do not know.

002.014 When they meet those who believe, they say: "Webelieve;" but when they are a onewith their evil ones, they
say: "We areredly with you: We (were) only jesting."

002.015 God will throw back their mockery on them, and give them ropein their trespasses; so they will wander like



blind ones (To and fro).

002.016 These are they who have bartered Guidance for error: But their traffic is profitless, and they have lost true
direction,

002.017 Their similitudeisthat of aman who kindled afire; whenit lighted all around him, God took away their light
and left them in utter darkness. So they could not see.

002.018 Deaf, dumb, and blind, they will not return (to the path).

002.019 Or (another similitude) isthat of arain-laden cloud fromthe sky: Init are zones of darkness, and thunder and
lightning: They presstheir fingersin their ears to keep out the stunning thunder-clap, the while they are in terror of
death. But God is ever round the rejecters of Faith!

002.020 Thelightning all but snatchesaway their sight; every timethelight (Hel ps) them, they walk therein, and when
the darkness grows onthem, they stand still. And if God willed, He could take away their faculty of hearing and seeing;
for God hath power over al things.

002.021 O ye people! Adore your Guardian-Lord, who created you and those who came before you, that ye may have
the chance to learn righteousness;

002.022 Who has made the earth your couch, and the heavens your canopy; and sent down rain from the heavens; and
brought forth therewith Fruits for your sustenance; then set not up rivals unto God when ye know (the truth).
002.023 Andif yearein doubt asto what We have reveal ed from timeto timeto Our servant, then produce aSuralike
thereunto; and call your witnesses or helpers (If there are any) besides God, if your (doubts) are true.

002.024 But if ye cannot- and of asurety ye cannot- then fear the Firewhosefuel ismen and stones,- whichisprepared
for those who reject Faith.

002.025 But givegladtidingsto thosewho believe and work righteousness, that their portionisGardens, beneathwhich
riversflow. Every time they are fed with fruits therefrom, they say: "Why, thisiswhat we were fed with before,” for
they aregiven thingsin similitude; and they havetherein companions pure (and holy); and they abidetherein (for ever).
002.026 God disdains not to use the similitude of things, lowest aswell as highest. Those who believe know that it is
truth from their Lord; but those who reject Faith say: "What means God by thissimilitude?' By it He causes many to
stray, and many He leads into the right path; but He causes not to stray, except those who forsake (the path).
002.027 Those who break God's Covenant after it isratified, and who sunder what God Has ordered to bejoined, and
do mischief on earth: These cause loss (only) to themselves.

002.028 How canyereject thefaithin God?- seeing that yewerewithout life, and Hegaveyou life; then will He cause
you to die, and will again bring you to life; and again to Him will ye return.

002.029 ItisHeWho hath created for you all thingsthat are on earth; M oreover Hisdesign comprehended theheavens,
for He gave order and perfection to the seven firmaments; and of all things He hath perfect knowledge.

002.030 Behold, thy Lord said to the angels: "I will create avicegerent on earth." They said: "Wilt Thou placetherein
one who will make mischief therein and shed blood whilst we do celebrate Thy praisesand glorify Thy holy (name)?*
Hesaid: "I know what ye know not."

002.031 And He taught Adam the nature of al things; then He placed them before the angels, and said: "Tell me the
nature of theseif yeareright."

002.032 They said: "Glory to Thee, of knowledge Wehavenone, savewhat Thou Hast taught us: IntruthitisThouWho
art perfect in knowledge and wisdom."

002.033 He said: "O Adam! Tell themtheir natures." When he had told them, God said: "Did | not tell you that | know
the secrets of heaven and earth, and | know what ye reveal and what ye concea ?"

002.034 And behold, We said to the angels. "Bow down to Adam" and they bowed down. Not so Iblis: he refused and
was haughty: He was of those who reject Faith.

002.035 We said: "O Adam! dwell thou and thy wife in the Garden; and eat of the bountiful things therein as (where
and when) ye will; but approach not thistree, or ye run into harm and transgression.”

002.036 Then did Satan make them dlip from the (garden), and get them out of the state (of felicity) in which they had
been. We said: "Get ye down, al (ye people), with enmity between yourselves. On earth will be your dwelling-place
and your means of livelihood - for atime.”

002.037 Then learnt Adam from his Lord words of inspiration, and his Lord Turned towards him; for He is



Oft-Returning, Most Merciful.

002.038 We said: "Get ye down all from here; and if, asis sure, there comes to you Guidance from me, whosoever
follows My guidance, on them shall be no fear, nor shall they grieve.

002.039 "But those who reject Faith and belie Our Signs, they shall be companions of the Fire; they shall abide
therein."

002.040 O Children of Isragl! call to mind the (specia) favour which | bestowed upon you, and fulfil your covenant
with Meas| fulfil My Covenant with you, and fear none but Me.

002.041 And believein what | reveal, confirming the revelation whichiswith you, and be not thefirst to reject Faith
therein, nor sell My Signs for asmall price; and fear Me, and Me aone.

002.042 And cover not Truth with falsehood, nor conceal the Truth when ye know (what it is).

002.043 And be steadfast in prayer; practise regular charity; and bow down your heads with those who bow down (in
worship).

002.044 Do ye enjoin right conduct on the people, and forget (To practise it) yourselves, and yet ye study the
Scripture? Will ye not understand?

002.045 Nay, seek (God's) help with patient perseverance and prayer: It isindeed hard, except to those who bring a
lowly spirit,-

002.046 Who bear in mind the certainty that they are to meet their Lord, and that they are to return to Him.
002.047 Children of Israel! call to mind the (special) favour which | bestowed upon you, and that | preferred you to
all other (for My Message).

002.048 Then guard yourselves against a day when one soul shall not avail another nor shall intercession be accepted
for her, nor shall compensation be taken from her, nor shall anyone be helped (from outside).

002.049 And remember, We delivered you from the people of Pharaoh: They set you hard tasks and punishments,
dlaughtered your sons and let your women-folk live; therein was atremendoustrial from your Lord.

002.050 And remember Wedivided the seafor you and saved you and drowned Pharaoh's peoplewithinyour very sight.
002.051 And remember We appointed forty nights for Moses, and in his absence yetook the calf (for worship), and
yedid grievous wrong.

002.052 Even then We did forgive you; there was a chance for you to be grateful.

002.053 And remember Wegave M osesthe Scriptureand the Criterion (Betweenright and wrong): Therewasachance
for you to be guided aright.

002.054 And remember Moses said to hispeople: "O my people! Y ehaveindeed wronged yoursel vesby your worship
of the calf: So turn (in repentance) to your Maker, and slay yourselves (the wrong-doers); that will be better for you
in the sight of your Maker." Then He turned towards you (in forgiveness): For He is Oft-Returning, Most Merciful.
002.055 And remember ye said: "O Moses! We shall never believe in thee until we see God manifestly,” but ye were
dazed with thunder and lighting even as ye looked on.

002.056 Then Weraised you up after your death: Y e had the chance to be grateful.

002.057 And We gave you the shade of cloudsand sent down to you Mannaand quails, saying: "Eat of the good things
We have provided for you:" (But they rebelled); to usthey did no harm, but they harmed their own souls.

002.058 And remember We said: "Enter this town, and eat of the plenty therein as ye wish; but enter the gate with
humility, in posture and in words, and We shall forgive you your faults and increase (the portion of) those who do
good."

002.059 But thetransgressors changed theword from that whi ch had been given them; so We sent onthetransgressors
aplague from heaven, for that they infringed (Our command) repeatedly.

002.060 And remember Moses prayed for water for hispeople; We said: " Strike the rock with thy staff.” Then gushed
forth therefrom twelve springs. Each group knew its own place for water. So eat and drink of the sustenance provided
by God, and do no evil nor mischief on the (face of the) earth.

002.061 And remember ye said: "O Moses! we cannot endure one kind of food (always); so beseech thy Lord for us
to producefor usof what the earth groweth, itspot-herbs, and cucumbers, Itsgarlic, lentils, and onions." Hesaid: "Will
ye exchangethe better for theworse? Go yedown to any town, and ye shall find what yewant!" They were covered with
humiliation and misery; they drew on themselves the wrath of God. This because they went onrejecting the Signs of



God and slaying His Messengers without just cause. This because they rebelled and went on transgressing.

002.062 Those who believe (in the Qur'an), and those who follow the Jewish (scriptures), and the Christians and the
Sabians,- any who believein God and the Last Day, and work righteousness, shall havetheir reward with their Lord; on
them shall be no fear, nor shall they grieve.

063 And remember Wetook your covenant and Weraised aboveyou (Thetowering height) of Mount (Sinai) : (Saying):
"Holdfirmly towhat We have given you and bring (ever) to remembrancewhat istherein: Perchanceyemay fear God."
002.064 But ye turned back thereafter: Had it not been for the Grace and Mercy of God to you, ye had surely been
among the lost.

002.065 And well ye knew those amongst you who transgressed in the matter of the Sabbath: We said to them: "Beye
apes, despised and rejected.”

002.066 So We made it an example to their own time and to their posterity, and alesson to those who fear God.
002.067 And remember M oses said to his people: "God commandsthat ye sacrificeaheifer." They said: "Makest thou
alaughing-stock of us?' He said: "God save me from being an ignorant (fool)!"

002.068 They said: "Beseech on our behalf Thy Lord to make plain to us what (heifer) itis!" He said; "He says: The
heifer should be neither too old nor too young, but of middling age. Now do what ye are commanded!"

002.069 They said: "Beseech on our behaf Thy Lord to make plain to us Her colour." He said: "He says: A
fawn-coloured heifer, pure and rich in tone, the admiration of beholders!"

002.070 They said: "Beseech on our behalf Thy Lord to make plain to uswhat sheis: To usare al heifersaike: We
wish indeed for guidance, if God wills."

002.071 He said: "He says: A heifer not trained to till the soil or water the fields; sound and without blemish." They
said: "Now hast thou brought the truth." Then they offered her in sacrifice, but not with good-will.

002.072 Remember ye slew aman and fell into adispute among yourselvesasto the crime: But God wasto bring forth
what ye did hide.

002.073 So We said: "Strike the (body) with a piece of the (heifer)." Thus God bringeth the dead to life and showeth
you His Signs. Perchance ye may understand.

002.074 Thenceforth were your hearts hardened: They became like arock and even worse in hardness. For among
rocks there are some from which rivers gush forth; others there are which when split asunder send forth water; and
others which sink for fear of God. And God is not unmindful of what ye do.

002.075 Can ye (o ye men of Faith) entertain the hope that they will believe in you? Seeing that a party of them heard
the Word of God, and perverted it knowingly after they understood it.

002.076 Behold! when they meet the men of Faith, they say: "We believe": But when they meet each other in private,
they say: " Shall youtell themwhat God hath reveal ed to you, that they may engageyou in argument about it before your
Lord?' Do ye not understand (their aim)?

002.077 Know they not that God knoweth what they conceal and what they revea ?

002.078 And there are among them illiterates, who know not the Book, but (see therein their own) desires, and they
do nothing but conjecture.

002.079 Then woe to those who write the Book with their own hands, and then say:"Thisisfrom God," to traffic with
it for miserable pricel- Woe to them for what their hands do write, and for the gain they make thereby.

002.080 And they say: "The Fire shall not touch us but for afew numbered days." Say: "Haveyetaken apromisefrom
God, for He never breaks His promise? or isit that ye say of God what ye do not know?"

002.081 Nay, those who seek gainin evil, and are girt round by their sins,- they are companions of the Fire: Therein
shall they abide (For ever).

002.082 But thosewho havefaith and work righteousness, they are companions of the Garden: Therein shall they abide
(For ever).

002.083 And remember We took acovenant from the Children of Isragl (to thiseffect): Worship none but God; treat
with kindnessyour parents and kindred, and orphans and those in need; speak fair to the people; be steadfast in prayer;
and practise regular charity. Then did ye turn back, except afew among you, and ye backdlide (even now).

002.084 And remember We took your covenant (to this effect): Shed no blood amongst you, nor turn out your own
people from your homes: and this ye solemnly ratified, and to this ye can bear witness.



002.085 After thisit isye, the same people, who slay among yourselves, and banish aparty of you from their homes;
assist (Their enemies) against them, in guilt and rancour; and if they cometo you as captives, ye ransom them, though
it was not lawful for you to banish them. Thenisit only apart of the Book that ye believein, and do yereject therest?
but what isthe reward for those among you who behave like thisbut disgracein thislife?- and on the Day of Judgment
they shall be consigned to the most grievous penalty. For God is not unmindful of what ye do.

002.086 These are the people who buy the life of thisworld at the price of the Hereafter: their penalty shall not be
lightened nor shall they be hel ped.

002.087 We gave M osesthe Book and followed him up with asuccession of apostles; We gave Jesusthe son of Mary
Clear (Signs) and strengthened him with the holy spirit. I sit that whenever there comesto you an apostle with what ye
yourselves desire not, ye are puffed up with pride?- Some ye called impostors, and others ye slay!

002.088 They say, "Our hearts are the wrappings (which preserve God's Word: we need no more)." Nay, God's curse
ison them for their blasphemy: Littleisit they believe.

002.089 And when there comes to them aBook from God, confirming what iswith them,- although from of old they
had prayed for victory against those without Faith,- when there comes to them that which they (should) have
recognised, they refuse to believein it but the curse of God is on those without Faith.

002.090 Miserableisthe price for which they have sold their souls, in that they deny (the revelation) which God has
sent down, in insolent envy that God of His Grace should send it to any of His servants He pleases. Thus have they
drawn on themselves Wrath upon Wrath. And humiliating is the punishment of those who reject Faith.

002.091 When it is said to them, "Believe in what God Hath sent down, "they say, "Webelievein what was sent down
to us:" yet they reject all besides, even if it be Truth confirming what iswith them. Say: "Why then have ye dain the
prophets of God in times gone by, if ye did indeed believe?"

002.092 There cameto you Moses with clear (Signs); yet ye worshipped the calf (Even) after that, and ye did behave
wrongfully.

002.093 And remember We took your covenant and We raised above you (the towering height) of Mount (Sinai):
(Saying): "Holdfirmly to what We have given you, and hearken (to the Law)": They said:" We hear, and we disobey:"
And they had to drink into their hearts (of the taint) of the calf because of their Faithlessness. Say: "Vileindeed are
the behests of your Faith if ye have any faith!"

002.094 Say: "If the last Home, with God, be for you specially, and not for anyone el se, then seek ye for death, if ye
aresincere.”

002.095 But they will never seek for death, on account of the (sins) which their hands have sent on before them. and
God is well-acquainted with the wrong-doers.

002.096 Thou wilt indeed find them, of all people, most greedy of life, --even more than the idolaters: Each one of
them wishes He could be given alife of athousand years: But the grant of such life will not save him from (due)
punishment. For God seeswell all that they do.

002.097 Say: Whoever is an enemy to Gabriel-for he brings down the (revelation) to thy heart by God's will, a
confirmation of what went before, and guidance and glad tidings for those who believe,-

002.098 Whoever is an enemy to God and His angels and apostles, to Gabriel and Michael ,- Lo! God isan enemy to
those who reject Faith.

002.099 We have sent down to thee Manifest Signs (ayat); and none reject them but those who are perverse.
002.100 Isit not (the case) that every time they make a covenant, some party among them throw it aside? Nay, Most
of them arefaithless.

002.101 And when there cameto them an apostle from God, confirming what was with them, a party of the people of
the Book threw away the Book of God behind their backs, asif (it had been something) they did not know!

002.102 They followed what the evil ones gave out (falsely) against the power of Solomon: the blasphemers Were,
not Solomon, but the evil ones, teaching men Magic, and such things as came down at babylon to the angel s Harut and
Marut. But neither of these taught anyone (Such things) without saying: "We are only for trial; so do not blaspheme.”
They learned from themthe meansto sow discord between man and wife. But they could not thus harm anyone except
by God's permission. And they learned what harmed them, not what profited them. And they knew that the buyers of
(magic) would have no share in the happiness of the Hereafter. And vile was the price for which they did sell their



souls, if they but knew!

002.103 If they had kept their Faith and guarded themselves from evil, far better had been the reward from their Lord,
if they but knew!

002.104 O ye of Faith! Say not (to the Apostle) words of ambiguous import, but ct; and hearken (to him): To those
without Faith is a grievous punishment.

002.105 It is never the wish of those without Faith among the People of the Book, nor of the Pagans, that anything
good should come down to you from your Lord. But God will choose for His special Mercy whom He will - for God
isLord of grace abounding.

002.106 None of Our revelations do We abrogate or cause to be forgotten, but We substitute something better or
similar: Knowest thou not that God Hath power over all things?

002.107 Knowest thou not that to God bel ongeth the dominion of the heavens and the earth? And besidesHim ye have
neither patron nor helper.

002.108 Would ye question your Apostle as Moses was questioned of old? but whoever changeth from Faith to
Unbelief, Hath strayed without doubt from the even way.

002.109 Quite anumber of the People of the Book wish they could Turn you (people€) back to infidelity after ye have
believed, from selfish envy, after the Truth hath become Manifest unto them: But forgive and overlook, Till God
accomplish His purpose; for God Hath power over all things.

002.110 And be steadfast in prayer and regular in charity: And whatever good ye send forth for your soulsbeforeyou,
ye shall find it with God: for God sees Well al that ye do.

002.111 Andthey say: "Noneshall enter Paradise unlesshebeaJew or aChristian.” Thosearetheir (vain) desires. Say:
"Produce your proof if yeare truthful."

002.112 Nay,-whoever submits Hiswhol e self to God and isadoer of good,- Hewill get hisreward with hisLord; on
such shall be no fear, nor shall they grieve.

002.113 The Jews say: "The Christians have naught (to stand) upon; and the Christians say: " The Jews have naught (To
stand) upon.” Y et they (Professto) study the (same) Book. Like unto their word iswhat those say who know not; but
God will judge between them in their quarrel on the Day of Judgment.

002.114 And who is more unjust than he who forbids that in places for the worship of God, God's hame should be
celebrated?-whose zed is (in fact) to ruin them? It was not fitting that such should themselves enter them except in
fear. For them thereis nothing but disgrace in thisworld, and in the world to come, an exceeding torment.

002.115 To God belong the east and the West: Whithersoever ye turn, there is the presence of God. For God is
al-Pervading, all-Knowing.

002.116 They say: "God hath begotten ason” :Glory be to Him.-Nay, to Him belongs al that isin the heavensand on
earth: everything renders worship to Him.

002.117 To Himisduethe primal origin of the heavensand the earth: When He decreeth amatter, He saith toiit: "Be,"
anditis.

002.118 Say those without knowledge: "Why speaketh not God unto us? or why cometh not unto usa Sign?' So said
the people before them words of similar import. Their heartsare alike. We have indeed made clear the Signsunto any
people who hold firmly to Faith (in their hearts).

002.119 Verily We have sent thee in truth as a bearer of glad tidings and awarner: But of thee no question shall be
asked of the Companions of the Blazing Fire.

002.120 Never will the Jews or the Christians be satisfied with thee unless thou follow their form of religion. Say:
"The Guidance of God,-that isthe (only) Guidance." Wert thou to follow their desires after the knowledge which hath
reached thee, then wouldst thou find neither Protector nor hel per against God.

002.121 Thoseto whom We have sent the Book study it asit should be studied: They arethe onesthat believetherein:
Those who reject faith therein,- the lossis their own.

002.122 O Childrenof Isragl! call to mind the special favour which | bestowed upon you, and that | preferred you to
al others (for My Message).

002.123 Then guard yourselves against a-Day when one soul shall not avail another, nor shall compensation be
accepted from her nor shall intercession profit her nor shall anyone be helped (from outside).



002.124 And remember that Abraham wastried by hisL ord with certain commands, which hefulfilled: Hesaid: "1 will
make thee an Imam to the Nations." He pleaded: "And aso (Imams) from my offspring!" He answered: "But My
Promiseisnot within the reach of evil-doers."

002.125 Remember We made the House a place of assembly for men and a place of safety; and take ye the station of
Abraham as a place of prayer; and We covenanted with Abraham and Ismail, that they should sanctify My House for
those who compassit round, or use it as aretreat, or bow, or prostrate themselves (therein in prayer).

002.126 And remember Abraham said: "My Lord, make thisa City of Peace, and feed its people with fruits,-such of
them asbelievein God and the Last Day." He said: "(Y ea), and such asreject Faith,-for awhile will | grant them their
pleasure, but will soon drive them to the torment of Fire,- an evil destination (indeed)!"

002.127 Andremember Abraham and |smalil rai sed thefoundationsof theHouse (Withthisprayer): "Our Lord! Accept
(this service) from us: For Thou art the All-Hearing, the All-knowing.

002.128 "Our Lord! make of usMudims, bowing to Thy (Will), and of our progeny apeople Muslim, bowing to Thy
(will); and show us our place for the celebration of (due) rites; and turn unto us (in Mercy); for Thou art the
Oft-Returning, Most Merciful.

002.129 "Our Lord! send amongst them an Apostle of their own, who shall rehearse Thy Signs to them and instruct
them in scripture and wisdom, and sanctify them: For Thou art the Exalted in Might, the Wise."

002.130 And who turns away from the religion of Abraham but such as debase their soulswith folly? Him We chose
and rendered pure in thisworld: And hewill be in the Hereafter in the ranks of the Righteous.

002.131 Behold! hisLord said to him: "Bow (thy will toMe):" Hesaid: "I bow (my will) to the Lord and Cherisher of
theUniverse."

002.132 And thiswas the legacy that Abraham left to his sons, and so did Jacob; "Oh my sons! God hath chosen the
Faith for you; then die not except in the Faith of Islam.”

002.133 Were ye witnesses when death appeared before Jacob? Behold, he said to his sons: "What will ye worship
after me?' They said: "We shall worship Thy God and the God of thy fathers, of Abraham, lsmail and Isaac,- the one
(True) God: To Himwebow (in Idam).”

002.134 That was a people that hath passed away. They shall reap the fruit of what they did, and ye of what ye do! Of
their meritsthere is no question in your case!

002.135 They say: "Become Jewsor Christiansif yewould be guided (To salvation)." Say thou: "Nay! (I would rather)
the Religion of Abraham the True, and he joined not gods with God."

002.136 Say ye: "We believe in God, and the revelation given to us, and to Abraham, Ismalil, Isaac, Jacob, and the
Tribes, and that given to Moses and Jesus, and that given to (all) prophets from their Lord: We make no difference
between one and another of them: And we bow to God (in Idlam)."

002.137 Soif they believe as ye believe, they are indeed on the right path; but if they turn back, it isthey who arein
schism; but God will suffice thee as against them, and He isthe All-Hearing, the All-Knowing.

002.138 (Our religionis) the Baptism of God: And who can baptize better than God? And it is He Whom weworship.
002.139 Say: Will yedispute with usabout God, seeing that Heisour Lord and your Lord; that we are responsiblefor
our doings and ye for yours; and that We are sincere (in our faith) in Him?

002.140 Or do ye say that Abraham, Ismalil Isaac, Jacob and the Tribes were Jews or Christians? Say: Do ye know
better than God? Ah! who is more unjust than those who conceal the testimony they have from God? but God is not
unmindful of what ye do!

002.141 That was a people that hath passed away. They shall reap the fruit of what they did, and ye of what ye do! Of
their meritsthere is no question in your case:

002.142 Thefoolsamong the peoplewill say: "What hath turned them from the Qiblato which they were used?' Say:
To God belong both east and West: He guideth whom He will to aWay that is straight.

002.143 Thus, have We made of you an Ummat justly balanced, that ye might be witnesses over the nations, and the
Apostle a witness over yourselves; and We appointed the Qibla to which thou wast used, only to test those who
followedthe Apostlefrom thosewho would turn on their heels(FromtheFaith). Indeed it was (A change) momentous,
except to those guided by God. And never would God Make your faith of no effect. For God isto all people Most
surely full of kindness, Most Merciful.



002.144 We see the turning of thy face (for guidance to the heavens: now Shall We turn thee to a Qibla that shall
please thee. Turn then Thy face in the direction of the sacred Mosque: Wherever ye are, turn your faces in that
direction. The people of the Book know well that that isthe truth from their Lord. Nor is God unmindful of what they
do.

002.145 Evenif thou wert to bring to the peopl e of the Book all the Signs (together), they would not follow Thy Qibla;
nor art thou going to follow their Qibla; nor indeed will they follow each other's Qibla. If thou after the knowledge hath
reached thee, Wert to follow their (vain) desires,-then wert thou Indeed (clearly) in the wrong.

002.146 The peopl e of the Book know thisasthey know their own sons; but some of them conceal thetruthwhich they
themselves know.

002.147 The Truth isfrom thy Lord; so be not at all in doubt.

002.148 To each is a goa to which God turns him; then strive together (asin arace) Towards all that is good.
Wheresoever ye are, God will bring you Together. For God Hath power over all things.

002.149 From whencesoever Thou startest forth, turn Thy face in the direction of the sacred Mosque; that isindeed
the truth from the Lord. And God is not unmindful of what ye do.

002.150 So from whencesoever Thou startest forth, turn Thy face in the direction of the sacred Mosque; and
wheresoever ye are, Turn your face thither: that there be no ground of dispute against you among the people, except
those of them that are bent on wickedness; so fear them not, but fear Me; and that | may complete My favoursonyou,
and ye May (consent to) be guided;

002.151 A similar (favour have ye aready received) in that We have sent among you an Apostle of your own,
rehearsing to you Our Signs, and sanctifying you, and instructing you in Scripture and Wisdom, and in new knowledge.
002.152 Then do ye remember Me; | will remember you. Be grateful to Me, and reject not Faith.

002.153 O ye who believe! seek help with patient perseverance and prayer; for God is with those who patiently
persevere.

002.154 And say not of thosewho aredainintheway of God: "They aredead.” Nay, they areliving, though ye perceive
(it) not.

002.155 Be sureweshall test you with something of fear and hunger, somelossin goodsor livesor thefruits (of your
tail), but give glad tidings to those who patiently persevere,

002.156 Who say, when afflicted with calamity: "To God We belong, and to Him is our return”:-

002.157 They are those on whom (Descend) blessings from God, and Mercy, and they are the ones that receive
guidance.

002.158 Behold! Safaand Marwa are among the Symbols of God. So if thosewho visit the Housein the Season or at
other times, should compassthem round, itisno sininthem. And if any oneobeyeth hisownimpulseto good,- be sure
that God is He Who recogniseth and knoweth.

002.159 Those who conceal the clear (Signs) We have sent down, and the Guidance, after We have made it clear for
the people in the Book,-on them shall be God's curse, and the curse of those entitled to curse,-

002.160 Except those who repent and make amends and openly declare (the Truth): To them | turn; for | am
Oft-returning, Most Merciful.

002.161 Thosewho reject Faith, and dierejecting,- onthemis God's curse, and the curse of angels, and of all mankind;
002.162 They will abide therein: Their penalty will not be lightened, nor will respite be their (lot).

002.163 And your God is One God: Thereis no god but He, Most Gracious, Most Merciful.

002.164 Behold! in the creation of the heavens and the earth; in the alternation of the night and theday; in the sailing
of the ships through the ocean for the profit of mankind; in the rain which God Sendsdown from the skies, and thelife
which He gives therewith to an earth that is dead; in the beasts of all kinds that He scatters through the earth; in the
change of thewinds, and the cloudswhichthey Trail liketheir slaves between the sky and the earth;- (Here) indeed are
Signsfor apeoplethat are wise.

002.165 Y et there are men who take (for worship) others besides God, as equal (with God): They love them asthey
should love God. But those of Faith are overflowing intheir love for God. If only the unrighteous could see, behold,
they would see the penalty: that to God belongs all power, and God will strongly enforce the penalty.

002.166 Then would those who are followed clear themselves of those who follow (them) : They would see the



penalty, and all relations between them would be cut off.

002.167 And those who followed would say: "If only We had one more chance, We would clear ourselves of them,
as they have cleared themselves of us." Thuswill God show them (The fruits of) their deeds as (nothing but) regrets.
Nor will there be away for them out of the Fire.

002.168 O ye people! Eat of what ison earth, Lawful and good; and do not follow the footsteps of theevil one, for he
isto you an avowed enemy.

002.169 For he commands you what is evil and shameful, and that ye should say of God that of which ye have no
knowledge.

002.170 When it is said to them: "Follow what God hath revealed:" They say: "Nay! we shdl follow the ways of our
fathers." What! even though their fathers Were void of wisdom and guidance?

002.171 The parable of those who reject Faith is as if one were to shout Like a goat-herd, to things that listen to
nothing but calls and cries: Deaf, dumb, and blind, they are void of wisdom.

002.172 O yewho believe! Eat of the good things that We have provided for you, and be grateful to God, if itisHim
yeworship.

002.173 He hath only forbidden you dead meat, and blood, and the flesh of swine, and that on which any other name
hathbeeninvoked besidesthat of God. Butif oneisforced by necessity, without wilful disobedience, nor transgressing
due limits,-- then is he guiltless. For God is Oft-forgiving Most Merciful.

002.174 Thosewho conceal God'srevel ationsinthe Book, and purchasefor them amiserabl e profit, they swallow into
themselves naught but Fire; Godwill not addressthem onthe Day of Resurrection. Nor purify them: Grievouswill be
their penalty.

002.175 They aretheoneswho buy Error in place of Guidanceand Torment in place of Forgiveness. Ah! what boldness
(They show) for the Fire!

002.176 (Their doomis) because God sent down the Book in truth but those who seek causes of dispute in the Book
arein aschism Far (from the purpose).

002.177 It is not righteousnessthat yeturn your faces Towards east or West; but it isrighteousnessto believein God
and the Last Day, and the Angels, and the Book, and the Messengers; to spend of your substance, out of lovefor Him,
for your kin, for orphans, for the needy, for the wayfarer, for those who ask, and for the ransom of slaves; to be
steadfast in prayer, and practice regular charity; to fulfil the contractswhich ye have made; and to befirm and patient,
inpain (or suffering) and adversity, and throughout all periods of panic. Such are the people of truth, the God-fearing.
002.178 O yewho believe! the law of equality is prescribed to you in cases of murder: the freefor thefree, the slave
for the slave, the woman for the woman. But if any remission is made by the brother of the slain, then grant any
reasonable demand, and compensate him with handsome gratitude, thisis aconcession and aMercy from your Lord.
After thiswhoever exceeds the limits shall be in grave penalty.

002.179 In the Law of Equality there is (saving of) Life to you, o ye men of understanding; that ye may restrain
yourselves.

002.180 It is prescribed, when death approaches any of you, if he leave any goods that he make a bequest to parents
and next of kin, according to reasonable usage; thisis due from the God-fearing.

002.181 If anyone changesthe bequest after hearingit, the guilt shall be onthose who makethe change. For God hears
and knows (All things).

002.182 But if anyonefearspartiality or wrong-doing onthepart of thetestator, and makes peace between (The parties
concerned), thereis no wrong in him: For God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

002.183 O yewho believe! Fasting is prescribed to you as it was prescribed to those before you, that ye may (Iearn)
self-restraint,

002.184 (Fasting) for afixed number of days; but if any of youisill, or on ajourney, the prescribed number (Should
be made up) from days|ater. For those who can do it (With hardship), isaransom, the feeding of onethat isindigent.
But he that will give more, of his own free will,- it is better for him. And it is better for you that ye fast, if ye only
knew.

002.185 Ramadhan is the (month) in which was sent down the Qur'an, as a guide to mankind, also clear (Signs) for
guidance and judgment (Between right and wrong). So every oneof youwho ispresent (at hishome) during that month



shouldspenditinfasting, butif any oneisill, or onajourney, the prescribed period (Should be made up) by dayslater.
Godintends every facility for you; He does not want to put to difficulties. (He wants you) to complete the prescribed
period, and to glorify Him in that He has guided you; and perchance ye shall be grateful.

002.186 When My servants ask thee concerning Me, | am indeed close (to them): | listen to the prayer of every
suppliant when he calleth on Me: Let them also, withawill, Listento My call, and believein Me: That they may walk
in the right way.

002.187 Permitted to you, on the night of the fasts, is the approach to your wives. They areyour garmentsand yeare
their garments. God knoweth what ye used to do secretly among yourselves; but He turned to you and forgave you; so
now associate with them, and seek what God Hath ordained for you, and eat and drink, until the white thread of dawn
appear to you distinct from its black thread; then complete your fast Till the night appears; but do not associate with
your wiveswhileyeareinretreat inthe mosques. Thoseare Limits(set by) God: Approach not nighthereto. Thusdoth
God make clear His Signs to men: that they may learn self-restraint.

002.188 And do not eat up your property among yourselves for vanities, nor useit as bait for the judges, with intent
that ye may eat up wrongfully and knowingly alittle of (other) peopl€'s property.

002.189 They ask thee concerning theNew Moons. Say: They arebut signsto mark fixed periodsof timein (theaffairs
of) men, and for Pilgrimage. Itisno virtue if ye enter your houses from the back: It is virtue if ye fear God. Enter
houses through the proper doors: And fear God: That ye may prosper.

002.190 Fight in the cause of God those who fight you, but do not transgresslimits; for God loveth not transgressors.
002.191 And slay them wherever ye catch them, and turn them out from where they have Turned you out; for tumult
and oppression are worse than slaughter; but fight them not at the Sacred Mosque, unlessthey (first) fight you there;
but if they fight you, slay them. Such is the reward of those who suppress faith.

002.192 But if they cease, God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

002.193 And fight them on until thereisno more Tumult or oppression, and there prevail justice and faith in God; but
if they cease, Let there be no hostility except to those who practise oppression.

002.194 The prohibited month for the prohibited month,- and so for all things prohibited, thereisthelaw of equality.
If then any one transgresses the prohibition against you, Transgress ye likewise against him. But fear God, and know
that God is with those who restrain themselves.

002.195 And spend of your substance in the cause of God, and make not your own hands contribute to (your)
destruction; but do good; for God loveth those who do good.

002.196 And complete the Hajj or 'umrain the service of God. But if ye are prevented (From completing it), send an
offering for sacrifice, such asyemay find, and do not shave your headsuntil the offering reachesthe place of sacrifice.
Andif any of youisill, or hasan ailment in hisscalp, (Necessitating shaving),(He should) in compensation either fast,
or feed the poor, or offer sacrifice; and when ye are in peaceful conditions (again), if any onewishesto continuethe
‘'umra on to the hgjj, He must make an offering, such as he can afford, but if he cannot afford it, He should fast three
days during the hajj and seven days on hisreturn, Making tendaysin al. Thisisfor those whose household isnot in
(the precincts of) the Sacred Mosque. And fear God, and know that God Is strict in punishment.

002.197 For Hajj are the monthswell known. If any one undertakes that duty therein, Let there be no obscenity, nor
wickedness, nor wrangling inthe Hajj. And whatever good yedo, (be sure) God knowethit. And take aprovision (With
you) for the journey, but the best of provisionsisright conduct. So fear Me, o ye that are wise.

002.198 Itisnocrimeinyouif ye seek of the bounty of your Lord (during pilgrimage). Then when ye pour down from
(Mount) Arafat, celebrate the praises of God at the Sacred Monument, and celebrate His praises as He has directed
you, even though, before this, ye went astray.

002.199 Then pass on at a quick pace from the place whenceit is usual for the multitude so to do, and ask for God's
forgiveness. For God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

002.200 So when ye have accomplished your holy rites, celebrate the praises of God, as ye used to celebrate the
praises of your fathers,- yea, with far more Heart and soul. Thereare menwho say: "Our Lord! Give us(Thy bounties)
inthisworld!" but they will have no portion in the Hereafter.

002.201 And there are men who say: "Our Lord! Give usgood in thisworld and good in the Hereafter, and defend us
from the torment of the Fire!"



002.202 To these will be allotted what they have earned; and God is quick in account.

002.203 Celebrate the praises of God during the Appointed Days. But if any one hastensto leave in two days, there
isno blameon him, and if any one stays on, thereisno blameon him, if hisaimisto do right. Then fear God, and know
that ye will surely be gathered unto Him.

002.204 There is the type of man whaose speech about thisworld'slife May dazzle thee, and he calls God to withess
about what isin his heart; yet is he the most contentious of enemies.

002.205 When he turns his back, His aim everywhere is to spread mischief through the earth and destroy crops and
cattle. But God loveth not mischief.

002.206 When itissaid to him, "Fear God", He isled by arroganceto (more) crime. Enough for himisHell;-An evil
bed indeed (To lie on)!

002.207 And thereisthe type of man who gives hislife to earn the pleasure of God: And God s full of kindness to
(His) devotees.

002.208 O ye who believe! Enter into |slam whole-heartedly; and follow not the footsteps of the evil one; for heis
to you an avowed enemy.

002.209 If ye backslide after the clear (Signs) have come to you, then know that God is Exalted in Power, Wise.
002.210 Will they wait until God comesto them in canopies of clouds, with angels (in Histrain) and the questionis
(thus) settled? but to God do all questions go back (for decision).

002.211 Ask the Children of Isragl how many clear (Signs) We have sent them. But if any one, after God's favour has
cometo him, substitutes (something else), God is strict in punishment.

002.212 The life of this world is aluring to those who reject faith, and they scoff at those who believe. But the
righteous will be above them on the Day of Resurrection; for God bestows His abundance without measure on whom
Hewill.

002.213 Mankind was one single nation, and God sent Messengers with glad tidings and warnings; and with them He
sent the Book intruth, to judge between peoplein matterswherein they differed; but the Peopl e of the Book, after the
clear Signs came to them, did not differ among themselves, except through selfish contumacy. God by His Grace
Guided the believersto the Truth, concerning that wherein they differed. For God guided whom Hewill to apath that
isstraight.

002.214 Or doyethink that ye shall enter the Garden (of bliss) without such (trials) ascameto those who passed away
before you? they encountered suffering and adversity, and were so shaken in spirit that even the Apostle and those of
faith who were with him cried: "When (will come) the help of God?' Ah! Verily, the help of God is (aways) near!
002.215 They ask thee what they should spend (In charity). Say: Whatever ye spend that is good, is for parents and
kindred and orphans and those in want and for wayfarers. And whatever ye do that is good, -God knoweth it well.
002.216 Fightingisprescribed for you, and yedidikeit. Butitispossiblethat yedislikeathing whichisgood for you,
and that ye love athing which is bad for you. But God knoweth, and ye know not.

002.217 They ask thee concerning fighting in the Prohibited Month. Say: "Fighting therein is a grave (offence); but
graver isit in the sight of God to prevent access to the path of God, to deny Him, to prevent access to the Sacred
Mosque, and drive out itsmembers." Tumult and oppression areworsethan daughter. Nor will they ceasefighting you
until they turn you back from your faith if they can. And if any of you Turn back from their faith and die in unbelief,
their workswill bear nofruitinthislifeand inthe Hereafter; they will be companionsof the Fireand will abidetherein.
002.218 Those who believed and those who suffered exile and fought (and strove and struggled) in the path of God,-
they have the hope of the Mercy of God: And God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

002.219 They ask thee concerning wine and gambling. Say: "Inthem isgreat sin, and some profit, for men; but thesin
isgreater than the profit." They ask thee how much they areto spend; Say: "What isbeyond your needs." Thusdoth God
Make clear to you His Signs:. In order that ye may consider-

002.220 (Their bearings) onthislife and the Hereafter. They ask thee concerning orphans. Say: "The best thing to do
iswhat isfor their good; if ye mix their affairswith yours, they are your brethren; but God knows the man who means
mischief from the man who meansgood. Andif God had wished, He could have put you into difficulties: Heisindeed
Exalted in Power, Wise."

002.221 Do not marry unbelieving women (idolaters), until they believe: A dave woman who believesis better than



an unbelieving woman, even though she allures you. Nor marry (your girls) to unbelievers until they believe: A man
dave who believesisbetter than an unbeliever, eventhough healluresyou. Unbelieversdo (but) beckonyoutotheFire.
But God beckons by His Grace to the Garden (of bliss) and forgiveness, and makes His Signs clear to mankind: That
they may celebrate His praise.

002.222 They ask thee concerning women's courses. Say: They are ahurt and a pollution: So keep away from women
intheir courses, and do not approach them until they are clean. But when they have purified themselves, ye may
approachthemin any manner, time, or place ordained for you by God. For God lovesthose who turnto Him constantly
and He loves those who keep themselves pure and clean.

002.223 Y our wives are as atilth unto you; so approach your tilth when or how yewill; but do some good act for your
souls beforehand; and fear God. And know that ye are to meet Him (in the Hereafter), and give (these) good tidings
to those who believe.

002.224 And make not God's (name) an excuse in your oaths against doing good, or acting rightly, or making peace
between persons; for God is One Who heareth and knoweth all things.

002.225 God will not call you to account for thoughtlessnessin your oaths, but for the intention in your hearts; and
Heis Oft-forgiving, Most Forbearing.

002.226 For those who take an oath for abstention from their wives, awaiting for four monthsisordained; if then they
return, God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

002.227 But if their intention isfirm for divorce, God heareth and knoweth all things.

002.228 Divorced women shall wait concerning themselves for three monthly periods. Nor isit lawful for them to
hide what God Hath created in their wombs, if they have faith in God and the Last Day. And their husbands have the
better right to take them back in that period, if they wish for reconciliation. And women shall haverightssimilar tothe
rightsagainst them, according to what isequitable; but men have adegree (of advantage) over them. And God isExalted
in Power, Wise.

002.229 A divorceisonly permissible twice: after that, the parties should either hold Together on equitable terms,
or separatewith kindness. Itisnot lawful for you,(Men), to take back any of your gifts(from your wives), except when
both parties fear that they would be unable to keep the limits ordained by God. If ye (judges) do indeed fear that they
would be unableto keep the limits ordained by God, thereis no blame on either of them if she give something for her
freedom. These are the limits ordained by God; so do not transgressthem if any do transgress the limits ordained by
God, such persons wrong (Themselves aswell as others).

002.230 Soif ahusband divorces hiswife (irrevocably), He cannat, after that, remarry her until after she hasmarried
another husband and Hehasdivorced her. Inthat casethereisno blameon either of them if they re-unite, provided they
feel that they can keep thelimitsordained by God. Such arethelimitsordained by God, which He makes plainto those
who understand.

002.231 When ye divorce women, and they fulfil the termof their ('lddat), either take them back on equitableterms
or set them free on equitable terms; but do not take them back to injure them, (or) to take undue advantage; if any one
doesthat; Hewrongs hisown soul. Do not treat God's Signsas ajest, but solemnly rehearse God'sfavours onyou, and
the fact that He sent down to you the Book and Wisdom, for your instruction. And fear God, and know that God iswell
acquainted with al things.

002.232 When ye divorce women, and they fulfil the term of their (‘lddat), do not prevent them from marrying their
(former) husbands, if they mutually agree on equitable terms. Thisinstruction isfor al amongst you, who believein
GodandtheLast Day. That is(the course Making for) most virtue and purity amongst you and God knows, and ye know
not.

002.233 Themothersshall give such totheir offspring for twowholeyears, if thefather desiresto completetheterm.
But he shall bear the cost of their food and clothing on equitable terms. No soul shall have aburdenlaid on it greater
thanit can bear. No mother shall be Treated unfairly on account of her child. Nor father on account of hischild, an heir
shall be chargeablein the sameway. If they both decide on weaning, by mutual consent, and after due consultation,
there is no blame on them. If ye decide onafoster-mother for your offspring, there is no blame on you, provided ye
pay (the mother) what ye offered, on equitable terms. But fear God and know that God sees well what ye do.
002.234 If any of you die and leave widows behind, they shall wait concerning themselves four months and ten days:



When they have fulfilled their term, there is no blame on you if they dispose of themselvesin ajust and reasonable
manner. And God iswell acquainted with what ye do.

002.235 Thereisno blameonyou if ye make an offer of betrothal or hold it inyour hearts. God knowsthat ye cherish
them in your hearts: But do not make a secret contract with them except in terms Honourabl e, nor resolve onthetie
of marriagetill the term prescribed is fulfilled. And know that God Knoweth what isin your hearts, and take heed of
Him; and know that God is Oft-forgiving, Most Forbearing.

002.236 There is no blame on you if ye divorce women before consummation or the fixation of their dower; but
bestow on them (A suitable gift), the wealthy according to hismeans, and the poor according to hismeans;- A gift of
areasonable amount is due from those who wish to do the right thing.

002.237 And if ye divorce them before consummation, but after the fixation of adower for them, then the half of the
dower (Isdueto them), unlessthey remit it or (the man's half) is remitted by him in whose handsisthe marriagetie;
andtheremission (of the man'shalf) isthe nearest to righteousness. And do not forget Liberality between yourselves.
For God seeswell all that ye do.

002.238 Guard strictly your (habit of) prayers, especially the Middle Prayer; and stand before God in adevout (frame
of mind).

002.239 If ye fear (an enemy), pray on foot, or riding, (as may be most convenient), but when ye are in security,
celebrate God's praises in the manner He has taught you, which ye knew not (before).

002.240 Those of youwho dieand leavewidows should bequeath for their widowsayear's maintenance and residence;
but if they leave (Theresidence), thereisno blame on you for what they do with themselves, provided it isreasonable.
And God is Exalted in Power, Wise.

002.241 For divorced women Maintenance (should be provided) on a reasonable (scale). This is a duty on the
righteous.

002.242 Thus doth God Make clear His Signsto you: In order that ye may understand.

002.243 Didst thou not Turn by vision to those who abandoned their homes, though they were thousands (In number),
for fear of death? God said to them: "Di€": Then He restored them to life. For God isfull of bounty to mankind, but
Most of them are ungrateful.

002.244 Then fight in the cause of God, and know that God Heareth and knoweth al things.

002.245 Who is he that will loan to God a beautiful 1oan, which God will double unto his credit and multiply many
times? It is God that giveth (you) Want or plenty, and to Him shall be your return.

002.246 Hast thou not Turned thy vision to the Chiefs of the Children of Israel after (the time of) Moses? they said
to aprophet (That was) among them: "Appoint for us aking, that we May fight in the cause of God." He said: "Isit not
possible, if ye were commanded to fight, that that ye will not fight?' They said: "How could we refuseto fight in the
cause of God, seeing that wewereturned out of our homesand our families?" but when they were commanded to fight,
they turned back, except asmall band among them. But God Has full knowledge of those who do wrong.

002.247 Their Prophet said to them: "God hath appointed Talut as king over you." They said: "How can he exercise
authority over us when we are better fitted than he to exercise authority, and he is not even gifted, with wealth in
abundance?' He said: "God hath Chosen him above you, and hath gifted him abundantly with knowledge and bodily
prowess: God Granteth His authority to whom He pleaseth. God careth for al, and He knoweth al things."

002.248 And (further) their Prophet said to them: "A Sign of his authority isthat there shall cometo you the Ark of
the covenant, with (an assurance) therein of security from your Lord, and the relics left by the family of Moses and
the family of Aaron, carried by angels. In thisisasymbol for you if yeindeed have faith."

002.249 When Talut set forth with the armies, he said: "God will test you at the stream: if any drinks of itswater, He
goes not with my army: Only those who taste not of it go with me: A mere sip out of the hand isexcused.” but they all
drank of it, except afew. Whenthey crossed theriver. Heand thefaithful oneswith him, they said: "Thisday We cannot
cope with Goliath and hisforces." but those who were convinced that they must meet God, said: "How oft, by God's
will, Hath asmall force vanquished a big one? God is with those who steadfastly persevere.”

002.250 When they advanced to meet Goliath and his forces, they prayed: "Our Lord! Pour out constancy on us and
make our steps firm: Help us against those that reject faith.”

002.251 By God'swill they routed them; and David dew Goliath; and God gave him power and wisdom and taught him



whatever (else) He willed. And did not God Check one set of people by means of another, the earth would indeed be
full of mischief: But God isfull of bounty to all the worlds.

002.252 These are the Signs of God: we rehearse them to thee in truth: verily Thou art one of the apostles.
002.253 Those apostles We endowed with gifts, some above others: To one of them God spoke; others He raised to
degrees (of honour); to Jesusthe son of Mary We gave clear (Signs), and strengthened him with the holy spirit. If God
had so willed, succeeding generations wouldnot have fought among each other, after clear (Signs) had cometo them,
but they (chose) to wrangle, somebelieving and othersrejecting. If God had sowilled, they would not havefought each
other; but God Fulfilleth His plan.

002.254 O ye who believel Spend out of (the bounties) We have provided for you, before the Day comes when no
bargaining (Will avail), nor friendship nor intercession. Those who reject Faith they are the wrong-doers.

002.255 God! Thereisno god but He, the Living, the Self-subsisting, Eternal. No slumber can seize Him nor sleep.
Hisareall thingsin the heavensand on earth. Who isthere canintercedein His presence except as He permitteth? He
knoweth what (appeareth to His creatures as) before or after or behind them. Nor shall they compass aught of His
knowledge except as He willeth. His Throne doth extend over the heavens and the earth, and He feeleth no fatigue in
guarding and preserving them for He isthe Most High, the Supreme (in glory).

002.256 L et there be no compulsionin religion: Truth stands out clear from Error: whoever rejects evil and believes
in God hath grasped the most trustworthy handhold that never breaks. And God heareth and knoweth al things.
002.257 God isthe Protector of those who have faith: from the depths of darkness He will lead them forthinto light.
Of thosewho reject faith the patrons arethe evil ones: from light they will lead them forth into the depths of darkness.
They will be companions of thefire, to dwell therein (For ever).

002.258 Hast thou not Turned thy vision to one who disputed with Abraham About his L ord, because God had granted
him power? Abraham said: "My Lord is He Who Giveth life and death." He said: "I givelife and death”. Said Abraham:
"But it is God that causeth the sun to rise from the east: Do thou then cause him to rise from the West." Thuswas he
confounded who (in arrogance) rejected faith. Nor doth God Give guidance to a people unjust.

002.259 Or (take) the similitude of one who passed by ahamlet, all in ruinsto itsroofs. He said: "Oh! how shall God
bring it (ever) tolife, after (this) its death?" but God caused him to diefor ahundred years, then raised him up (again).
He said: "How long didst thou tarry (thus)?' He said: (Perhaps) aday or part of aday." He said: "Nay, thou hast tarried
thus ahundred years; but look at thy food and thy drink; they show no signsof age; and look at thy donkey: And that We
may make of thee asign unto the people, Look further at the bones, how We bring them together and clothethem with
flesh." When thiswas shown clearly to him, he said: "I know that God hath power over al things."

002.260 Behold! Abraham said: "My Lord! Show me how Thou givest lifeto the dead." He said: "Dost thou not then
believe?' He said: "Yea! but to satisfy My own undertaking." He said: "Take four birds; Tamethem to turn to thee; put
aportion of them on every hill and call to them: They will come to thee (Flying) with speed. Then know that God is
Exalted in Power, Wise."

002.261 The parable of those who spend their substance in the way of God isthat of agrain of corn: it groweth seven
ears, and each ear Hath a hundred grains. God giveth manifold increase to whom He pleaseth: And God careth for all
and He knoweth al things.

002.262 Those who spend their substance in the cause of God, and follow not up their gifts with reminders of their
generosity or with injury,-for them their reward iswith their Lord: on them shall be no fear, nor shall they grieve.
002.263 Kind words and the covering of faults are better than charity followed by injury. God isfree of all wants, and
Heis Most-Forbearing.

002.264 Oyewho believe! cancel not your charity by remindersof your generosity or by injury. Likethosewho spend
their substanceto be seen of men, but believe neither in God nor inthe Last Day. They arein parablelikeahard, barren
rock, onwhichisalittle soil: onit fallsheavy rain, which leavesit (Just) abare stone. They will be able to do nothing
with aught they have earned. And God guideth not those who reject faith.

002.265 And the likeness of those who spend their substance, seeking to please God and to strengthen their souls, is
asagarden, high and fertile: heavy rainfallsonit but makesit yield adoubleincrease of harvest, and if it receives not
Heavy rain, light moisture sufficeth it. God seeth well whatever ye do.

002.266 Doesany of you wishthat he should have agarden with date-palmsand vines and streamsflowing underneath,



andall kindsof fruit, whileheisstrickenwith old age, and hischildren are not strong (enough tol ook after themsel ves)
-- that it should be caught in awhirlwind, with fire therein, and be burnt up? Thus doth God make clear to you (His)
Signs; that ye may consider.

002.267 O ye who believe! Give of the good things which ye have (honourably) earned, and of the fruits of the earth
which We have produced for you, and do not even aim at getting anything which isbad, in order that out of it ye may
give away something, when ye yourselveswould not receiveit except with closed eyes. And know that God is Free of
al wants, and worthy of al praise.

002.268 The Evil one threatens you with poverty and bids you to conduct unseemly. God promiseth you His
forgiveness and bounties. And God careth for al and He knoweth al things.

002.269 He granteth wisdom to whom He pleaseth; and he to whom wisdom is granted receiveth indeed a benefit
overflowing; but none will grasp the Message but men of understanding.

002.270 And whatever ye spend in charity or devotion, be sure God knowsit all. But thewrong-doershave no helpers.
002.271 If yedisclose (acts of) charity, even soitiswell, but if ye conceal them, and make them reach those (really)

in need, that is best for you: It will remove from you some of your (stains of) evil. And God is well acquainted with
what ye do.

002.272 It is not required of thee (O Apostle), to set them on the right path, but God sets on the right path whom He
pleaseth. Whatever of good ye give benefits your own souls, and ye shall only do so seeking the "Face" of God.
Whatever good ye give, shall be rendered back to you, and ye shall not Be dealt with unjustly.

002.273 (Charity is) for thosein need, who, in God's cause are restricted (from travel), and cannot move about in the
land, seeking (For trade or work): theignorant man thinks, because of their modesty, that they arefreefromwant. Thou
shalt know them by their (Unfailing) mark: They beg not importunately from all the sundry. And whatever of good ye
give, be assured God knoweth it well.

002.274 Thosewho (in charity) spend of their goodsby night and by day, in secret and in public, havetheir reward with
their Lord: on them shall be no fear, nor shall they grieve.

002.275 Those who devour usury will not stand except as stand one whom the Evil one by his touch Hath driven to
madness. That is because they say: "Tradeislike usury,” but God hath permitted trade and forbidden usury. Thosewho
after receiving direction from their Lord, desist, shall be pardoned for the past; their caseisfor God (to judge); but
those who repeat (The offence) are companions of the Fire: They will abide therein (for ever).

002.276 God will depriveusury of all blessing, but will giveincreasefor deeds of charity: For Heloveth not creatures
ungrateful and wicked.

002.277 Thosewho believe, and do deeds of righteousness, and establish regular prayersand regular charity, will have
their reward with their Lord: on them shall be no fear, nor shall they grieve.

002.278 O ye who believe! Fear God, and give up what remains of your demand for usury, if ye areindeed believers.
002.279 If ye do it not, Take notice of war from God and His Apostle: But if ye turnback, ye shall have your capital

sums: Deal not unjustly, and ye shall not be dealt with unjustly.

002.280 If the debtor isin adifficulty, grant him time Till it is easy for him to repay. But if ye remit it by way of
charity, that is best for you if ye only knew.

002.281 And fear the Day when ye shall be brought back to God. Then shall every soul be paid what it earned, and none
shall be dealt with unjustly.

002.282 O yewho believe! When yedeal with each other, in transactionsinvolving future obligationsin afixed period
of time, reduce them to writing L et a scribe write down faithfully as between the parties: let not the scribe refuse to
write: as God Has taught him, so let himwrite. Let himwho incurstheliability dictate, but let him fear HisLord God,

and not diminish aught of what he owes. If they party liableismentally deficient, or weak, or unable Himself to dictate,
L et hisguardian dictatefaithfully, and get two witnesses, out of your own men, and if thereare not two men, thenaman
and two women, such asye choose, for witnesses, so that if one of them errs, the other can remind her. The witnesses
should not refuse when they are called on (For evidence). Disdain not to reduceto writing (your contract) for afuture
period, whether it be small or big: it isjuster inthe sight of God, More suitable as evidence, and more convenient to
prevent doubts among yourselves but if it be atransaction which ye carry out on the spot among yourselves, thereis
no blame on you if ye reduce it not to writing. But take witnhess whenever ye make a commercial contract; and let



neither scribe nor witness suffer harm. If yedo (such harm), it would be wickednessinyou. Sofear God; For itisGood
that teaches you. And God iswell acquainted with all things. If ye are on ajourney, and cannot find a scribe, a pledge
with possession (may serve the purpose). And if one of you deposits a thing on trust with another, let the trustee
(faithfully) discharge histrust, and let him Fear his Lord conceal not evidence; for whoever concealsit, his heart is
tainted with sin. And God knoweth al that ye do.

002.283 If yeareon ajourney, and cannot find a scribe, apledge with possession (may servethe purpose). Andif one
of you depositsathing on trust with another, L et the trustee (Faithfully) discharge Histrust, and let him fear hisLord.
Conceal not evidence; for whoever concealsit,- His heart is tainted with sin. And God Knoweth all that ye do.
002.284 To God belongeth all that isin the heavens and on earth. Whether ye show what isin your minds or conceal
it, God Calleth you to account for it. He forgiveth whom He pleaseth, and puni sheth whom He pleaseth, for God hath
power over all things.

002.285 The Apostle believeth in what hath been revealed to him from hisLord, asdo the men of faith. Each one (of
them) believeth in God, His angels, Hisbooks, and His apostles. "We make no distinction (they say) between oneand
another of His apostles." And they say: "We hear, and we obey: (We seek) Thy forgiveness, our Lord, and to Theeis
the end of all journeys."

002.286 On no soul doth God Place a burden greater than it can bear. It gets every good that it earns, and it suffers
every ill that it earns. (Pray:) "Our Lord! Condemn us not if we forget or fall into error; our Lord! Lay not on us a
burden Like that which Thou didst lay on those before us; Our Lord! Lay not on us a burden greater than we have
strengthto bear. Blot out our sins, and grant usforgiveness. Have mercy on us. Thou art our Protector; Help usagainst
those who stand against faith."

THE FAMILY OF 'IMRAN, THE HOUSE OF 'IMRAN, CHAPTER NO. 003

003.00LA.L. M.

003.002 God! Thereisno god but He,the Living, the Self-Subsisting, the Eternal.

003.003 It isHe Who sent down to thee (step by step), in truth, the Book, confirming what went beforeit; and He sent
down the Law (of Moses) and the Gospel (of Jesus) beforethis, asaguideto mankind, and He sent down the criterion
(of judgment between right and wrong).

003.004 Then thosewho reject Faithin the Signs of God will suffer the severest penalty, and God is Exalted in Might,
Lord of Retribution.

003.005 From God, verily nothing is hidden on earth or in the heavens.

003.006 He itisWho shapesyou in thewombs asHe pleases. Thereisno god but He, the Exalted in Might, the Wise.
003.007 Heit isWho has sent down to thee the Book: In it are verses basic or fundamental (of established meaning);
they are the foundation of the Book: others are allegorical. But those in whose hearts is perversity follow the part
thereof that is allegorical, seeking discord, and searching for its hidden meanings, but no one knows its hidden
meanings except God. And those who are firmly grounded in knowledge say: "We believe in the Book; the whole of
itisfrom our Lord:" and none will grasp the Message except men of understanding.

003.008 "Our Lord!" (they say), "Let not our hearts deviate now after Thou hast guided us, but grant us mercy from
Thine own Presence; for Thou art the Grantor of bounties without measure.

003.009 "Our Lord! Thouart Hethat will gather mankind Together against aday about which thereisno doubt; for God
never failsin Hispromise."

003.010 Thosewho reject Faith,- neither their possessionsnor their (numerous) progeny will avail them aught against
God: They are themselves but fuel for the Fire.

003.011 (Their plight will be) no better than that of the people of Pharaoh, and their predecessors. They denied our
Signs, and God called them to account for their sins. For God is strict in punishment.

003.012 Say to those who reject Faith: " Soon will ye be vanquished and gathered together to Hell,-an evil bed indeed
(tolieon)!

003.013 "There has aready been for you a Sign inthe two armiesthat met (in combat): Onewasfighting in the cause
of God, the other resisting God; these saw with their own eyes Twicetheir number. But God doth support with Hisaid
whom He pleaseth. Inthisisawarning for such as have eyesto see."



003.014 Fair in the eyes of men is the love of things they covet: Women and sons; Heaped-up hoards of gold and
silver; horsesbranded (for blood and excellence); and (wealth of ) cattle and well-tilled land. Such arethe possessions
of thisworld'slife; but in nearnessto God is the best of the goals (To return to).

003.015 Say: Shall | give you glad tidings of things Far better than those? For the righteous are Gardens in nearness
totheir Lord, withriversflowing beneath; thereinistheir eternal home; with companions pure (and holy); and thegood
pleasure of God. For in God's sight are (all) His servants,-

003.016 (Namely), thosewho say: "Our Lord! we haveindeed believed: forgiveus, then, our sins, and save usfromthe
agony of the Fire;"-

003.017 Thosewho show patience, Firmnessand self-control; who aretrue (in word and deed); who worship devoutly;
who spend (in the way of God); and who pray for forgivenessin the early hours of the morning.

003.018 Thereis no god but He: That isthe witness of God, His angels, and those endued with knowledge, standing
firm on justice. Thereis no god but He, the Exalted in Power, the Wise.

003.019 The Religion before God is Islam (submission to His Will): Nor did the People of the Book dissent
therefrom except through envy of each other, after knowledge had come to them. But if any deny the Signs of God,
God is swift in calling to account.

003.020 Soif they dispute with thee, say: "'l have submitted My whole self to God and so have those who follow me."
And say to the People of the Book and to those who are unlearned: " Do ye (also) submit yourselves?' If they do, they
areinright guidance, but if they turn back, Thy duty isto convey the Message; and in God'ssight are (all) Hisservants.
003.021 Asto those who deny the Signs of God and in defiance of right, slay the prophets, and slay those who teach
just dealing with mankind, announce to them a grievous penalty.

003.022 They are those whose workswill bear no fruit in thisworld and in the Hereafter nor will they have anyoneto
help.

003.023 Hast thou not turned Thy vision to those who have been given aportion of the Book? They areinvited to the
Book of God, to settle their dispute, but a party of them Turn back and decline (The arbitration).

003.024 Thisbecausethey say: "The Fire shall not touch usbut for afew numbered days": For their forgeriesdeceive
them asto their own religion.

003.025 But how (will they fare) whenwe gather them together against aday about which thereisno doubt, and each
soul will be paid out just what it has earned, without (favour or) injustice?

003.026 Say: "O God! Lord of Power (And Rule), Thou givest power to whom Thou pleasest, and Thou strippest off
power from whom Thou pleasest: Thou enduest with honour whom Thou pleasest, and Thou bringest low whom Thou
pleasest: In Thy handisall good. Verily, over al things Thou hast power.

003.027 "Thou causest the night to gain on the day, and thou causest the day to gain on the night; Thou bringest the
Living out of the dead, and Thou bringest thedead out of the Living; and Thou givest sustenanceto whom Thou pleasest,
without measure.”

003.028 Let not the believers Take for friends or hel pers Unbelieversrather than believers: if any do that, in nothing
will there be help from God: except by way of precaution, that ye may Guard yourselvesfrom them. But God cautions
you (To remember) Himself; for the final goal isto God.

003.029 Say: "Whether ye hide what isin your heartsor reveal it, God knowsit al: He knowswhat isin the heavens,
and what is on earth. And God has power over al things.

003.030 "On the Day when every soul will be confronted with all the good it has done, and all the evil it has done, it
will wish there were a great distance between it and its evil. But God cautionsyou (To remember) Himself. And God
isfull of kindnessto those that serve Him."

003.031 Say: "If yedo love God, Follow me: God will love you and forgive you your sins. For God is Oft-Forgiving,
Most Merciful.”

003.032 Say: "Obey God and His Apostle": But if they turn back, God loveth not those who reject Faith.

003.033 God did choose Adam and Noah, the family of Abraham, and the family of 'Imran above all people,-
003.034 Offspring, one of the other: And God heareth and knoweth all things.

003.035 Behold! awoman of 'Imran said: "O my Lord! | do dedicate unto Thee what isin my womb for Thy specia
service: So accept this of me: For Thou hearest and knowest all things."



003.036 When shewas delivered, shesaid: "O my Lord! Behold! | am delivered of afemale child!"and God knew best
what she brought forth- "And no wiseisthe male Like thefemale. | have named her Mary, and | commend her and her
offspring to Thy protection from the Evil One, the Rejected.”

003.037 Right gracioudly did her Lord accept her: Hemade her grow in purity and beauty: To the care of Zakariyawas
she assigned. Every time that he entered (Her) chamber to see her, He found her supplied with sustenance. He said:
"O Mary! Whence (comes) this to you?' She said: "From God: for God Provides sustenance to whom He pleases
without measure.”

003.038 Theredid Zakariyapray to hisLord, saying: "O my Lord! Grant unto mefrom Theeaprogeny that ispure: for
Thou art He that heareth prayer!

003.039 While hewas standing in prayer in the chamber, the angels called unto him: " God doth give thee glad tidings
of Yahya, witnessing the truth of a Word from God, and (be besides) noble, chaste, and a prophet,- of the (goodly)
company of therighteous."

003.040 He said: "O my Lord! How shall | have son, seeing | am very old, and my wife is barren?' "Thus," was the
answer, "Doth God accomplish what He willeth."

003.041 He said: "O my Lord! GivemeaSign!" "Thy Sign," wasthe answer, "Shall be that thou shalt speak to no man
for three days but with signas. Then celebrate the praises of thy Lord again and again, and glorify Himin the evening
and inthemorning."

003.042 Behold! theangelssaid: "O Mary! God hath chosen thee and purified thee. Chosen thee above the women of
all nations.

003.043"O Mary! worship Thy Lord devoutly: Prostrate thyself, and bow down (in prayer) with those who bow down."
003.044 Thisispart of thetidings of the things unseen, which Wereveal unto thee (O Apostle!) by inspiration: Thou
wast not withthem when they cast lotswith arrows, asto which of them should be charged with the care of Mary: Nor
wast thou with them when they disputed (the point).

003.045 Behold! the angelssaid: "O Mary! God giveth thee glad tidings of aWord from Him: hisnamewill be Christ
Jesus, the son of Mary, held in honour in thisworld and the Hereafter and of (the company of) those nearest to God,;
003.046 "Heshall speak tothe peoplein childhood and in maturity. And he shall be (of the company) of therighteous."
003.047 Shesaid: "Omy Lord! How shall | have ason when no man hath touched me?' He said: "Even so: God createth
what He willeth: When He hath decreed aplan, He but saith to it, '‘Be," and it is!

003.048 "And God will teach him the Book and Wisdom, the Law and the Gospel,

003.049 " And (appoint him) an apostle to the Children of Israel, (with thismessage): "'l have cometo you, withaSign
from your Lord, inthat | makefor you out of clay, asit were, thefigure of abird, and breathe into it, and it becomes
abird by God'sleave: And | heal those born blind, and the lepers, and | quicken the dead, by God'sleave; and | declare
to you what ye eat, and what ye storein your houses. Surely thereinisa Sign for you if ye did believe;

003.050 "'(I have cometo you), to attest the Law which was before me. And to make lawful to you part of what was
(Before) forbidden to you; | have come to you with a Sign from your Lord. So fear God, and obey me.

003.051 "It isGod Who ismy Lord and your Lord; then worship Him. ThisisaWay that is straight.™

003.052 When Jesus found Unbelief on their part He said: "Who will be My helpers to (thework of) God?' Said the
disciples: "We are God's hel pers: We believe in God, and do thou bear witness that we are Muslims.

003.053"Our Lord! webelieveinwhat Thou hast revealed, and wefollow the A postl €; then write us down among those
who bear withess."

003.054 And (the unbelievers) plotted and planned, and God too planned, and the best of plannersis God.

003.055 Behold! God said: "O Jesus! | will take thee and raise thee to Myself and clear thee (of the falsehoods) of
thosewho blaspheme; | will makethosewho follow thee superior tothosewho reject faith, tothe Day of Resurrection:
Then shall yeal return unto me, and | will judge between you of the matters wherein ye dispute.

003.056 "Astothosewho reject faith, | will punishthem with terrible agony inthisworld andinthe Hereafter, nor will
they have anyoneto help."

003.057 "Astothosewho believe and work righteousness, God will pay them (infull) their reward; but God loveth not
those who do wrong."

003.058 "Thisiswhat we rehearse unto thee of the Signs and the M essage of Wisdom."



003.059 Thesimilitude of Jesusbefore God isasthat of Adam; He created him from dust, then said to him: "Be". And
he was.

003.060 The Truth (comes) from God alone; so be not of those who doubt.

003.061 If any one disputesin this matter with thee, now after (full) knowledge Hath come to thee, say: "Come! let
us gather together,- our sons and your sons, our women and your women, ourselves and yourselves: Then let us
earnestly pray, and invoke the curse of God on thosewho lie!"

003.062 Thisisthetrue account: There isno god except God; and God-Heisindeed the Exalted in Power, the Wise.
003.063 But if they turn back, God hath full knowledge of those who do mischief.

003.064 Say: "O People of the Book! cometo common terms as between us and you: That we worship none but God,;
that we associate no partners with him; that we erect not, from among ourselves, Lords and patrons other than God."
If then they turn back, say ye: "Bear withess that we (at least) are Muslims (bowing to God's Will).

003.065 Y e Peopl e of the Book! Why dispute ye about Abraham, when the Law and the Gospel Werenot revealed Till
after him? Have ye no understanding?

003.066 Ah! Y e arethose who fell to disputing (Even) in matters of which ye had some knowledge! but why dispute
ye in matters of which ye have no knowledge? It is God Who knows, and ye who know not!

003.067 Abraham was not a Jew nor yet a Christian; but he was true in Faith, and bowed hiswill to God's (Which is
Islam), and he joined not gods with God.

003.068 Without doubt, among men, the nearest of kinto Abraham, arethosewho follow him, asarealsothisApostle
and those who believe: And God isthe Protector of those who have faith.

003.069 It isthe wish of asection of the People of the Book to lead you astray. But they shall lead astray (Not you),
but themselves, and they do not perceive!

003.070 Y e People of the Book! Why reject ye the Signs of God, of which ye are (Y ourselves) witnesses?
003.071 Y e People of the Book! Why do ye clothe Truth with falsehood, and conceal the Truth, while ye have
knowledge?

003.072 A section of the People of the Book say: "Believein themorning what isrevealed to the believers, but reject
it at the end of the day; perchance they may (themselves) Turn back;

003.073 "And believe no one unless he follows your religion.” Say: " True guidanceisthe Guidance of God: (Fear ye)
Lest arevelation be sent to someone (else) Like unto that which was sent unto you? or that those (Receiving such
revelation) should engage you in argument before your Lord?" Say: "All bounties are in the hand of God: He granteth
them to whom He pleaseth: And God careth for all, and He knoweth all things."

003.074 For His Mercy He specially chooseth whom He pleaseth; for God isthe Lord of bounties unbounded.
003.075 Among the Peopl e of the Book are some who, if entrusted with a hoard of gold, will (readily) pay it back;
others,who, if entrusted withasinglesilver coin, will not repay it unlessthou constantly stoodest demanding, because,
they say, "thereisno call on us (to keep faith) with theseignorant (Pagans)." but they tell alie against God, and (well)
they know it.

003.076 Nay.- Those that keep their plighted faith and act aright,-verily God loves those who act aright.

003.077 Asfor thosewho sell thefaith they oweto God and their own plighted word for asmall price, they shall have
no portion in the Hereafter: Nor will God (Deign to) speak to them or look at them on the Day of Judgment, nor will
He cleansthem (of sin): They shall have agrievous penalty.

003.078 Thereisamong them a section who distort the Book with their tongues: (Asthey read) you would think itis
apart of theBook, but it isno part of the Book; and they say, "That isfrom God," but it is not from God: It isthey who
tell alie against God, and (well) they know it!

003.079 It isnot (possible) that aman, to whom is given the Book, and Wisdom, and the prophetic office, should say
to people: "Beye my worshippersrather than God's": on the contrary (Hewould say) "Beyeworshippers of Him Who
istruly the Cherisher of al: For ye have taught the Book and ye have studied it earnestly.”

003.080 Nor would he instruct you to take angels and prophets for Lords and patrons. What! would he bid you to
unbelief after ye have bowed your will (To God in Iam)?

003.081 Behold! God took the covenant of the prophets, saying: "I give you aBook and Wisdom; then comesto you
an apostle, confirming what iswith you; do ye believe in him and render him help." God said: "Do ye agree, and take



thismy Covenant asbinding onyou?' They said: "Weagree." He said: " Then bear witness, and | am with you among the
witnesses."

003.082 If any turn back after this, they are perverted transgressors.

003.083 Do they seek for other than the Religion of God?-whileall creaturesinthe heavensand on earth have, willing
or unwilling, bowed to His Will (Accepted Islam), and to Him shall they all be brought back.

003.084 Say: "Webeievein God, and in what has been revea ed to usand what wasrevealed to Abraham, |smalil, | saac,
Jacob, and the Tribes, and in (the Books) given to Moses, Jesus, and the prophets, from their Lord: We make no
digtinction between one and another among them, and to God do we bow our will (in Islam).”

003.085 If anyone desiresareligion other than Islam (submission to God), never will it be accepted of him; andinthe
Hereafter He will be in the ranks of those who have lost (All spiritual good).

003.086 How shall God Guidethosewho reject Faith after they accepted it and bore witnessthat the Apostlewastrue
and that Clear Signs had come unto them? but God guides not a people unjust.

003.087 Of such the reward isthat on them (rests) the curse of God, of His angels, and of al mankind;-

003.088 In that will they dwell; nor will their penalty be lightened, nor respite be (their lot);-

003.089 Except for those that repent (Even) after that, and make amends; for verily God is Oft-Forgiving, Most
Merciful.

003.090 But those who reject Faith after they accepted it, and then go on adding to their defiance of Faith,- never will
their repentance be accepted; for they are those who have (of set purpose) gone astray.

003.091 Asto those who reject Faith, and die rejecting,- never would be accepted from any such as much gold asthe
earth contains, though they should offer it for ransom. For such is(in store) apenalty grievous, and they will find no
helpers.

003.092 By no meansshall ye attain righteousness unlessye give (freely) of that which yelove; and whatever ye give,
of atruth God knoweth it well.

003.093 All food waslawful to the Children of Israel, except what | srael Made unlawful for itself, beforethe Law (of
Moses) was revealed. Say: "Bring ye the Law and studly it, if ye be men of truth.”

003.094 If any, after this, invent alie and attribute it to God, they are indeed unjust wrong-doers.

003.095 Say: "God speaketh the Truth: follow the religion of Abraham, the sane in faith; he was not of the Pagans."
003.096 The first House (of worship) appointed for men was that at Bakka: Full of blessing and of guidance for all
kinds of beings:

003.097 Init are SignsManifest; (for example), the Station of Abraham; whoever entersit attains security; Pilgrimage
thereto is a duty men owe to God,- those who can afford the journey; but if any deny faith, God stands not in need of
any of Hiscreatures.

003.098 Say: "O People of the Book! Why reject ye the Signs of God, when God is Himself witnessto all ye do?"
003.099 Say: "0 ye People of the Book! Why obstruct ye those who believe, from the path of God, Seeking to make
it crooked, while ye were yourselves witnesses (to God's Covenant)? but God is not unmindful of all that ye do."
003.100 O yewho believe! If yelisten to afaction among the People of the Book, they would (indeed) render you
apostates after ye have believed!

003.101 And how would ye deny Faith while unto you are rehearsed the Signs of God, and among you Lives the
Apostle? Whoever holds firmly to God will be shown away that is straight.

003.102 O ye who believe! Fear God as He should be feared, and die not except in a state of Islam.

003.103 And hold fast, al together, by the rope which God (stretches out for you), and be not divided among
yourselves; and remember with gratitude God'sfavour on you; for ye were enemies and Hejoined your heartsin love,
so that by His Grace, ye became brethren; and ye were on the brink of the pit of Fire, and He saved you from it. Thus
doth God make His Signs clear to you: That ye may be guided.

003.104 L et there arise out of you a band of peopleinvitingto al that isgood, enjoining what isright, and forbidding
what iswrong: They are the onesto attain felicity.

003.105 Be not like those who are divided amongst themselves and fall into disputations after receiving Clear Signs.
For them is adreadful penalty,-

003.106 On the Day when some faces will be (lit up with) white, and some faces will be (in the gloom of) black: To



those whose faces will be black, (will be said): "Did ye reject Faith after accepting it? Taste then the penalty for
rejecting Faith."

003.107 But thosewhosefaceswill be (lit with) white,- they will bein (thelight of) God'smercy: thereinto dwell (for
ever).

003.108 These are the Signs of God: We rehearse them to theein Truth: And God means no injustice to any of His
creatures.

003.109 To God belongs all that isin the heavens and on earth: To Him do al questions go back (for decision).
003.110 Ye are the best of peoples, evolved for mankind, enjoining what is right, forbidding what is wrong, and
believingin God. If only the People of the Book had faith, it were best for them: among them are somewho havefaith,
but most of them are perverted transgressors.

003.111 They will do you no harm, barring atrifling annoyance; if they come out to fight you, they will show you their
backs, and no help shall they get.

003.112 Shame is pitched over them (Like a tent) wherever they are found, except when under a covenant (of
protection) from God and from men; they draw on themselveswrath from God, and pitched over them is (the tent of)
destitution. This because they rejected the Signs of God, and slew the prophetsin defiance of right; this because they
rebelled and transgressed beyond bounds.

003.113 Not all of them are alike: Of the People of the Book are a portion that stand (For the right): They rehearse
the Signs of God all night long, and they prostrate themselvesin adoration.

003.114 They believein God and the Last Day; they enjoin what isright, and forbid what iswrong; and they hasten (in
emulation) in (all) good works: They are in the ranks of the righteous.

003.115 Of the good that they do, nothing will be rejected of them; for God knoweth well those that do right.
003.116 Thosewhoreject Faith,- neither their possessionsor their (numerous) progeny will avail them aught against
God: They will be companions of the Fire,- dwelling therein (for ever).

003.117 What they spend in the life of this (material) world May be likened to awind which brings a nipping frost:
It strikes and destroysthe harvest of men who havewronged their own souls: it isnot God that hath wronged them, but
they wrong themselves.

003.118 O yewho believe! Take not into your intimacy those outside your ranks: They will not fail to corrupt you.
Theyonly desireyour ruin: Rank hatred hasal ready appeared from their mouths: What their heartsconceal isfar worse.
We have made plain to you the Signs, if ye have wisdom.

003.119 Ah! ye are those who love them, but they love you not,- though ye believe in the whole of the Book. When
they meet you, they say, "Webelieve": But whenthey area one, they bite off thevery tipsof their fingersat you intheir
rage. Say: "Perish in you rage; God knoweth well all the secrets of the heart."

003.120 If aught that isgood befallsyou, it grievesthem; but if some misfortune overtakesyou, they rejoiceat it. But
if yeare constant and doright, not theleast harmwill their cunning do to you; for God Compasseth round about all that
they do.

003.121 Remember that morning Thou didst leave Thy household (early) to post thefaithful at their stationsfor battle:
And God heareth and knoweth al things:

003.122 Remember two of your parties Meditated cowardice; but God was their protector, and in God should the
faithful (Ever) put their trust.

003.123 God had hel ped you at Badr, when ye were acontemptiblelittle force; then fear God; thus May ye show your
gratitude.

003.124 Remember thou saidst to the Faithful: "Isit not enough for you that God should help you with three thousand
angels (Specialy) sent down?

003.125"Yeq, - if yeremain firm, and act aright, even if the enemy should rush here on you in hot haste, your Lord
would help you with five thousand angels Making a terrific onslaught.

003.126 God made it but a message of hope for you, and an assurance to your hearts: (in any case) thereisno help
except from God. The Exalted, the Wise:

003.127 That He might cut off afringe of the Unbelievers or expose them to infamy, and they should then be turned
back, frustrated of their purpose.



003.128 Not for thee, (but for God), isthe decision: Whether He turn in mercy to them, or punish them; for they are
indeed wrong-doers.

003.129 To God belongeth al that isin the heavensand on earth. He forgiveth whom He pleaseth and puni sheth whom
He pleaseth; but God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

003.130 O ye who believe! Devour not usury, doubled and multiplied; but fear God; that ye may (really) prosper.
003.131 Fear the Fire, which is repaired for those who reject Faith:

003.132 And obey God and the Apostle; that ye may obtain mercy.

003.133 Be quick in the race for forgiveness from your Lord, and for aGarden whosewidth isthat (of thewhole) of
the heavens and of the earth, prepared for the righteous,-

003.134 Those who spend (freely), whether in prosperity, or in adversity; who restrain anger, and pardon (all) men;-
for God loves those who do good:;-

003.135 And those who, having done something to be ashamed of, or wronged their own souls, earnestly bring God
to mind, and ask for forgiveness for their sins,- and who can forgive sins except God?- and are never obstinate in
persisting knowingly in (the wrong) they have done.

003.136 For such the reward isforgiveness from their Lord, and Gardens with rivers flowing underneath,- an eternal
dwelling: How excellent arecompense for those who work (and strive)!

003.137 Many werethe Ways of Lifethat have passed away beforeyou: travel through the earth, and seewhat wasthe
end of those who rejected Truth.

003.138 Hereis a plain statement to men, a guidance and instruction to those who fear God!

003.139 So lose not heart, nor fall into despair: For ye must gain mastery if ye are true in Faith.

003.140 If awound hath touched you, be sure asimilar wound hath touched the others. Such days (of varying fortunes)
We give to men and men by turns: that God may know those that believe, and that He may take to Himself from your
ranks Martyr-witnesses (to Truth). And God loveth not those that do wrong.

003.141 God's abject also isto purge those that are true in Faith and to deprive of blessing Those that resist Faith.
003.142 Did yethink that yewoul d enter Heaven without God testing those of you who fought hard (In His Cause) and
remained steadfast?

003.143 Y edidindeed wish for death before ye met him: Now ye have seen him with your own eyes, (And yeflinch!)
003.144 Muhammad isno morethan an apostle: many Werethe apostlethat passed away beforehim. If hedied or were
dain, will yethen Turn back on your heels? If any didturn back on hisheels, not the least harm will he do to God; but
God (on the other hand) will swiftly reward those who (serve Him) with gratitude.

003.145 Nor can asoul die except by God's leave, the term being fixed as by writing. If any do desireareward in this
life, We shall giveit to him; and if any do desire areward in the Hereafter, We shall giveit to him. And swiftly shall
We reward those that (serve us with) gratitude.

003.146 How many of the prophetsfought (in God'sway), and with them (fought) Large bands of godly men?but they
never lost heart if they met with disaster in God'sway, nor did they weaken (in will) nor givein. And God Lovesthose
who are firm and steadfast.

003.147 All that they saidwas. "Our Lord! Forgive usour sins and anything We may have done that transgressed our
duty: Establish our feet firmly, and help us against those that resist Faith."

003.148 And God gave them areward in thisworld, and the excellent reward of the Hereafter. For God L oveth those
who do good.

003.149 O ye who believe! If ye obey the Unbelievers, they will drive you back on your heels, and ye will turn back
(from Faith) to your own loss.

003.150 Nay, God is your protector, and He isthe best of helpers.

003.151 Soon shall We cast terror into the hearts of the Unbelievers, for that they joined companionswith God, for
which He had sent no authority: their abode will be the Fire: And evil isthe home of the wrong-doers!

003.152 God did indeed fulfil His promise to you when ye with His permission Were about to annihilate your
enemy,-until ye flinched and fell to disputing about the order, and disobeyed it after He brought you in sight (of the
booty) which ye covet. Among youare somethat hanker after thisworld and somethat desire the Hereafter. Then did
He divert you from your foesin order to test you but He forgave you: For God isfull of graceto those who believe.



003.153 Behold! ye were climbing up the high ground, without even casting aside glance at any one, and the Apostle
in your rear was calling you back. There did God give you one distress after another by way of requital, to teach you
not to grieve for (the booty) that had escaped you and for (theill) that had befallen you. For God iswell aware of all
that ye do.

003.154 After (the excitement) of the distress, He sent down calm on a band of you overcome with slumber, while
another band was stirred to anxiety by their own feelings, Moved by wrong suspicions of God-suspicions due to
ignorance. They said: "What affair isthis of ours?' Say thou: "Indeed, this affair iswholly God's." They hide in their
minds what they dare not reveal to thee. They say (to themselves): "If we had had anything to do with this affair, We
should not have been in the daughter here." Say: "Even if youhad remained in your homes, thosefor whom death was
decreed would certainly have gone forth to the place of their death”; but (all this was) that God might test what isin
your breasts and purge what isin your hearts. For God knoweth well the secrets of your hearts.

003.155 Those of you who turned back on the day the two hosts Met,-it was Satan who caused them to fail, because
of some (evil) they had done. But God Has blotted out (their fault): For God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Forbearing.
003.156 O ye who believe! Be not like the Unbelievers, who say of their brethren, when they are travelling through
the Earth or engaged in fighting: "If they had stayed with us, they would not have died, or been dain." Thisthat God may
make it acause of sighs and regretsin their hearts. It is God that gives Life and Death, and God seeswell al that ye
do.

003.157 And if yeare slain, or die, in the way of God, forgiveness and mercy from God are far better than al they
could amass.

003.158 And if yedie, or aredain, Lo! it isunto God that ye are brought together.

003.159 It is part of the Mercy of God that thou dost deal gently with them Wert thou severe or harsh-hearted, they
would have broken away from about thee: so pass over (Their faults), and ask for (God's) forgiveness for them; and
consult them inaffairs (of moment). Then, when thou hast Taken adecision put thy trust in God. For God lovesthose
who put their trust (in Him).

003.160 If God helps you, none can overcome you: If He forsakesyou, who isthere, after that, that can help you?in
God, then, Let believers put their trust.

003.161 No prophet could (ever) be false to histrust. If any person is so false, He shall, on the Day of Judgment,
restore what he misappropriated; then shall every soul receiveitsdue,- whatever it earned,- and noneshall bedealt with
unjustly.

003.162 Is the man who follows the good pleasure of God Like the man who draws on himself thewrath of God, and
whose abode isin Hell?- A woeful refuge!

003.163 They arein varying gardensin the sight of God, and God seeswell al that they do.

003.164 God did confer agreat favour on the believerswhen He sent among them an apostle from among themselves,
rehearsing unto them the Signsof God, sanctifying them, and instructing themin Scripture and Wisdom, while, before
that, they had been in manifest error.

003.165 What! When a single disaster smites you, although ye smote (your enemies) with one twice asgreat, doye
say?- "Whenceisthis?' Say (to them): "It isfrom yourselves. For God hath power over al things."

003.166 What ye suffered on the day the two armies Met, was with the leave of God, in order that He might test the
believers,-

003.167 And the Hypocrites also. These weretold: "Come, fight in the way of God, or (at least) drive (The foe from
your city)." They said: "Had weknown how to fight, we should certainly have followed you." They werethat day nearer
to Unbelief than to Faith, saying with their lipswhat was not in their hearts but God hath full knowledge of al they
conceal.

003.168 (They are) the ones that say, (of their brethren slain), while they themselves sit (at ease): "If only they had
listened to us they would not have been dain." Say: "Avert death from your own selves, if ye speak the truth.”
003.169 Think not of thosewho areslainin God'sway asdead. Nay, they live, finding their sustenancein the presence
of their Lord;

003.170 They rejoice in the bounty provided by God: And with regard to those | eft behind, who have not yet joined
them (in their bliss), the (Martyrs) glory in the fact that on them isno fear, nor have they (causeto) grieve.



003.171 They glory in the Grace and the bounty from God, and in the fact that God suffereth not the reward of the
Faithful to belost (intheleast).

003.172 Of those who answered the call of God and the Apostle, even after being wounded, those who do right and
refrain from wrong have a great reward;-

003.173 Mensaidtothem: "A great army isgathering against you": And frightened them: But it (only) increased their
Faith: They said: "For us God sufficeth, and He is the best disposer of affairs.”

003.174 And they returned with Grace and bounty from God: no harm ever touched them: For they foll owed the good
pleasure of God: And God isthe Lord of bounties unbounded.

003.175 It isonly the Evil One that suggeststo you the fear of hisvotaries. Be ye not afraid of them, but fear Me, if
ye have Faith.

003.176 L et not those grievetheewho rush headlong into Unbelief: Not theleast harm will they doto God: God'splan
isthat Hewill give them no portion in the Hereafter, but a severe punishment.

003.177 Those who purchase Unbelief at the price of faith,- not theleast harm will they do to God, but they will have
agrievous punishment.

003.178 Let not the Unbelieversthink that our respiteto themisgood for themselves: Wegrant them respitethat they
may grow in their iniquity: But they will have a shameful punishment.

003.179 God will not leave the believersin the statein which ye are now, until He separateswhat isevil fromwhat is
good nor will He discloseto you the secrets of the Unseen. But He chooses of His Apostles (For the purpose) whom
He pleases. So believein God. And His apostles: And if ye believe and do right, ye have areward without measure.
003.180 And let not those who covetously withhold of the gifts which God Hath given them of His Grace, think that
it isgood for them: Nay, it will be the worse for them: soon shall the things which they covetously withheld be tied
to their necksLikeatwisted collar, onthe Day of Judgment. To God belongsthe heritage of the heavensand the earth;
and God iswell-acquainted with all that ye do.

003.181 God hath heard the taunt of thosewho say: "Truly, Godisindigent and wearerich!"- Weshall certainly record
their word and (their act) of slaying the prophetsin defiance of right, and We shall say: "Taste ye the penalty of the
Scorching Firel

003.182 "Thisis because of the (unrighteous deeds) whichyour hands sent on beforeye: For God never harmsthose
who serveHim."

003.183 They (also) said: "God took our promise not to believe in an apostle unless He showed us a sacrifice
consumed by Fire (From heaven)." Say: "There came to you apostles before me, with clear Signs and evenwith what
ye ask for: why then did ye dlay them, if ye speak the truth?’

003.184 Then if they reject thee, so were rejected apostles before thee, who came with Clear Signs, Books of dark
prophecies, and the Book of Enlightenment.

003.185 Every soul shall have a taste of death: And only on the Day of Judgment shall you be paid your full
recompense. Only hewho is saved far from the Fire and admitted to the Garden will have attained the object (of Life):
For thelife of thisworld is but goods and chattels of deception.

003.186 Yeshall certainly betried and tested in your possessions and in your persona selves; and ye shall certainly
Hear much that will grieveyou, fromthosewho received the Book before you and from those who worship many gods.
But if ye persevere patiently, and guard against evil ,-then that will be adetermining factor in all affairs.

003.187 And remember God took a covenant from the People of the Book, to make it known and clear to mankind,
and not to hide it; but they threw it away behind their backs, and purchased with it some miserable gain! And vile was
the bargain they made!

003.188 Think not that those who exult in what they have brought about, and love to be prai sed for what they have not
done,- think escape the penalty. For them is a penalty Grievous indeed.

003.189 To God bel ongeth the dominion of the heavens and the earth; and God hath power over al things.

003.190 Behold! in the creation of the heavens and the earth, and the alternation of night and day,- there are indeed
Signs for men of understanding,-

003.191 Men who celebrate the praises of God, standing, sitting, and lying down on their sides, and contemplate the
(wonders of) creation in the heavens and the earth, (With the thought): "Our Lord! not for naught Hast Thou created



(al) this! Glory to Thee! Give us salvation from the penalty of the Fire.

003.192 "Our Lord! any whom Thou dost admit to the Fire, Truly Thou coverest with shame, and never will
wrong-doers Find any helpers!

003.193"Our Lord! we have heard the call of onecalling (Us) to Faith, 'Believeyeinthe Lord,' and we have believed.
Our Lord! Forgive us our sins, blot out from us our iniquities, and take to Thyself our souls in the company of the
righteous.

003.194 "Our Lord! Grant uswhat Thou didst promise unto usthrough Thine apostles, and save usfrom shame on the
Day of Judgment: For Thou never breakest Thy promise.”

003.195 And their Lord hath accepted of them, and answered them: "Never will | suffer to belost the work of any of
you, be he male or female: Y e are members, one of another: Those who have left their homes, or been driven out
therefrom, or suffered harm in My Cause, or fought or been slain,- verily, | will blot out from them their iniquities,
and admit them into Gardenswith riversflowing beneath;- A reward from the presence of God, and from His presence
isthe best of rewards."

003.196 L et not the strutting about of the Unbelievers through the land deceive thee:

003.197 Littleisit for enjoyment: Their ultimate abode is Hell: what an evil bed (To lie on)!

003.198 On the other hand, for those who fear their Lord, are Gardens, with rivers flowing beneath; therein arethey
to dwell (for ever),- agift fromthe presence of God; and that which isin the presence of God isthe best (bliss) for
the righteous.

003.199 And there are, certainly, among the People of the Book, those who believein God, in the revelation to you,
and in the revelation to them, bowing in humility to God: They will not sell the Signs of God for amiserablegain! For
themisareward with their Lord, and God is swift in account.

003.200 O yewho believe! Perseverein patience and constancy; viein such perseverance; strengthen each other; and
fear God; that ye may prosper.

WOMEN, CHAPTER NO. 004

004.001 O mankind! reverenceyour Guardian-L ord, who created you from asingle person, created, of likenature, His
mate, and fromthemtwain scattered (like seeds) countl essmen and women;- reverence God, through whomye demand
your mutual (rights), and (reverence) the wombs (That bore you): for God ever watches over you.

004.002 To orphans restore their property (When they reach their age), nor substitute (your) worthless things for
(their) good ones; and devour not their substance (by mixing it up) with your won. For thisisindeed agreat sin.
004.003 If yefear that ye shall not be ableto deal justly with the orphans, Marry women of your choice, Two or three
or four; but if yefear that ye shall not be able to deal justly (with them), then only one, or (a captive) that your right
hands possess, that will be more suitable, to prevent you from doing injustice.

004.004 And give the women (on marriage) their dower as afree gift; but if they, of their own good pleasure, remit
any part of it to you, Takeit and enjoy it with right good cheer.

004.005 To those weak of understanding Make not over your property, which God hath made a means of support for
you, but feed and clothe them therewith, and speak to them words of kindness and justice.

004.006 Maketrial of orphans until they reach the age of marriage; if then ye find sound judgment in them, release
their property to them; but consumeit not wastefully, nor in haste against their growing up. If the guardian iswell-off,
L et him claim no remuneration, but if heispoor, let him havefor himself what isjust and reasonable. When yerelease
their property to them, take witnessesin their presence: But all-sufficient is God in taking account.

004.007 Fromwhat isleft by parents and those nearest rel ated thereisashare for men and ashare for women, whether
the property be small or large,-a determinate share.

004.008 But if at thetime of division other relatives, or orphansor poor, are present, feed them out of the (property),
and speak to them words of kindness and justice.

004.009 L et those (disposing of an estate) have the same fear in their minds asthey would have for their own if they
had left a helpless family behind: Let them fear God, and speak words of appropriate (comfort).

004.010 Those who unjustly eat up the property of orphans, eat up a Fire into their own bodies. They will soon be
enduring aBlazing Fire!



004.011 God (thus) directs you as regards your Children's (Inheritance): to the male, a portion equal to that of two
females: if only daughters, two or more, their shareistwo-thirds of theinheritance; if only one, her shareisahalf. For
parents, asixth share of the inheritance to each, if the deceased |eft children; if no children, and the parents are the
(only) heirs, the mother hasathird; if the deceased L eft brothers (or sisters) the mother hasasixth. (Thedistribution
inall cases('s) after the payment of legaciesand debts. Y e know not whether your parentsor your children are nearest
to you in benefit. These are settled portions ordained by God; and God is All-knowing, Al- wise.

004.012 In what your wives leave, your shareisahalf, if they leave no child; but if they leave achild, ye get afourth;
after payment of legaciesand debts. Inwhat yeleave, their shareisafourth, if yeleave no child; but if yeleaveachild,
they get an eighth; after payment of legacies and debts. If the man or woman whose inheritanceisin question, has|eft
neither ascendants nor descendants, but has|eft abrother or asister, each one of thetwo getsasixth; but if morethan
two, they sharein athird; after payment of legaciesand debts; sothat nolossis caused (to any one). Thusisit ordained
by God; and God is All-knowing, Most Forbearing.

004.013 Those are limits set by God: those who obey God and His Apostle will be admitted to Gardens with rivers
flowing beneath, to abide therein (for ever) and that will be the supreme achievement.

004.014 But those who disobey God and His Apostle and transgress His limits will be admitted to a Fire, to abide
therein: And they shall have a humiliating punishment.

004.015 If any of your women are guilty of lewdness, Take the evidence of four (Reliable) witnesses from amongst
you against them; and if they testify, confine them to houses until death do claim them, or God ordain for them some
(other) way.

004.016 If two men among you are guilty of lewdness, punish them bath. If they repent and amend, L eave them alone;
for God is Oft-returning, Most Merciful.

004.017 God accept the repentance of those who do evil in ignorance and repent soon afterwards; to them will God
turn in mercy: For God isfull of knowledge and wisdom.

004.018 Of no effect is the repentance of those who continue to do evil, until death faces one of them, and he says,
"Now have repented indeed;" nor of those who die rejecting Faith: for them have We prepared a punishment most
grievous.

004.019 O ye who believe! Ye are forbidden to inherit women against their will. Nor should ye treat them with
harshness, that ye may Take away part of the dower ye have given them,-except where they have been guilty of open
lewdness; on the contrary live withthem on afooting of kindnessand equity. If yetakeadisliketo them it may bethat
yedidike athing, and God brings about through it agreat deal of good.

004.020 But if yedecideto takeonewifein place of another, evenif yehad given thelatter awhol etreasurefor dower,
Take not the least bit of it back: Would ye take it by slander and manifest wrong?

004.021 And how could ye take it when ye have gone in unto each other, and they have Taken from you a solemn
covenant?

004.022 And marry not women whom your fathers married,- except what is past: It was shameful and odious,- an
abominable custom indeed.

004.023 Prohibited to you (For marriage) are:- Y our mothers, daughters, sisters; father's sisters, Mother's sisters;
brother'sdaughters, sister's daughters; foster-mothers (Who gaveyou suck), foster-sisters; your wives mothers; your
step-daughters under your guardianship, born of your wives to whom ye have gonein,- no prohibition if ye have not
gonein;- (Thosewho have been) wives of your sons proceeding from your loins; and two sistersin wedlock at oneand
the same time, except for what is past; for God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful;-

004.024 Also (prohibited are) women already married, except those whom your right hands possess. Thus hath God
ordained (Prohibitions) against you: Except for these, al othersare lawful, provided ye seek (them in marriage) with
gifts from your property,- desiring chastity, not lust, seeing that ye derive benefit from them, givethemtheir dowers
(at least) as prescribed; but if, after adower is prescribed, agree Mutually (to vary it), there is no blame on you, and
God is All-knowing, All-wise.

004.025 If any of you have not the means wherewith to wed free believing women, they may wed believing girlsfrom
among those whom your right hands possess. And God hath full knowledge about your faith. Y eare onefrom ancther:
Wed them with the leave of their owners, and give them their dowers, according to what is reasonable: They should



be chaste, not lustful, nor taking paramours: when they aretaken in wedlock, if they fall into shame, their punishment
ishalf that for free women. This (permission) is for those among you who fear sin; but it is better for you that ye
practise self-restraint. And God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

004.026 God doth wish to make clear to you and to show you the ordinances of those before you; and (He doth wish
to) turnto you (In Mercy): And God is All-knowing, All-wise.

004.027 God doth wish to Turn to you, but the wish of those who follow their lustsis that ye should turn away (from
Him),- far, far away.

004.028 God doth wish to lighten your (difficulties): For man was created Weak (in flesh).

004.029 Oyewhobelieve! Eat not up your property among yourselvesin vanities: But | et there beamongst you Traffic
and trade by mutual good-will: Nor kill (or destroy) yourselves: for verily God hath been to you Most Merciful!
004.030 If any do that in rancour and injustice,- soon shall We cast them into the Fire: And easy it isfor God.
004.031 If ye (but) eschew the most heinous of the thingswhich ye are forbidden to do, We shall expel out of you all
the evil inyou, and admit you to a gate of great honour.

004.032 And in no wise covet those thingsin which God Hath bestowed His gifts More freely on some of you than
on others: To men is allotted what they earn, and to women what they earn: But ask God of His bounty. For God hath
full knowledge of all things.

004.033 To (benefit) every one, We have appointed sharesand heirsto property left by parentsand rel atives. To those,
also, to whom your right hand was pledged, give their due portion. For truly God is witnessto all things.

004.034 Men are the protectors and maintainers of women, because God has given the one more (strength) than the
other, and because they support them from their means. Therefore the righteous women are devoutly obedient, and
guardin (the husband's) absencewhat God would havethem guard. Asto those women on whose part yefear disloyalty
and ill-conduct, admonish them (first), (Next), refuse to share their beds, (And last) beat them (lightly); but if they
return to obedience, seek not against them Means (of annoyance): For God is Most High, great (above you al).
004.035 If yefear abreach between them twain, appoint (two) arbiters, onefrom hisfamily, and the other from hers;
if they wishfor peace, God will cause their reconciliation: For God hath full knowledge, and is acquainted with all
things.

004.036 Serve God, and join not any partners with Him; and do good- to parents, kinsfolk, orphans, those in need,
neighbours who are near, neighbourswho are strangers, the companion by your side, thewayfarer (ye meet), and what
your right hands possess: For God loveth not the arrogant, the vainglorious;-

004.037 (Nor) those who are niggardly or enjoin niggardliness on others, or hide the bounties which God hath
bestowed on them; for We have prepared, for those who resist Faith, a punishment that steeps them in contempt;-
004.038 Not those who spend of their substance, to be seen of men, but have no faith in God and the Last Day: If any
take the Evil Onefor their intimate, what adreadful intimate heis!

004.039 And what burdenWereit onthemif they had faithin God and in the Last Day, and they spent out of what God
hath given them for sustenance? For God hath full knowledge of them.

004.040 God is never unjust in the least degree: If thereisany good (done), He doublethit, and giveth from Hisown
presence agreat reward.

004.041 How then if We brought from each people awitness, and We brought thee as awitness agai nst these peopl !
004.042 On that day those who reject Faith and disobey the apostle will wish that the earth Were made one with them:
But never will they hide asingle fact from God!

004.043 O ye who believe! Approach not prayers with amind befogged, until ye can understand all that ye say,- nor
in astate of ceremonia impurity (Except when travelling on the road), until after washing your wholebody. If yeare
ill, or onajourney, or one of you cometh from offices of nature, or ye have been in contact with women, and yefind
no water, then take for yourselves clean sand or earth, and rub therewith your faces and hands. For God doth blot out
sinsand forgive again and again.

004.044 Hast thou not turned Thy vision to those who were given aportion of the Book?they trafficin error, and wish
that ye should lose the right path.

004.045 But God hath full knowledge of your enemies. God isenough for aprotector, and God isenough for aHel per.
004.046 Of the Jewsthere are those who displace wordsfrom their (right) places, and say: "We hear and we disobey";



and "Hear what is not Heard"; and "Raind’; with atwist of their tongues and a dander to Faith. If only they had said:
"What hear and we obey"; and "Do hear"; and "Do look at us'; it would have been better for them, and more proper; but
God hath cursed them for their Unbelief; and but few of them will believe.

004.047 O ye People of the Book! believein what We have (now) revealed, confirming what was (already) with you,
before We change the face and fame of some (of you) beyond all recognition, and turn them hindwards, or cursethem
as We cursed the Sabbath-breakers, for the decision of God Must be carried out.

004.048 God forgiveth not that partners should be set up with Him; but He forgiveth anything else, to whom He
pleaseth; to set up partners with God isto devise asin Most heinousindeed.

004.049 Hast thou not turned Thy vision to thosewho claim sanctity for themsel ves? Nay-but God Doth sanctify whom
He pleaseth. But never will they fail to receivejusticein the least little thing.

004.050 Behold! how they invent alie against God! but that by itself isamanifest sin!

004.051 Hast thou not turned Thy vision to those who were given a portion of the Book?they believein sorcery and
Evil, and say to the Unbelievers that they are better guided in the (right) way Than the believers!

004.052 They are (men) whom God hath cursed: And thosewhom God Hath cursed, thouwilt find, have no oneto help.
004.053 Have they a share in dominion or power? Behold, they give not afarthing to their fellow-men?

004.054 Or do they envy mankind for what God hath given them of his bounty? but We had already given the people
of Abraham the Book and Wisdom, and conferred upon them a great kingdom.

004.055 Someof them believed, and some of them averted their facesfrom him: And enoughisHell for aburningfire.
004.056 Thosewho reject our Signs, We shall soon cast into the Fire: as often astheir skinsare roasted through, We
shall change them for fresh skins, that they may taste the penalty: for God is Exalted in Power, Wise.

004.057 But those who believe and do deeds of righteousness, We shall soon admit to Gardens, with rivers flowing
beneath,- their eternal home: Therein shall they have companions pure and holy: We shall admit them to shades, cool
and ever deepening.

004.058 God doth command youto render back your Truststothoseto whom they are due; And whenyejudge between
man and man, that yejudgewith justice: Verily how excellent isthe teaching which He givethyou! For GodisHeWho
heareth and seeth all things.

004.059 O ye who believe! Obey God, and obey the A postle, and those charged with authority among you. If yediffer
inanything among yourselves, refer it to God and His Apostle, if ye do believein God and the Last Day: That is best,
and most suitable for final determination.

004.060 Hast thou not turned Thy vision to those who declare that they believe in the revelations that have come to
thee and to those before thee? Their (real) wish isto resort together for judgment (in their disputes) to the Evil One,
though they were ordered to reject him. But Satan's wish isto lead them astray far away (from the right).

004.061 When it is said to them: "Cometo what God hath reveal ed, and to the Apostl€": Thou seest the Hypocrites
avert their faces from thee in disgust.

004.062 How then, when they are seized by misfortune, because of the deeds which they hands have sent forth? Then
their come to thee, swearing by God: "We meant no more than good-will and conciliation!"

004.063 Those men,-God knows what isin their hearts; so keep clear of them, but admoni sh them, and speak to them
aword to reach their very souls.

004.064 We sent not an apostle, but to be obeyed, in accordance with thewill of God. If they had only, when they were
unjust to themselves, come unto thee and asked God's forgiveness, and the Apostle had asked forgiveness for them,
they would have found God indeed Oft-returning, Most Merciful.

004.065 But no, by the Lord, they can have no (rea) Faith, until they make thee judge in all disputes between them,
and find in their souls no resistance against Thy decisions, but accept them with the fullest conviction.

004.066 If We had ordered them to sacrifice their lives or to leave their homes, very few of them would have done
it: But if they had done what they were (actualy) told, it would have been best for them, and would have gone farthest
to strengthen their (faith);

004.067 And We should then have given them from our presence a great reward;

004.068 And We should have shown them the Straight Way.

004.069 All who obey God and the apostle arein the company of those on whom isthe Grace of God,- of the prophets



(who teach), the sincere (lovers of Truth), the witnesses (who testify), and the Righteous (who do good): Ah! what a
beautiful fellowship!

004.070 Such isthe bounty from God: And sufficient isit that God knoweth all.

004.071 O yewho believe! Take your precautions, and either go forth in parties or go forth all together.

004.072 There are certainly among you men who would tarry behind: If amisfortune befalls you, they say: "God did
favour usin that we were not present among them."

004.073 But if good fortune comes to you from God, they would be sure to say - asif there had never been Ties of
affection between you and them - "Oh! | wish | had been with them; afine thing should | then have made of it!"
004.074 Let those fight in the cause of God Who sell the life of thisworld for the hereafter. To himwho fightethin
the cause of God,- whether heisdlain or gets victory - Soon shall We give him areward of great (value).

004.075 And why should ye not fight in the cause of God and of those who, being weak, are ill-treated (and
oppressed)?- Men, women, and children, whose cry is: "Our Lord! Rescue us from this town, whaose people are
oppressors; and raise for us from thee one who will protect; and raise for us from thee one who will help!"

004.076 Those who believe fight in the cause of God, and those who reject Faith Fight in the cause of Evil: So fight
ye against the friends of Satan: feebleindeed isthe cunning of Satan.

004.077 Hast thou not turned Thy vision to those who were told to hold back their hands (from fight) but establish
regular prayers and spend in regular charity? When (at length) the order for fighting was issued to them, behold! a
section of them feared men as- or even morethan - they should havefeared God: They said: "Our Lord! Why hast Thou
ordered us to fight? Wouldst Thou not Grant us respite to our (natural) term, near (enough)?' Say: "Short is the
enjoyment of thisworld: the Hereafter isthe best for those who do right: Never will ye be dealt with unjustly in the
very least!

004.078 "Wherever ye are, death will find you out, even if ye are in towers built up strong and high!" If some good
befalls them, they say, "Thisisfrom God"; but if evil, they say, "This is from thee" (O Prophet). Say: "All things are
from God." But what hath come to these peopl e, that they fail to understand a single fact?

004.079 Whatever good, (O man!) happensto thee, isfrom God; but whatever evil happensto thee, isfrom thy (own)
soul. and We have sent thee as an apostle to (instruct) mankind. And enough is God for awitness.

004.080 He who obeys the Apostle, obeys God: But if any turnaway, We have not sent thee to watch over their (evil
deeds).

004.081 They have "Obedience" on their lips; but when they leave thee, asection of them Meditateall night onthings
very different from what thou tellest them. But God records their nightly (plots): So keep clear of them, and put thy
trust in God, and enough is God as a disposer of affairs.

004.082 Do they not consider the Qur'an (with care)? Had it been from other Than God, they would surely havefound
therein Much discrepancy.

004.083 When there comes to them some matter touching (Public) safety or fear, they divulge it. If they had only
referredit to the Apostle, or to those charged with authority among them, the proper investigators would have Tested
it from them (direct). Wereit not for the Grace and Mercy of God unto you, al but afew of youwould havefalleninto
the clutches of Satan.

004.084 Thenfight in God's cause - Thou art held responsible only for thyself - and rousethe believers. It may bethat
God will restrain the fury of the Unbelievers; for God is the strongest in might and in punishment.

004.085 Whoever recommendsand hel psagood causebecomesapartner therein: Andwhoever recommendsand helps
an evil cause, sharesin its burden: And God hath power over al things.

004.086 When a(courteous) greeting isoffered you, meet it with agreeting still more courteous, or (at | east) of equal
courtesy. God takes careful account of al things.

004.087 God! Thereisnogod but He: of asurety Hewill gather you together against the Day of Judgment, about which
thereis no doubt. And whose word can be truer than God's?

004.088 Why should ye be divided into two parties about the Hypocrites? God hath upset them for their (evil) deeds.
Wouldye guidethose whom God hath thrown out of the Way? For those whom God hath thrown out of the Way, never
shalt thou find the Way.

004.089 They but wish that ye should reject Faith, asthey do, and thus be on the same footing (asthey): But take not



friends from their ranks until they fleein the way of God (From what isforbidden). But if they turn renegades, seize
them and day them wherever ye find them; and (in any case) take no friends or hel pers from their ranks;-

004.090 Except those who join agroup between whom and you thereisatreaty (of peace), or those who approach you
with heartsrestraining them from fighting you aswell asfighting their own people. If God had pleased, He could have
given them power over you, and they would have fought you: Therefore if they withdraw from you but fight you not,
and (instead) send you (Guarantees of) peace, then God Hath opened no way for you (to war against them).

004.091 Othersyou will find that wish to gain your confidence aswell asthat of their people: Every timethey are sent
back to temptation, they succumb thereto: if they withdraw not from you nor give you (guarantees) of peace besides
restraining their hands, seizethem and slay them wherever yeget them: Intheir case Wehave provided youwithaclear
argument against them.

004.092 Never should abeliever kill abeliever; but (If it so happens) by mistake, (Compensation isdue): If one (so)
killsabeliever, it is ordained that he should free a believing slave, and pay compensation to the deceased's family,
unless they remit it freely. If the deceased belonged to a people at war with you, and hewas abdliever, thefreeing of
abelieving dave (Is enough). If he belonged to a people with whom ye have treaty of Mutual alliance, compensation
shouldbe paid to hisfamily, and abelieving slave befreed. For thosewho find thisbeyond their means, (is prescribed)
afast for two months running: by way of repentance to God: for God hath all knowledge and all wisdom.

004.093 If aman kills abeliever intentionally, hisrecompenseisHell, to abide therein (For ever): And thewrath and
the curse of God are upon him, and adreadful penalty is prepared for him.

004.094 O ye who believe! When ye go abroad in the cause of God, investigate carefully, and say not to any onewho
offersyou asautation: "Thou art none of abeliever!" Coveting the perishable goods of thislife: with God are profits
and spoils abundant. Even thuswere ye yourselves before, till God conferred on you Hisfavours: Therefore carefully
investigate. For God iswell aware of all that ye do.

004.095 Not equal arethosebelieverswho sit (at home) and receive no hurt, and thosewho striveand fight in the cause
of God with their goods and their persons. God hath granted a grade higher to those who strive and fight with their
goods and persons than to those who sit (at home). Unto al (in Faith) Hath God promised good: But those who strive
and fight Hath He distinguished above those who sit (at home) by a specia reward,-

004.096 Ranks specially bestowed by Him, and Forgiveness and Mercy. For God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.
004.097 When angels take the souls of those who diein sin against their souls, they say: "Inwhat (plight) Wereye?'
Theyreply: "Weak and oppressed Werewein theearth." They say: "Was not the earth of God spacious enough for you
to move yourselves away (From evil)?' Such men will find their abodein Hell,- What an evil refuge! -

004.098 Except those who are (really) weak and oppressed - men, women, and children - who have no meansin their
power, nor (a guide-post) to their way.

004.099 For these, there is hope that God will forgive: For God doth blot out (sins) and forgive again and again.
004.100 He who forsakes his home in the cause of God, findsinthe earth Many arefuge, wide and spacious. Should
he die as a refugee from home for God and His Apostle, His reward becomes due and sure with God: And God is
Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

004.101 Whenyetravel throughtheearth, thereisno blameonyouif ye shorten your prayers, for fear the Unbelievers
May attack you: For the Unbelievers are unto you open enemies.

004.102 When thou (O Apostle) art with them, and standest to lead them in prayer, Let one party of them stand up (in
prayer) with thee, Taking their armswith them: When they finish their prostrations, let them Taketheir positioninthe
rear. And let the other party come up which hath not yet prayed - and et them pray with thee, Taking all precaution, and
bearing arms: the Unbelieverswish, if yewere negligent of your armsand your baggage, to assault youin asinglerush.
But thereis no blame onyou if ye put away your arms because of the inconvenience of rain or because ye areill; but
take (every) precaution for yourselves. For the Unbelievers God hath prepared a humiliating punishment.

004.103 Whenyepass(Congregational ) prayers, celebrate God'sprai ses, standing, sitting down, or lying down onyour
sides; but when ye are free from danger, set up Regular Prayers. For such prayers are enjoined on believers at stated
times.

004.104 And dlacken not infollowing up the enemy: If yeare suffering hardships, they are suffering similar hardships;
but ye have Hope from God, while they have hone. And God is full of knowledge and wisdom.



004.105 We have sent down to thee the Book in truth, that thou mightest judge between men, as guided by God: so be
not (used) as an advocate by those who betray their trust;

004.106 But seek the forgiveness of God; for God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

004.107 Contend not on behalf of such asbetray their own souls; for God loveth not one given to perfidy and crime:
004.108 They may hide (Their crimes) from men, but they cannot hide (Them) from God, seeing that Heisin their
midst when they plot by night, in words that He cannot approve: And God Doth compass round all that they do.
004.109 Ah! These are the sort of men on whose behalf ye may contend in thisworld; but who will contend with God
on their behalf on the Day of Judgment, or who will carry their affairs through?

004.110 If any one does evil or wrongs his own soul but afterwards seeks God's forgiveness, he will find God
Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

004.111 And if any one earns sin. he earnsit against His own soul: for God isfull of knowledge and wisdom.
004.112 But if any one earns afault or asin and throwsit on to one that isinnocent, He carries (on himself) (Both)
afasehood and aflagrant sin.

004.113 But for the Grace of God to thee and his Mercy, a party of them would certainly have plotted to lead thee
astray. But (in fact) they will only Lead their own souls astray, and to thee they can do no harmin theleast. For God
hath sent down to thee the Book and wisdom and taught thee what thou Knewest not (before): And great isthe Grace
of God unto thee.

004.114 Inmost of their secret talksthereisno good: But if one exhortsto adeed of charity or justice or conciliation
between men, (Secrecy is permissible): To himwho doesthis, seeking the good pleasure of God, We shall soon give
areward of the highest (value).

004.115 If anyone contendswith the Apostle even after guidance has been plainly conveyed to him, and followsapath
other than that becoming to men of Faith, We shall leave him in the path he has chosen, and land himin Hell,- what an
evil refugel

004.116 God forgiveth not (The sin of) joining other gods with Him; but He forgiveth whom He pleaseth other sins
than this: one who joins other gods with God, Hath strayed far, far away (from the right).

004.117 (The Pagans), leaving Him, call but upon female deities: They call but upon satan the persistent rebel!
004.118 God did curse him, but he said: "I will take of Thy servants aportion Marked off;

004.119 "1 will midead them, and | will createin them false desires; | will order them to dlit the ears of cattle, and to
deface the (fair) nature created by God." Whoever, forsaking God, takes satan for afriend, hath of a surety suffered
alossthat is manifest.

004.120 Satan makesthem promises, and createsin them fal sedesires; but satan's promisesare nothing but deception.
004.121 They (his dupes) will have their dwelling in Hell, and from it they will find no way of escape.

004.122 But those who believe and do deeds of righteousness,- we shall soon admit them to gardens, with rivers
flowing beneath,-to dwell therein for ever. God's promise is the truth, and whose word can be truer than God's?
004.123 Not your desires, nor those of the People of the Book (can prevail): whoever works evil, will be requited
accordingly. Nor will hefind, besides God, any protector or helper.

004.124 If any do deeds of righteousness,- bethey male or female - and havefaith, they will enter Heaven, and not the
least injustice will be done to them.

004.125 Who can be better in religion than one who submits his whole self to God, does good, and follows the way
of Abraham the true in Faith? For God did take Abraham for afriend.

004.126 But to God belong al things in the heavens and on earth: And He it isthat Encompasseth al things.
004.127 They ask thy instruction concerning thewomen say: God doth instruct you about them: And (remember) what
hath been rehearsed unto you in the Book, concerning the orphans of women to whom ye give not the portions
prescribed, and yet whomyedesireto marry, asal so concerning the children who areweak and oppressed: that ye stand
firm for justice to orphans. There is not a good deed which ye do, but God iswell-acquainted therewith.

004.128 If awifefearscruelty or desertion on her husband'spart, thereisno blame onthemif they arrangean amicable
settlement between themselves; and such settlement is best; even though men's souls are swayed by greed. But if ye
do good and practise self-restraint, God is well-acquainted with al that ye do.

004.129 Ye are never ableto be fair and just as between women, even if it is your ardent desire: But turn not away



(fromawoman) atogether, so asto leave her (asit were) hanging (intheair). If ye cometo afriendly understanding,
and practise self- restraint, God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

004.130But if they disagree (and must part), God will provideabundancefor all from Hisall-reaching bounty: for God
isHethat careth for al and isWise.

004.131 To God belong all things in the heavensand on earth. Verily we have directed the Peopl e of the Book before
you, and you (o Muslims) to fear God. But if ye deny Him, lo! unto God belong all thingsin the heavensand on earth,
and God isfree of al wants, worthy of all praise.

004.132 Y ea, unto God belong al things in the heavens and on earth, and enough is God to carry through all affairs.
004.133 If it were Hiswill, He could destroy you, o mankind, and create another race; for He hath power thisto do.
004.134 If any onedesiresarewardinthislife, in God's (gift) isthereward (both) of thislifeand of the hereafter: for
God is He that heareth and seeth (all things).

004.135 O ye who believe! stand out firmly for justice, as withesses to God, even as against yourselves, or your
parents, or your kin, and whether it be (against) rich or poor: for God can best protect both. Follow not the lusts (of
your hearts), lest ye swerve, and if yedistort (justice) or declineto do justice, verily God iswell- acquainted with all
that ye do.

004.136 O yewho believe! Believein God and His Apostle, and the scripture which He hath sent to His Apostle and
the scripture which He sent to those before (him). Any who denieth God, Hisangels, HisBooks, HisApostles, and the
Day of Judgment, hath gonefar, far astray.

004.137 Those who believe, then reject faith, then believe (again) and (again) reject faith, and go on increasing in
unbelief,- God will not forgive them nor guide them nor guide them on the way.

004.138 To the Hypocrites give the glad tidings that there is for them (but) a grievous penalty;-

004.139Y ea, tothosewhotakefor friendsunbelieversrather than believers: isit honour they seek among them?Nay ,-
all honour iswith God.

004.140 Already has He sent you Word in the Book, that when ye hear the signs of God held in defiance and ridicule,
ye are not to sit with themunlessthey turnto adifferent theme: if yedid, yewould belike them. For God will collect
the hypocrites and those who defy faith - all in Hell:-

004.141 (These are) the oneswho wait and watch about you: if ye do gain avictory from God, they say: "Werewe not
with you?'- but if the unbelievers gain a success, they say (to them): "Did we not gain an advantage over you, and did
we not guard you fromthebelievers?' but God will judge betwixt you onthe Day of Judgment. And never will God grant
to the unbelievers away (to triumphs) over the believers.

004.142 The Hypocrites - they think they are over-reaching God, but He will over- reach them: When they stand up
to prayer, they stand without earnestness, to be seen of men, but little do they hold God in remembrance;

004.143 (They are) distracted in mind evenin the midst of it,- being (sincerely) for neither one group nor for another
whom God leaves straying,- never wilt thou find for him the way.

004.144 O yewho believe! Take not for friends unbelievers rather than believers: Do ye wish to offer God an open
proof against yourselves?

004.145 The Hypocrites will be in the lowest depths of the Fire: no helper wilt thou find for them;-

004.146 Except for those who repent, mend (their lives) hold fast to God, and purify their religion asin God's sight:
if sothey will be (numbered) with the believers. And soon will God grant to the believersareward of immensevalue.
004.147 What can God gain by your punishment, if yeare grateful and ye believe? Nay, it is God that recogniseth (all
good), and knoweth all things.

004.148 God loveth not that evil should be noised abroad in public speech, except whereinjustice hath been done; for
God is He who heareth and knoweth all things.

004.149 Whether ye publish agood deed or conceal it or cover evil with pardon, verily God doth blot out (sins) and
hath power (in the judgment of values).

004.150 Those who deny God and His apostles, and (those who) wish to separate God from His apostles, saying: "We
believein some but reject others": And (those who) wish to take a course midway ,-

004.151 They arein truth (equally) unbelievers; and we have prepared for unbelievers ahumiliating punishment.
004.152 To those who believe in God and His apostles and make no distinction between any of the apostles, we shall



soon give their (due) rewards: for God is Oft- forgiving, Most Merciful.

004.153 The peopl e of the Book ask thee to cause abook to descend to them from heaven: Indeed they asked M oses
for an even greater (miracle), for they said: " Show us God in public," but they were dazed for their presumption, with
thunder and lightning. Y et they worshipped the calf even after clear signshad cometo them; even soweforgavethem;
and gave Moses manifest proofs of authority.

004.154 Andfor their covenant weraised over them (thetowering height) of Mount (Sinai); and (on another occasion)
we said: "Enter the gate with humility"; and (once again) we commanded them: "Transgress not in the matter of the
sabbath.” And we took from them a solemn covenant.

004.155 (They haveincurred divinedispleasure): Inthat they broketheir covenant; that they rejected thesignsof God,;
that they slew the Messengersin defiance of right; that they said, " Our hearts are the wrappings (which preserve God's
Word; Weneed no more)"”;- Nay, God hath set the seal ontheir heartsfor their blasphemy, andlittleisit they believe;-
004.156 That they rejected Faith; that they uttered against Mary a grave false charge;

004.157 That they said (in boast), "Wekilled Christ Jesus the son of Mary, the Apostle of God";- but they killed him
not, nor crucified him, but so it was made to appear to them, and those who differ therein are full of doubts, with no
(certain) knowledge, but only conjectureto follow, for of asurety they killed him not:-

004.158 Nay, God raised him up unto Himself; and God is Exalted in Power, Wise;-

004.159 And there is none of the People of the Book but must believe in him before his death; and on the Day of
Judgment he will be awitness against them;-

004.160 For theiniquity of the JewsWe made unlawful for them certain (foods) good and wholesome which had been
lawful for them;- in that they hindered many from God's Way;-

004.161 That they took usury, though they were forbidden; and that they devoured men's substance wrongfully;- we
have prepared for those among them who reject faith a grievous punishment.

004.162 But those among them who are well-grounded in knowledge, and the believers, believe in what hath been
revealed to thee and what was revealed before thee: And (especially) those who establish regular prayer and practise
regular charity and believe in God and in the Last Day: To them shall We soon give agreat reward.

004.163 We have sent thee inspiration, as We sent it to Noah and the Messengers after him: we sent inspiration to
Abraham, Ismalil, Isaac, Jacob and the Tribes, to Jesus, Job, Jonah, Aaron, and solomon, and to David We gave the
Psalms.

004.164 Of some apostles We have aready told thee the story; of others We have not;- and to Moses God spoke
direct;-

004.165 A postleswho gavegood newsaswel | aswarning, that mankind, after (the coming) of the apostles, should have
no pleaagainst God: For God is Exalted in Power, Wise.

004.166 But God beareth witness that what He hath sent unto thee He hath sent from His (own) knowledge, and the
angels bear witness: But enough is God for awitness.

004.167 Those who reject Faith and keep off (men) from the way of God, have verily strayed far, far away from the
Path.

004.168 Those who reject Faith and do wrong,- God will not forgive them nor guide them to any way-

004.169 Except the way of Hell, to dwell therein for ever. And thisto God is easy.

004.170 O Mankind! The Apostle hath cometo youintruth from God: believeinhim: Itisbest for you. But if yereject
Faith, to God belong al thingsin the heavens and on earth: And God is All-knowing, All-wise.

004.171 O Peopleof theBook! Commit no excessesinyour religion: Nor say of God aught but thetruth. Christ Jesus
the son of Mary was (no more than) an apostle of God, and His Word, which He bestowed on Mary, and a spirit
proceeding from Him: so believe in God and His apostles. Say not "Trinity" : desist: it will be better for you: for God
isone God: Glory be to Him: (far exalted is He) above having a son. To Him belong al thingsin the heavens and on
earth. And enough is God as a Disposer of affairs.

004.172 Christ disdaineth nor to serve and worship God, nor do the angels, those nearest (to God): those who disdain
Hisworship and are arrogant,-He will gather them all together unto Himself to (answer).

004.173 But to those who believe and do deeds of righteousness, Hewill givetheir (due) rewards,- and more, out of
His bounty: But those who are disdainful and arrogant, He will punish with a grievous penalty; Nor will they find,



besides God, any to protect or help them.

004.174 O mankind! verily there hath come to you a convincing proof from your Lord: For We have sent unto you a
light (that is) manifest.

004.175 Then those who believe in God, and hold fast to Him,- soon will He admit them to mercy and grace from
Himself, and guide them to Himself by a straight way.

004.176 They ask theefor alegal decision. Say: God directs(thus) about thosewho | eave no descendantsor ascendants
asheirs. If itisamanthat dies, leaving asister but no child, sheshall have half theinheritance: If (such adeceased was)
awoman, who left no child, Her brother takes her inheritance: If there are two sisters, they shall have two-thirds of
the inheritance (between them): if there are brothers and sisters, (they share), the male having twicethe share of the
female. Thus doth God make clear to you (His law), lest ye err. And God hath knowledge of all things.

THE TABLE, THE TABLE SPREAD, CHAPTER NO. 005

005.001 O ye who believe! fulfil (all) obligations.

005.002 Lawful unto you (for food) are all four-footed animal's, with the exceptions named: But animal s of the chase
areforbidden whileyearein the sacred precinctsor in pilgrim garb: for God doth command according to Hiswill and
plan.

005.003 Oyewho believe! Violatenot the sanctity of the symbolsof God, nor of the sacred month, nor of theanimals
brought for sacrifice, nor thegarlandsthat mark out such animal's, nor the peopl eresorting to the sacred house, seeking
of the bounty and good pleasure of their Lord. But when ye are clear of the sacred precincts and of pilgrim garb, ye
may hunt and let not the hatred of some people in (once) shutting you out of the Sacred Mosque lead you to
transgression (and hostility on your part). Help ye one another in righteousness and piety, but help ye not one another
in sin and rancour: fear God: for God is strict in punishment.

005.004 Forbidden to you (for food) are: dead meat, blood, the flesh of swine, and that on which hath been invoked
the name of other than God; that which hath been killed by strangling, or by aviolent blow, or by aheadlong fall, or by
being gored to death; that which hath been (partly) eaten by awild animal; unless ye are able to daughter it (in due
form); that which issacrificed on stone (altars); (forbidden) also isthedivision (of meat) by raffling with arrows: that
isimpiety. Thisday havethosewho reject faith given up all hope of your religion: yet fear them not but fear Me. This
day have | perfected your religion for you, completed My favour upon you, and have chosen for you Idam as your
religion. But if any is forced by hunger, with no inclination to transgression, God is indeed Oft-forgiving, Most
Merciful.

005.005 They ask thee what is lawful to them (asfood). Say: lawful unto you are (al) thingsgood and pure: and what
ye have taught your trained hunting animals (to catch) in the manner directed to you by God: eat what they catch for
you, but pronounce the name of God over it: and fear God; for God is swift in taking account.

005.006 Thisday are (al) things good and pure made lawful unto you. The food of the People of the Book is lawful
unto you and yoursislawful unto them. (Lawful unto you in marriage) are (not only) chaste women who are believers,
but chaste women among the Peopl e of the Book, reveal ed before your time,- when ye givethem their duedowers, and
desire chastity, not lewdness, nor secret intriguesif any onerejectsfaith, fruitlessis hiswork, and in the Hereafter
he will be in the ranks of those who have lost (all spiritual good).

005.007 O yewho believe! whenye preparefor prayer, wash your faces, and your hands (and arms) to the elbows; Rub
your heads (withwater); and (wash) your feet totheankles. If yearein astate of ceremonial impurity, batheyour whole
body. But if ye areill, or onajourney, or one of you cometh from offices of nature, or ye have been in contact with
women, and yefind no water, then takefor yoursel ves clean sand or earth, and rub therewith your faces and hands, God
doth not wish to place you in a difficulty, but to make you clean, and to complete his favour to you, that ye may be
grateful.

005.008 And call in remembrance the favour of God unto you, and His covenant, which Heratified with you, whenye
said: "We hear and we obey": And fear God, for God knoweth well the secrets of your hearts.

005.009 O ye who believe! stand out firmly for God, as witnessesto fair dealing, and let not the hatred of othersto
you make you swerve to wrong and depart from justice. Be just: that is next to piety: and fear God. For God is
well-acquainted with all that ye do.



005.010 To those who believe and do deeds of righteousness hath God promised forgiveness and a great reward.
005.011 Those who reject faith and deny our signs will be companions of Hell-fire.

005.012 O yewho believe! Call in remembrance the favour of God unto you when certain men formed the design to
stretch out their hands against you, but (God) held back their hands from you: so fear God. And on God let believers
put (all) their trust.

005.013 God did af oretimetake acovenant from the Children of | srael, and we appoi nted twel ve captainsamong them.
And God said: "I am with you: if ye (but) establish regular prayers, practise regular charity, believe in my apostles,
honour and assist them, and loan to God a beautiful 1oan, verily | will wipe out from you your evils, and admit you to
gardens with rivers flowing beneath; but if any of you, after this, resisteth faith, he hath truly wandered from the path
or rectitude.”

005.014 But because of their breach of their covenant, We cursed them, and madetheir hearts grow hard; they change
thewordsfromtheir (right) placesand forget agood part of the message that was sent them, nor wilt thou ceaseto find
them- barring afew - ever bent on (new) deceits: but forgivethem, and overlook (their misdeeds): for God loveth those
who are kind.

005.015 From those, too, who call themselves Christians, We did take a covenant, but they forgot agood part of the
message that was sent them: so we estranged them, with enmity and hatred between the one and the other, to the day
of judgment. And soon will God show them what it isthey have done.

005.016 O people of theBook! There hath cometo you our Apostle, revealing to you much that ye used to hidein the
Book, and passing over much (that is now unnecessary):

005.017 There hath come to you from God a (new) light and a perspicuous Book,-

005.018 Wherewith God guideth all who seek Hisgood pleasure to ways of peace and safety, and leadeth them out of
darkness, by Hiswill, unto the light,- guideth them to a path that is straight.

005.019 In blasphemy indeed arethosethat say that Godis Christ the son of Mary. Say: "Who then haththeleast power
against God, if Hiswill wereto destroy Christ the son of Mary, hismother, and all every - onethat ison the earth? For
to God belongeth the dominion of the heavensand the earth, and al that is between. He createth what He pleaseth. For
God hath power over al things."

005.020 (Both) the Jewsand the Christians say: "Weare sons of God, and hisbeloved." Say: "Why then doth He punish
youfor your sins? Nay, yeare but men,- of the men he hath created: Heforgiveth whom He pleaseth, and He punisheth
whom He pleaseth: and to God belongeth the dominion of the heavens and the earth, and all that is between: and unto
Himisthefinal goa (of all)"

005.021 O Peopl e of the Book! Now hath come unto you, making (things) clear unto you, Our Apostle, after the break
in (the series of) our apostles, lest ye should say: " There came unto usno bringer of glad tidingsand nowarner (from
evil)": But now hath come unto you abringer of glad tidings and a warner (from evil). And God hath power over all
things.

005.022 Remember Moses said to his people: "O my people! Call in remembrance the favour of God unto you, when
He produced prophetsamong you, madeyou kings, and gave youwhat He had not given to any other among the peoples.
005.023 "O my people! Enter the holy land which God hath assigned unto you, and turn not back ignominiously, for
then will ye be overthrown, to your own ruin."

005.024 They said: "O Moses! Inthisland are apeople of exceeding strength: Never shall we enter it until they leave
it: if (once) they leave, then shall we enter."

005.025 (But) among (their) God-fearing men were two on whom God had bestowed His grace: They said: " Assault
them at the (proper) Gate: when once ye arein, victory will be yours;

005.026 But on God put your trust if ye have faith."

005.027 They said: "O Moses! whilethey remain there, never shall we be able to enter, to the end of time. Go thou,
and thy Lord, and fight ye two, while we sit here (and watch)."

005.028 He said: "O my Lord! | have power only over myself and my brother: so separate us from this rebellious
people!”

005.029 God said: "Thereforewill theland be out of their reach for forty years:. In distractionwill they wander through
the land: But sorrow thou not over these rebellious people.



005.030 Recite to them the truth of the story of the two sons of Adam. Behold! they each presented a sacrifice (to
God): It was accepted from one, but not from the other. Said the latter: "Be sure | will day thee." "Surdly," said the
former, "God doth accept of the sacrifice of those who are righteous.

005.031 "If thou dost stretch thy hand against me, to slay me, it is not for meto stretch my hand against thee to slay
thee: for | do fear God, the cherisher of the worlds.

005.032 "For me, | intend to |et thee draw on thyself my sin aswell asthine, for thou wilt be among the companions
of thefire, and that isthe reward of those who do wrong."

005.033 The (selfish) soul of the other led him to the murder of his brother: he murdered him, and became (himself)
one of the lost ones.

005.034 Then God sent araven, who scratched the ground, to show himhow to hide the shame of his brother. "Woe
isme!" said he; "Was| not even able to be asthisraven, and to hide the shame of my brother?' then he became full of
regrets-

005.035 On that account: We ordained for the Children of Israel that if any one slew aperson - unlessit befor murder
or for spreading mischief in theland - it would be asif he lew the whole people: and if any one saved alife, it would
be asif hesaved thelife of thewhol e peopl e. Then although there cameto them Our apostleswith clear signs, yet, even
after that, many of them continued to commit excessesin the land.

005.036 The punishment of those who wage war against God and His Apostle, and strive with might and main for
mischief through the land is: execution, or crucifixion, or the cutting off of hands and feet from opposite sides, or
exile from the land: that istheir disgrace in thisworld, and a heavy punishment is theirsin the Hereafter;

005.037 Except for those who repent before they fall into your power: in that case, know that God is Oft-forgiving,
Most Merciful.

005.038 O yewho believe! Do your duty to God, seek the means of approach unto Him, and strive with might and main
in his cause: that ye may prosper.

005.039 Asto those who reject Faith,- if they had everything on earth, and twice repeated, to give as ransom for the
penalty of the Day of Judgment, it would never be accepted of them, theirs would be a grievous penalty.

005.040 Their wish will be to get out of the Fire, but never will they get out therefrom: their penalty will be one that
endures.

005.041 Astothethief, Maleor female, cut off hisor her hands: apunishment by way of example, from God, for their
crime: and God is Exalted in power.

005.042 But if the thief repents after his crime, and amends his conduct, God turneth to himin forgiveness; for God
is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

005.043 Knowest thou not that to God (alone) belongeth the dominion of the heavens and the earth? He punisheth
whom He pleaseth, and He forgiveth whom He pleaseth: and God hath power over dl things.

005.044 O Apostle! let not those grieve thee, who race each other into unbelief: (whether it be) among those who say
"We believe" with their lips but whose hearts have no faith; or it be among the Jews,- men who will listento any lie,-
will listen even to otherswho have never so much ascometo thee. They changethewordsfrom their (right) timesand
places. they say, "If ye are given this, take it, but if not, beware!" If any one's trid isintended by God, thou hast no
authority intheleast for him against God. For suchitisnot God'swill to purify their hearts. For them thereisdisgrace
inthisworld, and in the Hereafter a heavy punishment.

005.045 (They arefond of) listening to falsehood, of devouring anything forbidden. If they do come to thee, either
judge between them, or decline to interfere. If thou decline, they cannot hurt theein the least. If thou judge, judgein
equity between them. For God loveth those who judge in equity.

005.046 But why dothey cometo theefor decision, whenthey have (their own) law beforethem?- thereinisthe (plain)
command of God; yet even after that, they would turn away. For they are not (really) People of Faith.

005.047 It was We who revea ed the law (to M oses): therein was guidance and light. By its standard have been judged
the Jews, by the prophetswho bowed (asin Islam) to God's will, by the rabbis and the doctors of law: for to them was
entrusted the protection of God's book, and they were witnessesthereto: therefore fear not men, but fear me, and sell
not my signsfor amiserable price. If any do fail to judge by (thelight of) what God hath revealed, they are (no better
than) Unbelievers.



005.048 We ordained therein for them: "Life for life, eye for eye, nose or nose, ear for ear, tooth for tooth, and
wounds equal for equal.” But if any one remitsthe retaliation by way of charity, it isan act of atonement for himself.
And if any fail to judge by (the light of) what God hath revealed, they are (No better than) wrong-doers.

005.049 Andintheir footsteps We sent Jesusthe son of Mary, confirming the Law that had come before him: We sent
himthe Gospel: therein was guidance and light, and confirmation of the Law that had come before him: aguidanceand
an admonition to those who fear God.

005.050 L et the people of the Gospel judge by what God hath revealed therein. If any dofail to judge by (thelight of)
what God hath revealed, they are (no better than) those who rebel.

005.051 To thee We sent the Scripturein truth, confirming the scripture that came beforeit, and guarding it in safety:

so judge between them by what God hath revealed, and follow not their vain desires, diverging from the Truth that hath
come tothee. To each among you havewe prescribed alaw and an open way. If God had so willed, He would have made
youasingle people, but (Hisplanis) to test you in what He hath given you: so striveasinaracein al virtues. The goal

of you al isto God; it is He that will show you the truth of the mattersin which ye dispute;

005.052 And this (He commands): Judge thou between them by what God hath revealed, and follow not their vain
desires, but beware of them lest they beguile thee from any of that (teaching) which God hath sent down to thee. And
if they turn away, be assured that for some of their crimeit is God's purpose to punish them. And truly most men are
rebellious.

005.053 Do they then seek after ajudgment of (the days of) ignorance? But who, for apeople whosefaith is assured,
can give better judgment than God?

005.054 O ye who believe! take not the Jews and the Christians for your friendsand protectors: They arebut friends
and protectors to each other. And he amongst you that turns to them (for friendship) is of them. Verily God guideth
not a people unjust.

005.055 Thosein whose heartsisadisease - thou seest how eagerly they run about amongst them, saying: "Wedo fear
lest achange of fortunebring usdisaster.” Ah! perhaps God will give(thee) victory, or adecision according to Hiswill.
Then will they repent of the thoughts which they secretly harboured in their hearts.

005.056 And those who believe will say: "Are these the men who swore their strongest oaths by God, that they were
with you?" All that they do will bein vain, and they will fall into (nothing but) ruin.

005.057 O yewho believe! if any from among you turn back from his Faith, soon will God produce a people whom
He will love as they will love Him,- lowly with the believers, mighty against thergjecters, fighting in theway of God,
and never afraid of the reproaches of such asfind fault. That isthe grace of God, which He will bestow on whom He
pleaseth. And God encompasseth al, and He knoweth all things.

005.058 Y our (real) friendsare (nolessthan) God, HisApostle, and the (fellowship of) believers,- thosewho establish
regular prayers and regular charity, and they bow down humbly (in worship).

005.059 As to those who turn (for friendship) to God, His Apostle, and the (fellowship of) believers,- it is the
fellowship of God that must certainly triumph.

005.060 O ye who believe! take not for friends and protectors those who take your religion for amockery or sport,-
whether among those who received the Scripture before you, or among those who reject Faith; but fear ye God, if ye
have faith (indeed).

005.061 Whenyeproclaimyour call to prayer they takeit (but) asmockery and sport; that isbecausethey areapeople
without understanding.

005.062 Say: "O people of the Book! Do ye disapprove of usfor no other reason than that we believein God, and the
revelation that hath come to us and that which came before (us), and (perhaps) that most of you are rebellious and
disobedient?'

005.063 Say: "Shall | point out to you something much worse than this, (asjudged) by the treatment it received from
God?those who incurred the curse of God and His wrath, those of whom some He transformed into apes and swine,
those who worshipped evil; these are (many times) worse in rank, and far more astray from the even path!"

005.064 When they come to thee, they say: "We believe": butinfact they enter with amind against Faith, and they go
out with the same but God knoweth fully al that they hide.

005.065 Many of them dost thou see, racing each other in sin and rancour, and their eating of things forbidden. Evil



indeed are the things that they do.

005.066 Why do not the rabbis and the doctors of Law forbid them from their (habit of) uttering sinful words and
eating things forbidden? Evil indeed are their works.

005.067 The Jews say: "God's hand istied up." Betheir handstied up and be they accursed for the (blasphemy) they
utter. Nay, both His hands are widely outstretched: He giveth and spendeth (of His bounty) as He pleaseth. But the
revelationthat cometh to theefrom God increaseth in most of them their obstinate rebellion and blasphemy. Amongst
them we have placed enmity and hatred till the Day of Judgment. Every time they kindle the fire of war, God doth
extinguish it; but they (ever) strive to do mischief on earth. And God loveth not those who do mischief.

005.068 If only the People of the Book had believed and been righteous, We should indeed have blotted out their
iniquities and admitted them to gardens of bliss.

005.069 If only they had stood fast by the Law, the Gospel, and all therevel ation that was sent to them fromtheir Lord,
they would have enjoyed happiness from every side. Thereisfrom among them aparty on the right course: but many
of them follow a course that is evil.

005.070 O Apostle! proclaim the (message) which hath been sent to theefromthy L ord. If thou didst not, thou woul dst
not have fulfilled and proclaimed His mission. And God will defend thee from men (who mean mischief). For God
guideth not those who reject Faith.

005.071 Say: "O People of the Book! ye have no ground to stand upon unlessye stand fast by the Law, the Gospel, and
all therevelation that has come to you from your Lord." It is the revelation that cometh to thee from thy Lord, that
increaseth in most of themtheir obstinate rebellion and blasphemy. But sorrow thou not over (these) peopl e without
Faith.

005.072 Those who believe (in the Qur'an), those who follow the Jewish (scriptures), and the Sabians and the
Chrigtians,- any who believein God and the Last Day, and work righteousness,- on them shall be nofear, nor shall they
grieve.

005.073 Wetook the covenant of the Children of Isragl and sent them apostles, every time, there came to them an
apostlewith what they themsel ves desired not - some (of these) they called impostors, and somethey (go so far asto)
day.

005.074 They thought there would be no trial (or punishment); so they became blind and deaf; yet God (in mercy)
turned to them; yet again many of them became blind and deaf. But God sees well all that they do.

005.075 They do blasphemewho say: "God is Christ the son of Mary." But said Christ: "O Children of Isragl! worship
God, my Lord and your Lord." Whoever joins other gods with God,- God will forbid him the garden, and the Firewill
be his abode. There will for the wrong-doers be no one to help.

005.076 They do blaspheme who say: God is one of threein a Trinity: for there is no god except One God. If they
desist not from their word (of blasphemy), verily agrievous penalty will befall the blasphemers among them.
005.077 Why turn they not to God, and seek His forgiveness? For God is Oft- forgiving, Most Merciful.

005.078 Christ the son of Mary was no more than an apostle; many werethe apostlesthat passed away beforehim. His
mother wasawoman of truth. They had both to eat their (daily) food. See how God doth make Hissigns clear to them;
yet seein what ways they are deluded away from the truth!

005.079 Say: "Will yeworship, besides God, something which hath no power either to harm or benefit you? But God,-
Heit isthat heareth and knoweth al things."

005.080 Say: "O people of the Book! exceed not in your religion the bounds (of what is proper), trespassing beyond
the truth, nor follow the vain desires of people who went wrong in times gone by,- who misled many, and strayed
(themselves) from the even way.

005.081 Curses were pronounced on those among the Children of Israel who rejected Faith, by the tongue of David
and of Jesusthe son of Mary: because they disobeyed and persisted in excesses.

005.082 Nor did they (usually) forbid one another the iniquities which they committed: evil indeed were the deeds
which they did.

005.083 Thou seest many of them turning in friendship to the Unbelievers. Evil indeed are (the works) which their
souls have sent forward before them (with the result), that God's wrath is on them, and in torment will they abide.
005.084 If only they had believedin God, inthe Apostle, and in what hath been reveal ed to him, never would they have



taken them for friends and protectors, but most of them are rebellious wrong-doers.

005.085 Strongest among men in enmity to the believerswilt thou find the Jews and Pagans; and nearest among them
inloveto the believerswilt thou find those who say, "We are Christians': because amongst these are men devoted to
learning and men who have renounced the world, and they are not arrogant.

005.086 Andwhenthey listentotherevel ation received by the Apostle, thouwilt seetheir eyesoverflowingwithtears,
for they recognise the truth: they pray: "Our Lord! we believe; write us down among the witnesses.

005.087 "What cause can we have not to believein God and thetruth which has cometo us, seeing that welong for our
Lord to admit us to the company of the righteous?"

005.088 And for thistheir prayer hath God rewarded them with gardens, with riversflowing underneath,- their eternal
home. Such isthe recompense of those who do good.

005.089 But those who reject Faith and belie our Signs,- they shall be companions of Hell-fire.

005.090 O ye who believel make not unlawful the good things which God hath made lawful for you, but commit no
excess: for God loveth not those given to excess.

005.091 Eat of the things which God hath provided for you, lawful and good; but fear God, in Whom ye believe.
005.092 God will not call you to account for what is futile in your oaths, but He will call you to account for your
deliberate oaths: for expiation, feed ten indigent persons, on a scale of the average for the food of your families; or
clothe them; or give aslave hisfreedom. If that isbeyond your means, fast for three days. That isthe expiation for the
oaths ye have sworn. But keep to your oaths. Thus doth God make clear to you His signs, that ye may be grateful.
005.093 O ye who believe! Intoxicants and gambling, (dedication of) stones, and (divination by) arrows, are an
abomination,- of Satan's handwork: eschew such (abomination), that ye may prosper.

005.094 Satan's plan is (but) to excite enmity and hatred betweenyou, with intoxicants and gambling, and hinder you
from the remembrance of God, and from prayer: will ye not then abstain?

005.095 Obey God, and obey the Apostle, and beware (of evil): if yedo turn back, know yethat itisOur Apostle'sduty
to proclaim (the message) in the clearest manner.

005.096 On those who believe and do deeds of righteousness thereis no blame for what they ate (in the past), when
they guard themselves from evil, and believe, and do deeds of righteousness,- (or) again, guard themselves from evil
and believe,- (or) again, guard themselves from evil and do good. For God loveth those who do good.

005.097 O yewho believe! God doth but make atria of youin alittle matter of game well within reach of gamewell
within reach of your hands and your lances, that He may test who feareth himunseen: any who transgress thereafter,
will have a grievous penalty.

005.098 O ye who believe! Kill not game while in the sacred precincts or in pilgrim garb. If any of you doth so
intentionally, the compensation is an offering, brought to the Kaba, of a domestic animal equivaent to the one he
killed, as adjudged by two just men among you; or by way of atonement, the feeding of theindigent; or its equivalent
infasts: that he may taste of the penalty of hisdeed. God forgiveswhat is past: for repetition God will exact from him
the penalty. For God is Exalted, and Lord of Retribution.

005.099 Lawful to you isthe pursuit of water-game and its use for food,- for the benefit of yourselves and those who
travel; but forbidden isthe pursuit of land-game;- aslong asye arein the sacred precincts or in pilgrim garb. And fear
God, to Whom ye shall be gathered back.

005.100 God madethe Kaba, the Sacred House, an asylum of security for men, asal so the Sacred Months, theanimals
for offerings, and the garlands that mark them: That ye may know that God hath knowledge of what is in the heavens
and on earth and that God iswell acquainted with al things.

005.101 Know ye that God is strict in punishment and that God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

005.102 The Apostle's duty is but to proclaim (the message). But God knoweth all that ye reveal and ye conceal.
005.103 Say: "Not equal are things that are bad and things that are good, even though the abundance of the bad may
dazzle thee; so fear God, O yethat understand; that (so) ye may prosper."

005.104 O ye who believe! Ask not questions about thingswhich, if made plain to you, may cause you trouble. But if
ye ask about things when the Qur'an is being revealed, they will be made plainto you, God will forgivethose: for God
is Oft- forgiving, Most Forbearing.

005.105 Some people before you did ask such questions, and on that account lost their faith.



005.106 It was not God who instituted (superstitionslike those of) aslit-ear she- camel, or ashe-camel let loosefor
free pasture, or idol sacrifices for twin-birthsin animals, or stallion-camelsfreed from work: It is blasphemerswho
invent alie against God; but most of them lack wisdom.

005.107 When it is said to them: "Come to what God hath revea ed; come to the Apostle”: They say: "Enough for us
are the wayswe found our fathers following." what! even though their fathers were void of knowledge and guidance?
005.108 O ye who believe! Guard your own souls: If yefollow (right) guidance, no hurt can cometo you from those
who stray. the goal of you al isto God: it is He that will show you the truth of all that ye do.

005.109 O ye who believe! When death approaches any of you, (take) withesses among yourselves when making
bequests,- two just men of your own (brotherhood) or othersfrom outsideif ye are journeying through the earth, and
the chance of death befallsyou (thus). If ye doubt (their truth), detain them both after prayer, and let them both swear
by God: "Wewish not inthisfor any worldly gain, even though the (beneficiary) be our near relation: we shall hide not
the evidence before God: if we do, then behold! the sin be upon us!"

005.110 But if it gets known that these two were guilty of the sin (of perjury), let two others stand forth in their
places,- nearest in kin from among thosewho claim alawful right: let them swear by God: "Weaffirm that our witness
istruer than that of those two, and that we have not trespassed (beyond thetruth): if wedid, behold! thewrong be upon
ug”

005.111 That ismost suitable: that they may givethe evidenceinitstrue nature and shape, or elsethey would fear that
other oathswould betaken after their oaths. But fear God, and listen (to Hiscounsel): for God guideth not arebellious
people:

005.112 Oneday will God gather the apostlestogether, and ask: "What wasthe responseyereceived (from mento your
teaching)?' They will say: "We have no knowledge: it is Thou Who knowest in full al that is hidden."

005.113 Then will God say: "O Jesus the son of Mary! Recount My favour to thee and to thy mother. Behold! |
strengthened thee with the holy spirit, so that thou didst speak to the people in childhood and in maturity. Behold! |
taught thee the Book and Wisdom, the Law and the Gospel and behold! thou makest out of clay, asit were, thefigure
of abird, by My leave, and thou breathest into it and it becometh abird by My leave, and thou healest those born blind,
and the lepers, by My leave. And behold! thou bringest forth the dead by My leave. And behold! | did restrain the
Childrenof Israel from (violenceto) thee when thou didst show them the clear Signs, and the unbelieversamong them
said: 'Thisisnothing but evident magic.'

005.114 "And behold! | inspired the disciplesto have faithin Meand Mine Apostle: they said, 'We havefaith, and do
thou bear witness that we bow to God as Muslims™.

005.115 Behold! the disciples, said: "O Jesus the son of Mary! canthy Lord send downto usatable set (with viands)
from heaven?' Said Jesus. "Fear God, if ye havefaith."

005.116 They said: "We only wish to eat thereof and satisfy our hearts, and to know that thou hast indeed told usthe
truth; and that we ourselves may be witnessesto the miracle."

005.117 Said Jesus the son of Mary: "O God our Lord! Send us from heaven atable set (with viands), that there may
befor us- for thefirst and the last of us- asolemn festival and asign from thee; and provide for our sustenance, for
thou art the best Sustainer (of our needs)."

005.118 God said: "I will send it down unto you: But if any of you after that resisteth faith, | will punish him with a
penalty such as | have not inflicted on any one among all the peoples.”

005.119 And behold! God will say: "O Jesus the son of Mary! Didst thou say unto men, worship me and my mother
as godsin derogation of God'?' Hewill say: "Glory to Thee! never could | say what | had no right (to say). Had | said
such athing, thouwouldst indeed have known it. Thou knowest what isin my heart, Thou | know not what isin Thine.
For Thou knowest in full al that is hidden.

005.120 "Never said | to them aught except what Thou didst command me to say, to wit, ‘worship God, my Lord and
your Lord'; and | was a witness over them whilst | dwelt amongst them; when Thou didst take me up Thou wast the
Watcher over them, and Thou art awitnessto al things.

005.121 "If Thou dost punish them, they are Thy servant: If Thou dost forgivethem, Thou art the Exalted in power, the
Wise."

005.122 God will say: "Thisisaday on which the truthful will profit from their truth: theirs are gardens, with rivers



flowing beneath,- their eternal Home: God well-pleased with them, and they with God: That isthe great salvation, (the
fulfilment of all desires).

005.123 To God doth belong the dominion of the heavens and the earth, and al that istherein, and it is He Who hath
power over all things.

CATTLE, LIVESTOCK, CHAPTER NO. 006

006.001 Praise be God, Who created the heavens and the earth, and made the darkness and the light. Y et those who
reject Faith hold (others) as equal, with their Guardian-L ord.

006.002 Heit iscreated you from clay, and then decreed astated term (for you). And thereisin His presence another
determined term; yet ye doubt within yourselves!

006.003 And Heis God in the heavens and on earth. He knoweth what ye hide, and what ye reveal, and He knoweth the
(recompense) which ye earn (by your deeds).

006.004 But never did asingle one of the signs of their Lord reach them, but they turned away therefrom.

006.005 And now they reject the truth when it reaches them: but soon shall they learn the reality of what they used to
mock at.

006.006 Seethey not how many of those before them We did destroy?- generations We had established on the earth,
in strength such as We have not given to you - for whom We poured out rain from the skies in abundance, and gave
(fertile) streams flowing beneath their (feet): yet for their sins We destroyed them, and raised in their wake fresh
generations (to succeed them).

006.007 If We had sent unto thee awritten (message) on parchment, so that they could touch it with their hands, the
Unbelievers would have been sure to say: "Thisis nothing but obvious magic!"

006.008 They say: "Why isnot an angdl sent down to him?" If we did send down an angel, the matter would be settled
at once, and no respite would be granted them.

006.009 If We had made it an angel, We should have sent him as a man, and We should certainly have caused them
confusion in a matter which they have already covered with confusion.

006.010 Mocked were (many) apostlesbeforethee; but their scofferswere hemmed in by thething that they mocked.
006.011 Say: "Travel through the earth and see what was the end of those who rejected Truth.”

006.012 Say: "Towhom belongeth dl that isin the heavensand on earth?' Say: "To God. He hath inscribed for Himself
(therule of) Mercy. That He will gather you together for the Day of Judgment, thereis no doubt whatever. It isthey
who have lost their own souls, that will not believe.

006.013 To him belongeth all that dwelleth (or lurketh) in the night and the day. For he is the one who heareth and
knoweth al things."

006.014 Say: "Shall | take for my protector any other than God, the Maker of the heavens and the earth? And Heit is
that feedeth but isnot fed." Say: "Nay! but | am commanded to be thefirst of those who bow to God (in Islam), and be
not thou of the company of those who join gods with God."

006.015 Say: "I would, if | disobeyed my Lord, indeed have fear of the penaty of aMighty Day.

006.016 "On that day, if the penalty is averted from any, it is due to God's mercy; And that would be (Salvation), the
obvious fulfilment of all desire.

006.017 "If God touch thee with affliction, none can removeit but He; if He touch thee with happiness, He hath power
over dl things.

006.018 "Heistheirresistible, (watching) from above over Hisworshippers; and He isthe Wise, acquainted with all
things."

006.019 Say: "What thing is most weighty in evidence?' Say: "God iswitness between me and you; This Qur'an hath
been revealed to me by inspiration, that | may warn you and all whom it reaches. Can ye possibly bear witness that
besides God thereisanother God?' Say: "Nay! | cannot bear witness!" Say: "But in truth He isthe one God, and | truly
am innocent of (your blasphemy of) joining otherswith Him."

006.020 Those to whom We have given the Book know this as they know their own sons. Those who have lost their
own soulsrefuse therefore to believe.

006.021 Who doth more wrong than he who inventeth a lie against God or rejecteth His sings? But verily the



wrong-doers never shall prosper.

006.022 One day shall We gather them all together: We shall say to those who ascribed partners (to Us): "Where are
the partners whom ye (invented and) talked about?"'

006.023 There will then be (Ieft) no subterfuge for them but to say: "By God our L ord, we were not those who joined
godswith God."

006.024 Behold! how they lie against their own souls! But the (lie) which they invented will leave them in the lurch.
006.025 Of them there are some who (pretend to) listen to thee; but We have thrown veils on their hearts, So they
understand it not, and deafnessintheir ears; if they saw every one of thesigns, not they will believein them; inso much
that when they come to thee, they (but) dispute with thee; the Unbelievers say: "These are nothing but tales of the
ancients.”

006.026 Othersthey keep away fromit, and themsel vesthey keep away; but they only destroy their own souls, and they
perceiveit not.

006.027 If thou couldst but see when they are confronted with the Fire! They will say: "Would that we were but sent
back! Then would we not reject the signs of our Lord, but would be amongst those who believe! "

006.028 Y e, in their own (eyes) will become manifest what before they concealed. But if they were returned, they
would certainly relapse to the things they were forbidden, for they are indeed liars.

006.029 And they (sometimes) say: "Thereis nothing except our life on this earth, and never shall we be raised up
again."

006.030 If thou couldst but seewhen they are confronted with their Lord! Hewill say: "Isnot thisthetruth?' They will
say: "Yea, by our Lord!" Hewill say: "Taste ye then the penalty, because ye rejected Faith."

006.031 L ost indeed are they who treat it as a falsehood that they must meet God,- until on a sudden the hour ison
them, and they say: "Ah! woe unto usthat wetook no thought of it"; for they bear their burdens on their backs, and evil
indeed are the burdens that they bear?

006.032 What isthelife of thisworld but play and amusement?But best isthe home in the hereafter, for those who
arerighteous. Will ye not then understand?

006.033 We know indeed the grief which their words do cause thee: It is not thee they reject: it isthe signs of God,
which the wicked contemn.

006.034 Rejected were the apostles before thee: with patience and constancy they bore their rejection and their
wrongs, until Our aid did reach them: there is none that can alter the words (and decrees) of God. Already hast thou
received some account of those apostles.

006.035 If their spurningishard onthy mind, yet if thou wert ableto seek atunnel inthe ground or aladder tothe skies
and bring them asign,- (what good?). If it were God's will, He could gather them together unto true guidance: so be
not thou amongst those who are swayed by ignorance (and impatience)!

006.036 Those who listen (in truth), be sure, will accept: as to the dead, God will raise them up; then will they be
turned unto Him.

006.037 They say: "Why is not asign sent down to him from hisLord?" Say: "God hath certainly power to send down
asign: but most of them understand not.

006.038 There is not an animal (that lives) on the earth, nor a being that flies on its wings, but (forms part of)
communities like you. Nothing have we omitted from the Book, and they (all) shall be gathered to their Lord in the
end.

006.039 Those who reject our sings are deaf and dumb,- in the midst of darkness profound: whom God willeth, He
leaveth to wander: whom He willeth, He placeth on the way that is straight.

006.040 Say: "Think yeto yourselves, if there come upon you the wrath of God, or the Hour (that ye dread), would ye
then call upon other than God?- (reply) if ye are truthful!

006.041 "Nay,- OnHimwouldyecall, andif it be Hiswill, Hewould remove (the distress) which occasioned your call
upon Him, and ye would forget (the fal se gods) which yejoin with Him!"

006.042 Before thee We sent (apostles) to many nations, and We afflicted the nations with suffering and adversity,
that they might learn humility.

006.043 When the suffering reached them from us, why then did they not |earn humility? On the contrary their hearts



became hardened, and Satan made their (sinful) acts seem alluring to them.

006.044 But when they forgot the warning they had received, We opened to them the gates of all (good) things, until,
in the midst of their enjoyment of Our gifts, on a sudden, We called them to account, when |o! they were plunged in
despair!

006.045 Of the wrong-doers the last remnant was cut off. Praise be to God, the Cherisher of the worlds.

006.046 Say: "Think ye, if God took away your hearing and your sight, and sealed up your hearts, who - agod other than
God - could restore them to you?' See how We explain the signs by various (symbols); yet they turn aside.

006.047 Say: "Think ye, if the punishment of God comes to you, whether suddenly or openly, will any be destroyed
except those who do wrong?

006.048 We send the apostles only to give good news and to warn: so those who believe and mend (their lives),- upon
them shall be no fear, nor shall they grieve.

006.049 But those who reject our signs,- them shall punishment touch, for that they ceased not from transgressing.
006.050 Say: "I tell you not that with me are the treasures of God, nor do | know what ishidden, nor do | tell youl am
an angel. | but follow what isrevealed to me." Say: "can the blind be held equal to the seeing?' Will ye then consider
not?

006.051 Give thiswarning to those in whose (hearts) isthe fear that they will be brought (to judgment) before their
Lord: except for Him they will have no protector nor intercessor: that they may guard (against evil).

006.052 Send not away those who call on their Lord morning and evening, seeking His face. In naught art thou
accountablefor them, and in naught arethey accountablefor thee, that thou shoul dst turn them away, and thus be (one)
of the unjust.

006.053 Thus did Wetry some of them by comparison with others, that they should say: "Isit these then that God hath
favoured from amongst us?' Doth not God know best those who are grateful ?

006.054 When those come to thee who believe in Our signs, Say: "Peace be on you: Your Lord hath inscribed for
Himself (the rule of) mercy: verily, if any of you did evil in ignorance, and thereafter repented, and amend (his
conduct), lo! Heis Oft- forgiving, Most Merciful.

006.055 Thus do We explain the signsin detail: that the way of the sinners may be shown up.

006.056 Say: "l amforbidden to worship those- othersthan God - whomyecall upon.” Say: "I will not follow your wain
desires: If | did, | would stray from the path, and be not of the company of those who receive guidance.”

006.057 Say: "For me, | (work) on aclear sign from my Lord, but ye reject Him. What ye would see hastened, is not
in my power. The command rests with none but God: He declares the truth, and He isthe best of judges.”

006.058 Say: "If what ye would see hastened were in my power, the matter would be settled at once between you and
me. But God knoweth best those who do wrong.”

006.059 With Him are the keys of the unseen, the treasures that none knoweth but He. He knoweth whatever thereis
on the earth and in the sea. Not aleaf doth fall but with Hisknowledge: thereisnot agrain in the darkness (or depths)
of the earth, nor anything fresh or dry (green or withered), but is (inscribed) in arecord clear (to those who can read).
006.060 It isHewho doth take your souls by night, and hath knowledge of all that ye have done by day: by day dothHe
raise you up again; that aterm appointed be fulfilled; In the end unto Him will be your return; then will He show you
thetruth of al that ye did.

006.061 Heistheirresistible, (watching) from above over Hisworshippers, and He setsguardiansover you. At length,
when death approaches one of you, Our angels take his soul, and they never fail in their duty.

006.062 Then are men returned unto God, their protector, the (only) reality: Is not His the command? and He isthe
swiftest in taking account.

006.063 Say: "Whoisit that delivereth you from the dark recesses of land and sea, when ye call upon Him in humility
and silent terror: 'If He only delivers us from these (dangers), (we vow) we shall truly show our gratitude'.?"
006.064 Say "It is God that delivereth you from these and all (other) distresses. and yet ye worship false gods!"
006.065 Say: "Hehath power to send calamitieson you, from above and below, or to cover you with confusionin party
strife, giving you a taste of mutual vengeance - each from the other." See how We explain the signs by various
(symbols); that they may understand.

006.066 But thy peopleregject this, thoughitisthetruth. Say: "Not mineistheresponsibility for arranging your affairs;



006.067 For every message is alimit of time, and soon shall ye know it."

006.068 When thou seest men engaged in vain discourse about Our signs, turn away from them unlesstheyturntoa
different theme. If Satan ever makesthee forget, then after recollection, sit not thou in the company of those who do
wrong.

006.069 On their account no responsibility falls on the righteous, but (their duty) is to remind them, that they may
(learn to) fear God.

006.070 Leave alonethosewho taketheir religion to be mere play and amusement, and are deceived by thelife of this
world. But proclaim (to them) this (truth): that every soul deliversitself to ruinby itsown acts: it will find for itself
no protector or intercessor except God: if it offered every ransom, (or reparation), nonewill be accepted: suchis(the
end of) those who deliver themselves to ruin by their own acts: they will have for drink (only) boiling water, and for
punishment, one most grievous. for they persisted in rejecting God.

006.071 Say: "Shall weindeed call on others besides God,- things that can do us heither good nor harm,- and turn on
our heels after receiving guidance from God? - like one whom the evil ones have made into a fool, wandering
bewildered through the earth, hisfriends calling, cometo us, (vainly) guiding him to the path." Say: "God's guidance
isthe (only) guidance, and we have been directed to submit ourselves to the Lord of the worlds;-

006.072 "To establish regular prayers and to fear God: for it isto Him that we shall be gathered together."

006.073 It isHe who created the heavens and the earth in true (proportions): the day He saith, "Be," behold! itis. His
word isthe truth. Hiswill be the dominion the day the trumpet will be blown. He knoweth the unseen as well asthat
which is open. For Heisthe Wise, well acquainted (with all things).

006.074 Lo! Abraham said to hisfather Azar: "Takest thou idols for gods? For | see thee and thy people in manifest
error.”

006.075 So also did We show Abraham the power and the laws of the heavens and the earth, that he might (with
understanding) have certitude.

006.076 When the night covered him over, He saw astar: He said: "Thisismy Lord." But when it set, He said: "'l love
not those that set."

006.077 When hesaw themoonrising in splendour, hesaid: "Thisismy Lord." But when themoon set, He said: "unless
my Lord guide me, | shall surely be among those who go astray."

006.078 When he saw the sunrising in splendour, he said: "Thisismy Lord; thisisthe greatest (of al)." But when the
sun set, he said: "O my people! | am indeed free from your (guilt) of giving partnersto God.

006.079 "For me, | have set my face, firmly and truly, towards Him Who created the heavens and the earth, and never
shadll | give partnersto God."

006.080 His people disputed with him. He said: "(Come) ye to dispute with me, about God, when He (Himself) hath
guided me? | fear not (the beings) ye associate with God: Unless my Lord willeth, (nothing can happen). My Lord
comprehendeth in His knowledge all things. Will ye not (yourselves) be admonished?

006.081 "How should | fear (the beings) ye associate with God, when ye fear not to give partnersto God without any
warrant having been given to you? Which of (us) two parties hath more right to security? (tell me) if ye know.
006.082 "1t is those who believe and confuse not their beliefswithwrong - that are (truly) in security, for they areon
(right) guidance."

006.083 That wasthe reasoning about Us, which We gaveto Abraham (to use) against hispeople: Weraisewhom We
will, degree after degree: for thy Lord isfull of wisdom and knowledge.

006.084 We gave him Isaac and Jacob: al (three) guided: and before him, We guided Noah, and among his progeny,
David, Solomon, Job, Joseph, Moses, and Aaron: thus do We reward those who do good:

006.085 And Zakariya and John, and Jesus and Elias: al in the ranks of the righteous:

006.086 And Ismail and Elisha, and Jonas, and Lot: and to all We gave favour above the nations:

006.087 (To them) and to their fathers, and progeny and brethren: We chose them, and we guided them to a straight
way.

006.088 Thisisthe guidance of God: He giveth that guidance to whom He pleaseth, of Hisworshippers. If they were
to join other gods with Him, all that they did would be vain for them.

006.089 Thesewere the men to whom We gave the Book, and authority, and prophethood: if these (their descendants)



reject them, Behold! We shall entrust their charge to a new people who reject them not.

006.090 Those were the (prophets) who received God's guidance: Copy the guidancethey received; Say: "No reward
for thisdo | ask of you: Thisis no lessthan a message for the nations."

006.091 No just estimate of God do they make when they say: "Nothing doth God send down to man (by way of
revelation)" Say: "Who then sent down the Book which Moses brought?- alight and guidance to man: But ye make it
into (separate) sheets for show, while ye conceal much (of its contents): therein were ye taught that which ye knew
not- neither ye nor your fathers." Say: "God (sent it down)": Then leave them to plungein vain discourse and trifling.
006.092 AndthisisaBook whichWehave sent down, bringing blessings, and confirming (therevel ations) which came
beforeit: that thou mayest warn the mother of cities and all around her. Those who believe in the Hereafter believe
in this (Book), and they are constant in guarding their prayers.

006.093 Who can bemore wicked than onewhoinventeth alieagainst God, or saith, "I havereceivedinspiration,” when
he hath received none, or (again) who saith, "I can reveal the like of what God hath revealed"? If thou couldst but see
how the wicked (do fare) in the flood of confusion at death! - the angels stretch forth their hands, (saying),"Yield up
your souls: this day shall ye receive your reward,- a penalty of shame, for that ye used to tell lies against God, and
scornfully to reject of Hissigns!"

006.094 "And behold! ye come to us bare and al one as We created you for thefirst time: ye have left behind you all
(the favours) which We bestowed on you: We see not with you your intercessors whom ye thought to be partnersin
your affairs: so now all relations between you have been cut off, and your (pet) fancies have left you in the [urch!"
006.095 It is God Who causeth the seed-grain and the date-stone to split and sprout. He causeth the living to issue
fromthe dead, and Heisthe oneto cause the dead to issue from theliving. That is God: then how are ye deluded away
from the truth?

006.096 He it isthat cleaveth the day-break (from the dark): He makesthe night for rest and tranquillity, and the sun
and moon for the reckoning (of time): Such is the judgment and ordering of (Him), the Exalted in Power, the
Omniscient.

006.097 ItisHeWho maketh the stars (as beacons) for you, that ye may guide yourselves, with their help, through the
dark spaces of land and sea: We detail Our signs for people who know.

006.098 It isHe Who hath produced you from asingle person: hereisaplace of sojourn and aplace of departure: We
detail Our signs for people who understand.

006.099 It is He Who sendeth down rain from the skies: with it We produce vegetation of all kinds: from some We
produce green (crops), out of which We produce grain, heaped up (at harvest); out of the date-palm and its sheaths (or
spathes) (come) clusters of dates hanging low and near: and (then there are) gardens of grapes, and olives, and
pomegranates, each similar (inkind) yet different (in variety): when they begin to bear fruit, feast your eyeswith the
fruit and the ripeness thereof. Behold! in these things there are signs for people who believe.

006.100 Y et they make the Jinns equals with God, though God did create the Jinns; and they falsely, having no
knowledge, attribute to Him sons and daughters. Praise and glory beto Him! (for He is) above what they attribute to
Him!

006.101 To Him is due the primal origin of the heavens and the earth: How can He have a son when He hath no
consort? He created al things, and He hath full knowledge of all things.

006.102 That is God, your Lord! thereisno god but He, the Creator of all things: then worship ye Him: and He hath
power to dispose of all affairs.

006.103 No vision can grasp Him, but His grasp isover all vision: Heisabove all comprehension, yet is acquainted
with al things.

006.104 "Now have cometo you, from your Lord, proofs (to open your eyes): if any will see, it will befor (the good
of) hisown soul; if any will be blind, it will be to hisown (harm): | am not (here) to watch over your doings.”
006.105 Thus do we explain the signs by various (symbols): that they may say, "Thou hast taught (us) diligently," and
that We may make the matter clear to those who know.

006.106 Follow what thou art taught by inspiration from thy Lord: there is no god but He: and turn aside from those
who join gods with God.

006.107 If it had been God's plan, they would not have taken fal se gods: but We made thee not oneto watch over their



doings, nor art thou set over them to dispose of their affairs.

006.108 Revile not ye those whom they call upon besides God, lest they out of spiterevile God in their ignorance.
Thus have We made alluring to each peopleits own doings. In theend will they returnto their Lord, and We shall then
tell them the truth of all that they did.

006.109 They swear their strongest oaths by God, that if a(specia) sign cameto them, by it they would believe. Say:
"Certainly (all) signs arein the power of God: but what will makeyou (Muslims) realisethat (even) if (special) signs
came, they will not believe."?

006.110 We (too) shall turn to (confusion) their hearts and their eyes, even as they refused to believe in thisin the
first instance: We shall leave them in their trespasses, to wander in distraction.

006.111 Evenif Wedid send unto them angels, and the dead did speak unto them, and We gathered together all things
beforetheir very eyes, they are not the onesto believe, unlessit isin God's plan. But most of them ignore (the truth).
006.112 Likewisedid We makefor every Messenger an enemy,- evil onesamong men and jinns, inspiring each other
with flowery discourses by way of deception. If thy Lord had so planned, they would not have doneit: so leave them
and their inventions alone.

006.113 To such (deceit) let the hearts of those incline, who have no faithin the hereafter: let them delight init, and
let them earn from it what they may.

006.114 Say: "Shall | seek for judge other than God? - when He it is Who hath sent unto you the Book, explained in
detail." They know full well, towhom Wehave given the Book, that it hath been sent down fromthy Lordintruth. Never
be then of those who doubt.

006.115 The word of thy Lord doth find its fulfilment in truth and in justice: None can change Hiswords: for Heis
the one who heareth and knoweth all.

006.116 Wert thou to follow the common run of those on earth, they will lead thee away from theway of God. They
follow nothing but conjecture: they do nothing but lie.

006.117 Thy Lord knoweth best who strayeth from Hisway: He knoweth best who they are that receive Hisguidance.
006.118 So eat of (meats) on which God's name hath been pronounced, if ye have faith in His signs.

006.119 Why should ye not eat of (meats) on which God's name hath been pronounced, when He hath explained to you
in detail what is forbidden to you - except under compulsion of necessity? But many do mislead (men) by their
appetites unchecked by knowledge. Thy Lord knoweth best those who transgress.

006.120 Eschew all sin, open or secret: those who earn sin will get due recompense for their "earnings."

006.121 Eat not of (meats) on which God's name hath not been pronounced: That would beimpiety. But the evil ones
ever inspire their friends to contend with you if ye were to obey them, ye would indeed be Pagans.

006.122 Can he who was dead, to whom We gavelife, and alight whereby he can walk amongst men, belike him who
isin the depths of darkness, from which he can never come out? Thus to those without faith their own deeds seem
pleasing.

006.123 Thus have We placed leadersin every town, itswicked men, to plot (and burrow) therein: but they only plot
against their own souls, and they perceiveit not.

006.124 When there comesto them asign (from God), They say: "We shall not believe until wereceive one (exactly)
like those received by God's apostles." God knoweth best where (and how) to carry out His mission. Soon will the
wicked be overtaken by humiliation before God, and a severe punishment, for al their plots.

006.125 Those whom God (in His plan) willeth to guide,- He openeth their breast to Islam; those whom He willeth
to leave straying,- He maketh their breast close and constricted, asif they had to climb up to the skies: thus doth God
(heap) the penalty on those who refuseto believe.

006.126 Thisistheway of thy Lord, leading straight: We have detailed the signs for those who receive admonition.
006.127 For themwill beahomeof peaceinthe presenceof their Lord: Hewill betheir friend, becausethey practised
(righteousness).

006.128 Oneday will He gather them all together, (and say): " O ye assembly of Jinns! Much (toll) did yetake of men."
Their friends amongst men will say: "Our Lord! we made profit from each other: but (alas!) we reached our term -
whichthou didst appoint for us." Hewill say: "The Fire beyour dwelling-place: you will dwell thereinfor ever, except
as God willeth." for thy Lord isfull of wisdom and knowledge.



006.129 Thus do we make the wrong-doers turn to each other, because of what they earn.

006.130 "Oyeassembly of Jinnsand men! camethere not unto you apostlesfrom amongst you, setting forth unto you
My signs, and warning you of the meeting of this Day of yours?' They will say: "We bear witness against ourselves."
It was thelife of thisworld that deceived them. So against themselves will they bear witness that they rejected Faith.
006.131 (The apostles were sent) thus, for thy Lord would not destroy for their wrong-doing men's habitationswhilst
their occupants were unwarned.

006.132 To al are degrees (or ranks) according to their deeds: for thy Lord isnot unmindful of anything that they do.
006.133 Thy Lordisself-sufficient, full of Mercy: if it wereHiswill, He could destroy you, and in your place appoint
whom He will as your successors, even as He raised you up from the posterity of other people.

006.134 All that hath been promised unto you will come to pass: nor can ye frustrateit (in the least bit).

006.135 Say: "O my people! Do whatever ye can: | will do (my part): soon will ye know who it is whose end will be
(best) inthe Hereafter: certain it isthat the wrong- doers will not prosper."

006.136 Out of what God hath produced in abundance in tilth and in cattle, they assigned Him a share: they say,
according to their fancies: "Thisisfor God, and this" - for our "partners'! but the share of their" partners'reacheth not
God, whilst the share of God reacheth their "partners" ! evil (and unjust) istheir assignment!

006.137 Even so, in the eyes of most of the pagans, their "partners’ made alluring the slaughter of their children, in
order to lead them to their own destruction, and cause confusion in their religion. If God had willed, they would not
have done so: But |eave aone them and their inventions.

006.138 And they say that such and such cattle and crops are taboo, and none should eat of them except those whom
- so they say - We wish; further, there are cattle forbidden to yoke or burden, and cattle on which, (at slaughter), the
name of God is not pronounced; - inventions against God's name: soon will He requite them for their inventions.
006.139 They say: "What is in the wombs of such and such cattle is specially reserved (for food) for our men, and
forbiddento our women; but if itisstill-born, then al have sharetherein. For their (fal se) attribution (of superstitions
to God), He will soon punish them: for Heisfull of wisdom and knowledge.

006.140 Lost are those who slay their children, from folly, without knowledge, and forbid food which God hath
provided for them, inventing (lies) against God. They have indeed gone astray and heeded no guidance.

006.141 It is He Who produceth gardens, with trellises and without, and dates, and tilth with produce of all kinds, and
olives and pomegranates, similar (in kind) and different (in variety): eat of their fruit in their season, but render the
duesthat are proper on the day that the harvest is gathered. But waste not by excess: for God loveth not the wasters.
006.142 Of the cattle are somefor burden and somefor meat: eat what God hath provided for you, and follow not the
footsteps of Satan: for he isto you and avowed enemy.

006.143 (Take) eight (head of cattle) in (four) pairs: of sheep apair, and of goatsapair; say, hath Heforbidden thetwo
males, or the two females, or (the young) which the wombs of the two females enclose? Tell me with knowledge if
ye are truthful:

006.144 Of camels apair, and oxen apair; say, hath He forbidden the two males, or the two females, or (the young)
which the wombs of the two femal es enclose? - Were ye present when God ordered you such athing? But who doth
morewrong than onewho inventsalieagainst God, to lead astray men without knowledge? For God guideth not people
who do wrong.

006.145 Say: "I find not in the message received by me by inspiration any (meat) forbidden to be eaten by one who
wishesto eat it, unlessit be dead meat, or blood poured forth, or the flesh of swine,- for it isan abomination - or, what
is impious, (meat) on which a name has been invoked, other than God's". But (even so), if a person is forced by
necessity, without wilful disobedience, nor transgressing due limits,- thy Lord is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.
006.146 For those who followed the Jewish Law, We forbade every (animal) with undivided hoof, and We forbade
themthat fat of the ox and the sheep, except what adheresto their backs or their entrails, or is mixed up with abone:
thisin recompense for their wilful disobedience: for We are true (in Our ordinances).

006.147 If they accuse thee of falsehood, say: "Y our Lord isfull of mercy all- embracing; but from peoplein guilt
never will Hiswrath be turned back.

006.148 Those who give partners (to God) will say: "If God had wished, we should not have given partnersto Him nor
would our fathers; nor should we have had any taboos." So did their ancestors argue falsely, until they tasted of Our



wrath. Say: "Have ye any (certain) knowledge? If so, produce it before us. Y e follow nothing but conjecture: ye do
nothing but lie."

006.149 Say: "With God is the argument that reaches home: if it had been Hiswill, He could indeed have guided you
al."

006.150 Say: "Bring forward your witnessesto prove that God did forbid so and so." If they bring such witnesses, be
not thou amongst them: Nor follow thou the vaindesires of such astreat our signs asfal sehoods, and such asbelieve
not in the Hereafter: for they hold others as equal with their Guardian-Lord.

006.151 Say: "Come, | will rehearsewhat God hath (really) prohibited you from": Join not anything asequal with Him;
be good to your parents; kill not your children on apleaof want;- We provide sustenance for you and for them;- come
not nigh to shameful deeds. Whether open or secret; take not life, which God hath made sacred, except by way of
justice and law: thus doth He command you, that ye may learn wisdom.

006.152 And come not nigh to the orphan's property, except to improveit, until he attain the age of full strength; give
measure and weight with (full) justice;- no burden do We place on any soul, but that which it can bear;- whenever ye
speak, speak justly, even if anear relative is concerned; and fulfil the covenant of God: thus doth He command you,
that ye may remember.

006.153 Verily, thisisMy way, leading straight: follow it: follow not (other) paths: they will scatter you about from
His (great) path: thus doth He command you. that ye may be righteous.

006.154 Moreover, We gave Moses the Book, completing (Our favour) to those who would do right, and explaining
all thingsin detail,- and aguide and a mercy, that they might believe in the meeting with their Lord.

006.155 And thisisaBook which We have revealed as ablessing: so follow it and be righteous, that ye may receive
mercy:

006.156 Lest ye should say: "The Book was sent down to two Peoples before us, and for our part, we remained
unacquainted with al that they learned by assiduous study:"

006.157 Or lest ye should say: "If the Book had only been sent down to us, we should havefollowed its gui dance better
than they." Now then hath come unto you aclear (sign) from your Lord,- and aguide and amercy: then who could do
morewrong than onewho rejecteth God's signs, and turneth away therefrom?1n good time shall Werequitethosewho
turn away from Our signs, with a dreadful penalty, for their turning away.

006.158 Arethey waiting to seeif the angelscometo them, or thy Lord (Himself), or certain of the signs of thy Lord!
the day that certain of the signsof thy Lord do come, no good will it doto asoul to believein them theniif it believed
not before nor earned righteousness through its faith. Say: "Wait ye: we too are waiting."

006.159 Asfor thosewho dividetheir religion and break up into sects, thou hast no part inthemintheleast: their affair
iswith God: Hewill in the end tell them the truth of all that they did.

006.160 He that doeth good shall have ten times as much to hiscredit: Hethat doeth evil shall only be recompensed
according to hisevil: nowrong shall be done unto (any of) them.

006.161 Say: "Verily, my Lord hath guided meto away that isstraight,- areligion of right,- thepath (trod) by Abraham
thetruein Faith, and he (certainly) joined not gods with God."

006.162 Say: "Truly, my prayer and my service of sacrifice, my lifeand my death, are (all) for God, the Cherisher of
the Worlds:

006.163 No partner hath He: thisam | commanded, and | am the first of those who bow to His will.

006.164 Say: "Shall | seek for (my) Cherisher other than God, when Heisthe Cherisher of al things (that exist)? Every
soul draws the meed of its acts on none but itself: no bearer of burdens can bear of burdens can bear the burden of
another. Y our goal in the end istowards God: He will tell you the truth of the things wherein ye disputed.”

006.165 It is He Who hath made you (His) agents, inheritors of the earth: He hath raised you in ranks, some above
others: that He may try you in the gifts He hath given you: for thy Lord is quick in punishment: yet He is indeed
Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

THE HEIGHTS, CHAPTER NO. 007
007.001 Alif, Lam, Mim, Sad.
007.002 A Book revealed unto thee,- So let thy heart be oppressed no more by any difficulty onthat account,- that with



it thou mightest warn (the erring) and teach the Believers).

007.003 Follow (O men!) therevel ation given unto you from your Lord, and follow not, asfriendsor protectors, other
than Him. Littleit isye remember of admonition.

007.004 How many townshave Wedestroyed (for their sins)? Our punishment took them onasudden by night or while
they slept for their afternoon rest.

007.005 When (thus) Our punishment took them, no cry did they utter but this: "Indeed we did wrong."

007.006 Then shall we question those to whom Our message was sent and those by whom We sent it.

007.007 And verily, We shall recount their whole story with knowledge, for We were never absent (at any time or
place).

007.008 The balance that day will be true (to nicety): those whose scale (of good) will be heavy, will prosper:
007.009 Those whose scale will be light, will be their soulsin perdition, for that they wrongfully treated Our signs.
007.010 ItisWeWho have placed you with authority on earth, and provided you therein with meansfor the fulfilment
of your life: small are the thanks that ye give!

007.011 It isWe Who created you and gave you shape; then We bade the angels bow down to Adam, and they bowed
down; not so Iblis; He refused to be of those who bow down.

007.012 (God) said: "What prevented thee from bowing down when | commanded thee?' He said: "I am better than he:
Thou didst create me from fire, and him from clay."

007.013 (God) said: "Get theedown fromthis: itisnot for theeto be arrogant here: get out, for thou art of the meanest
(of creatures)."

007.014 He said: "Give merespitetill the day they areraised up."

007.015 (God) said: "Be thou among those who have respite."

007.016 He said: "Because thou hast thrown me out of the way, 10! | will liein wait for them on thy straight way:
007.017 "Thenwill | assault them from beforethem and behind them, from their right and their left: Nor wilt thou find,
in most of them, gratitude (for thy mercies)."

007.018 (God) said: "Get out from this, disgraced and expelled. If any of them follow thee,- Hell will | fill with you
all.

007.019"0O Adam! dwell thou and thy wifein the Garden, and enjoy (itsgood things) as ye wish: but approach not this
tree, or yeruninto harm and transgression.”

007.020 Then began Satan to whisper suggestionsto them, bringing openly beforetheir mindsall their shamethat was
hidden from them (before): he said: "Y our Lord only forbade you this tree, lest ye should become angels or such
beingsaslivefor ever."

007.021 And he swore to them both, that he was their sincere adviser.

007.022 So by deceit he brought about their fall: when they tasted of the tree, their shame became manifest to them,
and they began to sew together the leaves of the gardenover their bodies. And their Lord called unto them: "Did | not
forbid you that tree, and tell you that Satan was an avowed enemy unto you?"

007.023 They said: "Our Lord! We have wronged our own souls: If thou forgive us not and bestow not upon us Thy
Mercy, we shall certainly belost."

007.024 (God) said: "Get ye down. With enmity between yourselves. On earth will be your dwelling-place and your
means of livelihood,- for atime."

007.025 He said: "Therein shall yelive, and therein shall ye die; but from it shall ye be taken out (at last)."

007.026 O ye Children of Adam! We have bestowed raiment upon you to cover your shame, as well asto be an
adornment to you. But the raiment of righteousness,- that isthe best. Such are among the Signs of God, that they may
receive admonition!

007.027 O ye Children of Adam! Let not Satan seduce you, in the same manner as He got your parents out of the
Garden, stripping them of their raiment, to expose their shame: for he and histribe watch you from a position where
ye cannhot see them: We made the evil ones friends (only) to those without faith.

007.028 When they do aught that is shameful, they say: "We found our fathers doing so"; and "God commanded us
thus': Say: "Nay, God never commands what is shameful: do ye say of God what ye know not?"

007.029 Say: "My Lord hath commanded justice; and that ye set your whole selves (to Him) at every time and place



of prayer, and call uponHim, making your devotion sincere asin His sight: such as He created you in the beginning,
so shall yereturn.”

007.030 Some He hath guided: Others have (by their choice) deserved theloss of their way; in that they took the evil
ones, in preference to God, for their friends and protectors, and think that they receive guidance.

007.031 O Children of Adam! wear your beautiful apparel at every time and place of prayer: eat and drink: But waste
not by excess, for God loveth not the wasters.

007.032 Say: Who hath forbidden the beautiful (gifts) of God, which He hath produced for Hisservants, and thethings,
cleanand pure, (which He hath provided) for sustenance? Say: They are, inthelifeof thisworld, for thosewho believe,
(and) purely for them on the Day of Judgment. Thus do We explain the signsin detail for those who understand.
007.033 Say: the things that my Lord hath indeed forbidden are: shameful deeds, whether open or secret; sins and
trespasses against truth or reason; assigning of partnersto God, for which He hath given no authority; and saying things
about God of which ye have no knowledge.

007.034 To every peopleis aterm appointed: when their term is reached, not an hour can they cause delay, nor (an
hour) can they advance (it in anticipation).

007.035 O ye Children of Adam! whenever there come to you apostles from amongst you, rehearsing My signs unto
you,- those who are righteous and mend (their lives),- on them shall be no fear nor shall they grieve.

007.036 But those who reject Our signs and treat them with arrogance,- they are companions of the Fire, to dwell
therein (for ever).

007.037 Who is more unjust than one who invents a lie against God or rejects His Signs? For such, their portion
appointed must reach them from the Book (of decrees): until, when our messengers (of death) arrive and take their
souls, they say: "Where are the things that ye used to invoke besides God?' They will reply, "They have left usin the
lurch,"” And they will bear witness against themselves, that they had rejected God.

007.038 He will say: "Enter yein the company of the peoples who passed away before you - men and jinns, - into the
Fire." Every time anew people enters, it curses its sister-people (that went before), until they follow each other, all
into the Fire. Saith the last about the first: "Our Lord! it isthese that misled us: so give them adouble penalty in the
Fire" Hewill say: "Doubled for al" : but this ye do not understand.

007.039 Then the first will say to the last: " See then! No advantage have ye over us; so taste ye of the penalty for all
that yedid!"

007.040 To thosewho reject Our signsand treat them with arrogance, no opening will there be of the gates of heaven,
nor will they enter the garden, until the camel can pass through the eye of the needle: Such is Our reward for thosein
sin.

007.041 For themthereisHell, asacouch (below) and fol dsand fol ds of covering above: suchisOur requital of those
who do wrong.

007.042 But those who believe and work righteousness,- no burden do We place on any soul, but that which it can
bear,- they will be Companions of the Garden, therein to dwell (for ever).

007.043 And Weshall removefrom their heartsany lurking sense of injury;- beneath themwill beriversflowing;- and
they shall say: "Praise be to God, who hath guided us to this (felicity): never could we have found guidance, had it not
beenfor the guidance of God: indeed it wasthetruth, that the apostles of our L ord brought unto us." And they shall hear
the cry: "Behold! the garden before you! Y e have been made itsinheritors, for your deeds (of righteousness).”
007.044 The Companions of the Garden will call out to the Companions of the Fire: "We have indeed found the
promises of our Lord to ustrue: Have you also found Y our Lord's promisestrue?' They shall say, "Yes'; but acrier
shall proclaim between them: "The curse of God is on the wrong-doers;-

007.045 "Those who would hinder (men) from the path of God and would seek in it something crooked: they were
those who denied the Hereafter."

007.046 Between them shall be aveil, and on the heights will be men who would know every one by his marks: they
will call out to the Companions of the Garden, "peace on you": they will not have entered, but they will have an
assurance (thereof).

007.047 When their eyes shall be turned towards the Companions of the Fire, they will say: "Our Lord! send us not
to the company of the wrong-doers."



007.048 Themen ontheheightswill call to certain men whom they will know fromtheir marks, saying: " Of what profit
to you were your hoards and your arrogant ways?

007.049 "Behold! are these not the men whom you swore that God with His Mercy would never bless? Enter ye the
Garden: no fear shall be on you, nor shall ye grieve."

007.050 The Companions of the Firewill call to the Companions of the Garden: "Pour down to uswater or anything
that God doth providefor your sustenance.” They will say: "Boththesethingshath God forbidden to thosewho rejected
Him."

007.051 "Such astook their religion to be mere amusement and play, and were deceived by thelife of theworld.” That
day shall We forget them as they forgot the meeting of this day of theirs, and as they were wont to reject Our signs.
007.052 For Wehad certainly sent unto them aBook, based on knowledge, which Weexplained in detail,- aguide and
amercy to all who believe.

007.053 Do they just wait for the final fulfilment of the event? On the day the event is finally fulfilled, those who
disregarded it before will say: "The apostles of our Lord did indeed bring true (tidings). Have we no intercessors now
to intercede on our behalf? Or could we be sent back? then should we behave differently from our behaviour in the
past." Infact they will have lost their souls, and the things they invented will leave them in the lurch.

007.054 Y our Guardian-Lord is God, Who created the heavens and the earth in six days, and isfirmly established on
the throne (of authority): He draweth the night as a veil o'er the day, each seeking the other in rapid succession: He
created the sun, the moon, and the stars, (all) governed by laws under His command. Isit not His to create and to
govern? Blessed be God, the Cherisher and Sustainer of the worlds!

007.055 Call on your Lord with humility and in private: for God loveth not those who trespass beyond bounds.
007.056 Do no mischief on the earth, after it hath been set in order, but call on Him with fear and longing (in your
hearts): for the Mercy of God is (always) near to those who do good.

007.057 It isHe Who sendeth the winds like heralds of glad tidings, going before His mercy: when they have carried
the heavy-laden clouds, We drivethem to aland that is dead, make rain to descend thereon, and produce every kind of
harvest therewith: thus shall We raise up the dead: perchance ye may remember.

007.058 From theland that is clean and good, by thewill of its Cherisher, springs up produce, (rich) after itskind: but
from the land that is bad, springs up nothing but that which is niggardly: thus do we explain the signs by various
(symbols) to those who are grateful.

007.059 We sent Noah to his people. He said: "O my people! worship God! ye have no other god but Him. | fear for
you the punishment of adreadful day!

007.060 The leaders of his people said: "Ah! we see thee evidently wandering (in mind)."

007.061 He said: "O my people! No wandering isthereinmy (mind): on the contrary | am an apostle from the Lord
and Cherisher of the worlds!

007.062 "I but fulfil towards you the duties of my Lord'smission: Sincereismy adviceto you, and | know from God
something that ye know not.

007.063 "Do ye wonder that there hath come to you a message from your Lord, through a man of your own people,
to warn you,- so that ye may fear God and haply receive His Mercy?'

007.064 But they rejected him, and We delivered him, and those with him, in the Ark: but We overwhelmed in the
flood those who rejected Our signs. They were indeed ablind people!

007.065 To the'Ad people, (Wesent) Hud, one of their (own) brethren: He said: O my people! worship God! ye have
no other god but Him will ye not fear (God)?"

007.066 Theleaders of the Unbelievers among his people said: "Ah! we seethou art animbecile!" and "We think thou
ataliar!"

007.067 He said: "O my people! | am no imbecile, but (I am) an apostle from the Lord and Cherisher of the worlds!
007.068 "I but fulfil towards you the duties of my Lord's mission: | am to you a sincere and trustworthy adviser.
007.069 "Do ye wonder that there hath come to youamessage from your Lord through aman of your own people, to
warnyou?call inremembrancethat He madeyouinheritorsafter the people of Noah, and gave you astaturetall among
the nations. Call in remembrance the benefits (ye have received) from God: that so ye may prosper.”

007.070 They said: "Comest thou to us, that we may worship God alone, and give up the cult of our fathers? bring us



what thou threatenest us with, if so be that thou tellest the truth! "

007.071 Hesaid: "Punishment and wrath have already come upon you from your Lord: dispute yewith me over names
whichye have devised - ye and your fathers,- without authority from God? then wait: | am amongst you, also waiting."
007.072 We saved him and those who adhered to him. By Our mercy, and We cut off the roots of those who rejected
Our signsand did not believe.

007.073 To the Thamud people (We sent) Salih, one of their own brethren: He said: "O my people! worship God: ye
have no other god but Him. Now hath come unto you aclear (Sign) from your Lord! This she-camel of GodisaSign
unto you: So leave her to graze in God's earth, and let her come to ho harm, or ye shall be seized with a grievous
punishment.

007.074 " And remember how Hemadeyou inheritorsafter the'Ad peopleand gaveyou habitationsin theland: yebuild
for yourselves palaces and castlesin (open) plains, and care out homesin the mountains; so bring to remembrancethe
benefits (ye have received) from God, and refrain from evil and mischief on the earth.”

007.075 Theleadersof thearrogant party among hispeopl e said to those who were reckoned powerl ess - thoseamong
them who believed: "know ye indeed that Salih is an apostle from his Lord?' They said: "Wedo indeed believein the
revelation which hath been sent through him."

007.076 The Arrogant party said: "For our part, weregject what ye believein."

007.077 Then they ham-strung the she-camel, and insolently defied the order of their Lord, saying: "O Salih! bring
about thy threats, if thou art an apostle (of God)!"

007.078 So the earthquake took them unawares, and they lay prostrate in their homes in the morning!

007.079 So Salih left them, saying: "O my people! | didindeed convey to you the message for which | was sent by my
Lord: | gave you good counsel, but ye love not good counsellors!™

007.080 We also (sent) Lut: He said to his people: "Do ye commit lewdness such as no people in creation (ever)
committed before you?

007.081 "For ye practise your lusts on men in preference to women : ye are indeed a people transgressing beyond
bounds.”

007.082 And hispeoplegave no answer but this: they said, " Drivethem out of your city: theseareindeed menwhowant
to be clean and pure!™

007.083 But we saved him and his family, except hiswife: she was of those who legged behind.

007.084 And we rained down on them a shower (of brimstone): Then see what was the end of those who indulged in
sin and crime!

007.085 To the Madyan people We sent Shu'aib, one of their own brethren: he said: "O my people! worship God; Ye
have no other god but Him. Now hath come unto you aclear (Sign) fromyour Lord! Givejust measure and weight, nor
withhold from the peopl e the things that are their due; and do no mischief on the earth after it has been set in order:
that will be best for you, if ye have Faith.

007.086 "And sgquat not on every road, breathing threats, hindering from the path of God thosewho believein Him, and
seeking in it something crooked; But remember how yewerelittle, and Hegaveyou increase. And holdinyour mind's
eye what was the end of those who did mischief.

007.087 "Andif thereisaparty among you who believesin the message with which | have been sent, and aparty which
does not believe, hold yourselves in patience until God doth decide between us. for He is the best to decide.
007.088 Theleaders, thearrogant party among hispeople, said: "O Shu'aib! weshall certainly drivetheeout of our city
- (thee) and those who believe with thee; or else ye (thou and they) shall haveto return to our ways and religion." He
said: "What! even though we do detest (them)?

007.089 "We should indeed invent alie against God, if wereturned to your ways after God hath rescued ustherefrom;
nor could we by any manner of means return thereto unlessit be asin the will and plan of God, Our Lord. Our Lord
can reach out to the utmost recesses of things by His knowledge. In the God is our trust. our Lord! decide Thou
between us and our peoplein truth, for Thou art the best to decide.”

007.090 The leaders, the unbelievers among his people, said: "If yefollow Shu'aib, be sure then ye are ruined!”
007.091 But the earthquake took them unawares, and they lay prostrate in their homes before the morning!
007.092 Themenwho reject Shu'aib becameasif they had never been inthe homeswherethey had flourished: themen



who rejected Shu'aib - it was they who were ruined!

007.093 So Shu'aib left them, saying: "O my people! | did indeed convey to you the messagesfor which | was sent by
my Lord: | gave you good counsel, but how shall | lament over a people who refuse to believe!”

007.094 Whenever We sent a prophet to atown, Wetook up its peoplein suffering and adversity, in order that they
might learn humility.

007.095 Then Wechanged their sufferinginto prosperity, until they grew and multiplied, and beganto say: "Our fathers
(too) weretouched by suffering and affluence” ... Behold! We called them to account of asudden, whilethey realised
not (their peril).

007.096 If the people of the towns had but believed and feared God, We should indeed have opened out to them (All
kinds of) blessings from heaven and earth; but they rejected (the truth), and We brought them to book for their
misdeeds.

007.097 Did the people of the towns feel secure against the coming of Our wrath by night while they were asleep?
007.098 Or else did they feel secure against its coming in broad daylight while they played about (care-free)?
007.099 Did they then feel secure against the plan of God?- but no one can feel securefrom the Plan of God, except
those (doomed) to ruin!

007.100 To those who inherit the earth in succession to its (previous) possessors, isit not aguiding, (Iesson) that, if
We so willed, We could punish them (too) for their sins, and seal up their hearts so that they could not hear?
007.101 Suchwere the townswhose story We (thus) relate unto thee: There cameindeed to them their apostleswith
clear (signs): But they would not believe what they had rejected before. Thus doth God seal up the hearts of thosewho
reject faith.

007.102 Most of them We found not men (true) to their covenant: but most of them We found rebellious and
disobedient.

007.103 Then after them We sent Moseswith Our signsto Pharaoh and hischiefs, but they wrongfully rejected them:
S0 see what was the end of those who made mischief.

007.104 Moses said: "O Pharaoch! | am an apostle from the Lord of the worlds,-

007.105 One for whom it isright to say nothing but truthabout God. Now have | come unto you (people), from your
Lord, withaclear (Sign): So let the Children of Israel depart along with me."

007.106 (Pharaoh) said: "If indeed thou hast come with a Sign, show it forth,- if thou tellest the truth.”

007.107 Then (Moses) threw hisrod, and behold! it was a serpent, plain (for all to see)!

007.108 And he drew out his hand, and behold! it was whiteto all beholders!

007.109 Said the Chiefs of the people of Pharaoh: "Thisisindeed a sorcerer well- versed.

007.110 "His plan isto get you out of your land: then what isit ye counsel ?"

007.111 They said: "Keep him and his brother in suspense (for awhile); and send to the cities men to collect-
007.112 And bring up to thee al (our) sorcererswell-versed."

007.113 So there came the sorcerers to Pharaoh: They said, "of course we shall have a (suitable) reward if wewin!"
007.114 He said: "Y ea, (and more),- for ye shall in that case be (raised to posts) nearest (to my person).”

007.115 They said: "O Moses! wilt thou throw (first), or shall we have the (first) throw?"

007.116 Said Moses: "Throw ye (first)." Sowhen they threw, they bewitched the eyes of the people, and struck terror
into them: for they showed a great (feat of) magic.

007.117 We put it into Moses's mind by inspiration: "Throw (now) thy rod":and behold! it swallows up straight away
all the falsehoods which they fake!

007.118 Thus truth was confirmed, and all that they did was made of no effect.

007.119 So the (great ones) were vanquished there and then, and were made to look small.

007.120 But the sorcerersfell down prostrate in adoration.

007.121 Saying: "We believe in the Lord of the Worlds,-

007.122 "TheLord of Mosesand Aaron."

007.123 Said Pharaoh: "Believe yein Him before | give you permission? Surely thisisatrick which ye have planned
in the city to drive out its people: but soon shall ye know (the consequences).

007.124 "Besurel will cut off your hands and your feet on apposite sides, and | will causeyou all to dieon thecross.”



007.125 They said: "For us, We are but sent back unto our Lord:

007.126 "But thou dost wreak thy vengeance on us ssimply because we believed in the Signs of our Lord when they
reached us! Our Lord! pour out on us patience and constancy, and take our souls unto thee as Muslims (who bow to
thy will)!

007.127 Said the chiefs of Pharaoh's people: "Wilt thou leave Moses and his people, to spread mischief in the land,
and to abandon thee and thy gods?' He said: "Their ma e children will we dlay; (only) their femaleswill we save dive;
and we have over them (power) irresistible.”

007.128 Said Moses to his people: "Pray for help from God, and (wait) in patience and constancy: for the earth is
God's, to give as a heritage to such of His servants as He pleaseth; and the end is (best) for the righteous.

007.129 They said: "We have had (nhothing but) trouble, both before and after thou camest to us." He said: "It may be
that your Lord will destroy your enemy and make you inheritorsin the earth; that so He may try you by your deeds."
007.130 We punished the people of Pharach with years (of droughts) and shortness of crops; that they might receive
admonition.

007.131 But when good (times) came, they said, "Thisisdueto us;" When gripped by calamity, they ascribed it to evil
omens connected with M oses and thosewith him! Behold! in truth theomensof evil aretheirsin God'ssight, but most
of them do not understand!

007.132 They said (to Moses): "Whatever be the Signs thou bringest, to work therewith thy sorcery on us, we shall
never believe in thee.

007.133 So We sent (plagues) on them: Wholesale death, Locusts, Lice, Frogs, And Blood: Signs openly
self-explained: but they were steeped in arrogance,- apeople givento sin.

007.134 Every time the penalty fell on them, they said: "O Moses! on your behalf call on thy Lord in virtue of his
promise to thee: If thou wilt remove the penalty from us, we shall truly believe in thee, and we shall send away the
Children of Isragl with thee."

007.135 But every time We removed the penalty from them according to a fixed term which they had to fulfil,-
Behold! they broke their word!

007.136 So We exacted retribution from them: We drowned them in the sea, because they rejected Our Signs and
failed to take warning from them.

007.137 And We made apeopl e, considered weak (and of no account), inheritorsof landsin both east and west, - lands
whereon We sent down Our blessings. The fair promise of thy Lord was fulfilled for the Children of Isragl, because
they had patience and constancy, and We levelled to the ground the great works and fine buildings which Pharaoh and
his people erected (with such pride).

007.138 Wetook the Children of Israel (with safety) across the sea. They came upon a people devoted entirely to
some idols they had. They said: "O Moses! fashion for usagod like unto the godsthey have." Hesaid: "Surely yeare
a people without knowledge.

007.139 "As to these folk,- the cult they are in is (but) a fragment of a ruin, and vain is the (worship) which they
practise."

007.140 Hesaid: "Shall | seek for you agod other than the (true) God, whenit is God Who hath endowed you with gifts
abovethe nations?'

007.141 And remember We rescued you from Pharaoh's people, who afflicted you with the worst of penalties, who
slew your male children and saved alive your females: in that was amomentous trial from your Lord.

007.142 We appointed for Moses thirty nights, and completed (the period) with ten (more): thuswas compl eted the
term (of communion) with hisLord, forty nights. And Moses had charged his brother Aaron (before hewent up): "Act
for me amongst my people: Do right, and follow not the way of those who do mischief.”

007.143 When Moses came to the place appointed by Us, and his Lord addressed him, He said: "O my Lord! show
(Thyself) to me, that | may look upon thee." God said: "By no means canst thou see Me (direct); But look upon the
mount; if it abide in its place, then shalt thou see Me." When his Lord manifested His glory on the Mount, He made
it asdust. And Mosesfell down in aswoon. When he recovered his senses he said: "Glory beto Thee! to Theel turn
in repentance, and | am thefirst to believe."

007.144 (God) said: "O Moses! | have chosen thee above (other) men, by themission | (have given thee) and thewords



| (have spoken to thee): take then the (revelation) which | give thee, and be of those who give thanks."

007.145 And We ordained laws for him in the tablets in all matters, both commanding and explaining al things, (and
said): "Take and hold these with firmness, and enjoin thy people to hold fast by the best in the precepts: soon shall |
show you the homes of the wicked,- (How they lie desolate)."

007.146 Those who behave arrogantly on the earthin defiance of right - them will | turn away from My signs. Even
if they seeal the signs, they will not believein them; and if they see the way of right conduct, they will not adopt it
astheway; but if they see the way of error, that istheway they will adopt. For they haverejected our signs, and failed
to take warning from them.

007.147 Those who reject Our signs and the meeting in the Hereafter, vain are their deeds. Can they expect to be
rewarded except asthey have wrought?

007.148 The people of Mosesmade, in hisabsence, out of their ornaments, theimage of calf, (for worship): it seemed
to low: did they not seethat it could neither speak to them, nor show them the way? They took it for worship and they
did wrong.

007.149 When they repented, and saw that they had erred, they said: "If our Lord have not mercy upon usand forgive
us, we shall indeed be of those who perish."

007.150 When Moses came back to his people, angry and grieved, he said: "Evil it isthat ye havedonein my placein
my absence: did ye make haste to bring on the judgment of your Lord?' He put down the tablets, seized his brother by
(the hair of) his head, and dragged him to him. Aaron said: "Son of my mother! the people did indeed reckon me as
naught, and went near to slaying me! Make not the enemies rejoice over my misfortune, nor count thou me amongst
the people of sin."

007.151 Moses prayed: "O my Lord! forgive me and my brother! admit us to Thy mercy! for Thou art the Most
Merciful of those who show mercy!"

007.152 Thosewhotook thecalf (for worship) will indeed be overwhelmed withwrathfromtheir Lord, and with shame
in thislife: thus do We recompense those who invent (falsehoods).

007.153 But thosewho do wrong but repent thereafter and (truly) believe,- verily thy Lordisthereafter Oft-Forgiving,
Most Merciful.

007.154 Whentheanger of M oseswasappeased, hetook up thetablets. inthewriting thereon wasguidanceand Mercy
for such asfear their Lord.

007.155 And M oseschose seventy of hispeoplefor Our placeof meeting: whenthey were seized with violent quaking,
he prayed: "O my Lord! if it had been Thy will Thou couldst have destroyed, long before, both them and me: wouldst
Thou destroy us for the deeds of the foolish ones among us? thisis no more than Thy tria: by it Thou causest whom
Thouwilt to stray, and Thou leadest whom Thou wilt into theright path. Thou art our Protector: so forgive usand give
us Thy mercy; for Thou art the best of those who forgive.

007.156 "And ordain for usthat whichisgood, inthislifeandin the Hereafter: for we have turned unto Thee." He said:
"With My punishment | visit whom | will; but My mercy extendeth to al things. That (mercy) | shall ordain for those
who do right, and practise regular charity, and those who believe in Our signs;-

007.157 "Thosewho follow the apostl e, the unlettered Prophet, whom they find mentioned in their own (scriptures),-
in the law and the Gospel;- for he commands them what isjust and forbidsthem what isevil; heallowsthem aslawful
what isgood (and pure) and prohibitsthem from what isbad (and impure); He rel eases them from their heavy burdens
and from the yokes that are uponthem. So it isthose who believein him, honour him, help him, and follow the light
which is sent down with him,- it is they who will prosper.”

007.158 day: "O men! | am sent unto you all, asthe Apostle of God, to Whom bel ongeth the dominion of the heavens
and the earth: there isno god but He: it is He That giveth both life and death. So believe in God and His Apostle, the
Unlettered Prophet, who believeth in God and Hiswords: follow him that (so) ye may be guided.”

007.159 Of the people of Moses there is a section who guide and do justicein the light of truth.

007.160 We divided them into twelve tribes or nations. We directed M oses by inspiration, when his (thirsty) people
asked him for water: " Strike the rock with thy staff": out of it there gushed forth twelve springs: Each group knew its
own place for water. We gave them the shade of clouds, and sent down to them mannaand quails, (saying): "Eat of the
good things We have provided for you": (but they rebelled); to Usthey did ho harm, but they harmed their own souls.



007.161 And remember it was said to them: "Dwell in thistown and eat therein asyewish, but say theword of humility
and enter the gate ina posture of humility: We shall forgive you your faults; We shall increase (the portion of) those
who do good."

007.162 But the transgressors among them changed the word from that which had been given them so we sent onthem
aplague from heaven. For that they repeatedly transgressed.

007.163 Ask them concerning the town standing close by the sea. Behold! they transgressed in the matter of the
Sabbath. For on the day of their Sabbath their fish did cometo them, openly holding up their heads, but on the day they
had no Sabbath, they came not: thus did We make atria of them, for they were given to transgression.

007.164 When some of them said: "Why do ye preach to a people whom God will destroy or visit with aterrible
punishment?'- said the preachers." To discharge our duty to your Lord, and perchance they may fear Him."

007.165 When they disregarded the warnings that had been given them, We rescued those who forbade Evil; but We
visited the wrong-doers with a grievous punishment because they were given to transgression.

007.166 When in their insolence they transgressed (all) prohibitions, We said to them: "Be ye apes, despised and
rejected.”

007.167 Behold! thy Lord did declare that He would send against them, to the Day of Judgment, those who would
afflict them with grievous penalty. Thy Lord isquick in retribution, but Heis also Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.
007.168 We broke them up into sections on this earth. There are among them some that are the righteous, and some
that are the opposite. We have tried them with both prosperity and adversity: In order that they might turn (to us).
007.169 After them succeeded an (evil) generation: They inherited the Book, but they chose (for themselves) the
vanities of thisworld, saying (for excuse): " (Everything) will beforgivenus." (Even so), if similar vanitiescametheir
way, they would (again) seize them. Was not the covenant of the Book taken from them, that they would not ascribe
to God anything but the truth? and they study what is in the Book. But best for the righteous is the home in the
Hereafter. Will ye not understand?

007.170 Asto those who hold fast by the Book and establish regular prayer,- never shall We suffer the reward of the
righteous to perish.

007.171 When We shook the Mount over them, asif it had been acanopy, and they thought it wasgoing to fall onthem
(Wesaid): "Hold firmly towhat Wehavegiven you, and bring (ever) toremembrancewhat istherein; perchanceye may
fear God."

007.172 When thy Lord drew forth from the Children of Adam - fromtheir loins- their descendants, and made them
testify concerning themselves, (saying): "Am | not your Lord (who cherishesand sustainsyou)?'- They said: "Y eal We
do testify!" (This), lest ye should say on the Day of Judgment: "Of this we were never mindful":

007.173 Or lest ye should say: "Our fathers before us may have taken false gods, but we are (their) descendants after
them: wilt Thou then destroy us because of the deeds of men who were futile?"

007.174 Thus do We explain the signsin detail; and perchance they may turn (unto Us).

007.175 Relate to them the story of the man to whom We sent Our signs, but he passed them by: so Satan followed
him up, and he went astray.

007.176 If it had been Our will, We should have el evated him with Our signs; but heinclined to the earth, and followed
hisownvain desires. Hissimilitudeisthat of adog: if you attack him, helollsout histongue, or if youleavehim alone,
he (still) lolIsout histongue. That isthe similitude of those who reject Our signs; So relate the story; perchance they
may reflect.

007.177 Evil as an example are people who regject Our signs and wrong their own souls.

007.178 Whom God doth guide,- heis on the right path: whom He rejects from His guidance,- such are the persons
who perish.

007.179 Many are the Jinns and men we have made for Hell: They have hearts wherewith they understand not, eyes
wherewith they see not, and ears wherewith they hear not. They are like cattle,- nay more misguided: for they are
heedless (of warning).

007.180 The most beautiful names belong to God: so call on him by them; but shun such men as use profanity in his
names: for what they do, they will soon be requited.

007.181 Of those We have created are people who direct (others) with truth. And dispense justice therewith.



007.182 Those who reject Our signs, We shall gradually visit with punishment, in ways they perceive not;

007.183 Respite will I grant unto them: for My scheme s strong (and unfailing).

007.184 Do they not reflect? Their companion is not seized with madness: he is but a perspicuous warner.

007.185 Do they see nothing in the government of the heavens and the earth and all that God hath created? (Do they
not see) that it may well bethat their termsisnigh drawing to an end? In what message after thiswill they then believe?
007.186 To such as God rejects from His guidance, there can be no guide: He will leave them in their trespasses,
wandering in distraction.

007.187 They ask thee about the (final) Hour - whenwill beits appointed time? Say: " The knowledge thereof iswith
my Lord (alone): None but He can reveal asto when it will occur. Heavy wereits burden through the heavensand the
earth. Only, all of a sudden will it come to you." They ask thee as if thou Wert eager in search thereof: Say: "The
knowledge thereof iswith God (alone), but most men know not."

007.188 Say: "I have no power over any good or harm to myself except as God willeth. If | had knowledge of the
unseen, | should have multiplied all good, and no evil should havetouched me: | am but awarner, and abringer of glad
tidingsto those who have faith."

007.189 It isHe Who created you from asingle person, and made hismate of like nature, in order that he might dwell
with her (in love). When they are united, she bears alight burden and carries it about (unnoticed). When she grows
heavy, they both pray to God their Lord, (saying): "If Thou givest usagoodly child, wevow weshall (ever) begrateful ."
007.190 But when He giveth them agoodly child, they ascribeto othersasharein the gift they havereceived: but God
is exalted high above the partners they ascribe to Him.

007.191 Do they indeed ascribe to Him as partners things that can create nothing, but are themselves created?
007.192 No aid can they give them, nor can they aid themselves!

007.193 If ye call them to guidance, they will not obey: For you it is the same whether ye call them or ye hold your
peace!

007.194 Verily those whom ye call upon besides God are servants like unto you: Call upon them, and let them listen
to your prayer, if ye are (indeed) truthful!

007.195 Have they feet to walk with? Or handsto lay holdwith? Or eyesto seewith? Or earsto hear with? Say: "Call
your 'god-partners, scheme (your worst) against me, and give me no respite!

007.196 "For my Protector is God, Who revealedthe Book (from timeto time), and Hewill choose and befriend the
righteous.

007.197 "But those ye call upon besides Him, are unable to help you, and indeed to help themselves.”

007.198 If thou callest them to guidance, they hear not. Thou wilt see them looking at thee, but they see not.
007.199 Hold to forgiveness, command what is right; But turn away from the ignorant.

007.200 If asuggestion from Satan assail thy (mind), seek refuge with God; for He heareth and knoweth (all things).
007.201 Those who fear God, when athought of evil from Satan assaults them, bring God to remembrance, when | 0!
they see (aright)!

007.202 But their brethren (the evil ones) plunge them deeper into error, and never relax (their efforts).

007.203 If thou bring them not arevelation, they say: "Why hast thou not got it together?" Say: "I but follow what is
revealedto mefrom my Lord: thisis (nothing but) lights from your Lord, and Guidance, and mercy, for any who have
faith."

007.204 When the Qur'anis read, listen to it with attention, and hold your peace: that ye may receive Mercy.
007.205 And do thou (O reader!) Bring thy Lord to remembrance in thy (very) soul, with humility and in reverence,
without loudness in words, in the mornings and evenings; and be not thou of those who are unheedful.

007.206 Those who are near to thy Lord, disdain not to do Him worship: They celebrate His praises, and bow down
before Him.

SPOILS OF WAR, BOOTY, CHAPTER NO. 008

008.001 They ask thee concerning (things taken as) spoils of war. Say: "(such) spoils are at the disposal of God and
the Apostle: So fear God, and keep straight the relations between yourselves. Obey God and His Apostle, if ye do
believe."



008.002 For, Believers are those who, when God is mentioned, feel atremor in their hearts, and when they hear His
signs rehearsed, find their faith strengthened, and put (all) their trust in their Lord;

008.003 Who establish regular prayers and spend (freely) out of the gifts We have given them for sustenance:
008.004 Such in truth are the believers: they have grades of dignity with their Lord, and forgiveness, and generous
sustenance:

008.005 Just as thy Lord ordered thee out of thy house in truth, even though a party among the Believersdidikedit,
008.006 Disputing with thee concerning thetruth after it was made manifest, asif they were being driven to death and
they (actually) saw it.

008.007 Behold! God promised you one of the two (enemy) parties, that it should be yours: Y e wished that the one
unarmed should be yours, but God willed to justify the Truth according to His words and to cut off the roots of the
Unbelievers;-

008.008 That He might justify Truth and prove Falsehood false, distasteful though it be to those in guilt.

008.009 Remember ye implored the assistance of your Lord, and He answered you: "1 will assist you with athousand
of the angels, ranks on ranks."

008.010 God madeit but amessage of hope, and an assuranceto your hearts: (in any case) thereisno help except from
God: and God is Exalted in Power, Wise.

008.

011 Remember He covered you with a sort of drowsiness, to give you calm as from Himself, and he caused rain to
descend on you from heaven, to clean you therewith, to remove from you the stain of Satan, to strengthen your hearts,
and to plant your feet firmly therewith.

008.012 Remember thy Lord inspired the angels (with the message): "I am with you: givefirmnessto the Believers:
I will instil terror into the hearts of the Unbelievers: smite ye above their necks and smite al their finger-tips off
them."

008.013 This because they contended against God and His Apostle: If any contend against God and His Apostle, God
isstrict in punishment.

008.014 Thus(will it besaid): "Tasteyethen of the (punishment): for thosewho resist God, isthe penalty of theFire."
008.015 O ye who believe! when ye meet the Unbelieversin hostile array, never turn your backs to them.

008.016 If any do turn his back to them on such aday - unlessit be in a stratagem of war, or to retreat to atroop (of
his own)- he draws on himself the wrath of God, and his abode is Hell,- an evil refuge (indeed)!

008.017 It is not ye who slew them; it was God: when thou threwest (ahandful of dust), it was not thy act, but God's:
in order that He might test the Believers by agracious trial from Himself: for God is He Who heareth and knoweth
(al things).

008.018 That, and also because God is He Who makes feebl e the plans and stratagem of the Unbelievers.

008.019 (O Unbelievers!) if yeprayed for victory and judgment, now hath thejudgment cometoyou: if yedesist (from
wrong), it will be best for you: if yereturn (to the attack), so shall We. Not the least good will your forces beto you
even if they were multiplied: for verily God iswith those who believel

008.020 O ye who believe! Obey God and His Apostle, and turn not away from him when ye hear (him speak).
008.021 Nor be like those who say, "We hear," but listen not:

008.022 For the worst of beastsin the sight of God are the deaf and the dumb,- those who understand not.

008.023 If God had found in themany good. He would indeed have made them listen: (Asitis), if He had madethem
listen, they would but have turned back and declined (Faith).

008.024 O ye who believe! give your response to God and His Apostle, when He calleth you to that which will give
youlife; and know that God comethin between aman and hisheart, and that itisHeto Whomyeshall (all) be gathered.
008.025 And fear tumult or oppression, which affecteth not in particular (only) those of you who do wrong: and know
that God is strict in punishment.

008.026 Call to mind when ye were asmall (band), despised through the land, and afraid that men might despoil and
kidnap you; But He provided a safe asylum for you, strengthened you with His aid, and gave you Good things for
sustenance: that ye might be grateful.

008.027 O yethat believe! betray not thetrust of God and the Apostle, nor misappropriate knowingly things entrusted



to you.

008.028 And know ye that your possessions and your progeny are but atrial; and that it is God with Whom lies your
highest reward.

008.029 O ye who believe! if ye fear God, He will grant you acriterion (to judge between right and wrong), remove
from you (al) evil (that may afflict) you, and forgive you: for God is the Lord of grace unbounded.

008.030 Remember how the Unbelievers plotted against thee, to keep theein bonds, or slay thee, or get thee out (of
thy home). They plot and plan, and God too plans; but the best of plannersis God.

008.031 When Our Signs are rehearsed to them, they say: "We have heard this (before): if we wished, we could say
(words) like these: these are nothing but tales of the ancients.”

008.032 Remember how they said: "O God if thisisindeed the Truth from Thee, rain down on usashower of stones
form the sky, or send us agrievous penalty."”

008.033 But God was nhot going to send them a penalty whilst thou wast amongst them; nor was He going to send it
whilst they could ask for pardon.

008.034 But what pleahave they that God should not punish them, when they keep out (men) from the sacred Mosque
- and they are not itsguardians? No men can beits guardians except the righteous; but most of them do not understand.
008.035 Their prayer at the House (of God) is nothing but whistling and clapping of hands: (Its only answer can be),
"Taste ye the penalty because ye blasphemed.”

008.036 The Unbelievers spend their wealth to hinder (man) from the path of God, and so will they continueto spend;
but in the end they will have (only) regrets and sighs; at length they will be overcome: and the Unbelievers will be
gathered together to Hell;-

008.037 Inorder that God may separatetheimpure from the pure, put theimpure, one on another, heap them together,
and cast them into Hell. They will be the ones to have lost.

008.038 Say to the Unbelievers, if (now) they desist (from Unbelief), their past would be forgiventhem; but if they
persist, the punishment of those before them is already (a matter of warning for them).

008.039 And fight them on until there is no more tumult or oppression, and there prevail justice and faith in God
atogether and everywhere; but if they cease, verily God doth see all that they do.

008.040 If they refuse, be sure that God is your Protector - the best to protect and the best to help.

008.041 And know that out of all the booty that ye may acquire (in war), afifth shareis assigned to God,- and to the
Apostle, and to near relatives, orphans, the needy, and thewayfarer,- if yedo believein God and in therevelation We
sent down to Our servant on the Day of Testing,- the Day of the meeting of the two forces. For God hath power over
al things.

008.042 Remember ye were on the hither side of the valley, and they on the farther side, and the caravan on lower
ground than ye. Evenif ye had made amutual appointment to meet, ye would certainly havefailed in the appointment:
But (thusye met), that God might accomplish amatter aready enacted; that thosewho died might dieafter aclear Sign
(had been given), and thosewho lived might live after aClear Sign (had been given). And verily God isHeWho heareth
and knoweth (all things).

008.043 Remember in thy dream God showed them to thee as few: if He had shown them to thee as many, ye would
surely have been discouraged, and ye would surely have disputed in (your) decision; but God saved (you): for He
knoweth well the (secrets) of (all) hearts.

008.044 And remember when ye met, He showed them to you as few in your eyes, and He made you appear as
contemptible in their eyes: that God might accomplish a matter already enacted. For to God do all questionsgo back
(for decision).

008.045 Oyewho believe! Whenyemeet aforce, befirm, and call God in remembrance much (and often); that ye may
prosper:

008.046 And obey God and His Apostle; and fall into no disputes, lest ye lose heart and your power depart; and be
patient and persevering: For God iswith those who patiently persevere:

008.047 And be not like those who started from their homes insolently and to be seen of men, and to hinder (men)
from the path of God: For God compasseth round about all that they do.

008.048 Remember Satan madetheir (sinful) acts seem alluring to them, and said: "No one among men can overcome



you thisday, while | am near to you": But when thetwo forces camein sight of each other, heturned on hisheels, and
said: "Lo! | am clear of you; lo! | seewhat ye see not; Lo! | fear God: for God is strict in punishment."”

008.049 L o! thehypocritessay, and thosein whose heartsisadisease: " These people,- their religion hasmisled them."
But if any trust in God, behold! God is Exalted in might, Wise.

008.050 If thou couldst see, when the angel stake the soul s of the Unbelievers (at death), (How) they smitetheir faces
and their backs, (saying): "Taste the penalty of the blazing Fire-

008.051 "Because of (the deeds) which your (own) hands sent forth; for God is never unjust to His servants:
008.052 " (Deeds) after the manner of the peopl e of Pharaoh and of those beforethem: They rejected the Signsof God,
and God punished them for their crimes: for God is Strong, and Strict in punishment:

008.053 "Because God will never change the grace which He hath bestowed on a people until they changewhat isin
their (own) souls: and verily God is He Who heareth and knoweth (all things)."

008.054 (Deeds) after the manner of the people of Pharaoh and those before them": They treated as false the Signs
of their Lord: so We destroyed them for their crimes, and We drowned the people of Pharaoh: for they were al
oppressors and wrong- doers.

008.055 For the worst of beastsin the sight of God are those who reject Him: They will not believe.

008.056 They arethosewith whom thou didst make acovenant, but they break their covenant every time, and they have
not the fear (of God).

008.057 If yegainthemastery over theminwar, disperse, with them, thosewho follow them, that they may remember.
008.058 If thou fearest treachery from any group, throw back (their covenant) to them, (so asto be) on equal terms:
for God loveth not the treacherous.

008.059 L et not the unbelieversthink that they can get the better (of the godly): they will never frustrate (them).
008.060 Against them make ready your strength to the utmost of your power, including steeds of war, to striketerror
into (the hearts of) the enemies, of God and your enemies, and others besides, whom ye may not know, but whom God
dothknow. Whatever ye shall spend in the cause of God, shall be repaid unto you, and ye shall not betreated unjustly.
008.061 But if the enemy incline towards peace, do thou (also) incline towards peace, and trust in God: for HeisOne
that heareth and knoweth (al things).

008.062 Should they intend to deceive thee,- verily God sufficeth thee: Heit is That hath strengthened thee with His
aid and with (the company of) the Believers;

008.063 And (moreover) He hath put affection between their hearts. not if thou hadst spent all that isin the earth,
couldst thou have produced that affection, but God hath doneit: for Heis Exalted in might, Wise.

008.064 O Apostle! sufficient unto theeis God,- (unto thee) and unto those who follow thee among the Believers.
008.065 O Apostle! rousetheBelieverstothefight. If therearetwenty amongst you, patient and persevering, they will
vanquish two hundred: if ahundred, they will vanquish athousand of the Unbelievers: for these are a people without
understanding.

008.066 For the present, God hath lightened your (task), for He knoweth that thereis aweak spot in you: But (even
s0), if thereare ahundred of you, patient and persevering, they will vanquish two hundred, and if athousand, they will
vanquish two thousand, with the leave of God: for God is with those who patiently persevere.

008.067 Itisnot fitting for an apostle that he should have prisoners of war until he hath thoroughly subdued the land.
Y elook for the temporal goods of thisworld; but God looketh to the Hereafter: And God isExalted inmight, Wise.
008.068 Had it not been for a previous ordainment from God, a severe penalty would have reached you for the
(ransom) that ye took.

008.069 But (now) enjoy what yetook inwar, lawful and good: but fear God: for God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.
008.070 O Apostle! say to those who are captives inyour hands: "If God findeth any good inyour hearts, Hewill give
you something better than what has been taken from you, and He will forgive you: for God is Oft-forgiving, Most
Merciful."

008.071 But if they havetreacherousdesignsagainst thee, (O Apostle!), they haveaready beenintreason against God,
and so hath He given (thee) power over them. And God so He Who hath (full) knowledge and wisdom.

008.072 Those who believed, and adopted exile, and fought for the Faith, with their property and their persons, inthe
cause of God, aswell asthosewho gave (them) asylum and aid,- theseare (all) friendsand protectors, one of another.



Asto those who believed but came not into exile, ye owe no duty of protection to them until they comeinto exile; but
if they seek your aidinreligion, it isyour duty to help them, except against a people with whom ye have a treaty of
mutual alliance. And (remember) God seeth all that ye do.

008.073 TheUnbelieversareprotectors, one of another: Unlessyedothis, (protect each other), therewould betumult
and oppression on earth, and great mischief.

008.074 Those who believe, and adopt exile, and fight for the Faith, in the cause of God as well as those who give
(them) asylum and aid,- these are (all) in very truththe Believers: for them isthe forgiveness of sinsand aprovision
most generous.

008.075 And those who accept Faith subsequently, and adopt exile, and fight for the Faith in your company,- they are
of you. But kindred by blood have prior rights against each other in the Book of God. Verily God iswell-acquainted
with al things.

REPENTANCE, DISPENSATION, CHAPTER NO. 009

009.001 A (declaration) of immunity from God and His Apostle, to those of the Paganswith whom ye have contracted
mutual alliances:-

009.002 Go ye, then, for four months, backwards and forwards, (as ye will), throughout the land, but know yethat ye
cannot frustrate God (by your falsehood) but that God will cover with shame those who reject Him.

009.003 And an announcement from God and His Apostle, to the people (assembled) on the day of the Great
Pilgrimage,- that God and His A postle dissolve (treaty) obligationswith the Pagans. If then, ye repent, it were best for
you; but if ye turn away, know ye that ye cannot frustrate God. And proclaim a grievous penalty to those who reject
Faith.

009.004 (But thetreaties are) not dissolved with those Pagans with whom ye have entered into alliance and who have
not subsequently failed you in aught, nor aided any one against you. So fulfil your engagements with them to the end
of their term: for God loveth the righteous.

009.005 But when the forbidden months are past, then fight and slay the Paganswherever yefind them, an seizethem,
beleaguer them, and liein wait for them in every stratagem (of war); but if they repent, and establish regular prayers
and practise regular charity, then open the way for them: for God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

009.006 If one amongst the Pagans ask theefor asylum, grant it to him, so that he may hear theword of God; and then
escort him to where he can be secure. That is because they are men without knowledge.

009.007 How can there be aleague, before God and His A postle, with the Pagans, except those with whom ye made
atreaty near the sacred Mosgue? As long as these stand true to you, stand ye true to them: for God doth love the
righteous.

009.008 How (can there be such aleague), seeing that if they get an advantage over you, they respect not in you the
ties either of kinship or of covenant? With (fair wordsfrom) their mouthsthey entice you, but their hearts are averse
from you; and most of them are rebellious and wicked.

009.009 The Signs of God have they sold for a miserable price, and (many) have they hindered from His way: evil
indeed are the deeds they have done.

009.010 In aBeliever they respect not the ties either of kinship or of covenant! It is they who have transgressed all
bounds.

009.011 But (even so), if they repent, establish regular prayers, and practise regular charity,- they are your brethren
in Faith: (thus) do We explain the Signsin detail, for those who understand.

009.012 But if they violatetheir oaths after their covenant, and taunt you for your Faith,- fight yethe chiefsof Unfaith:
for their oaths are nothing to them: that thus they may be restrai ned.

009.013 Will ye not fight people who violated their oaths, plotted to expel the Apostle, and took the aggressive by
being thefirst (to assault) you? Do ye fear them? Nay, it is God Whom ye should more justly fear, if ye believe!
009.014 Fight them, and God will punish them by your hands, cover them with shame, help you (to victory) over them,
heal the breasts of Believers,

009.015 And till the indignation of their hearts. For God will turn (in mercy) to whom He will; and God is
All-Knowing, All-Wise.



009.016 Or think ye that ye shall be abandoned, asthough God did not know those among you who strive with might
and main, and take none for friends and protectors except God, His Apostle, and the (community of) Believers? But
God iswell- acquainted with (all) that ye do.

009.017 It isnot for such as join gods with God, to visit or maintain the mosques of God while they witness against
their own soulsto infidelity. The works of such bear no fruit: In Fire shall they dwell.

009.018 The mosgues of God shall be visited and maintained by such as believe in God and the Last Day, establish
regular prayers, and practiseregular charity, and fear none (at all) except God. It isthey who are expected to be ontrue
guidance.

009.019 Do ye make the giving of drink to pilgrims, or the maintenance of the Sacred Mosque, equal to (the pious
service of) those who believe in God and the Last Day, and strive with might and mainin the cause of God? They are
not comparable in the sight of God: and God guides not those who do wrong.

009.020 Thosewho believe, and suffer exile and strive with might and main, in God's cause, with their goods and their
persons, have the highest rank in the sight of God: they are the people who will achieve (salvation).

009.021 Their Lord doth give them glad tidings of a Mercy from Himself, of His good pleasure, and of gardens for
them, wherein are delights that endure:

009.022 They will dwell therein for ever. Verily in God's presence is areward, the greatest (of all).

009.023 O yewho believe! take not for protectors your fathers and your brothersif they loveinfidelity above Faith:
if any of you do so, they do wrong.

009.024 Say: If it be that your fathers, your sons, your brothers, your mates, or your kindred; the wealth that ye have
gained; the commerce in which ye fear adecline: or the dwellingsin which ye delight - are dearer to you than God, or
His Apostle, or the striving in His cause;- then wait until God brings about His decision: and God guides not the
rebellious.

009.025 Assuredly God did hel pyou in many battle-fiel dsand on theday of Hunain: Behold! your great numberselated
you, but they availed you naught: the land, for all that it iswide, did constrain you, and ye turned back in retreat.
009.026 But God did pour His calm on the Apostle and onthe Believers, and sent down forceswhich ye saw not: He
punished the Unbelievers; thus doth He reward those without Faith.

009.027 Again will God, after this, turn (in mercy) to whom Hewill: for God is Oft- forgiving, Most Merciful.
009.028 O yewho believe! Truly the Pagans are unclean; so let them not, after thisyear of theirs, approach the Sacred
Mosgue. And if ye fear poverty, soon will God enrich you, if He wills, out of His bounty, for God is All-knowing,
All-wise,

009.029 Fight those who believe not in God nor the Last Day, nor hold that forbidden which hath been forbidden by
God and His Apostle, nor acknowledge the religion of Truth, (evenif they are) of the People of the Book, until they
pay the Jizyawith willing submission, and feel themselves subdued.

009.030 The Jews call 'Uzair a son of God, and the Christians call Christ the son of God. That isasaying from their
mouth; (inthis) they but imitate what the unbelievers of old used to say. God's curse be on them: how they are deluded
away from the Truth!

009.031 They taketheir priestsand their anchoritesto betheir lordsin derogation of God, and (they takeastheir Lord)
Christ the son of Mary; yet they were commanded to worship but One God: thereis no god but He. Praise and glory
to Him: (Far is He) from having the partners they associate (with Him).

009.032 Fain would they extinguish God's light with their mouths, but God will not alow but that Hislight should be
perfected, even though the Unbelievers may detest (it).

009.033 It is He Who hath sent His A postle with guidance and the Religion of Truth, to proclaim it over al religion,
even though the Pagans may detest (it).

009.034 O ye who believe! there are indeed many among the priests and anchorites, who in Falsehood devour the
substance of men and hinder (them) from the way of God. And there are those who bury gold and silver and spend it
not in the way of God: announce unto them a most grievous penalty-

009.035 Onthe Day when heat will be produced out of that (wealth) inthefire of Hell, and with it will be branded their
foreheads, their flanks, and their backs, their flanks, and their backs.- "This is the (treasure) which ye buried for
yourselves: taste ye, then, the (treasures) ye buried!"



009.036 The number of monthsin the sight of God istwelve (in ayear)- so ordained by Him the day He created the
heavens and the earth; of them four are sacred: that isthe straight usage. So wrong not yourselvestherein, and fight the
Pagans all together asthey fight you all together. But know that God is with those who restrain themselves.
009.037 Verily the transposing (of a prohibited month) is an addition to Unbelief: the Unbelievers are led to wrong
thereby: for they make it lawful one year, and forbidden another year, in order to adjust the number of months
forbidden by God and make such forbidden ones lawful. The evil of their course seems pleasing to them. But God
guideth not those who reject Faith.

009.038 Oyewho believe! what isthe matter with you, that, when ye are asked to go forthinthe cause of God, yecling
heavily to the earth? Do ye prefer the life of this world to the Hereafter? But little is the comfort of this life, as
compared with the Hereafter.

009.039 Unlessyegoforth, Hewill punish you with agrievous penalty, and put othersin your place; but Himyewould
not harm in the least. For God hath power over all things.

009.040 If ye help not (your leader), (it is no matter): for God did indeed help him, when the Unbelieversdrove him
out: he had no more than one companion; they two were inthe cave, and he said to his companion, "Have no fear, for
God iswith us": then God sent down His peace upon him, and strengthened him with forces which ye saw not, and
humbled to the depths the word of the Unbelievers. But the word of God is exalted to the heights: for God is Exalted
in might, Wise.

009.041 Goyeforth, (whether equipped) lightly or heavily, and strive and struggle, with your goods and your persons,
in the cause of God. That is best for you, if ye (but) knew.

009.042 If there had beenimmediategain (in sight), and thejourney easy, they would (all) without doubt havefollowed
thee, but the distance waslong, (and weighed) on them. They would indeed swear by God, "If we only could, we should
certainly havecomeout withyou": They would destroy their own souls; for God doth know that they are certainly lying.
009.043 God givetheegrace! why didst thou grant them until those who told thetruth were seen by theeinaclear light,
and thou hadst proved the liars?

009.044 Those who believe in God and the Last Day ask thee for no exemption from fighting with their goods and
persons. And God knoweth well those who do their duty.

009.045 Only those ask thee for exemptionwho believe not in God and the Last Day, and whose hearts are in doubt,
so that they are tossed in their doubts to and fro.

009.046 If they had intended to come out, they would certainly have made some preparation therefor; but God was
averse to their being sent forth; so He made them lag behind, and they were told, "Sit ye among those who sit
(inactive)."

009.047 If they had come out with you, they would not have added to your (strength) but only (made for) disorder,
hurrying to and fro in your midst and sowing sedition among you, and there would have been some among you who
would have listened to them. But God knoweth well those who do wrong.

009.048 Indeed they had plotted sedition before, and upset matters for thee, until,- the Truth arrived, and the Decree
of God became manifest much to their disgust.

009.049 Among themis(many) amanwho says. " Grant me exemption and draw menotintotria." Havethey not fallen
into trial already? and indeed Hell surrounds the Unbelievers (on all sides).

009.050 If good befalls thee, it grieves them; but if a misfortune befalls thee, they say, "We took indeed our
precautions beforehand," and they turn away rejoicing.

009.051 Say: "Nothing will happen to us except what God has decreed for us: Heisour protector": and on God let the
Believers put their trust.

009.052 Say: "Can you expect for us (any fate) other than one of two glorious things- (Martyrdom or victory)? But
we can expect for you either that God will send his punishment from Himself, or by our hands. So wait (expectant);
wetoo will wait with you."

009.053 Say: "Spend (for the cause) willingly or unwillingly: not from you will it be accepted: for ye are indeed a
people rebellious and wicked."

009.054 Theonly reasonswhy their contributionsare not accepted are: that they reject God and His Apostle; that they
come to prayer without earnestness; and that they offer contributions unwillingly.



009.055 L et not their wealth nor their (followingin) sonsdazzlethee: inreality God'splanisto punishthemwiththese
thingsin thislife, and that their souls may perish in their (very) denial of God.

009.056 They swear by God that they are indeed of you; but they are not of you: yet they are afraid (to appear intheir
true colours).

009.057 If they could find aplaceto fleeto, or caves, or aplaceof concealment, they would turn straightaway thereto,
with an obstinate rush.

009.058 And among them are men who slander thee inthe matter of (the distribution of) the alms: if they are given
part thereof, they are pleased, but if not, behold! they are indignant!

009.059 If only they had been content with what God and His Apostle gave them, and had said, " Sufficient unto usis
God! God and His Apostle will soon give us of His bounty: to God do we turnour hopes!" (that would have been the
right course).

009.060 Alms are for the poor and the needy, and those employed to administer the (funds); for those whose hearts
have been (recently) reconciled (to Truth); for thosein bondage and in debt; in the cause of God; and for the wayfarer:
(thusisit) ordained by God, and God is full of knowledge and wisdom.

009.061 Among them are men who molest the Prophet and say, "Heis (all) ear." Say, "Helistens to what is best for
you: hebelievesin God, hasfaith in the Believers, andisaMercy to those of you who believe." But those who molest
the Apostle will have agrievous penalty.

009.062 To you they swear by God. In order to please you: But it ismorefitting that they should please God and His
Apostle, if they are Believers.

009.063 Know they not that for those who oppose God and His Apostle, isthe Fire of Hell?- whereinthey shall dwell.
That isthe supreme disgrace.

009.064 The Hypocritesare afraid lest a Sura should be sent down about them, showing them what is (really passing)

intheir hearts. Say: "Mock ye! But verily God will bring to light all that ye fear (should be revealed).

009.065 If thou dost question them, they declare (with emphasis): "Wewere only talking idly and in play." Say: "Was
it at God, and His Signs, and His Apostle, that ye were mocking?'

009.066 Make ye no excuses: ye have rejected Faith after ye had accepted it. If We pardon some of you, We will

punish others amongst you, for that they arein sin.

009.067 The Hypocrites, men and women, (have an understanding) with each other: They enjoin evil, and forbid what
isjust, and are close with their hands. They have forgotten God; so He hath forgotten them. Verily the Hypocritesare
rebellious and perverse.

009.068 God hath promised the Hypocrites men and women, and the rejecters, of Faith, thefireof Hell: Therein shall

they dwell: Sufficient isit for them: for them is the curse of God, and an enduring punishment,-

009.069 Asinthe case of those before you: they were mightier than you in power, and more flourishing in wealth and
children. They had their enjoyment of their portion: and ye have of yours, as did those before you; and ye indulgein
idletalk asthey did. They!- their work are fruitless inthisworld and in the Hereafter, and they will lose (all spiritual

good).

009.070 Hath not the story reached them of those before them?- the People of Noah, and 'Ad, and Thamud; the People
of Abraham, the men of Midian, and the cities overthrown. To them cametheir apostleswith clear signs. It isnot God
Who wrongs them, but they wrong their own souls.

009.071 The Bdievers, men and women, are protectorsone of another: they enjoinwhat isjust, and forbid what isevil:
they observe regular prayers, practise regular charity, and obey God and His Apostle. On them will God pour His
mercy: for God is Exalted in power, Wise.

009.072 God hath promised to Believers, men and women, gardens under which rivers flow, to dwell therein, and
beautiful mansions in gardens of everlasting bliss. But the greatest bliss is the good pleasure of God: that is the
supreme felicity.

009.073 O Prophet! strive hard against the unbelievers and the Hypocrites, and be firm against them. Their abodeis
Hell,- an evil refuge indeed.

009.074 They swear by God that they said nothing (evil), but indeed they uttered blasphemy, and they did it after
accepting Islam; and they meditated a plot whichthey were unableto carry out: thisrevenge of theirswas (their) only



return for the bounty with which God and His Apostle had enriched them! If they repent, it will be best for them; but
if they turn back (totheir evil ways), God will punish themwith agrievouspenalty inthislifeandinthe Hereafter: They
shall have none on earth to protect or help them.

009.075 Amongst them aremen who madeacovenant with God, that if He bestowed onthem of Hisbounty, they would
give (largely) in charity, and be truly amongst those who are righteous.

009.076 But when He did bestow of Hisbounty, they became covetous, and turned back (from their covenant), averse
(from its fulfilment).

009.077 So He hath put as a consequence hypocrisy into their hearts, (to last) till the Day, whereon they shall meet
Him: because they broke their covenant with God, and because they lied (again and again).

009.078 Know they not that God doth know their secret (thoughts) and their secret counsels, and that God knoweth
well al things unseen?

009.079 Those who slander such of the believers as give themselves freely to (deeds of) charity, as well as such as
can find nothing to give except the fruits of their labour,- and throw ridicule on them,- God will throw back their
ridicule on them: and they shall have a grievous penalty.

009.080 Whether thou ask for their forgiveness, or not, (their sinisunforgivable): if thou ask seventy timesfor their
forgiveness, God will not forgive them: because they have regjected God and His Apostle: and God guideth not those
who are perversely rebellious.

009.081 Thosewhowereleft behind (in the Tabuk expedition) rejoiced in their inaction behind the back of the Apostle
of God: they hated to strive and fight, with their goods and their persons, in the cause of God: they said, " Go not forth
inthe heat." Say, "Thefire of Hell isfiercer in heat." If only they could understand!

009.082 L et them laugh alittle: much will they weep: arecompense for the (evil) that they do.

009.083 If, then, God bring thee back to any of them, and they ask thy permission to come out (withthee), say: "Never
shall ye come out with me, nor fight an enemy with me: for ye preferred to sit inactive on the first occasion: Then sit
ye (now) with those who lag behind."

009.084 Nor do thou ever pray for any of them that dies, nor stand at hisgrave; for they rejected God and His Apostle,
and died in astate of perverse rebellion.

009.085 Nor let their wealth nor their (following in) sons dazzlethee: God's plan isto punish them with these things
in thisworld, and that their souls may perishiin their (very) denial of God.

009.086 When a Sura comes down, enjoining them to believe in God and to strive and fight along with His Apostle,
those with wealth and influence among them ask thee for exemption, and say: "L eave us (behind): we would be with
thosewho sit (at home)."

009.087 They prefer to be with (the women), who remain behind (at home): their hearts are sealed and so they
understand not.

009.088 But the Apostle, and thosewho believewith him, strive and fight with their wealth and their persons: for them
are (all) good things: and it is they who will prosper.

009.089 God hath prepared for them gardens under which rivers flow, to dwell therein: that is the supreme felicity.
009.090 And there were, among the desert Arabs (also), men who made excuses and came to claim exemption; and
thosewho werefalseto God and His Apostle (merely) sat inactive. Soon will agrievous penalty seizethe Unbelievers
among them.

009.091 Thereis no blame on those who are infirm, or ill, or who find no resourcesto spend (on the cause), if they
are sincere (in duty) to God and His Apostle: ho ground (of complaint) can there be against such asdo right: and God
is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

009.092 Nor (isthere blame) on those who cameto thee to be provided with mounts, and when thou saidst, "1 can find
no mountsfor you," they turned back, their eyes streaming with tears of grief that they had no resourceswherewith to
provide the expenses.

009.093 The ground (of complaint) isagainst such as claim exemption while they arerich. They prefer to stay with
the (women) who remain behind: God hath sealed their hearts; so they know not (What they miss).

009.094 They will present their excusesto you when ye return to them. Say thou: "Present no excuses: we shall not
believe you: God hath aready informedus of the true state of matters concerning you: It isyour actionsthat God and



HisApostlewill observe: intheendwill ye be brought back to Him Who knoweth what i s hidden and what isopen: then
will He show you the truth of all that ye did."

009.095 They will swear to you by God, when ye return to them, that ye may leave them alone. So leave them aone:
For they are an abomination, and Hell istheir dwelling-place,-afitting recompense for the (evil) that they did.
009.096 They will swear unto you, that ye may be pleased withthem but if ye are pleased with them, God isnot pleased
with those who disobey.

009.097 The Arabs of the desert are the worst in Unbelief and hypocrisy, and most fitted to be in ignorance of the
command which God hath sent down to His Apostle: But God is All-knowing, All-Wise.

009.098 Some of the desert Arabslook upon their payments asafine, and watch for disastersfor you: on them bethe
disaster of evil: for God is He That heareth and knoweth (all things).

009.099 But some of the desert Arabs believe in God and the Last Day, and look on their payments as pious gifts
bringing them nearer to God and obtaining the prayers of the Apostle. Aye, indeed they bring them nearer (to Him):
soon will God admit them to His Mercy: for God is Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

009.100 The vanguard (of Islam)- the first of those who forsook (their homes) and of those who gave them aid, and
(also) thosewho follow themin (all) good deeds,- well- pleased is God with them, asarethey with Him: for them hath
He prepared gardens under which rivers flow, to dwell therein for ever: that is the supreme felicity.

009.101 Certain of the desert Arabs round about you are hypocrites, aswell as (desert Arabs) among the Medinafolk:
they are obstinate in hypocrisy: thou knowest them not: We know them: twice shall We punish them: and in addition
shall they be sent to a grievous penalty.

009.102 Others (there are who) have acknowledged their wrong-doings: they have mixed an act that was good with
another that was evil. Perhaps God will turn unto them (in Mercy): for God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.
009.103 Of their goods, take alms, that so thou mightest purify and sanctify them; and pray on their behalf. Verily thy
prayers are a source of security for them: And God is One Who heareth and knoweth.

009.104 Know they not that God doth accept repentance from Hisvotaries and receivestheir giftsof charity, and that
God isverily He, the Oft-Returning, Most Merciful ?

009.105 And say: "Work (righteousness): Soonwill God observeyour work, and His Apostle, and the Believers. Soon
will ye be brought back to the knower of what is hidden and what is open: then will He show you the truth of all that
yedid."

009.106 There are (yet) others, held in suspense for the command of God, whether He will punish them, or turn in
mercy to them: and God is All-Knowing, Wise.

009.107 And there are those who put up a mosgue by way of mischief and infidelity - to disunite the Believers - and
in preparation for onewho warred against God and His Apostle aforetime. They will indeed swear that their intention
is nothing but good; But God doth declare that they are certainly liars.

009.108 Never stand thou forth therein. There is a mosque whose foundation was laid from the first day on piety; it
ismore worthy of the standing forth (for prayer) therein. Init are men who loveto be purified; and God loveth those
who make themselves pure.

009.109 Which then isbest? - he that layeth hisfoundation on piety to God and Hisgood pleasure?- or hethat layeth
his foundation on an undermined sand-cliff ready to crumble to pieces? and it doth crumble to pieces with him, into
the fire of Hell. And God guideth not people that do wrong.

009.110 The foundation of those who so build is never free from suspicion and shakinessin their hearts, until their
hearts are cut to pieces. And God is All-Knowing, Wise.

009.111 God hath purchased of the believers their persons and their goods; for theirs (in return) is the garden (of
Paradise): they fight in His cause, and day and are dain: a promise binding on Him in truth, through the Law, the
Gospel, and the Qur'an: and who is more faithful to his covenant than God? then rejoice in the bargain which ye have
concluded: that is the achievement supreme.

009.112 Those that turn (to God) in repentance; that serve Him, and praise Him; that wander in devotion to the cause
of God,: that bow down and prostrate themselvesin prayer; that enjoin good and forbid evil; and observe the limit set
by God;- (These do rejoice). So proclaim the glad tidings to the Believers.

009.113 It isnot fitting, for the Prophet and those who believe, that they should pray for forgivenessfor Pagans, even



though they be of kin, after it is clear to them that they are companions of the Fire.

009.114 And Abraham prayed for hisfather's forgiveness only because of a promise he had madeto him. But when it
became clear to him that he was an enemy to God, he dissociated himself from him: for Abraham was most
tender-hearted, forbearing.

009.115 And God will not mislead a people after He hath guided them, in order that He may make clear to them what
to fear (and avoid)- for God hath knowledge of all things.

009.116 Unto God bel ongeth the dominion of the heavensand theearth. Hegivethlifeand Hetakethit. Except for Him
ye have no protector nor helper.

009.117 God turned with favour to the Prophet, the Muhgjirs, and the Ansar,- who followed him in atime of distress,
after that the hearts of apart of them had nearly swerved (from duty); but Heturned to them (also): for Heisunto them
Most Kind, Most Merciful.

009.118 (Heturned in mercy a so) to the three who were left behind; (they felt guilty) to such adegreethat the earth
seemed constrained to them, for al its spaciousness, and their (very) souls seemed straitened to them,- and they
perceived that there is no fleeing from God (and no refuge) but to Himself. Then He turned to them, that they might
repent: for God is Oft-Returning, Most Merciful.

009.119 O yewho believe! Fear God and be with those who are true (in word and deed).

009.120 It was not fitting for the people of Medinaand the Bedouin Arabs of the neighbourhood, to refuseto follow
God's Apostle, nor to prefer their own livesto his: because nothing could they suffer or do, but was reckoned to their
credit asadeed of righteousness,- whether they suffered thirst, or fatigue, or hunger, in the cause of God, or trod paths
to raisetheire of the Unbelievers, or received any injury whatever froman enemy: for God suffereth not the reward
to belost of those who do good;-

009.121 Nor could they spend anything (for the cause) - small or great- nor cut across a valley, but the deed is
inscribed to their credit: that God may requite their deed with the best (possible reward).

009.122 Nor should the Believersall go forth together: if acontingent from every expedition remained behind, they
coulddevotethemselvesto studiesin religion, and admoni sh the people when they return to them,- that thusthey (may
learn) to guard themselves (against evil).

009.123 O ye who believe! fight the unbelieverswho gird you about, and let them find firmnessin you: and know that
God iswith those who fear Him.

009.124 Whenever there cometh down asura, someof them say: "Which of you hashad Hisfaithincreased by it?' Y ea,
those who believe,- their faith isincreased and they do rejoice.

009.125 But thoseinwhose heartsisadisease,- it will add doubt to their doubt, and they will diein astate of Unbelief.
009.126 Seethey not that they are tried every year once or twice? Y et they turn not in repentance, and they take no
heed.

009.127 Whenever there cometh down aSura, they ook at each other, (saying), "Doth anyone seeyou?' Thenthey turn
aside: God hath turned their hearts (from the light); for they are a people that understand not.

009.128 Now hath come unto you an Apostle from amongst yourselves: it grieves him that ye should perish: ardently
anxiousis he over you: to the Believersis he most kind and merciful.

009.129 But if they turn away, Say: "God sufficeth me: thereis no god but He: On Him ismy trust,- He the Lord of
the Throne (of Glory) Supreme!"

JONAH, CHAPTER NO. 010

010.001 A.L.R. These are the ayats of the Book of Wisdom.

010.002 Isit amatter of wonderment to men that We have sent Our inspiration to aman from among themsel ves?- that
he should warn mankind (of their danger), and give the good newsto the Believersthat they have beforetheir Lord the
lofty rank of truth. (But) say the Unbelievers. "Thisisindeed an evident sorcerer!"

010.003 Verily your Lord is God, who created the heavens and the earth in six days, and isfirmly established on the
throne (of authority), regulating and governing all things. No intercessor (can plead with Him) except after Hisleave
(hath been obtained). Thisis God your Lord; Him therefore serve ye: will ye not receive admonition?

010.004 To Himwill be your return- of all of you. The promise of God istrue and sure. It is He Who beginneth the



process of creation, and repeatethit, that He may reward with justice those who believe and work righteousness; but
those who reject Him will have draughts of boiling fluids, and a penalty grievous, because they did reject Him.
010.005 It is He Who made the sun to be a shining glory and the moon to be a light (of beauty), and measured out
stagesfor her; that ye might know the number of years and the count (of time). Nowisedid God createthisbut in truth
and righteousness. (Thus) doth He explain His Signsin detail, for those who understand.

010.006 Verily, intheaternation of the night and theday, and in all that God hath created, in the heavensand the earth,
are signs for those who fear Him.

010.007 Those who rest not their hope on their meeting with Us, but are pleased and satisfied with the life of the
present, and those who heed not Our Signs,-

010.008 Their abode is the Fire, because of the (evil) they earned.

010.009 Those who believe, and work righteousness,- their Lord will guide them because of their faith: beneath them
will flow riversin gardens of bliss.

010.010 (Thiswill be) their cry therein: "Glory to Thee, O God!" And "Peace" will betheir greeting therein! and the
close of their cry will be: "Praise be to God, the Cherisher and Sustainer of the worlds!"

010.011 If God were to hasten for men theill (they have earned) asthey would fain hasten on the good,- then would
their respite be settled at once. But We leave those who rest not their hope on their meeting with Us, in their
trespasses, wandering in distraction to and fro.

010.012 When trouble toucheth a man, He crieth unto Us (in al postures)- lying down on his side, or sitting, or
standing. But when We have solved histrouble, he passeth on hisway asif he had never cried to Usfor atrouble that
touched him! thus do the deeds of transgressors seem fair in their eyes!

010.013 Generations before you We destroyed when they did wrong: their apostles came to them with clear-signs,
but they would not believe! thus do We requite those who sin!

010.014 Then We made you heirsin the land after them, to see how ye would behave!

010.015 But when Our Clear Signs are rehearsed unto them, those who rest not their hope on their meeting with Us,
Say: "Bring us areading other than this, or changethis,” Say: "Itisnot for me, of my own accord, to changeit: | follow
naught but what is revealed unto me: if | were to disobey my Lord, | should myself fear the penalty of aGreat Day (to
come)."

010.016 Say: "If God had so willed, | should not have rehearsed it to you, nor would He have made it known to you.
A whole life-time before this have | tarried amongst you: will ye not then understand?”

010.017 Who doth more wrong than such as forge alie against God, or deny His Signs? But never will prosper those
who sin.

010.018 They serve, besides God, thingsthat hurt them not nor profit them, and they say: "These are our intercessors
withGod." Say: "Do yeindeed inform God of something He knowsnot, in the heavens or on earth?- Glory to Him! and
far isHe above the partners they ascribe (to Him)!"

010.019 Mankind was but one nation, but differed (later). Had it not been for aword that went forth before from thy
Lord, their differences would have been settled between them.

010.020 They say: "Why isnot asign sent down to him from hisLord?' Say: "The Unseenisonly for God (to know),
then wait ye: | too will wait with you."

010.021 When We make mankind taste of somemercy after adversity hath touched them, behold! they taketo plotting
against Our Signs! Say: "Swifter to planis God!" Verily, Our messengers record al the plots that ye make!

010.022 He it is Who enableth you to traverse through land and sea; so that ye even board ships;- they sail with them
withafavourablewind, and they rejoicethereat; then comesastormy wind and thewaves cometo them from all sides,
andthey think they are being overwhelmed: they cry unto God, sincerely offering (their) duty unto Him saying, "If thou
dost deliver usfrom this, we shall truly show our gratitude!"

010.023 But when he delivereth them, behold! they transgress insolently through the earth in defiance of right! O
mankind! your insolence is against your own souls,- an enjoyment of thelife of the present: in the end, to Usisyour
return, and We shall show you the truth of al that ye did.

010.024 Thelikenessof thelifeof the present isasthe rain which We send down from the skies: by itsmingling arises
the produce of the earth- which provides food for men and animals. (It grows) till the earth is clad with its golden



ornaments and is decked out (in beauty): the peopleto whom it belongsthink they have all powers of disposal over it:
Therereachesit Our command by night or by day, and Wemakeit likeaharvest clean-mown, asif it had not flourished
only the day before! thus do We explain the Signsin detail for those who reflect.

010.025 But God doth call to the Home of Peace: He doth guide whom He pleaseth to away that is straight.
010.026 To those who dorightisagoodly (reward)- Y ea, more (thanin measure)! No darkness nor shame shall cover
their faces! they are companions of the garden; they will abide therein (for aye)!

010.027 But thosewho have earned evil will haveareward of likeevil: ignominy will cover their (faces): No defender
will they have from (the wrath of) God: Their faces will be covered, as it were, with pieces from the depth of the
darkness of night: they are companions of the Fire: they will abide therein (for aye)!

010.028 One day shall We gather them all together. Then shall We say to those who joined gods (with Us): "To your
place! ye and those ye joined as 'partners We shall separate them, and their "Partners' shall say: "It washot usthat ye
worshipped!

010.029 "Enough is God for awitness between us and you: we certainly knew nothing of your worship of us!"
010.030 There will every soul prove (the fruits of) the deeds it sent before: they will be brought back to God their
rightful Lord, and their invented falsehoods will leave them in the lurch.

010.031 Say: "Whoisit that sustains you (inlife) from the sky and from the earth? or who isit that has power over
hearing and sight? And who is it that brings out the living from the dead and the dead from the living? and whoiisit that
rules and regulates al affairs?' They will soon say, "God". Say, "will ye not then show piety (to Him)?"

010.032 Such is God, your real Cherisher and Sustainer: apart from truth, what (remains) but error? How then areye
turned away?

010.033 Thusisthe word of thy Lord proved true against those who rebel: Verily they will not believe.

010.034 Say: "Of your 'partners, can any originate creation and repeat it?' Say: "It is God Who originates creation and
repeatsit: then how are ye deluded away (from the truth)?"

010.035 Say: "Of your 'partners is there any that can give any guidance towards truth?' Say: "It is God Who gives
guidance towards truth, is then He Who gives guidance to truth more worthy to be followed, or he who finds not
guidance (himself) unless heis guided? what then is the matter with you? How judge ye?'

010.036 But most of them follow nothing but fancy: truly fancy can be of no avail against truth. Verily God is well
aware of al that they do.

010.037 This Qur'an is not such as can be produced by other than God; on the contrary it is a confirmation of
(revelations) that went beforeit, and afuller explanation of the Book - wherein there is no doubt - from the Lord of
the worlds.

010.038 Or do they say, "He forged it"? say: "Bring then a Sura like unto it, and call (to your aid) anyone you can
besides God, if it be ye speak the truth!"

010.039 Nay, they charge with falsehood that whose knowledge they cannot compass, even before the elucidation
thereof hath reached them: thus did those before them make charges of falsehood: but see what wasthe end of those
who did wrong!

010.040 Of them there are some who believe therein, and some who do not: and thy L ord knoweth best those who are
out for mischief.

010.041 If they charge thee with falsehood, say: "My work to me, and yoursto you! ye are free from responsibility
for what | do, and | for what ye do!"

010.042 Among them are somewho (pretend to) listen to thee: But canst thou makethe deaf to hear,- eventhough they
are without understanding?

010.043 And among them are some who look at thee: but canst thou guide the blind,- even though they will not see?
010.044 Verily God will not deal unjustly with man in aught: It is man that wrongs his own soul.

010.045 One day He will gather them together: (It will be) as if they had tarried but an hour of a day: they will
recognise each other: assuredly those will be lost who denied the meeting with God and refused to receive true
guidance.

010.046 Whether We show thee (realised in thy life-time) some part of what We promisethem,- or Wetakethy soul
(to Our Mercy) (Beforethat),- in any case, to Usistheir return: ultimately God iswithess, to al that they do.



010.047 To every people (was sent) an apostle: when their apostle comes (before them), the matter will be judged
between them with justice, and they will not be wronged.

010.048 They say: "When will this promise cometo pass,- if ye speak the truth?”

010.049 Say: "I have no power over any harm or profit to myself except as God willeth. To every peopleisaterm
appointed: when their term is reached, not an hour can they cause delay, nor (an hour) can they advance (it in
anticipation).”

010.050 Say: "Do ye see,- if His punishment should come to you by night or by day,- what portion of it would the
sinners wish to hasten?

010.051 "Would ye then believe in it at last, when it actually cometh to pass? (It will thenbe said): 'Ah! now?and ye
wanted (aforetime) to hasten it on!

010.052 "At length will be said to the wrong-doers. 'Taste ye the enduring punishment! ye get but the recompense of
what ye earned!"

010.053 They seek to be informed by thee: "Isthat true?' Say: "Aye! by my Lord! it is the very truth! and ye cannot
frustrateit!"

010.054 Every soul that hath sinned, if it possessed al that is on earth, would fain give it in ransom: They would
declare (their) repentancewhen they seethe penalty: but thejudgment between themwill bewithjustice, and nowrong
will be done unto them.

010.055Isit not (the case) that to God bel ongeth whatever isin the heavensand on earth?1sit not (the case) that God's
promiseis assuredly true? Y et most of them understand not.

010.056 It isHe Who giveth life and who taketh it, and to Him shall ye all be brought back.

010.057 O mankind! there hath cometo you adirection fromyour Lord and ahealing for the (diseases) inyour hearts,-
and for those who believe, aguidance and aMercy.

010.058 Say: "In the bounty of God. And in His Mercy,- inthat let them rejoice”: that is better than the (wealth) they
hoard.

010.059 Say: "See ye what things God hath sent down to you for sustenance? Y et ye hold forbidden some things
thereof and (somethings) lawful." Say: "Hath God indeed permitted you, or do yeinvent (things) to attributeto God?"
010.060 And what think those who invent lies against God, of the Day of Judgment? Verily God isfull of bounty to
mankind, but most of them are ungrateful.

010.061 In whatever business thou mayest be, and whatever portion thou mayest be reciting from the Qur'an,- and
whatever deed ye (mankind) may be doing,- We are witnesses thereof when ye are deeply engrossed therein. Nor is
hidden from thy Lord (so much as) the weight of an atom on the earth or in heaven. And not the least and not the
greatest of these things but are recorded in a clear record.

010.062 Behold! verily on the friends of God there isno fear, nor shall they grieve;

010.063 Those who believe and (constantly) guard against evil;-

010.064 For them are glad tidings, in the life of the present and in the Hereafter; no change can there bein thewords
of God. Thisisindeed the supreme felicity.

010.065 Let not their speech grieve thee: for al power and honour belong to God: It is He Who heareth and knoweth
(al things).

010.066 Behold! verily to God belong al creatures, inthe heavensand on earth. What do they follow who worship as
His"partners' other than God? They follow nothing but fancy, and they do nothing but lie.

010.067 Heit is That hath made you the night that ye may rest therein, and the day to make things visible (to you).
Verily inthisare signs for those who listen (to His Message).

010.068 They say: "God hath begottenason!" - Glory beto Him! Heisself- sufficient! Hisareall thingsinthe heavens
and on earth! No warrant have ye for this! say ye about God what ye know not?

010.069 Say: "Those who invent alie against God will never prosper."”

010.070 A little enjoyment in this world!- and then, to Us will be their return, then shall We make them taste the
severest penalty for their blasphemies.

010.071 Relate to them the story of Noah. Behold! he said to his people: "O my people, if it be hardonyour (mind)
that | should stay (with you) and commemoratethe signsof God,- yet | put my trust in God. Get ye then an agreement



about your plan and among your partners, so your plan be on to you dark and dubious. Then passyour sentence on me,
and give me no respite.

010.072 "But if ye turn back, (consider): no reward have | asked of you: my reward is only due from God, and | have
been commanded to be of those who submit to God's will (in 1slam).”

010.073 They rejected Him, but We delivered him, and those with him, in the Ark, and We made them inherit (the
earth), whileWeoverwhelmedintheflood thosewho rejected Our Signs. Then seewhat wasthe end of thosewho were
warned (but heeded not)!

010.074 Then after him We sent (many) apostlesto their peoples. they brought them Clear Signs, but they would not
believe what they had aready rejected beforehand. Thus do We seal the hearts of the transgressors.

010.075 Then after them sent We M oses and Aaron to Pharaoh and his chiefswith Our Signs. But they were arrogant:
they were apeopleinsin.

010.076 When the Truth did come to them from Us, they said: "Thisisindeed evident sorcery!"

010.077 Said Moses: "Say ye (this) about the truth when it hath (actually) reached you? Is sorcery (like) this? But
sorcererswill not prosper."

010.078 They said: "Hast thou cometo usto turn usaway from the wayswe found our fathersfollowing,- in order that
thou and thy brother may have greatnessin the land? But not we shall believein you!"

010.079 Said Pharaoh: "Bring me every sorcerer well versed."

010.080 When the sorcerers came, Moses said to them: "Throw ye what ye (wish) to throw!"

010.081 When they had had their throw, Moses said: "What ye have brought is sorcery: God will surely makeit of no
effect: for God prospereth not the work of those who make mischief.

010.082 "And God by Hiswords doth prove and establish His truth, however much the sinners may hateit!"
010.083 But nonebelievedin M osesexcept somechildren of hispeople, because of thefear of Pharaoh and hischiefs,
lest they should persecute them; and certainly Pharaoh was mighty on the earth and one who transgressed all bounds.
010.084 Mosessaid: "O my people! If yedo (really) believein God, thenin Him put your trust if ye submit (your will
toHis)."

010.085 They said: "In God do we put out trust. Our Lord! make us not atrial for those who practise oppression;
010.086 "And deliver us by Thy Mercy from those who reject (Thee)."

010.087 Weinspired Moses and his brother with this Message: "Provide dwellings for your peoplein Egypt, make
your dwellings into places of worship, and establish regular prayers: and give glad tidings to those who believe!"
010.088 Moses prayed: "Our Lord! Thou hast indeed bestowed on Pharaoh and his chiefs splendour and wealth inthe
life of the present, and so, Our Lord, they mislead (men) from Thy Path. Deface our Lord, the features of their wealth,
and send hardness to their hearts, so they will not believe until they see the grievous penalty.”

010.089 God said: "Accepted is your prayer (O Moses and Aaron)! So stand ye straight, and follow not the path of
those who know not."

010.090 Wetook the Children of Israel acrossthe sea: Pharaoh and his hosts followed them in insolence and spite.
At length, when overwhelmed with the flood, he said: "I believe that there is no god except Him Whom the Children
of Israel believein: | am of those who submit (to God in Islam)."

010.091 (It wassaid to him): "Ah now!- But alittle while before, wast thou in rebellion! - and thou didst mischief (and
violence)!

010.092 "This day shall We save theein the body, that thou mayest be asign to those who come after thee! but verily,
many among mankind are heedless of Our Signs!"

010.093 We settled the Children of Israel in abeautiful dwelling-place, and provided for them sustenance of the best:
it was after knowledge had been granted to them, that they fell into schisms. Verily God will judge between them as
to the schisms amongst them, on the Day of Judgment.

010.094 If thou wert in doubt asto what We have revealed unto thee, then ask those who have been reading the Book
from before thee: the Truth hath indeed come to thee from thy Lord: so be in no wise of those in doubt.

010.095 Nor be of those who reject the signs of God, or thou shalt be of those who perish.

010.096 Those against whom the word of thy Lord hath been verified would not believe-

010.097 Even if every Sign was brought unto them,- until they see (for themselves) the penalty grievous.



010.098 Why was there not a single township (among those We warned), which believed,- so its faith should have
profited it,- except the people of Jonah? When they believed, We removedfrom them the penalty of ignominy inthe
life of the present, and permitted them to enjoy (their life) for awhile.

010.099 If it had been thy Lord's will, they would all have believed,- al who are on earth! wilt thou then compel
mankind, against their will, to believe!

010.100 No soul can believe, except by thewill of God, and He will place doubt (or obscurity) on those who will not
understand.

010.101 Say: "Behold all that isin the heavens and on earth”; but neither Signs nor Warners profit those who believe
not.

010.102 Do they then expect (any thing) but (what happened in) the days of the men who passed away before them?
Say: "Wait ye then: for I, too, will wait with you."

010.103 Intheend Wedédliver Our apostlesand thosewho believe: Thusisit fitting on Our part that We should deliver
those who believe!

010.104 Say: "Oyemen! If yearein doubt asto my religion, (behold!) | worship not what ye worship, other than God!
But | worship God - Who will take your souls (at death): | am commanded to be (in the ranks) of the Believers,
010.105"And further (thus): 'set thy facetowardsreligion with true piety, and never in any wise be of the Unbelievers;
010.106 "'Nor call on any, other than God;- Such will neither profit thee nor hurt thee: if thou dost, behold! thou shalt
certainly be of those who do wrong.™

010.107 If God do touch thee with hurt, there is none can remove it but He: if He do design some benefit for thee,
thereisnone can keep back Hisfavour: He causeth it to reach whomsoever of His servants He pleaseth. And Heisthe
Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

010.108 Say: "Oyemen! Now Truth hath reached you from your Lord! those who receive guidance, do so for the good
of their own souls; those who stray, do so to their own loss. and | am not (set) over you to arrange your affairs.”
010.109 Follow thou the inspiration sent unto thee, and be patient and constant, till God do decide: for Heisthe best
to decide.

HUD, CHAPTER NO. 011

011.001 A. L. R. (Thisis) a Book, with verses basic or fundamental (of established meaning), further explained in
detail,- from One Who is Wise and Well-acquainted (with all things):

011.002 (It teacheth) that ye should worship none but God. (Say): "Verily | am (sent) unto you from Himto warn and
to bring glad tidings:

011.003"(Andto preach thus), 'Seek yetheforgiveness of your Lord, and turnto Himin repentance; that He may grant
you enjoyment, good (and true), for aterm appointed, and bestow Hisabounding grace on al who abound in merit! But
if yeturn away, then | fear for you the penalty of agreat day:

011.004 'To God isyour return, and He hath power over all things."

011.005 Behold! they fold up their hearts, that they may lie hid from Him! Ah even when they cover themselveswith
their garments, He knoweth what they conceal, and what they reveal: for He knoweth well the (inmost secrets) of the
hearts.

011.006 There is no moving creature on earth but its sustenance dependeth on God: He knoweth the time and place
of its definite abode and its temporary deposit: All isin aclear Record.

011.007 He it is Who created the heavens and the earth in six Days - and His Throne was over the waters - that He
might try you, which of you is best in conduct. But if thou wert to say to them, "Y e shall indeed be raised up after
death", the Unbelievers would be sure to say, "Thisis nothing but obvious sorcery!"

011.008 If We delay the penalty for them for a definite term, they are sureto say, "What keepsit back?' Ah! On the
day it (actually) reachesthem, nothing will turnit away from them, and they will be compl etely encircled by that which
they used to mock at!

011.009 If We give man ataste of Mercy from Ourselves, and then withdraw it from him, behold! heisin despair and
(fallsinto) blasphemy.

011.010 But if We give him ataste of (Our) favours after adversity hath touched him, heis sureto say, "All evil has



departed from me:" Behold! he fallsinto exultation and pride.

011.011 Not so do those who show patience and constancy, and work righteousness; for them isforgiveness (of sins)
and agreat reward.

011.012 Perchance thou mayest (feel the inclination) to give up a part of what is revealed unto thee, and thy heart
feeleth straitened lest they say, "Why is hot atreasure sent down unto him, or why does not an angel come down with
him?' But thou art there only to warn! It is God that arrangeth al affairs!

011.013 Or they may say, "He forged it," Say, "Bring ye then ten suras forged, like unto it, and call (to your aid)
whomsoever ye can, other than God! - If ye speak the truth!

011.014"If then they (your false gods) answer not your (call), know yethat thisrevelation is sent down (replete) with
the knowledge of God, and that there is no god but He! will ye even then submit (to Islam)?"

011.015 Those who desire the life of the present and its glitter,- to them we shall pay (the price of) their deeds
therein,- without diminution.

011.016 They arethosefor whomthereisnothingintheHereafter but the Fire: vain arethe designsthey frametherein,
and of no effect and the deeds that they do!

011.017 Can they be (like) those who accept a Clear (Sign) from their Lord, and whom awitness from Himself doth
teach, asdid the Book of Mosesbeforeit,- aguideand amercy? They believetherein; but those of the Sectsthat reject
it,- the Fire will be their promised meeting-place. Be not then in doubt thereon: for it isthe truth from thy Lord: yet
many among men do not believe!

011.018 Who doth more wrong than those who invent alife against God? They will be turned back to the presence of
their Lord, and the witnesseswill say, "These arethe oneswho lied against their Lord! Behold! the Curse of Godison
those who do wrong! -

011.019 "Those who would hinder (men) from the path of God and would seek in it something crooked: these were
they who denied the Hereafter!"

011.020 They will in no wisefrustrate (Hisdesign) on earth, nor havethey protectors besides God! Their penalty will
be doubled! They lost the power to hear, and they did not see!

011.021 They are the ones who havelost their own souls: and the (fancies) they invented have |eft them in the lurch!
011.022 Without a doubt, these are the very ones who will lose most in the Hereafter!

011.023 But those who believe and work righteousness, and humble themselves before their Lord,- They will be
companions of the gardens, to dwell therein for aye!

011.024 These two kinds (of men) may be compared to the blind and deaf, and those who can see and hear well. Are
they equal when compared? Will ye not then take heed?

011.025 We sent Noah to his people (with amission): "I have come to you with a Clear Warning:

011.026 "That ye serve none but God: Verily | do fear for you the penalty of agrievous day."

011.027 But the chiefs of the Unbelievers among his people said: "We see (in) thee nothing but aman like ourselves:
Nor do we see that any follow thee but the meanest among us, in judgment immature: Nor do we seeinyou (al) any
merit above us: in fact wething ye areliars!"

011.028 He said: "O my people! Seeyeif (it bethat) | have aClear Sign from my Lord, and that He hath sent Mercy
unto mefrom Hisown presence, but that the M ercy hath been obscured from your sight?shall we compel youto accept
it when ye are averseto it?

011.029 "And O my people! | ask you for no wealth in return: my reward is from none but God: But | will not drive
away (in contempt) those who believe: for verily they are to meet their Lord, and ye | see are the ignorant ones!
011.030 "And O my people! who would help me against God if | drove them away? Will ye not then take heed?
011.031 "I tell you not that with me are the treasures of God, nor do | know what ishidden, nor claim | to bean angel.
Nor yet do | say, of those whom your eyes do despisethat God will not grant them (all) that isgood: God knoweth best
what isin their souls: | should, if | did, indeed be awrong-doer."

011.032 They said: "O Noah! thou hast disputed with us, and (much) hast thou prol onged the dispute with us: now bring
upon us what thou threatenest us with, if thou speakest the truth! ?"

011.033 He said: "Truly, God will bring it on you if Hewills,- and then, ye will not be able to frustrate it!

011.034 " Of no profit will be my counsel to you, much as| desireto giveyou (good) counsdl, if it bethat God willeth



to leaveyou astray: Heisyour Lord! and to Him will ye return!"

011.035 Or do they say, "He hasforged it"? Say: "If | had forged it, on me were my sin! and | am free of the sins of
which ye are guilty!

011.036 It wasreveaed to Noah: "None of thy people will believe except those who have believed already! So grieve
no longer over their (evil) deeds.

011.037 "But construct an Ark under Our eyesand Our inspiration, and addressMe no (further) on behalf of thosewho
arein sin: for they are about to be overwhelmed (in the Flood)."

011.038 Forthwith he (starts) constructing the Ark: Every timethat the chiefs of hispeople passed by him, they threw
ridicule on him. He said: "If yeridicule us now, we (in our turn) can look down on you with ridicule likewisel!
011.039 "But soon will ye know who it ison whom will descend apenalty that will cover them with shame,- on whom
will be unloosed a penalty lasting:"

011.040 At length, behold! there came Our command, and the fountains of the earth gushed forth! We said: "Embark
therein, of each kind two, male and female, and your family - except those against whom the word has already gone
forth,- and the Believers." but only afew believed with him.

011.041 So hesaid: "Embark ye onthe Ark, Inthe name of God, whether it move or beat rest! For my Lordis, besure,
Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful!"

011.042 Sothe Ark floated with them on the waves (towering) like mountains, and Noah called out to his son, who had
separated himself (from the rest): "O my son! embark with us, and be not with the unbelievers!”

011.043 Thesonreplied: "I will betake myself to somemountain: it will save mefromthewater.” Noah said: "Thisday
nothing can save, from the command of God, any but those on whom He hath mercy! "And the waves came between
them, and the son was among those overwhelmed in the Flood.

011.044 Then the word went forth: "O earth! swallow up thy water, and O sky! Withhold (thy rain)!" and the water
abated, and the matter was ended. The Ark rested on Mount Judi, and the word went forth: " Away with those who do
wrong!"

011.045 And Noah called upon hisLord, and said: "Omy Lord! surely my sonisof my family! and Thy promiseistrue,
and Thou art the justest of Judges!"

011.046 Hesaid: "O Noah! Heisnot of thy family: For hisconduct isunrighteous. So ask not of Methat of which thou
hast no knowledge! | give thee counsdl, lest thou act like the ignorant!"

011.047 Noah said: "Omy Lord! | do seek refugewith Thee, lest | ask Theefor that of which | have no knowledge. And
unless thou forgive me and have Mercy on me, | should indeed be lost!"

011.048 Theword came: "O Noah! Come down (from the Ark) with peace from Us, and blessing on thee and on some
of the peoples (who will spring) from those with thee: but (therewill be other) peoplesto whom Weshall grant their
pleasures (for atime), but in the end will a grievous penalty reach them from Us."

011.049 Such are some of the stories of the unseen, which We have revea ed unto thee: before this, neither thou nor
thy people knew them. So persevere patiently: for the End is for those who are righteous.

011.050 To the 'Ad People (We sent) Hud, one of their own brethren. He said: "O my people! worship God! ye have
no other god but Him. (Y our other gods) ye do nothing but invent!

011.051 "O my people! | ask of you no reward for this(Message). My reward isfrom none but Him who created me:
Will ye not then understand?

011.052"And O my people! Ask forgivenessof your Lord, and turnto Him (in repentance): Hewill send youthe skies
pouring abundant rain, and add strength to your strength: so turn ye not back in sin!*

011.053 They said: "O Hud! No Clear (Sign) that hast thou brought us, and we are not the ones to desert our gods on
thy word! Nor shall we believe in thee!

011.054 "We say nothing but that (perhaps) some of our gods may have seized thee with imbecility." He said: "I call
God to witness, and do ye bear withess, that | am free from the sin of ascribing, to Him,

011.055 "Other gods as partners! so scheme (your worst) against me, all of you, and give me no respite.

011.056 "I put my trust in God, My Lord and your Lord! There is not a moving creature, but He hath grasp of its
fore-lock. Verily, itismy Lord that is on astraight Path.

011.057 "If yeturn away,- | (at least) have conveyed the Message with which | was sent to you. My Lord will make



another people to succeed you, and you will not harm Him in the least. For my Lord hath care and watch over all
things."

011.058 So when Our decree issued, We saved Hud and those who believed with him, by (special) Grace from
Ourselves: We saved them from a severe penalty.

011.059 Suchwerethe'Ad People: they rejected the Signs of their Lord and Cherisher; disobeyed His apostles; And
followed the command of every powerful, obstinate transgressor.

011.060 And they were pursued by a Cursein thislife,- and on the Day of Judgment. Ah! Behold! for the'Ad rejected
their Lord and Cherisher! Ah! Behold! removed (from sight) were 'Ad the people of Hud!

011.061 To the Thamud People (We sent) Salih, one of their own brethren. He said: "O my people! Worship God: ye
have no other god but Him. ItisHeWho hath produced you from the earth and settled you therein: then ask forgiveness
of Him, and turn to Him (in repentance): for my Lord is (always) near, ready to answer."

011.062 They said: "O Salih! thou hast been of us! acentre of our hopeshitherto! dost thou (now) forbid ustheworship
of what our fathers worshipped? But we are really in suspicious (disquieting) doubt as to that to which thou invitest
s

011.063 He said: "O my people! do ye see?if | have a Clear (Sign) from my Lord and He hath sent Mercy unto me
from Himself,- who then can help me against God if | were to disobey Him?What then would ye add to my (portion)
but perdition?

011.064 "And O my people! This she-camel of God isasymbol to you: leave her to feed on God's (free) earth, and
inflict no harm on her, or aswift penalty will seizeyou!"

011.065 But they did ham-string her. So he said: "Enjoy yourselvesin your homesfor threedays: (Thenwill beyour
ruin): (Behold) there a promise not to be belied!"

011.066 When Our Decree issued, We saved Salih and those who believed with him, by (special) Grace from
Ourselves - and from the Ignominy of that day. For thy Lord - Heis the Strong One, and able to enforce His Will.
011.067 The (mighty) Blast overtook the wrong-doers, and they lay prostrate in their homes before the morning,-
011.068 Asif they had never dwelt and flourished there. Ah! Behold! for the Thamud rejected their Lord and Cherisher!
Ah! Behold! removed (from sight) were the Thamud!

011.069 There came Our messengers to Abraham with glad tidings. They said, "Peacel" He answered, "Peace!" and
hastened to entertain them with aroasted calf.

011.070 But when he saw their handswent not towardsthe (meal), hefelt somemistrust of them, and conceived afear
of them. They said: "Fear not: We have been sent against the people of Lut."

011.071 And hiswife was standing (there), and she laughed: But we gave her glad tidings of Isaac, and after him, of
Jacab.

011.072 Shesaid: "Alasfor me! shal | bear achild, seeing | am an old woman, and my husband hereisan old man? That
would indeed be awonderful thing!"

011.073 They said: "Dost thou wonder at God's decree? The grace of God and His blessings on you, o ye people of
the house! for He isindeed worthy of all praise, full of all glory!"

011.074 When fear had passed from (the mind of) Abraham and the glad tidings had reached him, he began to plead
with usfor Lut's people.

011.075 For Abraham was, without doubt, forbearing (of faults), compassionate, and given to look to God.
011.076 O Abraham! Seek not this. Thedecreeof thy L ord hath goneforth: for them there cometh apenalty that cannot
be turned back!

011.077 When Our messengers cameto Lut, he was grieved on their account and felt himself powerless (to protect)
them. He said: "Thisisadistressful day."

011.078 And hispeople came rushing towards him, and they had been long in the habit of practising abominations. He
said: "O my people! Hereare my daughters: they are purer for you (if ye marry)! Now fear God, and cover menot with
shame about my guests! Isthere not among you a single right-minded man?"

011.079 They said: "Well dost thou know we have no need of thy daughters: indeed thou knowest quite well what we
want!"

011.080 He said: "Would that | had power to suppress you or that | could betake myself to some powerful support.”



011.081 (The Messengers) said: "O Lut! We are Messengers fromthy Lord! By no means shall they reach thee! now
travel with thy family while yet apart of the night remains, and let not any of you look back: but thy wife (will remain
behind): To her will happen what happens to the people. Morning is their time appointed: Is not the morning nigh?"
011.082 When Our Decree issued, We turned (the cities) upside down, and rained down on them brimstones hard as
baked clay, spread, layer on layer,-

011.083 Marked as from thy Lord: Nor are they ever far from those who do wrong!

011.084 To the Madyan People (We sent) Shu'aib, one of their own brethren: he said: "O my people! worship God:
Yehave no other god but Him. And give not short measure or weight: | see you in prosperity, but | fear for you the
penalty of aday that will compass (you) all round.

011.085 "And O my people! give just measure and weight, nor withhold from the people the things that are their due:
commit not evil in the land with intent to do mischief.

011.086 "That whichisleft you by God isbest for you, if ye (but) believed! but | am not set over you to keep watch!"
011.087 They said: "O Shu'aib! Doesthy (religion of) prayer command thee that we leave off the worship which our
fathers practised, or that we leave off doing what we like with our property?truly, thou art the one that forbeareth with
faultsand isright- minded!"

011.088 He said: "O my people! seeyewhether | haveaClear (Sign) frommy Lord, and He hath given me sustenance
(pure and) good as from Himself? | wish not, in opposition to you, to do that which | forbid you to do. | only desire
(your) betterment to the best of my power; and my success (in my task) can only comefrom God. In Him | trust, and
unto Him | look.

011.089 "And O my people! let not my dissent (from you) causeyou to sin, lest ye suffer afate similar to that of the
people of Noah or of Hud or of Salih, nor are the people of Lut far off from you!

011.090 "But ask forgiveness of your Lord, and turn unto Him (in repentance): For my Lordisindeed full of mercy
and loving-kindness."

011.091 They said: "O Shu'aib! much of what thou sayest we do not understand! In fact among uswe seethat thou hast
no strength! Wereit not for thy family, weshould certainly have stoned thee! for thou hast among usno great position!"
011.092 He said: "O my people! isthen my family of more consideration with you than God? For ye cast Him away
behind your backs (with contempt). But verily my Lord encompasseth on al sides all that ye do!

011.093 "And O my people! Do whatever ye can: | will do (my part): Soon will ye know who it is on whom descends
the penalty of ignominy; and who isaliar! and watch ye! for | too am watching with you!"

011.094 When Our decree issued, We saved Shu'aib and those who believed with him, by (special) mercy from
Ourselves: But the (mighty) blast did seize the wrong- doers, and they lay prostrate in their homes by the morning,-
011.095 Asif they had never dwelt and flourished there! Ah! Behold! How the Madyan wereremoved (from sight) as
were removed the Thamud!

011.096 And we sent Moses, with Our Clear (Signs) and an authority manifest,

011.097 Unto Pharaoh and his chiefs: but they followed the command of Pharaoh and the command of Pharaoh was
no right (guide).

011.098 He will go before his people on the Day of Judgment, and lead them into the Fire (as cattle areled to water):
But woeful indeed will be the place to which they areled!

011.099 And they are followed by acurseinthis(life) and on the Day of Judgment: and woeful isthe gift which shall
be given (unto them)!

011.100 These are some of the stories of communities which We relate unto thee: of them some are standing, and
some have been mown down (by the sickle of time).

011.101 It was not We that wronged them: They wronged their own souls. the deities, other than God, whom they
invoked, profited them no whit when there issued the decree of thy Lord: Nor did they add aught (to their lot) but
perdition!

011.102 Suchisthe chastisement of thy L ord when He chastises communitiesin the midst of their wrong: grievous,
indeed, and severe is His chastisement.

011.103 In that is a Sign for those who fear the penalty of the Hereafter: that is a Day for which mankind will be
gathered together: that will be a Day of Testimony.



011.104 Nor shall We delay it but for aterm appointed.

011.105 The day it arrives, no soul shall speak except by His leave: of those (gathered) some will be wretched and
some will be blessed.

011.106 Thosewho arewretched shall beintheFire: Therewill befor them therein (nothing but) the heaving of sighs
and sobs:

011.107 They will dwell therein for all the time that the heavens and the earth endure, except asthy Lord willeth: for
thy Lord isthe (sure) accomplisher of what He planneth.

011.108 And thosewho are blessed shall beinthe Garden: They will dwell therein for all thetimethat the heavensand
the earth endure, except as thy Lord willeth: a gift without break.

011.109 Be not then in doubt as to what these men worship. They worship nothing but what their fathers worshipped
before (them): but verily We shall pay them back (in full) their portion without (the least) abatement.

011.110 Wecertainly gavetheBook to Moses, but differencesarosetherein: had it not beenthat aword had goneforth
before from thy Lord, the matter would have been decided between them, but they arein suspicious doubt concerning
it.

011.111 And, of asurety, toall will your Lord pay back (in full the recompense) of their deeds: for He knoweth well
all that they do.

011.112 Therefore stand firm (in the straight Path) asthou art commanded,- thou and those who with thee turn (unto
God); and transgress not (from the Path): for He seeth well al that ye do.

011.113 And incline not to those who do wrong, or the Firewill seize you; and ye have no protectors other than God,
nor shall ye be helped.

011.114 And establish regular prayers at the two ends of the day and at the approaches of the night: For those things,
that are good remove those that are evil: Be that the word of remembrance to those who remember (their Lord):
011.115 And be steadfast in patience; for verily God will not suffer the reward of the righteous to perish.

011.116 Why were there not, among the generations before you, persons possessed of balanced good sense,
prohibiting (men) from mischief in the earth - except a few among them whom We saved (from harm)? But the
wrong-doers pursued the enjoyment of the good things of life which were given them, and persisted in sin.

011.117 Nor would thy L ord bethe Oneto destroy communitiesfor asinglewrong- doing, if itsmemberswerelikely
to mend.

011.118 If thy Lord had so willed, He could have made mankind one people: but they will not cease to dispute.
011.119 Except those on whom thy L ord hath bestowed HisMercy: and for thisdid He create them: and the Word of
thy Lord shall befulfilled: "I will fill Hell with jinns and men all together."

011.120 All that werelateto thee of the stories of the apostles,- with it We makefirm thy heart: inthem there cometh
to thee the Truth, aswell as an exhortation and a message of remembrance to those who believe.

011.121 Say to those who do not believe: "Do what ever ye can: We shall do our part;

011.122 "And wait ye! Wetoo shall wait."

011.123 To God do belong the unseen (secrets) of the heavens and the earth, and to Him goeth back every affair (for
decision): then worship Him, and put thy trust in Him: and thy Lord is not unmindful of aught that ye do.

JOSEPH, CHAPTER NO. 012

012.001 A.L.R. These are the symbols (or Verses) of the perspicuous Book.

012.002 We have sent it down as an Arabic Qur'an, in order that ye may learn wisdom.

012.003 We do relate unto thee the most beautiful of stories, in that We reveal to thee this (portion of the) Qur'an:
before this, thou too was among those who knew it not.

012.004 Behold! Joseph said to hisfather: "O my father! | did see eleven stars and the sun and the moon: | saw them
prostrate themselvesto mel!"

012.005 Said (the father): "My (dear) little son! relate not thy vision to thy brothers, lest they concoct a plot against
thee: for Satan isto man an avowed enemy!

012.006 "Thuswill thy L ord choosethee and teach thee theinterpretati on of stories(and events) and perfect Hisfavour
to thee and to the posterity of Jacob - even as He perfected it to thy fathers Abraham and | saac aforetime! for God is



full of knowledge and wisdom."

012.007 Verily in Joseph and his brethren are signs (or symbols) for seekers (after Truth).

012.008 They said: "Truly Joseph and his brother are loved more by our father than we: But we are a goodly body!
really our father is obviously wandering (in his mind)!

012.009 "Slay ye Joseph or cast him out to some (unknown) land, that so the favour of your father may be given toyou
alone: (there will be time enough) for you to be righteous after that!"

012.010 Said one of them: "Slay not Joseph, but if ye must do something, throw him down to the bottom of thewell:
hewill be picked up by some caravan of travellers.”

012.011 They said: "O our father! why dost thou not trust us with Joseph,- seeing we are indeed his sincere
well-wishers?

012.012 "Send him with us tomorrow to enjoy himself and play, and we shall take every care of him."

012.013 (Jacob) said: "Redlly it saddens methat ye should take him away: | fear lest thewolf should devour him while
ye attend not to him."

012.014 They said: "If thewolf were to devour him whilewe are (so large) a party, then should we indeed (first) have
perished ourselves!"

012.015 So they did take him away, and they all agreed to throw him down to the bottom of the well: and We put into
hisheart (this Message): 'Of asurety thou shalt (one day) tell them thetruth of thistheir affair whilethey know (thee)
not'

012.016 Then they came to their father in the early part of the night, weeping.

012.017 They said: "O our father! We went racing with one another, and left Joseph with our things; and the wolf
devoured him.... But thou wilt never believe us even though wetdll the truth.”

012.018 They stained hisshirt with false blood. He said: "Nay, but your minds have made up atal e (that may pass) with
you, (for me) patience ismost fitting: Against that which ye assert, it is God (alone) Whose help can be sought”..
012.019 Then there came acaravan of travellers: they sent their water-carrier (for water), and he let down his bucket
(into thewell)...He said: "Ah there! Good news! Hereisa(fine) young man!" So they concealed him asatreasure! But
God knoweth well al that they do!

012.020 The (Brethren) sold him for amiserable price, for afew dirhams counted out: in such low estimation did they
hold him!

012.021 The man in Egypt who bought him, said to hiswife: "Make his stay (among us) honourable: may be he will
bring us much good, or we shall adopt him asason." Thusdid We establish Josephin theland, that We might teach him
the interpretation of stories (and events). And God hath full power and control over His affairs; but most among
mankind know it not.

012.022 When Joseph attained His full manhood, We gave him power and knowledge: thus do We reward those who
doright.

012.023 But she in whose house he was, sought to seduce him from his (true) self: she fastened the doors, and said:
"Nowcome, thou (dear one)!" Hesaid: "Godforbid! truly (thy husband) ismy lord! hemademy sojourn agreeable! truly
to no good come those who do wrong!"

012.024 And (with passion) did shedesirehim, and hewould have desired her, but that he saw the evidence of hisL ord:
thus (did We order) that We might turn away from him (all) evil and shameful deeds: for he was one of Our servants,
sincere and purified.

012.025 So they both raced each other to the door, and she tore his shirt from the back: they both found her lord near
the door. She said: "What isthe (fitting) punishment for one who formed an evil design against thy wife, but prison or
agrievous chastisement?"

012.026 He said: "It was she that sought to seduce me - from my (true) self.” And one of her household saw (this) and
bore witness, (thus):- "If it be that his shirt is rent from the front, then is her tale true, and heisaliar!

012.027 "But if it be that his shirt istorn from the back, then is she theliar, and heistelling the truth!"

012.028 So when he saw hisshirt,- that it wastorn at the back,- (her husband) said: "Behold! Itisasnare of youwomen!
truly, mighty isyour snare!

012.029 " O Joseph, pass this over! (O wife), ask forgivenessfor thy sin, for truly thou hast been at fault!”



012.030 Ladiessaidinthe City: "Thewife of the (great) 'Azizisseeking to seduce her slavefrom his (true) self: Truly
hath he inspired her with violent love: we see sheis evidently going astray."

012.031 When she heard of their malicioustalk, she sent for them and prepared a banquet for them: she gave each of
them aknife: and she said (to Joseph), "Come out before them." When they saw him, they did extol him, and (in their
amazement) cut their hands: they said, "God preserve us! no mortal isthis! thisis none other than anoble angel!"
012.032 Shesaid: "There before you isthe man about whom yedid blameme! | did seek to seduce him from his (true)
self but hedid firmly save himself guiltless!....and now, if he doth not my bidding, heshall certainly be cast into prison,
and (what is more) be of the company of the vilest!"

012.033 Hesaid: "Omy Lord! the prisonismoreto my liking than that to which they inviteme: Unless Thou turn away
their snare from me, | should (in my youthful folly) feel inclined towards them and join the ranks of theignorant.”
012.034 So his Lord hearkened to him (in his prayer), and turned away from him their snare: Verily He heareth and
knoweth (all things).

012.035 Then it occurred to the men, after they had seen the signs, (that it was best) to imprison him for atime.
012.036 Now with him there came into the prison two young men. Said one of them: "l see myself (in a dream)
pressing wine." saidtheother: "I seemyself (inadream) carrying bread on my head, and birdsare eating, thereof." "Tell
us' (they said) "The truth and meaning thereof: for we see thou art one that doth good (to all)."

012.037 He said: "Before any food comes (in due course) to feed either of you, | will surely reveal to you the truth
and meaning of thisere it befall you: that is part of the (duty) which my Lord hath taught me. | have (I assure you)
abandoned the ways of a people that believe not in God and that (even) deny the Hereafter.

012.038 "And | follow the ways of my fathers,- Abraham, |saac, and Jacob; and never could we attribute any partners
whatever to God: that (comes) of the grace of God to us and to mankind: yet most men are not grateful.

012.039 "O my two companions of the prison! (I ask you): are many lords differing among themselves better, or the
One God, Supreme and Irresistible?

012.040 "If not Him, ye worship nothing but names which ye have named,- ye and your fathers,- for which God hath
sent down no authority: the command isfor none but God: He hath commanded that ye worship none but Him: that is
the right religion, but most men understand not...

012.041 "O my two companions of the prison! Asto one of you, hewill pour out thewinefor hislord to drink: asfor
the other, he will hang from the cross, and the birds will eat from off his head. (so) hath been decreed that matter
whereof ye twain do enquire"...

012.042 And of the two, to that one whom he consider about to be saved, he said: "Mention meto thy lord." But Satan
made him forget to mention him to hislord: and (Joseph) lingered in prison afew (more) years.

012.043 Theking (of Egypt) said: "I do see (inavision) seven fat kine, whom seven lean ones devour, and seven green
ears of corn, and seven (others) withered. O ye chiefs! Expound to memy visionif it bethat ye can interpret visions."
012.044 They said: "A confused medley of dreams: and we are not skilled in the interpretation of dreams."

012.045 But theman who had been rel eased, one of thetwo (who had been in prison) and who now bethought him after
(so long) a space of time, said: "I will tell you the truth of itsinterpretation: send ye me (therefore).”

012.046 "O Joseph!" (he said) "O man of truth! Expound to us (the dream) of seven fat kine whom seven lean ones
devour, and of seven green ears of corn and (seven) otherswithered: that | may return to the peopl e, and that they may
understand.”

012.047 (Joseph) said: "For seven years shall yediligently sow asisyour wont: and the harveststhat yereap, ye shall
leave them in the ear,- except alittle, of which ye shall eat.

012.048 "Then will come after that (period) seven dreadful (years), which will devour what ye shall have laid by in
advance for them,- (all) except alittle which ye shall have (specially) guarded.

012.049 "Thenwill come after that (period) ayear in which the people will have abundant water, and in which they will
press (wineand ail)."

012.050 So the king said: "Bring yehim unto me." But when the messenger cameto him, (Joseph) said: " Go thou back
to thy lord, and ask him, 'What is the state of mind of the ladies who cut their hands? For my Lord is certainly well
aware of their snare.”

012.051 (Theking) said (to theladies): "What wasyour affair when yedid seek to seduce Joseph from his (true) self?"



The ladies said: "God preserve us! no evil know we against him!" Said the 'Aziz'swife: "Now isthe truth manifest (to
al): it was | who sought to seduce him from his (true) self: Heisindeed of those who are (ever) true (and virtuous).
012.052 "This(say 1), in order that He may know that | have never been falseto himin hisabsence, and that God will
never guide the snare of the false ones.

012.053 "Nor do | absolve my own self (of blame): the (human) soul is certainly prone to evil, unless my Lord do
bestow His Mercy: but surely my Lord is Oft- forgiving, Most Merciful."

012.054 Sotheking said: "Bring him unto me; | will take him specially to serve about my own person.” Thereforewhen
he had spoken to him, he said: "Be assured this day, thou art, before our own presence, with rank firmly established,
and fidelity fully proved!

012.055 (Joseph) said: "Set me over the store-houses of the land: | will indeed guard them, as one that knows (their
importance).”

012.056 Thus did We give established power to Joseph in the land, to take possession therein as, when, or where he
pleased. We bestow of our Mercy on whom We please, and We suffer not, to belost, the reward of those who do good.
012.057 But verily the reward of the Hereafter isthe best, for those who believe, and are constant in righteousness.
012.058 Then came Joseph's brethren: they entered his presence, and he knew them, but they knew him not.
012.059 And when he had furnished them forth with provisions (suitabl€) for them, he said: "Bring unto me abrother
ye have, of the same father as yourselves, (but adifferent mother): seeyenot that | pay out full measure, and that | do
provide the best hospitality?

012.060 "Now if ye bring him not to me, ye shall have no measure (of corn) from me, nor shall ye (even) come near
me."

012.061 They said: "We shall certainly seek to get our wish about him from his father: Indeed we shall doit."
012.062 And (Joseph) told hisservantsto put their stock-in-trade (with which they had bartered) intotheir saddle-bags,
so they should know it only when they returned to their people, in order that they might come back.

012.063 Now when they returned to their father, they said: "O our father! No more measure of grain shall we get
(unlesswetake our brother): So send our brother with us, that we may get our measure; and we will indeed take every
careof him."

012.064 He said: "Shall | trust youwith him with any result other than when | trusted you with his brother af oretime?
But God isthe best to take care (of him), and Heisthe Most Merciful of those who show mercy!"

012.065 Then whenthey opened their baggage, they found their stock-in-trade had been returned to them. They said:
"O our father! What (more) can we desire?this our stock-in-trade has been returned to us: sowe shall get (more) food
for our family; We shall take care of our brother; and add (at the same time) a full camel's load (of grain to our
provisions). Thisisbut asmall quantity.

012.066 (Jacob) said: "Never will | send him with you until ye swear a solemn oath to me, in God's name, that ye will
be sure to bring him back to me unlessye are yourselves hemmed in (and made powerless). And when they had sworn
their solemn oath, he said: "Over all that we say, be God the witness and guardian!"

012.067 Further he said: "O my sons! enter not al by one gate: enter ye by different gates. Not that | can profit you
aught against God (with my advice): None can command except God: On Him do | put my trust: and let all that trust
put their trust on Him."

012.068 And when they entered in the manner their father had enjoined, it did not profit themin theleast against (the
plan of) God: It was but a necessity of Jacob's soul, which he discharged. For he was, by our instruction, full of
knowledge (and experience): but most men know not.

012.069 Now when they cameinto Joseph's presence, hereceived his(full) brother to stay with him. Hesaid (to him):
"Behold! | am thy (own) brother; so grieve not at aught of their doings."”

012.070 At length when he had furnished them forth with provisions (suitable) for them, he put the drinking cup into
his brother's saddle-bag. Then shouted out acrier: "O ye (in) the caravan! behold! ye are thieves, without doubt!"
012.071 They said, turning towards them: "What isit that ye miss?"

012.072 They said: "We miss the great beaker of the king; for him who producesiit, is (the reward of) a camel load;
| will bebound by it."

012.073 (The brothers) said: "By God! well ye know that we came not to make mischief in the land, and we are no



thieves!"

012.074 (The Egyptians) said: "What then shall be the penalty of this, if ye are (proved) to have lied?"

012.075 They said: "Thepenalty should bethat hein whose saddle-bag it isfound, should be held (asbondman) to atone
for the (crime). Thusit iswe punish the wrong- doers!"”

012.076 So he began (the search) with their baggage, before (he came to) the baggage of his brother: at length he
brought it out of his brother's baggage. Thus did We plan for Joseph. He could not take his brother by the law of the
king except that God willed it (so). We raise to degrees (of wisdom) whom We please: but over all endued with
knowledge is one, the All-Knowing.

012.077 They said: "If he steals, there was a brother of his who did steal before (him)." But these things did Joseph
keep locked in his heart, revealing not the secrets to them. He (simply) said (to himself): "Y earetheworse situated;
and God knoweth best the truth of what ye assert!”

012.078 They said: "O exalted one! Behold! he has afather, aged and venerable, (who will grievefor him); so takeone
of usin hisplace; for we see that thou art (gracious) in doing good."

012.079 He said: "God forbid that we take other than him with whom we found our property: indeed (if we did so), we
should be acting wrongfully.

012.080 Now when they saw no hope of his (yielding), they held aconferencein private. Theleader anong them said:
"Know ye not that your father did take an oath from you in God's name, and how, before this, ye did fail in your duty
with Joseph? Thereforewill | not leave thisland until my father permits me, or God commands me; and Heisthe best
to command.

012.081 "Turn ye back to your father, and say, 'O our father! behold! thy son committed theft! we bear witness only
to what we know, and we could not well guard against the unseen!

012.082 ""Ask at the town where we have been and the caravan in which we returned, and (you will find) we areindeed
telling the truth.™

012.083 Jacob said: "Nay, but ye have yoursel ves contrived astory (good enough) for you. So patienceis most fitting
(for me). Maybe God will bring them (back) all to me (inthe end). For Heisindeed full of knowledge and wisdom."
012.084 And heturned away from them, and said: "How great ismy grief for Joseph!" And hiseyesbecamewhitewith
sorrow, and he fell into silent melancholy.

012.085 They said: "By God! (never) wilt thou ceaseto remember Joseph until thou reach thelast extremity of illness,
or until thou die!"

012.086 Hesaid: "I only complain of my distraction and anguishto God, and | know from God that which ye know not...
012.087 "Omy sons! go yeand enquire about Joseph and hisbrather, and never give up hope of God's Soothing Mercy:
truly no one despairs of God's Soothing Mercy, except those who have no faith."

012.088 Then, when they came (back) into (Joseph's) presence they said: "O exalted one! distress has seized us and
our family: we have (now) brought but scanty capital: so pay usfull measure, (we pray thee), and treat it ascharity to
us: for God doth reward the charitable.”

012.089 He said: "Know ye how ye dealt with Joseph and his brother, not knowing (what ye were doing)?*

012.090 They said: "Art thou indeed Joseph?' He said, "I am Joseph, and this is my brother: God has indeed been
gracioustous(al): behold, hethat isrighteousand patient,- never will God suffer the reward to belost, of those who
doright."

012.091 They said: "By God! indeed has God preferred thee above us, and we certainly have been guilty of sin!"
012.092 He said: "This day let no reproach be (cast) on you: God will forgive you, and He is the Most Merciful of
those who show mercy!

012.093 "Go with this my shirt, and cast it over the face of my father: he will come to see (clearly). Then comeye
(here) to me together with al your family."

012.094 When the caravan | eft (Egypt), their father said: "1 do indeed scent the presence of Joseph: Nay, think me not
adotard."

012.095 They said: "By God! truly thou art in thine old wandering mind."

012.096 Thenwhen the bearer of the good news came, He cast (the shirt) over hisface, and heforthwith regained clear
sight. He said: "Did | not say to you, 'l know from God that which ye know not?"



012.097 They said: "O our father! ask for usforgivenessfor our sins, for weweretruly at fault."

012.098 He said: "Soon will | ask my Lord for forgiveness for you: for heisindeed Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful."
012.099 Then when they entered the presence of Joseph, he provided a home for his parents with himself, and said:

"Enter ye Egypt (all) in safety if it please God."

012.100 And he raised his parents high on the throne (of dignity), and they fell downin prostration, (all) before him.

He said: "O my father! thisisthefulfilment of my vision of old! God hath made it come true! He was indeed good to
me when He took me out of prison and brought you (all here) out of the desert, (even) after Satan had sown enmity
betweenme and my brothers. Verily my Lord understandeth best the mysteries of all that He planneth to do, for verily
Heisfull of knowledge and wisdom.

012.101"O my Lord! Thou hast indeed bestowed on me some power, and taught me something of the interpretation
of dreams and events,- O Thou Creator of the heavens and the earth! Thou art my Protector in this world and in the
Hereafter. Take Thou my soul (at death) as one submitting to Thy will (asaMuslim), and unite mewith therighteous."
012.102 Such isone of the stories of what happened unseen, which We reveal by inspiration unto thee; nor wast thou
(present) with them then when they concerted their plans together in the process of weaving their plots.

012.103 Y et no faith will the greater part of mankind have, however ardently thou dost desireit.

012.104 And no reward dost thou ask of them for this: it is no less than a message for all creatures.

012.105 And how many Signsin the heavens and the earth do they passby?Y et they turn (their faces) away from them!

012.106 And most of them believe not in God without associating (other as partners) with Him!

012.107 Do they then feel secure from the coming against them of the covering veil of the wrath of God,- or of the
coming against them of the (final) Hour al of a sudden while they perceive not?

012.108 Say thou: "Thisis my way: | do invite unto God,- on evidence clear as the seeing with one's eyes,- | and
whoever follows me. Glory to God! and never will | join godswith God!"

012.109 Nor did We send before thee (as apostles) any but men, whom we did inspire,- (men) living in human
habitations. Do they not travel through the earth, and see what was the end of those before them? But the home of the
hereafter is best, for those who do right. Will ye not then understand?

012.110 (Respitewill be granted) until, when the apostles give up hope (of their people) and (cometo) think that they
were treated as liars, there reaches them Our help, and those whom We will are delivered into safety. But never will

be warded off our punishment from those who arein sin.

012.111 Thereis, in their stories, instruction for men endued with understanding. It is not atale invented, but a
confirmation of what went beforeit,- adetailed exposition of al things, and aguideand amercy to any such asbelieve.

THE THUNDER, CHAPTER NO. 013

013.001 A.L.M.R. Thesearethe signs (or verses) of the Book: that which hath been reveal ed unto thee from thy Lord
isthe Truth; but most men believe not.

013.002 God is He Who raised the heavens without any pillarsthat ye can see; isfirmly established on the throne (of
authority); He has subjected the sun and the moon (to his Law)! Each one runs (its course) for aterm appointed. He
dothregulateall affairs, explaining thesignsin detail, that ye may believewith certainty in the meeting with your Lord.
013.003 AnditisHewho spread out the earth, and set thereon mountains standing firm and (flowing) rivers: and fruit
of every kind He made in pairs, two and two: He draweth the night asaveil o'er the Day. Behold, verily inthesethings
there are signs for those who consider!

013.004 And inthe earth aretracts (diverse though) neighbouring, and gardens of vines and fiel ds sown with corn, and
palmtrees- growing out of singleroots or otherwise: watered with the samewater, yet some of them We make more
excellent than othersto eat. Behold, verily in these things there are signs for those who understand!

013.005 If thou dost marvel (at their want of faith), strange is their saying: "When we are (actually) dust, shall we
indeed thenbein acreation renewed?' They are those who deny their Lord! They are those round whose neckswill be
yokes (of servitude): they will be Companions of the Fire, to dwell therein (for aye)!

013.006 They ask thee to hasten on the evil in preference to the good: Y et have come to pass, before them, (many)
exemplary punishments! But verily thy Lord isfull of forgiveness for mankind for their wrong-doing, and verily thy
Lordis(also) strict in punishment.



013.007 And the Unbelieverssay: "Why isnot asign sent down to him fromhisLord?"' But thou art truly awarner, and
to every people aguide.

013.008 God doth know what every female (womb) doth bear, by how much the wombs fall short (of their time or
number) or do exceed. Every single thing is before His sight, in (due) proportion.

013.009 He knoweth the unseen and that which is open: He is the Great, the Most High.

013.010 It isthe same (to Him) whether any of you conceal his speech or declareit openly; whether helie hid by night
or walk forth freely by day.

013.011 For each (such person) there are (angel s) in succession, before and behind him: They guard him by command
of God. Verily never will God changethe condition of apeople until they changeit themselves (with their own souls).
But when (once) God willeth a peopl€'s punishment, there can be no turning it back, nor will they find, besides Him,
any to protect.

013.012 It isHe Who doth show you the lightning, by way both of fear and of hope: It is He Who doth raise up the
clouds, heavy with (fertilising) rain!

013.013 Nay, thunder repeateth His prai ses, and so do theangel s, with awe: Heflingeth theloud-voiced thunder-bolts,
and therewith He striketh whomsoever He will..yet these (are the men) who (dare to) dispute about God, with the
strength of His power (supreme)!

013.014 For Him (alone) isprayer in Truth: any othersthat they call upon besides Him hear them no morethaniif they
wereto stretch forththeir handsfor water to reach their mouthsbut it reachesthem not: for the prayer of thosewithout
Faith is nothing but (futile) wandering (in the mind).

013.015 Whatever beings there are in the heavens and the earth do prostrate themselves to God (Acknowledging
subjection),- with good-will or in spite of themselves: so do their shadows in the morning and evenings.

013.016 Say: "Who isthe Lord and Sustainer of the heavens and the earth?' Say: "(It is) God." Say: "Do ye then take
(for worship) protectors other than Him, such as have no power either for good or for harm to themselves?' Say: "Are
the blind equal with those who see? Or the depths of darkness equal withlight?' Or do they assignto God partnerswho
have created (anything) as He has created, so that the creation seemed to them similar? Say: " God isthe Creator of all
things. He isthe One, the Supreme and Irresistible.”

013.017 He sends down water from the skies, and the channels flow, each according to its measure: But the torrent
bears away to foam that mounts up to the surface. Even so, from that (ore) which they heat in the fire, to make
ornaments or utensils therewith, there is ascum likewise. Thus doth God (by parables) show forth Truth and Vanity.
For the scum disappearslikeforth cast out; whilethat whichisfor the good of mankind remainsontheearth. Thusdoth
God set forth parables.

013.018 For those who respond to their Lord, are (all) goodthings. But those who respond not to Him,- Eveniif they
had all that isin the heavens and on earth, and as much more, (in vain) would they offer it for ransom. For them will
the reckoning beterrible: their abode will be Hell,- what a bed of misery!

013.019 Isthen one who doth know that that which hath been reveal ed unto thee from thy Lord isthe Truth, like one
who isblind? It is those who are endued with understanding that receive admonition;-

013.020 Those who fulfil the covenant of God and fail not in their plighted word;

013.021 Those who join together those things which God hath commanded to be joined, hold their Lord in awe, and
fear the terrible reckoning;

013.022 Those who patiently persevere, seeking the countenance of their Lord; Establish regular prayers; spend, out
of (the gifts) We have bestowed for their sustenance, secretly and openly; and turn off Evil with good: for such there
isthe final attainment of the (eternal) home,-

013.023 Gardens of perpetual bliss: they shall enter there, aswell asthe righteous among their fathers, their spouses,
and their offspring: and angels shall enter unto them from every gate (with the salutation):

013.024 "Peace unto you for that ye persevered in patience! Now how excellent isthe final home!"

013.025 But those who break the Covenant of God, after having plighted their word thereto, and cut asunder those
things which God has commanded to be joined, and work mischief in the land;- on them isthe curse; for themisthe
terrible home!

013.026 God dothenlarge, or grant by (strict) measure, the sustenance (which Hegiveth) towhomso He pleaseth. (The



wordly) rejoicein thelife of thisworld: But the life of thisworld is but little comfort in the Hereafter.

013.027 The Unbelievers say: "Why is not asign sent down to him from hisLord?" Say: "Truly God leaveth, to stray,
whom He will; But He guideth to Himself those who turn to Him in penitence,-

013.028 "Those who believe, and whose hearts find sati sfaction in the remembrance of God: for without doubt in the
remembrance of God do hearts find satisfaction.

013.029 "For thosewho believeand work righteousness, is(every) blessedness, and abeautiful placeof (fina) return.”
013.030 Thus have we sent thee amongst a Peopl e before whom (long since) have (other) Peoples (gone and) passed
away; in order that thou mightest rehearse unto them what We send down unto thee by inspiration; yet do they reject
(Him), the Most Gracious! Say: "Heismy Lord! Thereisno god but He! On Him ismy trust, and to Him do | turn!”
013.031 If there were a Qur'an with which mountains were moved, or the earth were cloven asunder, or the dead were
made to speak, (thiswould bethe one!) But, truly, the command iswith God in all things! Do not the Believers know,
that, had God (so) willed, He could have guided all mankind (to the right)? But the Unbelievers,- never will disaster
ceaseto seizethemfor their (ill) deeds, or to settle close to their homes, until the promise of God cometo pass, for,
verily, God will not fail in His promise.

013.032 Mocked were (many) apostles before thee: but | granted respite to the unbelievers, and finaly | punished
them: Then how (terrible) was my requital!

013.033 Isthen Hewho standeth over every soul (and knoweth) all that it doth, (like any others)? And yet they ascribe
partnersto God. Say: "But namethem! isit that yewill inform Him of something he knoweth not on earth, or isit (just)
ashow of words?' Nay! to thosewho believenot, their pretence seems pleasing, but they are kept back (thereby) from
the path. And those whom God leaves to stray, no one can guide.

013.034 For them is a penalty in thelife of thisworld, but harder, truly, isthe penalty of the Hereafter: and defender
have they none against God.

013.035 The parable of the Garden which the righteous are promised!- beneath it flow rivers. perpetua is the
enjoyment thereof and the shade therein: such isthe end of the Righteous; and the end of Unbelieversin the Fire.
013.036 Those to whom We have given the Book rejoice at what hath been revealed unto thee: but there are among
the clans those who reject a part thereof. Say: "1 am commanded to worship God, and not to join partners with Him.
UntoHimdo | call, and unto Himismy return.”

013.037 Thushave Wereveaeditto beajudgment of authority in Arabic. Wert thoutofollow their (vain) desiresafter
the knowledge which hath reached thee, then wouldst thou find neither protector nor defender against God.
013.038 We did send apostles before thee, and appointed for them wivesand children: and it was never the part of an
apostle to bring a sign except as God permitted (or commanded). For each period isaBook (revealed).

013.039 God doth blot out or confirm what He pleaseth: with Him is the Mother of the Book.

013.040 Whether We shall show thee (withinthy life-time) part of what we promised them or take to ourselves thy
soul (beforeit is all accomplished),- thy duty is to make (the Message) reach them: it is our part to call them to
account.

013.041 See they not that We gradually reduce the land (in their control) from its outlying borders? (Where) God
commands, there is none to put back His Command: and He is swift in calling to account.

013.042 Those before them did (also) devise plots; but in al things the master- planning is God's He knoweth the
doings of every soul: and soon will the Unbelievers know who gets home in the end.

013.043 The Unbelievers say: "No apostle art thou." Say: "Enough for awitness between me and you is God, and such
as have knowledge of the Book."

ABRAHAM, CHAPTER NO. 014

014.001 A.L.R. A Book whichWehaverevea ed unto thee, in order that thou mightest lead mankind out of the depths
of darknessinto light - by the leave of their Lord - to the Way of (Him) the Exalted in power, worthy of all praise!-
014.002 Of God, to Whom do belong all thingsin the heavensand on earth! But alasfor the Unbelieversfor aterrible
penalty (their Unfaith will bring them)!-

014.003 Those who love the life of thisworld more than the Hereafter, who hinder (men) from the Path of God and
seek therein something crooked: they are astray by along distance.



014.004 We sent not an apostle except (to teach) in the language of his(own) people, in order to make (things) clear
to them. Now God leaves straying those whom He pleases and guides whom He pleases: and He is Exalted in power,
full of Wisdom.

014.005 We sent Moses with Our signs (and the command). "Bring out thy people from the depths of darknessinto
light, and teach them to remember the Days of God." Verily inthisthere are Signs for such as are firmly patient and
constant,- grateful and appreciative.

014.006 Remember! Moses said to his people: "Call to mind the favour of God to you when He delivered you from
the people of Pharaoh: they set you hard tasks and punishments, daughtered your sons, and let your women-folk live:
therein was atremendoustrial from your Lord."

014.007 And remember! your Lord caused to bedeclared (publicly): "If yearegrateful, | will add more (favours) unto
you; But if ye show ingratitude, truly My punishment isterrible indeed.”

014.008 And Moses said: "If ye show ingratitude, ye and al on earthtogether, yet isGod free of all wants, worthy of
all praise.

014.009 Has not the story reached you, (O people!), of those who (went) before you?- of the people of Noah, and'Ad,
and Thamud?- And of those who (came) after them? None knows them but God. To them came apostles with Clear
(Signs); but they put their hands up to their mouths, and said: "We do deny (the mission) on which ye have been sent,
and we are really in suspicious (disquieting) doubt asto that to which yeinvite us."

014.010 Their apostlessaid: "Isthereadoubt about God, The Creator of theheavensandtheearth? ItisHeWhoinvites
you, in order that He may forgive you your sins and give you respite for aterm appointed!" They said: "Ah! yeare no
more than human, like ourselves! Y e wish to turn us away from the (gods) our fathers used to worship: then bring us
some clear authority."

014.011 Their apostles said to them: "True, we are human like yourselves, but God doth grant Hisgraceto such of his
servantsas He pleases. Itisnot for usto bring you an authority except as God permits. And on God let all men of faith
put their trust.

014.012 "No reason have we why we should not put our trust on God. Indeed He Has guided us to the Ways we
(follow). We shall certainly bear with patience all the hurt you may cause us. For those who put their trust should put
their trust on God."

014.013 And the Unbelievers said to their apostles. "Be sure we shall drive you out of our land, or ye shall returnto
our religion." But their Lord inspired (this Message) to them: "Verily We shall cause the wrong-doers to perish!
014.014 "And verily We shall cause you to abide in the land, and succeed them. Thisfor such asfear the Time when
they shall stand before My tribunal,- such asfear the punishment denounced.”

014.015 But they sought victory and decision (there and then), and frustration wasthe | ot of every powerful obstinate
transgressor.

014.016 In front of such aoneisHell, and heisgiven, for drink, boiling fetid water.

014.017 In gulpswill he sip it, but never will he be near swallowing it down histhroat: death will come to him from
every quarter, yet will he not die: and in front of him will be a chastisement unrelenting.

014.018 The parable of thosewho reject their Lord isthat their works are as ashes, on which thewind blowsfuriously
onatempestuousday: No power havethey over aught that they have earned: that isthe straying far, far (from thegoal).
014.019 Seest thou not that God created the heavens and the earth in Truth? If He sowill, He can remove you and put
(in your place) anew creation?

014.020 Nor isthat for God any great matter.

014.021 They will al be marshalled before God together: then will the weak say to those who were arrogant, " For us,
we but followed you; can ye then avail usto al against the wrath of God?' They will reply, "If we had received the
Guidance of God, we should have given it to you: to usit makes no difference (now) whether we rage, or bear (these
torments) with patience: for ourselves there isno way of escape.”

014.022 And Satan will say when the matter isdecided: "It was God Who gave you apromise of Truth: | too promised,
but | failed in my promise to you. | had no authority over you except to call you but ye listened to me: then reproach
not me, but reproach your own souls. | cannot listen to your cries, nor can yelistento mine. | reject your former act
in associating me with God. For wrong-doers there must be a grievous penalty."”



014.023 But thosewho believeand work righteousnesswill be admitted to gardensbeneath whichriversflow,- todwell

therein for aye with the leave of their Lord. Their greeting therein will be: "Peace!"

014.024 Seest thou not how God setsforth aparable? - A goodly word like agoodly tree, whoseroot isfirmly fixed,
anditsbranches (reach) to the heavens,- of itsLord. So God setsforth parablesfor men, in order that they may receive
admonition.

014.025 It brings forth its fruit at all times, by theleave of itsLord. So God setsforth parablesfor men, in order that
they may receive admonition.

014.026 And the parable of an evil Word isthat of an evil tree: Itistorn up by the root from the surface of the earth:

it has no stability.

014.027 God will establish in strength those who believe, with the word that stands firm, in this world and in the
Hereafter; but God will leave, to stray, those who do wrong: God doeth what He willeth.

014.028 Hast thou not turned thy vision to those who have changed thefavour of God. Into blasphemy and caused their
people to descend to the House of Perdition?-

014.029 Into Hell? They will burn therein,- an evil placeto stay in!

014.030 And they set up (idols) asequal to God, to mislead (men) from the Path! Say: "Enjoy (your brief power)! But

verily ye are making straightway for Hell!"

014.031 Speak to my servants who have believed, that they may establish regular prayers, and spend (in charity) out

of the sustenance we have given them, secretly and openly, before the coming of aDay in which therewill be neither
mutua bargaining nor befriending.

014.032 ItisGod Who hath created the heavensand the earth and sendeth down rain fromthe skies, and with it bringeth
out fruits wherewith to feed you; it is He Who hath made the ships subject to you, that they may sail through the sea
by His command; and the rivers (also) hath He made subject to you.

014.033 And He hath made subject to you the sun and the moon, both diligently pursuing their courses; and the night

and the day hath he (also) made subject to you.

014.034 And He giveth you of all that ye ask for. But if ye count the favours of God, never will ye be able to number
them. Verily, man is given up to injustice and ingratitude.

014.035 Remember Abraham said: "O my Lord! makethiscity one of peace and security: and preservemeand my sons
from worshipping idols.

014.036 "O my Lord! they haveindeed led astray many among mankind; He then who follows my (ways) isof me, and
he that disobeys me,- but Thou art indeed Oft- forgiving, Most Merciful.

014.037"Oour Lord! I have made some of my offspring to dwell in avalley without cultivation, by Thy Sacred Housg;
inorder, O our Lord, that they may establish regular Prayer: sofill the hearts of some among men with love towards
them, and feed them with fruits: so that they may give thanks.

014.038"O our Lord! truly Thou dost know what we conceal and what we reveal: for nothing whatever ishidden from
God, whether on earth or in heaven.

014.039 "Praise beto God, Who hath granted unto mein old age |smalil and I saac: for truly my Lord isHe, the Hearer
of Prayer!

014.040 O my Lord! make me one who establishes regular Prayer, and also (raise such) among my offspring O our

Lord! and accept Thou my Prayer.

014.041 "O our Lord! cover (us) with Thy Forgiveness - me, my parents, and (all) Believers, on the Day that the
Reckoning will be established!

014.042 Think not that God doth not heed the deeds of those who do wrong. He but giveth them respite against aDay
when the eyes will fixedly stare in horror,-

014.043 They running forward with necksoutstretched, their heads uplifted, their gazereturning not towardsthem, and
their hearts a (gaping) void!

014.044 So warn mankind of the Day when the Wrath will reach them: then will the wrong-doers say: "Our Lord!

respite us (if only) for ashort term: we will answer Thy call, and follow the apostles!" "What! were ye not wont to
swear aforetime that ye should suffer no decline?

014.045"Andyedweltinthe dwellings of menwho wronged their own souls; yewereclearly shown how Wedealt with



them; and We put forth (many) parablesin your behoof!"

014.046 Mighty indeed were the plots which they made, but their plots were (well) within the sight of God, even
though they were such as to shake the hills!

014.047 Never think that God would fail his apostles in His promise: for God is Exalted in power, - the Lord of
Retribution.

014.048 Oneday theearth will be changed to adifferent earth, and so will bethe heavens, and (men) will bemarshalled
forth, before God, the One, the Irresistible;

014.049 And thou wilt see the sinners that day bound together in fetters;-

014.050 Their garments of liquid pitch, and their faces covered with Fire;

014.051 That God may requite each soul according to its deserts; and verily God is swift in calling to account.
014.052 HereisaMessagefor mankind: L et them takewarning therefrom, and I et them know that Heis (no other than)
One God: let men of understanding take heed.

AL-HIJR, STONELAND, ROCK CITY, CHAPTER NO. 015

015.001 A. L. R. These are the Ayats of Revelation,- of a Qur'an that makes things clear.

015.002 Again and again will those who disbelieve, wish that they had bowed (to God's will) in Islam.

015.003 Leave them alone, to enjoy (the good things of thislife) and to please themselves: let (false) hope amuse
them: soon will knowledge (undeceive them).

015.004 Never did We destroy a population that had not aterm decreed and assigned beforehand.

015.005 Neither can a people anticipate its term, nor delay it.

015.006 They say: "O thou to whom the Message is being revealed! truly thou art mad (or possessed)!

015.007 "Why bringest thou not angelsto usif it be that thou hast the Truth?"

015.008 We send not the angels down except for just cause: if they came (to the ungodly), behold! no respite would
they have!

015.009 We have, without doubt, sent down the Message; and We will assuredly guard it (from corruption).
015.010 We did send apostles before thee amongst the religious sects of old:

015.011 But never came an apostle to them but they mocked him.

015.012 Even so do we let it creep into the hearts of the sinners -

015.013 That they should not believe in the (Message); but the ways of the ancients have passed away.

015.014 Even if We opened out to them a gate from heaven, and they were to continue (all day) ascending therein,
015.015 They would only say: "Our eyes have been intoxicated: Nay, we have been bewitched by sorcery."

015.016 It isWe Who have set out the zodiacal signsin the heavens, and madethem fair-seeming to (all) beholders;
015.017 And (moreover) We have guarded them from every evil spirit accursed:

015.018 But any that gains ahearing by stealth, is pursued by aflaming fire, bright (to see).

015.019 And the earth We have spread out (like a carpet); set thereon mountains firm and immovable; and produced
therein all kinds of thingsin due balance.

015.020 And We have provided therein means of subsistence,- for you and for those for whose sustenance ye are not
responsible.

015.021 And thereis not athing but its (sources and) treasures (inexhaustible) are with Us; but We only send down
thereof in due and ascertainable measures.

015.022 And We send thefecundating winds, then cause therain to descend from the sky, therewith providing youwith
water (in abundance), though ye are not the guardians of its stores.

015.023 And verily, itisWeWho givelife, and Who give death: it isWe Who remain inheritors (after all el se passes
away).

015.024 To Us are known those of you who hasten forward, and those who lag behind.

015.025 Assuredly it isthy Lord Who will gather them together: for He is perfect in Wisdom and Knowledge.
015.026 We created man from sounding clay, from mud moulded into shape;

015.027 And the Jinn race, We had created before, from the fire of a scorching wind.

015.028 Behold! thy Lord said to the angels: "1 am about to create man, from sounding clay from mud moulded into



shape;

015.029 "When | have fashioned him (in due proportion) and breathed into him of My spirit, fall yedownin obeisance
unto him."

015.030 So the angels prostrated themselves, al of them together:

015.031 Not so Iblis: he refused to be among those who prostrated themselves.

015.032 (God) said: "O Iblis! what isyour reason for not being among those who prostrated themselves?"

015.033 (Iblis) said: "I am not oneto prostrate myself to man, whom Thou didst create from sounding clay, from mud
moulded into shape.”

015.034 (God) said: "Then get thee out from here; for thou art rejected, accursed.

015.035 "And the curse shall be on theetill the day of Judgment.”

015.036 (Iblis) said: "O my Lord! give methen respitetill the Day the (dead) are raised.”

015.037 (God) said: "Respiteis granted thee

015.038 "Till the Day of the Time appointed."

015.039 (Iblis) said: "O my Lord! because Thou hast put me in the wrong, | will make (wrong) fair-seeming to them
on the earth, and | will put them al in the wrong,-

015.040 "Except Thy servants among them, sincere and purified (by Thy Grace)."

015.041 (God) said: "This (way of My sincere servants) isindeed away that leads straight to Me.

015.042 "For over My servants no authority shalt thou have, except such as put themselvesin the wrong and follow
thee."

015.043 And verily, Hell is the promised abode for them all!

015.044 To it are seven gates: for each of those gatesisa (special) class (of sinners) assigned.

015.045 The righteous (will be) amid gardens and fountains (of clear-flowing water).

015.046 (Their greeting will be): "Enter ye here in peace and security."

015.047 And We shall remove from their hearts any lurking sense of injury: (they will be) brothers (joyfully) facing
each other on thrones (of dignity).

015.048 There no sense of fatigue shall touch them, nor shall they (ever) be asked to leave.

015.049 Tell My servantsthat | am indeed the Oft-forgiving, Most Merciful;

015.050 And that My Penalty will be indeed the most grievous Penalty.

015.051 Tell them about the guests of Abraham.

015.052 When they entered his presence and said, "Peace!" He said, "Wefedl afraid of you!"

015.053 They said: "Fear not! We give thee glad tidings of a son endowed with wisdom."

015.054 He said: "Do ye give me glad tidings that old age has seized me? Of what, then, is your good news?"
015.055 They said: "We give thee glad tidingsin truth: be not then in despair!"

015.056 He said: "And who despairs of the mercy of his Lord, but such as go astray?"

015.057 Abraham said: "What then is the business on which ye (have come), O ye messengers (of God)?"

015.058 They said: "We have been sent to apeople (deep) in sin,

015.059 "Excepting the adherents of Lut: them we are certainly (charged) to save (from harm),- All -

015.060 "Except hiswife, who, We have ascertained, will be among those who will lag behind."

015.061 At length when the messengers arrived among the adherents of Lut,

015.062 He said: "Y e appear to be uncommon folk."

015.063 They said: "Y ea, we have come to thee to accomplish that of which they doubt.

015.064 "We have brought to thee that which isinevitably due, and assuredly wetell the truth.

015.065 "Then travel by night with thy household, when a portion of the night (yet remains), and do thou bring up the
rear: let no one amongst you look back, but pass on whither ye are ordered.”

015.066 And We made known this decree to him, that the last remnants of those (sinners) should be cut off by the
morning.

015.067 The inhabitants of the city camein (mad) joy (at news of the young men).

015.068 Lut said: "These are my guests: disgrace me not:

015.069 "But fear God, and shame me not."



015.070 They said: "Did we not forbid thee (to speak) for al and sundry?"

015.071 He said: "There are my daughters (to marry), if ye must act (so)."

015.072 Verily, by thy life (O Prophet), in their wild intoxication, they wander in distraction, to and fro.
015.073 But the (mighty) Blast overtook them before morning,

015.074 And We turned (the cities) upside down, and rained down on them brimstones hard as baked clay.
015.075 Behold! in this are Signs for those who by tokens do understand.

015.076 And the (cities were) right on the high-road.

015.077 Behold! in thisisasign for those who believed.

015.078 And the Companions of the Wood were al so wrong-doers;

015.079 So We exacted retribution from them. They were both on an open highway, plain to see.

015.080 The Companions of the Rocky Tract also rejected the apostles:

015.081 We sent them Our Sings, but they persisted in turning away from them.

015.082 Out of the mountains did they hew (their) edifices, (feeling themselves) secure.

015.083 But the (mighty) Blast seized them of amorning,

015.084 And of no avail to them was al that they did (with such art and care)!

015.085 We created not the heavens, the earth, and all between them, but for just ends. And the Hour issurely coming
(when thiswill be manifest). So overlook (any human faults) with gracious forgiveness.

015.086 For verily it isthy Lord who isthe Master-Creator, knowing all things.

015.087 And We have bestowed upon thee the Seven Oft-repeated (verses) and the Grand Qur'an.
015.088 Strain not thineeyes. (Wistfully) at what We have bestowed on certain classes of them, nor grieve over them:
but lower thy wing (in gentleness) to the believers.

015.089 And say: "l am indeed he that warneth openly and without ambiguity,"-

015.090 (Of just such wrath) as We sent down on those who divided (Scripture into arbitrary parts),-
015.091 (So a'so on such) as have made Qur'an into shreds (asthey please).

015.092 Therefore, by the Lord, We will, of asurety, call them to account,

015.093 For all their deeds.

015.094 Therefore expound openly what thou art commanded, and turn away from thosewho join false godswith God.
015.095 For sufficient are We unto thee against those who scoff -

015.096 Those who adopt, with God, another god: but soon will they come to know.

015.097 We do indeed know how thy heart is distressed at what they say.

015.098 But celebrate the praises of thy Lord, and be of those who prostrate themselves in adoration.
015.099 And serve thy Lord until there come unto thee the Hour that is Certain.

THE BEE, CHAPTER NO. 016

016.001 (Inevitable) cometh (to pass) the Command of God: seek ye not then to hasten it: Glory to Him, and far is
He above having the partners they ascribe unto Him!

016.002 He doth send down His angels with inspiration of His Command, to such of His servants as He pleaseth,
(saying): "Warn (Man) that thereis no god but I: so do your duty unto Me."

016.003 He has created the heavens and the earth for just ends: Far is He above having the partners they ascribe to
Him! 016.004 He has created man from a sperm-drop; and behold this same (man) becomes an open disputer! 016.
005 And cattle He has created for you (men): from them ye derive warmth, and numerous benefits, and of their (meat)
yeedt.

016.006 And ye have a sense of pride and beauty in them as ye drive them home in the evening, and as ye lead them
forth to pasture in the morning.

016.007 Andthey carry your heavy loadsto landsthat ye could not (otherwise) reach except with soul sdistressed: for
your Lord isindeed Most Kind, Most Merciful,

016.008 And (He hascreated) horses, mules, and donkeys, for you to rideand usefor show; and He has created (other)
things of which ye have no knowledge.

016.009 And unto God leads straight the Way, but there are ways that turn aside: if God had willed, He could have



guided all of you.

016.010 It isHewho sendsdown rain from the sky: from it ye drink, and out of it (grows) the vegetation on which ye
feed your cattle. 016.

011 With it He produces for you corn, olives, date-palms, grapes and every kind of fruit: verily in thisisasign for
those who give thought.

016.012 He has made subject to you the Night and the Day; the sun and the moon; and the stars are in subjection by
His Command: verily in this are Signs for men who are wise.

016.013 And the things on this earth which He has multiplied in varying colours (and qualities): verily inthisisasign
for men who celebrate the praises of God (in gratitude).

016.014 It isHe Who has made the sea subject, that ye may eat thereof flesh that isfresh and tender, and that ye may
extract therefrom ornaments to wear; and thou seest the ships therein that plough the waves, that ye may seek (thus)
of the bounty of God and that ye may be grateful.

016.015 And He has set up on the earth mountains standing firm, lest it should shake with you; and rivers and roads;
that ye may guide yourselves,

016.016 And marks and sign-posts; and by the stars (men) guide themselves.

016.017 Isthen He Who creates like one that creates not? Will ye not receive admonition?

016.018 If yewould count up the favours of God, never would ye be able to number them: for God is Oft-Forgiving,
Most Merciful.

016.019 And God doth know what ye conceal, and what ye reveal. 016.020 Those whom they invoke besides God
create nothing and are themselves created.

016.021 (They are things) dead,

lifeless: nor do they know when they will be raised up.

016.022 Y our God is one God: as to those who believe not inthe Hereafter, their heartsrefuseto know, and they are
arrogant.

016.023 Undoubtedly God doth know what they conceal, and what they reveal: verily He loveth not the arrogant.
016.024 When it issaid to them, "What isit that your Lord has revealed?" they say, "Tales of the ancients!"

016.025 L et them bear, onthe Day of Judgment, their own burdensinfull, and al so (something) of the burdensof those
without knowledge, whom they misled. Alas, how grievous the burdens they will bear!

016.026 Those before them did also plot (against God's Way): but God took their structures from their foundations,
and the roof fell down on them from above; and the Wrath seized them from directions they did not perceive.
016.027 Then, onthe Day of Judgment, Hewill cover themwith shame, and say: "Whereare My 'partners concerning
whom ye used to dispute (with the godly)?' Those endued with knowledge will say: "This Day, indeed, are the
Unbelievers covered with shame and misery,-

016.028 " (Namely) those whose lives the angel s take in a state of wrong-doing to their own souls." Then would they
offer submission (with the pretence), "We did no evil (knowingly)." (The angels will reply), "Nay, but verily God
knoweth all that ye did;

016.029 " So enter the gates of Hell, to dwell therein. Thus evil indeed is the abode of the arrogant.”

016.030 To the righteous (when) it issaid, "What isit that your Lord has revedled?' they say, "All that is good." To
those who do good, there is good in thisworld, and the Home of the Hereafter is even better and excellent indeed is
the Home of the righteous,-

016.031 Gardensof Eternity which they will enter: beneath them flow (pleasant) rivers. they will havetherein al that
they wish: thus doth God reward the righteous,-

016.032 (Namely) those whose lives the angel stake in a state of purity, saying (to them), "Peace be on you; enter ye
the Garden, because of (the good) which yedid (in the world)."

016.033 Do the (ungodly) wait until the angels come to them, or there comes the Command of thy Lord (for their
doom)? So did those who went before them. But God wronged them not: nay, they wronged their own souls.
016.034 But the evil results of their deeds overtook them, and that very (Wrath) at which they had scoffed hemmed
themin.

016.035 The worshippers of false gods say: "If God had so willed, we should not have worshipped aught but Him -



neither we nor our fathers,- nor should we have prescribed prohibitions other than His." So did those who went before
them. But what is the mission of apostles but to preach the Clear M essage?

016.036 For We assuredly sent amongst every People an apostle, (with the Command), " Serve God, and eschew Evil":
of the People were some whom God guided, and some on whom error became inevitably (established). So travel
through the earth, and see what was the end of those who denied (the Truth).

016.037 If thou art anxiousfor their guidance, yet God guideth not such asHeleavesto stray, and thereisnoneto help
them.

016.038 They swear their strongest oaths by God, that God will not raise up those who die: Nay, but it isapromise
(binding) on Him in truth: but most among mankind realise it not.

016.039 (They must beraised up), in order that He may manifest to them the truth of that wherein they differ, and that
the rejecters of Truth may realise that they had indeed (surrendered to) Fal sehood.

016.040 For to anything which We have willed, We but say the word, "Be", and it is.

016.041 To those who leave their homesin the cause of God, after suffering oppression,- We will assuredly give a
goodly home in thisworld; but truly the reward of the Hereafter will be greater. If they only realised (this)!

016.042 (They are) those who perseverein patience, and put their trust on their Lord.

016.043 And before thee al so the apostles We sent were but men, to whom We granted inspiration: if yerealisethis
not, ask of those who possess the Message.

016.044 (We sent them) with Clear Signs and Books of dark prophecies; and We have sent down unto thee (al so) the
Message; that thou mayest explain clearly to men what is sent for them, and that they may give thought.

016.045 Do then thosewho devise evil (plots) feel securethat God will not cause the earth to swallow them up, or that
the Wrath will not seize them from directions they little perceive?-

016.046 Or that He may not call them to account in the midst of their goings to and fro, without a chance of their
frustrating Him?-

016.047 Or that He may not call themto account by aprocess of slow wastage - for thy Lordisindeed full of kindness
and mercy.

016.048 Do they not ook at God's creation, (even) among (inanimate) things,- How their (very) shadowsturn round,
from the right and the left, prostrating themselves to God, and that in the humblest manner?

016.049 And to God doth obeisance al that isin the heavens and on earth, whether moving (living) creatures or the
angels: for none are arrogant (before their Lord).

016.050 They al revere their Lord, high above them, and they do al that they are commanded.

016.051 God has said: "Take not (for worship) two gods:. for Heis just One God: then fear Me (and Me alone)."
016.052 To Him belongswhatever isinthe heavensand on earth, and to Him isduty due always: then will yefear other
than God?

016.053 And ye have no good thing but isfrom God: and moreover, when ye aretouched by distress, unto Himyecry
with groans;

016.054 Y et, when Heremovesthe distressfrom you, behold! some of you turn to other godstojoin with their Lord-
016.055 (Asif) to showtheir ingratitude for the favours we have bestowed on them! then enjoy (your brief day): but
soon will ye know (your folly)!

016.056 And they (even) assign, to thingsthey do not know, a portion out of that which We have bestowed for their
sustenance! By God, ye shall certainly be called to account for your false inventions.

016.057 And they assign daughtersfor God! - Glory beto Him! - and for themselves (sons,- the issue) they desire!
016.058 When newsisbrought to one of them, of (the birth of) afemale (child), hisface darkens, and heisfilled with
inward grief!

016.059 With shame does he hide himself from his people, because of the bad news he has had! Shall heretain it on
(sufferance and) contempt, or bury it in the dust? Ah! what an evil (choice) they decide on?

016.060 Tothosewho believenotintheHereafter, appliesthesimilitudeof evil: to God appliesthe highest similitude:
for Heisthe Exalted in Power, full of Wisdom.

016.061 If God wereto punish men for their wrong-doing, Hewould not leave, onthe (earth), asingleliving creature:
but He givesthem respitefor astated Term: When their Term expires, they would not be ableto del ay (the punishment)



for asingle hour, just asthey would not be able to anticipate it (for asingle hour).

016.062 They attribute to God what they hate (for themselves), and their tongues assert the falsehood that all good
things are for themselves: without doubt for them isthe Fire, and they will be the first to be hastened on into it!
016.063 By God, We (also) sent (Our apostles) to Peoplesbeforethee; but Satan made, (to thewicked), their own acts
seem alluring: Heis also their patron today, but they shall have a most grievous penalty.

016.064 And We sent down the Book to thee for the express purpose, that thou shouldst make clear to them those
things in which they differ, and that it should be a guide and amercy to those who believe.

016.065 And God sends down rain from the skies, and givestherewith life to the earth after its death: verily inthisis
a Sign for those who listen.

016.066 Andverily in cattle (too) will yefind aninstructive sign. From what iswithin their bodies between excretions
and blood, We produce, for your drink, milk, pure and agreeabl e to those who drink it.

016.067 And from the fruit of the date-palm and the vine, ye get out wholesome drink and food: behold, in thisalso
isasign for those who are wise.

016.068 And thy Lord taught the Bee to build its cellsin hills, on trees, and in (men's) habitations;

016.069 Then to eat of all the produce (of the earth), and find with skill the spacious paths of its Lord: there issues
from within their bodies adrink of varying colours, whereinis healing for men: verily inthisisa Sign for those who
give thought.

016.070 It is God who creates you and takes your souls at death; and of you there are some who are sent back to a
feeble age, so that they know nothing after having known (much): for God is All-Knowing, All-Powerful.

016.071 God has bestowed His gifts of sustenance morefreely on some of you than on others: those more favoured
are not going to throw back their giftsto those whom their right hands possess, so asto be equal in that respect. Will
they then deny the favours of God?

016.072 And God has made for you mates (and companions) of your own nature, and made for you, out of them, sons
and daughters and grandchildren, and provided for you sustenance of the best: will they then believein vain things, and
be ungrateful for God's favours?-

016.073 And worship others than God,- such as have no power of providing them, for sustenance, with anything in
heavens or earth, and cannot possibly have such power?

016.074 Invent not similitudes for God: for God knoweth, and ye know not.

016.075 God setsforth the Parabl e (of two men: one) aslave under the dominion of another; He has no power of any
sort; and (the other) aman onwhom We have bestowed goodly favoursfrom Oursel ves, and he spendsthereof (freely),
privately and publicly: are the two equal ? (By no means;) praise be to God. But most of them understand not.
016.076 God sets forth (another) Parable of two men: one of them dumb, with no power of any sort; a wearisome
burden is he to his master; whichever way be directs him, he brings no good: is such a man equal with one who
commands Justice, and is on a Straight Way?

016.077 To God belongeth the Mystery of the heavens and the earth. And the Decision of the Hour (of Judgment) is
asthetwingkling of an eye, or even quicker: for God hath power over all things.

016.078 It is He Who brought you forth from the wombs of your mothers when ye knew nothing; and He gave you
hearing and sight and intelligence and affections:. that ye may give thanks (to God).

016.079 Do they not look at the birds, held poised inthe midst of (the air and) the sky? Nothing holdsthem up but (the
power of) God. Verily in this are signs for those who believe.

016.080 It is God Who made your habitations homes of rest and quiet for you; and made for you, out of the skins of
animals, (tentsfor) dwellings, which yefind so light (and handy) when yetravel and when ye stop (in your travels); and
out of their wool, and their soft fibres (between wool and hair), and their hair, rich stuff and articles of convenience
(to serveyou) for atime.

016.081 It is God Who made out of the things He created, some thingsto give you shade; of the hills He made some
for your shelter; He made you garmentsto protect you from heat, and coats of mail to protect you from your (mutual)
violence. Thus does He complete His favours on you, that ye may bow to HisWill (in Islam).

016.082 But if they turn away, thy duty isonly to preach the clear Message.

016.083 They recognise the favours of God; then they deny them; and most of them are (creatures) ungrateful .



016.084 One Day We shall raise from all Peoples aWitness:. thenwill no excuse be accepted from Unbelievers, nor
will they receive any favours.

016.085 When the wrong-doers (actually) see the Penalty, then will it in no way be mitigated, nor will they then
receive respite.

016.086 When those who gave partners to God will see their "partners’, they will say: "Our Lord! these are our
'partners,’ those whom we used to invoke besides Thee." But they will throw back their word at them (and say): "I ndeed
yeareliarg!"

016.087 That Day shall they (openly) show (their) submission to God; and al their inventionsshall leavetheminthe
lurch.

016.088 Those who reject God and hinder (men) from the Path of God - for them will We add Penalty to Penalty; for
that they used to spread mischief.

016.089 Oneday Weshall raisefromall Peoplesawitnessagainst them, from amongst themsel ves: and Weshall bring
thee as awitness against these (thy people): and We have sent down to thee the Book explaining al things, a Guide,
aMercy, and Glad Tidingsto Mudims.

016.090 God commands justice, the doing of good, and liberality to kithand kin, and Heforbids all shameful deeds,
and injustice and rebellion: He instructs you, that ye may receive admonition.

016.091 Fulfil the Covenant of God when ye have entered into it, and break not your oaths after ye have confirmed
them; indeed ye have made God your surety; for God knoweth all that ye do.

016.092 And be not like awoman who breaks into untwisted strands the yarn which she has spun, after it has become
strong. Nor take your oaths to practise deception between yourselves, lest one party should be more numerous than
another: for God will test you by this; and on the Day of Judgment He will certainly make clear to you (the truth of)
that wherein ye disagree.

016.093 If Godsowilled, He could make you all one people: But Heleaves straying whom He pleases, and He guides
whom He pleases: but ye shall certainly be called to account for al your actions.

016.094 And take not your oaths, to practise deception between yourselves, with the result that someone's foot may
dip after it was firmly planted, and ye may have to taste the evil (consequences) of having hindered (men) from the
Path of God, and aMighty Wrath descend on you.

016.095 Nor sell the covenant of God for a miserable price: for with God is (a prize) far better for you, if ye only
knew.

016.096 What is with you must vanish: what is with God will endure. And We will certainly bestow, on those who
patiently persevere, their reward according to the best of their actions.

016.097 Whoever worksrighteousness, man or woman, and hasFaith, verily, tohimwill Wegiveanew Life, alifethat
is good and pure and We will bestow on such their reward according to the best of their actions.

016.098 When thou dost read the Qur'an, seek God's protection from Satan the rejected one.

016.099 No authority has he over those who believe and put their trust in their Lord.

016.100 His authority is over those only, who take him as patron and who join partners with God.

016.101 When We substitute one revel ation for another,- and God knows best what He reveal s (in stages),- they say,
"Thou art but aforger": but most of them understand not.

016.102 Say, the Holy Spirit has brought the revelation from thy Lord in Truth, in order to strengthen those who
believe, and as a Guide and Glad Tidingsto Muslims.

016.103 We know indeed that they say, "It is a man that teaches him." The tongue of him they wickedly point to is
notably foreign, whilethisis Arabic, pure and clear.

016.104 Those who believe not in the Signs of God,- God will not guide them, and theirswill be a grievous Penalty.
016.105 It isthose who believe not in the Signs of God, that forge falsehood: it isthey who lie!

016.106 Any one who, after accepting faith in God, utters Unbelief,- except under compulsion, his heart remaining
firmin Faith - but such as open their breast to Unbelief, on them is Wrath from God, and theirs will be a dreadful

Penalty.

016.107 Thisbecausethey lovethelifeof thisworld better than the Hereafter: and God will not guidethosewho reject
Faith.



016.108 Those are they whose hearts, ears, and eyes God has sealed up, and they take no heed.

016.109 Without doubt, in the Hereafter they will perish.

016.110 But verily thy Lord,- to those who |eave their homes after trials and persecutions,- and who thereafter strive
and fight for the faith and patiently persevere,- Thy Lord, after all thisis oft-forgiving, Most Merciful.

016.111 One Day every soul will come up struggling for itself, and every soul will be recompensed (fully) for al its
actions, and none will be unjustly dealt with.

016.112 God setsforth aParable: acity enjoying security and quiet, abundantly supplied with sustenance from every
place: Yet wasit ungrateful for the favours of God: so God made it taste of hunger and terror (in extremes) (closing
inon it) like agarment (from every side), because of the (evil) which (its people) wrought.

016.113 And there came to them an Apostle from among themselves, but they falsely rejected him; so the Wrath
seized them even in the midst of their iniquities.

016.114 So eat of the sustenance which God has provided for you, lawful and good; and be grateful for the favours of
God, if it isHe Whom ye serve.

016.115 He has only forbidden you dead meat, and blood, and the flesh of swine, and any (food) over which the name
of other than God has beeninvoked. But if oneisforced by necessity, without wilful disobedience, nor transgressing
due limits,- then God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

016.116 But say not - for any false thing that your tonguesmay put forth,- "Thisislawful, and thisisforbidden," so as
to ascribe false things to God. For those who ascribe false things to God, will never prosper.

016.117 (In such falsehood) is but a paltry profit; but they will have amost grievous Penalty.

016.118 Tothe JewsWe prohibited such things as We have mentioned to thee before: Wedid them no wrong, but they
were used to doing wrong to themselves.

016.119 But verily thy Lord,- to those who do wrong in ignorance, but who thereafter repent and make amends,- thy
Lord, after all this, is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

016.120 Abraham wasindeed amodel, devoutly obedient to God, (and) truein Faith, and hejoined not godswith God:
016.121 He showed his gratitude for the favours of God, who chose him, and guided him to a Straight Way.
016.122 And We gave him Good in thisworld, and he will be, in the Hereafter, in the ranks of the Righteous.
016.123 So We havetaught theetheinspired (Message), " Follow theways of Abraham the Truein Faith, and hejoined
not godswith God."

016.124 The Sabbathwasonly made (strict) for thosewho disagreed (astoitsobservance); But God will judge between
them on the Day of Judgment, asto their differences.

016.125 Invite (al) to the Way of thy Lord with wisdom and beautiful preaching; and argue with them in waysthat are
best and most gracious: for thy Lord knoweth best, who have strayed from His Path, and who receive guidance.
016.126 And if ye do catch them out, catch them out no worse than they catch you out: But if ye show patience, that
isindeed the best (course) for those who are patient.

016.127 And do thou be patient, for thy patience is but from God; nor grieve over them: and distress not thyself
because of their plots.

016.128 For God is with those who restrain themselves, and those who do good.

ISRA', THE NIGHT JOURNEY, CHILDREN OF ISRAEL, CHAPTER NO. 017

017.001 Glory to (God) Who did take His servant for a Journey by night from the Sacred Mosque to the farthest
Mosque, whose precincts Wedid bless,- in order that We might show him some of Our Signs: for Heisthe OneWho
heareth and seeth (all things).

017.002 We gave Mosesthe Book, and madeit a Guide to the Children of Israel, (commanding): " Take not other than
Me as Disposer of (your) affairs.”

017.003 O ye that are sprung from those whom We carried (in the Ark) with Noah! Verily he was a devotee most
grateful.

017.004 And Wegave (Clear) Warning to the Children of Israel in the Book, that twicewould they do mischief onthe
earth and be el ated with mighty arrogance (and twice would they be punished)!



017.005 When thefirst of thewarnings cameto pass, We sent against you Our servantsgiventoterriblewarfare: They
entered the very inmost parts of your homes; and it was awarning (completely) fulfilled.

017.006 Thendid We grant you the Return as against them: We gaveyou increasein resources and sons, and madeyou
the more numerous in man-power.

017.007 If yedidwell, yedid well for yourselves; if yedid evil, (ye did it) against yourselves. So when the second of
the warnings cameto pass, (We permitted your enemies) to disfigureyour faces, and to enter your Templeasthey had
entered it before, and to visit with destruction al that fell into their power.

017.008 It may be that your Lord may (yet) show Mercy unto you; but if ye revert (to your sins), Weshall revert (to
Our punishments): And we have made Hell a prison for those who reject (all Faith).

017.009 Verily this Qur'an doth guide to that which is most right (or stable), and giveth the Glad Tidings to the
Believers who work deeds of righteousness, that they shall have amagnificent reward,;

017.010 And to those who believe not in the Hereafter, (it announceth) that We have prepared for them a Penalty
Grievous (indeed).

017.011 The prayer that man should make for good, he maketh for evil; for man is given to hasty (deeds).

017.012 We have made the Night and the Day as two (of Our) Signs: the Sign of the Night have We obscured, while
the Sign of the Day We have made to enlighten you; that ye may seek bounty from your Lord, and that ye may know
the number and count of the years: al things have We explained in detail.

017.013 Every man's fate We have fastened on his own neck: On the Day of Judgment We shall bring out for him a
scroll, which he will see spread open.

017.014 (Itwill besaid to him:) "Read thine (own) record: Sufficient isthy soul thisday to make out an account agai nst
thee."

017.015Whoreceiveth guidance, receivethit for hisown benefit: who goeth astray doth soto hisown loss: No bearer
of burdens can bear the burden of another: nor would We visit with Our Wrath until We had sent an apostle (to give
warning).

017.016 When Wedecideto destroy apopulation, We (first) send adefinite order to those among themwho are given
the good thingsof thislifeand yet transgress; so that theword isproved true agai nst them: then (it is) We destroy them
utterly.

017.017 How many generations have We destroyed after Noah? and enough isthy Lord to note and seethesinsof His
servants.

017.018If any do wish for thetransitory things (of thislife), Wereadily grant them - such things as Wewill, to such
person as We will: in the end have We provided Hell for them: they will burn therein, disgraced and rejected.
017.019 Those who do wish for the (things of ) the Hereafter, and strive therefor with all due striving, and have Faith,-
they are the ones whose striving is acceptable (to God).

017.020 Of the bounties of thy Lord We bestow freely on all- These as well asthose: The bounties of thy Lord are
not closed (to anyone).

017.021 See how We have bestowed more on some than on others; but verily the Hereafter is more in rank and
gradation and more in excellence.

017.022 Take not with God another object of worship; or thou (O man!) wilt sit in disgrace and destitution.
017.023 Thy Lord hath decreed that ye worship none but Him, and that ye be kind to parents. Whether one or both of
them attain old age in thy life, say not to them aword of contempt, nor repel them, but address them in terms of
honour.

017.024 And, out of kindness, lower to them thewing of humility, and say: "My Lord! bestow on them thy Mercy even
asthey cherished mein childhood."

017.025 Y our Lord knoweth best what isin your hearts: If ye do deeds of righteousness, verily HeisMost Forgiving
to those who turn to Him again and again (in true penitence).

017.026 And render to the kindred their due rights, as (also) to those in want, and to the wayfarer: But squander not
(your wealth) in the manner of a spendthrift.

017.027 Verily spendthrifts are brothers of the Evil Ones; and the Evil Oneisto his Lord (himself) ungrateful.
017.028 And even if thou hast to turn away fromthem in pursuit of the Mercy from thy Lord which thou dost expect,



yet speak to them aword of easy kindness.

017.029 Make not thy hand tied (like a niggard's) to thy neck, nor stretch it forth to its utmost reach, so that thou
become blameworthy and destitute.

017.030 Verily thy Lord doth provide sustenance in abundance for whom He pleaseth, and He provideth in ajust
measure. For He doth know and regard all His servants.

017.031 Kill not your children for fear of want: We shall provide sustenance for them aswell asfor you. Verily the
killing of them isagreat sin.

017.032 Nor come nigh to adultery: for it is a shameful (deed) and an evil, opening the road (to other evils).
017.033 Nor takelife - which God has made sacred - except for just cause. And if anyoneisslain wrongfully, we have
givenhisheir authority (to demand gisas or to forgive): but let him nor exceed boundsin the matter of taking life; for
heis helped (by the Law).

017.034 Come not nigh to the orphan's property except toimproveit, until heattainsthe age of full strength; and fulfil
(every) engagement, for (every) engagement will be enquired into (on the Day of Reckoning).

017.035 Givefull measure when ye measure, and weigh with abalance that is straight: that isthe most fitting and the
most advantageous in the final determination.

017.036 And pursue not that of which thou hast no knowledge; for every act of hearing, or of seeing or of (feelingin)
the heart will be enquired into (on the Day of Reckoning).

017.037 Nor walk on the earth with insolence: for thou canst not rend the earth asunder, nor reach the mountainsin
height.

017.038 Of all such thingsthe evil ishateful in the sight of thy Lord.

017.039 These are among the (precepts of) wisdom, which thy L ord hasrevealed to thee. Take not, with God, another
object of worship, lest thou shouldst be thrown into Hell, blameworthy and rejected.

017.040 Hasthen your Lord (O Pagans!) preferred for you sons, and taken for Himself daughters among the angels?
Truly ye utter amost dreadful saying!

017.041 We have explained (things) in various (ways) in this Qur'an, in order that they may receive admonition, but
it only increases their flight (from the Truth)!

017.042 Say: If there had been (other) godswith Him, asthey say,- behold, they would certainly have sought out away
to the Lord of the Throne!

017.043 Glory to Him! Heishigh above al that they say!- Exalted and Great (beyond measure)!

017.044 The seven heavens and the earth, and al beings therein, declareHisglory: thereisnot athing but cel ebrates
His praise; And yet ye understand not how they declare His glory! Verily Heis Oft-Forbear, Most Forgiving!
017.045 When thou dost recite the Qur'an, We put, between thee and those who believe not in the Hereafter, a vell
invisible:

017.046 And Weput coveringsover their hearts (and minds) lest they should understand the Qur'an, and deafnessinto
their ears: when thou dost commemorate thy Lord and Him alonein the Qur'an, they turn on their backs, fleeing (from
the Truth).

017.047 Weknow best why it isthey listen, whenthey listento thee; and when they meet in private conference, behold,
thewicked say, "Y efollow none other than aman bewitched!"

017.048 See what similes they strike for thee: but they have gone astray, and never can they find away.

017.049 They say: "What! whenwearereduced to bonesand dust, should wereally berai sed up (to be) anew creation?”
017.050 Say: "(Nay!) beye stones or iron,

017.051 "Or created matter which, in your minds, is hardest (to be raised up),- (Y et shall ye beraised up)!" then will
they say: "Who will cause usto return?' Say: "He who created you first!" Then will they wag their heads towards thee,
and say, "When will that be?' Say, "May be it will be quite soon!

017.052 "It will beonaDay when Hewill call you, and yewill answer (Hiscall) with (wordsof) Hispraise, and yewill
think that yetarried but alittle while!"

017.053 Say to My servants that they should (only) say those things that are best: for Satan doth sow dissensions
among them: For Satan isto man an avowed enemy.

017.054 It isyour Lord that knoweth you best: If He please, He granteth you mercy, or if He please, punishment: We



have not sent thee to be a disposer of their affairs for them.

017.055 Anditisyour Lord that knoweth best al beingsthat arein the heavens and on earth: We did bestow on some
prophets more (and other) gifts than on others: and We gave to David (the gift of) the Psalms.

017.056 Say: "Call onthose- besidesHim - whom yefancy: they have neither the power to removeyour troublesfrom
you nor to change them."

017.057 Those whom they call upondo desire (for themselves) means of accessto their Lord, - even those who are
nearest: they hope for His Mercy and fear His Wrath: for the Wrath of thy Lord is something to take heed of.
017.058 There is not a population but We shall destroy it before the Day of Judgment or punish it with a dreadful
Penalty: that is written in the (eternal) Record.

017.059 And We refrainfrom sending the signs, only because the men of former generations treated them asfalse:
We sent the she-camel to the Thamud to open their eyes, but they treated her wrongfully: We only send the Signs by
way of terror (and warning from evil).

017.060 Behold! Wetold thee that thy L ord doth encompass mankind round about: We granted the vision which We
showed thee, but asatria for men,- as also the Cursed Tree (mentioned) in the Qur'an: We put terror (and warning)
into them, but it only increases their inordinate transgression!

017.061 Behold! We said totheangels. "Bow down unto Adam™: They bowed down except Iblis: He said, "Shall | bow
down to one whom Thou didst create from clay?"

017.062 He said: " Seest Thou? thisis the one whom Thou hast honouredabove me! If Thou wilt but respite meto the
Day of Judgment, | will surely bring his descendants under my sway - al but afew!"

017.063 (God) said: "Go thy way; if any of them follow thee, verily Hell will bethe recompense of you (all)- anample
recompense.

017.064 "L ead to destruction those whom thou canst among them, with thy (seductive) voice; make assaults on them
withthy cavary and thy infantry; mutually share with them wealth and children; and make promisesto them." But Satan
promises them nothing but deceit.

017.065 "As for My servants, no authority shalt thou have over them:" Enough isthy Lord for a Disposer of affairs.
017.066 Y our Lord isHe That maketh the Ship go smoothly for you through the sea, in order that ye may seek of his
Bounty. For heis unto you most Merciful.

017.067 When distress seizes you at sea, those that ye call upon- besides Himself - leaveyou inthelurch! but when
He brings you back safeto land, ye turn away (from Him). Most ungrateful is man!

017.068 Do yethen fedl securethat He will not cause you to be swallowed up beneath the earth when ye are on land,
or that Hewill not send against you aviolent tornado (with showers of stones) so that ye shall find no oneto carry out
your affairsfor you?

017.069 Or do ye feel secure that He will not send you back a second time to sea and send against you a heavy gae
to drown you because of your ingratitude, so that ye find no helper. Therein against Us?

017.070 Wehave honoured the sons of Adam; provided them with transport onland and sea; giventhem for sustenance
things good and pure; and conferred on them specia favours, above a great part of our creation.

017.071 One day We shall call together all human beings with their (respective) Imams: those who are given their
record in their right hand will read it (with pleasure), and they will not be dealt with unjustly in the least.

017.072 But those who were blind in thisworld, will be blind in the hereafter, and most astray from the Path.
017.073 And their purpose was to tempt thee away from that which We had revealed unto thee, to substitute in our
name something quite different; (in that case), behold! they would certainly have made thee (their) friend!

017.074 And had We not given thee strength, thou wouldst nearly have inclined to them alittle.

017.075 Inthat case We should have made thee taste an equal portion (of punishment) inthislife, and an equal portion
in death: and moreover thou wouldst have found none to help thee against Us!

017.076 Their purposewasto scarethee off theland, in order to expel thee; but in that casethey would not have stayed
(therein) after thee, except for alittle while.

017.077 (Thiswas Our) way with the apostles We sent before thee: thou wilt find no changein Our ways.

017.078 Establish regular prayers - at the sun's decline till the darkness of the night, and the morning prayer and
reading: for the prayer and reading in the morning carry their testimony.



017.079 And pray inthe small watches of the morning: (it would be) an additional prayer (or spiritual profit) for thee:
soon will thy Lord raise thee to a Station of Praise and Glory!

017.080 Say: "Omy Lord! Let my entry be by the Gate of Truth and Honour, and likewise my exit by the Gate of Truth
and Honour; and grant me from Thy Presence an authority to aid (me)."

017.081 And say: "Truth has (now) arrived, and Falsehood perished: for Falsehood is (by its nature) bound to perish.”
017.082 We send down (stage by stage) in the Qur'an that which isahealing and amercy to those who believe: to the
unjust it causes nothing but loss after loss.

017.083 Y et when We bestow Our favours on man, he turns away and becomes remote on hisside (instead of coming
to Us), and when evil seizes him he gives himself up to despair!

017.084 Say: "Everyone acts according to his own disposition: But your Lord knows best who it isthat is best guided
ontheWay."

017.085 They ask thee concerning the Spirit (of inspiration). Say: "The Spirit (cometh) by command of my Lord: of
knowledgeit isonly alittle that is communicated to you, (O men!)"

017.086 If it were Our Will, We could take away that which We have sent thee by inspiration:then wouldst thou find
none to plead thy affair in that matter as against Us,-

017.087 Except for Mercy from thy Lord: for his bounty isto thee (indeed) great.

017.088 Say: "If thewhole of mankind and Jinnswereto gather together to producethe like of this Qur'an, they could
not produce the like thereof, even if they backed up each other with help and support.

017.089 And We have explained to man, in this Qur'an, every kind of similitude: yet the greater part of men refuse (to
receive it) except with ingratitude!

017.090 They say: "We shall not believein thee, until thou cause a spring to gush forth for us from the earth,
017.091 "Or (until) thou have a garden of date trees and vines, and cause riversto gush forth in their midst, carrying
abundant water;

017.092 "Or thou cause the sky to fall in pieces, as thou sayest (will happen), against us; or thou bring God and the
angels before (us) face to face:

017.093 "Or thou have a house adorned with gold, or thou mount aladder right into the skies. No, we shall not even
believe in thy mounting until thou send down to us abook that we could read." Say: "Glory tomy Lord! Am | aught but
aman,- an apostle?'

017.094 What kept men back from belief when Guidance cameto them, wasnothing but this: they said, "Has God sent
aman (like us) to be (His) Apostle?’

017.095 Say, "If there were settled, on earth, angels walking about in peace and quiet, We should certainly have sent
them down from the heavens an angel for an apostle.”

017.096 Say: "Enough is God for a witness between me and you: for Heiswell acquainted with His servants, and He
sees (al things).

017.097 It ishewhom God guides, that is on true Guidance; but hewhom Heleavesastray - for such wilt thou find no
protector besidesHim. On the Day of Judgment Weshall gather, them together, prone on their faces, blind, dumb, and
deaf: their abode will be Hell: every timeit shows abatement, We shall increase from them thefierceness of the Fire.
017.098 That is their recompense, because they rejected Our signs, and said, "When we are reduced to bones and
broken dust, should we really be raised up (to be) anew Creation?'

017.099 Seethey not that God, Who created the heavens and the earth, has power to create the like of them (anew)?
Only He has decreed a term appointed, of which there is no doubt. But the unjust refuse (to receive it) except with
ingratitude.

017.100 Say: "If ye had control of the Treasures of the Mercy of my Lord, behold, yewould keep them back, for fear
of spending them: for man is (every) niggardly!"

017.101 To Moses We did give Nine Clear Sings: Asthe Children of Israel: when he came to them, Pharaoh said to
him: "O Moses! | consider thee, indeed, to have been worked upon by sorcery!

017.102 Moses said, "Thou knowest well that these things have been sent down by none but the Lord of the heavens
and the earth as eye-opening evidence: and | consider thee indeed, O Pharaoh, to be one doomed to destruction!"
017.103 So heresolved to remove them from the face of the earth: but We did drown him and all who werewith him.



017.104 And We said thereafter to the Children of Israel, "Dwell securely in the land (of promise)": but when the
second of the warnings came to pass, We gathered you together in a mingled crowd.

017.105 We sent down the (Qur'an) in Truth, and in Truth hasit descended: and We sent thee but to give Glad Tidings
and to warn (sinners).

017.106 (Itis) a Qur'an which We have divided (into parts from time to time), in order that thou mightest reciteit to
men at intervals: We have revealed it by stages.

017.107 Say: "Whether ye believein it or not, it istrue that those who were given knowledge beforehand, wheniitis
recited to them, fall down on their facesin humble prostration,

017.108 "And they say: 'Glory to our Lord! Truly hasthe promise of our Lord been fulfilled!™

017.109 They fall down ontheir facesin tears, and it increasestheir (earnest) humility.

017.110 Say: "Cdl upon God, or call upon Rahman: by whatever nameye call upon Him, (itiswell): for to Him belong
the Most Beautiful Names. Neither speak thy Prayer aloud, nor speak it in alow tone, but seek a middle course
017.111 Say: "Praise be to God, who begets no son, and has no partner in (His) dominion: Nor (needs) He any to
protect Him from humiliation: yea, magnify Him for His greatness and glory!"

THE CAVE, CHAPTER NO. 018

018.001 Praise be to God, Who hath sent to His Servant the Book, and hath allowed therein no Crookedness:
018.002 (He hath madeit) Straight (and Clear) in order that He may warn (the godless) of aterrible Punishment from
Him, and that He may give Glad Tidings to the Believers who work righteous deeds, that they shall have a goodly
Reward,

018.003 Wherein they shall remain for ever:

018.004 Further, that He may warn those (also) who say, "God hath begotten a son™:

018.005 No knowledge have they of such athing, nor had their fathers. It is a grievous thing that issues from their
mouths as a saying what they say is nothing but fal sehood!

018.006 Thou wouldst only, perchance, fret thyself to death, following after them, in grief, if they believe notinthis
Message.

018.007 That which is on earth we have made but as a glittering show for the earth, in order that We may test them -
asto which of them are best in conduct.

018.008 Verily what is on earth we shall make but as dust and dry soil (without growth or herbage).

018.009 Or dost thou reflect that the Companions of the Cave and of the I nscription were wonders among Our Sign?
018.010 Behold, the youths betook themselvesto the Cave: they said, "Our Lord! bestow on us Mercy from Thyself,
and dispose of our affair for usin theright way!"

018.011 Then We draw (aveil) over their ears, for anumber of years, in the Cave, (so that they heard not):

018.012 Then Weroused them, in order to test which of the two partieswas best at cal culating the term of yearsthey
had tarried!

018.013 Werelate to thee their story in truth: they were youths who believed in their Lord, and We advanced them
in guidance:

018.014 Wegave strength to their hearts: Behold, they stood up and said: "Our Lord isthe Lord of the heavensand of
the earth: never shall we call upon any god other than Him: if we did, we should indeed have uttered an enormity!
018.015 "These our people have taken for worship gods other than Him: why do they not bring forward an authority
clear (and convincing) for what they do? Who doth more wrong than such asinvent afa sehood against God?
018.016 "When ye turn away from them and the things they worship other than God, betake yourselves to the Cave:
Y our Lord will shower His mercies on you and disposes of your affair towards comfort and ease.”

018.017 Thouwouldst have seen the sun, when it rose, declining to the right from their Cave, and when it set, turning
away fromthem to theleft, whilethey lay inthe open spacein the midst of the Cave. Such areamong the Signs of God:
He whom God, guidesisrightly guided; but he whom God leavesto stray,- for him wilt thou find no protector to lead
him to the Right Way.

018.018 Thou wouldst have deemed them awake, whilst they were asleep, and We turned them on their right and on



their left sides: their dog stretching forth histwo fore-legs on the threshold: if thou hadst come up on to them, thou
wouldst have certainly turned back from them in flight, and wouldst certainly have been filled with terror of them.
018.019 Such (being their state), we raised them up (from sleep), that they might question each other. Said one of
them, "How long have ye stayed (here)?' They said, "We have stayed (perhaps) aday, or part of aday." (At length) they
(al) said, "God (alone) knows best how long ye have stayed here.... Now send ye then one of you with this money of
yoursto thetown: let him find out which isthe best food (to be had) and bring someto you, that (ye may) satisfy your
hunger therewith: And let him behave with care and courtesy, and et him not inform any one about you.

018.020 "For if they should come upon you, they would stone you or force you to return to their cult, and in that case
yewould never attain prosperity.”

018.021 Thusdid We make their case known to the people, that they might know that the promise of God istrue, and
that there can be no doubt about the Hour of Judgment. Behold, they dispute among themselves as to their affair.
(Some) said, "Construct abuilding over them": Their Lord knowsbest about them: thosewho prevailed over their affair
said, "Let ussurely build a place of worship over them."

018.022 (Some) say they werethree, the dog being the fourth among them; (others) say they werefive, the dog being
the sixth,- doubtfully guessing at the unknown; (yet others) say they were seven, the dog being the eighth. Say thou:
"My Lord knoweth best their number; Itisbut few that know their (real case)." Enter not, therefore, into controversies
concerning them, except on amatter that is clear, nor consult any of them about (the affair of) the Sleepers.
018.023 Nor say of anything, "l shall be sure to do so and so tomorrow"-

018.024 Without adding, " So please God!" and call thy L ord to mind when thou forgettest, and say, "I hopethat my Lord
will guide me ever closer (even) than thisto theright road.”

018.025 So they stayed in their Cave three hundred years, and (some) add nine (more)

018.026 Say: "God knows best how long they stayed: with Him is (the knowledge of) the secrets of the heavens and
the earth: how clearly He sees, how finely He hears (everything)! They have no protector other than Him; nor doesHe
share His Command with any person whatsoever.

018.027 And recite (and teach) what has been reveal ed to thee of the Book of thy L ord: none can change His Words,
and none wilt thou find as arefuge other than Him.

018.028 And keep thy soul content with thosewho call on their Lord morning and evening, seeking His Face; and let
not thine eyes passbeyond them, seeking the pomp and glitter of thisLife; no obey any whose heart We have permitted
to neglect the remembrance of Us, one who follows his own desires, whose case has gone beyond all bounds.
018.029 Say, "The truth is from your Lord": Let him who will believe, and let him who will, reject (it): for the
wrong-doers We have prepared a Fire whose (smoke and flames), like thewalls and roof of atent, will hem themin:
if they implorerelief they will be granted water like melted brass, that will scaldtheir faces, how dreadful the drink!
How uncomfortable a couch to recline on!

018.030 Asto those who believe and work righteousness, verily We shall not suffer to perish the reward of any who
do a(single) righteous deed.

018.031 For them will be Gardens of Eternity; beneath them rivers will flow; they will be adorned therein with
bracel ets of gold, and they will wear green garments of finesilk and heavy brocade: They will reclinetherein onraised
thrones. How good the recompense! How beautiful a couch to recline on!

018.032 Set forth to them the parable of two men: for one of them We provided two gardens of grape-vines and
surrounded them with date palms; in between the two We placed corn-fields.

018.033 Each of those gardens brought forth its produce, and failed not in the least therein: in the midst of them We
caused ariver to flow.

018.034 (Abundant) was the produce this man had : he said to his companion, in the course of a mutual argument:
"more wealth have | than you, and more honour and power in (my following of) men."

018.035 Hewent into hisgarden in astate (of mind) unjust to hissoul: He said, "1 deem not that thiswill ever perish,
018.036 "Nor do | deem that the Hour (of Judgment) will (ever) come: Evenif | am brought back to my Lord, | shall
surely find (there) something better in exchange.”

018.037 His companion said to him, in the course of the argument with him: "Dost thou deny Him Who created thee
out of dust, then out of a sperm-drop, then fashioned thee into aman?



018.038 "But (I think) for my part that He is God, My Lord, and none shall | associate with my Lord.

018.039 "Why didst thou not, as thou wentest into thy garden, say: 'God'swill (be done)! There is no power but with
God!" If thou dost see me less than thee in wealth and sons,

018.040 "It may be that my Lord will give me something better than thy garden, and that He will send on thy garden
thunderbolts (by way of reckoning) from heaven, making it (but) dippery sand!-

018.041 "Or the water of the garden will run off underground so that thou wilt never be ableto find it."

018.042 So hisfruits (and enjoyment) were encompassed (with ruin), and he remained twisting and turning his hands
over what he had spent on his property, which had (now) tumbled to piecesto its very foundations, and he could only
say, "Woeisme! Would | had never ascribed partnersto my Lord and Cherisher!"

018.043 Nor had he numbers to help him against God, nor was he able to deliver himself.

018.044 There, the (only) protection comes from God, the True One. Heisthe Best to reward, and the Best to give
Success.

018.045 Set forth to them the similitude of thelife of thisworld: It isliketherainwhich we send down fromthe skies:
the earth's vegetation absorbs it, but soon it becomes dry stubble, which the winds do scatter: it is (only) God who
prevails over al things.

018.046 Weadlth and sons are allurements of thelife of thisworld: But the things that endure, good deeds, are best in
the sight of thy Lord, asrewards, and best as (the foundation for) hopes.

018.047 One Day We shall remove the mountains, and thou wilt see the earth asalevel stretch, and We shall gather
them, all together, nor shall We leave out any one of them.

018.048 And they will be marshalled before thy Lord in ranks, (with the announcement), "Now have ye come to Us
(bare) as We created you first: aye, ye thought We shall not fulfil the appointment made to you to meet (Us)!":
018.049 And the Book (of Deeds) will be placed (before you); and thou wilt see the sinful in great terror because of
what is (recorded) therein; they will say, "Ah! woeto us! what aBook isthis! It leaves out nothing small or great, but
takes account thereof!" They will find al that they did, placed before them: And not one will thy Lord treat with
injustice.

018.050 Behold! Wesaid to theangels, "Bow downto Adam': They bowed down except 1blis. Hewas one of the Jinns,
and he broke the Command of hisLord. Will yethen take him and his progeny as protectorsrather than Me? And they
are enemiesto you! Evil would be the exchange for the wrong-doers!

018.051 | called them not to witness the creation of the heavens and the earth, nor (even) their own creation: nor is
it for helpers such as Me to take as lead (men) astray!

018.052 One Day Hewill say, "Call on those whom yethought to be My partners,” and they will call on them, but they
will not listen to them; and We shall make for them a place of common perdition.

018.053 And the Sinful shall see the fire and apprehend that they haveto fall therein: no meanswill they find to turn
away therefrom.

018.054 We have explained in detail in this Qur'an, for the benefit of mankind, every kind of similitude: but manis,
in most things, contentious.

018.055 And what is there to keep back men from believing, now that Guidance has come to them, nor from praying
for forgivenessfrom their Lord, but that (they ask that) the ways of the ancients be repeated with them, or the Wrath
be brought to them face to face?

018.056 We only send the apostles to give Glad Tidings and to give warnings. But the unbelievers dispute with vain
argument, in order therewith to weaken thetruth, and they treat My Signsasajest, asalso thefact that they arewarned!
018.057 And who doth more wrong than one who is reminded of the Signs of his Lord, but turns away from them,
forgetting the (deeds) which his hands have sent forth? Verily We have set veils over their hearts lest they should
understand this, and over their ears, deafness, if thou callest them to guidance, even then will they never accept
guidance.

018.058 But your Lord is Most forgiving, full of Mercy. If He were to call them (at once) to account for what they
have earned, then surely He would have earned, then surely He would have hastened their punishment: but they have
their appointed time, beyond which they will find no refuge.

018.059 Such were the popul ations we destroyed when they committed iniquities; but we fixed an appointed timefor



their destruction.

018.060 Behold, Moses said to his attendant, "1 will not give up until | reach the junction of the two seas or (until) |

spend yearsand yearsin travel "

018.061 But when they reached the Junction, they forgot (about) their Fish, which took its course through the sea
(straight) asin atunnel.

018.062 When they had passed on (somedistance), Mosessaid to hisattendant: "Bring usour early meal; truly wehave
suffered much fatigue at this (stage of) our journey."

018.063 Hereplied: " Sawest thou (what happened) when we betook ourselvesto therock?1 did indeed forget (about)
the Fish: none but Satan made me forget to tell (you) about it: it took its course through the seain amarvellousway!"
018.064 Moses said: "That waswhat we were seeking after:" So they went back on their footsteps, following (the path
they had come).

018.065 So they found one of Our servants, on whom We had bestowed Mercy from Ourselves and whom We had
taught knowledge from Our own Presence.

018.066 Moses said to him: "May | follow thee, on the footing that thou teach me something of the (Higher) Truth
which thou hast been taught?*

018.067 (The other) said: "Verily thou wilt not be able to have patience with me!"

018.068 "And how canst thou have patience about things about which thy understanding is not complete?”

018.069 Moses said: "Thou wilt find me, if God so will, (truly) patient: nor shall | disobey theein aught."

018.070 The other said: "If then thou wouldst follow me, ask me no questions about anything until | myself speak to
thee concerning it."

018.071 So they both proceeded: until, when they werein the boat, he scuttled it. Said M oses: "Hast thou scuttled it
in order to drown thosein it? Truly astrange thing hast thou done!"

018.072 He answered: "Did | not tell thee that thou canst have no patience with me?"

018.073 Moses said: "Rebuke me not for forgetting, nor grieve me by raising difficultiesin my case."

018.074 Thenthey proceeded: until, whenthey met ayoung man, heslew him. Mosessaid: "Hast thou slain aninnocent

person who had slain none? Truly afoul (unheard of) thing hast thou done!”

018.075 He answered: "Did | not tell thee that thou canst have no patience with me?"

018.076 (Moses) said: "If ever | ask thee about anything after this, keep menot inthy company: then woul dst thou have

received (full) excuse from my side."

018.077 Then they proceeded: until, when they came to the inhabitants of atown, they asked them for food, but they
refused them hospitality. They found there awall on the point of falling down, but he set it up straight. (M oses) said:

"If thou hadst wished, surely thou couldst have exacted some recompense for it!"

018.078 Heanswered: "Thisisthe parting between meand thee: now will | tell theetheinterpretation of (thosethings)

over which thou wast unable to hold patience.

018.079 "Asfor the boat, it belonged to certain men in dire want: they plied on the water: | but wished to render it
unserviceable, for there was after them a certain king who seized on every boat by force.

018.080 "Asfor the youth, his parents were people of Faith, and we feared that he would grieve them by obstinate
rebellion and ingratitude (to God and man).

018.081 "So we desired that their Lord would give them in exchange (a son) better in purity (of conduct) and closer

in affection.

018.082 "Asfor thewall, it belonged to two youths, orphans, in the Town; there was, beneath it, aburied treasure, to
which they were entitled: their father had been a righteous man: So thy Lord desired that they should attain their age
of full strength and get out their treasure - amercy (and favour) from thy Lord. | did it not of my own accord. Suchis
the interpretation of (those things) over which thou wast unable to hold patience.”

018.083 They ask thee concerning Zul-garnain. Say, "I will rehearse to you something of his story."

018.084 Verily We established his power on earth, and We gave him the ways and the meansto al ends.

018.085 One (such) way he followed,

018.086 Until, when he reached the setting of the sun, he found it set in a spring of murky water: Near it he found a
People: We said: "O Zul-garnain! (thou hast authority,) either to punish them, or to treat them with kindness."



018.087 He said: "Whoever doth wrong, him shall we punish; then shall he be sent back to hisL ord; and Hewill punish
him with a punishment unheard-of (before).

018.088 "But whoever believes, and works righteousness,- he shall have agoodly reward, and easy will be histask as
We order it by our Command."

018.089 Then followed he (another) way,

018.090 Until, when he came to the rising of the sun, he found it rising on a people for whom We had provided no
covering protection against the sun.

018.091 (He left them) as they were: We compl etely understood what was before him.

018.092 Then followed he (another) way,

018.093 Until, when he reached (a tract) between two mountains, he found, beneath them, a people who scarcely
understood aword.

018.094 They said: "O Zul-garnain! the Gog and Magog (People) do great mischief on earth: shall wethen render thee
tribute in order that thou mightest erect a barrier between us and them?

018.095 He said: "(The power) in which my Lord has established meis better (than tribute): Help metherefore with
strength (and labour): | will erect a strong barrier between you and them:

018.096 "Bring me blocks of iron." At length, when he had filled up the space between the two steep mountain-sides,
He said, "Blow (with your bellows)" Then, when he had madeit (red) asfire, he said: "Bring me, that | may pour over
it, moltenlead."

018.097 Thus were they made powerlessto scaleit or to dig through it.

018.098 He said: "Thisisamercy from my Lord: But when the promise of my Lord comesto pass, He will makeit
into dust; and the promise of my Lord istrue.”

018.099 On that day We shall leave them to surge like waves on one another: the trumpet will be blown, and We shall
collect them all together.

018.100 And We shall present Hell that day for Unbelieversto see, all spread out,-

018.101 (Unbelievers) whose eyes had been under aveil from remembrance of Me, and who had been unable evento
hear.

018.102 Do the Unbelieversthink that they can take My servants as protectors besides Me? Verily We have prepared
Hell for the Unbelieversfor (their) entertainment.

018.103 Say: "Shall we tell you of those who lose most in respect of their deeds?-

018.104 "Those whose efforts have been wasted in thislife, while they thought that they were acquiring good by their
works?'

018.105 They are those who deny the Signs of their Lordand thefact of their having to meet Him (in the Hereafter):
vain will betheir works, nor shall We, on the Day of Judgment, give them any weight.

018.106 That istheir reward, Hell, becausethey rejected Faith, and took My Signsand My Messengersby way of jest.
018.107 Astothosewho believeand work righteousdeeds, they have, for their entertainment, the Gardensof Paradise,
018.108 Wherein they shall dwell (for aye): no change will they wish for from them.

018.109 Say: "If the ocean were ink (wherewith to write out) the words of my Lord, sooner would the ocean be
exhausted than would the words of my Lord, even if we added another ocean likeit, foritsaid."

018.110 Say: "l am but aman likeyourselves, (but) theinspiration hascometo me, that your God is one God: whoever
expectsto meet his Lord, let him work righteousness, and, in the worship of his Lord, admit no one as partner.

MARY, CHAPTER NO. 019

019.001 Kaf. Ha. Ya. 'Ain. Sad.

019.002 (Thisis) arecital of the Mercy of thy Lord to His servant Zakariya.

019.003 Behold! he cried to hisLord in secret,

019.004 Praying: "O my Lord! infirm indeed are my bones, and the hair of my head doth glisten with grey: but never
am | unblest, O my Lord, in my prayer to Thee!

019.005"Now | fear (what) my relatives (and colleagues) (will do) after me: but my wifeisbarren: so give mean heir
as from Thyself,-



019.006 "(Onethat) will (truly) represent me, and represent the posterity of Jacob; and makehim, O my Lord! onewith
whom Thou art well-pleased!"

019.007 (Hisprayer wasanswered): "O Zakariyal We givethee good news of ason: Hisname shall be Y ahya: on hone
by that name have We conferred distinction before."

019.008 He said: "O my Lord! How shall | have a son, when my wifeisbarren and | have grown quite decrepit from
oldage?'

019.009 He said: "So (it will be) thy Lord saith, 'that is easy for Me: | did indeed create thee before, when thou hadst
been nothing!™

019.010 (Zakariya) said: "Omy Lord! givemeaSign." "Thy Sign," wasthe answer, " Shall bethat thou shat speak to no
man for three nights, although thou art not dumb."

019.011 So Zakariya came out to his people from him chamber: He told them by signsto celebrate God's praisesin
the morning and in the evening.

019.012 (To hisson camethecommand): "O 'Y ahyal takehold of the Book with might": and We gavehim Wisdom even
asayouth,

019.013 And piety (for all creatures) asfrom Us, and purity: He was devoult,

019.014 And kind to his parents, and he was not overbearing or rebellious.

019.015 So Peace on him the day he was born, the day that he dies, and the day that hewill beraised uptolife (again)!
019.016 Relate in the Book (the story of) Mary, when she withdrew from her family to aplacein the East.

019.017 She placed a screen (to screen herself) from them; then We sent her our angel, and he appeared before her
asamanin all respects.

019.018 She said: "l seek refuge from thee to (God) Most Gracious: (come not near) if thou dost fear God."
019.019 He said: "Nay, | am only amessenger from thy Lord, (to announce) to thee the gift of aholy son.

019.020 She said: "How shall | have a son, seeing that no man has touched me, and | am not unchaste?'

019.021 Hesaid: "So (it will be): Thy Lord saith, 'that iseasy for Me: and (Wewish) to appoint him asaSign unto men
and aMercy from Us':It isamatter (so) decreed."

019.022 So she conceived him, and she retired with him to aremote place.

019.023 And the pains of childbirth drove her to thetrunk of apalm-tree: She cried (in her anguish): "Ah! would that
| had died before this! would that | had been athing forgotten and out of sight!”

019.024 But (avoice) cried to her from beneath the (palm-tree): "Grieve not! for thy Lord hath provided arivulet
benezth thee;

019.025 "And shake towards thyself the trunk of the palm-tree: 1t will let fall fresh ripe dates upon thee.

019.026 "So eat and drink and cool (thine) eye. And if thou dost see any man, say, 'l have vowed afast to (God) Most
Gracious, and this day will | enter into not talk with any human being™

019.027 At length she brought the (babe) to her people, carrying him (in her arms). They said: "O Mary! truly an
amazing thing hast thou brought!

019.028 "O sister of Aaron! Thy father was not a man of evil, nor thy mother awoman unchaste!”

019.029 But she pointed to the babe. They said: "How can wetalk to one who isa child in the cradle?"

019.030 He said: "1 am indeed a servant of God: He hath given me revelation and made me a prophet;

019.031 " And He hath made me bl essed wheresoever | be, and hath enjoined on me Prayer and Charity aslong asl live;
019.032 "(He) hath made me kind to my mother, and not overbearing or miserable;

019.033 "So peaceison methe day | was born, the day that | die, and the day that | shall be raised up to life (again)"!
019.034 Such (was) Jesusthe son of Mary: (it is) a statement of truth, about which they (vainly) dispute.

019.035 It is not befitting to (the majesty of) God that He should beget ason. Glory beto Him! when He determines
amatter, Heonly saystoit, "Be", and it is.

019.036 Verily God ismy Lord and your Lord: Him therefore serve ye: thisisaWay that is straight.

019.037 But the sects differ among themselves: and woe to the unbelievers because of the (coming) Judgment of a
Momentous Day!

019.038 How plainly will they see and hear, the Day that they will appear before Us! but the unjust today arein error
manifest!



019.039 But warn them of the Day of Distress, whenthe matter will be determined: for (behold,) they are negligent
and they do not believe!

019.040 It isWe Who will inherit the earth, and all beings thereon: to Uswill they all be returned.

019.041 (Also mention in the Book (the story of) Abraham: He was a man of Truth, a prophet.

019.042 Behold, he said to hisfather: "O my father! why worship that which heareth not and seeth not, and can profit
thee nothing?

019.043 "O my father! to me hath come knowledge which hath not reached thee: so follow me: | will guidetheetoa
way that is even and straight.

019.044 "O my father! serve not Satan: for Satan isarebel against (God) Most Gracious.

019.045 "O my father! | fear lest a Penalty afflict thee from (God) Most Gracious, so that thou become to Satan a
friend.”

019.046 (Thefather) replied: "Dost thou hate my gods, O Abraham?1f thou forbear not, | will indeed stonethee: Now
get away from me for agood long while!"

019.047 Abraham said: " Peace be on thee: | will pray tomy Lord for thy forgiveness: for Heisto me Most Gracious.
019.048 "And | will turn away from you (al) and from those whom ye invoke besides God: | will call on my Lord:
perhaps, by my prayer to my Lord, | shall be hot unblest."

019.049 When he had turned away from them and from those whom they worshipped besides God, We bestowed on
him I saac and Jacob, and each one of them We made a prophet.

019.050 And We bestowed of Our Mercy on them, and We granted them lofty honour on the tongue of truth.
019.051 Also mention in the Book (the story of) Moses: for he was specially chosen, and he was an apostle (and) a
prophet.

019.052 And wecalled himfromtheright side of Mount (Sinai), and made him draw near to Us, for mystic (converse).
019.053 And, out of Our Mercy, We gave him his brother Aaron, (also) a prophet.

019.054 Also mention in the Book (the story of) Ismail: He was (strictly) true to what he promised, and he was an
apostle (and) a prophet.

019.055 He used to enjoin on his people Prayer and Charity, and he was most acceptable in the sight of hisLord.
019.056 Also mention in the Book the case of Idris: He was aman of truth (and sincerity), (and) a prophet:
019.057 And Weraised him to alofty station.

019.058 Thosewere some of the prophetsonwhom God did bestow His Grace,- of the posterity of Adam, and of those
who We carried (in the Ark) with Noah, and of the posterity of Abraham and Israel of those whom We guided and
chose. Whenever the Signs of (God) Most Gracious were rehearsed to them, they would fall down in prostrate
adoration and in tears.

019.059 But after them there followed a posterity who missed prayers and followed after lusts soon, then, will they
face Destruction,-

019.060 Except those who repent and believe, and work righteousness: for thesewill enter the Garden and will not be
wronged in the least,-

019.061 Gardens of Eternity, those which (God) Most Gracious has promised to His servantsin the Unseen: for His
promise must (necessarily) come to pass.

019.062 They will not there hear any vain discourse, but only salutations of Peace: And they will have therein their
sustenance, morning and evening.

019.063 Such is the Garden which We give as an inheritance to those of Our servants who guard against Evil.
019.064 (Theangelssay:) "We descend not but by command of thy Lord: to Him bel ongeth what isbefore us and what
isbehind us, and what is between: and thy Lord never doth forget,-

019.065 "Lord of the heavens and of the earth, and of all that is between them; so worship Him, and be constant and
patient in Hisworship: knowest thou of any who isworthy of the same Name as He?"

019.066 Man says: "What! When | am dead, shall | then be raised up alive?'

019.067 But does not man call to mind that We created him before out of nothing?

019.068 So, by thy Lord, without doubt, We shall gather them together, and (al so) the Evil Ones (withthem); then shall
We bring them forth on their knees round about Hell;



019.069 Then shall We certainly drag out from every sect al those who were worst in obstinate rebellion against
(God) Most Gracious.

019.070 And certainly We know best those who are most worthy of being burned therein.

019.071 Not one of you but will pass over it: thisis, with thy Lord, a Decree which must be accomplished.
019.072 But We shall savethose who guarded against evil, and We shall leave the wrong-doerstherein, (humbled) to
their knees.

019.073 When Our Clear Signs are rehearsed to them, the Unbelievers say to those who believe, "Which of the two
sidesis best in point of position? Which makes the best show in council ?'

019.074 But how many (countless) generations before them have we destroyed, who were even better inequipment
and in glitter to the eye?

019.075 Say: "If any men go astray, (God) Most Gracious extends (therope) to them, until, when they seethewarning
of God (being fulfilled) - either in punishment or in (the approach of ) the Hour,- they will at length realisewhoisworst
in position, and (who) weakest in forces!

019.076 " And God doth advancein guidance thosewho seek guidance: and thethingsthat endure, Good Deeds, arebest
inthe sight of thy Lord, asrewards, and best in respect of (their) eventual return.”

019.077 Hast thou then seen the (sort of) man who rejects Our Signs, yet says: " shall certainly begivenweath and
children?

019.078 Has he penetrated to the Unseen, or has he taken a contract with (God) Most Gracious?

019.079 Nay! We shall record what he says, and We shall add and add to his punishment.

019.080 To Us shall return all that he talks of and he shall appear before Us bare and alone.

019.081 And they have taken (for worship) gods other than God, to give them power and glory!

019.082 Instead, they shall reject their worship, and become adversaries against them.

019.083 Seest thou not that We have set the Evil Ones on against the unbelievers, to incite them with fury?
019.084 So make no haste against them, for We but count out to them a (limited) number (of days).

019.085 The day We shall gather the righteous to (God) Most Gracious, like a band presented before a king for
honours,

019.086 And We shall drive the sinnersto Hell, like thirsty cattle driven down to water,-

019.087 None shall have the power of intercession, but such a one as has received permission (or promise) from
(God) Most Gracious.

019.088 They say: "(God) Most Gracious has begotten ason!"

019.089 Indeed ye have put forth a thing most monstrous!

019.090 At it the skies are ready to burst, the earth to split asunder, and the mountainsto fall down in utter ruin,
019.091 That they should invoke ason for (God) Most Gracious.

019.092 For it is not consonant with the majesty of (God) Most Gracious that He should beget a son.

019.093 Not one of the beingsin the heavens and the earth but must come to (God) Most Gracious as a servant.
019.094 He does take an account of them (all), and hath numbered them (all) exactly.

019.095 And everyone of them will come to Him singly on the Day of Judgment.

019.096 On those who believe and work deeds of righteousness, will (God) Most Gracious bestow love.

019.097 So have We made the (Qur'an) easy in thine own tongue, that with it thou mayest give Glad Tidings to the
righteous, and warnings to people given to contention.

019.098 But how many (countless) generations before them have We destroyed? Canst thou find asingle one of them
(now) or hear (so much as) awhisper of them?

TA-HA, CHAPTER NO. 020

020.001 Ta-Ha.

020.002 We have not sent down the Qur'an to thee to be (an occasion) for thy distress,
020.003 But only as an admonition to those who fear (God),-

020.004 A revelation from Him Who created the earth and the heavens on high.
020.005 (God) Most Graciousis firmly established on the throne (of authority).



020.006 To Him belongs what isin the heavens and on earth, and all between them, and all beneath the soil.
020.007 If thou pronouncetheword aoud, (it isno matter): for verily Heknoweth what is secret and what isyet more
hidden.

020.008 God! thereisno god but He! To Him belong the most Beautiful Names.

020.009 Has the story of Moses reached thee?

020.010 Behold, he saw afire: So he said to his family, "Tarry ye; | perceive afire; perhaps | can bring you some
burning brand therefrom, or find some guidance at the fire."

020.011 But when he cameto the fire, avoice was heard: "O Moses!

020.012 "Verily | amthy Lord! therefore (in My presence) put off thy shoes: thou art in the sacred valley Tuwa.
020.013 "1 have chosen thee: listen, then, to the inspiration (sent to thee).

020.014 "Verily, | am God: Thereisno god but I: So servethou Me (only), and establish regular prayer for celebrating
My praise.

020.015 "Verily the Hour is coming - My design is to keep it hidden - for every soul to receive its reward by the
measure of its Endeavour.

020.016 "Therefore let not such as believe not therein but follow their own lusts, divert thee therefrom, lest thou
perish!"..

020.017 "And what isthat in the right hand, O Moses?"

020.018 He said, "It ismy rod: onit | lean; with it | beat down fodder for my flocks; and init | find other uses."
020.019 (God) said, "Throw it, O Moses!"

020.020 He threw it, and behold! It was a snake, active in motion.

020.021 (God) said, "Seizeit, and fear not: We shall return it at onceto its former condition"..

020.022 "Now draw thy hand close to thy side: It shall come forth white (and shining), without harm (or stain),- as
another Sign,-

020.023 "In order that We may show thee (two) of our Greater Signs.

020.024 " Go thou to Pharaoh, for he hasindeed transgressed al bounds."

020.025 (Moses) said: "O my Lord! expand me my breast;

020.026 "Ease my task for me;

020.027 "And remove the impediment from my speech,

020.028 " So they may understand what | say:

020.029 "And give me a Minister from my family,

020.030 "Aaron, my brother;

020.031 "Add to my strength through him,

020.032 "And make him share my task:

020.033 "That we may celebrate Thy praise without stint,

020.034 "And remember Thee without stint:

020.035 "For Thou art He that (ever) regardeth us."

020.036 (God) said: "Granted isthy prayer, O Moses!"

020.037 "And indeed We conferred afavour on thee another time (before).

020.038 "Behold! We sent to thy mother, by inspiration, the message:

020.039 ""Throw (the child) into the chest, and throw (the chest) into theriver: theriver will cast him up on the bank,
and hewill betaken up by onewho isan enemy to Meand an enemy to him': But | cast (the garment of) love over thee
from Me: and (this) in order that thou mayest be reared under Mine eye.

020.040 "Behold! thy sister goeth forth and saith, 'shall | show you one who will nurse and rear the (child)? So We
brought thee back to thy mother, that her eye might be cooled and she should not grieve. Then thou didst ay aman,
but We saved thee from trouble, and We tried thee in various ways. Then didst thou tarry a number of years with the
people of Midian. Then didst thou come hither as ordained, O Moses!

020.041 "And | have prepared thee for Myself (for service)"..

020.042 "Go, thou and thy brother, with My Signs, and slacken nat, either of you, in keeping Me in remembrance.
020.043 "Go, both of you, to Pharaoh, for he has indeed transgressed all bounds;



020.044 "But speak to him mildly; perchance he may take warning or fear (God)."

020.045 They (Moses and Aaron) said: "Our Lord! We fear lest he hasten with insolence against us, or lest he
transgressal bounds."

020.046 He said: "Fear not: for | am with you: | hear and see (everything).

020.047 "So go ye both to him, and say, 'Verily we are apostles sent by thy Lord: Send forth, therefore, the Children
of Israel with us, and afflict them not: with a Sign, indeed, have we come from thy Lord! and peace to all who follow
guidance!

020.048 "'Verily it has been revealed to us that the Penalty (awaits) those who reject and turn away."

020.049 (When this message was delivered), (Pharaoh) said: "Who, then, O Moses, isthe Lord of you two?"
020.050 Hesaid: "Our LordisHeWho gaveto each (created) thing itsform and nature, and further, gave(it) guidance.”
020.051 (Pharaoh) said: "What then is the condition of previous generations?'

020.052 He replied: "The knowledge of that iswith my Lord, duly recorded: my Lord never errs, nor forgets,-
020.053 "He Who has, made for you the earth like a carpet spread out; has enabled you to go about therein by roads
(and channels); and has sent down water from the sky." With it have We produced diverse pairs of plantseach separate
from the others.

020.054 Eat (for yourselves) and pasture your cattle: verily, in thisare Signs for men endued with understanding.
020.055 From the (earth) did We create you, and intoit shall Wereturnyou, and fromit shall We bring you out once
again.

020.056 And We showed Pharaoh all Our Signs, but he did reject and refuse.

020.057 He said: "Hast thou come to drive us out of our land with thy magic, O Moses?

020.058 "But we can surely produce magic to match thine! So make atryst between us and thee, which we shall not
fail to keep - neither we nor thou - in a place where both shall have even chances.”

020.059 Moses said: "Y our tryst isthe Day of the Festival, and let the peopl e be assembled when the suniswell up.”
020.060 So Pharaoh withdrew: He concerted his plan, and then came (back).

020.061 Moses said to him: Woe to you! Forge not ye alie against God, lest He destroy you (at once) utterly by
chastisement: the forger must suffer frustration!"

020.062 So they disputed, one with another, over their affair, but they kept their talk secret.

020.063 They said: "These two are certainly (expert) magicians. their object isto drive you out from your land with
their magic, and to do away with your most cherished ingtitutions.

020.064 "Therefore concert your plan, and then assemblein (serried) ranks: Hewins (all aong) today who gainsthe
upper hand.”

020.065 They said: "O Moses! whether wilt thou that thou throw (first) or that we be the first to throw?"

020.066 He said, "Nay, throw yefirst!" Then behold their ropesand their rods-so it seemed to him on account of their
magic - began to bein lively motion!

020.067 So Moses conceived in hismind a (sort of) fear.

020.068 We said: "Fear not! for thou hast indeed the upper hand:

020.069 "Throw that which isin thy right hand: Quickly will it swallow up that which they have faked what they have
faked isbut amagician'strick: and the magician thrives not, (no matter) where he goes."

020.070 So the magicians were thrown down to prostration: they said, "Webelievein the Lord of Aaron and Moses'.
020.071 (Pharaoh) said: "Believe yein Him before | give you permission? Surely this must be your leader, who has
taught you magic! be sure | will cut off your hands and feet on opposite sides, and | will have you crucified on trunks
of palm-trees: so shall ye know for certain, which of us can give the more severe and the more lasting punishment!"
020.072 They said: "Never shall we regard thee as more than the Clear Singsthat have cometo us, or than Him Who
created us! so decree whatever thou desirest to decree: for thou canst only decree (touching) the life of thisworld.
020.073"For us, we have believedin our Lord: may Heforgive usour faults, and the magic to which thou didst compel
us: for God is Best and Most Abiding.”

020.074 Verily he who comesto his Lord as asinner (at Judgment),- for himisHell: therein shall he neither die nor
live.

020.075 But such as come to Him as Believers who have worked righteous deeds,- for them are ranks exalted,-



020.076 Gardens of Eternity, beneath which flow rivers: they will dwell therein for aye: suchisthereward of those
who purify themselves (from evil).

020.077 We sent an inspiration to Moses: "Travel by night with My servants, and strike a dry path for them through
the sea, without fear of being overtaken (by Pharaoh) and without (any other) fear."

020.078 Then Pharaoh pursued them with hisforces, but the waters completely overwhelmed them and covered them
up.

020.079 Pharaoh led his people astray instead of leading them aright.

020.080 O ye Children of Israel! We delivered you from your enemy, and We made a Covenant with you ontheright
side of Mount (Sinai), and We sent down to you Manna and quails:

020.081 (Saying): "Eat of the good things We have provided for your sustenance, but commit no excesstherein, lest
My Wrath should justly descend on you: and those on whom descends My Wrath do perish indeed!

020.082 "But, without doubt, | am (also) He that forgives again and again, to those who repent, believe, and do right,
who,- in fine, are ready to receive true guidance.”

020.083 (When M oseswas up onthe Mount, God said:) "What made thee hasten in advance of thy people, O Moses?'
020.084 He replied: "Behold, they are close on my footsteps: | hastened to thee, O my Lord, to please thee."
020.085 (God) said: "We have tested thy peoplein thy absence: the Samiri has led them astray."

020.086 So Moses returned to his peoplein a state of indignation and sorrow. He said: "O my people! did not your
L ord make a handsome promise to you? Did then the promise seem to you long (in coming)? Or did ye desire that
Wrath should descend from your Lord on you, and so ye broke your promise to me?"

020.087 They said: "Webrokenot the promiseto thee, asfar aslay in our power: but wewere madeto carry theweight
of the ornaments of the (whole) people, and we threw them (into the fire), and that was what the Samiri suggested.
020.088 "Then he brought out (of thefire) beforethe (people) theimage of acalf: It seemed tolow: sothey said: This
isyour god, and the god of Moses, but (Moses) has forgotten!™

020.089 Could they not seethat it could not return them aword (for answer), and that it had no power either to harm
them or to do them good?

020.090 Aaron had already, before this said to them: "O my people! ye are being tested in this: for verily your Lord
is (God) Most Gracious; so follow me and obey my command."”

020.091 They had said: "We will not abandon this cult, but we will devote ourselvesto it until Moses returnsto us."
020.092 (Moses) said: "O Aaron! what kept thee back, when thou sawest them going wrong,

020.093 "From following me? Didst thou then disobey my order?"

020.094 (Aaron) replied: "O son of my mother! Seize (me) not by my beard nor by (thehair of) my head! Truly | feared
lest thou shouldst say, 'Thou has caused a division among the children of Israel, and thou didst not respect my word!™
020.095 (Moses) said: "What then isthy case, O Samiri?"

020.096 Hereplied: "l saw what they saw not: so | took ahandful (of dust) from thefootprint of the Apostle, and threw
it (into the calf): thus did my soul suggest to me."

020.097 (Moses) said: "Get thee gone! but thy (punishment) in thislife will be that thouwilt say, ‘touch menot'; and
moreover (for afuture penalty) thou hast a promisethat will not fail: Now look at thy god, of whom thou hast become
adevoted worshipper: Wewill certainly (melt) it in ablazing fire and scatter it broadcast in the seal "

020.098 But the god of you all isthe One God: thereisno god but He: all things He comprehendsin Hisknowledge.
020.099 Thusdo Werelate to thee some stories of what happened before: for We have sent thee aM essage from Our
own Presence.

020.100 If any do turn away therefrom, verily they will bear a burden on the Day of judgment;

020.101 They will abidein this (state): and grievous will the burden be to them on that Day ,-

020.102 The Day when the Trumpet will be sounded: that Day, We shall gather the sinful, blear-eyed (with terror).
020.103 In whispers will they consult each other: "Y et tarried not longer than ten (Days);

020.104 We know best what they will say, when their leader most eminent in conduct will say: "Y etarried not longer
than aday!"

020.105 They ask thee concerning the Mountains: say, "My Lord will uproot them and scatter them as dust;
020.106 "He will leave them as plains smooth and level;



020.107 "Nothing crooked or curved wilt thou seein their place.”

020.108 On that Day will they follow the Caller (straight): no crookedness (can they show) him: all sounds shall
humblethemsel vesin the Presence of (God) Most Gracious: nothing shalt thou hear but thetramp of their feet (asthey
march).

020.109 Onthat Day shall nointercession avail except for thosefor whom permission hasbeen granted by (God) M ost
Gracious and whose word is acceptable to Him.

020.110 Heknowswhat (appearsto Hiscreaturesas) beforeor after or behind them: but they shall not compassit with
their knowledge.

020.111 (All) faces shall be humbled before (Him) - the Living, the Self-Subsisting, Eternal: hopelessindeed will be
the man that carriesiniquity (on his back).

020.112 But hewho works deeds of righteousness, and hasfaith, will have no fear of harm nor of any curtailment (of
what is his due).

020.113 Thushave We sent thisdown - an arabic Qur'an - and explained thereinin detail someof thewarnings, in order
that they may fear God, or that it may cause their remembrance (of Him).

020.114 High above dl is God, the King, the Truth! Be not in haste with the Qur'an before its revelation to thee is
completed, but say, "O my Lord! advance mein knowledge."

020.115 We had aready, beforehand, taken the covenant of Adam, but he forgot: and We found on his part no firm
resolve.

020.116 When We said to the angels, "Prostrate yourselves to Adam", they prostrated themselves, but not Iblis: he
refused.

020.117 Then We said: "O Adam! verily, thisisan enemy to thee and thy wife: so let him not get you both out of the
Garden, so that thou art landed in misery.

020.118 "Thereistherein (enough provision) for thee not to go hungry nor to go naked,

020.119 "Nor to suffer from thirst, nor from the sun's heat."

020.120 But Satan whispered evil to him: hesaid, "O Adam! shall | lead theeto the Tree of Eternity and to akingdom
that never decays?"

020.121 In the result, they both ate of the tree, and so their nakedness appeared to them: they began to sew together,
for their covering, leaves from the Garden: thus did Adam disobey his Lord, and alow himself to be seduced.
020.122 But his Lord chose him (for His Grace): He turned to him, and gave him Guidance.

020.123 He said: "Get ye down, both of you,- all together, from the Garden, with enmity one to another: but if, asis
sure, there comes to you Guidance from Me, whosoever follows My Guidance, will not lose his way, nor fal into
misery.

020.124 "But whosoever turnsaway from My Message, verily for himisalife narrowed down, and We shall raisehim
up blind on the Day of Judgment."

020.125 He will say: "O my Lord! why hast Thou raised me up blind, while | had sight (before)?*

020.126 (God) will say: "Thus didst Thou, when Our Signs came unto thee, disregard them: so wilt thou, this day, be
disregarded."

020.127 And thus do We recompense him who transgresses beyond bounds and believesnot in the Sings of hisLord:
and the Penalty of the Hereafter is far more grievous and more enduring.

020.128 Isit not awarning to such men (to call to mind) how many generations before them We destroyed, in whose
haunts they (now) move? Verily, in this are Signs for men endued with understanding.

020.129 Had it not been for aWord that went forth before from thy Lord, (their punishment) must necessarily have
come; but there is a Term appointed (for respite).

020.130 Therefore be patient with what they say, and cel ebrate (constantly) the praises of thy Lord, beforetherising
of the sun, and before its setting; yea, celebrate them for part of the hours of the night, and at the sides of the day: that
thou mayest have (spiritua) joy.

020.131 Nor strainthine eyesin longing for the things We have given for enjoyment to parties of them, the splendour
of thelife of thisworld, through which We test them: but the provision of thy Lord is better and more enduring.
020.132 Enjoin prayer on thy people, and be constant therein. We ask thee not to provide sustenance: We provideit



for thee. But the (fruit of) the Hereafter isfor righteousness.

020.133 They say: "Why doeshe not bring usasign from hisLord?' Hasnot aClear Sign cometo them of all that was
in the former Books of revelation?

020.134 And if We had inflicted onthem a penalty before this, they would have said: "Our Lord! If only Thou hadst
sent us an apostle, we should certainly have followed Thy Signs before we were humbled and put to shame.”
020.135 Say: "Each one (of us) iswaiting: wait ye, therefore, and soon shall ye know who it isthat ison the straight
and even way, and who it isthat has received Guidance."

THE PROPHETS, CHAPTER NO. 021

021.001 Closer and closer to mankind comes their Reckoning: yet they heed not and they turn away.

021.002 Never comes (aught) to them of arenewed Message from their Lord, but they listen to it asin jest,-
021.003 Their hearts toying as with trifles. The wrong-doers conceal their private counsels, (saying), "Is this (one)
more than aman like yourselves? Will ye go to witchcraft with your eyes open?'

021.004 Say: "My Lord knoweth (every) word (spoken) in the heavens and on earth: He is the One that heareth and
knoweth (all things)."

021.005 "Nay," they say, "(these are) medleys of dream! - Nay, He forged it! - Nay, Heis (but) apoet! Let him then
bring usa Sign like the ones that were sent to (Prophets) of old!"

021.006 (Asto those) before them, not one of the populations which We destroyed believed: will these believe?
021.007 Beforethee, a so, the apostles We sent were but men, to whom We granted inspiration: If yerealisethisnot,
ask of those who possess the Message.

021.008 Nor did We give them bodies that ate no food, nor were they exempt from death.

021.009 In the end We fulfilled to them Our Promise, and We saved them and those whom We pleased, but We
destroyed those who transgressed beyond bounds.

021.010 We have revealed for you (O men!) abook in which isaMessage for you: will ye not then understand?
021.011 How many were the populations We utterly destroyed because of their iniquities, setting up in their places
other peoples?

021.012 Y et, when they felt Our Punishment (coming), behold, they (tried to) flee fromit.

021.013 Flee not, but return to the good things of thislife which were given you, and to your homesin order that ye
may be called to account.

021.014 They said: "Ah! woe to usl We were indeed wrong-doers!”

021.015 And that cry of theirs ceased not, till We made them as afield that is mown, as ashes silent and quenched.
021.016 Not for (idle) sport did We create the heavens and the earth and all that is between!

021.017 If it had been Our wish to take (just) a pastime, We should surely havetaken it from thethings nearest to Us,
if Wewould do (such athing)!

021.018 Nay, We hurl the Truth against falsehood, and it knocks out its brain, and behold, falsehood doth perish! Ah!
woe be to you for the (false) things ye ascribe (to Us).

021.019 ToHimbelong all (creatures) inthe heavens and on earth: Even thosewho arein His (very) Presence are not
too proud to serve Him, nor are they (ever) weary (of His service):

021.020 They celebrate His praises night and day, nor do they ever flag or intermit.

021.021 Or have they taken (for worship) gods from the earth who can raise (the dead)?

021.022 If therewere, inthe heavens and the earth, other gods besides God, there would have been confusion in both!
but glory to God, the Lord of the Throne: (High is He) above what they attribute to Him!

021.023 He cannot be questioned for His acts, but they will be questioned (for theirs).

021.024 Or have they taken for worship (other) gods besides him? Say, "Bring your convincing proof: thisis the
Message of those with me and the Message of those before me." But most of them know not the Truth, and so turn
away.

021.025 Not an apostle did We send before thee without this inspiration sent by Us to him: that there is no god but
I; therefore worship and serve Me.

021.026 And they say: "(God) Most Gracious has begotten offspring.” Glory to Him! they are (but) servantsraised to



honour.

021.027 They speak not before He speaks, and they act (in al things) by His Command.

021.028 He knowswhat is before them, and what is behind them, and they offer no intercession except for those who
are acceptable, and they stand in awe and reverence of His (Glory).

021.029 If any of them should say, "l am a god besides Him", such a one We should reward with Hell: thus do We
reward those who do wrong.

021.030 Do not the Unbelievers see that the heavens and the earth were joined together (as one unit of creation),
before we clove them asunder? We made from water every living thing. Will they not then believe?

021.031 And We have set on the earth mountains standing firm, lest it should shake with them, and We have made
therein broad highways (between mountains) for them to pass through: that they may receive Guidance.

021.032 And We have made the heavens as a canopy well guarded: yet do they turn away from the Signswhich these
things (point to)!

021.033 It isHe Who created the Night and the Day, and the sun and the moon: all (the celestial bodies) swim along,
each initsrounded course.

021.034 We granted not to any man before thee permanent life (here): if then thou shouldst die, would they live
permanently?

021.035 Every soul shall have ataste of death: and We test you by evil and by good by way of trial. to Us must ye
return.

021.036 Whenthe Unbelievers seethee, they treat thee not except withridicule. "Isthis," (they say), "theonewhotalks
of your gods?' and they blaspheme at the mention of (God) Most Gracious!

021.037 Man isacreature of haste: soon (enough) will | show you My Signs; then yewill not ask Meto hasten them!
021.038 They say: "When will this promise come to pass, if ye aretelling the truth?"

021.039 If only the Unbelievers knew (the time) when they will not be ableto ward off thefire from their faces, nor
yet from their backs, and (when) no help can reach them!

021.040 Nay, it may cometo them all of asudden and confound them: no power will they havethento avert it, nor will
they (then) get respite.

021.041 Mocked were (many) apostle before thee; But their scofferswere hemmed in by the thing that they mocked.
021.042 Say: "Who can keep you safe by night and by day from (the Wrath of) (God) Most Gracious?' Y et they turn
away from the mention of their Lord.

021.043 Or have they gods that can guard them from Us? They have no power to aid themselves, nor can they be
defended from Us.

021.044 Nay, We gave the good things of thislife to these men and their fathers until the period grew long for them;
Seethey not that Wegradually reducetheland (intheir control) fromitsoutlying borders?1sit thenthey whowill win?
021.045 Say, "l do but warn you according to revelation™": But the deaf will not hear the call, (even) when they are
warned!

021.046 If but abreath of the Wrath of thy Lord do touch them, they will then say, "Woeto us! wedid wrong indeed!"
021.047 We shall set up scales of justicefor the Day of Judgment, so that not asoul will be dealt with unjustly in the
least, and if there be (no more than) the weight of a mustard seed, We will bring it (to account): and enough are We
to take account.

021.048 In the past We granted to Moses and Aaron the criterion (for judgment), and aLight and aMessage for those
who would do right,-

021.049 Those who fear their Lord in their most secret thoughts, and who hold the Hour (of Judgment) in awe.
021.050 And thisis a blessed Message which We have sent down: will ye then reject it?

021.051 We bestowed af oretime on Abraham his rectitude of conduct, and well were We acquainted with him.
021.052 Behold! he said to his father and his people, "What are these images, to which ye are (so assiduously)
devoted?'

021.053 They said, "We found our fathers worshipping them."

021.054 He said, "Indeed ye have been in manifest error - ye and your fathers."

021.055 They said, "Have you brought usthe Truth, or are you one of those who jest?"



021.056 He said, "Nay, your Lord isthe Lord of the heavensand the earth, He Who created them (from nothing): and
| am awitnessto this (Truth).

021.057 "And by God, | have aplan for your idols - after ye go away and turn your backs'..

021.058 So he broke them to pieces, (all) but the biggest of them, that they might turn (and addressthemselves) toiit.
021.059 They said, "Who has done this to our gods? He must indeed be some man of impiety!"

021.060 They said, "We heard ayouth talk of them: Heis called Abraham.”

021.061 They said, "Then bring him before the eyes of the people, that they may bear witness."

021.062 They said, "Art thou the one that did thiswith our gods, O Abraham?’

021.063 He said: "Nay, thiswas done by - thisistheir biggest one! ask them, if they can speak intelligently!”
021.064 So they turned to themselves and said, " Surely ye are the onesin the wrong!"

021.065 Then werethey confounded with shame: (they said), " Thou knowest full well that these (idols) do not speak!”
021.066 (Abraham) said, "Do ye then worship, besides God, things that can neither be of any good to you nor do you
harm?

021.067 "Fie upon you, and upon the things that ye worship besides God! Have ye no sense?'..

021.068 They said, "Burn him and protect your gods, If ye do (anything at al)!"

021.069 We said, "O Fire! bethou cool, and (ameans of) safety for Abraham!”

021.070 Then they sought a stratagem against him: but We made them the ones that lost most!

021.071 But We delivered him and (his nephew) Lut (and directed them) to the land which We have blessed for the
nations.

021.072 And We bestowed on him Isaac and, as an additional gift, (a grandson), Jacob, and We made righteous men
of every one (of them).

021.073 And Wemadethem leaders, guiding (men) by Our Command, and We sent them inspiration to do good deeds,
to establish regular prayers, and to practise regular charity; and they constantly served Us (and Us only).

021.074 And to Lut, too, We gave Judgment and Knowledge, and We saved him from the town which practised
abominations: truly they were apeople given to Evil, arebellious people.

021.075 And We admitted him to Our Mercy: for he was one of the Righteous.

021.076 (Remember) Noah, when he cried (to Us) aforetime: We listened to his (prayer) and deliveredhim and his
family from great distress.

021.077 Wehelped him against peoplewho rejected Our Signs. truly they wereapeoplegivento Evil: soWedrowned
them (in the Flood) all together.

021.078 And remember David and Solomon, when they gave judgment in the matter of the field into which the sheep
of certain people had strayed by night: We did witness their judgment.

021.079 To Solomon We inspired the (right) understanding of the matter: to each (of them) We gave Judgment and
Knowledge; it was Our power that made the hills and the birds celebrate Our praises, with David: it wasWe Who did
(al these things).

021.080 It was We Who taught him the making of coats of mail for your benefit, to guard you from each other's
violence: will ye then be grateful ?

021.081 (It was Our power that made) the violent (unruly) wind flow (tamely) for Solomon, to his order, to the land
which We had blessed: for We do know all things.

021.082 And of the evil ones, were some who dived for him, and did other work besides; and it was We Who guarded
them.

021.083 And (remember) Job, when He cried to his Lord, "Truly distress has seized me, but Thou art the Most
Merciful of those that are merciful."

021.084 So We listened to him: We removed the distress that was on him, and We restored his people to him, and
doubled their number,- as a Grace from Ourselves, and athing for commemoration, for al who serve Us.

021.085 And (remember) Ismaliil, Idris, and Zul-kifl, all (men) of constancy and patience;

021.086 We admitted them to Our mercy: for they were of the righteous ones.

021.087 And remember Zun-nun, when he departed in wrath: Heimagined that Wehad no power over him! But hecried
through the deptHs of darkness, "Thereis no god but thou: glory to thee: | wasindeed wrong!"



021.088 So We listened to him: and delivered him from distress: and thus do We deliver those who have faith.
021.089 And (remember) Zakariya, when he cried to hisLord: "O my Lord! leave me not without offspring, though
thou art the best of inheritors."

021.090 So Welistened to him: and We granted him Y ahya: We cured hiswife's (Barrenness) for him. These (three)
were ever quick inemulation in good works; they used to call on Uswith love and reverence, and humble themselves
before Us.

021.091 And (remember) her who guarded her chastity: We breathed into her of Our spirit, and We made her and her
son asign for al peoples.

021.092 Verily, thisbrotherhood of yoursisasingle brotherhood, and | am your Lord and Cherisher: therefore serve
Me (and no other).

021.093 But (later generations) cut off their affair (of unity), one from another: (yet) will they all return to Us.
021.094 Whoever works any act of righteousness and hasfaith,- His endeavour will not be rejected: We shall record
itin hisfavour.

021.095 But there is a ban on any population which We have destroyed: that they shall not return,

021.096 Until the Gog and Magog (people) are let through (their barrier), and they swiftly swarm from every hill.
021.097 Then will the true promise draw nigh (of fulfilment): then behold! the eyes of the Unbelievers will fixedly
starein horror: "Ah! Woeto us! we were indeed heedless of this; nay, wetruly did wrong!"

021.098 Verily ye, (unbelievers), and the (false) gods that ye worship besides God, are (but) fuel for Hell! to it will
ye (surely) come!

021.099 If these had been gods, they would not have got there! but each one will abide therein.

021.100 There, sobbing will be their lot, nor will they there hear (aught else).

021.101 Those for whom the good (record) from Us has gone before, will be removed far therefrom.

021.102 Not the slightest sound will they hear of Hell: what their souls desired, in that will they dwell.

021.103 The Great Terror will bring them no grief: but theangel swill meet them (with mutual greetings): "Thisisyour
Day,- (the Day) that ye were promised.”

021.104 The Day that Weroll up the heavenslikeascroll rolled up for books (completed),- even asWe produced the
first creation, so shall We produce anew one: a promise We have undertaken: truly shall Wefulfil it.

021.105 Before this We wrote in the Psalms, after the Message (given to Moses): My servants the righteous, shall
inherit the earth.”

021.106 Verily in this (Qur'an) is a Message for people who would (truly) worship God.

021.107 We sent thee not, but asaMercy for all creatures.

021.108 Say: "What has cometo me by inspiration isthat your God is One God: will ye therefore bow to HisWill (in
Idam)?'

021.109 But if they turn back, Say: "I have proclaimed the Messageto you dl alikeand in truth; but | know not whether
that which ye are promised is near or far.

021.110 "It isHe Who knows what is open in speech and what ye hide (in your hearts).

021.111 "1 know not but that it may be atria for you, and agrant of (worldly) livelihood (to you) for atime."
021.112 Say: "O my Lord! judge Thou in truth!" "Our Lord Most Gracious is the One Whose assi stance should be
sought against the blasphemiesye utter!"

THE PILGRIMAGE, CHAPTER NO. 022

022.001 O mankind! fear your Lord! for the convulsion of the Hour (of Judgment) will be athing terrible!

022.002 The Day ye shall seeit, every mother giving suck shall forget her suckling- babe, and every pregnant female
shall drop her load (unformed): thou shalt see mankind as in a drunken riot, yet not drunk: but dreadful will be the
Wrath of God.

022.003 And yet among men there are such as dispute about God, without knowledge, and follow every evil one
obstinate in rebellion!

022.004 About the (Evil One) itisdecreed that whoever turnsto himfor friendship, himwill helead astray, and hewill



guide him to the Penalty of the Fire.

022.005 O mankind! if ye have a doubt about the Resurrection, (consider) that We created you out of dust, then out
of sperm, then out of aleech-like clot, then out of amorsel of flesh, partly formed and partly unformed, in order that
We may manifest (our power) to you; and We cause whom We will to rest in the wombs for an appointed term, then
do Webring you out as babes, then (foster you) that ye may reach your age of full strength; and some of you arecalled
to die, and some are sent back to the feeblest old age, so that they know nothing after having known (much), and
(further), thou seest the earth barren and lifel ess, but when We pour downrainonit, itisstirred (tolife), it swells, and
it puts forth every kind of beautiful growth (in pairs).

022.006 Thisis so, because God isthe Redlity: it isHe Who giveslifeto the dead, and it is He Who has power over
al things.

022.007 And verily the Hour will come: there can be no doubt about it, or about (the fact) that God will raise up all
who arein the graves.

022.008 Y et thereisamong men such aone as disputes about God, without K nowledge, without Guidance, and without
aBook of Enlightenment,-

022.009 (Disdainfully) bending hisside, in order tolead (men) astray from the Path of God: for himthereisdisgrace
inthislife, and on the Day of Judgment We shall make him taste the Penalty of burning (Fire).

022.010 (It will be said): "Thisis because of the deeds which thy hands sent forth, for verily God isnot unjust to His
servants.

022.011 Thereareamong men somewho serve God, asit were, ontheverge: if good befallsthem, they are, therewith,
well content; but if atrial comesto them, they turn on their faces:. they lose both thisworld and the Hereafter: that is
lossfor all to see!

022.012 They call on such deities, besides God, as can neither hurt nor profit them: that is straying far indeed (from
the Way)!

022.013 (Perhaps) they call on one whose hurt is nearer than his profit: evil, indeed, is the patron, and evil the
companion (or help)!

022.014 Verily God will admit those who believe and work righteous deeds, to Gardens, beneath which rivers flow:
for God carries out al that He plans.

022.015 If any think that God will not help him (His Apostle) in thisworld and the Hereafter, let him stretch out arope
to the ceiling and cut (himself) off: then let him see whether his plan will remove that which enrages (him)!
022.016 Thus have We sent down Clear Sings; and verily God doth guide whom He will!

022.017 Those who believe (in the Qur'an), those who follow the Jewish (scriptures), and the Sabians, Christians,
Magians, and Polytheists,- God will judge between them on the Day of Judgment: for God iswitness of all things.
022.018 Seest thou not that to God bow down in worship all thingsthat are in the heavens and on earth,- the sun, the
moon, thestars; thehills, thetrees, the animal's; and agreat number among mankind? But agreat number are (also) such
as arefit for Punishment: and such as God shall disgrace,- None can raise to honour: for God carries out all that He
wills.

022.019 These two antagonists dispute with each other about their Lord: But those who deny (their Lord),- for them
will be cut out agarment of Fire: over their heads will be poured out boiling water.

022.020 With it will be scalded what iswithin their bodies, aswell as (their) skins.

022.021 In addition there will be maces of iron (to punish) them.

022.022 Every time they wish to get away therefrom, from anguish, they will be forced back therein, and (it will be
said), "Taste ye the Penalty of Burning!"

022.023 God will admit those who believe and work righteous deeds, to Gardens beneath which riversflow: they shall
be adorned therein with bracelets of gold and pearls; and their garments there will be of silk.

022.024 For they have been guided (in thislife) to the purest of speeches; they have been guided to the Path of Him
Who is Worthy of (all) Praise.

022.025 Asto those who haverejected (God), and would keep back (men) from the Way of God, and from the Sacred
Mosqgue, which We have made (open) to (all) men - equal isthe dweller there and the visitor from the country - and
any whose purpose therein is profanity or wrong-doing - them will We cause to taste of amost Grievous Penalty.



022.026 Behold! Wegavethesite, to Abraham, of the (Sacred) House, (saying): "Associate not anything (in worship)
withMe; and sanctify My Housefor those who compassit round, or stand up, or bow, or prostrate themselves (therein
in prayer).

022.027 "And proclaim the Pilgrimage among men: they will come to thee on foot and (mounted) on every kind of
camel, lean on account of journeys through deep and distant mountain highways,

022.028 "That they may witness the benefits (provided) for them, and celebrate the name of God, through the Days
appointed, over the cattle which He has provided for them (for sacrifice): then eat ye thereof and feed the distressed
onesinwant.

022.029 "Then let them complete the rites prescribed for them, perform their vows, and (again) circumambul ate the
Ancient House."

022.030 Such (isthe Pilgrimage): whoever honoursthe sacred rites of God, for himitisgoodinthe Sight of hisLord.
Lawful to you (for food in Pilgrimage) are cattle, except those mentioned to you (as exception): but shun the
abomination of idols, and shun the word that is false,-

022.031 Beingtruein faith to God, and never assigning partnersto Him: if anyone assigns partnersto God, isasif he
had fallen from heaven and been snatched up by birds, or thewind had swooped (like abird onitsprey) and thrown him
into afar- distant place.

022.032 Such (is his state): and whoever holds in honour the symbols of God, (in the sacrifice of animals), such
(honour) should come truly from piety of heart.

022.033 In them ye have benefits for aterm appointed: in the end their place of sacrificeisnear the Ancient House.
022.034 To every people did We appoint rites (of sacrifice), that they might celebrate the name of God over the
sustenance He gave them from animals (fit for food). But your God is One God: submit then your willsto Him (in
Islam): and give thou the good news to those who humble themselves,-

022.035 To thosewhose heartswhen God ismentioned, arefilled with fear, who show patient perseverance over their
afflictions, keep up regular prayer, and spend (in charity) out of what We have bestowed upon them.

022.036 The sacrificial camels we have made for you as among the symbols from God: in them is (much) good for
you: then pronouncethe nameof God over them asthey lineup (for sacrifice): whenthey are down ontheir sides (after
slaughter), eat ye thereof, and feed such as (beg not but) live in contentment, and such as beg with due humility: thus
have We made animals subject to you, that ye may be grateful.

022.037 Itisnot their meat nor their blood, that reaches God: it isyour piety that reachesHim: He hasthus madethem
subject to you, that ye may glorify God for His Guidance to you and proclaim the good news to all who do right.
022.038 Verily God will defend (from ill) those who believe: verily, God loveth not any that is atraitor to faith, or
show ingratitude.

022.039 Tothoseagainst whomwar ismade, permissionisgiven (to fight), becausethey arewronged;- and verily, God
is most powerful for their aid;-

022.040 (They are) those who have been expelled from their homes in defiance of right,- (for no cause) except that
they say, "our Lord is God". Did not God check one set of people by means of another, there would surely have been
pulleddown monasteries, churches, synagogues, and mosgues, inwhich thenameof Godiscommemoratedin abundant
measure. God will certainly aid those who aid his (cause);- for verily God isfull of Strength, Exalted in Might, (able
to enforce His Will).

022.041 (They are) thosewho, if Weestablishthemintheland, establish regular prayer and giveregular charity, enjoin
the right and forbid wrong: with God rests the end (and decision) of (all) affairs.

022.042 If they treat thy (mission) asfalse, so did the peoplesbeforethem (with their prophets),- the People of Noah,
and 'Ad and Thamud,

022.043 Those of Abraham and Lut;

022.044 And the Companions of the Madyan People; and Moseswasrejected (in the sameway). But | granted respite
to the Unbelievers, and (only) after that did | punish them: but how (terrible) was my rejection (of them)!

022.045 How many populations have We destroyed, which were given to wrong- doing? They tumbled down on their
roofs. And how many wells are lying idle and neglected, and castles |ofty and well-built?

022.046 Do they not travel through theland, so that their hearts (and minds) may thuslearn wisdom and their ears may



thuslearn to hear? Truly it isnot their eyesthat are blind, but their hearts which are in their breasts.

022.047 Y et they ask theeto hasten on the Punishment! But God will not fail in HisPromise. Verily aDay inthe sight
of thy Lord islike athousand years of your reckoning.

022.048 And to how many populationsdid | giverespite, which weregiven towrong-doing?intheend | punished them.
To meisthe destination (of all).

022.049 Say: "O men! | am (sent) to you only to give a Clear Warning:

022.050 "Those who believe and work righteousness, for them is forgiveness and a sustenance most generous.
022.051 "But those who strive against Our Signs, to frustrate them,- they will be Companions of the Fire."

022.052 Never did We send an apostle or a prophet before thee, but, when he framed a desire, Satan threw some
(vanity) into hisdesire: but God will cancel anything (vain) that Satan throwsin, and God will confirm (and establish)
His Signs: for God is full of Knowledge and Wisdom:

022.053 That He may make the suggestions thrown in by Satan, but atrial for those in whose heartsis a disease and
who are hardened of heart: verily the wrong-doers are in a schism far (from the Truth):

022.054 And that those on whom knowl edge has been bestowed may |earn that the (Qur'an) isthe Truth from thy Lord,
and that they may believe therein, and their hearts may be made humbly (open) to it: for verily God is the Guide of
those who believe, to the Straight Way.

022.055 Those who reject Faith will not cease to be in doubt concerning (Revelation) until the Hour (of Judgment)
comes suddenly upon them, or there comes to them the Penalty of a Day of Disaster.

022.056 On that Day of Dominion will be that of God: He will judge between them: so those who believe and work
righteous deeds will be in Gardens of Delight.

022.057 And for those who reject Faith and deny our Signs, there will be a humiliating Punishment.

022.058 Those who leave their homesin the cause of God, and arethen slain or die,- Onthem will God bestow verily
agoodly Provision: Truly God is He Who bestows the best provision.

022.059 Verily He will admit them to a place with which they shall be well pleased: for God is All-Knowing, Most
Forbearing.

022.060 That (iss0). And if one has retaliated to no greater extent than the injury he received, and is again set upon
inordinately, God will help him: for God is One that blots out (sins) and forgives (again and again).

022.061 That is because God merges night into day, and He merges day into night, and verily it is God Who hears and
sees (all things).

022.062 That is because God - He is the Reality; and those besides Him whom they invoke,- they are but vain
Falsehood: verily God is He, Most High, Most Great.

022.063 Seest thou not that God sends down rain from the sky, and forthwith the earth becomes clothed with green?
for God is He Who understands the finest mysteries, and is well-acquainted (with them).

022.064 To Him belongs al that isin the heavens and on earth: for verily God,- Heisfree of all wants, Worthy of all
Praise.

022.065 Seest thou not that God has made subject to you (men) all that ison the earth, and the shipsthat sail through
the sea by His Command? He withholds the sky (rain) fromfailing on the earth except by Hisleave: for GodisMost
Kind and Most Merciful to man.

022.066 It is He Who gave you life, will causeyou to die, and will again giveyoulife: Truly manisamost ungrateful
creaturel

022.067 To every People have We appointed rites and ceremonies which they must follow: let them not then dispute
with thee on the matter, but do thou invite (them) to thy Lord: for thou art assuredly on the Right Way.

022.068 If they do wrangle with thee, say, "God knows best what it isye are doing."

022.069 "God will judge between you on the Day of Judgment concerning the mattersin which ye differ."

022.070 Knowest thou not that God knowsall that isin heaven and on earth?Indeed itisall inaRecord, andthat iseasy
for God.

022.071 Y et they worship, besides God, things for which no authority has been sent down to them, and of which they
have (really) no knowledge: for those that do wrong there is no helper.

022.072 When Our Clear Signs are rehearsed to them, thou wilt notice adenial on the faces of the Unbelievers! they



nearly attack with violence those who rehearse Our Signsto them. Say, "Shall | tell you of something (far) worsethan
these Signs? It isthe Fire (of Hell)! God has promised it to the Unbelievers! and evil isthat destination!"

022.073 O men! Hereis a parable set forth! listen to it! Those on whom, besides God, ye call, cannot create (even)
afly, if they al met together for the purpose! and if the fly should snatch away anything from them, they would have
no power to release it from the fly. Feeble are those who petition and those whom they petition!

022.074 No just estimate have they made of God: for God is He Who is strong and able to Carry out His Will.
022.075 God chooses messengers from angels and from men for God is He Who hears and sees (all things).
022.076 He knows what is before them and what is behind them: and to God go back al questions (for decision).
022.077 O yewho believe! bow down, prostrate yourselves, and adore your Lord; and do good; that ye may prosper.
022.078 And strive in His cause as ye ought to strive, (with sincerity and under discipline). He has chosen you, and
has imposed no difficulties on you in religion; it is the cult of your father Abraham. It is He Who has named you
Muslims, both before and in this (Revelation); that the Apostle may be a witness for you, and ye be witnesses for
mankind! So establish regular Prayer, give regular Charity, and hold fast to God! He is your Protector - the Best to
protect and the Best to help!

THE BELIEVERS, CHAPTER NO. 023

023.001 The believers must (eventually) win through,-

023.002 Those who humble themselvesin their prayers;

023.003 Who avoid vain talk;

023.004 Who are active in deeds of charity;

023.005 Who abstain from sex,

023.006 Except with those joined to them in the marriage bond, or (the captives) whom their right hands possess,- for
(intheir case) they are free from blame,

023.007 But those whose desires exceed those limits are transgressors; -

023.008 Those who faithfully observe their trusts and their covenants;

023.009 And who (strictly) guard their prayers;-

023.010 These will be the heirs,

023.011 Who will inherit Paradise: they will dwell therein (for ever).

023.012 Man We did create from a quintessence (of clay);

023.013 Then We placed him as (adrop of) sperm in a place of rest, firmly fixed;

023.014 Then We made the sperm into aclot of congeal ed blood; then of that clot We made a (foetus) lump; then we
made out of that lump bonesand clothed the boneswith flesh; then we devel oped out of it another creature. So blessed
be God, the best to create!

023.015 After that, at length ye will die

023.016 Again, on the Day of Judgment, will ye be raised up.

023.017 And We have made, above you, seven tracts; and We are never unmindful of (our) Creation.

023.018 And We send down water from the sky according to (due) measure, and We causeit to soak in the soil; and
We certainly are ableto drain it off (with ease).

023.019 With it We grow for you gardens of date-palmsand vines: in them haveye abundant fruits: and of them ye eat
(and have enjoyment),-

023.020 Also atree springing out of Mount Sinai, which produces oil, and relish for those who useit for food.
023.021 And in cattle (too) ye have an instructive example: from within their bodies We produce (milk) for you to
drink; there are, in them, (besides), numerous (other) benefits for you; and of their (meat) ye eat;

023.022 An on them, aswell asin dips, ye side.

023.023 (Further, We sent along line of prophetsfor your instruction). We sent Noah to his people: He said, "O my
people! worship God! Y e have no other god but Him. Will ye not fear (Him)?"

023.024 The chiefs of the Unbelieversamong hispeople said: "Heisno morethan aman likeyourselves: hiswishis
to assert hissuperiority over you: if God had wished (to send messengers), He could have sent down angels; never did



we hear such athing (as he says), among our ancestors of old."

023.025 (And some said): "Heisonly aman possessed: wait (and have patience) with him for atime."

023.026 (Noah) said: "O my Lord! help me: for that they accuse me of falsehood!"

023.027 So We inspired him (with this message): " Construct the Ark within Our sight and under Our guidance: then
when comes Our Command, and the fountains of the earth gush forth, take thou on board pairs of every species, male
and female, and thy family- except those of them against whom the Word has already goneforth: And addressMenot
in favour of the wrong-doers; for they shall be drowned (in the Flood).

023.028 And when thou hast embarked on the Ark - thou and those withthee,- say: " Praise beto God, Who has saved
us from the people who do wrong."

023.029 And say: "O my Lord! enable me to disembark with thy blessing: for Thou art the Best to enable (us) to
disembark."

023.030 Verily in thisthere are Signs (for men to understand); (thus) do We try (men).

023.031 Then We raised after them another generation.

023.032 And We sent to them an apostle from among themselves, (saying), "Worship God! ye have no other god but
Him. Will ye not fear (Him)?"

023.033 And the chiefs of hispeople, who disbelieved and denied the Meeting in the Hereafter, and on whom We had
bestowed the good things of thislife, said: "Heisno morethan aman like yourselves: he eats of that of which ye eat,
and drinks of what ye drink.

023.034 "If ye obey aman like yourselves, behold, it is certain ye will belost.

023.035 "Does he promise that when ye die and become dust and bones, ye shall be brought forth (again)?

023.036 "Far, very far isthat which ye are promised!

023.037 "Thereis nothing but our lifein thisworld! We shall die and we live! But we shall never be raised up again!
023.038 "Heisonly aman who invents alie against God, but we are not the onesto believe in him!"

023.039 (The prophet) said: "O my Lord! help me: for that they accuse me of falsehood.”

023.040 (God) said: "In but alittle while, they are sureto be sorry!"

023.041 Then the Blast overtook them with justice, and We made them as rubbish of dead leaves (floating on the
stream of Time)! So away with the people who do wrong!

023.042 Then We raised after them other generations.

023.043 No people can hasten their term, nor can they delay (it).

023.044 Then sent We our apostlesin succession: every timethere cameto apeopletheir apostle, they accused him
of falsehood: so Wemadethem follow each other (in punishment): We madethem asatale (that istold): So away with
apeople that will not believe!

023.045 Then We sent Moses and his brother Aaron, with Our Signs and authority manifest,

023.046 To Pharaoh and his Chiefs: But these behaved insolently: they were an arrogant people.

023.047 They said: "Shall we believein two men like ourselves? And their people are subject to us!"

023.048 So they accused them of falsehood, and they became of those who were destroyed.

023.049 And We gave Moses the Book, in order that they might receive guidance.

023.050 And We made the son of Mary and hismother asa Sign: We gave them both shelter on high ground, affording
rest and security and furnished with springs.

023.051 O ye apostles! enjoy (all) things good and pure, and work righteousness: for | am well-acquainted with (all)
that ye do.

023.052 And verily this Brotherhood of yoursisasingle Brotherhood, and | am your Lord and Cherisher: therefore
fear Me (and no other).

023.053 But people have cut off their affair (of unity), between them, into sects: each party rejoicesin that whichis
with itself.

023.054 But leave them in their confused ignorance for atime.

023.055 Do they think that because We have granted them abundance of wealth and sons,

023.056 We would hasten them on in every good? Nay, they do not understand.

023.057 Verily those who livein awe for fear of their Lord;



023.058 Those who believe in the Signs of their Lord;

023.059 Those who join not (in worship) partners with their Lord,;

023.060 And those who dispense their charity with their hearts full of fear, because they will return to their Lord;-
023.061 It isthese who hasten in every good work, and these who are foremost in them.

023.062 On no soul do We place aburden greater thanit can bear: before Usisarecord which clearly showsthetruth:
they will never be wronged.

023.063 But their heartsarein confused ignorance of this; and there are, besidesthat, deeds of theirs, which they will
(continue) to do,-

023.064 Until, when We seize in Punishment those of them who received the good things of thisworld, behold, they
will groan in supplication!

023.065 (It will be said): "Groan not in supplication this day: for ye shall certainly not be helped by Us.

023.066 "My Signs used to be rehearsed to you, but ye used to turn back on your heels-

023.067 "In arrogance: talking nonsense about the (Qur'an), like one telling fables by night."

023.068 Do they not ponder over the Word (of God), or has anything (new) cometo them that did not cometo their
fathers of old?

023.069 Or do they not recognise their Apostle, that they deny him?

023.070 Or do they say, "Heis possessed”? Nay, he has brought them the Truth, but most of them hate the Truth.
023.071 If the Truth had been in accord with their desires, truly the heavens and the earth, and all beingstherein would
have been in confusion and corruption! Nay, We have sent them their admonition, but they turn away from their
admonition.

023.072 Or isit that thou askest them for some recompense? But the recompense of thy Lord isbest: Heisthe Best
of those who give sustenance.

023.073 But verily thou callest them to the Straight Way;

023.074 And verily those who believe not in the Hereafter are deviating from that Way.

023.075 If We had mercy on them and removed the distress which is on them, they would obstinately persist in their
transgression, wandering in distraction to and fro.

023.076 Weinflicted Punishment on them, but they humbled not themselvesto their Lord, nor do they submissively
entreat (Him)!-

023.077 Until We open on them a gate leading to a severe Punishment: then Lo! they will be plunged in despair
therein!

023.078 It isHe Who has created for you (the faculties of) hearing, sight, feeling and understanding: little thanks it
isyegivel

023.079 And He has multiplied you through the earth, and to Him shall ye be gathered back.

023.080 It is He Who gives life and death, and to Him (is due) the aternation of Night and Day: will ye not then
understand?

023.081 On the contrary they say things similar to what the ancients said.

023.082 They say: "What! when we die and become dust and bones, could we really be raised up again?

023.083 " Such things have been promised to us and to our fathers before! they are nothing but tales of the ancients!"
023.084 Say: "To whom belong the earth and all beingstherein? (say) if ye know!"

023.085 They will say, "To God!" say: "Y et will ye not receive admonition?"

023.086 Say: "Who isthe Lord of the seven heavens, and the Lord of the Throne (of Glory) Supreme?’

023.087 They will say, "(They belong) to God." Say: "Will ye not then be filled with awe?"

023.088 Say: "Who isit in whose hands is the governance of all things,- who protects (all), but is not protected (of
any)? (say) if ye know."

023.089 They will say, "(It belongs) to God." Say: "Then how are ye deluded?’

023.090 We have sent them the Truth: but they indeed practise fal sehood!

023.091 No son did God beget, nor is there any god along with Him: (if there were many gods), behold, each god
wouldhavetaken away what he had created, and somewould havelordedit over others! Glory to God! (Heisfree) from
the (sort of) things they attribute to Him!



023.092 He knows what is hidden and what is open: too high is He for the partners they attribute to Him!

023.093 Say: "O my Lord! if Thou wilt show me (in my lifetime) that which they are warned againgt,-

023.094 "Then, O my Lord! put me not amongst the people who do wrong!"

023.095 And We are certainly able to show thee (in fulfilment) that against which they are warned.

023.096 Repd evil with that which is best: We are well acquainted with the things they say.

023.097 And say "O my Lord! | seek refuge with Thee from the suggestions of the Evil Ones.

023.098 "And | seek refuge with Thee O my Lord! lest they should come near me."

023.099 (In Falsehood will they be) Until, when death comes to one of them, hesays: "O my Lord! send meback (to
life),-

023.100 "In order that | may work righteousness in the things | neglected." - "By no means! Itisbut aword he says."-
Before them is a Partition till the Day they are raised up.

023.101 Thenwhen the Trumpet isblown, therewill be no morerel ationshi ps between them that Day, nor will one ask
after another!

023.102 Then those whose balance (of good deeds) is heavy,- they will attain salvation:

023.103 But those whose balance is light, will be those who have lost their souls, in Hell will they abide.

023.104 The Fire will burn their faces, and they will therein grin, with their lips displaced.

023.105 "Were not My Signs rehearsed to you, and ye did but treat them as fal sehood?"

023.106 They will say: "our Lord! Our misfortune overwhelmed us, and we became a people astray!

023.107 "Our Lord! bring usout of this: if ever we return (to Evil), then shall we be wrong-doers indeed!"

023.108 He will say: "Beyedriveninto it (with ignominy)! And speak ye not to Me!

023.109 "A part of My servants there was, who used to pray 'our Lord! we believe; then do Thou forgive us, and have
mercy upon us. For Thou art the Best of those who show mercy!"

023.110 "But ye treated them with ridicule, so much so that (ridicule of) them made you forget My Message while
ye were laughing at them!

023.111 "1 have rewarded them this Day for their patience and constancy: they areindeed the onesthat have achieved
Bliss..."

023.112 Hewill say: "What number of years did ye stay on earth?"

023.113 They will say: "We stayed aday or part of aday: but ask those who keep account.”

023.114 Hewill say: "Y e stayed not but alittle - if ye had only known!

023.115"Did yethenthink that We had created you in jest, and that ye woul d not be brought back to Us(for account)?'
023.116 Therefore exalted be God, the King, the Reality: there is no god but He, the L ord of the Throne of Honour!
023.117 If anyone invokes, besides God, Any other god, he has no authority therefor; and his reckoning will be only
with his Lord! and verily the Unbelieverswill fail to win through!

023.118 So say: "O my Lord! grant Thou forgiveness and mercy for Thou art the Best of those who show mercy!"

LIGHT, CHAPTER NO. 024

024.001 A surawhich We have sent down and which We have ordained in it have We sent down Clear Signs, in order
that ye may receive admonition.

024.002 The woman and the man guilty of adultery or fornication,- flog each of them with ahundred stripes: L et not
compassionmoveyouintheir case, inamatter prescribed by God, if yebelievein God and the Last Day: and et aparty
of the Believers witness their punishment.

024.003 L et no man guilty of adultery or fornication marry and but awoman similarly guilty, or an Unbeliever: nor
let any but such aman or an Unbeliever marry such awoman: to the Believers such athing is forbidden.

024.004 And those who launch a charge against chaste women, and produce not four witnesses (to support their
alegations),- flog them with eighty stripes; and reject their evidence ever after: for such men are wicked
transgressors;-

024.005 Unless they repent thereafter and mend (their conduct); for God is Oft- Forgiving, Most Merciful.
024.006 And for those who launch a charge against their spouses, and have (in support) no evidence but their own,-



their solitary evidence (can be received) if they bear witness four times (with an oath) by God that they are solemnly
telling the truth;

024.007 And the fifth (oath) (should be) that they solemnly invoke the curse of God on themselvesif they tell alie.
024.008 But it would avert the punishment from the wife, if she bearswitnessfour times (with an oath) By God, that
(her husband) istelling alie;

024.009 Andthefifth (oath) should bethat she solemnly invokesthewrath of God on herself if (her accuser) istelling
thetruth.

024.010 If it were not for God's grace and mercy on you, and that God is Oft- Returning, full of Wisdom,- (Y ewould
be ruined indeed).

024.011 Those who brought forward the lie are a body among yourselves: think it not to be an evil to you; On the
contrary itisgood for you: to every man among them (will come the punishment) of the sin that he earned, and to him
who took on himself the lead among them, will be a penalty grievous.

024.012 Why did not the believers - men and women - when ye heard of the affair,- put the best constructiononitin
their own minds and say, "This (charge) isan obviouslie" ?

024.013 Why did they not bring four witnesses to prove it? When they have not brought the witnesses, such men, in
the sight of God, (stand forth) themselves asliars!

024.014 Wereit not for the grace and mercy of God on you, inthisworld and the Hereafter, agrievous penalty would
have seized you in that ye rushed glibly into this affair.

024.015 Behold, yereceived it on your tongues, and said out of your mouths things of which ye had no knowledge;
and ye thought it to be alight matter, while it was most seriousin the sight of God.

024.016 And why did ye not, when ye heard it, say?- "It isnot right of usto speak of this: Glory to God! thisisamost
seriousslander!™

024.017 God doth admonish you, that ye may never repeat such (conduct), if ye are (true) Believers.

024.018 And God makes the Signs plain to you: for God isfull of knowledge and wisdom.

024.019 Thosewholove (to see) scandal published broadcast among the Believers, will haveagrievousPenalty inthis
life and in the Hereafter: God knows, and ye know not.

024.020 Were it not for the grace and mercy of God onyou, and that God isfull of kindnessand mercy, (yewould be
ruined indeed).

024.021 O ye who believe! follow not Satan's footsteps: if any will follow the footsteps of Satan, he will (but)
command what is shameful and wrong: and were it not for the grace and mercy of God onyou, not one of you would
ever have been pure: but God doth purify whom He pleases: and God is One Who hears and knows (all things).
024.022 L et not those among you who are endued with grace and amplitude of means resolve by oath against helping
their kinsmen, those in want, and those who have | eft their homesin God's cause: let them forgive and overlook, do
you not wish that God should forgive you? For God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

024.023 Those who slander chaste women, indiscreet but believing, are cursed in this life and in the Hereafter: for
them isagrievous Pendlty,-

024.024 On the Day whentheir tongues, their hands, and their feet will bear witness against them asto their actions.
024.025 Onthat Day God will pay them back (all) their just dues, and they will realisethat God isthe (very) Truth, that
makes al things manifest.

024.026 Women impure are for men impure, and men impure for women impure and women of purity arefor men of
purity, and men of purity are for women of purity: these are not affected by what people say: for them there is
forgiveness, and a provision honourable.

024.027 O yewho believe! enter not houses other than your own, until ye have asked permission and saluted thosein
them: that is best for you, in order that ye may heed (what is seemly).

024.028 If yefind no onein the house, enter not until permissionisgivento you: if ye are asked to go back, go back:
that makes for greater purity for yourselves. and God knows well al that ye do.

024.029 It isno fault on your part to enter houses not used for living in, which serve some (other) use for you: And
God has knowledge of what ye revea and what ye conceal.

024.030 Say to the believing men that they should lower their gaze and guard their modesty: that will makefor greater



purity for them: And God iswell acquainted with all that they do.

024.031 And say to the believing women that they should lower their gaze and guard their modesty; that they should
not display their beauty and ornaments except what (must ordinarily) appear thereof; that they should draw their veils
over their bosomsand not display their beauty except totheir husbands, their fathers, their husband'sfathers, their sons,
their husbands' sons, their brothers or their brothers sons, or their sisters sons, or their women, or the slaveswhom
their right hands possess, or male servants free of physical needs, or small children who have no sense of the shame
of sex; and that they should not strike their feet in order to draw attention to their hidden ornaments. And O ye
Believers! turn ye all together towards God, that ye may attain Bliss.

024.032 Marry those among you who are single, or the virtuous ones among yourselves, male or female: if they are
in poverty, God will give them means out of His grace: for God encompasseth all, and he knoweth al things.
024.033 L et thosewho find not thewherewithal for marriage keep themselves chaste, until God givesthem meansout
of Hisgrace. And if any of your slaves ask for adeed in writing (to enable them to earn their freedom for a certain
sum), givethem such adeed if yeknow any good in them: yea, give them something yoursel ves out of themeanswhich
God has given to you. But force not your maids to prostitution when they desire chastity, in order that ye may make
aganinthegoods of thislife. But if anyone compelsthem, yet, after such compulsion, is God, Oft-Forgiving, Most
Merciful (to them),

024.034 We have dready sent down to you verses making things clear, anillustration from (the story of) people who
passed away before you, and an admonition for those who fear (God).

024.035 God isthe Light of the heavens and the earth. The Parable of HisLight isasif there were aNiche and within
it aLamp: the Lamp enclosedin Glass. the glass asit were abrilliant star: Lit from ablessed Tree, an Olive, neither
of the east nor of thewest, whose oil iswell-nigh luminous, though fire scarce touched it: Light upon Light! God doth
guide whom He will to His Light: God doth set forth Parables for men: and God doth know all things.

024.036 (Lit issuch aLight) in houses, which God hath permitted to be raised to honour; for the celebration, inthem,
of Hisname: InthemisHe glorified in the mornings and in the evenings, (again and again),-

024.037 By men whom neither traffic nor merchandise can divert from the Remembrance of God, nor from regular
Prayer, nor from the practice of regular Charity: Their (only) fear is for the Day when hearts and eyes will be
transformed (in aworld wholly new),-

024.038 That God may reward them according to the best of their deeds, and add even morefor them out of HisGrace:
for God doth provide for those whom He will, without measure.

024.039 But the Unbelievers,- their deeds are like a mirage in sandy deserts, which the man parched with thirst
mistakes for water; until when he comesup toit, hefindsit to be nothing: But he finds God (ever) with him, and God
will pay him hisaccount: and God is swift in taking account.

024.040 Or (theUnbelievers state) islikethedepthsof darknessin avast deep ocean, overwhel med with billow topped
by billow, topped by (dark) clouds: depths of darkness, one above ancther: if a man stretches out his hands, he can
hardly seeit! for any to whom God giveth not light, thereis no light!

024.041 Seest thou not that it is God Whose praises al beingsin the heavensand on earth do celebrate, and the birds
(of the air) with wings outspread? Each one knows its own (mode of) prayer and praise. And God knowswell all that
they do.

024.042 Y ea, to God belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth; and to God is the final goal (of all).
024.043 Seest thou not that God makesthe cloudsmovegently, then joinsthem together, then makestheminto aheap?
- then wilt thou see rain issue forth from their midst. And He sends down from the sky mountain masses (of clouds)
whereinishail: He strikes therewith whom He pleases and He turnsit away from whom He pleases, the vivid flash of
Hislightning well-nigh blinds the sight.

024.044 1t isGod Who dternates the Night and the Day: verily inthesethingsisan instructive examplefor thosewho
have vision!

024.045 And God has created every animal from water: of them there are some that creep on their bellies; some that
walk on two legs; and some that walk on four. God creates what He wills for verily God has power over al things.
024.046 We have indeed sent down signs that make things manifest: and God guideswhom Hewillsto away that is
straight.



024.047 They say, "We believe in God and in the apostle, and we obey": but even after that, some of them turn away:
they are not (really) Believers.

024.048 When they are summoned to God and His apostle, in order that He may judge between them, behold some
of them decline (to come).

024.049 But if theright ison their side, they come to him with al submission.

024.050 Isit that thereisadiseasein their hearts? or do they doubt, or arethey in fear, that God and His Apostle will
ded unjustly with them? Nay, it is they themselves who do wrong.

024.051 The answer of the Believers, when summoned to God and His Apostle, in order that He may judge between
them, is no other than this: they say, "We hear and we obey": it is such as these that will attain felicity.

024.052 It is such as obey God and His Apostle, and fear God and do right, that will win (in the end),

024.053 They swear their strongest oaths by God that, if only thou wouldst command them, they would leave (their
homes). Say: "Swear ye not; Obedience is (more) reasonable; verily, God iswell acquainted with all that ye do."
024.054 Say: "Obey God, and obey the Apostle: but if yeturn away, heisonly responsiblefor the duty placed on him
and ye for that placed on you. If ye obey him, ye shall be on right guidance. The Apostl€'s duty is only to preach the
clear (Message).

024.055 God has promised, to those among you who believe and work righteous deeds, that Hewill, of asurety, grant
themintheland, inheritance (of power), asHe granted it to those before them; that Hewill establishin authority their
religion - the one which He has chosen for them; and that He will change (their state), after the fear in which they
(lived), to one of security and peace: 'They will worship Me (alone) and not associate aught with Me. 'If any do reject
Faith after this, they are rebellious and wicked.

024.056 So establish regular Prayer and give regular Charity; and obey the Apostle; that ye may receive mercy.
024.057 Never think thou that the Unbelievers are going to frustrate (God's Plan) on earth: their abode is the Fire,-
and itisindeed an evil refuge!

024.058 O yewho believe! let those whom your right hands possess, and the (children) among you who have not come
of age ask your permission (beforethey cometo your presence), on three occasions. before morning prayer; thewhile
ye doff your clothesfor thenoonday heat; and after thelate-night prayer: theseareyour threetimesof undress: outside
thosetimesit is not wrong for you or for them to move about attending to each other: Thus does God make clear the
Signsto you: for God isfull of knowledge and wisdom.

024.059 But when the children among you come of age, |et them (al so) ask for permission, asdo those senior tothem
(in age): Thus does God make clear His Signsto you: for God isfull of knowledge and wisdom.

024.060 Such elderly women as are past the prospect of marriage,- there is no blame on them if they lay aside their
(outer) garments, provided they make not awanton display of their beauty: but it is best for them to be modest: and
God is One Who sees and knows all things.

024.061 It isno fault in the blind nor in one born lame, nor in one afflicted with illness, nor in yourselves, that ye
should eat in your own houses, or those of your fathers, or your mothers, or your brothers, or your sisters, or your
father'sbrothersor your father's sisters, or your mohter'sbrothers, or your mother'ssisters, or in houses of whichthe
keys arein your possession, or in the house of asincere friend of yours: thereisno blame on you, whether yeeat in
company or separately. But if ye enter houses, salute each other - agreeting of blessing and purity asfrom God. Thus
does God make clear the signsto you: that ye may understand.

024.062 Only those are believers, who believe in God and His Apostle: when they arewith him on amatter requiring
collective action, they do not depart until they have asked for his leave; those who ask for thy leave are those who
believe in God and His Apostle; so when they ask for thy leave, for some businessof theirs, giveleaveto those of them
whom thou wilt, and ask God for their forgiveness: for God is Oft- Forgiving, Most Merciful.

024.063 Deem not the summons of the Apostle among yourselves like the summons of one of you to another: God
dothknow those of youwho dlip away under shelter of someexcuse: then | et those bewarewho withstand the Apostle's
order, lest sometrial befall them, or agrievous penalty beinflicted on them.

024.064 Be quite surethat to God doth bel ong whatever isin the heavensand on earth. Well doth He know what yeare
intent upon: and one day they will be brought back to Him, and Hewill tell them thetruth of what they did: for God doth
know all things.



THE CRITERION, THE STANDARD, CHAPTER NO. 025

025.001 Blessed is He who sent down the criterion to His servant, that it may be an admonition to all creatures;-
025.002 Heto whom bel ongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth: no son has He begotten, nor hasHe apartner
in Hisdominion: it is He who created all things, and ordered them in due proportions.

025.003 Y et havethey taken, besideshim, godsthat can create nothing but arethemsel ves created; that have no control
of hurt or good to themselves; nor can they control death nor life nor resurrection.

025.004 But the mishelievers say: "Naught isthis but alie which he has forged, and others have helped him at it." In
truth it is they who have put forward an iniquity and afalsehood.

025.005 And they say: "Tales of the ancients, which he has caused to be written: and they are dictated before him
morning and evening."

025.006 Say: "The (Qur'an) was sent down by Him who knowsthe mystery (that is) in the heavens and the earth: verily
Heis Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful."

025.007 And they say: "What sort of an apostle isthis, who eatsfood, and walks through the streets? Why has not an
angel been sent down to him to give admonition with him?

025.008 " Or (Why) has not atreasure been bestowed on him, or why hashe (not) agarden for enjoyment?' Thewicked
say: "Yefollow none other than aman bewitched."

025.009 See what kinds of comparisons they make for thee! But they have gone astray, and never away will they be
ableto find!

025.010 Blessed is He who, if that were Hiswill, could give thee better (things) than those,- Gardens beneath which
rivers flow; and He could give thee palaces (secure to dwell in).

025.011 Nay they deny the hour (of the judgment to come): but We have prepared ablazing fire for such asdeny the
hour:

025.012 When it sees them from a place far off, they will hear its fury and itsranging sigh.

025.013 And when they are cast, bound together into aconstricted placetherein, they will pLead for destruction there
and then!

025.014 "This day plead not for asingle destruction: plead for destruction oft- repeated!"

025.015 Say: "Isthat best, or the eternal garden, promised to the righteous? for them, that isareward aswell asagoal
(of attainment).

025.016 "For them there will betherein all that they wish for: they will dwell (there) for aye: A promiseto be prayed
for fromthy Lord."

025.017 The day He will gather them together as well as thosewhom they worship besides God, Hewill ask: "Wasit
yewho let these My servants astray, or did they stray from the Path themselves?"

025.018 They will say: "Glory to Thee! not meet wasit for usthat we should take for protectors others besides Thee:
But Thou didst bestow, on them and their fathers, good things (in life), until they forgot the Message: for they were
apeople (worthless and) lost."

025.019 (God will say): "Now have they proved you liarsin what ye say: so ye cannot avert (your penalty) nor (get)
help." And whoever among you does wrong, him shall We cause to taste of a grievous Penalty.

025.020 And the apostleswhom We sent before theewereall (men) who ate food and walked through the streets: We
have made some of you as atrial for others: will ye have patience? for God is One Who sees (all things).

025.021 Such asfear not the meeting with Us (for Judgment) say: "Why are not the angels sent down to us, or (why)
do we not see our Lord?" Indeed they have an arrogant conceit of themselves, and mighty is the insolence of their
impiety!

025.022 The Day they seethe angels,- no joy will there be to the sinnersthat Day: The (angels) will say: "Thereisa
barrier forbidden (to you) altogether!"

025.023 And We shall turn to whatever deeds they did (in thislife), and We shall make such deeds as floating dust
scattered about.

025.024 The Companions of the Garden will bewell, that Day, intheir abode, and havethefairest of placesfor repose.
025.025 The Day the heaven shall be rent asunder with clouds, and angelsshall be sent down, descending (in ranks),-
025.026 That Day, the dominion as of right and truth, shall be (wholly) for (God) Most Merciful: it will be aDay of



dire difficulty for the Misbelievers.

025.027 The Day that thewrong-doer will biteat hishands, hewill say, "Oh! would that | had taken a(straight) path with
the Apostle!

025.028 "Ah! woeis mel Would that | had never taken such aonefor afriend!

025.029 "He did lead me astray from the Message (of God) after it had cometo me! Ah! the Evil Oneisbut atraitor
to man!" Then the Apostle will say:

025.030 "O my Lord! Truly my people took this Qur'an for just foolish nonsense.”

025.031 Thus have We made for every prophet an enemy among the sinners. but enough isthy Lord to guide and to
help.

025.032 Those who reject Faith say: "Why isnot the Qur'an revealed to him all at once? Thus (isit reveal ed), that We
may strengthen thy heart thereby, and We have rehearsed it to thee in slow, well-arranged stages, gradually.
025.033 And no question do they bring to thee but We reveal to thee the truth and the best explanation (thereof).
025.034 Those who will be gathered to Hell (prone) on their faces,- they will bein an evil plight, and, asto Path, most
astray.

025.035 (Before this,) We sent Moses The Book, and appointed his brother Aaron with him as minister;

025.036 And Wecommand: " Go yeboth, to the peoplewho haverejected our Signs:" And those (people) Wedestroyed
with utter destruction.

025.037 And the people of Noah,- when they rejected the apostles, We drowned them, and We made them asa Sign
for mankind; and We have prepared for (all) wrong-doers a grievous Penalty;-

025.038 As aso 'Ad and Thamud, and the Companions of the Rass, and many a generation between them.

025.039 To each one We set forth Parabl es and exampl es; and each one We broketo utter annihilation (for their sins).
025.040 And the (Unbelievers) must indeed have passed by the town on which was rained a shower of evil: did they
not then see it (with their own eyes)? But they fear not the Resurrection.

025.041 When they see thee, they treat thee no otherwise than inmockery: "lsthisthe one whom God has sent asan
apostle?'

025.042 "He indeed would well-nigh have misled usfrom our gods, had it not been that we were constant to them!" -
Soon will they know, when they see the Penalty, who it isthat is most misled in Path!

025.043 Seest thou such aoneastaketh for hisgod hisown passion (or impul se)? Coul dst thou be adisposer of affairs
for him?

025.044 Or thinkest thou that most of them listen or understand? They are only like cattle;- nay, they areworse astray
in Path.

025.045 Hast thou not turned thy vision to thy Lord?- How He doth prolong the shadow! If Hewilled, He could make
it stationary! then do We make the sun its guide;

025.046 Then We draw it in towards Ourselves,- a contraction by easy stages.

025.047 And He it is Who makes the Night as a Robe for you, and Sleep as Repose, and makes the Day (asit were)
aResurrection.

025.048 And HeitisWho sendsthewinds as heralds of glad tidings, going before Hismercy, and We send down pure
water from the sky,-

025.049 That with it We may give lifeto adead land, and slake the thirst of things We have created,- cattle and men
in great numbers.

025.050 And We have distributed the (water) amongst them, in order that they may celebrate (our) praises, but most
men are averse (to aught) but (rank) ingratitude.

025.051 Had it been Our Will, We could have sent awarner to every centre of population.

025.052 Therefore listen not to the Unbelievers, but strive against them with the utmost strenuousness, with the
(Qur'an).

025.053 ItisHe Who has et free the two bodies of flowing water: One palatable and sweet, and the other salt and
bitter; yet has He made a barrier between them, a partition that is forbidden to be passed.

025.054 It isHe Who has created man from water: then has He established rel ationships of lineage and marriage: for
thy Lord has power (over al things).



025.055 Y et do they worship, besides God, things that can neither profit them nor harm them: and the Misbeliever is
ahelper (of Evil), against hisown Lord!

025.056 But thee We only sent to give glad tidings and admonition.

025.057 Say: "Noreward do | ask of you for it but this: that each onewho will may take a (straight) Path to hisLord."
025.058 And put thy trust in Him Who lives and dies not; and celebrate his praise; and enough is He to be acquainted
with the faults of His servants;-

025.059 He Who created the heavens and the earth and all that is between, in six days, and isfirmly established onthe
Throne (of Authority): God Most Gracious. ask thou, then, about Him of any acquainted (with such things).
025.060 Whenitissaidtothem, "Adoreye (God) Most Gracious!", they say, "And what is(God) M ost Gracious? Shall
we adore that which thou commandest us?' And it increases their flight (from the Truth).

025.061 Blessed is He Who made constellations in the skies, and placed therein a Lamp and aMoon giving light;
025.062 And it isHe Who made the Night and the Day to follow each other: for such ashavethewill to celebrate His
praises or to show their gratitude.

025.063 And the servants of (God) Most Gracious are those who walk on the earth in humility, and when theignorant
address them, they say, "Peacel”;

025.064 Those who spend the night in adoration of their Lord prostrate and standing;

025.065 Those who say, "Our Lord! avert from usthe Wrath of Hell, for its Wrath isindeed an affliction grievous,-
025.066 "Evil indeed isit asan abode, and asaplacetorest in”;

025.067 Those who, when they spend, are not extravagant and not niggardly, but hold ajust (balance) between those
(extremes);

025.068 Those who invoke not, with God, any other god, nor slay such life as God has made sacred except for just
cause, nor commit fornication; - and any that does this (not only) meets punishment.

025.069 (But) the Penalty on the Day of Judgment will be doubled to him, and he will dwell therein in ignominy,-
025.070 Unless he repents, believes, and works righteous deeds, for God will change the evil of such personsinto
good, and God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful,

025.071 And whoever repents and does good has truly turned to God with an (acceptable) conversion;-

025.072 Those who witness no falsehood, and, if they pass by futility, they pass by it with honourable (avoidance);
025.073 Those who, when they are admonished with the Signs of their Lord, droop not down at them asif they were
deaf or blind;

025.074 And those who pray, "Our Lord! Grant unto us wives and offspring who will be the comfort of our eyes, and
give us (the grace) to lead the righteous.”

025.075 Those arethe oneswho will be rewarded with the highest placein heaven, because of their patient constancy:
therein shall they be met with salutations and peace,

025.076 Dwelling therein;- how beautiful an abode and place of rest!

025.077 Say (to the Rejecters): "My Lord is not uneasy because of you if ye call not on Him: But ye have indeed
rejected (Him), and soon will come the inevitable (punishment)!"

THE POETS, CHAPTER NO. 026

026.001 Ta. Sin. Mim.

026.002 These are verses of the Book that makes (things) clear.

026.003 It may be thou frettest thy soul with grief, that they do not become Believers.

026.004 If (such) were Our Will, We could send down to them from the sky a Sign, to which they would bend their
necksin humility.

026.005 But there comes not to them a newly-revealed Message from (God) Most Gracious, but they turn away
therefrom.

026.006 They haveindeed rejected (the Message): so they will know soon (enough) thetruth of what they mocked at!
026.007 Do they not look at the earth,- how many noble things of all kinds We have produced therein?

026.008 Verily, inthisisa Sign: but most of them do not believe.



026.009 And verily, thy Lord isHe, the Exalted in Might, Most Merciful.

026.010 Behold, thy Lord called Moses: "Go to the people of iniquity,-

026.011 "The people of the Pharaoh: will they not fear God?"

026.012 He said: "O my Lord! | do fear that they will charge me with falsehood:

026.013 "My breast will be straitened. And my speech may not go (smoothly): so send unto Aaron.

026.014 "And (further), they have a charge of crime against me; and | fear they may slay me."

026.015 God said: "By no means! proceed then, both of you, with Our Signs, We arewith you, and will listen (to your
cal).

026.016 "So go forth, both of you, to Pharaoh, and say: 'We have been sent by the Lord and Cherisher of the worlds;
026.017 "'Send thou with us the Children of Isragl.™

026.018 (Pharaoh) said: "Did we not cherish thee asachild among us, and didst thou not stay in our midst many years
of thy life?

026.019 "And thou didst a deed of thine which (thou knowest) thou didst, and thou art an ungrateful (wretch)!"
026.020 Moses said: "l did it then, when | wasin error.

026.021"So| fled fromyou (all) when | feared you; but my Lord has (since) invested mewith judgment (and wisdom)
and appointed me as one of the apostles.

026.022 "And thisis the favour with which thou dost reproach me,- that thou hast endlaved the Children of Isragl!"
026.023 Pharaoh said: "And what isthe 'Lord and Cherisher of the worlds?*

026.024 (Moses) said: "The Lord and Cherisher of the heavens and the earth, and al between,- if ye want to be quite
sure”

026.025 (Pharaoh) said to those around: "Did ye not listen (to what he says)?"

026.026 (Moses) said: "Your Lord and the Lord of your fathers from the beginning!"

026.027 (Pharaoh) said: "Truly your apostle who has been sent to you is a veritable madman!"

026.028 (Moses) said: "Lord of the East and the West, and all between! if ye only had sense!"

026.029 (Pharaoh) said: "If thou dost put forward any god other than me, | will certainly put theein prison!"
026.030 (Moses) said: "Even if | showed you something clear (and) convincing?'

026.031 (Pharaoh) said: "Show it then, if thou tellest the truth!™

026.032 So (Moses) threw hisrod, and behold, it was a serpent, plain (for al to see)!

026.033 And he drew out his hand, and behold, it was white to al beholders!

026.034 (Pharaoh) said to the Chiefs around him: "Thisisindeed a sorcerer well- versed:

026.035 "His plan isto get you out of your land by his sorcery; then what is it ye counsel ?"

026.036 They said: "Keep him and his brother in suspense (for awhile), and dispatch to the Cities heraldsto collect-
026.037 "And bring up to thee all (our) sorcerers well-versed."

026.038 So the sorcerers were got together for the appointment of a day well-known,

026.039 And the people were told: "Are ye (now) assembled?-

026.040 "That we may follow the sorcerers (in religion) if they win?"

026.041 Sowhen the sorcerersarrived, they said to Pharaoh: " Of course - shall we have a(suitable) reward if wewin?
026.042 He said: "Y ea, (and more),- for ye shall in that case be (raised to posts) nearest (to my person).”

026.043 Moses said to them: "Throw ye - that which ye are about to throw!"

026.044 So they threw their ropes and their rods, and said: "By themight of Pharaoh, itiswewhowill certainly win!"
026.045 Then Moses threw his rod, when, behold, it straightway swallows up all the falsehoods which they fake!
026.046 Then did the sorcerersfall down, prostrate in adoration,

026.047 Saying: "We believe in the Lord of the Worlds,

026.048 "The Lord of Mosesand Aaron."

026.049 Said (Pharaoh): "Believeyein Him beforel giveyou permission?surely heisyour leader, who hastaught you
sorcery! but soon shall ye know!

026.050 "Besurel will cut off your handsand your feet on opposite sides, and | will causeyou al to die onthe cross!”
026.051 They said: "No matter! for us, we shall but return to our Lord!

026.052 "Only, our desire is that our Lord will forgive us our faults, that we may become foremost among the



believers!"

026.053 By inspiration we told Moses: "Travel by night with my servants; for surely ye shall be pursued.”
026.054 Then Pharaoh sent heralds to (all) the Cities,

026.055 (Saying): "These (Israglites) are but a small band,

026.056 "And they areraging furiously against us,

026.057 "But we are amultitude amply fore-warned.”

026.058 So We expelled them from gardens, springs,

026.059 Treasures, and every kind of honourable position;

026.060 Thus it was, but We made the Children of Israel inheritors of such things.

026.061 So they pursued them at sunrise.

026.062 And when the two bodies saw each other, the people of Moses said: "We are sure to be overtaken.”
026.063 (Moses) said: "By no means! my Lord iswith me! Soon will He guide me!"
026.064 Then Wetold Mosesby inspiration: " Strikethe seawith thy rod." Soit divided, and each separate part became
like the huge, firm mass of a mountain.

026.065 And We made the other party approach thither.

026.066 We delivered Moses and al who were with him;

026.067 But We drowned the others.

026.068 Verily in thisisa Sign: but most of them do not believe.

026.069 And verily thy Lord is He, the Exalted in Might, Most Merciful.

026.070 And rehearse to them (something of) Abraham'’s story.

026.071 Behold, he said to hisfather and his people: "What worship ye?"

026.072 They said: "Weworship idols, and we remain constantly in attendance on them."
026.073 He said: "Do they listen to you when ye call (on them), or do you good or harm?'
026.074 They said: "Nay, but we found our fathers doing thus (what we do)."

026.075 He said: "Do ye then see whom ye have been worshipping,-

026.076 "Y e and your fathers before you?-

026.077 "For they are enemies to me; not so the Lord and Cherisher of the Worlds;
026.078 "Who created me, and it is He Who guides me;

026.079 "Who gives me food and drink,

026.080 "And when | amill, itisHe Who cures me;

026.081 "Who will cause meto die, and then to life (again);

026.082 "And who, | hope, will forgive me my faults on the day of Judgment.

026.083 "O my Lord! bestow wisdom on me, and join me with the righteous;

026.084 " Grant me honourable mention on the tongue of truth among the latest (generations);
026.085 "M ake me one of the inheritors of the Garden of Bliss;

026.086 "Forgive my father, for that he is among those astray;

026.087 "And let me not be in disgrace on the Day when (men) will be raised up;-

026.088 "The Day whereon neither wealth nor sonswill avail,

026.089 "But only he (will prosper) that brings to God a sound heart;

026.090 "To the righteous, the Garden will be brought near,

026.091 "And to those straying in Evil, the Fire will be placed in full view;

026.092 "And it shall be said to them: "Where are the (gods) ye worshipped-

026.093 "'Besides God? Can they help you or help themselves?

026.094 "Then they will be thrown headlong into the (Fire),- they and those straying in Evil,
026.095 "And the whole hosts of Iblis together.

026.096 "They will say therein their mutual bickerings:

026.097 "'By God, we were truly in an error manifest,

026.098 "'When we held you as equals with the Lord of the Worlds;

026.099 "'And our seducers were only those who were steeped in guilt.



026.100 "'Now, then, we have none to intercede (for us),

026.101 "'Nor asingle friend to feel (for us).

026.102 "'"Now if we only had a chance of return we shall truly be of those who believe!™
026.103 Verily inthisisa Sign but most of them do not believe.

026.104 And verily thy Lord is He, the Exalted in Might, Most Merciful.

026.105 The people of Noah rejected the apostles.

026.106 Behold, their brother Noah said to them: "Will ye not fear (God)?

026.107 "I am to you an apostle worthy of all trust:

026.108 "So fear God, and obey me.

026.109 "No reward do | ask of you for it: my reward is only from the Lord of the Worlds:
026.110 "So fear God, and obey me."

026.111 They said: "Shall we believe in thee when it is the meanest that follow thee?'
026.112 He said: "And what do | know asto what they do?

026.113 "Their account is only with my Lord, if ye could (but) understand.

026.114 "1 am not one to drive away those who believe.

026.115 "I am sent only to warn plainly in public."

026.116 They said: "If thou desist not, O Noah! thou shalt be stoned (to death)."

026.117 He said: "O my Lord! truly my people have rejected me.

026.118 "Judge Thou, then, between me and them openly, and deliver me and those of the Believerswho arewith me."
026.119 So We delivered him and those with him, in the Ark filled (with all creatures).
026.120 Thereafter We drowned those who remained behind.

026.121 Verily inthisisa Sign: but most of them do not believe.

026.122 And verily thy Lord is He, the Exalted in Might, Most Merciful.

026.123 The'Ad (people) rejected the apostles.

026.124 Behold, their brother Hud said to them: "Will ye not fear (God)?

026.125 "I am to you an apostle worthy of all trust:

026.126 "So fear God and obey me.

026.127 "No reward do | ask of you for it: my reward is only from the Lord of the Worlds.
026.128 "Do ye build alandmark on every high place to amuse yourselves?

026.129 "And do ye get for yourselves fine buildings in the hope of living therein (for ever)?
026.130 "And when ye exert your strong hand, do ye do it like men of absolute power?
026.131 "Now fear God, and obey me.

026.132 "Y ea, fear Him Who has bestowed on you freely all that ye know.

026.133 "Freely has He bestowed on you cattle and sons,-

026.134 "And Gardens and Springs.

026.135"Truly | fear for you the Penalty of a Great Day."

026.136 They said: "It is the same to us whether thou admonish us or be not among (our) admonishers!
026.137 "Thisis no other than a customary device of the ancients,

026.138 "And we are not the ones to receive Pains and Penalties!"

026.139 So they rejected him, and We destroyed them. Verily inthisisa Sign: but most of them do not believe.
026.140 And verily thy Lord is He, the Exalted in Might, Most Merciful.

026.141 The Thamud (people) rejected the apostles.

026.142 Behold, their brother Salih said to them: "Will you not fear (God)?

026.143 "l am to you an apostle worthy of all trust.

026.144 "So fear God, and obey me.

026.145 "No reward do | ask of you for it: my reward is only from the Lord of the Worlds.
026.146 "Will ye beleft secure, in (the enjoyment of) all that ye have here?-

026.147 "Gardens and Springs,

026.148 "And corn-fields and date-palms with spathes near breaking (with the weight of fruit)?



026.149 "And ye carve houses out of (rocky) mountains with great skill.

026.150 "But fear God and obey me;

026.151 "And follow not the bidding of those who are extravagant,-

026.152 "Who make mischief in the land, and mend not (their ways)."

026.153 They said: "Thou art only one of those bewitched!

026.154 "Thou art no more than amortal like us: then bring usa Sign, if thou tellest the truth!"
026.155 Hesaid: "Hereisashe-camel: she hasaright of watering, and ye have aright of watering, (severally) on aday
appointed.

026.156 "Touch her not with harm, lest the Penalty of a Great Day seize you."

026.157 But they ham-strung her: then did they become full of regrets.

026.158 But the Penalty seized them. Verily inthisisa Sign: but most of them do not believe.
026.159 And verily thy Lord is He, the Exalted in Might, Most Merciful.

026.160 The people of Lut rejected the apostles.

026.161 Behold, their brother Lut said to them: "Will ye not fear (God)?

026.162 "I am to you an apostle worthy of all trust.

026.163 " So fear God and obey me.

026.164 "No reward do | ask of you for it: my reward isonly from the lord of the Worlds.
026.165 "Of all the creaturesin the world, will ye approach males,

026.166 "And leave those whom God has created for you to be your mates? Nay, ye are a people transgressing (all
limits)!"

026.167 They said: "If thou desist not, O Lut! thou wilt assuredly be cast out!"

026.168 He said: "l do detest your doings."

026.169 "O my Lord! deliver me and my family from such things asthey do!"

026.170 So We delivered him and hisfamily,- all

026.171 Except an old woman who lingered behind.

026.172 But the rest We destroyed utterly.

026.173 We rained down on them a shower (of brimstone): and evil was the shower on those who were admonished
(but heeded not)!

026.174 Verily inthisisa Sign: but most of them do not believe.

026.175 And verily thy Lord is He, the Exalted in Might Most Merciful.

026.176 The Companions of the Wood rejected the apostles.

026.177 Behold, Shu'aib said to them: "Will ye not fear (God)?

026.178 "1 am to you an apostle worthy of all trust.

026.179 " So fear God and obey me.

026.180 "No reward do | ask of you for it: my reward is only from the Lord of the Worlds.
026.181 "Give just measure, and cause no loss (to others by fraud).

026.182 "And weigh with scales true and upright.

026.183 "And withhold not things justly due to men, nor do evil in the land, working mischief.
026.184 "And fear Him Who created you and (who created) the generations before (you)"
026.185 They said: "Thou art only one of those bewitched!

026.186 "Thou art no more than amortal like us, and indeed we think thou art aliar!

026.187 "Now cause a piece of the sky to fall on us, if thou art truthful!"

026.188 He said: "My Lord knows best what ye do."

026.189 But they rejected him. Then the punishment of aday of overshadowing gloom seized them, and that wasthe
Penalty of a Great Day.

026.190 Verily inthat isa Sign: but most of them do not believe.

026.191 And verily thy Lord is He, the Exalted in Might, Most Merciful.

026.192 Verily thisis aRevelation from the Lord of the Worlds:

026.193 With it came down the spirit of Faith and Truth-



026.194 To thy heart and mind, that thou mayest admonish.

026.195 In the perspicuous Arabic tongue.

026.196 Without doubt it is (announced) in the mystic Books of former peoples.

026.197 Isit not a Sign to them that the L earned of the Children of Isragl knew it (astrue)?
026.198 Had We revealed it to any of the non-Arabs,

026.199 And had he recited it to them, they would not have believed in it.

026.200 Thus have We caused it to enter the hearts of the sinners.

026.201 They will not believein it until they see the grievous Penalty;

026.202 But the (Penalty) will come to them of a sudden, while they perceiveit not;
026.203 Then they will say: "Shall we be respited?”

026.204 Do they then ask for Our Penalty to be hastened on?

026.205 Seest thou? If We do let them enjoy (thislife) for afew years,

026.206 Y et there comes to them at length the (Punishment) which they were promised!
026.207 It will profit them not that they enjoyed (thislife)!

026.208 Never did We destroy a population, but had its warners -

026.209 By way of reminder; and We never are unjust.

026.210 No evil ones have brought down this (Revelation):

026.211 It would neither suit them nor would they be able (to produceit).

026.212 Indeed they have been removed far from even (a chance of) hearing it.

026.213 So call not on any other god with God, or thou wilt be among those under the Penalty.
026.214 And admonish thy nearest kinsmen,

026.215 And lower thy wing to the Believers who follow thee.

026.216 Then if they disobey thee, say: "I am free (of responsibility) for what ye do!"
026.217 And put thy trust on the Exalted in Might, the Merciful,-

026.218 Who seeth thee standing forth (in prayer),

026.219 And thy movements among those who prostrate themselves,

026.220 For it is He Who heareth and knoweth all things.

026.221 Shall I inform you, (O people!), on whom it isthat the evil ones descend?

026.222 They descend on every lying, wicked person,

026.223 (Into whose ears) they pour hearsay vanities, and most of them areliars.

026.224 And the Poets,- It isthose straying in Evil, who follow them:

026.225 Seest thou not that they wander distracted in every valley?-

026.226 And that they say what they practise not?-

026.227 Except those who believe, work righteousness, engage much in the remembrance of God, and defend
themselvesonly after they areunjustly attacked. And soonwill the unjust assailantsknow what vicissitudestheir affairs
will take!

THE ANT, THE ANTS, CHAPTER NO. 027

027.001 These are verses of the Qur'an,-a book that makes (things) clear;

027.002 A guide: and glad tidings for the believers,-

027.003 Thosewho establishregular prayersand giveinregular charity, and al so have (full) assurance of the hereafter.
027.004 Asto those who believe not in the Hereafter, We have made their deeds pleasing in their eyes; and so they
wander about in distraction.

027.005 Such are they for whom agrievous Penalty is (waiting); and in the Hereafter theirswill be the greatest |oss.
027.006 Asto thee, the Qur'an is bestowed upon thee from the presence of one who iswise and all-knowing.
027.007 Behold! Moses said to hisfamily: "I perceive afire; soon will | bring you from there some information, or
I will bring you aburning brand to light our fuel, that ye may warn yourselves.

027.008 But when he came to the (fire), avoice was heard: "Blessed arethosein the fire and those around: and glory
to God, the Lord of the worlds.



027.009 "O Moses! verily, | am God, the exalted in might, the wise!.....

027.010 "Now dothou throw thy rod!" But when he saw it moving (of itsown accord)asif it had been asnake, heturned
back in retreat, and retraced not his steps: "O Moses!" (it was said), "Fear not: truly, in My presence, those called as
apostles have no fear,-

027.011 "But if any have done wrong and have thereafter substituted good to take the place of evil, truly, | am
Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

027.012 "Now put thy hand into thy bosom, and it will come forth white without stain (or harm): (these are) among
the nine Signs (thou wilt take) to Pharaoh and his people: for they are a people rebellious in transgression.”
027.013 But when Our Signs came to them, that should have opened their eyes, they said: "Thisis sorcery manifest!”
027.014 And they rejected those Signsin iniquity and arrogance, though their souls were convinced thereof: so see
what was the end of those who acted corruptly!

027.015 We gave (in the past) knowledge to David and Solomon: And they both said: "Praise be to God, Who has
favoured us above many of his servantswho believe!"

027.016 And Solomonwas David'sheir. Hesaid: "O ye people! We have been taught the speech of birds, and onushas
been bestowed (alittle) of al things: thisisindeed Grace manifest (from God.)"

027.017 And before Solomon were marshalled his hosts,- of Jinnsand men and birds, and they wereall kept in order
and ranks.

027.018 At length, whenthey cameto a(lowly) valley of ants, oneof theantssaid: "O yeants, get into your habitations,
lest Solomon and his hosts crush you (under foot) without knowing it."

027.019 So he smiled, amused at her speech; and he said: "O my Lord! so order me that | may be grateful for Thy
favours, which thou hast bestowed on me and on my parents, and that | may work the righteousness that will please
Thee: And admit me, by Thy Grace, to the ranks of Thy righteous Servants.”

027.020 And he took a muster of the Birds; and he said: "Why isit | see not the Hoopoe? Or is he among the
absentees?

027.021 "1 will certainly punish him with a severe penalty, or execute him, unless he bring me a clear reason (for
absence)."

027.022 But the Hoopoe tarried not far: he (came up and) said: "I have compassed (territory) which thou hast not
compassed, and | have come to thee from Saba with tidings true.

027.023"| found (there) awoman ruling over them and provided with every requisite; and shehasamagnificent throne.
027.024 "1 found her and her people worshipping the sun besides God: Satan has made their deeds seem pleasing in
their eyes, and has kept them away from the Path,- so they receive no guidance,-

027.025 " (Kept them away from the Path), that they should not worship God, Who bringsto light what ishidden in the
heavens and the earth, and knows what ye hide and what ye revedl.

027.026 "God!- thereisno god but He!- Lord of the Throne Supreme!"

027.027 (Solomon) said: "Soon shall we see whether thou hast told the truth or lied!

027.028 "Go thou, with thisletter of mine, and deliver it to them: then draw back from them, and (wait to) see what
answer they return”...

027.029 (The queen) said: "Y e chiefs! hereisdelivered to me - aletter worthy of respect.

027.030 "It isfrom Solomon, and is (as follows): 'In the name of God, Most Gracious, Most Merciful:

027.031 "'Beye not arrogant against me, but come to mein submission (to the true Religion).™

027.032 She said: "Y e chiefs! advise mein (this) my affair: no affair have | decided except in your presence.”
027.033 They said: "We are endued with strength, and given to vehement war: but the command is with thee; so
consider what thou wilt command.”

027.034 She said: "Kings, when they enter a country, despoil it, and make the noblest of its people its meanest thus
do they behave.

027.035 "But | am going to send him a present, and (wait) to see with what (answer) return (my) ambassadors.”
027.036 Now when (the embassy) came to Solomon, he said: "Will ye give me abundance in wealth? But that which
God has given me is better than that which He has given you! Nay it isye who rejoicein your gift!

027.037 "Go back to them, and be sure we shall come to them with such hostsasthey will never be ableto meet: We



shall expel them from there in disgrace, and they will feel humbled (indeed)."

027.038 He said (to his own men): "Y e chiefs! which of you can bring me her throne before they come to me in
submission?'

027.039 Said an 'Ifrit, of the Jinns: "I will bring it to thee before thou rise from thy council: indeed | havefull strength
for the purpose, and may be trusted.”

027.040 Said one who had knowledge of the Book: "1 will bring it to thee within the twinkling of an eye!" Then when
(Solomon) saw it placed firmly before him, hesaid: "Thisisby the Grace of my Lord!- totest mewhether | am grateful
or ungrateful! andif any isgrateful, truly hisgratitudeis(again) for hisownsoul; but if any isungrateful, truly my Lord
isFree of al Needs, Supremein Honour !"

027.041 He said: "Transform her throne out of all recognition by her: let us see whether sheis guided (to the truth)
or is one of those who receive no guidance.”

027.042 So when she arrived, she was asked, "Isthisthy throne?' She said, "It was just like this; and knowledge was
bestowed on usin advance of this, and we have submitted to God (in Ilam)."

027.043 And he diverted her from the worship of others besides God: for she was (sprung) of a people that had no
faith.

027.044 shewasasked to enter thelofty Palace: but when she saw it, shethought it was alake of water, and she (tucked
up her skirts), uncovering her legs. He said: "Thisis but a palace paved smooth with dabs of glass." She said: "O my
Lord! | haveindeed wronged my soul: | do (now) submit (in Islam), with Solomon, to the Lord of the Worlds."
027.045 We sent (af oretime), to the Thamud, their brother Salih, saying, "Serve God": But behold, they became two
factions quarrelling with each other.

027.046 He said: "O my people! why ask ye to hasten on the evil in preference to the good? If only ye ask God for
forgiveness, ye may hopeto receive mercy.

027.047 They said: "1l omen do we augur from thee and those that arewith thee". He said: "Y our ill omeniswith God;
yea, ye are apeople under tria."

027.048 There were in the city nine men of afamily, who made mischief in the land, and would not reform.
027.049 They said: "Swear amutual oath by God that we shall make a secret night attack on him and his people, and
that we shall then say to his heir (when he seeks vengeance): "Wewere not present at the slaughter of his people, and
we are positively telling the truth.™

027.050 They plotted and planned, but We too planned, even while they perceived it not.

027.051 Then see what was the end of their plot!- this, that We destroyed them and their people, al (of them).
027.052 Now such weretheir houses, - in utter ruin, - becausethey practised wrong- doing. Verily inthisisaSignfor
peopl e of knowledge.

027.053 And We saved those who believed and practised righteousness.

027.054 (Wealso sent) Lut (as an apostle): behold, He saidto his people, "Do ye do what is shameful though ye see
(itsiniquity)?

027.055 Would ye really approach men in your lusts rather than women? Nay, ye are a people (grossly) ignorant!
027.056 But his people gave no other answer but this: they said, "Drive out the followers of Lut from your city: these
are indeed men who want to be clean and pure!"

027.057 But We saved him and his family, except hiswife; her We destined to be of those who lagged behind.
027.058 And We rained down on them a shower (of brimstone): and evil was the shower on those who were
admonished (but heeded not)!

027.059 Say: Praise beto God, and Peace on his servants whom He has chosen (for hisMessage). (Who) isbetter?-
God or the false gods they associate (with Him)?

027.060 Or, Who has created the heavens and the earth, and Who sendsyou down rain from the sky? Y ea, with it We
cause to grow well-planted orchards full of beauty of delight: itisnotinyour power to cause the growth of thetrees
in them. (Can there be another) god besides God? Nay, they are a people who swerve from justice.

027.061 Or, Who has made the earth firm to live in; made riversin its midst; set thereon mountainsimmovable; and
made a separating bar between the two bodies of flowing water? (can there be another) god besides God? Nay, most
of them know not.



027.062 Or, Who listensto the (soul) distressed when it callson Him, and Who relievesits suffering, and makesyou
(mankind) inheritors of the earth? (Can there be another) god besides God? Little it isthat ye heed!

027.063 Or, Who guides you through the depths of darkness on land and sea, and Who sends the winds as heralds of
gladtidings, going before HisMercy? (Can there be another) god besides God?- Highis God abovewhat they associate
with Him!

027.064 Or, Who originates creation, then repeatsit, and who givesyou sustenance from heaven and earth? (Can there
be another) god besides God? Say, "Bring forth your argument, if ye are telling the truth!"

027.065 Say: Noneintheheavensor on earth, except God, knowswhat ishidden: nor canthey perceivewhenthey shall
be raised up (for Judgment).

027.066 till less can their knowledge comprehend the Hereafter: Nay, they arein doubt and uncertainty thereanent;
nay, they are blind thereunto!

027.067 The Unbelievers say: "What! when we become dust,- we and our fathers,- shall wereally beraised (fromthe
dead)?

027.068 "It istrue we were promised this,- we and our fathersbefore (us): these are nothing but tales of the ancients.”
027.069 Say: "Go ye through the earth and see what has been the end of those guilty (of sin)."

027.070 But grieve not over them, nor distress thyself because of their plots.

027.071 They aso say: "When will this promise (cometo pass)? (Say) if ye are truthful ."

027.072 Say: "It may be that some of the events which ye wish to hasten on may be (close) in your pursuit!"
027.073 But verily thy Lord isfull of grace to mankind: Y et most of them are ungrateful.

027.074 And verily thy Lord knoweth al that their hearts do hide. Aswell asal that they reveal.

027.075 Nor isthere aught of the unseen, in heaven or earth, but is (recorded) in a clear record.

027.076 Verily this Qur'an doth explain to the Children of Israel most of the mattersin which they disagree.
027.077 And it certainly is a Guide and a Mercy to those who believe.

027.078 Verily thy Lord will decide between them by His Decree: and He is Exalted in Might, All-Knowing.
027.079 So put thy trust in God: for thou art on (the path of) manifest Truth.

027.080 Truly thou canst not cause the dead to listen, nor canst thou cause the deaf to hear thecall, (especially) when
they turn back in retreat.

027.081 Nor canst thou be aguideto the blind, (to prevent them) from straying: only thosewilt thou get to listen who
believe in Our Signs, and they will bow in Islam.

027.082 And when the Word is fulfilled against them (the unjust), we shall produce from the earth a beast to (face)
them: Hewill speak to them, for that mankind did not believe with assurancein Our Signs.

027.083 One day We shall gather together from every people atroop of those who reject our Signs, and they shall be
kept in ranks,-

027.084 Until, when they come (before the Judgment-seat), (God) will say: "Did ye reject My Signs, though ye
comprehended them not in knowledge, or what wasit ye did?"

027.085 And the Word will be fulfilled against them, because of their wrong-doing, and they will be unable to speak
(in plea).

027.086 See they not that We have made the Night for them to rest in and the Day to give them light? Verily in this
are Signsfor any people that believe!

027.087 And the Day that the Trumpet will be sounded - then will be smitten with terror thosewho arein the heavens,
andthosewho areon earth, except such as God will please (to exempt): and all shall cometo His(Presence) asbeings
conscious of their lowliness.

027.088 Thou seest the mountains and thinkest them firmly fixed: but they shall pass away as the clouds pass away:
(suchis) the artistry of God, who disposes of all thingsin perfect order: for heiswell acquainted with all that ye do.
027.089 If any do good, good will (accrue) to them therefrom; and they will be secure from terror that Day.
027.090 And if any do evil, their faces will be thrown headlong into the Fire: "Do yereceive areward other than that
which ye have earned by your deeds?'

027.091 For me, | have been commanded to serve the Lord of this city, Him Who has sanctified it and to Whom
(belong) all things: and | am commanded to be of those who bow in Islam to God's Will -



027.092 And to rehearse the Qur'an: and if any accept guidance, they do it for the good of their own souls, and if any
dray, say: "l amonly aWarner".

027.093 And say: "Praise beto God, Who will soon show you His Signs, so that ye shall know them™; and thy Lord is
not unmindful of all that ye do.

THE STORY, STORIES, CHAPTER NO. 028

028.001 Ta. Sin. Mim.

028.002 These are Verses of the Book that makes (things) clear.

028.003 We rehearse to thee some of the story of Moses and Pharaoh in Truth, for people who believe.

028.004 Truly Pharaoh elated himself intheland and broke up itspeopleinto sections, depressing asmall group among
them: their sons he slew, but he kept alive their females. for he was indeed a maker of mischief.

028.005 And Wewished to be Graciousto thosewho werebeing depressed in theland, to makethem leaders (in Faith)

and make them heirs,

028.006 To establish afirm place for them in the land, and to show Pharaoh, Haman, and their hosts, at their hands,
the very things against which they were taking precautions.

028.007 So We sent thisinspiration to the mother of Moses: " Suckle (thy child), but when thou hast fears about him,

cast him into theriver, but fear not nor grieve: for We shall restore him to thee, and We shall make him one of Our

apostles.”

028.008 Then the people of Pharaoh picked him up (from theriver): (It wasintended) that (M oses) should beto them
an adversary and a cause of sorrow: for Pharaoh and Haman and (all) their hosts were men of sin.

028.009 The wife of Pharaoh said: "(Hereis) joy of the eye, for me and for thee: slay him not. It may bethat he will

be use to us, or we may adopt him asa son." And they perceived not (what they were doing)!

028.010 But therecameto beavoid in the heart of the mother of M oses. Shewas going amost to disclose his(case),
had We not strengthened her heart (with faith), so that she might remain a (firm) believer.

028.011 And she said to the sister of (Moses), "Follow him" so she (the sister) watched him in the character of a
stranger. And they knew not.

028.012 And we ordained that he refused suck at first, until (Hissister came up and) said: "Shall | point out to you the
people of a house that will nourish and bring him up for you and be sincerely attached to him?"...

028.013 Thus did We restore him to his mother, that her eye might be comforted, that she might not grieve, and that

she might know that the promise of God istrue: but most of them do not understand.

028.014 When hereached full age, and wasfirmly established (inlife), We bestowed on him wisdom and knowledge:

for thus do We reward those who do good.

028.015 And he entered the city at atime when its people were not watching: and he found there two men fighting,-

one of hisown religion, and the other, of hisfoes. Now the man of hisown religion appealed to him against hisfoe,
and Moses struck him with hisfist and made an end of him. He said: "Thisisawork of Evil (Satan): for heisan enemy
that manifestly misleads!"

028.016 He prayed: "O my Lord! | have indeed wronged my soul! Do Thou then forgive me!" So (God) forgave him:

for Heisthe Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

028.017 He said: "O my Lord! For that Thou hast bestowed Thy Grace on me, never shall | be ahelp to thosewho sin!*
028.018 So he saw the morning in the city, looking about, in a state of fear, when behold, the man who had, the day
before, sought hishelp called aoud for hishelp (again). Moses said to him: "Thou art truly, it isclear, aquarrelsome
fellow!"

028.019 Then, when he decided to lay hold of the man who was an enemy to both of them, that man said: "O Moses!

Isit thy intention to slay me as thou slewest aman yesterday? Thy intention is none other than to become a powerful

violent man in the land, and not to be one who setsthingsright!"

028.020 And there came aman, running, from the furthest end of the City. He said: "O Moses! the Chiefs are taking
counsel together about thee, to slay thee: so get thee away, for | do give thee sincere advice."

028.021 He therefore got away therefrom, looking about, in a state of fear. He prayed "O my Lord! save me from
people given to wrong-doing."



028.022 Then, when he turned his face towards (the land of) Madyan, he said: "I do hope that my Lord will show me
the smooth and straight Path.”

028.023 Andwhen hearrived at the watering (place) in Madyan, hefound thereagroup of menwatering (their flocks),
and besides them he found two women who were keeping back (their flocks). He said: "What isthe matter with you?'
They said: "We cannot water (our flocks) until the shepherdstakeback (their flocks): And our father isavery old man."
028.024 So he watered (their flocks) for them; then he turned back to the shade, and said:"O my Lord! truly am | in
(desperate) need of any good that Thou dost send me!™

028.025 Afterwards one of the (damsels) came (back) to him, walking bashfully. Shesaid: "My father invitestheethat
he may reward thee for having watered (our flocks) for us." So when he came to him and narrated the story, he said:
"Fear thou not: (well) hast thou escaped from unjust people.”

028.026 Said one of the (damsels): "O my (dear) father! engage him onwages: truly the best of men for theeto employ
isthe (man) who is strong and trusty"....

028.027 He said: "l intend to wed one of these my daughters to thee, on condition that thou serve mefor eight years;
but if thou completeten years, it will be (grace) from thee. But | intend not to place thee under adifficulty: thou wilt
find me, indeed, if God wills, one of the righteous.”

028.028 He said: "Be that (the agreement) between me and thee: whichever of the two terms | fulfil, let there be no
ill-will to me. Be God awitnessto what we say."

028.029 Now when M oses had fulfilled theterm, and wastravel lingwith hisfamily, heperceived afireinthedirection
of Mount Tur. He said to hisfamily: "Tarry ye; | perceive afire; | hopeto bring you from there some information, or
aburning firebrand, that ye may warm yourselves."

028.030 But when he came to the (fire), a voice was heard from the right bank of the valley, from atreein hallowed
ground: "O Moses! Verily | am God, the Lord of the Worlds....

028.031 "Now do thou throw thy rod!" but when he saw it moving (of itsown accord) asif it had been asnake, heturned
back in retreat, and retraced not his steps. O Moses!" (It was said), "Draw near, and fear not: for thou art of those who
are secure.

028.032 "Move thy hand into thy bosom, and it will comeforth whitewithout stain (or harm), and draw thy hand close
to thy side (to guard) against fear. Those arethetwo credentialsfromthy Lord to Pharaoh and his Chiefs: for truly they
are apeoplerebellious and wicked."

028.033 He said: "O my Lord! | have dain aman among them, and | fear lest they slay me.

028.034 "And my brother Aaron - Heis more eloquent in speech than |: so send him withme asahel per, to confirm
(and strengthen) me: for | fear that they may accuse me of falsehood."”

028.035 Hesaid: "Wewill certainly strengthen thy arm through thy brother, and invest you both with authority, so they
shall not be able to touch you: with Our Sign shall ye triumph,- you two as well as those who follow you."

028.036 When Moses came to them with Our clear signs, they said: "Thisis nothing but sorcery faked up: never did
we head the like among our fathers of old!"

028.037 Moses said: "My Lord knows best who it isthat comes with guidance fromHim and whose end will be best
in the Hereafter: certain it isthat the wrong-doerswill not prosper."”

028.038 Pharaoh said: "O Chiefs! no god do | know for you but myself: therefore, O Haman! light mea(kiln to bake
bricks) out of clay, and build mealofty palace, that | may mount up to the god of Moses: but asfar as| am concerned,
| think (Moses) isaliar!"

028.039 And he was arrogant and insolent in the land, beyond reason,- He and his hosts: they thought that they would
not have to return to Us!

028.040 So We seized him and his hosts, and We flung them into the sea: Now behold what was the end of those who
did wrong!

028.041 And we made them (but) leadersinviting to the Fire; and on the Day of Judgment no help shall they find.
028.042 inthisworld Wemadeacurseto follow them and on the Day of Judgment they will be among theloathed (and
despised).

028.043 We did reveal to Moses the Book after We had destroyed the earlier generations, (to give) Insight to men,
and guidance and Mercy, that they might receive admonition.



028.044 Thou wast not on the Western side when We decreed the Commi ssion to M oses, nor wast thou awitness (of
those events).

028.045 But Weraised up (new) generations, and long werethe agesthat passed over them; but thou wast not adweller
among the people of Madyan, rehearsing Our Signs to them; but it is We Who send apostles (with inspiration).
028.046 Nor wast thou at the side of (the Mountain of) Tur when we called (to Moses). Y et (art thou sent) asMercy
from thy Lord, to give warning to a people to whom no warner had come before thee: in order that they may receive
admonition.

028.047 If (We had) not (sent thee to the Quraish),- in case a calamity should seize them for (the deeds) that their
hands have sent forth, they might say: " Our Lord! why didst Thou not sent usan apostle? We shoul d then havefollowed
Thy Signs and been amongst those who believe!™

028.048 But (now), when the Truth has cometo them from Ourselves, they say, "Why are not (Signs) sent to him, like
those which were sent to Moses?' Do they not then regject (the Signs) which wereformerly sent to Moses? They say:
"Two kinds of sorcery, each assisting the other!" And they say: "For us, wergject all (such things)!"

028.049 Say: "Then bring ye a Book from God, which is abetter guide than either of them, that | may follow it! (do),
if yearetruthful!"

028.050 But if they hearken not to thee, know that they only followtheir own lusts: and who is more astray than one
who follow his own lusts, devoid of guidance from God? for God guides not people given to wrong-doing.

028.051 Now have We caused the Word to reach them themselves, in order that they may receive admonition.
028.052 Those to whom We sent the Book before this,- they do believe in this (revelation):

028.053 Andwhenitisrecited to them, they say: "Webelievetherein, for itisthe Truth fromour Lord: indeed wehave
been Muslims (bowing to God's Will) from before this.

028.054 Twice will they be given their reward, for that they have persevered, that they avert Evil with Good, and that
they spend (in charity) out of what We have given them.

028.055 And when they hear vain talk, they turn away therefrom and say: "To us our deeds, and to you yours, peace be
to you: we seek not theignorant.”

028.056 It istruethou wilt not be able to guide every one, whom thou lovest; but God guides those whom Hewill and
He knows best those who receive guidance.

028.057 They say: "If wewereto follow the guidance with thee, we should be snatched away from our land." Have We
not established for them a secure sanctuary, to which are brought as tribute fruits of al kinds,- a provision from
Ourselves? but most of them understand not.

028.058 And how many populations We destroyed, which exulted in their life (of ease and plenty)! now those
habitations of theirs, after them, are deserted,- All but a (miserable) few! and We are their heirs!

028.059 Nor wasthy L ord the oneto destroy apopulation until He had sent to its centre an apostl e, rehearsing to them
Our Signs; nor are We going to destroy a popul ation except when its members practise iniquity.

028.060 The (material) things which ye are given are but the conveniences of thislife and the glitter thereof; but that
which iswith God is better and more enduring: will ye not then be wise?

028.061 Are (these two) alike?- one to whom We have made a goodly promise, and who is going to reach its
(fulfilment), and one to whom We have given the good things of thislife, but who, on the Day of Judgment, isto be
among those brought up (for punishment)?

028.062 That Day (God) will call to them, and say "Where are my 'partners?- whom ye imagined (to be such)?"
028.063 Those against whom the charge will be proved, will say: "Our Lord! These arethe oneswhomweled astray:
we led them astray, as we were astray ourselves. we free ourselves (from them) in Thy presence: it was not us they
worshipped.”

028.064 It will besaid (tothem): "Call upon your 'partners (for help)” :they will call upon them, but they will not listen
to them; and they will see the Penalty (before them); (how they will wish) 'if only they had been open to guidance!'
028.065 That Day (God) will cal to them, and say: "What was the answer ye gave to the apostles?"

028.066 Then the (whole) story that Day will seem obscureto them (like light to the blind) and they will not be able
(even) to question each other.

028.067 But any that (inthislife) had repented, believed, and worked righteousness, will have hopesto beamong those



who achieve salvation.

028.068 Thy L ord does create and choose as He pleases. no choice have they (in the matter): Glory to God! and far
is He above the partners they ascribe (to Him)!

028.069 And thy Lord knows all that their hearts conceal and all that they reveal.

028.070 And HeisGod: Thereisno god but He. To Him bepraise, at thefirst and at thelast: for Him isthe Command,
and to Him shall ye (all) be brought back.

028.071 Say: Seeye?If God wereto makethe night perpetual over youto the Day of Judgment, what godisthere other
than God, who can give you enlightenment? Will ye not then hearken?

028.072 Say: Seeye?|f God wereto makethe day perpetual over you to the Day of Judgment, what god isthere other
than God, who can give you a night in which ye can rest? Will ye not then see?

028.073 Itisout of HisMercy that He hasmadefor you Night and Day - that ye may rest therein, and that ye may seek
of his Grace;- and in order that ye may be grateful.

028.074 The Day that He will call on them, He will say: "Where are my 'partners? whom yeimagined (to be such)?*
028.075 And from each people shall Wedraw awitness, and We shall say: "Produce your Proof": then shall they know
that the Truth isin God (alone), and the (lies) which they invented will leave them in lurch.

028.076 Qarun was doubtless, of the people of Moses; but he acted insolently towards them: such werethe treasures
We had bestowed on him that their very keyswould have been aburdento abody of strong men, behold, hispeoplesaid
to him: "Exult not, for God loveth not those who exult (in riches).

028.077 "But seek, with the (wealth) which God has bestowed on thee, the Home of the Hereafter, nor forget thy
portion in thisworld: but do thou good, as God has been good to thee, and seek not (occasions for) mischief in the
land: for God loves not those who do mischief."

028.078 He said: "This has been given to me because of acertain knowledgewhich | have." Did he hot know that God
had destroyed, before him, (whol€) generations,- which were superior to himin strength and greater in the amount (of
riches) they had collected? but the wicked are not called (immediately) to account for their sins.

028.079 So he went forth among his people in the (pride of hiswordly) glitter. Said those whose aim is the Life of
thisWorld: "Oh! that we had the like of what Qarun has got! for heistruly alord of mighty good fortune!"

028.080 But those who had been granted (true) knowledge said: "Alasfor you! Thereward of God (in the Hereafter)
is best for those who believe and work righteousness: but this none shall attain, save those who steadfastly persevere
(ingood)."

028.081 Then We caused the earth to swallow up him and his house; and he had not (the least little) party to help him
against God, nor could he defend himself.

028.082 And those who had envied his position the day before began to say onthemorrow: "Ah! itisindeed God Who
enlarges the provision or restrictsit, to any of His servants He pleases! had it not been that God was gracious to us,
He could have caused the earth to swallow us up! Ah! those who reject God will assuredly never prosper.”

028.083 That Home of the Hereafter We shall give to those who intend not high- handedness or mischief on earth:

and the end is (best) for the righteous.

028.084 If any does good, the reward to him is better than his deed; but if any does evil, the doers of evil are only
punished (to the extent) of their deeds.

028.085 Verily He Who ordained the Qur'an for thee, will bring thee back to the Place of Return. Say: "My Lord knows
best who it isthat brings true guidance, and who isin manifest error."

028.086 And thou hadst not expected that the Book would be sent to thee except asaMercy from thy Lord: Therefore
lend not thou support in any way to those who reject (God's Message).

028.087 And let nothing keep thee back from the Signs of God after they have been reveal ed to thee: and invite (men)

to thy Lord, and be not of the company of those who join gods with God.

028.088 And call not, besides God, on another god. Thereisno god but He. Everything (that exists) will perish except
His own Face. To Him belongs the Command, and to Him will ye (all) be brought back.

THE SPIDER, CHAPTER NO. 029
029.001 A.L.M.



029.002 Do men think that they will be left alone on saying, "We believe", and that they will not be tested?

029.003 We did test those before them, and God will certainly know those who are true from those who are false.
029.004 Do those who practise evil think that they will get the better of Us? Evil istheir judgment!

029.005 For those whose hopes are in the meeting with God (in the Hereafter, let them strive); for the term
(appointed) by God is surely coming and He hears and knows (all things).

029.006 And if any strive (withmight and main), they do so for their own souls: for God isfree of all needsfrom all
creation.

029.007 Thosewho believe and work righteous deeds,- from them shall Weblot out al evil (that may be) inthem, and
We shall reward them according to the best of their deeds.

029.008 We have enjoined on man kindness to parents: but if they (either of them) strive (to force) theetojoinwith
Me (in worship) anything of which thou hast no knowledge, obey themnot. Y ehave (all) to returnto me, and | will tell
you (the truth) of al that ye did.

029.009 And those who believe and work righteous deeds,- them shall We admit to the company of the Righteous.
029.010 Then there are among men such as say, "Webelievein God"; but when they suffer affliction in (the cause of)
God, they treat men's oppression asif it were the Wrath of God! And if help comes (to thee) from thy Lord, they are
sureto say, "We have (always) been with you!" Does not God know best al that isin the hearts of all creation?
029.011 And God most certainly knows those who believe, and as certainly those who are Hypocrites.

029.012 And the Unbelievers say to thosewho believe: "Follow our path, and wewill bear (the consequences) of your
faults." Never in the least will they bear their faults: in fact they areliars!

029.013 They will bear their own burdens, and (other) burdensalong with their own, and on the Day of Judgmentsthey
will be called to account for their falsehoods.

029.014 We (once) sent Noah to his people, and he tarried among them a thousand years less fifty: but the Deluge
overwhelmed them while they (persisted in) sin.

029.015 But We saved him and the companions of the Ark, and We made the (Ark) a Sign for all peoples!

029.016 And (We a so saved) Abraham: behold, he said to his people, "Serve God and fear Him: that will be best for
you- If ye understand!

029.017 "For ye do worship idols besides God, and yeinvent falsehood. Thethingsthat yeworship besides God have
no power to give you sustenance: then seek ye sustenance from God, serve Him, and be grateful to Him: to Him will
be your return.

029.018 "And if ye rgject (the Message), so did generations before you: and the duty of the apostleisonly to preach
publicly (and clearly)."

029.019 See they not how God originates creation, then repeatsit: truly that is easy for God.

029.020 Say: "Travel through the earth and see how God did originate creation; so will God produce alater creation:
for God has power over al things.

029.021 "He punishes whom He pleases, and He grants Mercy to whom He pleases, and towards Him are ye turned.
029.022 "Not on earth nor in heaven will ye be able (fleeing) to frustrate (his Plan), nor have ye, besides God, any
protector or helper.”

029.023 Those who reject the Signs of God and the Meeting with Him (in the Hereafter),- it isthey who shall despair
of My Mercy: itisthey who will (suffer) amost grievous Penalty.

029.024 So naught was the answer of (Abraham'’s) people except that they said: "Slay him or burn him." But God did
save him from the Fire. Verily in thisare Signsfor people who believe.

029.025 And he said: "For you, ye have taken (for worship) idols besides God, out of mutual ove and regard between
yourselvesin thislife; but on the Day of Judgment ye shall disown each other and curse each other: and your abode
will bethe Fire, and ye shall have noneto help."

029.026 But Lut had faithin Him: He said: "1 will leave homefor the sake of my Lord: for Heis Exalted in Might, and
Wise."

029.027 And We gave (Abraham) Isaac and Jacob, and ordained among his progeny Prophethood and Revelation, and
We granted him hisreward in thislife; and he was in the Hereafter (of the company) of the Righteous.

029.028 And (remember) Lut: behold, he said to his people: "Y e do commit lewdness, such as no peoplein Creation



(ever) committed before you.

029.029 "Do yeindeed approach men, and cut off the highway?- and practise wickedness (even) in your councils?' But
his people gave no answer but this: they said: "Bring usthe Wrath of God if thou tellest the truth.”

029.030 He said: "O my Lord! help Thou me against people who do mischief!"

029.031 When Our Messengers cameto Abraham with the good news, they said: "We areindeed going to destroy the
people of thistownship: for truly they are (addicted to) crime.”

029.032 He said: "But thereis Lut there." They said: "Well do we know who isthere : we will certainly savehimand
hisfollowing,- except hiswife: sheis of those who lag behind!"

029.033 And when Our Messengers came to Lut, he was grieved on their account, and felt himself powerless (to
protect) them: but they said: "Fear thou not, nor grieve: we are (here) to save thee and thy following, except thy wife:
sheis of those who lag behind.

029.034 "For we are going to bring down on the peopl e of thistownship a Punishment from heaven, becausethey have
been wickedly rebellious.”

029.035 And We have | eft thereof an evident Sign, for any people who (care to) understand.

029.036 To the Madyan (people) (Wesent) their brother Shu'aib. Then he said: "O my people! serve God, and fear the
Last Day: nor commit evil on the earth, with intent to do mischief."

029.037 But they rejected him: Then the mighty Blast seized them, and they lay prostrate in their homes by the
morning.

029.038 (Remember also) the 'Ad and the Thamud (people): clearly will appear to you from (the traces) of their
buildings (their fate): the Evil One made their deeds alluring to them, and kept them back from the Path, though they
were gifted with intelligence and skill.

029.039 (Remember aso) Qarun, Pharaoh, and Haman: there cameto them Moseswith Clear Signs, but they behaved
with insolence on the earth; yet they could not overreach (Us).

029.040 Each one of them We seized for his crime: of them, against some We sent a violent tornado (with showers
of stones); some were caught by a (mighty) Blast; some We caused the earth to swallow up; and some We drowned
(inthe waters): It was not God Who injured (or oppressed) them:" They injured (and oppressed) their own souls.
029.041 The parable of those who take protectors other than God isthat of the spider, who builds (to itself) ahouse;
but truly the flimsiest of housesis the spider's house;- if they but knew.

029.042 Verily God doth know of (every thing) whatever that they call upon besidesHim: and HeisExalted (in power),
Wise.

029.043 And such are the Parables We set forth for mankind, but only those understand them who have knowledge.
029.044 God created the heavens and the earth in true (proportions): verily in that isa Sign for those who believe.
029.045 Recitewhat is sent of the Book by inspiration to thee, and establish regular Prayer: for Prayer restrainsfrom
shameful and unjust deeds; and remembrance of God isthe greatest (thing inlife) without doubt. And God knowsthe
(deeds) that ye do.

029.046 And dispute ye not with the People of the Book, except with means better (than mere disputation), unlessit
be with those of them who inflict wrong (and injury): but say, "We believe in the revelation which has come down to
us and in that which came down to you; Our God and your God isone; and it isto Him we bow (in Idam)."

029.047 And thus (it is) that We have sent down the Book to thee. So the People of the Book believe therein, asalso
do some of these (pagan Arabs): and none but Unbelieversreject our signs.

029.048 And thou wast not (able) to recite aBook before this (Book came), nor art thou (able) to transcribe it with
thy right hand: In that case, indeed, would the talkers of vanities have doubted.

029.049 Nay, hereare Signs sel f-evident inthe hearts of those endowed with knowl edge: and nonebut the unjust reject
Our Signs.

029.050 Y ethey say: "Why are not Signs sent down to him from hisLord?" Say: "The signsareindeed with God: and
| amindeed aclear Warner."

029.051 And isit not enough for them that we have sent down to thee the Book which is rehearsed to them? Verily,
initisMercy and a Reminder to those who believe.

029.052 Say: "Enough is God for awitness between me and you: He knows what isin the heavens and on earth. And



it isthose who believein vanities and reject God, that will perish (in the end).

029.053 They ask thee to hasten on the Punishment (for them): had it not been for aterm (of respite) appointed, the
Punishment would certainly have cometo them: and it will certainly reach them,- of asudden, whilethey perceivenot!
029.054 They ask thee to hasten on the Punishment: but, of a surety, Hell will encompass the Rejecters of Faith!-
029.055 On the Day that the Punishment shall cover them from above them and from bel ow them, and (aV oice) shall
say: "Taste ye (the fruits) of your deeds!”

029.056 O My servants who believe! truly, spaciousis My Earth: therefore serve ye Me - (and Me aone)!

029.057 Every soul shall have ataste of death in the end to Us shall ye be brought back.

029.058 But those who believe and work deeds of righteousness - to them shall We give a Home in Heaven,- lofty
mansions beneath which flow rivers,- to dwell therein for aye;- an excellent reward for those who do (good)!-
029.059 Those who perseverein patience, and put their trust, in their Lord and Cherisher.

029.060 How many are the creatures that carry not their own sustenance? It is God who feeds (both) them and you:
for He hears and knows (all things).

029.061 If indeed thou ask them who has created the heavens and the earth and subj ected the sun and the moon (to his
Law), they will certainly reply, "God". How are they then deluded away (from the truth)?

029.062 God enlarges the sustenance (which He gives) to whichever of His servants He pleases; and He (similarly)
grants by (strict) measure, (as He pleases): for God has full knowledge of all things.

029.063 And if indeed thou ask them who it isthat sendsdown rain from the sky, and giveslife therewith to the earth
after its death, they will certainly reply, "God!" Say, "Praise beto God!" But most of them understand not.

029.064 What is the life of this world but amusement and play? but verily the Home in the Hereafter - that is life
indeed, if they but knew.

029.065 Now, if they embark on a boat, they call on God, making their devotion sincerely (and exclusively) to Him;
but when He has delivered them safely to (dry) land, behold, they give a share (of their worship to others)!-
029.066 Disdaining ungratefully Our gifts, and giving themselvesupto (worldly) enjoyment! But soonwill they know.
029.067 Do they not then see that We have made a sanctuary secure, and that men are being snatched away from all
around them? Then, do they believe in that which isvain, and reject the Grace of God?

029.068 And who does more wrong than he who invents alie against God or rejects the Truth when it reaches him?
Isthere not ahomein Hell for those who reject Faith?

029.069 And thosewho strivein Our (cause),- Wewill certainly guidethem to our Paths: For verily God iswith those
who do right.

THE ROMANS, THE BYZANTINES, CHAPTER NO. 030

030.001 A. L. M. 030.002 The Roman Empire has been defeated-

030.003 In aland close by; but they, (even) after (this) defeat of theirs, will soon be victorious-

030.004 Within afew years. With God is the Decision, inthe past and in the Future: on that Day shall the Believers
rejoice-

030.005 With the help of God. He helps whom He will, and Heis exalted in might, most merciful.

030.006 (It is) the promise of God. Never does God depart from His promise: but most men understand not.
030.007 They know but the outer (things) in the life of thisworld: but of the End of things they are heedless.
030.008 Do they not reflect in their own minds? Not but for just ends and for a term appointed, did God create the
heavens and the earth, and al between them: yet are theretruly many among men who deny the meeting with their Lord
(at the Resurrection)!

030.009 Do they not travel through the earth, and see what was the end of those before them? They were superior to
themin strength: they tilled the soil and populated it in greater numbersthan these have done: there cametothemtheir
apostles with Clear (Signs). (Which they rejected, to their own destruction): It was not God Who wronged them, but
they wronged their own souls.

030.010 Inthelong run evil in the extreme will be the End of those who do evil; for that they rejected the Signs of
God, and held them up to ridicule.

030.011 It is God Who begins (the process of) creation; then repeats it; then shall ye be brought back to Him.



030.012 On the Day that the Hour will be established, the guilty will be struck dumb with despair.

030.013 No intercessor will they have among their "Partners’ and they will (themselves) reject their "Partners’.
030.014 On the Day that the Hour will be established,- that Day shall (all men) be sorted out.

030.015 Then those who have believed and worked righteous deeds, shall be made happy in aMead of Delight.
030.016 And those who have rejected Faith and fal sely denied our Signs and the meeting of the Hereafter,- such shall
be brought forth to Punishment.

030.017 So (give) glory to God, when ye reach eventide and when ye rise in the morning;

030.018 Yea, to Him be praise, in the heavens and on earth; and in the late afternoon and when the day begins to
decline.

030.019 ItisHe Who brings out the living from the dead, and brings out the dead from the living, and Who giveslife
to the earth after it is dead: and thus shall ye be brought out (from the dead).

030.020 Among His Signs in this, that He created you from dust; and then,- behold, ye are men scattered (far and
wide)!

030.021 And among His Signsisthis, that He created for you mates from among yourselves, that ye may dwell in
tranquillity with them, and He has put love and mercy between your (hearts): verily in that are Signs for those who
reflect.

030.022 And among His Signsisthecreation of the heavensand the earth, and thevariationsin your languagesand your
colours: verily in that are Signs for those who know.

030.023 And among His Signsisthe sleep that yetake by night and by day, and the quest that ye (makefor livelihood)
out of His Bounty: verily in that are signs for those who hearken.

030.024 And among His Signs, He shows you the lightning, by way both of fear and of hope, and He sends down rain
from the sky and with it giveslife to the earth after it is dead: verily in that are Signs for those who are wise.
030.025 And among His Signsisthis, that heaven and earth stand by His Command: then when He callsyou, by asingle
call, from the earth, behold, ye (straightway) come forth.

030.026 To Him belongs every being that isin the heavens and on earth: all are devoutly obedient to Him.

030.027 It is He Who begins (the process of) creation; then repeatsit; and for Him it ismost easy. To Him belongs
the loftiest similitude (we can think of) in the heavens and the earth: for Heis Exalted in Might, full of wisdom.
030.028 He does propound to you a similitude from your own (experience): do ye have partners among those whom
your right hands possess, to share as equalsin the wealth We have bestowed on you? Do ye fear them asyefear each
other? Thus do we explain the Signsin detail to a people that understand.

030.029 Nay, thewrong-doers (merely) follow their own lusts, being devoid of knowledge. But who will guidethose
whom God leaves astray? To them there will be no helpers.

030.030 So set thou thy face steadily and truly to the Faith: (establish) God's handiwork according to the pattern on
which He has made mankind: no change (let there be) in thework (wrought) by God: that isthe standard Religion: but
most among mankind understand not.

030.031 Turn ye back in repentance to Him, and fear Him: establish regular prayers, and be not ye among those who
join gods with God,-

030.032 Thosewho split up their Religion, and become (mere) Sects,- each party rejoicing inthat whichiswithitself!
030.033 When troubletouchesmen, they cry totheir Lord, turning back to Himin repentance: but when He givesthem
ataste of Mercy asfrom Himself, behold, some of them pay part-worship to other god's besides their Lord,-
030.034 (Asif) to show their ingratitude for the (favours) We have bestowed on them! Then enjoy (your brief day);
but soon will ye know (your folly).

030.035 Or have We sent down authority to them, which points out to them the thingsto which they pay part-worship?
030.036 When We give men ataste of Mercy, they exult thereat: and when some evil afflicts them because of what
their (own) hands have sent forth, behold, they arein despair!

030.037 Seethey not that God enlarges the provision and restrictsit, to whomsoever He pleases? Verily in that are
Signs for those who believe.

030.038 So give what isdueto kindred, the needy, and thewayfarer. That isbest for those who seek the Countenance,
of God, and it isthey who will prosper.



030.039 That which yelay out for increasethrough the property of (other) people, will havenoincreasewith God: but

that which ye lay out for charity, seeking the Countenance of God, (will increase): it is these who will get a
recompense multiplied.

030.040 It is God Who has created you: further, He has provided for your sustenance; then Hewill causeyouto die;

and again He will give you life. Are there any of your (false) "Partners' who can do any single one of these things?
Glory to Him! and high is He above the partners they attribute (to him)!

030.041 Mischief has appeared on land and seabecause of (the meed) that the hands of men have earned, that (God)

may give them ataste of some of their deeds: in order that they may turn back (from Evil).

030.042 Say: "Travel through the earth and see what was the end of those before (you): Most of them worshipped
othersbesides God."

030.043 But set thou thy face to the right Religion before there come from God the Day which thereis no chance of

averting: on that Day shall men be divided (in two).

030.044 Those who reject Faith will suffer from that rejection: and those who work righteousness will spread their

couch (of repose) for themselves (in heaven):

030.045 That He may reward those who believe and work righteous deeds, out of hisBounty. For He loves not those
who reject Faith.

030.046 Among His Signsisthis, that He sendsthe Winds, asheralds of Glad Tidings, giving you ataste of His(Grace
and) Mercy,- that the shipsmay sail (majestically) by His Command and that ye may seek of HisBounty: in order that

ye may be grateful.

030.047 We did indeed send, before thee, apostles to their (respective) peoples, and they came to them with Clear

Signs: then, to those who transgressed, We meted out Retribution: and it was due from Usto aid those who believed.

030.048 It is God Who sendsthe Winds, and they raise the Clouds: then does He spread them in the sky asHe wills,
and break them into fragments, until thou seest rain-dropsissue from the midst thereof: then when He has made them
reach such of his servants as He wills behold, they do rejoice!-

030.049 Even though, before they received (therain) - just before this - they were dumb with despair!

030.050 Then contemplate (O man!) the memorials of God's Mercy!- how He gives life to the earth after its death:

verily the same will givelife to the men who are dead: for He has power over al things.

030.051 Andif We (but) send aWind from which they see (their tilth) turn yellow,- behold, they become, thereafter,
Ungrateful (Unbelievers)!

030.052 So verily thou canst not make the dead to hear, nor canst thou make the deaf to hear the call, when they show
their backs and turn away.

030.053 Nor canst thou lead back the blind from their straying: only those wilt thou maketo hear, who believein Our

signs and submit (their willsin Islam).

030.054 It is God Who created you in a state of (helpless) weakness, then gave (you) strength after weakness, then,

after strength, gave (you weakness and a hoary head: He creates asHe wills, and it is He Who has all knowledge and
power.

030.055 On the Day that the Hour (of Reckoning) will be established, the transgressors will swear that they tarried
not but an hour: thus were they used to being deluded!

030.056 But those endued with knowledge and faith will say: "Indeed yedid tarry, within God's Decree, to the Day of

Resurrection, and thisis the Day of Resurrection: but ye - ye were not aware!"

030.057 So on that Day no excuse of theirswill avail the transgressors, nor will they beinvited (then) to seek grace
(by repentance).

030.058 verily We have propounded for men, in this Qur'an every kind of Parable: But if thou bring to them any Sign,

the Unbelievers are sureto say, "Y e do nothing but talk vanities."

030.059 Thus does God seal up the hearts of those who understand not.

030.060 So patiently persevere: for verily the promise of God is true: nor let those shake thy firmness, who have

(themselves) no certainty of faith.

LUQMAN, CHAPTER NO. 031



031.00LA.L. M.

031.002 These are Verses of the Wise Book,-

031.003 A Guide and aMercy to the Doers of Good,-

031.004 Those who establish regular Prayer, and give regular Charity, and have (in their hearts) the assurance of the
Hereafter.

031.005 These are on (true) guidance from their Lord: and these are the ones who will prosper.

031.006 But there are, among men, those who purchaseidletal es, without knowledge (or meaning), to mislead (men)
from the Path of God and throw ridicule (on the Path): for such there will be a Humiliating Penalty.

031.007 When Our Signs are rehearsed to such aone, he turns away in arrogance, asif he heard them not, asif there
were deafness in both his ears: announce to him a grievous Penalty.

031.008 For those who believe and work righteous deeds, there will be Gardens of Bliss,-

031.009 To dwell therein. The promise of God istrue: and Heis Exalted in Power, Wise.

031.010 He created the heavens without any pillarsthat ye can see; He set on the earth mountains standing firm, lest
it should shake with you; and He scattered through it beasts of all kinds. We send down rain from the sky, and produce
on the earth every kind of noble creature, in pairs.

031.011 Such isthe Creation of God: now show Mewhat is there that others besides Him have created: nay, but the
Transgressors are in manifest error.

031.012 we bestowed (in the past) Wisdom on Lugman: " Show (thy) gratitude to God." Any who is(so) grateful does
so to the profit of hisown soul: but if any is ungrateful, verily God isfree of all wants, Worthy of al praise.
031.013 Behold, Lugman said to his son by way of instruction: "O my son! join not in worship (others) with God: for
false worship isindeed the highest wrong-doing."

031.014 And We have enjoined on man (to be good) to his parents: intravail upon travail did his mother bear him, and
in years twain was his weaning: (hear the command), "Show gratitude to Me and to thy parents: to Me s (thy final)
Goal.

031.015 "But if they strive to make theejoin in worship with Me things of which thou hast no knowledge, obey them
not; yet bear them company inthislife with justice (and consideration), and follow the way of those who turn to me
(inlove): in the end the return of you al isto Me, and | will tell you the truth (and meaning) of al that ye did.”
031.016 "O my son!" (said Lugman), "If there be (but) the weight of amustard-seed and it were (hidden) in arock, or
(anywhere) in the heavens or on earth, God will bring it forth: for God understands the finest mysteries, (and) is
well-acquainted (with them).

031.017 "O my son! establish regular prayer, enjoin what is just, and forbid what is wrong: and bear with patient
constancy whatever betide thee; for thisisfirmness (of purpose) in (the conduct of) affairs.

031.018 "And swell not thy cheek (for pride) at men, nor walkininsolence through the earth; for God loveth not any
arrogant boaster.

031.019 "And be moderatein thy pace, and lower thy voice; for the harshest of soundswithout doubt isthe braying of
theass."

031.020 Do ye not see that God has subjected to your (use) al things in the heavens and on earth, and has made his
bountiesflow to youin exceeding measure, (both) seen and unseen?Y et there are among men those who dispute about
God, without knowledge and without guidance, and without a Book to enlighten them!

031.021 Whenthey aretoldtofollow the (Revel ation) that God has sent down, they say: "Nay, weshall follow theways
that we found our fathers (following). "What! even if it is Satan beckoning them to the Penalty of the (Blazing) Fire?
031.022 Whoever submits his whole self to God, and is a doer of good, has grasped indeed the most trustworthy
hand-hold: and with God rests the End and Decision of (all) affairs.

031.023 But if any reject Faith, let not hisrejection grieve thee: to Usistheir return, and We shall tell them thetruth
of their deeds: for God knowswell al that isin (men's) hearts.

031.024 We grant them their pleasurefor alittlewhile: inthe end shall We drive them to achastisement unrelenting.
031.025 If thou ask them, who it isthat created the heavens and the earth. They will certainly say, "God". Say: "Praise
be to God!" But most of them understand not.

031.026 To God belong all thingsin heaven and earth: verily GodisHe (that is) free of al wants, worthy of al praise.



031.027 And if al the trees on earth were pens and the ocean (were ink), with seven oceans behind it to add to its
(supply), yet would not the words of God be exhausted (in the writing): for God is Exalted in Power, full of Wisdom.
031.028 And your creation or your resurrection isin no wise but as anindividual soul: for GodisHe Who hearsand
sees (all things).

031.029 Seest thou not that God merges Night into Day and he merges Day into Night; that He has subjected the sun,
and the moon (to his Law), each running its course for aterm appointed; and that God iswell-acquainted with all that
yedo?

031.030 That is because God isthe (only) Reality, and because whatever el se they invoke besides Him is Fal sehood,;
and because God,- He isthe Most High, Most Great.

031.031 Seest thou not that the ships sail through the ocean by the Grace of God?- that He may show you of HisSigns?
Verily inthisare Signsfor al who constantly persevere and give thanks.

031.032 When awave coversthem like the canopy (of clouds), they call to God, offering Him sincere devotion. But
whenHe has delivered them safely to land, there are among them those that halt between (right and wrong). But none
reject Our Signs except only a perfidious ungrateful (wretch)!

031.033 O mankind! do your duty to your Lord, and fear (the coming of) aDay when no father can avail aught for his
son, nor ason avail aught for hisfather. Verily, the promise of God istrue: let not then this present life deceive you,
nor let the chief Deceiver deceive you about God.

031.034 Verily the knowledge of the Hour iswith God (alone). ItisHe Who sendsdown rain, and He Who knowswhat
isinthewombs. Nor doesany oneknow what it isthat hewill earn onthe morrow: Nor doesany oneknow inwhat land
heisto die. Verily with God isfull knowledge and He is acquainted (with all things).

THE PROSTRATION, WORSHIP, ADORATION, CHAPTER NO. 032

032.00LA.L. M.

032.002 (Thisis) the Revelation of the Book in which there is no doubt,- from the Lord of the Worlds.

032.003 Or do they say, "He hasforged it"? Nay, it isthe Truth from thy Lord, that thou mayest admonish apeopleto
whom no warner has come before thee: in order that they may receive guidance.

032.004 It is God Who has created the heavens and the earth, and all between them, in six Days, and is firmly
establishedonthe Throne (of Authority): ye have none, besidesHim, to protect or intercede (for you): will yenot then
receive admonition?

032.005 Herules (all) affairs from the heavensto the earth: in the end will (all affairs) go up to Him, on a Day, the
space whereof will be (as) athousand years of your reckoning.

032.006 Such is He, the Knower of al things, hidden and open, the Exalted (in power), the Merciful;-

032.007 He Who has made everything which He has created most good: He began the creation of man with (nothing
more than) clay,

032.008 And made his progeny from a quintessence of the nature of afluid despised:

032.009 But Hefashioned himin due proportion, and breathed into him something of Hisspirit. And Hegaveyou (the
faculties of ) hearing and sight and feeling (and understanding): little thanks do ye give!

032.010 Andthey say: "What! whenwelie, hiddenand logt, inthe earth, shall weindeed bein aCreation renewed?Nay,
they deny the Meeting with their Lord.

032.011 Say: "The Angel of Death, put in charge of you, will (duly) take your souls: then shall ye be brought back to
your Lord."

032.012 If only thou coul dst seewhen the guilty oneswill bend low their headsbeforetheir Lord, (saying:) "Our Lord!
We have seen and we have heard: Now then send us back (to the world): wewill work righteousness: for we do indeed
(now) believe."

032.013 1f Wehad sowilled, Wecould certainly have brought every soul itstrue guidance: but the Word from Mewill
cometrue, "1 will fill Hell with Jinns and men all together."

032.014 "Taste ye then - for ye forgot the Meeting of this Day of yours, and We too will forget you - taste ye the
Penalty of Eternity for your (evil) deeds!"

032.015 Only thosebelievein Our Signs, who, whenthey arerecited to them, fall downinadoration, and celebratethe



praises of their Lord, nor are they (ever) puffed up with pride.

032.016 Their limbsdo forsaketheir beds of sleep, thewhilethey call ontheir Lord, in Fear and Hope: and they spend
(in charity) out of the sustenance which We have bestowed on them.

032.017 Now no person knows what delights of the eye are kept hidden (in reserve) for them - asareward for their
(good) deeds.

032.018 Is then the man who believes no better than the man who is rebellious and wicked? Not equal are they.
032.019 For those who believe and do righteous deeds are Gardens as hospitable homes, for their (good) deeds.
032.020 Asto those who are rebellious and wicked, their abode will be the Fire: every time they wish to get away
therefrom, they will beforced thereinto, andit will besaidto them: "Tasteyethe Penalty of the Fire, thewhichyewere
wont to reject asfalse.”

032.021 And indeed We will make them taste of the Penalty of this (life) prior to the supreme Penalty, in order that
they may (repent and) return.

032.022 And who does more wrong than one to whom are recited the Signs of his Lord, and who then turns away
therefrom? Verily from those who transgress We shall exact (due) Retribution.

032.023 We did indeed aforetime give the Book to Moses: be not then in doubt of its reaching (thee): and We made
it aguideto the Children of Isradl.

032.024 And We appointed, from among them, leaders, giving guidance under Our command, so long as they
persevered with patience and continued to have faith in Our Signs.

032.025 Verily thy Lord will judge between them on the Day of Judgment, in the matterswherein they differ (among
themselves)

032.026 Doesit not teach them alesson, how many generations We destroyed before them, in whose dwellings they
(now) go to and fro? Verily in that are Signs: Do they not then listen?

032.027 And do they not see that We do drive rain to parched soil (bare of herbage), and produce therewith crops,
providing food for their cattle and themselves? Have they not the vision?

032.028 They say: "When will thisdecision be, if ye aretelling the truth?’

032.029 Say: "On the Day of Decision, no profit will it be to Unbelievers if they (then) believe! nor will they be
granted arespite.”

032.030 So turn away from them, and wait: they too are waiting.

THE CLANS, THE COALITION, THE COMBINED FORCES, CHAPTER NO. 033

033.001 O Prophet! Fear God, and hearken not to the Unbelieversand the Hypocrites: verily Godisfull of Knowledge
and Wisdom.

033.002 But follow that which comesto thee by inspiration from thy Lord: for God iswell acquainted with (all) that
yedo.

033.003 And put thy trust in God, and enough is God as a disposer of affairs.

033.004 God has not made for any man two heartsin his (one) body: nor has He made your wives whom ye divorce
by Zihar your mothers: nor has He made your adopted sonsyour sons. Such is (only) your (manner of) speech by your
mouths. But God tells (you) the Truth, and He shows the (right) Way.

033.005 Call them by (the names of) their fathers: that is juster in the sight of God. But if ye know not their father's
(names, call them) your Brothersin faith, or your maulas. But thereisno blameonyou if ye make amistaketherein:
(what countsis) the intention of your hearts: and God is Oft-Returning, Most Merciful.

033.006 TheProphet iscloser tothe Believersthan their own selves, and hiswivesaretheir mothers. Blood-relations
among each other have closer personal ties, inthe Decree of God. Than (the Brotherhood of) Believersand Muhgjirs:
nevertheless do ye what isjust to your closest friends: such isthe writing in the Decree (of God).

033.007 And remember We took from the prophets their covenant: As (We did) from thee: from Noah, Abraham,
Moses, and Jesus the son of Mary: We took from them a solemn covenant:

033.008 That (God) may question the (custodians) of Truth concerning the Truth they (were charged with): And He
has prepared for the Unbelievers a grievous Penalty.

033.009 O yewho believe! Remember the Grace of God, (bestowed) on you, when there came down on you hosts (to



overwhelm you): But We sent against them a hurricane and forces that ye saw not: but God sees (clearly) all that ye
do.

033.010 Behold! they came on you from above you and from below you, and behold, the eyes became dim and the
hearts gaped up to the throats, and ye imagined various (vain) thoughts about God!

033.011 In that situation were the Believerstried: they were shaken as by atremendous shaking.

033.012 And behold! TheHypocritesand thoseinwhose heartsisadisease (even) say: "God and His A postle promised
us nothing but delusion!"

033.013 Behold! A party among them said: "Y e men of Y athrib! ye cannot stand (the attack)! therefore go back!" And
aband of them ask for leave of the Prophet, saying, "Truly our houses are bare and exposed," though they were not
exposed they intended nothing but to run away.

033.014 And if an entry had been effected to them from the sides of the (city), and they had been incited to sedition,
they would certainly have brought it to pass, with none but a brief delay!

033.015 And yet they had already covenanted with God not to turn their backs, and acovenant with God must (surely)
be answered for.

033.016 Say: "Running away will not profit you if ye are running away from death or daughter; and even if (ye do
escape), no more than abrief (respite) will ye be allowed to enjoy!"

033.017 Say: "Whoisit that can screen you from God if it be Hiswish to give you punishment or to give you Mercy?*
Nor will they find for themselves, besides God, any protector or helper.

033.018 Verily God knows those among you who keep back (men) and those who say to their brethren, "Come aong
to us’, but come not to the fight except for just alittle while.

033.019 Covetous over you. Then when fear comes, thou wilt see them looking to thee, their eyes revolving, like
(those of ) one over whom hovers death: but when thefear is past, they will smite you with sharp tongues, covetous of
goods. Such men have no faith, and so God has made their deeds of none effect: and that is easy for God.

033.020 They think that the Confederates have not withdrawn; and if the Confederates should come (again), they would
wishthey werein the deserts (wandering) among the Bedouins, and seeking news about you (from asafe distance); and
if they werein your midst, they would fight but little.

033.021 Ye have indeed in the Apostle of God abeautiful pattern(of conduct) for any onewhose hopeisin God and
the Final Day, and who engages much in the Praise of God.

033.022 When the Believers saw the Confederate forces, they said: "Thisiswhat God and his Apostle had promised
us, and God and His Apostle told us what was true." And it only added to their faith and their zeal in obedience.
033.023 Among the Believers are men who have been trueto their covenant with God: of them some have completed
their vow (to the extreme), and some (still) wait: but they have never changed (their determination) in the least:
033.024 That God may reward the men of Truth for their Truth, and punish the Hypocritesif that be HisWill, or turn
tothem in Mercy: for God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

033.025 And God turned back the Unbelieversfor (all) their fury: no advantage did they gain; and enough is God for
the believersin their fight. And God isfull of Strength, able to enforce His Will.

033.026 And those of the People of the Book who aided them - God did take them down from their strongholds and
cast terror into their hearts. (So that) some ye slew, and some ye made prisoners.

033.027 And He madeyou heirsof their lands, their houses, and their goods, and of aland which ye had not frequented
(before). And God has power over al things.

033.028 O Prophet! Say tothy Consorts: "If it bethat ye desirethelife of thisWorld, and itsglitter,- then come! | will
provide for your enjoyment and set you free in a handsome manner.

033.029 But if ye seek God and His Apostle, and the Home of the Hereafter, verily God has prepared for the
well-doers amongst you a great reward.

033.030 O Consorts of the Prophet! If any of you were guilty of evident unseemly conduct, the Punishment would be
doubled to her, and that is easy for God.

033.031 But any of you that is devout in the service of God and His Apostle, and works righteousness,- to her shall
We grant her reward twice: and We have prepared for her a generous Sustenance.

033.032 O Consorts of the Prophet! Ye are not like any of the (other) women: if ye do fear (God), be not too



complacent of speech, lest one in whose heart is a disease should be moved with desire: but speak ye a speech (that
is) just.

033.033 And stay quietly in your houses, and make not adazzling display, like that of the former Times of Ignorance;
and establish regular Prayer, and giveregular Charity; and obey God and His Apostle. And God only wishesto remove
al abomination from you, ye members of the Family, and to make you pure and spotless.

033.034 And recitewhat isrehearsed to you in your homes, of the Signs of God and HisWisdom: for God understands
the finest mysteries and is well-acquainted (with them).

033.035 For Muslim men and women,- for believing men and women, for devout men and women, for true men and
women, for men and women who are patient and constant, for men and womenwho humbl e themselves, for men and
womenwho givein Charity, for men and women who fast (and deny themselves), for men and women who guard their
chastity, and for men and women who engage much in God's praise,- for them has God prepared forgiveness and great
reward.

033.036 Itisnot fitting for aBeliever, man or woman, when amatter has been decided by God and His Apostleto have
any option about their decision: if any one disobeys God and His Apostle, heisindeed on aclearly wrong Path.
033.037 Behold! Thoudidst say to one who had received the grace of God and thy favour: "Retain thou (in wedlock)
thy wife, and fear God." But thou didst hidein thy heart that which God was about to make manifest: thou didst fear the
people, but it is more fitting that thou shouldst fear God. Then when Zaid had dissolved (his marriage) with her, with
the necessary (formality), Wejoined her in marriageto thee: in order that (in future) there may be no difficulty to the
Believersin (the matter of) marriage with the wives of their adopted sons, when the latter have dissolved with the
necessary (formality) (their marriage) with them. And God's command must be fulfilled.

033.038 There can be no difficulty to the Prophet in what God has indicated to him as a duty. It was the practice
(approved) of God amongst those of old that have passed away. And the command of God is a decree determined.
033.039 (It is the practice of those) who preach the Messages of God, and fear Him, and fear none but God. And
enough is God to call (men) to account.

033.040 Muhammad is not the father of any of your men, but (heis) the Apostle of God, and the Seal of the Prophets:
and God has full knowledge of all things.

033.041 O yewho believe! Celebrate the praises of God, and do this often;

033.042 And glorify Him morning and evening.

033.043 HeitisWho sends blessingson you, asdo Hisangel s, that He may bring you out from the depths of Darkness
into Light: and He is Full of Mercy to the Believers.

033.044 Their salutation onthe Day they meet Himwill be"Peace!"; and He has prepared for them agenerous Reward.
033.045 O Prophet! Truly We have sent thee as a Witness, a Bearer of Glad Tidings, and Warner,-

033.046 And as one who invitesto God's (grace) by Hisleave, and as alamp spreading light.

033.047 Then give the Glad Tidings to the Believers, that they shall have from God avery great Bounty.

033.048 And obey not (the behests) of the Unbelievers and the Hypocrites, and heed not their annoyances, but put thy
Trust in God. For enough is God as a Disposer of affairs.

033.049 O yewho believe! When ye marry believing women, and then divorce them before ye have touched them, no
period of 'lddat have ye to count in respect of them: so givethem apresent. And set them freein ahandsome manner.
033.050 O Prophet! We have made lawful to thee thy wivesto whom thou hast paid their dowers; and those whom thy
right hand possesses out of the prisoners of war whom God has assigned to thee; and daughters of thy paternal uncles
and aunts, and daughters of thy maternal uncles and aunts, who migrated (from Makka) with thee; and any believing
woman who dedicates her soul to the Prophet if the Prophet wishes to wed her;- this only for thee, and not for the
Believers (at large); We know what We have appointed for them as to their wives and the captives whom their right
hands possess;- in order that there should be no difficulty for thee. And God is Oft- Forgiving, Most Merciful.
033.051 Thou mayest defer (the turn of) any of them that thou pleasest, and thou mayest receive any thou pleasest:
and thereis no blame on theeif thou invite one whose (turn) thou hadst set aside. Thiswere nigher to the cooling of
their eyes, the prevention of their grief, and their satisfaction - that of all of them - with that which thou hast to give
them: and God knows (all) that isin your hearts. and God is All- Knowing, Most Forbearing.

033.052 It is not lawful for thee (to marry more) women after this, nor to change themfor (other) wives, even though



their beauty attract thee, except any thy right hand shoul d possess (ashandmai dens): and God dothwatch over al things.
033.053 O yewho believe! Enter not the Prophet's houses,- until leave is given you,- for ameal, (and then) not (so
early as) towait for itspreparation: but when yeareinvited, enter; and when ye have taken your meal, disperse, without
seeking familiar talk. Such (behaviour) annoysthe Prophet: heis ashamed to dismissyou, but God isnot ashamed (to
tell you) the truth. And when ye ask (his ladies) for anything ye want, ask them from before a screen: that makes for
greater purity for your heartsand for theirs. Nor isit right for you that ye should annoy God's Apostle, or that ye should
marry hiswidows after him at any time. Truly such athing isin God's sight an enormity.

033.054 Whether ye revea anything or concedl it, verily God has full knowledge of all things.

033.055 Thereis no blame (on these ladies if they appear) before their fathers or their sons, their brothers, or their
brother'ssons, or their sisters' sons, or their women, or the (slaves) whom their right hands possess. And, (ladies), fear
God; for God is Witnessto all things.

033.056 God and His angel's send blessings on the Prophet: O ye that believe! Send ye blessings on him, and salute
him with all respect.

033.057 Those who annoy God and His Apostle - God has cursed them in this World and in the Hereafter, and has
prepared for them a humiliating Punishment.

033.058 And those who annoy believing menand women undeservedly, bear (on themselves) acalumny and aglaring
sin.

033.059 O Prophet! Tell thy wivesand daughters, and the believing women, that they should cast their outer garments
over their persons (when abroad): that ismost convenient, that they should be known (as such) and not molested. And
God is Oft- Forgiving, Most Merciful.

033.060 Truly, if the Hypocrites, and those in whose hearts is a disease, and those who stir up sedition in the City,
desist not, We shall certainly stir thee up against them: Then will they not be able to stay in it as thy neighbours for
any length of time;

033.061 They shall have a curse on them: whenever they are found, they shall be seized and dlain (without mercy).
033.062 (Such was) the practice (approved) of God among thosewho lived af oretime: No changewilt thoufindinthe
practice (approved) of God.

033.063 Men ask thee concerningthe Hour: Say, " Theknowledgethereof iswith God (alone)": and what will makethee
understand?- perchance the Hour is nigh!

033.064 Verily God has cursed the Unbelievers and prepared for them aBlazing Fire,-

033.065 To dwell therein for ever: no protector will they find, nor helper.

033.066 The Day that their faceswill be turned upside down in the Fire, they will say: "Woeto us! Would that we had
obeyed God and obeyed the Apostle!"

033.067 And they would say: "Our Lord! We obeyed our chiefsand our great ones, and they misled usasto the (right)
Path.

033.068 "Our Lord! Give them double Penalty and curse them with avery great Curse!"

033.069 Oyewho believe! Beyenot likethosewho vexed and insulted M oses, but God cleared him of the (calumnies)
they had uttered: and he was honourable in God's sight.

033.070 O yewho believe! Fear God, and (always) say aword directed to the Right:

033.071 That He may make your conduct whole and sound and forgive you your sins: He that obeys God and His
Apostle, has aready attained the highest achievement.

033.072 Wedid indeed offer the Trust to the Heavens and the Earth and the Mountains; but they refused to undertake
it, being afraid thereof: but man undertook it;- He was indeed unjust and foolish;-

033.073 (With the result) that God has to punish the Hypocrites, men and women, and the Unbelievers, men and
women, and God turnsin Mercy to the Believers, men and women: for God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

SABA, SHEBA, CHAPTER NO. 034

034.001 Praise be to God, to Whom belong all things in the heavens and on earth: to Him be Praisein the Hereafter:
and Heis Full of Wisdom, acquainted with al things.

034.002 He knows all that goes into the earth, and all that comes out thereof; all that comes down from the sky and



all that ascends thereto and He isthe Most Merciful, the Oft-Forgiving.

034.003 The Unbelievers say, "Never to uswill comethe Hour": Say, "Nay! but most surely, by my Lord, it will come
uponyou;- by Him Who knows the unseen,- from Whom is not hidden the least little atom in the heavens or on earth:
Nor isthere anything less than that, or greater, but isin the Record Perspicuous:

034.004 That He may reward those who believe and work deeds of righteousness:. for such is Forgiveness and a
Sustenance M ost Generous."

034.005 But those who strive against Our Signs, to frustrate them,- for such will be a Penalty,- a Punishment most
humiliating.

034.006 And those to whom knowledge has come see that the (Revelation) sent down to theefromthy Lord - that is
the Truth, and that it guidesto the Path of the Exalted (in might), Worthy of all praise.

034.007 TheUnbelieverssay (inridicule): "Shall we point out to you aman that will tell you, whenyeareall scattered
to piecesin disintegration, that ye shall (then be raised) in a New Creation?

034.008 "Has he invented a falsehood against God, or has a spirit (seized) him?'- Nay, it isthose who believe not in
the Hereafter, that arein (real) Penalty, and in farthest error.

034.009 See they not what is before them and behind them, of the sky and the earth? If We wished, We could cause
the earth to swallow them up, or cause a piece of the sky to fall upon them. Verily inthisisa Sign for every devotee
that turnsto God (in repentance).

034.010 We bestowed Grace aforetime on David from ourselves: "O ye Mountains! Sing ye back the Praises of God
with him! and ye birds (also)! And We made the iron soft for him;-

034.011 (Commanding), "Make thou coast of mail, balancing well the rings of chain armour, and work ye
righteousness; for be sure | see (clearly) al that ye do."

034.012 And to Solomon (We made) the Wind (obedient): Its early morning (stride) wasamonth's (journey), and its
evening (stride) was amonth's (journey); and We made a Font of molten brassto flow for him; and there were Jinns
that workedin front of him, by theleave of hisLord, and if any of them turned aside from our command, Wemade him
taste of the Penalty of the Blazing Fire.

034.013 They worked for him as he desired, (making) arches, images, basons as large as reservoirs, and (cooking)
cauldronsfixed (in their places): "Work ye, sons of David, with thanks! but few of My servants are grateful!"
034.014 Then, when We decreed (Solomon's) death, nothing showed them his death except alittle worm of the earth,
which kept (dowly) gnawing away at his staff: so when he fell down, the Jinns saw plainly that if they had known the
unseen, they would not have tarried in the humiliating Penalty (of their Task).

034.015 Therewas, for Saba, aforetime, a Sign in their home-land - two Gardens to the right and to the left. "Eat of
the Sustenance (provided) by your Lord, and be grateful to Him: aterritory fair and happy, and aL ord Oft-Forgiving!
034.016 But they turned away (from God), and We sent against them the Flood (released) from the dams, and We
converted their two garden (rows) into "gardens' producing bitter fruit, and tamarisks, and some few (stunted)
Lote-trees.

034.017 That was the Requital We gave them because they ungratefully rejected Faith: and never do We give (such)
requital except to such as are ungrateful rejecters.

034.018 Between them and the Cities on which We had poured our blessings, We had placed Cities in prominent
positions, and between them We had appointed stages of journey in due proportion: "Travel therein, secure, by night
and by day."

034.019 But they said: "Our Lord! Placelonger distances between our journey- stages': but they wronged themselves
(therein). At length We made them as atale (that istold), and We dispersed them al in scattered fragments. Verily in
thisare Signsfor every (soul that is) patiently constant and grateful.

034.020 And on them did Satan prove true hisidea, and they followed him, al but aparty that believed.

034.021 But he had no authority over them,- except that We might test the man who believesin the Hereafter from
him who isin doubt concerning it: and thy Lord doth watch over al things.

034.022 Say: "Call uponother (gods) whom ye fancy, besides God: They have no power,- not the weight of an atom,-
in the heavens or on earth: No (sort of) share have they therein, nor is any of them a helper to God.

034.023 "Nointercession can avail in His Presence, except for those for whom He has granted permission. Sofar (is



thisthe case) that, when terror isremoved from their hearts (at the Day of Judgment, then) will they say, ‘what isit that
your Lord commanded? they will say, 'That whichistrue and just; and He isthe Most High Most Great'."

034.024 Say: "Who gives you sustenance, from the heavens and the earth?' Say: "It isGod; and certain it isthat either
we or ye are on right guidance or in manifest error!"

034.025 Say: "Y e shall not be questioned asto our sins, nor shall we be questioned asto what ye do."

034.026 Say: "Our Lord will gather ustogether and will in the end deci de the matter between us (and you) in truth and
justice: and He isthe one to decide, the One Who knows all."

034.027 Say: "Show me those whom ye have joined with Him as partners. by no means (can ye). Nay, Heis God, the
Exalted in Power, the Wise."

034.028 We have not sent thee but as a universal (Messenger) to men, giving them glad tidings, and warning them
(against sin), but most men understand not.

034.029 They say: "When will this promise (cometo pass) if ye aretelling the truth?"

034.030 Say: "The appointment to you isfor a Day, which ye cannot put back for an hour nor put forward."

034.031 The Unbelievers say: "We shall neither believein this scripture nor in (any) that (came) beforeit." Couldst
thou but see when the wrong-doerswill be madeto stand beforetheir Lord, throwing back the word (of blame) on one
another! Thosewho had been despised will say to the arrogant ones: "Had it not been for you, we should certainly have
been believers!"

034.032 Thearrogant oneswill say to thosewho had been despised: "Wasit wewho kept you back from Guidance after
it reached you? Nay, rather, it was ye who transgressed.

034.033 Those who had been despisedwill say to the arrogant ones: "Nay! it wasaplot (of yours) by day and by night:
Behold! Y e (constantly) ordered usto be ungrateful to God and to attribute equalsto Him!" They will declare (their)
repentance whenthey see the Penalty: We shall put yokes on the necks of the Unbelievers: It would only be arequital
for their (ill) Deeds.

034.034 Never did We send awarner to a population, but the wealthy ones among them said: "We believe not in the
(Message) with which ye have been sent."

034.035 They said: "We have morein wealth and in sons, and we cannot be punished.”

034.036 Say: "Verily my Lord enlargesand restri ctsthe Provision to whom He pleases, but most men understand not."
034.037 It isnot your wealth nor your sons, that will bring you nearer to Usin degree: but only those who believe and
work righteousness - these are the ones for whom there is a multiplied Reward for their deeds, while secure they
(reside) in the dwellings on high!

034.038 Those who strive against Our Signs, to frustrate them, will be given over into Punishment.

034.039 Say: "Verily my Lord enlarges and restri cts the Sustenance to such of hisservantsasHe pleases: and nothing
do ye spend in the least (in His cause) but He replacesit: for Heisthe Best of those who grant Sustenance.
034.040 One Day Hewill gather them all together, and say totheangels, "Wasit you that these men used to worship?"*
034.041 They will say, "Glory to Thee! our (ti€) iswith Thee - as Protector - not with them. Nay, but they worshipped
the Jinns: most of them believed in them."

034.042 So on that Day no power shall they have over each other, for profit or harm: and We shall say to the
wrong-doers, "Taste ye the Penalty of the Fire,- the which ye were wont to deny!"

034.043 When Our Clear Signs are rehearsed to them, they say, "Thisis only a man who wishes to hinder you from
the (worship) which your fathers practised." And they say, "Thisisonly afalsehood invented!" and the Unbelievers say
of the Truth when it comesto them, "Thisis nothing but evident magic!"

034.044 But We had not given them Bookswhich they could study, nor sent apostlesto them beforethee asWarners.
034.045 And their predecessorsrejected (the Truth); these have not received atenth of what We had granted to those:
yet when they rejected My apostles, how (terrible) was My rejection (of them)!

034.046 Say: "l do admonish you on one point: that ye do stand up before God,- (It may be) in pairs, or (it may be)
singly,- and reflect (within yourselves): your Companion is not possessed: heis no lessthan awarner to you, in face
of aterrible Penalty.”

034.047 Say: "No reward do | ask of you: it is (al) in your interest: my reward is only due from God: And Heis
witnessto al things."



034.048 Say: "Verily my Lord doth cast the (mantle of) Truth (over His servants),- Hethat hasfull knowledge of (al)
that ishidden."

034.049 Say: "The Truth has arrived, and Falsehood neither creates anything new, nor restores anything.”

034.050 Say: "If | am astray, | only stray to the loss of my own soul: but if | receive guidance, it is because of the
inspiration of my Lord to me: it isHe Who hears all things, and is (ever) near.”

034.051 If thou couldst but see when they will quake with terror; but then there will be no escape (for them), and they
will be seized from a position (quite) near.

034.052 And they will say, "We do believe (now) inthe (Truth)"; but how could they receive (Faith) from aposition
(so far off,-

034.053 Seeing that they did reject Faith (entirely) before, and that they (continually) cast (slanders) on the unseen
from aposition far off?

034.054 And between them and their desires, is placed abarrier, aswas donein the past with their partisans: for they
were indeed in suspicious (disquieting) doubt.

THE ANGELS, ORIGNATOR, CHAPTER NO. 035

035.001 Praise beto God, Who created (out of nothing) the heavensand the earth, Who made the angels, messengers
with wings,- two, or three, or four (pairs): He adds to Creation as He pleases. for God has power over all things.
035.002 What God out of hisMercy doth bestow on mankind thereisnone can withhold: what Hedoth withhold, there
is none can grant, apart from Him: and He is the Exalted in Power, full of Wisdom.

035.003 O men! Call to mind the grace of God unto you! is there a creator, other than God, to give you sustenance
from heaven or earth? Thereis no god but He: how then are ye deluded away from the Truth?

035.004 And if they reject thee, so were apostles rejected before thee: to God back for decision all affairs.
035.005 O men! Certainly the promise of God is true. Let not then this present life deceive you, nor let the Chief
Deceiver deceive you about God.

035.006 Verily Satan is an enemy to you: so treat him as an enemy. He only invites his adherents, that they may
become Companions of the Blazing Fire.

035.007 For those who reject God, is aterrible Penalty: but for those who believe and work righteous deeds, is
Forgiveness, and a magnificent Reward.

035.008 Is he, then, to whomthe evil of hisconduct is made aluring, so that helooks upon it as good, (equal to one
who isrightly guided)? For God |eavesto stray whom He wills, and guides whom Hewills. So let not thy soul go out
in (vainly) sighing after them: for God knows well al that they do!

035.009 It is God Who sends forth the Winds, so that they raise up the Clouds, and We drivethem to aland that is
dead, and revive the earth therewith after its death: even so (will be) the Resurrection!

035.010 If any do seek for glory and power,- to God belong all glory and power. To Him mount up (all) Words of
Purity: Itis He Who exalts each Deed of Righteousness. Those that lay Plotsof Evil,- for them isaPenalty terrible;
and the plotting of such will be void (of result).

035.011 And God did create you from dust; then from a sperm-drop; then He made you in pairs. And no female
conceives, or lays down (her load), but with His knowledge. Nor isaman long-lived granted length of days, nor isa
part cut off from hislife, but isin a Decree (ordained). All thisis easy to God.

035.012 Nor are the two bodies of flowing water alike,- the one palatabl e, sweet, and pleasant to drink, and the other,
salt and bitter. Yet from each (kind of water) do ye eat flesh fresh and tender, and ye extract ornaments to wear; and
thou seest the shipstherein that plough thewaves, that ye may seek (thus) of the Bounty of God that ye may begrateful.
035.013 He merges Night into Day, and he merges Day into Night, and he has subjected the sun and the moon (to his
Law): each onerunsits coursefor aterm appointed. Such is God your Lord: to Him belongsall Dominion. And those
whom ye invoke besides Him have not the least power.

035.014 If yeinvokethem, they will not listento your call, and if they weretolisten, they cannot answer your (prayer).
On the Day of Judgment they will rgject your "Partnership”. and none, (O man!) can tell thee (the Truth) like the One
Who is acquainted with all things.

035.015 O yemen! It isyethat have need of God: but God isthe One Free of all wants, worthy of all praise.



035.016 If He so pleased, He could blot you out and bring in aNew Creation.

035.017 Nor isthat (at all) difficult for God.

035.018 Nor can abearer of burdensbear another'sburdensif one heavily laden should call another to (bear) hisload.
Not theleast portion of it can be carried (by the other). Even though hebenearly related. Thou canst but admonish such
asfear their Lord unseen and establish regular Prayer. And whoever purifieshimself does so for the benefit of hisown
soul; and the destination (of all) isto God.

035.019 The blind and the seeing are not alike;

035.020 Nor are the depths of Darkness and the Light;

035.021 Nor are the (chilly) shade and the (genial) heat of the sun:

035.022 Nor are alike those that are living and those that are dead. God can make any that He wills to hear; but thou
canst not make those to hear who are (buried) in graves.

035.023 Thou art no other than awarner.

035.024 Verily We have sent theein truth, as a bearer of glad tidings, and asawarner: and there never was apeople,
without awarner having lived among them (in the past).

035.025 And if they reject thee, so did their predecessors, to whom came their apostles with Clear Signs, Books of
dark prophecies, and the Book of Enlightenment.

035.026 In the end did | punish those who rejected Faith: and how (terrible) was My rejection (of them)!

035.027 Seest thou not that God sendsdown rain from the sky? With it We then bring out produce of various colours.
And in the mountains are tracts white and red, of various shades of colour, and black intense in hue.

035.028 And so amongst men and crawling creatures and cattle, are they of various colours. Those truly fear God,
among His Servants, who have knowledge: for God is Exated in Might, Oft-Forgiving.

035.029 Those who rehearse the Book of God, establish regular Prayer, and spend (in Charity) out of what We have
provided for them, secretly and openly, hope for acommerce that will never fail:

035.030 For He will pay them their meed, nay, He will give them (even) more out of His Bounty: for He is
Oft-Forgiving, Most Ready to appreciate (service).

035.031 That which We haverevealed to thee of the Book isthe Truth,- confirming what was (reveal ed) beforeit: for
God is assuredly- with respect to His Servants - well acquainted and Fully Observant.

035.032 Then Wehavegiven the Book for inheritance to such of Our ServantsasWe have chosen: but thereareamong
them somewho wrong their own souls; somewho follow amiddle course; and somewho are, by God'sleave, foremost
in good deeds; that is the highest Grace.

035.033 Gardens of Eternity will they enter: therein will they be adorned with bracel ets of gold and pearls; and their
garments there will be of silk.

035.034 And they will say: "Praise be to God, Who has removed from us (al) sorrow: for our Lord is indeed
Oft-Forgiving Ready to appreciate (service):

035.035 "Who has, out of His Bounty, settled usin aHome that will last: no toil nor sense of weariness shall touch
ustherein.”

035.036 But those who reject (God) - for them will bethe Fire of Hell: No term shall be determined for them, so they
should die, nor shall its Penalty be lightened for them. Thus do We reward every ungrateful one!

035.037 Therein will they cry aloud (for assistance): "Our Lord! Bring us out: we shall work righteousness, not the
(deeds) weused todo!" - "Did We not give you long enough life so that he that would should receive admonition? and
(moreover) the warner came to you. So taste ye (the fruits of your deeds): for the wrong-doersthereis no helper."
035.038 Verily God knows (all) the hidden things of the heavens and the earth: verily He hasfull knowledge of al that
isin (men's) hearts.

035.039 Heitis That hasmadeyou inheritorsin the earth: if, then, any doreject (God), their rejection (works) against
themselves: their rejection but addsto the odium for the Unbelieversinthesight of their Lord: their rejection but adds
to (their own) undoing.

035.040 Say: "Have ye seen (these) 'Partners of yourswhom ye call upon besides God? Show Mewhat it isthey have
created in the (wide) earth. Or havethey a sharein the heavens? Or have We given them a Book from which they (can
derive) clear (evidence)?- Nay, the wrong-doers promise each other nothing but delusions.



035.041 It is God Who sustains the heavens and the earth, lest they cease (to function): and if they should fail, there
isnone - not one - can sustain them thereafter: Verily Heis Most Forbearing, Oft-Forgiving.

035.042 They sworetheir strongest oaths by God that if awarner cameto them, they would follow his guidance better
than any (other) of the Peoples: But when a warner came to them, it has only increased their flight (from
righteousness),-

035.043 On account of their arrogance in the land and their plotting of Evil, but the plotting of Evil will hemin only
the authors thereof. Now are they but looking for the way the ancients were dealt with? But no change wilt thou find
in God'sway (of dealing): no turning off wilt thou find in God's way (of dealing).

035.044 Do they not travel through the earth, and see what was the End of those before them,- though they were
superior to them in strength? Nor is God to be frustrated by anything whatever in the heavens or on earth: for Heis
All-Knowing. All-Powerful.

035.045 If God were to punish men according to what they deserve. He would not |eave on the back of the (earth) a
singleliving creature: but He givesthemrespitefor astated Term: whentheir Term expires, verily God hasin Hissight
all His Servants.

YA-SIN, CHAPTER NO. 036

036.001 YaSin.

036.002 By the Qur'an, full of Wisdom,-

036.003 Thou art indeed one of the apostles,

036.004 On a Straight Way.

036.005 It is a Revelation sent down by (Him), the Exalted in Might, Most Merciful.

036.006 In order that thou mayest admonish a people, whose fathers had received no admonition, and who therefore
remain heedless (of the Signs of God).

036.007 The Word is proved true against the greater part of them: for they do not believe.

036.008 We have put yokesround their necksright up to their chins, so that their headsareforced up (and they cannot
see).

036.009 And We have put abar in front of them and abar behind them, and further, We have covered them up; so that
they cannot see.

036.010 The same isit to them whether thou admonish them or thou do not admonish them: they will not believe.
036.011 Thou canst but admonish such aoneasfollowsthe M essage and fearsthe (L ord) Most Gracious, unseen: give
such aone, therefore, good tidings, of Forgiveness and a Reward most generous.

036.012 Verily We shall givelife to the dead, and We record that which they send before and that which they leave
behind, and of al things have We taken account in aclear Book (of evidence).

036.013 Set forthtothem, by way of aparable, the (story of ) the Companionsof the City. Behold!, there came apostles
toit.

036.014 When We (first) sent to them two apostles, they rejected them: But We strengthened them with athird: they
said, "Truly, we have been sent on amission to you."

036.015 The (people) said: "Y eare only men like ourselves; and (God) M ost Gracious sends no sort of revelation: ye
do nothing but lie."

036.016 They said: "Our Lord doth know that we have been sent on amission to you:

036.017 "And our duty isonly to proclaim the clear Message."

036.018 The (people) said: "for us, we augur an evil omen from you: if ye desist not, wewill certainly stoneyou. And
agrievous punishment indeed will beinflicted on you by us."

036.019 They said: "Y our evil omensarewith yourselves: (deemyethisan evil omen). If ye are admonished? Nay, but
ye are apeopletransgressing al bounds!"

036.020 Thenthere camerunning, from the farthest part of the City, aman, saying, "O my people! Obey the apostles:
036.021 "Obey those who ask no reward of you (for themselves), and who have themselves received Guidance.
036.022 "It would not be reasonable in meif | did not serve Him Who created me, and to Whom ye shall (al) be
brought back.



036.023 "Shall | take (other) gods besides Him? If (God) Most Gracious should intend some adversity for me, of no
use whatever will be their intercession for me, nor can they deliver me.

036.024 "I would indeed, if | wereto do so, bein manifest Error.

036.025 "For me, | havefaithinthe Lord of you (al): listen, then, to me!"

036.026 It was said: "Enter thou the Garden." He said: "Ah me! Would that my People knew (what | know)!-
036.027 "For that my Lord has granted me Forgiveness and has enrolled me among those held in honour!"

036.028 And We sent not down against his People, after him, any hosts from heaven, nor wasit needful for Ussoto
do.

036.029 It was no more than a single mighty Blast, and behold! they were (like ashes) quenched and silent.

036.030 Ah! Alasfor (My) Servants! There comes not an apostle to them but they mock him!

036.031 See they not how many generations before them we destroyed? Not to them will they return:

036.032 But each one of them all - will be brought before Us (for judgment).

036.033 A Sign for them isthe earth that isdead: We do giveit life, and produce grain therefrom, of which ye do eat.
036.034 And We produce therein orchard with date-palms and vines, and We cause springs to gush forth therein:
036.035 That they may enjoy the fruits of this (artistry): It was not their handsthat madethis: will they not then give
thanks?

036.036 Glory to God, Who created in pairs all things that the earth produces, aswell astheir own (human) kind and
(other) things of which they have no knowledge.

036.037 And a Sign for them isthe Night: We withdraw therefrom the Day, and behold they are plunged in darkness;
036.038 And the sun runshiscoursefor aperiod determined for him: that isthe decree of (Him), the Exaltedin Might,
the All-Knowing.

036.039 And the Moon,- We have measured for her mansions (to traverse) till shereturnslikethe old (and withered)
lower part of adate-stalk.

036.040 It is not permitted to the Sun to catch up the Moon, nor can the Night outstrip the Day: Each (just) swims
aong in (itsown) orbit (according to Law).

036.041 And a Sign for them isthat We bore their race (through the Flood) in the loaded Ark;

036.042 And We have created for them similar (vessels) on which they ride.

036.043 If it were Our Will, We could drown them: then wouldthere be no helper (to hear their cry), nor could they
be delivered,

036.044 Except by way of Mercy from Us, and by way of (world) convenience (to serve them) for atime.

036.045 When they aretold, "Fear ye that which is before you and that which will be after you, in order that ye may
receive Mercy," (they turn back).

036.046 Not a Sign comes to them from among the Signs of their Lord, but they turn away therefrom.

036.047 And when they aretold, "Spend ye of (the bounties) with which God has provided you," the Unbelievers say
to those who believe: " Shall we then feed those whom, if God had so willed, He would have fed, (Himself)?- Ye are
in nothing but manifest error."

036.048 Further, they say, "When will this promise (cometo pass), if what ye say istrue?”

036.049 They will not (haveto) wait for aught but asingle Blast: it will seizethem whilethey areyet disputing among
themselves!

036.050 No (chance) will they then have, by will, to dispose (of their affairs), nor to return to their own people!
036.051 The trumpet shall be sounded, when behold! from the sepulchres (men) will rush forth to their Lord!
036.052 They will say: "Ah! Woe unto us! Who hath rai sed us up from our beds of repose?'... (A voicewill say:) "This
iswhat (God) Most Gracious had promised. And true was the word of the apostles!"

036.053 It will be no more than asingle Blast, when |o! they will al be brought up before Us!

036.054 Then, on that Day, not asoul will be wronged in the least, and ye shall but be repaid the meeds of your past
Deeds.

036.055 Verily the Companions of the Garden shall that Day have joy in al that they do;

036.056 They and their associates will bein groves of (cool) shade, reclining on Thrones (of dignity);

036.057 (Every) fruit (enjoyment) will be there for them; they shall have whatever they call for;



036.058 "Peace!" - aword (of salutation) from aLord Most Merciful!

036.059 "And O yeinsin! Get ye apart this Day!

036.060 "Did I not enjoin on you, O ye Children of Adam, that ye should not worship Satan; for that he wasto you an
enemy avowed?-

036.061 "And that ye should worship Me, (for that) this was the Straight Way?

036.062 "But he did lead astray agreat multitude of you. Did ye not, then, understand?

036.063 "Thisisthe Hell of which ye were (repeatedly) warned!

036.064 "Embrace ye the (fire) this Day, for that ye (persistently) rejected (Truth)."

036.065 That Day shall We set aseal on their mouths. But their handswill speak to us, and their feet bear witness, to
all that they did.

036.066 If it had been our Will, We could surely have blotted out their eyes; then should they have run about groping
for the Path, but how could they have seen?

036.067 And if it had been Our Will, We could have transformed them (to remain) in their places; then should they
have been unable to move about, nor could they have returned (after error).

036.068 If We grant long life to any, We cause him to be reversed in nature: Will they not then understand?
036.069 We have not instructed the (Prophet) in Poetry, nor isit meet for him: thisis no less than aMessage and a
Qur'an making things clear:

036.070 That it may give admonitionto any (who are) alive, and that the charge may be proved against thosewho reject
(Truth).

036.071 Seethey not that it is We Who have created for them - among the things which Our hands have fashioned -
cattle, which are under their dominion?-

036.072 And that We have subjected them to their (use)? of them some do carry them and some they eat:

036.073 And they have(other) profitsfrom them (besides), and they get (milk) to drink. Will they not then begrateful ?
036.074 Y et they take (for worship) gods other than God, (hoping) that they might be hel ped!

036.075 They have not the power to help them: but they will be brought up (before Our Judgment-seat) asatroop (to
be condemned).

036.076 Let not their speech, then, grieve thee. Verily We know what they hide as well as what they disclose.
036.077 Doth not man see that it is We Who created him from sperm? yet behold! he (stands forth) as an open
adversary!

036.078 And he makes comparisons for Us, and forgets his own (origin and) Creation: He says, "Who can givelife
to (dry) bones and decomposed ones (at that)?"

036.079 Say, "He will give them life Who created them for the first time! for He is Well-versed in every kind of
creation! -

036.080 "The same Who produces for you fire out of the green tree, when behold! ye kindle therewith (your own
fires)!

036.081 "Isnot He Who created the heavens and the earth ableto createthelike thereof 7' - Y ea, indeed! for Heisthe
Creator Supreme, of skill and knowledge (infinite)!

036.082 Verily, when He intends a thing, His Command is, "be", and it is!

036.083 So glory to Him in Whose hands is the dominion of al things: and to Him will ye be al brought back.

THOSE WHO SET THE RANKS, DRAWN UP IN RANKS, CHAPTER NO. 037

037.001 By those who range themselvesin ranks,

037.002 And so are strong in repelling (evil),

037.003 And thus proclaim the M essage (of God)!

037.004 Verily, verily, your God is onel-

037.005 Lord of the heavens and of the earth and all between them, and Lord of every point at the rising of the sun!
037.006 We have indeed decked the lower heaven with beauty (in) the stars,-

037.007 (For beauty) and for guard against all obstinate rebellious evil spirits,

037.008 (So) they should not strain their earsin the direction of the Exalted Assembly but be cast away from every



side,

037.009 Repulsed, for they are under a perpetual penalty,

037.010 Except such as snatch away something by stealth, and they are pursued by a flaming fire, of piercing
brightness.

037.011 Just ask their opinion: arethey themoredifficult to create, or the (other) beingsWe have created? Them have
We created out of asticky clay!

037.012 Truly dost thou marvel, while they ridicule,

037.013 And, when they are admonished, pay no heed,-

037.014 And, when they see a Sign, turn it to mockery,

037.015 And say, "Thisis nothing but evident sorcery!

037.016 "What! when we die, and become dust and bones, shall we (then) be raised up (again)

037.017 "And aso our fathers of old?"

037.018 Say thou: "Y ea, and ye shall then be humiliated (on account of your evil)."

037.019 Then it will be asingle (compelling) cry; and behold, they will begin to see!

037.020 They will say, "Ah! Woeto us! Thisisthe Day of Judgment!"

037.021 (A voicewill say,) "Thisisthe Day of Sorting Out, whose truth ye (once) denied!"

037.022 "Bring ye up", it shall be said, "The wrong-doers and their wives, and the things they worshipped-
037.023 "Besides God, and |ead them to the Way to the (Fierce) Fire!

037.024 "But stop them, for they must be asked:

037.025 "'What is the matter with you that ye help not each other?"

037.026 Nay, but that day they shall submit (to Judgment);

037.027 And they will turn to one another, and question one another.

037.028 They will say: "It was ye who used to come to us from the right hand (of power and authority)!"
037.029 They will reply: "Nay, ye yourselves had no Faith!

037.030 "Nor had we any authority over you. Nay, it was ye who were a people in obstinate rebellion!
037.031 "So now has been proved true, against us, the word of our Lord that we shall indeed (have to) taste (the
punishment of our sins).

037.032 "Weled you astray: for truly we were ourselves astray."

037.033 Truly, that Day, they will (all) sharein the Penalty.

037.034 Verily that ishow We shall deal with Sinners.

037.035 For they, when they were told that thereis no god except God, would puff themselves up with Pride,
037.036 And say: "What! shall we give up our gods for the sake of a Poet possessed?”

037.037 Nay! he has come with the (very) Truth, and he confirms (the Message of) the apostles (before him).
037.038 Y e shall indeed taste of the Grievous Penalty;-

037.039 But it will be no more than the retribution of (the Evil) that ye have wrought;-

037.040 But the sincere (and devoted) Servants of God,-

037.041 For them is a Sustenance determined,

037.042 Fruits (Delights); and they (shall enjoy) honour and dignity,

037.043 In Gardens of Felicity,

037.044 Facing each other on Thrones (of Dignity):

037.045 Round will be passed to them a Cup from a clear-flowing fountain,

037.046 Crystal-white, of ataste delicious to those who drink (thereof),

037.047 Free from headiness; nor will they suffer intoxication therefrom.

037.048 And besides them will be chaste women, restraining their glances, with big eyes (of wonder and beauty).
037.049 Asif they were (delicate) eggs closely guarded.

037.050 Then they will turn to one another and question one another.

037.051 One of them will start the talk and say: "I had an intimate companion (on the earth),

037.052 "Who used to say, 'what! art thou amongst those who bear withess to the Truth (of the Message)?
037.053 ""When we die and become dust and bones, shall we indeed receive rewards and punishments?"



037.054 (A voice) said: "Would ye like to look down?'

037.055 He looked down and saw him in the midst of the Fire.

037.056 He said: "By God! thou wast little short of bringing meto perdition!

037.057 "Had it not been for the Grace of my Lord, | should certainly have been among those brought (there)!
037.058 "Isit (the case) that we shall not die,

037.059 "Except our first death, and that we shall not be punished?"

037.060 Verily thisisthe supreme achievement!

037.061 For the like of thislet all strive, who wish to strive.

037.062 Isthat the better entertainment or the Tree of Zaggum?

037.063 For We havetruly made it (as) atrial for the wrong-doers.

037.064 For it isatree that springs out of the bottom of Hell-Fire:

037.065 The shoots of its fruit-stalks are like the heads of devils:

037.066 Truly they will eat thereof and fill their bellies therewith.

037.067 Then on top of that they will be given a mixture made of boiling water.

037.068 Then shall their return be to the (Blazing) Fire.

037.069 Truly they found their fathers on the wrong Path;

037.070 So they (too) were rushed down on their footsteps!

037.071 And truly before them, many of the ancients went astray;-

037.072 But We sent aforetime, among them, (apostles) to admonish them;-

037.073 Then see what was the end of those who were admonished (but heeded not),-
037.074 Except the sincere (and devoted) Servants of God.

037.075 (In the days of old), Noah cried to Us, and We are the best to hear prayer.
037.076 And We delivered him and his people from the Great Calamity,

037.077 And made his progeny to endure (on this earth);

037.078 And We l€ft (this blessing) for him among generationsto come in later times:
037.079 "Peace and salutation to Noah among the nations!"

037.080 Thus indeed do we reward those who do right.

037.081 For he was one of our believing Servants.

037.082 Then the rest we overwhelmed in the Flood.

037.083 Verily among those who followed his Way was Abraham.

037.084 Behold! he approached his Lord with a sound heart.

037.085 Behold! he said to hisfather and to his people, "What is that which ye worship?
037.086 "Isit afalsehood- gods other than God- that ye desire?

037.087 "Then what is your idea about the L ord of the worlds?"

037.088 Then did he cast aglance at the Stars.

037.089 And hesaid, "l am indeed sick (at heart)!"

037.090 So they turned away from him, and departed.

037.091 Then did he turn to their gods and said, "will ye not eat (of the offerings before you)?...
037.092 "What is the matter with you that ye speak not (intelligently)?"

037.093 Then did he turn upon them, striking (them) with the right hand.

037.094 Then came (the worshippers) with hurried steps, and faced (him).

037.095 He said: "Worship ye that which ye have (yourselves) carved?

037.096 "But God has created you and your handwork!"

037.097 They said, "Build him afurnace, and throw him into the blazing fire!"

037.098 (Thisfailing), they then sought a stratagem against him, but We made them the ones most humiliated!
037.099 He said: "I will go to my Lord! Hewill surely guide me!

037.100 "O my Lord! Grant me arighteous (son)!"

037.101 So We gave him the good news of aboy ready to suffer and forbear.

037.102 Then, when (the son) reached (the age of) (serious) work with him, hesaid: "O my son! | seeinvision that |



offer theein sacrifice: Now seewhat isthy view!" (The son) said: "O my father! Do asthou art commanded: thou will
find me, if God so wills one practising Patience and Constancy!"

037.103 So when they had both submitted their wills (to God), and he had laid him prostrate on his forehead (for
sacrifice),

037.104 We called out to him "O Abraham!

037.105 "Thou hast already fulfilled the vision!" - thus indeed do We reward those who do right.
037.106 For thiswas obviously atrial-

037.107 And We ransomed him with a momentous sacrifice:

037.108 And We l€ft (this blessing) for him among generations (to come) in later times:
037.109 " Peace and salutation to Abraham!"

037.110 Thus indeed do We reward those who do right.

037.111 For he was one of our believing Servants.

037.112 And We gave him the good news of |saac - a prophet,- one of the Righteous.
037.113 Weblessed him and I saac: but of their progeny are (some) that do right, and (some) that obviously do wrong,
to their own souls.

037.114 Again (of old) We bestowed Our favour on Moses and Aaron,

037.115 And We delivered them and their people from (their) Great Calamity;

037.116 And We helped them, so they overcame (their troubles);

037.117 And We gave them the Book which helpsto make things clear;

037.118 And We guided them to the Straight Way.

037.119 And We left (this blessing) for them among generations (to come) in later times:
037.120 "Peace and sal utation to Moses and Aaron!”

037.121 Thus indeed do We reward those who do right.

037.122 For they were two of our believing Servants.

037.123 So also was Elias among those sent (by Us).

037.124 Behold, he said to his people, "Will ye not fear (God)?

037.125 "Will ye call upon Baal and forsake the Best of Creators,-

037.126 "God, your Lord and Cherisher and the Lord and Cherisher of your fathers of old?"
037.127 But they rejected him, and they will certainly be called up (for punishment),-
037.128 Except the sincere and devoted Servants of God (among them).

037.129 And We l€ft (this blessing) for him among generations (to come) in later times:
037.130 "Peace and salutation to such as Elias!"

037.131 Thusindeed do We reward those who do right.

037.132 For he was one of our believing Servants.

037.133 So also was L ut among those sent (by Us).

037.134 Behold, We delivered him and his adherents, all

037.135 Except an old woman who was among those who lagged behind:

037.136 Then We destroyed the rest.

037.137 Verily, ye pass by their (sites), by day-

037.138 And by night: will ye not understand?

037.139 So also was Jonah among those sent (by Us).

037.140 When he ran away (like a slave from captivity) to the ship (fully) laden,

037.141 He (agreed to) cast lots, and he was condemned:

037.142 Then the big Fish did swallow him, and he had done acts worthy of blame.

037.143 Had it not been that he (repented and) glorified God,

037.144 He would certainly have remained inside the Fish till the Day of Resurrection.
037.145 But We cast him forth on the naked shore in a state of sickness,

037.146 And We caused to grow, over him, a spreading plant of the gourd kind.

037.147 And We sent him (on amission) to a hundred thousand (men) or more.



037.148 And they believed; so We permitted them to enjoy (their life) for awhile.

037.149 Now ask them their opinion: Isit that thy Lord has (only) daughters, and they have sons?-
037.150 Or that We created the angels female, and they are witnesses (thereto)?

037.151 Isit not that they say, from their own invention,

037.152 "God has begotten children"? but they are liars!

037.153 Did He (then) choose daughters rather than sons?

037.154 What is the matter with you? How judge ye?

037.155 Will ye not then receive admonition?

037.156 Or have ye an authority manifest?

037.157 Then bring ye your Book (of authority) if ye be truthful!

037.158 And they have invented a blood-rel ationship between Him and the Jinns: but the Jinnsknow (quite well) that
they have indeed to appear (before his Judgment- Seat)!

037.159 Glory to God! (Heisfree) from the things they ascribe (to Him)!

037.160 Not (so do) the Servants of God, sincere and devoted.

037.161 For, verily, neither ye nor those ye worship-

037.162 Can lead (any) into temptation concerning God,

037.163 Except such as are (themselves) going to the blazing Fire!

037.164 (Those ranged in ranks say): "Not one of us but has a place appointed;

037.165 "And we are verily ranged in ranks (for service);

037.166 "And we are verily those who declare (God's) glory!"

037.167 And there were those who said,

037.168 "If only we had had before us a M essage from those of old,

037.169 "We should certainly have been Servants of God, sincere (and devoted)!"

037.170 But (now that the Qur'an has come), they reject it: But soon will they know!

037.171 Already has Our Word been passed before (this) to our Servants sent (by Us),

037.172 That they would certainly be assisted,

037.173 And that Our forces,- they surely must conquer.

037.174 So turn thou away from them for alittle while,

037.175 And watch them (how they fare), and they soon shall see (how thou farest)!

037.176 Do they wish (indeed) to hurry on our Punishment?

037.177 But when it descends into the open space before them, evil will be the morning for those who were warned
(and heeded not)!

037.178 So turn thou away from them for alittle while,

037.179 And watch (how they fare) and they soon shall see (how thou farest)!

037.180 Glory to thy Lord, the Lord of Honour and Power! (Heisfree) from what they ascribe (to Him)!
037.181 And Peace on the apostles!

037.182 And Praise to God, the Lord and Cherisher of the Worlds.

SAD, (THE LETTER) SAD ( S ), CHAPTER NO. 038

038.001 Sad: By the Qur'an, Full of Admonition: (Thisisthe Truth).

038.002 But the Unbelievers (are steeped) in self-glory and Separatism.

038.003 How many generations before them did We destroy? In the end they cried (for mercy)- when there was no
longer time for being saved!

038.004 So they wonder that a Warner has come to them from among themselves! and the Unbelievers say, "Thisis
asorcerer telling lies!

038.005 "Has he made the gods (all) into one God? Truly thisis awonderful thing!"

038.006 And theleader among them go away (impatiently), (saying), "Walk yeaway, and remain constant to your gods!
For thisistruly athing designed (against you)!

038.007 "We never heard (the like) of thisamong the people of these latter days: thisis nothing but amade-up tale!"



038.008 "What! hasthe M essage been sent to him - (Of al persons) among us?'...but they arein doubt concerning My
(Own) Message! Nay, they have not yet tasted My Punishment!

038.009 Or have they the treasures of the mercy of thy Lord,- the Exalted in Power, the Grantor of Bounties without
measure?

038.010 Or have they the dominion of the heavens and the earth and all between? If so, let them mount up with the
ropes and means (to reach that end)!

038.011 But there - will be put to flight even a host of confederates.

038.012 Before them (were many who) rejected apostles,- the people of Noah, and 'Ad, and Pharaoh, the Lord of
Stakes,

038.013 And Thamud, and the people of Lut, and the Companions of the Wood; - such were the Confederates.
038.014 Not one (of them) but rejected the apostles, but My punishment came justly and inevitably (on them).
038.015 These (today) only wait for asingle mighty Blast, which (when it comes) will brook no delay.

038.016 They say: "Our Lord! hasten to us our sentence (even) before the Day of Account!"

038.017 Have patience at what they say, and remember our servant David, the man of strength: for he ever turned (to
God).

038.018 It was We that made the hills declare, in unison with him, Our Praises, at eventide and at break of day,
038.019 And the birds gathered (in assemblies): al with him did turn (to God).

038.020 We strengthened his kingdom, and gave him wisdom and sound judgment in speech and decision.

038.021 Has the Story of the Disputants reached thee? Behold, they climbed over the wall of the private chamber;
038.022 When they entered the presence of David, and he was terrified of them, they said: "Fear not: we are two
disputants, one of whom haswronged the other: Decide now between uswith truth, and treat us not with injustice, but
guide usto the even Path..

038.023 "Thisman is my brother: He has nine and ninety ewes, and | have (but) one: Y et he says, ‘commit her to my
care," and is (moreover) harsh to mein speech.”

038.024 (David) said: "He has undoubtedly wronged thee in demanding thy (single) ewe to be added to his (flock of)
ewes:. truly many are the partners (in business) who wrong each other: Not so do those who believe and work deeds
of righteousness, and how few arethey?'...and David gathered that We had tried him: he asked forgiveness of hisLord,
fell down, bowing (in prostration), and turned (to God in repentance).

038.025 So We forgave him this (lapse): he enjoyed, indeed, aNear Approach to Us, and abeautiful place of (Final)
Return.

038.026 O David! We did indeed make thee a vicegerent on earth: so judge thou between men in truth (and justice):
Nor follow thou thelusts (of thy heart), for they will mislead thee from the Path of God: for those who wander astray
from the Path of God, is aPenalty Grievous, for that they forget the Day of Account.

038.027 Not without purpose did We create heaven and earth and all between! that were the thought of Unbelievers!
but woe to the Unbelievers because of the Fire (of Hell)!

038.028 Shall We treat those who believe and work deeds of righteousness, the same as those who do mischief on
earth? Shall We treat those who guard against evil, the same as those who turn aside from the right?

038.029 (Here is) a Book which We have sent down unto thee, full of blessings, that they may mediate onits Signs,
and that men of understanding may receive admonition.

038.030 To David We gave Solomon (for ason),- How excellent in Our service! Ever did heturn (to Us)!

038.031 Behold, there were brought before him, at eventide coursers of the highest breeding, and swift of foot;
038.032 And hesaid, "Truly do | lovethelove of good, with aview totheglory of my Lord,"- until (the sun) washidden
in the veil (of night):

038.033 "Bring them back to me." then began he to pass his hand over (their) legs and their necks.

038.034 And We did try Solomon: We placed on his throne a body (without life); but he did turn (to Usin true
devation):

038.035 He said, "O my Lord! Forgive me, and grant me akingdom which, (it may be), suits not another after me: for
Thou art the Grantor of Bounties (without measure).

038.036 Then We subjected the wind to his power, to flow gently to his order, Whithersoever he willed,-



038.037 As aso the evil ones, (including) every kind of builder and diver,-

038.038 As also others bound together in fetters.

038.039 "Such are Our Bounties: whether thou bestow them (on others) or withhold them, no account will be asked."
038.040 And he enjoyed, indeed, a Near Approach to Us, and a beautiful Place of (Final) Return.

038.041 Commemorate Our Servant Job. Behold hecriedto hisLord: "TheEvil One hasafflicted mewith distressand
suffering!"

038.042 (The command was given:) "Strike with thy foot: here is (water) wherein to wash, cool and refreshing, and
(water) todrink."

038.043 And We gave him (back) his people, and doubled their number,- as a Grace from Ourselves, and athing for
commemoration, for all who have Understanding.

038.044 "And take in thy hand alittle grass, and strike therewith: and break not (thy oath).” Truly We found him full
of patience and constancy. How excellent in Our service! ever did heturn (to Us)!

038.045 And commemorate Our Servants Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, possessors of Power and Vision.

038.046 Verily We did choose them for a special (purpose)- proclaiming the Message of the Hereafter.

038.047 They were, in Our sight, truly, of the company of the Elect and the Good.

038.048 And commemorate Ismail, Elisha, and Zul-Kifl: Each of them was of the Company of the Good.

038.049 Thisis a Message (of admonition): and verily, for the righteous, is a beautiful Place of (Final) Return,-
038.050 Gardens of Eternity, whose doorswill (ever) be open to them;

038.051 Therein will they recline (at ease): Therein can they call (at pleasure) for fruit in abundance, and (delicious)
drink;

038.052 And beside them will be chaste women restraining their glances, (companions) of equal age.

038.053 Such is the Promise made, to you for the Day of Account!

038.054 Truly such will be Our Bounty (to you); it will never fail;-

038.055 Y ea, such! but - for the wrong-doers will be an evil place of (Final) Return!-

038.056 Hell!- they will burn therein, - an evil bed (indeed, to lie on)!-

038.057 Yea, such! - then shall they taste it,- aboiling fluid, and afluid dark, murky, intensely cold!-

038.058 And other Penalties of asimilar kind, to match them!

038.059 Hereis atroop rushing headlong with you! No welcome for them! truly, they shall burn in the Fire!
038.060 (The followers shall cry to the misleaders:) "Nay, ye (too)! No welcomefor you! It isyewho have brought
thisupon us! Now evil is (this) placeto stay in!"

038.061 They will say: "Our Lord! whoever brought this upon us,- Add to him adouble Pendlty inthe Fire!"

038.062 And they will say: "What has happened to usthat we see not men whom we used to humber among the bad
ones?

038.063 "Did we treat them (as such) inridicule, or have (our) eyesfailed to perceive them?"

038.064 Truly that isjust and fitting,- the mutual recriminations of the People of the Fire!

038.065 Say: "Truly am | aWarner: no god is there but the one God, Supreme and Irresistible,-

038.066 "The Lord of theheavensand the earth, and all between,- Exaltedin Might, ableto enforce HisWill, forgiving
againand again."

038.067 Say: "That is a Message Supreme (above al),-

038.068 "From which ye do turn away!

038.069 "No knowledge have | of the Chiefs on high, when they discuss (matters) among themselves.

038.070 'Only this has been reved ed to me: that | am to give warning plainly and publicly."

038.071 Behold, thy Lord said to the angels: "I am about to create man from clay:

038.072 "When | havefashioned him (in due proportion) and breathed into him of My spirit, fall yedownin obeisance
unto him."

038.073 So the angels prostrated themselves, al of them together:

038.074 Not so Iblis: he was haughty, and became one of those who reject Faith.

038.075 (God) said: "O lblis! What preventsthee from prostrating thyself to onewhom | have created with my hands?
Art thou haughty? Or art thou one of the high (and mighty) ones?"



038.076 (Iblis) said: "I am better than he: thou createdst me from fire, and him thou createdst from clay."
038.077 (God) said: "Then get thee out from here: for thou art rejected, accursed.
038.078 "And My curse shall be on theetill the Day of Judgment.”

038.079 (Iblis) said: "O my Lord! Give methen respitetill the Day the (dead) are raised."
038.080 (God) said: "Respite then is granted thee-

038.081 "Till the Day of the Time Appointed.”

038.082 (Iblis) said: "Then, by Thy power, | will put them all in the wrong,-

038.083 "Except Thy Servants amongst them, sincere and purified (by Thy Grace)."
038.084 (God) said: "Then it isjust and fitting- and | say what is just and fitting-

038.085 "That | will certainly fill Hell with thee and those that follow thee,- every one."
038.086 Say: "No reward do | ask of you for this (Qur'an), nor am | a pretender.

038.087 "Thisisno lessthan aMessage to (all) the Worlds.

038.088 "And ye shall certainly know thetruth of it (all) after awhile."

THE TROOPS, THRONGS, CHAPTER NO. 039

039.001 The revelation of this Book isfrom God, the Exalted in Power, full of Wisdom.

039.002 Verily it isWe Who have revealed the Book to theein Truth: so serve God, offering Him sincere devotion.
039.003 Isit not to God that sinceredevotionisdue? But thosewho takefor protectorsother than God (say): "Weonly
serve them in order that they may bring us nearer to God." Truly God will judge between them in that wherein they
differ. But God guides not such as are false and ungrateful.

039.004 Had God wished to take to Himsel f ason, He could have chosen whom He pl eased out of thosewhom Hedoth
create: but Glory be to Him! (Heis above such things.) He is God, the One, the Irresistible.

039.005 He created the heavens and the earth in true (proportions): He makesthe Night overlap the Day, and the Day
overlaptheNight: He has subjected the sun and the moon (to Hislaw): Each onefollowsacoursefor atime appointed.
Is not He the Exalted in Power - He Who forgives again and again?

039.006 He created you (all) from a single person: then created, of like nature, his mate; and he sent down for you
eight head of cattlein pairs: He makes you, in the wombs of your mothers, in stages, one after another, inthreeveils
of darkness. such is God, your Lord and Cherisher: to Him belongs (all) dominion. Thereisno god but He: then how
areyeturned away (from your true Centre)?

039.007 If yergject (God), Truly God hath no need of you; but He liketh not ingratitude from His servants: if yeare
grateful, Heis pleased with you. No bearer of burdens can bear the burden of another. Intheend, to your Lord isyour
Return, when He will tell you the truth of al that yedid (inthislife). for He knoweth well al that isin (men's) hearts.
039.008 When some trouble toucheth man, he crieth unto his Lord, turning to Him in repentance: but when He
bestoweth afavour upon him as from Himself, (man) doth forget what he cried and prayed for before, and he doth set
up rivals unto God, thus misleading others from God's Path. Say, "Enjoy thy blasphemy for alittle while: verily thou
art (one) of the Companions of the Fire!"

039.009 Isonewho worshipsdevoutly during the hour of the night prostrating himself or standing (in adoration), who
takes heed of the Hereafter, and who places his hope in the Mercy of his Lord - (like one who does not)? Say: "Are
those equal, those who know and those who do not know? It is those who are endued with understanding that receive
admonition.

039.010 Say: "Oyemy servantswho believe! Fear your Lord, goodis(thereward) for thosewho do good inthisworld.
Spaciousis God's earth! those who patiently persevere will truly receive areward without measure!"

039.011 Say: "Verily, | an commanded to serve God with sincere devotion;

039.012 "And | am commanded to be the first of those who bow to God in Islam.”

039.013 Say: "I would, if | disobeyed my Lord, indeed have fear of the Penalty of aMighty Day."

039.014 Say: "It isGod | serve, with my sincere (and exclusive) devotion:

039.015 "Serve ye what ye will besides him." Say: "Truly, those in loss are those who lose their own souls and their
People on the Day of Judgment: Ah! that isindeed the (real and) evident Loss!

039.016 They shall have Layers of Fire abovethem, and Layers (of Fire) below them: with thisdoth God warn off his



servants: "O My Servants! then fear ye Mel"

039.017 Those who eschew Evil,- and fall not into its worship,- and turn to God (in repentance),- for them is Good
News: so announce the Good Newsto My Servants,-

039.018 Those who listen to the Word, and follow the best (meaning) init: those are the oneswhom God has guided,
and those are the ones endued with understanding.

039.019 s, then, one against whom the decree of Punishment isjustly due (equal to onewho eschews Evil)?Wouldst
thou, then, deliver one (whois) in the Fire?

039.020 Butitisfor thosewho fear their Lord. That |ofty mansions, one above another, have been built: beneath them
flow rivers (of delight): (such is) the Promise of God: never doth God fail in (His) promise.

039.021 Seest thou not that God sends down rain from the sky, and leads it through springs in the earth? Then He
causesto grow, therewith, produce of various colours: then it withers; thou wilt seeit grow yellow; then He makesit
dry up and crumble away. Truly, inthis, isaMessage of remembrance to men of understanding.

039.022 |sonewhose heart God has opened to | slam, so that he hasreceived Enlightenment from God, (no better than
one hard-hearted)? Woeto those whose heartsare hardened agai nst cel ebrating the prai sesof God! they aremanifestly
wandering (in error)!

039.023 God has revealed (from time to time) the most beautiful Message in the form of a Book, consistent with
itself, (yet) repeating (itsteaching in variousaspects): the skinsof thosewho fear their Lord tremblethereat; thentheir
skins and their hearts do soften to the celebration of God's praises. Such isthe guidance of God: He guidestherewith
whom He pleases, but such as God leaves to stray, can have noneto guide.

039.024 | s, then, onewho hasto fear the brunt of the Penalty onthe Day of Judgment (and receiveit) on hisface, (like
one guarded therefrom)? It will be said to the wrong- doers:. "Taste ye (the fruits of) what ye earned!"

039.025 Those before them (also) rejected (revelation), and so the Punishment came to them from directions they
did not perceive.

039.026 So God gave them ataste of humiliation in the present life, but greater is the punishment of the Hereafter,
if they only knew!

039.027 We have put forth for men, in this Qur'an every kind of Parable, in order that they may receive admonition.
039.028 (It is) aQur'anin Arabic, without any crookedness (therein): in order that they may guard against Evil.
039.029 God puts forth a Parable a man belonging to many partners at variance with each other, and aman belonging
entirely to one master: are those two equal in comparison? Praise be to God! but most of them have no knowledge.
039.030 Truly thou wilt die (one day), and truly they (too) will die (one day).

039.031 In the end will ye (all), on the Day of Judgment, settle your disputesin the presence of your Lord.
039.032 Who, then, doth more wrong than one who utters alie concerning God, and rejects the Truth when it comes
to him; isthere not in Hell an abode for blasphemers?

039.033 And he who brings the Truth and he who confirms (and supports) it - such are the men who do right.
039.034 They shall haveall that they wish for, in the presence of their Lord: suchisthereward of those who do good:
039.035 So that God will turn off from them (even) the worst in their deeds and givethem their reward according to
the best of what they have done.

039.036 Is not God enough for his Servant? But they try to frighten thee with other (gods) besides Him! for such as
God leavesto stray, there can be no guide.

039.037 And such as God doth guide there can be none to lead astray. Isnot God Exalted in Power, (Ableto enforce
HisWill), Lord of Retribution?

039.038 If indeed thouask themwho it isthat created the heavensand the earth, they would be sureto say, "God". Say:
"Seeyethen?thethingsthat yeinvokebesides God,- canthey, if God willssome Penalty for me, remove HisPenalty ?-
Or if Hewills some Gracefor me, can they keep back his Grace?' Say: "Sufficient is God for me! In Him trust those
who put their trust."

039.039 Say: "O my People! Do whatever ye can: | will do (my part): but soon will ye know-

039.040 "Who it isto whom comes a Penalty of ignominy, and on whom descends a Penalty that abides."

039.041 Verily Wehaverevealed the Book to theein Truth, for (instructing) mankind. He, then, that receivesguidance
benefits his own soul: but he that strays injures his own soul. Nor art thou set over them to dispose of their affairs.



039.042 It is God that takes the souls (of men) at death; and those that die not (He takes) during their sleep: those on
whomHe has passed the decree of death, He keepsback (fromreturningtolife), but therest He sends (to their bodies)
for aterm appointed verily in this are Signs for those who reflect.

039.043 What! Do they take for intercessors others besides God? Say: "Even if they have no power whatever and no
intelligence?'

039.044 Say: "To God belongs exclusively (the right to grant) intercession: to Him belongs the dominion of the
heavens and the earth: In the End, it isto Him that ye shall be brought back."

039.045 When God, the One and Only, is mentioned, the hearts of those who believe not in the Hereafter arefilled
with disgust and horror; but when (gods) other than He are mentioned, behold, they are filled with joy!

039.046 Say: "O God! Creator of the heavens and the earth! Knower of al that is hidden and open! it is Thou that wilt
judge between Thy Servants in those matters about which they have differed.”

039.047 Even if the wrong-doers had all that there is on earth, and as much more, (in vain) would they offer it for
ransom from the pain of the Penalty on the Day of Judgment: but something will confront them from God, which they
could never have counted upon!

039.048 For the evils of their Deeds will confront them, and they will be (completely) encircled by that which they
used to mock at!

039.049 Now, when troubl e touches man, he criesto Us: But when We bestow afavour upon him asfrom Ourselves,
he says, "This has been given to me because of a certain knowledge (I have)!" Nay, but thisis but atrial, but most of
them understand not!

039.050 Thus did the (generations) before them say! But all that they did was of no profit to them.

039.051 Nay, the evil results of their Deeds overtook them. And thewrong-doers of this(generation)- theevil results
of their Deeds will soon overtake them (too), and they will never be ableto frustrate (Our Plan)!

039.052 Know they not that God enlargesthe provision or restrictsit, for any Hepleases?Verily, inthisare Signsfor
those who believel

039.053 Say: "O my Servants who have transgressed against their souls! Despair not of the Mercy of God: for God
forgivesall sins: for Heis Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

039.054 "Turn yeto our Lord (inrepentance) and bow to His (Will), before the Penalty comes on you: after that ye
shall not be helped.

039.055 "And follow the best of (the courses) revealedto you from your Lord, before the Penalty comeson you - of
a sudden while ye perceive not!-

039.056 "L est the soul should (then) say: 'Ah! Woeismel- In that | neglected (my duty) towards God, and was but
among those who mocked!'-

039.057 "Or (lest) it should say: 'If only God had guided me, | should certainly have been among the righteous!'-
039.058 "Or (lest) it should say whenit (actually) seesthe penalty: 'If only | had another chance, | should certainly be
among those who do good!'

039.059 "(Thereply will be:) 'Nay, but there came to thee my Signs, and thou didst reject them: thou wast Haughty,
and became one of those who reject faith!™

039.060 On the Day of Judgment wilt thou see those who told lies against God;- their faces will be turned black; Is
there not in Hell an abode for the Haughty?

039.061 But God will deliver the righteousto their place of salvation: no evil shall touch them, nor shall they grieve.
039.062 God isthe Creator of all things, and Heisthe Guardian and Disposer of al affairs.

039.063 To Him belong the keys of the heavens and the earth: and those who reject the Signs of God,- it isthey who
will beinloss.

039.064 Say: "lIsit some one other than God that ye order me to worship, O yeignorant ones?"

039.065 But it hasalready been revealed to thee,- asit wasto those beforethee,- "If thou wert tojoin (godswith God),
truly fruitless will be thy work (in life), and thou wilt surely be in the ranks of those who lose (al spiritual good)”.
039.066 Nay, but worship God, and be of those who give thanks.

039.067 No just estimate have they made of God, such asis due to Him: On the Day of Judgment the whole of the
earth will be but His handful, and the heavens will be rolled up in Hisright hand: Glory to Him! HighisHe abovethe



Partners they attribute to Him!

039.068 The Trumpet will (just) be sounded, when all that arein the heavens and on earth will swoon, except such as
it will please God (to exempt). Then will asecond one be sounded, when, behold, they will be standing and looking on!
039.069 Andthe Earthwill shinewiththe Glory of itsL ord: the Record (of Deeds) will be placed (open); the prophets
and the witnesseswill be brought forward and ajust decision pronounced between them; and they will not be wronged
(intheleast).

039.070 And to every soul will be paid in full (the fruit) of its Deeds; and (God) knoweth best al that they do.
039.071 The Unbelievers will beled to Hell in crowd: until, whenthey arrive, there, its gateswill be opened. Andits
keeperswill say, "Did not apostles cometo you from among yourselves, rehearsing to you the Signs of your Lord, and
warning you of the Meeting of ThisDay of yours?' The answer will be: "True: but the Decree of Punishment has been
proved true against the Unbelievers!”

039.072 (Tothem) will besaid: "Enter yethe gates of Hell, to dwell therein: and evil is(this) Abode of the Arrogant!"
039.073 And those who feared their Lord will beled to the Garden in crowds: until behold, they arrive there; itsgates
will be opened; and its keepers will say: "Peace be upon you! well have ye done! enter ye here, to dwell therein.”
039.074 They will say: "Praise be to God, Who hastruly fulfilled His Promise to us, and has given us (this) land in
heritage: We can dwell in the Garden as we will: how excellent areward for those who work (righteousness)!"
039.075 And thou wilt see the angels surrounding the Throne (Divine) on all sides, singing Glory and Praise to their
Lord. The Decision between them (at Judgment) will bein (perfect) justice, and thecry (on all sides) will be, "Praise
beto God, the Lord of the Worlds!"

THE BELIEVER, THE FORGIVER (GOD), CHAPTER NO. 040

040.001 HaMim

040.002 Therevelation of thisBook isfrom God, Exalted in Power, Full of Knowledge,-

040.003 Who forgiveth sin, accepteth repentance, is strict in punishment, and hath along reach (in all things). there
isno god but He: to Himisthefinal goal.

040.004 None can dispute about the Signs of God but the Unbelievers. Let not, then, their strutting about through the
land deceive thee!

040.005 But (therewere people) before them, who denied (the Signs),- the Peopl e of Noah, and the Confederates (of
Evil) after them; and every People plotted against their prophet, to seize him, and disputed by means of vanities,
therewith to condemn the Truth; but it was | that seized them! and how (terrible) was My Requital!

040.006 Thus wasthe Decree of thy Lord proved true against the Unbelievers; that truly they are Companions of the
Fire!

040.007 Those who sustain the Throne (of God) and those around it Sing Glory and Praise to their Lord; believe in
Him; and implore Forgiveness for those who believe: "Our Lord! Thy Reach is over al things, in Mercy and
Knowledge. Forgive, then, those who turn in Repentance, and follow Thy Path; and preserve them from the Penalty of
the Blazing Fire!

040.008 "And grant, our Lord! that they enter the Gardens of Eternity, which Thou hast promised to them, and to the
righteous among their fathers, their wives, and their posterity! For Thou art (He), the Exaltedin Might, Full of Wisdom.
040.009 "And preserve them from (al) ills; and any whom Thou dost preserve from illsthat Day,- on them wilt Thou
have bestowed Mercy indeed: and that will be truly (for them) the highest Achievement".

040.010 The Unbelievers will be addressed: "Greater was the aversion of God to you than (is) your aversion to
yourselves, seeing that ye were called to the Faith and ye used to refuse.”

040.011 They will say: "Our Lord! twice hast Thou made uswithout life, and twice hast Thou given usLife! Now have
we recognised our sins: Isthere any way out (of this)?"

040.012 (The answer will be) "Thisis because, when God was invoked as the Only (object of worship), yedid reject
Faith, but when partners were joined to Him, ye believed! the Command iswith God, Most High, Most Great!"
040.013 He it is Who showeth you his Signs, and sendeth down sustenance for you from the sky: but only those
receive admonition who turn (to God).

040.014 Call ye, then, upon God with sincere devotion to Him, even though the Unbelievers may detest it.



040.015 Raised high above ranks (or degrees), (Heis) the Lord of the Throne (of Authority): by His Command doth
He send the Spirit (of inspiration) to any of His servants he pleases, that it may warn (men) of the Day of Mutual

Meeting,-

040.016 The Day whereon they will (all) comeforth: not a single thing concerning them ishidden from God. Whose
will be the dominion that Day?' That of God, the Onethe Irresistible!

040.017 That Day will every soul be requited for what it earned; no injustice will there be that Day, for God is Swift
in taking account.

040.018 Warnthem of the Day that is(ever) drawing near, when the heartswill (come) right up to thethroatsto choke
(them); No intimate friend nor intercessor will the wrong-doers have, who could be listened to.

040.019 (God) knows of (the tricks) that deceive with the eyes, and all that the hearts (of men) conceal.

040.020 And God will judge with (justice and) Truth: but those whom (men) invoke besides Him, will not (bein a
position) to judge at all. Verily it is God (alone) Who hears and sees (all things).

040.021 Do they not travel through the earth and see what was the End of those before them? They were even superior
to them in strength, and in the traces (they have left) in the land: but God did call them to account for their sins, and
none had they to defend them against God.

040.022 That was because there cameto them their apostleswith Clear (Signs), but they rejected them: So God called
them to account: for Heis Full of Strength, Strict in Punishment.

040.023 Of old We sent Moses, with Our Signs and an authority manifest,

040.024 To Pharaoh, Haman, and Qarun; but they called (him)" asorcerer telling lies!"...

040.025 Now, when he came to them in Truth, from Us, they said, " Slay the sons of those who believe with him, and
keep divetheir females," but the plots of Unbelievers (end) in nothing but errors (and delusions)!....

040.026 Said Pharaoh: "Leavemeto slay Moses; and let himcall onhisLord! What | fear islest he should changeyour

religion, or lest he should cause mischief to appear in the land!”

040.027 Moses said: "I haveindeed called upon my Lord and your Lord (for protection) from every arrogant onewho
believes not in the Day of Account!"

040.028 A believer, aman fromamong the people of Pharaoh, who had concealed hisfaith, said: "Will yeslay aman
because he says, 'My Lord is God'?- when he hasindeed cometo you with Clear (Signs) from your Lord? and if he be
aliar, on himis(the sin of) hislie: but, if heistelling the Truth, then will fall on you something of the (calamity) of
which he warns you: Truly God guides not one who transgresses and lies!

040.029 "O my People! Y oursisthe dominion thisday: Y e have the upper hand in the land: but who will help usfrom
the Punishment of God, should it befall us?' Pharaoh said: "I but point out to you that which | see (myself); Nor do |

guide you but to the Path of Right!"

040.030 Then said the man who believed: "O my people! Truly | do fear for you something likethe Day (of disaster)

of the Confederates (in sin)!-

040.031 "Something like the fate of the People of Noah, the 'Ad, and the Thamud, and those who came after them: but

God never wishes injustice to his Servants.

040.032 "And O my people! | fear for you a Day when there will be Mutual calling (and wailing),-

040.033 "A Day when ye shall turn your backs and flee: No defender shall ye have from God: Any whom God leaves
to stray, there isnone to guide...

040.034 " Andtoyou therecame Josephin timesgone by, with Clear Signs, but ye ceased not to doubt of the (Mission)

for which he had come: At length, when he died, ye said: 'No apostle will God send after him." thus doth God leaveto
stray such astransgress and live in doubt,-

040.035 " (Such) as dispute about the Signsof God, without any authority that hath reached them, grievous and odious
(is such conduct) in the sight of God and of the Believers. Thus doth God, seal up every heart - of arrogant and
obstinate Transgressors."

040.036 Pharaoh said: "O Haman! Build me alofty palace, that | may attain the ways and means-

040.037 "The ways and means of (reaching) the heavens, and that | may mount up to the God of Moses. But asfar as
| am concerned, | think (Moses) isaliar!" Thuswas made alluring, in Pharaoh's eyes, the evil of his deeds, and he was
hindered from the Path; and the plot of Pharaoh led to nothing but perdition (for him).



040.038 The man who believed said further: "O my people! Follow me: | will lead you to the Path of Right.
040.039 "O my people! Thislife of the present is nothing but (temporary) convenience: It isthe Hereafter that isthe
Home that will last.

040.040 "He that works evil will not be requited but by the like thereof: and he that works arighteous deed - whether
man or woman - and is a Believer- such will enter the Garden (of Bliss): Therein will they have abundance without
measure.

040.041 "And O my people! How (strange) it isfor meto call you to Salvation while ye call meto the Fire!
040.042 "Y e do call upon me to blaspheme against God, and to join with Him partners of whom | have no knowledge;
and | call you to the Exalted in Power, Who forgives again and again!"

040.043 "Without doubt ye do call meto onewho isnot fit to be called to, whether in thisworld, or in the Hereafter;
our return will beto God; and the Transgressors will be Companions of the Fire!

040.044 " Soon will ye remember what | say to you (now), My (own) affair | commit to God: for God (ever) watches
over His Servants."

040.045 Then God saved him from (every) ill that they plotted (against him), but the burnt of the Penalty encompassed
on al sides the People of Pharaoh.

040.046 In front of the Fire will they be brought, morning and evening: And (the sentence will be) on the Day that
Judgment will be established: "Cast ye the People of Pharaoh into the severest Penalty!"

040.047 Behold, they will dispute with each other inthe Fire! The weak ones (who followed) will say to those who
had been arrogant, "We but followed you: Can ye then take (on yourselves) from us some share of the Fire?
040.048 Those who had been arrogant will say: "We are dl in this (Fire)! Truly, God has judged between (his)
Servantd"

040.049 Thosein the Fire will say to the Keepers of Hell: "Pray to your Lord to lighten us the Penalty for aday (at
least)!"

040.050 They will say: "Did there not come to you your apostles with Clear Signs?' They will say, "Yes'. They will
reply, "Then pray (as ye like)! But the prayer of those without Faith is nothing but (futile wandering) in (mazes of)
error!"

040.051 We will, without doubt, help our apostles and those who believe, (both) in thisworld's life and on the Day
when the Witnesses will stand forth,-

040.052 The Day when no profit will it beto Wrong-doersto present their excuses, but they will (only) havethe Curse
and the Home of Misery.

040.053 We did aforetime give Moses the (Book of) Guidance, and We gave the book in inheritance to the Children
of Israel,-

040.054 A Guide and a Message to men of Understanding.

040.055 Patiently, then, persevere: for the Promise of God istrue: and ask forgivenessfor thy fault, and celebratethe
Praises of thy Lord in the evening and in the morning.

040.056 Those who dispute about the signs of God without any authority bestowed on them,- thereisnothing in their
breasts but (the quest of) greatness, which they shall never attain to: seek refuge, then, in God: It isHe Who hearsand
sees (al things).

040.057 Assuredly the creation of the heavens and the earth isa greater (matter) than the creation of men: Y et most
men understand not.

040.058 Not equal are the blind and those who (clearly) see: Nor are (equal) those who believe and work deeds of
righteousness, and those who do evil. Little do ye learn by admonition!

040.059 The Hour will certainly come: Thereinis no doubt: Y et most men believe not.

040.060 Andyour Lord says: "Call onMe; | will answer your (Prayer): but thosewho aretoo arrogant to serve Mewill
surely find themselvesin Hell - in humiliation!"

040.061 It is God Who has made the Night for you, that ye may rest therein, and the days as that which helps (you) to
see. Verily God isfull of Grace and Bounty to men: yet most men give no thanks.

040.062 SuchisGod, your Lord, the Creator of all things, thereisno god but He: Then how ye are deluded away from
the Truth!



040.063 Thus are deluded those who are wont to reject the Signs of God.

040.064 1t is God Who hasmade for you the earth asaresting place, and the sky as acanopy, and has given you shape-
and madeyour shapesbeautiful,- and has provided for you Sustenance, of things pureand good;- suchisGod your Lord.
So Glory to God, the Lord of the Worlds!

040.065 Heisthe Living (One): Thereis no god but He: Call upon Him, giving Him sincere devotion. Praise be to
God, Lord of the Worlds!

040.066 Say: "I have been forbidden to invoke those whom yeinvoke besides God,- seeing that the Clear Sings have
come to me from my Lord; and | have been commanded to bow (in Islam) to the Lord of the Worlds."

040.067 ItisHe Who has created you from dust then from asperm-drop, then from aleech-like clot; then does he get
youout (into thelight) asachild: then letsyou (grow and) reach your age of full strength; then letsyou become old,-
though of you there are somewho die before;- and letsyou reach a Term appointed; in order that ye may |earn wisdom.
040.068 It is He Who gives Life and Death; and when He decides upon an affair, He saystoit, "Be", and it is.
040.069 Seest thou not those that dispute concerning the Sings of God? How are they turned away (from Reality)?-
040.070 Thosewho reject the Book and the (revel ations) with which We sent our apostles: but soon shall they know,-
040.071 When the yokes (shall be) round their necks, and the chains; they shall be dragged aong-

040.072 Inthe bailing fetid fluid: then in the Fire shall they be burned;

040.073 Then shall it be said to them: "Where are the (deities) to which ye gave part- worship-

040.074 "In derogation of God?' They will reply: "They haveleft usinthelurch: Nay, weinvoked not, of old, anything
(that had real existence)." Thus does God leave the Unbelieversto stray.

040.075 "That was because ye were wont to rejoice on the earth inthings other than the Truth, and that ye were wont
to be insolent.

040.076 "Enter ye the gates of Hell, to dwell therein: and evil is (this) abode of the arrogant!"

040.077 So perseverein patience; for the Promise of God istrue: and whether We show thee (in thislife) some part
of what We promise them,- or We take thy soul (to Our Mercy) (before that),-(in any case) it isto Usthat they shall
(al) return.

040.078 We did aforetime send apostles before thee: of them there are some whose story We have related to thee,
and some whose story We have not related to thee. It was not (possible) for any apostle to bring a sign except by the
leave of God: but when the Command of God issued, the matter was decided in truth and justice, and there perished,
there and then those who stood on Falsehoods.

040.079 It is God Who made cattle for you, that ye may use some for riding and some for food;

040.080 Andthereare (other) advantagesinthem for you (besides); that ye may through them attain to any need (there
may be) in your hearts; and on them and on shipsye are carried.

040.081 And He shows you (always) His Signs. then which of the Signs of God will ye deny?

040.082 Do they not travel through the earth and see what was the End of those before them? They were more
numerous than these and superior in strength and in the traces (they have left) in the land: Yet al that they
accomplished was of no profit to them.

040.083 For whentheir apostles cameto themwith Clear Signs, they exulted in such knowledge (and skill) asthey had;
but that very (Wrath) at which they were wont to scoff hemmed them in.

040.084 But when they saw Our Punishment, they said: "Webeievein God,- the one God - and we rgject the partners
we used to join with Him."

040.085 But their professing the Faith when they (actually) saw Our Punishment was not going to profit them. (Such
has been) God's Way of dealing with His Servants (from the most ancient times). And even thus did the Rej ecters of
God perish (utterly)!

041.002 A Revelation from (God), Most Gracious, Most Merciful;-

041.003 A Book, whereof the verses are explained in detail;- aQur'an in Arabic, for people who understand;-
041.004 Giving good news and admonition: yet most of them turn away, and so they hear not.



041.005 They say: "Our hearts are under veils, (concealed) from that to which thou dost invite us, and in our earsin
a deafness, and between us and thee is a screen: so do thou (what thou wilt); for us, we shall do (what we will!)"
041.006 Say thou: "I am but aman likeyou: It isrevealed to me by Inspiration, that your God is one God: so stand true
to Him, and ask for His Forgiveness." And woe to those who join gods with God,-

041.007 Those who practise not regular Charity, and who even deny the Hereafter.

041.008 For those who believe and work deeds of righteousnessis areward that will never fail.

041.009 Say: Isit that ye deny Him Who created the earth in two Days? And do ye join equals with Him? Heis the
Lord of (all) the Worlds.

041.010 Heset onthe(earth), mountai nsstanding firm, high aboveit, and bestowed blessingsontheearth, and measure
therein all thingsto give them nourishment in due proportion, in four Days, in accordance with (the needs of) those
who seek (Sustenance).

041.011 Moreover He comprehended in His design the sky, and it had been (as) smoke: He said to it and to the earth:
"Come yetogether, willingly or unwillingly." They said: "We do come (together), in willing obedience."

041.012 So He completed them as seven firmaments in two Days, and He assigned to each heaven its duty and
command. And We adorned thelower heaven with lights, and (provided it) with guard. Suchisthe Decree of (Him) the
Exalted in Might, Full of Knowledge.

041.013 But if they turn away, say thou: "I have warned you of astunning Punishment (as of thunder and lightning) like
that which (overtook) the 'Ad and the Thamud!"

041.014 Behold, the apostles came to them, from before them and behind them, (preaching): " Serve none but God."
They said, "If our Lord had so pleased, He would certainly have sent down angels (to preach). Now we reject your
mission (altogether)."

041.015 Now the'Ad behaved arrogantly through the land, against (all) truth and reason, and said: "Who is superior to
us in strength?' What! did they not see that God, Who created them, was superior to them in strength? But they
continued to reject Our Signs!

041.016 So We sent against them afurious Wind through days of disaster, that We might givethem ataste of aPenalty
of humiliation in thislife; but the Penalty of a Hereafter will be more humiliating till: and they will find no help.
041.017 Asto the Thamud, We gave them Guidance, but they preferred blindness (of heart) to Guidance: so the
stunning Punishment of humiliation seized them, because of what they had earned.

041.018 But We delivered those who believed and practised righteousness.

041.019 On the Day that the enemies of God will be gathered together to the Fire, they will be marched in ranks.
041.020 At length, when they reach the (Fire), their hearing, their sight, and their skinswill bear witness against them,
asto (all) their deeds.

041.021 They will say totheir skins: "Why bear yewitnessagainst us?' They will say: "God hath given usspeech,- (He)
Who giveth speech to everything: He created you for thefirst time, and unto Him were ye to return.

041.022 "Y edid not seek to hide yourselves, lest your hearing, your sight, and your skins should bear witness against
you! But ye did think that God knew not many of the things that ye used to do!

041.023 "But thisthought of yourswhich ye did entertain concerning your Lord, hath brought you to destruction, and
(now) have ye become of those utterly lost!"

041.024 If, then, they have patience, the Firewill be ahomefor them! and if they beg to bereceived into favour, into
favour will they not (then) be received.

041.025 And We have destined for them intimate companions (of like nature), who made alluring to them what was
before them and behind them; and the sentence among the previous generations of Jinns and men, who have passed
away, is proved against them; for they are utterly lost.

041.026 The Unbelievers say: "Listen not to this Qur'an, but talk at random in the midst of its (reading), that ye may
gain the upper hand!"

041.027 But Wewill certainly givethe Unbelieversataste of asevere Penalty, and Wewill requitethem for theworst
of their deeds.

041.028 Such is the requital of the enemies of God,- the Fire: therein will be for them the Eternal Home: a (fit)
requital, for that they were wont to reject Our Sings.



041.029 Andthe Unbelieverswill say: "Our Lord! Show usthose, among Jinnsand men, who misled us: Weshall crush
them beneath our feet, so that they become the vilest (before al).”

041.030 Inthe case of thosewho say, "Our Lord is God", and, further, stand straight and steadfast, the angels descend
onthem (fromtimetotime): "Fear yenot!" (they suggest), "Nor grieve! but receivethe Glad Tidings of the Garden (of
Bliss), the which ye were promised!

041.031 "Weareyour protectorsinthislifeandinthe Hereafter: therein shall ye have all that your soulsshall desire;
therein shall ye have al that ye ask for!-

041.032"A hospitable gift from one Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful!"

041.033 Who is better in speech than one who calls (men) to God, works righteousness, and says, "I am of those who
bow in Idam"?

041.034 Nor can goodness and Evil be equal. Repel (Evil) with what is better: Then will he between whom and thee
was hatred become as it were thy friend and intimate!

041.035 And no one will be granted such goodness except those who exercise patience and self-restraint,- none but
persons of the greatest good fortune.

041.036 And if (at any time) an incitement to discord is made to thee by the Evil One, seek refugein God. Heisthe
One Who hears and knows all things.

041.037 Among His Sings are the Night and the Day, and the Sun and the Moon. Adore not the sun and the moon, but
adore God, Who created them, if it is Him ye wish to serve.

041.038 But isthe (Unbelievers) are arrogant, (no matter): for in the presence of thy Lord are those who celebrate
His praises by night and by day. And they never flag (nor fedl themselves aboveit).

041.039 And among His Signsin this: thou seest the earth barren and desolate; but when We send down rain to it, it
isstirred tolifeand yieldsincrease. Truly, He Who giveslifeto the (dead) earth can surely givelifeto (men) who are
dead. For He has power over al things.

041.040 Those who pervert the Truth in Our Signs are not hidden from Us. Which is better?- he that is cast into the
Fire, or hethat comes safe through, on the Day of Judgment? Do what yewill: verily He seeth (clearly) al that ye do.
041.041 Those who reject the Message when it comes to them (are not hidden from Us). And indeed it isaBook of
exalted power.

041.042 No falsehood can approach it from before or behind it: It is sent down by One Full of Wisdom, Worthy of
all Praise.

041.043 Nothing is said to thee that was not said to the apostles before thee: that thy lord has at his Command (all)
forgiveness aswell as amost Grievous Penalty.

041.044 Had We sent thisasaQur'an (in thelanguage) other than Arabic, they would have said: "Why arenot itsverses
explainedin detail? What! (aBook) notin Arabic and (aMessenger an Arab?' Say: "ItisaGuideand aHealing to those
who believe; and for those who believe not, thereis a deafnessin their ears, and it isblindnessin their (eyes): They
are (asit were) being called from aplace far distant!"

041.045 Wecertainly gave M osesthe Book af oretime: but disputesarosetherein. Had it not beenfor aWord that went
forthbeforefromthy Lord, (their differences) woul d have been settled between them: but they remained in suspicious
disquieting doubt thereon.

041.046 Whoever worksrighteousness benefits his own soul; whoever worksevil, itisagainst hisown soul: nor isthy
Lord ever unjust (in the least) to His Servants.

041.047 To Him isreferred the Knowledge of the Hour (of Judgment: Heknows all): No date-fruit comes out of its
sheath, nor does afemale conceive (within her womb) nor bring forth the Day that (God) will propound to them the
(question), "Where are the partners (ye attributed to Me?' They will say, "We do assure thee not one of us can bear
witness!"

041.048 The (deities) they used to invoke aforetime will leave them in thelurch, and they will perceivethat they have
no way of escape.

041.049 Man does not weary of asking for good (things), but if ill touches him, he gives up al hope (and) islost in
despair.

041.050 When we give him ataste of some Mercy from Ourselves, after some adversity hastouched him, heissure



to say, "Thisisdueto my (merit): | think not that the Hour (of Judgment) will (ever) be established; but if | am brought
back to my Lord, I have (much) good (stored) in Hissight!" But Wewill show the Unbelieversthetruth of all that they
did, and We shall give them the taste of a severe Penalty.

041.051 When We bestow favours on man, he turns away, and gets himself remote on his side (instead of coming to
Us); and when evil seizes him, (he comes) full of prolonged prayer!

041.052 Say: "Seeyeif the (Revelation) is(really) from God, and yet do yeregject it? Who ismore astray than onewho
isinaschism far (from any purpose)?"

041.053 Soon will We show them our Signsin the (furthest) regions (of the earth), and in their own souls, until it
becomes manifest to them that thisisthe Truth. Isit not enough that thy Lord doth witness all things?

041.054 Ahindeed! Arethey in doubt concerning the Meetingwiththeir Lord? Ahindeed! ItisHethat doth encompass
al things!

COUNSEL, CONSULTATION, CHAPTER NO. 042

042.001 Ha-Mim

042.002 'Ain. Sin. Qaf.

042.003 Thus doth (He) send inspiration to thee as (He did) to those before thee,- God, Exalted in Power, Full of
Wisdom.

042.004 To Him belongs all that isin the heavens and on earth: and Heis Most High, Most Great.

042.005 The heavens are amost rent asunder from above them (by Him Glory): and the angels cel ebrate the Prai ses
of their Lord, and pray for forgivenessfor (al) beings on earth: Behold! Verily God is He, the Oft-Forgiving, Most
Merciful.

042.006 And those who take as protectors others besides Him,- God doth watch over them; and thou art not the
disposer of their affairs.

042.007 Thus have We sent by inspiration to thee an Arabic Qur'an: that thou mayest warn the Mother of Cities and
al around her,- and warn (them) of the Day of Assembly, of which there is no doubt: (when) some will be in the
Garden, and some in the Blazing Fire.

042.008 If God had so willed, He could have made them asingle people; but He admits whom Hewill to HisMercy;
and the Wrong-doers will have no protector nor helper.

042.009 What! Have they taken (for worship) protectors besides Him? But it is God,- He isthe Protector, and it is
He Who giveslife to the dead: It is He Who has power over all things,

042.010 Whatever it be wherein ye differ, the decision thereof iswithGod: suchisGod my Lord: InHim | trust, and
to Him | turn.

042.011 (Heis) the Creator of the heavensand the earth: He has madefor you pairsfrom among yourselves, and pairs
among cattle: by this means does He multiply you: there is nothing whatever like unto Him, and He is the One that
hears and sees (all things).

042.012 To Himbelong the keys of the heavens and the earth: He enlarges and restricts. The Sustenanceto whom He
will: for He knows full well al things.

042.013 The same religion has He established for you as that which He enjoined on Noah - the which We have sent
by inspiration to thee - and that which We enjoined on Abraham, Moses, and Jesus. Namely, that ye should remain
steadfast in religion, and make no divisions therein: to those who worship other thingsthan God, hard isthe (way) to
which thou callest them. God chooses to Himself those whom He pleases, and guidesto Himself those who turn (to
Him).

042.014 And they became divided only after Knowledge reached them,- through selfish envy as between themselves.
Had it not been for aWord that went forth before from thy Lord, (tending) to a Term appointed, the matter would have
been settled between them: But truly those who have inherited the Book after them are in suspicious (disquieting)
doubt concerning it.

042.015 Now then, for that (reason), call (them to the Faith), and stand steadfast as thou art commanded, nor follow
thou their vain desires; but say: "1 believein the Book which God has sent down; and | am commanded to judge justly
between you. God isour Lord and your Lord: for us (isthe responsibility for) our deeds, and for you for your deeds.



Thereis no contention between us and you. God will bring us together, and to Him is (our) Final Goal.

042.016 But those who dispute concerning God after He has been accepted,- futileistheir disputeinthe Sight of their
Lord: on them will be a Penalty terrible.

042.017 It is God Who has sent down the Book in Truth, and the Balance (by which to weigh conduct). And what will
make thee realise that perhapsthe Hour is close at hand?

042.018 Only those wish to hasten it who believe not in it: those who believe hold it in awe, and know that it is the
Truth. Behold, verily those that dispute concerning the Hour are far astray.

042.019 Graciousis God to His servants: He gives Sustenance to whom He pleases: and He has power and can carry
out His Will.

042.020 To any that desiresthetilth of the Hereafter, We giveincreasein histilth, and to any that desiresthetilth of
thisworld, We grant somewhat thereof, but he has no share or lot in the Hereafter.

042.021 What! havethey partners (in godhead), who have established for them some religion without the permission
of God?Had it not been for the Decree of Judgment, the matter would have been decided between them (at once). But
verily the Wrong- doerswill have agrievous Penalty.

042.022 Thou wilt see the Wrong-doers in fear on account of what they have earned, and (the burden of) that must
(necessarily) fall on them. But those who believe and work righteous deeds will be in the luxuriant meads of the
Gardens: they shall have, beforetheir Lord, al that they wish for. That will indeed be the magnificent Bounty (of God).
042.023 That is(the Bounty) whereof God givesGlad Tidingsto His Servantswho believe and do righteous deeds. Say:
"No reward do | ask of you for thisexcept thelove of those near of kin." And if any one earns any good, We shall give
him an increase of good in respect thereof: for God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Ready to appreciate (service).

042.024 What! Do they say, "He hasforged afa sehood against God"? But if God willed, He could seal up thy heart.
And God blots out Vanity, and proves the Truth by His Words. For He knows well the secrets of all hearts.

042.025 He isthe One that accepts repentance from His Servants and forgives sins. and He knows all that ye do.
042.026 And Helistensto those who believe and do deeds of righteousness, and gives them increase of His Bounty:
but for the Unbelievers their is aterrible Penalty.

042.027 If Godwereto enlargetheprovisionfor His Servants, they wouldindeed transgressbeyond all boundsthrough
the earth; but he sends (it) down in due measureasHe pleases. For Heiswith His Servants Well-acquainted, Watchful.
042.028 Heisthe Onethat sends down rain (even) after (men) have given up all hope, and scattersHisMercy (far and
wide). And Heisthe Protector, Worthy of all Praise.

042.029 And among His Signsisthe creation of the heavensand theearth, and theliving creaturesthat He has scattered
through them: and He has power to gather them together when He wills.

042.030 Whatever misfortune happens to you, is because on the things your hands have wrought, and for many (of
them) He grants forgiveness.

042.031 Nor can ye frustrate (aught), (fleeing) through the earth; nor have ye, besides God, any one to protect or to
help.

042.032 And among His Signs are the ships, smooth-running through the ocean, (tall) as mountains.

042.033If it be HisWill Hecan still the Wind: then woul d they become motionless on the back of the (ocean). Verily
in this are Signs for everyone who patiently perseveres and is grateful.

042.034 Or He can cause them to perish because of the (evil) which (the men) have earned; but much doth Heforgive.
042.035 But let those know, who dispute about Our Signs, that there is for them no way of escape.

042.036 Whatever ye are given (here) is (but) aconvenience of thislife: but that which iswith God is better and more
lasting: (it is) for those who believe and put their trust in their Lord:

042.037 Those who avoid the greater crimes and shameful deeds, and, when they are angry even then forgive;
042.038 Those who hearken to their Lord, and establish regular Prayer; who (conduct) their affairs by mutual
Consultation; who spend out of what We bestow on them for Sustenance;

042.039 And those who, when an oppressive wrong is inflicted on them, (are not cowed but) help and defend
themselves.

042.040 The recompense for an injury is an injury equal thereto (in degree): but if a person forgives and makes
reconciliation, hisreward is due from God: for (God) loveth not those who do wrong.



042.041 But indeed if any do help and defend themsel ves after awrong (done) to them, against such thereisno cause
of blame.

042.042 The blameisonly against those who oppress men and wrong-doing and insolently transgress beyond bounds
through the land, defying right and justice: for such there will be a penalty grievous.

042.043 Butindeed if any show patienceand forgive, that would truly be an exercise of courageouswill and resolution
in the conduct of affairs.

042.044 For any whom God leaves astray, there is no protector thereafter. And thou wilt seethe Wrong-doers, when
in sight of the Penalty, Say: "Isthere any way (to effect) areturn?”'

042.045 And thou wilt see them brought forward to the (Penalty), in a humble frame of mind because of (their)
disgrace, (and) looking with a steathy glance. And the Believers will say: "Those are indeed in loss, who have given
to perdition their own selves and those belonging to them on the Day of Judgment. Behold! Truly theWrong-doersare
inalasting Penalty!"

042.046 And no protectors have they to help them, other than God. And for any whom God leavesto stray, thereisno
way (to the Godl).

042.047 Hearken ye to your Lord, before there come a Day which there will be no putting back, because of (the
Ordainment of) God! that Day there will be for you no place of refuge nor will there be for you any room for denial
(of your sins)!

042.048 If then they run away, We have not sent thee as a guard over them. Thy duty is but to convey (the Message).
And truly, when We give man ataste of aMercy from Ourselves, he doth exult thereat, but when someill happensto
him, on account of the deeds which his hands have sent forth, truly then is man ungrateful!

042.049 To God belongsthe dominion of the heavens and the earth. He createswhat He wills (and plans). He bestows
(children) male or female according to His Will (and Plan),

042.050 Or He bestows both males and femal es, and He leaves barren whom Hewill: for Heisfull of Knowledge and
Power.

042.051 Itisnot fitting for aman that God should speak to him except by inspiration, or from behind aveil, or by the
sending of amessenger to reveal, with God's permission, what God wills. for Heis Most High, Most Wise.
042.052 And thushave We, by Our Command, sent inspiration to thee: thou knewest not (before) what was Revel ation,
and what was Faith; but We have made the (Qur'an) a Light, wherewith We guide such of Our servantsasWewiill; and
verily thou dost guide (men) to the Straight Way ,-

042.053 The Way of God, to Whom belongs whatever is in the heavens and whatever is on earth. Behold (how) al
affairs tend towards God!

ORNAMENTS OF GOLD, LUXURY, CHAPTER NO. 043

043.001 Ha-Mim

043.002 By the Book that makes things clear,-

043.003 We have made it aQur'an in Arabic, that ye may be able to understand (and learn wisdom).

043.004 And verily, itisin the Mother of the Book, in Our Presence, high (in dignity), full of wisdom.

043.005 sShall Wethen take away the M essage from you and repel (you), for that ye are apeopl etransgressing beyond
bounds?

043.006 But how many were the prophets We sent amongst the peoples of old?

043.007 And never came there a prophet to them but they mocked him.

043.008 So We destroyed (them)- stronger in power than these;- and (thus) has passed on the Parable of the peoples
of old.

043.009 If thou wert to questionthem, "Who created the heavensand the earth? They would be suretoreply, 'they were
created by (Him), the Exalted in Power, Full of Knowledge';-

043.010 (Y ea, the same that) has made for you the earth (like a carpet) spread out, and has made for you roads (and
channels) therein, in order that ye may find guidance (on the way);

043.011 That sends down (from timeto time) rain from the sky in due measure;- and Weraiseto lifetherewith aland
that is dead; even so will ye be raised (from the dead);-



043.012 That has created pairsin all things, and has made for you ships and cattle on which yeride,

043.013 Inorder that ye may sit firm and square on their backs, and when so seated, ye may celebrate the (kind) favour
of your Lord, and say, "Glory to Him Who has subjected theseto our (use), for we could never have accomplishedthis
(by ourselves),

043.014 "And to our Lord, surely, must we turn back!"

043.015 Y et they attribute to some of His servants a share with Him (in his godhead)! truly is man a blasphemous
ingrate avowed!

043.016 What! has He taken daughters out of what He himself creates, and granted to you sons for choice?
043.017 When newsis brought to one of them of (the birth of) what he sets up asalikenessto (God) Most Gracious,
his face darkens, and heisfilled with inward grief!

043.018 Is then one brought up among trinkets, and unable to give a clear account in adispute (to be associated with
God)?

043.019 And they make into females angels who themselves serve God. Did they witness their creation? Their
evidence will be recorded, and they will be called to account!

043.020 ("Ah!™) they say, "If it had been the will of (God) Most Gracious, we should not have worshipped such
(deities)!" Of that they have no knowledge! they do nothing but lie!

043.021 What! have We given them aBook before this, to which they are holding fast?

043.022 Nay! they say: "We found our fathers following a certain religion, and we do guide ourselves by their
footsteps.”

043.023 Just in the same way, whenever We sent aWarner before theeto any people, the wealthy ones among them
said: "Wefound our fathersfollowing a certain religion, and we will certainly follow in their footsteps."

043.024 He said: "What! Evenif | brought you better guidance than that which yefound your fathersfollowing?' They
said: "For us, we deny that ye (prophets) are sent (on amission at al)."

043.025 So We exacted retribution from them: now see what was the end of those who rejected (Truth)!

043.026 Behold! Abraham said to his father and his people: "I do indeed clear myself of what ye worship:

043.027 " (I worship) only Him Who made me, and He will certainly guide me."

043.028 And he left it asaWord to endure among those who came after him, that they may turn back (to God).
043.029 Y ea, | have given thegood thingsof thislifeto these (men) and their fathers, until the Truth hascometo them,
and an apostle making things clear.

043.030 But when the Truth came to them, they said: "Thisis sorcery, and we do reject it."

043.031 Also, they say: "Why is not this Qur'an sent down to some leading man in either of the two (chief) cities?'
043.032 Is it they who would portion out the Mercy of thy Lord? It is We Who portion out between them their
livelihoodinthelife of thisworld: and Werai se some of them above othersin ranks, so that some may command work
from others. But the Mercy of thy Lord is better than the (wealth) which they amass.

043.033 And wereit not that (all) men might become of one (evil) way of life, Wewould provide, for everyone that
blasphemes against (God) Most Gracious, silver roofs for their houses and (silver) stair-ways on which to go up,
043.034 And (silver) doorsto their houses, and thrones (of silver) on which they could recline,

043.035 And aso adornments of gold. But all thiswere nothing but conveniences of the present life: The Hereafter,
in the sight of thy Lord isfor the Righteous.

043.036 If anyone withdraws himself from remembrance of (God) Most Gracious, We appoint for him an evil one,
to be an intimate companion to him.

043.037 Such (evil ones) redly hinder them from the Path, but they think that they are being guided aright!
043.038 At length, when (such aone) comesto Us, he says (to hisevil companion): "Would that between me and thee
were the distance of East and West!" Ah! evil isthe companion (indeed)!

043.039 When ye have donewrong, it will avail you nothing, that Day, that ye shall be partnersin Punishment!
043.040 Canst thou then make the deaf to hear, or give direction to the blind or to such as (wander) in manifest error?
043.041 Even if We take thee away, We shall be sure to exact retribution from them,

043.042 Or We shall show thee that (accomplished) which We have promised them: for verily We shall prevail over
them.



043.043 So hold thou fast to the Revelation sent down to thee; verily thou art on a Straight Way.

043.044 The (Qur'an) isindeed the message, for thee and for thy people; and soon shall ye (all) be brought to account.
043.045 And question thou our apostleswhom We sent before thee; did We appoint any deities other than (God) M ost
Gracious, to be worshipped?

043.046 We did send Moses aforetime, with Our Signs, to Pharaoh and his Chiefs: He said, "I am an apostle of the
Lord of theWorlds."

043.047 But when he came to them with Our Signs, behold they ridiculed them.

043.048 We showed them Sign after Sign, each greater thanitsfellow, and We sei zed them with Punishment, in order
that they might turn (to Us).

043.049 Andthey said, "Othou sorcerer! Invokethy Lord for usaccording to His covenant with thee; for we shall truly
accept guidance.”

043.050 But when We removed the Penalty from them, behold, they broke their word.

043.051 And Pharaoh proclaimed among his people, saying: "O my people! Does not the dominion of Egypt belong
to me, (witness) these streams flowing underneath my (palace)? What! see ye not then?

043.052 "Am | not better than this (Moses), who is acontemptible wretch and can scarcely express himself clearly?
043.053 "Then why are not gold bracel ets bestowed onhim, or (why) come (not) with him angel s accompanying him
inprocession?'

043.054 Thusdid he makefoolsof hispeople, and they obeyed him: truly werethey apeopl erebellious (against God).
043.055 When at length they provoked Us, We exacted retribution from them, and We drowned them all.

043.056 And We made them (a people) of the Past and an Exampleto later ages.

043.057 When (Jesus) the son of Mary is held up as an example, behold, thy people raise a clamour thereat (in
ridicule)!

043.058 And they say, "Are our gods best, or he?' Thisthey set forth to thee, only by way of disputation: yea, they are
a contentious people.

043.059 He was no more than a servant: We granted Our favour to him, and We made him an exampleto the Children
of Isradl.

043.060 And if it were Our Will, We could make angels from amongst you, succeeding each other on the earth.
043.061 And (Jesus) shall be a Sign (for the coming of) the Hour (of Judgment): therefore have no doubt about the
(Hour), but follow ye Me: thisis a Straight Way.

043.062 Let not the Evil One hinder you: for he isto you an enemy avowed.

043.063 When Jesus came with Clear Signs, he said: "Now have | come to you with Wisdom, and in order to make
clear to you some of the (points) on which ye dispute: therefore fear God and obey me.

043.064 "For God, Heismy Lord and your Lord: so worship ye Him: thisisa Straight Way."

043.065 But sectsfrom among themselvesfell into disagreement: then woe to the wrong-doers, from the Penalty of
aGrievous Day!

043.066 Do they only wait for the Hour - that it should come on them all of a sudden, while they perceive not?
043.067 Friends on that day will be foes, one to another,- except the Righteous.

043.068 My devotees! no fear shall be on you that Day, nor shall ye grieve,-

043.069 (Being) those who have believed in Our Signs and bowed (their willsto Ours) in Islam.

043.070 Enter ye the Garden, ye and your wives, in (beauty and) rejoicing.

043.071 To them will be passed round, dishes and goblets of gold: there will be there all that the souls could desire,
al that their ayes could delight in: and ye shall abide therein (for eye).

043.072 Such will be the Garden of which ye are made heirsfor your (good) deeds (in life).

043.073 Y e shall have therein abundance of fruit, from which ye shall have satisfaction.

043.074 The sinnerswill be in the Punishment of Hell, to dwell therein (for aye):

043.075 Nowise will the (Punishment) be lightened for them, and in despair will they be there overwhelmed.
043.076 Nowise shall We be unjust to them: but it is they who have been unjust themselves.

043.077 They will cry: "O Malik! would that thy Lord put an end to us!" Hewill say, "Nay, but ye shall abide!"
043.078 Verily We have brought the Truth to you: but most of you have a hatred for Truth.



043.079 What! have they settled some plan (among themselves)? But it is We Who settle things.

043.080 Or do they think that We hear not their secrets and their private counsels? Indeed (We do), and Our
messengers are by them, to record.

043.081 Say: "If (God) Most Gracious had ason, | would be the first to worship."

043.082 Glory to the Lord of the heavens and the earth, the Lord of the Throne (of Authority)! (Heisfree) fromthe
things they attribute (to him)!

043.083 So leave them to babble and play (with vanities) until they meet that Day of theirs, which they have been
promised.

043.084 It isHe Who is God in heaven and God on earth; and He is full of Wisdom and Knowledge.

043.085 And blessed is He to Whom bel ongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth, and all between them: with
Him isthe Knowledge of the Hour (of Judgment): and to Him shall ye be brought back.

043.086 And those whom they invoke besides God have no power of intercession;- only he who bearswitnessto the
Truth, and they know (him).

043.087 If thou ask them, who created them, they will certainly say, God: How then are they deluded away (from the
Truth)?

043.088 (God has knowledge) of the (Prophet's) cry, "O my Lord! Truly these are people who will not believe!"
043.089 But turn away from them, and say "Peace!" But soon shall they know!

SMOKE, CHAPTER NO. 044

044.001 Ha-Mim.

044.002 By the Book that makes things clear;-

044.003 We sent it down during a Blessed Night: for We (ever) wish to warn (against Evil).

044.004 In the (Night) is made distinct every affair of wisdom,

044.005 By command, from Our Presence. For We (ever) send (revelations),

044.006 As Mercy from thy Lord: for He hears and knows (all things);

044.007 The Lord of the heavens and the earth and all between them, if ye (but) have an assured faith.
044.008 Thereisno god but He: It is He Who gives life and gives death,- The Lord and Cherisher to you and your
earliest ancestors.

044.009 Y et they play about in doubt.

044.010 Then watch thou for the Day that the sky will bring forth akind of smoke (or mist) plainly visible,
044.011 Enveloping the people: thiswill be a Penalty Grievous.

044.012 (They will say:) "Our Lord! remove the Penalty from us, for we do really believe!"

044.013 How shall the message be (effectual) for them, seeing that an Apostle explaining thingsclearly has (already)
come to them,-

044.014 Y et they turn away from him and say: "Tutored (by others), aman possessed!"

044.015 We shall indeed remove the Penalty for awhile, (but) truly ye will revert (to your ways).
044.016 One day We shall seize you with a mighty onslaught: We will indeed (then) exact Retribution!
044.017 We did, before them, try the people of Pharaoh: there came to them an apostle most honourable,
044.018 Saying: "Restore to me the Servants of God: | am to you an apostle worthy of all trust;

044.019 "And be not arrogant as against God: for | come to you with authority manifest.

044.020 "For me, | have sought safety with my Lord and your Lord, against your injuring me.

044.021 "1f ye believe me not, at least keep yourselves away from me."

044.022 (But they were aggressive:) then he cried to his Lord: "These are indeed a people givento sin.”
044.023 (Thereply came:) "March forth with My Servants by night: for ye are sure to be pursued.
044.024 "And leave the sea as afurrow (divided): for they are ahost (destined) to be drowned."

044.025 How many were the gardens and springs they left behind,

044.026 And corn-fields and noble buildings,

044.027 And wealth (and conveniences of life), wherein they had taken such delight!

044.028 Thus (was their end)! And We made other people inherit (those things)!



044.029 And neither heaven nor earth shed atear over them: nor were they given arespite (again).
044.030 We did deliver aforetime the Children of Israel from humiliating Punishment,

044.031 Inflicted by Pharaoh, for he was arrogant (even) among inordinate transgressors.
044.032 And We chose them aforetime above the nations, knowingly,

044.033 And granted them Signsin which there was a manifest tria

044.034 Asto these (Quraish), they say forsooth:

044.035 "There is nothing beyond our first death, and we shall not be raised again.

044.036 "Then bring (back) our forefathers, if what ye say istrue!"

044.037 What! Arethey better than the peopl e of Tubbaand thosewho were beforethem?Wedestroyed them because
they were guilty of sin.

044.038 We created not the heavens, the earth, and all between them, merely in (idl€) sport:
044.039 We created them not except for just ends: but most of them do not understand.

044.040 Verily the Day of sorting out isthe time appointed for all of them,-

044.041 The Day when no protector can avail hisclient in aught, and no help can they receive,
044.042 Except such asreceive God's Mercy: for Heis Exalted in Might, Most Merciful.
044.043 Verily the tree of Zagqum

044.044 Will be the food of the Sinful,-

044.045 Like molten brass; it will boil in their insides.

044.046 Like the boiling of scalding water.

044.047 (A voice will cry: "Seize ye him and drag him into the midst of the Blazing Fire!
044.048 "Then pour over his head the Penalty of Boiling Water,

044.049 "Taste thou (this)! Truly wast thou mighty, full of honour!

044.050 "Truly thisiswhat ye used to doubt!"

044.051 Asto the Righteous (they will be) in a position of Security,

044.052 Among Gardens and Springs;

044.053 Dressed in fine silk and in rich brocade, they will face each other;

044.054 So; and We shall join them to Companions with beautiful, big, and lustrous eyes.
044.055 There can they call for every kind of fruit in peace and security;

044.056 Nor will they there taste Death, except the first death; and He will preserve them from the Penalty of the
Blazing Fire,-

044.057 AsaBounty from thy Lord! that will be the supreme achievement!

044.058 Verily, We have made this (Qur'an) easy, in thy tongue, in order that they may give heed.
044.059 So wait thou and watch; for they (too) are waiting.

CROUCHING, CHAPTER NO. 045

045.001 Ha-Mim.

045.002 The revelation of the Book is from God the Exalted in Power, Full of Wisdom.

045.003 Verily in the heavens and the earth, are Signs for those who believe.

045.004 And in the creation of yourselves and the fact that animals are scattered (through the earth), are Signs for
those of assured Faith.

045.005 Andinthealternation of Night and Day, and thefact that God sendsdown Sustenancefromthesky, andrevives
therewith the earth after its death, and in the change of the winds,- are Signs for those that are wise.

045.006 Such arethe Signsof God, which Werehearseto theein Truth; theninwhat exposition will they believe after
(rejecting) God and His Signs?

045.007 Woe to each sinful dealer in Falsehoods:

045.008 He hears the Signs of God rehearsed to him, yet is obstinate and lofty, as if he had not heard them: then
announce to him a Penalty Grievous!

045.009 And when helearnssomething of Our Signs, hetakestheminjest: for suchtherewill beahumiliating Penalty.
045.010 In front of them is Hell: and of no profit to them is anything they may have earned, nor any protectors they



may have taken to themselves besides God: for them is atremendous Penalty.

045.011 Thisis(true) Guidance and for those who reject the Signsof their Lord, isagrievous Penalty of abomination.
045.012 It is God Who has subjected the seato you, that ships may sail through it by His command, that ye may seek
of his Bounty, and that ye may be grateful.

045.013 And He has subjected to you, asfrom Him, all that isin the heavens and on earth: Behold, in that are Signs
indeed for those who reflect.

045.014 Tell those who believe, to forgive those who do not ook forward to the Days of God: It isfor Him to
recompense (for good or ill) each People according to what they have earned.

045.015 If any one does arighteous deed, it ensuresto the benefit of hisown soul; if hedoesevil, it worksagainst (his
own soul). Inthe end will ye (all) be brought back to your Lord. 045.016 We did aforetime grant to the Children of
Israel the Book the Power of Command, and Prophethood; We gave them, for Sustenance, things good and pure; and
We favoured them above the nations. 045.017 And We granted them Clear Signsin affairs (of Religion): it wasonly
after knowledge had been granted to them that they fell into schisms, through insolent envy among themselves. Verily
thy Lord will judge between them on the Day of Judgment as to those matters in which they set up differences.
045.018 Then We put thee on the (right) Way of Religion: so follow thou that (Way), and follow not the desires of
those who know not.

045.019 They will be of no useto theein the sight of God: it is only Wrong-doers (that stand as) protectors, one to
another: but God is the Protector of the Righteous.

045.020 These are clear evidences to men and a Guidance and Mercy to those of assured Faith.

045.021 What! Do those who seek after evil waysthink that We shall hold them equal with those who believe and do
righteous deeds,- that equal will betheir life and their death? 111 is the judgment that they make.

045.022 God created the heavens and the earth for just ends, and in order that each soul may find the recompense of
what it has earned, and none of them be wronged.

045.023 Then seest thou such aone astakes as hisgod his own vain desire? God has, knowing (him as such), left him
astray, and sealed his hearing and hisheart (and understanding), and put acover on hissight. Who, then, will guide him
after God (has withdrawn Guidance)? Will ye not then receive admonition?

045.024 And they say: "What is there but our life in this world? We shall die and we live, and nothing but time can
destroy us." But of that they have no knowledge: they merely conjecture:

045.025 And when Our Clear Signs are rehearsed to them their argument is nothing but this: They say, "Bring (back)
our forefathers, if what ye say istrue!”

045.026 Say: "It is God Who gives you life, then gives you death; then He will gather you together for the Day of
Judgment about which there is no doubt": But most men do not understand.

045.027 To God belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth, and the Day that the Hour of Judgment is
established,- that Day will the dealersin Falsehood perish!

045.028 And thou wilt see every sect bowing the knee: Every sect will be called to its Record: "This Day shall ye be
recompensed for al that ye did!

045.029 "This Our Record speaks about you with truth: For We were wont to put on Record all that ye did."
045.030 Then, asto those who believed and did righteous deeds, their Lord will admit them to HisMercy that will be
the achievement for all to see.

045.031 But asto those who rejected God, (to themwill be said): "Were not Our Signsrehearsed to you? But yewere
arrogant, and were a people givento sin!

045.032 "And when it was said that the promise of God was true, and that the Hour- there was no doubt about its
(coming), ye used to say, "We know not what isthe hour: we only think it is an idea, and we have no firm assurance.™
045.033 Thenwill appear to them theevil (fruits) of what they did, and they will becompletely encircled by that which
they used to mock at!

045.034 1t will also be said: "This Day We will forget you as ye forgot the meeting of this Day of yours! and your
abode isthe Fire, and no helpers have ye!

045.035 "This, because ye used to take the Signs of God in jest, and the life of the world deceived you:" (From) that
Day, therefore, they shall not be taken out thence, nor shall they be received into Grace.



045.036 Then Praise be to God, Lord of the heavens and Lord of the earth,- Lord and Cherisher of all the Worlds!
045.037 To Him be glory throughout the heavens and the earth: and He is Exalted in Power, Full of Wisdom!

THE WIND-CURVED SANDHILLS, THE DUNES, CHAPTER NO. 046

046.001 Ha-Mim.

046.002 The Revelation of the Book isfrom God the Exalted in Power, Full of Wisdom.

046.003 We created not the heavens and the earth and all between them but for just ends, and for a Term Appointed:
But those who reject Faith turn away from that whereof they are warned.

046.004 Say: "Doyeseewhat it isyeinvoke besides God? Show mewhat it isthey have created on earth, or havethey
ashare in the heavens bring me a book (reveaed) before this, or any remnant of knowledge (ye may have), if ye are
telling the truth!

046.005 And who is more astray than one who invokes besides God, such as will not answer him to the Day of
Judgment, and who (in fact) are unconscious of their call (to them)?

046.006 And when mankind are gathered together (at the Resurrection), they will be hostile to them and reject their
worship (altogether)!

046.007 When Our Clear Signs arerehearsed to them, the Unbelieverssay, of the Truth when it comesto them: "This
isevident sorcery!"

046.008 Or do they say, "He hasforgedit"? Say: "Had | forged it, then can ye obtain no single (blessing) for mefrom
God. He knows best of that whereof ye talk (so glibly)! Enough is He for a witness between me and you! And heis
Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful ."

046.009 Say: "I am no bringer of new-fangled doctrine among the apostles, nor do | know what will be done with me
or with you. | follow but that which isrevealed to me by inspiration; | am but a Warner open and clear."

046.010 Say: "Seeye?If (thisteaching) befrom God, and yeregject it, and awitnessfrom among the Children of Isragl
testifiestoitssimilarity (with earlier scripture), and hasbelieved whileyeare arrogant, (how unjust yeare!) truly, God
guides not a people unjust.”

046.011 The Unbelievers say of those who believe: "If (this Message) were agood thing, (such men) would not have
gone to it first, before us!" And seeing that they guide not themselves thereby, they will say, "this is an (old,)
falsehood!"

046.012 And before this, was the Book of Moses as aguide and amercy: And this Book confirms (it) in the Arabic
tongue; to admonish the unjust, and as Glad Tidings to those who do right.

046.013 Verily those who say, "Our Lord is God," and remain firm(on that Path),- on them shall be no fear, nor shall
they grieve.

046.014 Such shall be Companions of the Gardens, dwelling therein (for aye): arecompense for their (good) deeds.
046.015 We have enjoined on man kindness to his parents: In pain did his mother bear him, and in pain did she give
him birth. The carrying of the (child) to hisweaning is(aperiod of) thirty months. At length, when hereachestheage
of full strength and attainsforty years, hesays, "O my Lord! Grant methat | may be grateful for Thy favour which Thou
has bestowed upon me, and upon both my parents, and that | may work righteousness such as Thou mayest approve; and
be graciousto mein my issue. Truly have | turned to Thee and truly do | bow (to Thee) in Idam."

046.016 Such are they from whom We shall accept the best of their deedsand passby their ill deeds: (They shall be)
among the Companions of the Garden: a promise! of truth, which was made to them (in thislife).

046.017 But (thereisone) who saysto hisparents, "Fie on you! Do yehold out the promiseto methat | shall beraised
up, eventhough generations have passed before me (without rising again)?* And they two seek God's aid, (and rebuke
the son): "Woe to thee! Have faith! for the promise of God is true." But he says, "This is nothing but tales of the
ancients!"

046.018 Such arethey against whomisproved the sentence among the previous generations of Jinnsand men, that have
passed away; for they will be (utterly) lost.

046.019 And to all are (assigned) degrees according to the deedswhich they (have done), and in order that (God) may
recompense their deeds, and no injustice be done to them.

046.020 And onthe Day that the Unbelieverswill be placed beforetheFire, (It will besaidtothem): "Y ereceived your



good thingsin the life of the world, and ye took your pleasure out of them: but today shall ye be recompensed with a
Penalty of humiliation: for that ye were arrogant on earth without just cause, and that ye (ever) transgressed.”
046.021 Mention (Hud) one of 'Ad's (own) brethren: Behold, hewarned his peopl e about the winding Sand-tracts. but
there have been warners before him and after him: "Worship ye none other than God: Truly | fear for you the Penalty
of aMighty Day."

046.022 They said: "Hast thou come in order to turn us aside from our gods? Then bring upon usthe (calamity) with
which thou dost threaten us, if thou art telling the truth?"

046.023 He said: "The Knowledge (of when it will come) is only with God: | proclaim to you the mission on which
| have been sent: But | seethat ye are apeopleinignorance!"..

046.024 Then, when they saw the (Penalty in the shape of) a cloud traversing the sky, coming to meet their valleys,
they said, "This cloud will give usrainl" "Nay, it isthe (Calamity) ye were asking to be hastened!- A wind wherein is
a Grievous Penalty!

046.025 "Everything will it destroy by the command of its Lord!" Then by the morning they - nothing wasto be seen
but (the ruins of) their houses! thus do We recompense those given to sin!

046.026 And Wehad firmly established themina(prosperity and) power whichWehavenot giventoyou (yeQuraish!)
and We had endowed themwith (faculties of) hearing, seeing, heart and intellect: but of no profit to them were their
(faculties of) hearing, sight, and heart and intellect, when they went on regjecting the Signs of God; and they were
(completely) encircled by that which they used to mock at!

046.027 We destroyed af oretime popul ationsround about you; and We have shown the Signsin variousways, that they
may turn (to Us).

046.028 Why then was no help forthcoming to them from those whom they worshipped as gods, besides God, as a
means of access (to God)? Nay, they left them in the lurch: but that was their falsehood and their invention.
046.029 Behold, Weturned towards thee acompany of Jinns (quietly) listening to the Qur'an: when they stood in the
presencethereof, they said, "Listenin silence!" Whenthe (reading) wasfinished, they returned totheir people, towarn
(them of their sins).

046.030 They said, "O our people! We have heard a Book revealed after Moses, confirming what came before it: it
guides (men) to the Truth and to a Straight Path.

046.031 "O our people, hearken to the one who invites (you) to God, and believe in him: He will forgive you your
faults, and deliver you from a Penalty Grievous.

046.032"If any does not hearken to the onewho invites (us) to God, he cannot frustrate (God's Plan) on earth, and no
protectors can he have besides God: such men (wander) in manifest error.”

046.033 See they not that God, Who created the heavens and the earth, and never wearied with their creation, isable
to givelife to the dead? Y ea, verily He has power over al things.

046.034 And onthe Day that theUnbelieverswill beplaced beforethe Fire, (they will beasked,) "Isthisnot the Truth?"
they will say, "Yea, by our Lord!" (Onewill say:) "Then taste ye the Penalty, for that ye were wont to deny (Truth)!"
046.035 Therefore patiently persevere, as did (al) apostles of inflexible purpose; and be in no haste about the
(Unbelievers). On the Day that they see the (Punishment) promised them, (it will be) asif they had not tarried more
than an hour in a single day. (Thine but) to proclaim the Message: but shall any be destroyed except those who
transgress?

MUHAMMAD, CHAPTER NO. 047

047.001 Thosewho reject God and hinder (men) from the Path of God,- their deedswill God render astray (fromtheir
mark).

047.002 But those who believe and work deeds of righteousness, and believe in the (Revelation) sent down to
Muhammad - for it isthe Truth from their Lord,- He will remove from them their ills and improve their condition.
047.003 Thisbecausethosewho reject God follow vanities, whilethosewho believefollow the Truth fromtheir Lord:
Thus does God set forth for men their lessons by similitudes.

047.004 Therefore, when ye meet the Unbelievers (in fight), smite at their necks; At length, when ye have thoroughly
subduedthem, bind abond firmly (onthem): thereafter (isthetimefor) either generosity or ransom: Until thewar lays



down itsburdens. Thus (areye commanded): but if it had been God's Will, He could certainly have exacted retribution
fromthem (Himself); but (Heletsyoufight) in order to test you, somewith others. But thosewho areslaininthe Way
of God,- He will never let their deeds be lost.

047.005 Soon will He guide them and improve their condition,

047.006 And admit them to the Garden which He has announced for them.

047.007 O yewho believe! If yewill aid (the cause of) God, He will aid you, and plant your feet firmly.

047.008 But those who reject (God),- for them is destruction, and (God) will render their deeds astray (from their
mark).

047.009 That is because they hate the Revelation of God; so He has made their deeds fruitless.

047.010 Do they not travel through the earth, and see what was the End of those before them (who did evil)? God
brought utter destruction on them, and similar (fates await) those who reject God.

047.011 That is because God is the Protector of those who believe, but those who reject God have no protector.
047.012 Verily God will admit thosewho believe and do righteous deeds, to Gardens beneath which riversflow; while
those who reject God will enjoy (thisworld) and eat as cattle eat; and the Fire will be their abode.

047.013 And howmany cities, with more power than thy city which has driven thee out, have We destroyed (for their
sins)? and there was none to aid them.

047.014 Isthen one who is onaclear (Path) from hisLord, no better than one to whom the evil of hisconduct seems
pleasing, and such asfollow their own lusts?

047.015 (Here is) aParable of the Garden which the righteous are promised: in it are rivers of water incorruptible;
rivers of milk of which the taste never changes; rivers of wine, ajoy to those who drink; and rivers of honey pure and
clear. Init there arefor them all kinds of fruits; and Grace from their Lord. (Can thosein such Bliss) be compared to
suchasshall dwell for ever inthe Fire, and be given, to drink, boiling water, so that it cuts up their bowels (to pieces)?
047.016 And among them aremen who listen to thee, but in the end, when they go out from thee, they say to thosewho
have received Knowledge, "What isit he said just then?' Such are men whose hearts God has sealed, and who follow
their own lusts.

047.017 But to those who receive Guidance, He increases the (light of) Guidance, and bestows on them their Piety
and Restraint (from evil).

047.018 Do they then only wait for the Hour,- that it should come on them of asudden? But already have come some
tokens thereof, and when it (actually) is on them, how can they benefit then by their admonition?

047.019 Know, therefore, that thereis no god but God, and ask forgivenessfor thy fault, and for the men and women
who believe: for God knows how ye move about and how ye dwell in your homes.

047.020 Those who believe say, "Why is not a sura sent down (for us)?' But when a sura of basic or categorical
meaning isrevealed, and fighting is mentioned therein, thou wilt seethosein whose heartsisadisease looking at thee
with alook of onein swoon at the approach of death. But more fitting for them-

047.021 Wereit to obey and say what isjust, and when amatter isresolved on, it were best for them if they weretrue
to God.

047.022 Then, isit to be expected of you, if yewere put in authority, that ye will do mischief in the land, and break
your ties of kith and kin?

047.023 Such are the men whom God has cursed for He has made them deaf and blinded their sight.

047.024 Do they not then earnestly seek to understand the Qur'an, or are their hearts locked up by them?

047.025 Thosewhoturn back asapostates after Guidancewasclearly shown to them,- the Evil Onehasinstigated them
and busied them up with false hopes.

047.026 This, because they said to those who hate what God hasreveaed, "Wewill obey you in part of (this) matter”;
but God knows their (inner) secrets.

047.027 But how (will it be) when the angels take their souls at death, and smite their faces and their backs?
047.028 Thisbecause they followed that which called forth the Wrath of God, and they hated God's good pleasure; so
He made their deeds of no effect.

047.029 Or do those in whose hearts is a disease, think that God will not bring to light all their rancour?

047.030 Had We so wiled, We could have shown them up to thee, and thou shouldst have known them by their marks:



but surely thou wilt know them by the tone of their speech! And God knows all that ye do.

047.031 And We shall try you until We test those among you who strive their utmost and perseverein patience; and
We shall try your reported (mettle).

047.032 Those who reject God, hinder (men) from the Path of God, and resist the Apostle, after Guidance hasbeen
clearly shown to them, will not injure God in the least, but He will make their deeds of no effect.

047.033 O yewho believe! Obey God, and obey the apostle, and make not vain your deeds!

047.034 Thosewho reject God, and hinder (men) from the Path of God, then diergjecting God,- God will not forgive
them.

047.035 Benot weary and faint-hearted, crying for peace, when ye should be uppermost: for God iswith you, and will
never put you inlossfor your (good) deeds.

047.036 Thelife of thisworld is but play and amusement: and if ye believe and guard against Evil, Hewill grant you
your recompense, and will not ask you (to give up) your possessions.

047.037 If He wereto ask you for all of them, and pressyou, ye would covetoudy withhold, and He would bring out
al your ill-feeling.

047.038 Behold, ye are those invited to spend (of your substance) in the Way of God: But among you are some that
are niggardly. But any who are niggardly are so at the expense of their own souls. But God is free of all wants, and it
isyethat are needy. If ye turn back (from the Path), He will substitutein your stead another people; then they would
not be like youl!

VICTORY, CONQUEST, CHAPTER NO. 048

048.001 Verily We have granted thee a manifest Victory:

048.002 That God may forgive theethy faults of the past and thoseto follow; fulfil Hisfavour to thee; and guide thee
on the Straight Way;

048.003 And that God may help thee with powerful help.

048.004 It isHe Who sent down tranquillity into the hearts of the Believers, that they may add faith to their faith;- for
to God belong the Forces of the heavens and the earth; and God is Full of Knowledge and Wisdom;-

048.005 That He may admit the men and womenwho believe, to Gardens beneath which riversflow, to dwell therein
for aye, and remove their ills from them;- and that is, in the sight of God, the highest achievement (for man),-
048.006 And that He may punishthe Hypocrites, men and women, and the Polythei sts men and women, who imagine
an evil opinion of God. On them isaround of Evil: the Wrath of God is on them: He has cursed them and got Hell
ready for them: and evil isit for adestination.

048.007 For to God belong the Forces of the heavens and the earth; and God is Exalted in Power, Full of Wisdom.
048.008 We have truly sent thee as awitness, as abringer of Glad Tidings, and as a Warner:

048.009 In order that ye (O men) may believe in God and His Apostle, that ye may assist and honour Him, and
celebrate His praise morning and evening.

048.010 Verily thosewho plight their fealty to thee do no lessthan plight their fealty to God: the Hand of Godisover
their hands: then any one who violates his oath, does so to the harm of his own soul, and any one who fulfilswhat he
has covenanted with God,- God will soon grant him a great Reward.

048.011 The desert Arabs who lagged behind will say to thee: "We were engaged in (looking after) our flocks and
herds, and our families: do thou then ask forgiveness for us." They say with their tongueswhat is not in their hearts.
Say: "Who then has any power at dl (to intervene) on your behalf with God, if HisWill isto giveyou somelossor to
give you some profit? But God is well acquainted with all that ye do.

048.012 "Nay, yethought that the Apostle and the Believerswould never returnto their families; this seemed pleasing
in your hearts, and ye conceived an evil thought, for ye are apeople lost (in wickedness)."

048.013 And if any believe not in God and His Apostle, We have prepared, for those who reject God, aBlazing Fire!
048.014 To God belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth: He forgives whom He wills, and He punishes
whom Hewills; but God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

048.015 Thosewho lagged behind (will say), whenye (arefreeto) march and take booty (inwar): " Permit usto follow
you." They wish to change God'sdecree: Say: "Not thuswill yefollow us: God hasalready declared (this) beforehand":



then they will say, "But ye are jealous of us." Nay, but little do they understand (such things).

048.016 Say to the desert Arabs who lagged behind: "Y e shall be summoned (to fight) against a people given to
vehement war: then shall yefight, or they shall submit. Thenif yeshow obedience, God will grant you agoodly reward,
but if yeturn back asye did before, He will punish you with a grievous Penalty."

048.017 No blameisthere on the blind, nor is there blame on the lame, nor on oneill (if he joins not the war): But
he that obeys God and hisApostle,- (God) will admit him to Gardens beneath which riversflow; and hewho turnsback,
(God) will punish him with a grievous Penalty.

048.018 God's Good Pleasurewas on the Believerswhen they swore Fealty to thee under the Tree: He knew what was
in their hearts, and He sent down Tranquillity to them; and He rewarded them with a speedy Victory;

048.019 And many gainswill they acquire (besides): and God is Exalted in Power, Full of Wisdom.

048.020 God has promised you many gains that ye shall acquire, and He has given youthese beforehand; and He has
restrained the hands of men from you; that it may be aSign for the Believers, and that He may guide you to a Straight
Path;

048.021 And other gains (there are), which are not within your power, but which God has compassed: and God has
power over al things.

048.022 If the Unbelievers should fight you, they would certainly turn their backs; then would they find neither
protector nor helper.

048.023 (Such has been) the practice (approved) of God aready in the past: no change wilt thou find in the practice
(approved) of God.

048.024 AnditisHeWho hasrestrained their hands from you and your hands from them in the midst of Makka, after
that He gave you the victory over them. And God seeswell all that ye do.

048.025 They are the ones who denied Revelation and hindered you from the Sacred Mosque and the sacrificial

animals, detained from reaching their place of sacrifice. Had there not been believing men and believing womenwhom
ye did not knowthat ye were trampling down and on whose account a crimewould have accrued to you without (your)
knowledge, (God would have alowed you to force your way, but He held back your hands) that He may admit to His
Mercy whom He will. If they had been apart, We should certainly have punished the Unbelievers among them with a
grievous Punishment.

048.026 While the Unbelievers got up in their hearts heat and cant - the heat and cant of ignorance,- God sent down
His Tranquillity to his Apostle and to the Believers, and made them stick close to the command of self-restraint; and
well were they entitled to it and worthy of it. And God has full knowledge of all things.

048.027 Truly did God fulfil the vision for His Apostle: ye shall enter the Sacred Mosqgue, if God wills, with minds
secure, heads shaved, hair cut short, and without fear. For He knew what ye knew not, and He granted, besidesthis, a
speedy victory.

048.028 It is He Who has sent His Apostle with Guidance and the Religion of Truth, to proclaimit over all religion:

and enough is God for aWitness.

048.029 Muhammad is the apostle of God; and those who are with him are strong against Unbelievers, (but)
compassi onate amongst each other. Thou wilt seethem bow and prostrate themselves (in prayer), seeking Gracefrom
God and (His) Good Pleasure. On their faces are their marks, (being) the traces of their prostration. Thisis their
similitude in the Taurat; and their similitude in the Gospel is: like a seed which sends forth its blade, then makes it
strong; it then becomesthick, and it stands on its own stem, (filling) the sowers with wonder and delight. Asaresult,
it fillsthe Unbelievers with rage at them. God has promised those among them who believe and do righteous deeds
forgiveness, and agreat Reward.

THE PRIVATE APARTMENTS, THE INNER APARTMENTS, CHAPTER NO. 049

049.001 O Yewho believe! Put not yourselvesforward before God and His A postle; but fear God: for GodisHe Who
hears and knows all things.

049.002 O yewho believe! Raisenot your voices above the voice of the Prophet, nor speak aloud to himintalk, asye
may speak aloud to one another, lest your deeds become vain and ye perceive not.

049.003 Those that lower their voices in the presence of God's Apostle,- their hearts has God tested for piety: for



them is Forgiveness and a great Reward.

049.004 Those who shout out to thee from without the inner apartments - most of them lack understanding.
049.005 If only they had patience until thou couldst come out to them, it would be best for them: but God is
Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

049.006 O ye who believe! If awicked person comes to you with any news, ascertain the truth, lest ye harm people
unwittingly, and afterwards become full of repentance for what ye have done.

049.007 And know that among you is God's Apostle: were he, in many matters, to follow your (wishes), ye would
certainly fall into misfortune: But God has endeared the Faith to you, and hasmadeit beautiful in your hearts, and He
has made hateful to you Unbelief, wickedness, and rebellion: such indeed are those who walk in righteousness;-
049.008 A Grace and Favour from God; and God isfull of Knowledge and Wisdom.

049.009 If two parties among the Believers fall into a quarrel, make ye peace between them: but if one of them
transgresses

049.010 TheBelieversarebut asingle Brotherhood: So make peace and reconciliati on between your two (contending)
brothers; and fear God, that ye may receive Mercy.

049.011 O yewho believe! Let not some men among you laugh at others: It may be that the (latter) are better than the
(former): Nor let somewomen laugh at others: It may bethat the (Iatter are better than the (former): Nor defame nor
be sarcastic to each other, nor call each other by (offensive) nicknames: 111-seeming isaname connoting wickedness,
(to be used of one) after he has believed: And those who do not desist are (indeed) doing wrong.

049.012 O ye who believe! Avoid suspicion as much (as possible): for suspicion in some casesisasin: And spy not
on each other behind their backs. Would any of you like to eat the flesh of his dead brother? Nay, ye would abhor
it...But fear God: For God is Oft-Returning, Most Merciful.

049.013 O mankind! Wecreated you fromasingle (pair) of amaleand afemale, and made you into nationsand tribes,
that ye may know each other (not that ye may despise (each other). Verily themost honoured of you inthesight of God
is (hewho is) the most righteous of you. And God has full knowledge and iswell acquainted (with all things).
049.014 The desert Arabs say, "Webelieve." Say, "Y e have no faith; but ye (only)say, 'We have submitted our willsto
God,' For not yet has Faith entered your hearts. But if ye obey God and His Apostle, He will not belittle aught of your
deeds:. for God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful."

049.015 Only those are Believers who have believed in God and His Apostle, and have never since doubted, but have
striven with their belongings and their personsin the Cause of God: Such are the sincere ones, Were We then weary
with the first Creation, that they should be in confused doubt about a new Creation?

049.016 Say: "What! Will ye instruct God about your religion? But God knowsall that isin the heavensand on earth:
He has full knowledge of al things.

049.017 They impress on thee as afavour that they have embraced Ilam. Say, "Count not your Islam asafavour upon
me: Nay, God has conferred afavour upon you that He has guided you to the faith, if ye be true and sincere.
049.018 "Verily God knows the secrets of the heavens and the earth: and God Seeswell all that ye do."

QAF, (THE LETTER), (Q ), CHAPTER NO. 050

050.001 Qaf: By the Glorious Qur'an (Thou art God's Apostle).

050.002 But they wonder that there has cometo them aWarner from among themselves. SotheUnbelieverssay: "This
isawonderful thing!

050.003 "What! When we die and become dust, (shall we live again?) That is a (sort of) return far (from our
understanding).”

050.004 We dready know how much of them the earth takes away: With Usisarecord guarding (the full account).
050.005 But they deny the Truth when it comes to them: so they are in a confused state.

050.006 Do they not look at the sky above them? How We have made it and adorned it, and thereareno flawsinit?
050.007 And the earth- We have spread it out, and set thereon mountains standing firm, and produced therein every
kind of beautiful growth (in pairs)-

050.008 To be observed and commemorated by every devotee turning (to God).

050.009 And We send down from the sky rain charted with blessing, and We produce therewith gardens and Grain for



harvests;

050.010 And tall (and stately) palm-trees, with shoots of fruit-stalks, piled one over another;-

050.011 As sustenance for (God's) Servants;- and We give (new) life therewith to land that is dead: Thuswill be the
Resurrection.

050.012 Before them was denied (the Hereafter) by the People of Noah, the Companions of the Rass, the Thamud,
050.013 The 'Ad, Pharaoh, the brethren of Lut,

050.014 The Companions of the Wood, and the People of Tubba’; each one (of them) rejected the apostles, and My
warning was duly fulfilled (in them).

050.015 Were We then weary with thefirst Creation, that they should be in confused doubt about a new Creation?
050.016 It was We Who created man, and We know what dark suggestions his soul makesto him: for We are nearer
to him than (his) jugular vein.

050.017 Behold, two (guardian angels) appointed to learn (his doings) learn (and noted them), onesitting on the right
and one on the left.

050.018 Not aword does he utter but there is a sentinel by him, ready (to noteit).

050.019 And the stupor of death will bring Truth (before his eyes): "This was the thing which thou wast trying to
escape!”

050.020 And the Trumpet shall be blown: that will be the Day whereof Warning (had been given).

050.021 And there will come forth every soul: with each will be an (angel) to drive, and an (angel) to bear witness.
050.022 (It will be said:) "Thou wast heedless of this; now have We removed thy veil, and sharp isthy sight this Day!"
050.023 And his Companion will say: "Hereis (his Record) ready with me!"

050.024 (The sentence will be:) "Throw, throw into Hell every contumacious Rejecter (of God)!-

050.025 "Who forbade what was good, transgressed all bounds, cast doubts and suspicions;

050.026 "Who set up another god beside God: Throw him into a severe penalty."

050.027 His Companion will say: "Our Lord! | did not make him transgress, but he was (himself) far astray."
050.028 He will say: "Dispute not with each other in My Presence: | had aready in advance sent you Warning.
050.029 "The Word changes not before Me, and | do not the least injusticeto My Servants.”

050.030 One Day We will ask Hell, "Art thou filled to the full?* It will say, "Are there any more (to come)?"
050.031 And the Garden will be brought nigh to the Righteous,- no more a thing distant.

050.032 (A voice will say:) "This is what was promised for you,- for every one who turned (to God) in sincere
repentance, who kept (His Law),

050.033 "Who feared (God) Most Gracious Unseen, and brought a heart turned in devotion (to Him):

050.034 "Enter ye therein in Peace and Security; thisisaDay of Eterna Life!"

050.035 There will be for them therein al that they wish,- and more besidesin Our Presence.

050.036 But how many generations before them did We destroy (for their sins),- stronger in power than they? Then
did they wander through the land: was there any place of escape (for them)?

050.037 Verily inthisisaMessagefor any that hasaheart and understanding or who gives ear and earnestly withesses
(the truth).

050.038 We created the heavens and the earth and all between themin Six Days, nor did any sense of wearinesstouch
Us.

050.039 Bear, then, with patience, all that they say, and celebrate the praises of thy Lord, before the rising of the sun
and before (its) setting.

050.040 And during part of the night, (also,) celebrate His praises, and (so likewise) after the postures of adoration.
050.041 And listen for the Day when the Caller will call out from a place quiet near,-

050.042 The Day when they will hear a (mighty) Blast in (very) truth: that will be the Day of Resurrection.

050.043 Verily itisWe Who give Life and Death; and to Usisthe Final Goal-

050.044 The Day when the Earth will berent asunder, from (men) hurrying out: that will beagathering together,- quite
easy for Us.

050.045 Weknow best what they say; and thou art not oneto overawethem by force. So admonish with the Qur'an such
asfear My Warning!



THE WINNOWING WINDS, CHAPTER NO. 051

051.001 By the (Winds) that scatter broadcast;

051.002 And those that lift and bear away heavy weights;

051.003 And those that flow with ease and gentleness;

051.004 And those that distribute and apportion by Command;-

051.005 Verily that which ye are promised is true;

051.006 And verily Judgment and Justice must indeed come to pass.

051.007 By the Sky with (its) numerous Paths,

051.008 Truly ye arein adoctrine discordant,

051.009 Through which are deluded (away from the Truth) such as would be deluded.

051.010 Woe to the fal sehood-mongers,-

051.011 Those who (flounder) heedlessin aflood of confusion:

051.012 They ask, "When will be the Day of Judgment and Justice?"

051.013 (It will be) aDay when they will betried (and tested) over the Fire!

051.014 "Taste yeyour tria! Thisiswhat ye used to ask to be hastened!"

051.015 Asto the Righteous, they will be in the midst of Gardens and Springs,

051.016 Taking joy in the things which their Lord gives them, because, before then, they lived agood life.

051.017 They werein the habit of sleeping but little by night,

051.018 And in the hour of early dawn, they (were found) praying for Forgiveness;

051.019 Andin their wealth and possessions (was remembered) theright of the (needy,) him who asked, and himwho
(for some reason) was prevented (from asking).

051.020 On the earth are signs for those of assured Faith,

051.021 As also in your own selves: Will ye not then see?

051.022 And in heaven is your Sustenance, as (also) that which ye are promised.

051.023 Then, by the Lord of heaven and earth, thisisthevery Truth, asmuch asthefact that ye can speak intelligently
to each other.

051.024 Has the story reached thee, of the honoured guests of Abraham?

051.025 Behold, they entered his presence, and said: "Peace!" He said, "Peace!" (and thought, "These seem) unusual
people.”

051.026 Then he turned quickly to his household, brought out a fatted calf,

051.027 And placed it before them.. he said, "Will ye not eat?"

051.028 (When they did not eat), He conceived afear of them. They said, "Fear not," and they gave him glad tidings
of a son endowed with knowledge.

051.029 But hiswife came forward (laughing) aloud: she smote her forehead and said: "A barren old woman!"
051.030 They said, "Even so hasthy Lord spoken: and Heisfull of Wisdom and Knowledge."

051.031 (Abraham) said: "And what, O ye Messengers, is your errand (now)?"

051.032 They said, "We have been sent to a people (deep) in sin;-

051.033 "To bring on, on them, (a shower of) stones of clay (brimstone),

051.034 "Marked as from thy Lord for those who trespass beyond bounds."

051.035 Then We evacuated those of the Believers who were there,

051.036 But We found not there any just (Muslim) persons except in one house:

051.037 And We left there a Sign for such asfear the Grievous Penalty.

051.038 And in Moses (was another Sign): Behold, We sent him to Pharaoh, with authority manifest.

051.039 But (Pharaoh) turned back with his Chiefs, and said, "A sorcerer, or one possessed!"

051.040 So We took him and hisforces, and threw them into the sea; and his was the blame.

051.041 And in the 'Ad (people) (was ancther Sign): Behold, We sent against them the devastating Wind:

051.042 It |eft nothing whatever that it came up against, but reduced it to ruin and rottenness.

051.043 And in the Thamud (was another Sign): Behold, they weretold, "Enjoy (your brief day) for alittle while!"
051.044 But they insolently defied the Command of their Lord: So the stunning noise (of an earthquake) seized them,



even while they were looking on.

051.045 Then they could not even stand (on their feet), nor could they help themselves.

051.046 So were the People of Noah before them for they wickedly transgressed.

051.047 With power and skill did We construct the Firmament: for it is We Who create the vastness of pace.
051.048 And We have spread out the (spacious) earth: How excellently We do spread out!

051.049 And of every thing We have created pairs. That ye may receive instruction.

051.050 Hasten ye then (at once) to God: | am from Him aWarner to you, clear and open!

051.051 And make not another an object of worship with God: | am from Him a Warner to you, clear and open!
051.052 Similarly, no apostle came to the Peoples before them, but they said (of him) in like manner, "A sorcerer,
or one possessed"!

051.053 Is this the legacy they have transmitted, one to another? Nay, they are themselves a people transgressing
beyond bounds!

051.054 So turn away from them: not thine is the blame.

051.055 But teach (thy Message) for teaching benefits the Believers.

051.056 | have only created Jinns and men, that they may serve Me.

051.057 No Sustenance do | require of them, nor do | require that they should feed Me.

051.058 For God isHe Who gives (all) Sustenance,- Lord of Power,- Steadfast (for ever).

051.059 For the Wrong-doers, their portion islike unto the portion of their fellows (of earlier generations): then let
them not ask Me to hasten (that portion)!

051.060 Woe, then, to the Unbelievers, on account of that Day of theirs which they have been promised!

THE MOUNT, CHAPTER NO. 052

052.001 By the Mount (of Revelation);

052.002 By a Decreeinscribed

052.003 In a Scroll unfolded;

052.004 By the much-frequented Fane;

052.005 By the Canopy Raised High;

052.006 And by the Ocean filled with Swell;-

052.007 Verily, the Doom of thy Lord will indeed come to pass;-

052.008 There is none can avert it;-

052.009 On the Day when the firmament will be in dreadful commotion.

052.010 And the mountains will fly hither and thither.

052.011 Then woe that Day to those that treat (Truth) as Falsehood;-

052.012 That play (and paddi€) in shallow trifles.

052.013 That Day shall they be thrust down to the Fire of Hell, irresistibly.

052.014 "This,, it will be said, "Isthe Fire,- which ye were wont to deny!

052.015 "Isthisthen afake, or isit ye that do not see?

052.016 "Burnyetherein: the sameisit to you whether ye bear it with patience, or not: Y e but receivethe recompense
of your (own) deeds."

052.017 Asto the Righteous, they will be in Gardens, and in Happiness,-

052.018 Enjoying the (Bliss) which their Lord hath bestowed on them, and their Lord shall deliver them from the
Penalty of the Fire.

052.019 (To them will be said:) "Eat and drink ye, with profit and health, because of your (good) deeds."

052.020 They will recline (with ease) on Thrones (of dignity) arranged in ranks; and We shall join them to
Companions, with beautiful big and lustrous eyes.

052.021 And those who believe and whose families follow them in Faith,- to them shall We join their families: Nor
shall We deprive them (of the fruit) of aught of their works: (Y et) iseach individual in pledge for his deeds.
052.022 And We shall bestow on them, of fruit and meat, anything they shall desire.

052.023 They shall there exchange, one with another, a (loving) cup free of frivolity, free of al taint of ill.



052.024 Round about them will serve, (devoted) to them. Y ouths (handsome) as Pearls well-guarded.

052.025 They will advance to each other, engaging in mutual enquiry.

052.026 They will say: "Aforetime, we were not without fear for the sake of our people.

052.027 "But God has been good to us, and has delivered us from the Penalty of the Scorching Wind.

052.028 "Truly, we did call unto Him from of old: truly it is He, the Beneficent, the Merciful!"

052.029 Therefore proclaim thou the praises (of thy Lord): for by the Grace of thy Lord, thou art no (vulgar)
soothsayer, nor art thou one possessed.

052.030 Or do they say:- "A Poet! we await for him some calamity (hatched) by Time!"

052.031 Say thou: "Await yel- | too will wait along with you!"

052.032 Isit that their faculties of understanding urge them to this, or are they but a people transgressing beyond
bounds?

052.033 Or do they say, "He fabricated the (Message)"? Nay, they have no faith!

052.034 Let them then produce arecital like unto it,- If (it be) they speak the truth!

052.035 Were they created of nothing, or were they themselves the creators?

052.036 Or did they create the heavens and the earth? Nay, they have no firm belief.

052.037 Or are the Treasures of thy Lord with them, or are they the managers (of affairs)?

052.038 Or have they aladder, by which they can (climb up to heaven and) listen (to its secrets)? Then let (such @)
listener of theirs produce amanifest proof.

052.039 Or has He only daughters and ye have sons?

052.040 Or isit that thou dost ask for areward, so that they are burdened with aload of debt?-

052.041 Or that the Unseen in it their hands, and they write it down?

052.042 Or do they intend a plot (against thee)? But those who defy God are themselvesinvolved in a Plot!
052.043 Or have they agod other than God? Exalted is God far above the things they associate with Him!

052.044 Were they to see a piece of the sky falling (on them), they would (only) say: "Clouds gathered in heaps!"
052.045 So leave them alone until they encounter that Day of theirs, wherein they shall (perforce) swoon (with
terror),-

052.046 The Day when their plotting will avail them nothing and no help shall be given them.

052.047 And verily, for those who do wrong, thereis another punishment besidesthis: But most of them understand
not.

052.048 Now await in patience the command of thy Lord: for verily thou art in Our eyes: and celebrate the prai ses of
thy Lord the while thou standest forth,

052.049 And for part of the night also praise thou Him,- and at the retreat of the stars!

THE STAR, CHAPTER NO. 053

053.001 By the Star when it goes down,-

053.002 Y our Companion is neither astray nor being misled.

053.003 Nor does he say (aught) of (his own) Desire.

053.004 It is no less than inspiration sent down to him:

053.005 He was taught by one Mighty in Power,

053.006 Endued with Wisdom: for he appeared (in stately form);

053.007 While he was in the highest part of the horizon:

053.008 Then he approached and came closer,

053.009 And was at adistance of but two bow-lengths or (even) nearer;
053.010 So did (God) convey the inspiration to His Servant- (conveyed) what He (meant) to convey.
053.011 The (Prophet's) (mind and) heart in no way falsified that which he saw.
053.012 Will ye then dispute with him concerning what he saw?

053.013 For indeed he saw him at a second descent,

053.014 Near the L ote-tree beyond which none may pass:

053.015 Near it isthe Garden of Abode.



053.016 Behold, the L ote-tree was shrouded (in mystery unspeakable!)

053.017 (His) sight never swerved, nor did it go wrong!

053.018 For truly did he see, of the Signs of his Lord, the Greatest!

053.019 Have ye seen Lat. and 'Uzza,

053.020 And another, the third (goddess), Manat?

053.021 What! for you the male sex, and for Him, the female?

053.022 Behold, such would be indeed a division most unfair!

053.023 These are nothing but names which ye have devised,- ye and your fathers,- for which God has sent down no
authority (whatever). They follow nothing but conjecture and what their own souls desire!- Even though there has
aready cometo them Guidance from their Lord!

053.024 Nay, shall man have (just) anything he hankers after?

053.025 But it isto God that the End and the Beginning (of all things) belong.

053.026 How many-so-ever be the angelsin the heavens, their intercession will avail nothing except after God has
given leave for whom He pleases and that he is acceptable to Him.

053.027 Those who believe not in the Hereafter, name the angels with female names.

053.028 But they haveno knowledgetherein. They follow nothing but conjecture; and conjectureavail snothing against
Truth.

053.029 Therefore shun those who turn away from Our Message and desire nothing but the life of thisworld.
053.030 That isasfar asknowledge will reach them. Verily thy Lord knoweth best those who stray from His Path, and
He knoweth best those who receive guidance.

053.031 Yea, to God belongs dl that isin the heavens and on earth: so that He rewards those who do evil, according
to their deeds, and He rewards those who do good, with what is best.

053.032 Those who avoid great sins and shameful deeds, only (falling into) small faults,- verily thy Lordisamplein
forgiveness. He knowsyou well when He bringsyou out of the earth, And when ye are hidden in your mothers wombs.
Therefore justify not yourselves: He knows best who it is that guards against evil.

053.033 Seest thou one who turns back,

053.034 Givesalittle, then hardens (his heart)?

053.035 What! Has he knowledge of the Unseen so that he can see?

053.036 Nay, is he not acquainted with what isin the Books of Moses-

053.037 And of Abraham who fulfilled his engagements?-

053.038 Namely, that no bearer of burdens can bear the burden of another;

053.039 That man can have nothing but what he strivesfor;

053.040 That (the fruit of) his striving will soon comein sight:

053.041 Then will he be rewarded with areward complete;

053.042 That to thy Lord isthe final Goal;

053.043 That it is He Who granteth Laughter and Tears;

053.044 That it is He Who granteth Death and Life;

053.045 That He did create in pairs,- male and female,

053.046 From a seed when lodged (inits place);

053.047 That He hath promised a Second Creation (Raising of the Dead);

053.048 That it is He Who giveth wealth and satisfaction;

053.049 That He isthe Lord of Sirius (the Mighty Star);

053.050 And that it is He Who destroyed the (powerful) ancient 'Ad (people),

053.051 And the Thamud nor gave them alease of perpetua life.

053.052 And before them, the people of Noah, for that they were (all) most unjust and most insolent transgressors,
053.053 And He destroyed the Overthrown Cities (of Sodom and Gomorrah).

053.054 So that (ruins unknown) have covered them up.

053.055 Then which of the gifts of thy Lord, (O man,) wilt thou dispute about?

053.056 ThisisaWarner, of the (series of) Warners of old!



053.057 The (Judgment) ever approaching draws nigh:

053.058 No (soul) but God can lay it bare.

053.059 Do ye then wonder at thisrecital ?

053.060 And will ye laugh and not weep,-

053.061 Wasting your timein vanities?

053.062 But fall ye down in prostration to God, and adore (Him)!

THE MOON, CHAPTER NO. 054

054.001 The Hour (of Judgment) is nigh, and the moon is cleft asunder.

054.002 But if they see a Sign, they turn away, and say, "Thisis (but) transient magic."

054.003 They reject (the warning) and follow their (own) lusts but every matter hasits appointed time.

054.004 There have already come to them Recitals wherein there is (enough) to check (them),

054.005 Mature wisdom;- but (the preaching of) Warners profits them not.

054.006 Therefore, (O Prophet,) turn away from them. The Day that the Caller will call (them) to aterrible affair,
054.007 They will come forth,- their eyes humbled - from (their) graves, (torpid) like locusts scattered abroad,
054.008 Hastening, with eyes transfixed, towards the Caller!- "Hard isthis Day!", the Unbelievers will say.

054.009 Before them the People of Noah rejected (their apostle): they rejected Our servant, and said, "Hereisone
possessed!”, and he was driven out.

054.010 Then he called on his Lord: "I am one overcome: do Thou then help (me)!"

054.011 So We opened the gates of heaven, with water pouring forth.

054.012 And We caused the earth to gush forth with springs, so the waters met (and rose) to the extent decreed.
054.013 But We bore him on an (Ark) made of broad planks and caulked with palm- fibre:

054.014 She floats under our eyes (and care): arecompense to one who had been rejected (with scorn)!

054.015 And We have left thisasa Sign (for all time): then isthere any that will receive admonition?

054.016 But how (terrible) was My Penalty and My Warning?

054.017 And We have indeed made the Qur'an easy to understand and remember: then is there any that will receive
admonition?

054.018 The 'Ad (people) (too) rejected (Truth): then how terrible was My Penalty and My Warning?

054.019 For We sent against them a furious wind, on a Day of violent Disaster,

054.020 Plucking out men asif they were roots of palm-trees torn up (from the ground).

054.021 Y ea, how (terrible) was My Penalty and My Warning!

054.022 But We have indeed made the Qur'an easy to understand and remember: then is there any that will receive
admonition?

054.023 The Thamud (also) rejected (their) Warners.

054.024 For they said: "What! aman! a Solitary onefrom among ourselves! shall wefollow such aone? Truly should
we then be straying in mind, and mad!

054.025 "Isit that the Message is sent to him, of al people amongst us? Nay, heisaliar, aninsolent one!"

054.026 Ah! they will know on the morrow, which istheliar, the insolent one!

054.027 For We will send the she-camel by way of trial for them. So watch them, (O Salih), and possess thyself in
patience!

054.028 And tell them that the water is to be divided between them: Each one'sright to drink being brought forward
(by suitable turns).

054.029 But they called to their companion, and he took a sword in hand, and hamstrung (her).

054.030 Ah! how (terrible) was My Penalty and My Warning!

054.031 For We sent against them asingle Mighty Blast, and they became like the dry stubble used by one who pens
cattle.

054.032 And We have indeed made the Qur'an easy to understand and remember: then is there any that will receive
admonition?

054.033 The people of Lut rejected (his) warning.



054.034 We sent against them a violent Tornado with showers of stones, (which destroyed them), except Lut's
household: them We delivered by early Dawn,-

054.035 As a Grace from Us:. thus do We reward those who give thanks.

054.036 And (L ut) did warn them of Our Punishment, but they disputed about the Warning.

054.037 And they even sought to snatch away hisguestsfrom him, but Weblinded their eyes. (They heard:) "Now taste
ye My Wrath and My Warning."

054.038 Early on the morrow an abiding Punishment seized them:

054.039 " So taste ye My Wrath and My Warning."

054.040 And We have indeed made the Qur'an easy to understand and remember: then is there any that will receive
admonition?

054.041 To the People of Pharaoh, too, aforetime, came Warners (from God).

054.042 The (people) rejected all Our Signs; but We seized them with such Penalty (as comes) from One Exalted in
Power, ableto carry out His Will.

054.043 Are your Unbelievers, (O Quraish), better than they? Or have ye an immunity in the Sacred Books?
054.044 Or do they say: "We acting together can defend ourselves'?

054.045 Soon will their multitude be put to flight, and they will show their backs.

054.046 Nay, the Hour (of Judgment) is the time promised them (for their full recompense): And that Hour will be
most grievous and most bitter.

054.047 Truly those in sin are the ones straying in mind, and mad.

054.048 The Day they will be dragged through the Fire on their faces, (they will hear:) "Taste ye the touch of Hell!"
054.049 Verily, al things have We created in proportion and measure.

054.050 And Our Command is but asingle (Act),- like the twinkling of an eye.

054.051 And (oft) in the past, have We destroyed gangs like unto you: then isthere any that will receive admonition?
054.052 All that they do is hoted in (their) Books (of Deeds):

054.053 Every matter, small and great, is on record.

054.054 Asto the Righteous, they will be in the midst of Gardens and Rivers,

054.055 In an Assembly of Truth, in the Presence of a Sovereign Omnipotent.

THE BENEFICENT, THE MERCY GIVING, CHAPTER NO. 055
055.001 (God) Most Gracious!

055.002 It is He Who has taught the Qur'an.

055.003 He has created man:

055.004 He has taught him speech (and intelligence).

055.005 The sun and the moon follow courses (exactly) computed;

055.006 And the herbs and the trees - both (alike) bow in adoration.

055.007 And the Firmament has He raised high, and He has set up the Balance (of Justice),
055.008 In order that ye may not transgress (due) balance.

055.009 So establish weight with justice and fall not short in the balance.
055.010 It isHe Who has spread out the earth for (His) creatures:

055.011 Therein isfruit and date-palms, producing spathes (enclosing dates);
055.012 Also corn, with (its) leaves and stalk for fodder, and sweet-smelling plants.
055.013 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.014 He created man from sounding clay like unto pottery,

055.015 And He created Jinns from fire free of smoke:

055.016 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.017 (Heis) Lord of the two Easts and Lord of the two Wests:

055.018 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.019 He has | et free the two bodies of flowing water, meeting together:
055.020 Between them is a Barrier which they do not transgress:



055.021 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.022 Out of them come Pearls and Coral:

055.023 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.024 And His are the Ships sailing smoothly through the seas, lofty as mountains:

055.025 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.026 All that is on earth will perish:

055.027 But will abide (for ever) the Face of thy Lord,- full of Mgjesty, Bounty and Honour.

055.028 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.029 Of Him seeks (its need) every creature in the heavens and on earth: every day in (new) Splendour doth He
(shine)!

055.030 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.031 Soon shall We settle your affairs, O both ye worlds!

055.032 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.033 O ye assembly of Jinnsand men! If it be ye can pass beyond the zones of the heavens and the earth, passye!
not without authority shall ye be able to pass!

055.034 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.035 On you will be sent (Oyeevil onestwain!) aflame of fire (to burn) and asmoke (to choke): no defence will
ye have:

055.036 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.037 When the sky is rent asunder, and it becomes red like ointment:

055.038 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.039 On that Day no question will be asked of man or Jinn asto hissin.

055.040 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.041 (For) the sinners will be known by their marks: and they will be seized by their forelocks and their feet.
055.042 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.043 Thisisthe Hell which the Sinners deny:

055.044 In itsmidst and in the midst of boiling hot water will they wander round!

055.045 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.046 But for such asfear the timewhen they will stand before (the Judgment Seat of) their Lord, therewill betwo
Gardens-

055.047 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?-

055.048 Containing all kinds (of trees and delights);-

055.049 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?-

055.050 In them (each) will be two Springs flowing (free);

055.051 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?-

055.052 In them will be Fruits of every kind, two and two.

055.053 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.054 They will recline on Carpets, whoseinner liningswill be of rich brocade: the Fruit of the Gardenswill be near
(and easy of reach).

055.055 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.056 Inthem will be (Maidens), chaste, restraining their glances, whom no man or Jinn before them hastouched;-
055.057 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?-

055.058 Like unto Rubies and coral.

055.059 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.060 Isthere any Reward for Good - other than Good?

055.061 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.062 And besides these two, there are two other Gardens,-

055.063 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?-

055.064 Dark-green in colour (from plentiful watering).



055.065 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.066 In them (each) will be two Springs pouring forth water in continuous abundance:
055.067 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.068 In them will be Fruits, and dates and pomegranates:

055.069 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.070 In them will be fair (Companions), good, beautiful;-

055.071 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?-

055.072 Companions restrained (as to their glances), in (goodly) pavilions;-
055.073 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?-

055.074 Whom no man or Jinn before them has touched;-

055.075 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?-

055.076 Reclining on green Cushions and rich Carpets of beauty.

055.077 Then which of the favours of your Lord will ye deny?

055.078 Blessed be the name of thy Lord, full of Majesty, Bounty and Honour.

THE EVENT, THE INEVITABLE, CHAPTER NO. 056

056.001 When the Event inevitable cometh to pass,

056.002 Then will no (soul) entertain falsehood concerning its coming.

056.003 (Many) will it bring low; (many) will it exalt;

056.004 When the earth shall be shaken to its depths,

056.005 And the mountains shall be crumbled to atoms,

056.006 Becoming dust scattered abroad,

056.007 And ye shall be sorted out into three classes.

056.008 Then (there will be) the Companions of the Right Hand;- What will be the Companions of the Right Hand?
056.009 And the Companions of the Left Hand,- what will be the Companions of the Left Hand?
056.010 And those Foremost (in Faith) will be Foremost (in the Hereafter).

056.011 These will be those Nearest to God:

056.012 In Gardens of Bliss:

056.013 A number of people from those of old,

056.014 And afew from those of later times.

056.015 (They will be) on Thrones encrusted (with gold and precious stones),

056.016 Reclining on them, facing each other.

056.017 Round about them will (serve) youths of perpetual (freshness),

056.018 With goblets, (shining) beakers, and cups (filled) out of clear-flowing fountains:
056.019 No after-ache will they receive therefrom, nor will they suffer intoxication:
056.020 And with fruits, any that they may select:

056.021 And the flesh of fowls, any that they may desire.

056.022 And (there will be) Companions with beautiful, big, and lustrous eyes,-

056.023 Like unto Pearls well-guarded.

056.024 A Reward for the deeds of their past (life).

056.025 Not frivolity will they hear therein, nor any taint of ill -

056.026 Only the saying, "Peace! Peace".

056.027 The Companions of the Right Hand,- what will be the Companions of the Right Hand?
056.028 (They will be) among L ote-trees without thorns,

056.029 Among Talh trees with flowers (or fruits) piled one above another -

056.030 In shade long-extended,

056.031 By water flowing constantly,

056.032 And fruit in abundance.



056.033 Whose season is not limited, nor (supply) forbidden,

056.034 And on Thrones (of Dignity), raised high.

056.035 We have created (their Companions) of special creation.

056.036 And made them virgin - pure (and undefiled), -

056.037 Beloved (by nature), equal in age,-

056.038 For the Companions of the Right Hand.

056.039 A (goodly) number from those of old,

056.040 And a (goodly) number from those of later times.

056.041 The Companions of the Left Hand,- what will be the Companions of the L eft Hand?
056.042 (They will be) inthe midst of a Fierce Blast of Fire and in Boiling Water,

056.043 And in the shades of Black Smoke:

056.044 Nothing (will there be) to refresh, nor to please:

056.045 For that they were wont to be indulged, before that, in wealth (and luxury),

056.046 And persisted obstinately in wickedness supremel!

056.047 And they used to say, "What! when we die and become dust and bones, shall we then indeed be raised up
again?-

056.048 "(We) and our fathers of old?"

056.049 Say: "Y ea, those of old and those of |ater times,

056.050 "All will certainly be gathered together for the meeting appointed for a Day well-known.
056.051 "Then will yetruly,- O yethat go wrong, and treat (Truth) as Falsehood! -

056.052 "Yewill surely taste of the Tree of Zagqum.

056.053 "Then will yefill your insides therewith,

056.054 "And drink Boiling Water on top of it:

056.055 "Indeed ye shall drink like diseased camels raging with thirst!"

056.056 Such will be their entertainment on the Day of Requital!

056.057 It is We Who have created you: why will ye not witness the Truth?

056.058 Do ye then see?- The (human Seed) that ye throw out,-

056.059 Isit yewho create it, or are We the Creators?

056.060 We have decreed Death to be your common lot, and We are not to be frustrated

056.061 from changing your Forms and creating you (again) in (forms) that ye know not.

056.062 And ye certainly know already thefirst form of creation: why then do ye not celebrate His praises?
056.063 See ye the seed that ye sow in the ground?

056.064 Isit ye that cause it to grow, or are We the Cause?

056.065 Wereit Our Will, We could crumbleit to dry powder, and ye would be left in wonderment,
056.066 (Saying), "We are indeed left with debts (for nothing):

056.067 "Indeed are we shut out (of the fruits of our labour)"

056.068 See ye the water which ye drink?

056.069 Do ye bring it down (in rain) from the cloud or do We?

056.070 Wereit Our Will, We could make it salt (and unpalatable): then why do ye not give thanks?
056.071 See ye the Fire which ye kindle?

056.072 Isit ye who grow the tree which feeds the fire, or do We grow it?

056.073 We have madeit amemorial (of Our handiwork), and an article of comfort and convenience for the denizens
of deserts.

056.074 Then celebrate with praises the name of thy Lord, the Supreme!

056.075 Furthermore | call to witness the setting of the Stars,-

056.076 And that isindeed a mighty adjuration if ye but knew,-

056.077 That thisisindeed aqur'an Most Honourabl e,

056.078 In Book well-guarded,

056.079 Which none shall touch but those who are clean:



056.080 A Revelation from the Lord of the Worlds.

056.081 Isit such aMessage that ye would hold in light esteem?

056.082 And have ye made it your livelihood that ye should declareit false?

056.083 Then why do ye not (intervene) when (the soul of the dying man) reaches the throat,-
056.084 And ye the while (sit) looking on,-

056.085 But We are nearer to him than ye, and yet see not,-

056.086 Then why do ye not,- If you are exempt from (future) account,-

056.087 Call back the soul, if ye aretrue (in the claim of independence)?

056.088 Thus, then, if he be of those Nearest to God,

056.089 (Thereisfor him) Rest and Satisfaction, and a Garden of Delights.

056.090 And if he be of the Companions of the Right Hand,

056.091 (For him isthe salutation), "Peace be unto thee", from the Companions of the Right Hand.
056.092 And if he be of those who treat (Truth) as Falsehood, who go wrong,

056.093 For him is Entertainment with Boiling Water.

056.094 And burning in Hell-Fire.

056.095 Verily, thisisthe Very Truth and Certainly.

056.096 So celebrate with praises the name of thy Lord, the Supreme.

IRON, CHAPTER NO. 057

057.001 Whatever isin the heavens and on earth,- let it declare the Praises and Glory of God: for Heis the Exalted
in Might, the Wise.

057.002 To Him belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth: It is He Who gives Life and Death; and He has
Power over al things.

057.003 Heisthe First and the Last, the Evident and the Immanent: and He has full knowledge of all things.
057.004 HeitisWho created the heavens and the earth in Six Days, and ismoreover firmly established onthe Throne
(of Authority). He knows what enters within the earth and what comes forth out of it, what comes down from heaven
and what mounts up to it. And Heiswith you wheresoever ye may be. And God seeswell all that ye do.

057.005 To Him belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth: and all affairs are referred back to God.
057.006 He merges Night into Day, and He merges Day into Night; and He hasfull knowledge of the secrets of (al)
hearts.

057.007 Believein God and Hisapostle, and spend (in charity) out of the (substance) whereof He has madeyou heirs.
For, those of you who believe and spend (in charity),- for them isagreat Reward.

057.008 What cause have ye why ye should not believe in God?- and the Apostleinvitesyou to believeinyour Lord,
and has indeed taken your Covenant, if ye are men of Faith.

057.009 He isthe One Who sendsto His Servant Manifest Signs, that He may lead you from the depths of Darkness
into the Light and verily God isto you most kind and Merciful.

057.010 And what cause have ye why ye should not spend in the cause of God?- For to God belongs the heritage of
the heavensand the earth. Not equal among you arethosewho spent (freely) and fought, beforethe Victory, (withthose
who did so later). Those are higher in rank than those who spent (freely) and fought afterwards. But to all has God
promised agoodly (reward). And God is well acquainted with al that ye do.

057.011 Whoishethat will Loanto God abeautiful loan?for (God) will increaseit manifoldto hiscredit, and hewill
have (besides) aliberal Reward.

057.012 One Day shalt thou seethe believing men and the believing women- how their Light runsforward beforethem
and by their right hands: (their greeting will be): "Good Newsfor you this Day! Gardens beneath which flow rivers! to
dwell therein for aye! Thisisindeed the highest Achievement!"

057.013 One Day will the Hypocrites- men and women - say to the Believers. "Wait for us! Let us borrow (aLight)
fromyour Light!" It will besaid: "Turnye back to your rear! then seek aLight (whereye can)!" Soawall will be put up
betwixt them, with agatetherein. Withinit will be Mercy throughout, and without it, al alongside, will be (Wrath and)
Punishment!



057.014 (Those without) will call out, "Were we not withyou?' (The others) will reply, "True! but ye led yourselves
into temptation; ye looked forward (to our ruin); ye doubted (God's Promise); and (your false) desires deceived you;
until there issued the Command of God. And the Deceiver deceived you in respect of God.

057.015 "This Day shall no ransom be accepted of you, nor of those who rejected God." Y our abode isthe Fire: that
isthe proper place to claim you: and an evil refugeitis!"

057.016 Hasnot the Time arrived for the Believersthat their heartsin all humility should engagein the remembrance
of God and of the Truth which has been revealed (to them), and that they should not become like those to whom was
given Revelation aforetime, but long ages passed over them and their hearts grew hard? For many among them are
rebellious transgressors.

057.017 Know ye (all) that God giveth lifeto the earth after itsdeath! already have We shown the Signsplainly to you,
that ye may learn wisdom.

057.018 For those who give in Charity, men and women, and loan to God a Beautiful Loan, it shall be increased
manifold (to their credit), and they shall have (besides) aliberal reward.

057.019 And thosewho believein God and Hisapostles- they arethe Sincere (loversof Truth), and thewitnesses (who
testify),intheeyesof their Lord: They shall havetheir Reward and their Light. But thosewho reject God and deny Our
Signs,- they are the Companions of Hell-Fire.

057.020 Know ye(all), that thelifeof thisworldisbut play and amusement, pomp and mutual boasting and multiplying,
(in rivalry) among yourselves, richesand children. Hereisasimilitude: How rain and the growth which it bringsforth,
ddight (the hearts of) thetillers; soon it withers; thou wilt seeit grow yellow; then it becomes dry and crumblesaway.
But in the Hereafter is a Penalty severe (for the devotees of wrong). And Forgiveness from God and (His) Good
Pleasure (for the devotees of God). And what isthe life of thisworld, but goods and chattels of deception?
057.021 Be ye foremost (in seeking) Forgiveness from your Lord, and a Garden (of Bliss), the width whereof is as
the width of heaven and earth, prepared for those who believein God and His apostles: that isthe Grace of God, which
He bestows on whom he pleases: and God isthe Lord of Grace abounding.

057.022 No misfortune can happen on earth or in your souls but is recorded in a decree before We bring it into
existence: That istruly easy for God:

057.023 In order that ye may not despair over mattersthat passyou by, nor exult over favours bestowed upon you. For
God loveth not any vainglorious boaster -

057.024 Such persons as are covetous and commend covetousness to men. And if any turn back (from God's Way),
verily God is Free of all Needs, Worthy of all Praise.

057.025 Wesent af oretime our apostleswith Clear Signsand sent down with them the Book and the Balance (of Right
and Wrong), that men may stand forth in justice; and We sent down Iron, inwhichis(material for) mighty war, aswell
as many benefitsfor mankind, that God may test whoiitisthat will help, Unseen, Him and Hisapostles: For GodisFull
of Strength, Exalted in Might (and able to enforce His Will).

057.026 And We sent Noah and Abraham, and established in their line Prophethood and Revel ation: and some of them
were on right guidance. But many of them became rebellious transgressors.

057.027 Then, in their wake, We followed them up with (others of) Our apostles: We sent after them Jesus the son
of Mary, and bestowed on him the Gospel; and We ordained in the hearts of those who followed him Compassion and
Mercy. But the Monasticism which they invented for themselves, We did not prescribe for them: (We commanded)
only the seeking for the Good Pl easure of God; but that they did not foster asthey should have done. Y et Webestowed,
on those among them who believed, their (due) reward, but many of them are rebellious transgressors.

057.028 O ye that believe! Fear God, and believe inHis Apostle, and He will bestow on you a double portion of His
Mercy: Hewill provide for you a Light by which ye shall walk (straight in your path), and He will forgive you (your
past): for God is Oft- Forgiving, Most Merciful.

057.029 That the People of the Book may know that they have no power whatever over the Grace of God, that (His)
Graceis (entirely) in His Hand, to bestow it on whomsoever He wills. For God isthe Lord of Grace abounding.

SHE THAT DISPUTETH, THE PLEADING WOMAN, CHAPTER NO. 058
058.001 God hasindeed heard (and accepted) the statement of thewoman who pleadswith thee concerning her husband



and carries her complaint (in prayer) to God: and God (always) hears the arguments between both sides among you:
for God hears and sees (all things).

058.002 If any men among you divorce their wives by Zihar (calling them mothers), they cannot be their mothers:
None can be their mothers except those who gave them birth. And in fact they use words (both) iniquitous and fal se:
but truly God is one that blots out (sins), and forgives (again and again).

058.003 But those who divorce their wives by Zihar, then wish to go back on the words they uttered,- (It is ordained
that such a one) should free a slave before they touch each other: Thus are ye admonished to perform: and God is
well-acquainted with (all) that ye do.

058.004 And if any has not (the wherewithal), he should fast for two months consecutively before they touch each
other. But if any isunableto do so, he should feed sixty indigent ones, this, that ye may show your faithin God and His
Apostle. Those are limits (set by) God. For those who reject (Him), there is a grievous Penalty.

058.005 Those who resist God and His Apostle will be humbled to dust, as were those before them: for We have
already sent down Clear Signs. And the Unbdlievers (will have) a humiliating Penalty,-

058.006 On the Day that God will raise them all up (again) and show them the Truth (and meaning) of their conduct.
God has reckoned its (value), though they may have forgotten it, for God is Witnessto all things.

058.007 Seest thou not that God doth know (all) that isin the heavens and on earth? Thereis not asecret consultation
between three, but He makes the fourth among them, - Nor between five but He makes the sixth,- nor between fewer
nor more, but He isin their midst, wheresoever they be: Inthe end will Hetell them the truth of their conduct, on the
Day of Judgment. For God has full knowledge of all things.

058.008 Turnest thou not thy sight towards those who were forbidden secret counsels yet revert to that which they
wereforbidden (to do)? And they hold secret counselsamong themselvesfor iniquity and hostility, and disobedience
to the Apostle. And when they cometo thee, they salute thee, not as God salutesthee, (but in crooked ways): And they
say to themselves, "Why does not God punish usfor our words?' Enough for themisHell: Init will they burn, and evil
isthat destination!

058.009 O yewho believe! When ye hold secret counsel, do it not for iniquity and hostility, and disobedience to the
Prophet; but do it for righteousness and self- restraint; and fear God, to Whom ye shall be brought back.

058.010 Secret counsels are only (inspired) by the Evil One, in order that he may cause grief to the Believers; but he
cannot harm them in the least, except as God permits; and on God let the Believers put their trust.

058.011 O yewho believel When ye are told to make room in the assemblies, (spread out and) make room: (ample)
room will God provide for you. And when ye are told to rise up, rise up God will rise up, to (suitable) ranks (and
degrees), those of you who believe and who have been granted (mystic) Knowledge. And God iswell- acquainted with
all yedo.

058.012 O ye who believe! When ye consult the Apostle in private, spend something in charity before your private
consultation. That will be best for you, and most conduciveto purity (of conduct). But if yefind not (thewherewithal),
God is Oft- Forgiving, Most Merciful.

058.013 Isit that ye are afraid of spending sumsin charity before your private consultation (with him)?1f, then, yedo
not so, and God forgives you, then (at least) establish regular prayer; practise regular charity; and obey God and His
Apostle. And God is well-acquainted with all that ye do.

058.014 Turnest thou not thy attention to those who turn (in friendship) to such as have the Wrath of God upon them?
They are neither of you nor of them, and they swear to falsehood knowingly.

058.015 God has prepared for them a severe Penalty: evil indeed are their deeds.

058.016 They have made their oaths a screen (for their misdeeds): thus they obstruct (men) from the Path of God:
therefore shall they have a humiliating Penalty.

058.017 Of no profit whatever to them, against God, will be their riches nor their sons: they will be Companions of
the Fire, to dwell therein (for aye)!

058.018 Oneday will God raisethem all up (for Judgment): thenwill they swear to Him asthey swear to you: And they
think that they have something (to stand upon). No, indeed! they are but liars!

058.019 The Evil One has got the better of them: so he has made them lose the remembrance of God. They are the
Party of the Evil One. Truly, it isthe Party of the Evil One that will perish!



058.020 Those who resist God and His Apostle will be among those most humiliated.

058.021 God hasdecreed: "Itis| and My apostleswho must prevail": For God is Onefull of strength, ableto enforce
His Will.

058.022 Thou wilt not find any people who believe in God and the Last Day, loving those who resist God and His
Apostle, even though they weretheir fathers or their sons, or their brothers, or their kindred. For such He haswritten
Faithin their hearts, and strengthened them with a spirit from Himself. And He will admit them to Gardens beneath
which Riversflow, to dwell therein (for ever). God will be well pleased with them, and they with Him. They are the
Party of God. Truly it isthe Party of God that will achieve Felicity.

EXILE, BANISHMENT, CHAPTER NO. 059

059.001 Whatever isin the heavens and on earth, let it declare the Praises and Glory of God: for Heisthe Exaltedin
Might, the Wise.

059.002 It is He Who got out the Unbelievers among the People of the Book from their homesat thefirst gathering
(of the forces). Little did ye think that they would get out: And they thought that their fortresses would defend them
from God! But the (Wrath of) God came to them from quarters from which they little expected (it), and cast terror
intotheir hearts, so that they destroyed their dwellingsby their own handsand the hands of the Believers, takewarning,
then, O ye with eyes (to see)!

059.003 And had it not been that God had decreed bani shment for them, Hewould certainly have punished theminthis
world: And in the Hereafter they shall (certainly) have the Punishment of the Fire.

059.004 That is because they resisted God and His Apostle: and if any one resists God, verily God is severe in
Punishment.

059.005 Whether ye cut down (O ye Muslim!) The tender palm-trees, or ye left them standing on their roots, it was
by leave of God, and in order that He might cover with shame the rebellious transgresses.

059.006 What God has bestowed on His Apostle (and taken away) from them - for this ye made no expedition with
either cavalry or camelry: but God givespower to Hisapostles over any He pleases: and God has power over all things.
059.007 What God has bestowed on His Apostle (and taken away) from the peopl e of thetownshi ps,- belongsto God,-
to His Apostle and to kindred and orphans, the needy and the wayfarer; In order that it may not (merely) makeacircuit
betweenthe wealthy among you. So take what the A postle assignsto you, and deny yoursel vesthat which hewithholds
from you. And fear God; for God is strict in Punishment.

059.008 (Some part is due) to the indigent Muhgjirs, those who were expelled from their homes and their property,
while seeking Grace from God and (His) Good Pleasure, and aiding God and His Apostle: such areindeed the sincere
ones:-

059.009 But those who before them, had homes (in Medina) and had adopted the Faith,- show their affection to such
as came to them for refuge, and entertain no desire in their hearts for things given to the (latter), but give them
preference over themselves, even though poverty wastheir (own lot). And those saved from the covetousness of their
own souls,- they are the ones that achieve prosperity.

059.010 And those who came after them say: "Our Lord! Forgive us, and our brethren who came before us into the
Faith, and leave not, in our hearts, rancour (or sense of injury) against those who have believed. Our Lord! Thou art
indeed Full of Kindness, Most Merciful.”

059.011 Hast thou not observed the Hypocrites say to their misbelieving brethren among the Peopl e of the Book? -
"If ye are expelled, we too will go out with you, and we will never hearken to any one in your affair; and if ye are
attacked (in fight) we will help you". But God iswitness that they areindeed liars.

059.012 If they are expelled, never will they go out with them; and if they are attacked (in fight), they will never help
them; and if they do help them, they will turn their backs; so they will receive no help.

059.013 Of atruth ye are stronger (than they) because of theterror in their hearts, (sent) by God. Thisisbecausethey
are men devoid of understanding.

059.014 They will not fight you (even) together, except in fortified townships, or from behind walls. Strong istheir
fighting (spirit) amongst themsel ves: thou wouldst think they were united, but their hearts are divided: that is because
they are a people devoid of wisdom.



059.015 Like those who lately preceded them, they have tasted the evil result of their conduct; and (in the Hereafter
thereis) for them a grievous Penalty;-

059.016 (Their aliesdeceived them), likethe Evil One, when he saysto man, "Deny God": but when (man) deniesGod,
(the Evil One) says, "l am free of thee: | do fear God, the Lord of the Worlds!"

059.017 The end of both will be that they will go into the Fire, dwelling therein for ever. Such is the reward of the
wrong-doers.

059.018 O ye who believe! Fear God, and let every soul ook to what (provision) He has sent forth for the morrow.
Y eq, fear God: for God is well-acquainted with (all) that ye do.

059.019 And be ye not like those who forgot God; and He madethem forget their own souls! Such aretherebellious
transgressors!

059.020 Not equal are the Companions of the Fire and the Companions of the Garden: it is the Companions of the
Garden, that will achieve Felicity.

059.021 Had We sent down this Qur'an on a mountain, verily, thou wouldst have seen it humble itself and cleave
asunder for fear of God. Such are the similitudes which We propound to men, that they may reflect.

059.022 God is He, than Whom there is no other god;- Who knows (all things) both secret and open; He, Most
Gracious, Most Merciful.

059.023 God is He, than Whom there is no other god;- the Sovereign, the Holy One, the Source of Peace (and
Perfection), the Guardian of Faith, the Preserver of Safety, the Exalted in Might, the Irresistible, the Supreme: Glory
to God! (High is He) above the partners they attribute to Him.

059.024 Heis God, the Creator, the Evolver, the Bestower of Forms (or Colours). To Him belong the Most Beautiful
Names: whatever isin the heavens and on earth, doth declare His Praises and Glory: and He isthe Exalted in Might,
the Wise.

SHE THAT IS TO BE EXAMINED, EXAMINING HER, CHAPTER NO. 060

060.001 Oyewho believe! Take not my enemiesand yoursasfriends (or protectors),- offering them (your) love, even
though they have rejected the Truth that has come to you, and have (on the contrary) driven out the Prophet and
yourselves (from your homes), (simply) becauseyebelievein God your Lord! If ye havecomeout to strivein My Way
andto seek My Good Pleasure, (takethem not asfriends), holding secret converse of 1ove (and friendship) with them:
for | know full well all that ye conceal and al that yereveal. And any of you that doesthis has strayed from the Straight
Path.

060.002 If they were to get the better of you, they would behaveto you as enemies, and stretch forth their hands and
their tongues against you for evil: and they desire that ye should reject the Truth.

060.003 Of no profit to you will be your relatives and your children on the Day of Judgment: He will judge between
you: for God seeswell al that ye do.

060.004 Thereis for you an excellent example (to follow) in Abraham and those with him, when they said to their
people: "We are clear of you and of whatever ye worship besides God: we have rejected you, and there has arisen,
between usand you, enmity and hatred for ever,- unlessye believein God and Him alone": But not when Abraham said
to hisfather: "I will pray for forgivenessfor thee, though | have no power (to get) aught onthy behalf from God." (They
prayed): "Our Lord! in Thee do we trust, and to Thee do we turn in repentance: to Theeis (our) Fina Goal.
060.005"Our Lord! Makeusnot a(test and) trial for the Unbelievers, but forgive us, our Lord! for Thou art the Exalted
in Might, the Wise."

060.006 Therewasindeed in them an excellent examplefor you to follow,- for those whose hopeisin God and inthe
Last Day. But if any turn away, truly God is Free of al Wants, Worthy of all Praise.

060.007 It may be that God will grant love (and friendship) between you and those whom ye (now) hold as enemies.
For God has power (over al things); And God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

060.008 God forbidsyou not, with regard to those who fight you not for (your) Faith nor driveyou out of your homes,
from dealing kindly and justly with them: for God loveth those who are just.

060.009 God only forbids you, with regard to those who fight you for (your) Faith, and drive you out of your homes,
and support (others) in driving youout, from turning to them (for friendship and protection). It issuch asturn to them



(in these circumstances), that do wrong.

060.010 O yewho believe! When there cometo you believing women refugees, examine (and test) them: God knows
best asto their Faith: if ye ascertain that they are Believers, then send them not back to the Unbelievers. They are not
lawful (wives) for theUnbelievers, nor arethe (Unbelievers) lawful (husbands) for them. But pay the Unbelieverswhat
they have spent (on their dower), and there will be no blame on you if ye marry them on payment of their dower to
them. But hold not to the guardianship of unbelieving women: ask for what ye have spent on their dowers, and let the
(Unbelievers) ask for what they have spent (on the dowers of women who come over to you). Such is the command
of God: He judges (with justice) between you. And God is Full of Knowledge and Wisdom.

060.011 And if any of your wives deserts you to the Unbelievers, and ye have an accession (by the coming over of a
woman from the other side), then pay to those whose wives have deserted the equivalent of what they had spent (on
their dower). And fear God, in Whom ye believe.

060.012 O Prophet! When believing women cometo theeto take the oath of fealty to thee, that they will not associate
in worship any other thing whatever with God, that they will not steal, that they will not commit adultery (or
fornication), that they will not kill their children, that they will not utter slander, intentionally forging falsehood, and
that they will not disobey theein any just matter,- then do thou receivetheir fealty, and pray to God for the forgiveness
(of their sins): for God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

060.013 O ye who believe! Turn not (for friendship) to people on whom isthe Wrath of God, of the Hereafter they
are dready in despair, just asthe Unbelievers are in despair about those (buried) in graves.

THE RANKS, BATTLE ARRAY, CHAPTER NO. 061

061.001 Whatever isin the heavens and on earth, | et it declare the Praises and Glory of God: for Heisthe Exalted in
Might, the Wise.

061.002 O yewho believe! Why say ye that which ye do not?

061.003 Grievoudly odiousisit in the sight of God that ye say that which ye do not.

061.004 Truly God loves those who fight in His Cause in battle array, asif they were a solid cemented structure.
061.005 And remember, Moses said to his people: "O my people! why do ye vex and insult me, though ye know that
| am the apostle of God (sent) to you?' Then when they went wrong, God let their hearts go wrong. For God guides not
those who are rebel lious transgressors.

061.006 And remember, Jesus, the son of Mary, said: "O Children of Isragl! | am the apostle of God (sent) to you,
confirming the Law (which came) before me, and giving Glad Tidings of an Apostle to come after me, whose name
shall be Ahmad." But when he came to them with Clear Signs, they said, "thisis evident sorcery!"

061.007 Who doth greater wrong than one who invents falsehood against God, even as heis being invited to ISlam?
And God guides not those who do wrong.

061.008 Their intention is to extinguish God's Light (by blowing) with their mouths: But God will complete (the
revelation of) His Light, even though the Unbelievers may detest (it).

061.009 It is He Who has sent His Apostle with Guidance and the Religion of Truth, that he may proclaimit over all
religion, even though the Pagans may detest (it).

061.010 O yewho believe! Shall | lead you to abargain that will save you from a grievous Penalty?-

061.011 That ye believe in God and His Apostle, and that ye strive (your utmost) in the Cause of God, with your
property and your persons: That will be best for you, if ye but knew!

061.012 Hewill forgiveyou your sins, and admit you to Gardens beneath which Riversflow, and to beautiful mansions
in Gardens of Eternity: that isindeed the Supreme Achievement.

061.013 And another (favour will Hebestow,) which yedolove,- help from God and aspeedy victory. So givethe Glad
Tidingsto the Believers.

061.014 O ye who believe! Be ye helpers of God: As said Jesus the son of Mary to the Disciples, "Who will be my
helpersto (the work of) God?" Said the disciples, "We are God's helpers!" then a portion of the Children of Isragl
believed, and aportion disbelieved: But We gave power to those who believed, against their enemies, and they became
the ones that prevailed.



THE CONGREGATION, FRIDAY, CHAPTER NO. 062

062.001 Whatever isin the heavens and on earth, doth declarethe Praisesand Glory of God,- the Sovereign, the Holy
One, the Exalted in Might, the Wise.

062.002 It is He Who has sent amongst the Unlettered an apostle from among themselves, to rehearse to them His
Signs, to sanctify them, and to instruct them in Scripture and Wisdom,- although they had been, before, in manifest
error;-

062.003 Aswell as (to confer all these benefits upon) others of them, who have not already joined them: And Heis
exated in Might, Wise.

062.004 Such isthe Bounty of God, which He bestows on whom He will: and God isthe Lord of the highest bounty.
062.005 The similitude of those who were charged with the (obligations of the) Mosaic Law, but who subsequently
failed in those (obligations), is that of a donkey which carries huge tomes (but understands them not). Evil is the
similitude of people who falsify the Signs of God: and God guides not people who do wrong.

062.006 Say: "O yethat stand on Judaism! If yethink that ye are friendsto God, to the exclusion of (other) men, then
expressyour desirefor Death, if ye are truthful!"

062.007 But never will they expresstheir desire (for Death), because of the (deeds) their hands have sent on before
them! and God knows well those that do wrong!

062.008 Say: "The Death fromwhich yefleewill truly overtake you: then will ye be sent back to the Knower of things
secret and open: and He will tell you (the truth of) the things that ye did!"

062.009 O ye who believel When the call is proclaimed to prayer on Friday (the Day of Assembly), hasten earnestly
to the Remembrance of God, and leave off business (and traffic): That is best for you if ye but knew!

062.010 And when the Prayer isfinished, then may ye disperse through the land, and seek of the Bounty of God: and
celebrate the Praises of God often (and without stint): that ye may prosper.

062.011 But when they see some bargain or some amusement, they disperse headlong to it, and leave thee standing.
Say: "The (blessing) from the Presence of God is better than any amusement or bargain! and God isthe Best to provide
(for al needs).”

THE HYPOCRITES, CHAPTER NO. 063

063.001 When the Hypocrites cometo thee, they say, "We bear witnessthat thou art indeed the Apostle of God." Y ea,
God knoweth that thou art indeed His Apostle, and God beareth witness that the Hypocrites are indeed liars.
063.002 They have made their oaths a screen (for their misdeeds): thus they obstruct (men) from the Path of God:
truly evil are their deeds.

063.003 That is because they believed, then they rejected Faith: So a seal was set on their hearts: therefore they
understand not.

063.004 When thou lookest at them, their exteriors please thee; and when they speak, thou listenest to their words.
They are as (worthless as hollow) pieces of timber propped up, (unable to stand on their own). They think that every
cry isagainst them. They are the enemies; so beware of them. The curse of God be on them! How are they deluded
(away from the Truth)!

063.005 And when it issaid to them, "Come, the Apostle of God will pray for your forgiveness', they turn asidetheir
heads, and thou wouldst see them turning away their facesin arrogance.

063.006 It isequal tothemwhether thou pray for their forgivenessor not. God will not forgivethem. Truly God guides
not rebellious transgressors.

063.007 They are the ones who say, " Spend nothing on those who are with God's Apostle, to the end that they may
disperse (and quit Medina)." But to God belong the treasures of the heavens and the earth; but the Hypocrites
understand not.

063.008 They say, "If we return to Medina, surely the more honourable (el ement) will expel therefrom the meaner.”
But honour belongs to God and His Apostle, and to the Believers; but the Hypocrites know not.

063.009 O ye who believe! Let not your riches or your children divert you from the remembrance of God. If any act
thus, the lossistheir own.

063.010 and spend something (in charity) out of the substance which We have bestowed on you, before Death should



come to any of you and he should say, "O my Lord! why didst Thou not give merespitefor alittlewhile?1 should then
have given (largely) in charity, and | should have been one of the doers of good".

063.011 But to no soul will God grant respite when the time appointed (for it) has come; and God iswell acquainted
with (all) that ye do.

MUTUAL DISILLUSION, HAGGLING, CHAPTER NO. 064

064.001 Whatever isinthe heavensand on earth, doth declarethe Praisesand Glory of God: to Him belongsdominion,
and to Him belongs praise: and He has power over al things.

064.002 ItisHeWho has created you; and of you are somethat are Unbelievers, and somethat are Believers: and God
seeswell all that ye do.

064.003 He has created the heavens and the earth in just proportions, and has given you shape, and made your shapes
beautiful: and to Him isthe final Goal.

064.004 He knows what isin the heavens and on earth; and He knows what ye conceal and what ye reveal: yea, God
knows well the (secrets) of (all) hearts.

064.005 Has not the story reached you, of those who rejected Faith af oretime? So they tasted the evil result of their
conduct; and they had a grievous Penalty.

064.006 That was because there came to them apostles with Clear Signs, but they said: "Shall (mere) human beings
direct us?' So they rejected (the Message) and turned away. But God can do without (them): and God is free of all
needs, worthy of all praise.

064.007 The Unbelieversthink that they will not be raised up (for Judgment). Say: "Y ea, By my Lord, Yeshall surely
be raised up: then shall ye betold (the truth) of al that ye did. And that is easy for God."

064.008 Believe, therefore, in God and His Apostle, and in the Light which we have sent down. And God is well
acquainted with dl that ye do.

064.009 The Day that Heassemblesyou (all) for aDay of Assembly,- that will beaDay of mutual lossand gain (among
you), and those who believein God and work righteousness,- He will remove from them their ills, and He will admit
them to Gardens beneath which Riversflow, to dwell therein for ever: that will be the Supreme Achievement.
064.010 But those who reject Faith and treat Our Signs as falsehoods, they will be Companions of the Fire, to dwell
therein for aye: and evil isthat Goal.

064.011 No kind of calamity can occur, except by the leave of God: and if any onebelievesin God, (God) guideshis
heart (aright): for God knows all things.

064.012 So obey God, and obey His Apostle: but if ye turn back, the duty of Our Apostle is but to proclaim (the
Message) clearly and openly.

064.013 God! Thereisno god but He: and on God, therefore, let the Believers put their trust.

064.014 O ye who believe! Truly, among your wives and your children are (somethat are) enemiesto yourselves: so
bewareof them! But if yeforgiveand overlook, and cover up (their faults), verily God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.
064.015 Y our riches and your children may be but atrial: but in the Presence of God, isthe highest, Reward.
064.016 Sofear God asmuch asye can; listen and obey and spend in charity for the benefit of your own soul and those
saved from the covetousness of their own souls,- they are the ones that achieve prosperity.

064.017 If yeloan to God, abeautiful loan, He will doubleit to your (credit), and He will grant you Forgiveness: for
God is most Ready to appreciate (service), Most Forbearing,-

064.018 Knower of what is open, Exalted in Might, Full of Wisdom.

DIVORCE, CHAPTER NO. 065

065.001 O Prophet! Whenyedo divorcewomen, divorcethemat their prescribed periods, and count (accurately), their
prescribed periods: And fear God your Lord: and turn them not out of their houses, nor shall they (themselves) leave,
except in casethey are guilty of some open lewdness, those arelimits set by God: and any who transgressesthelimits
of God, does verily wrong his (own) soul: thou knowest not if perchance God will bring about thereafter some new
situation.

065.002 Thus when they fulfil their term appointed, either take them back on equitable terms or part with them on



equitableterms; and takefor witnesstwo personsfrom among you, endued with justice, and establish the evidence (as)
before God. Such isthe admonition given to him who believesin God and the Last Day. And for those who fear God,
He (ever) prepares away out,

065.003 And He provides for him from (sources) he never could imagine. And if any one puts his trust in God,
sufficient is(God) for him. For God will surely accomplish his purpose: verily, for al things has God appointed adue
proportion.

065.004 Such of your women as have passed the age of monthly courses, for them the prescribed period, if ye have
any doubts, isthree months, and for those who have no courses (it isthe same): for those who carry (lifewithin their
wombs), their period is until they deliver their burdens. and for those who fear God, He will make their path easy.
065.005 That isthe Command of God, which He has sent down to you: and if any onefears God, Hewill remove his
ills, from him, and will enlarge his reward.

065.006 L et the women live (in 'iddat) in the same style as ye live, according to your means: Annoy them not, so as
to restrict them. And if they carry (lifein their wombs), then spend (your substance) on them until they deliver their
burden: and if they suckleyour (offspring), givethem their recompense: and take mutual counsel together, according
to what isjust and reasonable. And if ye find yourselvesin difficulties, let another woman suckle (the child) on the
(father's) behalf.

065.007 Let the man of means spend according to his means: and the man whose resources are restricted, let him
spend according to what God has given him. God puts no burden on any person beyond what He has givenhim. After
adifficulty, God will soon grant relief.

065.008 How many popul ations that insolently opposed the Command of their Lord and of His apostles, did We not
then call to account,- to severe account?- and We imposed on them an exemplary Punishment.

065.009 Then did they taste the evil result of their conduct, and the End of their conduct was Perdition.

065.010 God has prepared for them a severe Punishment (in the Hereafter). Therefore fear God, O ye men of
understanding - who have believed!- for God hath indeed sent down to you a Message,-

065.011 AnApostle, who rehearsesto you the Signs of God containing clear explanations, that he may |ead forth those
who believe and do righteous deeds from the depths of Darknessinto Light. And those who believe in God and work
righteousness, Hewill admit to Gardens beneath which Riversflow, to dwell therein for ever: God hasindeed granted
for them amost excellent Provision.

065.012 God isHe Who created seven Firmaments and of the earth asimilar number. Through the midst of them (all)
descends His Command: that ye may know that God has power over al things, and that God comprehends, al things
in (His) Knowledge.

BANNING, PROHIBITION, CHAPTER NO. 066

066.001 O Prophet! Why holdest thou to beforbidden that which God has made lawful to thee? Thou seekest to please
thy consorts. But God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

066.002 God has aready ordained for you, (O men), the dissolution of your oaths (in some cases): and God is your
Protector, and He is Full of Knowledge and Wisdom.

066.003 When the Prophet disclosed a matter in confidence to one of his consorts, and she then divulged it (to
another), and God made it known to him, he confirmed part thereof and repudiated a part. Then when he told her
thereof, she said, "Who told thee this?"He said, "He told me Who knows and iswell-acquainted (with all things)."
066.004 If ye two turn in repentance to Him, your hearts areindeed so inclined; But if ye back up each other against
him, truly God is his Protector, and Gabriel, and (every) righteous one among those who believe,- and furthermore,
the angels - will back (him) up.

066.005 It may be, if hedivorced you (all), that God will give him in exchange consorts better than you,- who submit
(their wills), who believe, who are devout, who turn to God in repentance, who worship (in humility), who travel (for
Faith) and fast,- previously married or virgins.

066.006 O ye who believe! save yourselves and your familiesfrom a Fire whose fuel is Men and Stones, over which
are (appointed) angels stern (and) severe, who flinch not (from executing) the Commands they receive from God, but
do (precisely) what they are commanded.



066.007 (They will say), "O ye Unbelievers! Make no excusesthisDay! Y e are being but requited for all that yedid!"
066.008 Oyewhobelieve! Turnto God with sincererepentance: Inthehopethat your Lordwill removefromyouyour
ills and admit you to Gardens beneath which Rivers flow,- the Day that God will not permit to be humiliated the
Prophet and those who believe with him. Their Light will run forward before them and by their right hands, whilethey
say, "Our Lord! Perfect our Light for us, and grant us Forgiveness. for Thou hast power over al things."

066.009 O Prophet! Strive hard against the Unbelievers and the Hypocrites, and be firm against them. Their abodeis
Hell,- an evil refuge (indeed).

066.010 God sets forth, for an example to the Unbelievers, the wife of Noah and the wife of Lut: they were
(respectively) under two of our righteous servants, but they were false to their (husbands), and they profited nothing
before God on their account, but weretold: "Enter ye the Fire along with (others) that enter!"

066.011 And God sets forth, as an exampl e to those who believe the wife of Pharaoh: Behold she said: "O my Lord!
Buildfor me, in nearnessto Thee, amansioninthe Garden, and save mefrom Pharaoh and hisdoings, and savemefrom
those that do wrong";

066.012 And Mary the daughter of 'Imran, who guarded her chastity; and We breathed into (her body) of Our spirit;
and she testified to the truth of the words of her Lord and of His Revelations, and was one of the devout (servants).

THE SOVEREIGNTY, CONTROL, CHAPTER NO. 067

067.001 Blessed be He in Whose hands is Dominion; and He over al things hath Power;-

067.002 He Who created Death and Life, that He may try which of youisbest in deed: and Heisthe Exaltedin Might,
Oft-Forgiving;-

067.003 He Who created the seven heavens one above another: No want of proportion wilt thou see in the Creation
of (God) Most Gracious. So turn thy vision again: seest thou any flaw?

067.004 Again turnthy vision asecond time: (thy) vision will come back to thee dull and discomfited, in astateworn
out.

067.005 And we have, (from of old), adorned the lowest heaven with Lamps, and We have made such (Lamps) (as)
missiles to drive away the Evil Ones, and have prepared for them the Penalty of the Blazing Fire.

067.006 For those who reject their Lord (and Cherisher) isthe Penalty of Hell: and evil is (such), Destination.
067.007 When they are cast therein, they will hear the (terrible) drawing in of its breath even asit blazes forth,
067.008 Almost bursting with fury: Every timeaGroup iscast therein, its Keeperswill ask, "Did no Warner cometo
you?'

067.009 They will say: "Y esindeed; aWarner did cometo us, but werejected him and said, 'God never sent down any
(Message): ye are nothing but an egregious delusion!™

067.010 They will further say: "Had we but listened or used our intelligence, we should not (now) be among the
Companions of the Blazing Fire!"

067.011 They will then confess their sins: but far will be (Forgiveness) from the Companions of the Blazing Fire!
067.012 Asfor those who fear their Lord unseen, for them is Forgiveness and a great Reward.

067.013 And whether ye hide your word or publishit, He certainly has (full) knowledge, of the secrets of (al) hearts.
067.014 Should He not know,- He that created? and He is the One that understands the finest mysteries (and) is
well-acquainted (with them).

067.015 It is He Who has made the earth manageable for you, so traverse ye through its tracts and enjoy of the
Sustenance which He furnishes: but unto Him is the Resurrection.

067.016 Do yefed securethat He Whoisin heaven will not causeyou to be swallowed up by the earth when it shakes
(asin an earthquake)?

067.017 Or do yefeel secure that He Who isin Heaven will not send against you aviolent tornado (with showers of
stones), so that ye shall know how (terrible) was My warning?

067.018 But indeed men before them rejected (My warning): then how (terrible) was My rejection (of them)?
067.019 Do they not observe the birds above them, spreading their wings and fol ding them in? None can uphold them
except (God) Most Gracious: Truly (God) Most Gracious: Truly it is He that watches over al things.

067.020 Nay, who istherethat can help you, (even as) an army, besides (God) Most Merciful ? In nothing but delusion



arethe Unbelievers.

067.021 Or who is there that can provide you with Sustenance if He were to withhold His provision? Nay, they
obstinately persist ininsolent impiety and flight (from the Truth).

067.022 Isthen onewhowalksheadlong, with hisfacegrovelling, better guided,- or onewhowalksevenly onaStraight
Way?

067.023 Say: "It is He Who has created you (and made you grow), and made for you the faculties of hearing, seeing,
feeling and understanding: little thanksit isye give.

067.024 Say: "It is He Who has multiplied you through the earth, and to Him shall ye be gathered together."
067.025 They ask: When will this promise be (fulfilled)? - If ye are telling the truth.

067.026 Say: "Asto the knowledge of thetime, it iswith God alone: | am (sent) only to warn plainly in public."
067.027 At length, when they seeit close at hand, grieved will be the faces of the Unbelievers, and it will besaid (to
them): "Thisis (the promise fulfilled), which ye were calling for!"

067.028 Say: "Seeye?- If God wereto destroy me, and thosewith me, or if He bestowsHisMercy on us,- yet who can
deliver the Unbelieversfrom agrievous Penalty ?"

067.029 Say: "Heis(God) Most Gracious. We have believed in Him, and on Him have we put our trust: So, soon will
ye know which (of us) itisthat isin manifest error."

067.030 Say: "Seeye?- If your stream be somemorning lost (in the underground earth), who then can supply you with
clear-flowing water?"'

THE PEN, (THE LETTER) N, CHAPTER NO. 068

068.001 Nun. By the Pen and the (Record) which (men) write,-

068.002 Thou art not, by the Grace of thy Lord, mad or possessed.

068.003 Nay, verily for theeisa Reward unfailing:

068.004 And thou (standest) on an exalted standard of character.

068.005 Soon wilt thou see, and they will see,

068.006 Which of you is afflicted with madness.

068.007 Verily it isthy Lordthat knoweth best, which (among men) hath strayed from His Path: and He knoweth best
those who receive (true) Guidance.

068.008 So hearken not to those who deny (the Truth).

068.009 Their desireisthat thou shouldst be pliant: so would they be pliant.

068.010 Heed not the type of despicable men,- ready with oaths,

068.011 A slanderer, going about with calumnies,

068.012 (Habitually) hindering (all) good, transgressing beyond bounds, deep in sin,

068.013 Violent (and cruel),- with all that, base-born,-

068.014 Because he possesses wealth and (numerous) sons.

068.015 When to him are rehearsed Our Signs, "Tales of the ancients”, he cries!

068.016 Soon shall We brand (the beast) on the snout!

068.017 Verily We have tried them as We tried the People of the Garden, when they resolvedto gather the fruits of
the (garden) in the morning.

068.018 But made no reservation, ("If it be God's Will").

068.019 Then there came on the (garden) avisitation from thy Lord, (which swept away) al around, while they were
asleep.

068.020 So the (garden) became, by the morning, like a dark and desolate spot, (whose fruit had been gathered).
068.021 Asthe morning broke, they called out, one to another,-

068.022 "Go yeto your tilth (betimes) in the morning, if ye would gather the fruits."

068.023 So they departed, conversing in secret low tones, (saying)-

068.024 "L et not asingleindigent person break in upon you into the (garden) thisday."

068.025 And they opened the morning, strong in an (unjust) resolve.

068.026 But when they saw the (garden), they said: "We have surely lost our way:



068.027 "Indeed we are shut out (of the fruits of our labour)!"

068.028 Said one of them, more just (than therest): "Did | not say to you, 'Why not glorify (God)?"

068.029 They said: "Glory to our Lord! Verily we have been doing wrong!"

068.030 Then they turned, one against another, in reproach.

068.031 They said: "Alasfor usl We have indeed transgressed!

068.032 "It may be that our Lord will give us in exchange a better (garden) than this: for we do turn to Him (in
repentance)!”

068.033 Such isthe Punishment (in thislife); but greater is the Punishment in the Hereafter,- if only they knew!
068.034 Verily, for the Righteous, are Gardens of Delight, in the Presence of their Lord.

068.035 Shall We then treat the People of Faith like the People of Sin?

068.036 What is the matter with you? How judge ye?

068.037 Or have ye abook through which ye learn-

068.038 That ye shall have, through it whatever ye choose?

068.039 Or haveye Covenantswith Usto oath, reaching to the Day of Judgment, (providing) that yeshall havewhatever
ye shall demand?

068.040 Ask thou of them, which of them will stand surety for that!

068.041 Or have they some "Partners' (in Godhead)? Then let them produce their "partners’, if they are truthful!
068.042 The Day that the shin shall be laid bare, and they shall be summoned to bow in adoration, but they shall not
be able,-

068.043 Their eyes will be cast down,- ignominy will cover them; seeing that they had been summoned aforetimeto
bow in adoration, while they were whole, (and had refused).

068.044 Then leave Me alonewith such asreject thisMessage: by degrees shall We punish them from directionsthey
perceive not.

068.045 A (long) respite will I grant them: truly powerful isMy Plan.

068.046 Or isit that thou dost ask them for areward, so that they are burdened with aload of debt?-

068.047 Or that the Unseen isin their hands, so that they can write it down?

068.048 Sowait with patiencefor the Command of thy L ord, and be not like the Compani on of the Fish,- when hecried
out in agony.

068.049 Had not Gracefrom hisL ord reached him, hewould indeed have been cast off on the naked shore, indisgrace.
068.050 Thus did his Lord choose him and make him of the Company of the Righteous.

068.051 And the Unbelievers would almost trip thee up with their eyes when they hear the Message; and they say:
"Surely heis possessed!"

068.052 But it is nothing less than aMessage to all the worlds.

THE REALITY, CHAPTER NO. 069

069.001 The Sure Redlity!

069.002 What is the Sure Reality?

069.003 And what will make thee realise what the Sure Redlity is?

069.004 The Thamud and the 'Ad People (branded) as false the Stunning Calamity!

069.005 But the Thamud,- they were destroyed by aterrible Storm of thunder and lightning!

069.006 And the 'Ad, they were destroyed by a furious Wind, exceedingly violent;

069.007 He made it rage against them seven nights and eight daysin succession: so that thou couldst see the (whole)
people lying prostrate in its (path), as they had been roots of hollow palm-trees tumbled down!

069.008 Then seest thou any of them left surviving?

069.009 And Pharaoh, and those before him, and the Cities Overthrown, committed habitual Sin.

069.010 And disobeyed (each) the apostle of their Lord; so He punished them with an abundant Penalty.

069.011 We, when the water (of Noah's Flood) overflowed beyond its limits, carried you (mankind), in the floating
(Ark),

069.012 That We might make it a Message unto you, and that ears (that should hear the tale and) retain its memory



should bear its (Iessons) in remembrance.

069.013 Then, when one blast is sounded on the Trumpet,

069.014 And the earth is moved, and its mountains, and they are crushed to powder at one stroke,-
069.015 On that Day shall the (Great) Event come to pass.

069.016 And the sky will be rent asunder, for it will that Day be flimsy,

069.017 And the angelswill be on its sides, and eight will, that Day, bear the Throne of thy Lord above them.
069.018 That Day shall ye be brought to Judgment: not an act of yoursthat ye hide will be hidden.
069.019 Then he that will be given his Record in hisright hand will say: "Ah here! Read ye my Record!
069.020 "I did really understand that my Account would (One Day) reach mel"

069.021 And hewill bein alife of Bliss,

069.022 In a Garden on high,

069.023 The Fruits whereof (will hang in bunches) low and near.

069.024 "Eat ye and drink ye, with full satisfaction; because of the (good) that ye sent before you, inthe daysthat are
gonel”

069.025 And hethat will be given hisRecord in hisleft hand, will say: "Ah! Would that my Record had not been given
to mel!

069.026 "And that | had never realised how my account (stood)!

069.027 "Ah! Would that (Death) had made an end of me!

069.028 "Of no profit to me has been my wealth!

069.029 "My power has perished from mel"...

069.030 (The stern command will say): "Seize ye him, and bind ye him,

069.031 "And burn ye himin the Blazing Fire.

069.032 "Further, make him march in a chain, whereof the length is seventy cubits!

069.033 "Thiswas he that would not believe in God Most High.

069.034 " And would not encourage the feeding of the indigent!

069.035 "So no friend hath he here this Day.

069.036 "Nor hath he any food except the corruption from the washing of wounds,

069.037 "Which none do eat but thoseinsin.”

069.038 So | do call to witness what ye see,

069.039 And what ye see not,

069.040 That thisis verily the word of an honoured apostle;

069.041 It is not the word of apoet: littleit isye believe!

069.042 Nor isit the word of a soothsayer: little admonition it isye receive.

069.043 (Thisis) aMessage sent down from the Lord of the Worlds.

069.044 And if the apostle were to invent any sayingsin Our name,

069.045 We should certainly seize him by hisright hand,

069.046 And We should certainly then cut off the artery of his heart:

069.047 Nor could any of you withhold him (from Our wrath).

069.048 But verily thisis aMessage for the God-fearing.

069.049 And We certainly know that there are amongst you those that reject (it).

069.050 But truly (Revelation) is a cause of sorrow for the Unbelievers.

069.051 But verily it is Truth of assured certainty.

069.052 So glorify the name of thy Lord Most High.

THE ASCENDING STAIRWAYS, STAIRCASES UPWARD, SCKEPTIC, CHAPTER NO. 070

070.001 A questioner asked about a Penalty to befall-

070.002 The Unbelievers, the which there is none to ward off,-

070.003 (A Penalty) from God, Lord of the Ways of Ascent.

070.004 The angels and the spirit ascend unto him in a Day the measure whereof is (as) fifty thousand years:



070.005 Therefore do thou hold Patience,- a Patience of beautiful (contentment).

070.006 They seethe (Day) indeed as afar-off (event):

070.007 But We seeit (quite) near.

070.008 The Day that the sky will be like molten brass,

070.009 And the mountains will be like wool,

070.010 And no friend will ask after afriend,

070.011 Though they will be put in sight of each other,- the sinner's desire will be: Would that he could redeem
himself from the Penalty of that Day by (sacrificing) his children,

070.012 Hiswife and his brother,

070.013 His kindred who sheltered him,

070.014 And all, all that ison earth,- so it could deliver him:

070.015 By no means! for it would be the Fire of Hell!-

070.016 Plucking out (his being) right to the skull!-

070.017 Inviting (all) such asturn their backs and turn away their faces (from the Right).

070.018 And collect (wealth) and hideit (from use)!

070.019 Truly man was created very impatient;-

070.020 Fretful when evil touches him;

070.021 And niggardly when good reaches him;-

070.022 Not so those devoted to Prayer;-

070.023 Those who remain steadfast to their prayer;

070.024 And those in whose wealth is a recognised right.

070.025 For the (needy) who asks and him who is prevented (for some reason from asking);

070.026 And those who hold to the truth of the Day of Judgment;

070.027 And those who fear the displeasure of their Lord,-

070.028 For their Lord's displeasure is the opposite of Peace and Tranquillity;-

070.029 And those who guard their chagtity,

070.030 Except with their wives and the (captives) whom their right hands possess,- for (then) they are not to be
blamed,

070.031 But those who trespass beyond this are transgressors;-

070.032 And those who respect their trusts and covenants,

070.033 And those who stand firm in their testimonies;

070.034 And those who guard (the sacredness) of their worship;-

070.035 Such will be the honoured ones in the Gardens (of Bliss).

070.036 Now what is the matter with the Unbelievers that they rush madly before thee-

070.037 From theright and from the lft, in crowds?

070.038 Does every man of them long to enter the Garden of Bliss?

070.039 By no means! For We have created them out of the (base matter) they know!

070.040 Now | do call to witnessthe Lord of all pointsin the East and the West that We can certainly-

070.041 Substitute for them better (men) than they; And We are not to be defeated (in Our Plan).

070.042 So leave them to plunge in vain talk and play about, until they encounter that Day of theirs which they have
been promised!-

070.043 The Day whereon they will issuefrom their sepulchresin sudden haste asif they were rushing to agoal -post
(fixed for them),-

070.044 Their eyes lowered in dejection,- ignominy covering them (all over)! such is the Day the which they are
promised!

NOAH, CHAPTER NO. 071
071.001 We sent Noah to his People (with the Command): "Do thou warn thy People before there comesto them a
grievous Penalty."



071.002 He said: "O my People! | am to you aWarner, clear and open:

071.003 "That ye should worship God, fear Him and obey me:

071.004 "So He may forgive you your sinsand give you respite for astated Term: for whenthe Term given by God is
accomplished, it cannot be put forward: if ye only knew."

071.005 He said: "O my Lord! | have called to my People night and day:

071.006 "But my call only increases (their) flight (from the Right).

071.007 "And every time | have caled to them, that Thou mightest forgive them, they have (only) thrust their fingers
into their ears, covered themselves up with their garments, grown obstinate, and given themselves up to arrogance.
071.008 "So | have called to them aloud;

071.009 "Further | have spoken to them in public and secretly in private,

071.010 "Saying, 'Ask forgiveness from your Lord; for He is Oft-Forgiving;

071.011 "'Hewill send rain to you in abundance;

071.012 "'Give you increase in wealth and sons; and bestow on you gardens and bestow on you rivers (of flowing
water).

071.013 "'What is the matter with you, that ye place not your hope for kindness and long-suffering in God,-
071.014 "'Seeing that it is He that has created you in diverse stages?

071.015 "'See ye not how God has created the seven heavens one above ancther,

071.016 "'And made the moon alight in their midst, and made the sun as a (Glorious) Lamp?

071.017 "'And God has produced you from the earth growing (gradually),

071.018 "'And in the End He will return you into the (earth), and raise you forth (again at the Resurrection)?
071.019 "'And God has made the earth for you as a carpet (spread out),

071.020 "'"That ye may go about therein, in spacious roads."

071.021 Noah said: "O my Lord! They havedisobeyed me, but they follow (men) whosewealth and children givethem
no increase but only Loss.

071.022 "And they have devised atremendous Plot.

071.023 "Andthey havesaid (to each other), 'Abandon not your gods: Abandon neither Wadd nor Suwa, neither Y aguth
nor Y aug, nor Nasr';-

071.024 "They have dready mised many; and grant Thou no increase to the wrong- doers but in straying (from their
mark)."

071.025 Because of their sinsthey were drowned (in theflood), and were madeto enter the Fire (of Punishment): and
they found- in lieu of God- none to help them.

071.026 And Noah, said: "O my Lord! Leave not of the Unbelievers, asingle one on earth!

071.027 "For, if Thou dost eave (any of) them, they will but mislead Thy devotees, and they will breed none but wicked
ungrateful ones.

071.028 "O my Lord! Forgive me, my parents, all who enter my housein Faith, and (all) believing men and believing
women: and to the wrong-doers grant Thou no increase but in perdition!”

THE JINN, SPRITES, CHAPTER NO. 072

072.001 Say: It has been revealed to me that acompany of Jinnslistened (to the Qur'an). They said, 'We have realy
heard awonderful Recital!

072.002 "It gives guidance to the Right, and we have believed therein: we shall not join (in worship) any (gods) with
our Lord.

072.003 'And Exalted isthe Mgjesty of our Lord: He hastaken neither awife nor a son.

072.004 'There were some foolish ones among us, who used to utter extravagant lies against God;

072.005 'But we do think that no man or spirit should say aught that untrue against God.

072.006 "True, there were persons among mankind who took shelter with persons among the Jinns, but they increased
theminfolly.

072.007 'And they (cameto) think as ye thought, that God would not raise up any one (to Judgment).

072.008 'And we pried into the secrets of heaven; but we found it filled with stern guards and flaming fires.



072.009 'We used, indeed, to sit there in (hidden) stations, to (steal) a hearing; but any who listen now will find a
flaming fire watching him in ambush.

072.010 'And we understand not whether ill is intended to those on earth, or whether their Lord (really) intends to
guide them to right conduct.

072.011 'There are among us some that are righteous, and some the contrary: we follow divergent paths.

072.012 'But wethink that we can by no meansfrustrate God throughout the earth, nor can we frustrate Him by flight.
072.013'And asfor us, since we have listened to the Guidance, we have accepted it: and any who believesin hisLord
has no fear, either of ashort (account) or of any injustice.

072.014 'Amongst us are some that submit their wills (to God), and some that swerve from justice. Now those who
submit their wills - they have sought out (the path) of right conduct:

072.015 'But those who swerve,- they are (but) fuel for Hell-fire'-

072.016 (And God's Messageis): "If they (the Pagans) had (only) remained on the (right) Way, We should certainly
have bestowed on them Rain in abundance.

072.017 "That We might try them by that (means). But if any turns away from the remembrance of hisLord, He will
cause him to undergo a severe Penalty.

072.018 "And the places of worship are for God (alone): So invoke not any one along with God;

072.019"Y et when the Devotee of God stands forth to invoke Him, they just make round him a dense crowd."
072.020 Say: "l do no more than invoke my Lord, and | join not with Him any (false god)."

072.021 Say: "It isnot in my power to cause you harm, or to bring you to right conduct."

072.022 Say: "No one can deliver me from God (If | were to disobey Him), nor should | find refuge except in Him,
072.023 "Unless| proclaim what | receive from God and His Messages: for any that disobey God and His Apostle,-
for them isHell: they shall dwell therein for ever."

072.024 At length, when they see (with their own eyes) that which they are promised,- then will they know whoitis
that isweakest in (his) helper and least important in point of numbers.

072.025 Say: "l know not whether the (Punishment) which ye are promised is near, or whether my Lord will appoint
for it adistant term.

072.026 "He (alone) knows the Unseen, nor does He make any one acquainted with His Mysteries,-

072.027 "Except an apostle whom He has chosen: and then He makes aband of watchersmarch before him and behind
him,

072.028 "That He may know that they have (truly) brought and delivered the M essages of their Lord: and He surrounds
(all the mysteries) that are with them, and takes account of every single thing."

THE ENSHROUDED ONE, BUNDLED UP, CHAPTER NO. 073

073.001 O thou folded in garments!

073.002 Stand (to prayer) by night, but not all night,-

073.003 Half of it,- or alittleless,

073.004 Or alittle more; and recite the Qur'an in slow, measured rhythmic tones.

073.005 Soon shall We send down to thee aweighty Message.

073.006 Truly the rising by night is most potent for governing (the soul), and most suitable for (framing) the Word
(of Prayer and Praise).

073.007 True, thereisfor thee by day prolonged occupation with ordinary duties:

073.008 But keep in remembrance the name of thy Lord and devote thyself to Him whole-heartedly.

073.009 (He is) Lord of the East and the West: there is no god but He: take Him therefore for (thy) Disposer of
Affairs.

073.010 And have patience with what they say, and leave them with noble (dignity).

073.011 And leave Me (alone to deal with) those in possession of the good things of life, who (yet) deny the Truth;
and bear with them for alittle while.

073.012 With Us are Fetters (to bind them), and a Fire (to burn them),

073.013 And a Food that chokes, and a Penalty Grievous.



073.014 One Day the earth and the mountains will be in violent commotion. And the mountains will be as a heap of
sand poured out and flowing down.

073.015 We have sent to you, (O men!) an apostle, to be a witness concerning you, even as We sent an apostle to
Pharaoh.

073.016 But Pharaoh disobeyed the apostle; so We seized him with a heavy Punishment.

073.017 Then how shall ye, if ye deny (God), guard yourselves against a Day that will make children hoary-headed?-
073.018 Whereon the sky will be cleft asunder? His Promise needs must be accomplished.

073.019 Verily thisis an Admonition: therefore, whoso will, let him take a (straight) path to his Lord!

073.020 Thy Lord doth know that thou standest forth (to prayer) nigh two-thirdsof thenight, or half thenight, or athird
of thenight, and so doth aparty of thosewith thee. But God doth appoint night and day in due measure He knoweth that
ye are unableto keep count thereof. So He hath turned to you (in mercy): read ye, therefore, of the Qur'an asmuch as
may be easy for you. He knoweth that there may be (some) among you inill-health; otherstravelling through the land,
seeking of God's bounty; yet othersfighting in God's Cause, read ye, therefore, as much of the Qur'an as may be easy
(for you); and establish regular Prayer and give regular Charity; andloanto God aBeautiful Loan. And whatever good
ye send forth for your soulsyeshall finditin God's Presence,- yea, better and greater, in Reward and seek yethe Grace
of God: for God is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

074.001 O thou wrapped up (in the mantle)!

074.002 Arise and deliver thy warning!

074.003 And thy Lord do thou magnify!

074.004 And thy garments keep free from stain!

074.005 And al abomination shun!

074.006 Nor expect, in giving, any increase (for thyself)!

074.007 But, for thy Lord's (Cause), be patient and constant!

074.008 Finally, when the Trumpet is sounded,

074.009 That will be- that Day - a Day of Distress,-

074.010 Far from easy for those without Faith.

074.011 Leave Me aone, (to deal) with the (creature) whom | created (bare and) alone!-
074.012 To whom | granted resources in abundance,

074.013 And sonsto be by hisside!-

074.014 To whom | made (life) smooth and comfortable!

074.015 Yet is he greedy-that | should add (yet more);-

074.016 By no means! For to Our Signs he has been refractory!

074.017 Soon will | visit him with amount of calamities!

074.018 For he thought and he plotted;-

074.019 And woe to him! How he plotted!-

074.020 Y ea, Woe to him; How he plotted!-

074.021 Then he looked round:;

074.022 Then he frowned and he scowled;

074.023 Then he turned back and was haughty;

074.024 Then said he: "Thisis nothing but magic, derived from of old;
074.025 "Thisis nothing but the word of amortal!"

074.026 Soon will I cast him into Hell-Fire!

074.027 And what will explain to thee what Hell-Fire is?

074.028 Naught doth it permit to endure, and naught doth it leave alone!-
074.029 Darkening and changing the colour of man!

074.030 Over it are Nineteen.

074.031 And We have set none but angels as Guardians of the Fire; and We have fixed their number only asatrial for



Unbelievers,- in order that the People of the Book may arrive at certainty, and the Believers may increase in Faith,-
and that no doubts may beleft for the Peopl e of the Book and the Believers, and that those in whose heartsisadisease
andthe Unbelieversmay say, "What symbol doth God intend by this?' Thusdoth God leaveto stray whom He pleaseth,
and guide whom He pl easeth: and none can know the forces of thy Lord, except He and thisis no other than awarning
to mankind.

074.032 Nay, verily: By the Moon,

074.033 And by the Night asit retreateth,

074.034 And by the Dawn asit shineth forth,-

074.035 Thisis but one of the mighty (portents),

074.036 A warning to mankind,-

074.037 To any of you that chooses to press forward, or to follow behind;-

074.038 Every soul will be (held) in pledge for its deeds.

074.039 Except the Companions of the Right Hand.

074.040 (They will be) in Gardens (of Delight): they will question each other,

074.041 And (ask) of the Sinners:

074.042 "What led you into Hell Fire?"

074.043 They will say: "We were not of those who prayed;

074.044 "Nor were we of those who fed the indigent;

074.045 "But we used to talk vanities with vain talkers;

074.046 "And we used to deny the Day of Judgment,

074.047 "Until there cameto us (the Hour) that is certain."

074.048 Then will no intercession of (any) intercessors profit them.

074.049 Then what is the matter with them that they turn away from admonition?-

074.050 Asif they were affrighted asses,

074.051 Fleeing from alion!

074.052 Forsooth, each one of them wantsto be given scrolls (of revelation) spread out!

074.053 By no means! But they fear not the Hereafter,

074.054 Nay, this surely is an admonition:

074.055 Let any who will, keep it in remembrance!

074.056 But nonewill keep it in remembrance except as God wills: Heisthe Lord of Righteousness, and the Lord of
Forgiveness.

THE RISING OF THE DEAD, RESURRECTION, CHAPTER NO. 075
075.001 | do call to witness the Resurrection Day;

075.002 And | do call to witness the self-reproaching spirit: (Eschew Evil).
075.003 Does man think that We cannot assembl e his bones?

075.004 Nay, We are able to put together in perfect order the very tips of hisfingers.
075.005 But man wishesto do wrong (even) in the timein front of him.

075.006 He questions: "When isthe Day of Resurrection?'

075.007 At length, when the sight is dazed,

075.008 And the moon is buried in darkness.

075.009 And the sun and moon are joined together -

075.010 That Day will Man say: "Whereisthe refuge?

075.011 By no means! No place of safety!

075.012 Before thy Lord (alone), that Day will be the place of rest.

075.013 That Day will Man betold (all) that he put forward, and all that he put back.
075.014 Nay, man will be evidence against himself,

075.015 Even though he were to put up his excuses.

075.016 Move not thy tongue concerning the (Qur'an) to make haste therewith.



075.017 It isfor Usto collect it and to promulgate it:

075.018 But when We have promulgated it, follow thou its recital (as promulgated):
075.019 Nay more, itisfor Usto explain it (and makeit clear):

075.020 Nay, (ye men!) but ye love the fleeting life,

075.021 And leave aone the Hereafter.

075.022 Some faces, that Day, will beam (in brightness and beauty);-

075.023 Looking towardstheir Lord;

075.024 And some faces, that Day, will be sad and dismal,

075.025 In the thought that some back-breaking calamity was about to be inflicted on them;
075.026 Y ea, when (the soul) reachesto the collar-bone (in its exit),

075.027 And there will beacry, "Who isamagician (to restore him)?"

075.028 And he will conclude that it was (the Time) of Parting;

075.029 And one leg will be joined with another:

075.030 That Day the Drive will be (all) to thy Lord!

075.031 So he gave nothing in charity, nor did he pray!-

075.032 But on the contrary, he rejected Truth and turned away!

075.033 Then did he stalk to hisfamily in full conceit!

075.034 Woe to thee, (O men!), yea, woe!

075.035 Again, Woeto thee, (O men!), yea, woe!

075.036 Does man think that he will be left uncontrolled, (without purpose)?
075.037 Was he not adrop of sperm emitted (in lowly form)?

075.038 Then did he become aleech-like clot; then did (God) make and fashion (him) in due proportion.
075.039 And of him He made two sexes, male and female.

075.040 Has not He, (the same), the power to give life to the dead?

TIME, MAN, (EVERY) MAN, THIS (DAY-AND-)AGE, CHAPTER NO. 076

076.001 Has there not been over Man along period of Time, when he was nothing - (not even) mentioned?
076.002 Verily We created Man from a drop of mingled sperm, in order to try him: So We gave him (the gifts), of
Hearing and Sight.

076.003 We showed him the Way: whether he be grateful or ungrateful (rests on hiswill).

076.004 For the Rejecters we have prepared chains, yokes, and ablazing Fire.

076.005 Asto the Righteous, they shall drink of a Cup (of Wine) mixed with Kafur,-

076.006 A Fountain where the Devotees of God do drink, making it flow in unstinted abundance.

076.007 They perform (their) vows, and they fear a Day whose evil flies far and wide.

076.008 And they feed, for the love of God, the indigent, the orphan, and the captive,-

076.009 (Saying),"We feed you for the sake of God alone: no reward do we desire from you, nor thanks.

076.010 "We only fear a Day of distressful Wrath from the side of our Lord."

076.011 But God will deliver them from the evil of that Day, and will shed over themaL ight of Beauty and (blissful)
Joy.

076.012 And because they were patient and constant, He will reward them with a Garden and (garments of) silk.
076.013 Reclining in the (Garden) on raised thrones, they will see there neither the sun's (excessive heat) nor (the
moon's) excessive cold.

076.014 And the shades of the (Garden) will come low over them, and the bunches (of fruit), there, will hang low in
humility.

076.015 And amongst them will be passed round vessels of silver and goblets of crystal,-

076.016 Crystal-clear, made of silver: they will determine the measure thereof (according to their wishes).
076.017 And they will be given to drink there of a Cup (of Wine) mixed with Zanjabil ,-

076.018 A fountain there, called Salsabil.

076.019 And round about them will (serve) youths of perpetual (freshness): If thou seest them, thou wouldst think



them scattered Pearls.

076.020 And when thou lookest, it is there thou wilt see a Bliss and a Realm Magnificent.

076.021 Upon them will be green Garments of fine silk and heavy brocade, and they will be adorned with Bracelets
of silver; and their Lord will giveto them to drink of a Wine Pure and Holy.

076.022 "Verily thisisa Reward for you, and your Endeavour is accepted and recognised.”

076.023 It is We Who have sent down the Qur'an to thee by stages.

076.024 Therefore be patient with constancy to the Command of thy Lord, and hearken not to the sinner or theingrate
among them.

076.025 And celebrate the name or thy Lord morning and evening,

076.026 And part of the night, prostrate thyself to Him; and glorify Him along night through.

076.027 Asto these, they love the fleeting life, and put away behind them a Day (that will be) hard.

076.028 It is We Who created them, and We have made their joints strong; but, when Wewill, We can substitute the
like of them by a complete change.

076.029 Thisis an admonition: Whosoever will, let him take a (straight) Path to his Lord.

076.030 But ye will not, except as God wills; for God isfull of Knowledge and Wisdom.

076.031 He will admit to His Mercy whom He will; But the wrong-doers,- for them has He prepared a grievous
Penalty.

THE EMISSARIES, WINDS SENT FORTH, CHAPTER NO. 077
077.001 By the (Winds) sent forth one after another (to man's profit);
077.002 Which then blow violently in tempestuous Gusts,

077.003 And scatter (things) far and wide;

077.004 Then separate them, one from another,

077. 005 Then spread abroad a Message,

077.006 Whether of Justification or of Warning;-

077.007 Assuredly, what ye are promised must come to pass.

077.008 Then when the stars become dim;

077.009 When the heaven is cleft asunder;

077.010 When the mountains are scattered (to the winds) as dust;
077.011 And when the apostles are (all) appointed atime (to collect);-
077.012 For what Day are these (portents) deferred?

077.013 For the Day of Sorting out.

077.014 And what will explain to thee what is the Day of Sorting out?
077.015 Ah woe, that Day, to the Rejecters of Truth!

077.016 Did We not destroy the men of old (for their evil)?

077.017 So shall We make later (generations) follow them.

077.018 Thus do We deal with men of sin.

077.019 Ah woe, that Day, to the Rejecters of Truth!

077.020 Have We not created you from afluid (held) despicable?-
077.021 The which We placed in aplace of rest, firmly fixed,

077.022 For aperiod (of gestation), determined (according to need)?
077.023 For We do determine (according to need); for We are the best to determine (things).
077.024 Ah woe, that Day! to the Rejecters of Truth!

077.025 Have We not made the earth (as a place) to draw together.
077.026 The living and the dead,

077.027 And made therein mountains standing firm, lofty (in stature); and provided for you water sweet (and
wholesome)?

077.028 Ah woe, that Day, to the Rejecters of Truth!

077.029 (It will be said:) "Depart ye to that which ye used to reject asfalse!



077.030 "Depart ye to a Shadow (of smoke ascending) in three columns,

077.031 " (Which yields) no shade of coolness, and is of no use against the fierce Blaze.
077.032 "Indeed it throws about sparks (huge) as Forts,

077.033 "Asif there were (a string of) yellow camels (marching swiftly)."

077.034 Ah woe, that Day, to the Rejecters of Truth!

077.035 That will be aDay when they shall not be able to speak.

077.036 Nor will it be open to them to put forth pleas.

077.037 Ah woe, that Day, to the Rejecters of Truth!

077.038 That will be aDay of Sorting out! We shall gather you together and those before (you)!
077.039 Now, if ye have atrick (or plot), useit against Me!

077.040 Ah woe, that Day, to the Rejecters of Truth!

077.041 Asto the Righteous, they shall be amidst (cool) shades and springs (of water).
077.042 And (they shall have) fruits,- all they desire.

077.043 "Eat ye and drink ye to your heart's content: for that ye worked (Righteousness).
077.044 Thus do We certainly reward the Doers of Good.

077.045 Ah woe, that Day, to the Rejecters of Truth!

077.046 (O ye unjust!) Eat ye and enjoy yourselves (but) alittle while, for that ye are Sinners.
077.047 Ah woe, that Day, to the Rejecters of Truth!

077.048 And when it is said to them, "Prostrate yourselves!" they do not so.

077.049 Ah woe, that Day, to the Rejecters of Truth!

077.050 Then what Message, after that, will they believein?

THE TIDINGS, THE ANNOUNCEMENT, CHAPTER NO. 078
078.001 Concerning what are they disputing?

078.002 Concerning the Great News,

078.003 About which they cannot agree.

078.004 Verily, they shall soon (cometo) know!

078.005 Verily, verily they shall soon (come to) know!

078.006 Have We not made the earth as awide expanse,

078.007 And the mountains as pegs?

078.008 And (have We not) created you in pairs,

078.009 And made your sleep for rest,

078.010 And made the night as a covering,

078.011 And made the day as ameans of subsistence?

078.012 And (have We not) built over you the seven firmaments,
078.013 And placed (therein) a Light of Splendour?

078.014 And do We not send down from the clouds water in abundance,
078.015 That We may produce therewith corn and vegetables,
078.016 And gardens of luxurious growth?

078.017 Verily the Day of Sorting out is athing appointed,

078.018 The Day that the Trumpet shall be sounded, and ye shall come forth in crowds;
078.019 And the heavens shall be opened as if there were doors,
078.020 And the mountains shall vanish, asif they were amirage.
078.021 Truly Hell is as a place of ambush,

078.022 For the transgressors a place of destination:

078.023 They will dwell therein for ages.

078.024 Nothing cool shall they taste therein, nor any drink,
078.025 Save aboiling fluid and afluid, dark, murky, intensely cold,
078.026 A fitting recompense (for them).



078.027 For that they used not to fear any account (for their deeds),

078.028 But they (impudently) treated Our Signs asfalse.

078.029 And all things have We preserved on record.

078.030 "So taste ye (the fruits of your deeds); for no increase shall We grant you, except in Punishment.”

078.031 Verily for the Righteous there will be afulfilment of (the heart's) desires;

078.032 Gardens enclosed, and grapevines,

078.033 Companions of equal age;

078.034 And acup full (to the brim).

078.035 No vanity shall they hear therein, nor Untruth:-

078.036 Recompense from thy Lord, a gift, (amply) sufficient,

078.037 (From) the Lord of the heavens and the earth, and all between, (God) Most Gracious: None shall have power
to argue with Him.

078.038 The Day that the Spirit and the angelswill stand forth in ranks, none shall speak except any who is permitted
by (God) Most Gracious, and He will say what isright.

078.039 That Day will be the sure Reality: Therefore, whoso will, let him take a (straight) return to his Lord!
078.040 Verily, We have warned you of a Penalty near, the Day when man will see (the deeds) which hishands have
sent forth, and the Unbeliever will say, "Woe unto me! Would that | were (metre) dust!"

THOSE WHO DRAG FORTH, SOUL-SNATCHERS, CHAPTER NO. 079
079.001 By the (angels) who tear out (the souls of the wicked) with violence;
079.002 By those who gently draw out (the souls of the blessed);

079.003 And by those who glide aong (on errands of mercy),

079.004 Then press forward asin arace,

079.005 Then arrange to do (the Commands of their Lord),

079.006 One Day everything that can be in commotion will bein violent commotion,
079.007 Followed by oft-repeated (commotions):

079.008 Hearts that Day will bein agitation;

079.009 Cast down will be (their owners) eyes.

079.010 They say (now): "What! shall weindeed be returned to (our) former state?
079.011 "What! - when we shall have become rotten bones?'

079.012 They say: "It would, in that case, be areturn with loss!"

079.013 But verily, it will be but asingle (Compelling) Cry,

079.014 When, behold, they will bein the (full) awakening (to Judgment).

079.015 Has the story of Moses reached thee?

079.016 Behold, thy Lord did call to him in the sacred valley of Tuwa:-

079.017 "Go thou to Pharaoh for he has indeed transgressed all bounds:

079.018 "And say to him, "Wouldst thou that thou shouldst be purified (from sin)?-
079.019 "'And that | guide theeto thy Lord, so thou shouldst fear Him?"

079.020 Then did (M oses) show him the Great Sign.

079.021 But (Pharaoh) rejected it and disobeyed (guidance);

079.022 Further, he turned his back, striving hard (against God).

079.023 Then he collected (his men) and made a proclamation,

079.024 Saying, "I am your Lord, Most High".

079.025 But God did punish him, (and made an) example of him, - in the Hereafter, asin thislife.
079.026 Verily in thisis an instructive warning for whosoever feareth (God).
079.027 What! Are ye the more difficult to create or the heaven (above)? (God) hath constructed it:
079.028 On high hath Heraised its canopy, and He hath given it order and perfection.
079.029 Its night doth He endow with darkness, and its splendour doth He bring out (with light).
079.030 And the earth, moreover, hath He extended (to awide expanse);



079.031 He draweth out therefrom its moisture and its pasture;

079.032 And the mountains hath He firmly fixed;-

079.033 For use and convenience to you and your cattle.

079.034 Therefore, when there comes the great, overwhelming (Event),-

079.035 The Day when man shall remember (all) that he strove for,

079.036 And Hell-Fire shall be placed in full view for (all) to see,-

079.037 Then, for such as had transgressed all bounds,

079.038 And had preferred the life of thisworld,

079.039 The Abode will be Hell-Fire;

079.040 And for such as had entertained the fear of standing before their Lord's (tribunal) and had restrained (their)
soul from lower desires,

079.041 Their abode will be the Garden.

079.042 They ask thee about the Hour,-"When will be its appointed time?

079.043 Wherein art thou (concerned) with the declaration thereof?

079.044 With thy Lord in the Limit fixed therefor.

079.045 Thou art but aWarner for such asfear it.

079.046 The Day they seeit, (It will be) asif they had tarried but asingle evening, or (at most till) the following morn!

HE FROWNED!, CHAPTER NO. 080

080.001 (The Prophet) frowned and turned away,

080.002 Because there came to him the blind man (interrupting).

080.003 But what could tell thee but that perchance he might grow (in spiritual understanding)?-
080.004 Or that he might receive admonition, and the teaching might profit him?
080.005 Asto one who regards Himself as self-sufficient,

080.006 To him dost thou attend;

080.007 Though it is ho blame to thee if he grow not (in spiritual understanding).
080.008 But as to him who came to thee striving earnestly,

080.009 And with fear (in his heart),

080.010 Of him wast thou unmindful.

080.011 By no means (should it be so)! For it isindeed a Message of instruction:
080.012 Therefore let whoso will, keep it in remembrance.

080.013 (It is) in Books held (greatly) in honour,

080.014 Exalted (in dignity), kept pure and holy,

080.015 (Written) by the hands of scribes-

080.016 Honourable and Pious and Just.

080.017 Woe to man! What hath made him reject God;

080.018 From what stuff hath He created him?

080.019 From a sperm-drop: He hath created him, and then mouldeth him in due proportions;
080.020 Then doth He make His path smooth for him;

080.021 Then He causeth him to die, and putteth him in his grave;

080.022 Then, when it isHis Will, He will raise him up (again).

080.023 By no means hath he fulfilled what God hath commanded him.

080.024 Then let man look at hisfood, (and how We provideiit):

080.025 For that We pour forth water in abundance,

080.026 And We split the earth in fragments,

080.027 And produce therein corn,

080.028 And Grapes and nutritious plants,

080.029 And Olives and Dates,

080.030 And enclosed Gardens, dense with |ofty trees,



080.031 And fruits and fodder,-

080.032 For use and convenience to you and your cattle.
080.033 At length, when there comes the Deafening Noise,-
080.034 That Day shall aman flee from his own brother,
080.035 And from his mother and his father,

080.036 And from hiswife and his children.

080.037 Each one of them, that Day, will have enough concern (of his own) to make him indifferent to the others.
080.038 Some faces that Day will be beaming,

080.039 Laughing, rejoicing.

080.040 And other facesthat Day will be dust-stained,

080.041 Blackness will cover them:

080.042 Such will be the Rejecters of God, the doers of iniquity.

THE OVERTHROWING, EXTINGUISHED! WRAPPING THINGS UP, CHAPTER NO. 081
081.001 When the sun (with its spacious light) is folded up;

081.002 When the starsfall, losing their lustre;

081.003 When the mountains vanish (like a mirage);

081.004 When the she-camels, ten months with young, are left untended;
081.005 When the wild beasts are herded together (in the human habitations);
081.006 When the oceans boil over with aswell;

081.007 When the souls are sorted out, (being joined, like with like);
081.008 When the female (infant), buried alive, is questioned -

081.009 For what crime she was killed;

081.010 When the scrolls are laid open;

081.011 When the world on High is unveiled;

081.012 When the Blazing Fireis kindled to fierce heat;

081.013 And when the Garden is brought near;-

081.014 (Then) shall each soul know what it has put forward.

081.015 So verily | call to witnessthe planets - that recede,

081.016 Go straight, or hide;

081.017 And the Night as it dissipates;

081.018 And the Dawn asiit breathes away the darkness;-

081.019 Verily thisisthe word of amost honourable Messenger,

081.020 Endued with Power, with rank before the Lord of the Throne,
081.021 With authority there, (and) faithful to histrust.

081.022 And (O people!) your companion is not one possessed;

081.023 And without doubt he saw him in the clear horizon.

081.024 Neither doth he withhold grudgingly a knowledge of the Unseen.
081.025 Nor isit theword of an evil spirit accursed.

081.026 When whither go ye?

081.027 Verily thisis no less than a Message to (all) the Worlds:

081.028 (With profit) to whoever among you willsto go straight:

081.029 But ye shall not will except as God wills,- the Cherisher of the Worlds.

THE CLEAVING, BURSTING APART, CHAPTER NO. 082
082.001 When the Sky is cleft asunder;

082.002 When the Stars are scattered,;

082.003 When the Oceans are suffered to burst forth;

082.004 And when the Graves are turned upside down;-



082.005 (Then) shall each soul know what it hath sent forward and (what it hath) kept back.
082.006 O man! What has seduced thee from thy Lord Most Beneficent?-

082.007 Him Who created thee. Fashioned thee in due proportion, and gave thee ajust bias;
082.008 In whatever Form He wills, does He put thee together.

082.009 Day! nit ye do reject Right and Judgment!

082.010 But verily over you (are appointed angels) to protect you,-

082.011 Kind and honourable,- Writing down (your deeds):

082.012 They know (and understand) all that ye do.

082.013 Asfor the Righteous, they will bein bliss;

082.014 And the Wicked - they will bein the Fire,

082.015 Which they will enter on the Day of Judgment,

082.016 And they will not be able to keep away therefrom.

082.017 And what will explain to thee what the Day of Judgment is?

082.018 Again, what will explain to thee what the Day of Judgment is?

082.019 (It will be) the Day when no soul shall have power (to do) aught for another: For the command, that Day, will
be (whoally) with God.

DEFRAUDING, THE CHEATS, CHEATING, CHAPTER NO. 083

083.001 Woe to those that deal in fraud,-

083.002 Those who, when they have to receive by measure from men, exact full measure,
083.003 But when they have to give by measure or weight to men, give lessthan due.
083.004 Do they not think that they will be called to account?-

083.005 On aMighty Day,

083.006 A Day when (all) mankind will stand before the Lord of the Worlds?
083.007 Day! Surely the record of the wicked is (preserved) in Sijjin.

083.008 And what will explain to thee what Sijjin is?

083.009 (Thereis) a Register (fully) inscribed.

083.010 Woe, that Day, to those that deny-

083.011 Those that deny the Day of Judgment.

083.012 And none can deny it but the Transgressor beyond bounds the Sinner!
083.013 When Our Signs are rehearsed to him, he says, "Tales of the ancients!"
083.014 By no means! but on their heartsisthe stain of the (ill) which they do!
083.015 Verily, from (the Light of) their Lord, that Day, will they be veiled.

083.016 Further, they will enter the Fire of Hell.

083.017 Further, it will be said to them: "Thisisthe (reality) which ye rejected as fal se!
083.018 Day, verily the record of the Righteousis (preserved) in'llliyin.

083.019 And what will explain to thee what 'llliyun is?

083.020 (Thereis) a Register (fully) inscribed,

083.021 To which bear witness those Nearest (to God).

083.022 Truly the Righteous will bein Bliss:

083.023 On Thrones (of Dignity) will they command a sight (of al things):

083.024 Thou wilt recognise in their faces the beaming brightness of Bliss.

083.025 Their thirst will be slaked with Pure Wine sealed:

083.026 The seal thereof will be Musk: And for this let those aspire, who have aspirations:
083.027 With it will be (given) amixture of Tasnim:

083.028 A spring, from (the waters) whereof drink those Nearest to God.

083.029 Those in sin used to laugh at those who believed,

083.030 And whenever they passed by them, used to wink at each other (in mockery);
083.031 And when they returned to their own people, they would return jesting;



083.032 And whenever they saw them, they would say, "Behold! These are the peopletruly astray!"
083.033 But they had not been sent as keepers over them!

083.034 But on this Day the Believers will laugh at the Unbelievers:

083.035 On Thrones (of Dignity) they will command (asight) (of al things).

084.023 But God has full knowledge of what they secrete (in their breasts)

084.024 So announce to them a Penalty Grievous,

084.025 Except to those who believe and work righteous deeds. For them is a Reward that will never fail.

085.001 By the sky, (displaying) the Zodiacal Signs;

085.020 But God doth encompass them from behind!

085.021 Day, thisisa Glorious Qur'an,

085.022 (Inscribed) in a Tablet Preserved!

THE MORNING STAR, THE NIGHTCOMER, CHAPTER NO. 086

086.001 By the Sky and the Night-Visitant (therein);-

086.002 And what will explain to thee what the Night-Visitant is?-

086.003 (It is) the Star of piercing brightness;-

086.004 There isno soul but has a protector over it.

086.005 Now let man but think from what he is created!

086.006 He is created from a drop emitted-

086.007 Proceeding from between the backbone and the ribs:

087.019 The Books of Abraham and Moses.

THE OVERWHELMING, THE PALL, CHAPTER NO. 088
088.001 Has the story reached thee of the overwhelming (Event)?
088.002 Some faces, that Day, will be humiliated,

088.003 Labouring (hard), weary,-

088.004 The while they enter the Blazing Fire,-

088.005 The while they are given, to drink, of aboiling hot spring,
088.006 No food will there be for them but a bitter Dhari'
088.007 Which will neither nourish nor satisfy hunger.

088.008 (Other) faces that Day will bejoyful,

088.009 Pleased with their striving,-

088.010 In a Garden on high,

088.011 Where they shall hear no (word) of vanity:

088.012 Therein will be a bubbling spring:

088.013 Therein will be Thrones (of dignity), raised on high,
088.014 Goblets placed (ready),

088.015 And cushions set in rows,

088.016 And rich carpets (all) spread out.

088.017 Do they not look at the Camels, how they are made?-
088.018 And at the Sky, how it israised high?-

088.019 And at the Mountains, how they are fixed firm?-

088.020 And at the Earth, how it is spread out?

088.021 Therefore do thou give admonition, for thou art one to admonish.
088.022 Thou art not one to manage (men's) affairs.

088.023 But if any turn away and reject God,-

088.024 God will punish him with amighty Punishment,

088.025 For to Uswill betheir return;

088.026 Then it will befor Usto call them to account.

089.001 By the break of Day

089.002 By the Nightstwicefive;

089.003 By the even and odd (contrasted);

089.004 And by the Night when it passeth away;-

089.005 Isthere (not) in these an adjuration (or evidence) for those who understand?

089.006 Seest thou not how thy Lord dealt with the 'Ad (people),-

089.007 Of the (city of) Iram, with lofty pillars,

089.024 He will say: "Ah! Would that | had sent forth (good deeds) for (this) my (Future) Life!"
089.025 For, that Day, His Chastisement will be such as none (else) can inflict,

089.026 And His bonds will be such as none (other) can bind.

089.027 (To the righteous soul will be said:) "O (thou) soul, in (complete) rest and satisfaction!

092.008 But he who is a greedy miser and thinks himself self-sufficient,

092.017 But those most devoted to God shall be removed far from it,-
092.018 Those who spend their wealth for increase in self-purification,
092.019 And have in their minds no favour from anyone for which areward is expected in return,
092.020 But only the desire to seek for the Countenance of their Lord Most High;
092.021 And soon will they attain (complete) satisfaction.

THE MORNING HOURS, MORNING BRIGHT!, CHAPTER NO. 093
093.001 By the Glorious Morning Light,

093.002 And by the Night when it is till -

093.003 Thy Guardian-L ord hath not forsaken thee, nor is He displeased.

098.008 Their reward iswith God: Gardens of Eternity, beneath which rivers flow; they will dwell therein for ever;
God well pleased with them, and they with Him: al thisfor such asfear their Lord and Cherisher.
