T'he Alchentist knows that they are true, but
not at all as the theologians imagine,

The Sun and Moon (Sol and Luna) are the
philosophical names of tne two most common sub-

stances found in alchemical laboratories, and if yon
shonld ever meet an alchemist who has not seen Sol
and Lara in stilb conjunction for twelve hours
{manths) you may sct him down to be no alchemist.

THE ART OF BREATHING

HE subject of Artistic Breathing is attracting
considerable attention throughont the workdl.

A large number of people pay no attention.
whatever, to breathing, regarding it as one of the
voluntary acts of Nature, manifestly capable of
taking care of itself.

That the act is inseparably connected with the
phenomenon of life expression on this plane at
least, is apparent to all, and naturally suggests an
inquiry in thoughtfu! minds as.to what the real
relation is between breath and life.

It is noteworthy that the word puewma signi-
fies in Greek both breath and spirit, and that spirit
"itself is but the Latin spiretus, meaning breath,

The idea has long been held that there is in
some mysterious way, an intimate relation existing
hetween spirit and breath.

The important question arises, is there any
reason to believe that breathing lias anything to do
with spiritual development?

1 think that it has been clearly demonstrated
that it has. Arthut Waite says. “Phere is an in-
terior and spiritwal Vitgin in every man through
whom he can work upward to Divinity, and can

ascend to the invisible ¢lements of Lits owy el gy
Prnewma.™

Many people pooh-pool this idea and thindk the
:u-a-mmptinn tios! ridictdous, which only shows that
they have never investigated the stthject practivally
or thev woild know better.

Aned sonte whao have investigated it do not seem
to lave come to any very practicat conclusions.
IFor example, A/{}lehr.ltc(l pv(llf:uguv of breathing
recently puhhshed this as Tuu result of lis re-
searches in Ureathing, after many vears ol carctul
practice and laborious observation:

Said e, “1 for one believe strictly in naturat
hrvalhmg To gain the best results 1 just go out
early in the morning, when the air is fresh and
pirey and raising up both nrms inhale four deep
breaths. This gives me power and humam\ for
the duties of the entire day.’

Mirabile dictu!  Profound philosophy!  Seri-
ously, professor, may b oask, why forr?  And were
tltese Tour 1o he irhaled consecutively or alternately
with exhalations as in the nsual manner?  And.
cxcuse me, did vou take other breaths alter
these Tour?

Wonderful art!  Who can longer doubt the

efitcacy of wafural decp breathing, when we find a
man subsisting a whole day upon four solitary deep
inspirations taken in the early matin watch!
" Now, the fact is, while breathing undoublediy
“natural” process whiich we have cither inherit-
ed from a lomg atcestrr, or ourselies Jearned 1o
make autdmatic through an cxtended
reincarnations, there is demonstrably a chance for
science and grt to step in and produce some spicial
results quite foreign to any attained by the wafural
suction method,

Here, you “natural breather,™ if you doabt me,
come and let us interrogale the artist, Jean de
Reszke, who has his breathing apparatus under
such perfect control that he earus applatse from
the Americatt, public to the actoal value of twenty
dollars per minule, ageregating to ST,000 or oy
for a season’™s performance. Do you, Jean, hreathe
perfectly natural?  “QOh, yes” Jean, as he
tosses off a sixteen bar cadenza of runs and trills
and has breath enough left Lo walk hall a block. go
into a cafe and order his breakfast a Ja cerde, e -
ing our profebsor of the “matural,” gasping mdth-
od quite aglhast, actually holding s own
breath out of ‘sheer astonishment and svmpathy .

According to Thomas Vaughan, “Nature is
the Voice of God, nol a mere sound or counmanid.
but a sulsfantial, active breath, proceeding from the
Creator and penctrating all things.”

It declares evil to be a non-entity, a no-thing,
and still it insists on drawing a picture of the be-
tief in the no-thing—and then it beats the tom-tom.

A few of the New Thought writers scem at one
ntorment to grasp and at another to lose sight of
the true idea of evil,

This is evinced by the numerous, I might al-
most say encyclopedic dissertations on diet, exercise,
hygiene, together with various rales and creeds
tatd down in whicl there isa very copious adnixture
of the “Thou shalt not.” In all this discussion
evil is clearly recognized cither as an entity or an
adverse condition, and inethods are proposed
drive it ont. Same old tom-tom, same old hass
drum brought right into higher cthics.

Now, I'm going to tell vou what I have found
evil to be, viz., The best thing in the sworld.

I there are twoe things, evil and gomd, then
they are hushand and wile, and, of course, you know
I'lt say the wife is to the good—bth that, after all,
is paying her the least compliment.

Hermes said, **God is all good, man is all evil.”
What does he mean?—He means that God is a name
for the tatent and man for the expressed encrgy of
the world.

Every active thing is evil, ¢very passive thing
is good. It may takc somnc thinking to straighten
this out, especially since neither condition can exist
apart from the other, and we can only judpe of
either by its excess, or reault, plus or minus.
