The “*sea,” in this case, is nothing more nor
less than the human org.-miam (heing ninety-five
per cent wptet) @ and the "god,” Neph, or Neptune is
the Breath, that rules this sea.

The passage ih Gen, 49:21, referring Io Narn-
‘£ALY 18 viriously translated. In our common version
it reads. “Naphtali is a /Afud let lose; he giveth
goodly iwords” - a beantiful metaphor of the Breath
which, swift as the loosened hind, flics to every
part of the body, and through the Voice literally
Joes give goodly words!

Another rendering of this passage, quite mean-
ingless  without the ouccult interpretation, is:
“NAPHTALL i% a towering terebinth; ke hath a good-
ly crest.”

Now, the terebinth is a tree, the Chio, dr Cy-
press turpentine-trec. It produces not only tyrpen-
ting, but alse a g/l used in dyeing and tahaing
Morocco leather.  For this reason it is here baken
as an alchemical symbol to represeat the Frima
Materia at a certain stage of development, at which
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tinie it resembles nothing so much as crude turpen-
tine, having alse within itself a tinctufe, or dye,
more powerful than any known to chemistry.
Again, its nitymafte form of appearance Is said to be
like resin, a known product of turpentine. Its nor-
mul seaspn of development id.in the sign of Cancer,
during the latter part of June and the first of July.

Among the Hindu legends we find a very
pretty rendering of the same truth in the story of
Arjuna (Danj and Nephrata {Naphtali).

The Greeks also had a conceptlon of the nature
of this materialized Breath in their Nepentha, an
invigorating draught: Milton alludes to this: =~

“Not that Nepenthes which the wife of Thene
In Egypt gave to Jove-born Helena -

Is of such power to stir up joy as this,

To life so friendly or so cool to thirst.”

fhis, as may be inferred, directly alludes to
the Nectar of the gods, the Elixir of Life—formed
of the breath and solar fire (agnus dei}, conjoined
it a wonderful manner in the Rosacrucem (crucible
of dew).

NAPHTALI is represented on the mineral plane
by Naphtha, a substance that issues spontaneously
from the earth, and which is also produced by the
dry distillation of wood, etc.

Notice that NAPHTAL] is the sixth son—that is
to say, the sixth sfuge—practically culminating the
lower creative cycle. (Compate the six creative
days of Genesis.)

Nephthys (Naphtali) outborn from Dan, now
embraces the potency of Dan within herself. She
becomes the immacnlate Virgin—a type of Mary,
the Woman; but something infinitely grander and
more wonderfil than Woman, because it is back of
Woman and calls her into being:

It is the Soul infused with the divine Spirit.

HE distinction between Miad and Soul is: The
former is an igneous vapor, a spark, a fire,
which gives animal life and movement to bodies,
and vanishes in the air when the organs are destroy-
ed. The Soul is the principle of the actions of the
will and of reason, and survives the destruction of
the body and the dissolution of the mind.

I knew a
consumptive doomed by the doctors to die, who
went to Florida and subsisted on Raisins and raw
Oat-meal for sixty days and came home healed.

The promgilgation bf a dectrine based upen a
principle of in}uqticc cannot fail but have its per-
nicious effect upon the human mind.

Such a doctrine, for example, is that of vicari-
ous sacrifice - the theory that one person can suffer
for the transgression of another and that such suf-
fering atones for the transgression.

Right in line with this is the doctrine that a
person can  demonstrate things without actual
cflort.

The real cause of Mental Science has been
greatly retarded, it seems to me, by this theory of
demnonstration, which, however, is but the logical
ontcomce of the teachings of the founder of Chris-
tian Science.

The general interpretation of this doctrine is
that there are positively no limits to the power of
the apoken Word, and that consequently anyone can
obtain anything desired, not only for one’s self,
but also for ethers, just by mental affirmation.

Now it must be apparent to all that in this
method of acquiring things, SOMEONE must act.

IN, for example, I am a poor person and desire
money and I do not exert mysell to procure it in
the ordinary way,then it must come to me by some
extraordinary or unusual' process: It must ‘‘fall
[rom the skics™ or be brought to me by some other
person.

Being too far advanced in these days to believe
it the former possibility, Iam limited in realization
of my desirc to dependence upon some interposed
agent. Under what conditions, then, can I receive
moncey ot goods from another person without ren-
dering any service? Through beggary, by theft,
or as a gift.” As I am too proud to beg, too honor-
able to steal, [ must await the coming of the gift.
It is evident that T stand a -tery uncertain chance
of being the recipient of another's bounty, and if I
am, without having rendered some equivalent ser-

vice, how can 1 reconcile such an act with the
ciple of justice? Undoubtedly there is an e
volved here.

This error, and the whole perniciousness
the doctrine of demonstration, comes out plainly in
the letter I have printed above, voicing as. it does
the scntiment of thousands of Christian and Men-
tal Scicnce mal-contents with whom I have come in
contact.

This lady wants ‘‘more happiness and more
pay" for the effort she is givirg forth.

If Mental Science would suggest to her that
she is receiving the exact equivalent for what she
is giving then it would be iustrumental in inculca-
ting the truth of the Christ; but the trouble is,
somebody has been suggesting to her that there is
some  ntiraculous ‘method connected with this

Science, whereby she can materialize money in some

casy, elfortleSs way out of nothing,

This is a mistake, and it is ‘one that Mental
Sciéntists should hdsten to correct. ‘I'he very first
thing to do is to divest science of every vestige of
superstition and pretence. While by false or exag-=
gerated statement the science may be temporarily
raised in the minds of the ignorant and credulous,
it loses prestige with the intelligent and thinking
class. I.et us be careful of our words and how we
use them,

People study Mental Science and then go to
hcaling and teaching, declaring they are ‘‘demon-
strating morey.” They are doing no such thing.
They are simply earning money, just like the doc-
tor, the lawyer, the banker, the teacher or the
preacher. ‘This is not the place to discuss the rela-
tive value of these various efforts. They are all
professions involving mental labor for which a cer-
tain compensation is received. It is a form of
legitimate business, nof demonstration.

Demonstration is “SHOWING FORTH,”
bringingi to light something previously hidden.
Every inventor, every producer, is a demonstrator.
The miner demonstrates Gold by his mind through
the labdrious process of digging it, the Alchemist
demonstrates it by his mind also, through the less
tedious process of planting the SEED of Gold and
Lringing it to perfection, which of itself has then
the power not only to heal the maladies of metals,
thus bringing them into the perfection of pure gold
but also to hecal every bodily ailment.
