IF the & which burns in
the bath Stave, should heat the Receiver too much, he places an iraon
shovel against the upper bar, which fends off the Heat, in the mean
time that Heat keeps the butyrum fluid anmd liguid, so that it cannot
coagulate and obstruct the neck of the smallﬁ, which body 1s not
bigger tham an Egg of a goose or duck, and yet he distills and ob-
tains 3 or 4 Ounces of butyrum per day.

He buys his glassﬁand Receivers ground in and tabulated in
Fleet Market near Holborn at a glass shop, where Baron von Rusen-
stein buys also.
