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FOREWORD

This book is intended as a practical tool to facilitate access to the Qumran collec-
tion of Dead Sea Scrolls. As such, it is primarily intended for classroom use and
for the benefit of specialists from other disciplines (scholars working on the He-
brew Bible, the New Testament or Rabbinic literature, specialists on Semitic lan-
guages, on the History of Judaism or on the History of Religions, among others)
who need a reliable compendium of all the relevant materials found in this collec-
tion. As such, it is not intended to compete with, let alone to replace, the editio
princeps of the materials published in the series Discoveries in the Judaean
Desert or outside this series, or the preliminary publications of materials which
have not yet appeared in the DJD Series. The plates printed in the critical edi-
tions, as well as the transcriptions, translations and commentaries of the first edi-
tors are, and will always remain, the basis of all serious work on the Scrolls.

Whereas the evidence of the biblical manuscripts from Qumran will be shortly
available in The Qumran Bible by E. Ulrich, this book offers a fresh transcription
and an English translation of all the relevant non-biblical texts found at Qumran,
arranged by serial number from Cave 1 to Cave 11. By biblical scrolls we under-
stand here the copies of the books that subsequently emerged as the traditional
Hebrew Bible, as well as the remains of tefillin and mezuzot which only contain
quotations of those biblical books. In several cases the distinction between bibli-
cal and non-biblical texts is not clear-cut. Thus, the so-called Reworked Penta-
teuch consists mainly of the biblical text of the pentateuchal books, be it some-
times in a different order, but also has some sections with material that is not
included in the Hebrew Bible; likewise, we have included the non-biblical psalms
from the Psalms Scrolls 4Q88, 11Q5 and 11Q6. Not included are the scant re-
mains of Ben Sira from Cave 2. The inclusion in the edition of these ‘additions’
does not imply a judgment on their ‘biblical’ or ‘non-biblical” character. In three
cases we have included texts not found at Qumran, but related to manuscripts
from Qumran; this goes for the remains of the mediaeval copies of the Damascus
Document and the Aramaic Levi Document found in the Cairo Genizah, and for
the copy of the Songs of the Sabbath Sacrifice recovered at Masada.

The transcriptions of the material included in this edition are fresh transcriptions
made by the authors, though it is a very pleasant duty to recognize the debt to all
previous work by teachers and colleagues. Our transcriptions rely not only on the
identification and placement of the many tens of thousands of fragments
achieved by the original editors of the non-biblical scrolls, who arranged the frag-
ments for the photographs made by the Palestine Archaeological Museum in the
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FOREWORD

1950s and 1960s, and the subsequent editions of these materials by the original
editors, but also on all the editions done by other scholars.

Although we have consulted the available editions of the individual manuscripts,
the responsibility for the transcriptions here presented is entirely ours. We have
checked all the proposed readings against the photographs accessible to us: the
photographs provided by the published editions, the photographs included in the
Brill microfiche edition and the photographs available in the Oxford-Brill’s CD-
ROM. In most cases one will find no or few significant differences from other
transcriptions because these readings are imposed by the univocal manuscript
evidence. In the case of ambiguous manuscript evidence, and in view of the prac-
tical purpose of this book, we have often adopted the suggestions of previous
editors, rather than presenting alternative readings for the sake of originality and
difference, even when such readings would be palacographically or otherwise
possible. The restorations of the text offered in the transcriptions are on the whole
relatively sparse. The main exceptions are reconstructions based upon the pre-
served text of parallel copies of the same manuscript.

A considerable part of the materials was already accessible in translation in The
Dead Sea Scrolls Translated. That translation has served as the base-text of the
translations presented in this edition, but has been thoroughly checked and cor-
rected by the authors. Of the greatest help for this revision was the Dutch transla-
tion by A.S. van der Woude included in F. Garcia Martinez & A.S. van der Woude,
De Rollen van de Dode Zee Ingeleid en in het Nederlands vertaald (Kampen:
Kok, 1994, 1995). Although we have consulted most other translations of indi-
vidual manuscripts, the responsibility for the translations here presented is also
ours. The practical purpose of the book has shaped the final translation: to a large
extent literal, neutral and close to the transcribed text, even if the outcome lacks
finesse and is less fluent than some other presently available translations. On the
whole the translation aims to be a translation of the transcribed text on the facing
page. Exceptions have been made for texts like Tobit, Jubilees and I Enoch,
where the translation fills in the lacunae on the basis of the known non-Hebrew
versions for the benefit of the readers. Although we have tried to be generally
consistent in the translation of technical terms, we have not established a chart of
translation-equivalents to avoid imposing an uniform meaning upon texts which
may be of different origin or of different epochs. Other differences of translation,
and also, to some extent, method of transcription, may be attributed to the proce-
dure followed by the authors: each author prepared his own lot, and revised the lot
of the other author.

