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The sky over Bethlehem on that memorable night

two thousand years ago was filled with joy. As the

angels sang, they brought a message to the feairful

shepherds. It was a message of hope - an announce-

ment that a child had been bom in Bethlehem, and

that He would bring peace to the earth.

However, just nine months previously, an

angel appeared to a young girl named Mary and made

an announcement that changed the world. He said:

''Fear not, Mary; for thou hast found favour

with God. And, behold, thou shalt conceive in

thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt

call his name Jesus. He shall be great and

shall be called the Son ofthe Highest: and the

Lord God shall give unto him the throne of

his father David: And he shall reign over the

house of Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom

there shall be no end." (Luke 1:30-33)

Mary was specifically instructed to name the child

''Jesus." It was not an uncommon name in Israel. It

was common practice among the Israelites to name
their children aft;er great men of old. And the name

Jesus is the Greek equivalent of the name Joshua.

Mary was probably glad to name her baby after such

a great man But little did she know the beauty of

that name - a name that would come down through

two thousand years of man's history - a name that

would become the "Desire ofall Nations." (Haggai 2:7)

The name Jesus means "Saviour."

As His name was registered in the Roman cen-

sus, it was written in Greek, the official language used

by the Romans at that time. It was spelled IrjGOvg.

In the Greek language, as used at that time, the

letters of their alphabet were also used as numbers.

And the letters that spell His name add to 888.

This use oftheir alphabet was called Gematria.lt

was also used by the ancient Hebrews in which the 22

letters of their alphabet also had numeric value. The

ancient Hebrew name for this method ofnotation has

been lost, and it has become the custom to refer to

both as Gematria.

Ifyou are unfamiliar with the use of Gematria it

may be helpful to refer to Appendix 2 ofthis text where

you will find an explanation of its methods and its

use.

Old Testament, and the Greek text of our New Testa-

ment, is in fact an awesome code by which we can

discern a pattern and a plan that tells the whole story

of redemption through Jesus Christ. This ancient

Number Code encompasses the entire dimensions of

creation and the patterns and cycles of time.

Realizing the magnitude and the beauty of these

patterns in the whole of creation, it is no surprise that

the name of the One who came to earth to redeem

man would bear a number that is planted there.

His name means Saviour. In the Gospel of John

we are told that ''The world was made by Him, " and

Because an artist signs his name to his work, we

can, centuries later, look at it and know that it is the

authentic work ofthat specific artist. Just so with the

created universe, we can look at the signature and

know that it is positive evidence of the identity of the

One who created it.

The above numbers, obtained from the Hebrew

and Greek texts of the Bible are indeed impressive,

for they define the dimensions of our earth.

What's in a Name?

We often sing "Jesus! Jesus! Jesus! - There's

something about that name." Yes, there is something

about that name. The angel told Mary to call His name

Jesus.

Nearly 800 years previously, the prophet Isaiah

had received a message from God which said:

''Behold, a virgin shall be with child and shall

bring forth a son; and she shall call His name

Immanuel"

Matthew quoted this text from the book ofIsaiah,

and surprisingly, we find that its Greek equivalent

bears His number of888. Thus, even though the name

prophesied was Immanuel, the prophecy bears the

number of the name Jesus. Matthew's version reads:

''Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall

bring forth a son, and they shall call His name

Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God

with us."

Matthew was probably not aware that this verse

from his gospel has a total numeric value of 8880.

Just a few verses before this, Matthew told ofthe

visit of an angel to Joseph, the husband ofMary. The

angel had told him:

"She shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt

call his name Jesus; for he shall save his

people from their sins/* (Matthew 1:21)

Joseph knew that the name of Jesus (Joshua)

meant Saviour. Throughout the New Testament, the

title "Saviour" has a numeric value of 1408. In

Gematria, zeros are merely place holders and have

no meaning; thus it could also be written as 148. Note

on page 5 the title of "Christ" has a numeric value of

1480, which, by the rules of Gematria, could also be

written as 148.

Here is a list of some that I have found in my
study of Gematria. It is by no means complete, but it

does indeed show a pattern of meaning.

In I Corinthians 5:7 the Apostle Paul made the

statement: ''Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us."

The Passover was an event which had its begin-

nings in the year 1447 B.C. It was the day of the last

night in Egypt, before the Israelites began their long.

40-year trek through the wilderness. Terrible and

wonderful things happened that night.

God had sent a series of plagues upon Egypt to

induce the Pharaoh to release the Israelites from the

bondage of slavery and allow them to return to their

homeland. That fateful night, the tenth and final

plague was about to fall upon that nation — a plague

that would take the life of every firstborn, both of

humans and animals. And, because the IsraeUtes were

dwelling there, the plague would affect their families

as well.

God instructed His people to kill a lamb and

sprinkle some ofits blood upon the doorframes oftheir

homes. When the death angel passed through the land

that night, he passed over those homes and spared

the firstborn who were "under the blood." Thus the

event came to be known as the Passover.

It is not just folklore that has been handed down

from generation to generation. The event really hap-

pened. And encoded into this event is the story of

redemption through Jesus Christ. The lamb that was

killed represents Jesus. It is through the shedding of

His blood that those who are "under the blood" are

given the hope of life.

The Israelites killed their lamb at 3:00 in the

afternoon ofthe 14th day ofNisan. Exactly 1480 years

later (Hebrew inclusive counting), at 3:00 in the

afternoon of the 14th day of Nisan, the Lamb of God
lifted His head heavenward from that torturous cross.

and proclaimed ''It is finished/' As He breathed His

last breath, His head dropped in death.

The use of the number 148 in this pivotal event

in history is awesome! It confirms the authenticity of

the Number Code as well as the chronology. It is noth-

ing that has been contrived by man. It is there in the

Hebrew and Greek texts, and we are but innocent

observers of its beauty.

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The angel that appeared to Mary had told her to

name her baby "Jesus." And the angel that appeared

to Joseph instructed him also to name the baby

"Jesus." However, when Isaiah prophesied ofthis birth

ofa Saviour, he was told that His name would be called

"Wonderful." The Gematria for these names is not

merely a mathematical curiosity.

The Is and the 8s appear often in the Gematria

of the Bible, and with meaning. Jesus said '7 am the

Alpha and the Omega, the First and the Last. " He was

not just talking about the first and last letters of the

Greek alphabet, which are Alpha (1) and Omega (800).

He was also referring to the fact that He was the

Beginner and the New Beginner. It has been observed

in the Number Code that the number 1 represents

Beginning. But just as in the musical octave, when

we reach tone number eight, we experience a nev/

beginning of the scale, except at a higher pitch, so

likewise in the Number Code we find the octave with

its beginning and its new beginning.

We think of the musical scale as ascending

because in modern times it is written that way. How-

ever, in ancient times the notes were played down the

scale, as if descending from heaven. Because of this,

the names for the tones were devised to portray this

divine origin. The names for these tones were given

to us by Guido d' Arezzo about A.D. 1000. We know

them in their descending order as DO-SI-LA-SOL-

FA-MI-RE-DO. These popular names are reaJly only

the first letters of their Latin names - the DO stand-

ing for Dominus, which is Latin for Lord. It starts with

DO, the beginning, and ends with DO, the new begin-

ning.

John stated it beautifully when he said:

''In the beginning was the Word, and the Word

was with God, and the Word was God. The

same was in the beginning with God. All

things were made by Him; and without Him
was not anything made." (John 1:1-3)

The title "Lord" in the New Testament is the

Greek word Kvpiog 800, and sometimes it is spelled

Kvpwv, 1000, depending upon its placement in the

sentence. Thus it carries the thought of the Beginner

and the New Beginner.

When Isaiaih prophesied concerning the One who

would be called Wonderful, he said:

''For unto us a Child is born, to us a Son is

given; and the government shall be on His

shoulder; and His name shall be called Won-

derful, Counselor, the mighty God, the ever-

lasting Father, the Prince of Peace (Isaiah

9:6)

This prophecy contains a piece of evidence of

divine authorship that I found to be magnificent. Let

me share it with you.

Much has been written today about the Bible

Codes. That term usually means the Equidistant Let-

ter Sequence concept or the ELS Code. Upon first hear-

ing ofthe discovery ofthis code, I was cautiously curi-

ous. I had been studying the Number Code for many

years, and had proven it to be authentic and the evi-

dence for the divine hand in the compilation of the

scriptures. If this new concept of the ELS Code were

true, it would be an added confirmation ofthe authen-

ticity of the Bible as the Word of God. If the ELS con-

cept could be found also to incorporate the use of

Gematria, then it would, in fact, reveal yet a third

Code. The idea intrigued me.

But where to start? I did not have computer soft-

ware that could run that kind of a test, and the idea

of doing it manually was inconceivable. Yet my curi-

osity compelled me to give it a try. With a Masoretic

What's inaName?

Text in my lap, I began flipping through its pages,

trying to get ideas for a good place to start. Suddenly

my eyes fell on Isaiah 9:6. This was probably the most

well-known text in the entire Old Testament which

was a clear prophecy of the coming of Jesus. Perhaps

the Hebrew text would reveal something by an equi-

distant skipping of its letters.

Not knowing what skip sequence to use, I began

with 7. 1 counted off every seven letters and assigned

the numeric value to each seventh letter. When fin-

ished with that exercise, I totalled the numbers that I

had obtained. When I saw the answer on my calcula-

tor I sat there in shock. The total was 888.

Perhaps I had made a mistake. I repeated the

test, and again obtained a total of 888. My pulse was

racing with excitement. Could it be possible that God

had encoded this prophecy by both the ELS Code and

the Number Code? Could it be possible that encoded

within this text that clearly points to Jesus, is the

number of His name? Was my excitement clouding

clear thinking? Perhaps it was simply a coincidence,

and not the intention ofthe Author. Yet, I had to know.

With the Masoretic Text open to the book of

Isaiah, I began flipping pages again. But I did not go

far before my eyes again fell on a well-known text that

is a clear prophecy ofthe coming ofJesus. It was Isadah

11:1. Quickly I counted off every seventh letter and

assigned their numeric values. And with calculator in

hand, I added them. As I punched the "equal" key on

16 The Bible 's awesome Number Code!



the calculator my eyes hurriedly looked at the dis-

play. It had three wonderful numbers in it - they were

888.

The book dropped to the floor as Ijumped up and

began running around the house shouting, "It's real!

It's real! It's real!"

Let me share them with you. Remember, Hebrew

reads from right to left.

In this verse (Isaiah 11:1), which is clearly a

prophecy describing Jesus, it calls Him by a rather

strange name - a Branch. Isaiah was not the only one

who used this name. The prophets Jeremiah and

Zechariah also used it, when telling of the One who

would come from the line of David and do wonderful

things. But it is the Number Code that presents the

positive evidence that the One called the Bramch is

indeed the One who would be called Lord Jesus Christ.

We have observed that the name Lord Jesus

Christ has a numeric vsJue of 3168. However, some-

times the final letter in "Lord" changes with the posi-

tion it holds in the sentence. This is characteristic of

the Greek language. Thus Lord sometimes has the

value of 800 and sometimes the value of 1000, as

shown below.

''In that day will the Branch of Jehovah be

beautiful and glorious, and the fruit of the

earth for pride and for glory for the survivors

ofIsrael." (Isaiah 4:2)

By adding all the Hebrew letters in this verse, as

we find them in the Masoretic Text, we obtain a total

of 3368. When further studying the Gematria of this

verse, we find remarkable evidence that it was not a

random coincidence - it was the purpose and the

intent of the One who gave the prophecy to Isaiah.

Hidden within this one verse is the name "Jesus,"

as well as several other identifying titles and descrip-

tions of Him. It bears the marks of a Master of

encryption. It also attests to the fact of one Author of

both Old and New Testaments - the God of heaven!

How else can we explain the beauty and harmony of

the Gematria that is displayed here!

2960 = Son of Man, viog tov avOpconov

296 = Only begotten, jiovoyevri

The prophet Zechariah also wrote about the

Branch, and it becomes apparent that they were not

his words, but the words of the One who gave him the

words to write.

''The Man whose name is the Branch, He shall

grow up out ofHis place, and He shall build

the temple of Jehovah." (Zechariah 6:12)

Adding all the Hebrew letters in this verse as

they appear in the Masoretic Text, we obtain a total

of 2368. What a beautiful confirmation that this One

who will build the temple of Jehovah is none other

than Jesus Christ, for it is the number of His name.

Jesus has another name which is seldom used,

except perhaps in Christmas songs. It is Immanuel.

For mamy years I have wondered why God had

instructed Isaiah to write that this child of the virgin

would be called Immanuel, but when the time came

for Him to be born, Mary and Joseph were each

instructed to call Him Jesus.

Isaiah had written:

''Therefore the Lord Himself shall give you a

sign, Behold, the virgin shall conceive and

shall bring forth a son; and she shall call His

name Immanuel." (IsaiaJi 7:14)

When Matthew records this, he begins by tell-

ing us that the Lord appeared to Joseph in a dream,

and said:

''Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take

unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is con-

ceived in her is of the Holy Spirit. And she

shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call

his name Jesus: for he shall save his people

from their sins."

Then he immediately follows this by saying:

"Now all this was done, that it might be ful-

filled which was spoken of the Lord by the

prophet, saying, 'Behold, a virgin shall be with

child, and shall bring forth a son, and they

shall call his name Emmanuel/ which being

interpreted is, God with us"

For many years this has seemed inconsistent to

me. Why the double message? Why prophesy that His

name would be Immanuel, and then when the time

comes for the birth, tell them that His name is to be

Jesus?

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When I first saw the number 197 it did not mean

much to me, for it did not appear to fit into the num-

ber patterns that I had found throughout both the Old

and New Testaments. Then one day I received a let-

ter from my friend, Neil Pinter who lives in Borger,

Texas. He does some marvelous things with God's

numbers. He showed me the magnificent reality of

the number 197 and how it relates to the name of

Immanuel. He did the math, and found that the

entire surface area of our planet earth is 197 million

square miles. The relationship to Jesus is indeed pro-

found!

This is of course based on earth's mean diameter

of 7920 miles, considering earth as a smooth sphere

rather than its actual mountainous and polar flattened

condition.

Entire surface area of a smooth sphere of the earth
197 million square miles

197 = Immanuel
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We have seen that the diameter of the earth -

7,920 miles - bears the name Lord Jesus Christ. And

we have seen that a square drawn around the cir-

cumference of the earth - 31,680 miles - also bears

the name Lord Jesus Christ. Now we find that the

entire surface area of our planet - 197 million square

miles - bears His name Immanuel.

Earth's circumference also beairs His name. It is,

perhaps, a little more subtle, yet beautiful!

The prophet Joel spoke of a time when Israel,

and eventually the whole world, will learn righteous-

ness. He recorded it in language describing the life-

giving rain that comes at seed time and harvest time.

He said:

''Be glad then, sons of Zion, and rejoice in

Jehovah your God. For He has given you the

former rain according to righteousness, and

He will cause the rain to come down for you,

the former rain and the latter rain" (Joel 2:23)

In some translations this reads ''He has given you

a teacher ofrighteousness according to righteousness/'

Of course, that Teacher is none other than Jesus

Christ. The former rain and the latter rain are per-

sonified in Him.

