The user, therefore, should

always use a "dictionary" approach in seeking information. For

examples, discussion of Baptism will be found directly under

Baptism and not under Sacraments; individual Church Fathers

are entered under their names and are not collected under the

heading Fathers of the Church. Volume is separated from page(s)

by a colon: inclusive paging is always given when a discussion goes

beyond one page this is indicated by a hyphen, thus: 6:20-22.

Cross references are used to connect related headings. See aba

references are always made from general to particular, not vice

versa.

HENRI DANIEL-ROPS

Editor-in-Chief of the

Twentieth Century Encyclopedia of Catholicism

HENRI DANIEL-ROPS was born Henri Jules Charles Petiot, January

19, 1901, at fipinal (Vosges), France, the grandson of peasants

and the son of Colonel Charles Petiot, an artillery officer, and

Odile Grosperrin. A dark-haired, slender serious student, he ma-

jored simultaneously in law, geography and history at the Univer-

sity of Grenoble, winning the equivalent of a Master's degree in

each subject and gaining his "agregation" (slightly higher than a

Ph.D.) from the University of Lyons before he was twenty-one.

A year later he received his "habitation," teaching as a "profes-

seur agrege" at the University. He subsequently taught history at

the lycee at Charbery, then taught at Amiens, and from 1930 until

he retired from teaching in 1945, he was a professor at Neuilly.

He adopted the nom de plume of Daniel-Rops for his first book

a volume of essays published in 1926 and has used it for all of

his prolific writings. His more than seventy books include twenty

novels, and the other writings are historical studies, works in the

arts and sciences, poetry, and children's books. His writings

have brought him many honors, including election to the Acad-

emie Fran^aise in 1955, the youngest member at the time. Other

honors include Commander of the Order of Saint Gregory the

Great in 1949 (conferred by Pope Pius XII, who was an

ardent reader of his works) and the Grand Cross of that order

conferred by Pope John XXIII; Grand Officer of the Order of

Christ (Portugal); Knight of the Legion of Honor; winner of the

Academic Franfalse Grand Prix de la Litterature as well as its

Prix Paul Flat and Prix Alfred Nee. He holds honorary degrees

from many institutions of higher learning including the Univer-

site de Montreal, Montreal, Canada. In addition to his writing,

he lectures weekly and answers up to twenty letters daily from

people who write with problems. A painstaking workman in Ms
writing, he researches with fine-tooth-comb care and has a library



at his home, Eau Vive, at Tresserve (Savoy) of more than 10,000
volumes. His greatest success was Jesus and His Times (Dutton,

1954) which took him three years to write, working daily from

7 A.M. to 1 P.M., his door shut and telephone disconnected. The
work was translated into fourteen languages and has sold more

than a half-million copies. He is a regular contributor to Revue des

Deux Mondes, Nouvelle Revue Francaise, La France Catholique,

Temolgnage Chretien, and La Bataille, as well as the editor of four

series of books, including The Twentieth Century Encyclopedia of

Catholicism (which includes his What is the Bible?). He contributes

to various newspapers, edits a popular monthly, Ecclesia, and

publishes an intellectual quarterly. His intensity of feeling for

humanity wras mirrored in the three years of research alone he

spent preparing to write Histoire Sainte published in English both

as Sacred History and Israel and the Ancient World (Longmans,

Green, 1949). It was a work inspired by the Nazi libels against

the Jews, and he felt he was '"working against time to disabuse

the world of these calumnies." Hardly had the work been set in

type and 14,000 copies printed when the Gestapo raided the pub-
lisher's plant and destroyed the book plates. They failed to find

the finished books, however, and the work was reset and reprinted

after the war. Other of his books published in English are: Misted

Mirror (Knopf, New York, 1931), Two Men in Me (Rockwell,

Chicago, 1931), The Poor and Ourselves (Burns, Gates, London,

1938), Flaming Sword (Cassell, London, 1941), Death, Where

(Cassell, London, 1950), Saint Paul: Apostle of Nations (Fides,

Chicago, 1953), Book of Books (Kenedy, New York, 1956),

Book of Life (Kenedy, New York, 1956), Cathedral and Crusade

(Dutton, New York, 1957), This is the Mass (Hawthorn, 1958),

The Book of Mary (Hawthorn, 1960), Monsieur Vincent (Haw-

thorn, 1961), Daily Life in the Time of Jesus (Hawthorn, 1962)

and The Book of Joseph (Hawthorn, 1963). In 1923 he was

married to Madelaine Bouvier and they have an adopted son,

Francis. When not occupied with his writing, he works around his

garden and makes up stories to tell to his god-daughter, but, he

says: "I believe I would die if I could no longer write."
