Since, in accordance with her inten-

tion, the collection is accessible to the researches of the student and

investigator, such an exhibit of its resources as will render it most available

for comparative study is appropriate and indeed necessary.

JOHN BOYD THACHER*

"We have in New England a certain number of families who consti-

tute what may be called the Academic Races. Their names have been

on college catalogues for generation after generation. They have filled

the learned professions, more especially the ministry, from the old

colonial days to our own time. If aptitudes for the acquisition of know-

ledge can be bred into a family ... we know what we may expect

of a descendant of one of the Academic Races. Other things being equal,

he will take more naturally, more easily, to his books. His features will

be more pliable, his voice will be more flexible, his whole nature more
plastic than those of the youth with less favoring antecedents. The gift

of genius is never to be reckoned upon beforehand ... it is always

a surprise, but it is bom with great advantages when the stock from

which it springs has been long under cultivation."

These words of Oliver Wendell Holmes in the introduction to his life

of Emerson are fitly illustrated by the family history of John Boyd
Thacher. His direct line ended in England with the Rev. Peter Thacher,

who at Corpus Christi College, Oxford, took his baccalaureate in 1608,

his master's degree in 161 1; was installed in 161 6 as vicar of Milton

Clevedon in Somerset, and was rector of St. Edmund's in Salisbury from

1622 until his death February 19, 1640. His eldest son Thomas, bom
at Milton Clevedon on May i, 1620, came to New England in the ship

James with the family of his uncle Anthony Thacher. They arrived at

Ipswich June 4, 1635.

Thomas, the earliest American ancestor of John Boyd Thacher, was
educated both in medicine and theology. He studied under the Rev.

Charles Chauncey, of Sdtuate, who afterward became the second presi-

dent of Harvard College. His first pastorate was at Weymouth, where

he was ordained and installed January 2, 1645; he continued there until

1664, when he removed to Boston. He was the first practitioner of

medicine in Weymouth and in Boston he practiced medicine from 1664

until Febmary 16, 1670, when he was ordained first pastor of the historic

Old South Church. President Stiles speaks of him as "the best Arabic

scholar known in the country" and also says that he compiled and pub-

lished a Hebrew lexicon. In 1677 he published "A brief rule to Guide

the Common People of New England how to order themselves and theirs

in the Small Pocks or Measles" which is said to have been "the first

medical treatise printed in the United States." (Evans, 242.) A sec-

ond edition appeared in 1702. Cotton Mather says that he was a great

logician, well versed in mechanics, both in theory and practice, and that

he could make all kinds of clockwork to admiration; that he was an

incomparable scribe and that there were then extant monuments of

Syriac characters of his writing hardly to be imitated.

His youngest son, the Rev. Peter Thacher, bom in Salem, Mass., July

18, 1 65 1, was graduated from Harvard College in 1671 and completed

his theological studies in London in 1676. From the seal which his

father used on his letters to the son in England was taken the coat of

arms which is now held by his descendants. Peter Thacher's will dated

February 12, 172 1, now in the Suffolk registry, Boston, is also sealed

with the family arms. In 168 1 Peter Thacher was ordained pastor over

the church in Milton. He had been living in Barnstable, Mass., and on

the day of his departure for his new home he was escorted by a caval-

cade of 57 horsemen as far as Sandwich. The remaining years of his life

were spent in Milton, where he died December 17, 1727.

Rev. Peter Thacher, son of Rev. Peter and Theodora (Oxenbridge)

Thacher, was bom in Milton, October 16, 1688; died April 22, 1744. ^^
graduated from Harvard College in 1706, and was ordained at Middleboro,

November 2, 1709. He married Mary, daughter of Samuel Prince, of

Sandwich, and had 10 children.

Their son Samuel, bom in Middleboro, June 10, 1717, was probably the

Capt. Samuel Thacher, of Middleboro, who commanded a company of

men from that town in 1759, during the French and Indian War,

Samuel's son Nathaniel, bom in 1767, spent the earlier years of his life

in Rhode Island. His generation was subjected to the powerful impulses

which produced the great migration from New England to the states

beyond the Hudson and soon after the year 1800 he joined the westward

course and went to New York State as one of the pioneers in the town of

Troupsburg and its vicinity. About 1810 he removed with his family to

Homellsville.

His son, Samuel Olney Thacher, bom in Smithfield, R. I., 1789, re-

moved with his parents to Troupsburg soon after 1800. He married,

18 14, Martha, daughter of Judge George Homell, for whom the town of

Homellsville, now the city of Homell, was named.

John Boyd Thacher's father, George Homell Thacher, was bom in

Homellsville on June 4, 181 8. In his life we find manifested anew the

thirst for knowledge that had so tenaciously characterized his fore-

fathers; for though dependent very largely upon his own efforts, he yet

won through to graduation at Union College with the class of 1843. He
married June 15, 1843, Ursula Jane, daughter of David Boyd of Schenec-

tady. In 1849 he settled permanently in Albany and engaged in the
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manufacture of car wheels. A man of great public spirit, he was elected

alderman in 1859 and was four times chosen mayor of Albany between

i860 and 1874. He died February 25, 1887.

