FEE‘QUENT tours across Lthe natu-

rally sculptured, rustic Province of

Kwangsi are treasured riences of
u lifddong residence in China's southland.
In- earlier doys we made these trips on a
bt towed by ropes and propefled by a
treadwheel ot the stern, by Chinese pany,
sommetimes partly on foot or by sedan chair.
Now we travel by motorboat, by automo-
bile or bus, even by airway.

We first crossed Kwangsi in the [ntter
tluys of the Manchu Dynasty, traversing
with difficulty its sireams ani |1L|l|:_-r. We
toole few photographs on that enrly journey,
for we were strangers in a4 strange land.
We could clesrly demonstrute to the curlobs
onlookers the use of the rozor, but to try
to explain by word of mouth the use of
A CImEra imh intensified suspicion,

In 5 few shart vears, conditions have
changed greatly.  Photographic studios in
all the Inrge centers of population have
mow  accustomed all o the use of the
CHETeT.

CROSSING MARCO POLO'S TRAIL

Often on journeys through Ching we
have read and reread the fascinating trav-
elog of China's early Western tourisi and
residént, Marco Polo.  In sumnier’s hest
anedd winter's cold we have crossed snd re-
crosgedd a few of the ancient paths this
adventurer trol,

According to Marco Polo, we should not
refer tor all China as Cathay., We should
learn to differentiate more |._IL.1rh the two

distinet areas in China, Cathay, and Manzi,
of which the mﬂy Venetian traveler wrote.

Cithay in its true sense is only that por-
tich of China which les north of the great
Yangtze and its throbbing life. This land,
nuw pierced by the steel rails of modern
commerce, i largely made up of relatively
dry, open, food-swept inrming plains, These
stretch northward into increasingly blenk,
deserl areas of camel snd caravian trails,

Manzi refers 1o the domain south of the
Yangtze. This southern territory, extend-
ing through the coastal provinces pf Che-
kinng, Fukien, and Kwangtung as far s
the tropical island of Hainan, is the garden-
land of present-day China (map, page 674).

Along this thickly populated chast are
numerous fertile delta areas. Fastward are
many other isiands, most of which are no
longer a political part of the Naton.

At a point where two rivers meel we 2o
aboard g West River steamer coming from
Hong Kong, and about 30 miles [arther
upstream arrive at the repowned Ting Woo
Mouninin., There a lorge Buddhist monas-
tery perches on a thousand-foot height.

This monastery, which shelters some 300
monks, & visited contipually by Buddhiss
pilgrims from all parts of the Province,
The waterfalls and the zigzng moontain
road with 15 turms always atiract ity
dwellers,

A few miles above we pass through the
Shivhing Gorge nnid in an bhowr reach the
city of Shivhing, once the capital for both
Rwangtiung amid Bwangsi. There 8 viceroy
was stationed until the early part of the
last dynasty.

Not far from the city are famous marble
civerns known as the “Seven Stars” and
odidly  shaped  marble hills dotted with
temples and pavilions, There @re stalag-

mites and stalactites and an underground
waterway which hoats can enter,

In one of the Ming period templies are
Buddhist statues made of cast  bronze,
fully ten Teet high and eich weighing many
lons,

The mirrored lakes around these marble
hills reflect the pointed penks, and Hoating
clouds increase their attrootiveness.

A wvisitor arriving at this populous city
i the dry season must climb a hundred or
muore steps from the lunding wharl to reach
the bund, In the fiood season, however,
sl bwoats may take him direct to his
hotel, where he can enter through o second-
story window (page 682).

Walking along the streets during normal
times, one s puszled to see, ten {eet aboye
pround, anchoring rings pliached (o the pil-
lars of the buildings.

Because it Is rather monotonous to fravel
thus in a boat for more than o week, we
may o ashore by doy and walk ahead of
the men towing.,  We miay visit interesting
places en route, have tea in one of the mar-
ket towns, or sit under the shade of some
large trees and watch other baats olimbing
upward or shooting. downward over the
rapids. At sunset we rejoin our boat for
supper and the nicht's rest.

Some of the hills are conical; others are
pointed; still others hove holes near their
peaks: and some of them overhang.

They are strungely arranged, too, Some
nbservers desitibe them ns beoftles of difter-
riyf shapes and sizes standing at mandom
o a finor.  Others =av they look like
chicken c¢roqueltes on o stver platter.

Although some of them may look like
church steeples and others like modern shy-
serapers, we know of nothing in the world
to which one can compare them. The
Dolomites of Centranl Europe are far less
dgente, and the islands by the sea at Hae
d'Almg in Indo-China seem  inadequate
imitations of them.

These strange hills ut Kweilin sometimes
rench nearly a theusand le#t in height and
extend almost a hundred miles.

In western Kwangsi, too, G0 numerouns
oddly shaped limestone hills covering ex-
lendive arens.

Mong the Kwei River the jade-green
water meandering through the hills in-
crepses their beauty. The rich green vege
tatiom on these hills, with a background of
limestone ranging from gray to red in
hue, expases patchy designs:  Perpemdic-
ultir oliffs with water falling over them and
staluptites under them are also interesting.

