N The Nartonar Groerarmics Map
O of the Pacific 1T drew with a hard
pencil two thin lines—one from the
United Stiutes southwest to Torres Strmit anid
on to the Indies. the other from the United
States down to Sydney.

Though New Guinea has o populition of
only 670,000, its area 18 313,000 square miles,
a sixth larger than Texas, New Caledonia,
with 8,548 square miles of territory and about
54,000 people, is shightly larger than New
Jersey,  Most thickly settled of the three,
Fiji has n population of 215,000 in the small-
est nrea, 7,083 square miles.

New Guines, the last real rampart before
Japanese aggression could  reach Australia
proper, forms a 1,500-mile bulwark of towering
miountaing, thick rain forests, ancd  terrible
SWILITIS.

AL present, there 5 a Free French gov-
erooe in New Caledonia, responsilile to General
de Gaulle, The Calony is strongly pro-Ally,
andd the United States Government has recog-
nizedd Free French sovereignty.

In addition to having a rich miveral re-
serve, & predominantly pro-Ally  popolntion,
and a useful labor force, New Caledonia is
an important link in the chiin of air com-
munications between Amerch and Australin

If New Caledonia s wrested from Allied
hands, her minerals can be used to replenish
Japan's depleted stocks, her harhors can serve
a4 bases for raiders apatmst Allied commimi-
cations, and her airfields can be turned into
taking-ofil places for bombing raids against
svdoey and Brishane.

Az g port of call for ships Fiji is ideal,
for it Hes an the routes between Huwail ancd
New Fealand, and between Samoa pnd New
Caledonia, 1t is the focal point of shipping
lanes between America and Australin (maps,
pages GU8-9 and 764-5).

Az a setting for development of an intensive
agricultural economy it s perfect, except thal
much of the Truitiul land i3 owned ﬁy the
Fijians, who have pleasanter things to do
than to produce sugar and oopra for some
ioreign market,

Sundalwood  drew many  adventurous ship
caplaine to the island: whites took sides with
native chiefs in ferce internecine warfare, A
group of Americans tried o extend Prited
States sovereignty over Fijl, but failed. Fi-
nallv, in 1874, the paramount Fijian chief
ceded the feland group to Great Britain,

British planters tried at first to raise cot-
tom, but American competition stopped that,

Then attention was turned to susar pro-
duction. The soil and climate were ideal, but
the planters ran into the same difficulty that
the IFrench mine operators had had in New
Caledonia-—lack of labor.

For New Caledonia the problem was solved
by importing Tonkinese and  Javanese; for
Fiji the problem was solved by importing
laborers from India.

But, whereas the Tonkinese amd Javanese
psimlly  returned to their homelands . when
their perinds of indenture were finished, in
Fiji the British Indians remained and settled
permanently on their own little plots of land,

Noww, in  Fiji, the Indians almest equal
the Fijians in numbers, and they are increas-
mg much more rapidly.

The British Keep Costly Faith in Fiji

The British offcials in Fij have copsistently
upheld the rights of natives against all com-
ers: most land is in Fijian bands, and no
ontsider is allowed to alienate it. Yet there
i= this greal dilemma: Fljians are nol produc-
tive, and production counts in war.

Hritish Indians are industrions and frogal
nnd  could increase farm  production  many
times if they had the necessary land, Bui
to take idle land away from native Fijians
and give it to lend-hungry Indians would be
to break faith with natives who entrusted—
actually ceded—their islands to Britain with
the understanding that their tribal land hald-
s in wse or occupaEtion would remain intact.

The officials are suspicious of Indian po-
litical - ambitions, worried about the (oo-fast
increase of the Indian population. However,
if more sugar is needed, the Indians are the
ones o grow it. Therofore, the officials are
faced with the problem of deciding between
the prompitings of their hearts and the dic-
tetes of their heads,

In Japanese hands Fiji would cut off our
supplies from golng “down under” unless we
conld and would make the costly detiour south
of New Zealamdd. Also, with Fiit in Japanese
hinds, our naval stronghold in Samion would
be menaced, perhaps cot off from supplies and
reinforcements.

These are not comforting thoushts, They
were not even in the back of my mind o few
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landed ol a mission station ond be introdocerd
Uy minister—never seen before in her Jife—
whom she was to marry,

And also there were the two white-faced
wisps of girls, clad in the bhillowing white robes
of their order, destinsd to Il!.nr: thelr whaole
lives in some Nitle charch outpost, secluded
from their own kind and surrounded by the
terrible misery that can accomulate aroumd
a mission hospital, No Sydney furloughs for
them!

To each kind of us the first sight of New
wpinea—a smoky smudge on the so-called
horizim—must have hiad a different meaning,

To me it meant o place to tarry for g vedr
or two, & place to explore and photograph and
learn to know, Harvard University’s Peabody
Museam sent me. The time was September,
1937. Had it been a few years later, 1 would
now probably be classified ss o foreign war
correspondent rather than anthropologist.

Even in those davs an anthropoligist had
to be something of a war correspondent. A
few weeks later, while waltking through the
New Guinea grass plains between Aitape and
Ambunti, 1 met scurryving parties of refugess
from the Mai Mai tribe trying to escape from
the annibilating raids of the newghbonng
tribesmen. But there was nothing m the
newspapers about that little war,

The Booster Spirit in Port Mareshy

Pory Muoreshy, chiel port and administrative

The
thickest portion of s body s more than 400
miles wide and lies just north of Quesnsland,
with which it was once probably connected.

New Guinea is not the sunny tropical para-
dize of fancy amd fiction; it 5 a series ol

immense mountain ranges, reaching as high as
16,000 feet, pushed up out of the foor of the
Pacifie.

