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PRELUDE
SINCE early in the 21st century, the United Energy and Transport conglomerate has
owned  North  America;  gradually  it  has  increased  its  sway  over  more  of  Earth.  When
Rissa Kerguelen is five, she and her older brother Ivan Marchant are railroaded into one of
UET's Total Welfare Centers, which are little more than slave barracks. Eleven years
later, due to backlash of a Welfare supervisor's illegal use of clients' credits to buy tickets in
the state-controlled lottery, Rissa is unexpectedly freed, buying her way out of Welfare with
part of the lottery proceeds. She undertakes survival training at the Establishment of
Erika Hulzein in Argentina; then, disguised, she leaves Earth. UET gained star travel by
murdering the Shrakken, interstellar aliens who had come to Earth, and copying their
ship. So now UET has star colonies.

But not all human colonies are UET's; some ships have Escaped, and founded
settlements on what are called the Hidden Worlds. On the minor UET world Far Corner,
Rissa takes passage on such a ship-Inconnu, the only armed ship ever to Escape, captained by
Bran Tregare, pirate and raider. Rissa's

early acquaintance with this harsh man brings the two of them to mutual respect and a wary
liking.

On the planet Number One, a Hidden World loosely governed on an oligarchal basis, Rissa
finds  one  of  the  oligarchs  to  be  Liesel  Huizein,  estranged  sister  of  Erika,  who  with  her
husband  Hawkman  Moray  and  their  daughter  Sparline  control  Huizein  Lodge.  Rissa  is
surprised to learn that Tregare is Sparline's brother, but will have nothing to do with his
family because they left him, when forced to depart from Earth, in "the Slaughterhouse,"
UET's brutal Space Academy. Rissa helps to heal that breach, and when she finds herself
coerced by local custom into a duel with the spaceport's Provost, Stagon dal Nardo,
Tregare is at hand, disguised in mask and hood. With she and dal Nardo fighting nude and
weaponless by her own choice, Rissa suffers injuries from the man who is twice her weight,
but kills him-and then is told that for political reasons she should marry the hooded
man. Dazed, she agrees; later she accepts the marriage, and finds Tregare's goals worthy of
her wholehearted support.

For the "pirate's" aim is nothing less than to "pull UET out by the roots like a rotten
tooth." He is gathering ships- by purchase, by agreement, or by outright force-to build a
fleet, then arm it. His first target is Stronghold, a UET outpost set up to guard the sector
from which the Shrakken had come. And then to gather more ships and challenge UET on
Earth itself.

It isn't all that easy; captains of Escaped Ships are apt to have a high degree of
competitive pride. Jimar Peralta, a former friend of Tregare's, held seniority in the
UET days; now, though it was Tregare who helped Peralta take the ship he captains, the
man wants a share of overall command; his mutiny fails, but one ship and many lives are lost.

Six ships are Tregare's minimum, to move on Stronghold. He gets that many, but
another  threat  looms:  a  Shrakken vessel  comes  to  Number One.  Tregare  captures  it,
and the alien ship Sharanj is  given  no  choice  but  to  serve  as  decoy  at  the  approach  to
Stronghold. Because Tregare's fleet is going in "camouflaged," pretending to be the group
of UET ships scheduled to arrive shortly thereafter. That schedule, obtained by Tregare's
old friend "Kickem" Bernardez, is the crux of the plan.

And Tregare needs all the odds he can get. The night before the ships lift from Number

One, Rissa is hard put to quiet his last-minute misgivings. But she knows the plan is as good
as can be done; there is no choice but to go through with it.

MORNING at  Base  Two-liftoff.  To  avoid  sideblast  at  the  ships  around  him,  Tregare  took
Inconnu up gently. Vanois in Carcharodon, Limmer in Lefthand Thread, Gowdy com-

And Hiiaire Gowdy; "You know who we are-we're maybe ahead of sked. Check your list,

but later-our lives can't wait for your goddamned red tape!"
Stronghold said, "Put your computer on line to validate our checklist. Then we can-"
"It's  not  working-those  bastards  burned  part  of  it  out.  Wait  'til  we  sit  down,  will

you? And-oh, shit!" Gowdy dodged her ship, shuddering, out of the spectacular but harm-
less Shrakken beam that had found No Return, and dropped toward the planet. No
Stronghold ship had launched.

On Inconnu, Rissa punched for Stronghold frequencies. "This is Fleet H-12 from
Earth. As usual, there have been some changes since your advance notice. Now-emergency!
We will contain the alien, force it down. Do not act against it-we want that ship alive! The
Presiding Committee has so ordered."

RISSA took Felcie's place with Limmer's identification group. When she saw the roster, the size
of Stronghold's garrison surprised her; she wondered how Tregare had dared attack
against such odds.

"Derek-we were outnumbered more than ten to one!"
"Closer to twenty," said Limmer. "But Tregare knows UET. You think their ships are

run like ours, with practically everyone armed? Not a chance! Ships and groundside alike,
only officers and Committee Police troops carry weapons. And Korbeith gassed out all his
off-duty troops, at that!" He chuckled, and Rissa marveled that she had ever thought that
scarred face ugly.

When Felcie had the truth field ready, a woman relieved Rissa to join Tregare in
interviewing the captives. "About time we got started on this," he said. "Six hundred
people, a little more, can keep the lid on nearly ten thousand-get them fed and all, using
prisoner help. But I'd hate to have to do it much longer."

Rissa had helped prepare a list of questions for interrogation under drugs. The truth field
simplified the task; Tregare scratched out more than half the list. "With the field we won't
need to crosscheck so much."

EVEN in a wheelchair, Arger Korbeith loomed-a giant, with the exaggerated features of
acromegaly.

"It won't matter-by the time we
can move, they'll be trained. And we'll have to get working on the squadron approach,
Zelde-with you and Derek and Vanois, Gowdy and Use, each running a group of  ships.  I
never thought UET made that work as well as it ought to."

"How could they?" said Limmer. "They can't trust each other. What kind of squadron
is it-one or two armed ships riding herd on a flock of unarmed?"

The talk shifted to personnel assignments. Rissa was glad to hear that Kile Ressider now had
his own ship.

"But I'll miss that palefaced stud," said Zelde, "when the time comes, we have to leave
here."

TEN days short of arrival, the ships from Earth first called Stronghold. Tregare manned
his screens with truth-tested Stronghold personnel whose names might be known to their
shipboard counterparts; he or one of his captains monitored

and guided the talk, but stayed offscreen. And he carried out his plan for Arger Korbeith.
He had changed the scheme slightly. Instead of Tregare's annihilation, the script

featured a pirate raid beaten off-sent reeling, crippled, pursued by part of Stronghold's
fleet. "That way we'll have those ships-plus our own, which would be a dead giveaway-out
past detection range, but in position to head off any UET ship that gets halfway smart and
tries to run."

There  were  more  than twenty,  and-" "What's  the  situation
now?"

"Eight dead-five theirs, three ours. The rest of them confined and being questioned
under  drugs,  along with  the  other  new people  I  hadn't  checked personally-I  got  the
drug  supply  from  the  Underground,  before  we  lifted.  So  now  I  think  I'd  best  get
back to that job."

"Sure-okay, Ragan. But call me as soon as you can-I need to know what the hell's
been happening on Earth!"
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"I can give you the background now; I've taped it. Of course it only brings you
up to several months ago. But if
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you're set to record, I'll shoot it high-speed; I think we're close enough."
"Just a minute." Tregare moved switches. "All right; let it come."

"Ragan out, then. Tape starts-now." Picture and sound became total jumble; Tregare cut
the screen, leaving only the recorder on circuit.
