Their control was more subtle, but no less authoritarian or complete. When it was
finally rotting and begged replacement, it was a woman who did it, and the
control was no less complete for having nobler motives. The Reformed Church
was out to do what it said—reform the existing church to eliminate corruption. It
did not question the order of things."

The people of Anchor were very unhappy at the system,
yet they endured it and did not question it to any threatening degree. See how
easily the newly recombined Church has reestablished authority? The people are
not happy, but their religion teaches that unhappiness, pain, and suffering is their
lot until they attain Heaven. The women of the Brotherhood are happy and
contented with no thoughts of Heaven."

"Because they have been brainwashed and Flux-changed into it!"

"Ah, yes. Yet some people take drugs to chemically induce a happiness they
cannot otherwise achieve; others drink to excess for the same reason. Still others
throw themselves into religious frenzies in a bout of self-intoxication. All are
seeking happiness. But happiness, even Heaven, is the absence of further
progress. When one is happy, one wants no more than that, and will spend his life
in a search to keep the brain's pleasure center permanently on. It is the essence of
humanity. We learn, we progress, by our unending quest for eternal happiness—
yet should we achieve it, it all stops."

Sondra shook her head as if to clear it. "You make the world seem ugly and
upside down."

"The world is ugly, but only viewpoints on it are upside down, not the world
itself. All T am saying is that people pursue happiness in order to obtain it, then
try to force it on everyone else. That's the way of things. I do not like the
Brotherhood, but I also do not like most of World. That's why I tend to keep apart
from it as much as possible. When I was forced into active long-term partici-
pation in it, during the reign of the Empire, I found myself acting just as ugly and
ruthless as the other wizards. I didn't like it."

World had changed much in only twenty years, but it was arguable whether it
was for the better or worse. The way. Mervyn thought, the position on that
question depended on just what you wanted.

Cass had broken the grip of the old Church by splitting it in two, and uniting
opportunistic Fluxlords and Anchors chafing at the old system to create an
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empire that had at its height spanned more than half of World. In the end,
though, the Empire spread itself too thin. Internal jealousies and love of power
cracked the empire in various places. While Mervyn and others of the most
powerful wizards attempted a unified governmental authority, in the end the glue
that held the Empire together and drove it onward had been the will of one
woman: Cass, Sister Kasdi the warrior-saint. And so the enemies of Empire, led
by Coydt van Haas, had set a trap for her, a trap she escaped—but at a great price.

Coydt had been stronger; he had, in fact, defeated her in a test of wills, and only
a shotgun blast from a cynical stringer seeking revenge had allowed her to
triumph, her self-confidence shaken. But in his death throes, Coydt had achieved
his aim, for he removed from her all of the spells that bound her, that made her
the saintly leader, leaving her open to more human feelings, desires, and needs.
Already wilting under the enormous weight of her responsibilities, she had taken
her drive from the fact that she could enjoy no alternatives. With those spells
removed, the choice of going back to that miserable life was impossible. She had
retreated to a Fluxland with her daughter, Spirit, who had been cursed to neither
speak nor understand, and to be forever forbidden all tools and artifacts.

With them had gone her grandson, Jeffron, whom Cass and the agents of
Mervyn would raise.

And with the "death" of Sister Kasdi and the withdrawal of Cass, the Empire
had quickly crumbled. The conciliatory leader of the old, original Church met
with the highest priestesses of the Reformed Church, and after much argument
and tribulation they hammered out a concordat which reestablished a single
Church once more under a single set of doctrines that incorporated the funda-
mental changes of the Reformers with the basics for which the old Church had
fought. None could lead the Church, or become a High Priestess of a temple, or
minister directly to the people, without the Vows of Sanctity undertaken by
binding spell. Those involved in other aspects of the Church, such as
administration and research, were not so encumbered unless they wished to be.
The Church had become far less corrupt, but had strengthened its grip, for it ex-
tended to parts of Flux as well as to Anchor.

Hope, the Fluxland created by Kasdi as the source of the Reformed Church, had
slowly dissolved without her force of will. Work on compiling all of the ancient
writings and attempting to interpret them, a project called the Codex, had been
moved to Holy Anchor, where a Queen of Heaven elected by the temple High
Priestesses ruled as chief administrator.

Much had been learned from the Codex, but researchers were bound by spells
to reveal nothing except through the Church, which kept tight controls. Much of
the work was suppressed, either as heretical or as too dangerous and disruptive.
Science, however, began to be encouraged in Anchor, where understanding of the
devices that maintained them was now deemed crucial. Many of the key scientific
works, though, were missing from the Codex, and scientists who went off on
tangents not approved by the Church found themselves stepped on rather hard.
The Church was interested in the practical. Still, the last twenty years had
brought revolutionary changes.

With the understanding of Flux energy as just one form of all other energy, a
form that could be modified, redirected, and controlled, many of the Anchors
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were in the process of being wired for full electrical power, not just the capital
cities as in the old days. Wireless telecommunication based on the temple
intercoms was also under development, linking all parts of an Anchor
instantaneously. But no one had yet discovered a way to communicate Anchor to
Anchor, for the Flux squashed and suppressed all forms of electronic broadcast
signal. The standard of living for the average man and woman of Anchor had
improved substantially, but these new developments put them ever more securely
under the absolute control of the Church.

The breakup of the Empire had worried the Nine Who Guard most of all, for it
left the mysterious Hellgates insufficiently guarded. They coped as best they
could, using the Flux power amplifiers built by Coydt van Haas to create virtual
walls around the Flux entrances to the gates, walls maintained by priestess-
wizards under saintly vows, and by the defenses of the Hellgates themselves. The
weak point was the other entrance, the one that allowed someone in each Anchor
temple to travel directly to the gate itself, bypassing the defenses. There was no
real answer, for new energy weapons could dissolve concrete as easily as anything
else, so the Nine had decided to be content with an incorruptible Church devoted
to eternal vigilance. It was true that forces had previously defended the Gates
from entry via Flux, but not only Cass and Spirit but even Coydt had managed to
bypass them.

Of course, not all Anchors were under Church control, and only a small part of
Flux; but the Seven Who Wait, also known as the Seven Who Come Before,
needed access to all the Hellgates at once to open them as they were determined
one day to do. Control by the Nine of just one was sufficient to keep them from
their work. Mervyn knew this, but had called a meeting anyway, an
unprecedented one, to discuss the problems.

All Nine were there, which was the fact without precedent. They met in a tiny
Flux pocket so secure that none could even guess its presence, let alone penetrate
it, and they listened intently to the old wizard's comments.

"We have become too complacent of late," he chided them. "While we have sat
and done little, the enemy has been actively on the march with their
characteristic subtlety and with uncharacteristic precision and coordination. A
new empire has been created under our very noses, one in the hands of our
enemy."

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"The dotted line is the equator, the numbers are the Hellgates." Mervyn
explained needlessly.

"It is not necessary for us to
control all seven, as you know. As for the rest, they are a mixture, a hodge-podge
of independent Anchors, some under Church control, some under the control of
odd groups and factions, as are the Fluxlands inside and between. We agreed
long ago, at the breakup of the Empire, that this was to be desired."”

"Indeed," Mervyn agreed. "However, my agents recently have completed a
massive task that might have been impossible in earlier times. In compiling a
structure of ruling Fluxlands and Anchor leaders on a cluster-by-cluster basis, we
find civil control in the Anchors in the hands of just one or two individuals. As
always, the government is totally subservient to the Church, but only outwardly.
These governments have alliances with Fluxlords, allegedly also supportive of the
Church. In tracing the relationships, an effort that has cost many lives, I might
add, we came up with some startling information. Ultimate civil power in each
cluster seems to reside in a centralized source—one for each cluster. In most
cases this central source cannot be traced, but I have traced two. both in the
north. Do the names Varishnikar Stomsk and Gifford Haldayne mean nothing to
you?"

There was a collective gasp. Both were long-time members of the Seven, and
their arch-enemies.

Mervyn looked satisfied with their reaction. "Even over in the west, the former
Queen of Heaven, Romua Togloss. retains enormous power and loyalty. We have
long suspected her of being one of the Seven, as there is some evidence in the old
genealogies that she is in fact Rosa Haldayne, Gifford's sister." He looked at each
one's eyes in turn. "Anyone seen Gabaye or Tokiabi lately? Anyone know who
took Coydt's place in the Seven?"

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"I believe," the old wizard said carefully, "that certainly four, if not more, of the
clusters are in such a position that the existing order could be overthrown in a
moment, on orders from the shadowy authority who controls them."

"But they couldn't hold them. We proved that years ago," the tall, stately

"They don't have to. Once all seven are under their influence, they need only
wait until it is time and strike at once, quickly. They can hold long enough for all
seven to take the temples and reach the Gates. You can see their enormous
influence now. What scientific project takes precedence over all others in the eyes
of Church and state?"

They thought a moment. "Inter-Anchor communications," the tiny, green
Talanane said. "Oh, my!"

Mervyn nodded. "And they'll get it, too, if it is possible—and it almost certainly
is, or no other safeguards against the Seven are really needed."

"Do you believe that they already control all seven, then?" Krupe asked him.

"No. The south is the key, in many ways. The New Eden Brotherhood is not
merely a revolt by the have-nots against the Church and World, it is in every
sense of the word a religious movement and an expansionist one. Within two
years after the collapse of the Empire it had abrogated its treaties and made
alliances with very powerful Fluxlords. Within five, it had overrun Anchor Bakha
and secured the Fluxlands between. They have developed new and devastating
weaponry that can be used in Anchor, and I believe Anchor Nantzee is in
imminent danger of falling, giving them the factories and heavy industry to really
expand their program.”

"But where are they getting all of this knowledge, all of this new and
revolutionary weaponry?" the rock-like Makapuua asked him. "From the Seven?"

"No. If the Seven had such weaponry and knowledge it would have used it long
ago. Coydt had amassed a massive amount of ancient writings over the years, and
had whole teams of his people working on them. From those writings he created
the Flux amplifiers, and it is from those writings that weapons such as this are
springing. Small items of use to Fluxlords are being parcelled out to secure their
complete cooperation, but most of it they are keeping for themselves. I daresay
the Seven would like to get their hands on those books as much as we would.

For that task he'd recruited determined men from all over the
planet, most of whom were tough and ruthless when they had to be but were,
nevertheless, also highly intelligent and experienced. They also had one other
thing in common with Coydt: they had all at one time or another been victimized,
exploited, enslaved, or, as in Coydt's own case, mutilated by women in
matriarchal societies.

In the end, Coydt had died not from sorcery but from the shotgun of the
stringer Matson, out for revenge. But Matson, understanding that these desperate
men would fight to the death and take a civilian population with it, also made a
deal with them to relinquish Anchor Logh to New Eden without massive
bloodshed. The deal that they accepted, though, was one to contain them,
predicated both on a strong Empire to enforce it and on the impression of the
invaders as a gang of murderous thugs. Both proved unfounded.

Coydt had brought with him his valuable collection of ancient writings and
devices, and the team of experts who deciphered, attempted to interpret, and
created practical applications from the vast amount of material in that collection.
These were not merely the written works of the Codex, but included small
machines that drew their power from unknown sources and provided
illustrations and instructions. They did not understand how the devices they
made from these sources worked, but they learned how to build them and found
that, once built, they worked as advertised.

The initial year of their conquest was one of unremitting brutality, particularly
towards women. Massive purges were conducted of the Anchor's indigenous
population: the rest were indoctrinated into the new system by all of the new
devices and a lot of old methods some of the conquerors had learned the hard
way, on the receiving end. They had little Flux power themselves, but as much as
they hated it they also coveted it. and were not above trading some gadget or
scrap of knowledge useful to a wizard in exchange for services. The devices in
particular were very clever, such as the small booster of Flux power that could be
carried in one's hand or on a belt. Yet any attempt to open it to see how it worked
caused it to fuse into a mass of goo; transforming it so it wouldn't do that also
rendered it useless. All wore out after a while, and had to be replaced. The
Brotherhood had created a marketable niche for itself, limited only by its inability
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to do more than small-scale manufacturing without wizards to transmute
required materials. Anchor Logh had been primarily agricultural.

By the end of five years in power, the Brotherhood felt secure, and had also seen
the Empire crumble and its guardians desert it. That time was also well spent in
learning the complexities of running a government. The ancient holy books found
by Coydt had given them a mission and a justification for it all, but it said little
about practical administration.

Men ran the government and the religious institutions, fought wars, protected
property, planned, studied, engineered, and administrated. That left women to do
the basic work. Seventy percent of Anchor Logh's males had been killed in the
takeover or the purges that followed. Those women not taken by party—meaning
Brotherhood—leaders or the thirty percent of the men who went along with the
new system were, therefore, reindoctrinated and in many cases transformed in
Flux into a new underclass of dim, docile women to do that work.

The girls of the Brotherhood, the wives of the party men, were all broken of will
and remade in Flux into the sexual fantasies of the men. They were expected to
always be these male fantasies, to think of themselves that way, but they also
were expected to prepare the meals, make the clothes and jewelry and other
luxury items, keep the houses neat and spotless, bear and tend to the children of
the conquerors—boys until age five, girls through puberty— and all of the other
domestic needs. They also were the hostesses, the planners of parties and
receptions; in communal groups they serviced the workplaces of the men, pre-
pared and served the institutional food and cleaned and kept up the offices and
official buildings. This level of organization took a lot of work and required
intelligence in planning and execution. They were made safe by law with severe
punishments for offenders so that they could walk the streets alone, night and
day, without fear. A credit system was developed allowing them to purchase
necessities for home and duties, with the bill going to the husband, of course.
Luxuries had to be bought for them by their men. Much of the wives' lives was
rather dull and routine, yet intelligence was needed.

Flux had provided the means to keep them where New Eden needed them. The
body, which became uniformly attractive and sexy, literally would rule the mind.
Emotion would always override reason, and physical needs were absolutely
predominant, not something that could be ignored. Their minds were directed
inward. Their attention spans were limited, so that thinking or brooding about
things beyond their control, or the complexities of politics, finance, the world
outside their immediate family and community, technological discoveries, and
the like simply bored them after a little bit. They were practical and pragmatic;
the things that interested them were the things that applied directly to their day-
to-day life, such as housekeeping, sewing and design, clothing and makeup,
hairstyles, child care, cooking and cleaning, and sexual techniques, which they
sometimes practiced on one another. Beyond this, conversation centered entirely
on relationships—husbands, children, friends—whether it was bragging,
complaining, comparing, or simply gossiping. Still, the ultimate insurance of
power is ignorance on the part of those without. The spell-imposed inability to
read, write, or count beyond their fingers and toes guaranteed forever that the
women of New Eden would be subordinate, dependent and never a threat.

They can't move south without getting into the Cold Wastes,
and we will now control all routes within the cluster to and from there,’ and thus
their lifeline. I expect they will fall faster and easier than this one. I think we can
afford to wait."

Sligh looked relieved. "You won't regret it. At least we can be ready to go only
days after Mareh is secured, which puts the timing up to you."

"What about our situation here? Are we ready?"

"It's never been done on this scale, you know, although all of our experiments
and calculations indicate success. It's a least common denominator approach,
though.

