  "Will you please tell us, since you are mayor of Tortosa, are these the citizens of
your fine town who are gathering here?"
  "Yes, most of them I suppose. I can't be sure . . ."
  "You can't be sure? And you have been mayor-for how long?"
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  "Twenty-two years."
  "Then you should know these people by sight."

  "You can't? Will you then point out any strangers?"

  "Well, we must be sure. Ahh, here is the chief of police now. I'm sure that he can
help us. Please tell the audience, chief, how long have you lived in Tortosa?"

  "Good. Then do you see any strangers here?" He looked around and even more
reluctantly said that he didn't.
  "Very good," James said. "We are just in time for the big event-the election
returns are coming in. As a public service the loudspeakers will be turned on so
that everyone present can hear the results."

When the vote for Tortosa was announced
they stirred in panic, but Rodriguez stepped forward and they grew still again.

I
don't like the company I have just been keeping."
