Rabyn takes the second set of mallets in his own hand and climbs onto the high
stool by the second drum. "Follow me!*

The first uneven rumbling rhythm rolls slowly into the darkness, creating an
initial cacophony that quickly smooths into a more even flow, just as a
pattering or hissing that calls up rain rains down from above the tent, but the
air is cool and dry, not damp.