The practical purpose of the book has also governed the selection and the presen-
tation of the materials. We have selected the materials on the basis of their exten-
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siveness and interest, discarding most of the minute fragments which add little to
our knowledge. On some occasions we have hesitantly opted for the inclusion of
very small and insignificant fragments, only to provide some idea of the material
remains of certain compositions, and in order not to leave too many entries
empty. On the other hand, larger but, in our opinion, less interesting fragments
from manuscripts have been omitted. This means that, in general, we present the
largest fragments of a manuscript, and a selection of the smaller ones. Even so,
many Q numbers from the different caves are exclusively made up of unidenti-
fied or unclassified fragments, and we have not attempted to reproduce these
snippets. In spite of this, we consider this edition relatively complete for the non-
biblical scrolls, and as such it could be useful as a companion volume with tran-
scriptions and translations for the users of the microfiche or the CD-ROM edi-
tions of the photographs of the manuscripts.

This same practical purpose has governed the presentation of the transcriptions.
We have avoided all diacritical marks which indicate the degree of certainty of a
reading. Readings which in our view are sufficiently assured or have a high de-
gree of probability, even if the remains are minimal, are transcribed outside
square brackets. When we are not reasonably assured of a reading, we have noted
the letter within square brackets, as a reconstruction, or replaced it by one or more
dots. We have not reproduced the extent of lacunae; three dots within square
brackets ([...]) indicate any amount of missing text and three dots outside square
brackets (]...[) any amount of unreadable (either undecipherable or meaningless)
letters or words. Readings corrected by a copyist are indicated within accolades.
The text printed within accolades ({...}) may represent erasures, letters with can-
cellation dots, or text otherwise marked by the copyist as not to be read. One
particular type of scribal correction, the overwriting and reshaping of individual
letters, has not always been presented in the transcription. The indication vacat in
the transcription, and Blank in the translation, indicate any amount of space left
blank in the manuscript, either intentionally (as indication of a new paragraph) or
accidentally. Words written above the line or in Palacohebrew characters in the
manuscript are reproduced as such in our transcription. In only a limited number
of cases we have indicated obvious mistakes in the text which have not been
corrected by the copyist. Text presented within angled brackets (< >) was written
in the manuscripts, but should, in our opinion, be read otherwise or be deleted.
Text within round brackets either presents our addition to the text, or indicates our
corrected reading of the preceding word or words.

The materials are arranged according to cave and serial number. For the materials
which do not have a serial number (1QIsa?, 1QIsa®, 1QH?, 1QM, 1QS, 1QapGen,
1QpHab, and the three included non-Qumranic texts) we have adopted the
procedure of the Companion Volume to the microfiche edition, placing them in
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the immediate vicinity of the corresponding materials which do have a serial
number.

Each entry is provided with a heading which contains a summary of essential

information:

1 Cave number and number of the manuscript, short title (when available) and
official or descriptive title; it should be noted that the titles of the not yet offi-
cially published manuscripts are still subject to change;

2 bibliographical data of the editio princeps or of the preliminary edition;

main PAM or SHR photographs of the manuscript;

4 place where the manuscript is kept and Inventory Number of the manuscripts
in the Rockefeller Museum;

5 other copies of the composition from the same cave or from other caves, when
extant;

6 when appropriate, other relevant bibliographical data.

In the entries corresponding to biblical manuscripts the heading is followed by
the references of the texts preserved on the individual fragments as published in
the DJD Series. For the biblical manuscripts from Cave 4 which have not yet been
published in the DJD Series the contents are indicated without linking them to
concrete fragments, because the precise numbering of the fragments has not yet
been fixed. In the entries corresponding to non-biblical manuscripts, the headings
are followed by the transcription of the fragments with the translation in the fac-
ing page.