Reading the words in the sequential order in

which they appear in the Masoretic Text, it says: "And

made to come down to you the rain" Taking each of

the Hebrew letters in this statement, and multiply-
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ing them together (instead ofadding) produces a num-

ber that is the rounded figure for the circumference of

the earth. (When multiplying the numeric values of

the letters it is necessary to drop the zeros because

they are cumbersome and unnecessary, and not a part

of the Gematria.)

The circumference of the earth, based upon the

mean diameter of 7,920 miles is 24,881.392 miles. The

difference amounts to approximately 1/2 mile in

diameter, and since our figure of 7,920 is also a

rounded figure we are well within the area of accu-

racy for the intended design.

It is awesome indeed to find that man!s home,

the earth, is Hterally surrounded by the name ofJesus.

He was the agent of Jehovah in the creation of all

things. John told us that ''all things were made by Him
and without him was nothing made"

It is strangely similar to something that the

Apostle Paul said when he was in Athens. He had

found in Athens many images of the gods of the

Greeks. But when he ascended Mars Hill, he found

there an altar with the inscription: "To the Unknown
God." This commanded his attention and prompted

him to give a brief lecture to those who were nearby.

He said:
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'ITe men ofAthens, Iperceive that in all things

ye are too superstitious. For as Ipassed by and

beheld your devotions, I found an altar with

this inscription: TO THE UNKNOWN GOD.

Whom therefore ye ignorantly worship, him

declare I unto you. God that made the world

and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord

of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples

made with hands; neither is worshipped, with

men's hands, as though he needed anything,

seeing hegiveth to all life, and breath, and all

things; and hath made of one blood all

nations of men for to dwell on all the face of

the earth, and hath determined the times

before appointed, and the bounds oftheir habi-

tation; that they should seek the Lord, ifhaply

they might feel after him, and find him,

though he be not far from every one of us: For

in him we live, and move, and have our

being." (Acts. 17:22-28)

Indeed, in Him we live and move and have our

being! For Jesus, as the agent of Jehovah in the

creation of all things, has placed His name in the

entire geometry of the earth - the home in which we

dwell.

In the 8th chapter of Proverbs we are given a

description of His work of creation. It is stated in the

first person singular, as if He were the one telling us
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of all that had happened in the formation ofthe earth

and preparing it for man's habitation. And He ends

with a precious and surprising statement.

''Jehovahpossessed me in the beginning ofHis

way, before His works from then. I was set up

from everlasting; from the beginning, before

the earth ever was. When there were no depths,

I was spun out (brought forth); when there

were no springs heavy with water. Before the

mountains were settled; before the hills, I was

spun out (brought forth); before He had made

the earth and the fields, or the highestpart of

the dust of the world. When He prepared the

heavens, I was there; when He set a circle on

the face of the deep; when He set the clouds

above; when he made the strong fountains of

the deep; when He gave to the sea its limit,

that the waters should not trangress His com-

mands when He decreed the foundations of

the earth; then I was at His side, like a master

workman; and I was His delight daily, rejoic-

ing at every time before Him; rejoicing in the

world. His earth; and My delights were with

the sons of men.'' (Proverbs 8:22-31)

This beautiful text describes Him as the master

workman of the Father, daily pleasing and delighting

Him. He rejoiced in the creation of the earth and in

the preparing of it to be man's home. But when all

i
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was done, His delight was with the sons of men.

At first, it causes us to wonder: in view of His

intimate interaction with the Father in all the works

of creation, why would His delights be with the sons

ofmen? Surely man, in his present sinful state, could

not possibly be worthy of such passion.

Perhaps Jesus, Himself, gave us an insight into

this magnificent love that He had for His human cre-

ation.

When Jesus was with His disciples. He told them

some parables regarding the work of establishing His

coming kingdom. Recorded in Matthew 13:44 we find:

''Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto

treasure hid in a field; the which when a man
hath found, he hideth, and forjoy thereofgoeth

and selleth all that he hath, and buyeth that

field."

Perhaps He was taJking about Himself. Perhaps

He was telling us that the field was the vast world

that He had created, and that He found in it a beauti-

ful treasure - something so precious to Him that He
was willing to give all that He had to purchase it.

Then, in reality, on the afternoon of the 14th of

Nisan, in the year A.D. 33, He died by the cruel death

of crucifixion. He did not die for any sin that He had

committed, for He was perfect and without sin. He

died for the sin of Adam. He legally purchased the

whole Adamic race by His own precious blood. And
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when the Roman soldiers came and thrust a spear

through His side, His blood spilled out upon the

ground. By this He purchased the earth - man's home

- the earth that He had created and given to man for

a possession.

Additionally, He found something else in that

yield." He found a bride! Yes, the treasure was in the

field, and He came to purchase the whole field. It was

born of a love that is far beyond our comprehension.

The ancient Greeks called nine "the

horizon," as it lies at the edge of the shore before

the boundless ocean of numbers that repeat in

endless cycles the principles of the first nine dig-

its. Nothing lies beyond the principles of nine,

which the Greeks called the Ennead.^

Why is a baby born nine months after concep-

tion? It is because its gestation time is complete. Why
do we say that a cat has nine lives? It is because of its

seeming indestructability. Why do we speak of "the

whole nine yards?" It is because we are talking about

the wholeness or completion of an action. Why are

there nine planets orbiting the sun in our Solar Sys-

tem? It is because it completes the whole.

The uses of the number 9 in the Gematria of the

Bible reveal its meaning. It always has to do with the

concept ofwholeness or perfection.

The word perfection in Hebrew is and it

adds to 90. The first words of the Bible are "In the

beginning God" and its numeric value is 999. It is

telling us, in code, that God was in the realm of per-

fection and completion even before He began the work

of creation.

Thus the number had to be

written pjid, which is the Gematria for 144, then fol-

lowed it by the word "thousands " Thus, in Revela-

tion 7 it appears as pjiS jEiAa^Ei;, which has the

numeric value of 999.

In the light of the above uses ofthe number nine,

it is not surprising that Bethlehem should bear this

number. But Bethlehem has another number. The

principle and use of Gematria in the Bible not only

The study of the number 432 would not be com-

plete without acknowledging the remarkable fact that

the radius of our sun is 432,000 miles.

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Just out of curiosity, I divided 1958 by the Golden

Proportion (.618) and to my surprise, the answer that

came up on my calculator was 3168, the number for

Lord Jesus Christ. Wow! Then in my excitement, I

multiplied 1958 by the Golden Proportion and hur-

riedly looked at the answer on the calculator - it was

1210, the Gematria for "She shall bring forth a Son"

from Matthew 5:1. As I pondered all this, I knew that

these numbers were not simply random coincidences

- they had been designed by a Master Hand, the Hand

that formed the world and made man upon it.

Buy why the Golden Proportion? Because it is the

divine growth principle that is an integral part of the

process of creation.

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When the angel Gabriel appeared to Mary and

told her that she would have a son who would be the

Saviour, he also told Mary that her cousin Elizabeth

was with child and would soon have a son. Upon hear-

ing this, Mary went to visit Elizabeth.

When the two women met, Elizabeth greeted

Mary with, ''Blessed art thou among women, and

blessed is the fruit ofthy womb" (Luke 1:42) The record

plainly states that Elizabeth was led ofthe Holy Spirit

to say these words - probably because of their numeric

value. The Gematria for ''the fruit ofthy womb" is 1320.

It is a number that has deep significance as we shall

see shortly.

Mary was a descendant of King David, therefore

her child would be considered as being "from the root

of Jesse " who was the father of David. Isaiah had

prophesied concerning this one who would be of the

"root of Jesse."

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Mathematicians have marvelled at the Golden

Proportion for thousands ofyears.

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Isaiiah had been given the message that a virgin

would bear a son and that she should call His name

Immamuel.

We found the significance in the name Immanuel,

which bears the number 197, in the entire surface area

of the earth, which is 197 million square miles. It is

another evidence of His signature placed on his cre-

ation.

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When the number 1236 is multiphed by the

Golden Proportion, it produces 764. They aire not ran-

dom numbers. Nor is it by coincidence that they

describe the One who would grow up as a Shoot from

the stump of Jesse that had seemingly been in "dry

ground" since the d5niasty of David had been over-

thrown in the year 586 B.C.

We have seen that the number 1 represents a

Beginning and the number 8 represents a New Be-

ginning.

His death

at 3:00 in the afternoon was the same hour that Moses

was told to kill the Passover lamb. And, as Jesus hung

on the cross, the priests were undoubtedly killing their

lambs for Passover.

Isaiah wrote about the events of that awful day

and although it was nearly 800 years before the fact,

yet he described it as if he had been an eye-witness.

He said:

*'He was oppressed, and He was afflicted, but

He did not open His mouth. He was led as a

lamb to the slaughter; and as a ewe before her

shearers is dumb, so He opens not His mouth /'

(Isaiah 53:7)

If we were to take the words as they appear

sequentially in the Masoretic Text, and add their

numeric values we would get the positive identifica-

tion of the One who was being spoken of.

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It was on a lonely hill outside the walls ofJerusa-

lem that this Heavenly One, who came to earth to be

born, to suffer, and to die as a man, hung on a cruel

cross that afternoon.

Its

Greek name was Kranion, Kpocvwv, whose numeric

value is 301.

At 3:01 in the afternoon, as he looked heaven-

ward and said "It is finished/' the moon began to

ecUpse. It was at 3:01 Greenwich Time that the eclipse

began. God makes no mistakes with His timing, nor

does He rely on coincidences. The word "moon" in the

New Testament is GeXr\vr\, and its Gematria is 301.

Yes, He who had formed the moon and put it into its

orbit around the earth, now had given up His human
life at 3:01, on a hill called Calvary (301) precisely

when the moon (301) began to eclipse. It was the

exact hour when the priests were killing the lambs

for Passover. Lambs, has a numeric value of

301.

Calvary was a very special place. It was pairt of a

hill that had become known as the meeting place

between God and man. It was once known as Mount

Moriah. That was before excavation and construction

was done, which divided the hill. It was the rocky

summit ofMount Moriah where Abraham offered his

son, Isaac, in sacrifice - a picture of God offering His

only begotten Son, Jesus, on this sarne hill nearly

2000 years later.

During the intervening years, this hill became
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the property of King David. He purchased it from a

man named Ornan, p'^i^, whose numeric value is 301.

Later, David's son, Solomon, built the beautiful

temple there. It was indeed the meeting place between

God and man. The place on which the temple was built

came to be known as The Rock, Tli^H, whose numeric

value is 301.

After the temple was destroyed by Nebu-

chadnezzar in 586 B.C., The Rock lay desolate until

the return of the three tribes, Judaih, Benjamin and

part of Levi, from their Babylonian exile. Under the

leadership of Zerubbabel, another temple was built

upon it.

In 21 B.C., Herod the Great, who ruled the land

ofJudea under Caesar Augustus ofRome, rebuilt the

temple. This beautiful and imposing edifice was

destroyed by the army of Titus in A.D. 70 - Rome's

seige ofJerusalem. The only thing that remained was

a portion ofthe retaining wsJl, now known as the Wail-

ing Wall, or the Western Wall.

This site of the temple was also known as the

Foundation, Wi^, whose numeric value is 301.

In A.D. 33, upon a portion of this Rock, Jesus,

the world's Saviour, was crucified. The place was then

called Calvary, Kpavwv, the place of the skull. Its

Gematria is 301.

Through the years it came to be known by

another name. It was referred to as The Holy Mount

at Jerusalem. They called it O'^tDn^n iDnpH ^H^,
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whose Gematria is 1204. A square with sides of 301

will have a perimeter of 1204. I do not think it is a

coincidence. I think it is part of the awesome Number

Code that God has planted in His word.

Wow! Let me catch my breath! This use of

Gematria in the Bible is awesome! But there's more!

There was yet another name for that marvelous

hill- the meeting place between God and man. It was

also called Golgotha. In the New Testament it is

spelled FoXyoOa. It has a numeric value of 186.

Jesus' last words, as He was dying upon that cross

was ''It is finished." In Greek it is spelled yeyovev, and

it has a numeric value of 186.
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Out of curiosity I multiplied 301 by the Golden

Proportion, and when I looked at the answer on my
calculator, the tears began running down my face. I

had stumbled upon something profound! The answer

was 186. All of the names and events pertaining to

that very special hill relate to a Golden Rectangle. I

like to call it The Golden Rectangle of His Passion.

The moon, in Greek, also bears the number 301.

And the moon was vitally involved in the events of

that afternoon, for at the exact time when Jesus died,

the moon began to ecUpse. This meant that the shadow

of the earth was obscuring the light of the sun that

was being reflected off" of the moon. As the moon rose

over Jerusalem that night, it was still in eclipse for

17 minutes.
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Surprisingly, this proportion that exists between

the numbers 301 and 186 is also earth-commensurate.

The combined radii of earth and moon will produce a

right triangle with earth's equator. Using this precise

proportion, the earth and moon can define a right tri-

angle using these two numbers. But when we do this

little exercise in geometry, we come face to face with

the astounding fact that the third side of this triangle

bears the name Jesus Christ. Bear in mind that the

diagram below is not using actual measurements for

the earth and moon, it is using proportionate mea-

sures. When we use the actual measurements, the

results are equally as awesome.

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The number 786 appears, at first glance, to defy

the established number patterns found over and over

in the Number Code. This puzzled me, for the pat-

terns are a mathematical evidence for the authentic-

ity ofthe Code. However, it is composed ofthree num-

bers which are linked with man, the cosmos, and his

Maker.

In the science of Gematria, numbers can be

reversed and still add or multiply to the same num-

ber. They can even be scrambled and will still add or

multiply to the same number. Realizing this to be an

inherent principle of Gematria, I wondered what

would happen ifwe combined these three numbers in

all the possible ways, then obtain their total and their

average. Through working with Gematria for many

years, I had observed that this little exercise in

arithmatic produced some astounding things. So I

tried it with 786. Since it is a three digit number, there

are six ways in which those three digits can be writ-

ten.

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The number 6 pertains to the earth an man. Six

is the number of the cosmos. The Greeks called it the

Hexad. It defines structure-function-order and space-

power-time. Six is a perfect number in that it is the

sum of its factors; but more than this, it is unique

because it is also the product of its factors. In other

words, 1-1-2 + 3 = 6 and 1x2x3 = 6.

In A Beginner's Guide to Constructing the

Universe, Michael S. Schneider makes the following

observation^:

The patterns by which the cosmic creating pro-

cess constructs the universe are consistent on all

levels. Wherever efficient structure-function-order

is required the Hexad appears.

The number six is the basis upon which our home,

the earth, receives its life-giving essence from the sun.

Diameter of the sun: 864,000 - 6 = 144,000

Diameter of the earth: 7,920 - 6 = 1,320

Diameter of the moon: 2,160 6 = 360

Speed of earth's orbit around the sun: 66,600 m.p.h.

The speed at which light comes to us from the

sun is rounded to 186,000 miles per second. Divide

this by 6 and the result is 31,000. The number 31 is

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the Gematria for the original name of God, before the

works of creation. El, ^i^, has a numeric value of 31.