John Boyd Thacher was born at Ballston Spa, N. Y., September 11,

1847. His earlier education was acquired under private tutors. In 1865

he entered Williams College, graduating cum laude in 1 869. After leaving

college he took a course in business practice and then entered the molding

department of his father's foundry and learned the trade of a molder in

order thoroughly to know the business. He became a member of his

father's firm, succeeding with his brother George Homell Thacher to the

proprietorship upon their father's death in 1887 and continuing with his

brother in the conduct of the business until his own death in 1909. On
his twenty-fifth birthday, September 11, 1872, he married Emma, daugh-

ter of George Curtis Treadwell, Esq., of Albany, a man of distinguished

New England parentage, his grandfather being the last of the Puritan

governors of Connecticut and Member of the Colonial Congress.

To the people of his own city and state John Boyd Thacher was best

known through his political activities. His first active connection with

public affairs was as a member of the Albany Board of Health, which he

helped to organize. In 1883 he was elected as state senator on the Demo-
cratic ticket. As a member of the Senate committee on cities he took an

active part in securing funds for the construction of the State Capitol, in

furthering legislation for the abolishment of contract work in state

prisons, and in securing much remedial legislation for the improvement of

tenement houses. On behalf of these measures he was a hard worker.

In 1885 he led the fight in the senate to secure the carrying out of the

constitutional requirement for the taking of a state census for the purpose

of reapportioning senate and assembly districts.

While Gen. Grant lay ill and slowly dying late in the winter of 1884-85,

and the Congress of the United States was discussing the propriety of

placing him again on the retired list of generals of the Army, Mr. Thacher,

realizing that lasting disgrace would attach to the country should the Gen-

eral die before this simple act of justice had been performed, on Feb-

ruary II, 1885, against the advice of some of the most prominent men in

his party, introduced in the state senate a concurrent resolution calling

upon the representatives of New York State in the Congress to act at once

in favor of granting the needed relief to the General. He supported the

resolution in a brief but powerful speech, and, on its adoption, hastened

to Washington and personally and successfully worked in support of the

measure. How wisely Mr. Thacher acted was shown by the universal

sorrow exhibited at the death of the General six months later. Of his

connection with this act of justice to the nation's great soldier Mr. Thacher

was justly proud.

As mayor of Albany, Mr. Thacher gave the city two businesslike admin-

istrations, from 1886 to 1888 and from 1896 to 1898. During his first
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term occurred the great bicentennial celebration of the chartering of

Albany as a city. The ceremonies incident to a proper recognition of the

occasion laid a severe strain upon the young official. A goodly part of

the success attending the celebration may with fairness be attributed to

his zeal, enthusiasm, and abihty. The occasion was noteworthy; its

pageants and oratory were memorably beautiful and impressive. During

the four days of the celebration Mayor Thacher made nearly a dozen

addresses on as many different subjects; and each, though prepared on a

few hours' notice and in the confusion of the moment, attracted the atten-

tion of the people of the state, particularly those to the Indians and the

representatives from Holland. So unusual was the variety and the

almost equal literary merit of these addresses, even separated from the per-

sonality and charm of the orator, that without Mr. Thacher's knowledge

they were taken from the current press and printed separately in a vol-

ume called "Little Speeches."

In February, 1888, he organized and successfully carried out a winter

carnival, the first of the kind ever held south of Montreal. It lasted three

days, and so perfect was the weather and so smoothly ran all the proceed-

ings that the people of Albany attributed it all to "Thacher's luck."

His administrations were marked by improvements, a notable one

being the new Public Market Square. He gave the city of Albany the

lowest tax rate it had ever had from the period of the Civil War to the

year 1887—the second year of his first administration. He was a great

admirer of Grover Cleveland and a hard worker in his behalf, and in the

first Cleveland campaign canvassed the state at his own expense, hiring

a boat, which he called the Thomas Jefferson, and traveling through the

Erie Canal with a well-equipped political library and with eloquent

speakers addressing, with him, the people at various places along the

route.

Late in the year 1887 public notice was given that Judge Parker, who,

as trustee of the Harmanus Bleecker fund, had offered it nearly a year

before, to the Albany Young Men's Association contingent upon its rais-

ing $50,000, would allow only until the ist day of January, 1888, for the

accomplishment of the task. But a little over two weeks of that time

remained. A public meeting was called December 14, 1887, at which

Mayor Thacher presided. Committees were organized, representing

every walk and condition of life, and daily meetings were held. By the

evening of December 31, 1887, there had been subscribed the sum of

$56,618, and thus the Bleecker fund, amounting to more than $130,000,

was secured and the erection of Harmanus Bleecker Hall made possible.

On retiring from office in 1888 he was chosen president of the State

League of Democratic Clubs.