The well-preserved old temples on the
hills and'in the caves are chartning,  River
boats, with graceful sils seot, strugeling up
the river, and others shooting the rupids
downstream never fail to attract beholders,

A CANAL OF THE GHEAT WALL PERIOD

Procesding upstream above the city of
Kweilin for about 30 miles, or covering the
sume distance by motors on & new road,
we soon reach the Imperinl Canal st the
arent divide which separates the Yangtee
and the West River systems.

This canal connects the Siang River of
Hunan Province with the Kwel River of
Kwangsi, the former flowing northwiird
wwiard the Yanptze River and the latter
sotithward toward the Ching Sea.

Cine can start from Uanton by boat, sail
up the West and Kwel Rivers to this canal
aml, ng through it, proceed down the
Sinng River to the Yangtze, thence to the
Grand Canal to even os far as Peiping
without once getting off the boat.®

In hvgone davs before railrosds  and
motor highways, this elaborate canil was of
great aid to. China's transport and unity.
Twuo centuries ‘before Chriat it was under

After visiting Kweilin we may return to

Wuchow by boat, puing down the way we
came, of we may tnke the land route by
mator.  From Wuchow, we start westward,
up the main course of the West River

Proceeding for about 15 miles, we S.'H'II'I
encountsr relatively narrower and challower
water, with numerous rocks projecting
from the stream, Hoats sailing up and
down this portiom of the river have a hard
time finding their way among the rocks.

Here, ton, are stone piles built by homan
hands on the rocks in T_EE midst of the rver.
The scene looks Jike a submerged ceme-
tery, with tombstones sticking partly out
of the water:

These stone piles, soméetimes 20 to 30
feet wide and high, stand in groups of
eight of ten. Known as “fishing piles,”
thev represent a practice of the hsherfolk
peculiar o Kwangsi (page 702).

FISHING PILES VALUAHLE REAL

Fish in swift water genernlly swim agninst
the current. They may thus struggle for
hours at a time until they fnd a place
where the water is quiet,

Uneder the lee of natural rocks in the
river or below such artificially built fish-
Ing piles, a large number of fish will con-
gregate 4t times and mav ensily be caught
in nits.

Fishermen stund on these piles, cist their
nets continunlly, and catch all they wan!

Although these gpots dre mere mounds of
stone in the middle of the river, good ones
are actually worth more than many a dwell-
ing house in the same locality,

A pood fishing pile may be worth to the
owner as much as $3,000 in local money
Such clumsy property actually has el
demds of ownership, and changes hands in
legral ways like any other property.

China's famous products, especially useful
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for waterproofimg. Tt is now widely used
throughout the world in the munufacture of
paints, varnishes, and Inequer;, linoleum and
pilclath, printing ink, electrical goods, brake
linings, wallboard, and other products.

Unknown to the West until compara-
tively recent Limes, the tree has been in-
troduced into the United States, Australia,
and other world arcas. Tt is now flourish-
irg in eéxtensive plantations along the Gulf
of Mexico from Florida to Texas.

Tung ofl iniported annually by the United
Stutes from Ching is pow valued at maore
than fifteen million dollars, Chinese writ-
ers record that the Chinese people first
lesirned of its use from the Mino, or ab-
original tribes, whio brought the nuts in
from the wild and extracted the oil.

Here, then, is another important con:
tributicon of China to the Western Warld,
which ‘we were privileged 1o see in at least
one of its native homes in hina.

From Liuchow we proceeded again by
motor.  For a full day we drove steadily
through this extremely uneven country,
threading the Hmestone hills, We entered
hweichow Provinee the next day, and it
took us two more days to reach the capital,
Rwriviang.

The Province of Kweichow is more mac-
cesaihle than Yunnan and less known to
the outside world than Tibet (698). Until
vory recently the inhabitants were =il
carrving on their daily life in almost purely
medieval wavs. Aborigines known as Migo
stif] tive in this Province. There are said
to be more than 70 tribes of them, and
every tribie his its distinctive costume. To
outsiders the styles nre mirth-provolking.

CLIMBING DOWXN, TEMPERATURE RISES

From Kweiyang we drove westward to
Anshun, an inland commercial city of im-
portance  in Rweichow Province  (page
T06), snd proveeded in - sedan chairs and
on foot to the edge of o deep valley, known
locally as Hwa Kiang gorge, through which
runs 4 ndotthwest tributary of the West
River. The plateau is about 3873 feet
above the vallev.

Tu reach the river at the bottom, we
had to descend probably 2,500 feet, climb-
ing down clifi-lilke banks and proceeding
over the paved stone mad which winds
downward to the great chain hridge.

Prescent was easy, As we proceeded
down into the smorge, we [ound that the
tempersture  incressed rapidly. By the
time we reached the chain bridge we hid

to tike off our coils and stop lor 8 rest

The Hwa Kiang bridee & some 200 feet
Jong and hangs about 100 feet above the
river (papges 708-709). It is constructed
of 16 huge iron chains to which are- at-
tached boards about 8 feet wide, 20 Inid
together 83 to maoke s board-walk path
across,  The ends of the huge chaine. are
anchored into the rocka by molten lead.