In & few places large rivers have succeeded
in' cutting down the mountdins and sproading
the soil over broad areas to form grassy,
swampy plains; but mostly the mountains

fall away abruptly into the sea.

Clinglng 16 the stéep mountiing is-an al-
moat unbroken matting of rain forest.  Men
do oot break down this mat: they tunne
through it or vy over it

If they tunnel long enough or fiy high
encugh, they will cross two or three ranges
amd come out upon a lacge upland plateau
aver which are scattered bromd patches of
grassland.  This platenu = not like the Ameri-
gan prairie or the African veldt; swift-flow.
tng rivers cut it up intn hilly chunks and
hend-high, sword-sharp bungs grass, o pest
to the planter, makes travel almost 55 difficalt
as through the rain forest.

Several big rivers provide broad highways
into the heart of the istand, but their banks
are s often lost in swamps that the traveler
cin hardly tell whether he i5 on the river
or off it.

A hundred yeare ago this whole moun-
tainows, swampy mass of cranky Nnture was
a mere outline on the map.  Everything except
# few strips of coastline wius marked “un-
known.”  Fifty-odd wears ago Dutch, Ger-
mans, and British were seeking to cnmml
parts of it for themselves through the efforts
of enterprising traders and planters.

By 1906 the Dutch had established sover-
eignty over the western bali of the jsland,
which they had annexed in 1828 the Austral-
ian Commonwealth had annesed the south-
edstern portion and rememed it the Territory
of Papua; and the Imperin]l German (Govern-
mitit had taken over the northeastern quarter
and named it Katcer-Wilhelmse-Land.

A pecod of exploration and agricultural
exploitation followed. Tittle bands of whites,
siubisidlized either by governments or by com-
mercial firms made short stabs into the in-
tertor and brought hack marvelous reports of
Store Ape folk, rich wold depasits, traces of
pil.

The Pacific was as peaceful as it was broad,
fiind New Guinea was o mere place nome Lo
the rest of the world, not even publicized by
travel posters,

Theén an archduke was assassinated 8,000
miles away, and an Australinn paval force
;ﬂn'n.'l.'{"ll into New Guinea waters and wrested
Kaiser-Wilhelms-Land from the German set-
tlers. Years afterwnrd, this former (erman
colony was constituted an Australizn mandste,
Dutch New Guinep and Papua retnined their
old political status, and the business of ex-
ploratiom  and development wient on slowly
as before.

Now, 22 yearzs latér, hordes of Japanese

swirming inio New Gumea from thefr islamids
tr the north have changed everyvthing, They
mark the appearance of a new roce, a new
culture, on the New Guinea scetie.

In one sense, this new wave of peaple from
the north and west i= an old story to anthro-
pologists, who have bheéen occupied for a guoar-
ter of & century in piecing together the great
pageant of Pacihe history.

Dusky Pyifmies Discovered New Cromnen

The real diccovery of New Guinea took
place long before Europeans sighted the island
from their galleons, even long before daring
Polynesigns paddled their slender outrigeer
cinoes along its forbidding shores. The true
discovery ook plice millennivms ago, when
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small bands of Negritos—pyamy negroes—
drifted there from Asiatic archipelugoes.

With them they brought their simple tools
and weapons—bamboo cutting knives, shell
scTapers;, spears—essentially a “pre-Stone
Age” mvenitory,

Liater came hirdes of heave-hrowed, hrogd-
nosed, curly-haired  Auwstralvids, probably
bringing with them chipped stone artifacts,
which gave them grest technical superiority
over the wood-shell-fiber-using Negritos.

Many of these pewcomers mewed on inio
vasl, almost empty Australia, where they re-
mained isolated from the rest of humanity
for thousands of years, until Evropenns visited
their shores o few hundred vears ago, Some
of them staved on in New Guinea und mixed
with carlier settled Negrites, their destend-
ants constituting & racial mixture which even
toelay formes the basis of miost of New Guinea's
imlund population,

Une must nol, however, imagine his inland
population o be evirnly distributed, or even
physically bniform. Varving pmpu:Jrﬂnm of
the component ancestral strains—here, many
Negritos mined with few Australoids: there,
many Australoids mixed with few Negritos—
formed separate small tribal units, isolated
ane from another by towering mountains,
decp porges, or terrible swomps

After centuries and millenniums of this kind
of lsolption cach small group  developed ity
own pecaliarities. so that now their langunges
—called “Papuan™ tongues by anthropologists

-are classed together not so much hecause
they are nlike as becanse they are all difieront
from other Pacific island langunges, Soores
of theéze Papuin langoages have already been
set down by travelers and scientists, and they
are the bane of existence of missionaries and
administralors,

“thher Kind Talk, He Cranky™

Imogine having a parish with 3,000 con-
verts broken up into ten separate tribes, each
having its own language! Nor s there much
mcenfive for natives (o learm one onother's
langunsge; as oneé of my nolive cirriers cone
temiptuously said: *Talk. belong me, he
atraipht: all other kind 1alk, he cranky.”

There was little of the Stane Age about the
crowds of stovedores milling aroond on the
Port Moreshy wharf as our Wentoro dropped
ils gan k. Mo=t of themy were short
and =light with bizg mops of [Frizely hair.
Their noses were a3 broad as their grins as
they looked up ut the passengers Ifniﬁg the
rails; and their talk about us was probably
less flattering than our remarks about them.

Nearly all were dressed in long strips of

otlored calico bound around their waisiz and
falling ton their ankles. Their lips were red-
dened and their teeth blackensd with con-
tinuoua chewing of areen put amd lime and
pepper—the famous betel-nut mixture.