The Nine
are incurable optimists!"

The
only reason I figure it took 'em so long to figure this out for themselves was that
we had all the books on the subject and they had more immediate things to think
about. They got it now, though. They're using a relay network of their own strings
off the beaten paths, but they're in constant two-way communication with Bakha
and Nantzee and probably Mareh too by now. They had to rig their own to keep it
secret from the stringers on the main routes, but one of our people got off the
beaten track on a tip from a Fluxlord and found it anyway."

Mervyn was silent for a moment, although his mind seemed totally
incapacitated for a brief period. Finally he said, "You realize what this means'? If
the Seven can learn how to do it, and they will, it's touch-and-go if we could stop
them from opening the Hellgates."

"Yeah. Well, don't think we haven't thought of that. Luckily it's not that simple.
You need a lot of amplifiers to link up the whole of World in even the most basic
communications net. They need twenty just to establish and maintain the
network they currently have for this cluster, so you can see what it would take to
connect all seven Gates."

"The operative thing is that it can be done," the wizard noted. "What can be
done eventually will be. What is primitive now will become sophisticated fast. It's

been that way since we opened the magic box of ancient writings and began to
compile and study them."

"Well, it's possible to run thousands of messages—even voice messages—over
the strings at the same time. I'll tell you that much. But in all those years they've
never built a bigger and better amplifier, and the signals you send tend to fade
out as they go. They have to be received by another amplifier and returned to full
strength and then transmitted again down the line. Of course, it's done at the
speed of light, but so long as they can't get more power they can't use fewer
amplifiers than they do now. My best guess is they don't know how those
amplifiers work any more than you or I do. They don't understand half of what
they're using now. They just find the instructions, build 'em, and use 'em. The
machines they use aren't any different than the ones Coydt used almost thirty
years ago. If they don't understand how they work, they can't build 'em better."

Mervyn sighed. "I wish I could be optimistic even about that. If what you say is
true, and remains true, it becomes something of an advantage for us. It reduces
the problem to purely military terms—disrupt only one transmitter and you
destroy their whole plan, and the locations of those transmitters would have to be
known and tested. Considering what Coydt alone was able to accomplish, and
given the principles of it, they may find a way."

"Well, I don't want to panic you, but there's always been communication
through Flux, you know."

"What?"

Matson shrugged. "It's like a web, sort of. Every single temple is in contact with
every other temple through that top center spire of theirs, sending out a
continuous signal. The four Anchors in a cluster intersect through the Gates, and
there's an identical signal running from Gate to Gate through the whole thing.
We've always known there's something funny about those temples. You know
that."

"Soul Riders," Mervyn mumbled.

"Huh? What?"

"Soul Riders. That's where they get their orders from. That temple network or
grid. You know, a very long time ago, when you infiltrated Coydt's takeover of
Anchor Logh, Suzl met up with the Guardian. The way she told it was too
confusing to make any sense, but you remember, don't you?"

He nodded. "Sure. It actually turned Temple Square into Flux for a very short
time to get us out of there. But that was the Guardian of the Gate."

"I wonder. Do we really know just what the Guardian is? Or even if it's anything
like what it calls itself? Suzl said that the power coming into the temples went not
only to the power transformers but down, down into the ground below the
temple. We tried and tried to repeat that sense she had, but to no avail, and, of
course, she was no longer available for it. But what if she was right? What if the
temple is only a building over what's really there? I've occasionally intercepted
signals coming from some source to the Soul Rider within Spirit. I got an
undefined sense of it, once or twice, as the sort of speech machines might use to
talk to one another. I don't know why—it was far too fast and too complex for any
human mind to more than sense. Still, I've always wondered. Under each temple,
say, a machine. A great amplifier, as it were, setting up the rules for World,
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keeping Anchors stable. A great machine beyond our imagining that not only
governs, it thinks."

Matson chuckled. "A thinking machine? Thinking like a man?"

"No, not like a man, I'd wager, but thinking all the same. You've seen Spirit?"

"Yeah."

"You wouldn't notice as much of a change in her as I would. I'd almost swear,
though, that she and the Soul Rider had somehow come together as one
individual. You know—it all fits. If I were a big machine that thought, but was
stuck far underground in one location, I'd have a way to find out what's going on
beyond my own immediate area. The Soul Rider would be its eyes and ears."

The stringer thought it over. "Well, maybe, but if so why would Spirit still have
that damned spell? Seems to me that any machine that smart could break it. Even
Suzl managed to do it, if I recall."

Mervyn sighed. "That's true, but how would we know how a machine thought,
or what its motives and purposes might be? Still, it's a fascinating idea."

"And another thing—why would it use so few eyes and ears? I mean, the Soul
Riders can only see and hear so much. Most of what's going on would pass 'em
by."

"One piece of the puzzle at a time," Mervyn told him. "Every answer gives a
hundred questions, but that's still a step forward. If I only had Toby Haller's
journal, that might supply the missing pieces."

"Sondra told me about that. We always put that down to a fairy tale."

"So did I—but I know where a copy is now. It's exactly where I thought it was all
along, but I could never be sure. I think I'd die happy if I could but read it."

"Huh. So why haven't you gotten it by now?"

"Because it's in Adam Tilghman's personal library in his house just off Temple
Square in New Eden. That's pretty damned hard to break into, for one thing. Oh,
I have agents in New Eden—Ilots of Fluxgirls there since the start whom I was able
to cover with dual personalities—but they're all under a lot of restrictions and
spells. None of 'em could read and tell which one it was, and it's not in printed
form but contained in a module with a lot of other junk, probably not labeled as
such but prominent enough to be missed. The fact that it's known and yet
unattainable has come close to driving me mad for years now!"

Matson put out the stub of his cigar and scratched his chin a moment. "You
think it's that important?"

"I don't know, but I know it must have something. Tilghman captured the High
Priestess of Mareh, you know. He knew he couldn't break her spells, but he
brought her, stripped naked, back to New Eden just two weeks ago and displayed
her in Temple Square. When they were through torturing and debasing her and
realized they could never get her to recant, he had her brought to the house in
chains and forced to read the journal. My associates and I use the Holy Mother
Church, but we are not compelled to actually believe in it like she was. She was
faced with truths she couldn't deny yet the spells would not allow her to accept. It
drove her completely stark raving mad. She's a lunatic with no reason at all now,
held like an animal in a cage on public display in their zoo."

"So the legend of the thing is borne out. You sure you want to read this thing?"
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"As I said, I don't have the problem she was confronted with. But even if it had
the same result, I would gladly do it. It won't, though. Coydt read it, and he was
just as insane before as after. Tilghman read it, and perhaps many others. If our
enemies have read it, I think it is vital that we do as well. Now more than ever,
with the real threat that this communication system presents. We're pretty sure
there's something terrible beyond those Gates, but we don't know what. We do
know that our ancestors were so frightened of whatever it was that they sealed
them off and then systematically reduced human civilization to a state of
ignorance of its own technology, even its origins, just to keep those seals secure.
They did a very thorough job, but not thorough enough. We're now beginning to
relearn vital parts of what was lost, destroyed, or suppressed. There is a very real
danger of those Gates reopening, and we don't have the skill to suppress
civilization again, even if we wished to. It becomes vital, then, that we know what
we might be facing."

"I know enough," Matson told him. "It could be nasty, but it sure isn't
hopeless."

Mervyn stared at him. "What could we do. in our primitive ignorance, that our
ancestors with all their machines and technology could not?"

"Seems to me it's the old story of World and nothing more. Look at World. The
stronger and more powerful a wizard is, the more he thinks he's some kind of god
and the less he thinks or knows about things that aren't wizardly, you might say.
When you can zap somebody with your little finger you never bother to learn how
to shoot a rifle, or win a bareknuckle fight. They couldn't milk a cow, or grow a
flower in Anchor. Nope, it's all magic, magic, magic—but what do you really know
about your magic? Can you actually invent a spell, or do you just know the
procedure to follow so that the spell flows into and out of your head? I don't
mean the simple stuff, I mean like Pericles. Could you write down the formula for
it on paper? Sure, you know how to command a flower to grow or appear, but do
you really think about how that flower's made? All the biochemistry that goes into
that flower? Do you understand it?"

"You know I don't." Mervyn replied. "No human mind is capable of such
complexity."

"So what you are, as a powerful wizard, is a guy who knows how to push just the
right buttons—just like those guys in New Eden know how to read the manual on
how to work their machines, and how to make 'em, but they don't really
understand them. Same difference."

"But if you can use that power, what's the difference in practical terms'?"

"A big one. Like I said, you get to be a wizard, you forget or never learn the
practical stuff. I think it's the same with machines. In fact, I'm sure it is. You get
born into a society that is completely run by machines. You take those machines
for granted. You pick up some little communicator and you talk into it and the
exact person you wanted to talk to picks up his and talks back. Neither of 'em
know how it works. It's always been there, and if it breaks they get a new one.
They don't even think of how it works. They take it for granted, just like wizards
take their powers for granted. Now let's take those Gates. Whatever's been kept
out, if it's still there and still alive after all these centuries, is from the same kind
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of machine culture as our ancestors. Otherwise, they wouldn't have made the
Gates at all. They'd have used something else."

"I'll grant you a point for argument's sake. That's assuming they're keeping out
somebody rather than something—a weapon, perhaps, or Flux flowing unre-
strained or uncontrolled. It could be a natural calamity."

"Not likely. If it was something like that, you might seal 'em off, all right, but
you wouldn't keep what's there a secret, and you sure wouldn't go to all this
trouble to keep humanity down. You'd want everbody to know just what the
disaster was. Up north in Anchor Jamzh they got a big lake. You ever see it?"

The wizard nodded. "Long ago, but I remember. It's quite impressive."

"I learned to swim in that thing. But it's not a natural thing, it's something left
over. There's a real thick dam across the valley there made of the same stuff as
the temples, although it's layered over with rock and dirt. Everybody knows what
would happen if that dam ever broke. All that water would tumble out at once,
instead of over the falls, and take out half the Anchor. Not even the craziest nut
has ever thought about blowing up that dam. Looking after it is a sacred duty.
Same thing with the Gates. If it was some kind of natural thing, they'd have
dammed it up for sure, but they'd take pains to make sure that everybody knew
what it was from the moment they got out of diapers. Uh uh. Instead we get
demons from Hell. So I figure that's pretty much our way of looking at just what
they were keeping out. The savages, the monsters, whatever were at the door and
they knew they were outnumbered or outgunned or whatever. So they barred the
doors, told us there were evil demons there, and took away all we knew to keep
somebody from waving a white flag and surrendering or making a deal with the
enemy."

Mervyn was fascinated. "Go on."

"Well, let's assume that the enemy's still there. Hard to believe after a few
thousand years, but who knows? Maybe nobody's home. Maybe they gave up and
forgot us a long time ago. Maybe it was even us—some early New Eden revolution
or something. With their machines and total control of Flux they could probably
come up with a nightmare we couldn't even have now. But maybe they're so
complete that they've been there for all these centuries and are just waiting for
one of their machines on the other side to say the door's unlocked. Well, if it is,
I'd say we probably have a better crack at them than our ancestors did."

"Indeed?"

"They're gonna have to come through the Gates. We know where they're
coming. They'll be real confident, more than any Fluxlord you've ever met. They'll
have the power of gods, thanks to their machines. All their defenses, all their
tactics, will be geared to fighting somebody just like them. They'll face millions of
flies who can sting and bite and the only thing they'll have against those flies are
twenty ton sledgehammers. Cannon don't do much good against a mass attack by
cockroaches."

"I wish I had your confidence. More, I wish I had that journal. It would tell me
what I had to know! I'm sure of it!"

Matson sat back and lit another cigar. "I'll see what I can do."

Mervyn suddenly felt excited again. "You mean that? You're going there?"
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"I have an audience with His Nibs the Judge himself. That's why they sent me.
I'm the only man who's an outsider that they respect enough to talk with as an
equal. The guy who killed Coydt van Haas and, of course, the guy who came up
with the plan to let them live and keep their spoils of war. Give me the layout of
the house, if you've got it, and anything else I'll need. Maybe I can't, but if the
thing's as important as you say I might be able to manage it."

Mervyn felt real hope for the first time, but he managed to control himself as
another thought came to him. "Uh— you know that Cassie and Suzl are his
wives."

"Yeah. I know. I hear tell they don't remember anything about you or me or
anything else, though."

"That's true. I suspect for their own sanity both took spells on themselves for
transformation into what they appeared to be. The ones we knew have been
erased. They think they were born and raised in that culture and for all intents
and purposes they might as well have been. It's sad."”

Matson shrugged. "Well, yeah, it's a waste, but I got to thinking on it and, you
know, under the same circumstances I might've done the same thing. They were
stuck in their own way the same as Spirit's stuck in hers. Don't worry about me—I
can handle it. If she don't remember, it'll be easier. I've had to live with the sight
of her face when I walked out on her thirty years ago."

The Central Committee of New Eden did not meet very often of late, and only
when planning major moves or finding ways out of deep trouble. The Committee
consisted of the nine Judges, the original leaders of the takeover of Anchor Logh
and the administrators of its system, Champion representing the military staff,
and Onregon Sligh representing Research and Development. Clearly the balance
had been intended to keep both science and the military subordinate to the
central government.

It met now in a period of near absolute triumph, not to consider what had to be
done to make it complete—for that had long been determined—but to chart the
next steps. Adam Tilghman, as Chief Judge and Chairman, presided, although it
was he who'd called the meeting.

"Gentlemen," he began, "I think it is time we considered again the final aims of
this movement. We are a conquering army and victors with spoils, but in that
we're no better than the Empire that preceded us and which we all abhorred. In
spite of our high-sounding principles and moral platitudes, nothing really has
changed, which is why the rest of the world is essentially keeping its distance
from us rather than making a concerted all-out attack. They know what we are.
We are Fluxlords—yes, we are, you and I, no matter how you deny it. Oh, we are
lords of Anchor, but we are absolute in four Anchors—many times the size of the
largest Fluxland—by our technology, and by that technology we hold or control
the Flux between. We the leadership and those we hold dear are as powerful as
any Fluxlord, and as immortal and unchanging. You have put me off for over
eight years because of our failure to secure the cluster, but that is now done. It is
time to decide what we are and what we wish to become."
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"Is it necessary to do that?" Champion asked. "We have a system of beliefs and a
culture that works. We are strong enough to defend it if we have to, and to spread
it when we feel able to do so. The Chairman calls us Fluxlords, as if the term itself
were not simply a product of the inherent imperfect nature of mankind. We are
lords of Flux and Anchor, and we are right. Why is that such a dirty thing?"

There was numerous nods of agreement among the others listening, but
Tilghman was unimpressed.

"The general asks why it's a bad thing. I think I can explain it. I must, or from
my standpoint this has all been for nothing. All of us—every one of us—came
from Fluxlands. In point of fact, no matter how high our station in those
Fluxlands, we were slaves. Some of us were slaves because our lords were simply
too powerful for us to defy; others were enslaved by spells that made us satisfied
to be slaves; but even the latter had the full force of hatred and contempt when
taken from their Fluxlords and allowed perspective and alternatives with the
spells removed. Beyond this, we have one more thing in common—all of our
former Fluxlords were female."