Only the more relevant PAM photographs are indicated. The information on
the photographs and Museum Inventory numbers is mainly based on the data
given in The Dead Sea Scrolls Catalogue. Documents, Photographs and Museum
Inventory Numbers, Compiled by Stephen A. Reed, Revised and Edited by
Marilyn J. Lundberg with the collaboration of Michael B. Phelps (SBL Re-
sources for Biblical Study 32; Atlanta: Scholars Press, 1994). This information
has been checked and corrected when necessary with the Companion Volume to
the Dead Sea Scrolls Microfiche Edition, Edited by Emanuel Tov with the Col-
laboration of Stephen Pfann, Second Revised Edition, Leiden: E.J. Brill - IDC,
1995, and with the information provided in the bibliographical database of The
Dead Sea Scrolls. Electronic Reference Library, Volume 1, Edited by Timothy H.
Lim in consultation with Philip S. Alexander, (Oxford University Press & Brill
Academic Publishers, 1997). We also wish to thank Emanuel Tov for providing
us with a copy of his updated desk-copy of the inventory of photographs and
museum inventory numbers. Only the photographs available in the microfiche
edition or in the CD-ROM are indicated, not other extant photographic collec-
tions of DSS materials.
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It is a pleasant duty to acknowledge the help and to thank accordingly the many
institutions and individuals who have contributed to the completion of this vol-
ume. First and foremost all the original editors of the manuscripts whose names
appear at the beginning of each entry: without their pioneering work this book
would not have been possible. It would also not have been possible without the
intensive work done for almost fifty years by a large community of scholars who
dedicated their efforts to increasing our understanding of these texts. Although
we have been forced to restrict to a minimum the bibliographical references, ex-
cluding many names and many contributions, we are deeply indebted to each and
all of these scholars, and we gladly acknowledge the influence of their work on
our transcriptions and translations.

Hans van der Meij, Pim Rietbroek and the technical staff of Brill Academic
Publishers, have been very actively involved in all the phases of the production of
this book; their interest and the constant care with which they have followed the
whole process have been instrumental in the completion of the book; they have
earned the thanks of the readers as well as our own.

It is also a pleasure to thank the “Direccién General de Investigacion y
Desarrollo” of the Spanish Ministry of Education and Science, which funded the
stay for a sabbatical semester in 1997 of F. Garcia Martinez at the Instituto
Universitario de Ciencias de las Religiones de la Universidad Complutense, and
to its Director Julio Trebolle Barrera, who allowed this editor to work undis-
turbed on this book. Likewise, we are indebted to the “Koninklijke Nederlandse
Akademie van Wetenschappen” which granted E.J.C. Tigchelaar an academy fel-
lowship for a Qumran research project.

Finally, we acknowledge and thank the unfailing support of the Theological
Faculty of the Rijksuniversiteit Groningen, our academic home base, which, with
its Qumran Instituut, has established the ideal conditions for research. It is a
pleasure to present this book as a token of the contribution of our Qumran
Instituut in Groningen to the celebrations of the fiftieth anniversary of the Scrolls,
and to dedicate it to A.S. van der Woude, the founder and former Director of the
Qumran Instituut, on the occasion of his seventieth birthday.

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PREFACE TO THE SECOND EDITION

As stated in the foreword to the first edition, the Dead Sea Scrolls Study Edition
(DSSSE) was primarily intended for classroom use. We are therefore very
pleased that the publishers have agreed to print a second, even more affordable
edition. The short period which elapsed between the first publication of DSSSE
and the present new edition (DSSSE2), has precluded us from thoroughly revis-
ing the work. Nevertheless, this edition contains numerous small improvements
on the first edition. All typing errors, typographical inconsistencies, and acciden-
tal omissions, which we ourselves observed or which were brought to our atten-
tion, have been corrected. Occasionally we have modified the transcriptions and
translations on the basis of our own research, or in recognition of suggestions
graciously put forward by several colleagues all over the world. In order to facili-
tate the use of the book we have indicated in the running heads the numbers of the
columns in those documents which extend over many pages. The list of abbrevia-
tions has been somewhat expanded in order to include works that are frequently
quoted in short form in the bibliographical headings, and some of those bibliogra-
phies have been updated with references to recent publications. On the basis of
recent authoritative publications some of the numbers of lines, fragments, or col-
umns, have been changed, especially in 4Q255 to 4Q264, and most of the titles
given to the manuscripts have been brought into line with those of the latest ver-
sion of the desk-copy of Emanuel Tov’s inventory. A very limited number of
changes involves the reallocation of fragments among manuscripts or addition of
fragments (some changes in the listing of the 4QPsalms manuscripts; 4Q177 19
has been deleted; 4Q392 and 4Q393 are now listed as one manuscript; the same
goes for 4Q509 and 4Q505; 4Q556 now includes the transcription of one frag-
ment). Due to all these different kinds of changes some pages have been consid-
erably modified, whereas others are still exactly the same as in the first edition.
On the whole the page numbers of this second edition correspond to those of the
first one, though occasionally the insertion or deletion of text has caused some
text to flow from one page to an other.