This is merely a brief tip-toeing through a vast

and complex subject, but it is sufficient to show the

consistent meaning of the number 6.

The number 7 in the Bible has reference to the

spirit and the spiritual realm. It is a number used

often in the book of Revelation. The relationship of 7

to the rest of the digits is an odd one. It doesn't really

relate at all; it sort of sits by itself, as if it were out-

side the pattern of digits. The Greeks called it the

Heptad.

Sometime when you're playing with a calculator,

try finding numbers that are evenly divisible by all 9

digits. The problem will always arise when 7 is the

divisor. The lowest possible number that will

divide evenly by all 9 digits is 2520. Not until we reach

2520 will 7 relate to the rest of the digits. It is not

pairt of the earthly realm, but is spiritual.

Seven is a process - it is a means by which 8 is

reached. The number 8 is the New Beginning. And

for the student of Gematria, it is the New Beginning

through Jesus Christ. He left the spirit realm (num-

ber 7) and came to earth to redeem man. Just like the

musical scale, after seven has been completed, it

reverts back to a new beginning with the number 8.

Jesus provided this new beginning for mankind when

He hung upon that cross - an opportunity for a new

life, a resurrection.
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He was the great number 8 who hung upon the

cross, offering Himself in place of Adam. But when

He was laid into the grave, the 8 was laid on its side -

it becomes the symbol of infinity. His death had pro-

vided everlasting life for man.

God instructed Moses to have the Israelites

celebrate seven very special festivals every year. He

even gave Moses a new calendar by which to set the

dates for these events. Their old calendar had begun

in the autumn, but God told Moses:

''This month shall be the chief of months for

you; it shall be the first of the months of the

year for you " (EiyiodiMS 12.2)

He was talking about the month of Abib, which

later became known as Nisan. On the tenth day of

Abib the people were to select a lamb - one for each

household - and keep it until the fourteenth day. On
that day, at 3:00 in the afternoon, they were to kill

the lamb. The blood from the lamb was to be sprinkled

around the doorframes of their houses.

It was a frightful night. The last of ten plagues

was being sent upon Egypt that night, and Moses had

been told that all the firstborn ofman and cattle would

be killed. The only ones to be spared were the first-

borns in the houses with the blood of the lamb on the

door.

That night they were to roast the lamb find eat
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it, with unleavened bread. It became known as the

Passover. It was the first of seven very special festi-

vals which spanned a period of 186 days.

From the day of Passover, 14 Nisan, to the great

eighth day of the Feast of Tabernacles was 186 days

inclusive. Tabernacles was a seven-day festival with

great rejoicing and celebration. It pictured earth's

great Millennium when the Kingdom ofJesus Christ

will flow out from Jerusalem to all the world.

The prophet Zechariaih was instructed to write

concerning this great festival. He wrote:

''And it shall be, everyone who is left from all

the nations which came against Jerusalem

shall go up from year to year to worship the

King, Jehovah of hosts, and to keep the Feast

of Tabernacles {Zechariah 14:16)

And, just as the seven days of the Feast ofTaber-

nacles was followed by the great eighth day, so will

earth's great Millennium, the great Seventh Day, be

followed by the great Eighth Day which John saw in

vision. He described it for us in Revelation 21:

''And Isaw anew heaven and a new earth: for

the first heaven and the first earth were passed

away; and there was no more sea. And I John

saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming

down from God out of heaven, prepared as a

bride adorned for her husband. And I heard
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a great voice out ofheaven saying, Behold, the

tabernacle of God is with men, and he will

dwell with them, and they shall be his people,

and God himself shall be with them, and be

their God. And God shall wipe away all tears

from their eyes; and there shall be no more

death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall

there be any more pain: for the former things

are passed away. And he that sat upon the

throne said. Behold, I make all things new."

(Revelation 21:1-4)

The remainder of chapter 21 goes on to describe

that great Eighth Day, which is the New Beginning

that was secured through the blood of Jesus Christ.

Then in chapter 22, verse 4, it says:

'And there shall be no more curse: but the

throne ofGod and of the Lamb shall be in it."

The numeric value ofthe phrase, 'And there shall

be no more curse" is 186. It is no coincidence. It is part

of the beautiful and intricate Number Code of the

Bible. It is describing the end of the time pictured by

the Feast of Tabernacles, and the beginning of the

great Eighth Day. From Passover to this great Eighth

Day at the end of Tabernacles is precisely 186 days.

In the autumn of the year just previous to His

becoming the Passover Lamb, Jesus went up to

Jerusalem at the time of the Feast ofTabernacles. He
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did not go up on the first day, but rather, waited until

the fourth day. Then when the great Eighth Day came.

He stood up and sadd:

''Ifanyone is thirsty, let him come unto me and

drink/' (John 7:37)

What a stramge thing to say. Perhaps many did

not understamd the meaning of His words. And why

did He wait until the fourth day to go up to Jerusa-

lem, and then wait until the Eighth Day to maike this

proclamation?

Likely it was because of the fact that the Eighth

Day would be the time when the ''water of life" would

flow freely to all who would come to drink. In Revela-

tion 22:17, describing God's great Eighth Day, we find

the invitation:

"Let him that is athirst come. And whosoever

will, let him take the water of life freely."

Isaiah had foretold the coming ofthis day, and he

expanded on the idea:

"Ho, everyone who thirsts, come to the water;

and he who has no silver, come buy grain and

eat. Yes, come buy grain, wine and milk with-

out silver and with no price." (Isaiah 55:1)

On the scale of a thousand years equals one day,

we can see that Jesus came to the feast on the fourth

day, but gave this invitation on the Eighth Day. Thus,
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in reality, it was in the 4000th day that He came to

earth and became the great Passover Lamb. And on

the 8000th day He will give the invitation to come

and drink of the water of life. The time between these

two events is represented by the 186 days from Pass-

over to the Eighth Day of Tabernacles.

This display of the relationship of Gematria to

time is indeed astounding! It does not stand alone. As

has been shown in chapter 3, these two numbers -

301 and 186 - have a proportional relationship to the

Christ, 2368\

The moon was full that evening ofNisan 14, when

the antitypical Passover Lamb hung on the cross of

Calvary - the hill called Golgotha. As it rose over

Jerusalem it probably appeared blood red, for it was

in eclipse.

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interesting relationship to the Passover and the time

between the typical Passover and its fulfillment, the

antitypical Passover, Jesus Christ.

There were 1,480 years (inclusive) between the

killing of the first Passover lamb and the killing of

the antitypical Passover Lamb, Jesus Christ, on Cal-

vary. Using the same mathematical principle that we

used with the number 786 in chapter 3, we find that

the number 301 reveaJs some remarkable evidence of

divine purpose in its planning.

It is yet another display of the awesome relation-

ship of the Number Code to time. But there's more!
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The number of days in the solar year is 365.242.

That is the length of time it takes the earth to com-

plete one orbit of the sun. During this orbit, the earth

revolves on its axis 365.242 times, giving us that many

days and nights. This relationship is our Solar Clock.

Let's consider a square with sides of 365.242.

There is in fact a square with this measure, and it

does indeed relate to the earth's orbit of the sun. It is

the square base of the Great Pyramid in Egypt. The

topstone of this pyramid represents the sun, and its

square base represents earth's orbit around the sun.^

The full measure of each side of its base is 365.242

Pyramid cubits, making the full perimeter 36524.2

Pyramid inches. The Pyramid inch is nearly identical

to the British inch. But for the illustration below, I'm

talking about time: the number of days in one orbit of

the earth around the sun.

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Using the above circle, the next step in this math-

ematical sequence is to draw a square tangent to the

circle (touching on all four sides). Then redefine that

square as a circle.

The relationship of light to time is indeed wor-

thy ofanother look. In the Number Code, "time," "^^P

,

has the value of 124. "Light," 0a>g has a numeric value

of 1500. When we multiply light by time we get the

speed of light: 124 x 1500 = 186,000. Just one of the

Number Code's magnificent gems!
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When Isaiaih told us that a child would be born

whose name would be called Wonderful, he began by

saying:

''The people who walk in darkness have seen

a great light; they who dwell in the land of

the shadow of death, Light has shone on

them/' (Isaiah 9:2)

(Isaiah 25:7-8)

This is the purpose for which Jesus came. John

said that

"He was the true Light, which lighteth every

man that cometh into the world. He was in

the world, and the world was made by Him,

and the world knew Him not." (John 1:9, 10)
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John called Him the ''True Light" and Isaiah

called Him the ''Great Light" The Great Light is the

One who dispells the death shadow; in fact, He not

only dispells it, he removes it completely.

That Great Light is represented by the entire cir-

cuit of the sun through all the twelve signs of the

Zodiac, which requires 25,920 years for completion.

It is called the Great Year. Those heavenly signs tell

the whole story of the plan of God for the salvation of

man through Jesus Christ.^ And it is remarkable

indeed that the Hebrew letters which spell "Great

Light" when multiplied, produce 25920.

The demonstration below has all the earmarks

of divine planning and authorship. It shows the rela-

tion of light from the sun to Jesus being the light of

the world. And when I find these evidences of divine

authorship, I realize that I am merely scratching the

surface of a vast and deep mine, filled with priceless

gems, that is seemingly endless.

Light travels a mean distance ofabout 93 million

miles from the sun to the earth. With each revolution

ofthe earth, it is completely bathed in sunlight. With-

out this light from the sun, no life could exist on our

planet. We are totally dependent upon this light for

our very existence.

Ancient Israel had a very special kind of light. It

consisted of two stones that were attached to the

breastplate of the high priest. They were called the

Urim and Thummim. If the high priest needed to ask

a question of God, he would go into the Tabernacle,

wearing this breastplate, and ask the question. The

answer would be indicated by the lights that would

appear in the stones.

When Nebuchadnezzar's army invaded Jerusa-

lem in 586 B.C., the temple was destroyed. From that
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time onward, the high priest had no Urim and

Thummim with which to receive answers from God.

Seventy years later, when Cyrus gave permission for

the Israelites to return and rebuild their temple, they

had no Ark of the Covenant, no priestly garments, no

breastplate, 2ind no Urim and Thummim.

In the book of Ezra it is recorded that those of

the priestly line who could not find their genealogical

records, would have to wait until a priest appeared

who had a Urim and Thummim, before they could

partake of the priests portion.

''And the governor said to them that they

should not eat of the most holy things until

there stood up a priest with Urim and

Thummim" (Ezra 2:63)

This obscure bit of information might go com-

pletely unnoticed if it were not for the amazing

Gematria it contains.

888 = A priest with Urim and Thummim,

888 = Jesus

Appairently the Priest with Urim and Thummim
is prophetic of Jesus at the time when He is a priest

and king upon the throne of David. It appears to be

prophetic ofa time when there will once again be com-

munication with God. Isaiah prophesied of a time
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when communication with God would be vibrant and

open - in the time ofthe Kingdom that will flow forth

from Jerusalem to all the world. He will no longer be

a God ''who hides himself.''

''And it will be before they call, I will answer;

while they are speaking, then I will hear. The

wolfand the lamb shall feed as one, and the

lion shall eat straw like the ox." (Isaiah 65:24)

Thus we have seen that the Number Code does

indeed relate to both light and time. With that discov-

ery, let's pursue the probe into time and look for evi-

dence that might give insight into the chronology of

man, and especially where we are today on God's time-

clock. It is an awesome task, and one that can only

provide positive proof after the fact. Only hindsight

can be 20-20.

So, it is with an unsure footing that I dare to

explore the path. Yet it lures me on with such entic-

ing yet elusive treasures, that I am helpless to resist.

The study of chronology has been a life long pas-

sion. And the study of Gematria has been an on-going

pursuit for half a lifetime. I cannot resist the lure of

the journey.

Many years ofin-depth search into the history of

man, his recording of events, and their date relation-

ships to astronomical phenomena, has brought me to

the conclusion that we are living in a pivotal point in

the chronology ofman - the ending of a long period of
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6,000 years, and the beginning of the seventh.

On December 31, 1999, as the earth whirled into

each of its 24 time zones, the celebrations were mag-

nificent. For a few briefhours; the peoples ofthe world

were united as one, with a common joy, with a com-

mon hope, and with a common bond never before

experienced. Oh that it could be captured and put into

a bottle, and fed to a world hungry for peace aind har-

mony and love! I believe that most of the celebrants

were unaware of the real specialness of the time.

With Rosh Hoshanah of 1999 we have entered

into a year that completes 6,000 years from the

creation ofAdam, and does indeed put us into a new

Millennium.^

The big debate about which year marks the true

millennium is based on a quirk of the Gregorian cal-

endar, which began, not with zero, but with A.D. 1. It

is, in fact, a moot question, because man's time is prop-

erly counted from the creation ofAdam.

Rosh Hoshanah of 1999 began the Hebrew year

5760. The first observation is that it is 240 years short

of the necessary 6,000. True, it is. This is an acknowl-

edged discrepancy. Even the Encyclopedia Brittanica

states that to convert Hebrew years to Gregorian

years, add 240. Many attempts have been made to

explain the difference, but no one has come up with

conclusive historical evidence for the real reason. Per-

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haps it may have something to do with the Gematria.

Soon after the Israelites left Egypt, under the

leadership of Moses, God called Moses up into the

mount and gave him the laws by which the people

were to experience their special relationship to God.

One of those laws concerned the Sabbath day. Moses

was told:

''Work may be done six days; and on the sev-

enth day is a Sabbath of rest, holy to Jeho-

vah; everyone doing work on the day of the

Sabbath surely shall be put to death. And the

sons of Israel shall keep the Sabbath, to

observe the Sabbath for their generations, a

never ending covenant. It is a sign forever

between Me and between the sons of Israel;

for in six days Jehovah made the heavens and

the earth, and on the seventh day He rested

and was refreshed." (Exodus 31:15-17)

While working with the Gematria of this text, I

tried multiplying the numeric values of the letters in

the words ''six days." The answer got my attention!

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It is quite remarkable that the surface text gives

''six days" while the hidden text appears to be telling

us that the six days will bring us to the year 5760.

The Hebrew year 5760 begins near the end of our

6000th year. But how do we know that the text is tell-

ing us that each of those six days would be 1000-year

days?

The Gematria of the text appears to be giving us

the length of time of each of the six days. By adding

the numeric values of each of the letters in the word

Wwe get 1000.

When God gave these instructions to Moses, did

He hide within it a time measure? Was He telling

Moses that these six days in which man was to work

would be a sign that there would be a grand week of

six days - 6,000 years - which would be followed by a

great Sabbath? It certainly appears that He did. And

the math is accurate.

In the first chapter of Genesis, following the

description of the six days of creation, we are given
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one last thing that was created on the sixth day. It

was man.

'^And God said, 'Let us rriuke man in our im-

age, after our likeness ... and let them have

dominion . . . over all the earth/' (Gen. 1:26-28)

Man was given a dominion, a lease of rulership

over the earth. The length oftime that was to be given

to man for this rulership was not stated here. How-

ever, it was given in Genesis 6:3 at a time when the

destruction ofman was about to happen in the great

deluge. God told Noah:

under which this was said, it does indeed seem strange

Perhaps

I He was indicating to Noah the length oftime thatmam

would have dominion. "His days" could possibly have

been man's days of rulership on the earth.