Perhaps the greatest achievement which links itself with his second

term as mayor 10 years later, was the erection of the present Union Station

in securing which he played a large part. During that term also occurred
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the celebration of the State Capitol centenary, in which Mayor Thacher's

fondness for historical research and his unusual learning again found full

play and expression. It was at that time he sought, unsuccessfully it is

true, but none the less actively and loyally, to secure the removal of

Union College to Albany. During that administration also occurred

in August, 1897, the kidnapping case of Johnny Conway, which aroused

Albany as never before. The chief of police was absent on his vacation,

the acting chief was taken ill. Mr. Thacher acted as chief of police as well

as mayor, and had no rest by night or day. The strenuous week with its

loss of sleep, infrequent meals, the defense of the prisoner as the mayor
at the risk of his own life took him from the train to police headquarters

through an angry mob bent upon summary vengeance, resulted in a sud-

den sharp illness from which he never fully recovered and to which his

physicians ascribed all the physical ills that followed, resulting in his

death.

There was never a year while he was in public office that Mr. Thacher

did not give in unostentatious charities much more than his salary, and

more than could be counted in personal services and sympathy. All the

years of his hfe he worked and sacrificed for Albany, and his fame has

gone abroad wherever the things counted in the phrase "good citizen"

have made their appeal to men.

Mr. Thacher was appointed by President Harrison a member of the

World's Columbian Exposition from New York State, and was made
chairman of the committee of awards. While there was much contro-

versy over the system of awards, yet every one of his decisions was sus-

tained later by the national commission. Vast sums of money passed

through his hands for which he held himself accountable and part of

which he had the pleasure of returning to the Government at the closing

of the exposition. He served during those years of preparation, of accom-

plishment, and of closing the departments and settling the accounts,

without pay and at a sacrifice of his personal affairs, and so ably was the

whole matter conducted that at the close a most unusual thing occurred

—

he was asked by the Government to name any sum for his services,

although it was felt that adequate payment for what he had done was

impossible; but this he declined to do. He was also a member of the

New York State commission, appointed to that position by Gov. Hill,

and was active and successful in whatever was of importance to the

state. The records of the work are contained in the closing report made
to the legislature in April, 1894, and published in a volume entitled "New
York at the World's Columbian Exposition.

"

In 1896 Mr. Thacher was nominated by the Democratic Party for

governor of New York but declined to run.

Mr. Thacher was prominent in Masonry, was identified with all of the

Albany bodies and was an inspector general of the thirty-third degree.

Northern Masonic Jurisdiction. The Masonic library collected by him

has been given, in his name, to Masters' Lodge No. 5 of Albany.
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Widely known as a publicist, his fame, both as a historian and as a

collector, is yet wider and even more enduring. In so discriminating

and judicious a journal as The Nation it was said of him in 1903

:

"The Hon. John Boyd Thacher, of Albany, is probably best known to

contemporar\' fame as one of that small but worthy body of American

publicists who aspire to add to the ser\'ices they have rendered in oflScial

political stations by making further contributions to the general welfare

through the writing of books. His name is better known in the widening

circle of book collectors as that of the owner of an important library, illus-

trating the history of printing and the discovery and settlement of Amer-

ica. Mr. Thacher's library is currently reputed to rank in the very first

class, in regard to both the number and the quality of its treasures.

It is doubtful whether the owner of any other library of its size in this

country has shown equal judgment in determining the especial lines along

which to develop his taste for book buying or in picking up the scattered

volumes necessary to make a well-rounded and comprehensive collection

upon the chosen subjects. There is less doubt that none of Mr. Thacher's

rivals in the bookshops and the auction room have shown so thorough a

realization of what his treasures signify, individually and collectively, as

the abiding witnesses of literary and historical progress. It would be

difficult to name any other American collector who has expended equal

sums for the acquisition of bibliographic treasures, who has given such

good proof of understanding why each volume has a proper and necessary

place upon his shelves. Mr. Thacher has attained to an eminent rank in

the annals of book collecting in this country, as an exemplar of the true

bibliophile, sharply contrasted with the mere lover of rare and costly

possessions."

As a collector Mr. Thacher specialized in early printed books, auto-

graphs, Columbiana, and the French Revolution. The two most impor-

tant of these collections, autographs and incunabula, are probably unsur-

passed by the possessions of any other private collector. In acquiring

early printed books his aim was to bring together examples of as many
fifteenth century presses as possible. In his copy of the first volume of

Santander's " Dictionnaire bibliographique choisi du quinzi^me si^e"
is this note in his hand

:

" I bought at Libbie & Co.'s sale, Boston, and paid for it, June 3, 1899,

a Benedicti Regula printed by Geoffrey Mamef, Paris, September 7,

1500. This book completed my 500 presses of the fifteenth century,

I take it as a good augury that the first book of my incunabula and the

one to round out my five hundredth press should have been found in

America. It is seldom my collection finds specimens of incunabula

already brought to America.