This bridie, built during the Ming Dy-
nasty, A, Th 1632, is on the main imperial
highway of southwest China.

As we approached the bridge, we saw p
caravan of pack horses crossing  from, the
other <ide. The men allowed only two
horses to cross at a time for fear that the
animals with their loads of zalt mizghi be
too hivy Lo e supported by the bridge.

We lingered at the bridge for more than
# hall hour, enjoving lunch, taking photo-
graphs, and admiring the grand old strc-
ture.  The river below was a torrentinl
current, The huge tocks over which the
water passes make navigation impossible.

CROSEING EWENCHDW OV SEDAN CHATR

After lunch we hezan to ascend the other
side of the valley. Near the stream we hid
taken g drink of water frum a well-capped
bottle. Cn the plateat on top of the gorge,
as we again opened the bottle by pulling
off the spring catch, the cork blew off with
a slight ‘explosion. This proved that the
nir which had been caught some 1,500 feet
below was much detser than that above

From the Hwi Kiang Villey we pro-
veeded westward by sedan chairs, for at
thiat time the motor rodd was not folly
completed.  In the western part of Kwel-
chow Province we still other Time-
stone [ormations which, while more mas-
sive, are not pearly so trim as those ol
Kwedlin,

Thereafter for two weeks we continued
the overland journey, sturting or daybrenk
andl continuing in sedan chairs or on foot
until sundown,

Finally we arrived in Yunnan Province
at HMiang, on the rallroad which leads to
Yunnanfu. The river above this ploce was
a torrenl which for several miles seemed
like ane continuous waterfall, It i the
tribotary of the West River [nrthest from
the mouth.

We decided not 1o retrace the long river
route, but to return home from Yunnanfu
by railway through Indo-{"hina, by coastal
liner thence o Hong Rong, and by train
i Canton. '

M dows-of a little Swiss cafe, burst

Here, lor 2000 wvears, Caesars,
Napoleons, bishops, and barons have fought
and ruled, come and gone, but Lake Geneva
stays, and the ancient River Rhine Ykeeps
right on rolhin’ " into one end of the I.JILE
and out the other.

FEONTIER CURTATLS MOTORING

Lake Geneva lies in o sort of peninsula
that juizs out from Switzerland's southwest
corner into France. Tn fact, most of its
sotthern shore is French territory, and twio-
fifths of the lake itselfl belongs to France.

“Geneva people, if they want to go for
g Sunday automobile ride, have but one
main road on which they can drive more
than a few miles without having o cross
the French frontier,” a Geneva citizen tiold
me. “Maost of us like to drive in Switzer-
land, 20 that single highway along the lake's
north shore is often jammed with traffic on
pleasant Suncay afternonns.”

Far up in the Alps, 6,000 fest above the
seqd and 75 miles from the actual lake
hasin, T saw where Lake Geneva is born,
The massive Rhone Gladier, glistoring

lake again it i§ &0 clear that bovs fishing
off Geneva bridges sometimes can see fish

Lake Geneva fills p deep mountain abvss
in which the Eiffel Tower {984 feet hizh)
would =sink out of sight. The lake's sur-
fnce s 1,230 feet shove the sea;, ot the
deepest hole in jis bottom goes down 1,013
leet, almwist 1o sea level, Mountains 6,000
feet high tower close aroomd its eastern end,
but gradually give way to mlling green
hills toward the west (map, page 728).

NYOR IS NONCHALANT

Nyon, I found, was rather nonchalant
about having its name blazoned suddenly in
hiadlines of the world.,  After all, it has
rains that date from about 46 B, C., when a
Roman colony was {ounded there: a church
g & site so ancient that its foundations
riest upon remains of o pagan temple and
a castle built in the Middle Ages, in which
prisoners “languish’” to this day.

But the prisoners of wday are locked in
the pttic, not the dungeon, and can look
down on a modernistic business building
and mir-codled movie theater just a few
blocks away!

The luke fronts of all the towns around
Lake Geneva are as uniformly lovely as the
girls-in a Follies chorus and as much alike
as their cotumex.  Alwavs there 13 o sturdy
sea wall, apamnst which wnves dash high
when storm winds blow: 2 neat stone
balusirade; formal rows of green plane
trees, their tops pruned to equal beight and
Aat umbrella shape a5 carefully as any
hedee:  Hower beds;  grass  plots;

But this
castle seems to smile instead of frown, per-
haps because there are Aower boxes in lis
windows, & liftle park with more bright
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fHlowers around it, and homely  terraced
vegetable gardens sloping up to its very {oot
so steeply that it seems one stroke of a hoe
would start an avalanche of garden trock.

Entering the ghost-gray walls through
nogate dated 1572, 1 found on the first floor
f musty museum that preserves o few bits
of Nyon's past: Roman tiles and caryvings;
ancient cannon: wax fgures in the bright
costumes of other davs. A spiral stair in
one of the round corner towers ledds to neat
courtrooms and offices for the judges of the
district on the second foor.