The bodies of many of them were covered
with the overlupping patterms of ringworm.

But they were pot black! Melanesions—
black lslanders—they are called, but their skin
color vacied from a Tieht o chocoliate hrows,

anid a few among them had reddizh and vellow-
ish tints.

From the Old to the New Stune Ade

There was a Mongoloid Jook about many of
them which only bore out the contention of
many scientists that, since the Australmids
entered this region during the (Nd Stone Age,
uther peoples have pushed out into the Pacific
from their homelands in southeastern Asin,

Most of these New Stone Age newenmers
must have remained at the beaches and nter-
mixerl with the earlier inhabitants = Almost
everywhere along the New Guinea benches
there is stronger evidence of this new element
than there 5 in the interior. For one thing,
beach people are taller, redder-skinned, their
hair not s frizaly thelr facal features
straighter, less Neproid and Australoid,

Nevertheless, the jdeas and tools and jech-
nifjues that they introduced soon spread into
the intersor, =0 that before long the “bush”
natives—as contrasted with the “beach” na-
tives—were also planting crops and keeping
pigs and working and fighting with polished
stotie arfifacts,

(e thing these newcomers did—and what
a boon that was!—wnas 0 transfer some of
the features of their language to the lan-

guages of the older coast dwellers, The result

of this process, which probably was accidental,
wits that New Guinea coastal lanzuages are
not nearly =o varied as are the Papuan lan-
irunges of the bush dwellers.

But even with this “simplification,” it
wwemied to me that 1 would never be able 1o
understanid the torrentinl rush of words of the
natives chattering awav on the wharf. 1t was
with reliel that I heard ome of them shout,
“Hey, Tobadn (Master), you got shillingiz"

[ threw him one—and was soundly seolded
h!.' my fellow pnssefigers who warned me that
1 was “spoiling” the putives. One of them
tank me aside and gave me 2 jewel of a lecture
about upholding the white man’s burden,

Later 1 was handed o neat little pamphlet
which set out, in numbered sentences, exactly
how a white man should act in New Guines.

Une oould hardly call Port Moreshy a bus-
tling place, but there was considerable activity,
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missionaries, taders, The sky wa=s hrilliant
wll this time. and memories of the drear Cotal

A day out of Port Moreshy we drew up
mlongside the wharf at Samorpi.  Samarad s

All kinds of craft, from graceful sailing
canoes to pog-nosed Liunches, dot the water.
Everyone comes to see the mail steamer,

tist Bronlslaw Maolinowski, Nearer at hand

Treasure lslinds of Australasta

I noticed with some alnrm that our own
ship was headed right for a sand bar, buot it
wits 100 late to shout. We wereon it! Tomy
amazement there was no grinding, scraping
sotmned, no hump st all.  In fact, we glided
through it! The “sand bar” turned out to
be ‘a thick layer of floating pumice, a8 re-
minder of the volcanic eruption of a few
months previous.

There was other evidence on every side
Wisps of smoke and steam were still curling
up out of craters at each end of the town,
Streets, houses, lawns were all covered with
thin lnyers of fine dust. Coconut palms were
pathetic, crownless poles, their leaves torm
away in the dowapour of ash and rocks,

Gangs of laborers were making frantic’ el
forts {0 dig deep wnter ditches through the
lnyers of pumice. Formerly when it rained,
the porous earth quickly drank up all the
witer =0 that there was little run-ofi. Now
raiy water would fow in sheets over the sur-
face of the less porous pumice and endaniger
houses, fences, aml streets.

Eruptions Only “Unusual Wenther”

The people were making a vallant efiort to
dig out, and it eccurred 1o few of them that
it might be adyvizable to move their town to
another site.

“Why,” they said, “the volcanoes won't
erupt again; this time was a great exception!”

The nest few weeks T pasged in Raobaul buy-
ing food supplies for the expedition and learn-
ing o e casual about earthquakes, 1 was
not totally surprised when the first one began
tor rattle the hotel walle: vet it wonld be some-
thing of an overstatement to claim aplomb.

A rather nerve-racking sight was the sink-
ing foreshore—or it might have been the
rising witer line: inhabitants weren't sure
which it wus. But there it was: every week
the beach became narrower.  Still, people saw
no renson for abandoning Rabaul.

For my part, neither earthguake nor the
simking foreshore proved so important os
“rurchasing™ Manao,

Manao was brown-zkinned, frizaly-haired,
and ugly ag sin. T did not exactly purchase
him, but 1 did pay séeveral pounds: down for
him and receiverd the assurance that he would
he my “personal bov” for the next two vears,

Manno was an old hamd 8t working  for
white masters. In his contract he was de-
seriberd as being a “trained domestic, with no
sprcinl proficiencies.” Nothing was mentioned
about his being a'born eook, a diligent lnundry-
niin, an expert marksman, a vigorous food
forager, o superh expedition leader, n top-
notch morale builder, and an effective sorcerer,

In other words, Manao was a4 Melanesian
of muny parts, Right now he s probably
inking pot shots at faps

My own contract with Manao stated that
I must feed him, supply him with tobacco,
clothe him in sirips of calico, provide living
guarters and medical care for him, and pay
him ten shillings (abeart two dollars) every
month. Tn return he was bound to work for
me for two years,

It i no mere sentimentality o sav that
without Manao amnd his kKind white men would
nevier survive In New Guinea. They winulid
neser soccoed in harvestineg coconuts. extract-
ing gold, exploring the wilderness, or, for that
matter, even keeping them=elves alive,

The Indentured Labor System

Indentured labar s the system that has mode
it possihle for white men to build up an empice
and exploit it for thefr own fortunes and the
glory of their natioms.  Back of it all are the
thowsands upon thouszands of voung, brown-
skinned males who accomplish  evervthing
from  buildineg roads o minding Ewropean
halies—all Tar a few shillings, 4 bit of tpbaceon,
a few pounds of rice, some tinned ment and
fish, n few strips of calico, and chunks of soap.