"This isn't going to be another plea to ease up on the girls, is it, Adam?" Henri
Rhoten, one of the younger Judges, interjected. "I think we've gone as far as we
like in that direction."

"No, it's nothing in that direction, Henri," Tilghman responded, "and I am
deeply appreciative of the moves the Committee has made in the past few years."
Girls, in fact, were no longer subject to mind-killing drugs; they were allowed to
make and wear any clothes that complimented the female form and did not
resemble men's clothing; and, thanks in part to the wars that made them
outnumber men, they were allowed some basic employment—under male
supervision, of course, and in mostly menial and "girl's areas" such as clothing,
decorating, beauty, and children's things. There were a few other liberalizations,
but this was partly due to a program of applying Flux conversions on all the
females not previously converted. "My only concern is our over-reliance on Flux
even in that area. We are as dependent on it as any Fluxlord."

"What's the point?" growled Laroche impatiently.

"The point, gentlemen, is simply that after attaining power we simply reversed
what we had experienced and made that our sole objective no matter what we
mouthed. In so doing, we said that our own past slavery was not wrong or evil,
only to be reversed. We agreed with our former mistresses that might was the
only thing that mattered, and that we had no moral objections to the system, that
the only thing that was wrong was that we were on the bottom and they were on
the top."

"A generally unnatural position," Champion cracked. "Again I ask, 'so what?' It
is the way of things."

"It is the way of things because we were raised to believe it was!" Tilghman
almost shouted. "If we are nothing more than a bunch of petty Fluxlords then I
have wasted much of my life here. The general wants another Empire. I want a
revolution. I want a world where somebody draws a line and says it's wrong. I
want to establish the concept of nation, of culture, as it is in the ancient writings.
I want a country—that's the ancient term for it. A country in which people live
and work according to a set of fixed laws, not somebody's unrestrained fantasies.
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A country that eliminates magic as its basis, so that the best may move to the top,
not those with some inborn power. We have the means, do we not, Doctor Sligh?
Haven't we, in fact, had the means for better than eight years?"

The big, dark man nodded. "We do. Or, at least, we believe we do."

"I tried to establish this quickly, when Nantzee was overrun, but was argued out
of it by the doctor. Wait for Mareh, he said, and I agreed. But we took a very long
time to take Mareh, and in the meantime my proposals were always shoved back
by this Committee. I've heard all the reasons and rationalizations, but they really
disguise the true problem. It's fear. Fear of reprisal from the other Anchors and
Fluxlords, fear of whether or not our system can really stand without the crutch
of Flux, fear, really, of the very concept of revolution itself. Well, we now can
manufacture anything we need without a Fluxlord to duplicate it. We are far
more vulnerable to a mass attack now than if we take my path. We know how to
feed, clothe, house, and administer society in large groups. Now it all boils down
to the basics—which shall we choose for our people's future? Mind—or magic?
Empresses and goddesses with a sex change—or men with guts and vision?"

That stung them all, but eventually touched off a long and searing debate.
Champion, the least visionary of the ruling group, was always the most opposed
to any change, even the slight ones they had allowed. He had not come by his
god-like looks and magnetic attraction naturally; he had been one of a host of
"pretty boys" who were consorts to the Divine Empress, the male counterparts to
the most glamorous Fluxgirls and possessing the same overendowments and
insatiable appetites, who existed to service and carry out every whim of their
Fluxlord. When the Divine Empress had refused to make an accommodation with
the Empire, she had fallen, as had so many Fluxlords, and Coydt van Haas had
been there to pick up the pieces most useful to him. Champion's long pent-up
frustration and rage was ready made for the master wizard's plans, and that
hatred translated into tremendous aggressiveness, a cold and callous ruthlessness
that had matched Coydt's own, and a burning urge to get even with everyone
female.

He was quite dangerous, although useful and politically naive. Much of the old
officer corps had come from origins similar to his and he retained its loyalty. He
was content to run the army while others ran the day-to-day affairs of New Eden,
but he could be pushed just so far. In the end, however, even he had to concede
that Tilghman's plans would make defense far easier in military terms, and many
of the others agreed in the end that it would also make administration and
government far easier and more efficient.

Sligh had never been one to really like the plan, but he tried to keep as
politically neutral as possible, and after clinically and professionally explaining
the plan he couched his own objections in scientific terms.

"We don't know what the ultimate effects are," he told them. "I expect some
cooling, perhaps greater seasonal variances. From a climatological point of view,
I can predict changes but not what changes, for so much depends on what comes
out, as it were. It was intended to be part of a mosaic—a puzzle—and not a whole
in and of itself. Its effect on the rest of World will be significant, but again there's
no way to say just how. Certainly, while it will be irreversible here, it will not
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produce a chain reaction, although if all clusters were so treated it certainly
would."

"But will you ever know for certain, speaking as a scientist, without doing it?"
Tilghman asked him pointedly.

"No. The machinery and its instructional sets are far too complex for any
human mind. They are the products of generations of evolutionary research
under conditions we could not hope to match. These are machines and instruc-
tions and languages designed by machines which were also designed by
machines—how far back I cannot say. We have the end product but not what
designed and produced them."

"So you see, gentlemen—it's what we have, permanently and forever, or this last
gamble on something dramatically different but something which will secure New
Eden forever. I call for a vote." Tilghman sat back and breathed a sigh. He
wouldn't have called the meeting if he hadn't thought he had the votes, but some
of the questioners in the debate had sounded less firm than he'd thought and now
he wasn't so certain.

The vote, however, was seven to three in his favor, with Sligh abstaining as
usual. Champion was not happy, but this was not the time, place, or issue on
which to stake his future.

"Very well," said Adam Tilghman, satisfied and a little excited by this now that
it was imminent. "Doctor, when can you be ready?"

Sligh shrugged. "I can set it up in a matter of weeks. That's no problem, if we
have the people to trigger the machines, and I now believe we have men with
sufficient power to do that among our own local ranks. It doesn't take much of
the power, just enough to issue a single command to execute. We could, in fact,
use just half the amplifiers we're now using in the communications net without
moving them very far."

The Chief Judge nodded. "That's fine. I will ask the army to notify those
Fluxlords who might give us some problems and give them time to vacate. We'll
call it a potentially dangerous testing of a new system that could cause some
temporary disruptions in Flux. We want none of them to believe it is permanent,
however. General, we must be prepared to ruthlessly move on those who ignore
us and remain. We want no hostile populations in our midst."

Champion nodded. "I don't think it'll be much of a problem." The best and most
powerful Fluxlords had been vanquished in the days of the Empire in the
southern cluster, and most of those who remained were small ones with relatively
limited powers or populations. There were a few, including Pericles, not under
their control, but these were not considered much of a threat. "I might ask Doctor
Sligh, though, a question," the general added.

"Yes?"

"Would it be possible, considering the number of amplifiers out there now for
the communications network, to program and create a grid ahead of your main
wave that would impose the basic master spells we used on the populations of
Nantzee and Mareh on those caught in the middle of all this?"

Sligh thought about it. "The answer is basically no, because we lack the power to
cover such an area, and while we can increase the number of amplifiers, we are
working with a finite and regulated amount of power. The losses we incur now
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are negligible, but measurable. To do what you suggest would dilute everything,
and call the entire project into question."

Tilghman, anxious to mollify Champion, thought about it. "But do we have to
do it to tens of thousands of square kilometers of void in any event?" he asked
them rhetorically. "We know the cluster. We know where the people are, where
the Fluxlands are. None are so large as to require more than three amplifiers,
most one or two. Timing is crucial, of course, but our communications system is
functioning. If the attacks could be made a matter of seconds before the main
project was engaged, or time-linked so that they traveled just a moment ahead of
the main wave in each case, it would give us what we needed. The few thousand
in the void would be minor irritants, easily expelled, captured, or integrated into
the system afterwards."

The scientist shrugged. "I haven't the faintest idea if it'll work in whole or in
part, but I see nothing particularly against it if you wish it except that I'll need a
few more weeks of preparation and a few more operators. The worst I can see
happening is that we wind up with the same result we'd have by not trying it."

"But if it does work," Champion said, "we'll convert our enemies on the spot and
by the time the rest of the world reacts we will be the dominant force in it for all
time."

Matson was loading up his packs when Jeff and Sondra came over to him. He
glanced up, but continued his work. Unlike a wizard, he had to take a certain
amount of supplies with him on long journeys in Flux, although he could
supplement by using the caches in stringer pockets.

"I understand you're going to New Eden," Jeff said casually.

The old stringer nodded. "That's about it. Got business there I can't avoid."

"I still don't like you going in there alone," Sondra told him. "There's no telling
what they might do once they have you."

"Try and convert me, most likely, but nothin' more. They're just people like any
others around this world. As long as I'm representing the Guild and not goin' in
as an individual they'll behave themselves. They got to live on the same planet we
do, and there's no percentages to pissing off the Guild. Still, if you're that worried,
you can always come along."

"Sure. If I make myself into one of their Fluxgirls and act the proper slave."

"Or make yourself into a man. Wouldn't be the first time."

Jeff stared at Sondra. "You've changed into a man'."

She laughed. "Sure. Didn't you try it as a woman during your early lessons'?"

"Well, we did the spells, sure, but just as an exercise."

"I did it for two whole years including riding string. You can never really
understand men unless you live as one. You ought to try it the other way around.
You guys don't know what you're missing."

"Don't embarrass him, daughter," Matson chided. "Any wizard who likes
himself as he is has a point in his favor. You're still beggin' the question, though.
Go or stay?"

"It really doesn't make any difference to you, does it?" she asked him, a little

angry.
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"A little time as one of those Fluxgirls might give you a whole new perspective
on what the common folks' lives are like," he responded calmly. "Still, I'd spend
half my time worrying about you and not get a full mind to the business at hand.
The freer I am to move the safer I'll be. You know that."

She nodded, came to him, and kissed him. "I know. But you take some of your
own advice. Don't go believing your own legend."

He stopped what he was doing, turned, and faced her, a dead serious look on
his face.

"It was a big shock to a lot of men here when we received word that you wished
to come. Our own people and even our contacts outside indicated that you had
died several years ago."

"Not hardly. I tried dying once, and I'm not too anxious to repeat the
experience. I'd just as soon stay officially dead, though, as much as I can. I got
sick and tired of killing young wizards who wanted to make a reputation by nailin'
Coydt's killer or young punks in Anchor who wanted to show me how tough they
are or how perfect some spell's made 'em. I'm a pretty good false wizard, but I
don't put much stock in the power, real or false. Somehow you lose all the ability
to do things the hard way, and sometimes that's the only way. I got a daughter
with all the power you want and I can't knock a lick of practical sense in her head.
Never could."”

Tilghman didn't want to press that, wondering if the daughter he meant were
Spirit or someone less awkward to talk about. "I think we agree on that, although
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I have to admit Flux made all this possible. I understand you don't like what
we've done here."

Matson shrugged. "Don't mean nothin' to me one way or the other, to be frank.
I've seen better and I've seen worse. I got to talking about that with some people a
few weeks back, in fact. New Eden may be Anchor, but it's really just the biggest
Fluxland, and the system's no less total than the one the Church ran here and
runs in most of the others. Sorry if that offends you, but I think you're the kind
who wants the truth."”

"I do. I do. Would it surprise you to know that I'm in agreement on that as well?
No matter how convenient Flux and magic spells and the very long lives that go
with them are, they're the ultimate crutches. I wonder if we could survive without
the set of crutches? I have pretty good evidence that our ancestors once did, long
ago."

"I might accept that, but I don't see that it matters. I think we forgot how to live
without it. Oh, it might have been different fifty years ago, although I doubt it,
but not now. Maybe not for the past couple of thousand. This place, for instance,
is going to be strained when that work force starts growing old and having all
sorts of old-people illnesses, and when most of the people here who run things
but aren't high enough to have been treated to these eternal youth spells start
aging and even dying."

Tilghman was interested. "You really think so? That we can't have a
generational changeover? The old teaching the young and then retiring?"

"Never happen. You and your leadership and even your wives are protected,
pretty much. You're never going to surrender that power to a younger generation
that might get it in its head that it'd be cheaper and easier, not to mention safer,
to just bump you all off."

"You may be right, but I hope not. At least as we develop more and more
machines we'll be less dependent on this slave labor concept. I dream of a time
when machines do all the labor, freeing both men and women for creative work of
a higher order, wanting for nothing. There's no medical reason why human
beings can't live a hundred, maybe two hundred years or more without any Flux
magic. The brain is the only organ, they tell me, whose cells die and are not
replaced, and we use only a small fraction of it. Yet some of the really old wizards
seem to live beyond half a millennium without losing their mental faculties."

"Maybe, but I think there's a trick to it. I think they cheat and generate new
brain parts by magic, then still forget most of their early lives. Me, I'm eighty-
three and I find real holes in my memory now. I remember the important stuff—
or at least I think I do—but most of the rest just isn't there any more. I may not be
making any new brain cells, but the brain's always housecleaning and throwing
out all the stuff it decides I don't need any more. I suspect it's the same with you."

Tilghman thought about it. "I suppose you're right, but it doesn't alter my own
vision. It's possible, and if it's possible and worthwhile it's worth attempting."

"Maybe. That's really your affair, none of mine. My business is more here and
now. First off, we know you've set up a communications network along strings.
This disturbs us for two reasons."

Tilghman grew suddenly cold and deliberative. He hadn't known that the
network had become such common knowledge so quickly. "Go on."
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"First, the Guild doesn't like Anchors or even wizards making their own strings.
You know that. Let one group do it, and soon every Fluxlord and half-baked
wizard on World will be doing it. The void'll get so crowded with 'em that it'll
become cluttered and confusing, and the overlapping networks won't be good for
anything. You have all them communication and electrical wires strung out there
and it looks like a mess as it is. Now set up a hundred, or even a thousand,
competing networks of poles and wires, each belonging to somebody else, and
you get a real mess. Now wipe out all your roads and all your road signs and just
follow the wires. That's the kind of thing the void can become and real quick."

"I suppose the Guild's monopoly on the existing network isn't a factor,"
Tilghman responded slyly. "This is all in the name of altruism and a safer, saner
World."

"The two things are the same thing, and it doesn't matter if the safe and sane
coincides with our own business. The Guild has always run the strings, and
maintained them, and not only turned a good profit but also provided a steady,
dependable service. We believe in it, and we enforce it as well as protect and
service it."

"And what, might I ask, could you do about it if I weren't in the mood to
accommodate your demands?"

Matson sighed. "Judge, you never wondered why we keep such control, and
have held it all these centuries? I mean, there have been some really powerful
wizards out there, and at times some pretty big armies, yet we're still here and
still in control."

Tilghman said nothing, but, in fact, he had wondered about it when they first
began their own network. At the time he'd dismissed it as an idea whose time had
come.