Finally, we wish to acknowledge our debt to Martin Meijer of Bookman,
Leiden, who took care of the layout of this work. Annemieke van der Kolk and
Bauke Koole helped us with the typing of a large part of the Hebrew text in these
volumes. Martin Baasten, of Leiden University, called our attention to many
typo’s in the first edition. Anke Dorman, one of our students, checked all the
PAM and ROC numbers by comparing them to those mentioned in other works.

For those God has chosen for an everlasting covenant 23 and to them
shall belong all the glory of Adam. There will be no more injustice and all the
deeds of trickery will be a dishonour. Until now the spirits of truth and injus-
tice feud in the heart of man: 24 they walk in wisdom or in folly. In agreement
with man’s inheritance in the truth, he shall be righteous and so abhor injus-
tice; and according to his share in the lot of injustice, he shall act wickedly in
it, and so 25 abhor the truth. For God has sorted them into equal parts until the
appointed end and the new creation. He knows the result of their deeds for all
times 26 [everlas]ting and has given them as a legacy to the sons of man so
that they know good [and evil ... and] to cast the lots of every living being
according to his spirit in [... until the time of] the visitation.

Col. v (=4Q261 1; cf. 4Q256 1x; 4Q258 1, 1) 1 Blank This is the rule for the men
of the Community who freely volunteer to convert from all evil and to keep
themselves steadfast in all he commanded in compliance with his will. They
should keep apart from the congregation of 2 the men of injustice in order to
constitute a Community in law and possessions, and acquiesce to the author-
ity of the sons of Zadok, the priests who safeguard the covenant /and/ to the
authority of the multitude of the men of 3 the Community, those who perse-
vere steadfastly in the covenant. By their authority, decision by lot shall be
made in every affair involving the law, property and judgment, to achieve
together truth and humility, 4 justice and uprightness, compassionate love and
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seemly behaviour in all their paths. No-one should walk in the stubbornness
of his heart in order to go astray following his heart 5 and his eyes and the
musings of his inclination. Instead he should circumcise in the Community
the foreskin of his tendency and of his stiff neck in order to lay a foundation of
truth for Israel, for the Community of the eternal 6 covenant. They should
make atonement for all who freely volunteer for holiness in Aaron and for the
house of truth in Israel and for those who join them for community, lawsuit
and judgment, 7 to proclaim as guilty all those who trespass the decree. These
are the regulations of their behaviour concerning all these decrees when they
are enrolled in the Community. Whoever enters the council of the Community
8 enters the covenant of God in the presence of all who freely volunteer. He
shall swear with a binding oath to revert to the Law of Moses, according to all
that he commanded, with whole ¢ heart and whole soul, in compliance with all
that has been revealed of it to the sons of Zadok, the priests who keep the
covenant and interpret his will and to the multitude of the men of their
covenant ro who freely volunteer together for this truth and to walk according
to his will. He should swear by the covenant to be segregated from all the men
of injustice who walk s along the path of wickedness. For they are not in-
cluded in his covenant since they have neither sought nor examined his de-
crees in order to know the hidden matters in which they err 72 by their own
fault and because they treated revealed matters with disrespect; this is why
wrath will rise up for judgment in order to effect revenge by the curses of the
covenant, in order to administer fierce r3 punishments for everlasting annihi-
lation without there being any remnant. Blank

He should not go into the waters to share in the pure food of the men of holiness,
for one is not cleansed 74 unless one turns away from ones wickedness, for he
is unclean among all the transgressors of his word. No-one should associate
with him in his work or in his possessions in order not to encumber him
15 with blameworthy iniquity; rather he should remain at a distance from him
in every task, for it is written as follows (Exod 23:7): « You shall remain at a
distance from every lie». None of the men 16 of the Community should acqui-
esce to their authority in any law or regulation. No-one should eat of any of
their possessions, or drink or accept anything from their hands, 77 unless at its
price, for it is written(/sa 2:22): « Shun the man whose breath is in his nostrils,
for how much is he worth?» For 18 all those not numbered in his covenant will
be segregated, they and all that belongs to them. No holy man should support
himself on any deed of 19 futility, for futile are all those who do not know the
covenant. And all those who scorn his word he shall cause to vanish from the
world; all their deeds are uncleanness 20 before him and there is uncleanness
in all {his} their possessions. And when someone enters the covenant to be-
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have in compliance with all these decrees, enrolling in the assembly of holi-
ness, they shall examine 2 their spirits in the Community, one another, in
respect of his insight and of his deeds in law, under the authority of the sons of
Aaron, those who freely volunteer in the Community to set up 22 his covenant
and to follow all the decrees which he commanded to fulfil, and under the
authority of the majority of Israel, those who freely volunteer to return within
the Community to his covenant. 23 And they shall be recorded in order, one
before the other, according to one’s insight and one’s deeds, in such a way that
each one obeys another, the junior the senior. And 24 their spirit and their
deeds must be tested, year after year, in order to upgrade each one to the
extent of his insight and the perfection of his path, or to demote him according
to his failings. One should reproach 25 one another in truth, in meekness and
in compassionate love for one’s fellow-man. Blank