' It may be that these 120 years that were allotted

to man are Jubilee years. Israel's Jubilee years were

counted on a cycle of49, with the first year of the next
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cycle being the 50th, or Jubilee. However, this was

given to Noah long before the Jubilee cycles were given

to Israel. A Jubilee year is a 50th year, regardless of

the method of counting. And 120 of them would be

6000 years. Were these man's ''days" that God said

were allotted to him? If so, then the Hebrew year 5760,

which begins in the Gregorian 6000, would see the

expiration of that lease of rulership.

Using the ELS Code (Equidistant Letter

Sequence), there appears to be confirmation of this

concept. In showing this below, I do not show the rest

ofthe Hebrew letters that appear in the matrix. They

only serve to confuse the illustration. Only the words

and letters that are involved in the code are shown.

This is found in Numbers 3 and 4.

This remarkable matrix suggests that the

' "appointed time" for "man's days" would be counted

by "Jubilees," which would produce "6000 years,"

bringing us to the year "5760."

It is interesting that the Hebrew word for "loose" is

nn5n, which has a numeric value of 888. It is identi-
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lying Jesus, whose number is 888, as the one who does

the loosening. This word is found in Job 38:31 where

God asked Job the question, ''Can you bind the bands

of the Pleiades, or loosen the cords of Orion?"

Yes, it is Jesus - the Lion of the tribe of Judah,

and the Root of David - who was the only One found

worthy to loosen the seals on the scroll. Why? Because

He was the One who purchased main with His own

precious blood on Calvary. When He purchased man.

He also purchased all ofman's possessions, including

the lease of dominion. It rightfully belongs to Jesus,

but it must wait until man's promised time has

expired. That time was to be 6,000 years. Has it

expired? Very probably!

I thought of this as I watched the celebrations

and the fireworks follow the midnight hour around

the world. Wouldn't it be wonderful if they were cel-

ebrating and giving allegiance to the world's rightful

Ruler! But, unfortunately, the rulers of earth do not

give up that easily. They will not give up without a

fight. The Psalmist prophesied that this would be so.

''Why do the nations swarm, and the peoples

meditate on vanity? The kings ofthe earth set

themselves; yea, the rulers have plotted

together against Jehovah and His anointed

(Messiah), saying, 'We will break Their bands

in two, and throw off Their cords from us/ He

who sits in the heavens shall laugh; Jehovah
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shall mock them. Then He will speak to them

in His anger; and He will trouble them in His

wrath, "YeSy I have set My king on My holy

mount, on Zionf " (Psalm 2:2-5)

The phrase '7 have set My king" multiplies to

5760. Was He encoding, within the text, a time-frame

for the event?

5760 = I have set My king (by multiplication)

5760 = Messiah the Prince (Dan. 9:25) (by multipli-

cation.

Amazingly, the prophet Zechariah, when speak-

ing ofthe coming ofthe Messiah, used the expression,

''Behold, your King" (Zech. 9:9) If we multiply the

numeric values of the Hebrew letters, they will pro-

duce 6000.

About 550 years later, Jesus stood before Pilate,

having been accused of proclaiming Himself king of

the Jews. Pilate presented Jesus before the angry

crowd and said, ''Behold your King " It is recorded in

John 19:14:

"And it was the preparation of the Passover,

and about the sixth hour; and he saith unto

the Jews, Behold your King!"

At the expiration of the 6,000 years the transfer

ofthe right ofrulership takes place. Ifthis corresponds
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to the Hebrew yesor 5760, then we are indeed at a

pivotal point in the whole history of man.

In the New Testament there are three Greek

terms that apply to Jesus, which multiply to 6000.

6000 = King

6000 = Kingdom

6000 = Head (meaning Jesus)

These appear to support the concept that at 6,000

years the right of rulership would be transferred to

Jesus.

If this is indeed the proper time frame, then it

shows us something rather spectacular. It would place

the date at which David was anointed king over all

Israel precisely in the middle of the 6,000 years.

We have seen the evidence that the year 5760

comes at the end of six days. The words ''six days" in

Hebrew multiply to 5760. It is exciting to realize that

the words ''third day" in Hebrew also multiply to 5760.

Perhaps it is telling us that the juncture between the

close of the six days and the beginning of the great

Third Day is the year 5760.

might we expect to happen? I am not a prophet. I can-

not make such a prediction. However, according to the

sequence ofevents in the book ofRevelation, the right

of rulership was followed by the opening of the seals

that had secured the scroll. As each of the first four

seals were opened, horses were seen. With the first

seal a white horse, the second seal a red horse, the

third seal a black horse, and the fourth seal a pale

horse. Many have interpreted these to be: 1. Antichrist;

2. War; 3. Famine; and 4. Death. That, of course, is an

interpretation. It does not paint a pretty picture.

Whatever happens, it will mean the eventual trans-

fer of actual government from the present rulership

by man to the rulership of Jesus Christ.

Following the transfer of actual rulership, the

picture becomes much more beautiful. Isaiah

described it thus:

''Unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son is

given, and the government shall be on His

shoulder; and His name shall be called Won-

derful, Counselor, the mighty God, the ever-

lasting Father, the Prince of Peace. There is

no end to the increase ofHis government and

peace. On the throne of David, and on His

kingdom, to order it and to sustain it withjus-

tice and with righteousness from now on, even

forever." (Isaiah 9:6-7)

It puts the world's hopes for the near future in
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focus, and that's exciting!

This ''Root ofDavid" who opens the seals on the

scroll is the One prophesied in Isaiah 11:1:

"And a Rod proceeds from the stump ofJesse,

and a Branch will hear fruit out ofhis roots"

Reading the words as they appear in sequential

order in the Masoretic Text, "Andproceeds a shootfrom

the stump of Jesse " the numeric values add to 764.

This number, divided by the Golden Proportion pro-

duces 1236. If this were drawn as a Golden Rectangle,

its numbers become most spectacular.

The above numbers all relate to the time of the

legal trauisfer of the right to rule - even to the conflict

that will ensue as the present rulers of earth attempt

to hold on to their power, when "the kingdoms of this
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world have become the kingdom of our Lord and His

Christ/' (Revelation 11:15)

The long side of the rectangle bears the number

2000. It possibly represents, the two thousand years

that come between the birth ofthe King, and the time

when He legally comes to power.

When 2000 is multiplied by the Golden Propor-

tion, we obtain the short side of the rectangle, which

is 1236. The meaining of the name Immanuel - ''God

with us" - has a numeric value of 1236. Probably the

reason it was prophesied that His name would be

Immanuel, yet when He was born they called Him
Jesus, is because the name Immanuel would be His

name when He became earth's rightful ruler.

Isaiah identified Him as the ''Root out of dry

ground/' which also bears the number 1236.

Multiply 1236 by the Golden Proportion and we

obtain the short side of the smaller rectangle, which

is 764. The word "tribulation/' as it appears in the

Greek text of the New Testament, OXixirei, has a

numeric value of 764. It is fitting that this number

should appear here, for the effect of the transfer of

the right to rule will surely bring a time of tribulation

to the world.

The Golden Spiral that can be traced on the cor-

ners of the smaller rectangle has a length of 2966.

How thrilling to find that the number of years from

the end of David's reign to the time of the transfer of

the right to rule is exactly 2966 years. This is, ofcourse,
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based on the analogy previously shown that the

Hebrew year 5760 (Gregorian 1999-2000) is the year

in which this transfer legally takes place.

We live in an exciting time. Great things are hap-

pening in the heavenly realm. God's time-clock of the

ages has ticked its way through six thousand years of

man's history. How fitting that with the turn of the

year, into the year 2000, the world was a-glow with

fireworks! It was a night to remember. It was not, how-

ever, the actual beginning of the new era. That began

silently with Rosh Hoshanah about three months ear-

lier.

And silently it was - for many of us did not even

know when God's Rosh Hoshanah was to occur.

According to the Hebrew calendar, it was to occur on

September 11, 1999. However, if we go all the way

back to the instructions that God gave to Moses for

the placing of the beginning of the Festival Year, the

first month was to be Abib, the month of spring. The

marking of the beginning of the year was to be with

the first New Moon of the spring. It was only in later

years that the method of determing the pattern ofthe

Hebrew calendar changed from this original instruc-

tion to what it is today. Therefore, it left the year 1999

with an ambiguity regarding the real date for Rosh

Hoshanah. Which one was the date on God's calen-

dar? Originally, it was to be the day of the seventh

New Moon. If that method of counting were used in

1999, it would have placed Rosh Hoshanah on Octo-
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ber 9 or 10. Yes, it came silently, and even those who

were watching with great expectation were left in

wonder.

But "time" - that elusive, seemingly capricious

friend, keeps on ticking. It is indeed a friend, for each

day brings us closer to the long-promised Kingdom

for which Jesus taught us to pray:

''Thy Kingdom come, Thy will he done on

earth, as it is done in heaven."

Parables are interesting creations. Sometimes the

surface meaning is obvious and beautiful, yet, if we

look beneath the surface, there is often another, hid-

den meaning, that is quite revealing. Jesus was the

Master of the parable.

One day a lawyer came to Jesus, with the intent

of asking Him a trick question. Jesus answered with

a great truth regarding love for our neighbors. That

is what the surface text plainly reveals. But, being

the Master ofthe parable, He used the opportunity to

teach a far more magnificent truth, which He hid

within its story.

The lawyer asked Him: ''Master, what shall I do

to inherit eternal life It sounds like a legitimate ques-

tion. But he was only setting Him up for the real

intent of his inquiry. Of course Jesus could read the

heart, and knew what to expect. So He said to him:

''What is written in the law? how readiest

thour

Ah! That was just what the lawyer wanted. Jesus

was falling right into his trap, or so he thought.

Proudly he answered, "Thou shalt love the Lord thy
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God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with

all thy strength, and with all thy mind; and thy

neighbour as thyself/*

Jesus answered: ''Thou hast answered right: this

do, and thou shalt live."

Then came the real intent of the questioner. He
replied: ''And who is my neighbour?"

Jesus, knowing that the lawyer was trying to

corner Him, launched into a lengthy parable. The

parable indeed answered the lawyer's question regard-

ing the identification of a neighbor, but in so doing,

He also gave us an insight into the time features of

God's plan for the salvation of man.

Jesus replied:

"A certain man went down from Jerusalem to

Jericho, and fell among thieves, which

stripped him of his raiment, and wounded

him, and departed, leaving him half dead.

And by chance there came down a certain

priest that way: and when he saw him, he

passed by on the other side. And likewise a

Levite, when he was at the place, came and

looked on him, andpassed by on the other side.

But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed,

came where he was: and when he saw him, he

had compassion on him. And went to him and

bound up his wounds, pouring in oil and wine,

and set him on his own beast, and brought
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him to an inn, and took care of him. And on

the morrow when he departed, he took out two

pence, andgave them to the host, and said unto

him, 'Take care of him; and whatsoever thou

spendest more, when I come again, I will

repay thee.' Which now ofthese three, thinkest

thou, was neighbour unto him that fell among

the thieves?"

The lawyer realized that his attempt to trap Jesus

had failed. But little did he realize the real intent of

the parable. It indeed teaches the basic principles of

the whole story of the fall and redemption of man,

and, by its Gematria, suggests its time features.

However, the lawyer undoubtedly read a subtle

message regarding the priesthood, of which the law-

yer may have been a member. In the parable, it was a

priest and a Levite who merely looked at the traveler,

and then passed by on the other side, as not wgmting

to become contaminated with the traveler's plight.

For purposes of identification, let's call the "cer-

tain man" who was traveling from Jerusalem to Jeri-

cho the Traveler.

Jerusalem is built in the hill country, and Jeri-

cho is down in the valley near the Jordan River. Trav-

elers today say that there is a noticeable temperature

change between Jerusalem and Jericho, and as one

reaches Jericho the air becomes quite oppressive in

the summer months. This is because Jerusalem is at
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an elevation of about 2,500 feet above sea level, while

Jericho is about 800 feet below sea level. The steep

descent to Jericho is about 3,300 feet. It is a fitting

picture ofAdam's decent from the perfection in which

he was created, to the degradation into which he fell

as a result of sin.

But a reversal of this is hinted at in the fact that

Jesus was 33 years old when He paid the price for

Adam's sin, thus it becomes a corresponding price for

the descent into sin. In the Gematria of the Bible, the

Hebrew word meaning ''to atone" has the number value

of 330. Thus the reversal of the descent from Jerusa-

lem to Jericho would be the 3,300 feet, or the work of

atonement, bringing man back into the condition that
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he lost.

The Traveler fell among thieves. The thief is

Satan. Adam came under the influence of Satan, who

brought the temptation to disobey. And the thief

stripped him ofhis clothes, wounded him, and left him

half dead.

Clothes, in the symbology of the Bible, represent

our justification. It is only as we are clothed with jus-

tification that we can be acceptable to God. Adam lost

his when he sinned. And he knew it. That is why he

hid from God in the Garden of Eden.

''And the eyes ofboth ofthem were opened, and

they knew that they were naked, and they

sewed leaves of the fig-tree and made girdles

for themselves. And they heard the sound of

Jehovah God walking up and down in the

garden at the breeze of the day. And the man
and his wife hid themselves from the face of

Jehovah God in the middle of the trees of the

garden. And Jehovah God called to the man
and said to him, 'Where are you ?And he said,

7 have heard Your sound in the garden, and I

was afraid, for Iam naked, and I hid myself

And He said, 'Who told you that you were

naked? Have you eaten of the tree of which I

commanded you not to eat? " (Genesis 3:7-11)

In the parable, the Traveler was as good as dead.

If help had not come, he would have died.
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While the Traveler lay there dying, a priest and

a Levite came along. As they drew near, and saw the

Traveler lying there, covered with blood and dirt, they

moved over to the other side of the road, and hurried

past, not doing anything to help him. Just so, the sac-

rifices of the Law, which were in the hands of the

priests and the Levites, were completely unable to help

fallen man or to heal his wounds.

''For the law having a shadow ofgood things

to come, and not the very image of the things,

can never with those sacrifices which they

offer year by year continually, make the com-

ers thereunto perfect. For then would they not

have ceased to be offered? Because that the

worshippers once purged should have had no

more conscience ofsins. But in those sacrifices

there is a remembrance again made of sins

every year. For it is not possible that the blood

of bulls and ofgoats should take away sins."

(Hebrews 10:1-4)

Enter: the Good Samaritan! He came along, and

seeing the Traveler suffering certain death, He had

compassion on him. The Good Samaritan is Jesus. He

bound up his wounds, poured oil and wine on him to

clean off the blood and mud, and to soothe his aching

body. It describes the work of redemption. It pictures

the work of the spirit (oil and wine) in transforming

the sinful nature back into that which can be accept-
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able to God.