"Ten years ago it did not seem possible that I should get from one to

ten examples of 500 presses of the fifteenth century. No other private

collection has so great a number of separate presses."

Mr. Thacher's permanent renown will rest upon the labors of his riper

years : his researches among the earliest records of American history and
the notable volumes in which he perpetuated the results. In 1896 he

published his "Continent of America," pronounced to be by far the most
sumptuous bibliographical and cartographical work on the discovery and
naming of America that had ever appeared in English. Seven years later

appeared the first volume of his greatest work—"Christopher Columbus:

His life, his work, his remains as revealed by original . . . records."

Perhaps no fairer estimate of this monumental work has been made by
competent authority than that of the late Prof. Edward G. Bourne, in

the American Historical Review, from which the following passages are

taken

:

"This is the most voluminous and sumptuous work devoted to Colum-

bus that has ever been published in the United States. It is not merely

magnificent in appearance and proportions, but its contents are based on

a more conscientious study of the original sources than has been the case

with any life of Columbus published in this country since Irving's. In

addition, it brings within the reach of American students considerable

material hitherto accessible only in the Raccolta di Documenti e Studi

published by the Italian Government, or in the Duchess of Berwick y
Alba's Nuevos Autografos de Cristdhal Coldn y Relaciones de Ultramar.

In the preparation and publication of these volumes Mr. Thacher has

rendered to American students of Columbian questions a great service,

which will be appreciated by those who have occasion to prosecute such

studies. This I can say from actual use of his first and second volumes.

"Among the original materials for the life of Columbus which Mr.

Thacher has printed, accompanied by English translations, are extracts

from Peter Martyr's Epistles, the two Genoese lives by Gallo and Senarega

from Muratori, Giustiniano's life from his Psalter, the various versions

of the Toscanelli letters, considerable extracts from Las Casas's History

of the Indies, the Journal of the first voyage, the Santangel and Sanchez

letters in facsimile and translation, facsimiles and translations of the

demarcation bulls, the treaty of Tordesillas, facsimile and translation of

the Syllacio-Coma letter on the second voyage, the Chanca letter, the de

Torres memorandum, the narrative of the third voyage from Las Casas,

the letter to the nurse of Prince John, the Libretto in facsimile and trans-

lation, the Porras and Mendez narratives relating to the fourth voyage,

and the Lettera Rarissima in facsimile and translation. Of these docu-

ments it may be remarked that the three Genoese lives and Las Casas's

account of the third voyage have never appeared in English before ; that

of the Libretto De Tutta La Navigatione De Re De Spagna (Venice, 1504)

only one copy is known and that it has never before been reproduced in

facsimile.

" In his third volume Mr. Thacher reproduces the most famous of some

forty of the alleged portraits of Columbus, which he classifies according

to types, giving the provenance of each example. To the handwriting of
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Columbus over three hundred and fifty pages are devoted, in which are

reproduced in facsimile a great variety of his autograph letters. These

are all translated into English. Mr. Thacher next takes up the ques-

tions relating to Columbus's death and burial places, and in particular

the question of the removal of his remains from Santo Domingo to

Havana in 1 795. He decides that the remains were not those of Columbus,

and that consequently his ashes still repose in the island which he dis-

covered and colonized. Next the lines of descent from Columbus are

carefully traced and illustrated with genealogical tables.

"It will be seen from this brief outline that Mr. Thacher's work brings

within the reach of libraries a considerable range of material often not

accessible except in our great collections."

To this appraisal may be added these words from The Nation's review:

"The most important feature of Mr. Thacher's volumes is their fac-

similes of publications and manuscripts relating to Columbus. Some
of these had not before been reproduced with photographic exactness,

and most of them are nowhere else so readily accessible. The quarto

edition of the 'Columbus Letter' in Spanish, preserved in the Ambrosian

Library at Milan, the 'Libretto' describing the third voyage, and the

'Lettera' on the fourth voyage, both in the San Marco Library at Venice,

are now published in facsimile for the first time, and all who are interested

in Columbian bibliography have been placed under an inestimable debt

of gratitude to Mr. Thacher, for his successful efforts to make these price-

less treasures available for the purposes of comparative study. Besides,

these volumes contain a large variety of facsimiles of titles, printed

pages, and manuscripts. All are useful as being exact pictures of impor-

tant statements made by or about the discoverer of America. They

give those unaccustomed to handling the originals an idea of what the

material for historical study looks like. Mr. Thacher has not prepared

and published these costly volumes for those who, like himself, can only

pursue their researches satisfactorily in treasure houses rich in old books

and manuscripts. His purpose is to serve those less favored than himself

who desire to gain definite ideas regarding the sources from which the

facts of history are drawn. To these, his volumes offer a comprehensive

stock of valuable material."

The London AthetKBum said of the "Columbus" :

"The author is able, and many pages of his work furnish most attrac-

tive reading. This applies more especially to the introductory chapters,

which deal with Peter Martyr, the historian and writer of epistles, and

Bartolom6 de Las Casas, the 'Protector of the Indians.'