The prisoners, on the top foor, if they
hunve ANy eye for beauty, must spend much
time gazing out the windows. Across the
lake, bevond the green hills of the French
shore 1o the r.tluth Mont Blanc, highest of
Furope's peaks, looms lke a white cloud on
clear davs, Back of the town rise the peaks
of the Jura Rasnge along the Swiss-French
burider on the north. To the east Grand
Lai broadens to a width of more than eight
muiles-and looks like the sed.

The weatherworn housés of Nyon's
5000 citizens cluster their white and grav
walls and red-brown roofs closely around
anid bemeath the castle, Narrow, cobhled
streets with sidewalks “one mon wide” or
none ot all thread between them up the hill,

“Those are what wvou would call m
America senrecrows,” explained the driver,

among the vines to be swung by the wind,
refect the sunlight, and scare the birds"
Bustling center of this rich frming
region of the lnke's norlh shore i Lausanne,
sprawled over three high hills nbove its lake
port, Ouchy, which, imcidentally, claims the
anly natural bathing beach in Switzerland.
Lausanne is another of the “conference
cities." In 1912 a wreaty signed here ended
the war between Turkey and lt.n.l}r, and a
conference in 1922-23 resulted in the sign-
ing of 17 diiferent treaties and agreements.

BRTUGES OF A STAIR-STEP TOWN

Of all the “stair-step towns” around
Loke Geneva's hilly shores, Ladsanne has
the most “ups and downs.” Without the
lofty bridges scross the deepecut mavines
betweent its hills, every trip across town
would be a mountaineering expedition.

Looking down vour neighlor’s chimney
is no novelty here.  Leaning over the balus-
tradde on one high bridge, ] could see strauht
down inty the chimney pots of houses in the
ravioe below, while their smoke drifted up
into my nostrils.  Many a parmow sireet
winds upward steep as 0 mountain path,
and in some places long flights of steps take
yiu from one level o another. History
savs the Lausannians took to the hills
after a disastrous.defeat in the 4th century,
and there they wwr:i

On a il on the Cité, chief of the three
hills, Lausanne's cathedral towers domi-
nate the skvline, [ts beautiful rewe window
was in place more than 200 yvears before
Columbus came to America. The ca-
thedeal has been Protestant for 400 vears,
since the day of the “Great Disputation,”
in 1336, when John Calvin and other
leaders of the Reformation wrested control
from the Catholic clergy.

Visiting the cathedrul crypt is like a trip
to another world. From the hushed and
hallowed precincts of the church you drop
sutldenly through o trap door amd into a
bywone age, Passages cut through ancient
garth and crumbling bricks of Roman ruins
descend into pitch blackness.  Then the
sexton smaps o switch and vou find yourself
in o setting to mspire Dante,

All around are open coffins, made of
slnbs of stone, and in them lie the skeletons

i3]

of men nobody knows, buried in a long-lost
gravevard o thousand years ago, Many of
the graves, the sexton said, date back to
the Oth century,

So ancient are the bones that they are
the =ame rolor as the dost and stones among
which they lie. One unfortunate fellow
was buried without his head. Tn o near-by
coffin are the remains of two children. Re-
turning to the cathedral throvgh another
tmEn disar is hike rising from the grave.

Mitsicde on the terrace, workmen sat on
benches, smoking pipes and looking at the
magmificent view of lake and mountinins,

Descending to the ity pgain, [ found
myself in the midst of the afternoon rush
hiwr, In some of the sloping sireeis, oo
narrow and steep for much wheeled traffic
the anly sound was the echoing clitter of
humdreds of heels 55 shop girls and office
wiorkers hurried homewartd.

Lavsanne, with u population of 76,000,
has the air of o metropolitan, up-and-
coming city, lis ancieni streeis are [ined
with modern buildings.  Smartly  dreesed
peaple crowd the shops,  White-helmeted
policemen keep the heavy traffic moving.
Iron railings along the curb at busy corners
ate u discourngement to javwalkers. Little
blue streetoars, which look as though they
el tried to squeese thiough too narrow sn
alley and never had sprung back to their
normal width, clang for right of way.

Cm bevond Lausanne, through many
more miles of vinevards, past little villages
clinging precariously Lo the steep slopes,
the romd will bring vou 1o Lake Geneva's
“Riviera, the resort region which begins
i the vicinity of Vevey anil extends east-
ward to the end of the lnke.

“ND HISTORY. LUCKY oimyvi”

One guldebook savs: “Until the 11th den-
tury, Vevey had no history. Lucky city!”™

And rightly, for the early histoty of most
Lake Geneva towns 5 [ull of pilln,g-i:. WAr,
and bloodshed, Eventually history touched
it when it gheltered two of the judges whao
sent King Charles 1 of England o fhis
death. Hounded by avengers sent by his
son, Charles 11, one of the fugitives, Lud-
low, hved in a fortified house provided with
a bell, at the sound of which all citizens of
Vevey were supposeid to grm and rosh o
his assistance,

THE LAKE'S PEST-KNOWN CASTLE

Loonming cold and gray by the lnke shore,
but dwaried by the gianl green mountain
gbove it, solidly stands the Castle of Chil-
lun, immortalized by Lord Byron's poem,
The Prisoner of Ckiflon.