I proved to be something of a problem for
Alinao in the beginning. 1 did not know how
n “master” should act. For example, T did
not realize that 1 should not laugh and joke
with him when others were shout.  Such
familiarity, he intimatidd, embarrassed him.

I learned to walk o few steps ahead of him,
whether [ likesl it or not. 1 learned never (o
carry A parcel when e was there to carry it
for me, As for my worklpng, how pained he
was when T tried to help him lift & tronk.

“Me got shame,” he explained.  “You,
Master, more better vou no work all-same
blacka-man.”

That put me in my place!

After n few weeks in Rabaul, Maonao and T
boarded panother steamer for the mainland of
New Guinea, On board was the Australinn
oil explorer G, A. V. Stanley, who hud pre-
viously offered me all his kpowledge and fae-
cilities so that 1 conld learn comething about
the New Guinea wilderness.

New Guinea has now become Australin's
first line of defense; huot only o few vears ago
it was one of the Inst fromtiers, nnd offered
exciting apporiunities for men willing to risk
their lives or their health in search of riches,

The existence of gold in New Guinen had
been suspected, then known, for many years;
but it was oot untll 1926 that an enormously
rich deposit was discovered. In that year
three Australiins braved the coastal swamps,
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the terrifving Morobe mountaims, the nttacks
of wild natives, malarin, dyvsentery, and dread
blackwater fever to discover the wvalushle
alluvial deposits on Edie Creek, near Wau,
far in the interior,

News of their discoveries seeped out to the
rest of the wiorld and swrted n large-scale
eitlil riesh,

‘The hitle beach outpost at Salomaua be-
came a new Jupeou (page 706). People re-
member today how they landed on the beach
with a few cans of food and u pan for washing
godd dust. None of them seemed 1o realize
that the gold felds were far up in the moun.
tuim=, thut lines of mative carriers would be
peeded to transport food supplies, and that
rrutﬂ:ﬂnn st be afforded geaingt head-hunt-
ng natives,

Many of them did not even realize that
quinine would b needed to ward off malaria,
that water would have to be botled to guard
ngainst dysentery. Some of them, aware that
they were headed for the Tropics, did not
buther to buy bedding and blankets, not
knowing how hitter cold were the nights in
the mointains, especinlly to a person shiver-
mg from malirin.

The Airplune Tamed Wild New Guines

Real development of New Guinen pold re-
sources did npot begin until o Tarsighted
Avstrulian, Cecil John Levien, conceived of
inatalling huge dredges to dig |_1t|1.-|:lfr into the
rich gravels than individual miners working
with shovels could hope to do.

This kind of enterprise, however, demnided
large capital investments, effciently organ-
teed and operated companies, and, most of all,
big dredges. Dragging the benvy deedging
machinery through swamps and forests and
over mountaing was abviously impossible,

“We'll v it in.” Lovien said.

Skeptics laughed at the idea, and shook
their heads knowingly at the sugeestion of
flying heavy machinery into the heart of wild
New Liuinea.

Levien persisted, secured financial backing,
hought a plane, had it Town in to the gold
fAelds. Thus he initiited a unique air-trans-
port service, Guinea Alrways, Lud,, became,
in fact, the largest aerml freight-carrying serv-
ike in the world.

Dredges were taken apart, flown in, and re-
assembled on the gold fields.

Every  else was flown in, too,  Automao-
biles, ¢ows; beer, chickens, building materials
—evin race horses,

The town of Wau became 5 healthful,
cheerful center for thousands of employees
of the various mining companies,

Fiar above the malarial coastal swamps, en-
Joving a climate that is healthiul and invigoe-
ating, white meén may continue to dwell long
after the lugt vard of gold gravel has been
dredpemd,  Agricylturists have discovered that
miny viluable crops will flourish here.

This aren; in the middie of the Tropics, vt
possessing  advantages of a temperate land,
has been looked upon as the logical center for
the white-man-controlled Pacific islands.

Agnicultural development will have to wait
for the return of peace.  AMeanwhile, it i
becoming ﬂ[!rls:rr‘:nt that the miners who
cleared the frst landing felds =0 that their
teta and beef and rice and besr could be flown
m were unknowingly preparing for the de-
tense of New Guinea and Australin and, for
that matter, for defense of many lands thou-
sands of miles away.

Daring raids have been made by Australinn
pirmen against Japanese ships mud forces on
invaded New Britain, Japanese troops oocu-
pied Babuul and crept along the New Britain
const to occupy the outpost at Gosmeita. Then
squadrons of Australian planes swept down
and harassed them day after doy.

Those planes probably. came from numerons
fving fields hidden away tn the gold felds
plateny. Likely they were opermted by air-
men who hied Oown over those mountains and
cousts day after' day carrying passengers ani
fredght (page 710). Thus the New Guinen
gold rush has affected the lives of all of s

My host, Mr. Stanley, was not after pold.
He was one of a small band of men who have
disveted their lives to a search for oil in order
to make Australia independent of foreign
soirces. 1o these men gold mining was a2 mere
incident in the life of & nation; oil was the
reil source of strength.