"You see us in our black outfits moving trains and hauling passengers and cargo
from one place to the other," Matson continued, "but you only see the bottom of
the Guild. You never see the linesmen who service it. and you never even think
about the organization behind it, but it's a big and powerful one. It's a skilled
trade guild run like a big corporation. Judge, and it's a corporation run like a
tight military organization. We have specialized units that are like nothing you've
ever seen. You got all your knowledge out of the ancient books, Judge, ones like
those on the wall over there that got scattered around all over creation. We never
lost ours. There were stringers here from the start, and we know our business. We
use very different and very specialized equipment, including amplifiers of a type
you've never seen or heard of. Judge, just one of those units, if activated, could
disrupt your communications, overload your amplifiers and cripple or kill your
linesmen just like that." He snapped his fingers. "You'd never see or hear them,
either, even with your whole army and a wizard's convention."

Tilghman was at one and the same time fascinated and uneasy. Such
information explained a lot about the stringers and their grip, but it was not easy
to hear. Still, it couldn't go unchallenged. "If the Guild is really that powerful, why
don't you use the strings for communication?"

"Well, first of all that requires a lot of power and amplifiers of a type big enough
to be visible and obvious—and easy targets. Ones like yours. Second, and most
important, we don't think it's in the best long-term interest of World to have a
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mass worldwide communications network. About ten days after you set it up
somebody would figure a way to tap into it and all seven Hellgates would fly open
just like that."

"Do you really believe that?"

"Yes, I believe it would happen, and the Guild board believes it, too. We could
secure conversations along the network, but there would be no way to secure the
entire system from illegal extra use. Guild men and women have died to prevent
the establishment of such a network. I'm not as afraid of the Hellgates opening as
most of World is, but I never saw a reason for fighting a war, with all its cost in
lives, if you can avoid it."

"And you think that's what we'd get from the Hellgates? A war? I'm fascinated
by this, Matson, I must admit. I have strong documentary evidence that war is
exactly what we face if they are ever opened, but a war with an enemy that even
our ancestors feared to face. You seem to think we could where they could not."

Matson restated his arguments with Mervyn. "There are ways to make the odds
even better for our side, if we wanted to, but most folks don't want to even think
of the possibility. Every time I've brought up such plans any place here they
always bring up the cost and the point that nothing has happened for over two
thousand years so it'd be a waste of time and resources. Me, I think you people
have opened the magic box with all the tricks and paraphernalia to make it
happen, and I think the Seven will get their hands on it and use it, maybe not
soon, maybe tomorrow. But I'm getting off the subject.”

"No, no! I'm very interested in this," Tilghman insisted. "That won't be Coydt
van Haas coming through there, you know. It'll be something totally inhuman,
totally different than anything we know or can imagine, but it'll have all of the
ancients' science and technology as well as, most likely, total control of Flux."

"They'll probably breathe what we do. Otherwise, why be interested in this
place? It's no threat, particularly as we are now, so they either want our world to
use for themselves, which is why they're attacking, or they're missionaries willing
to kill us if they can't convert us. You seem sure they're not people.”

"I'm sure."

"Then I doubt if they're missionaries. So they want this place, either to live on
or because we're blocking traffic, I don't know, but it's a good bet that they're air
breathers. If they're not they'll have to carry their air with them or make it from
Flux, and that gives them a real weakness. If they are, then anything that breathes
can be stopped by making it stop breathing. There's a thousand ways to do that. I
don't know about the rest, but enough to do any harm will probably have to fill up
the big hole, not that puny little inside Gate. You pile those tunnels with several
tons of high explosive and a detonator triggered through the passageway or
whatever it is to the temples. The explosion won't hurt those walls—we haven't
been able to carve so much as an initial in whatever those temples are made of.
So what you get is the biggest damned cannon in the history of World, and if we
figure that the Gate end is damped—otherwise all that stuff would just keep
shooting into World and do nobody any good—you ran it all right up the ass of
anybody sitting in that big hole in the ground. Then you attack them from outside
and pick up the pieces."

"You make it sound so easy."
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"No. it'd be a hell of a dirty, messy war." countered Matson. "They'd still have
their weapons and all that knowledge like you said, and we would have cut off
their retreat. They'd have to win or die. I'm betting on sheer numbers. Way long
ago, when they sealed up the Gates, there were probably not many people here on
the whole planet. If there were, we'd be up to our armpits in people now. I figure.
Now there are maybe forty, fifty million people in Flux and Anchor, and all of
them have the same problem as the enemy. Backs to the wall and no place to run.
There are only seven Gates and those holes are only so big. So you take forty
million against maybe a few thousand very well-armed, well-trained combat
troops with nothing to lose. They might take out half the population, but we'd get
them."

"What a fascinating concept. Matson, I wouldn't have believed that you of all
people would be such an optimist."”

"I'm no optimist. I may be way off the mark in my ignorance of the enemy and
the Gates. All I can do is look at what we do know and what I can see and create
the best possible military scenario. If you want the truth, what I just said might
work, but it won't.

That's
what's going to happen someday, because everybody's so bent on keeping the
Gates closed they're not willing to accept the idea that we can still win even with
them open. You let an enemy confuse ignorance with stupidity and you just have
another fat, powerful wizard begging for a shotgun blast in the back. You be
stupid and ignorant, and they got you where they want you."

Tilghman nodded, taking it all in. Finally he said. "I'm ready to discuss our
problem with the Guild now. If anything, you make things easier, not harder, for
me."

"Yes?"

"I hope you can remain here another six days. In fact, I would advise it anyway.
Flux in this cluster could become very dangerous at that time. It'd be two days,
maybe three to the wall anyway. Stay around three days and we'll go down to the
wall together. I promise you that what we're going to do will end the Guild's
primary objections. Seven days from now the network will be dismantled, and
you can be on hand to assure yourself of that. We will also cease at that time
making the full-scale amplifiers for outside markets, and repairing or renewing
the ones now in the field. We have no more interest in opening those Gates than
you, and every stake in keeping them closed and secure. All research and
attempts at Flux communication will cease as of now. Will that satisfy you?"

He saw grooves and holes in and around it, indicating that
something was to be put on it, but what that something was turned out to be
platform walls, or shields, perhaps three meters high, also of wood but with metal
sheets nailed firmly to their outsides. There appeared to be only three walls.
There was a fourth stacked up against the wall below, but it seemed the wrong
size and shape to fit anyplace up top.

Below, a tent city had already been established, and now the various parts of the
VIP detail found their temporary homes and stables and proceeded to move in.
There was no specific place for him, and he was told pretty much to pick his own
spot and just stay out of the way. He found an empty spot in the tent with the
detail who'd been here setting all this up for weeks, apparently. They knew who
he was, and seemed amiable enough to talk about their work. After several hours
he had a very good idea of their orders and the layout of the place, and found out
that none of them really knew what was going on, either.

Clusters were 3017.5 kilometers across,
no matter which way you sliced them. Let's see, that would be that number times
itself—nine million square kilometers! Could that be right? Or was he rusty on his
math somewhere? At any rate, it was one hell of an area. What could they
possibly do to it to affect it all?

"We have deployed one hundred and twelve amplifiers in the cluster,” Tilghman
told them. There was a collective gasp at this. "This number, or so the scientists
tell me, is the largest number that can be used within a cluster, since all of them
use and modify Flux and there is only so much Flux. We actually don't need but a
fraction of these for what we will do, but the rest are deployed with a different
purpose.

"Think of it! An Anchor the size of a cluster, stretching from where we stand to
the southern tip of Mareh and to the westernmost point in Nantzee and all the
way to the easternmost point in the former Anchor Bakha. Those names in a
moment will have no meaning. There will be only one—New Eden, largest and
dominant Anchor on this planet!"

That set them off again. Matson, like many, was stunned. No wonder the wily
old bastard was so agreeable to dismantling the communications network! If this
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crazy, impossible scheme actually worked, the Guild was out of business in the
south.

The door to the lead-lined operator's cage opened, and a
shaken figure eased himself out and dropped down to the ground, then stopped,
struck as senseless as the rest of them by the sight he'd helped create.

The temperature of the air at this time of year was generally twenty-one or
twenty-two degrees centigrade; now they began to shiver a bit, for the
temperature had dropped fully five or six degrees in the operation and continued
to do so. By early the next morning it had dropped all the way down to seven, but
it would take weeks before it was determined that the temperature range had
altered to a spread of about sixteen for a high to five for a low. They were heading
into the warmest season under the old conditions, and hoped that it would hold
true now, but no one wanted to think right away about what the cold season's
temperatures might be.

Maybe they didn't do it because it wouldn't work right, and with
the door locked they couldn't go get the rest. Maybe they dispersed all that for the
same reason they made it so hard to unlock the Hellgates—so nobody would get
tempted to do what you just did."
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Tilghman suddenly turned and stood up, facing Matson. "No! Even if you're
right, it doesn't matter. What's done is done, for one thing. For another, there's
every sort of plant and animal, bird and insect, in the Anchors.

THE NEW LAND

Although its location was kept secret for centuries, Pericles was in a very logical
spot for Mervyn, due south of Anchor Logh and exactly halfway from Anchor
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Logh to the Hellgate. Nothing, however, could be kept a secret indefinitely when
determined groups wished to know that secret, and for decades Mervyn had
suffered and tolerated a crew of watchers from many groups, including the Seven
and New Eden, simply because it was far too much trouble to move and because
they still couldn't get in without his permission and he had not been worried
about an attack since.

That made them the
workers, the managers, the providers, the warriors— and also, of course,
expendable.

But love wasn't sex; sex could, however, be an act of love. It was sharing, trust,
friendship, commitment—all those things. He had always downgraded sex
because it seemed a simple animalistic urge, available to anyone who really
wanted it and wasn't picky about who it was done with. Now he was the weaker
and the dependent, and he was learning quite a lot about himself and about the
human condition generally. He was very much falling in love with Spirit, almost
to the point of it coloring everything else.

For Spirit, it was just as personal but not magnanimous. She was well aware of
the fact that fate had cast her, after so many years the outsider and alien, in a
leading position, and she was particularly grateful that Mervyn not only
understood this but accepted it.

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control. Maybe not this year, or next, but you and me and a lot of other folks are
gonna find out who's right about what's on the other side."

"If it's possible. This isn't any big Fluxlord, remember— it's all Anchor now, and
these boys are the world's greatest experts at Anchor fighting and they have the
weapons that took three other Anchors and secured a cluster. If you don't think
Tilghman and Champion aren't ready for it, you're still underestimating them."

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The device produced a book of several hundred very large pages. What was
surprising about it was that the thing was handwritten, in very small, close script
that was not very easy to read.

Much of it was illegible, and there were large gaps, and often great events took
only a line or so, while he went on and on about mundane matters that were of no
consequence to anyone alive these past twenty-five hundred or so years.

March 28, 2117: Talley ho! We're finally on our way! Four bloody years shot
to hell on Titan, which once bore a strong resemblance to our little project but
now is less akin than Spitsbergen is to Nassau, but now it's going to pay off. At
.8 light speed it takes almost no time to get to the Borelli Point, even though it's
halfway to the stars.

April 2. All sealed up in this damned shell, can't even see the Borelli Point.
They have photos of it. looking something like an eclipsed sun, but I sure wish I
could have seen it. (Unintelligible) . . . Heigh ho! Wonder what it feels like once
you're strapped in that tube and turned into a lot of particles? Find out
tomorrow, and so will you, old record book!

April 3 (I think). Well, they took us down and strapped us in just fine. First of a
whole bunch of people, but the forward parry's been there for four years
already. The thing looked like the biggest room you've ever seen, going on for
kilometers in all directions, all with very narrow aisles. Place looked like a
breeding ground for giant test tubes, only we poor humans were the stuff what's
in 'em. No clothes, no nothing. You get taken there in the buff, and some tech boy
barely out of college pushes a button that raises the tube and you get on the little
platform. Then down it comes, and you stand there for what seems hours
waiting, while a bunch of women techs walk through and make lewd gestures.
They pipe in music, but it's a bore. Finally, they break in, tell you to relax, the
lights dim, and you just go off to beddy by standing up. Damn Einstein for being
so right! So instead of a nice faster-than-light drive, we get turned into atoms,
shot through a well-regulated hole punched into another universe, and squirted
along highways of energy there where energy is solid and the lightspeed
thousands of times faster than in this universe. I keep telling these young people
that it's nonsense to shoot a whole gaggle of people, cows, chickens, even
pigeons, God help us, and a thousand million tonnes of seed to a place they don't
even know where it's at!

Gravity pulls between the universes dictates the bends and swirls of the
energy strings, but most times we never know where exactly we are. The Old
Man agreed it was a hell of a way to run a railroad. . . .
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April 10. Busy, busy, busy! Don't know how long I was out or how long it took
for them to get to me, but aside from the gravity it all felt the same. I'm just
dating this on guesses, but it'll show how much time passes for me. Exit in the
middle through a hole in the floor, and down the egress tube. You can actually
see the stuff pouring out of that stupid universe next door and the Borelli Lock
that keeps it nice and regulated. Wonder what would have happened if Borelli
had lived to see corporations like ours using it to build worlds? Probablv shit ten
bricks. He was an Italian who did most of his work in America, but he was a
good old commie. Of course the Russkies are doing as well as we, and the
Chinese are out populating half the universe, but we're good old Westrex Ltd., a
nice, cozy, unified culture, all American, Canadian. Australian, British,
Nigerian, Indian. Japanese, and a few more. At least with the corporate
headquarters currently in Aukland they all have to speak English on this job.

Another short electric squirt and I'm in Anchor. Doesn't look like much, yet.
We've got the masts up but no building yet—took ten full shiploads just to get the
bloody computer through and a crew of machines weeks to burn out the
basement, pour the foundation, and set the machine in it. Control room and
engineering modules came next, and then the towers. Now we've got an
Anchor—twenty-eight, in fact—and they all look like Hell. Burnt out wasteland,
mostly hot. Well, we've got a heat source, and that mother of a gas giant just
fills the sky all day, making it bright and a rainbow of colors. The brown
landscape just ripples all the time. Fantastic effect, good selling point.

May 11. Getting sick of living in tents, but, oh, my! Is it ever intimate! More all-
around nudity here than in Cannes, but without the privacy, damn it. We must
get some modular housing up. Not that I really mind, but it's that damned priest
and his corps of nuns tramping about. I still wouldn't mind, since the Vatican's
paying for this and the Board's half Catholic anyway, but why should a good
Presbyterian boy from jolly old Wellington have to endure it, too?

June 16. Maybe the Russians have the right idea. Multinational corporations
wind up infested with culture shock. I can take the idea that India has Hindus
and Nigeria is infested with Moslems and Methodists, and they all have their
rights, but when they're all dumped and squeezed into a little place barely the
size of Belgium it's bedlam. Some fun, though. The Moslems had a big to-do
about which direction faced Mecca and decided to pray heavenwards, to the
sky. Well, at least it's finally gotten the Catholics and the Moslems to pray in the
same direction, but I wonder in a couple of generations if their kids will think
they're praying to that planet up there?
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June 29. Hurrah! Finally enough energy Flux has bled out from the Anchors
and the Gates to create a minimum field. Now maybe we can do something with
this cursed place.

July 19. Bingo! Do I know how to write a program or do I know how to write
a program? We've got grass now, and even some trees. But today was our first
real gully-washing rainstorm, and we celebrated so much we all went out in the
mud and acted like kids and got ourselves filthy. Did you know you can't tell an
Ibo from a Yorkshireman or a nun from an Imam when all have been covered in
ten centimeters of the best mud you 've ever seen?