No-one should speak to his brother in anger or muttering, 26 or with a hard [neck
or with passionate] spirit of wickedness, and he should not detest him [in the
fore]sk[in] of his heart, but instead reproach him that day so as not

Col. vi (=4Q256 x1; 4Q258 11, 1i1; 4Q261 3; 4Q263) 1 to incur a sin because of
him. And in addition, no-one should raise a matter against his fellow in front
of the Many unless it is with reproof in the presence of witnesses. In this way
2 shall they behave in all their places of residence. Whenever one fellow
meets another, the junior shall obey the senior in work and in money. They
shall eat together, 3 together they shall bless and together they shall take coun-
sel. In every place where there are ten men of the Community council, there
should not be missing amongst them 4 a priest. And every one shall sit accord-
ing to his rank before him, and in this way shall they be asked for their counsel
in every matter. And when they prepare the table to dine or the new wine 5 for
drinking, the priest shall stretch out his hand as the first to bless the first fruits
of the bread <or the new wine for drinking, the priest shall stretch out his hand
as the first 6 to bless the first fruits of the bread> and the new wine. And in the
place in which the Ten assemble there should not be missing a man to inter-
pret the law day and night, 7 always, one relieving another. And the Many
shall be on watch together for a third of each night of the year in order to read
the book, explain the regulation, 8 and bless together. Blank

This is the Rule for the session of the Many. Each one by his rank: the priests will
sit down first, the elders next and the remainder of ¢ all the people will sit
down in order of rank. And following the same system they shall be ques-
tioned with regard to judgment, all counsel and any matter referred to the
Many, so that each can impart his knowledge 1o to the council of the Commu-
nity. Blank No-one should talk during the speech of his fellow before his
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brother has finished speaking. Blank And neither should he speak before one
whose rank is listed 17 before his own. Whoever is questioned should speak in
his turn. And in the session of the Many no-one should utter anything without
the consent of the Many, save the 72 Inspector of the Many. And anyone who
has something to say to the Many but is not in the position of one who is
asking questions to the Community council, 73 that man should stand up and
say: «I have something to say to the Many». If they tell him to, he should
speak. And anyone from Israel who freely volunteers 74 to enrol in the council
of the Community, the man appointed at the head of the Many shall test him
with regard to his insight and his deeds. If he suits the discipline he shall let
him enter 15 into the covenant so that he can revert to the truth and shun all
injustice, and he shall teach him all the precepts of the Community. And then,
when he comes in to stand in front of the Many, they shall be questioned, 16 all
of them, concerning his affairs. And depending on the outcome of the lot in
the council of the Many he shall be included or excluded. When he is included
in the Community council, he must not touch the pure food of r7 the Many
until they test him about his spirit and about his deeds, until he has completed
a full year; neither should he share in the possession of the Many. 18 When he
has completed a year within the Community, the Many will be questioned
about his affairs, concerning his insight and his deeds in connection with the
law. And if the lot results in him r9 entering the inner council of the Commu-
nity according to the priests and the majority of the men of their covenant, his
possessions and his earnings will also be joined at the hand of the 20 Inspector
of the earnings of the Many. And they shall credit it to his account, but they
shall not use it for the Many. He must not touch the drink of the Many until
21 he completes a second year among the men of the Community. And when
this second year is complete he will be examined by command of the Many.
And if 22 the lot results in him joining the Community, they shall enter him in
the order of his rank among his brothers for the law, for the judgment, for
purity and for the placing of his possessions. And his advice will be 23 for the
Community as will his judgment. Blank