The Good Samaritan put the Traveler on his "own

beast," which means that the Good Samaritan walked

while the injured man rode on the donkey. It is a beau-

tiful picture of Jesus giving himself for Adam —

taking the sinner's place. He brought the Traveler to

a place where he could be cared for. It shows that the

work of atonement is to heal mankind from Adamic

sin.

The identification of ''His own beasf is most

interesting. The Gematria for ''own" is 144 - a num-

ber that aJways identifies God's realm. This means

that the One who came to make atonement was in

God's 1 ealm. However, when we add the numeric val-

ues for "own beast" it totals 792. It is describing the

place of salvation — the earth, whose mean diameter

is 7,920 miles. The Hebrew word for "salvation" has a

numeric value of 792. Thus the placing of the Trav-

eler on His own beast is telling ofthe salvation ofman
by means of the sacrifice of Jesus. He came to earth,

the place of salvation.

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The Good Samaritan brought the Traveler to an

inn so he could be cared for. He gave the innkeeper

*'two pence" to pay for his care, and assured him that

ifthere were any additional costs, He would pay when

He returned. The numeric value of ''two pence" is also

648 - the same as the value of ''beast/' thus we have

the corresponding price, paid for the Traveler.

Two pence was two day's wages. It provides a

beautiful chronological significance. Two pence would

be that which could be earned in two days. Could it

have reference to the two days from the first advent

of Jesus to the second advent? I suspect that it does.

The concept of two is repeated, for although it was

two day's wages, it would be enough to care for the

Traveler for two months. It was a price paid to cover

the time until the Good Samaritan "comes again" The

fact that it would care for the Traveler for two months,

would mean 60 days, and it may very well have refer-

ence to the entire 6,000 years from the wounding of

the Traveler (Adam) to the return ofthe Good Samari-

tan.

"When I come again I will repay." The Good

Samaritan reveals here that He plans to return to get

the Traveler. But what did He mean by the statement

"I will repay?" It is interesting that the numeric value

for "I will repay" is 2000. Is Jesus suggesting here

that His return will be 2,000 years after His first

advent? He appears to be associating the concept of

His coming again with the concept of repaying.
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Whether or not a time prophecy is implied, it is cer-

tain that Jesus indicated by this parable that He would

return for the Traveler (Adam and his race). You can-

not return to a place where youVe never been.

Jesus said ''when I come again" I will repay. The

Greek words used here may indicate the time of that

return. The literal Greek text says ''in the return." The

words "in the" ev tco multiply to 6000, dropping the

rest of the zeros. And "return," enavepxsGdox, multi-

plies to 54, dropping the zeros. Ifnot planned, it was a

rather convenient coincidence. The number 54 in the

Gematria ofthe Bible appears to have reference to the

time of the end of man's rule and the time for the

ushering in of the Kingdom of God. Below are a few

examples.

By addition:

5040 = The Kingdom of our Lord and
His Christ (Revelation 11:15)

5040 - The ransomed of the Lord shall

return (Isaiah 35:10

By multiplication:

504 = Seventh day, ^i?^nu;n DV
504 = Until Shiloh comes (Gen. 49:10)

But with the turning of the epoch of man's allot-

ted dominion, we are only painfully aware that man
is still ruling. When will the kingdoms of this world

become the "Kingdom ofour Lord and His Christ?"

The prophecies proclaim that He will sit on the
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throne ofDavid and that He will bring righteous gov-

ernment to this earth. Oh how we long for that King-

dom!

The prophet Amos wrote:

*'In that day I will raise up the house ofDavid

that has fallen, and will wall up its breaks.

And I will raise up its ruins, and I will build

it as the days of old; so that they may possess

... all nations on whom My name is called,

states Jehovah who is doing this." (Amos 9:11-

12)

The Hebrew letters in 'Hhe house ofDavid,"^^^^

riDD, have a numeric value of 504. It appears to be

connected numerically with the events at the begin-

ning of the Seventh Day.

Isaiah wrote:

"And the key of the house ofDavid I will lay

on His shoulder; so He shall open, and no one

shall shut; and he shall shut, and no one shall

open.'' (Isaiah 22:22)

What is the key?
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The Key

We might wonder who it is that will be given the

Key to the house of David, but the positive identifica-

tion was furnished bj/ Jesus, Himself, when He gave

the Revelation to John. He quoted Isaiah 22:22 and

applied it to Himself.

''These things saith he that is holy, he that is

true, he that hath the key of David, he that

openeth, and no man shutteth; and shutteth,

and no man openeth." (Revelation 3:7)

God had promised David that His dynasty would

last forever. Yet David died after reigning for 33 1/2

years over all Israel in Jerusalem. Eventually, the last

king of the Davidic line was taken captive and killed

in the year 586 B.C. Did God's promise fail?

It might appear so; however exactly one thousand

years after David was anointed king over all Israel,

another future King was born of the line of David. He
lived 33 1/2 years, corresponding the the length of

David's reign in Jerusalem. Four days before His

death, He rode into Jerusalem on a donkey while the

people proclaimed Him king. He did not, however, use

the Key of the house of David at that time, for within

The Key 111



four days He hung upon a cross on Calvary's hill,

dying as the antitypical Passover Lamb.

But He assured John that He still had posses-

sion of the Key of David. What is the Key? A key is

that which opens a door to allow entrance, and pos-

session of all that is inside. When will He use the Key

to open the door?

We get a hint from chronology, and we get a posi-

tive identification from Gematria and the Golden Pro-

portion. The evidence is magnificent!

The Hebrew word that Isaiah used when he

prophesied of the One who would hold the Key of

David, is nUDD - that is the Key, and it has a

numeric value of 528. Does the number have a famil-

iar ring? Of course! We learned as children that there

are 5280 feet in a mile. This is not just a coincidence.

The measure of the mile unit is based upon the rela-

tionship of light and time.^

Thus it is a startling display ofthe Number Code

when we find that the number 528 is also the numeric

value ofthe Hebrew word that is translated the break-

ing forth of light, Tnil?!3. This number is again asso-

ciated with light in the prophecy of Hosea. He was

1 As the earth revolves on its axis, it is bathed in sunlight

once in each revolution. If the path of the sunlight were
traced on the diameter of the earth (7,920 miles) it would
cover 528 miles in one hour. Thus the true origin of the

mile is not of man's making, but is the relationship of light

to time, and to the size of the earth and the speed of its

rotation.
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speaking of the time when Israel will be healed. He

said:

''Come let us return to Jehovah; for He has

torn, andHe will heal us. He has stricken, and

He will bind us up. After two days He will

bring us to life. In the third day He will raise

us up, and we shall live before Him. Then we

shall know, we who follow on to know Jeho-

vah, His going forth is established as the

dawn: and He shall come to us as the rain, as

the latter (and) former rain to the earth.''

(Hosea 6:1-3)

The phrase ''as the dawn'' has a numeric value of

528. And how thrilling to find that the whole phrase,

"established as the dawn," ^niDD, will multiply

to 5760. If we look at this in the Masoretic Text, it

actually reads, "As the dawn is sure." What a beauti-

ful confirmation that the dawning of the great Third

Day will surely come, and that it is associated with

the two numbers, 528 and 5760. The Hebrew year 5760

appears to be the pivotal date that is the juncture of

the end of the 6,000-year rulership of man, and the

beginning of the great Third Day, in which Jesus

becomes the rightful ruler.

The prophecy states that it is after the ending of

the two days, and sometime on the Third Day that

Israel would be healed.

There is something else hidden within this proph-
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ecy of Hosea that identifies the time and the events.

Hosea wrote:

''He shall come to us as the rain, as the latter

(and) former rain to the earth."

In the Masoretic Text there is no conjunction here,

it simply reads "as the latter rain former rain" as if it

were all one concept, or one event. And it should be

noted that the "latter rain" is mentioned first. Why
would "latter" come before "former?" It is because the

"latter rain" is the spring rain, and the "former rain"

is the autumn rain. Autumn was seed time, and spring

was harvest time. Jesus coines at both times - first

advent and second advent - and He comes as the rain,

bringing the water of life. The phrase expresses the

wholeness and completeness of His work. And that is

exactly what is found in its Gem atria. If we multiply

the letter-numbers in the phrase "as the latter rain

former rain" they produce the beautiful number 25920,

which is the full number of years in the Great Year,

i.e., the number of years in the grand celestial cycle of

the sun through all twelve signs of the Zodiac.^

Those Zodiac signs tell the whole story of salva-

tion through Jesus Christ. No wonder He comes "as

the latter rain former rain" His work of bringing the

1 For a complete description of the twelve signs of the

Zodiac and their relationship to the redemptive work of

Jesus, and to the Gematria, see "The Coming ofJesus: the

Real Message of the Bible Codes," hy Bonnie Gaunt.
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water of life to dying man is the whole picture that

was planted in the heavens, long before man was even

created.

The prophet Joel used this same illustration of

latter and former rain. He wrote:

''Be glad then, sons ofZion (nation of Israel),

and rejoice in Jehovah your God. For He has

given you the former rain (autumn) accord-

ing to righteousness, and He will cause the

rain to come down for you, the former rain,

and the latter rain in the first month (the

spring rain which came in Nisan). (Joel 2:23)

In some translations the former rain" is made to

read "teacher of righteousness." The Hebrew word

mowreh, used here, can accurately be translated

either "teacher" or "former rain." The concept in

either translation is the same in the fulfillment, for

Jesus did indeed come as a Teacher of Righteousness

at His first advent, during the 3 1/2 years of His min-

istry, but Israel did not listen. The same Teacher of

Righteousness wiU come again on the great Third Day,

and they will hear Him.

Yes, as Hosea said: "As the dawn is sure," we know

it will happen, just as it was prophesied. That assur-

ance bore the number 528. It is the Key. And with

that Key, Jesus opens the doors to the House ofDavid,

and occupies David's throne. Malachi called it "The

day of His coming," ^*t!^r2 DV-rX ^DT, whose
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numeric value is 528.

The relationship of the Key to the Golden Pro-

portion is magnificent! It tells ofJesus Christ and His

kingdom of peace that will first be established in

Israel, when He unlocks the door to David's throne,

and from there it will flow out to engulf the whole

earth. This growth process is beautifully pictured by

the Golden Spiral that can be traced on the corners of

the Golden Rectangle which bears His name. It grows

larger by logarithmic proportions.

This concept was also made apparent in the book

ofDaniel. When Daniel interpreted Nebuchadnezzar's

dream of the great image, representing man's govern-

ments, he told of a small stone that was cut out of the

mountain without hands. This small stone smote the

great image on its feet, and the whole thing crumbled

and was ground to powder and the wind blew it away.

The stone then began to grow. It grew so much that it

filled the whole world.

He was describing the growth of the long-prom-

ised Kingdom ofthe antitypical David, King Jesus. It

all starts with a small stone. But that stone began to

grow just like the Golden Spiral, in logairithmic pro-

portions, and will become earth commensurate.

''In the days of these kings (the kings repre-

sented by the image of gold, silver, bronze,

iron and clay), the God ofHeaven shall set up

a kingdom which shall never be destroyed.
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And the kingdom shall not be left to other

people. It shall break in pieces and destroy all

these kingdoms, and it shall stand forever"

(Daniel 2:44)

This tiny stone that is cut out of the mountain

without hands is Jesus at the time when the right to

rule is legally His, at the ending of the 6,000-year

rulership that was allotted to man. When it smites

the image (man's governments) it begins to overthrow

those governments, and as it does so, it begins to grow.

The Hebrew letters in the phrase ''The stone cut out of

the mountain" pi^ r"ltDnK i<Ht3D, has a numeric

value of 1320. This number is a part of the grand

design that has been encoded into the Bible by the

relationship of the Golden Proportion.

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"The Stone cut out of the mountain" has a

numeric value of 1320. Let's make it grow by the

Golden Proportion: 1320 - .618 = 2136. This num-

ber has magnificent meaning in the Number Code. It

relates to the fact that Jesus, the root ofJesse, will be

the Ruler, and the standard of righteousness will be

His.

''And it shall be in that day that the root of

Jesse shall stand as a banner of the people"

(Isaiah 11:10)

This beautiful prophetic description of Jesus as

the root of Jesse and as tHe banner for the people,

adds to 2136. It is no mistake! Nor is it coincidence. It

was planned by a Master Mathematician.

The conditions of that Kingdom were described

in beautiful pictorial language by the prophet Joel.

''And it will be in that day, the mountains shall

drop down new wine and the hills shall flow

with milky and all the streams ofJudah shall

flow with waters." (Joel 4:18)

This beautiful description ofthe Kingdom ofJesus

Christ has as total numeric value of2136. 1 never cease

to marvel!

His position as the ruler of that Kingdom was

spoken ofby the Apostle Paul in his letter to Timothy

He called him "The blessed and only Potentate." It is

not surprising that the Greek letters in this title also
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add to 2136. That number describes that Kingdom as

it grows to fill the whole earth.

We can now put this number in its rightful place

as the measure of the Golden Rectangle that contains

The Key, the Stone cut out of the mountain, and Lord

Jesus Christ.

Two Signs ofthe Kingdom

It has been reported that someone entered the

entire text of the four Gospels into a computer, and

then asked the computer the question: 'Why did Jesus

come to earth?"

The computer, not having a doctrine or a theol-

ogy, could only answer on the basis of input.

It answered: "To establish a kingdom."

For the computer it is of necessity on the basis of

input. But for us, who are capable of reason, we can

arrive at the same conclusion on the basis ofevidence.

Jesus continually spoke about the Kingdom. Most

of His parables were illustrations of different aspects

ofthe Kingdom. His miracles were all about the King-

dom, and its life-giving purpose.

From Jesus' teachings. His parables, and His

miracles, we learn that the Kingdom has two aspects.

One aspect of that Kingdom is heavenly, and one

aspect is earthly. It is a Kingdom that is heavenly in

that its rulership is from heaven. But it is a Kingdom

that is earthly, because it will involve a new govern-

ment on earth - and the seat of that government will

be Jerusalem.

As we saw in the preceding chapter, that govern-
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ment that will begin in Jerusalem will grow, just like

the Golden Spiral, until it fills the whole earth.

''But it shall come to pass in the end of the

days, the mountain of the house of Jehovah

shall be established on the top of the moun-

tains, and it shall be lifted up from the hills;

and peoples shall flow on it. And many
nations shall come and say, 'Come, and let us

go up to the mountain of Jehovah and to the

house of the God ofJacob. And He will teach

us from His ways, and we will walk in His

paths.' For the law shall go forth out ofZion,

and the word of Jehovah from Jerusalem.''

(Micah 4:1-3)

Notice the time setting for this prophecy. It is "in

the end ofthe days." What days? Probably the days of

mam's 6,000-year rulership. When that allotted time

span comes to an end, then the Kingdom of God can

be established in the earth, with Jesus as the King

who sits on David's throne.

However, when Jesus was here, at His first

advent. He talked about the Kingdom so much that

His disciples thought He was going to set it up then.

It was at a time in Israel's history when they were

under Roman rule, and they desired to be an inde-

pendent kingdom again, just like in the days ofDavid.

But when He hung on the cross, dying, they felt

that their hopes had been dashed. The Kingdom had
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not become a reality. They were confused and bewil-

dered.