"One attractive feature of the pifesent work consists in the repro-

duction of numerous documents bearing upon the history of Columbus.

All these have been published before; but several rare booklets and

letters are now made accessible to the student for the first time in fac-

simile, and in every instance the author supplies an excellent translation

of the original text."
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It would be easy to reproduce scores of pages of discriminating criti-

cism from literary and historical reviews in both Europe and America.

The remaining years, too few, alas! but his happiest and best, were

spent in literary work in the constant companionship of his wife. She

kept apace with his studies and aided his researches. Thoroughly devoted

to each other, the two were continually together, at home and abroad.

Generally a part of each year was spent in Europe, a part in Albany, and

the summer at their country home at Altamont.

At the time of his death he was at work on a history of the French

Revolution, which he proposed to treat from the entirely new standpoint

of the personalities of the revolutionists and monarchists, and to illus-

trate by original letters and other documents written by those who
actually took part in the struggle, in the collection of which he spared

neither time, efifort, nor expense. This projected "History of the

French Revolution," to which he had given years of study and research,

traveling even to the most obscure of the places involved so that he

might absorb the local atmosphere, was designed to do for that remark-

able period of history what his "Columbus" had already accomplished

for the period of the discovery of America. Having satisfied himself

with the preparation, he had already begun to write when his pen was

stopped. The portions left finished are those on "Feudal Rights"

from the earliest beginnings, a subject which never before had been

exhaustively treated, on the "Opening of the States General," on

"Necker," on the "Address of Necker," a very elaborate chart, and part

of a chapter on "Montesquieu," unfinished, but with hundreds of notes

made and systematically filed.

After Mr. Thacher established his summer residence at Altamont in

the Helderberg region, he gradually added to his estate there until he

became probably the largest landowner in the vicinity. The property

there included the spring end of Thompson's Lake, and a ridge along

the Helderberg about three and a half miles in length on which are

located many spots of historic interest and great natural beauty, includ-

ing the Indian Ladder, Hale's Cavern, which Mr. Thacher himself

explored, Tory's Cave, and Helm's Crack. This picturesque ridge was

left in primitive state and its free use by the public was generously per-

mitted. Organizations Hke the Albany Boys' Club were encouraged to

make use of the Indian Ladder farm as a summer camping ground. In

March, 1914, Mrs. Thacher gave all this beautiful district to the State.

The public announcement of the gift was made through the following

special message of Governor Glynn:

"State op New York, Executive Chamber,
"Albany, March 4, 1914.

" To the Legislature:

"It is my happy privilege to inform the people of the state of

New York, through your honorable body, of a voluntary gift to the

people of the state of a tract of about three hundred and fifty acres
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of land in the town of New Scotland and Guilderland in the county
of Albany, to be dedicated for the purpose of a public park.

"This tract embraces the famous 'Indian Ladder' section in the
Helderbergs a few miles west of Albany. It has long been noted as

one of the beauty spots of the state. Naturalists have agreed that

there is found some of the grandest scenery in the state. We find

numerous caves, great precipitous cliflFs, waterfalls, and pine forests.

The region is rich historically and around it cluster many legends of

the original owners of the soil. To its natural wonders is added the

charm of romance. Its rich scenery is not surpassed even in the
Adirondacks, and the 'Ladder' itself looks more like a bit of the

Rocky Mountains than a part of the Helderbergs. It is a veritable

wonderland, and in my opinion this property will make the most
picturesque park in the state of New York.

"This generous gift is inspired by a benevolence which cannot fail

to receive the grateful appreciation of the people and will permit this

area where peculiarly attractive natural scenery abounds, to be
conserved and preserved for public enjoyment, subject only to such
restrictions as make for the public pleasure.

"It is another evidence that the principleof conservation attempted
to be made effective through enlightened legislation meets with a
quick response by men and women, in generous gifts of their private

resources to meet these desirable ends.

"This substantial response to public-spirited legislation is gratify-

ing, and this notable gift will conspicuously contribute to the promo-
tion of the health, happiness, education, and patriotism of the people

of the present and future generations.

"This gift is the generous and patriotic action of Mrs. Emma
Treadwell Thacher, of Albany, N. Y., widow of John Boyd Thacher.

"John Boyd Thacher died on February 25, 1909, at the age of

62 years, having distinguished himself not only in business, but
as an author, and in the public service. He served for four years as

mayor of Albany, and represented Albany County in the state senate.

From his entrance into public life he was closely identified with the

political history of his country; was a public speaker of wide repute

and an ardent advocate and supporter of all measures proposed
for the benefit of workingmen and women. President Harrison
appointed him a member of the World's Columbian Exposition and
he became chairman of the Executive Committee of the Bureau of

Awards. His knowledge of men and affairs was comprehensive ; his

charitable gifts marked him as a broad-minded philanthropist,

having a warm sympathetic nature for the misfortunes of his fellow

men.
"He was a learned historian and all his writings were marked

with a fine power of expression.