The castle is built on a rocky island only
it few vards from the mainland, command-
ing the “bottleneck” where the mountain
slopes down precipitously to the shore, leav-
ing only a narrow passage along the edge
of the Inke at its base (page 732).

Today, lexurious international trains rour
past hete on their way to the Simplon Tun-
nel. the main route from Paris to Ttaiy.
For centuries this narrow pass has been a
main highway of travel, and whoever held
the castle could control the trafiic on the
shore,

“Tn Chillon’s dungeons deep and old”
you can see where Frangois Bonivard, the
prisomer made famous by Byron's poem,
was chained in durance vile.

“In each pillar there is g ring, and in
each rimg there is a chain,”" the poem goes
on, and the guide will show vou the very
piller and iron ring to which Bonivard was
chained for four long vears,

BONTVARDS OF FACT AND FICTION

But there were two Bonlvards—one of
foct and ome of hotion, and, 85 s often the
rase, the fictitious Bonivard, depicted in
Byron's poem, was by far the more ro-
mantic. Byron piclures him as a man
persecuted and imprisuned because of his
refigious falth.

Actually Bonivard was a young Genevan
who wapged guerrilla warfare peainst Savoy,
in what s now France, The Duke of Savoy
finally captured him and imprisoned him
in the Castle of Chillin, not for his religious
views but because he was a troublemaker.

Chillon is the kind of ciastle you expexi
all castles to be, A drawbridge connects i
with the mainland scross a natural moat
formed by the lake. Its thick walls rise
sheer [rom the edges of lts rocky isle. and
in the dungeons the rough rocks of the
ishand protrode through the floors.
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You can sce the “oubligties,” dark holes
imto  which poor wretches wére throst
throngh trap doors and left 1o starve: and
in comtrast the spacious banguet hall and
private ppartments above; the torture cham-
ber with its ancient wooden pillar to which
were attached the ropes by which victims
were hoisted while hot froms were apylied
to their feet; the execution chamber with
it gallows; and an exquisite small chapel.

Bevond the castle i= peaceful little Vil-
lenenve and here the lake steamers detour
far it from shore to avold the shalliws
where the muddy Rbhine flows down [rom
the mountains into the lake through a wide,
flut level valley between the vist penks.

Where the French-Swiss border comes 1o
the edge of the lake, on itz south shore be-
vond the Rhone, s the romantic frontier-
straddling town of St, Gingolph, half in
switzerland and ball in France,

Here mountains rise up sheer from the
lake, stern and forbidding, with a blanket
of dark pines clinging precariously to the
wwering chiff faces. The rocky summits,
touched when I saw them with the season’s
first snow, Jooked like well-browned bran
niffing sprinkled with powdered sugar.

TTNTFORMS FLOWER AT PORDER: TOWN

A mountain stream, the Morge, tumbling
dowmn from the hm;:h!s. forms the boundary
line, and to guard it 5t Gingolph seems to
huve almost as many customs officers as

The Spaniard hauled out his waitch. Tt
was time to be hungry. “Gel mussels and
catch fish,” he ordered,

In remole yval-
evs they biroke the legs of survivars so they
could not Tan away,

Iesperate, on o lawless frontier, some of
the sheepmen considered it cheaper to kill

than to civilize. They shot Trulians on sight
and professional Indian hunters were paid
one pound sterling for the ears of man,
womsan, or child, The primitively armed
Onas were no match for mounted horsemen
using modiérn rifles on open plaing.

To erndicate scandals arising from these
massacres, troops herided the Indians and
shipped them to Dawson Island Mission.
Here, snthered In clothing, set 1o work in
spwmill and at complicated looms, these
children of the fresh winds died.  Today
only 25 (mas survive on Tierma del Fueg.

After the misston ers, a sawnill Hourished
for 15 vears, supplving lumber for trecless
Patagonia, then abandoned Marris Bay
ta sheep farming. kKenneth Morrison was
the boss of 30,000 sheep here, A more
generous person | never met,

THE CEOGRAPHICS PARTHEST BOUTH
AMENICAN MIMDERS

Mary Muorrison, 13, bad an sstonishing
knowl of alien lands. She knew the
creatures of her islind home, the seals, pen-
puins, and porpoises.  Most of ber informz-
tion had come from Tar NATNAL GEO-
araryie Macazixe.  The Mormisons are the
most southerly Geographic members in ihe
Americas | 7611, When 1 asked her
if <he cared for dolls, she replied, “No, 1
like living things best."”

Marv often rode, surrounded by her
limbe, She guided Pepper and me on horse-
buck excursions. Hector, a Chilean boy
who nwde ua's,l_h us, had learned American
slang expressions from the movies at Magal-
lanes. His stock replies 1o us were "0k,
baby,” ar “OK., chiei.”