Various oil-search companies had been or-
panized to explore vast New Guilnea for slgns
of mil,  Mr. Stanley's organizition, 011 Search,
Lael., had secured rights to survey all the land
in the trinngle formed by the Sepik. River,
the northern cosst, and the New Guinea
Netherlands barder,

He and his associates had mopped part of
this large area and had set up o base camp
antl landing: feld at a promising site called
Mai Mgi, about 70 mileft west of Wewnk

OUn mare occasions they might succeed in
shooting o flying fox, n large fruit bat from
which they brewed a soup the aroma of which
—thank goodness! —is Tike nothing else in the
world.

Mr. Stanley had told me many exciting
things about these “new” natives of his: and
it was with o quickened pulse that T climbed
into his small plane at Wewak and took off
for “Uinknown Huw Guinen!"”

We climbed past the costomary coastal
swamp aned over the llighcat miuntain ridge.
The region was marked “thickly settled” on
sume maps, but the only evidence of humanity
wir could see from the aiv was tiny marden clear-
ings here and there. A few wisps of smoke
curled up from these clearings and showed
that the work of congquering the forest was
still going on,

south of the mountains there appedared
patches of grass pluins, wnd much {arther to
the south lay the serpentine ribbon of the
Sepik River., We could plainly make out
large village settlements sprawled out on top
af many of the ridges we were flying over.
These were the villages of the dread Sepik
plein=men, feared throughout New Guinea for
their skill in fighting and sorcery,

A Tiny Landing Field in Dense Forest

Alter our concert we sat in the dark and
histened to native wooden gongs sonnding out
some urgent appeal from the surrounding
mountains.

The night was clear and cold, and my three
Ilankets were far from adequate.

Enives Delight the Little Brown Men

The next morning we sel out an our trek
to the south and were joined en route by Mr,
Stanley's surveyor colleague, Harry [, Ewve.
Our eombined lines of carriers stretched end-
lessly belind vs as we plodded along in the
miiddle of the stream bed, the main hilz_i:rw:l].-’
of this heavily forested reglon (page 717 ).

Diuring the pext few weeks we mapped,
searched Tor signs of oil, surveved a route for

o road, and possed through village after vil-
lﬁpe_e of natives whn had not been touched by
clvilization.

Americans 1in the Caribbean

the Lesser Antilles stretch like the

The small islands between Puerto Rico
and Trinldad were important posts when the
British Navy had its West Indies Station on
Antigua, roughly midway of the crescent, and
now they have new value ns outer basés Lo
protect the Panama Canal (map, page 729).

Today, high-flving warplanes accomplish in
hours what the salling vessels of Nelson did
in duays, as American bombers and puarsait
craft swing tound the zlands down to the
south American mouinland.

In September, 1940, the United States
traded bty over-pge destroyers to Great Brl-
ain and acquired rights 10 lease and boild mil-
itary hases in British possessions in the At-
lantic and Caribbean, In the fall of 1941
I visitedd the slands of Bermuoda, Antigon, St
Lucia, and Trinidad—ew outposts of Amer-

There are mustanl-
vellow and wine-red sea [ans that wave lon-
giidly in the current: brown and white corals,
somie like giant convoluted brains, others like

Tubwelike sponges and white sea anemones
are animal Howers of the undersea wirld.

In ten minutes | saw more than a dozen
species of fish, Most were Teeding on minute

Switchback Road to Castries

From the Army base site to Castries, chief
town of St. Lucin, a looping, fantastically
scenic rod runs for many: miles.

At first passing through orderly  coconut
plantations and sugar-cane fields, the narrow
soil-surfaced romd  descends near  Castries
throwgh a rain forest of super-tropical luxu-
riance.

Giant tree ferms uncoil their fronds over-
head, and pray-boled mahogany dnd other
hardwood trees are strung with linnns pod
creepers in & mage of green,  Through all the
matting of vegetntion trickles the murmuring
water of many rills

Frequent heavy rains in this region often
cause terrific landslides. One storm a few
vears ago canzed the side of a hill to slice off,
opple  over, and emgull an  entire  village,
Hundreds were killed.

I rode 1o Castriez in a high-sprung brown
reconndiszsance car owith an Army afficer,
Along the route, when dark-skinned youngsters
spotted the American car and uniform they
wolld dash to the side of the road and shout,
“Hey, Joe, gimme: a biahk penny, Joe!”

One St, Lucian advanced the theory that

They are owr Bobolinks now, but-soon agadn
they will return to the land of their ancestors
and become the chambergos of Puerto Rico
and Cuba, or the beloved charlatdns of Brazil
ared Argenting.

Thus, year after vear, they corry an un-
spoken message to our southern neighbors jnd
return in the spring with their [elicidades—
feathered emissaries of international good will.

He did not follow the Bobalink's short cat
acroas the Caribbean and the West Indies,
however, but took a somewhst longer route up
l]'u‘uu],..h Panama and Central America, cross-
ing: the Gulf of Mexico to Louisiang from
Yucatin.

After reaching the United Stiules he traveled
more slowly, for, although he arrived an the
Gulf coast morg than a2 week aheadd of the
Bobolinks, he did not make New York until
noweek niter they had taken over the meadows.

The Red-eyed Vireo is another good-will

Yellow-billed Cuckon { Plate V), so shy that he
seemnd but a phantom slipping through the
undergrowth, will take wing in September and
join the migratory hordes that have round-trip
ticket=s to Colombia and Ecuador,

Hiz lunch of hairy caterpillars he will not
have to pack and take with him, for all along
the route he will find these delicacies Khunned
by maost other hirds.