August 12. What a transformation in so short a time! Our little world is
coming into being. I know how it works, and it still looks like a miracle every
time we use the energy converters to duplicate trees and shrubs and the like.
Landscaping has already started work on drains and laving out stream
courses. No oceans yet, but I hope to live to see the day when this merry little
land doesn't end in a drab void.

October 9. Army signal corps rode in today, all the way from Engineering on
horseback, in their shiny black uniforms and silly cowboy hats. We're connected
now. Sufficient Flux has built up and settled uniformly around our little world
that they can now run energy strings between the Anchors. Seems some folks
can see 'em without the glasses and some folks can't, but for me I'll stay close to
home for now. The thought of getting lost out there in that nothingness scares
me to death, and horses scare me worse. Here we are, 22nd Century Homo
Saps, riding horses like the wild west! But Flux plays hob with conventional
power supplies, and causes all sorts of nasty reverberations to the programs, so
back to pioneer days it is. Give me an Anchor and a good Indian racing bike any
day!

December 17. Temperature has been stabilized and smoothed out. We're too
far from the star to get anything but gravity, but our old planetary friend gives
us plenty of glorious light. The heat we must supply using Flux, but that's an
advantage. It means no polar caps here. We've left the equatorial Anchors
permanently warm, but introduced some mild seasonal variations in the two
northern and one southern cluster, just for variety. Since Flux within the cluster
zone stabilized at 33.333etc. degrees centigrade, just where it should be, we get
enough radiated heat to keep our own needs small in any case. Since we're
losing only a half a degree per degree of latitude, the whole place should be
quite comfortable.
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December 25. First Christmas. With the Operations Building newly poured
and settled, it's the dominant thing in the Anchor. Somebody said the seven
broadcast antennas looked like steeples, so Engineering managed somehow to
come up with some brightly colored lights and festoon them top to bottom. I
wonder what the preachers in Dickens' time would think of their descendants
squirting through space and creating worlds out of nothing? Blasphemy, I
suspect. As for me, if God hadn't wanted us to fashion pretty-worlds out of
rockpiles He would have made only Einstein and struck the relativists and high
energy-particle physicists to dust with lightning bolts. Or at least made only one
universe. I always wonder if we were the main one or were we just practice?

I take it back, all my comments about the polyglot here. The sight of those sari-
clad Hindu women and turbaned Moslem holy men sitting there listening to a
bunch of nuns in workboots and jeans singing O Little Town of Bethlehem is
worth all the rest of this nonsense!

There was much more of it, including a detailed account of how Toby met and
let himself get trapped and tied down by a "tiny, beautiful-looking mathematician
named Mioki Kubioshi—Mickey for short." and tales of wedded bliss.

What he'd said, even up to that point, would, if known, shake World to its very
foundations. Mervyn tried to imagine a civilization that could punch holes in
space-time and ride great strings through to another universe and other worlds,
yet still produce so ordinary and likable a fellow as Toby Haller. The names and
faiths of that ancient civilization meant nothing now—how was a Japanese, for
example, different from a Nigerian? It was impossible to say. But for all his
cynical good humor, Toby Haller had hit the nail on the head when he wondered
whether people praying to an indistinct Heaven might wind up praying to the
most dominant and spectacular object in their skies.

Mervyn understood enough of gravity to at least get a general concept of the
process. Haller seemed to say that in the universe of men nothing could go faster
than light, which seemed logical, or you'd get someplace before you started. The
same was true of this other universe, but light traveled so much faster there that
distances that would take perhaps centuries to cross. This was evident from just
looking at the astronomical distances Haller casually noted for the distance to the
big planet, and to the solar system's sun—so dim it seemed just another star from
here yet dense enough to hold a world as big as the Holy Mother in tight orbit.
Somehow they had managed to punch a hole between the universes and control
the very different energy that was there as wizards on World controlled the Flux.

He tried to imagine it—an entire universe filled only with the densest Flux
energy. They took some sort of machine, threw it into that universe, and it just
kept going, but deviated due to pulls of some sort between our universe and that
one, telling scientists where things were.

How would they start it? Punch back out with their machines, probably, and
record what they saw. Follow it up with more specific machines that could see
and measure and find worlds, worlds that had the elements, even if in the wrong
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order or mix, to be turned into places for human beings to live using the same
energy flowing from that other universe, but harnessed and under control. All of
World, all of the Flux, was that energy, coming out in a regulated stream from the
Hellgate.

So they punched seven tiny holes to get at this limitless source of power and
energy, and then they used it to transform a world. But not all worlds would
work. There were more failures, it seemed, than successes, for technical reasons
Mervyn, and perhaps no one, would ever understand. To find out if it would
work, you had to experiment.

To this end, engineers and masters of the machines and of the greater Flux
came in and built a variety of little worldlets out of Flux, and stabilized them and
introduced a variety of plants, animals, whatever, from their home world. And
people, too, who would make it all work and build the place into something
livable, then try to survive there.

Clearly, in Toby Haller's time, it was still very new and they were still learning.
There seemed no indication in the early years of the journal that he knew what
power some humans could command over Flux without his machines, and he
never seemed to make the jump from creating trees and flowers from Flux to
creating Fluxlands and remaking people. To him, Flux was merely a tool to do a
job.

His employer was a private company of some sort, that was clear, yet the
army—the army from his old world— was there, had been there, apparently, first,
Mervyn thought of the Signal Corpsmen creating the network to travel between
Anchors and all he could see was the Stringer Guild. It was a total vision both
grand and glorious—and something of a comedown. The fact was, these people
really had the technology to do miracles on a scale that would put the most
powerful wizard to shame, yet they were oblivious to their greatness, took it for
granted, and were, in the end, pretty much the same as people today. How many
worlds had they tried this on? How many had succeeded? One could infer four or
five from the journal, but it could just as likely be fifty, or five hundred, or fifty
thousand.

Toby Haller chronicled the development of World, which he generally called the
project. When the first children were born, he rejoiced that they were "completely
normal— crying, helpless brats that made life miserable." Yet when his own first
born came along, the child was "absolutely beautiful, perfect in every way. She
has her father's brains and big mouth and her mother's beauty. What a terror
she's going to be!"

But the project was never completed. Man, it seemed, wasn't the only one riding
the strings of that other universe, and it had the tremendous bad luck to run into
another quite quickly. Nobody knew their name, and they were just called "the
Enemy" most of the time, although quite often terms like "demons" and "devils"
came into it. It was only certain that if they somehow found your string, and rode
it to you, you were never heard from again.

There was no way to guard against them, for to do so you'd have to shut off the
flow of energy from the Gates, and that would kill World. The military assumed
general control of the planet and redirected much of its efforts for defense. There
was some talk of pulling out, abandoning the project, evacuating for home, but
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not a lot. It had been thirty years now since Haller had come to World, and he
was a man who helped create and shape it. His children had been born here.
More, most of the population had nothing to return to. This was the new frontier,
the outlet for the dispossessed who were perfectly willing to be guinea pigs in an
experiment for a chance to be the first families of their own world. What exactly
made it profitable for a company wasn't clear, for it certainly was long-term in the
extreme and had to cost a fortune, but profit there was. It just wasn't in any of the
surviving records.

And then Earth, as they called their home, had sent a delegation with an
ultimatum. Losses were running high. They could not protect the colonists until
they knew much more, and could take the battle to the Enemy. In the interest of
Earth's own security, the master terminal—the Borelli Point as Haller had called
it—would be sealed. The project families had just one month to evacuate or they
were on their own.

They didn't have a month, even though many, if not most, would have stayed
anyway. There was nothing to return to. Military monitors on the Gates revealed
a sudden, massive surge along the string, which when converted to matter using
their formula would be a very large mass, and headed for them with only a few
days remaining. The nature and size of the energy indicated it was nothing Earth
had generated.

The army moved quickly. Its engineers worked feverishly to seal all seven of the
Gates, and, effectively, to seal off the humans of World from the rest of their kind.
By this time there were over fifty thousand people on World, and all of them were
stuck.

Because leakage had to be allowed to maintain World, the mysterious Enemy
knew that they were here and now had it on their maps. But because most of the
energy was blocked, they could not flow from the Gate into the large dish-like
area where buried machines would reconvert them into matter once more. There
were fears that the Enemy, knowing the location, would punch through elsewhere
and invade, but something made that impossible. Scientists ran it through their
machines and decided that the most likely explanation was that the Enemy
invasion force itself was present to arrive on World and was now in Flux form
against the Gate but unable to crash through. Powerful automated amplifiers held
them back.

The Enemy was trapped in energy form in the other universe, unable to even
know it had been stopped, let alone back up and return. And because it was there,
nothing else could punch through without punching through that invasion force
first. By attacking at all Gates simultaneously, the Enemy had trapped itself and
blockaded the string for the defenders.

With time to breathe, the defenders of World worked long and hard to create
better, more powerful self-repairing mechanisms. Nothing would come through
those Gates except the specific amount of Flux necessary to maintain World. But
that limited the available power, and made it very unlikely that the
"terraforming," as Haller called it, could be extended much beyond the Anchors,
"or at least not much more than the clusters around the old Gates." And because
they hadn't received the "shiploads of semen and eggs and all that", they
considered population expansion too long-term a project to really consider. With
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their relatively small population in Anchor, any population problem seemed
centuries down the road anyway. None of them. Haller included, seemed to think
that this would last forever, or, in their situation, none could think much beyond
the immediate moment and crisis.

There was always the fear, though, that some madman might loose a seal, and
there was a reluctance to make it forever impossible to gain access. What if Earth
sent a force to them, and it was behind the Enemy? What if the Enemy dissipated
over time? Might they not be able to reopen contact with their universe, then? So
the Gates could be opened, but only by a complex mechanism. The seven cluster
commanders each had a combination, one they alone knew. Using the psycho-
conditioners, the combination would be impossible to pry out of them. Their
juniors were each given a small part of the combination and also conditioned.

The center tower of each Anchor headquarters linked with and coordinated
with the other Anchors of the cluster. A combined signal, an automatic check,
could be bounced off the upper atmosphere to the other clusters. Those thinking
machines, which Haller called "computers" but were apparently much, much
more than mere adding machines, would require the seven locks to be keyed to
open within one minute or they would run a charge through all seven tunnels
electrocuting everything inside. To insure extra security, just in case one day one
of the invaders would punch through anyway, the tunnels would fry anyone
entering from the dish side. The headquarters side remained relatively
unguarded, since it would be necessary sometimes to check them and perhaps
check the Flux transformers, but this was considered relatively safe. Any enemy
that got through would now have to attack overland, over hundreds of kilometers
of void, opening them up to attack without cover. They would have to take the
headquarters to gain control, and the computers were reprogrammed as
tremendous defensive weapons of death, which could be activated only when the
Gates were opened.

Mervyn sighed and rubbed his eyes. So much. Too much. Yet, these people had
a world, and a strong measure of security, and all that knowledge and power.
How had they fallen to their present state? The seeds of World's culture were
certainly there, and told much. An intermarriage of cultures would eventually
produce one. Religions might get all mixed up, and new ones grow out of the old
in subsequent generations. They had agreed on a common language, implying
that there were several, but that language would change over the years. But how
had we lost, or forgotten, so much? And why did Seven otherwise sane
individuals work like mad to let the Enemy in?

There weren't many more pages in Toby Mailer's journal, but, as tired as he
was, he knew he had to find out. The script was changed quite a bit from the last
entries, indicating that Haller had changed a great deal, and there was no
pretense at a diary any more, just a narrative even harder to read as it got
squeezed down to fit into the remains of the book.

Hunting through some very old stuff when I found this book. Actually,
Christine, my oldest, found it while rummaging around. No sense in
rummaging around for the dates; the old ones were probably off anyway. Well,
no matter. There are official histories and such in the Anchor libraries that will
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be of import; this was mostly a lark although, looking back through it, I
recaptured, at least for a little, the joys of my youth.

There are only a few pages left in the old thing to tell a lot, if it's worth
anything at all. Perhaps, at least, my children will read this one day and know
from whence they came and maybe hoist a beer to the old man. I could start
another, of course, but after all this time it hardly seems worth the effort.

Well, where to begin? The Anchors were never intended as fully self-
supporting enterprises, just as test zones and bases for experimenting with Flux
transmutation. The latter, I fear, works all too well.

We needed the transmutation, of course, for that which we had to have but
couldn't possibly make for ourselves. The population is booming and we had to
provide for the future. For all we know, we're the last humans left. Probably
not, but we have to act as if we are at all times.

A small percentage of the children born here seem to have an inordinate
sensitivity to the Flux. We're studying this, but don't quite understand it. From
the start some folks were able to see the strings—which is why they were in the
Signal Corps to begin with—and see, or sense, energy flow and changes. We
engineers could do it through the amplifiers, of course, but we found that the
more we used the machines by direct input—brain to computer to Flux—the
more we managed to see it without needing the machines. It's a fascinating and
somewhat terrifying sensation which I, of course, also have, since I've spent half
my life on those damned machines.

The military has developed into a supra-government of its own, using its
exclusive knowledge of string maps to regulate commerce and travel between
the Anchors. There's a District Commander for each cluster, plus General
Yoshida's Headquarters command and General Coydt's Engineering command,
and they're a closely knit group. By controlling and regulating commerce in
Flux they have us by the short hairs, but since they also are responsible for
guarding the Gate locks they get away with it.

But all this leaves our destinies in others' hands. There was a message received
by the military just before the big energy power surge, one that was suppressed
for some time but which was recently revealed and admitted to. I'd hate to be
the soldier chap who shot his mouth off, but the thing apparently said, "Do not
worry, we are friends, and together our two races will become gods. We are
coming, wait for us," or words to that effect.

This caused quite a split in the civil ranks. The Anchors have developed
steadily enough, but our standard of living has become quite basic due to the
limitations on the amount of power required. The company field directors,
which constitute the Anchor's civil authority, are being pressed by many of the
scientists and engineers to, would you believe, open the Gates. They argue that
the best we can hope for is a stabilization of clusters which might unfavorably
alter the ecological balance of existing Anchors, but that Anchors can't support
their populations at their rate of growth. Better to gamble on the message's
validity than to starve and sink into savagery. I personally see it as just another
engineering problem, but the pressure on the directors is enormous. The
military, of course, opposes taking any chances on the Enemy, and is fighting
like hell to sway people to their side.
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L, for one, have been experimenting with this odd Flux power. A number of us
have achieved amazing results on a small scale, although stability is poor.
Basically, you just stand there in the nothingness and concentrate on something
real hard, and you watch and there it is. Somehow our minds have gotten
boosted, or linked, by those amplifiers after years of use so that the amplifiers,
on a small scale, aren't really necessary. Too bad we can't get the amps to work
much away from Anchors or Gates—they require a very hard and direct access
to Flux before it's been dissipated—or it would make life easy. All of my children
seem to have the power to some degree, leading either to the conclusion that use
of Flux has changed us, somehow, or that they have the power simply because I
want them to have it. That last, I fear, may be closer to the truth.