24 Blank And these are the regulations by which they shall judge in an examination
of the Community depending on the case. If one is found among them who
has lied 25 knowingly concerning possessions, he shall be excluded from the
pure food of the Many for a year and they shall withhold a quarter of his
bread. And whoever retorts to 26 his fellow with stubbornness, (and) speaks
with brusqueness, ruining the footing he has with him, defying the authority
of his fellow who is enrolled ahead of him, 27 [he h]as taken the law into his
own hands; and he will be punished for on[e] year [... Who]ever enunciates
the Name (which is) honoured above all ... [...]
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Col. vi1 (= 4Q259 1-11; 4Q261 5, 6; cf. 4Q265 1 1; 4Q266 10 11; 4Q270 7 1; 11Q29
7) 1 whether blaspheming, or suddenly overtaken by misfortune or for any
other reason, {...} or reading a book, or blessing, will be excluded 2 and shall
not go back ever to the Community council. Blank And if he has spoken angrily
against one of the priests enrolled in the book, he will be punished for one
3 year and shall be excluded, under sentence of death, from the pure food of
the Many. However, if he had spoken unintentionally, he will be punished for
six months. Blank And whoever lies knowingly 4 shall be punished for six
months. Whoever knowingly and for no reason insults his fellow will be pun-
ished for a year 5 and will be excluded. And whoever speaks to his fellow with
deception or knowingly deceives him, will be punished for six months. And if
6 Blank he is /negligent/ to his fellow he will be punished for three months.
Blank However, if he is negligent with the possessions of the Community
achieving a loss, he shall replace it {...} 7 in full. Blank 7a Blank 7b Blank 8 And if
he does not manage to replace it, he will be punished for /sixty days/. And
whoever feels animosity towards his fellow for no cause will be punished for
{six months} /one year/. 9 And likewise for anyone retaliating for any reason.
Whoever utters with his mouth futile words, three months; and for talking in
the middle of the words of his fellow, ro ten days. And whoever lies down and
goes to sleep in the session of the Many, thirty days. And the same applies to
whoever leaves the session of the Many 7 without permission, or falls asleep
up to three times during a session, he shall be punished ten days; however, if
they raise up (?) Blank 12 and he withdraws, he shall be punished for thirty
days. And whoever walks about naked in front of his fellow, without needing
to, shall be punished for six months. 13 And the person who spits in the course
of a meeting of the Many shall be punished thirty days. And whoever takes
out “his hand” from under his clothes, or if these are 14 rags which allow his
nakedness to be seen, he will be punished thirty days. And whoever giggles
inanely causing his voice to be heard shall be sentenced to thirty 15 days. And
whoever takes out his left hand to gesticulate with it shall be punished ten
days. And whoever goes round defaming his fellow 16 shall be excluded for
one year from the pure food of the Many and shall be punished; however,
whoever goes round defaming the Many shall be expelled from their midst
17 and will never return. And whoever complains against the foundation of the
Community shall be expelled and will not return; however, if he complains
against his fellow 8 without cause he will be punished six months. The per-
son whose spirit turns aside from the foundation of the Community to betray
the truth 79 and walk in the stubbornness of his heart, if he comes back, shall
be punished for two years; during the first year he shall not approach the pure
food of the Many. Blank 20 Blank {...} and during the second he shall not ap-
proach {the pure food} /the drink/ of the Many and shall sit at the back of all
the men of the Community. 2 When the days of the two years are complete
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the Many shall be questioned Blank concerning his affairs; if they admit him,
he shall be enrolled in his rank; and later he will be questioned in connection
with judgment. 22 {...} However, anyone who has been in the Community
council {...} for ten full years. Blank 23 Blank {...} Blank and whose spirit re-
verts to betray the Community and go away from the presence Blank 24 of the
Many in order to walk in the stubbornness of his heart, will never return to the
Community council. And the person among the men of the Commul[nity w]ho
fraternizes 25 with him with regard to his purity or his goods, wh[o ...] the
Many, and his sentence will be like his, [he] shall be expe[lled ...]

Col. vii (= 4Q258 vi, vir; 4Q259 n-11) 1 In the Community council (there shall
be) twelve men and three priests, perfect in everything that has been revealed
from all 2 the law to implement truth, justice, judgment, compassionate love
and unassuming behaviour of one to another, 3 to preserve faithfulness in the
land with firm purpose and repentant spirit in order to atone for sin by doing
justice 4 and undergoing trials, and to walk with everyone in the measure of
the truth and the regulation of the time.