The last day that Jesus was with them, as they

walked toward the Mount of Olives, they asked Him,

''Will you at this time restore the kingdom to Israel?"

They were thinking of the restoration of the Davidic

kingdom. But what Jesus had in mind in all of His

illustrations ofthe Kingdom was the antitypical King-

dom of David, under the rulership of King Messiah.

During His brief ministry, Jesus had given His

disciples many signs of the Kingdom. But His first

two were especially tailor-made to portray the heav-

enly aspect of the Kingdom and the earthly aspect of

the Kingdom. It appears that He was teaching us that

these two events would be the first two major events

ofHis return. These two signs were recorded by John.

He called them: ''beginning ofthe signs/' and "the sec-

ond sign."

The Greek word crripLewv, which John used, is

sometimes translated "miracle" and sometimes "sign."

It has the meaning ofan "indication" - something that

has a message of some future event.

Both of these signs were given in Cana of Gali-

lee.

The first one is recorded in John 2:1-11:

"And the third day there was a marriage in

Cana of Galilee; and the mother ofJesus was

there: and both Jesus was called, and his dis-

ciples, to the marriage. And when they wanted

wine, the mother ofJesus saith unto him, 'They

have no wine/ Jesus saith unto her, 'Woman,

what have I to do with thee? Mine hour is not

yet come/ His mother saith unto the servants,

'Whatsoever he saith unto you, do it/

And there were six waterpots ofstone, after

the manner of the purifying of the Jews, con-

taining two or three firkins apiece. Jesus saith

unto them, 'Fill the waterpots with water/And
they filled them up to the brim. And he saith

unto them, 'Draw out now, and bear unto the

governor of the feast/ And they bare it.

When the ruler of the feast had tasted the

water that was made wine, and knew not

whence it was: (but the ser^vants which drew

the water knew;) the governor of the feast

called the bridegroom and saith unto him,

'Every man at the beginning doth set forth

good wine; and when men have well drunk,

then that which is worse. But thou hast kept

the good wine until now/

This beginning of signs did Jesus in Cana

ofGalilee, and manifested forth his glory; and

his disciples believed on him."

It was exciting to find that the mention of the

"third day" in this text uses the Greek words rjfiepa

Tpirrj, which multiply to 1152. The name Kingdom of
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God also has a numeric value of 1152. It is 2 x 576.

That the number indicating the Hebrew year 5760 is

found here is also exciting, for it suggests the near-

ness of the fulfillment of the sign.

Notice that both Jesus and His disciples were

called to the marriage. It brings to mind the beautiful

prophecy in Revelation 19:9:

''Blessed are they which are called unto the

marriage supper of the Lamb"

It has taken two thousand years to select and

prepare the Bride, and during that time, Jesus, the

bridegroom, has been preparing a place for them in

the Father's house.

"In my Father's house are many mansions

(rooms) . . . Igo to prepare a place for you. And

ifIgo andprepare a place for you, I will come

again, and receive you unto myself; that where

I am, there ye may be also." (John 14:2-3)

Since this was specifically mentioned as the yirst

sign," it appears to suggest that the coming for the

Bride, and taking her to His Father's house, where

the wedding takes place, is first on the agenda. We do

not know the specific time for this event, but it appar-

ently follows closely after the transfer of the right of

rulership.

Jesus had the servants fill six waterpots to the

brim with water. Then He turned the water into wine.
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This possibly pictures the fiUing to the fulness the six

thousand years of man's experiences, and His trans-

forming it into the wine of the Kingdom. The specific

statement that these waterpots were filled Ho the

brim" indicates that the six thousand years would be

fully complete before the serving of the wine could

take place.

''And Jehovah of hosts shall make for all

people a feast offat things in this mountain; a

feast of wine on the lees, of fat things full of

marrow, of wine on the lees well refined. And

He will destroy in this ^ mountain the face of

the covering which covers all people, and the

veil that is woven over all nations. He will

swallow up death in victory! And the Lord

Jehovah will wipe away tears from all faces."

(Isaiah 25:9-10)

However, in the ''sign" that Jesus gave at this

marriage. He was not only illustrating man's six thou-

sand years, followed by the wine of the Kingdom, but

He is also illustrating the specific development ofthose

who would dispense the wine - the Bride.

Thus, in this story we have the six waterpots - 6

being the number that pertains to man. The Bride

was selected from mankind. The stone waterpots pic-

ture the earthly nature of the ones called to be the

Bride. The water put into the earthen pots represents

the life right that Jesus gave to His beloved. And the
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turning of it into wine represents the change of

nature - from earthly to heavenly. It is these who will

dispense the ''wine" ofUfe to all the world in that King-

dom which He will set up in Jerusalem, which will

flow out to all who desire to receive it.

''And the Spirit and the Bride say 'Come.'And
let him that is athirst come. And whosoever

will, let him take the water oflife freely.'' (Rev-

elation 22:17)

The first sign was given on the "third day." The

second sign is also on a third day, for it specifically

states that it was "after two days." And, as was shown

previously, the Hebrew words "third day" multiply to

5760. That year is apparently the pivotal year, which

ends the long period of 6,000 years, and begins the

new era which will soon usher in a righteous govern-

ment for man - the Kingdom ofJesus Christ.

Let's read the second sign:

"Now after two days he departed thence, and

went into Galilee. ...So Jesus came again into

Cana of Galilee, where he made the water

wine. And there was a certain nobleman,

whose son was sick at Capernaum. When he

heard that Jesus was come out ofJudea into

Galilee, he went unto him, and besought him

that he would come down, and heal his son:

for he was at the point ofdeath .... Jesus saith
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unto him, 'Go thy way; thy son liveth/ And
the man believed the word that Jesus had spo-

ken unto him, and he went his way. And as he

was now going down, his servants met him,

and told him saying, 'Thy son liveth.' Then

enquired he of them the hour when he began

to amend. And they said unto him, "Yesterday

at the seventh hour the fever left him/ So the

father knew that it was at the same hour, in

the which Jesus said unto him, 'Thy son

liveth'; and himself believed, and his whole

house. This is again the second sign that Jesus

did, when he was come out of Judea into

Galilee." (John 4:43-54)

Notice the time setting. It was after two days,

thus on the third day. Yet, the hour in which the son

of the nobleman was healed was the seventh hour. It

may be suggesting that this pictures something that

will happen on the seventh day, following the ending

of the six "days" of man's rule. The seventh day of

man's rule is concurrent with the third day from the

first advent of Jesus.

The first sign had been in Cana of Galilee, but

this second sign had been the healing of a man from

Capernaum ofJudea. It shows the difference between

the heavenly nature of the first sign, and the earthly

nature of the second sign.

Capernaum means "consolation." It reminds us
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of the man named Simeon who was in the Temple

when they brought the baby Jesus in for His ritual

dedication. It was said of Simeon that ''he looked for

the consolation ofIsrael." He was looking for the King-

dom to be restored to Israel. Thus Capernaum, the

city of "consolation" is used in this second sign to rep-

resent the nation of Israel. And her consolation will

come with her healing.

It was the son of a nobleman (royal official) who

was sick unto death at Capernaum. Thus it aptly rep-

resents the nation of Israel, for they had been given

status as the specially chosen people of God. But as a

nation they became ill - they were sick unto death.

And had it not been for the promised healing, through

the Lord Jesus Christ, they would have died.

''In that day I will raise up the tabernacle of

David (house of David, which will belong to

Jesus) that has fallen, and will wall up its

breaks. And I will raise up its ruins, and I

will build it as the days of old, so that they

may possess the remnant ofEdom and all the

nations on whom My name is called, states

Jehovah who is doing this. Behold the days

are coming, states Jehovah, that theplowman

shall overtake the reaper, and the treader of

grapes him who sows seed. And the mountains

shall drop sweet wine. ..and I will plant them

on their land, and they shall no more be pulled
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up out oftheir land which I have given to them,

says Jehovah your God. (Anios 9:11-15)

When the plowman will overtake the reaper it

will be the fulfilling of the promise that God gave to

Israel in Leviticus 26, if they would obey Him then:

'"Your threshing will last for you until grape

gathering, and grape gathering will last until

sowing time - you will thus eat your food to

the full and live securely in the land."

We are not told specifically the dates that these

two signs will be fulfilled, however, since these were

called the ''beginning of signs" and the ''second sign"

the inference is that they are the first two items of

importance on the agenda when the right to rule is

transferred from man to Him who purchased it with

His own precious blood.

The UnpronounceableName

The name of God is a sacred name. For the Isra-

elite it is not to be spoken. The Hebrew spelling ofthe

name that Christians call Jehovah is H 1)1*^, which is

equivalent to the English lettersYHVH. There is no J

in the Hebrew alphabet. A more accurate pro-

nounciation ofthe four letters would beYahweh. How-

ever even this is not acceptable to some, who feel that

the name should not be spoken. Many today, when

writing the name God, will spell it G-d, leaving out

the vowel so it cannot be pronounced.

Sometimes the four letters - ilin^ - are called

the Tetragrammaton. It is a Greek term, meaning four-

lettered.

Throughout this book, in quotations from the Old

Testament, I have used the name Jehovah. This is

because the quotations are from the J. P. Green Inter-

linear Bible, which uses this spelling for the sacred

name.

In the Bible there are several words used to con-

vey the sacred name, each with a slightly different

meaning, but each with numeric value that is impor-

tant and consistent with the number patterns. The

name Hin^, which is used in this book as Jehovah,

That sacred name is not only planted in our earth,

it is represented by the entire volume of the earth. I

find this fantastic! I have been studying the Gematria

of the Bible for half a lifetime, but it was only today

that I became aware of this magnificent reality!
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On page 25 of this book is shown the reality that

the square area of the entire surface of the smooth

sphere of earth is 197 million square miles. And the

name Immanuel has a numeric value of 197. It is

exciting indeed to find that both the Father and the

Son have placed their names here, in man's home. But

there's more!

When we multiply the letter-numbers in this

sacred name, it produces 1500. Throughout the New
Testament the Greek word for light is 060^ which has

a numeric value of 1500.

By using the Klala method of Gematria, which

adds the squares of the number values of the letters,

this sacred name becomes 186. (102+52+6^+52 = 186)

The speed of light is generally stated as 186,000

miles per second. Thus the sacred name is insepaira-

bly linked to light.

There is yet another method of Gematria. It is

called Atbash. It is more complicated. It is a method

of encoding that substitutes the last letter of the

alphabet for the first, and so on down through the

complete alphabet. Jeremiah used this method of

encoding when prophesying about the king ofBabylon.

(Jer. 25:26 and 51:41) He called him Sheshack. He
had taken the name Babylon, which is spelled ^"2^,

and by this method of letter substitution, obtained

"^lyiD, which is Sheshack.

I reasoned that if Jeremiah could do it, then I

would give it a try with the sacred name.
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By the Atbash method of Gematria, the name of

Jehovah would be spelled f'DJ^D. By multiplying the

numeric values of these letters, we find it produces

25920. It is the number of ye^s that is required for

the sun to pass through all 12 signs of the Zodiac, or

what is generally called the Great Yeair. By this method

the sacred name is still associated with light.

In the New Testament the name ofGod is spelled

several ways, depending upon its placement in the

sentence. One ofthese ways of spelling is 0ecov, whose

numeric value is 864. It is still connected to the con-

cept of light.

It is interesting to note that the number 864,

which represents the diameter of the sun, is also one

of the ways of speUing God in the Greek text of the

New Testament. Upon realizing this, it immediately

brought to mind a text I had memorized as a small

child.

How beautifully the light from the sun, which

bathes the earth in its life-giving warmth every twenty

four hours, pictures His love which caused Him to give

His only-begotten Son, Jesus Christ, that we might

have salvation. That 93 million miles which the light

ofthe sun travels to our earth, pictures His love, which

also bears the number 93 (Love, aya7tr\ = 93). And just

as in the illustration below, we are surrounded by the

life-giving benefits of the sacrifice of the Lord Jesus

Christ, bringing salvation to man.

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Considering the speed at which light travels from

the sun to our earth as the rounded number 186,000

miles per second, I tried dividing this figure by the

number that represents the ealrth and man - the num-

ber 6. Surprisingly it produces another number that

represents God.

The Pattern

When I began the study ofGematria, many years

ago, I really did not know what to look for. One num-

ber meant no more to me than another. I had no idea

what numbers were significant and what numbers

were simply there at random. It is like looking at

pebbles in a stream, and admiring their smooth shapes

and bright colors, and then becoming aware that some-

one has collected some ofthose stones and constructed

beautiful castles with them. Suddenly we realize that

those stones are no longer random - they have been

arranged in patterns that form a beautiful edifice.

Not knowing which numbers were an intended

part of the Code, and which numbers were random, I

began recording them into notebooks, in numerical

order. It seemd logical that if patterns existed, they

would eventually make themselves apparent.

As my notebooks grew in fullness and in quan-

tity, the patterns did indeed become apparent. But I

was not prepared for their exquisite beauty or their

global and even astronomical implications. The sig-

nificant numbers in the Gematria of the Bible had to

do with the subject of salvation through Jesus Christ;

and those same numbers were the numbers in the
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geometry of our solar system, particularly the rela-

tionships of the earth, sun and moon.

There was no denying it! The numbers repeated

the design over and over again, from Genesis to Rev-

elation. It was the story of salvation.

And shouting at me from every page was the

obvious message, "The Author of creation is also the

Author of salvation."

The ancient mathematican and mystic,

Pythagoras taught that nature is commanded by num-

bers. We could identify that more precisely by saying

that Creation is commanded by numbers, and the

Creator is the personification of those numbers. Of

all his discoveries and philosophies, one enduring theo-

rem has come down to us, and is a fundamental prin-

ciple ofmathematics today. It is his concept ofthe right

triangle. To Pythagoras, the right triangle was the

crossing of gravity with the horizon. When he had

proven his great theorem, he offered a hundred oxen

to the Muses in thanksgiving. What he experienced is

such as every scientist or physicist feels when the

numbers say, "This is the key to the structure of

nature."

Pythagoras left for us the truth that the square

on the hypotenuse of a triangle is equal to the squares

of its two sides if, and only if, the angle they contain

is a right angle. The simplest form of the right

triangle is the 3:4:5 triangle, which is found to be in

complete harmony with nature and the universe.
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Pythagoras had found a great truth, but the applica-

tion of it had been planted in the universe from the

beginning of creation.

If a model of the moon were placed tangent to a

model of the earth, and squares drawn on the diam-

eters of their circles, the model would look like this.

Next, connect the two squares as shown below.
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This most majestic of all right triangles bears

numbers that are equally majestic, for they have to

do with the Kingdom that will fill the earth.

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This pattern in the design of earth and moon is

another confirmation of the surety of the Kingdom. It

was part of God's plan from the beginning, before the

creation of the earth and the moon. It further attests

to the assurance found in Psalm 89:34-37:

Once for all, I have sworn

by my holiness - and I will not lie to David -

If we draw a square around the figure of earth

and moon, one side ofthe square would measure 10,080

miles, and the perimeter of the square would mea-

sure 40,320 miles. The numbers are magnificent!