"His 'Christopher Columbus, his Life, his Works, his Remains;'
the ' Continent of America, its Discovery and its Baptism ;

'
' Cabotian

Discovery; ' and ' Charlecote' may be named as among his prominent
literary contributions.

"This gift of his widow should be very appropriately designated

as 'John Boyd Thacher Park.' Mrs. Thacher has already executed
and delivered to me, as custodian, a duly executed deed from herself

to the people of the state of New York of this wonderful tract.
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"I respectfully recommend that this legislature make appropriate
recognition of this munificence and enact suitable measures in order
to provide for the acceptance of this gift, to the end that this land
be forever dedicated to and used exclusively for the purpose of a
public park and natural scenic reservation to be always known as

the 'John Boyd Thacher Park. '

"

Death came to John Boyd Thacher at his home in Albany, after a long

illness borne with the courage, cheerfulness, and unselfishness that

characterized his whole life. On the announcement the State senate

adjourned, the city's bells were tolled, and the flags placed at half mast.

Among the many published tributes to his memory this is perhaps the

least inadequate

:

"The mourning for Mr. Thacher 's death extends far beyond his own
community. The loss of a brilliant man of letters and of a citizen of

such unique devotion and probity is felt to be a national calamity. In

his own immediate circle Mr. Thacher was a potent force. His warm-

hearted generosity, his hospitality, his vivid magnetic personality, drew

people irresistibly. He had a certain commanding eloquence, the fruit

of his richly stored mind, and a lovable simplicity of nature.

"He was a man of many lovable traits, charitable to a remarkable

degree, sympathetic and honest, a liberal patron of the arts, and a friend

to struggling artists.

"Simple and unaffected in his manners, a born gentleman, an easy

everyday man of the world, an accomplished scholar, his many-sided

character was well rounded and developed.

"One must be the richer and happier and stronger always for the

blessing of having come within the influence of that marvelously vivid

and most lovable personality. He was the personification of health

and wholesomeness and sunshine. His was a nature rare in its high

standards, its strength, sweetness and simplicity; bright, quick, ingen-

ious, kind, full of warm hospitality, industrious to a degree and more

often working for others than for self."

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PREFACE

In the preparation of the following list, four objects were kept in view:

first, of course, more widely to disclose, by means of a permanent and

convenient record, the contents of the collection; second, to illustrate

the collector's purpose—the acquisition, not of as many fifteenth century

books as he could gather, but of notable specimens from as many different

fifteenth century presses as possible; third, to set out such data as might

aid in identifying the particular copies; and fourth, to render more

widely available Mr. Thacher's valuable and interesting notes inscribed

in the books themselves. The first of these aims could have been as

well attained by an alphabetic arrangement of the entries, so effectively

employed in Dr. Collijn's admirable catalogues of the incunabula in the

library of Upsala University and the Royal Library in Stockholm, and

adopted for the forthcoming Gesamtkatalog der Wiegendrucke to be

issued by the Prussian Royal Commission. But the relatively large

number of presses represented in the collection could best be exhibited

by the historical grouping used in Proctor's Index, which has the great

additional value of illustrating the early development of printing.

The arrangement of the list, therefore, is chronological; first, by

countries in the order in which printing was introduced into each; sec-

ond, by towns arranged on the same principle; third, by presses in the

order of their establishment in the town; finally, by books in the prob-

able order of their issue from the press. This method, adopted by the

British Museum in its monumental "Catalogue of books printed in the

XVth century," has also the sanction of other high modem authorities.

Whatever disadvantages it might otherwise present are removed, it is

hoped, by full indexing.

The list is by no means inclusive of the entire Thacher deposit, which

contains not merely the collection of incunabula but many valuable

sixteenth century issues—works relating to Columbus and the discovery

of America, numerous editions of Ptolemy, early Mexican imprints

—

together with a considerable number of bibliographic works. This

present list, however, is limited to fifteenth century issues. It perhaps

includes an occasional work to which future investigations may definitely

assign a sixteenth century date, but it is understood to include none

whose claim as a fifteenth century issue is without the support of some

respectable authority.

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The primary basis of the list as printed was a card index, in the briefest

possible form, prepared in Mr. Thacher's lifetime, and deposited with the

collection. These card entries are, substantially, of the form and content

of Proctor's entries, but arranged alphabetically by authors, with an addi-

tional alphabet of printers. Hain and Proctor numbers are given on the

cards, but no descriptions, notes nor remarks. The first work in our

present list is thus entered in the card index: "Duranti, Gulielmus.

Rationale divinorum officiorum. Hain 6471. Pr. 66. On vellum.

Mainz, Johann Fust and Peter Schofifer, 1459." This card index, how-

ever, was incomplete—since even during Mr. Thacher's last illness the

collection was receiving additions ; and the later researches of European

scholars have altered some of its conclusions regarding doubtful imprints,

though only to enlarge the list of presses. For example, the card index

does not include the presses of Wilhelm Schaflfener, Michael Reyser or

Gregorius de Gentis.