Bevond Huarris' Bay the Dorjun entered
wilderness, We landeil on an &=land 1o in-
vestigate moning cattle and honking aute-
mohile horns.  These strange sounds of
harnyvird and traffic were made by a mlony
of Magellanic, or “jackass penguins™-—so
called because they bray (pages T748-0].

They were the anly one of the 17 known
species of modern pengains we -saw. We
tarried for davs, studving these little bird
people with thelr absurd walk, dizwifed
bravery, and almost human deneancr.

Earlier expoditions, with supplies de-
pleted, clubbed thousands of penguins for
oo, Quaintly worded Togs described how
welcome was the fishy meat.

We photographed penguing as they com-
muted back and forth,  Some lived in
muddy slums by the water, others waddled
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INSIDE CAPE HORXN

infand, through clay gullies hard packed
by generations of penguin feet, to the
most  exclusive  districts on  the  grissy
heizhts,  Each waddling bird ssemed whally
nreaccupied in avoiding misstep on’ the
slippery slope that might send it tobog-
paning heachward, with consequent loss of
dignity.

FLIGHATLESS HIEN TADDLES WITH WINGS

The Magellarnic Mightless steamer cduck
is ancther interesting Lird of thess waters,
Wherens the penguin uses his wings for
swimming, this species of the steamer ( there
alss i & fying species) churms his like
puddle wheels. We saw theim on the rocks
where their powerful bills ¢rush the shell-
fish on which they feed. "“Fleets of steam-
ers” lefl anchorpes g we entored them,
propelling their long heavy bodies through
alashing showers of sprav.

Bevond Offing Tsland we sailed the Dor-
jun circoitously Hormward, vin Whiteside
and Gabriel Channels.  For maore than 30
davs we saw onlv two hobitntions,

Rounding Cape Espectaciom into Gabriel
Channel {pogee 7731, we vovaged through an
imperfectly charted lphyrinth of channels
formed by the partially submerged peaks
of the Andean Range. Sunnpy seas were
bohind us. Here was rain, a dismal down-
pour,  Furious squalls beat down on us
from the mountiin peaks.

We hud expected this, These thirteen
gales, this endless succession of sgualls,
confirmed the lugubricins statements  in
our Salling Directions, fssued by  the
United States Navy's Hydrographic Office.

They read: “The climatic conditions of
the Cordillerae region dre bad under all
conditions, the weather is worse in sum-
mer than in winter, 11 is probable that no
portion of the globe frequented by man
eiperiences, the vear around, worse
wepther,”

Rain fell with scarcely an interruption.
West winds blowing over thousands of
leagues of the South Pacine become
charged with vapor and strike these moan-
tmins  like wet sponges. Cordillerun
“wringers ' squeeze them dry,  Molsture-
less, they tumble down the eastern sopes
af the Amdes mnd sweep scross the sterile,
thirsty plains of Patugonia,

In this excessive humidity, vegetation
flourishes  with luxurinnce wnd  Desnty,
Somber fringes of Anmtarctic beech  up-
holstersd with moss, tngled vines, and
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windfallen trees reminded Darwin of the
forests within the Tropics: Yet there is a
difference; in these solltiedes decay  and
death, not life, is the predominant spirit.
Not even i hird's notes broke the silence.

On  daily  explorations [ have floun-
dered about the forests, slipping and falling
throwgzh the deep ravines, sometimes sink-
ing o my waist in the wet maldering wood
of trees centuries dend.

Evervwhere along the mountain were sil-
very caseades fed by glacier caps snd
mauntiin snows.  In one stretch T counted
500 dropping into Cascada Bay. Three or
four streams poured into every anchorage.
Drinking witer wns no problem

fm New Year's Eve we were anchered
in a landlocked tove on Tierra del Fuego
where the northern end of Gabriel Channel
opens up on Magdalenn Sound.

Looking scross the sound, we could see
Cape Froward, There, at the bleak tip,
ends the continental land.

It was snowing: the thermometer stoad
al freezing. This meant nothing to Pep-
per.  He went ashore and gathered a bow-
gquet of marigolds for our New Yeurs
table,  After dinner, unider a fickering
camidle, we welcomed the New Year in the
wilderness,

Next morning we Ianded ot the tiny hut
of 8 roving otter hunter on Cono | Point,
facing Magellan Strait. To our eager
shiurs rose no answering dog’s howl on
the wind. This meant desertion.  Dogs
hunt otter in the Land of the Hom, They
occupy 8 place as important as the Eski-
mon huskies T had seen at the northern
end of the hemisphere.

SrHANKS FOR THE CARRAGE"

Beside the cabin, in a tiny garden half
as large ds a tall windbreak protecting it,
grew cabbapes. 1 scribbled o note and
Jeft it with chocolate biers uncder the eaves.
It reld, “Thanks for the cabbage.”

We rounded Anxious oint into Mag-
dalena Sound and sailed westward towsard
the Pacific.

The Lorjun seemed instenificant, shut in
by towering stone peaks of Mount Hurt
and Mount Bogueron.  Darwin from the
dicks of the Reaple called this “a pgloomy
passayge leading into another and  worse
world.”