With the Bobolink wintering in the Arren-
tine, and the Red-eved Vireo and the Yellow-
hilled Cuckoo in Colombin, we are led 1o won-
der if there are not equally attractive places
along the wayv,

Most migratory hirds return (o the land of
thelr ancestors {or the winter, and when the
Woond Thrush (Plate TV) and the Yellow-
brepsted Chat (Plate VI) leave us; they will
he well satisfied to winter in southern Mexico,
Honduras, Guatemala, Nicaragua, or Costa
Rica.

On the other hand, the Red-winged Black-
bird (Plate TV), the Red-headed Woodpecker
(Plate I11), and the Kingfisher (Plate TI)
mav be saticfied with our own southern States.
Like many another fisherman, however, the
Kingfisher can be lured farther and farther
from home by bigger and better fsh, until he
reaches Trinidad or British Guiana,

As early as the lust of March, Tree Swallows
{ Plate VII) reach the northern United States,
while insects pre still scarce. [ndeed, during
cold spells they eke out their existence with
bavherries, which scarcely deem approprinte
for swallows,

They come early, nearly & month ahead of
other species of swallows, becnuse they winter
in Florida and even farther north, while the
bam swallows go skimming over the West
Indies and the Caribbean Sea bound for Brazil.

It 1% a marvelous sight to watch ten thou-
santd Tree Swallows go to rocst m the murshes
of the 3t. Johns River; in Flonda, All day
they skim over the river and dart over the
zaw grass in scattered [ormations, but as dusk
approaches they all head for a common roost-
ing place in the marsh, where their combined
weight will flatten the reeds o the water,

A Whirling Tornndo of Swallosws

Round and round the hupe fAock whirls,
forming a gigantic vortex which from o dis-
tance resembles a cloud of smoke, az i the
marsh might be on fire,

The lopger they swirl the denser becomes
the-cloud, and for n few moments, as they are
descending into the marsh, it resemhbles the
funnel of a tornado. Gradually it chunges o
a wisp of smoke and then vanishes ns the
swallows settle to their perches.

If one returns at daybreak expecting to see
the performance reversed, he will be grently
disappointed, for the morning awakening is
much less & cular, A few hirds at a time
rise and scatter to their feeding grounds.
Nearlv an hour elapses before swallows are
skimming all over the marsh, and dt noo time
cnn one imagine the vast convocation of the
nizht hefare.

Indeedd, after having viewed this pageant,
one 1= almost ready to believe, as intelligent
persons apparently did in the eighteenth cen-
tury, that swallows throw themselves into the
mud and sleep all winter,

In 1768, for example, Boswell wrote in his
Life of Jokmson: “He (Johnson) seemerd
pleased to talk of nataral philosophy. That
wondcocks fly over the northern countries
is proved, because they have been observed at
sear,  Swallows certuinly sleep all the winter.
A number of them conglobulate together, by
Aving roumd and roond and then all im a heap
throw themselves unider the water, and lie in
the bed of a river,”

After watching the behavior of the swallows
on the St. Johns marshes, T could almost have
written this myself.

Tiny Travelers Fly Thousands of Miles

So fleet of wing and so graceful in the gir
are the swallows, however, that we accept their
lengthy migrations without wonderment, sur-
prised only that any should prefer to stay in
the United States during the winter when they
cottld 20 easily set their wings for that roman-
tic land to the south.

But when we contemplate the tiny warblers,
vireos, and humminghirds, with their small
wings and fragile bodies, that unfalteringly
make the seven to ten thousand-mile trip each
vear, we marvel at their endurance and their
love of home.*

Huppily for us In the United States, how-
ever, all birds are pot migratory, and some bits
af life and color remain to cheer our snow-
bound existence. Lucky we are if one of the
permanent residents happens to be a Kenticky
Cardinal ( Plate VIII).

We think of Cardinals a3 belonging to the
southern States and Mexicn, but of recent vears
they have been increasing, and the younper
birds have been pressing northward 1o occupy
areas where our fathers never saw them.

Indeed, in the Finger Lakes region, Cardi-
nals hove become almost as commen in our
wirdens as scarlet tanagers and indigo buyn-
tings. 1t may be that similar iovasions have

Tuday, feeding the winter birds has beconu
such a popular pastime that it i moch easier
for southern t:in!lj_r- to extend their ranges north-
ward, There is no excuse for a Cardinal gojnge
hungry, for in every community there are
bird lovers who keep sunflower seed, chick
leed, and =uet always available to the birds
near their windows.

The Cardinzl iz a prolific species, regularly
lnving three or four efes o o clutch and hov-
ing two or three broods a year. Thus, with
fair surcess in protecting thelr egis from red
sqquirrels and their yvoungsters from cats, they
should =oon become established in most of the
northern United States and southern Cansn.

Certainly it is a fascinating sight, and one
conducive o bird feeding, to see a group of
bright-red Cardinals in the snow armound the
feeding shelf, and later to watch the home life
of & pair in the wistaria vine on the porch,

Another beautiful invader from Dixie is the
golden-vellow Prothonotary Warbler (Plate
V1i. A small colony of these dazelineg south-
ermners has come to live along Oak Orchard
Creek, west of Rochester, New York. Each
spring they return from their winter sojourn
in Central America, and their nomber has
increased to seven or eight pairs.

For pesting they gearch out patural cavi-
ties or at times even acoeptl birdhouses which
Harlan Eckler. who first discovered them, puts
tip along the swampy stream.

Cars Kill Mapny o Careless Bird

While: the Prothonotnry Warhler and the
Cardinal have been increasing during recent
veurs, another attractive bird, the Red-headerd
Woodpecker (Plate 111} has become much less
common. There are still places in (he Missis-
sippi Valley where it s a famibiar hind, but
elsewhere it seems to be suffering a high mor-
tality.