Apparently it works like the amplifiers, to a degree. One thinks of what one
wishes, this is somehow transmitted along lines of force to the terraforming
sectors of the nearest Anchor computer, and almost instantly back come the
mathematical strings needed to do the job. This is an almost godlike power we
don't quite understand, and since it's mainly limited to those with massive
overexposure to the amplifiers and their offspring, it's created a sticky situation.

They had insisted on a thorough reconditioning by their top
experts, and he sympathized with what she had to be going through but knew
that it couldn't come close to what she'd already survived. If that old spark could
be rekindled after her first horrible experience, it was not likely to be
extinguished by the usual methods; but the further conditioning would serve to
make her instinctively act as this society thought she should. That was good for
the safety of them both.

Finally, the Committee got around to the nub of the problem.

"Gentlemen, this new land is so vast—we must have near-instant
communications. We must know when we're being invaded, not three weeks after
the fact. We must be able to coordinate schedules, goods, food. We need faster
means of transportation and we need instant communications. Dr. Sligh?"

"I have put our best minds on these projects," the scientist replied, "and we
have solutions, but they are not immediate ones. I fear. Communications is
easier. You can imagine our chagrin when we discovered, after working there for
over twenty-five years, that the intercom system in the old temples is wireless! A
signal is broadcast and it travels by the easiest and best route to the assigned
destination. A large system could broadcast through the air to every corner of the
land from its center—and vice-versa. It is a matter of power. We have the
diagrams and small systems with which to build it, but we have no sufficient
power source as yet. The ancients depended far too much on Flux, but they knew
exactly how to use it. We do not. and unless someone wants to suggest opening
the Hellgate we can't get to it anyway."

There were chuckles all around at that.

"However, in the historical library in Holy Anchor, of all places, are many books
with basic principles apparently dating back far before Flux. They are elementary
physics books, possibly teaching aids for the young, but they are most fascinating.
We know the principle of the storage battery—even the city's Flux-gained
electricity comes from there. We know that steam under pressure will generate
great force, and from those books we have the principle of what they call the
turbine. They will be tricky to build and trickier, and very dangerous, to test."

"Where are you going to get the steam—boil the Great Sea?" one Judge cracked.
"It must be there for some reason." They all roared.

"No, although perhaps someday you'll eat your laughter. But we do know how
hot peat and coal can get. Many Anchors have it—Mareh is full of the stuff. There
is a lot of it as well in the new areas. We will dig it out with machines now being
manufactured in our western factories."

"That'll take tons," another Judge pointed out. "How will you get it to your
turbine or whatever the hell you called it?"

"The very same principle. In the van Haas collection is a toy that is quite clever.
It's a small vehicle that runs on steam directly turning the gears that turn the
drive wheels. It chugs around on tracks, and it can pull quite a toy load, It was
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either a toy or another instructional model, but there seems no reason why that
scale has to be the limit. Again, tricky and dangerous testing, and a fairly long
time to lay tracks, but we first have to lay them only two hundred and twenty
kilometers from the main source of peat and coal to the capital. There it feeds our
generator, powers our city, and eventually powers our broadcast and receiving
tower as well."

"Incredible." one of the Judges said. "I thought the ancients just relied on Flux
like super wizards, but this is really advanced!"

"The coal and peat will eventually be limited, but by then we should have many
other ways to get our power. And these steam cars will run on wood as well as
coal, I feel certain."

Tilghman was fascinated. "How long would something of this magnitude take
with what we have now?"

"Mining could begin as early as three months from now. We have the
equipment, and the new men can he put to work there. A working turbine and
generator system is far more complex. We have the theory and the plans, but it
might be three to five years to get a basic system up, seven to ten to produce
really adequate power for both the new city and the broadcast system. The same
thing goes for the steam vehicles—three years to build, test, and produce, another
two for laying down the track and that's not going to be easy. Much as I hate to do
it, we can still use amplified Flux west of Nantzee to duplicate rails and cross-
beams that require precise size standards, as we are now doing with the housing
kits. Still, I feel that within a decade we can criss-cross the new land with at least
two rail lines and have full, steady broadcast communication."

Tilghman and the others nodded, impressed. The Chief Judge looked over at
Matson. Many still had strong reservations about him. but as he himself had
predicted they needed every outsider they could get who was not automatically
against them. "Mr. Matson, you had some objections to this in your status of
observer?"

"Just one. The rail thing I don't know much about but I can't see any but good
from it, but the broadcast system tells me that ten years from today the Gates of
Hell will be opened, and without even a risk to the Seven. You just take the
remote control devices, or improvements on them, that you used for the big
project, set them to trigger at a specific signal, and that's that. They all key in the
combinations at once, and there we are."

"Impossible!" Sligh retorted. "The broadcast system does not go far in Flux. The
amount of power required for a worldwide broadcast is beyond any hope of
generation even if it did. There is no danger. We have already tested and retested
this."

Tilghman looked at Matson. "Do you know something we don't?"

"I will tell you that it's possible, that's all. And what's possible will be done. In
ten years. I tell you. whatever is on the other side of those Gates will be here."

"Over my dead body!" Champion snapped.

"Very likely." Matson agreed.
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The conference in Holy Anchor did not go well. The Fluxlords, fearful of their
loss of power and control, were determined to attack New Eden, but they hadn't a
prayer without the combined support of the Church and the Anchors, who were
used to dealing in an Anchor environment. The Church, too, was upset, but the
scars from the old Empire ran deep, and memories of the massive losses and
inconclusive ending to the struggle produced a great deal of reluctance to commit
themselves again to a massive military campaign estimated to cost up to a million
lives. They'd have to go entirely in Anchor against a foe whose approaches could
be guarded by amplifiers and whose terrible weapons had been so well
demonstrated at Bakha.

The greatest shock was from the Anchors themselves, many of whom found the
weakening of Flux an excellent idea and some of whom, although a minority,
were tempted by the landscaping program themselves. There was never any love
lost between Flux and Anchor, and old hatreds and suspicions ran deep.

Mervyn had expected far more, particularly from the female leaders, almost all
of whom found New Eden extremely repulsive, but he received backing from only
a small fanatical handful within the large groups. Like the others, they were
fearful that they could not succeed in an attack on an area as vast as New Eden
now was, and they seemed far more concerned with protecting what they had
than in stamping out what they had not.

The most damaging argument was that New Eden was not any longer, or in the
foreseeable future, a threat to the rest of World. It was still only six percent of the
inhabitable area, only a seventh of the Anchors, and, after a strong expansionist
period, it by necessity had to turn inward to build and develop what it had. It was
also forcefully argued that their technology and development would be entirely
Anchor-oriented, and that they would be even less a threat to Flux in the future.
New Eden itself sent a message saying as much, and also stating categorically that
the landscape program could not be implemented much beyond its present extent
without serious risk to World's overall climate and perhaps other conditions as
well.

Mervyn and many others argued with equal force that, while New Eden was in
fact opposed to the opening of the Gates, its research into communications and
alternate power sources would bring the means of such an opening within reach
of the Seven within a few years. Flux was inadequate as a power source or
transfer medium, but the New Eden scientists were learning—or re-learning—
fast, and while refusing to go into details the stringers affirmed that such a
communications system was not only possible but probable.

This was countered by the bulk of leaders who, it was found, didn't really
believe in the existence of the Seven, considering it an old tale designed to
reinforce control by the Church in its areas. When named as one of the Seven,
Zelligman Ivan himself appeared and did a virtuoso performance mocking the
very concept.

All of this was most disturbing to the Nine, who saw and felt the hidden strings
of the Seven in much of the attitudes and fears reflected in the group. Clearly the
Seven and the Nine agreed on New Eden's potential, but the Seven wished that
potential fully realized.
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In the end. what they decided upon was not war but a policy of containment
and watchfulness. New Eden could survive and prosper, but it must not expand
its borders. An attack on any remaining Anchor was to be considered an attack on
all remaining Flux and Anchor and would automatically trigger war. Otherwise
New Eden could continue, and even export its technology. While uniformly
deploring the theology and morality of the place, a pragmatic approach was
prudent to keep it from spreading.

Mervyn gave a stirring speech before the final adoption of the agreements,
reminding them of his prior warnings and stating flatly that if New Eden were
given the time it would become invulnerable. He pointed to the large Church
leadership and the female wizards and warned them that it was their future they
were seeing in New Eden. He made them uncomfortable, but the issue had
already been decided.

About the only accomplishment he made was in getting copies of the Haller
journal to Ivan and to Gabaye and Stomsk as well, both of whom were also
present and active behind the scenes. As Haller's great-great grandson, he
thought he had the right and the duty to show them what had happened. They
were fascinated, but undeterred. They were completely amoral and egocentric. To
them, only what they did or what happened to them was important or even
relevant. They were willing to open the Gates no matter what the consequences
because they were bored or wanted something different. Absolute power had so
jaded them that they were willing to risk their own lives and the possible
annihilation of humanity just to see what happened.

The Nine could do nothing now on their own against New Eden, although they
now granted Mervyn's point, previously rejected, that it was the real threat. Their
power was in Flux, not Anchor, and New Eden had effectively placed itself
outside their control. They would guard the Gates they could. As for Mervyn. he
was beginning to come around to Matson's point of view. As hopeless as it
sounded, they had better prepare to defend World from invasion from an enemy
they didn't know, couldn't understand, and which was as technologically far
ahead of them as man was from the horse.

Anchor Logh, called simply North Borough, was still agricultural, but it
was now a backwater save the science and technical research complex in the old
temple, and even that was mostly a library and university-style facility, as were
the other three. The population had shrunk from more than a million to now just
under a hundred and eighty thousand, and that counted the soldiers on
permanent duty there.

Matson, who understood the situation, stepped in. "Well, I'm glad it all makes
sense to somebody," he growled. "Now will you make sense of it all to me?"

And as they all began to check out their systems, they told him.

The sealing of the Gates had been an army decision, as he knew, supported by
the non-Company authorities and the fearful general population. Once sealed,
this had given the military authorities time to set up defensive actions.
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Each Anchor was established and held firm by a master computer so huge and
complex it was larger than the temple above it and went down several hundred
meters below the foundation. These computers were the products of two hundred
years of development since the first crude computers had been developed; they
were self-repairing and self-aware, and each in its memory sections could contain
much of the sum total of humanity's knowledge.

There was another universe outside their own, a universe as different from
theirs as a flower was from fire. At certain points, apparently because of the
interplay of gravity and other forces not fully understood, the two adjoined,
creating at once a weak spot and, if need be, a way to punch through from one to
the other. How scientists had determined this and how they had managed to
punch through without intermingling the two was in the computer but really
beyond any of their abilities to understand. One such spot was in the region of
space near humanity's birthplace; another was right here, on World.

Humans had built gates and controls for these points, much like the Hellgates
and the Gate locks and transformers. The other universe did not have stars and
planets, but was filled with a massive yet plastic energy which was popularly
called the Flux. They learned how to convert that energy into other, usable forms,
assuring limitless power resources. They learned, too, that under the right
circumstances and controlled by a computer complex enough to hold in its
memory every single detail of a thing down to its atomic structure and beyond,
Flux could be converted from energy to matter. Computers were developed with
chambers that could take something, break it down into its smallest components
and store it as infinitely complex mathematical formulae, then restore it—while
keeping the formulae on file.

And, eventually, they learned that this method could be used to transmit almost
anything, even human beings, through the Flux universe, whose speed of light
was almost a million times greater than in their own universe. Probes could be
broken down, cast into Flux, then trailed by an energy "string," where they came
under the complex and not understood forces of that universe. They would
eventually be attracted to the next weak point, where they could be reconverted to
matter and survey what they saw. Time and distance seemed to have different
meanings there, not understood and perhaps not understandable by any from
their own universe. The star patterns might be unfamiliar for the first dozen or so
"stops" the probes made, then be recognizable on the next. In many cases, such as
World, they had no idea where exactly they were.

Some were nowhere useful; only a very tiny number were in solar systems—
another concept all in the room had problems with. None of the solar systems
contained planets suitable for human beings, but experiments with planets in the
home system had shown how Flux could be used and shaped to artificially create
what was called a "life zone," with sufficient heat and the proper mix of air and
water for humans, plants, and animals. World was one of these.

These were, in essence, Flux factories, in which experiments could be conducted
and new discoveries for all humanity made and transmitted to all the human
race. Some were established by private companies; others were established by
governments of the individual nations that still existed and competed on the
home world. Because these nations were not always friendly, and were histori-
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cally highly competitive, even the private companies had to work first through the
military commands of their own nations. Eleven nations that were friendly with
one another and allowed multinational companies were involved in World's
project; a combined military force, headed by two branches, a Space Defense
Command and a Signal Corps, went first and established the basics. Defense
handled basic security, prepared mostly for enmity from the projects of other,
unfriendly nations; Signal used Flux to establish communications and routes,
since maps were useless in a Flux void.

It was also the first opening in centuries of a new frontier, for once the system
was built it was labor-intensive for the first few years, after which a stable
population was desirable from the company or government's stand point: farmers
could make the projects self-sufficient; limited trade and manufacturing,
particularly skilled trades, would also serve the project and the people, so that
things would not have to be imported and an overall level of self-sufficiency could
be sustained.

For the first time, space was a frontier where the poor, the destitute, and the
desperate could go—and were welcomed, even needed.

But it was not without risk. Building worlds to order was a very inexact science,
and one slip in controlling the massive Flux power could vaporize everything. For
that reason, the home system, which wanted the benefits of Flux, didn't dare play
around much with it in its own back yard.

Humanity, however, was not the only race riding Flux between the stars. There
was clearly one other, one which, against all odds, had intersected one of
humanity's strings and wound up at the same point. The Gates had been closed
against this race, for none who encountered it were ever heard from again, nor
did any emissaries or military forces return. One by one, the bright colonies of
humanity were winking out, and as the Enemy's home was linked through only
one already-lost colony, there was no way to carry the fight to the Enemy or even
find out who or what the Enemy was. But that Enemy was also a captive of
natural forces; it traveled the Flux universe in converted form, as energy and
equations, and depended upon its own or human's bases for reconversion to
matter. It could not get through, nor take any action, while in converted form.

Once the Gates were closed, the army ousted the company leaders who had
decided that dealing with the unknown was preferable to a life trapped on World,
and set about a two-pronged program for security. It took an odd locally grown
cult religion and made it the centerpiece of its Anchor policy. It attempted to
sequester or destroy all documentation, all history, advanced science, and Flux
knowledge, knowing that the army monopoly on the computers would give it a
monopoly on that knowledge. The Church began a pogrom wherever it seized
control against those scientists and engineers who knew how to build and work
the machines.

The system might have been complete, but for a totally unexpected and
previously unknown phenomenon that might well have been unique to World's
experimental programming. Those who used the Flux devices, the heavy amplifi-
ers linked to the main computers, had themselves been placed somehow in the
chain from Flux manipulation to computer program. The master computers
seemed unable to distinguish between these people as human beings and the
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amplifiers themselves. Thus were the wizards born. In the void, within the
influence of the Hellgates and their Anchor-based computer complexes, those
with strong wills, some mathematical ability, and the ability to concentrate
almost to the point of excluding all else, were able to send commands to the
nearest computer in much the same way as their programs, and the computer
had responded. Whatever genetic changes had occurred to cause this seemed due
to overexposure to amplified Flux on World. In other experiments, people had
died or been twisted or deformed, but not here.