When these things exist in Israel 5 the Community council shall be founded on
truth, Blank to be an everlasting plantation, a holy house for Israel and the
foundation of the holy of 6 holies for Aaron, true witnesses for the judgment
and chosen by the will (of God) to atone for the land and to render ;7 the
wicked their retribution. Blank This (the Community) is the tested rampart, the
precious cornerstone that does not Blank 8§ /whose foundations/ shake or trem-
ble from their place. Biank (It will be) the most holy dwelling ¢ for Aaron with
eternal knowledge of the covenant of justice and in order to offer a pleasant
/aroma/; and it will be a house of perfection and truth in Israel 7o in order to
establish {/.../} a covenant in compliance with the everlasting decrees. /And
these will be accepted in order to atone for the land and to decide the judg-
ment of the wickedness {in perfect behaviour} and there will be no iniquity/.
When these have been established in the foundation of the Community for
two full years in perfect behaviour 11 /they will be segregated/ (like) holy ones
in the midst of the council of the men of the Community. And every matter
hidden from Israel but which has been found out by 12 the Interpreter, he
should not keep hidden from them for fear of a spirit of desertion. Blank
And when these have become /a community/ in Israel r3 /in compliance with
these arrangements/ they are to be segregated from within the dwelling of the
men of sin to walk to the desert in order to open there His path. 74 As it is
written (Isa 40:3): «In the desert, prepare the way of ****_ straighten in the
steppe a roadway for our God». r5 This is the study of the law wh[i]ch he
commanded through the hand of Moses, in order to act in compliance with all
that has been revealed from age to age, 16 and according to what the prophets
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have revealed through his holy spirit. Blank And anyone of the men of the
Community, the covenant of ;7 the Community, who insolently shuns any-
thing at all commanded, cannot approach the pure food of the men of holi-
ness, 18 and cannot know anything of their counsels until his deeds have been
cleansed from every depravity, walking in perfect behaviour. Then they can
include him 19 in the council under the authority of the Many and later they
will enrol him according to his rank. And (they shall apply) this regulation to
all who enter the Community.

20 Blank These are the regulations by which the men of perfect holiness shall con-
duct themselves, one with another. 2r All who enter the council of holiness of
those walking in perfect behaviour as he commanded, anyone of them 22 who
breaks a word of the law of Moses impertinently or through carelessness will
be banished from the Community council 23 and shall not return again; none
of the men of holiness should associate with his goods or his advice on any
24 matter. However if he acted through oversight he should be excluded from
pure food and from the council and they shall apply the (following) regulation
to him: 25 «He may not judge anyone and [he may] not [be a]sked any advice
for two whole years». If his conduct is perfect 26 in the session, in the investi-
gation, and in the council [ac]cor[ding to] the Many, if he has not sinned again
through oversight until two full years have passed. 27 Blank

Col. 1x (= 4Q256 xvur; 4Q258 v, vir;, 4Q259 11, 1v; 4Q260 1) 1 Because for
{...} one sin of oversight he will be punished two years; but whoever acts
impertinently shall not return again. Only someone who sins through over-
sight 2 shall be tested for two full years with respect to the perfectness of his
behaviour and of his counsel according to the authority of the Many, and shall
then be enrolled according to his rank in the Community of holiness. 3 Blank
When these exist in Israel in accordance with these rules in order to establish
the spirit of holiness in truth 4 eternal, in order to atone for the guilt of iniquity
and for the unfaithfulness of sin, and for approval for the earth, without the
flesh of burnt offerings and without the fats of sacrifice - the offering of 5 the
lips in compliance with the decree will be like the pleasant aroma of justice
and the perfectness of behaviour will be acceptable like a freewill offering - at
that moment the men of 6 the Community shall set apart a holy house for
Aaron, in order to form a most holy community, and a house of the Commu-
nity for Israel, those who walk in perfection. 7 Only the sons of Aaron will
have authority in the matter of judgment and of goods, and their word will
settle the lot of all provision for the men of the Community 8 and the goods of
the men of holiness who walk in perfection. Their goods must not be mixed
with the goods of the men of deceit who ¢ have not cleansed their path to
separate from injustice and walk in a perfect behaviour. They should not de-

part from any counsel of the law in order to walk 70 in complete stubbornness
of their heart, but instead shall be ruled by the first directives which the men of
the Community began to be taught : until the prophet comes, and the Messi-
ahs of Aaron and Israel. Blank

12 Blank These are the regulations for the Instructor by which he shall walk with
every living being in compliance with the regulation of every period and in
compliance with the worth of each man: 13 he should fulfil the will of God in
compliance with all revelation for every period; he should acquire all the wis-
dom that has been gained according to the periods and the 14 decree of the
period; he should separate and weigh the sons of Zadok Blank according to
their spirits; he should keep hold of the chosen ones of the period according to
his will, as he has commanded; he should carry out the judgment of each man
in accordance with his spirit; he should include each one according to the
purity of his hands and according to his intellect 16 promote him. And thus
shall be his love and thus shall be his hatred. Blank He should not reproach or
argue with the men of the pit 17 but instead hide the counsel of the law in the
midst of the men of injustice.