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The combined diameters of eairth and moon add

to 10,080 miles. My Periodic Table of the Elements,

that hangs on the wall above my computer is nearly

shouting at me: "The atomic weight for the hydrogen

Its atomic

weight is one of the magnificent numbers in God's

pattern of His works and His word.

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According to the most recent calculations by

astro-phycisists, the size of the universe is approxi-

mately 30 billion light-years across. Most of us can-

not think in these terms. Alight-year is distance, not

time. One light year is about 5,878,486,800,00 miles.

This would suggest that the size of the universe in

miles would be about 176,354,604 with fifteen zeros

after it. Dropping the zeros brings it a little closer to

our comprehension range. In fact, for the sake of our

computation, let's put a decimal in it, thus it would

be 176,354.604.

Throughout the Gematria of the Bible, the num-

ber 144 is used to denote that which is in God's realm.

The Hebrew word kedem, D^p, which is translated

beginning, origin, eternal, everlasting, has a numeric

value of 144. When we think of God as having no

beginning nor endmg - Yrom everlasting to everlast-

ing'' - we must think in terms of a circle, which has

no beginning nor ending. The Hebrew word for circle

is 3in, which multiplies to 144.

Let's divide the number of light-years in the size

of the universe by the number 144 - God's realm.

176,354.604 - 144 = 1224.6847

Since the 30 billion light years was an approxi-

mate figure, perhaps we can work the equation back-

ward from the known figure of 1224, which is the

Gematria for ''God's creation,"
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1224 X 144 = 176,256

Doing this would render the size of the universe

176,256 with eighteen zeros after it, in miles. Divide

this by the length of one light-year and it gives the

more precise size of the universe as being 29.9832 bil-

lion light-years across.

This produces a figure that is certainly very close

to the astro-phycisist's suggestion of "about" 30 bil-

lion light-years. When dealing with numbers this

large, the difference between 30 and 29.9832 is negli-

gible.

Returning to the earth-moon diagram, we find

more features that have a direct relationship to the

Gematria of the Bible, suggesting that both share a

common Author.

We've already seen the remarkable relationship

of some of these numbers in the above diagram: 7920

and 3960 are both the Gematria for "salvation"; 3168

for Lord Jesus Christ; 10080 for the work of creation;

864 for God; 2160 for the Kingdom that will engulf

the whole earth; 5040 the coming of Shiloh and the

transfer of the right of dominion at the beginning of

the seventh day - but now we find one additional

number in this diagram that completes the story.

In chapter 3 it was shown that the place where

atonement was made.

I show this diagram again, because it is only the

first step to a relationship with the size of the earth

US The Bible 's awesome Number Code!



and moon that has far reaching implications. It

involves the ancient structure built in the land of

Egypt, which is considered one of the seven

ancient wonders ofthe world, and the only one still in

existence - the Great Pyramid.

In the above diagram, I have shown the right tri-

angle that is drawn on the radii of earth and moon. If

we drew another one just like it on the other half of

the circles, the two right triangles would form a larger

triangle that would have exactly the same proportions

as the Great Pyramid, having a base angle of 51° 51'.

It might be thought a coincidence if it were not for the
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many other similair relationships that the Great Pyra-

mid bears to the earth, sun and moon. Many volumes

have been written about these magnificent relation-

ships, but for our purposes here, I will confine it to

one which I feel is awesome.

The Great Pyramid has been encoded into the

Bible. The decoding of this amazing cryptogram was

first done by O. deBlaere, of Antwerp, Belgium sev-

eral generations before I became aware of the exist-

ence of the Number Code. It is found in Isaiah 19:19-

20, which reads:

''In that day there shall be an altar to Jeho-

vah in the midst of the land of Egypt, and a

pillar to Jehovah at its border. And it shall be
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for a sign and a witness to Jehovah ofhosts in

the land ofEgypt"

By assigning the number values to each Hebrew

letter used in these two verses, we find their total value

is 5449. But long before the Gematria of this text was

discovered, it was known that the height of the Great

Pyramid, from its socket level base to its summit plat-

form, is 5449 Pyramid inches. It is not a coincidence.

It bears the marks ofa Master Architect. Perhaps the

builder even left His signature there.

If we were to use this figure, 5449, and drop the

unit identification, and divide it by the Egyptian Royal

Cubit, which was 1.72 feet. (We can do this because

we are not using units, we are using numbers.) The

answer would reveal something very exciting about

this awesome structure. It bears the name ofthe Lord

Jesus Christ.

The very text that describes the location of the

Great Pyramid, also identifies it by the measure of its

height.

And what a description of location! It sounds self

contradictory. But when examined more carefully, we
find that the only spot on earth answering to that

description is the spot where the Great Pyramid sits.
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It was in the year 1868 that the Chief Hydrogra-

pher of the United States Coastal Survey, Henry

Mitchell, took speciaJ notice of the remarkable shape

of the Nile Delta. He observed that the regularity of

the general curvature of the coast of the delta forms a

quadrant. This led him to wonder what point marked

the focal point of the quadrant, aind thus the center of

the circle. To his amazement, he found the Great Pyra-

mid sitting on the precise spot. With this discovery, he

exclaimed: "That monument stands in a more impor-

tant physical situation than any other building erected

by man." And indeed it does.
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And if we measured the sides of the quadrant

(which would be the radius of the circle), it would be

108 miles. I found this exciting because it would mean

the diameter of the circle would be 216 miles.

We just observed that the diameter of the moon

is 2,160 miles, and that the number 2160 has a defi-

nite relationship to the Gematria of the Bible, point-

ing especially to the Kingdom of Jesus Christ and its

world-wide rulership. Now we find His name planted

in the height of this Great Pyramid that sits majesti-

cally at the center of a circle measuring 216 miles in

diameter. Wait, while I catch my breath! Can this be

real?

Ponder it for a moment. Is it a colossal coinci-

dence, or the careful planning of a Master Designer?

Even the supposed geographical and astronomical
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knowledge ofthe ancients could not have accomplished

this one, for they could not control nor devise the shape

and size of the Nile Delta. That required a Designer

greater than man.

The Great Pyramid is at the center of the circle.

In fact, if the topstone, which was never lifted into

place, were indeed on the Pyramid, it would be pre-

cisely at the center of the 216 mile diameter Jesus

referred to that missing stone, and used it as a sym-

bol ofHimself He called it, "The stone which the build-

ers rejected" (Matthew 21:42). In the Greek text of

the New Testament, it is written: XiQov ov aneS-

OKijiaaav oi oiKoSofiovvreg, which has a nimieric value

of 2160. The identification of the stone with its geo-

graphical location is amazing! It is evidence of a

design far beyond the scope of man's expertise.

Seeing, then, that the Gematria of the Bible is so

intricately interwoven into the fabric of creation -

especially the creation of the earth, sun and moon -

this is where we might reasonably expect to find the

pattern for the basis of the numbers. The study of

Gematria has shown that the numbers do indeed dis-

play an intended pattern. Does this same pattern exist

in the geometry of the earth, sun and moon?

I was impressed by the use of the 3:4:5 triangle

in the size relationship of earth and moon. Again I

was impressed by the use of the 3:4:5 triangle drawn

on the radius of earth, producing the number 3168,

Lord Jesus Christ. I will show these two diagrams
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again, because I feel they are a fundamental law of

mathematics, and also a fundamental part ofthe pat-

tern of creation.

Thus the 3:4:5 triangle is found in the relation-

ship of earth, its moon, and the name Lord Jesus

Christ. But, seeing the 3:4:5 triangle within the circle

of the earth, led me to wonder. What would be revealed

ifwe placed the earth within a 3:4:5 triangle?
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The first thing noticeable was the number ofsub-

sequent 3:4:5 triangles that could be drawn on its

geometry. Measuring these additional triangles, I was

amazed at the regularity with which the sacred num-

bers of the Bible occurred. They were numbers which

I had already recorded in my bulging notebooks.
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On the triangle that is highlighted we find the

three numbers, 2640, 3300 and 1980. They are num-

bers which are descriptive of Jesus.

For many years I searched for this number in the

Hebrew and Greek texts. I knew it was part of the

number pattern, but could find no evidence of it in

the Gematria of the Bible. This was frustrating,

because the number kept showing itself in the pat-

terns, but I could not identify it.

Then one day, while working in Genesis 49, it

nearlyjumped off the page at me. In this chapter, the

dying Jacob is bestowing a "blessing" on each of his
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twelve sons. We call them "blessings" but in reality

most ofthem were anything but blessings - and espe-

cially so with Jacob's words to Dan.

But first, let's notice what Jacob said to his sons

before he singled out each one and blessed them.

''And Jacob called unto his sons, and said,

'Gatheryourselves together, that I may tell you

that which shall befall you in the last days/
"

(Gen. 49:1 KJV)

The "last days" were a long way down through

the stream of time from Jacob's day. We are the gen-

eration living in the "last days." This is significant

when we attempt to interpret the message that Jacob

gave to each of his sons. And thus with his words to

Dan we find a startling reality today.

"Let Dan be a serpent on the way, a horned

snake on the path that bites the heels of the

horse, and its rider falls backward " (Gen.

49:16)

It is not a very nice thing to say to your own son,

especially as you lie there dying. But this is what Jacob

said, and he said it would be for the "last days" It is

for this reason that many feel the Antichrist will come

from the tribe of Dan. Look at its Gematria!

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What is this text doing in the 3:4:5 triangle that

speaks of salvation through Jesus Christ?

Satan is the great counterfeiter. And his repre-

sentative, Antichrist, would probably bear a number

that is associated with the work of salvation. It

appears that he sets himselfup as Christ, and attempts

to head a world government that supposedly prom-

ises peace to the world.

I suspect that somewhere in the text of the Old or

New Testament, the number value of 2376 will be

found, and it will relate to Jesus Christ and the work

of redemption, or perhaps His work as King of the

world government that He will establish from the

throne of David. To date, I have not found it.

An example ofthe same nimiber applying to Jesus

Christ and to the Antichrist is found in Revelation

13:18. The text reads:

''Here is wisdom. Let him that hath under-

standing count the number of the beast: for it

is the number ofa man; and his number is six

hundred threescore and six."

Let's return to the diagram and look at the next

3:4:5 triangle that it provides.
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This triangle bears the three numbers, 3960,

6600, and 5280. We have already seen that the num-

ber 6 pertains to the earth and man; and 396 tells of

salvation. We have also seen that the number 528 per-

tains to the time of Jesus return at the dawn of the

great Third Day. It is the numeric value of The Key,
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which opens the house ofDavid. It is the numeric value

for ''the breaking forth of light" (Hosea 6:3) and ''The

day ofHis coming" (Malachi 3:2).

It is a day that is fast approaching, and for which

we earnestly watch and pray. Malachi described it in

dramatic terms:

"Behold, I am sending My messenger, and he

shallprepare the way before Me. And the Lord,

whom you seek, shall suddenly come to His

temple, even the Angel of the Covenant, in

whom you delight. Behold He comes, says

Jehovah ofhosts. But who can endure the day

ofHis coming?"

The word "suddenly" sounds like it will come as a

surprise to some. It reminds me of the words ofJesus

that He gave to John in the vision of Revelation. He
said, "Behold I come quickly." To those who have been

waiting for nearly 2,000 years, the term "quickly" does

not seem to describe reality. It is like the question my
children used to ask when we were traveling to a dis-

tant place. They would often ask, "Are we there yet?"

Time is a matter of perception. For a child, waiting

for an expected event seems like an eternity. For the

Christian, waiting anxiously for the return of their

beloved Lord and Bridegroom, two thousand years

seems like a very long time. But from Jesus' percep-

tion, he could say "Behold, I come quickly." We can

answer as did John: "Even so, come Lord Jesus!"

Finally we look at the large 3:4:5 triangle which

encompasses the earth. Its dimensions are 11880 by

15840 by 19800.

It appears to describe God's completed plan for

man upon this earth. Perhaps that is why it engulfs

the earth within the triangle. That completed plan

will be a world wide government of peace and pros-
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perity, having its beginning in Jerusalem and going

forth to bless the entire home of man.

A little foretaste of that Kingdom was given to

Moses and recorded for us in Leviticus 26. This, of

course, was a promise to the nation of Israel on the

condition of their obedience.

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Appendix 1

The Elusive i\/liiiennium Date

When does the twenty first century and the third

millennium begin?

Judging by the celebrations that followed the

midnight hour around the world on December 31,

1999, obviously many felt that the year A.D. 2000 was

ofspecial importance, a key date in the history ofman.

However, now that the fireworks are over and the

smoke has cleared, the world has settled down to the

realization that perhaps we were a year premature.

The controversy arises with the indisputable fact

that our A.D. dates do not begin with a zero year, they

in fact, begin with year 1. This is because the concept

of zero, as separating minus numbers from plus num-

bers was not in use at the time this system of dating

was developed. Thus, beginning our A.D. era with the

year 1, we must calculate centuries and millennia as

beginning with 1 and not 0.

The term A.D. is an abbreviation for the latin

words Atimo Domini, meaning "in the year ofour Lord."

If we were to calculate the true zero point for the

beginning of the counting, we would have to place it

on the date ofJesus' birth - and He was not born Janu-

ary 1, A.D. 1.
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If the years had begun with zero, we would

indeed have passed the date-Une and into the 21st

century and the third millennium. But does that make

the celebrations a year premature? I do not believe

so.

Our current system of counting B.C. and A.D.

years looks like this:

However, Jesus was actuallybom a year and three

months before our current A.D. 1 date. Thus the first

full yeair, using our Jainuary to January calendsir, would

be the time between 1 B.C. and A.D. 1. This would

place the transition from December 31, 1999 to Janu-

ary 1, 2000 indeed into the 21st century and the third

millennium.

Gematria -how it works

All creation, from the largest to the smaillest, can

always be reduced to numbers. Pythagoras, the

father ofmathematics^ discovered a great truth when

he said "Numbers are the language of the universe."

In the writings of the ancient philosophers there is

common agreement that the purpose ofnumber is for

the investigation of the universe. From the atom to

the galaxy in the heavens, the same unchanging laws

apply - the laws of arithmetic, the language of num-

ber.

Just as the hand of God spread the vast expanse

of the heavens by number, so too His written word

can be reduced to number; and those who have tried

it have stood in awe of the intricacy and beauty of the

design. It was an intentional design.

The secrets locked up in the Number Code ofthe

Bible are there for all to behold; and down through

the centuries many have unlocked those secrets and

revealed to us the unspeakable beauty ofthe intended

design. Part of the numerical design of the scriptures

is the science of Gematria.

The Old Testament was originally written in the

Hebrew language, and the New Testament in Greek.
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These two languages used the letters of their alpha-

bets as symbols for amount. Their alphabets were

called "dual character systems" - one of sound, or

phonetics, and the other of amount, or number.

Tobias Dantzig, a professor ofmathematics at the

University of Maryland (U.S.A.) explained the phe-

nomenon thus:^

The sum of the numbers represented by the let-

ters of the word was the number of the word, and

from the standpoint of Gematria two words were

equivalent if they added up to the same number.