Preliminary to the present undertaking the card entries were copied on

sheets and the references were compared with Hain and Proctor. The
sheets were next connected with the corresponding volumes upon the

shelves and it was then feasible to begin work upon the incunabula

themselves—testing each by the printed descriptions cited, if any; then

not only identifying the unlisted books, but turning upon a few listed

but unrecognized works the light supplied by the Library's great col-

lection of bibliographic material. A most interesting example of the

latter class of cases is the Sermones aurei of Jacobus de Voragine, entry

no. 14 of the following list. This work without definite title, date, place

or printer's name, is listed in the card index simply as "Sermones domini-

cales. 1
47-. '

' Long search of printed lists for other copies was fruitless,

until a study of the type used and an extended examination of the

WooUey facsimiles placed it as a product of the press of "C. W., civis

Argentinensis." This narrowing of the search led to the identification of

the work with the "Sermones aurei" listed by Dr. CoUijn. The rubri-

cator's date in the Upsala copy fixes the time of issue as not later than

1473 and strikingly confirms Mr. Thacher's judgment that "the press

is a very early one and can not be later than 1479."

A similar case is presented by entry no. 91. This copy lacks the last

leaf containing the clue to its identity. The card index entry for it con-

sists of nothing more than "Glossa omnia evangelia. n. d." The sale

catalogues in which this particular copy had been offered give not the

slightest aid in identifying the book. Many months and much painful

poring over this "quaint and curious volume of forgotten lore" were

needed to recognize it as the Plenarium printed September 20, 1474

(first fully described by Mr. Pollard in the Morgan Catalogue in 1 907)

,

and to add to the Thacher list of indubitable presses an undoubted

specimen of the earlier work of Johann Bamler of Augsburg.
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After the identity of the works had been verified, the labor of examining

and describing the copies was taken up and the results noted on the sheets.

Many additional references were supplied and verified by actual exami-

nation of the works cited. Titles were in most cases expanded. Apparent

conflicts between authorities were studied in connection with the original

material. The rough notes were then revised, edited and transcribed.

There remained the matter of arranging the entries, involving many
questions as to printers and presses, before the copy could be put into

final form for the printer.

A note as to the scope of the individual entries may be in place. It

was urged at the outset that all the entries should be full—should each in-

clude quotations from the incipit and colophon, detailed collation by sig-

natures, etc. This would have involved, first of all, much duplication of

work long since well done, the fruits of which are available to all who can

make any real use of them. Of the 840 dififerent imprints in the Thacher

collection, nearly 800 appear in Hain. No serious student of the early

history of printing could make a beginning without Hain and the supple-

mentary works of Copinger and Reichling. When adequate descriptions

are easily accessible, it is superfluous to duplicate them. Therefore, the

present list follows the excellent plan of the Upsala catalogue, attempting

full descriptive entries only in the case of those works for which satis-

factory descriptions are not readily at hand. For seven works in the col-

lection no earlier descriptions have been found: i. " Lehen der Heiligen"

printed by Johann Schonsperger, Augsburg, July 3, 1487, (loi). 2. The
"Antidotarium" of Nicolaus Falcutius, printed in Milan, for Paulus de

Suardis, June 25, 1479, (504). 3. An edition of Cicero's " Epistolae

familiares" printed by Leonhard Pachel in Milan, October 31, 1495, (507).

4. An "Ars epistulandi" of Franciscus Niger, printed in Paris by Georg

Mittelhus, August 14, 1490, (740). 5. A little collection of tracts "contra

monachos proprietarios" printed in Paris for theDe Marnefs, (762). 6. An
"Ortidus rosarum" printed in Paris for Claude Jaumar, (766). 7. Nico-

laus de Lyra's "Postilla" printed for Jean de Vingle, Lyon, August 26,

1496, (780).

A number of others, though noted in earlier lists, have for. various

reasons been deemed proper subjects for full treatment.

But for the most part the entries consist merely of such statement of

author, title, and date, with references to the authorities, and such

descriptions of the particular copies in hand as will serve to identify

both the issue and the particular copy. In their fullest form these entries

consist of no more than twelve parts : i , serial number. 2, author's name.

3, title. 4, date of issue. 5, references, first to Hain; second to Proctor;

third, any other authorities, in alphabetic order. 6. Format, or form

size, determined by the folding of the sheets. 7, measurements of the

leaf, in millimetres. 8, imperfections if any. 9, rubrication or lack of it.

10, notes as to former ownership as evidenced by inscriptions, stamps or
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book-plates, ii, binding. 12, Mr. Thacher's notes preserved in the

books themselves, signed J. B. T. and placed in this the most prominent

suitable position in the entry.