Perpetun] clowds and mists disappoint-
ingly =ereened the upper peaks and snow-
fields. Pinnacles on the broken faces of
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the great Tierra del Fuego glaciers glis-
tened like sapphires. We knew that we
were sailing along the base of lofty Sar-
mieriio, yet we could not see 0, did no
really know where it was,

We reconmoitered here for a fortnight,
sailing from Acwalisnan Chanmsel to Apos-
tini Buv. We had been warned 1o protect
ourselves asuinst the plercingly cold winds,
I climbed glaciers;, rather curelessiy clad.
(One morning | collapsed with influenz on
Mount Bogueron,

We lay at anchor in Tdeal Harbor behind
an sk, FmpEmrJ up, I gazed through
4 port at sen lions swimming, stesmer
tlucks scudding on their knoblike hrensis,
For hours a kingfisher dived from the top
of our most. Maostly | énvied the ducks.
which, unaflicted with human wenknesses,
could stand in the rain day alter day with-
ot a thowght of chilblains,

Our family doctor had referred to my
medical kit a5 his “absent tréatments,”
Salt water had washed off some of the
labels. so 1 took two of this and two of that,
just to make sure,

STEENING BY ROAH OF WATERFALLS

(i the ecighth day, 1 heavy southwest
gale blasted us from our anchorage it mid-
might. We rished oo deck. Our |20
pound anchor had drteped off 0 shell ol
n;ch and dangled at the end of 30 fathoms
0

swnoping squills drove the Dorjun to-
ward the boosm of surl we knew crashed
against clifis on the morth shore. While
Rov lnhoriously hotsied anchor, T stecered
our groping course in blinding snow back
to the sland, guided by the sound of three
waterfalls roaring down the mountnin.

In little inlets we found deserted huts,
bt o Alikulufs.  We were sailing through
the region where the peed Yankee circum-
navigator, Captain Slocum, had scattered
carpit  tacks on the deck of his Sproy
for protection against might-prowling, bare-
footed Alikolofs. The results he described
as “howling."

The little wigwams reminded us - that
man somitimes wandered fnto these desos
late regions, Nomadic Alikulufs venturedd
here in greater numbers until they wok up
the white man’s wayvs and began to wear
suspenders.

Little 5 kpown of the Alikulofs. Per
haps 200 members of this tribe padedle
about these vast archipelagoes, 500 miles
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north to the Gull of Penas. amd southwird
to Diesolada Hay.

Mussels, the principal fomd of the Fue
rian, cluster on  protected  rock shores
everyvwhere, bantshing threat of starvation
from the lind (page 7703. To fry the
meal with potstoes, Pepper and 1 broke the
shells and sometimes our knives,  Then we
met an Indian family who showed us thut
placing stuhborn mussels on  hot  stones
both opened and cooked them.

On the ouwter coasts, mussels  disap-
peared: vet with infallible rerolirity a
pair of kelp geese appeared every few
midles plong the shore., Ammunition of 22
caliber: had been so hard to get in Magul-
lunes that we limited ourselves to three
shells: duily, Despite this handicap Pep-
per wsually hod o goose in the stew kettle

By rounding: Brecknock Peninsula, the
most westerly point of Tierra del Fuewn,
we entered the Pm:iﬁn: the muddle of fan-

As the Dorfun climbed brenking crests,
we sighted, through feathered spinmdrift, the
fankike burst of seas against the East und
West Furies. A little farther to the north
there are 50 manvy breakers that the sea s
called the Milky Way. “One sight of such
a coast,” wrote Darwin, “is enough to make
a landsman dream for a weel about ship-
wreck, peril and death.”

We stood in to enter Ocasion Channel
through an avenue of thundering break-
ers; yet, through scudding Homm clouds,
rageed patches of sunbight threw a soft
glow over mountaim and wiler,

As we wcked into anchorage, drowning
mists awept over the mountain. We sat
by the crackling fire in the abin where s
kelp poose boiled in o kettle.

THE MENACE OF WESTERLIES

'ntil we rounded Brecknock, our four-
horse motor, so small that 1 could Tift it
with my little finger, had been pushing
the Dorjun against the prevalling wester-
ltes. Had it failed before reaching this
point, we might have hieen driven back.

The westerlies pre always nccompanied
by thick, wet weather, dangerous to beat
against in o boat Hke the Dorjus.  One
voyager who sailed into Admiralty Sound
found it impossilile to beat his way out
agaiti. He abandoned his boat, Now a
fair wind strained our canvas as we
scuthded southeust along the south copst
of Tierra del Fuegn,

Here lives the
must southerly South American, A Chilote
stood on the bank, silent as the shidowy
lngoons among which he lved.

He wanted tobacen. Searching my
pockets, 1 found and gave him a crumpled
cigareite, It was all | bhad; we had given
the rest away., Accepting it in piined sur-
prise, he broke it in three parts and divided
it with an old Yahgan couple who were
visiting him, After a few meager puiis,
they drooped, disconsolate, 1 fell miser-
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able, the cause of =such disappointment.

That we had come to see him was ap-
parently oot important,  And although he
Incked the gracious, lovable buovancy of
the Chilean, be didn't shirk on hospitality.
We had mussel stew for dinner.