In some places it is one of the birds most
commonly Elll-_':i by autonwohiles along the
highways, because it delights in perching on
fence posts ar telegraph poles and fving down
for grasshoppers stirred up by passing cars.
Whether this alone can account for its increas-
ing scarcity is, of course, unknown,

The drninage of marshes has caused birds
sirh a® the bitterns and rails to hecome mre
in many localities where they once were com-
mott.  But the Red-winged Blackbird (Plate
V), which ordinarily nests in’ murshes, takes
to havields or mesdows when swamps dis-
appear.  There it fratemizes with the bolio-
finks and meadowlarks, weaviog it hanging
basket amnong the stronger weed stems,

Mingle in Our Melting Pot

North Ameticy bas two major groups of
bird families, oneé hoving its origin o the
Cld World and one in South America. These
birds, unlike the starling and house sparrow,
came to this continent gradually and of their
own free will, Hke the American Indians and
later the white men, and thev have been here
s0 long we call them native species.

Indeed, most of them are native, for after
many generations of separation from  their
forebears, they have developed characteristics
il their own, Owr friendly little black-capped
chickndee, for instance, s almost the exnct
counterport of the Furopean coal tit: vel it is
sufficiently: different 1o he separated as a dis-
tinct species,

There seems (o be little guestion that chicka-
dees invaded thiz country several million vears
ago—prior (o the lee "!I-EE— by wayv af Siberin
and Alaska, when this area was much more
temperate than it & Lislay.

That their invasion was more recent than
that of other DId World families i= indicated
by the fact that enly 42 of some three hun-
dred known =pecies and subspeties: belonging
to the chickadee family are found in North
America, and none of these has yet extended
itz range south of Mexico.

The same is true of the shrikes, for only
eight of the ninety specles and subspecies of
true shrikes are North American, and thess
have starcely vet extended their range south
of the United States.

Un the other hand, fully o quarter of the
four hundred varieties of crows and javs, an-
other bird family of Old World erigin, ure now
found in the Western Hemisphere, and some
specied have invaded South America all the
wiy (o the Argéntine. The same is true of the
winripeckers, cuckoos, thrushes, and sparrows,

I don't suppose we shall ever be able 1o
guess the order of thelr arrival, but for the
most part we are glad they came and that
they now live peaceably with other birds which
wee consider native species, but which obviouslv
came to us from South America, such as the
humminghirds, warblers, vireos, mockinghirds,
and the New World orioles and yeatchers.

Our birds, 1ike the American people, came
fram a variety of sources and have learned o
piny the pame of life amicably together, each
species filling a certain niche no longer clumesd
by others;

Mareo Polo Learny of a New Land

It is not mere historical geography to starl
the sy of my obzervations on Madagnsear
with Muorco Palo’s account of what he heard
about the island when he was vovaging home
fromy Ching, His reports were of miore signifi-
cance for his own cootemporaries than they
would believe; subzequent explorations on the
“sizth continent” have confirmed many state-
ments which in his time were disrecirded ns
tall tales.¥

Near the end of the 13th century a hig
four-master cruised in the termtory of the
Indonesian isles, 1t flew the flag of Venice,
andd on the bridge stood the first globe-trotter
in history, the Venetinn Marco Polo.

Tananarive now!"

Amazing Tananarive, Madaguscear's Capital

Never has a city made a more surprising
impression on me than the capital of Mada-
gascor (pages S14-817). The npproach. s
through a sea of rice felids which extends to
the bhustling bisiness district.

As:soon as we had reached the first houses,
we were in the midst of congested traffic.
The hundreds of coolies who ran up and down
the streets with their rickshas maode way re-
luctantly for automobiles. To a4 motorist this
city seems not too friendly.

The streets all gon up or down, sometimes
climbing at n degree that causes the car to
swoon, But the coolies who haul passengers
do mot mind the steepness of the streetz. They
whiz uphill at a rate that leaves many a
motorcar behind.

Everywhere on street corners, stairs, amd ter-
races, crowds hang around,  The houses are
all red; and thousands of white lambaz shine
in the n:l.drinpr sunlight, the people's faces prac-
tically the only dark corners in that carnival
of light.

Our road swung uphill in two big curves to
the BEuropean quarter. Many stnire Jead up
the hills; some are 15 to 20 feet brosd, and
some have 300 steps, ds if they would lead
right up to heaven! Everywhere stand, sit,
and walk dark-hrown natives in their lambas,

With the moad ascending, the view became
more inleresting every minute:  Like a blg
island the mountnin, with the city on its back,
risges from the ocean of surrounding rice felds.
One more halrpin’ ¢urve and we were at the
top of the mountain, at the Place Caolbert in
the heart of the European seitlement.

Rich Mutural Resoureces, Few Laborers

Here the scene and the atmosphere changed
completely. To our left and right 1 saw de-
partment stores with colorful display windows
nil signs. I looked at those signs and rubbed

The Governor spoke o the most difficult and
most pressing problem of Madagascar—Jack
of workers, The big island s amonpg the
richest territories an earth. ' With fts adjacent
ishunds it supplies the world with 72 percent
of the natural vanilla consumed; yearly it
ylelds huge quantities of maize of hest qual-
it i rich In manioc, from which tapioca
is made, and in coffer, cacao, sugar, tobacco,
rice, raffia, sisal, pepper, and ].':Ill'.'n.'l'[lll noil,

Still more valiahle are the mineral prod-
wets,  Madagasdar mines vield gold, graphite,
more than 50 kinds of préclous stones, iron,
nickel, lead, and manganese. Some territories
eonntain oil.