Matter and energy, machine and operator, were one to the computers, and they
did not have access to the scientific heart of mankind back home to solve the
problem. The military had always feared the computers even as they used them,
and had always insisted on a "human link" between any self-aware computer and
major actions. They could not "fix the bug," as they called it, but they could
render the computer useless to the company men by fragmenting its
consciousness. They placed a human link requirement between the computer and
its defensive systems, which were considerable but still had obviously failed
elsewhere; they placed another human link between the master programs that
maintained World and any attempt to change that program.

Thus, the computers were split; the massive part they could not touch, but they
could limit access to the "wizard" structure. They elected to not cut it entirely, not
quite seeing all the implications, because the Signal Corps insisted on
maintaining the strings and its monopoly on commerce and communication as
an additional safeguard—and a way to survive under these new conditions. To
permit the strings was to permit "wizards" to exist. But these could tap specific
mechanical data; the programs themselves could not be altered, nor was there
sufficient Flux allowed through the Gate to keep World warm and habitable, as it
was a huge moon of a gas giant so far from its sun as to make that sun just
another star. Once the locks were off, however, sufficient Flux would be available.
Someone would have to decide the manner and level of its use.

In case the Gates were opened, it was necessary to keep all defensive systems at
the ready, but again those in the hands of the company or madmen could make
World a hell of its own. And, of course, there was always the chance that the
invasion would be terminated, or home would get through, or even that the
invaders could eventually be dealt with through friendly or hostile means. Again,
a human being would be required as a link in the chain, to decide if those systems
should be unleashed.

By splitting the self-maintenance program from the master computer, they
thought they had it contained. By feeding specific criteria into the defense
systems that had to be met before activation, and by giving that system remote
capability to monitor World and decide whether or not to call in its human link,
they thought they were safe.

But the master maintenance system and the remote sensors of defense
somehow developed their own self-awareness. Unable to tap into the main
computer directly, they did their jobs as they were programmed to do, but
changed and evolved as they did so. Clearly the engineers and scientists were not
the only ones altered by the balance of Flux on World; the army also hadn't
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reckoned with the possibility that communication between wizards and the
computer could go both ways.

Thus the "maintenance shells" became the Guardians, and the remote sensing
programs became Soul Riders. Originally just complex programs in Flux, they
took on a logical reality of their own as symbiotic creatures, attaching themselves
to and living within the bodies of those with strong Flux power. As information
evaluators, they fed the master program data it had no other way of acquiring. As
information gatherers they were unneeded; every single human being with Flux
power beyond a certain level broadcast as well as received from the data banks.

That was how Jeff, Suzl, and Sondra had been restored. They still had their
peculiar physical limitations, but the computers did not.

The Soul Rider's primary mission was always to provide a human link with
sufficient Flux power to interface directly between it and the master computers. It
knew it had to have such a person, and backups easily accessible if need be, but
aside from a sense that it was a defender of World against enemies beyond the
Hellgates it did not understand why, nor could the computers with which it was
linked tell it—except through a human interface, and then only when certain
criteria were met. The Guardians, too, needed a proper human interface on hand,
but as their jobs limited them to Anchor and the Hellgate machinery, they
required the Soul Riders to bring them suitable receptacles.

Nobody, but nobody, thought it would go on for two thousand six hundred and
eighty-two years. The Church was supposed to provide the interfaces. The nine
district commanders would work hand-in-glove with the Church to insure that
suitable personnel, including a powerful wizard, were always on hand. That was
why the Nine trained and selected the High Priestesses. And nobody, but nobody,
realized that the Soul Riders and Guardians would develop personalities of their
own.

Thus it was that when the previous "interface" the Anchor Luck Soul Rider had
selected met an untimely end, it followed the route back to its computer source
until it found, in Anchor, one with the proper power potential and mind-set, even
though it didn't know that that was what it was looking for. It had selected Cassie,
and then manipulated her to get her into Flux, where her power could be trained
and developed.

Cassie had not worked out in the end. Its own internal programming told it
that, if it came to the choice between surrender or the destruction of humanity on
World, she might well surrender to save it. So this time it had taken a different
tack. This time it would create its own human interface from conception on. And
so Spirit had been born, and bred, and molded for just this job, and had been
effectively removed from human affairs so that what happened to her mother
would probably not happen to her.

Then Suzl and Spirit had come to the Hellgate, and the Guardian saw in Suzl
the power and personality it decided was correct for its own interface. It,
however, was limited to Anchor, and required that she remain there, so it had
arranged for Coydt van Haas to be fed the spell that would keep her close at hand.
When the opportunity came for Cassie to be likewise held, it took it, considering
her a more than adequate backup. The Soul Rider, by that time, had shifted its
primary backup status to Jeff.
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As both Soul Riders and Guardians had sensed from their master computers
that the time of danger was drawing increasingly near, they both took every
opportunity to increase their backups just in case. Sondra was one such case that
could serve for either. She could be chained to Anchor but had experience in Flux.
There were others, including many they didn't even know about and might never
know, and there were four Soul Riders and four Guardians per cluster, one per
Anchor, and twenty-eight of each in all.

And now that the vast amount of information had been computed and the
master program had determined that all the criteria were met and that the danger
was real, the Soul Rider, the shell, had merged with Spirit, with Spirit in control.

Because all that happened to those with Flux power was recorded, it had been a
simple matter to restore the minds and repair the physical damage to Sondra and
Suzl. They could do it to anyone. It frightened Suzl a bit to realize that if Spirit
wished to form the likeness of one who was dead out of Flux, she, Suzl, could
probably provide the life record.

They were more powerful than any two human beings had ever been in human
history—but two of fifty-six equally powerful humans now on World. Suzl could
do literally anything with Anchor and pure data files; Spirit could command Flux
within her quadrant to the exclusion of all else. Together, they were the Holy
Mother incarnate— for at least one more day. After the Gates opened, nobody
knew what would happen.

"If you're so damned powerful, why can't you just vaporize that tower of theirs
and put an end to this?" Matson asked them.

"We could," Suzl responded, "but that's where it's tricky. I'm not the power in
New Eden; I'm one of four. Originally it was just supposed to be Anchor Logh,
but now we somewhat control all of New Eden—by unanimous vote. Those
ancient soldiers believed that with the kind of power we had at our disposal, we
ought to be able to meet and beat any threat like this. But the Seven have had
twenty-six hundred and eighty-two years to figure ways around it, and they have.
If I break the power connection to either the timer or the tower, it'll cause a
massive short. They've reversed the polarity of the Gate lock. Pure Flux power
will come pouring out of that hole, and it'll devour the entire cluster and us with
it at the very least, maybe destroy all of World in one big overload. Right now the
computers all say there's only one way to get it back to normal. See, it's like a
spring-loaded switch. It has to be reset, and the only way to reset it is to open the
damned Gate and close it again.

I can repair it—but to
do that I have to open the Gate, so what's the difference?"

Things
went all wrong with their plans no matter how smart they were, or how advanced
they were, but their biggest mistake was in not being able to imagine that it would
hold for so long.

THE HELLGATES OPEN

"I'm tired, angry, frightened to death, and on top of that I'm horny as hell."

"Join the club, then," Sondra called from her command chair.

"We're all about to break down and have a real cry, but we can't afford to," Suzl
toJd her. "God! I just wish they'd throw the damned switches and get it over
with!"

Spirit eased over to Matson and whispered. "Look at them! Even Suzl! They're
still just a mass of emotions, wants, and desires."

Matson thought it over. "Yeah, it's the bodies, the hormones, the glands, all
that. But I'm not worried about it. It may sound crazy, but I wish I had Fluxgirls
with guts in every control when the Enemy comes."

She stared at him. "Why?"

"Suzl's power came from you, remember. I heard about it when we were here
trying to take this place back. Cass only held her own against Haldayne until she
saw me fall. Don't you see? The key to drawing full strength from that machine is
emotion, not reason. You've been there yourself. It might just pay for you to get a
little of that passion back yourself. You seem to have lost it the moment you
stepped in here."
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"I lost my innocence," she responded. "I admit I'm keyed up and more than a
little scared, but you have to remember—I saw them all before they were like this.
I don't like what's become of them."

"Save your hate for the Enemy," Matson told her. "There's far too much hate in
this world for the less important things now. Besides, as of now they're only that
way because that's how they've been for a while and there's an emergency. What
they decide on after this is over will be what shapes their lives."

"Perhaps you're right. You seem fairly confident that we will get through this."

"I'm always confident in a battle. It doesn't make any practical sense to be
otherwise until you lose. I think they'll be sons of bitches, but I'm not sure the
threat hasn't been overblown. We've been held hostage and kept down on World
for twenty-seven centuries because of them. I think we either free ourselves or
we'll live forever under this."

"You sound like one of the Seven," she said.

"They're no better or worse than Mervyn and the Nine or a hundred Fluxlords,
not really. They're the only truly free people on World. Still, any enemy that can
hold a grudge for all this time is something else again. Me, I'd prefer some enemy
to our own people."

"Sure. I don't think our relatives out there are gonna be all that happy to meet
us."

"How can you say that?"

"Twenty-seven hundred years ago, on some other planet called Earth which is
all Anchor, they discovered Flux and how to use it, and they had their machines
to make it jump through hoops. So instead of using it, they established at least
fourteen colonies so far away that even they didn't know where they all were.
Why bother?"

"Exploration? Crowding?"

"Nope. There's more profit in tyranny than in all this, and by number fourteen
you're colonizing, not exploring. Now, I read Haller's journal and it's pretty clear
that the folks of his time had no idea that people and machines could get mixed
up together. They used Flux only by machine—to get from there to here, to do the
cooking, that kind of thing. Their aim was to turn this whole planet into Anchor,
not use the Flux to do anything but make it Anchor. Why import farmers and
shepherds and machinists when Flux would make what they wanted?"

"You tell me," Spirit said wryly.

"I think Flux is probably the most dangerous thing they ever had to deal with.
My guess is there was some really nasty accident in the early days that frightened
them to death."

"There's nothing in the computer memory on it."

"There wouldn't be, necessarily. Now they wanted what Flux could give 'em,
which was the power of a billion wizards, but they didn't want it done close to
home. The profits from it in an Anchor society would be tremendous, far more
than the cost, but you don't set up a colony and spend all that much to do it and
have 'em sit here and make Flux teacups and steaks or even buildings. You want
it to do the big stuff, the stuff that costs more to do the hard way no matter what
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the set-up costs here. And you don't make big stuff with the Flux we got on
World. You make it out of the stuff you see out there, beyond the Hellgate."

"0.K.—but what happened?"

"Maybe too much Flux was allowed onto World. Maybe they had new kinds of
computers they never used before. Who knows? But all the defensive systems,
which are impressive, are Anchor systems. There's really no consideration for
Flux power. There's no sign that they used their Flux amplifiers to work
individual spells, or programs, or whatever you want to call them. They were
intended to work with the stuff in the modules that the computers furnished.
They were both frightened and amazed when they discovered that human beings
could manipulate Flux through those machines without another machine. It
scared the shit out of the army, who went to a great deal of trouble to create those
independent programs, the Soul Riders and the Guardians, to limit access to
what the big computers had, and to keep the computers from running them.

"VERIFY INCOMING GATES CLEAR OF PERSONNEL. STAND BY FOR
PURGE. PURGING. GATES PURGED. INCOMING IN TWO MINUTES,
REPEAT, TWO MINUTES. RECEPTION AND SERVICE CREWS STAND BY."

Out at the Hellgate, the enormous crowd had moved back at the ghostly
warning and watched as the Hellgate turned from its emerald green color to a
brightness that was impossible to look at. The cable leading down glowed briefly,
then faded into nothingness all the way to the edge of the Anchor apron.
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Sligh breathed a sigh of relief. "I guessed right in the connections after all. It
didn't blow."

Gifford Haldayne turned and stared at him. "You guessed?"

"INCOMING, GATES TWO, FOUR. AND SIX, IN ONE MINUTE."

"Here we go," Matson said in a whisper. He suddenly cursed, seeing that he'd
bit clean through his cigar.

"STAND BY GATE TWO. INCOMING IN TEN SECONDS ... NINE. .. EIGHT.
..SEVEN ...SIX ... FIVE...FOUR...THREE...TWO...ONE... ACTIVATE
MAIN REGULATOR. NOTE SHIP HAS PROPER RECOGNITION CODES BUT
IS OF TYPE NOT IN MEMORY. LOGGED IN. TIME IN 14:01:41."

On the screen and at the Gate they watched as the great bowl-shaped
depression that was the total Hellgate pulsed and throbbed with light and shook
the ground nearby with regular vibrations in time to the pulsing.

A fountain of pure Flux came out of the hole and rose high into the afternoon
sky, perhaps twenty meters above the ground level. It steadied, then put forth
streamers of energy that formed a skeletal framework, as if some giant hand were
drawing a detailed blueprint in Flux. This was pure Flux, and could be seen by all,
whether or not they had the power, and the sight was awesome.

"Exactly the same," she responded, eyes shut.

"Apparently to the horizon. The computer says that the top section is a separate
machine with its own power source and can be detached. Because of its shape, it
almost certainly flies. Our own scans indicate a capacity of no more than four box
occupants."

That means the initial group is there to
secure the landing site and scout out the terrain. They're the leading wave, and
that's bad. Keep those forces at the equator. Is it safe for our boys to move?"

"The computers agree. There is a ring of power collectors around a hatch of
some directed at the tunnel. Because their ships weren't designed for our Gates,
but because it seems you have to do it just this way or it doesn't work, they've
sacrificed stability inside their ship to keep their collector over that tunnel
entrance. The computer now agrees entirely with your speculation, you might like
to know, except that they have a way to store it before use.

So far
no response."

"Whoa!" Suzl called out, almost falling down. "There was a sudden big power
surge there!"

Out at the Gate, a huge and partly visible wall sprang up, looking like a giant
inverted glass bowl. It covered the area around the Gate for a distance of more
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than five kilometers, trapping the welcoming committee and all nearby forces
inside.

"It's a shield!" Cassie shouted. "It's a wizard's shield in Anchor!"

"In Anchor, yes, but its source is Flux from the Gate itself," Spirit told them.

"They are the demons of Hell come now to keep us from finding the true path,"
Cassie whispered so low that none of the others clearly heard.

"The shield's a good one," Suzl reported. "About the only thing getting through
it is air."

"Where's its power coming from, though? The ship or the Gate?" Matson asked
her.

"Definitely the ship."

"That's a hell of a lot of power to drain. Any way to find out just how much of a
drain it is?"

"We can figure the power required to maintain it, and it's very close to the
amount of power coming in from the Gate. We don't know their storage capacity,
though."

"Any attempt at communications on our part?"

"The Commander's been trying, but so far nothing. Nothing for Sligh, either, by
the way. They don't like the fact that they're trapped, and they're trying to put as
good a light on it as they can. They sure didn't expect this, though."