This is the time for making ready the path 20 to the desert and he will teach them
about all that has been discovered so that they can carry it out in this moment
[and] so they will be detached from anyone who has not withdrawn his path
21 from all injustice. Blank And these are the regulations of behaviour for the
Inspector in these times, concerning his love and his hatred. Everlasting ha-
tred 22 for the men of the pit in clandestine spirit. To them he should leave
goods and hand-made items like a servant to his master and like one op-
pressed before 23 someone domineering him. He should be a man enthusiastic
for the decree and for its time, for the day of revenge. He should perform
(God’s) will in all that his hand should tackle 24 and in all that he controls, as
he commanded. And all that happens to him he should welcome freely and be
gratified by nothing except God’s will. 25 He should relish all the words of his
mouth, wish for nothing that he has not commanded [and] be ever alert to the
precept of God. 26 [ ... and in distr]ess he shall bless his Creator and in all that
happens he shall re[count ... and with the offering of] his lips he shall bless

Col. X (=4Q256 x1x, XX; 4Q258 vii-x; 4Q260 11-v) 1 during the periods which
God decreed: at the commencement of the dominion of light, during its rota-
tion and at its retirement to its appointed abode. At the commencement of
2 the vigils of darkness when he opens his store and stretches them upwards
and during its rotation, when it retires before the light. When 3 the lights shine
out of the holy vault, when they retire to the abode of glory. At the entry of the
seasons in the days of the new moon together with their rotations during
4 their stations renewing each other. It is a great day for the holy of holies, and
a sign Blank of the opening of his everlasting mercies for the beginnings of
5 the seasons in every future age. Blank At the commencement of the months in
their seasons, and of the holy days in their sequence, as a reminder in their
seasons.

And in all my existence the precept
will be engraved on my tongue to be a fruit of eulogy, and a portion (of offer-
ing) of my lips. {I shall tune} ¢ I will sing with knowledge and for the glory of
God shall all my music be, the playing of my harp according to his holy order,
and the whistle of my lips I shall tune to its correct measure. 7o At the onset of
day and night I shall enter the covenant of God, and when evening and morn-
ing depart I shall repeat his precepts; and by their existence I shall set 17 my
limit without turning away. I acknowledge his judgment to be right according
to my pervertedness; my sins are before my eyes, like an engraved decree. To
God I shall say: «My justice», r2 and to the Most High: «Establisher of my

For to God
(belongs) the judgment of every living being, and it is he who pays man his
wages. I shall not be jealous with a wicked 19 spirit, and my soul shall not

crave wealth by violence; I {shall not sustain angry resentment for those who
convert} /shall not be involved/ in any dispute with the men of the pit /until
the day/ of vengeance. However, my anger I shall not 20 remove from unjust
men, nor shall I be appeased, until he carries out his judgment. I shall not
sustain angry resentment for those who convert from iniquity, but I shall have
no mercy 2 for all those who deviate from the path. I shall not comfort the
oppressed until their path is perfect. I shall not retain Belial within my heart.
From my mouth shall not be heard 22 foolishness or wicked deceptions;
sophistries or lies shall not be found on my lips. The fruit of holiness will be
on my tongue, profanity 23 shall not be found on it. With hymns shall I open
my mouth and my tongue will continually recount both the just acts of God
and the unfaithfulness of men until their iniquity is complete. 24 I shall re-
move from my lips worthless words, unclean things and plotting from the
knowledge of my heart. With prudent counsel {I shall hide} /I shall recount/
knowledge, 25 and with discretion of knowledge I shall enclose him with a
solid fence to maintain faithfulness and staunch judgment according to the
justice of God. I shall share out 26 the regulation with the cord of the ages and
[...] justice (and) compassionate love with the oppressed, and to strengthen
the hands of the dismay[ed, to teach]

Col. x1(=4Q264) 1 understanding to those with a stray spirit and to instruct in
the teaching those who complain to reply with meekness to the haughty of
spirit, and with a broken spirit to the men of 2 the bending (of the law), those
who point the finger and speak evil, Blank and are keen on riches. As for me, to
God belongs my judgment; in his hand is the perfection of my behaviour with
the uprightness of my heart; 3 and with his just acts he cancels my iniquities.
For from the source of his knowledge he has disclosed his light, and my eyes
have observed his wonders, and the light of my heart the mystery of 4 exist-
ence. What always is, is support for my right hand, the path of my steps goes
over firm rock, it does not waver before anything. For the truth of God is 5 the
rock of my steps, and his might the support of my right hand. From the spring
of his justice is my judgment and from the wonderful mystery is the light in
my heart.

However, I belong to evil humankind, to the assembly of unfaithful flesh; my
failings, my iniquities, my sins, {...} with the depravities of my heart, 0 be-