Not only was Gematria used from the earliest days

for the interpretation of Biblical passages, but

there are indications that the writers of the Bible

had practiced the art. Thus Abraham proceeding

to rescue his brother Eliasar drives forth 318

slaves. Is it just a coincidence that the Hebrew

word Eliasar adds up to 318?

Within the first century A.D., Barnabas, the trav-

eling companion of the Apostle Paul, wrote concern-

ing this number code.

For the scripture says that Abraham circumcised

three hundred and eighteen men of his house. But

what therefore was the mystery that was made

known unto him? Mark, first the eighteen, and

next the three hundred. For the numeral letters

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of ten and eight are I H. And these denote Jesus.

And because the cross was that by which we were

to find grace; therefore he adds three hundred;

the note of which is T (the figure of his cross).

Wherefore by two letters he signified Jesus, and

by the third his cross.

Barnabas leads us to realize that the knowledge

ofthe use of Gematria in the word ofGod is not some-

thing of modern discovery.

One of the best known demonstrations of

Gematria in the Old Testament is the section head-

ings in Psalm 119. Any student of the Old Testament

is aware that the names for these sections are in fact

the sequential letters of the Hebrew alphabet. These

letters were simply used to number the sections. In

some Bibles the word for the letter is spelled out, (such

as aleph); while in other translations, the single let-

ter is used (such as i<) - both of these translate, by

Gematria, to the number 1.

Gematria among the Greeks was in common use

at the time of the writing of the New Testament. A
copy of one of these early manuscripts, called papyri,

(because they were written on papyrus) exists today

in Dublin, Ireland in the Chester Beatty Collection.

It is the earliest known copy ofthe book ofRevelation

extant. It is dated somewhere between 200 and 300

A.D. This manuscript uses Gematria for every num-

ber in the book of Revelation, rather than Arabic

numerals as we have in our modern translations.
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The re-discovery of these Number Codes is not

new. The noted Bible expositor, E. W. BuUinger, was

among the many who have added to our understand-

ing of this subject. His book Number in Scripture,

published in 1894, shows the supernatural design in

the use of numbers, both in the works of God and in

the word of God.

The number equivalents for the Greek alphabet

can be found in any Webster's Dictionary.

The Greek alphabet used twenty six letters, two

ofwhich have become extinct. The current twenty four

are listed below:

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There were once letters for 6 and 90, but they

became obsolete through time, and finally dropped

from the alphabet. The letter standing for the num-

ber 6 was called "stigma." It looked similar to sigma.

I cannot show it here because it is not in the Greek

font on my computer. The only use for the letter stigma

in the New Testament is in Revelation 13:18 where it

gives the number ofthe beast. In the old manuscripts,

it was written as = 600, 60, 6.

Notice there are five finals. These letters are

shaped differently when they appear as the final letter

in a word. In the Cabala these five finals are given higher

numbers, namely, 500, 600, 700, 800, and 900. In
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my search of the Gematria of the Bible, I do not find

this additional assigning of the numbers to be part of

the original design. It was am addition to the system,

which was adopted later.

It should be noted that according to the rules of

Gematria, one unit called colel could be added or sub-

tracted from a word or phrase without changing its

meaning. I have avoided the use of colel in this book.

The Golden Proportion

The Golden Proportion, sometimes called the Di-

vine Proportion, has come down to us from the begin-

ning of creation. The harmony of this proportion is

built into the very structure of nature.

Plato called it the most binding of all mathemati-

cal relationships amd the key to the physics of the cos-

mos. The Golden Proportion is a very special kind of

unity which can be expressed in two terms. In geom-

etry, this can only occur when the smaller term is to

the larger term as the larger term is to the smaller

plus the larger. That may sound confusing, but it can

be illustrated by a simple example.

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To a mathematician, the Golden Proportion is

written as a:b::b:(a+b), thus the largest term (a+b) is

a wholeness, or unit, composed ofthe sum ofthe other

two terms. Thus when Unity is divided, that which is

separated becomes part of the whole. The ratio is

1:1.618. It can be shortened to .618, which can be car-

ried out to more decimal places for accuracy (.618034).

In mathematics, the Greek letter (b (pronounced phi)

is used as a symbol of this proportion.

In the book of Genesis it is said that God divided

the light from the darkness. By using Gematria, it

becomes obvious that this division was by use of the

Golden Proportion. ''God divided between light and

darkness, and God called the light day, and the dark-

ness he called night" The numeric values for "day"

and ''night" reveal the use of the Golden Proportion.

The Golden Proportion is the very foundation

principle of creation. It is built into the six days of

creation; into the six days of man's right of rulership

This spiral can be seen in the seed pattern ofmost

daisies, and is most obvious in the seed pattern of the

sunflower.

What beautiful evidence of a Divine Creator, a

Designer who has woven His designs into all of His

creation!

That design was built into man. The human body

is built upon the principles of the Golden Proportion.

The drawing by Leonardo da Vinci shows the human
body in its relation to a circle and a square. The same
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as we see in the relationship of earth to its moon.
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When a human child is born, his navel defines

the half-way point ofhis body, (the center ofthe circle)

but when he reaches adulthood, the navel defines the

Golden Proportion and the sex organ defines the half-

way point, (center of the square). Thus, in an adult

human, the sex organ, the means of reproduction, is

placed at the very center of the earth in the above

commensurate diagram.

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Because of the relationship of the pentagram to

the Golden Proportion, the Pythagoreans wore it as a

symbol of their society. Pythagoras, however, did not

invent it, nor discover it. The pentagram was used by

the Babylonians and the Egyptians long before

Pythagoras. But its beautiful display of the Golden

Proportion tells us that it is part of the fabric of cre-

ation.

A five-pointed star is not easy to draw. But the

process by which it can be drawn is a magnificent dis-

play of the works of the One who made the earth and

all creation. He has placed His signature on it.

To construct a five-pointed star, we begin with a

square with sides of 1 unit. Next, we extend one side

of the square to form a Golden Rectangle. Using this

Golden Rectangle as a base, with compass and

straightedge, a pentagon can be drawn that will have

sides of 1 unit.
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Now we have a pentagon with each side measur-

ing 1 unit. The next step is to superscribe a circle

around the pentagon. And finally, connect every other

point on the pentagon, making a five-pointed star.

We have been working with the unit of 1. Let's

give that unit a name. Let's call it a mile. One mile is

5,280 feet, or 63,360 inches. This would make the
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perimeter ofthe pentagon 316,800 inches. It bears the

number of the Lord Jesus Christ, 3168.

Using the mile for the unit, the perimeter of the

original square would be 21,120 feet. It still bears His

name.

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Proportion with all of creation, it pained me to realize

that some claim the pentagram is Satan's symbol and

that thus the Golden Proportion - .618 - is also Satan's

number.

It cannot be denied that Satan has used this num-

ber. He has also used the five-pointed star, and placed

it in inverse position. But he only takes this number

by usurpation - it was not of his origin.

An example of Satan's use of the sacred numbers

is the text of Revelation 13:18. It reads:

Most everyone knows that the number 666 is the

number of the beast, but not mainy realize that the

number 666 originally belonged to Jesus Christ. The

Antichrist, who is the counterfeit of Christ, usurps

the number.

The Apostle Peter quoted a portion of Psalm 118

and applied it to Jesus Christ. He said:

Peter was quoting the words of Psalm 118:22

which read:

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When Jacob gave this blessing to Judah he said

it would be fulfilled in the *'last days" The whole bless-

ing reads:

''Judah is a lion's whelp; my son, you have gone

up from the prey; he stoops, he crouches like a

lion; and like a lioness, who can rouse him

up? The sceptre shall not depart from Judah,

nor the lawmaker from between his feet, until

Shiloh come, and the gathering of the people

shall be to him. Binding his foal to the vine

and his ass's colt to the choice vine, he washes

his clothing in wine, and his raiment in the

blood of grapes. His eyes shall be dark from

wine and his teeth white from milk." (NIV)

This blessing, placed on the head of Judah, was

actually a prophecy of the One who would come from

the line ofJudah in the ''last days."

Speaking of the time when this Lion of Judah

would take His role as King, the prophet Zechariah

said, "The Lord shall be King over all the earth." It

adds to 618, the Golden Proportion.

Malachi also spoke of that coming day, and he

asked the question, "Who can endure the day of His

coming? Who can stand at His appearing?" The

Hebrew word for "His appearing" is imi^^n, and it

has a numeric value of 618. Thus the Golden Propor-

tion has a direct relationship to the time of the trans-

fer of the right of rulership.

The ninth chapter of the book of Daniel contains

a prophecy regarding the time of the coming of Mes-

siah, and seven periods of time called "weeks."

The prophecy speaks of six things that were to be

accomplished.

1. to finish transgression

Notice that ''to seal up vision and prophecy" has

a numeric value of 618; and ''to anoint the Most Holy"

has a numeric value of twice 618, namely 1236.

There is no way that Satan can claim authorship

ofthese numbers.

Seeing that the prophecy ofJacob, when he gave

his blessing to Judah, pertains to the "last days" and

The GreatPyramid

The Great Pyramid is the oldest wonder of the

world, and the only one still in existence. The enor-

mous size of that aoicient structure is difficult to com-

prehend, even when standing at its base and travers-

ing its magnificent mass with our eyes. Its base

covers thirteen acres, and it contains enough masonry

to build a sidewalk three inches thick and two feet

wide that would reach around the world. Built of solid

limestone throughout, except for its passages and

chambers, clearly the Architect of the Great Pyramid

wanted it to remain. And remain it has!

It was once covered with dazzling white polished

limestone casing stones which reflected the light of

the sun to great distances. It was, in fact, once called

the "Pyramid of Light."

Its purpose has mystified historians and archae-

ologists for many centuries. Some have supposed it to

be a tomb, however, nearly all historians will agree

that no one was ever buried there. The secret of its

purpose has remaind a mystery until modern times,

when accurate measurements were taken and it was

found to be commensurate with the earth, our solar

system, and, yes, with the Gematria of the Bible.
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Isaiiah wrote concerning this magnificent struc-

ture:

"In that day an altar to Jehovah shall be in

the midst of the land ofEgypt, and a pillar to

Jehovah at its border. And it shall be for a

sign and a witness to Jehovah of hosts in the

land ofEgypt" (Isaiah 19:19-20)

By assigning the number equivalents to every

Hebrew letter in this text, and adding them, we find

the total to be 5449. The height of the Great Pyramid,

from its socket level base to its summit platform, is

5449 Pyramid inches (nearly identical to the British

inch). This remarkable identification of that ancient

structure does not stand alone.

This height is a rounded figure. The true math-

ematical figure is 5448.96 Pyramid inches. The

preciseness of this measurement produces some

surprising figures.

As has been noted in this book, the name Jesus

is spelled two different ways in the Greek text of the

New Testament. One spelling has a Gematria of 888,

and the other spelling has a Gematria of 688. This

latter figure is used over and over again in the geom-

etry of the Great Pyramid.

Ifwe were to draw a square on the height it would

not only reveal the name ofJesus, but additionally it

would bear the number of the Lord Jesus Christ. It

can not easily be passed off as random coincidence.

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The earth (man's place of dominion) turns on its

axis roughly 365 times in one year.

If

that is the distance for one year, then ifwe multiplied

by 6,000 it would give us the distance that earth trav-

els through space in 6,000 years. The math looks like

It is the same figure as the height of the Great

Pyramid, and the Gematria of Isaiah 19:19-20 which

is describing the Great Pyramid.

We find, then, that the height of that most

ancient ofstructures, is commensurate with the 6,000-

year plan for man. The time when man was granted

the dominion.

By its passages and chambers, the Great Pyra-

mid does, in fact, reveal the entire plan of God for the

salvation of man through Jesus Christ. Many theo-

ries have been put forth regarding a time-line in the

measurements ofthese passages and chambers, most

of which have been proven inaccurate by the passing

of the dates predicted.

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researcher, David Davidson, suggested using a

straight measure that follows the floor line of the two

ascending passages. He projected this downward

until it intersected with the projected angle ofthe outer

casing stones, and projected it upward until it touched

the Granite Leaf in the AnteChamber. This will mea-

sure exactly 6,000 Pyramid inches. The interim dates

precisely fit the chronology of man.

These are remarkable evidences! They suggest

that the Great Pyramid, from its socket level base to

its summit platform tells the whole story ofthe 6,000-

year plan for man. And, as has been shown, the
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topstone of this marvelous structure is Jesus Christ.

After man's 6,000 year right of dominion, it is trans-

ferred to ''Him whose right it is"

''The Stone (topstone) which the builders

rejected, has become the Head of the corner.

This is from Jehovah, it is marvelous in our

eyes" (Psalm 118:22-23)

The relationship of the topstone to the base

perimeter of the Great Pyramid illustrates earth's

orbit around the sun, which completes one cycle

every 365.242 days. This is shown by the measure of

its perimeter at the socket level, which is 36524.2

Pyramid inches. It is also shown by the Gematria.

When the Apostle Peter referred to Jesus as the

topstone (I Pet. 2:6), he used the Greek word ycDViOiy

which has a numeric value of 864. How fitting,

indeed, that the diameter of the sun is 864,000 miles.

The four comers of the Great Pyramid rest upon

sockets that were sunk into the natural rock to an aver-

age depth of 9-h inches. The base perimeter, however,

rests on a platform placed upon this bedrock. Thus,

because ofthe angular sides, the perimeter at rock level

wiU be sUghtly less than the perimeter at socket level.

The measure aroimd the base at rock level is 3041 feet.

The number does not appear to be related to the num-

ber patterns in the Gematria ofthe Bible. However, when

measuring this circuit of the rock level base by other

units, the numbers do indeed fit the pattern.

Two sides would measure .288 of a mile. In the

Gematria of the Bible, the title ''Kingdom ofHeaven"

(Matthew 13:47) has a numeric value of 2880. It

appears to represent those who will be a part of the

heavenly aspect of that Kingdom - those who will be

the Bride. Here are some other uses of the number.

2880 = The Bride, the Lamb's wife (Rev 21:9)

2880 = Thejoy of the Lord (Matthew 25:21)

288 = Betrothed, ^^11

288 = A holy calling (II Tim. 1:9)

The measure of three sides ofthe rock level base

would be .432 of a mile. It is a number that appears to

take in the whole world.
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432 = All things, navxa

432 = Habitation, /caroi/aa

432 = The habitable world, ^211

432 = All nations, D"'"l5-'7D, (by multiplication)

And, finally, the complete measure airound all four

sides of the rock level base of the Great Pyramid is

.576 of a mile. It relates to the Hebrew year 5760,

which year marks the end of 6000 years from Adam.

This rock level perimeter appears to be relating to

the progressive plan of God for the salvation of man
through the Lord Jesus Christ. This was built up into

the complete structure that rests on this base, with

Jesus Christ, as the topstone.

There is no evidence that the original topstone

was ever lifted into place on this marvelous monu-

ment. As long as the dominion is in the hands ofman,

whether by right or by usurpation, there will be no

topstone. I can only theorize that when Jesus sets up

His Kingdom in Jerusalem, perhaps the original

topstone will be brought forth from its hiding place,

and placed at the top of the Great Pyramid.
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