An occasional note is given as to the author. It would have been a

pleasant and perhaps profitable task to add in many more cases some
brief remark upon the more obscure of these ancient writers, so widely

known and honored four centuries ago, so long forgotten now. And it

would have been highly desirable to give more time and space to the

provenience of many notable copies,—their personal history; to linger

over the earlier owners as Dr. Van Name so profitably does in his Cata-

logue of the Andrews collection of early books in the library of Yale

University. So many in this goodly company of books have known such

good companionship in earlier days,—in the libraries of Melanchthon the

reformer; of Michael Wodhull, "the first translator into English verse of

all the extant works of Euripides, the most assiduous and painstaking

and in some departments of bibUography the best equipped among the

book collectors of his day " ; of Sir John Hayford Thorold, William Morris,

Henry Harrisse, Sir Mark Masterman Sykes and many another notable

book lover. There is a glamour in the mere names Roxburghe, Syston

Park, Althorp House, and Blenheim Palace.

But in the study of ex libris, inscriptions and other marks of

former ownership, there is much more to be gained than the charm of

high association. In 1478 Conradus Ansarg gave a number of books to

the monastery of Undersdorff, among them being one described in the

British Museum catalogue, page 408. The Thacher Collection contains

two of these books, the Speculum naturale (11) and the Speculum doc-

trinale (12) of Vincentius Bellovacencis, both printed by the "R" printer,

but both undated. Each bears an inscription of gift from Conradus

Ansarg dated 1478. This aids in fixing the date of issue of these two

works as "not after 1478."

The references to authorities will perhaps be regarded as needlessly

numerous, but since they stand in the least conspicuous type and in a

fixed position where they can be readily passed over, they can scarcely

be troublesome in any case. Most of them are indispensable. Objec-

tion might be raised to the very frequent citation of Panzer. But Panzer

is "not yet altogether superseded" and if so competent an authority as

Dr. Burger has been moved within the past six years to publish a com-

plete concordance of Panzer and Hain numbers, little fault can be found

for making use of it. In one notable instance in the present list Panzer

has served to recall to light an issue apparently practically unrecognized

by present day bibliographers, the 24-line edition of Plutarch's Proh-

lemata, sufficiently resembling the 23-line edition known to Hain as to be

confused with it, though upon inspection strikingly different. Both edi-

tions exist in the Thacher Collection, bound (along with a different work)

in a single cover, with but a single entry in the card index referring to
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Hain *i3i37. The restoration of the 24-line edition to its own separate

identity has been one of the many pleasures of the work of compilation.

See entries 302 and 303.

A certain want of uniformity in names and titles will doubtless be
cause for comment. Much effort has been spent to secure identical

expressions for the same identities; but uniform results are not easily

to be brought forth from materials so diverse. The early printers seem-

ingly delighted in hitting upon new designations for themselves. Johann
Herbort is Johannes Alemanus, Johannes Theutonicus, Johannes Grandis

de Selgenstat, Siligenstat, Sillighenstat, or Silgenstat, when he is not

Johannes Herbert dictus Magnus. Titles and authors' names are almost

equally protean. Uniformity can be bom of such infinite multiformity

only through infinite pains. To the inevitable query "Why write

'saturae' here, 'satirae' there, and 'satyrae' elsewhere?" the response

must be that these diversities are not recent inventions—there is recorded

precedent for each; and after so many months of labor on the list it

seemed better to put the results, such as they are, to such uses as can be

made of them than further to withhold them through some vain hope of

ultimate perfection. Brevis et fugax est vita.

Obvious is the compiler's debt to the great bibliographic models of

recent years—most of all to the British Museum Catalogue ; scarcely less

to Pollard's catalogue of the Hawkins collection, a book of remarkable

interest, one of the most human of bibliographies; to the works of CoUijn,

Voulli^me and Reichling, exemplars of learning, accuracy and form.

Less apparent but no less real are his obligations nearer home—to Mr.

Charles Martel, Chief of the Catalogue Division, for unerring aid given

with unfailing sympathy; to Mr. Arnold J. F. van Laer, New York State

Archivist, for assistance with the Belgian entries; to Mr. Joseph Plass of

the Order Division, for help on many knotty points; to Miss S. L. Balen-

tine and Miss E. F. Lawrence of the Publications Section, the former for

faithful and alert work upon the printer index and in the proof reading,

the latter for interested and intelligent service in copy preparation of the

text and upon the author index. Without the active furtherance of

these and others the book could not have been issued. In so far as it is

a product of the Library of Congress, they are to be credited with its

better points, but debited with none of its defects.

The preparation of the list has been extra-official, an evening avoca-

tion beyond the day's full round. It is the compiler's sole regret that a

task so worthy has found no worthier hand to do it. He has no illusions

of the possible perfection of the work. Errors will jump at him as he

opens the first copy from the press ; others less (or more) egregious will

be carefully pointed out to him later. But for all its shortcomings how-

ever great there is the compensating assurance that in the practical

administration of the Thacher Collection the list will have its use.