Sitting with my strange companions under
o smoky lantern that swaved in the stray
guste of 4 moaning night wind, T was really
dining twice. Mussel stew was the lesser
meal. 1 was hungrily devouring the at-
mosphere,  Tmagination cannot sleep in the
Land of the Horn,

The fal Yahgan woman sat beside me,
cumplaining of her nching hody, tormented
by tyrammica] rheumatism. Her clothes
were ram-soaked. Reoords of the region
taken on the French Romaewche expedition
of 1882-3 show five hours ol rpin daily
throughout the yvear. TUnless rainproofed,
clothes for the Yahgan are as impractical ns
open-backed bhathing suite for the Eskimo,

In a shadowy corner T tilted iy chalr
and listened to Ken's digest of Beagle Chan-
nel news.  Our host, absorbed in the hroad-
cast, buslly washed the dishes. Finiching
evervihing, he poured the dishwater into
a bucket. Knives and forks he threw ount
of the window. In a startled instant he

BONDS BETWEEN THE AMERICAS

s RETGN trade has long arms,” said
n:mcihm: on the Argentinge pamp,
“1 buy a Chicago windmill to
pump water for my cattle, miles of barbed
wire (o fence my pastures, or i tractor from
Détroit; 1 pay by selling vou North Anver-
lcans a load of hides for vour tanneries, o
cargn of flaxseed for your paint factories
of I sl myv hogs and cattle 1o 4 local pack-
ing plant that ships meat to London, and
pay vou in cash.”

Such is the essence of world trade,

On the new economic Map of Sduth
Americn, shown on the supplement with
this issue of Tar Nartionar GEOGRAFHIC
Macgarwe, are indicated thot continent's
moast important peodocts,

Look at the map, and vou see from what
regions in South America we buy such items
as ¢nfiee, cacan, anl_'l nitrates. At some
s marked “Of" and “Copper”  huge
Uinited States capiial s nlso invested; but,
since we have domestic ofl and copper, most
of these prodocts are sold elsewhere.

In this trade we use capital, credit, diplo-
macy, management, sl comstienicalions.
Only the katter can be shown on the map;
there they appear as steamship lanes, rail-
wiys, and air lines.

To such communications must be added
cables. land wires, and radio pets, of which
more later (page 799},

Briefly sketching thée past of this ever-
shifting South American trade geography
will better enable us o understand our own
position today, and the profound signif-
cance of this new map,

AMERICA'S EARLIEST INDUSTRIES

Portuguese had founded the old town of
(Minwla, near what is now Kecife ( Permame-
buco) in Brizidl, about 100 wvears before
Henry Hudson saw Manhattan Island; by
the time Massachusett= Colony was being
formed, they had already buoilt mony sugar
lactories  thereabouts,  Soon  afterward,
Dutch  traders  established Pernambuco,
where centuries later the German trans-
atlantic dirigible long tied up.

How gold-hunting Spunisrds blazed trails
from Panama to Argenting, conguered and
siched Indinn settlements, and built their
own cities and churches is an oft-told tale.

thin Cabwl, Sir Francis Droke, Hiawkins,
amd athers.  To s curious degree England’s
and all Europe’s knowledge of q:url_'. AV
tion routes and passibilities for trade grew
out of the daring voveges of pirates pod
Freebuoatiers.

Early New England whnlers sailed these
sputhern waters, and Juring the Napoleonic
wars American ships did a brisk carrving
trude between Europe and South America,
There was the romance of the Hom, of
course, with all the hardy Yankee traders
whio sailed around it 1o China—forerunners
of those to pass this way after 1849, bound
for the Californin gold felds,

But it was not until after the 1820,
when revolutions against Spain began o
srgeeed urid the new republics were asking
recognition by the United States, that our
country awoke to deep and abiding interést
m South America.

Up to the time of our Civil War, prob-
ably np man anywhere imagined what o
destiny luy ahend of this continent. or #ven
dreamed that from the vast, mysterious,
slave-holding Portuguese colony below the
Amazon was one dav to emerge the rich,
powerful United States of Brazil, larger
in arepg than our own 48 States®

credit, capital,  immigration—besides ad-
vice—just as did our own land in its vouth.
As with us, too, it was {rom Furope these
things first came, in return for South Amer-
ira’s row materials:

A NEW PFROJECTION USED

For this chart—oomplete, comprehen-
sivie, and up to date—The Society s chief
cartographer, Albert H. Bumstead, has de-

signed 4 new projection upon which the out--

lines of the continent and the countries ap-
pear more neprly ac they would on a globe
than on any other projection so for devised.
Technical students of map making will be
interested to know how this was achieved.
The continent, hroad in the eguatorial re-
gion and narrow in the southern portion,
was divided into zones running east nnd
wesl, each having g width of five degrees
of latitude. Each zone is given its own
two stanidned meridinns, placed o reduce
the distortion of that zope to o minimum,
The broudest ones still cuffer o distoc-
tion ul their extremities and centers bemmuse
thelr standard meridians are réeote from
these parts.