Because of shortage of workers, these treas-
ures have been little developed.

Experte estimete. that with two million Ia-
borers the agriculture could be rafsed to ten
or twelve times its present production nnd
the mineral output could be multiplied 15 o
20 times.

Taxes Raised 1o Maoke Natives Work

The natives themselves are goodhearted,
merry. do-nothings.  They work only livig
enough each year 1o earn what they need for
their taxes and their modest needs.

Many of them, emploved on farme or in the
mines, quit and go bome as soon as they have
received five or six dollors. With two dallars
they pay their taxes, and the remaining thres
or four are sufficient to buy n few sacks of rice
and a new shirt, Between jobs they sit or lie
all day lomg on their mats in the shade of the
palm trees.

Twice taxes have been raised to force the
natives 1o work a few weeks longer every vear,
and attempts have been made to settle other
races on the fsland, Neither method has been
-‘.LHTIE-fJ.I.LtUIn.]h Negroes can endure the climite,
but, since there is also a lahor shortage in
Africa, they cannot be induced 1o legve their
homelpnid to come 1o Madagascar.,

Tall Tales fram the Cattle Coountry

he number of cattle on Che steppes of the
eotith alone s estimaited to be m the Tmllhions:
The entire tribe of the Antandroye livee by
rnising cattle, and the center of ol their 13k
ant of all their thoughts s atile,

Their lives are closely linked to their herds,
The administrabion officer whom [ met here
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told me two rather 1all stories to emphasise
this point.

“A cow had been stolen,”™ he said, “from the
herd of an Antandroy. As soon as he noticed
that she was missing, be examined the thou-
santle of footprints on the steppe and finally
found the track of the missing animal.

"He followed It to the nearest village and
irom there through three more villages unril he
fnnally found the cow! 1t sounds incredible.
but the Antandrovs know the [oopprings of
every one of their cattle and can distinguish
them from any others,

“At the village of Tranoroa n Frenchman
tested an Antandroy 1o discover whether hie
really knew all the cows in his herd of 372.
The Antandroy was blindfolded, and one and-
mal of the herd was hidden. Then the Antag-
droy was to describe the missing animal.

It took him about seven minutes to ex-
amine his 371 pets, and then he said, "A two-
vear-old ox is missing. He has g brown stain
around his left ¢ve, and three white stripes
around his hind legs.'

“And be was right!"

A Weird Ceremony at the Demon Tree

My greatest adventure here took place as
I wandered sround the steppe looking for
miative graves. These are among the chisf
curiosities on the island. Numerous stones are
brought together and heaped into o large pile,
which 1= decorated with primitively carved
wonden: statues,

The number of these statues, which the na-
tives call aloales, indicates the wealth and
reputation of the deceased. The horns of the
oxen which were slanghtered for the funeral
meal are put on the grive as & decoration.

The biggest and most famous Antandroy
grave is located near Ampanlhy, and | was oy
my way there when suddenly 1 heard a far-
away drumming, singing, and velling.  Soon
I saw o crowd of oatives gathered around a
teee in the middle of the steppe. Tt was “the
tree of the demons,” which has o long history,

Muny wvears ngo an epidemic raged among
the cattle; and the herdsmen were in despair.
The trilke’s sarcerer said that a demon killed
the animals and that no time should be lost
in pacifying and reconciling him. The herds:
men should plant a tree where the demon could
rest and enjoy cool shade on hot summer days,

The tree was planted, and since then there
has been o great vearly festival under it, with
offerings to keep the demon in a wood mood.
In this famous blood feast of the steppe the
entire village -joins.

Under the tree sat the women and children;

all dressed] in their best, all holding drioms.
They aanz - a song, the men stood aside, and
behind them [ saw a hiz hird of cartle, [t
wins just before suneet.

A girl and a boy started to dance. They
had spears in their hands, and their antics
looked funny to me. They hardly moved;
only their shoulders shook chythmically, and
they held their spears frmly.

The noise of the droms increased more and
mare, and the chant of the women became a
snvige serenming.  They clapped their hands
andl bear the earthe

The sun sink beyond the horizon,  Now
the pagan scenes of the Tectival [ollowed each
other in guick sequence. First, men caught
the animals to be offered. The oxen fousht
for their freedom, but the heérd=men threw
ropes arcund  their fest and brought them
down.

The vulves were quickly killed by the thrust
of o sharp. brand knife through their throats,
and the oxen and cows were felled by driving
n long spear through their hearts,

Now the celebration came 1o a climaix, and
the hilood drinks were serverd. The fresh blood
of the animals wiss caught in dishes, and men,
women, and children drank the slowly cosgu-
lating liguid; in a state of ecstasy,

"This will certainly pleasé the demon!
Now this will do for an entire year] Surely
we shall have ample rain, and our cows shatl
bedr many calves!”

When 1 walked home through the night,
the herds stood in their corrals, trembling
anxiously, for they smelled the blood of the
offeredd animals:. The big tree stood on the
dark steppwr like a threatening black shadow.
The natives returned to their huts, singing in
eCsLasy.

The Savages Not So Savage

My walks through the streets of Ampanihy
gave me some insight into the lives of the
Antandroys.  Despite their reputation else-
where on the Blond, they are oot at all dan-
perous robbers.  Certainly they steal, but they
div this more for sport than for gain,

The search for the stolen goods—mastly
catble—pgives them a lot of fun and themes
for conversation.  If a thief has been 1racked
down, he sives the stolen soods back with a
smile, and he and the propricter part as the
st of friends.