They were all there, crowded around the small
transceiver: Rosa Haldayne. Chua Gabaye, Ming Tokiabi. Varishnikar Stomsk. . . .
All but Zelligman Ivan.

"They're offering us nothing at all," Gabaye snapped. "We already control the
whole damned planet! All we did was get suckered into being trapped in Anchor."

"I wonder," said Gifford Haldayne. staring at the transceiver, "if we've been
kidding ourselves about that all these years. We opened the Gates, but they sure
as hell aren't talking to us."

"Whoever they are, they will soon attack." Sligh predicted. "Then we will
attempt to strike whatever deal we can."

Sligh was certainly correct in at least the first part of his statement. Clearly
further conversation was getting neither side closer together.

"You may go in peace," the Commander told them, "or you may put down your
shield and we can attempt friendly relations. The choice is yours. But we will not
subordinate ourselves to another race. We have had quite enough of that among
ourselves, thank you."

She still sounded like a librarian, Matson thought, but she was also playing it
cool, calm, and correct and she clearly had the guts for this business. Those Soul
Riders picked well, it seemed.

The computers shifted their estimates, and through the district commanders
instructed and briefed the wizards in the north about what was to happen. The
Nine had been reduced to the Five, but because of their abilities to travel Flux at
great speed, Talanane and Serrio were at Gate Two, and the other three were at
Gate Six. Their strong powers, combined with that of the local wizards and
Fluxlords, was considerable.

Countless Fluxlands filled with transformed people worshipping their
Fluxlords and being happy, obedient slaves, while they travel through them
marveling at how pretty things look and how nice it all seems, ignoring the
faces, the minds, the horror because it isn't theirs. . . .

""No building can be built upon an existing site until the old one is demolished."
Mervyn says matter-of-factly. "We must destroy World in the name of the
Empire in order to save it. . .."

"No more! No more!"

A world ruled by tentacled monsters, the Demons of Hell itself, their foulness
owning and controlling everything, while a subject human population lives in
soulless misery without hope, only with evil, even giving their children over to
their Demon Masters as toys. . . .

Above, the Samish checked all systems, as power suddenly seemed flickering
and intermittent. It switched to full battery power as an emergency and called
back the scout ship. That there was a problem was undeniable, but all checkouts
came back with "Undefinable error."

Below them the regulator clicked and whirled and fed what was necessary to the
two tiny figures between it and the Gate.

SOME UNSETTLING SETTLEMENTS

In the two northern clusters, the Samish had first been deprived of their remote
eyes and ears and then, with the destruction of the southern ship, their
command. The two northern Samish "brains" could not agree on what had
happened in the south—things had been going along quite well, quite normally,
when suddenly all communication had ceased. What they did know, eventually,
by some sort of monitoring devices, was that the southern ship had exploded and
that it had proven vulnerable, despite their computations, from the tunnel
beneath. They had gotten word that there was a problem in the Flux power
linkage before it blew.

There had been initial fear on the part of the defenders that one or both of the
northern ships would leave to get help or reinforcements or merely to report the
problem.

The northern military command centers immediately received and analyzed the
methods and the reasons for the success of the southerners. When the Samish
retracted the bulk of their shield to concentrate on protecting the immediate area
around their ships and then began feverish building activities, there was no
question as to what they were up to. Mobile ground amplifiers were obviously
being constructed in preparation for a methodical breakout. Right now they were
totally dependent on the ship's power, but clearly they were working to draw not
only on the ship but on World's own Flux. If they did that, they would weaken the
Soul Rider and the wizards while still having the ship's power for protection and
reinforcement.

Having both the advantage of Flux and the advantage of a successful program
run in the south, the wizards of the north concentrated on creating and molding
similar personalities and similar powers among their own. It took more of them,
but one try was successful, and then there was one Samish vessel remaining,.

That one analyzed that indeed this population was so infused with evil that it
had found a way around their defenses. Instead of retreating, this Samish
apparently considered it an honor to be put to such a challenge. It moved its
entire population out of the ship and away from the apron, and proceeded to
build what it needed to implement a total breakout.

Ultimately, the fanaticism of the Samish with their amplifiers met the angry
and frightened wizards of Flux with their amplifiers head to head. The carnage
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was terrible, yet somehow the two were evenly matched. The unitary nature of
the Samish made them dedicated, nearly suicidal fanatics—but so were the
minions of the Fluxlords. who willingly fought to their deaths for their deities. As
Flux wielders. the Samish were fully as expert as they claimed to be, but they
were now fighting wizards with minds of their own and the full programs of their
own master computers to tap. But in one respect, each side had something going
for them. The Samish ground weapons were far superior to anything that World
could offer, and the resulting body count was very much in the aliens' favor, with
a ratio of five hundred humans killed for every Samish. It cost over a million
human lives, enormous by World's scale.

But there were a lot more human beings than Samish. With more flocking there
from the other clusters every hour, the Samish were ultimately outnumbered by
more than fifteen hundred to one.

Without Samish bodies and Samish minds, the shields could not hold. While
this one had outguessed and outmaneuvered its attackers from below, it was now
alone, a bare computer with considerable local power but no way to implement it.
Faced with retreating or being destroyed by the forces now converging on it. it
chose to destroy itself in one huge blast.

With no reinforcements coming, no Samish at the equatorial Gates, the battle
was finally over.

Despite the horrible cost in lives, most of World breathed a sigh of relief when,
after waiting a decent interval, nobody else showed up in any of the Gates.
Considering how many people on the planet had been raised from the cradle to
believe that the opening of the Gates was tantamount to the end of the world, the
whole thing actually seemed somewhat of an anticlimax. The fact that it had been
neither easy nor cheap was not a factor: except for a very few, nothing had ever
come easy or cheap on World except slavery and death.

It seemed ironic to many that the ancient army of their ancestors that had come
to World from some far-off place had made all the right decisions, even if it could
never guess the timing or the type of people who would finally make it all pay off.
They had closed and locked the Gates just in time; the enemy had been right
there, and would have walked all over that first generation with its total
dependence on its machines and its ignorance of true Flux power. They had
severed direct contact with the computers when they first encountered this sort of
powerful link, and by that move almost certainly saved humanity on World from
becoming one with their computers and. perhaps, a version of the Enemy they
eventually faced and defeated.

There was no indication in the records that the early scientists, engineers, and
mathematicians who acquired the Flux powers were actually executed; instead,
they were driven into Flux by the army and the odd church it supported for its
own ends, there to breed, pass on the talents to new generations, and learn to
perfect what they had. They destroyed the existing amplifers and other advanced
terraforming and weapons systems primarily to safeguard and secure Anchors
against attack—and until the Empire had arisen to destroy the rigid division of
Flux from Anchor and Coydt van Haas had rediscovered how to build some of the
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ancient machines and use them, it had worked. Worked, probably, for far more
years than those who'd created the plans and the society dreamed it would.

Ultimately, they and their computers had come to the same conclusion as
Matson would tens of centuries later: that the existing technology and defense
systems had not stopped the unknown enemy. Flux power might, if that
technology were not allowed to interfere with its growth and development. But it
was Matson who realized that raw, unbridled emotion was the method by which
the maximum amount of power would be collected in a single individual. The
computers were the epitome of pure reason; this sort of thing was beyond them,
and even the reasoning human-machine interfaces, the Soul Riders and the
Guardians, fell back on logic and reason no matter what their feelings. The
Ancient men and women who created the system had human emotions, but tried
very hard to filter them out and allow reason and logic alone to remain when
doing their jobs.

Matson's plan had created an unthinkable mixed marriage, in which reason
stood back and waited until all was right, then coolly fed the mathematics and
controlled the results of highly complex physics, fed to, and through, human
beings reduced to raw unbridled emotion.

Why this was so, and why Flux power worked at all, was unknown and perhaps
could not be known by these people, with these machines, in such isolation. The
computers themselves had solid, convincing theories—about eighty thousand of
them, in fact, almost all contradictory. Earth, if it still existed, might know by
now.

All of World's actions and activities in this area had been aimed at what to do
when and if the Gates were opened; there was no thought at all of what to do after
the Enemy was disposed of, for nobody, in ancient times or on World, had really
believed humanity could win—except Matson, and even he wasn't as sure of
things as he'd let on. He simply had seen no profit in believing otherwise.

The first conference on the future of World was held not too long after victory
was assured, but only fifty-six people were involved. At that point, they were the
only ones who counted.

In surrendering their animal selves to the machine, they had
become machines, and in doing so had lost far more than they had gained.
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The decision was not unanimous, but was sufficiently large that the others had
no choice but to agree or be forcibly restrained and disengaged by the collective
might of the others.

The coldly logical and reason-dominated computers, interestingly, not only did
not argue against this but supported it.

The Church
was through as any sort of effective institution; despite Guardian and Soul Rider
moves to lift all binding spells, the truth had shattered its foundation.

At least equal
mass of some kind would be placed in the four other dishes. The computers
assured them that this would prevent any more "incoming" due to the safety
systems; however, "incoming" would be announced and would activate the
defensive systems once more. Removing that mass from any of the Gates would
now be an additional criterion for activation. The defensive system in each tunnel
was reset, this with a new bypass code known only to the Soul Riders and
Guardians. The computers picked and encoded it themselves; no human would
ever be able to find a place to look it up. Access to the Gates and regulators, then,
by wizards or researchers, would be only through Anchor, which gave a measure
of control.

New Eden's disposition was left to the four Guardians of its quadrants. The Soul
Riders served a military function in crisis but were chiefly concerned with Flux;
the Guardians were supreme in Anchor if they wished to be. While the Soul
Riders had been equally split between males and females, there were three female
Guardians to one male, he a supply sergeant in Mareh and formerly a foreman in
a textile mill. All were natives of their respective Anchors; all three of the women,
like Suzl, were Fluxgirls now and had been at least since their Anchors had fallen.
All were products of the old Church-dominated Anchor system, which was
important. All believed that a culture had to have a unifying faith to bind it as a
practical matter, and all were somewhat uneasy at the collapse of it elsewhere.

The only confidant Suzl would accept from outside the circle was Cassie,
because of their closeness and Cassie's great experience in such matters. At the

It's not as crazy as
it seems."

We sure as hell didn't need to be there, and there was
nobody we had to come home to. I talked it over with Sondra and Jeff, and some
of the staff here moved me and the kids in three days ago. Suzl will be along when
it's all over, which I guess should be any time now. She kept her Fluxgirl body,
but she's got all her wizard's power again. For me to come back to myself I had to
pay a price."

Cassie nodded. "We had to leave those millions of women in New Eden looking
like they had since they became Fluxgirls, and there was a general feeling among
the Guardians that it should be a hard and fast rule, just to be fair about it.
Particularly for me. But if I stayed that way I'd stay in New Eden forever, and I'd
be expected to remarry and to serve as some kind of example or living
monument. I couldn't take that. So to appease both the Guardians and the
government that would want to use me, I had to pay a big price. I agreed to it. I'm
totally disengaged, totally cut off from Flux power. I can't even see strings. I'm
not a wizard any more, not even a false one. That way, I'm not threat now or in
the future to New Eden or to anyone else."

"That's terrible! It's unfair!"

"No, it's perfectly fair. Any other way I'm a threat to them. If I can no longer live
under their system and endorse and be a shining example of it, I become a threat.
I have a hell of a track record, remember, for upsetting the established order.
Without Flux power of any kind. I'm safe. They can all rest and so can 1. With that
power they would always be nervous, like New Eden was at the start, and they'd
be out hunting me down. They locked me into the master program—the absolute
master. I won't age, they agreed to that much when I agreed to surrender all
power, and I'm not only totally without Flux power but totally immune to it as
well. No wizard can alter my body or my mind, because to do that they would
have to go through the computers, and the computers are instructed to keep me
just this way. It was a nice gesture."

"Nice! I think it's awful what they put you through!" Cassie sighed and took her
oldest daughter aside for a moment, never more conscious than now of the gap
separating them. "I've lived a very long time," she said seriously. "I've been three
or more different women in that space. Now this is the fourth and last
incarnation. I'm going to look like this and feel like this and be like this until
somebody kills me or I fall off a cliff or something. Sure, they took the power, and
I have to admit that it's a lonely and frightening thing to be in Flux dependent on
someone else, but it's no different than I started, and certainly Suzl coped with
that condition for years until you linked her up. No, after you've been a genuine
Fluxgirl for fifteen years or more this is a pure delight, and, in a way, I'm happier
without the power."

"I don't think I'm ever going to understand that one."

"Well, they're right, Spirit. I would always be a threat to them. When I think of
what I did do with the power— well, it wasn't much that was positive. I fought a
lot of wars, defeated a lot of Fluxlords, transformed a lot of bright-eyed girls into
slavish devotees of a religion that was totally false, and built an empire. When
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Coydt took that away from me, I discovered something terrible about myself,
something I really couldn't deal with. I didn't know how to be anything else. I was
a professional warrior-priestess at a time when warrior-priestesses were out of
date. Thinking about it now I realize that that was the real reason I accepted
Adam's spell and married him. I'd been a failure at everything except the warrior-
priestess role—a failure as a lover, mother, even, in the end with Coydt, as a
wizard. My self-confidence was shot to pieces. I needed some role, any role, that
would let me just run away. You see. Spirit, in all that time I never really grew up.
I never had the chance."

Spirit shook her head in confusion. "I don't think I'm going to be able to follow
this."

"Well, now I'm through. I'm trapped as you see me, and I don't mind a bit. I'm
no less a mother to the kids, who seem to approve of this new look—after a
lifetime around nothing but Fluxgirls I am the one that looks exotic!—and I'm no
less a human being for it, either.

AUTHOR'S AFTERWORD

The Soul Rider saga was conceived as a single novel and then broken into
three parts because of its length. At the end, I had intended to include
appendices with much of the technical data and background on the physics
involved, but in going over it and in particular the "history" leading up to
World's founding. I found that there was enough material to do a novel on it
alone, a prequel of sorts which will involve the discoveries and construction of
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World and will. I hope, be a pretty good independent novel in its own right.
Thus, in a year or so, expect to see Birth of Flux and Anchor from Tor Books,
who also thought it was a pretty good idea.

Also, in concluding this novel. I discovered that we've raised a lot more
questions about the dynamics of revolution than we've solved, and that there is
a lot of World we haven't reallv seen, trapped as we've been in Anchor Logh and
New Eden. New Eden is obviously a bankrupt system and a failure, but it has
certainly taught all of the power-mongers of World just how empires and
revolutions are built. We have left World in ferment: as New Eden dies, and so
too the fear of the Gates, we have a political system as much in Flux as Flux
itself. I find I have more to say here, and I hope you would like a return trip as
well. Tor has also agreed to a (hopefully single volume) sequel for the future, to
come after our prequel.

My thanks to Tom Doherty for allowing this book to he the length it needed to
be, and whether you liked or loathed the ideas we played with here, if it made
you think then I'm happy. For those of you absolutely ill at New Eden's methods
and philosophy who don't already know what we were doing here. I should
warn you not to be complacent. New Eden was firmly based on a real theocratic
government and its own writings, one alive and well in our own world as the
book was written, needing neither Flux nor new technology to exist and even
gain adherents elsewhere. Sleep well.
