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1      The Hall of Samos
There were bells, three rows of them, small and golden, thonged tightly about the 
girl’s left ankle.
The entire floor of the chamber, shining, richly mosaiced, broad, reflecting the 
torchlight, was a map.
I watched the girl. Her knees were slightly bent. Her weight was on her heels, 
freeing her hips. Her rib cage was lifted, but her shoulders, relaxed, were down.
Her abdominal muscles, too were relaxed. Loose. Her chin was lifted, haughtily. 
She did not deign to look at us. Dark hair flowed behind her.
“There are many things I do not understand,” said Samos to me. I reached for a 
slice of larma fruit and bit through it.

I could see, high on the map, 
Ax Glacier, Torvaldsland, and Hinjer and Skjern, and Helmutsport, and lower, 
Kassau and the great green forests, and the river Laurius, and Laura and Lydius, 
and lower, the islands, prominent among them Cos and Tyros; I saw the delta of 
Vosk, and Port Kar, and, inland, Ko-ro-ba, the Towers of the Morning, and 
Thentis, in the mountains of Thentis, famed for her tarn flocks; and, to the south, 
among many other cities, Tharna, of the vast silver mines; I saw the Voltai Range, 
and Glorious Ar, and the Cartius, and, far to the south, Turia, and near the shore of 
Thassa, the islands of Anango and Ianda, and on the coast, the free ports of 
Schendi and Bazi. There were, on the map, hundreds of cities, and promontories 
and peninsulas, and rivers and inland lakes and seas.
The left ankle of the girl, under the bells, the brown thong, the golden metal, was 
tanned.
“Perhaps you are mistaken,” I told him. “Perhaps there is nothing to it.”
“Perhaps,” he smiled.
At the corners of the room, helmeted, with spears, stood men-at-arms.
The girl wore Gorean dancing silk. It hung low upon her bared hips, and fell to her 
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ankles. It was scarlet, diaphanous. A front corner of the silk was taken behind her 
and thrust loose and draped, into the rolled silk knotted about her hips; loosely, 
draped, into the rolled silk at her right hip. Low on her hips she wore a belt of 
small denomination, threaded, overlapping golden coins. A veil concealed her 
muchly from us, it thrust into the strap of the coined halter at her left shoulder, and 
into the coined belt at her right hip. On her arms she wore numerous armlets and 
bracelets. On the thumb and first finger of both her left and right hand were golden 
finger cymbals. On her throat was a collar.
I took another piece of larma fruit. “I gather,” I said, “you have information?”
“Yes,” said Samos. He clapped his hands. Immediately the girl stood beautifully, 
alert, before us, her arms high, wrists outward. The musicians, to one side, stirred, 
readying themselves. Their leader was a czehar player.
“What is the nature of your information?” I asked.
“It is nothing definite,” he said.
“Perhaps it is not important,” I suggested.
“Perhaps not,” he admitted.
“Kurii, Others,” I said, “following the failure of the northern invasion of native 
Kurii, halted in Torvaldsland, have been quiet, have they not?”
“Beware of a silent enemy,” said Samos. He looked at the girl. He clapped his 
hands, sharply.
There was a clear note of the finger cymbals, sharp, deliberate, bright, and the 
slave girl danced before us.
I regarded the coins threaded, overlapping, on her belt and halter. They took the 
firelight beautifully. They glinted, but were of small worth. One dresses such a 
woman in cheap coins; she is slave. Her hand moved to the veil at her right hip. 
Her head was turned away, as though unwilling and reluctant, yet knowing she 
must obey.
“Come with me,” said Samos.
I swilled down the last swallow of a goblet of paga.
He grinned at me. “You may have her later,” he said. “She will dance from time to 
time during the evening.”
Samos stepped from behind the low tables. He nodded his head to cup 
companions, trusted men. Two briefly clad, lovely female slaves withdrew before 
him, kneeling, heads down, their serving vessels in their hands.
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To one side, stripped, bound tightly in black leather, hand and foot, straps crossing 
between her breasts and circling her thighs, to which her wrists were secured, in 
buckled cuffs, knelt a whitish-skinned girl, blond, frightened. Her shoulders, like 
those of most females of Earth, were tight, tense. The tone of her body, like that of 
most Earth women, was rigid, defensive. Like most others she had been 
acculterated in a thousand subtle ways to minimize, to conceal and deny the 
natural, organic sweetnesses of her musculature and structure, conditioned into a 
dignified, formal physical neutership, the stiffness, reserve and tightness so much 
approved of in females in a mechanistic, industrial, technological society, in which 
machines govern and present the symbols and paradigms of movement, 
understood as repetition, measure, regularity, precision and function. Human 
beings move differently in a technological society than in a non-technological 
society; they hold their bodies differently; a man or woman’s acculturation is 
visible in their demeanor. Few people understand this; most view as natural 
motions and body positions, which are the consequences of a subconsciously 
conditioned, mechanistic ballet, a choreography of puppets, imitating the models, 
the stridences, in which they find themselves enmeshed. Yet, somewhere beneath 
the conditioned behavior lies the animal, which moved naturally before there was 
a civilization to teach it the proprieties of mechanism. It is little wonder that the 
Earth human, when unobserved, even the adult, sometimes throws itself on the 
ground and rolls and cries out, if only to feel the joy of its own movement, the 
unleashing of the tensions inflicted by the rigidities of the civilized restraints. 
Invisible chains are those which weigh the most heavily.
I looked down at the girl. She was terrified, miserable. “Tell her,” said Samos, “to 
watch a true woman, and learn to be female.” He indicated the Gorean dancer.
The girl had not been long on Gor. Samos had purchased her for four silver tarsks 
on Teletus, with many others, for various amounts. This was the first time out of 
the pens for her in his house. She wore her brand on the left thigh. A simple band 
of iron had been hammered about her neck by one of the metal workers in the 
employ of Samos. She was poor stuff, not fit for a lock collar. I probably would 
have sold her for a kettle girl. Yet, looking more carefully upon her, examining her 
with candor, as she looked away, miserable, I saw that she might not be without 
promise. Perhaps she could be taught. The basic characteristic expected of a 
Gorean woman is, interestingly, femaleness; this is, I note, certainly not the basic 
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characteristic requested of an Earth woman; indeed, femaleness in a woman of 
Earth, as I recalled, was societally discouraged, it complicating the politically 
expedient neuterlike relationships valuable in a technologically sophisticated 
social structure, to which sexual relationships were irrelevant, if not inimical. 
Western industrialized societies on Earth optimally would be manned by metal 
creatures, sexless, smoothly functioning, programmed to tend preserve and 
replicate the metal society. Man, on Earth, had finally succeeded, after long 
centuries, in creating a society in which he had no essential place; he had, at last, 
built a house in which he could not live, in which he had left not one room suitable 
for human habitation; he called it a home; in it he was a stranger; his habitat, by 
his own efforts, became inhospitable to himself; his efficiencies, his machines, his 
institutions, in his own hands, had at last succeeded in evicting himself from his 
own realities; women were shamed to be women; men terrified of listening to their 
blood, and being men; in their plastic cubicles, amidst the hum of their 
machineries, men at night squirmed and wept, hating themselves, castigating 
themselves for not meeting the standards of a world alien to their sensate truths; 
let robots weep for not being men, not men weep for not being robots; the strong, 
the fine, the mighty, is not wicked; only the vile and small, incapable of power, 
speak it so; but there was little hope for the men of Earth; they feared to listen, for 
they might hear ancient drums.
The blondish girl put down her head. I gestured to the guard behind her. He thrust 
his hand in her hair. She cried out. Her head was rudely jerked up and back. She 
looked at me.
I pointed to the dancer.
The girl looked at her horrified, offended, scandalized. She shuddered, and 
squirmed in the straps. Her fists were clenched at her thighs, beside which they 
were held in the cuff straps of her harness.
“Watch, Slave,” I told her, in English, “a true woman.” The girl’s title and name 
had been Miss Priscilla Blake-Allen. Her nationality had been American. Then she 
had been branded.
She was now only nameless property in a slaver’s house, no different from 
hundreds of other girls in the pens below.
The dancer was now moving slowly to the music.
“She is so sensual,” whispered the blondish girl, in horror.
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I turned to watch the dancer. She danced well. At the moment she writhed upon 
the “slave pole,” it fixing her in place. There is no actual pole, of course, but 
sometimes it is difficult to believe there is not. The girl imagines that a pole, 
slender, supple, swaying, transfixes her body, holding her helplessly. About this 
imaginary pole, it constituting a hypothetical center of gravity, she moves, 
undulating, swaying, sometimes yielding to it in ecstasy, sometimes fighting it, it 
always holding her in perfect place, its captive. The control achieved by the use of 
the “slave pole” is remarkable. An incredible, voluptuous tension is almost 
immediately generated, visible in the dancer’s body, and kinetically felt by those 
who watch. I heard men at the table cry out with pleasure. The dancer’s hands 
were at her thighs. She regarded them, angrily, and still she moved. Her shoulders 
lifted and fell; her hands touched her breasts and shoulders; her head was back, 
and then again she glared at the men, angrily. Her arms were high, very high. Her 
hips moved, swaying. Then, the music suddenly silent, she was absolutely still. 
Her left hand was at her thigh; her right high above her head; her eyes were on her 
hip; frozen into a hip sway; then there was again a bright, clear flash of the finger 
cymbals, and the music began again, and again she moved, helpless on the pole. 
Men threw coins at her feet.
I looked to the blondish girl. “Learn to be a female,” I told her.
“Never!” she hissed, in her harness.
“You are no longer on Earth,” I told her. “You will be taught. The lessons may be 
painful or pleasant, but you will learn.”
“I do not wish to do so,” she said.
“Your will, your wishes, mean nothing,” I told her. “You will learn.”
“It is degrading,” she said.
“You will learn,” I told her.
“She is so sensual,” said the girl, angrily. “How can men think of her as anything 
but a woman!”
“You will learn,” I told her.
“I do not want to be a woman!” she cried out. “I want to be a man! I always 
wanted to be a man!”
She squirmed in the harness, fighting its restraints. The straps, the rings, held her, 
of course, perfectly.
“On Gor,” I told her, “it is the men who will be men; and the here, on this world, it 
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is the women who will be women.”
“I do not wish to move like that,” she wept.
“You will learn to move as a woman,” I told her. I looked down at her. “You, too, 
will learn to be sensual.”
“Never,” she wept, fighting the straps.
“Look at me, Slave,” I said.
She looked up, tears in her eyes. “I will speak to you kindly for a moment,” I said. 
“Listen carefully, for they may be the last kind words you will hear for a long 
time.”
She regarded me, the guard’s hand in her hair.
“You are a slave,” I said. “You are owned. You are a female. You will be forced 
to be a woman. If you were free, and Gorean, you might be permitted by men to 
remain as you are, but you are neither Gorean nor free. The Gorean man will 
accept no compromise on your femininity, not from a slave. She will be what he 
wishes, and that is a woman, fully, and his. If necessary you will be whipped or 
starved. You may fight your master. He will, if he wishes, permit this, to prolong 
the sport of your conquest, but in the end, it is you who are the slave; it is you who 
will lose. On Earth you had the society at your back, the result of centuries of 
feminization; be could not so much as speak harshly to you but you could rush 
away or summon magistrates; here, however, society is not at your back, but at 
his; it will abet him in his wishes, for you are only a slave; you will have no one to 
call, nowhere to run; you will be alone with him, and at his mercy. Further, he has 
not been conditioned with counterinstinctual value sets, programmed with guilt, 
taught self-hatred; he has been taught pride and has, in the very air he breathes, 
imbibed the mastery of females. These are different men. They are not Earthlings. 
They are Goreans. They, are strong, and they are hard, and they will conquer you. 
For a man of Earth, you might never be a woman. For a man of Gor, I assure you, 
my dear, sooner or later you will be.”
She looked at me with misery.
The dancer moaned, crying out, as though in agony. Still she remained impaled 
upon the slave pole, its prisoner.
“The Gorean master,” I told the blondish girl, “commands sensuality in his female 
slaves.”
She stared at the dancer, her eyes wide with misery. The hips of the dancer now 
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moved; seemingly in isolation from the rest of her body, though her wrists and 
hands, ever so slightly, moved to the music.
“You cannot even move like that now,” I told the blondish girl. “Yet muscles can 
be trained. You will be taught to move like a woman, not a puppet of wood.” I 
grinned down at her. “You will be taught to be sensual.”
Samos, with a snap of his fingers, freed the dancer from the slave pole. She moved 
turning, toward us. Before us loosening her veil at the right hip, she danced. Then 
she took it from her left shoulder, where it had been tucked beneath the strap of 
her halter. With the veil loose, covering her, holding it in her hands, she danced 
before us. Then she regarded us, dark-eyed, over the veil; it turned about her body; 
then, to the misery of the blondish girl, she wafted the silk about her, immeshing 
her in its gossamer softness. I saw the parted lip, the eyes wide with horror, of the 
kneeling, harnessed girl through the light, yellow veil; then the dancer had drawn 
it away from her, and, turning, was again in the center of the floor.
“You will learn your womanhood,” I told the blondish girl. “And I will tell you 
where you will learn it”
She looked up at me.
“At the feet of a master.” I told her.
I turned away from her and, following Samos, left the chamber. “She will have to 
learn Gorean, and quickly,” said Samos, referring to the blondish girl.
“Let slaves, with switches, teach her,” I said.
“I will,” said Samos. There was no swifter way for an Earth girl to learn Gorean, 
providing that candies and pastries, and little favors, like a blanket in the pen, were 
mixed in. Learning was closely associated, even immediately, with reward and, 
punishment. Sometimes, months later, even when not under the switch, a girl 
would, upon a mistake in grammar or vocabulary, wince, as though expecting a 
fresh sting of the switch. Goreans do not coddle their slave girls. This is one of the 
first lessons a girl learns.
“You learned little from her?” asked Samos.
I had interrogated the girl when she had first came to the house of Samos.
“Her story,” I said, “is similar to those of many others. Abduction, transportation 
to Gor, slavery. She knows nothing. She scarcely understands, now, the meaning 
of her collar.
Samos laughed unpleasantly, the laugh of a slaver.
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“Yet one thing you had from her seems of interest,” said Samos, preceding me 
down a deep corridor. In the corridor we passed female slave. She dropped to her 
knees and put her head down, her hair upon the tiles, as we passed.
“It seems a random thing, meaningless” I said.
“In itself, meaningless,” he said. “But, with other things, it induces in me a certain 
apprehension.”
“The remark she overheard, in English, concerning the return of the slave ships?” I 
asked.
“Yes,” said Samos. When I had probed the girl in the pens, mercilessly, forcing 
her to recall all details, even apparently meaningless scraps of detail, or 
information, she had recalled one thing, which had seemed puzzling, disturbing. I 
had not much understood it, but Samos had evinced concern. He knew more than I 
of the affairs of Others, the Kurii, and Priest-Kings. The girl had heard the remark 
drowsily, half stupified, shortly after her arrival on Gor. She, stripped, half 
drugged, the identification anklet of the Kurii locked on her left ankle, had lain on 
her stomach, with other girls, in the fresh grass of Gor. They had been removed 
from the slave capsules in which they had been transported. She had risen, to her 
elbows, her head down. She had then been conscious, vaguely, of being turned 
about and lifted, and carried, to a different place in the line, one determined by her 
height. Usually the tallest girls lead the slave chain, the height decreasing 
gradually toward the end of the chain, where the shortest girl is placed. This was a 
“common chain,” sometimes called a “march chain” or “trekking chain”; it was 
not a “display chain: in the “display chain,” or “selling chain,” the arrangement of 
the girls may be determined by a variety of considerations, aesthetic and 
psychological; for example, blondes may be alternated with brunets, voluptuous 
girls with slim, vital girls, aristocratic girls with sweet, peasant wenches, and so 
on; sometimes a girl is placed between two who are less beautiful, to enhance her 
beauty; sometimes the most beautiful is saved for the last on the chain; sometimes 
the chain is used as a ranking device, the most beautiful being-placed at its head, 
the other girls then competing with one another constantly to move to a new wrist-
ring, snap-lock or collar, one higher on the chain. She had been thrown to her 
stomach in the grass, and her left wrist drawn to her side and down. She had heard 
the rustle of a looped chain, and the periodic click of the wrist-rings. She felt a 
length of chain dropped across the back of her thighs. Then, about her left wrist, 
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too, closed the wrist-ring, and she, too, was a girl in a coffle. A man had stood by, 
making entries in a book. When her identification anklet had been removed, after 
she was in the wrist-ring, the man removing it had said something to the man with 
the book, and an entry had been made. When the girls were coffled, the man with 
the book had signed a paper, giving it to the captain of the slave ship. She knew it 
must be a receipt for merchandise received. The cargo manifests, apparently, had 
been correct. She had pulled weakly at the wrist-ring ,but it of course, held her. It 
had been then that the man with the book had asked the captain if he would return 
soon. The man with the book spoke in an accent, Gorean. The captain, she 
gathered, did not speak Gorean. The captain had said, as she remembered it, that 
he did not know when they would return, that he had received orders that there 
were to be no more voyages until further orders were received. She was conscious 
of the departure of the ship, and the grass beneath her body, and the chain lying 
across her legs, and the steel of the wrist-ring. She felt the chain move as the girl 
to her right stirred. Her left wrist was moved slightly behind her. They lay in the 
shade of trees, concealed from the air. They were not permitted to rise. When one 
girl had cried out, she had been beaten with a switch. Miss Priscilla Blake-Allen 
had not dared to cry out. After dark, they were herded to a wagon.
“Why,” asked Samos, “should the slave ships cease their runs?”
“An invasion?” I asked.
“Unlikely,” said Samos, “If an invasion were to be launched soon, surely the slave 
runs would continue. Their cessation would surely alert the defense and 
surveillance facilities of Priest-Kings. One would not, surely, produce a state of 
apprehension and heightened awareness in the enemy prior to an attack.”
“It does not seem so,” I admitted, “unless the Kurii, perhaps, feel that just such a 
move might put the Priest-Kings off guard, that it would be too obvious to be 
taken as a prelude to full war.” “But this possibility, doubtless,” smiled Samos 
“too, is one which will not fail to be considered by the rulers of the Sardar.”
I shrugged. It had been long since I had been in the Sardar.
“It may mean an invasion is being readied,” said Samos. “But I think the Kurii, 
who are rational creatures, will not risk full war until reasonably assured as to its 
outcome. I suspect their reconnaissance is as yet incomplete. The organization of 
native Kurii, which would have constituted a splendid intelligence probe, and was 
doubtless intended primarily as such, yielded them little information.”
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I smiled. The invasion of native Kurii from the north, survivors and descendants of 
ship Kurii, for generations, had been stopped in Torvaldsland.
“I think,” said Samos “it is something other than an invasion.” He looked at me 
grimly. “It is, I suspect, something which would render an invasion unnecessary.”
“I do not understand,” I said.
“I have much fear,” said Samos. I regarded him. I had seldom seen him so. I 
looked at the heavy squarish face, burned by the wind and salt of Thassa, the clear 
eyes, the white, short-cropped hair, the small golden rings in his ears. His face 
seemed drained of color. I knew he could stand against a hundred swords, 
unflinching.
“What is it” I asked, “which would render an invasion unnecessary?”
“I have much fear,” said Samos.
“You said you had other information,” I said.
“Two things,” said Samos. “Follow me.” I continued to follow him through 
various corridors, and down stairways in his home. Soon the walls became damp, 
and I gathered we were beneath the levels of the canals. We passed barred doors, 
heavily guarded. Passwords, appropriate to different levels and portions of the 
house, were given and acknowledged. These are changed daily. For a portion of 
our way, we passed through certain sections of the pens. Some of the ornately 
barred, crimson-draped cells, with brass bowls, and rugs, and cushions and lamps, 
were quite comfortable; some of the cells held more than one occupant; some Of 
the girls were permitted cosmetics and slave silk; generally, however, girls in the 
pen are raw, totally, save for their collars and brands, as are male slaves; the 
costumer, the perfumer, the hairdresser then does with them what he is instructed; 
most retention facilities in the pens, however, are not so comfortable; most are 
simply heavy cages; some are small cement kennels, tiered, with iron gates that 
slide upward; once we walked over iron gratings, beneath which were cages; we 
passed through two processing rooms; off one corridor was a medical facility, with 
mats and chains; we passed exercise rooms, training rooms; we passed the 
branding chamber; I saw heated irons within; we passed, too, the dreaded room of 
slave discipline; there were, in this room, suspended rings, whips, a large, heavy 
stone table.
As we passed the cages, male slaves glared at us sullenly; slave girls usually 
shrank back. One girl thrust her hands through the bars. “I am really to be sold to a 
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man!” she wept. “Sell me! Sell me!” A guard struck his leather switch against the 
bars before her face, and she fled back within the enclosure.
“She is not yet hot enough for the block” I said.
“No,” said Samos.
Had she knelt at the bars, knees thrust through, her body, her face, tear-stained, 
pressed against them, arms extended, letting her arms be switched for the mere 
chance of possibly touching the guard’s body, then, perhaps, she would have been 
hot enough. Girls are often sent trembling, burning with passion, to the block. 
Many times I have seen them, on their feet, shudder and tremble at the 
auctioneer’s slightest touch. Sometimes, unseen by the buyers, they are aroused at 
the foot of the block, but not satisfied. They are then sent naked to the block to be 
sold, in this state of cruel frustration. Their attempts to interest the buyers in their 
flesh are sometimes fantastic. Some of them almost scream in misery, aching for 
the physical and psychological completion of what has been done to their bodies. I 
have seen girls whom the auctioneer had to beat from him with his whip, merely 
in order to display them adequately. These girls, of course, are slaves who have 
been previously owned. Women who have not been previously owned, like free 
women, for the most part, even if naked and collared, do not yet understand their 
sexuality. That can only be taught to them by a man, they helpless in his power. 
An unowned girl, a free woman, thus, can never experience her full sexuality. A 
corollary to this, of course, is that a man who has never had an owned woman in 
his arms does not understand the full power of his manhood. Sexual heat, it might 
be mentioned, is looked upon in free women with mixed feelings; it is 
commanded, however, in a slave girl. Passion, it is thought, deprives the free 
woman to some extent of her freedom and important self-control; it is frowned 
upon because it makes her behave, to some extent, like a degraded female slave; 
free women, thus, to protect their honor and dignity, their freedom and 
personhood, their individuality, must fight passion; the slave girl, of course, is not 
entitled to this privilege; it is denied to her, both by her society and her master; 
while the free woman must remain cool and in control of herself, even in the arms 
of her companion, to avoid being truly “had,” the slave girl is permitted do such 
luxury; her control is in the hands of her master, and she must, upon the mere 
word of her master, surrender herself, writhing, to the humiliating heats of a 
degraded slave girl’s ecstasy. Only when a woman is owned can she be fully 
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enjoyed.
A silken urt, with wet fur, brushed against my leg.
“Here,” said Samos, at the end of the corridor, one of the lowest in the pens. He 
uttered the password through the beamed, metal sheathed door. It swung open. 
Beyond it was another corridor, but one much shorter. It was damp. Samos took a 
torch from the guard, and went to one of the doors. He looked through the tiny slit 
in the door, holding the torch up. Then he slid back the bolt and, bending over, 
entered the room. There was a foul stench of excrement from within.
“What do you think?” asked Samos.
He held the torch up.
The chained shape did not move. Samos took a stick from beside the door, with 
which the jailer thrust the pan of water or food toward the shape.
The shape was apparently either asleep, or dead. I did not bear breathing.

It was chained in six places, at the wrists and ankles, and about the waist, and 
again about the throat. Any of the chains might have held a bosk or a larl. It 
snarled, opening its fanged mouth.
“Where did you take it?” I asked.
“I bought it from hunters,” said Samos. “It was taken southeast of Ar, proceeding 
in a southeasternly direction.”
“That seems unlikely,” I said. Few Goreans would venture in that direction.
“It is true,” said Samos. “I know the chief of the hunting pride. His declaration 
was dear. Six men died in its capture.” The beast sat, somnolent, regarding us.
“But why would it, a Kur, venture to such a place?” I asked.
“Perhaps it is insane?” suggested Samos.
“What purpose would such a journey serve for a Kur?” I asked.
Samos shrugged. “We have been unable to communicate with it” he said to me. 
“Perhaps not all Kurii are rational,” He said. “Perhaps this one, as perhaps some of 
the others, is simply a dangerous beast, nothing more.”
I looked into the beast’s eyes. Its lips, slightly, drew back. I smiled.
“We have beaten it” said Samos. “We have whipped it, and prodded it. We have 
denied it food.”
“Torture?” I asked.
“It did not respond to torture,” said Samos, “I think it is irrational.”
“What was your purpose?” I asked it. “What was your mission?”
The beast said nothing.
I rose to my feet. “Let us return to the hall,” I said.
“Very well,” said Samos. We left the chamber.
 
The belled left ankle of the dancer moved in a small circle on the mosaiced floor, 
to the ringing of the bells, and the counterpoint of the finger cymbals.
Men lifted their cups to Samos as we reentered the hall. We acknowledged their 
greetings.
Two warriors, guards, held, between them, a dark-skinned slave girl. She had 
long, black hair. Her arms were bound tightly to her sides, her wrists crossed and 
bound behind her. They thrust her forward. “A message girl,” said one of them.
Samos looked at me, quickly. Then to one of those at the table, one who wore the 
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garments of the physicians, he said, “Obtain the message.”
“Kneel,” said Samos. The girl, between the guards, knelt.
Samos loomed over her. “Whose are you?” he asked.
“Yours, Master,” she said. It is common for the girl to be given to the recipient of 
the message.
“Whose were you?” asked Samos.
“I was purchased anonymously from the public pens of Tor,” she said. Certain 
cities, like Tor, dealt in slaves, commonly buying unsold girls from caravans, and 
selling them at a profit to other caravan masters. The city’s warriors, too, paid a 
bounty on women captured from enemy cities, customarily a silver tarsk for a 
comely female in good health. “You do not know who purchased you, or why?” 
asked Samos. “No, Master,” she said.
She would not know the message she bore.
“What is pour name?” asked Samos.
“Veema,” she said, “if it pleases Master.”
“What was your number in the pens of Tor?” asked Samos.
“87432,” she said, “Master.
The member of the caste of physicians, a laver held for him in the hands of 
another man, put his hands on the girl’s head. She closed her eyes.
“Then,” said I to Samos, “You do not know from whom this message comes.”
“No,” said he.
The physician lifted the girl’s long dark hair, touching the shaving knife to the 
back of her neck. Her head was inclined forward.
Samos turned away from the girl. He indicated to me a man who sat at a far end of 
one of the low tables. He did not drink wine or paga. The man, rare in Port Kar, 
won the kaffiyeh and agal. The kaffiyeh is a squarish scarf, folded over into a 
triangle, and placed over the head, two points at the side of the shoulders, one in 
back to protect the back of the neck. It is bound to the head by several loops of 
cord, the agal. The cording indicates tribe and district.
We went to the man. “This is Ibn Saran, salt merchant of the river port of Kasra,” 
said Samos.
The red salt of Kasra, so called from its port of embarcation, was famed on Gor. It 
was brought from secret pits and mines, actually, deep in the interior, bound in 
heavy cylinders on the backs of pack kaiila. Each cylinder, roped to others, 
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weighed in the neighborhood of ten stone, or some forty pounds, a Gorean 
“Weight.” A strong kaiila could carry sixteen such cylinders, but the normal load 
was ten. Even numbers are carried, of course, that the load is balanced. A poorly 
loaded kaiila can carry far less weight than one on whom the burden is 
intelligently distributed.
“Ibn Saran, in the past months, has heard an unusual thing,” said Samos. “I leaned 
of this from a captain, one known to him, with whom he spoke recently upon the 
salt wharf.” Samos was first in the Council of Captains of Port Kar, which body 
was sovereign in the city. There was little of interest, which did not, sooner or 
later, come to his attention.
“The noble Samos has been most kind” said Ibn Saran. His hospitality has been 
most generous.”
I extended my hand to Ibn Saran and he, bowing twice, brushed twice the palm of 
his hand against mine.
“I am pleased to make the acquaintance of he who is friend to Samos of Port Kar,” 
said Ibn Saran. “May your water bags be never empty. May you have always 
water.”
“May your water bags be never empty,” I said. “May you have always water.”
“If it pleases you, noble Ibn Saran,” said Samos, “would you speak before my 
friend what heard you in Kasra.”
“It is a story told by a boy, a tender of kaiila. His caravan was small. It was struck 
by storm, and a kaiila, maddened by wind and sand, broke its hobble, plunging 
away into the darkness. Foolishly the boy followed it. It bore water. In the 
morning the storm had passed. The boy dug a shelter trench. In the camp was 
organized the wheel.”
A shelter trench is a narrow trench some four or five feet deep and about eighteen 
inches wide. The sand, struck by the sun, can reach temperatures on its surface of 
more than 175 degrees Fahrenheit. Set on rocks, boards of metal some two feet in 
length, and six inches wide, exposed to the sun, are sometimes used by the nomad 
women in frying foods. Only a foot or two below the surface, these temperatures 
are reduced by more than fifty degrees. The trench provides, most importantly, 
shade from the sun. The air temperature is seldom more than 140 degrees in the 
shade, even in the dune country. The trench, of course, is always dug with its long 
axis perpendicular to the path of the sun, that it provide the maximum shade for 
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the longest period of time
One does not, alone, without water, move on the sands during the day. 
Interestingly, because of the lack of surface water, the nights, the sun gone, are 
cool, even chilly at times. One would, thus, if not in caravan, move at night. The 
conservation of body water is the crucial parameter in survival. One moves little. 
One sweats as little as possible.
The “wheel” is a search pattern. Herdsmen, guards, kaiila tenders, leave the camp 
along a “spoke” of a wheel, spacing themselves at intervals. The number of men in 
the caravan determines the length of the “spoke.” No one in the caravan departs 
from it by more than the length of the wheel’s spoke, pertinent to the individual 
caravan. The boy, for example, presumably, if he had his wits about him, would 
not follow the kaiila long enough on foot to place himself outside the “rim” of the 
“wheel.” As the “wheel” of men turns about its axis, the camp, at intervals the 
men draw arrows in the dirt or sand, or, if rocks are available, make arrows, 
pointing to the camp. When the search is discontinued, after success or failure, 
these markers are destroyed, lest they be taken by travelers for water arrows, 
markers indicating the direction of water holes, underground cisterns or eases. The 
caravan kaiila, incidentally, both those which are pack animals and those used as 
mounts for guards and warriors, are muchly belled. This helps to keep the animals 
together, makes it easier to move in darkness, and in a country where, often, one 
cannot see more than a hundred yards to the next dune or plateau, is an important 
factor in survival. If it were not for the caravan bells, the slow moving, otherwise 
generally silent caravans might, unknowingly, pass within yards of men in 
desperate need of succor. The kaiila of raiders, incidentally, are never belled.
“By noon,” said Ibn Saran, “the boy was found. Hearing the bells of a guard’s 
mount, he emerged from the shelter trench, and, attracting the man’s attention, 
was rescued. He was, of course, muchly beaten, for having left the caravan. The 
kaiila, of its own accord, returned later, for fodder.”
“What,” I asked, “was the story of the boy?”
“What, in pursuing the kaiila, he found,” said Ibn Saran. “On a rock there was 
scratched this message: Beware the steel tower.”
Samos looked at me. I made little sense of this.
“Near the rock, dead” said Ibn Saran, “blistered, blackened by the sun, dried, 
weighing no more than a child or woman, was a man. He had torn off his clothing 
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and drunk sand.”
It would not have been a pleasant death. Doubtless he had died, mad, thinking he 
had found water.
“It, judging from discarded accouterments,” said Ibn Saran, “was a raider.”
“Was there no kaiila?” I asked.
“No,” said Ibn Saran.
“From how far had the man come?” I asked. How long had he been on the 
desert?”
“I do not know,” said Ibn Saran. “How well did he know the desert? How much 
water had he?”
The man might have come thousands of pasangs before the kaiila had died, or 
fled.
“How long had he been dead?” I asked.
Ibn Saran smiled thinly. “A month,” he said. “A year?”
In the desert decomposition proceeds with great slowness. Bodies, well preserved, 
had been found which had been slain more than a century before. Skeletons, 
unless picked by birds or animals, are seldom found in the desert.
“Beware the steel tower,” I repeated.
“That was scratched on the rock,” said Ibn Saran.
“Was there any indication from which direction the man had come?” I asked.
“No,” said Ibn Saran.
“Beware the steel tower,” said Samos. I shrugged.
Samos rose to his feet and, touching twice the palm of the right hand of Ibn Saran, 
took his leave. I noted that Ibn Saran ate only with the right hand. This was the 
eating hand, and the scimitar hand. He would feed himself only with the hand 
which, wielding steel, could take blood.
The dancer whirled near us then enveloped me in her veil. Within the secrecy of 
the veil, binding us together, she moved her body slowly before me, lips parted, 
moaning. I took her in my arms. Her head was back, her eyes closed. I pressed my 
lips to hers, and with my teeth cut her lip. She, and I, together, tasted the blood 
and rouge of her subjugation. She drew back slightly, blood at the side of her 
mouth. Fist by fist, my hand on the back of her small, delicious neck, preventing 
her from escaping, I slowly removed her veil from her, then threw it aside. Then 
with my right hand, the Tuchuk quiva in it, while still holding her with my left, as

she continued to move to the music, I, behind her back, cut the halter she wore 
from her. I then thrust her from me, before the tables, that she might better please 
the guests of Samos, first slaver of Port Kar. She looked at me reproachfully, but, 
seeing my eyes, turned frightened to the men, hands over her head, to please them. 
Never in all this, of course, had she lost the music in her body. The men cried out, 
pleased with her beauty.
“The message girl is ready,” said the man who wore the green of the physicians. 
He turned to the man beside him; he dropped the shaving knife into the bowl, 
wiped his hands on a towel.
The girl, bound, knelt between the guards. There were tears in her eyes. Her head 
had been shaved, completely. She had no notion what had been written there. 
Illiterate girls are chosen for such messages. Originally her head had been shaved, 
and the message tattooed into the scalp. Then, over months, her hair had been 
permitted to regrow. None but the girl would know she carried such a message, 
and she would not know what it might be. Even those for a fee delivering her to 
the house of Samos would have considered her only another wench, mere slave 
property.
I read the message. It said only “Beware Abdul.” We did not know from whence 
the message came, or who had sent it.
“Take the girl to the pens,” said Samos to the guards. “With needles remove the 
message from her scalp,”
The girl was jerked to her feet.
She looked at Samos. “Then,” said Samos, to the guards, “use her as a low work-
slave in the pens primarily as a cleaning slave. A month before her hair is 
regrown, and she is fit for sale, wash her and put her in a stimulation cage and 
train her extensively.”
The girl looked at him, agonized.
“Then sell her,” said Samos.
A stimulation cage is an ornately barred, low-ceilinged cage; it is rather roomy, 
except for the low ceiling about five feet high. The girl cannot stand erect in it 
without her head inclined submissively. In such a cage, and in training, when not 
in such a cage, the girl who is housed in the stimulation cage is not permitted to 
look directly into the eyes of a male, even a male slave. This is designed, 
psychologically, to make the girl extremely conscious of males. When she is sold 
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then only, if the master wishes, he may say to her, “You may look into the eyes of 
your master.” When she, frightened, tenderly, timidly lifts her eyes to him, if he 
should deign to smile upon her, the girl then, in gratitude and joy, at last permitted 
to relate to another human being, often falls to her knees before him, an adoring 
slave. When next she looks up, his eyes will be stern, and she will look down, 
quickly, frightened. “I will try to serve you well, Master,” she whispers. The 
accouterments of the stimulation-cell are also calculated with respect to their 
effect on the slave. There are brushes, perfumes, cosmetics, slave jewelries, heavy 
necklaces, armlets, braclets and bangles; there is no clothing; there are also 
cushions, bowls of copper and lamp of brass. Importantly, there are also surfaces 
of various textures, a deep-piled rug, satins, silks, coarsely woven kaiila-hair 
cloths, brocades, rep-cloth, a tiled corner, a sleen pelt, cloths woven of strung 
beads, cloaks of leather, mats of reeds, etc. The point of this is that the senses and 
body of the slave, stripped save for brand and collar, and whatever perfumes, 
cosmetics or jewelries she may wear under the instruction of her trainer, are being 
taught to be alive, to sense and feel with great sensitivity; the senses and skins of 
many human beings, in effect, are dead, instead of being alert and alive to 
hundreds of subtle differences in, say, atmospheres, temperatures, humidities, 
surfaces, etc. A girl with living senses and a living body, of course is far more 
passionate than one whose senses and body sleep. The skin itself, in a trained girl, 
becomes an extensive, glorious, marvelously subtle sensory organ. Every bit of the 
slave, if she is well trained, is alive. This is done, of course, to make her more 
helpless under the touch of a master. When she does yield to the master, her guts 
half torn out with the love of him, then, of course, she is a more satisfactory slave. 
These indignities of course, are not inflicted on free women. They are permitted to 
go through life with their eyes half closed; so to speak. In this way they can 
maintain their self-respect. Sometimes inert, esteemed Gorean free women cry out 
in rage, not understanding why their companions have forsaken them for the 
evening, to go to the paga tavern; there, of course, for the price of a cup of paga, 
he can get his hands on a silken, belled girl, a slave; the free woman must 
denounce her companion, crying out, for his lusts; too busy for this, however, are 
the sweet, dark-eyed, sensuous sluts of the paga tavern; they do not have time to 
denounce the lusts of their master’s customers; they am too busy serving and 
satisfying them. The trainer directs the girl in the cage, or in the exercises, tending, 
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observing, and prescribing, honing her with expertness into a delicious, responsive 
slave animal, the Gorean girl, collared, in bondage, trained to drive a man mad 
with desire, and then serve that desire, vulnerably, frequently and absolutely. The 
girl was thrust through the door, between the guards. I wondered what the trainer 
would prescribe for her. Girls differ, trainers differ. I glanced at the blondish girl, 
kneeling to one side, the former Miss Priscilla Blake-Alien. I, if her trainer, would 
probably put her frequently, at least at first, and later for discipline, in a rope slave 
harness. After a night in such harness, her wrists braceleted behind her that she 
might not remove it, I expected Miss Blake-Allen would be suitably docile, and 
eager to attend to her lessons.
When the girl had been forced through the door leading to the pens, I turned to 
Samos.
“Who is Abdul?” I asked.
Samos, puzzled, looked at me.
“Who is Abdul?” I repeated.
“I do not know,” said Samos. He turned and went to his place behind the low 
table.
Those at the table paid us little attention. All eyes were on the dark-haired dancer, 
the skirt of diaphanous scarlet dancing silk low upon her hips. Her hands moved as 
though she might be, starved with desire, picking flowers from a wall in a garden. 
One saw almost the vines from which she plucked them, and how she held them to 
her lips, and, at times, seemed to press herself against the wall which confined her. 
Then she turned and, as though alone, danced her need before the men.
“There is much here that appears to make little sense,” said Samos. “Yet, there 
must be a meaning, a pattern” With an eating prong, of Turian design, Samos 
tapped the table before him. He looked at me. “Little has of late occurred in the 
Wars of Priest-Kings and Others.”
“Beware of a silent enemy,” I said.
Samos smiled. “True,” he said. Then he pointed the eating prong at the leather-
harnessed American girl, on the tiles to our right, naked, two guards with spears at 
her side. The heavy butts of their spears rested, one to each side of her. Her fists 
were clenched in the leather, buckled cuffs of her harness, held to her thighs by the 
thigh straps. “We learn from this slave,” he said, indicating the former Miss Blake-
Alien, “that, until further orders, slave runs from Earth to Gor have been 
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cancelled.”
“Yes, “I said.
“Why?’ he asked.
“Have the runs actually been stopped?” I asked.
“Information from the Sardar,” said Samos, “suggests that they have. There has 
not been a detection, let alone a pursuit, in three weeks.”
The Gorean week consists of five days. Each month consists of five such weeks. 
Following each month, of which there are twelve, separating them, is a five-day 
Passage Hand. The twelfth Passage Hand is followed by the Waiting Hand, a five-
day period prior to the vernal equinox, which marks the Gorean New Year. It was 
currently in the late winter of Year 3 of the Sovereignty of the Council of Captains 
in Port Kar, the year 10,122 C.A., Contasta Ar, from the Founding of Ar I had, 
two months ago, returned from Torvaldsland, where I had attended to certain 
matters of the sword.
“Further,” said I, “into your keeping has come a captive beast, clearly a Kur.”
“It seems irrational,” said Samos. “Only a beast.”
“I think it is rational,” I said. “Its intelligence, I suspect, is the equal of ours, if not 
greater.”
Samos regarded me.
“It may not, of course, be able to articulate Gorean. Few of the Kurii can. It is 
extremely difficult for them to do so.”
“You understand the direction in which it was traveling?” asked Samos.
“Yes,” said I.
“Strange,” said Samos.
The beast had been taken southeast of Ar, while moving southeast. Such a Path 
would take it below the eastern foothills of the Voltai and to the south. It was 
incredible. “Who would enter such a place?” asked Samos.
“Caravans, crossing it,” I said. “Nomads, grazing their verr on the stubble of verr 
grass.”
“Who else?” asked Samos.
“The mad?” I smiled.
“Or the purposeful,” said Samos, someone who had business there, who knew 
what he was intending?”
“Perhaps, “I admitted.
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“Someone who had a mission, who knew precisely for what he was searching?”
“But there is nothing there,” I said. “And only the mad, deeper into the area, 
depart from marked caravan routes, proceeding from oasis to oasis.”
“A tender of kaiila, a boy, lost from his camp,” said Samos, “found a rock. On this 
rock was inscribed “Beware the steel tower.’“
“And the message girl” I said. “We do not know, I gather, whom this Abdul is of 
whom we are warned to beware.”
“No,” said Samos, puzzled. “I know of no Abdul.”
“And who would send such a message, and why?”
“I do not know,” said Samos.
I idly observed the dancer. Her eyes were on me. It seemed, in her hands, she held 
ripe fruits for me, lush larma, fresh picked. Her wrists were close together, as 
though confined by the links of slave bracelets. She touched the imaginary larma 
to her body, caressing her swaying beauty with it, and then, eyes piteous, held her 
hands forth, as though begging me to accept the lush fruit. Men at the table 
clapped their hands on the wood, and looked at me. Others smote their left 
shoulders. I smiled. On Gor, the female slave, desiring her master, yet sometimes 
fearing to speak to him, frightened that she may be struck has recourse upon 
occasion to certain devices, the meaning of which is generally established and 
culturally well understood. I shall mention two such devices. There is, first, the 
bondage knot. Most Gorean slave girls have long hair. The bondage knot is a 
simple looped knot tied in the girl’s hair and worn at the side of her right cheek or 
before her right shoulder. The girl approaches the master naked and kneels; the 
bondage knot soft, curled, fallen at the side of her right cheek or before her right 
shoulder. Another device, common in Port Kar, is for the girl to kneel before the 
master and put her head down and lift her arms, offering him fruit, usually a 
larma, or a yellow Gorean peach, ripe and fresh. These devices, incidentally, may 
be used even by a slave girl who hates her master but whose body, trained to love, 
cannot endure the absence of the masculine caress. Such girls, even with hatred, 
may offer the larma, furious with themselves, yet helpless, the captive of their 
slave needs, forced to beg on their knees for the touch of a harsh master, who 
revels in the, sport of their plight; does he satisfy them; if it is his will, yes; if it is 
not his will, no. They are slaves.
The girl now knelt before me, her body obedient still, trembling, throbbing, to the 
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melodious, sensual command of the music.
I looked into the cupped hands, held toward me. They might have been linked in 
slave bracelets. They might have held lush larma. I reached across the table and 
took her in my arms and dragged her, turning her, and threw her on her back on 
the table before me. I lifted her to me, and thrust my lips to her, crushing her slave 
lips beneath mine. Her eyes shone. I held her from me. She lifted her lips to mine. 
I did not permit her to touch me. I jerked her to her feet and, half turning her, 
ripping her silk from her, hurled her to the map floor, where she half lay, half 
crouched one leg beneath her, looking at me, stripped save for her collar, the 
brand, the armlets, bells, the anklets, with fury. “Please us more,” I told her. Her 
eyes blazed. “And do not rise from the floor, Slave,” I told her. The music, which 
had stopped, began again.
She turned furiously, yet gracefully, extending a leg, touching an ankle, moving 
her hands up her leg, looking at me over her shoulder, and then rolled, and 
writhed, as though beneath the lash of masters.
“You discipline her well,” said Samos, smiling.
I grinned.
The girl now, on her belly, yet subtly to the music, crawled toward us, lifted her 
hand piteously to us.
I heard a cry of dismay, of protest, from the horrified, once Miss Blake-Allen.
Samos regarded her. He was not pleased. “Free her legs of the harness,” said 
Samos to one of the guards.
The guard took the straps which had bound her ankles together, and, untying them, 
slipped them through the metal ring, glinting, sewn into the back of the leather 
collar of the harness, worn over the simple curved collar of iron which marked 
her, even should she be clothed, and her brand not visible, as slave. The straps had 
run from the back of the collar to her ankles, holding her in a kneeling position. 
Her legs were now free. The ankle straps then, sewn to the sides of the collar, and 
now circled about the collar and crossing in back, and now run through the ring on 
the front of the collar, served as leash. The harness is designed to provide a large 
number of ties. The girl, her legs freed, looked at Samos with horror. But he was 
no longer regarding her.
The dancer now lay on her back and the music was visible in her breathing, and in 
small movements of her head, and hands. Her hands were small and lovely.
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She lay on the map floor, her head turned toward us. She was covered with sweat.
I snapped my fingers and her legs turned under her, and she was kneeling, head 
back, dark hair on the tiles. Her bands moved, delicate, lovely. Slowly, if 
permitted, she would rise to an erect kneeling position; her hands, as she lifted 
herself, extended toward us. Four times said I “No,” each time my command 
forcing her head back, her body bent, to the floor, and such time again, to the 
music, she lifted her body to an erect kneeling position. The last position of her 
body to rise was her beautiful head. The collar was at her throat. Her dark eyes, 
smoldering, vulnerable, reproachful, regarded me. Still did the move to the music, 
which had not yet released her.
With a gesture I permitted her to rise to her feet. “Dance your body, Slave,” I told 
her, “to the guests of Samos.”
Angrily the girl, man by man, slowly, meaningfully, danced her beauty to each 
guest. They struck the tables, and cried out. More than one reached to clutch her 
but each time, swiftly, she moved back.
Samos rose from behind the table and strode to the map floor. I went with him.
He stopped at a point on the smooth, mosaiced floor. I looked at him. “Yes,” he 
said, “somewhere here.”
I looked down at the intricately wrought mosaiced floor. Beneath our feet, smooth, 
polished, were hundreds of tiny, fitted bits of tile, mostly here, in this area, tan and 
brown. The bits of tile seemed soft, lustrous, under the torchlight. The dancer, now 
behind us, continued to move before the low tables. The eyes of the men gleamed. 
Before each man, for moments seemingly his alone, she danced her beauty.
“There is one thing more,” said Samos, “which I have not told you.”
“What is that?” I asked.
“Kurii have delivered to the Sardar an ultimatum.”
“An ultimatum?” I asked.
“Surrender Gor, it said.” said Samos.
“Nothing more?” I asked.
“Nothing more,” said Samos.
“This makes little sense to me,” I said. “For what reason should this world be 
surrendered to Kurii?”
“It seems insane,” said Samos.
“Yet Kurii are not insane,” said I. “There was no alternative specified?” I asked.
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“None,” said Samos.
“Surrender Gor--” I repeated.
“It seems a mad imperative,” said Samos.
“But if it is not?”
“I am afraid,” said Samos.
“And how has the Sardar responded to this?” I asked. “Have they repudiated it, 
scoffingly, ridiculed the preposterousness of this demand?”
Samos smiled. “Misk, a Priest-King,” said he, “one high in the Sardar, has asked 
Kurii for a further specification of details.”
I smiled. “He is buying time,” I said.
“Of course,” said Samos.
“What response if any, was made?” I asked.
“Surrender Gor,” said Samos. “A repetition of the original imperative. Then there 
was communication silence.”
“Nothing more has been heard from Kurii?” I asked.
“Nothing more,” said Samos.
“Doubtless it is a bluff on the part of Kurii,” I said. “Priest-Kings would not well 
understand that sort of thing. They are quite rational generally, unusually logical. 
Their minds seldom think in terms of unwarranted challenges, psychological 
strategies, false claims.”
Samos shrugged.
“Sometimes I think Priest-Kings do not well understand Kurii. They may be too 
remotely related a life form. They may not have the passions, the energies, the 
hatreds to fully comprehend Kurii.”
“Or men” said Samos.
“Or men,” I agreed. Priest-Kings surely had energies and passions, but, I 
suspected, they were, on the whole, rather different from those of men, or, indeed, 
those of Kurii. The nature of the sensory experience of Priest-Kings was still, 
largely, a mystery to me. I knew their behavioral world; I did know the world of 
their inner experience. Their antennae were their central organs of physical 
transduction. Though they had eyes, they seldom relied upon them, and were 
perfectly at ease in total darkness. Lights, in the Nest, were for the benefit of 
humans and other visually oriented creatures sharing the domicile. Their music 
was a rhapsody of odors, many of which were, to human olfactory organs, not 
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even pleasant. Their decorations were largely invisible lines of scent traced with 
great care on the interiors of their compartments. Their most intense, pleasurable 
experience was perhaps to immerse their antennae in the filamented, narcotic 
mane of the golden beetle, which would then, piercing them with its curved, 
hollow, laterally moving jaw-pincers, drain them of their body fluid, feeding itself, 
slaying them. The social bond of the Priest-Kings is Nest Trust. Yet, in spite of 
their different evolutionary background and physiology, they had learned the 
meaning of the word ‘friend’; too, I knew, they understood, if only in their own 
way, love.
I smiled to myself. “Sometimes,” once had said Misk to me in the Nest, “I suspect 
only men can understand Kurii.” Then he had added, “They are so similar.”
It had been a joke. But I did not think it was false.
Unfortunate though it might be, I doubted and, I think realistically, that Priest-
Kings, those large, golden creatures, so gentle and delicate seeming, so content to 
mind their own affairs, truly understood their enemy, the Kurii. The persistence, 
the aggression, the fevers of the blood, the lust, the territoriality of such beasts 
would be largely unintelligible to them. There was little place in the placid, lucid 
categories of Priest-Kings for comprehending the bloods and madnesses of either 
men or Kurii. They, Kurii and men, understood one another better, I suspected, 
than the Priest-Kings understood either. As long as the Kurii remained behind the 
fifth ring, that determined by the orbit of the planet called on Earth Jupiter, on 
Gor, Hersius, after a legendary hero of Ar, the Priest-Kings were little concerned 
with them They had no objection if such ravening wolves prowled their fences, 
and scratched at their very gates. “They, like men, are an interesting life form,” 
once had said Misk to me. But now the Kurii worlds, sensing the weakness of the 
Sardar, following the Nest War, damages that had destroyed their basic power 
source and had split the very Nest open to the sky, prowled more closely. The 
worlds, now, or several of them, we understood, concealed, shielded, lurked well 
within the asteroid belt. Contact points, bases, had been established, it seemed, on 
the shores of Earth itself. The major probe of Kurii, the organization of native 
Kurii by ship Kurii, had taken place recently. It had failed. It had been stopped in 
Torvaldsland. Ship Kurii, still, then, did not know the extent to which the power of 
Priest-Kings remained crippled. This was the major advantage which we now 
held. Kurii, cautious, like sharks, did not wish to commit their full attack until 
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assured of its success. Had they known the weakness of the Sardar, and the time 
required to restore the power source, regenerating itself now at inexorable 
concentration rates determined by natural law, they would have surely launched 
their fleets. Most, we conjectured, they feared a ruse, a display of pretended 
weakness that would lure an attack, then to be decimated. Moreover, I knew there 
were factions among Kurii. Doubt- less they had individuals who were bolder, and 
those who were more cautious. The failure of the Torvaldsland probe might have 
had great impact in their councils. Perhaps a new party had come to power among 
them. Perhaps now, a new strategy, a new plan, was afoot.
“Surrender Gor-” said Samos, looking down at the portion of the map beneath his 
feet.
I looked to the map. Was this where the new plan of Kurii, if there was such a new 
plan, touched this primitive world?
“The path of the captured Kur,” said Samos, pointing, “would have taken it here.”
“Perhaps he intended to cross it?” I asked.
Samos pointed with his finger, west of Tor. “No,” said he, “surely one would 
circle the area, taking the routes west of Tor, where there is ample water.”
“One would surely need a caravan, and guides,” I said, “to survive east of Tor?”
“Of course,” said Samos. “Yet the beast was alone.”
“I suspect,” said Samos, “that the beast’s destination lay not on the other side of 
this area, but within it.”
“Incredible,” I said.
Samos shrugged.
“Why should a Kur go to such a place, and enter such a country?” I asked.
“I do not know,” said Samos.
“Strange that at this time, too,” said I “the slave runs should cease, an the 
imperative, inexplicable, to surrender Gor should be served upon the Sardar.”
“What did the Kur seek in such a country?” asked Samos.
“And what,” I asked, “of the message on the stone, “Beware the steel tower’?”
“It is a mystery,” said Samos, “and the answer lies here.” He pointed to that dread 
area of Gor.
I looked downward. Though on the map it occupied only some several feet of the 
floor, in actuality it was vast. It was roughly in the shape of a gigantic, lengthy 
trapezoid, with eastward leaning sides. At its northwestern corner lay Tor, West of 
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Tor, on the Lower Fayeen, a sluggish, meandering tributary, like the Upper 
Fayeen, to the Cartius, lay the river Port of Kasra, known for its export of salt. It 
was in this port that the warehouses of Ibn Saran, salt merchant, currently the 
guest of Samos of Port Kat, were to be found. This city, too, was indicated in the 
cording of his agal, and in the stripes of his djellaba.
The area, in extent, east of Tor, was hundreds of pasangs in depth, and perhaps 
thousands in length. The Gorean expression for this area simply means the 
Wastes, or the Emptiness. It is a vast area, and generally rocky, and hilly, save in 
the dune country. It is almost constantly windblown and almost waterless. In areas 
it has been centuries between rains. Its oases are fed from underground rivers 
flowing southeastward from the Voltai slopes. The water, seeping underground, 
eventually, in places, due to rock formation, erupts in oasis springs, or, more 
usually, is reached by deep wells, some of them more than two hundred feet deep. 
It takes more than a hundred and fifty years for some of this water to make the 
underground journey, seeping hundreds of feet at times beneath the dry surface, 
moving only a few miles a year, to reach the eases. Diurnal air temperatures in the 
shade are commonly in the range of 120 degrees Fahrenheit. Surface temperature, 
diurnally, is, of course, much higher in the dune country, by day, if one were so 
unwise as to go barefoot, the bright sand would quickly cripple a man, abraiding 
and burning the flesh from his feet in a matter of hours.
“It is here,” said Samos, pointing to the map, “that the secret lies.”
The dancer turned from the tables and, hands high over her head, approached me. 
She swayed to the music before me. “You commanded me to dance my beauty for 
the guests of Samos,” said she, “Master. You, too, are such a guest.

Her body, under the 
torchlight, shone with a sheen of sweat. She gasped for breath; her body was 
beautiful, her breasts lifting and falling, as she drank deeply of the air. Her lips 
were parted. Now that her dance was finished she could scarcely move. We had 
not been gentle with her. She looked up at me and lifted her hand. It was at my 
feet she lay.
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I gestured her to her knees, head down. She obeyed. Her hair fell to the map 
floor.It touched the portion of the map which, together Samos and I had been 
contemplating. I regarded the lettering, in Gorean script.

“The Kur,” I said. I referred to the beast in the dungeons of Samos.
“Yes?” said Samos.
“Free it,” I said.
“Free it?” he asked.
“Yes,” I said.
“Is it your intention to follow it?”
“No,” I said. Few, if any humans, in my opinion, could long follow an adult Kur. 
They are agile, highly intelligent beasts. Their senses are unusually keen. It would 
be difficult, if not impossible to trail, perhaps for weeks, such a keen-sensed, 
wary, suspicious creature.

2      The Streets of Tor
“Water! Water!” called the man.
“Water,” I said.
He came to me, bent over, tattered, swarthy, grinning up at me, the verrskin bag 
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over his shoulder, the brass cups, a dozen of them, attached to shoulder straps and 
his belt, rattling and clinking. His shoulder on the left was damp from the bag. 
There were sweat marks on his torn shirt, under the straps. One of the brass cups 
he unhooked from his belt. Without removing the bag from his shoulder, he filled 
the cup. He wore a head scarf, the wrapped turban, wound about his head. It was 
of rep-cloth. It protects the head from the sun; its folds allow beat and perspiration 
to escape, evaporating, and, of course, air to enter and circulate. Among lower-
class males, too, it provides a soft cushion, on which boxes, and other burdens, 
may be conveniently carried on the head, steadied by the right hand. The water 
flowed into the cup through a tiny vent-and-spigot device, which wastes little 
water, by reducing spillage, which was tied in and waxed into a hole left in the 
front left foreleg of the verr skin. The skins are carefully stripped and any rents in 
the skin are sewed up, the seams coated with wax. When the whole skin is 
thoroughly cleaned of filth and hair, straps are fastened to it so that it may be 
conveniently carried on the shoulder, or over the back, the same straps serving, 
with adjustment, for either mode of support. The cup was dirty.
I took the water and gave the man a copper tarsk.
I smelled the spices and sweat of Tor. I drank slowly. The sun was high.
Tor, lying at the northwest corner of the Tahari, is the principal supplying point 
for the scattered oasis communities of that dry vastness, almost a continent of 
rock, and heat, and wind and sand. These communities, sometimes quite large, 
numbering in hundreds, sometimes thousands of citizens depending on the water 
available, are often hundreds of pasangs apart. They depend on caravans, usually 
from Tor, sometimes from Kasra, sometimes even from far Turia, to supply many 
of their needs. In turn, of course, caravans export the products of the oases. To the 
oases caravans bring various goods, for example, rep-cloth, embroidered cloths, 
silks, rugs, silver, gold, jewelries, mirrors, kailiauk tusk, perfumes, hides, skins, 
feathers, precious woods, tools, needles, worked leather goods, salt, nuts and 
spices, jungle birds, prized as pets, weapons, rough woods, sheets of tin and 
copper, the tea of Bazi, wool from the bounding Hurt, decorated, beaded whips, 
female slaves, and many other forms of merchandise. The principal export of the 
oases is dates and pressed-date bricks. Some of the date palms grow to more than 
a hundred feet high. It takes ten years before they begin to bear fruit. They will 
then yield fruit for more than a century. A given tree, annually, yields between one 
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and five Gorean weights of fruit. A weight is some ten stone, or some forty Earth 
pounds. A great amount of farming, or perhaps one should speak of gardening, is 
done at the oasis, but little of this is exported. At the oasis will be grown a hybrid, 
brownish Sa-Tarna, adapted to the heat of the desert; most Sa-Tarna is yellow; and 
beans, berries, onions tuber suls, various sorts of melons, a foliated leaf vegetable, 
called Katch, and various root vegetables, such as turnips, carrots, radishes, of the 
sphere and cylinder varieties, and korts, a large, brownish-skinned, thick-skinned, 
sphere-shaped vegetable, usually some six inches in width, the interior of which is 
yellowish, fibrous and heavily seeded. At the oasis, because of the warm climate, 
the farmers can grow two or more crops a year. Larma and tospits are also grown 
at the oases, in small orchards. Some rep is grown, for cloth, but most cloth comes 
to the oases from caravans. Kaiila and verr are found at the oases, but not in great 
numbers. The herds of these animals are found in the desert. They are kept by 
nomads, who move them from one area of verr grass to another or from one water 
hole to another, as the holes, for the season, go dry. Smaller water sources are used 
in the spring, for these are the first to go dry, larger ones later in the year. No grass 
grows about these water holes because many animals are brought to them and 
graze it to the earth. They are usually muddy ponds, with some stunted trees about, 
centered in the midst of an extensive radius of grassless, cracked, dry earth. Meat, 
hides, and animal-hair cloth are furnished to the oases by the nomads. In turn, 
from the oases the nomads receive, most importantly, Sa-Tarna grain and the Bazi 
tea. They receive, as well, of course, other trade goods. Sa-Tarna is the main staple 
of the nomads. They, in spite of raising herds, eat very little meat. The animals are 
too precious for their trade value, and their hair and milk, to be often slaughtered 
for food. A nomad boy of fifteen will often have eaten meat no more than a dozen 
times in his life. Raiders, however, feast well on meat. The animals mean little to 
them and come to them cheaply. Tea is extremely important to the nomads. It is 
served hot and heavily sugared. It gives them strength then, in virtue of the sugar, 
and cools them, by making them sweat, as well as stimulating them. It is drunk 
three small cups at a time, carefully measured.
I finished the cup of water and handed the cup back to the water carrier. He 
bowed, grinning, the bag, swollen and bulging, damp on his shoulder, and. 
hooking the cup on his belt, backed away. “Water!” he called. “Water!”
I blinked my eyes against the heat and glare of the sun. The buildings of Tor are of 
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mud brick, covered with colored, often flaking, plasters. But now, in the sun, and 
the dust, raised by the people in the streets, everything seemed drained of color. I 
would soon have to buy appropriate garments. In such a city I was too 
conspicuous.
I made my way toward the bazaar.
I knew the light lance, and the swift, silken kaiila. I had learned these with the 
Wagon Peoples. But I did not know the scimitar. The short sword, now slung over 
my left shoulder, in the common fashion, would be of little use on kaiila back. The 
men of the Tahari do not fight on foot. A man on foot in the desert, in warfare, is 
accounted a dead man.
I looked up at the buildings. I was now in the shade, descending a narrow, steep 
street, toward the bazaar. The buildings in Tor are seldom more than four stories 
high, which is about as high as one may build safely with beams and mud brick. 
Because of the irregular topography of Tor, however, which is a hilly, rocky area, 
like most of the Tahari terrain, many of the buildings, built on shelves and rises, 
seemed considerably higher. These buildings, on the outside smooth and bleak, 
save for occasional narrow windows, high, not wide enough to admit a body, abut 
directly on the streets, making the streets like deep, walled alleys. In the center of 
the street is a gutter. It seldom rains in Tor, but the gutter serves to collect waste, 
which is often thrown into it, through open doors, by slaves. Within these walls, 
however, so pressing upon the street, I knew there were often gardens, walled, 
well-watered, beautiful, and cool, dark rooms, shielded from the heat and sun, 
many with superb appointments. Tor was, as Gorean cities went, rich, trading city. 
It was headquarters for thousands of caravan merchants. In it, too, were housed 
many craftsmen, practicing their industries, carvers, varnishers, table makers, gem 
cutters, jewelers, carders, dyers of cloth, weavers of rugs, tanners, makers of 
slippers, toolers of leather, potters, glaziers, makers of cups and kettles, weapon 
smiths, and many others. Much of the city, of course, was organized to support the 
caravan trade. There were many walled, guarded warehouses, requiring their staffs 
of scribes and guards, and, in hundreds of hovels, lived kaiila tenders, drovers, and 
such, who would, at the caravan tables, when their moneys had been exhausted, 
apply, if accepted, making their mark on the roster, once more for a post with 
some new caravan. Guards for these caravans, incidentally, were usually known 
by, and retained by, caravan merchants between caravans. They were known men. 
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Tenders and drovers, on the whole, came and went. Elaborate random selection 
devices, utilizing coins and sticks, and formulas, were sometimes used by 
merchants to assure that applying tenders and drovers were selected, if they were 
not known, by chance. Tenders and drovers were assured that this was to insure 
fairness. Actually, of course, as was well known, this was a precaution against the 
danger of hiring, en bloc, unwittingly, an organized group of men, who might, 
prior to their hiring, have formed a plan to slay the guards and merchants and 
make off with the caravan. Tenders and drovers, however, like men generally, 
were an honest sort. When they returned to Tor, of course, they had been long in 
the desert. At the end of the trip they received their wages. Sometimes, not even a 
hundred yards from the warehouses, these men would be met by enterprising cafe 
owners, praising the advantages of their respective establishments. The owners of 
these cafes, usually, would bring with them a chain of their girls, stripped, as free 
women in the Tahari districts may not be, purportedly a typical selection of the 
stock available.
“In my house,” he would call, indicating one or another of the girls, “rent the key 
to her chains.”
But generally the men would proceed past these enticements, which were, from 
what I saw, far from negligible, and hurry toward their favorite cafes and hostels, 
whose wares, I gathered, did not need such blatant advertisement, whose worth, 
and capacities for total and complete satisfaction were apparently well known. 
Certain of these cafes I might mention. The Silken Oasis is well known, even in 
Ar, but it is extremely expensive; in the middle range of price are the Golden 
Collar and the Silver Chain, both under the same management, that of a Turian 
named Haran; good, relatively inexpensive cafes are the Thong, which I would 
recommend, the Veminium, the Pomegranate, the Red Cages and the Pleasure 
Garden. These various establishments, and more than forty others, from the point 
of view of tenders and drovers, have one thing in common. They succeed in 
separating, with celerity and efficiency, a fellow from his money. I do not feel this 
way myself. I think most of them, with the exception of the Silken Oasis, are 
reasonable. The drover’s objection, I think, is largely a function of the fact that he 
does not have a great deal of money to spend. What there is, accordingly, seems 
rapidly diminished. Tenders and drovers often proceed from one cafe to the other, 
for several nights. The wages for a caravan trip, which often takes months, 
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commonly will last the fellow about ten days, or, if nursed out, some fifteen days. 
They are, of course, a rather pleasant ten or fifteen days. At the end of this time, 
after a day or so of some physiological discomfort, usually violent nausea and 
blinding headaches, it is common to find the man again back at the tables, once 
more attempting to vend his services to the master of a caravan.
A fellow walked past me, carrying several vulos, alive, heads down, their feet tied 
together. He was followed by another fellow, carrying a basket of eggs.
I followed them, as they would be going to the market streets, near which was the 
bazaar.
The water in an oasis is, of course, at its lowest point. Residences, at an oasis, are 
built on the higher ground, where nothing will grow. It is the valley, naturally, 
which, irrigated, usually by hand, though sometimes with clumsy wooden 
machinery, supports the agriculture. Land, at an oasis, which will grow food, is 
not wasted on domiciles. Tor, rather similarly, though few crops were grown 
within its walls, was built high, about its water, several wells in the deepest area in 
the city. The architecture of Tor, in concentric circles, broken by numerous, 
narrow, crooked streets, was a function of the radius from its wells. An advantage 
of this municipal organization, of course, though it is scarcely a matter of 
intentional design, is that the water is in the most protected portion of the city, its 
center. Tor’s water, I might mention, was ample to her needs. Though I saw few of 
them, she boasted many shaded gardens. Water for these gardens, by contract with 
slave masters, was carried by chains of male slaves and emptied into house 
cisterns, whence, later, by house slaves, it would be taken in cans and sprinkled 
carefully, foot by foot, throughout the garden.
I was now in the lower part of the city.
“Water!” I heard. “Water!”
Behind me, turning, I saw the water carrier, he from whom I had purchased a cup 
of water earlier.
A woman, veiled, passed me. She held a baby inside her cloak, nursing it.
I continued down the sloping street, toward the bazaar and market,
I had arrived in Tor four days ago, after first taking tarn to Kasra. There I had sold 
the bird, for I did not wish to be conspicuous in Tor, as would surely as a 
tarnsman. From Kasra I had taken a dhow upriver on the Lower Fayeen, until I 
reached the village of Kurtzal, which lies north, overland, from Tor. Goods which 
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are to be transported from Tor to Kasra sometimes are first taken overland to 
Kurtzal, and thence west on the river. Kurtzal is little more than a loading and 
shipping point. In Kasra, descending upon my tarn, I had been a warrior. A 
mercenary tarnsman. As a portion of my assumed disguise, uncollared, lashed on 
her back across my saddle, had been the body of a naked girl. She was blond. She 
was barbarian. She could not even speak Gorean. I was congratulated on my catch. 
I visited one of the metal workers, to purchase a collar for my prize. None, Samos 
and I suspected, would regard one with such a wench, so clumsy, so untaught, so 
obviously new to slavery, as being upon the business of Priest-Kings. She was 
simply a caught girl, picked up by a tarnsman with ease, simply to be used for a 
time and then discarded for a few tarn disks. “I took her from a slaver’s camp,” I 
told the metal worker. “I see her brand is fresh,” said the metal worker. It was true. 
She had not been branded in Teletus. Sometimes a girl is not branded until she is 
first sold. There are various brands. Sometimes it pleases the master to decide with 
which the girl will be marked. Within an hour, however, of her arrival at the house 
of Samos, the girl had been sent to the branding chamber. The standard Kajira 
mark, as was the house policy, was put upon her.
Masters, incidentally, seldom brand their own slaves. To brand a girl well 
demands a sure hand, and, usually, experience. In training a man to use the iron 
slavers always give him poorer women at first, sometimes having him mark them 
more than once, until he becomes proficient. Usually by the fifteenth or the 
twentieth woman, the man is capable of marking them deeply, precisely and 
cleanly. It is important for the girl’s thigh to be held immobile: sometimes it is 
held by more than one man; sometimes it is bound to a wagon wheel; sometimes, 
in the house of slavers, a heavy, vise equipped, metal branding rack is used. The 
girls are usually branded impersonally, perfunctorily, as cattle. Though they feel 
their mark intensely physically, it is felt, interestingly, even more intensely, more 
profoundly, psychologically; not unoften it, in itself, radically transforms their self-
images, their personalities; they are then only slaves, not permitted their own 
wills, rightless, at the bidding of masters; the mark is an impersonal designation; 
this is understood by the girls; when she is marked she understands herself not to 
be marked by a given man for a given man, to be uniquely his, but rather, so to 
speak, that she is marked for all men; to all men she is a slave girl; usually, of 
course, only one among them, at a given time, will be her master; the brand is 
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impersonal; the collar is intensely personal; the brand marks her property; the 
collar proclaims whose property she is, who it is who has either taken, or paid for, 
her; that the brand is an impersonal designation of an absence of status in the 
social structure is perhaps another reason why masters do not often brand their 
own girls; the brand relationship to the free man is institutional; the collar 
relationship, on the other hand, is an intensely personal one; it is not uncommon 
for masters to pride themselves on the depth with which they know their slave 
girls; this depth is far greater in my opinion than that with which the average 
husband of Earth knows his wife; the slave girl is not simply someone with whom 
the man lives; she is very special to him; she is a treasured possession; he owns 
her; he wants to know, profoundly and deeply, the background, history, the mind, 
the intelligence, the appetites, the nature and the dispositions of his lovely article 
of property; this knowledge, of course, puts her more at his mercy; by making it 
possible for him to manipulate her feelings, exploit weaknesses, drop asides, etc., 
she in the helpless condition of slavery, it gives him greater power over her. For 
example, it is common for a master to force his girl to speak at length and in detail 
to him of the secret sides of her nature, explaining and elaborating on her 
fantasies: if she is literate, she may be forced, naked, collared, on her knees at a 
small table, sometimes with her ankles shackled, to write them out; this supplies 
the master, of course, with abundant materials which may be used by him to make 
her further and more helplessly his; sometimes the girl attempts to deceive the 
master; it is not difficult to detect inauthenticity in such matters; she is then 
beaten; too, she may at times be ordered to invent fantasies, sometimes of a certain 
type; these, too, for she has invented them, are, to an astute master, instructive; 
these intellectual, emotional exercises, performed by the girl under a condition of 
slavery, particularly if coupled with an enforced exercise regime, posings under 
male surveillance, and such, can do much to sensitize her to her collar; they 
awaken her body and, of equal importance for the Gorean, though not for the 
Earthling, who sees sex with the perception of a hippopotamus, as a matter of 
body rubbings, her fantastic imagination and mind; she becomes curious, soon, 
about the deeper implications of what she is, a mere article of her master’s 
property; then, with authority, with assurance and power, to the depth and height 
of her mind and imagination she is taught; the slave girl experiences a paradox of 
freedom; the free woman is physically
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free, but miserable, fighting to be what she is not; the slave girl, physically in 
bondage, even to the collar, sometimes chains, is given no choice by men but to be 
totally and precisely what she is, slave; such women, the slave girls, interestingly, 
are almost always joyful and vital; they are, paradoxically, in their feelings and 
emotions, liberated; they are not pinched, not psychologically restrained; why this 
should be I do not know; to see such women, their heads high, their eyes bright, 
their bodies, their movements, beautiful, as no Earth woman would dare to be, is 
quite pleasurable; some of them are so insolent, so proud of their collars, that I 
have cuffed them to my feet to remind them that they are only slaves.
It had been fortunate for us that the girl’s brand had been relatively fresh, that she 
had been marked in the house of Samos and not on Teletus.
This made it more plausible that she was a recent prize, abducted, as I had averred 
to the metal worker, from the camp of a slaver. We could, of course, have taken 
another girl from the pens of Samos. This one, however, seemed ideal. She was 
obviously untrained, a clumsy wench, as stupid and raw, aside from a few rapings, 
as an uncooked piece of bosk meat, new to slavery. Furthermore, ideally, she 
could not yet speak Gorean. She could, thus, do nothing to betray or confound, 
inadvertently or otherwise, by word or glance, our plans. She knew nothing. She 
was only a part of my disguise. Nonetheless it was with pleasure that I snapped the 
collar, marked in the name of Hakim of Tor, as she, kneeling, naked, looked up at 
me in anger, on the small, lovely throat of the former Miss Priscilla Blake-Allen, 
of Earth.
But when I descended the narrow gangplank of the dhow, which I took upstream 
from Kasra to the village port of Kurtzal, it was not as a tarnsman. The tarn I had 
sold in Kasra, for four golden tarn disks. I wore now the rags of a drover of kaiila. 
Bent over, carrying a grossly woven bag of kaiila-hair cloth, filled with 
accouterments, I set foot on the cracked boards of the Kurtzal dock. Moments later 
I stood inland, ankle deep in the white dust. Following me down the gangplank, 
clad in a black haik, could have been only my companion, the pitiful free woman 
who shared my poverty. The haik, black, covers the woman from head to toe. At 
the eyes, there is a tiny bit of black lace, through which she may see. On her feet 
were soft, black, nonheeled slippers, with curled toes, they were, decorated with a 
line of silver thread.
Beneath the haik none needed know the woman was naked and wore a collar.
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We took a salt wagon, empty, to Tor from Kurtzal.
There was another reason I had brought Miss Blake-Allen, as we may perhaps 
speak of her for purposes of simplicity, to the Tahari districts. Cold, white-skinned 
women are of interest to the men of the Tahari. They enjoy putting them in 
servitude. They enjoy, on their submission mats, turning them into helpless, 
yielding slaves. Too, blue-eyed, blond women are, statistically, rare in the Tahari 
districts. Those that exist there have been imported as slaves. Given her 
complexion and coloring, I thought, and Samos concurred, we could get a good 
price for the wench in Tor, or in the interior, at an oasis market. We had little 
doubt that the men of the Tahari would pay high for the body and person of Miss 
Blake-Allen. It had entered my mind, too, that it might prove most profitable, 
under certain conceivable circumstances, to exchange her for information.
In Kasra I had learned the name, and father, of the boy who had found, in pursuing 
a kaiila, the rock on which had been inscribed ‘Beware the steel tower’. His name 
was Achmed, and his father’s name was Farouk, who was a Kasra merchant. I had 
failed to contact them in Kasra, as I had planned, but I had learned that they were 
in the region of Tor, purchasing kaiila, for a caravan to the kasbah, or fortress, of 
Suleiman, of the Aretai tribe, master of a thousand lances, Ubar of the Oasis of 
Nine Wells.
A merchant passed me, climbing the stones of the street. He wore a striped, 
hooded, sleeved, loose robe, a djellaba. The striping was that of the Teehra, a 
district southwest of Tor, bordering on the Tahari. Following him, in a black haik, 
was a woman. Suddenly I was startled. As she passed me, her stride small and 
measured, I heard the clink of light chain, the sound of ankle bells. She was slave. 
She turned her head, briefly, to look at me; I saw her eyes, dark, through the tiny 
opening in the haik, through the tiny, black-lace screen, about an inch in height 
and four inches in width. Then, with a rustle of the chain, and the tiny music of her 
bells, she turned swiftly, following her master. Beneath the haik, I supposed her 
collared, naked. The use of a light walking chain, tethering the ankles, meant to be 
worn abroad, accompanying the master, incidentally, is not uncommon in the 
regions of the Tahari. A beautifully measured gait is thought, in the Tahari, to be 
attractive in a woman. There is dispute as to the desirable length of the stride, and 
the chain may be adjusted accordingly. To me it seems obvious that one must 
experiment with the given girl. Height and hip structure vary. I resolved to obtain 
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such a set of chains for Miss Blake-Allen. I was curious to see what measure of 
stride would best suit the slave in her. Free women, in the Tahari, incidentally, 
usually, when out of their houses, also measure their stride. Some fasten their own 
ankles together with silken thongs. Some dare even the chain, though they retain 
its key. Free girls, not yet companions, but of an age appropriate for the 
companionship, sometimes signal their availability to possible swains by belling 
their left ankles with a single “virgin bell.” The note of this bell, which is bright 
and clear, is easily distinguished from those of the degrading, sensual bells of the 
slave. Sometimes free girls, two or more of them, as a girlish lark, obtain slave 
bells and, chaining their ankles, dress themselves in their haiks and go about the 
city. Sometimes their girlish amusement does not turn out as they expect. 
Sometimes they find themselves being sold in markets at obscure eases.
There was a great shouting, and, passing through the market gate, I had turned into 
the nest of market streets.
I brushed away two sellers of apricots and spices. “Come with me to the cafe of 
Red Cages,” said a boy, pulling at my sleeve. They receive a copper tarsk for each 
patron they bring through the arched portal of the cafe. I gave the boy a copper 
tarsk, and he sped from me.
I made my way carefully through the crowds.
The vendors come early to the market, leaving their villages outside of Tor in the 
morning darkness, that they may find a yard of pavement, preferably near the 
market gate, to display their wares. I was jostled to one side by two men in 
djellabas. My ankle stung. I had nearly stepped into a basket of plums. Not even 
looking up, a woman had cried out, and, with a stick lashed out, protecting her 
merchandise. “Buy melons!” called a fellow next to her, lifting one of the 
yellowish, red-striped spheres toward me. A boy passed, spitting out the seeds of a 
tospit. The thought of Kamchak, of the Tuchuks, passed through my mind. I 
smiled. Only the rare, long- with melted cheese and nutmeg; hot Bazi tea, sugared, 
and, later, Turian wine. I did not forget the slave, of course. Crusts of bread did I 
throw to the boards before her. It was slave bread, rough and coarse-grained. The 
beauty ate it eagerly. She had not known if she was to be fed that day. Sometimes 
the slave is not fed. This might occur for aesthetic reasons, as, for example, if her 
measurements, which are generally carefully kept, should minutely depart from 
her master’s conception of her ideal curvatures; sometimes merely to remind her 
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of on whom she depends, totally, for her very life; sometimes as a training or 
disciplinary measure; sometimes merely to startle or puzzle her; what has she 
done; she is not told; has she not been sufficiently pleasing; she is not told; the 
girl, frightened, anxious, redoubles her efforts to please in all the thousand spheres 
of her slavery, intellectual, physical and imaginative; no master, it is said, who has 
not denied his girl food knows her; pleasant indeed are the surprises which such a 
fellow, who thought thitherto he knew his girl, upon the completion of the simple 
experiment, receives: the girl’s wits are sharpened; she becomes resourceful, 
helpless, desperate, attentive, inventive; “Feed me, Master,” she begs. “Feed me!” 
at the conclusion of such an experiment, when she is fed, it is always, kneeling 
naked, from his hand. The lesson is not soon forgotten. Few things so impress the 
dominance of a male on a woman, and her dependence on him, as his control of 
her food. This dominance, provided it is absolute, thrills a woman to the core.
I had, from time to time, kept Miss Blake-Allen hungry, giving her only sparing 
rations. I had not, however, by means of food, truly impressed her slavery on her. I 
did not want to bring her to her belly at my feet. That pleasure I would deny 
myself, that it might be reserved for her first full, true master. I wanted to keep 
her, save for some refinements, a free woman of Earth, wearing a collar, until she 
was sold. The delights of making her a true slave girl, completely, in the full sense 
of the word, I would accord to the fellow to whom I would give or sell her. I could 
imagine her, blue-eyed, fairskinned, angry, proud, rebellious determined to be 
untamed, standing naked on his submission mat in his tent. After a week I 
wondered what she would be like.
I turned from the market streets into a street of shops and stalls, the bazaar, which, 
in Tor, is most commonly reached through the market gate.
“The Aretai will act,” I beard one man telling another.
I paused before a given stall, where light, walking chains were being sold. They 
were strung over racks rather like parrot perches. Without much haggling, I 
bought one, which seemed to me pretty. They are adjustable, with rings, from a 
length as small as two inches, for security, to a stride length of about twenty 
inches. Two keys are provided, each of which fits both ankle-ring locks. I also 
purchased a set of slave bells, of the thong as opposed to the lock variety. They are 
less expensive than the lock variety; also, they may be tied at various places on the 
body, about the neck, the wrist, the ankle, about the thigh, about the arm, etc.; it is 
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delightful to bell a girl; she may not remove them, of course, without her master’s 
permission.
I passed by the door of a slaver’s house. High in the house, through one of the 
narrow windows, I saw a girl, looking out. She smiled, and put her arm out 
through the window, waving. Her face pressed against the bars. She was collared. 
I blew her a kiss in the Gorean fashion, brushing it upward to her with my fingers.
I looked into a shop where pottery was being turned. To one side of the wheels, 
along a wall, sitting among many bowls and vessels, a boy, with his finger, was 
carefully applying bluish pigment to a large, two-handled pitcher. When the 
pitcher was placed in the kin this pigment would be burned, hardened, into the 
glaze. The kilns were in the back of the shop.
“The Kavars, even now, are hiring lances,” I heard.
The rugs of Tor are very beautiful. I paused to look upon several of them, hanging 
in stalls, many others, lying on top of one another, in great, shaded piles. It takes 
five girls more than a year to make certain of these rugs. The patterns, memorized 
by the callers, some of them blind, are intricate, and passed down through 
families. They are made on simple looms and the pile is knotted onto the warp and 
weft. Some of these rugs have as many as four hundred knots per square hort. The 
hort is approximately an inch and a quarter in length. Each knot, by a girl, a free 
woman, is tied individually by hand. There are many varieties of such rugs. 
Almost all are incredibly beautiful. The dyes used in the malting of these rugs are, 
on the whole, natural dyes, vegetable dyes, some made from barks and leaves, and 
roots and flowers, others from animal products, crushed insects, etc. At various 
places in the bazaar, from a latticework laid between the buildings, numerous 
skeins of wool hung, dyed in various bright colors, drying. The carders and the 
dyers, incidentally, are subcastes separate from the weavers. All are subcastes of 
the rug makers, which, itself, interestingly, perhaps surprisingly, is accounted 
generally as a subcaste of the cloth workers.
Rug makers themselves, however, usually regard themselves, in their various 
subcastes, as being independent of the cloth workers. A rug maker would not care 
to he confused with a maker of kaftans, turbans or djellabas.
I looked up at skeins of wool hanging from the wooden poles between the flat 
roofs. They were quite colorful. The finest wool, however, is sheared in the spring 
from the bellies of the verr and hurt, and would, accordingly, not be available until 
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later in the season. The wool market, as was to be expected, was now slow.
I passed the door of another slaver’s house. I swung the light walking chain 
casually in my hand. It would look well on the slim ankles of the lovely Miss 
Blake-Allen.
I passed a fellow inlaying wood, and the shop of a silversmith, and stalls filled 
with baskets, some of which, grain baskets, were large enough to hold a man. In 
another place tanned, dyed leathers were hanging, purple, red, yellow. I passed a 
boy in a shop using a bow lathe. He spins the wood with bow and string, held in 
his right hand. He uses his left hand and his right foot to guide the cutting tool. 
Djellabas and burnooses, sleeveless, hooded desert cloaks, were being sold in 
another stall. The burnoose can, as the djellaba cannot, because of the sleeves, be 
thrown back, freeing the arms. One who rides the swift kaiia, who handles the 
scimitar and lance, chooses the burnoose.
I passed another stall, in which mats were being sold. These are used for various 
purposes, sometimes vertically for screens, more normally, horizontally, for sitting 
and sleeping. They can be tightly rolled and occupy little space. Among them I 
saw rough-fibered slave mats, and among those, the coarsest of all, submission 
mats, on which the female slave may be forced to perform for her master.
There were sellers of scarves and sashes, veils and haiks, chalwars and tobes, and 
slippers and kaftans, and cording for agals. Too, there were cloth merchants, with 
their silks and rolls of rep cloth. Cloth is measured in the ah-il, which is the length 
from the elbow to the tip of the middle finger, and the ah-ral, which is ten ah-ils. I 
saw sleeve daggers. I brushed a mat salesman away.
In another stall a slave girl was being vended. I watched her for a time dance 
before me, then I turned away.
I smelled veminium oil.
The petals of veminium, the “Desert Veminium,” purplish, as opposed to the 
“Thentis Veminium,” bluish, which flower grows at the edge of the Tahari, 
gathered in shallow baskets and carried to a still, are boiled in water. The vapor, 
which boils off, is condensed into oil. This oil is used to perfume water. This 
water is not drunk but is used in middle and upper-class homes to rinse the eating 
hand, before and after the evening meal.
At one place, on a stone shelf, under awnings, several girls, chained naked, were 
for sale, interestingly, at set prices. It was a municipal sale, under the jurisdiction 
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of the courts of Tor. One brown-skinned girl, black-eyed, no more than fifteen, 
kneeling, her wrists and ankles tightly chained, looked up at me. She was being 
sold to pay her father’s gambling debts. I purchased her, and freed her.
“Where is your father?” I asked.
“At the gaming tables of the Golden Kaiila,” she wept.
I looked at her. She was comely. I looked to the discarded chains on the stone 
shelf. Other girls there held out their hands to me. I looked again at the girl.
“In another year,” I told her, “you will kneel again on the stone shelf, beneath the 
awnings.” I regarded her. “Then,” I said, regarding her, “you will be too beautiful 
to free.”
“I must hurry home,” she said, “to prepare supper for my father.”
I watched her run, shamed, through the streets. She was lovely. I had little doubt 
that, in time, she would wear slave bells. Even if she were not to be sold by the 
magistracy of Tor I thought it not unlikely that she would fall to the noose of a 
slaver.
“Buy us! Buy us, Master!” cried the other girls on the shelf.
“Be slaves,” I laughed to them, turning away.
They wept. I heard the lash fall among them.
Here and there in the bazaar I made purchases.
Twice I was passed by pairs of guardsmen, in white robes with red sashes and 
scimitars, the police of Tor.
Not five paces behind them I saw a ragged cutpurse cut the wallet of a merchant, 
dropping its contents into his hand and, bowing and whining, twist away in the 
crowd. The merchant huffed away. The fellow had done it neatly. I recalled a girl 
named Tina, once of Lydius, now of Port Kar. She, too, had
been an excellent thief. My own coins I kept in belt pockets, within my robes, save 
for a small wallet at my side. I went about Tor now as a traveler from Turia, a 
small merchant. I checked the wallet at my side. It was intact.
Some other thieves had not done so well in the bazaar. Several right hands, 
severed, were nailed to a board on which salt prices were affixed.
There were no feminine hands on the board. A female thief in Tor, even on the 
first offense, is immediately reduced to slavery.
I glanced behind me. For the second time I saw four men, the same four. But they 
were only four.
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I stood aside as a chain of male slaves was herded by, with spear butts. They were 
bound for the brine pits of the Tahari, whence comes most of the caravan salt. I 
expected that less than half of them would reach the pits. Heavy collars, with 
rings, they wore about their necks. A heavy chain, running through the rings, 
linked them together by the throat. Their wrists, manacled, were behind their 
backs. They were naked. Men spit at them as they were herded past.
Miss Blake-Allen was no longer in my compartment. She was now in the public 
pens of Tor. On the morning of the second day, in the process of my work for 
Priest-Kings, I had entered the shaded offices of the municipal slave master of
Tor.
“Stand here,” I told Miss Blake-Allen, indicating a place in the center of the floor, 
before the desk of the slave master. She stood where I had indicated. “Remove 
your slippers,” I told her. She slipped from the slippers, black with silver thread. 
She was now barefoot. The slave master came around to the front of his desk. He 
leaned back against it, sitting on its edge. “Remove the haik,” I told the girl. She 
removed the garment. She stood between us, nude.
The slave master regarded her. Then he walked about her, slowly. She stood 
straight, a female examined by a man. She did not look at him. The slave master 
looked at me. I nodded. Her body stiffened, and she shut her eyes, as his hands, 
those of a Gorean flesh appraiser, informed, sensitive, professional, proficient, 
made swift assessment of the textures of her skin, varying at different points on 
the body, the tensilities of her musculature, the varying softness and firmness of 
her, the sweet, complex delights of her lines, the obvious exciting contours of her, 
the more subtle contours, too, the curve at her hip, at her shoulder, her instep, the 
back of her neck; he, too, made test, to her helpless, recoiling horror, of the latent 
pleasures of her, swiftly revealing, then passing over, it noted, the promise of an 
incredible responsiveness; there were tears in her eyes; how precious and 
beautiful, I thought, is a woman, how unsurprising that a vital man, without 
compromise; simply wishes to own such a fantastic, delicious creature, how 
unsurprising that he wishes in the full and glorious heat of his blood to 
overwhelm, devour, dominate and master her. On Gor, of course, men have their 
will, at least with lowly slaves, such as was, against her will, the lovely, 
unfortunate Miss Blake-Allen.
The slave master stepped back from the slave.
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“Kneel,” I told her. She knelt.
“Blond,” said he, “apparently determined to try to remain frigid, blue-eyed, not yet 
tamed, an incredible potential for helpless sexual heat, an incredible potential for 
helpless slave submission, excellent. Do you wish to sell her?”
“Straighten your body Slave,” I told her.
Frightened, Miss Blake-Alien straightened her back, and lifted her head. She knelt 
back on her heels, knees wide, hands on her thighs. It was the position of the 
Pleasure Slave. I had taught her the position. It is one of the first things a good-
looking woman, fallen slave, is taught on Gor.
“Do you wish to sell her?” again inquired the slave master of Tor.
I knew I would not obtain the best price from this office, for the municipal pens 
usually buy cheaply and sell cheaply. They exist primarily as a service for caravan 
masters, buying unsold girls, later retailing them to other merchants, who may be 
short of flesh for the oasis traffic. The municipal pens exist primarily to perform a 
service, not to make profit.
“What would you offer?” I asked.
“Eleven silver tarsks,” he said.
I knew I could get twice that much from a private house.
“Fifteen?” he inquired.
“No,” I smiled, “but your bids are reassuring.”
He smiled. “I did not think you wished to sell her,” he said. “That is why I was as 
honest with you as I was. Now that I know you do not wish to sell her, I will tell 
you that, in my opinion,” he looked down at the kneeling girl, “her potentiality is 
fantastic.”
“I am glad to hear it,” I said. Miss Blake-Allen, in the position of the Pleasure 
Slave, was looking about the room. She could not understand us, for we spoke in 
Gorean. It is perhaps just as well.
The usual buying price of the municipal office was two or three silver tarsks per 
wench. I had learned that Miss Blake-Allen was valuable in the Tahari. This 
pleased me.
I looked at her. She was beautiful. I agreed with the slave master. Doubtless, 
someday, for someone, she would make an excellent slave.
“I wish,” I said, “to board her, and purchase her some training.”
“We cage a wench for a copper tarsk per day,” he said. “Training is extra, but, I 
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think, reasonable.”
“She does not speak Gorean,” I told him.
He smiled. “She will learn swiftly,” he said.
Then the officer and I discussed details of training. He would include in her 
training the regime of the stimulation cage. For the first five nights, following my 
recommendation, she would wear the rope harness. After that it would be used, if 
necessary, for discipline.
“Let her, however,” I said, “meet the eyes of her trainer, and of other males. I do 
not wish her to become the love slave of the first man into whose eyes she is 
permitted to gaze.”
“I understand,” said the man.
“Is there anything else?” I asked.
“Do we have complete food and whip rights over her?” he asked.
“Certainly, “I said.
I then turned to the girl. “What is your name?” I asked her in English.
“Priscilla Blake-Allen,” she said.
I looked at her. Her face went white. “I have no name, Master,” she whispered. “I 
am only a nameless slave,” she whispered.
I thought to myself. Priscilla Blake-Allen. Blake-Allen. Allen. Allen. Allena. Ah-
leh-na. Then I had it. An excellent name, not unknown in the Gorean Tahari.
“I will give you a name,” I said.
She looked at me.
“Alyena,” I told her. The ‘l’ sound in this name is rolled, one of two common “l” 
sounds in Gorean. An English transliteration, though not a perfect one, would be 
rather along the lines of ‘Ahl-yieh-ain-nah,’ where the ‘ain’ is pronounced such 
that it would rhyme with the English expression ‘rain.’ The accent falls on the first 
and third syllable. It is a melodic name. I thought it would improve her price. 
Names are often used by auctioneers. “Here, Noble Gentlemen, for your 
consideration, is the slave girl called Alyena. Regard her! Does she please you? 
Move for the noble gentlemen, Alyena. Display your beauty. Do not such masters 
excite you? Do you not long to serve them? Behold, Gentlemen, Alyena dances 
her beauty for you! How much am I bid for the fair Alyena?”
“Alyena.” whispered the girl.
“Alyena,” I said to her. “Yes, Master.” she said.
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“I am not selling you,” I said. “These are the public pens of Tor. You are here for 
boarding and training. You will begin to learn Gorean. You will learn as a child 
learns, without the benefit of translation. You will learn swiftly. You will also he 
exercised and receive slave instruction.”
“Slave instruction?” she asked.
“Yes,” I said. “Is this clear, Alyena?”
“Yes, Master,” she whispered.
“If you are uncooperative, or slow in your lessons, you may be starved or beaten--
lashed--you understand?”
“Yes, Master,” said the girl, her eyes wide.
I threw a silver tarsk to the official. He clapped his hands. Through a silver 
curtain, of silver strings, came a large, powerful slave girl. She wore a plain iron 
collar, with ring. She wore a halter of leather: she wore a belt of leather; two strips 
of leather girded her, falling to her knees: about her calves, crossing, leather straps 
bound heavy sandals on her feet. In her hand she carried a long supple kaiila quirt 
of leather, about a half inch in width and a yard long.
The large female slave feasted her eyes on the slender, lovely Alyena. Then she 
gestured with her quirt toward the threshold of silver strings. “Hurry, Pretty One,” 
she said to Alyena, in Gorean, harshly.
Miserably, Alyena, understanding what was required of her, fled to the threshold.
There she turned to regard me. The quirt fell, viciously, across her shoulder. 
Crying out with pain, the lovely Alyena turned, and, weeping, stumbling, fled 
through the curtain of silver strings, to the pens of Tor.
“By the way,” I asked the officer, casually, though it was my main reason for 
visiting his office, “there was a girl of interest to me who, I understand it, was 
named Veema, and was at one time one of your guests. I should like to discover 
what became of her. Would you have records on her?”
“Do you know her number in the pens?” asked the officer.

I placed a silver tarsk on the table.
Without taking it he went to a set of heavy, leaved books, bound in heavy, black 
leather, on a nearby shelf.

“She was sold for four tarsks,” said the officer.

“Keep your tarsk,” said the man, wryly. “There is no name given.”

The strips are cut with 
knives, and it requires great skill to cut them. The rein, carefully plaited, is tied 
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through a hole drilled in the right nostril of the kaiila. It passes under the animal’s 
jaw to the left. When one wishes to guide the animal to the left one draws the rein 
left; when one wishes to guide it right one pulls right, drawing the rein over the 
animal’s neck, with pressure against the left cheek. To stop the animal one draws 
back. To start or hasten the animal, one kicks it in the flanks, or uses the long 
kaiila quirt.
I passed one of the wells of Tor. There were steps, broad, flat, worn, in concentric 
circles, leading down to the water. At this time of year eight of the steps were 
uncovered by the water. Many came there for water. I saw children on their hands 
and knees lapping water, women filling jugs, men submerging bags, the air 
bubbling up as the bags filled. Like most water in the Tahari the water of Tor was 
slightly salty and unclear.
Casually glancing about I saw the four men. I assessed them, determining in my 
mind who would be the swiftest, the most dangerous, the leader; who would be the 
next most dangerous; and then the others.

They would look well on the slim ankles of the lovely Alyena, a 
slave girl I was having bearded and trained in the pens of Tor.

I had heard their 
dancers were superb.

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The war kaiila, rearing on its hind legs, its claws, however, sheathed, lunged at the 
other animal, its clawed back feet thrusting with an explosion of sand away from 
the ground; the long neck darted forward, the long, graceful head, its fanged jaws 
bound shut with leather, struck at the man astride the other beast. He thrust the 
jaws away with the buckler, and, rearing in the stirrups of his high saddle, slashed 
at me with the leather-sheathed, curved blade.

After coming from the tents of Farouk of Kasra, outside the walls of Tor, I was 
returning late to my compartment, which lay in the district of tenders and drovers.

Now I must rest, for I must be up at dawn. In the morning there were various 
preparations to be made. Among them, I must pick up a girl from the public pens 
of Tor. Achmed, the son of Farouk, would be waiting for me at the south gate of 
the city. We would join the caravan of Farouk on the trail, probably before noon.
I hoped there would not be war between the Kavars and the Aretai. It would not 
make my work easy.
I hoped to obtain supplies, and a guide, at the Oasis of Nine Wells. It was held, I 
recalled, by Suleiman, master of a thousand lances, Suleiman of the Aretai.
I then turned and began to climb the narrow wooden stairs to my compartment. I 
had heard the last, I conjectured, of the water carrier, he called Abdul.

The caravan moved slowly.
I turned my kaiila, and, kicking its flanks, urged it down the long line of laden 
animals.
With my scimitar tip I lifted aside a curtain.
The girl, startled, cried out. She sat within, her knees to the left, her ankles 
together, her weight partly on her hands, to the right, on the small, silk-covered 
cushion of the frame. It was semicircular and about a yard in width at its widest 
point. The superstructure of the frame rose about four feet above the frame at its 
highest point, inclosing, as in an open-fronted, flat-bottomed, half globe, its 
occupant. This frame, however, was covered completely with layers of white rep 
cloth, to reflect the sun, with the exception of the front, which was closed with a 
center-opening curtain, also of white rep-sloth. The wood of the frame is tem-
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wood. It is light. It is carried by a pack kaiila, strapped to the beast, and steadied 
on both sides by braces against the pack blankets. This frame is called, in Gorean, 
the kurdah. It is used to transport women, either slave or free, in the Tahari. The 
girl was not chained within the kurdah. There is no need for it. The desert serves 
as cage.
“Veil yourself,” I laughed.
Angrily Alyena, the former Miss Priscilla Blake-Allen of Earth, took the tiny, 
triangular yellow veil, utterly diaphanous, and held it before her face, covering the 
lower portion of her face. The veil was drawn back and she held it at her ears. The 
light silk was held across the bridge of her nose, where, beautifully, its porous, 
yellow sheen broke to the left and right. Her mouth, angry, was visible behind the 
veil. It, too, covered her chin. The mouth of a woman, by men of the Tahari, and 
by Goreans generally, is found extremely provocative, sexually. The slave veil is a 
mockery, in its way. It reveals, as much as conceals, yet it adds a touch of subtlety, 
mystery; slave veils are made to be torn away, the lips of the master then crushing 
those of the slave.
Aside from her veil, and her collar, in the kurdah, she was stark naked.
She held the veil before her face. I saw her eyes, very blue, over the yellow.
“At least now,” I said to her, “you are not face-stripped.”
Her eyes flashed.
“Shameless!” I said.
She held the veil to her face.
“Fasten it,” I said, “and wear it in the kurdah. Should I find you again so 
shamelessly unveiled, without my permission, you will be lashed.”
“Yes. Master.” she said, and, holding the veil with one hand, groped on the 
cushion for the tiny golden string with which she might fasten it upon her. With 
the scimitar tip I let the curtain of rep-cloth fall, concealing her again in the 
kurdah.
I laughed as I spun the kaiila, hearing her utter a tiny cry of rage inside the kurdah.
I did not doubt, however, but what the next time I opened the curtain of the kurdah 
it would be a veiled slave I would encounter therein.
Alyena was very lovely, though she had much to learn. She had not yet even been 
whipped. That detail, however, unless she displeased me, I would leave to her new 
master, to he to whom I would eventually give or sell her.

The sand kaiila, or desert kaiila, is a kaiila, and handles similarly, but it is not 
identically the same animal which is indigenous, domestic and wild, in the middle 
latitudes of Gor’s southern hemisphere; that animal, used as a mount by the 
Wagon Peoples, is not found in the northern hemisphere of Gor; there is obviously 
a phylogenetic affinity between the two varieties, or species; I conjecture, though I 
do not know, that the sand kaiila is a desert-adapted mutation of the subequatorial 
stock; both animals are lofty, proud, silken creatures, long-necked and smooth-
gaited; both are triply lidded, the third lid being a transparent membrane, of great 
utility in the blasts of the dry storms of the southern plains or the Tahari; both 
creatures are comparable in size, ranging from some twenty to twenty-two hands 
at the shoulder; both are swift; both have incredible stamina; under ideal 
conditions both can range six hundred pasangs in a day; in the dune country, of 
course, in the heavy, sliding sands, a march of fifty pasangs is considered good; 
both, too, I might mention, are high-strung, vicious-tempered animals; in pelt the 
southern kaiila ranges from a rich gold to black; the sand kaiila, on the other hand, 
are almost all tawny, though I have seen black sand kaiila; differences, some of 
them striking and important, however, exist between the animals; most notably, 
perhaps, the sand kaiila suckles its young; the southern kaiila are viviparous, but 
the young, within hours after birth, hunt, by instinct; the mother delivers the young 
in the vicinity of game; whereas there is game in the Tahari, birds, small 
mammals, an occasional sand sleen, and some species of tabuk, it is rare; the 
suckling of the young in the sand kaiila is a valuable trait in the survival of the 
animal; kaiila milk, which is used, like verr milk, by the peoples of the Tahari, is 
reddish, and has a strong, salty taste; it contains much ferrous sulphate; a similar 
difference between the two animals, or two sorts of kaiila, is that the sand kaiila is 
omnivorous, whereas the southern kaiila is strictly carnivorous; both have storage 
tissues; if necessary, both can go several days without water; the southern kaiila 
also, however, has a storage stomach, and can go several days without meat; the 
sand kaiila, unfortunately, must feed more frequently: some of the pack animals in 
a caravan are used in carrying fodder; whatever is needed, and is not available 
enroute, must be carried; sometimes, with a mounted herdsman, caravan kaiila are 
released to hunt tabuk; a more trivial difference between the sand kaiila and the 
southern kaiila is that the paws of the sand kaiila are much broader, the digits even 
webbed with leathery fibers, and heavily padded, than those of its southern 
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counterpart.
I returned to my place in the caravan line.
In the Tahari there is an almost constant wind. It is a hot wind, but the nomads and 
the men who ply the Tahari welcome it. Without it, the desert would be almost 
unbearable, even to those with water and whose bodies are shielded from the sun.
I listened to the caravan bells, which sound is pleasing. The kaiila moved slowly.
Prevailingly, the wind in the Tahari blows from the north or northwest. There is 
little to fear from it, except, in the spring, should it rise and shift to the east, or, in 
the fall, should it blow westward.
We were moving through hilly country, with much scrub brush. There were many 
large rocks strewn about. Underfoot there was much dust and gravel.
On the shaded sides of some rocks, and the shaded slopes of hills, here and there, 
grew stubborn, brownish patches of verr grass. Occasionally we passed a water 
hole, and the tents of nomads. About some of these water holes there were a dozen 
or so small trees, flahdah trees, like hat-topped umbrellas on crooked sticks, not 
more than twenty feet high; they are narrow branched, with lanceolate leaves. 
About the water, little more than muddy, shallow ponds, save for the flahdahs, 
nothing grew; only dried, cracked earth, whitish and buckled, for a radius of more 
than a quarter of a pasang, could be found; what vegetation there might have been 
had been grazed off, even to the roots; one could place one’s hand in the cracks in 
the earth; each crack adjoins others to constitute an extensive reticulated pattern; 
each square in this pattern is shallowly concave. The nomads, when camping at a 
watering place, commonly pitch their tent near a tree; this affords them shade; also 
they place and hang goods in the branches of the tree, using it for storage.
From time to time the caravan stopped and, boiling water over tiny fires, we made 
tea.
At a watering hole, from a nomad, I purchased Alyena a brief second-hand, black-
and-white-striped, rep-cloth slave djellaba. It came high on her thighs. This was 
that she would have something in which to sleep. She was permitted to wear it 
only for sleep. I slept her at my feet. I taught her to pitch a tent, and cook, and 
perform many useful services for a man.
At night, when the caravan made camp, I would lift Alyena from the kurdah, and, 
sweeping her across the saddle and lowering her, drop her to her feet in the gravel.
“Find Aya,” I would tell her. “Beg her to put you to work.” Aya was one of the 
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slave women of Farouk.
Once she had dared to say to me, “But Aya makes me do all her work!”
I kicked the kaiila toward her, and she was buffeted from her feet rolling in the 
gravel, and then lay, hands shielding her face, on her back beneath the very paws 
of the beast, it hissing and stamping, scratching at the gravel about her.
“Hurry!” I told her.
She scrambled to her feet, and fled to Aya. “I hurry, Master!” she cried. 
Inadvertently, she had cried in Gorean. I was pleased.
Of course Aya exploited her. It was my intention that she should. But, too, Aya, 
with her kaiila strap, continued her lessons in Gorean. Too, she taught her skills 
useful to a Tahari female, the making of ropes from kaiila hair, the cutting and 
plaiting of reins, the weaving of cloth and mats, the decoration and beading of 
leather goods, the use of the mortar and pestle, the use of the grain quern, the 
preparation and spicing of stews, the cleaning of verr and, primarily when we 
camped near watering holes in the vicinity of nomads, the milking of verr and 
kaiila. Too, she was taught the churning of milk in skin bags.
“She is making me learn the labors of a free woman,” once had complained 
Alyena to me.
I had gestured her to her knees. “You are a poor sort,” L told her. “To a nomad I 
may sell you. In his tent the heavy labors of the free woman will doubtless be 
yours, in addition to the labors of a slave.”
“I would have to work as a free woman,” she whispered, “and yet be also a 
slave?”
“Yes,” I said.
She shuddered. “Sell me to a rich man,” she begged.
“I will sell you, or give you, or loan you, or rent you,” I said, “to whomsoever I 
please.”
“Yes, Master,” she said, angrily.
At night, around the campfire, I knelt her behind me, her wrists braceleted behind 
her. By hand I fed her. On me she depended for her food.
I listened to the caravan bells. I pulled the burnoose down about my face, shading 
my eyes.
The movements of the men of the Tahari are, during the hours of heat, usually 
slow, almost languid or graceful. They engage in little unnecessary movement.

They do not, if they can help it, overheat themselves. They sweat as little as 
possible, which conserves body fluid. Their garments are loose and voluminous, 
yet closely woven. The outer garment when in caravan, usually the burnoose, is 
almost invariably white. This color reflects the rays of the sun. The looseness of 
the garments, acting as a bellows in movement, circulates air about the body, 
which air, circulating, over the damp skin, cools the body by evaporation: the 
close weave of the garment is to keep the moisture and water, as much as possible, 
within the garment, preferably condensing back on the skin. There are two 
desiderata, which are crucial in these matters; the first is to minimize perspiration: 
the second is to retain as much moisture, lost through perspiration, as is possible 
on the body.
I was growing drowsy, lulled by the bells, the even gait of the kaiila.
On a rise, pushing back the burnoose, I stood in my stirrups and looked back. I 
saw the end of the caravan, more than a pasang away. It wound, slowly, 
gracefully, through the hills. At its very end came a man on a single kaiila. From 
time to time, he dismounted, gathering shed kaiila hair and thrusting it in bags at 
his saddle. The kaiila, unlike the verr and hurt, is never sheared. When it sheds its 
hair, however, the hair may be gathered, and, depending on the hair, various cloths 
can be made from it. There is a soft, fine hair, the most prized, which grows on the 
belly of the animal; there is an undercoating of hair, soft but coarser, which is used 
for most cloth; and there are the long, outer hairs. These, though still soft and 
pliant, are, comparatively, the most coarse. The hairs of this coat are used 
primarily for rope and tent cloth.
I scanned the horizon. I saw nothing.
Once more I lowered myself into the saddle. Again I drew the hood of the 
burnoose about my face. I shut my eyes against the reflection of the sun from the 
dust, the gravel and rocks. I removed my slippers after a time, and thrust them 
under the girth strap. I put my feet against the neck of the kaiila.
I listened to the kaiila bells.
Alyena was learning Gorean quickly. This pleased me. When I had picked her up 
at the pens of Tor, she had been there for fourteen days, almost three Gorean 
weeks. I had asked, of course, for a report on her from the slave master, who had 
consulted his records. She had been placed, of course, as I had requested, in a 
stimulation chamber; the first five nights the rope harness had been used, as I had

specified; it had not been used thereafter for discipline, however, as the girl had 
been cooperative and diligent; furthermore, her attention and efforts were such 
that it had not been deemed necessary either to deny her food or put her under the 
whip; she had not been starved; she had not been lashed.
The first Gorean words the Earth girl had been taught, and she had learned them in 
the pens of Samos of Port Kar, were “La Kajira,” which means, “I am a slave 
girl.”
“The barbarian,” said the slave master, “is highly intelligent, as the intelligence of 
females goes, but, strangely, her body is stupid; its muscles seem locked together.”
“Have you heard of Earth?” I asked.
“Yes,” he said. “I have heard of it.” He looked at me. “Is there truly such a place,” 
he asked.
“Yes.” I told him.
“I had thought it might be mythical,” he said.
“No,” I told him.
“I have had girls in the pens.” he said, “who have claimed to have been from there. 
Some have begged me to return them to Earth.”
“What did you do with them?” I asked.
“I whipped them,” he said, “and they were silent. Interestingly, I have never had a 
girl who claimed to be from Earth, who had been fully owned, who wished to 
return. Indeed, it is enough merely to threaten such 1 girl with return to Earth to 
make them do anything.” He smiled. “They love their collars.”
“Only in a collar can a woman be truly free.” I said. It was a Gorean saying. 
History on Earth, long ago, had taken a turning away from the body, from nature, 
from the needs of men and women, from genetically linked psyche-biological 
realities; this turning away, ultimately and inevitably, had produced an unloved, 
exploited, polluted planet swarming with miserable populations of unhappy, petty, 
self-seeking, frustrated animals, the human being of Earth had no Home Stone; 
this turning away had never taken place on the planet Gor.
“The girl, then,” said the slave master, referring to Alyena, “is an Earth girl.”
“Yes,” I said, “she is an Earth girl, brought here, like many others, by slave ship.”
“Interesting,” he said.
“Over several years,” I said, “entire sets of her muscles have become habituated to 
moving in mechanistic, conjoint patterns, like the parts of machines, other 
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muscles, perhaps partly atrophied, were not used at all.”
“We have subjected her to an intense exercise program,” said the man, “but we 
have had little success. She does not yet feel as a female, so she does not yet move 
as a female. I think she does not yet know what it is to be a female.”
“That,” I said, “she will learn from a man.”
“Are all the women of Earth like that?” asked the man.
“Many,” I said, “not all.”
“It must be a dreary place,” said the man.
“On Earth,” I said, “women try to be identical with men.”
“Why should that be?” asked the man.
“Perhaps because there are few men,” I said.
“The male population is small?” he asked.
“There are many males,” I said, “but few men.”
“I find this hard to understand,” said the slave master.
I smiled. “The distinction,” I said, “makes little sense to a Gorean.”
He shrugged.
“I do not blame the males,” I said, “nor the females. Both are fellow victims. In 
virtue of historical factors, social, institutional and technological, having to do 
with the development of a given world, the male, from the cradle, is programmed 
with antimasculine values, taught to distrust his instincts, to hate and fear them, 
and, ideally, to revel in his de-masculinization. He lives miserably, of course, 
unfulfilled, frustrated, subject to hideous diseases, and has little to console himself 
with other than the ignorant servility with which he has worn his chains, taking 
smug, righteous pride in his allegiance to them.”
“On such a world, then, women have won?” asked the man.
“No,” I said, “the machine has won. Women, too, have lost.”
“Surely, someday on Earth,” said the man, “the males will dare to be men?”
“I do not think so,” I said, “save for rare individuals. The process of teaching, 
unconscious, subtle, pervasive, is too effective. It is not unusual for a woman to 
fear her womanhood; what is less generally recognized is that many men fear their 
own manhood; they conceal their blood; they pretend it does not exist; it is even 
dangerous, in such a society, to suggest that men consider honesty in such matters, 
to suggest that they dare to be men, to suggest that they might, if they wished, tear 
away their own chains. The weakest, the most trapped among them, are often the 
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first, with hysteria, knowing they themselves are not strong enough to take their 
rightful freedoms, and envying others they fear might have the strength, to 
denounce such modest suggestions.”
“The weak,” said the man, “are always those who fear the strong.”
“They fear, not strangely, a world in which not everyone is like themselves.”
“Let all be weak, for I am weak,” smiled the man.
“Yes, “I said.
“And what of the women?” asked the man.
“They attempt to imitate the masculinity they do not find in men,” I said.
“Grotesque,” said the man.
“It is depressing,” I said. “Let us see the slave.”
The slave master clapped his hands, then called through the silver curtain. 
“92,683,” he said.
“She has a bit more fluidity, more sensuality, in her body movement now,” he 
said. “She moves somewhat better than she did. Here are her exercises.” He thrust 
a sheet of paper to me. I looked at it. They were familiar exercises, slave-female: 
exercises, designed to keep a girl supple, loose, vital, fit, for her master. “You are 
familiar with matters of diet?” he asked.
“Yes,” I said. The diet of the slave girl was regulated with the same attention and 
care as that which a man of Earth would bestow on his prize hunting dogs, or 
otherwise esteemed domestic animals. Caloric intake was supervised with 
particular care. A common problem with slave girls was petty thievery, as they 
attempted to steal pastries or sweets. Many slave girls have a craving for sweets. 
These are commonly kept from them. A girl might have to perform superbly for 
hours before her master before he, in his generosity, would consent to throw her a 
candy.
“Her body, of course,” said the man, “is now much more alive to the world about 
her.”
The stimulation chamber would have accomplished this. Now her skin would be 
much more aware of such tiny things as a change in air movement in a room, 
temperature, humidity, and such; also she would now be more keenly sensitive to 
differences in textures with which her body might come in contact, such as the 
granulation of the stones on which her feet walked, whether there was slight 
moisture on tiles, the fall of silk, in different varieties, on her shoulder, the precise 
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feeling of the pile of a rug beneath her thigh, the exact feeling of a strap cinched 
on her body, the exact feeling of slave bracelets, cool and inflexible, on her small 
wrists. Her entire body would, now, be alive, an organ of touch, a sheet of 
sentience and vitality. I was satisfied. It was a step toward sensuality.
“The slave, 92683,” said a woman’s voice.
Through the strings of the silver curtain emerged the girl. “Kneel here, little 
Alyena,” said the slave master, in Gorean.
I observed as the girl knelt. I thought the slave master too modest. Subtly, but 
unmistakably, she was a different girl. She still had far to go, but there was no 
doubt as to the fact that improvement had heed wrought in her. Interestingly, I 
sensed that the girl did not really understand certain changes, which had been 
brought about in her. Doubtless she still thought herself the identical girl who had 
been placed in the pens. Certain of these changes, mostly in movements, and ways 
of holding the body, are, sometimes, unconscious concomitants of the training of 
the girl: they accompany, as pleasant consequences, a latent value, other forms of 
training which have rather different manifest objectives. An obvious example is 
the stimulation-chamber training, which is overtly, concerned with honing a 
physical and psychological responsiveness to surface sensation, this 
responsiveness, however, is reflected in the entire attitude, and expressions, of the 
girl. One does not, so to speak, train the girl to “look vital”; rather one makes her 
vital; she then, perhaps without even understanding it, or thinking about it, looks 
vital.
The girl knelt before the desk of the slave master. I sat to one side, in a curule 
chair. She knelt obediently, beautifully, as a pleasure slave. She was in the 
presence of free men. I saw her eyes briefly close, relishing the feel of the stone 
floor, as she knelt back on her heels, on her knees and the tops of her toes; I saw 
her body straighten itself, exposing itself, drinking in the atmosphere of the room. 
Her eyes were very much alive, very blue. She looked irritated.
“What about such things,” I asked the slave master, “as giving pleasure to men.”
“We have shown her some simple things,” he said, “about all she is now capable 
of.”
“Have you taught her to dance?” I asked.
“She is not yet ready to dance,” said the slave master.
I looked at the girl, to detect how much of the conversation, in Gorean, she 
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understood. Her grasp was imperfect. “Stand, Girl,” I said to her in Gorean.
Gracefully she stood. I observed her.
“Bracelets!” I said in Gorean, harshly.
The girl snapped to position, hands behind the small of her back, head lifted, chin 
up, turned to the left. In such a posture she may be conveniently put in bracelets, 
and leashed.
“Kneel,” I told her. Again she knelt, in the position of the pleasure slave.
To one side, her arms folded, the quirt in her hand, in leather strips and halter, 
with collar and ring, with high-laced sandals, stood the large female slave, who 
had originally conducted the girl from the room, and had brought her back today. 
She smiled.
I pointed to the stones at my feet. “Crawl,” I said, in Gorean.
The girl slipped to her belly, and, as a slave girl, crawled to my feet. She put her 
lips to my foot; I felt her hair over it. “Return,” I told her. On her belly, head 
down, she returned to where she had knelt.
“Kneel,” I said.
Again she knelt in the position of the pleasure slave. Her eyes wire angry.
Excellent, I thought to myself.
“She has been diligent?” I asked the slave master.
“Yes,” he said.
I smiled. The girl had fallen into the rebellion of compliance. To avoid the 
deprivation of food, the whip, she obeyed perfectly, but outwardly. She was trying 
to retain an island in which she would be her own mistress. She thought she was 
deceiving us. I did not see that it was mine to do, but doubtless, in time, her 
master, when he wished, would shatter her, taking this island from her, making her 
completely a slave. For now, I thought I would let her think she was fooling us. 
Later, when a master wished, he would, when it pleased him, to her horror, break 
her totally to his will.
I had little doubt that the lovely Alyena would one day, in the arms of a strong 
man, for whom I was saving her; become a true slave, adoringly and vulnerably 
the property of her master.
I glanced to the large female slave, with the quirt, standing near the silver curtain.
“Why are you not in slave silk?” I asked her.
Her eyes flashed. Her hand clenched on the quirt.
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“She is useful in the pens,” said the slave master. “She terrorizes feminine girls.”
I turned to Alyena. “What do you think,” I asked, in English, “of the female 
slave?”
“I fear her,” whispered small, lovely Alyena.
“Why,” I asked.
“She is so strong, so hard,” said Alyena.
“What you fear in her.” I said, “is masculinity, but it is not a true masculinity; it is 
fraudulent.” I looked down at her. “The masculinity you must learn to fear,” I told 
her, “is the masculinity of men.”
“She is a match for any man,” said Alyena. Her eyes shone with pride.
I turned to the slave master. “Fetch a male slave,” I said.
One was brought. He was not a large fellow. He was however, an inch or so taller 
than the female slave.
“You certify to me,” said I to the slave master, “that this man is neither clumsy nor 
stupid, nor drunk, nor an instructor in combat intent upon increasing the 
confidence of his pupils.”
“It is so certified,” he smiled. “He is used in cleaning the pens. He is a drover who 
falsified the quality-markings on spice crates.”
I placed a copper tarn disk on the desk of the slave master. “Fight,” I said to the 
slaves.
“Fight,” said the slave master.
The man looked puzzled. With a cry of rage, shrill and vicious, the female slave 
leapt toward him, slashing him across the face with the quirt. She struck him twice 
before he, angry, took the quirt from her and threw it aside.
“Do not anger me,” he told her.
He turned and caught her kick on his left thigh. She leapt at him, fingers like 
claws, to tear out his eyes. He seized her wrists. He turned her about. She could 
not move. Then, with considerable force, as she cried out with misery, he flung 
her, the length of her body, belly front, against the stone wall. He then stepped 
back, jerked her ankles from under her and flung her to the stones, and knelt 
across her back.

He poised his thumbs, 
held downward, over her eyes.
“I am a woman at your mercy,” she wept. “Please, Master, do not hurt me!”
He looked to the slave master. The slave master came to where the woman lay. He 
looked down at her. He called two slaves from behind the silver curtain. They 
looked down at the woman. Then the slave master said, “Put her in slave silk, and 
give her to male slaves.”
She was freed of the cord binding her ankles to her collar ring.
She was jerked to her feet, and held there; she could not stand by herself for her 
feet were still crossed and bound. “Who are the masters,” asked the slave master 
of her.
The woman, hair before her face, held upright by men, looked at Alyena. The 
woman trembled. “Men,” she whispered. “Men are the masters.” Alyena’s face 
turned white.
The woman was carried from the room, to the pens. For a silver tarsk I purchased 
the male slave, and freed him. “Stand,” I said to Alyena, who was trembling.
I put the walking chains on her, which I had purchased a few days ago in the 
bazaar.
I looked down into her eyes. “Who are the masters?” I asked.
She looked up at me, angrily. Then she said, “Men--men are the masters.”

I lifted my head.
I smelled it, somewhere near. But I saw nothing. I tensed. I sat against the stone 
wall, formed of heavy blocks. I pulled my head out from the wall, but it would not 
move far. To the heavy collar of iron, to each of its two, heavy welded rings, one 
on each side, there was fastened a short chain, fixed to a ring and plate, bolted 
through the drilled stone. My hands, each, were manacled to the wall, too, on short 
chains, to my left and right. I was naked. My ankles, in close chains, were fastened 
to another ring, in the floor, before me, it, too, on a plate, bolted through the floor 
block.

I 
heard a kaiila pass, its paws thudding in the sand. I heard kaiila bells, from afar, a 
man shouting. Nothing seemed amiss. I detected the odor of kort rinds, matted, 
drying, on the stones, where they had been scattered from my supper the evening 
before. Vints, insects, tiny, sand-colored, covered them: On the same rinds, taking 
and eating vints, were two small cell spiders. Outside the door I could smell 
cheese. The smell, too, of Bazi tea was clear. I heard the guard move, drowsy, on 
his chair outside the door. I could smell his sweat, and the veminium water he had 
rubbed about his neck.
Then I sat back against the stones. It seemed I had been mistaken.
I closed my eyes. “Surrender Gor,” had come the message, presumed from the 
steel worlds. “Surrender Gor.” And, earlier, months ago, a caravan boy, Achmed, 
the son of the merchant, Farouk of Kasra, had found the inscription on a rock, 
“Beware the steel tower.” There had been, too, the message girl, Veema, whose 
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very body had borne the warning, “Beware Abdul.” I thought little of that now, 
however, for Abdul had been the water carrier in Tor, surely a minor agent of 
Others, the Kurii, little to be feared, no more than a gnat in the desert. I had not 
chosen to press the juices from the body of that insect. I had let him flee in terror. I 
still did not know, however, who had sent the warning, “Beware Abdul.” I smiled. 
There seemed little reason to beware of such a nonentity.
On the tip to Nine Wells, in the company of Achmed; his father, Farouk; Shakar, 
captain of the Aretai; Hamid, his lieutenant, and a guard of fifteen riders, I had 
seen the stone, led to it by Achmed.

The stone, however, remained, and the message scratched upon it. It was scratched 
in Taharic, the lettering of the Tahari peoples. Their language is Gorean, but they, 
like certain other groups, usually isolated groups, did not use the common Gorean 
script. I had studied the Taharic alphabet. Since the alphabet is correlated with 
Gorean phonemes, it is speedily mastered, little more than an incomplete cipher, 
by one who knows Gorean.

Some Taharic scholars, purists, 
refuse to countenance vowel signs, regarding their necessity as a convenience for 
illiterates.

Instantly was his scimitar unsheathed, the reflex of a desert warrior. He did not 
look upon the gruesome sight which lay upon the stones at his feet. Rather did he, 
with one lightning glance, examine the room.
“Unsheath your weapons,” cried he to his daunted men. Some of them were 
unable to take their eyes from what lay on the stones. With the flat of his blade he 
struck more than one of them. “Back to back,” he said. “Stand ready!” Then he 
said, “Block the door!”
He looked within the cell. I saw him, outside. I was chained in a sitting position. I 
could not pull far against the ring of my ankle irons for my back was against the 
wall; I could not pull forward, nor to the side, from the wall because of the chains 
on my collar; my hands wire chained down and toward the wall, on each side, 
back from my body; I could, by the intention of my captors, exert little leverage; I 
was perfectly chained. Ibn Saran smiled. “Tal,” said he. I was his prisoner. “Tal,” 
said I. I could see his scimitar.
“What could have done this horrible thing?” asked one of his men.
“I was warned of this,” said Ibn Saran.
“A Djinn?” asked one of the men.
“Smell it?” said Ibn Saran. “Smell it! It is still here!”
I heard the Kur breathing, near me.
“Block the door!” said Ibn Saran.
The two men by the door, who had been standing there, looked about themselves, 
brandishing their scimitars, frightened.
“Do not fear, my fellows,” said Ibn Saran. “This is not a Djinn. It is a creature of 
flesh and blood. But be wary! Be wary!” He then formed his men into a line, 
against the far wall of the outer room, that into which the threshold gave access. “I 
had warning of this possibility,” he said. “It has now occurred. Do not fear. It can 
be met.”
The men looked to one another, wild-eyed.
“Upon my signal,” said Ibn Saran, speaking in swift: Gorean, “attacking in a line, 
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slash every inch of this room. He who first makes contact, let him cry out, and the 
others, then, must converge on that spot, cutting, as it were, the very air into 
pieces.”
One of the men looked at him. “There is nothing here,” he whispered.
Ibn Saran, scimitar poised, smiled. “It is here,” he said. “It is here.” Then suddenly 
he cried, “Ho!” and leapt forward, the blade, in rapid, diagonal figure-eight 
strokes, backhand upswept, shallowly curved, blade turning, forehand descending, 
shallowly curved, tracing its razor pattern. His right, booted foot stamped forward, 
his body turned to the left, minimizing target, his head to the right, maximizing 
vision, his rear foot at right angles to the attack line, maximizing leverage, 
assuring balance. His men, some of them timidly thrusting out, poking, touching, 
followed him. “There is nothing here, noble master,” said one of them.
Ibn Saran stood in the threshold of the cell. “It is in the cell,” he said.
I observed the scimitar. It was a wickedly curved blade. On such a blade, I knew, 
silk dropped, should the blade be moved, would fall parted to the floor. Even a 
light stroke of such a blade, falling across an arm, would drop through the flesh, 
leaving its incised record, a quarter of an inch deep, in the bone beneath.

With a cry, thrusting through the threshold of the cell, then slashing about, he 
leaped into the cell. His men, frightened, sped into the cell behind him, and, white-
faced, backed themselves against the wall in a line behind him. No longer was the 
outer threshold, that opening onto the twisting, ascending stairs, guarded. The door 
to the cell, however, by Ibn Saran, was.
“There is nothing here, Master!” cried one of the men.
“This is madness!”
“It is gone,” I told Ibn Saran.

Men shrank 
back, “Save me!” cried the man. “Help!”
Abruptly, horribly, had he seemed, from his feet, sideways, to hurtle upward. Ten 
feet in the air, against the stones of the ceiling, twisting, crying out, screaming, he 
writhed.
“Help me!” he cried.
“Do not break your position,” said Ibn Saran. “Hold position!”
“Please!” wept the man.
“Hold position!” said Ibn Saran.
Then the man, the sleeves of his garments, above his elbows, tight to his body, 
was slowly lowered.
“Please!” he said.
Then he cried out, a short cry, brief; there was a sound, exploding, velvet-soft, like 
a bubble of air being forced up ward through water; the side of his neck had been 
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bittern way; arterial blood, driven by the blind pump of the heart, pulsed.
“Hold position!” cried Ibn Saran,

have been hurled against them. In the breaking of their formation the Kur would 
have slipped away.

Suddenly there was a scrambling sound and I saw the bars in the small window 
shake and scrape, one wrenching loose, with a shower of stone and dust from the 
wall.

He leaped to the barred 
window, striking madly about, against the stone. His men followed, striking, 
crying out.
I smiled, seeing, in the confusion the blood, drop by drop, slip to the door of the 
cell, move across the stones, out into the hall, and through the threshold, then up 
the twisting, narrow, concave stairs.
It had been an excellent diversion on the part of the Kur. It would have known it

He cried out with rage and, turning, fled from the 
cell.
On the kort rinds the spiders continued to hunt vints.
 
“We have killed it,” said Ibn Saran. “It is dead.”
I surmised that they had had little difficulty in following the trail of blood. The 
animal, at least four times, had been struck, and with the razor-sharp scimitars of 
the Tahari. Once, by Ibn Saran, it had been wounded to a depth of some six 
inches. I had adjudged this by the blood rain on the scimitar, in its rivulets. So 
Struck, four times, I found it not difficult to believe that the animal, even if 
unfound, would have sought a dark place, and there, in silence, bled to death.

The cell had been cleaned, straw and wastes removed, rinsed down; most of the 
blood had been scrubbed from the stones; behind remained, here and there, only 
some stubborn, darkish stains; new straw had been spread: the kort rinds had been 
taken. Little remained to give evidence of the conflict which had earlier transpired 
in the chamber. Even the barred window had been repaired. The scrubbing, and 
cleaning, to my interest, had been done by jailers. I would have expected such 
work to be done by nude female slaves, in work collar, chain and ankle ring, to 
keep them on their knees with their brushes, but it had not been: one of the 
administrative penalties of he who is sent to the brine pits of Klima is commonly 
to he deprived of the sight of female bodies; there are no women at Klima; there is 
little but the salt, the heat, the slave masters and the sun; sometimes men go mad, 
trudging into the desert, trying to escape: but there is no water within a thousand 
pasangs of Klima: I would have liked to have seen a female slave, before being 
chained for the march to Klima; but I was not permitted this.
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Often I had to force from my mind the look on the face of the second slave, she 
called Vella, of triumph, as she, small and lovely, luscious, freed of the rack ropes 
had sat up on the knotted ropes, after her testimony had confirmed that of others, 
of Zaya, the other girl, and Ibn Saran, sending me to the brine pits of Klima. She 
had been pleased. I would go to Klima. The slave girl had had her vengeance. She, 
with her lie, confirming those of others, had determined the matter well. Then, her 
testimony done, she, with the other wench, had been chained as a slave. I recalled 
her smile, and that I, though innocent, was to go to Klima.
I was not pleased with the female slave.
I looked up. With Ibn Saran were four men. One of them held up a tharlarion-oil 
lamp.
“Do you understand what it is,” asked Ibn Saran, “to be sent to Klima--to be a salt 
slave?”
“I think so,” I told him.
“There is the march to Klima.” said he, “through the dune country, on foot, 
chained, on which many die.”
I said nothing.
“And should you be so unfortunate,” said he, “to reach the vicinity of Klima, your 
feet must he bound with leather to your knees, for you will sink through the salt 
crusts to your knees, and, unprotected, your flesh, by the millions of tiny, heated 
crystals, would be grated and burned from your bones.”
I looked away, in the chains.
“In the pits,” he said, “you pump water through underground deposits, to wash 
salt, with the water, to the surface, and repump again the same water. Men die at 
the pumps, in the heat. Others, the carriers, in the brine, must fill their yoke 
buckets with the erupted sludge, and carry it from the pits to the drying tables; 
others must gather the salt and mold it into cylinders.” He smiled. “Sometimes 
men kill one another for the lighter assignments.”
I did not look at him.
“But you,” said he, “who attempted to assassinate our noble Suleiman Pasha, will 
not be given light assignments.”
I pulled at the chains.
“It is the steel of Ar,” he said. “It is excellent, brought in by caravan.”
I fought the manacles.
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“It will hold you quite well,” said he, “--Tarl Cabot.”
I looked at him.
“It will amuse me,” he said, “to think of Tarl Cabot, laboring in the brine pits. As I 
rest in my palace, in cool of the rooms, on cushions, relishing custards and berries, 
sipping beverages, delighted by my slave girls, among them your pretty Vella, I 
shall think of you, often, Tarl Cabot.”
I tore at the chains.
“The famed agent of Priest-Kings, Tarl Cabot,” he said, “in the brine pits! 
Excellent! Superb!” He laughed. “You cannot free yourself,” he said, “You cannot 
win.”
I subsided in the chains, helpless.
“The day at Klima,” he said, “begins at dawn, and only ends at darkness. Food 
may be fried on the stones at Klima. The crusts are white. The glare from them 
can blind men. There are no kaiila at Klima. The desert, waterless, surrounds 
Klima, for more than a thousand pasangs on all sides. Never has a slave escaped 
from Klima. Among the less pleasant aspects of Klima is that you will not see 
females. You will note that, following your sentencing the sight of such flesh has 
been denied you. But then you can always think of your pretty Vella.”
In the manacles, my fists clenched.
“When I make her serve me,” he said, “I will think of you.”
“Where did you find her?” I asked.
“She has a very lively body, hasn’t she?” asked Ibn Saran.
“She is a female.” I said. “Where did you find her?”
“In a tavern in Lydius.” he said. “It is interesting. We bought her, originally, 
simply as a slave. We keep our eyes open for good female flesh, it is useful to our 
purposes, in infiltrating houses, in obtaining secrets, in seducing officers and 
important men, and, of course, to reward our followers and, naturally, as a simple 
item for exchange, a form of currency; the slave girl is usually in demand, 
particularly if beautiful and trained: at our wish, such women are conveniently 
marketable; there is little trouble in selling them; furthermore, they attract little 
undue commercial attention, for they are a familiar type of merchandise; thus, the 
slave girl, for us, if beautiful, and particularly if trained constitutes a reliable, safe, 
readily negotiable form of wealth”
“For anyone,” I said.
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“Yes,” he said.
“And Vella?” I asked.
“The former Miss Elizabeth Cardwell, of New York City, the planet Earth?” he 
asked.
“You seem to have learned much,” I said.
“The Earth slave girl has taught us much,” he said. “She was a lucky catch. We 
were fortunate to get our chain on her collar.”
“What has she told you?” I asked.
“Whatever we wished to know,” he said.
“Oh,” I said, “I see.”
“Torture was not required,” said Ibn Saran. “Its threat was sufficient. She is only a 
woman. We chained her nude in a dungeon, with urts. In an hour, weeping, 
hysterical, she begged to speak. She was interrogated for the night. We learned all 
she knew. We learned much.”
“Surely you then freed her?” I asked, smiling. “For such aid?”
“It seems we promised to do so,” said he, “but, later, as I recall, it slipped our 
mind. We keep her slave.”
“Full slave?” I asked.
“Full slave,” he said.
“Fitting,” I said.
“She is a slave,” he said.
“I know,” I said.
“What, in particular,” I asked, “did you learn from the Earth slave girl, the former 
Miss Cardwell?”
“Many things,” said he, “but, doubtless of most importance, the weakness of the 
Nest.”
“You will now attack?” I asked.
“It will not be necessary,” he said.
“An alternate plan?” I asked.
“Perhaps,” he said.
“What she told you, of course,” said I, “may not be true.”
“It tallies with the reports of other humans, who, once, long ago, fled the Sardar.”
These would have been the Nest’s humans who, following the Nest War, had 
elected to return to the surface of Gor.
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“But are these reports true,” I asked, “or only, sincerely, believed to be true?”
“They could, of course, be implanted memories,” admitted Ibn Saran. “It could be 
a trick to lure an attack into a trap.”
I was silent.
“We are not unaware of such possibilities,” he said. “We have typically proceeded 
with caution.”
“But now it may matter less?” I asked.
“Now,” said he, “it may matter not at all. No longer need we listen with such care 
to the blabbering of slave girls.”
“You have a new strategy?” I asked.
“Perhaps,” he said, smiling.
“Perhaps you would share it with one bound for the brine pits of Klima?” I asked.
He laughed. “And you might speak it to guards, or others!”
“My tongue could be cut out,” I said.
“And your hands cut off?” he laughed. “And then good would you be in the pits?”
“How did you learn that the slave, purchased only for her beauty in Lydius, was 
the former Elizabeth Cardwell?” I asked.
“Fingerprints,” he said. “Her accent, certain mannerisms, suggested Earth origin. 
We took her prints, curious. On our records they matched those of Miss Elizabeth 
Cardwell, of New York City, Earth, who had been brought to Gor to wear the 
message collar to the Tuchuks.”
I recalled the collar. When first I had seen her, her stockings in shreds, her brief, 
yellow, Oxford-cloth shift dusty and stained, her neck bound to a capture lance, 
her wrists bound behind her, on the plains of the Wagon Peoples, a captive of 
Tuchuks, she had worn it. She had understood so little then, been so innocent of 
the affairs of worlds.
Now the girl was less innocent.

operatives.”

“One who knew the house of Cernus, freed from slavery, was brought to my 
palace. To her terror, he immediately identified her. We then stripped her and put 
her in shackles in the dungeon, with the urts. In an Ahn she begged to tell us all, 
and did.’’
“She betrayed Priest-Kings?” I asked.
“Completely.” said Ibn Saran.
“She serves Kurii now?” I asked.
“She serves us well,” he said. “And her body is exquisite, and delicious.”
“You are fortunate,” said I, “to possess such a slave.”
Ibn Saran nodded.
“I was interested to note, as well, said I, “that she testified that I had struck 
Suleiman Pasha.”
“So, too, did Zaya,” said Ibn Saran.
“That is true,” I said.
“Neither needed urging,” said Ibn Saran. “Both are slaves.”
“Vella,” said I, “is a highly intelligent, complex woman.”
“Such make the best slaves,” said Ibn Saran.
“True,” I said. Indeed, who would want to collar any other sort of woman? To take 
the most brilliant, the most imaginative, the most beautiful women, and put them 
at your feet, impassioned, helpless slaves is victory.
“She hates you,” said Ibn Saran.
“I see,” I said.
“It has to do with Lydius, it seems,” said he.
I smiled.
“It was with much pleasure that the vicious little slave falsely testified that it had 
been your blade which had struck Suleiman Pasha. It is with much pleasure that 
she sends you to the brine pits.”
“I see,” I said.
“A woman’s vengeance is not a light thing,” said Ibn Saran.
“Doubtless,” said I.
“But one thing troubled her,” said Ibn Saran, “a matter in which, fearing for 
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herself, she was apprehensive.”

“Hurry,” said Hamid. “The guard will be soon changed.”
I climbed the stairs. I strode through the outer rooms, and out the portal, onto the 
sand.
“Be less bold. Be more careful,” said Ibn Saran.
“No one is watching,” I assured him. I smiled. “It, is late,” I said.
I saw the kaiila. It was my own. It was saddled: water bags were at its flanks; a 
scimitar sheath, with weapon, on straps, hung at a saddle ring on the right. I 
checked the girth straps, the kaiila rein. They were in order. I hoped that the beast 
had not been drugged. I lifted my hand near its eye; it blinked, even to the third 
lid, the transparent lid; very lightly I touched its flank; the skin shook, twitching, 
beneath the finger.

I did, however, get several hours of uninterrupted sleep toward morning, when, 
worn, exhausted, thirsty, slack in their saddles, the bulk of the search parties 
returned to Nine Wells.
I patronized an unimportant, rather poor sort of establishment, whose proprietor, I 
suspected, would have had better things to do than attend trials at the chamber of 
justice.

In my new burnoose and sash, a rather ostentatious yellow and purple, befitting, 
however, a local merchant, or peddler, who wishes to call attention to himself, I 
myself went about the shops, making purchases. I obtained a new scimitar. I did 
not need a sheath and belt. I obtained, too, a set of kaiila bells, and two sacks of 
pressed-date bricks. These are long, 134 rectangular bricks, weighing about a 
stone apiece, or, in Earth weight, about four pounds.
In a short while, at the public well near the chamber of justice, I had filled my 
water bags and collected the latest gossip. “Out of my way,” said a soldier, 
reaching down to splash water in his face. I deferred to him, which it seemed to 
me was advisable for a local date merchant. Besides he had had a difficult night of 
it in the desert. “Have you found the assassin yet?” I asked. “No,” he growled. 
“Sometimes I fear I am not safe,” I said. “Do not fear, Citizen,” said he. “Very 
well,” I said.
The search parties would recuperate during the afternoon and night, I had learned. 
There was little chance of picking up a subtle trail by moonlight. It was 
impractical to begin again, the men and animals exhausted, until morning.

In the neighborhood of noon, moving slowly, in the yellow and purple striped 
burnoose, with sash, water bags at the flanks of my kaiila, sacks of pressed-date 
bricks tied across the withers, kaiila bells ringing, calling attention to myself and 
my wares, I left the oasis. Once, the lofty palms small behind me, I had to turn 
aside, to avoid being buffered by the return of the last of the search parties.
On a hill, more than two hundred pasangs north and east of Nine Wells, two days 
after I had left the oasis, I reined in, the kaiila turning on the graveled crest.
Below, in the valley, between the barren, rocky hills, I observed the small caravan 
being taken.
Two kurdahs were seized in the hand of a rider, by their frames, and jerked to the 
side on the kaiila, spilling their occupants, free girls, in a flurry of skirts, to the 
gravel.
Drovers and merchants were being herded, at lance point, to a side. A guard, 
holding his right shoulder, hurried by a lance tip, was thrust with them.
The packs of kaiila were being slashed, to determine the value of the merchandise 
carried, and whether it would be of value to raiders.
Some of these kaiila were pulled together, their reins in the hands of a rider.
One of the burdens tied among others on the back of one of the pack kaiila was 
transferred to another beast, one whose rein was held by the rider.
The hands of the free girls were bound before their bodies.
Their hands were bound at the end of long straps. The lengthy, free end of these 
tethers, then, was, by their captor, looped and secured about his pommel.
One man tried to break and run. A rider, wheeling after him, struck him in the 
back of the neck with the butt of his lance. He fell sprawling in the dust and rocks.
I saw a water bag being slashed, the water dark on the side of a kaiila it shifting 
and fearing, the water falling, soaking into the dust.
I saw other water bags thrown to the ground, before the cornered man.
Packs were cut from kaiila, their contents spilling on the ground. These were 
goods not desired. The kaiila, then, freed of reins and harness, with the flat of 
scimitars, and cries, were driven into the desert.
The two girls now stood naked in the dust, stripped by the blade of their captor. 
One of the girls had her hands, wrists bound, in her hair, pulling at it, crying out 
with misery. The other girl seemed angry. She looked at her bound wrists, her 
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tether, as though she could not believe herself secured to the pommel. Her head 
was high. She had long, dark hair.
Their captor, who seemed to be chief of the raiders, mounted. He stood in his 
stirrups. He shouted directions to his men. The raiders, then, as one man, turned 
their kaiila, and, unhurried, rode slowly from the trail. Two of the men held the 
reins of two pack kaiila; another man, by the rein, pulled another beast, shambling 
after him. The leader, his scimitar across his saddle, rode first, his burnoose gentle, 
swelling in the hot wind, behind him. Tied to his pommel, stumbling, followed his 
two fair captives.
Behind, the men shouted. Some dared to raise their fists. Others went to the water 
bags.
On foot, on the trail, they would have only enough water to reach the tiny oasis of 
Lame Kaiila, where there would be for them doubtless sympathy, but little aid in 
the form of armed men. Indeed, it lay in a direction away from Nine Wells, which 
was the largest, nearest oasis where soldiers might be found. By the time word of 
the raid reached Nine Wells the raiders might be thousands of pasangs away.
I turned my kaiila and dropped below the crest of the hill. I had scouted the camp 
of the raiders last night.
I would meet them there. I had business with their leader.
 
“You work well,” I told the slave girl. The camp was abandoned, save for her.
She cried out. The heavy, round-ended pestle some five feet in height, more than 
five inches wide at the base, dropped. It weighed some thirty pounds. When it 
dropped, the heavy wooden howl, more than a foot deep and eighteen inches in 
diameter tipped. Sa-Tarna grain spilled to the ground. I held her by the arms, from 
behind.
Like the camps of many nomads the camp was on high ground, which commanded 
the terrain, but was itself concealed among scrub brush and boulders. There was a 
corral of thorn brush, uprooted and woven together, which served for kaiila. 
Within it, now, were four pack kaiila. There were five tents, each of tawny, 
inconspicuous kaiila-hair cloth, each pegged down on three sides, each with the 
front, facing east, for the warmth of the morning sun, left open. These tents, 
typical nomad tents, were small, some ten feet in depth, some ten to fifteen feet 
wide; they were supported on wooden frames; the ground, within them, leveled 
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off, was covered by mats. At the back the tents were low, stretching to the ground. 
It is at the backs that goods are stored. In a normal family situation the household 
articles and the possessions of the women are kept on the left side of the area, and 
the goods of the men, blankets, weapons, and such, are kept on the right. These 
goods, both of men and women, are kept in leather bags of various sizes. These, 
made by the women, are often fringed, and of various colors, and beautifully 
decorated.
I looked about; there was little difference between this camp and a typical nomad 
camp. One crucial difference, of course, was the absence of free women and small 
children. In this camp there was only a slave girl, left behind to pound grain and 
watch kaiila.
I smiled. This was a camp of raiders.
I released the girl.
She turned about. “You!” she cried. Alyena was fully dressed. She wore a long, 
bordered skirt, with scarlet thread at its hem, which swirled as she turned; she 
wore a jacket, tan, of soft kaiila-hair cloth, taken from the animal’s second coat, 
which had a hood, which she had thrown back; beneath the jacket she wore a 
cheap, printed blouse of rep-cloth, blue and yellow, which well clung to her.
At her throat was a metal collar, no longer mine.
I observed the drape of the skirt on her hips, the sweet, delicate, betraying candor 
of her blouse.
Her master had not given her undergarments. What need has a slave for such? She 
wore slippers.
She looked at me, frightened, her eyes very blue, the hair loose and lovely.
“I see, pretty Alyena,” I said, “you now wear earrings.”
They were golden loops, large, barbaric. They fell beside her neck.
“He did it to me,” she said. “He pierced my ears with a saddle needle.”
I did not doubt it, in this out-of-the-way place. The operation, usually, of course, is 
performed by one of the leather workers.
“He put them on me,” she said. She lifted her head, and brushed one. I could see 
she was proud. “They are from his plunder,” she said.
Alyena, as an Earth girl, acculturated to earrings, did not object to them, not in 
themselves. If she had had objections doubtless they would have pertained to other 
matters, such as the fact that, against her will, her ears had been pierced; that she 
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had not chosen the rings, but he; and that he, as a master, giving her no choice, not 
considering her feelings, because it had pleased him, had simply put them on her, 
making her, his slave, wear them.

“Do free women on Gor not wear earrings?” asked Alyena.
“Never,” I said.
“Only slave girls?”
“Only the most degraded of slave girls,” I said. “Are you not shamed?”
She laughed, merrily. “Slaves are not permitted pride,” she said proudly.
She turned her head from side to side, the loops swinging.
“Many slave girls,” I said, “once they become used to earrings, come to love them, 
and even beg them of their masters.”
“I love mine,” she said.
“Only a collar makes a woman more beautiful.” I said.
“I wear both!” said Alyena. She lifted her head, smiling.
“But surely you object?” I inquired.
“Oh, certainly!” she said, quickly. She looked at me. “A slave girl is supposed to 
object, is she not?”
“I suppose so,” I said.
“Then,” she said, smiling, “I suppose that I object.”
“But your master does with you what he pleases?” I asked.
She squared her shoulders. She stood very straight. Her eyes flashed. “My 
master,” She said, “does with me precisely what he pleases. He is not weak!”
“I did not mean to imply that he was,” I said.
“My will must bend to his, perfectly, completely, in all “I am nothing. He is all. 
He is the master.”
“I see,” I said.
“I am owned,” she said. “He commands perfect obedience in me. I have no choice 
but to give it. I am his slave.”
“And how do you feel about this?” I asked.
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She looked at me. Then she said, “I love it.”
“Make me tea,” I said.
Lifting her skirt the girl went to the tent, to make tea. Far off I could see a subtle, 
almost invisible lifting of dust. The raiders were returning.
I went to the tent, and, on one of the mats, near its entrance, sat down, cross-
legged.
I brushed back the hood of the burnoose. It was hot. There is an almost constant 
hot wind in the Tahari.
“I feared, when first I saw you,” said the girl, measuring the tea, from a tiny tin 
box, “that you had come to carry me off. But, I suppose, had that been Your 
intention, you would have already done so.” She had, in the tent, removed the tan 
jacket of kaiila hair, with hood. As she bent down, her breasts hung lovely against 
the cheap rep-cloth of the blue and-yellow-printed blouse.
“Perhaps not,” I said.
Her hand shook, slightly, on the metal box of tea. Her eyes clouded.
“You are worked hard here?” I asked.
“Oh, yes!” she laughed. “From morning to dark I am worked. I must gather brush 
and kaiila dung and make fires; I must cook the stews and porridges, and clean the 
pans and the bowls; I must shake out the mats and sweep the sand in the tents; I 
must rub the garments and polish the boots and leather; I must do the mending and 
sewing; I weave; I make ropes; I bead leather; I pound grain; I tend the kaiila; 
twice daily I milk the she-kaiila; I do many things: I am, much worked.” Her eyes 
sparkled. “I do the work here of ten women,” she said. “I am the only female in 
camp. All unpleasant, light, trivial work devolves upon me. Men will not do it. It 
is an insult to their strength.” She looked up. “You, yourself,” she said, “have 
made me make your tea.”
“Is it ready?” I asked. I looked at the tiny copper kettle on the small stand. A tiny 
kaiila-dung fire burned under it. A small, heavy, curved glass was nearby, on a flat 
box, which would hold some two ounces of the tea. Bazi tea is drunk in tiny 
glasses, usually three at a time, carefully measured. She did not make herself tea, 
of course.
Casually I glanced at the horizon. The dust was nearer now. On a pole, beside the 
entrance of the tent, hung a water bag.
“And at night,” I asked the girl, “you are permitted to rest from your labors?”
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She was still stained from sweat, from pounding the grain outside the tent.
“My diurnal labors,” she laughed, “may be those of a free women, but do not 
forget what I am.”
I regarded her.
“I am a slave girl!” she laughed.
“In the night,” I said, “you remove your slippers, and put on silk and bells.”
“If permitted,” she smiled. “Often I serve nude.” She laughed. “It is at night that I 
truly labor! Oh, the things he has made me do, things I would never have dreamed 
of!”
“Are you happy?” I asked.
“Yes,” she said.
“Do the other riders share you?” I asked.
“Of course,” she said. “I am normally the only girl in camp.
“From time to time there are others?” I asked.
“Sometimes,” she said. “Free women, slave girls, are taken from caravans. What 
happens to them?”
“They are taken to oases, to be sold,” she said. “My labors as a slave,” she 
confided, “are not limited to the nights. He uses me often. Sometimes, when his 
need is on him, he calls me in, sweaty, from work, and makes me serve him. 
Sometimes he merely throws my skirt over my head and hurls me to the mats, 
taking me swiftly, then ordering me to resume my work outside.”
“Are you often whipped?” I asked.
She turned about pulled up her blouse, showing me her back. “No,” she said.

I only 
pretended to be free. Whip me for it! Though I was fortunate enough never to be 
collared or branded, or mastered, I am a natural slave! Though I have lived as a 
free woman since birth, I concealed the fact that I was a true slave!”
“And when did you learn this fact?” asked Hassan.
“When my body changed,” she said, looking down. The men laughed.
I looked upon her. Her contours were lovely. It was not unlikely she would please 
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a master.
She stood before Hassan, relaxed, soft, though frightened, her right foot at a right 
angle with her left, turning her hip out, opening her beauty to him, as a slave girl. 
“I confess to you, Hassan,” she said, “what I have never confessed to any other 
man--that I am a slave girl.”
“Legally.” said he, “clearly you are free.
“More real than the law is the heart,” said the girl, quoting a proverb of the Tahari.
“It is true,” said Hassan.
“Keep me,” she said.
“I do not want you,” he said.
“No!” she cried.
“I do not want you,” he said. Then he said, “Conduct this free woman from the 
camp.”
One of the men seized her by the arm.
“Let me sell myself!” she wept.
As a free woman she could do this, but, of course, she could not revoke the 
transaction for, after its completion, she would be only a slave.
“I will sell myself into slavery,” she said.
Hassan indicated to his man that he should release the girl. He did so.
“Do you understand what you are saying?” asked Hassan.
“Yes,” she said.
“Kneel,” he said.
She knelt before him.
“What have you to offer?” he asked.
She held out the golden tarn disk.
He looked at it, held in her small palm, proffered to him, piteously.
“Please, Hassan,” she said.
“I see that you are a true slave, Zina,” he said.
“Yes, Hassan,” she said. “I am a true slave.”
“It is far more than you are worth,” he said.
“Take it,” she begged.
He looked at her.
“Please take it!” she begged.
He smiled.
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She took a deep breath; she closed her eyes. Then she opened her eyes. “I sell 
myself into slavery,” she said.
His hand, open, was poised over the coin. Her eyes looked into his. His hand 
closed upon the coin; the transaction was completed.
“Chain this slave,” he said.
Roughly the girl, whose name had been Zina, but who was now as nameless as a 
newborn she-kaiila, was taken from the tent and thrown on her belly in the gravel 
by the slave stake. The collar, from behind, was put about her throat and locked; 
her head was jerked sideways as, by the collar chain, in the fist of one of Hassan’s 
men, she was secured by the snap lock at the chain’s fret end, to the stake ring.

When free women and 
slave girls are chained together, it is common to respect the distinction between 
them by chaining them somewhat differently; in this case the free girl’s hands 
were braceleted before her body, the slave’s were fastened below her right leg; it 
is common for the slave to be placed under greater restraint, and more discomfort, 
than her free sister; this acknowledges the greater nobility of the free woman, and 
is a courtesy often extended to her, until she, too, is only a slave; “Give the free 
girl a switch,” said Hassan; it was done; the free girl wielded the switch with two 
hands; the slave, as she was chained, could not defend herself.
Hassan slipped the golden tarn disk into his wallet. “Alyena!” he called.
The girl came running to him, and knelt before him. “Yes, Master,” she said.
“Give us more tea,” said Hassan.
“Yes, Master,” she said.
“Are you not afraid the free girl will kill her?” I asked Hassan. I referred to the 
switching in progress of the recently imbonded wench at the slave stake.

“No,” said Hassan.
“Slave! Slave! Slave!” screamed the free girl, lashing down at the imbonded 
traitress.
But, after a time, he signaled to one of his men, and he, standing behind the free 
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girl, who was on her knees, caught the switch on the backswing and, to her fury, 
took it from her. “It is enough,” he said to the free wench. She sat angrily in the 
gravel, her head down, her neck chained to the stake.
“Please, Mistress. Please, Mistress,” wept the slave, moaning.
“Alyena,” said Hassan.
“Yes, Master.” she said.
“Gather brush and dung,” he said. “Make a fire. Heat well an iron.”
“Yes, Master,” she said.
“Tonight.” he said, “we brand a slave.”
“Yes, Master,” she said.
I had little doubt that it would be the Tahari brand which, white hot, would be 
pressed into the thigh of the new slave, marking her thenceforth as merchandise. 
The contact surface of the iron would be formed into the Taharic character ‘Kef’, 
which, in Taharic, is the initial letter of the expression ‘Kajira’, the most common 
expression in Gorean for a female slave.
Taharic is a very graceful script. It makes no distinction between capital and small 
letters, and little distinction between printed and cursive script. Anyone who can 
printed Taharic will have no difficulty in following cursive Taharic. The men of 
the Tahari are content to form their letters carefully and beautifully, being fond of 
them. To scribble Taharic is generally regarded not as proving oneself an efficient 
fellow, but something of a boor, insensible to beauty. The initial printed letter of 
‘Kajira’, rather than the cursive letter, as generally, is used as the common brand 
for women in the Tahari. Both the cursive letter in common Gorean and the 
printed letter in Taharic are rather lovely, both being somewhat floral in 
appearance.
“Give the free girl water,” said Hassan. It was done. “The slave will wait until she 
is branded before she drinks”, said Hassan.
“Yes, Hassan,” said one of the men.
“Water her after the kaiila,” said Hassan to Alyena.

Many men like to think they are buying a fresh girl, one who was free. Many men 
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enjoy breaking a girl to slavery. Furthermore, slavers tend to pay more highly for 
free women than slave girls. Slave girls, less guarded, less protected, are more 
easily acquired. Slave girls, too, are less likely to be the objects of determined 
rescue attempts. No one cares too much what happens to a slave girl. So they wear 
the collar of one man or another, in one city or another. What does it matter? They 
are only slave. Sometimes it seemed to me that, at least in the north, a tacit 
agreement existed among the isolated cities. Beautiful slave girls, barefoot, 
bangled, in scandalously brief slave livery, well displaying their considerable 
charms, collared, hair free, blowing in the wind, vital, walking exhileratedly, were 
common on the high bridges of the city, extending between the numerous cylinder 
towers, whereas free women, sedate, dignified, restricted, in their confining robes 
of concealment, were discouraged from the use of such bridges. Each city’s young 
tarnsmen, then, in testing their mettle, were offered convenient, well-displayed, 
delicious, female acquisition-targets. Who would care to risk his life for a free 
woman, who, stripped, might prove disappointing, when, for less risk, he could get 
his capture loop on a known quantity, a girl who has quite probably been trained 
like an animal to deliciously satisfy the passions of a man, a girl who, responsive, 
helpless under his touch, his hands and mouth igniting her slave reflexes, will beg 
and strive to be a loving and, obedient joy to him. These arrangements, I 
suspected, had to do with the attempt of cities to protect their free women who, in 
numbers, seldom fall to the enemy, unless the city itself should fall, and then, of 
course, they would find themselves, like slaves, under the victory torches, their 
clothing removed, completely, strapped On the pleasure racks of the conquerors, 
thereafter, in the morning following the victory feast, to be chained and branded. 
Men respected free women; they desired, fought for, sought and relished their 
female slaves.
“As a free woman,” smiled Hassan, “she would have brought me nothing.” He 
referred to the one who had been Zina. “As a free woman,” said he. “I would have 
put her out into the desert. As a slave girl I will make a little on her.” He grinned. 
“And, of course,” he said, “her brand will be fresh.”
“That is true.” I acknowledged.

“In her slavery,” said he, laughing, “let her remember who it was who put the

10    Hassan Departs from the Oasis of Two 
Scimitars
The oasis of Two Scimitars is an out-of-the-way oasis, under the hegemony of the 
Bakahs, which, for more than two hundred years, following their defeat in the Silk 
War of 8,110 C.A., has been a vassal tribe of the Kavars. The Silk War was a war 
for the control of certain caravan routes, for the rights to levy raider tribute on 
journeying merchants. It was called the Silk War because, at that time, Turian silk 
first began to be imported in bulk to the Tahari communities, and northward to Tor 
and Kasra, thence to Ar, and points north and west. Raider tribute, it might be 
noted, is no longer commonly levied in the Tahari. Rather, with the control of 
watering points at the oasis, it is unnecessary. To these points must come 
caravans. At the oases, it is common for the local pashas to exact a protection tax 
from caravans, if they are of a certain length, normally of more than fifty kaiila. 
The protection tax helps to defray the cost of maintaining soldiers, who, 
nominally, at any rate, police the desert. It is not unusual for the genealogy of 
most of the pashas sovereign in the various eases to contain a heritage of raiders. 
Most of those in the Tahari who sit upon the rugs of office are those who are the 
descendants of men who ruled, in ruder days, scimitar in hand, from the high, red 
leather of the kaiila saddle. The forms change but, in the Tahari, as elsewhere, 
order, justice and law rest ultimately upon the determination of men, and steel.
It was late at night, in single file, over the sands, silvered in the light of the three 
moons, that we came to Two Scimitars.
Men rushed forth from the darkness, with weapons, encircling us.
“It is Hassan,” said a voice.
“One cannot be too careful these days,” said another voice.
“Tal,” said Hassan to the merchant who stood at his stirrup.
“We have water,” said the merchant, greeting the bandit.
Hassan stood in his stirrups, looking about at the palms, the red-clay walls, the 
buildings of mud; some domed, of the oasis, the gardens.
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“You have goods for me?” asked the merchant.
“Yes,” said Hassan. He sat back in the saddle. The girl back arched, head down, 
belly up, bound over the withers of the kaiila, before the saddle, twisted, 
whimpering. She was Zina. Only she now wore the name, which she had borne as 
a free woman as a slave name, to shame her, given to her by her master,
Hassan, the Bandit. Her companion prize, whose name was Tafa, was bound 
similarly before the saddle of one of Hassan’s men. The soft interiors of the thighs 
of both girls were bloodied, stained reddish brown, to the side of the knee but only 
one of them wore in her flesh, on the outside of her left thigh, recently imprinted, 
the Tahari slave mark. She only, Zina, was, of now, a slave girl. Others of the men 
of Hassan led pack kaiila, containing in their burdens goods taken from the 
caravan plundered four days ago.
The mud buildings at an oasis such as that of Two Scimitars last for many years. 
In such an area one often goes years without rain.
 
When rain does fall, however, sometimes it is fierce, turning the terrain into a 
quagmire. Following such rains great clouds of sand flies appear wakened from 
dormancy. These feast on kaiila and men. Normally, flying insects are found only 
in the vicinity of the oases. Crawling insects of various sorts, and predator insects, 
however, are found in many areas, even far from water. The zadit is a small, tawny-
feathered, sharp-billed bird. It feeds on insects. When sand files and other insects, 
emergent after rains, infest kaiila, they frequently alight on the animals, and 
remain on them for some hours, hunting insects. This relieves the kaiila of the 
insects but leaves it with numerous small wounds, which are unpleasant and 
irritating, where the bird has dug insects out of it’s hide. These tiny wounds, if 
they become infected, turn into sores; these sores are treated by the drovers with 
poultices of kaiila dung.
“Six days ago,” said the merchant, “soldiers, Aretai, from Nine Wells raided the 
Oasis of the Sand Sleen.”
It puzzled me that the merchant should say this.
I looked about me. In the moonlight I could see that kaiila had trodden the 
gardens. I saw two walls broken, the high Walls of red clay used to shade 
courtyards and as a protection against raiders.

His hands, sure, exact, made a preliminary assessment of the curves of the slave 
captive.
She moaned.
“Is she alive?” asked the merchant.
“Touch her, and see,” said Hassan.
The girl writhed before the saddle, twisting in her bonds, helpless. She cried out, 
her eyes shut, her teeth clenched, her head flung, wild, from side to side.
“She is alive,” commented the merchant.
Girls are usually brought hot to the oasis. It is not difficult to ensure their 
responsiveness, bound as they are. One begins approximately an Ahn before the 
time of arrival.
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The merchant then went to Tafa, the free woman. She, too, cried out, helpless, 
twisting in the ropes that confined her fair limbs.
“Are you free?” asked the merchant.
“Yes, yes!” she wept.
“You leap in the ropes like a slave girl,” he told her. She moaned in protest. Then, 
mercifully, he let her subside.
 
“Bring them in,” said he to Hassan, and his man. “We will put them on the circle 
of assessment, and I will give you a price on them.”
The merchant then turned and entered his courtyard. Hassan, his man, I, and others 
of his men, slowly, on kaiila, filed into the courtyard, following the merchant.
 
Tafa was drawn weeping from the circle of assessment. Her left wrist was locked 
in a slave bracelet and she was put, kneeling, against a wall; her left side faced the 
wall; the opened bracelet, that not closed about her left wrist, was snapped shut 
about a slave ring bolted in the wall, the, ring was approximately at her left 
shoulder; her head was down, hair forward, she knelt there, weeping, her left wrist 
fastened at her shoulder level to the wall.
“No!” cried Zina.
She was thrown unceremoniously, nude, to the circle of assessment. She crouched 
there, tinder the torches, on the seven-foot scarlet marble circle, angry, frightened.
She was quite beautiful, the slave girl. I wondered how another slave girl, Vella, 
once Miss Elizabeth Cardwell of New York City, of Earth, who had betrayed 
Priest-Kings, would look thrown nude upon such a circle.
When the whip snapped, a heavy whip in the hand of one of the merchant’s 
brawny aides, the girl cried out, and her body reacted, in terror, as though struck. 
But the leather, of course, had not touched her body. Its snap was only 
admonitory. It would not touch her body unless the men were not pleased with 
her.

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A slave bracelet was locked about the left wrist of Zina and she was dragged to the 
wall, where she, on her knees, was put, facing the wall. The bracelet not locked 
about her left wrist was then put through the slave ring and, this done, her right 
wrist was locked in it, confining both her wrists at the ring, her belly facing the 
wall. She looked over her right shoulder at Hassan. “Hassan!” she cried.
Hassan took the moneys from the merchant. “In the next room,” said the 
merchant, “we will deal for the other goods.”

I knew that the metal collar of a female slave, that obdurate circlet of steel, locked, 
which she could not remove, so contrasting with her softness, so proclaiming its 
vulnerability and rightlessness, often transformed even an inhibited, hostile, cold 
wench, hating men, into an abandoned, yielding, man-vulnerable, passionate slave 
girl, loving to lie helpless at the mercy of their touch, that of masters.
Hassan threw back his head and laughed. “She is the hottest thing I have ever held 
in my arms,” he said.
I smiled. I wondered how scandalized, how embarrassed and shamed the former 
Miss Priscilla Blake-Allen would be to hear her needs and her performance so 
boldly and publicly spoken of. The poor thing, however, could not help herself in 
the arms of a master.
“She loves you,” I told Hassan.
“I have given her no choice,” he said.
I supposed it true.
I supposed, further, that the rare event had here taken place of a girl meeting her 
true master, and a man his true slave girl. The girl, one among thousands less 
fortunate, had encountered a male. Surely, too, one among thousands, who could 
be, and was, to her and for her, her absolute and natural master, the ideal and 
perfect male for her, dominant and uncompromising, who could, and would, 
demand and get her full, yielding sexuality, which a woman can give only to a 
man who owns her totally, before whom, and to whom, she can be only an adoring 
slave. This happens almost never on Earth, where the normal male/female 
relationship is the result of a weak, pleasant male’s releasing of the female’s 
maternal instinct, rather than her usually frustrated instinct to submit herself fully 
to a truly dominant male as a held and owned, penetrated, submissive female; it 
does occur, however, with some frequency on Gor, where girls, slaves, are more 
frequently traded and exchanged. One tries different girls until one finds she, or 
those, who are the most exquisite, the most pleasing; one tends then, to keep them: 
this tends, too, to work out to the advantage of the women, the female slaves, but 
few, except themselves, are concerned with them, or their feelings: men, it is clear, 
have a need to dominate; few deny this: none deny it who are informed; in the 
Gorean culture, as it is not on Earth, institutions exist for the satisfaction of this 
need, rather than its systematic suppression and frustration; the major Gorean 
institution satisfying this need is the widespread enslavement of human females; 
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the master/slave relationship is the deepest, clearest recognition of, and concession 
to, this masculine need, felt by all truly vital, sexual males: but, in the Gorean 
theory, this masculine need to dominate, which, thwarted, leads to misery, 
sickness, and petty, vicious, meaningless aggressions, is not an aberration, nor an 
uncomplemented biological singularity in males, but has its full complementary, 
correspondent need in the human female, which is the need, seldom satisfied, to be 
overwhelmed and mastered; in primitive mate competitions, in which intelligence 
and cunning, and physical and psychological power, were of biological 
importance, rather than wealth and status, the best women, statistically, would fall 
to the strongest, most intelligent men; it is possible, and likely, that women, or the 
best women, were once fought for literally, as well as symbolically, as possessions 
if this were the case then it is likely that something in the female, genetically, 
would respond to dominance and strength: most women do not, truly, want weak 
men: they wish their children to be born not to an equal but a superior: how could 
they respect a man who in stature and power was no more than themselves, the 
equal of a woman, a prize; given the choice to bear the child of an equal, or a 
master, most women would choose to bear the child of a master: women long to 
bear the children of men superior to themselves: it is a defeated woman whose 
body grows fat with the child only of an equal: just 39 evolution, at one time, 
selected for strong, intelligent men, capable of combat, because they were 
successful in mate competitions, so, too, correspondingly, in the transmission of 
genetic structures, it would be selecting for women who responded to, and yielded 
to, such men, women who were the biologically specified and rightful property of 
such men, our ancestors. The dominant male is thus selected for in mate 
competition: the undominant male tends, statistically, to lose out to his stronger, 
more intelligent foe: correspondingly, evolution selected for the female who 
responds to the dominant male: she who fled such men either mated with weaker 
men, her children then being less well adapted for survival, or, perhaps, fled away, 
and her genes were lost, for better or for worse, to the struggling human groups; 
the female who was excited by such men, and longed to belong to them, to 
masters, and keep by them and serve them, had the best chance of survival;
she was the best protected, her children would be the best protected; further, her 
children would be more intelligent and stronger, being the offspring of more 
intelligent and stronger men; her lusts, and her love of being owned by such men, 
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and her pride in their possession of her, would contribute substantially to not only 
her survival but that of her children: too, the woman would, over generations, 
become more beautiful and desirable, and sexually exciting, as vital males 
exercising their masculine prerogatives selected among the daughters of the 
daughters of such women; men chose for mating women who pleased them, and 
women who pleased them were not the ugly, the gross, the belligerent and stupid, 
but the intelligent, loving, desirable and beautiful; the twin dynamics of evolution, 
natural and sexual selection, thus formed over thousands of years the biological 
nature of the human female; originally there might have been only random 
tendencies to respond to masculine domination, but those who had them had the 
best chance of survival: such tendencies were then transmitted, becoming 
pervasive genetic characteristics of women; owned women lived; the most 
beautiful and best of these were selected by the strongest, most intelligent and 
powerful men: it is from such intricate workings of nature that has come the 
intelligent, beautiful, sensitive woman, the feminine woman, with full complement 
of normal feminine hormones, who longs in her heart to lie lovingly, obediently, 
excitedly in the arms of a strong man, his woman, beyond this, one might note that 
dominance and submission are genetically pervasive in the animal kingdom; 
among mammals in general, and primates universally, it is the male who 
dominates and the female who submits; this is not an aberration; the aberration is 
its conditioned frustration, possible, interestingly enough, only in an animal 
complicated enough to lie subject to extensive conditioning regimes, where words 
may be used to induce counterinstinctual responses, to the detriment and misery of 
the individual organism, though perhaps subservient to a given conception of 
economic and social relationships. We are bred hunters; we are made farmers.
“It is near dawn,” said Hassan. “Let us leave the oasis.”
I rode beside him.
“Why should you wish to speak to me?” I asked him.
“I think,” he said, “we have a common interest.”
“In what?” I asked.
“In travel,” he said.
“Travelers often seek out curiosities,” I said,

“You do not wear bells on your kaiila harness!” said the man, threatening its with 
his lance.
“We come in peace,” said Hassan. “Have you seen, or heard aught, of a tower of 
steel?”
“You are mad!” cried the man.
Hassan turned aside his kaiila, with its single rein, and continued our journey, his 
nine men, myself, and the slave girl, Alyena, following, on our kaiila.
Standing afoot, in the dust, with his lance, the nomad watched us turn away. 
Behind him was a herd of eleven verr, browsing on brownish snatches of verr 
grass. He would have defended the small animals with his life. Their milk and 
wool was his livelihood, and that of his family.
“Perhaps there is no steel tower,” I suggested to Hassan.
“Let us continue our search,” he said.
I had now seen the Tahari in many moods. For twenty days we had been upon the 
desert.
Once, when a rising edge of blackness, whipping with dust, had risen in the south, 
we had dismounted, hobbled our kaiila and turned their backs to the wind. We had 
made a wall with our packs and crouched behind it, drawing our burnooses about 
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us. Hassan, in his own burnoose, sheltered the girl, Alyena, commonly keeping her 
wrists braceleted behind her, that she not forget she was slave. For two days the 
sand bad hurtled about us, and we had waited, in the manner of the Tahari, 
patiently in the blasting half darkness of the sand. We had scarcely moved, save to 
pass about a verrskin of water and a leather pouch of Sa-Tarna meal. Then, as 
swiftly as it had come, the sand fled, and the sun, bright and immediate, raw with 
its ferocity and beauty, held again, untroubled, forgetful, the scepter, the constant, 
merciless mace, of its light and heat over the wide land.
Hassan was the first to stand. He shook the sand from his burnoose. He 
unbraceleted Alyena. She stretched like a she-sleen. Sand was banked against the 
wall of packs.
“A terrible storm,” I said.
He smiled. “You are not of the Tahari,” he said. “Be pleased that now, in the 
spring, the wind did not blow from the east.” Then he said to Alyena, “Make tea.” 
“Yes, Master,” she said, happily.
Two days later there had been rain.
The flies had now gone.
I had, at first, welcomed the clouds, and thrown back my burnoose to feel the 
swift, fierce rain pelt my face. The temperature fell by more than fifty degrees in a 
matter of Ehn. Alyena, too, was much pleased. The men of the Tahari, however, 
sought quickly the highest ground in the vicinity. There is little rain erosion in the 
Tahari, with the result that there are few natural and ready paths to convey water. 
When it falls, it often falls heavily, and on flat land, in the loose dust. Within 
minutes of the rain beginning to fall we had to dismount, to drag and pull our 
struggling, frightened kaiila to higher ground, They sank to their knees in the mud, 
snorting, eyes rolling, and we, mud to our hips, pushing and pulling, sometimes 
actually seizing one of their mired limbs, freeing it and moving it, brought them to 
the place Hassan had designated, the Joe side of a rocky formation.
Hassan put Alyena, whom be had carried, beside him.
“This is only the fourth time,’’ he said, “I have seen rain.”
“It is beautiful!” cried Alyena.
“Can one drown in such mud?” I asked.
“It is unlikely,” said Hassan. “It is not as deep as a man. Small animals, in effect, 
swim in it. The danger is primarily that the kaiila may, struggling, and falling, 
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break their limbs.” I noted that Hassan’s men had thrown blankets over the heads 
of the kaiila, to prevent them from seeing the storm, and keep rain from striking 
their faces, which phenomenon, frightening them, tends to make them 
unmanageable.
“One must not, of course,” said Hassan, “camp in a dried watercourse. A storm, of 
which one is unaware, perhaps pasangs away, can fill such a bed with a sudden 
flow of water, washing away one’s camp and endangering life.”
“Are men often drowned in such accidents?” I asked.
“No,” said Hassan. “Men of the Tahari do not camp in such places. Further, those 
who are foolish enough to do so, can usually, struggling and washed along, save 
themselves.”
Many men of the Tahari, incidentally, and interestingly, can swim. Nomad boys 
learn this in the spring, when the waterholes are filled. Those who live at the 
larger, more populous oases can learn in the baths. The “bath” in the Tahari is not 
a matter of crawling into a small tub but is more in the nature, as on Gor generally, 
of a combination of cleaning and swimming, and reveling in the water, usually 
connected with various oils and towelings. One of the pleasures at the larger oases 
is the opportunity to bathe. At Nine Wells, for example, there are two public baths.
Within an Ahn after the cessation of the rain, the sun again paramount, merciless, 
in the now-cloudless sky, the footing was sufficiently firm, the water lost under 
the dust and sand, to support the footing of kaiila. The animals were unhooded, we 
mounted, and again our quest continued.
It was only a day later that the flies appeared. I had thought, first, it was another 
storm. It was not. The sun itself, for more than four Ehn, was darkened, as the 
great clouds moved over us. Suddenly, like darting, black, dry rain, the insects 
swarmed about us. I spit them from my mouth. I heard Alyena scream. The main 
swarms had passed but, clinging about us, like crawling spots on our garments, 
and in and among the hairs of the kaiila, in their thousands, crept the residue of the 
infestation. I struck at them, and crushed them, until I realized the foolishness of 
doing so. In less than four Ahn, twittering, fluttering, small, tawny, sharp-billed, 
following the black clouds, came flights of zadits. We dismounted and led the 
kaiila, and let the birds hunt them for flies. The zadits remained with us for more 
than two days. Then they departed.
The sun was again merciless. I did not find myself, however, longing for a swift 
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return of rain.
“Where, friend,” asked Hassan, of another no-mad, “is the steel tower?” “I have 
never heard of such,” said he, warily. “Surely in the Tahari there are no towers of 
steel.”
And we continued our quest.
The Tahari is perhaps most beautiful at night. During the day one can scarcely 
look upon it, for the heats and reflections. During the day it seems menacing, 
whitish, shimmering with heat, blinding, burning, men must shade their eyes; 
some go blind: women and children remain within the tents: but, with the coming 
of the evening, with The departure of the sun, there is a softening, a gentling, of 
this vast, rocky harsh terrain. It is at this time that Hassan, the bandit, would make 
his camps. As the sun sank, the hills, the dust and sky, would become red in a 
hundred shades, and, as the light fades, these reds would become gradually 
transformed into a thousand of the glowing tones of gold which, with the final 
fading light in the west, yield to a world of luminous, then dusky, blues and 
purples. Then, it seems suddenly, the sky is black and wide and high and is rich 
with the reflected sands of stars, like clear bright diamonds burning in the soft, 
sable silence of the desert’s innocent quietude. At these times, Hassan, cross-
legged, would sometimes sit silently before his tent. We did not then disturb him. 
Oddly enough he permitted no one near him at such times but the collared slave 
girl, Alyena. She, alone, only female and slave, would be beside him, lying beside 
him, her head at his left knee. Sometimes he would, in these times, stroke her hair, 
or touch the side of her face, almost gently, almost as though her throat were not 
encircled by a collar. Then after the stars would be high for an Ahn or so, he 
would, suddenly, laughing, seize the girl by the arms and throw her on her back on 
the mats, thrust up her dress and rape her as the mere slave she was. Then he 
would, knot her skirt over her head, confining her arms within it, and throw her, 
she laughing, to his men, and to me, for our sport.
“No,” said a man, I have seen no tower of steel nor have I heard of such. How can 
there be such a thing?”
“My thanks, Herder,” said Hassan, and again led us on our quest.
The camps of nomads were becoming less frequent. Oases were becoming rare.
We were moving east in the Tahari.
Some of the nomads veil their women, and some do not. Some of the girls 
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decorate their faces with designs, drawn in charcoal. Some of the nomad girls are 
very lovely. The children of nomads, both male and female, until they are five or 
six years of age, wear no clothing. During the day they do not venture from the 
shade of the tents. At night, as the sun goes down, they emerge happily from the 
tents and romp and play. They are taught written Taharic by their mothers, who 
draw the characters in the sand, during the day, in the shade of the tents. Most of 
the nomads in this area were Tashid, Which is a tribe vassal to the Aretai. It might 
be of interest to note that children of the nomads are suckled for some eighteen 
months, which is nearly twice the normal length of time for Earth infants, and half 
again the normal time for Gorean infants. These children, if it is significant, are 
almost uniformly secure in their families, sturdy, outspoken and self-reliant. 
Among the nomads, interestingly, an adult will always listen to a child. He is of 
the tribe. Another habit of nomads, or of nomad mothers, is to frequently bathe 
small children even if it is only with a cloth and a cup of water. There is a very 
low infant mortality rate among nomads, in spite of their limited diet and harsh 
environment. Adults, on the other hand, may go months without washing. After a 
time one grows used to the layers of dirt and sweat which accumulate, and the 
smell, offensive at first, is no longer noticed.
“Young warrior,” asked Hassan, of a youth, no more than eight, “have you heard 
aught of a tower of steel?”
His sister, standing behind him, laughed. Verr moved about them, brushing 
against their legs.
The boy went to the kaiila of Alyena. “Dismount, Slave,” he said to her.
She did so, and knelt before him, a free male. The boy’s sister crowded behind 
him.

“Put back your hood and strip yourself to the waist,” said the boy. Alyena shook 
loose her hair; she then dropped her cloak back, and removed her blouse.

“Pull down your skirt,” said the boy.
Alyena, furious, did so, it lying over her calves.
“How white!” said the nomad girl.
The boy walked about her, and took her hair in his bands. “Look,” said he to his 
sister, “silky, fine and yellow and long.’’ She, too, felt the hair. The boy then 
walked before Alyena. “Look up,” said he. Alyena lifted her eyes, regarding him. 
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“See,” said he to his sister, bending down. “She has blue eyes!”
“She is white, and ugly,” said the girl, standing up, backing off.
“No,” said the boy, “she is pretty.”
“If you like white girls,” said his sister.
“Is she expensive?” asked the boy of Hassan.
“Yes,” said Hassan, “young warrior. Do you wish to bid for her?”
“My father will not yet let me own a girl,” said the youngster.
“Ah,” said Hassan, understanding.
“But when I grow up,” said he’ “I shall become a raider, like you, and have ten 
such girls. When I see one I want, I will carry her away, and make her my slave.” 
He looked at Hassan. “They will serve me well, and make me happy.
“She is ugly,” said the boy’s sister. “Her body is white.”
“Is she a good slave?” asked the boy of Hassan.
“She is a stupid, miserable girl,” said Hassan, “who must be often beaten.”
“Too bad,” said the boy.
“Tend the verr,” said his sister, unpleasantly.
“If you were mine,” said the boy to Alyena, “I would tolerate no nonsense from 
you. I would make you be a perfect slave.”
“Yes, Master,” said Alyena, stripped before him, her teeth gritted.
“You may clothe yourself,” said the boy.
“Thank you, Master,” said Alyena. She pulled up her skirt and drew on her blouse, 
adjusted her cloak and hood. Whereas she could dismount from the kaiila blanket, 
which served her as saddle, she could not, unaided, reach its back. I, with my left 
band under her foot, lifted her to her place. “The little beast!” whispered Alyena to 
me, in English. I smiled.
“Have you seen, or heard, aught, young warrior,” asked Hassan, “of a tower of 
steel?”
The boy looked at him and laughed. “Your slave, Raider,” said he, indicating the 
irritated Alyena, now again mounted, well vexed, on her kaiila, “apparently makes 
your tea too strong.”
Hassan nodded his head, graciously. “My thanks, young warrior,” said he.
We then left the boy, and his sister, and their verr. She was scolding him about the 
verr. “Be quiet,” he told her, “or I will sell you to raiders from Red Rock. In a year 
or two you will be pretty enough for a collar.” He then skipped away as she, 
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shouting abuse, flung a rock after him. When we looked back again they were 
prodding their verr, leading them, doubtless, away from their camp. On our kaiila 
harness, we knew, we wore no bells.
“The oasis of the Battle of Red Rock,” said Hassan to me, “is one of the few 
outpost oases maintained by the Aretai. To its west and south is mostly Kavar 
country.”
At noon of the next day, I cried out, “There is the oasis.”
“No,” said Hassan.
I could see the buildings, whitish, with domes, the palms, the gardens, the high, 
circling walls of red clay.
I blinked. This seemed to me no illusion. “Can you not see it?” I asked Hassan, the 
others.
“I see it!” said Alyena.
“We, too, see it,” said Hassan, “but it is not there.”
“You speak in riddles, “ I said.
“It is a mirage,” said he.
I looked again. It seemed to me unlikely that this was a mirage. I was familiar with 
two sorts of mirages on the desert, of the sort which might be, and often were, 
seen by normal individuals under normal circumstances, not the mirages of the 
dehydrated body, the sun-crazed brain, not private hallucinatory images. The most 
common sort of mirage is simply the interpretation of heat waves, shimmering on, 
the desert, as the ripples in water, as in a lake or pond. When the sky is reflected in 
this rising, heated air, the mirage is even more striking, because then the surface of 
the “lake,” reflecting the sky, seems blue, and, thus, even more waterlike. A 
second common sort of mirage, more private than the first, but quite normal, is the 
interpretation of a mixed terrain, usually rocks and scrub brush, mixed with rising 
heat waves, as an oasis with water, palms and buildings. Perception is a quite 
complicated business, involving the playing of energies on the sensors, and the 
transduction of this energy into an interpreted visual world. All we are in physical 
contact with, of course, is the energy applied to the sensors. These physical 
energies are quite different from the “human world” of our experience, replete 
with color, sound and light. There is, of course, a topological congruence between 
the world of physics and the world of experience. Evolution has selected for such 
a congruence. Our experiential world, though quite unlike the world of physics, is 
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well coordinated with it. If it were not we could not move our physical bodies 
conveniently among physical objects, manage to put our hands on things we 
wished to touch, and so on. Different sensory systems, as in various types of 
organisms, mean different experiential worlds. Each of these, however, the world 
of the man, the cuttlefish, the butterfly, the ant, the sleen, the Priest-King is 
congruent, though perhaps in unusual ways, with the presumably singular, unique 
physical world. Beyond this, perception is largely a matter of interpreting a flood 
of cues, or coded bits, out of which we construct a unified, coherent, harmonious 
world. Though the eye is a necessary condition for seeing, one does not, so to 
speak, “see” with the eye, but, oddly enough, with the brain. If the optic nerve, or, 
indeed, certain areas of the brain, could be appropriately stimulated one could 
have visual experiences without the use of eyes. Similarly, if the eye were in 
perfect condition, but the visual centers of the brain were defective, one could not 
“see.” Perhaps it is more correct to speak of a system of components necessary for 
visual experience, but, even if so, it is well to understand that what impinges upon 
the eyes are not visual realities but electromagnetic radiations. Further, what one 
sees is a function not simply of what exists in the external world, but of a number 
of other factors as well, for example, what one has familiarly seen before, what 
one expects to see, what others claim is there to be seen, what one wants to see, 
the physical condition of the organism, its conditioning and socialization, the 
conceptual and linguistic categories available to the organism, and so on. It is thus 
not unusual that, in a desert situation, a calm, normal person may, misinterpreting 
physical cues, make an oasis, complete with buildings and trees, out of energies 
reflected over a heated surface from rock and brush. There is nothing unusual in 
this sort of thing.
But this did not seem to me a mirage sort of experience. I rubbed my eyes. I 
changed the position of my head. I closed and opened my eyes.
“No,” I said. “I see an oasis clearly.”
“It is not there,” said Hassan.
“Does the oasis of the Battle of Red Rock have, at its northeast rim, a kasbah, with 
four towers?”
“Yes,” said Hassan.
“Then I see it,” I said.
“No,” said Hassan.
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“There are palm groves, five of them,” I said.
“Yes.” he said.
“Pomegranate orchards lie at the east of the oasis.” I said. “Gardens lie inward. 
There is even a pond, between two of the groves of date palms.”
“True,” said Hassan.
“There is Red Rock,” I said.
“No.” said Hassan.
“I could not imagine these things,” I said. “I have never been to Red Rock. Look. 
There is a single gate in the kasbah, facing us. On the towers two flags fly.”
Petitions,” said Hassan, “of the Tashid and Aretai.”
“I shall race you to the oasis,” I said.
“It is not there,” he said. “We shall not arrive there until tomorrow, past noon.”
“I see it!” I protested.
“I shall speak clearly,” said Hassan. “You see it and you do not see it.”
“I am glad,” I said, “that you have chosen to speak clearly. Had you spoken 
obscurely I might not have understood.”
“Ride ahead,” suggested Hassan.
I shrugged, and kicked the kaiila in the flanks, urging downward, from the sloping 
hill, toward the oasis. I had ridden for no more than five Ehn when the oasis 
vanished. I reined in the kaiila. Before me was nothing but the desert.
I was sweating. I was hot. Before me was nothing but the desert.
“It is an interesting phenomenon, is it not?” asked Hassan, when he, and the 
others, had joined me. “The oasis, which is some seventy pasangs distant, is 
reflected in the mirror of air above it, and then again reflected downward and 
away, at an angle.”
“It is like mirrors?” I asked.
“Precisely,” said Hassan, “with layers of air the glass. A triangle of reflected light 
is formed. Red Rock, more than seventy pasangs away, is seen, in its image, here.”
“It is only then an optical illusion?’’ I asked.
“Yes,” said Hassan.
“But did it not seem real to you?” I asked.
“Of course,” he said.
“How did you know it was not Red Rock?” I asked.
“I am of the Tahari,” he said.

“Did it look different to you?” I asked.
“No,” he said.
“Then how could you tell?” I asked.
He shrugged. “I am of the Tahari,” he said.
“But how could you tell?” I asked.
“By distances and times,” he said. “We had not come far enough, nor at our pace, 
fast enough, for it to be Red Rock.”
“Seeing it,” I said, “one who was unwise, and not of the Tahari, might ration water 
unwisely, and die.”
“In the Tahari,” said Hassan, “it is well to be of the Tahari, if one would live.”
“I will try to be of the Tahari,” I said.
“I will help you,” said Hassan.
 
It was the next day, at the eleventh Ahn, one Ahn past the Gorean noon, that we 
arrived at the Oasis of Red Rock.
It was dominated by the kasbah of its pasha, Turem a’Din, commander of the local 
Tashid clans, on its rim to the northeast. There were five palm groves. At the east 
of the oasis lay pomegranate orchards. Toward its lower parts, in its center, were 
the gardens. Between two of the groves of date palms there was a large pool. The 
kasbah contained a single gate. On the summits of its four towers flew petitions, 
those of the Tashid and Aretai.
“Do you fear to enter the oasis of a vassal tribe of the Aretai?” asked Hassan.
“We are far from Nine Wells,” I said.
“I think, too, there is little danger,” said Hassan.
We entered the oasis slowly, single file, in caravan style. There is almost always a 
constant, hot wind on the Tahari. Our burnooses lifted behind us, slowly, swelling, 
over the flanks of our animals. The girl, Alyena rode next to the last in our line, in 
the position of least status; she was followed by one of Hassan’s men, the guard; 
such a guard is commonly posted; he, from time to time, watches the trail behind 
the caravan and, of course, prevents the escape of slave girls.
The oasis, which we were entering, is named for the Battle of Red Rock, which is 
a large shelf of reddish sandstone behind the oasis, north by northeast from its 
lowest point, and center. It was used as the vantage point for the Aretai 
commander at that time, Hammaran, who also launched at a crucial point in the 
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struggle, his picked cavalry, and bodyguard, from that height, turning the battle’s 
tide. The Tashid commander of the time, Ba’Arub, died on the shelf of red stone, 
with ten men, trying to reach Hammaran. It was said that he came within ten yards 
of him. Ba’Arub was, it was said, a brave man. It was also believed that if he had 
stood siege in his kasbah, in time Hammaran would have been forced to retire. It is 
difficult to maintain a lengthy siege in the Tahari. Food supplies at the oasis are 
short, except for the stores in the kasbah, and supply lines are long, and difficult to 
defend. Had Ba’Arub destroyed or fouled the public wells at Red Rock, those 
outside the walls of the kasbah, Hammaran would have been forced to retire in 
twenty-four hours, and perhaps lose most of his men on the return march to his 
country. But, being of the Tahari, Ba’Arub, as it is told in the stories, related about 
the campfires, would not do this. It is said he came within ten yards of Hammaran.
Men regarded us with some curiosity, as is common when newcomers arrive at an 
oasis, but I detected neither apprehension nor hostility. The wars and raids, I 
gathered, had not touched Red Rock.
A child ran beside the stirrup of Hassan, playing. “You have no bells on your 
kaiila,” said the child.
“They were stolen by raiders,” said Hassan. The boy laughed and ran beside him.
“We shall seek an inn,” said Hassan.
The battle of Red Rock, for which the oasis is named, took place more than 
seventy years ago, in 10,051 C.A., or in the sixth year of the reign of Ba’Arub 
Pasha. Since that time the Tashid have been a vassal tribe of the Aretai. Though 
there are some token tributes involved, exemptions for Aretai merchants from 
caravan taxes, and such, the vassal tribe is, in its own areas, almost completely 
autonomous, with its own leaders, magistrates, judges and soldiers. The 
significance of the relationship is, crucially, interestingly, military alliance. The 
vassal tribe is bound, by its Tahari oaths, sworn over water and salt, to support the 
conquering tribe in its military endeavors, with supplies, kaiila and men. The 
vassal tribe is, in effect, a military unit subordinate to the conquering tribe which 
it, then, may count among its forces. Enemies conquered become allies enlisted. 
One’s foe of yesterday becomes one’s pledged friend of today. The man of the 
Tahari, conquered, stands ready, his scimitar returned to him, to defend his 
conqueror to the death. The conqueror, by his might and cunning, and victory, has 
won, by the right of the Tahari, a soldier to his cause. I am not clear on the 
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historical roots of this unusual social institution but it does tend, in its practice, to 
pacify great sections of the Tahari. War, for example, between conquering tribes 
and rebellious vassal tribes is, although not unknown, quite rare, Another result, 
perhaps unfortunate, however, is that the various tribes tend to build into larger 
and larger confederations of militarily related communities. Thus, if war should 
erupt between the high tribes, the conquering tribes, the entire desert might 
become engulfed in hostilities. This was what was in danger of happening now, 
for the Aretai and the Kavars were the two high tribes of the Tahari. Not all tribes, 
of course, are vassal or conquering tribes. Some are independent. War, 
incidentally, between vassal tribes is not unknown. The high tribes need not, 
though often they do, support vassal tribes in their squabbles; the vassal tribes, 
however, are expected to support the high, or noble, tribes, in their altercations. 
Sometimes, it is made quite clear, by messenger and proclamation, whether a war 
is local or not, say, between only the Ta’Kara and the Luraz, who have some point 
of dispute between them. All in all, the relation of vassal tribe to conquering tribe 
probably contributes more to the peace of the Tahari than to its hostilities. It is 
fortunate that some such arrangement exists for the men of the Tahari, like 
Goreans generally, are extremely proud, high-strung, easily offended men, with a 
sense of honor that is highly touchy. Furthermore, enjoying war, they need very 
little to send them to their saddles with their scimitars loose in their sheaths. A 
rumor of an insult or outrage, not inquired closely into, perhaps by intent, will 
suffice, A good fight, I have heard men of the Tahari say, licking their lips, 
justifies any cause. It may be appropriate here to mention that the reason that 
Hammaran came to Red Rock seventy years ago is not even known, by either 
Aretai or Tashid. The cause of the war was forgotten, but its deeds are still 
recounted about the fires. There were seventy men in the bodyguard of 
Hammaran. When the battle was lost to him, Ba’Arub tried to reach him. It is said 
he came within ten yards.
“We shall stop here,” said Hassan, reining in before an inn. We dismounted. We 
took the packs from our kaiila, the saddles and accouterments. Boys came out to 
meet us, to take our kaiila to the stables. Two of Hassan’s men went with them, to 
see that the animals were well cared for. One of Hassan’s men helped Aleyna to 
dismount. She took short steps and went to kneel beside Hassan, her head down, at 
his left thigh.

“Stand, Slave,” he said to her.
“Yes, Master.” she said.
He took one of the water bags, which was still full, which held some twenty 
gallons of water.
“Carry this burden, Slave,” he said.
“Yes. Master,” she said.
He threw it over her shoulders. She gasped. She bent forward, her hands steadying 
the bag. It was heavy for the slight beauty. She almost lost her balance. If she 
dropped it, she would be much beaten.
The men then gathered their saddles, their weapons, the other water and goods, 
and their belongings. Alyena waited for us, bent, face strained, bearing across her 
small shoulders the weight of the water.
Each man carried his own saddle. Saddles are prized on the Tahari and each man 
cares for his own, and sees to its safety. Among nomads they are brought into the 
tent each night, and placed on the right side of the tent, at the back.
The water which we had brought with us would not now be wasted but, by Tahari 
custom, emptied into the cistern of the inn. In this fashion the water is still used, 
and, to some extent, it saves the inn boys from carrying as much water as they 
might otherwise do, from the wells of the oasis, to the inn’s cistern. In leaving an 
oasis, of course, similarly, as a courtesy to the inn, and its hospitality, the bags are 
commonly filled not at the cistern, but at the public well.
Hassan then, carrying his saddle and other belongings, went into the inn. His men, 
and I, followed him. Last to enter the inn, head down, was Alyena.
“Here, Slave,” said one of the inn boys to her, indicating the way to the inn’s 
cistern. Alyena, slowly, half stumbling, followed him. He did not, of course, help 
her. She emptied the water into the cistern. Those of Hassan’s men who carried 
water, too, emptied the water into the cistern. Before Alyena returned to us, the 
boy brushed back her hood, revealing her hair and face. His hand was in her hair. 
“You are a pretty slave,” he said. “Thank you, Master,” whispered Alyena. He 
turned her head from side to side. Then he released her, snapping his fingers and 
pointing to his feet. She knelt before him, and kissed his feet, her hair falling over 
them. He then turned away. She rose to her feet and went to kneel beside Hassan, 
who was sitting at a bench before a table. She knelt perpendicular to his thigh, and 
put her head gently, sideways, on his left leg. He handled her head and hair with a 
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rough gentleness, sometimes running his fingers, caressing her, between her throat 
and the collar.
“Have you heard aught of a tower of steel?” Hassan was asking the master of the 
inn.
 
None, it seemed, at Red Rock had either seen, or heard, of so strange an 
architectural oddity as a tower of steel in the desert.
This was irritating to Hassan, and did not much please me either, for the oasis of 
the Battle of Red Rock was the last of the major oases of the Tahari for more than 
two thousand pasangs eastward; it lay, in effect, on the borders of the dreaded 
dune country; there are oases in the dune country but they are small and 
infrequent, and often lie more than two hundred pasangs apart; in the sands they 
are not always easy to find: among the dunes one can, unknowingly, pass within 
ten pasangs of an oasis, missing it entirely. Little but salt caravans ply the dune 
country. Caravans with goods tend to travel the western. Or distant eastern edge of 
the Tahari; caravans do, it might be mentioned, occasionally travel from Tor or 
Kasra to Turmas, a Turian outpost and kasbah, in the southeastern edge of the 
Tahari, but even these commonly avoid the dune country, either moving south, 
then east, or east, then south, skirting the sands. Few men, without good reason, 
enter the dune country.
I had little doubt, nor did Hassan, that it was within the dune country that lay the 
steel tower, if there was indeed such an unusual edifice.
It seemed reasonably clear that if such were not the case someone, nomad or 
merchant, or innkeeper or drover, or guide or soldier, would have heard of it.
But such a tower might exist in the dune country for ten thousand years, remote 
and undiscovered.
The Others, the Kurii, had stopped slave runs from Earth to Gor. “Surrender Gor,” 
had been the ultimatum delivered to the Sardar. A Kur, alone, had been 
apprehended, apparently on his way to the dune country. A message had been 
inscribed on a rock: Beware the steel tower.

Since Red Rock was an oasis under the governance of the Tashid, a vassal tribe of 
Aretai, of course, no Bakah, or other member of the Kavar confederation, would 
be likely, particularly in such times, to drop in and, in friendly fashion, convey this 
intelligence to them. Indeed, they would tend to avoid Aretai and Aretai-dominant 
oases, at least until they could come in force, paying the respects of the Tahari 
with steel.

Already he had sent Alyena up to his 
room. His men, too, were lodged on the second floor.
Hassan looked about himself. “What is the hour?” asked Hassan.
One of the inn boys, sitting in an apron, on a bench near the large, cylindrical sand 
clock, glanced at it. “Past the nineteenth hour,” he said. He yawned. He would stay 
up until the twentieth hour, the Gorean midnight, at which time he would turn the 
clock, and retire.
“Are masters well content in my house?” asked the innkeeper.
“Yes,” said Hassan. Then Hassan said, “Soldiers are returning.”

I heard Hassan shouting 
upstairs. I heard the sound of feet. The innkeeper turned to face me, his face white: 
he fell rolling to the floor, snapping off the shaft of the arrow. “Kavars supreme!” 
I heard. I rushed to the window and my scimitar thrust through and the figure, in 
burnoose, screamed, clutched at the side of the window, and fell back, bloodied, 
into the darkness. I reached to close the shutters. Two arrows struck the wood, 
splintering needles of wood into my cheek: then the shutters were pulled closed, 
fastened: another arrow burst half through one, hanging on our side. The inn boy 
stood by the sand clock, looking wildly about. We heard the paws of kaiila, their 
squeals and snorts, and hisses. I beard a man cry out. Somewhere I beard a door 
splintering, though not, I thought, of the inn. “Kavars supreme!” I heard.
“Upstairs!” cried Hassan. “To the roof!”
I took the stairs four at a time, climbing to the second floor. The inn boy, terrified, 
fled through a door to the kitchen.
Alyena, white faced, stood, her arm held in the grip of one of Hassan’s men.
“Follow me,” said Hassan. Other guests at the inn fled downstairs. A woman 
screamed.
We climbed a narrow ladder, pushing up a trap door to the roof. We stood under 
the three moons of Gor. The desert looked white. Beneath us, in the streets, people 
were running, some carrying belongings. “To the kasbah!” cried a man. “Seek 
safety in the kasbah!” Among the running people rode warriors, slashing about 
themselves, slaying and freeing for themselves a path for their mounts. “Kavars 
supreme!” they cried.
“Kavars!” I cried.
Hassan looked at me, wildly, angrily. “To the stable yard,” he said. We ran across 
the roof to the walled stable yard. He cried orders, swiftly. Saddles were fetched, 
two men leaped down from the roof to the ground below, then leaped up, running 
to the stables. I saw a fire arrow loop in the sky over palms. I heard the sounds of 
axes. There was, on the other side of the wall, much screaming. We heard the door 
of the inn splintering. Below us, in the stable yard, holding the reins of kaiila, 
came Hassan’s men. “Guard the trap door,” said Hassan to one of his men. Almost 
at that moment the trap door thrust up and a man’s face appeared; Hassan’s man 
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thrust his scimitar through the jaw and wrenched it free, loose with blood and teeth 
and kicked shut the door.
“To the kasbah!” cried a man below in the street, terrified.
“Into the desert!” cried a woman. “The kasbah is bolted against raiders! People die 
at the gate, cut down, pounding to enter!”
“Fire!” I cried. An arrow had fallen within the stable yard, striking through the 
straw in the storage stall at the right. We saw a man climbing over the gate to the 
stable yard. He fell back, thrust from the gate by a lance in the hands of one of 
Hassan’s men. The interior of the stable yard was now well lit, by the blazing 
straw. The kaiila squealed in fright. Hassan’s men threw their burnooses over the 
heads of the animals.

Tahari salt accounts, in its varieties, I would suspect, 
for some twenty percent of the salt and salt-related products, such as medicines 
and antiseptics, preservatives, cleansers, bleaches, bottle glass, which contains 
soda ash, taken from salt, and tanning chemicals, used on known Gor. Salt is a 
trading commodity par excellence. There are areas on Gor where salt serves as a 
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currency, being weighed and exchanged much as precious metals. The major 
protection and control of the Tahari salt, of course, lies in its remoteness, the salt 
districts, of which there are several, being scattered and isolated in the midst of the 
dune country, in the long caravan journeys required, and the difficulty or 
impossibility of obtaining it without knowing the trails, the ways of the desert. A 
lesser protection and control of the salt, though a not unformidable one, lies in the 
policing of the desert by the Salt Ubar, or the Guard of the Dunes. The support of 
the kasbah of the Salt Ubar comes from fees supplied by high salt merchants, the 
measure of which fees, of course, they include in their wholesale pricings to lesser 
distributors. The function of the kasbah of the Salt Ubar, thus, officially, is to 
administer and control the salt districts, on behalf of the Tahari salt merchants, 
primarily by regulating access to the districts, checking the papers and credentials 
of merchants, inspecting caravans, keeping records of the commerce, etc. For 
example, caravans between Red Rock, and certain other oases, and the salt 
districts, will travel under an escort of the Guard of the Dunes. Many salt 
caravans, incidentally, travel only between the districts and the local oases, while 
others travel between the local oases and the distant points, often culminating with 
Kasra or Tor. Some caravans, of course, journey through from the distant points to 
the salt districts, accepting the danger and inconvenience of trekking the dune 
country, but thereby avoiding the higher charges of picking up salt from the 
storehouses in the local oases. Even these caravans, of course, once in the dune 
country are accompanied by the men of the Guard of the Dunes. The Guard of the 
Dunes, however, does not obtain the title of the Salt Ubar in virtue of his 
complacent magistracy of the salt districts, subservient to the Tahari merchants. 
There are those who say, and I do not doubt it true, that it is he, and not the 
merchants, who controls the salt of the Tahari. Nominally a sheriff of the Tahad 
merchants, he, ensconced in his kasbah, first among fierce warriors, elusive and 
unscrupulous, possesses a strangle bold on the salt of the Tahari, the vital 
commerce being ruled and regulated as he wills. He holds within his territories the 
right of law and execution. In the dunes he is Ubar and the merchants bow their 
heads to him. The Guard of the Dunes is one of the most dreaded and powerful 
men in the Tahari.
“Kneel, Slaves,” said the rider, the leader of the men who had captured us.
Hassan and I knelt.
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“Kiss the sand before the gate of your master,” said the man.
Hassan and I pressed our lips to the sand before the great, open portal.
“On your feet, Slaves,” said the man. Hassan and I rose to our feet.
“You have been troublesome, Slaves,” said the man. “You will be troublesome no 
more.”
The gate stood open before us. We could see the courtyard, whitish beyond, the 
moonlight on its sand, the small lamps set in the far walls.
“Herd the slaves before their master,” said the rider, be the leader of our captors.
I felt the point of a scimitar in my back.
“What is the name of the Salt Ubar?” I asked Hassan.
“I thought everyone knew his name,” said Hassan.
“No,” I said. “What is his name?”
“Abdul,” said Hassan.
The scimitar pressed in my back. I, and Hassan, entered the kasbah of the Guard 
of the Dunes, the Salt Ubar, he whose name was Abdul.
 
Opulent were the halls and lofty chambers of the kasbah of Abdul, the guard of the 
dunes, he known as the Salt Ubar of the Tahari.
Rich and smooth were the variegated, glossy tiles, sumptuous the hangings, 
slender the pillars and columns, ornate the screens and carvings, brilliant and 
intricate the stylized floral inlays, the geometrical mosaics. High vessels of gold, 
some as tall as a girl, gleaming dully in the light of the lamps, were passed on our 
journey through the halls, into the upper rooms, too, great vases of red and yellow 
porcelain, many of which were as large as a man, imported from the potteries of 
Tyros. Beaded curtains did we pass, and many portals, looming and carved.
We did not soil the polished floors, nor bring sand within. At the foot of the great 
stairs, marble and spiraling, leading to the upper rooms, we, and our guards, those 
accompanying us, some dozen men, paused. Their desert boots were removed by 
kneeling slave girls, who then, with lavers and veminium water, and oils, pouring 
and cleansing, washed their feet. The girls were not of the Tahari, and so dried the 
men’s feet with their hair. To make a Tahari girl, even though slave, do this, is 
regarded as a great degradation. As discipline, of course, what is routine for a girl 
not of the Tahari, in miserable Tahari enslavement, may be forced on a slave girl 
whose origin is itself the Tahari. When the men’s feet were cleansed, they were 
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fitted by the girls with soft, heel-less slippers, of the sort commonly worn indoors 
in permanent residences in the Tahari, with extended, curling toes. The feet of 
myself, and those of Hassan, too, were washed, and dried. The girl who cared for 
me had long, hair, almost black. She bent to her work. Once she looked up at me. 
She might once have been of high family in Ar. She was now only a Tahari slave 
girl. She looked down, finishing her labors. “In there,” said the man who had led 
our captors. We had now stopped before a great portal, narrower at its bottom, 
then swelling, curving, gracefully expanding, outward and upward, then narrowing 
again, gracefully concluding in a point. It might have been in the design of a 
stylized lance, or flame or leaf. This portal lay at the end of our trek, through 
several balls, and up more than one flight of stairs.
There were men within, seated about a central figure, on rugs, on a dais. The men 
were veiled, in the manner of the Char. Girls, docile, belled and collared, served 
them.
A girl emerged from the room. Our eyes met. Her eyes fell. She did not know us. 
She found herself examined. Her body blushed red, from hair to ankles. Though 
Hassan and I were stripped, she was more naked than we, for she wore Gorean 
slave silk.
“In there,” said the man. Again I felt the incitement of the point of the scimitar in 
my back.
On ropes, hands bound behind our back, Hassan and I entered the lofty chamber.
Those within the chamber looked up.
We were thrust before the dais. “Kneel, and kiss the tiles before the feet of your 
master,” the man. Hassan and I knelt. Scimitars stood at the ready. We kissed the 
tiles. We straightened ourselves. Failure to comply in such a situation means 
immediate decapitation.
The man on the dais, sitting cross-legged, regarded us.
We said nothing.
He lifted his finger. “You may again show respect,” said the man behind us.
We again kissed the tiles. We again straightened ourselves. Again we said nothing.
“I did not think a woman could hold you,” smiled the man on the dais.
We did not respond.
“I expect to have better fortune,” said the man. He was veiled, in the manner of the 
Char, as were the others with him. He picked a grape from a bowl of fruit on a 
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small table near him, and, holding the veil from his face, as do the men of the 
Char, put the bit of fruit into his mouth, and bit into it. It was pitted. He chewed on 
the fruit.
I looked about the room.
It was a marvelous and lofty room, high ceilinged, columned and tiled, ornately 
carved, open and spacious in aspect, rich in its decoration. A vizier, a pasha, a 
caliph, might have held audience in such a chamber.
“She is an excellent tool,” said the man on the dais, finishing the fruit, rinsing the 
fingers of his right band in a small bowl of veminium water, and drying them on a 
cloth to his right. “But only, when all is said and done, a woman. I did not think 
she could hold you. You were little more than twenty Ahn in her keeping.”
“We fell well into your trap,” said Hassan.
The man shrugged, a Tahari shrug, tiny, subtle, like a swift smile, acknowledging 
the compliment of Hassan.

“What was it I took, 
in which you were interested?”
“A trifle,” said the man.
“Perhaps it was another bandit,” suggested Hassan. “Many of us, veiled, resemble 
one another.”
“I witnessed the theft,” said he. “You did not deign to conceal your features.”
“Perhaps that was unwise on my part,” volunteered Hassan. He was clearly 
curious. “Yet I do not recollect purloining anything upon an occasion on which 
you were present. Indeed, this is my first visit to your kasbah.”
“You did not recognize me,” said the man.
“I did not mean to be uncivil,” said Hassan.
“You were in reasonable haste,” said the man.
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“My business must often be conducted with dispatch,” admitted Hassan. “What 
was it I took?” he asked.
“A bauble,” said the man.
“I hope that you will forgive me,” said Hassan. “Further, in the light of the fact 
that you have recovered that in which you were interested, whatever it is, I trust 
that you will be willing to let bygones be bygones, and permit myself and my 
friend to depart, returning to us our kaiila, garments and accouterments, and 
perhaps bestowing upon us some water and supplies. We will then be on our way, 
commending your generosity and hospitality at the campfires, and will bother you 
no longer.”
“I am afraid that will not be possible,” said the man.
“I was not optimistic,” admitted Hassan.
“You are a bandit,” pointed out the figure on the dais.
“Doubtless each of us has our own business,” said Hassan. “Being a bandit is my 
business. Surely you would not hold one’s business against him.”
“No,” said the man, “but 1, too, have my business, and part of my business is to 
apprehend and punish bandits. You would surely not hold my business against 
me.”
“Of course not,” said Hassan. “That would be riot only irrational, but 
discourteous.” He indicated me with his head. “I have been traveling with this 
fellow,” he said, “a clumsy, but well-meaning oaf, a boorish date merchant, Hakim 
of Tor, not overly bright, but good hearted. We fell together by accident. Should 
you free him, your generosity and hospitality would be commended at the 
campfires.”
I did not care greatly for Hassan’s description. I am not boorish.
“They must find other things of which to speak at the campfires,” said the man.
He looked about himself. On the dais, with him, were several men, low tables of 
food, fruit, stews, tidbits of roast verr, assorted breads. He and the males were 
veiled. About the dais, kneeling, waiting to serve, were slave girls, some in high 
collars, clad in strands of slave silk. They were not veiled. Among the upper 
classes in the Tahari, it is scandalously erotic, generally, that a female’s mouth 
should not be concealed. To see a girl’s lips and teeth is a charged experience. To 
touch a girl’s teeth with your teeth is prelude to the seizure of her body, an act that 
one would engage in only with a bold, brazen mate, or with one’s shameless slave 
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girl, with whom one can do with, to her joy, precisely as one pleases.
“I have waited long to have you at my feet,” said the man. Then he lifted his 
finger. Four of the girls, with a jangle of slave bells, fled to Hassan and myself. 
They regarded the figure on the dais, veiled, sitting cross-legged. “Please them,” 
he said. We struggled. With lips, and tongue, and small fingers, the girls addressed 
themselves to our pleasures. The binding fiber cut into our wrists. The ropes on 
our neck held us in place. We could not free ourselves. Again the veiled man lifted 
his finger. Other girls, with bits of food, gave us to feed, with their tiny fingers 
placing tidbits, delicacies, into our months. One girl held back our head, and 
others, from goblets, gave us of wines, Turian wine, sweet and thick, Ta wine, 
from the famed Ta grapes, from the terraces of Cos, wines even, Ka-la-nas, sweets 
and drys, from distant Ar. Our heads swirled. We heard music. Musicians had 
entered the room. “Feast,” said the man on the dais. He clapped his hands. We 
shook our heads, trying to clear the wines from them. We struggled. I pulled with 
my head away from the eager lips and hands of the slave girl who sought to hold 
and kiss me. “Tafa loves you, “ she whispered, kissing me. A guard’s hand held 
my hair, keeping my head in place. I felt the ropes burn on my neck. I closed my 
eyes. I felt her lips beneath my left ear, biting and kissing. “Tafa loves you. 
Master,” she whispered. “Let Tafa please you.” I was startled. Suddenly I realized 
that this was the same girl who had been one of the pair captured by Hassan in the 
desert, shortly before I had first made his acquaintance. She had been the proud 
free woman, sold at Two Scimitars, with Zina, the traitress. It was difficult now to 
see in this lascivious, delicious slave, who seemed born to the collar, the proud 
free woman whom Hassan had earlier captured, and who had been later sold at the 
Bakah oasis of Two Scimitars. Some Goreans maintain that all women are born to 
the collar, and require only to find that man strong enough to put it on them.
I tried to pull away, but was held. “Tafa loves you,” she whispered. “Let Tafa give 
you pleasure.” I felt the lips of another girl at my leg and waist.
The men, veiled, observed complacently.
Again the man on the dais clapped his hands. Before us now on the tiles, in the 
basic position of the slave dance, too, her hands lifted over her head, wrists back 
to back, stood a chained girl.
Hassan’s eyes were hard.
It was Alyena.
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“Do you remember this one?” asked the veiled man, of Hassan.
“Yes,” said Hassan.
“This is that of which,” said the man, “I spoke earlier. This is that in which I was 
once interested. This is that which you once took from me. This is the trifle, the 
bauble. I have now recovered it.”
Alyena trembled under the eyes of Hassan. She wore graceful, golden chains.
“It was recovered,” he said, “in the vicinity of Red Rock.”
There were tears in Alyena’s eyes. She stood in the position of the slave
dance, a girl waiting to be commanded to please men.
“She was with several men,” said the man on the dais. “They fought well,
with skill and savagery, and broke through to the desert beyond Red Rock.”
How was it then, I wondered, that lovely Alyena stood here, on these tiles,
slave?
“Then, most peculiarly,” said the man, “when apparently safe, escaped with her 
escort, she, suddenly, turned her kaiila about, returning, fleeing back to Red 
Rock.”

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how could she have been otherwise when owned by Gorean men? The man on the 
dais languidly lifted his finger. The musicians readied themselves. Alyena looked 
upon Hassan, agonized.
“What shall I do, Master?” she begged. She wore a golden metal dancing collar 
about her throat, golden chains looped from her wrists, gracefully to the collar 
ring, then fell to her ankles; there are varieties of Tahari dancing chains; she wore 
the oval and collar; briefly, in readying a girl, after she has been belled and silked, 
and bangled, and has been made up, and touched with slave perfume, she kneels, 
head down in a large oval of light gleaming chain, extending her wrists before her; 
fastened at the sides of the top of the oval are two wrist rings, at the sides of the 
lower loop of the oval two ankle rings; the oval is then pulled inward and the wrist 
and ankle rings fastened on the slave; her throat is then locked in the dancing 
collar, which has, under the chin, an open snap ring: with the left hand the oval is 
then gathered together, so the two strands of chain lie in the palm of the left hand, 
whence, lifted, they are placed inside the snap ring, which is then snapped shut, 
and locked; the two strands of chain flow freely in the snap ring; accordingly, 
though the girl’s wrists and ankles are fastened at generous, though inflexible 
limits from one another, usually about a yard for the wrists and about eighteen 
inches for the ankles, much of the chain may be played through, and back through, 
the collar ring; this permits a skillful girl a great deal of beautiful chain work: the 
oval and collar is traditional in the Tahari; it enhances a girl’s beauty; it interferes 
little with her dance, though it imposes subtle, sensuous limits upon it; a good 
dancer uses these limits, exploiting them deliciously; for example, she may extend 
a wrist, subtly holding the chain at her waist with her other hand; the chain slides 
through the ring, yet short of the expected movement; the chain stops her wrist; 
her wrist rebels, but is helpless; it must yield; her head falls; she is a chained slave 
girl.
“Master, what shall I do?” begged Alyena. How beautiful she was.
All eyes were upon her. Aside from her jewelries, her bells, the oval and collar, 
the cosmetics, the heady slave perfume, she wore six ribbons of silk, yellow, three 
before and three behind, some four feet in length, depending from her collar. I had 
always admired her brand.

“It does not matter now,” I said. I smiled to myself. I had thought him to be the 
“Abdul” of the message, that which had been placed in the scalp of the message 
girt, Veema, who had been sent mysteriously to the house of Samos in Port Kar.

In the historic sense, the planetary sense, 
there would have been only one likely “Abdul” in the Tahari at this time, the 
potent, powerful, dreaded Guard of the Dunes, the Salt Ubar. He would be a most 
formidable minion of Kurii. Neither Samos nor myself, however, though we had 
heard of the Salt Ubar, had known his name. Further, his name is not often 
casually mentioned in the Tahari. It is difficult to know who are and who are not 
his spies. His men belong to various tribes. I might have behaved differently in the 
Tahari had I earlier known the name of the Salt Ubar. I wondered who had sent the 
message, “Beware Abdul.” How complacent I had been, how sure that I bad 
earlier penetrated that mystery.
“May I cut his throat?” asked the water carrier.
“We have other plans for our friend,” said the Salt Ubar. He had not yet unveiled 
himself, though his men, at his command, had done so.
“Have you long been known as Abdul?” I asked the Salt Ubar.
“For some five years,” said be, “since I infiltrated the kasbah and deposed my 
predecessor.”
“You serve Kurii,” I said.
The man shrugged. “You serve Priest-Kings,” said he. “We two have much in 
common, for we both are mercenaries. Only you are less wise than I, for you do 
not serve upon that side which will taste the salt of victory.”

“Priest-Kings are formidable enemies,” said I.

Abdul, the Salt Ubar, he who was Ibn Saran.

14    The March to Klima
I took another step, and my right leg, to the knee, broke through the brittle crusts. 
The lash struck again across my back. I straightened in the slave hood, my head 
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thrown back by the stroke. The chain on my neck jerked forward and I stumbled in 
the salt crusts. My bands clenched in the manacles, fastened at my belly by the 
loop of chain. My left leg broke through a dozen layers of crust, breaking it to the 
side with a hundred, dry, soft shattering sounds, the rupture of innumerable fine 
crystalline structures. I could feel blood on my left leg, over the leather wrappings, 
where the edge of a crust, ragged, hot, had sawed it open. I lost my balance and 
fell. I tried to rise. But the chain before me dragged forward and I fell again. 
Twice more the lash struck. I recovered my balance. Again I waded through the 
crusts toward Klima.
For twenty days had we marched. Some thought it a hundred. Many had lost 
count.
More than two hundred and fifty men had been originally in the salt chain.
I did not know how many now trekked with the march. The chain was now much 
heavier than it had been, for it, even with several sections removed, was carried by 
far fewer men. To be a salt slave, it is said, one must be strong. Only the strong, it 
is said, reach Klima.
In the chain, we wore slave hoods. These had been fastened on us at the foot of the 
wall of the kasbah of the Salt Ubar. Before mine had been locked under my chin I 
had seen the silver desert in its dawn. The sky in the east, for Gor, like the Earth 
rotates to the east, had seemed cool and gray. It was difficult to believe then, in the 
cool of that morning, as early as late spring that the surface temperatures of the 
terrain we would traverse would be within hours better than one hundred and fifty 
degrees Fahrenheit. Our feet, earlier, had been wrapped in leather sheathing, it 
reaching, in anticipation of the crusts, -later to be encountered, to the knees. The 
moons, at that time, had been still above the horizon. Rocks on the desert, and the 
sheer walls of the Salt Ubar’s kasbah, looming above us, shone with dew, 
common in the Tahari in the early morning, to be burned off in the first hour of the 
sun. Children, and nomads, sometimes rise early, to lick the dew from the rocks. 
From where we were chained, I had been able to see, some two pasangs to the 
east, Tarna’s kasbah. A useful tool had the Salt Ubar characterized her. She had 
not been able to hold Hassan and me. The Salt Ubar had speculated that be would 
enjoy better fortune in this respect. The collar was locked about my throat.
An Ahn before dawn I had been aroused. Tafa, sweet and warm, on the cool 
stones, on the straw, lay against me, in my arms. On her throat was a heavy cell 
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collar, with ring; attached to the ring was some fifteen feet of chain, it attached to 
a plate near our beads. I was similarly secured. The plates were no more than five 
inches apart. When we had been placed in the cell a tiny lamp had been put on a 
shelf by the door. The stones were broad, heavy blocks, cool, wet in places, over 
which lay a scattering, of damp straw. We were perhaps a hundred feet below the 
kasbah. The cell had not been much cleaned. There was a smell, as of humans, and 
urts. Tafa screamed but she, unleashed, was thrown to the wall, and her fair throat 
placed in the waiting cell collar, it then snapped shut. I was then, too, secured. “Do 
not keep me in this place!” screamed Tafa. “Please! Please!” But they did not 
unlock the collar. An urt scampered across the stones, disappearing between two 
blocks of stone in the wall. Tafa screamed and threw herself to the feet of one of 
the jailers, holding his legs, kissing at him. With his left and right hand he checked 
the collar at her throat, holding it with his left hand and, with his right, jerking the 
chain twice against the ring, then threw her from him, to the straw. The other man 
similarly checked my collar. Then, with a knife, he cut the two ropes from my 
throat, and freed me of the binding fiber. He took the shreds of rope and binding 
fiber with him when he left the cell. The heavy door, beams of wood, sheathed 
with plates of iron, together some eight inches thick, closed. The hasps were flung 
over the staples, two, heavy, and two locks were shut on the door. At the top of the 
door, some six inches by ten inches, barred, was an observation window. The 
guards looked in. Tafa sprang to her feet and ran to the length of her chain, her 
hands and fingers outstretched, clawing toward the bars. Her fingers came within 
ten inches of the bars. “Do not leave me here,” she cried. “Please, oh, please, oh 
Masters!” They turned away. She moaned, and turned from the door, dragging at 
the chain with her small hands. She fell to her hands and knees and vomited twice, 
from fear and the stench. An urt skittered past her, having emerged from a crack in 
the floor between two stones and moved swiftly across the floor, along one wall, 
and vanished through the crack which had served as exit for its fellow a few 
moments earlier. Tafa began to weep and pull hysterically at the chain and collar 
on her throat. But it was obdurately fastened upon her. I checked my own collar 
and chain, and the linkage at the ring and plate. I was secured. I looked at the tiny 
lamp on the shelf near the door. It smoked, and burned oil, probably from tiny 
rock tharlarions, abundant south of Tor in the spring. I looked at Tafa. She shook 
her head. “No,” she said. “You are sentenced to Klima.”
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I leaned back against the wall. “You will be only a salt slave,” she said.
I watched her. With the back of her right wrist she wiped her mouth. I continued 
to watch her. She half knelt, half sat, her head down, the palms of her hands on the 
floor of the cell.
I picked up, where it lay on the stones, fastened to the plate and ring near mine, 
the chain which ran, looped, lying on the floor, to her collar, several feet away.
“No!” she cried angrily. I held the chain. I did not pull it to me. “Salt slave!” she 
cried. She jerked the chain taut with her two hands, on her knees, backing away. 
My hand rested on the chain, lightly. It was tight on its ring, taut. I removed my 
hand from the chain.
Watching me, catlike, Tafa lay on her side in the straw. I looked away. Tafa, no 
longer under the eye of her master, the feared Ibn Saran, had a slave girl’s pride. 
She was, after all, a lock-collar girl, who had been once free, who was beautiful, 
who had, at Two Scimitars, brought a high price, a price doubtless improved upon, 
if only slightly, by the agents of Ibn Saran, when they had bought her for their 
master. Slave girls, commonly obsequious and docile with free males, who may in 
an instant put them under discipline, are often insolent and arrogant with males 
who are slave, whom they despise. Salt slaves in the Tahari are among the lowest 
of the male slaves. The same girl who, joyously, would lasciviously writhe at the 
feet of the free male, begging him for his slightest touch, would often, confronted 
with male slaves, treat them with the contempt and coldness commonly accorded 
the men of Earth by their frustrated, haughty females; I have sometimes wondered 
if this is because the women of Earth, cheated of their domination by the aggressor 
sex, see such weaklings, perhaps uneasily or subconsciously, as slaves, men unfit 
to master, males determined to be only the equals of girls, stupid fools who wear 
their own chains, slaves who have enslaved themselves, fearing to be free. 
Goreans, interestingly from the point of view of an Earthling, who has been 
subjected to differing historical conditioning processes, do not regard biology as 
evil: those who deny the truths of biology are not acclaimed on Gor, as on Earth, 
but are rather regarded as being curious and pathetic. Doubtless it is difficult to 
adjudicate matters of values. Perhaps it is intrinsically more desirable in some 
obscure sense to deny biology and suffer from mental and physical disease, than 
accept biology and be strong and joyful, I do not know. I leave the question to 
those wiser than myself. For what it is worth, though doubtless it is little pertinent, 
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the men and women of Gor are, generally, whole and happy; the men and women 
of Earth, generally, if I do not misread the situation, are not. The cure for poison 
perhaps is not more poison, but something different. But this matter I leave again 
to those more wise than myself.
My hand again picked up Tafa’s chain, where it was fastened to the plate near 
mine. Instantly, her eyes, which she had closed, her arm under the left side of her 
head, opened. I took up a fist of the chain. “Salt slave!” she said. She rose to her 
knees. She jerked with her weight against the chain. This time I did not release it. 
Her hands slipped on the chain. She tried to jerk it again, holding it more firmly. I 
did not release the chain. It was as though it had been fastened anew, but a fist 
shorter than it bad been. “No!” she cried. I took up another fist of chain. She 
sprang to her feet. “No! No!” she cried. I put my two hands on the chain. I drew it 
another few inches toward me. She stumbled forward some inches, then stood, 
bracing herself, her hands on the chain. “No!” she cried. I took up another fist of 
the chain, her neck and head were pulled forward. She was in an awkward 
position. She could not brace herself. She gave some inches and again braced 
herself, throwing her weight back against the chain. It did not yield. She wept. 
“No! No!” she said. It interested me that she would attempt to pit her strength 
against mine. The strength of a full-grown woman is equivalent to that of a twelve-
year-old boy. Goreans read in this an indication as to who is master. Foot by foot, 
slowly, across the floor of the cell, she slipping, screaming, struggling, I drew her 
toward me. I saw the small oil lamp was growing dim, the oil almost depleted, the 
wick smoking. Then my fist was in the girl’s collar and I threw her to her back at 
my side. With my left band I lifted the heavy collar chain from her body and threw 
it over her head and behind her. I saw her wild eyes, frightened. With some straw I 
wiped her mouth, cleaning it, for earlier, in her revulsion and terror, her horror at 
the place and manner in which she found herself incarcerated, she had from her 
own mouth soiled both herself and the cell. “Please,” she said. “Be silent,” I told 
her. The lamp sputtered out.
 
An Ahn before dawn I had been aroused. Tafa, sweet and warm, on the cool 
stones, on the straw, lay against me, in my arms. Five men, two with lamps, 
entered the cell. A loop of chain was placed about my belly. My wrists were 
manacled before me, the manacles fixed with a ring in the chain. Two of the men, 
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one on each side, then thrust a bar behind my back and before my elbows, by 
means of which, together, they could control me. The fifth man unsnapped the 
collar from my throat, and dropped it, with its chain, to the stones. I was pulled to 
my feet.
Tafa, frightened, awake, knelt at my feet. She bent to my feet. I felt her hair on my 
feet. I felt her lips kiss my feet. She knelt as a slave girl. In the night I had 
conquered her.
By means of the bar, not looking back, I was thrust from the cell.
 
We had stood, the salt slaves being readied for the march to Klima, at the foot of 
the wall of the kasbah of the Salt Ubar. The moons were not yet below the 
horizon. It was cooling, even chilly at that hour in the late spring. Dawn, like a 
shadowy scimitar, curved gray in the east. I could see Tama’s kasbah, some two 
pasangs away. Hassan stood, some four men from me, similarly manacled. Our 
feet had already been wrapped in leather. I saw the collar of the chain lifted, 
snapped on his throat. Dew shone on the plastered walls of the kasbah looming 
over me, on rocks scattered on the desert. A rider, on kaiila, was moving toward 
us, on the sand about the edge of the wall. The scarlet sand veil of the men of the 
Guard of the Dunes concealed his countenance, and a length of it fluttered behind 
him as he rode, and the wide burnoose lifted and swelled behind him. The cording 
of the agal, over the scarlet kaffiyeh, was gold. Men beside me lifted the chain and 
collar. The rider pulled the kaiila up beside me, drawing back on the single rein. 
The collar was snapped about my throat. I felt the weight of the chain.
“Greetings, Tarl Cabot,” said the rider.
“You rise early, noble Ibn Saran,” said I.
“I would not miss your departure,” he averred.
“Doubtless in this there is triumph for you,” said I.
“Yes,” said he, “but, too, regret, Comrade. One gains a victory, one loses an 
enemy.”
The men of the Guard of the Dunes were fastening slave hoods on the prisoners of 
the chain. There were several men behind me. This slave hood does not come 
fitted with a gag device. It is not a particularly cruel hood, like many, but 
utilitarian, and merciful. It serves four major functions. It facilitates the control of 
the prisoner. A hooded prisoner, even if not bound, is almost totally helpless. He 
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cannot see to escape; he can not see to attack; he cannot be sure, usually, even of 
the number and position of his captors, whether they face him, or are attentive, or 
such; sometimes a hooded prisoner, even unbound, is told simply to kneel, and 
that if he moves, he will be slain; some captors, to their amusement, leave such 
prisoners, returning Ahn later, to find them in the same place; the prisoner, of 
course, does not know if they have merely moved a hundred feet away or so, to 
rest or make camp, all he knows is that if he does move a foot from his place he 
may feel a scimitar pass suddenly through his body. In the hood, too, of course, 
the prisoner does not know who might strike or abuse him. He is alone in the 
hood, with his confusion, his ignorance, his unfocused misery, his anguish, 
helpless. The second major function of the hood is to conceal from the prisoner his 
location, where he is and where be is being taken, it produces disorientation, a 
sense of dependence on the captor. In the case of the march to Klima, of course, 
the hood serves to conceal the route from the prisoners of the chain. Thus, even if 
they thought they might live for a time in the desert, in trying to flee, they would 
have little idea of even the direction to take in their flight, The chance of their 
finding their way back to the kasbah of the Salt Ubar, and thence, say, to Red 
Rock, would be small, even if they were not hooded; hooded, on the Klima march, 
of course, the chance, unhooded, of finding their way back at a later time would be 
negligible. This disorientation tends to keep men at Klima: fewer of them, thus, 
die in the desert. The second two functions of the slave hood, relative to the march 
to Klima, were specific to the march. Mercifully, the hood tended to protect the 
head from the sun; one does not go bareheaded in the desert: secondly, the 
darkness of the hood, when the salt crusts were reached, prevented blindness, from 
the reflection of the Tahari sun off the layered, bleak, white surfaces. These hoods, 
used on the march to Klima, have a tiny flap, closed and tied with a leather string, 
at the mouth, through which, several times during the day, opened, the spike of a 
water bag, carried by kaiila, is thrust. The men are fed twice, once in the morning, 
once at night, when the hood is opened, and thrust up some inches to permit 
eating. Food is thrust in their mouths. It was generally dried fruit, crackers and a 
bit of salt, to compensate for the salt loss during the day’s march, consequent on 
perspiration. Proteins, meat, kaiila milk, vulo eggs, verr cheese, require much 
water for their digestion. When water is in short supply, the nomads do not eat at 
all. It takes weeks to starve, but only, in the Tahari, two days to die of thirst. In 
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such circumstances, one does not wish the processes of digestion to drain much 
needed water from the body tissues. The bargain would be an ill one to strike.
Ibn Saran had turned his kaiila toward Hassan. He looked at him for a time. Then 
he said, “I am sorry.” Hassan did not speak. It had puzzled me that Ibn Saran had 
spoken thusly to Hassan, a bandit. Then Ibn Saran turned his kaiila again, and 
prepared to depart the chain.
“Ibn Saran,” I said.
He paused, and guided the kaiila to my side. The men were closer now, fastening 
on the prisoners the slave hoods.
“Slave runs to Earth by agents of Kurii,” I said, “have been discontinued.”
“I know,” he said.
“Does that not seem curious?” I asked.
He shrugged.
“Priest-Kings,” I said, “received an ultimatum, ‘Surrender Gor.’“
“That is known to me,” said he.
“Might you clarify that ultimatum?” I asked.
“I assume,” he said, “it betokens an intention to invite capitulation, before some 
aggressive stratagem is initiated.”
“A stratagem of what nature?” I asked.
“I am not privy,” said he, “to the war conferences of the Kurii.”
“What is your charge in the desert, on behalf of Kurii?” I inquired.
“Their work,” said he.
“And of late?” I asked.
“To precipitate war,” said he, “between the Kavars and Aretai, and their vassal 
tribes, to close the desert to strangers intruders.”
“Such as agents of Priest-Kings?” I asked.
“They, and any others unwelcome now in the dune country,” said he.
“Can your men not police the dune country?” I asked.
“We are too few,” said he. “The risk of some Aretai slipping through would be too 
great.” In Aretai Gorean, the same expression is used for stranger and enemy.
“So you enlist the desert on your behalf?” I said.
“Inadvertently,” he said, “thousands of warriors, preparing, hasten even now to do 
my bidding, to fly at one another’s throats.”
“Many men will die,” cried Hassan, “both Aretai Kavars and Aretai and of the 
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vassal tribes! It must be stopped! They must be warned!”
“It is necessary,” said Ibn Saran to him. “I am sorry.”
A slave hood was pulled over the bead of Hassan. His fists were clenched. It was 
locked under his chin.
“One gains a victory’ “ said Ibn Saran, “but one loses an enemy.” He looked at 
me. He unsheathed his scimitar.
“No,” I said. “I will march to Klima.”
“I am prepared to be merciful,” said he, “Comrade.”
“No,” I said.
“It is cool here,” be said. “Your death would be swift.”
“No,” I said.
“You are of the Warriors,” said he. “You have their stupidity, their grit, their 
courage.”
“I will march to Klima,” I said.
He lifted the scimitar before me, in salute. “March then,” said he, “to Klima.” He 
resheathed the blade, swiftly. He turned his kaiila. He rode down the line, the 
burnoose swelling behind him.
Hamid, who was lieutenant to Shaker, captain of the Aretai, now in the red sand 
veil of the men of the Guard of the Dunes, stood near.
“I ride with the chain,” he said.
“I shall enjoy your company,” I said.
“You will feel my whip, “ he’ said.
I saw the kneeling kaiila of the guards, the guards now mounted, lifting 
themselves, to their feet. I surveyed the number of kaiila which bore water. 
“Klima is close,” I said.
“It is far,” he said.
“There is not enough water,” I said,
“There is more than enough,” said he. “Many will not reach Klima.”
“Am I to reach Klima?” I asked.
“Yes,” said Hamid, “should you be strong enough.”
“What if difficulties should arise, unanticipated, on the journey,” I asked.
“Then,” said Hamid, “unfortunately, I shall be forced to slay you in the chain.”
“Is it important that I reach Klima?” I asked.
“Yes,” said Hamid.
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“Why?” I asked.
“You have given Kurii, and their agents, much trouble,” said he. “You have 
opposed yourself to their will. Tarl Cabot, thus, will serve at Klima.”
“Tarl Cabot, thus,” I repeated, “will serve at Klima.”
“Look,” said Hamid. He pointed to a window, narrow, high in the wall.
I looked up.
At the window, veiled in yellow, behind her a slave master, stood a female slave.
Gracefully the girl, doubtless with the permission of the slave master, removed her 
veil. It was Vella.
“You remember, perhaps,” said Hamid, looking up, “the delicious slave, Vella, 
whom the Kurii found of much use, who testified against you in the court at Nine 
Wells, who, by her false testimony, attempted to send you to the pits of Klima?”
“I recall the slave,” I said. “She is the girl-property of Ibn Saran.”
I recalled her well
“It is she,” said Hamid, indicating the girl in the narrow window, the slave master 
behind her.
“Yes,” I said. “I see.”
The girl looked down upon me. She smiled, scornfully. She had begged in Lydius 
to be freed. I had not known until then that she was true slave. But I would have 
known it now, seeing the insolence, the petty, collared beauty of her. I stood 
below her in the chain of salt slaves. Female slaves, cringing and obsequious, 
fearing free men, often display contempt for male slaves. Sometimes they even 
flaunt their beauty before them, in their walk and movements, to torture them, 
knowing that the male slave may he slain for so much as touching their silk. I 
could see that she was much pleased to see me, helpless and in the chain to Klima. 
I could see in her smile how she looked upon me, as a female slave upon a male 
slave, but I could see, too, in her smile, the pleasure of her triumph.
“A delicious day for the slave,” said Hamid.
“True,” I said.
Then the girl, reaching within her silk, withdrew from her bosom a light square of 
silk, some eighteen inches square, scarlet, clinging, diaphanous.
She turned to the slave master behind her. She requested of him something. He 
seemed adamant. Her attitude was one of begging. With a laugh, he acceded to her 
request. Triumphantly she turned again to the window and dropped the silk from 
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the aperture. Gracefully, it wafted downward, settling on the sand at the foot of the 
wall near us.
“Bring it,” said Hamid to a man.
The man picked it up, smelled it and laughed, and brought it to Hamid.
Hamid held it. It was laden with slave perfume. It was slave silk.
“A token,” I said.
“The token of a slave girl.” said Hamid contemptuously. Hamid thrust and twisted 
the square of silk in the metal of my collar, and yanked it tight. “Remember her at 
Klima,” he said.
She had testified against me at Nine Wells. She Had smiled when I had been 
sentenced there to the pits of Klima.
I looked up, the silk fastened in my collar.
She looked down upon me, as a female slave upon a male slave. And, too, more 
than this, she looked down upon me in triumph. Her face was flushed. It was red 
with pleasure, transfused with joy. How deliciously sweet did she find her petty 
feminine vengeance! How foolish I thought her. Did she not know I was Gorean? 
Did she not know I would come back for her?
But it was said none returned from Klima.
I looked up at her.
I resolved that I would return from Klima.
“Remember her at Klima,” said Hamid.
“Yes,” I said.
I would remember her. I would remember her well.
In the window the girl stiffened. The man behind her Had said something to her. 
She turned to him, agonized. She pleaded with him. This time his face remained 
impassive. Angrily she turned to the window again. She smiled. She blew a kiss 
toward me, in the Gorean fashion, brushing it toward me with her fingers. Then, 
swiftly, she turned and left the window.
“Is she not,” I asked, “to be permitted to look out, to see us begin the march to 
Klima?”
“She is a slave girl,” said Hamid. “It will not be permitted her.”
“I see,” I said.
One often denies slave girls small pleasures and gratifications, It teaches them, the 
more deeply, that they are slaves.
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Some kaiila moved by, laden with various supplies. Some guards rode by.
I smelled the slave perfume. I recalled it from the palace of Suleiman Pasha, when 
the girl, with Zaya, the other slave, had served black wine. A rich master will often 
have individual perfumes specially blended and matched to the slave nature of his 
various girls. All are slaves, completely, but each girl, collared, imbonded, is 
deliciously different. Some slave perfumes are right for some slaves, and others 
not. Vella’s perfume, I thought, doubtless a tribute to the skills of some perfumer, 
had suited her superbly. It fitted her well, like a measured collar.
I smiled. Perhaps Vella, even now, had been returned to the quarters for female 
slaves, where she would wait until commanded by men, perhaps to her exercises 
or bath, or silks, or cosmetics, to her beautification, or to small, suitable servile 
tasks, or perhaps to the couch of her master, or to those to whom he saw fit to give 
her. But it was early. Doubtless her silk had merely been taken from her and she 
had been commanded to her stomach, head to the wall, in her alcove, and the 
small, square gate had been locked behind her. These two precautions are common 
in female seraglios in the Tahari. When the girl lies on her stomach, her head to 
the wall, she cannot prevent the door from locking behind her. Furthermore, the 
small opening, approximately eighteen inches square, and set some ten inches off 
the floor, in the bars, with its small, heavy gate, can be easily negotiated only on 
the hands and knees. A girl cannot dart from a typical Tahari female-slave alcove. 
That she must enter and leave it on her hands and knees is thought to have a 
desirable psychological effect on the girl, impressing on even a haughty girl that 
she is only slave. Too, of course, this posture, on the girl’s part, makes it 
convenient to leash her upon leaving the alcove.
I looked up at the window, in which the girl had stood. It was now empty.
Doubtless Vella, even now, in the quarters for female slaves, lay in her cushioned, 
barred alcove. Perhaps her small fists were clenched, as she lay nude on the silks, 
the cushions, on her stomach, head to the wall, behind the ornate bars of her tiny, 
luxurious kennel. The tiny, iron door, heavy, barred, would shut behind her, 
locking. She was not to be permitted to watch in triumph my departure for Klima. 
What she had failed to do at Nine Wells, her master, Ibn Saran, silken, pantherlike 
and lithe, had well accomplished. The small, delicious owned brunet would not be 
permitted to watch. She would be denied that gratification, that pleasure. She 
would be shut instead in her alcove-cell. She was slave, only slave.
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I smiled. I inhaled the perfume. Hamid took from a man nearby a slave hood. I 
saw the sky, grayish, the descending moons, the desert, and then the hood was 
pulled over my head, jerked tight, and locked.
 
We trudged, climbing, chained, and hooded, half dragged, tortuously, up the long 
slope. Time seemed measured insteps, the blows of the whip, the slow turning of 
the sun, over the Ahn, from one shoulder through the heat to the other.
For twenty days had we marched. Some thought it a hundred. Many had lost 
count. More than one man raved, insane in the chain. We had begun with some 
two hundred and fifty men. The chain was heavier now. Lengths had been 
removed from it. But still was it heavier. We did not know how many now carried 
the chain, or the remaining lengths.
Normally one does not move on the desert in the day, but the march to Klima is 
made in the sun, that only the strong will survive. We were given little to eat, but 
much water. In the desert, without water, even the strong die swiftly.
“Kill us! Kill us!” one man kept screaming.
At the crest of the slope we heard a man call “Hold!” The chain stopped.
I sank to my knees, the crusts about my thighs. The inside of the slave hood 
seemed bright and granular. Even within it I closed my eyes. I held my hands, my 
neck, as still as possible, for the least movement would shift the collar, the 
manacles, the chain at my waist, and stir burning iron in the raw, abraded flesh. I 
did not wish to lose consciousness. Too many I feared who had lost it had not 
regained it. The guards of the chain did not see fit to dally overlong with the inert.
The salt clung to my body.
The sun was the sun of the late spring in the Tahari. The surface temperature of 
The crusts would be in the neighborhood of 160 degrees Fahrenheit. The air 
temperature would range from 120 to 140 degrees Fahrenheit. The marches to 
Klima are not made in the Tahari summer, only in the winter, the spring and fall, 
that some will survive them.

Another kaiila moved past me, moving toward the front of the chain. My fists 
clenched.

The birds scattered, squawking, as a Kaiila sped past. The birds are called zads.
“On your feet, Slaves!” I heard. The lash struck me twice. I did not object to it. I 
could feel it. The blood coursed through my body. The Pain was sharp, rich, and 
deep, and keen. I did not object to the pain, for I could feel it. Elation coursed 
through me, fierce, uncontrollable, for I was alive. The lash struck again. I 
laughed, struggling to my feet. I stood straight. “March, Slaves!” I heard, and I 
began again the march, moving first with the left foot,
then the right, that the march be uniform, that the chain be carried evenly. It was 
heavier than before, but I carried it lightly, for I was alive. No longer did I object 
to the salt in my flesh, the heat. It was enough that I lived. How foolish it seemed 
then, suddenly, that one should want more. How should one want more, save 
perhaps health and honor, and a woman, slave at one’s feet?

I cried out in sudden pain, the unbelievable white light, 
hot, fierce, universal, merciless, shuddering in the scalding air of the encircling, 
blazing crusts, from horizon to horizon, exploding, stabbing, searing like irons at 
my face and eyes.

Kaiila moved along the line. It would be long minutes before we could see.
We heard chains being looped and gathered. More kaiila passed me.
My limbs felt weak, and ached. I was dizzy. I could scarcely move. I could 
scarcely stand.

“You live!” I cried.
“Take salt,” he said.
He fell to his knees, and thrust his face into the salt. He bit at the crusts. He licked 
crystals from them.

We 
gritted our eyelids, to shut out the heat, the blinding light.

“Water!” cried the man. Then he screamed as the lance struck him, turning him 
about.

The first prisoner, whose bonds had been removed, was thrust in the direction of 
the compounds. He began to stagger down the slope toward the valley, slipping in 
the crusts, sometimes sinking in to his knees.
One by one the prisoners were freed. None attempted to flee into the desert. Each, 
as he was freed, began to trudge toward Klima. There was nowhere else to go.
The man, who had cried out, “I have made the match to Klima!” was freed. He 
staggered toward the compounds, running, half falling, down the long slope.
Hassan and I were freed. Together we trudged toward Klima, following the 
straggling line of men before us.
We came upon a figure, fallen in the salt. It was be who had run ahead, who had 
cried out, disbelievingly, joyously, “I have made the march to Klima!”
We turned the body over in the salt. “He is dead,” said Hassan.
Together, Hassan and I rose to our feet.
Nineteen had come to Klima.
I looked back once, to see Hamid, he who was in the fee of the Guard of the 
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Dunes, the Salt Ubar, who was supposedly the faithful lieutenant to Shakar, 
captain of the Aretai. He turned his kaiila, and, with a scattering of salt, following 
the others, disappeared over the crest.
I looked up toward the merciless sun. Its relentless presence seemed to fill the sky.
I looked down.
About my left wrist, knotted, bleached in the sun, was a bit of slave silk. On it, 
still, lingered the perfume of a slave girl, one who, purchased, had been useful to 
Kurii, who had testified falsely against me at Nine Wells, who had, 
contemptuously, insolently, cast me a token of her consideration, a bit of silk and 
scent, to remember her by, when I served at Klima. I would not soon forget pretty 
Vella. I would remember her well.
I looked up at the sun again, and then, bitter, looked away. I put the wench from 
my head. She was only a slave girl, only collar meat.
The important work was that of Priest-Kings. Hassan and I had not found the steel 
tower. We had failed.
I was bitter.
Then I followed Hassan, who had trudged on ahead, wading in the salt, following 
him toward Klima.

15    T’Zshal
At Klima, and other such areas, salt is an industry. Thousands serve there, held 
captive by the desert. Klima has its own water, but it is dependent on caravans for 
its foods. These food stores are delivered to scouted areas some pasangs from the 
compounds, whence they are retrieved later by salt slaves. Similarly, the heavy 
cylinders of salt, mined and molded at Klima, are carried on the backs of salt 
slaves from storage areas at Klima to storage areas in the desert, whence they are 
tallied, sold and distributed to caravans. The cylinders are standardized at ten 
stone, or a Gorean “Weight,” which is some forty pounds. A normal kaiila carries 
ten such cylinders, five to a side. A stronger animal carries sixteen, eight to a side. 
The load is balanced, always. It is difficult for an animal, or man, of course, to 
carry an unbalanced load. Most salt at Klima is white, but certain of the mines 
deliver red salt, red from ferrous oxide in its composition, which is called the Red 
Salt of Kasra, after its port of embarkation, at the juncture of the Upper and Lower 
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Fayeen.
In Gor’s geologic past it seems that the salt districts, like scattered puddles of 
crystalline residue, are what remains of what was once an inland salt sea or several 
such. It may be that, in remote times, an arm of Thassa extended here, or did 
extend here and then, later, in seismic dislocations or continental rift became 
isolated from the parent body of water, leaving behind one or more smaller salt 
seas. Or it may be that the seas were independent, being fed by rivers, washing 
down accumulated salt from rocks over millions of square passangs. It is not 
known. In the salt districts salt is found either in solid form or in solution. Klima, 
among the salt districts, is most famous for its brine pits. Salt can be found in solid 
form either above or below ground. With the subsidence of, the sea and the 
shifting of strata, certain cubic pasangs of salt, in certain areas, became pressed 
into granite-like formations, through which one may actually tunnel. Some of 
these deposits are far below the surface of the Tahari. Men live in some of them, 
for weeks at a time. In other areas, certain of these solid deposits are exposed and 
are worked rather in the manner of open mining or quarries. In places these salt 
mountains are more than six hundred feet high. At Klima, however, most of the 
salt is in solution. It is the subterranean residue of portions of the vanished seas 
themselves, which have slipped through fissures and, protected from the heat, and 
fed still by the ancient seeping rivers, now moving sluggishly beneath the surface, 
maintain themselves, the hidden remnants of oceans, once mighty, which long ago 
swelled upon the surface of Gor itself. The salt in solution is obtained in two ways, 
by drilling and flush mining and, in the deeper pits, by sending men below to fetch 
the brine. In the drilling and flush mining, two systems are used, the doublepipe 
system and the separate-pipe system. In the double-pipe system fresh water is 
forced into the cavity through an outer pipe and the heavier solution of salt and 
water rises bubbling through the second pipe, or inner pipe, inserted within the 
larger. In the separate-pipe system, two pipes, separated by several yards, are used, 
fresh water being forced through one, the salt water solution, the salt being 
dissolved in the fresh water, rising through the other. The separate-pipe system is, 
by most salt masters, regarded as the most efficient. An advantage of the double-
pipe system is that only a single tap well need be drilled. Both systems require 
pumping, of course. But much of the salt at Klima comes from its famous brine 
pits’ These pits are of two kinds, “open” and “closed.” Men, in the closed pits, 
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actually descend and, wading, or on rafts, negotiate the sludge itself, filling their 
vessels and later, eventually, pouring their contents into the lift sacks, on hooks, 
worked by windlasses from the surface. The “harvesting” vessel, not the retaining 
vessel, used is rather like a perforated cone with a handle, to which is attached a 
rope. It is dragged through the sludge and lifted, the free water running from the 
vessel, leaving within the sludge of salt, thence to be poured into the retaining 
vessels, huge, wooden tubs. The retaining vessels are then emptied later into the 
lift sacks, a ring on which fits over the rope hooks. In places, the “open pits,” the 
brine pits are exposed on the surface, where they are fed by springs from the 
underground rivers, which prevents their dessication by evaporation, which would 
otherwise occur almost immediately in the Tahari temperatures. Men do not last 
long in the open pits. The same underground seepage which, in places, fills the 
brine pits, in other places, passing through salt-free strata, provides Klima with its 
fresh water. It has a salty taste like much of the water of the Tahari but it is 
completely drinkable, not having been filtered through the salt accumulations. It 
contains only the salt normal in Tahari drinking water. The salt in the normal 
Tahari fresh water, incidentally, is not without its value, for, when drunk,
it helps to some extent, though it is not in itself sufficient, to prevent salt loss in 
animals and men through sweating. Salt, of course, like water, is essential to life. 
Sweating is dangerous in the Tahari. This has something to do with the normally 
graceful, almost languid movements of the nomads and animals of the area. The 
heavy garments of the Tahari, too, have as two of their main objectives the 
prevention of water loss, and the retention of moisture on the skin, slowing water 
loss by evaporation. One can permit profuse perspiration only where one has 
ample water and salt.
Besides the mines and pits of the salt districts, there are warehouses and offices, in 
which complicated records are kept, and from which shipments to the isolated, 
desert storage areas are arranged. There are also processing areas where the salt is 
freed of water and refined to various degrees of quality, through a complicated 
system of racks and pans, generally exposed to the sun. Slaves work at these, 
raking, stirring, and sifting. There are also the molding sheds where the salt is 
pressed into the large cylinders, such that they may be roped together and 
eventually he laden on pack kaiila. The salt is divided into nine qualities. Each 
cylinder is marked with its quality, the name of its district, and the sign of that 
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district’s salt master.
Needless to say, Klima contains as well, incidental to the salt industry entered 
there, the ancillary supports of these mining and manufacturing endeavors, such as 
its kitchens and commissaries, its kennels and eating sheds, its discipline pits, its 
assembly areas, its smithies and shops, its quarters for guards and scribes, an 
infirmary for them, and so many respects Klima resembles a community, save that 
it differs in at least two significant respects. It contains neither children, nor 
women.
When we had approached Klima Hassan had said to me. “Leave the bit of silk 
about your wrist in the crusts, hiding it.”
“Why?” I had asked.
“It is slave silk,” he said, “and it bears, still, the scent of a woman.”
“Why should I leave it?” I asked.
“Because, at Klima,” he said, “ men will kill you for it.”
I hid the bit of silk in the crusts, at the edge of one of the low, white plastered 
buildings.
The man who spoke was T’Zshal, Master of Kennel 804. “You are free to leave 
Klima whenever you wish,” he said. “None is here held against his will.”
He stood before us.
We sat on the floor of the shed, naked, together. We were tied together by the 
neck, by a light rope. It would have sufficed, truly, to hold only girls. Yet none of 
us parted it; none tore it from him.
“I do not jest,” said the man.
We had been four days now at Klima. We had been well watered and adequately 
fed. We had been kept in the shade. The rope had been placed on us when we had 
straggled in from the desert, to keep us together. We were told not to remove it; 
we did not remove it. Four men, however, had been cut from it. They had died of 
exposure, from the march to Klima. Thus, in the end, all told, only fifteen had 
survived the march.
“No,” laughed T’Zshal. “I jest not!”
He wore desert boots, canvas trousers, baggy, a red sash; in the sash was thrust a 
dagger, curved. He was bare-chested, and hairy; he wore kaffiyeh and agal, though 
of rep-cloth, the cording, too, of rep-cloth, twisted into narrow cord. He was 
bearded. He carried a whip, the “snake,” coiled, symbol of his authority over us. 
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Behind him, armed with scimitars, stood two guards, they, too, bare-chested, in 
flat rep-cloth turbans. Light entered the kennel from an aperture in the ceiling.
He approached us. Several shrank back. He drew the curved dagger and slashed 
the light rope from our throats.
“You are free to go,” he said.
He strode to the door of the kennel and thrust it open. Outside we could see the 
sun on the crusts, the desert beyond.
“Go,” he laughed. “Go!”
Not one of the men moved.
“Ah,” said he, “you choose to remain. That is your choice. Very well, I accept it. 
But if you remain you must do so on my terms.” He suddenly snapped the whip. 
The crack was loud, sharp. “Is that understood?” he asked.
“Yes!” said more than one man, swiftly.
“Kneel!” barked T’Zshal.
We knelt.
“But will you be permitted to remain?” he asked.
Several of the men cast apprehensive glances at one another.
“Perhaps, yes. Perhaps, no,” said T’Zshal. “That decision, you see, is mine.” He 
coiled the whip. “It is not easy to earn one’s keep at Klima. At Klima the cost of 
lodging is high. You must earn your right to stay at Klima. You must work hard. 
You must please me much.” He looked from face to face.
He did not ask if we understood. We did.
“We may, however,” asked Hassan, “leave Klima when we wish?”
T’Zshal regarded him. Clearly he was wondering if Hassan were insane. I smiled. 
T’Zshal was puzzled. “Yes,” he said.
“Very well,” said Hassan, noting the point.
“There is little leather at Klima,” said T’Zshal. “There are few water bags. Those 
that exist are of one talu. They are guarded.”
Water at Klima is generally carried in narrow buckets, on wooden yokes, with 
dippers attached, for the slaves. A talu is approximately two gallons. A talu bag is 
a small bag. It is the sort carried by a nomad herding verr afoot in the vicinity of 
his camp. Bags that small are seldom carried in caravan, except at the saddles of 
scouts.
“Is it your intention,” inquired T’Zshal of Hassan, “to purloin several bags, fill 
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them, battling guards, and walk your way out of Klima?”
Even, of course, if one could obtain several such bags, and fill them with water, it 
did not seem likely that one could carry enough water to find one’s way afoot out 
of the desert.
Hassan shrugged. “It is a thought,” be said.
“You must think you are strong,” said T’Zshal.
“I have made the march to Klima,” said Hassan.
“We have all made the march to Klima,” said T’Zshal.
We were startled, that he had said this.
“There is none at Klima,” said T’Zshal, “who has not made that march.” He 
looked at us. “All here,” said he, “my pretties, are slaves of the salt, slaves of the 
desert. We dig salt for the free; we are fed.”
“Even the salt master?” asked Hassan.
“He, too, long ago, once came naked to Klima said T’Zshal. “We order ourselves 
by the arrangements of skill and steel. We, slaves, have formed this nation, and 
administer it, as we see fit. The salt delivered, the outsiders do not disturb us. In 
our internal affairs we are autonomous.”
“And we?” said Hassan.
“You,” grinned T’Zshal, “are the true slaves, for you are the slaves of slaves.” He 
laughed.
“Did you come hooded to Klima?” asked Hassan.
“Yes, as have all, even the salt master himself,” said T’Zshal.
This was disappointing information. Hassan had doubtless had in mind the forcing 
of a guard, or kennel master, perhaps T’Zshal himself, to guide him from Klima, 
could he obtain water. As it now turned out, and we had no reason to doubt the 
kennel master, none at Klima could serve in this capacity.
We knew, generally, Red Rock, the kasbah of the Salt Ubar and such, lay 
northwest of Klima, but, unless one knows the exact direction, the trails, this 
information is largely useless. Even in a march of a day one could pass, 
unknowingly, an oasis in the desert, wandering past it, missing it by as little as two 
or three pasangs.
Knowledge of the trails is vital.
None at Klima knew the trails. The free, their masters, had seen to this.
Moreover, to protect the secrecy of the salt districts, the trails to them were not 
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openly or publicly marked. This was a precaution to maintain the salt monopolies 
of the Tahari, as though the desert itself would not have been sufficient in this 
respect.
T’Zshal smiled, seeming human for the moment, and not kennel master. “None, 
my pretties,” said he, “knows the way from Klima. There is thus, in the desert, no 
way from Klima.”
“There is a way,” said Hassan. “It need only be found.”
“Good fortune,” said T’Zshal. With his whip he indicated the opened door of the 
kennel. “Go,” be said.
“I choose to stay, for the time,” said Hassan.
“My kennel is honored,” said T’Zshal, inclining his head. Hassan, too, bowed his 
head, in Taharic courtesy acknowledging the compliment.
T’Zshal smiled. “Know this, though,” he said, “that should you leave us our 
feelings would be injured. that our hospitality be rejected. Few return to Klima. Of 
those that do, few survive the pits of discipline, and of those who do, it is to dig in 
the open pits.” He lifted the whip, noting its graceful curve. It was the snake, many 
fanged, tiny bits of metal braided within the leather. “Klima,” said T’Zshal, 
slowly, “may seem to you a fierce and terrible place. Perhaps it is. I do not know. I 
have forgotten any other place. Yet it is not too different, I think, from the world 
on the other side of the horizon.

At each corner of the raft, mounted on a 
pole, was a small, oil-fed lamp. It was dark in the pit, save for our lamps, and 
those of other rafts. I could see two other rafts, illuminated in the darkness, one 
some two hundred yards away, the other more than a pasang distant over the 
water. In places we could see the ceiling of the pit, only a few feet above our head, 
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in others it was lost in the darkness, perhaps a hundred or more feet above us. I 
estimated our distance beneath the surface to be some four hundred feet. The raft, 
in the dark, sluggish waters, stirred beneath our feet.
I flung the cone out from the raft, into the darkness, allowing the line to uncoil 
from my left hand, following the vanishing, sinking cone.
I shared the raft with eight others, three, who handled cones as I, the “harvesters,” 
four polemen and the steersman. Harvesters and polemen, periodically, exchange 
positions. The raft is guided by a sweep at its stern, in the keeping of the 
steersman. It is propelled by the polemen. The poles used are weighted at the 
bottom, and are some twenty feet in length. One of the poles, released in deep 
water, will stand upright in the water, about a yard of it above the surface. The 
weight makes it easier to keep the pole, which is long, submerged. It may thus be 
used with less fatigue. The floor of the brine pit, in most places, is ten to fifteen 
feet below the surface of the water. There are areas in the pits, however, where the 
depth exceeds that of the poles. In such areas, paddles, of which each raft is 
equipped with four, near the retaining vessels, are used. It is slow, laborious work, 
however, moving the heavy raft with these levers. The raft is some twelve feet in 
width and some twenty-four or twenty-five feet in length. Each raft contains a low 
frame, within which are placed the retaining vessels, large, wooden salt, tubs, each 
approximately a yard in height and four feet in diameter. Each raft carries four of 
these, either arranged in a lateral frame, or arranged in a square frame, at the raft’s 
center. Ours were arranged laterally. The lateral arrangement is more convenient 
in unloading; the square arrangement provides a more convenient distribution of 
deck space, supplying superior crew areas at stem and stern. From the point of 
view of “harvesting,” the arrangements are equivalent, save that the harvesters, 
naturally, to facilitate their work, position themselves differently in the two 
arrangements. If one is right-handed, one works with the retaining vessel to the 
left, so that one can turn and, with the right hand, tip the harvesting vessel, 
steadying it with the left band.
I allowed time for the cone to sink to the bottom.
The retaining vessels are, at the salt docks, lifted from the rafts by means of 
pulleys and counterweights. The crew of a given raft performs this work. When 
the retaining vessels are suspended, they are tipped, and the sludge scooped and 
shoveled from them into the wide-mouthed, ring-bearing lift sacks. These, drawn 
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and pushed on carts, fitted onto wooden, iron-sheathed rails, are transported to the 
hooked lift ropes. These ropes run in systems to the surface and return. Men at 
windlasses on the surface lift the sacks, which, when emptied, return on the slack 
loop. The weighted loop cannot slip back because each hook, in turn, preceding 
the sack being emptied, engages one of several pintles in the machinery, which is 
so geared that it can turn in only one direction. There are twelve of those pintles, 
mounted in a large circle; when a given hook drops off one, freed by gravity, 
another hook is already engaged on another, held there by the weight of the 
ascending lift sacks. Empty sacks are placed on slack hooks, below the machinery, 
to be returned to the pit.
The steersman, when not attending to his sweep, carried a lance. We were not 
alone in the pits.
Hand over hand, I drew the cone through the sludge toward the raft.
I had been amazed to learn that the brine pits, in effect a network of small 
subterranean marine seas, were not devoid of life. I had expected them to be sterile 
bodies of water, from the absence of sunlight, precluding basic photosynthesis and 
the beginning of a food chain, and the high salt content of the fluid. A human 
body, for example, will not sink in the water. This is one of the reasons, too, it is 
particularly desirable, in this environment, to weight the raft poles, to help counter 
the unusual buoyancy of the saline fluid. In my original conjecture, however, as to 
the sterility of these small seas, I was mistaken.
“Look there,” called a harvester.
I saw it, too. The other men came to my side of the raft, and we noted it, moving 
in the water. The steersman dropped the point of the lance toward the water, 
watching, too.
I slowly drew up the metal, perforated cone. Water drained from it, in tiny 
irregular streams, spattering back into the sea, and onto the boards of the raft. 
Then I lifted the cone and deposited the sludge in the retaining vessel, the large 
wooden tub behind me and to my left. I did not again coil and cast the line. I, too, 
watched the water.
The light of our lamps flickered on the surface, yellowly, in broken, shifting 
refractions.
“There!” said one of the men.
Lefts are often attracted to the salt rafts, largely by the vibrations in the water, 
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picked up by their abnormally developed lateral-line protrusions, and their fernlike 
craneal vibration receptors, from the cones and poles. Too, though they are blind, I 
think either the light, or the heat, perhaps, from our lamps, draws them. The tiny, 
eyeless heads will thrust from the water, and the fernlike filaments at the side of 
the head will open and lift, orienting themselves to one or the other of the lamps. 
The lelt is commonly five to seven inches in length. It is white, and long-finned. It 
swims slowly and smoothly, its fins moving the water very little, which apparently 
contributes to its own concealment in a blind environment and makes it easier to 
detect the vibrations of its prey, any of several varieties of tiny segmented 
creatures, predominantly isopods. The brain of the left is interesting, containing an 
unusually developed odor-perception center and two vibration-reception centers. 
Its organ of balance, or hidden “ear,” is also unusually large, and is connected with 
an unusually large balance center in its brain. Its visual center, on the other hand, 
is stunted and undeveloped, a remnant, a vague genetic memory of an organ long 
discarded in its evolution. Among the lefts, too, were, here and there, tiny 
salamanders, they, too, white and blind. Like the lefts, They were, for their size, 
long-bodied, were capable of long periods of dormancy and possessed a slow 
metabolism, useful in an environment in which food is not plentiful. Unlike the 
lefts they had long, stemlike legs. At first I had taken them for lelts, skittering 
about the rafts, even to the fernlike filaments at the sides of their head, but these 
filaments, in the case of the salamanders, interestingly, are not vibration receptors 
but feather gills, an external gill system. This system, common in the developing 
animal generally, is retained even by the adult salamanders, who are, in this 
environment, permanently gilled. The gills of the lelt are located at the lower sides 
of its jaw, not on the sides of its head, as is common in open-water fish. The 
feather gills of the salamanders, it seems, allow them to hunt the same areas as the 
lelts for the same prey, the vibration effects of these organs being similar, without 
frightening them away, thus disturbing the water and alerting possible prey. They 
often hunt the same areas. Although this form of salamander possesses a lateral-
line set of vibration receptors, like the left, it lacks the craneal receptors and its 
lateral-line receptors do not have the sensitivity of the lelt’s. Following the left, 
not disturbing it, often helps the salamander find prey. On the other hand, the 
salamander, by means of its legs and feet, can dislodge prey inaccessible to the 
lelt. The length of the stemlike legs of the salamander, incidentally, help it in 
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stalking in the water. It takes little prey while swimming freely. The long lees 
cause little water vibration. Further, they enable the animal to move efficiently, 
covering large areas without considerable metabolic cost. In a blind environment, 
where food is scarce, energy conservation is essential. The long, narrow legs also 
lift the salamander’s head and body from the floor, enabling it, with its sensors, to 
scan a greater area for prey. The upright’ posture in men delivers a similar 
advantage, visually, in increasing scanning range, this being useful not only in the 
location of prey, but also, of course, in the recognition of dangers while remote, 
hopefully while yet avoidable. But it was not the lelts nor the salamanders, which 
explained our interest in the waters.
“There!” cried the man. “There it is again!” But then it was gone. I had not seen it.
In the pits there is no light, save that which men bring there. Without light, there 
cannot be photosynthesis. Without photosynthesis there cannot be the reduction of 
carbon dioxide, the formation of sugar, the beginning of the food chain. 
Ultimately, then, food is brought into the pits, generally in the form of organic 
debris, from hundreds of sources, many Of them hundreds of miles distant; this 
debris is carried by the fresh-water feeds, through minute faults and fissures, and 
even porous rock, until it reaches the remains of the ancient seas, now sunken far 
beneath the surface. On and in this debris, breaking it down, are several varieties 
of bacteria. These bacteria are devoured by protozoons and rotifers. These, in turn, 
become food for various flatworms and numerous tiny-segmented creatures, such 
as isopods, which, in turn, serve as food for small, blind, white crayfish, felts and 
salamanders.
These latter, however, do not stand at the top of the food chain. Sometimes one 
picks up the lelts and salamanders in the cones. It was not these that had excited 
the interest of the men.
“Is it the Old One?” asked one of the men.
“I cannot tell,” said another. The steersman stood ready with the lance.
“There!” cried one of the men, pointing.
I saw it then, moving in, slowly, then turning about. The lelts and salamanders 
vanished, disappearing beneath the water. The thing disappeared. The waters were 
calm.
“It’s gone,” said one of the men.
“Was it the Old One?” asked one of the men.
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“I do not know,” said the steersman, with the lance. The Old One had not been 
seen in the pit for more than a year.
“It is gone now,” said another of the men.
“Look!” I cried. This time it was close, surfacing not ten feet from the raft. We 
saw the broad, blunt head, eyeless, white. Then it submerged, with a twist of the 
long spine and tail.
The steersman was white. “It is the Old One,” he said. On the whitish back, near 
the high dorsal fin, there was a long scar. Part of the dorsal fin itself was rent, and 
scarred. These were lance marks.
“He has come back,” said one of the men.
The waters were still.
At the top of the food chain in the pits, a descendant, dark-adapted, of the terrors 
of the ancient seas, stood the long-bodied, nine-gilled salt shark.
The waters were calm.
“Let us gather salt,” said a man.
“Wait,” said the steersman. “Watch.”
For more than a quarter of an Ahn we did nothing.
“It is gone,” said a man.
“We must make our quotas,” said one of the harvesters.
“Gather salt,” said the steersman.
Again we took our ropes and cones, and bent to the labor of dredging for salt.
“The lelts have not returned,’’ said the steersman to me.
“What does this mean?” I asked.
“That the Old One is still with us,” he said, looking at the dark waters. Then he 
said, “Gather salt.” Again I flung out the rope and cone.
It was growing late.
The oil in the lamps, on the poles at the comers of the raft, grew low.
On the surface it would be dusk.
I wondered how one might escape from Klima. Even if one could secure water, it 
did not seem one could, afoot, carry water sufficient to walk one’s way free of the 
salt districts. And, even if one could traverse the many pasangs of desert afoot, 
there would not be much likelihood, in the wilderness, of making one’s way to 
Red Rock, or another oasis. Those at Klima, by intent of the free, their masters, 
knew not the trails whereby their liberty might be achieved. I remembered, too, 
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the poor slave who had encountered the chain on its march to Klima. He had been 
the subject of sport, then slain. None, it was said, had come back from Klima.
I thought of Priest-Kings, and Others, the Kurii, and their wars. They seemed 
remote.
It came very suddenly, from beneath the water, not more than five feet from me, 
erupting upward. I saw the man screaming in the jaws. The head was more than a 
yard in width, white pits where there might have been eyes. The raft tipped, struck 
by its back, as it turned and, twisting, glided away into the darkness.
“Poles!” screamed the steersman. “Poles!” The poleman seized the poles, lowering 
them into the water.
One of the lamps sputtered out.
I heard screaming now, far off, then silence. Because of the saline content of the 
water the salt shark, when not hunting, often swims half-emerged from the fluid. 
Its gills, like those of the lelt, are below and at the sides of his jaws. This is a salt 
adaptation which conserves energy, which, otherwise, might be constantly 
expended in maintaining an attitude in which oxygenation can occur.
“I cannot touch the bottom,” cried one of the men, in misery. The raft had drifted.
“Paddles,” cried the steersman, leaning on the sweep. The polemen seized up the 
broad levers near the retaining vessels. Another of the lamps sputtered out.
Slowly the raft turned.
Only two lamps now burned.
“You others,” said the steersman, “take poles!” We did so. It was our hope that the 
men with the paddles could move the raft sufficiently to bring it to a place we 
could use the poles.
“It is gone now,” said one of the men with paddles.
“It is the Old One,” said the steersman. “It is dusk.” I then understood, from his 
words, the meaning of the scarcity of food in the pit. When the hunting is good, 
one hunts. One can return later to earlier kills, driving away scavenging lelts. 
Further, I wondered at the salt shark, blind, living in total darkness. Yet it hunted 
at dusk, and at dawn, driven apparently by ancient biological rhythms. The long-
bodied, ghostly creature, hunting in the black waters, followed still the rhythms of 
its dark clock, set for its species a quarter of a billion years ago in a vanished, 
distant, sunlit world.
“Make haste!” cried the steersman. “Make haste!”
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The third lamp sputtered out. There was now but a single lamp burning, on the 
port side, aft. Then it, too, sputtered out.
We were in darkness. Somewhere near, below us, or about us, moved the Old One.
We were in absolute darkness. There was no moonlight, not even starlight. In the 
world in which we stood even a Kur would be blind. We stood waiting, alone, in 
the world of the Old One.
When it came, it came swiftly, hurling itself upwards from the water. We, in the 
darkness, felt the salt water drench us, heard the great body, more than twenty feet 
long, fall back in the water.
Then, for a time, it was quiet again.
We heard the raft bumped, felt the movement in the wood. We then felt the body 
of the Old One beneath the raft. The raft tipped, but fell back. We clung in the 
darkness to the retaining vessels, the salt tubs. Twice more the raft tipped, and fell 
back.
More than a quarter of an Ahn passed. We thought the Old One no longer with us. 
Then the raft, on the port side, seemed to dip into the water. A man cried out, in 
horror, striking with a paddle. The heavy head slipped back into the water. The 
Old One had placed his head on the raft, sensing in the darkness.
We drifted for more than an Ahn in silence, in the darkness. Then, suddenly, 
hurling itself from the water, the great body, thrashing, fell across the raft, 
twisting, the mighty tail flailing and snapping. I heard splintering wood, the 
retaining vessels, the salt tubs, struck and shattered, flung bounding and rolling 
from the frame. I heard men scream, sensed men struck yards from the raft, heard 
them strike the water.
I threw myself on my stomach into the remains of the splintered frame, clutching 
at torn wood.
There was screaming in the darkness. I beard more than one man taken. “I cannot 
see!” cried one man.
Four more times the great body threw itself onto the raft, thrashing.
Once I felt it roll over my back, my body protected by the remains of the frame. Its 
skin was not rough, abrasive, like that of free-water sharks, but slick, coated with a 
bacterial slime. It slipped over me, not tearing me from the frame. Though it 
touched me I could see nothing.
“Where are you?” I heard from the water.
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“Here!” I cried. “Here is the raft!” I knelt on the raft. I did not know if I were 
alone on it or not. “Here!” I cried. “Here! Here!”
“Help!” I heard. “Help!” I heard two men crawl onto the raft. One began 
screaming. Another man crawled onto the raft and then, insanely, began to wander 
about. “Stay down!” I cried. “Save yourselves!” he cried. He leaped into the water. 
“Come back!” I cried. It is my supposition that it was his intention to swim to the 
dock, more than four pasangs away. He did not turn back, even when I warned 
him that his direction was false. “Poor fool,” said a voice. “Hassan!” I cried. “It is 
I,” he said, near me.
“Help!” I heard. I felt for one of the raft poles, found it, and, extending it, thrust it 
toward the voice. I pulled the man aboard. I tried to save a second man, similarly, 
but he was taken from the pole, screaming, by the Old One.
I saw lights across the water, another raft, approaching. On its bow, lance raised, I 
saw T’Zshal.
The two rafts gently struck one another. We boarded the other raft.
“There is another man in the water, somewhere,” I said to T’Zshal. “He swam that 
way.”
“Fool,” said T’Zshal, “fool.” He looked upon us. “The Old One,” he said, not 
asking.
The steersman nodded. He had lived.
“Let us go back,” said one of the polemen on T’Zshal’s raft.
T’Zshal regarded us. I and Hassan had survived, and the steersman, and the man I 
had saved. I did not know if the man who had entered the water had survived or 
not. I did not think his chances were good.
“Let us return now, swiftly to the docks,” said one of the men on T’Zshal’s raft.
T’Zshal looked out over the dark waters. “The Old One has returned,” he said. 
“And he has not forgotten his tricks.”
“Let us return swiftly to the dock,” said a man, insistently.
“A man of mine,” said T’Zshal, “remains in the water.” He indicated with his hand 
the direction the men were to pole.
They moaned, but did not disobey the kennel master.
T’Zshal himself stood at the bow of the raft, the lance in one hand, in his other a 
lantern, lifted.
An Ahn later he found the man. “Greetings,” said the fellow. “Greetings,” said

17    What Occurred in the Pit
I think there was no man on the raft that evening who bad not lost at least one 
comrade, recently or long ago, to the Old One.
“We hunt the Old One,” T’Zshal had said. He bad visited various pits, some open, 
some sheltered, the warehouses, the refining vats. “We hunt the Old One,” he had 
said. And they bad followed him. Even in the shadow of Klima’s Keep itself, the 
squarish, stout, fortresslike building which houses the weaponry, domicile and 
office of the Salt Master himself did we recruit our crew. On the height of the keep 
I saw, tight in the bright, hot wind, under the merciless sun, defiant to the pits and 
desert itself, the Rag of Klima, the whip and scimitar.

He said this 
in the pits, the warehouses, among the refining vats. “We hunt the Old One,” he 
said.

I think there was no man on the raft that evening who had not lost at least one 
comrade, recently or long ago, to the Old One.
“Awaken me,” bad said T’Zshal, “when the lelts have gone.”
Far into the pit, distant from the salt docks, we slowed the raft, and steadied it with 
the long poles, holding it as nearly as we could in place. He who bad been 
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steersman with us yesterday, during the attack of the Old One, held the sweep that 
governed the movements of that open, sluggish platform which constituted our 
vessel. Beside he, only Hassan, on the other side, and myself, of yesterday’s crew, 
accompanied T’Zshal. At the comers of the raft burned four lamps, mounted on 
poles. Torches, however, stood ready, to be lit from these, and held over the water, 
should there be need.
“Awaken me when the lelts have gone,” had said T’Zshal. “I will sleep now.”
He had then lain down, behind the frame within which the salt tubs are stored, aft, 
and had slept. Beside him lay the long lance, some nine feet in length.
“Will you not use poison on the blade?” had asked a man at the salt dock. No one 
of those who accompanied T’Zshal had asked the question.

I observed T’Zshal as he slept, the bearded head on one arm. I wondered why it 
was that none killed him, to become kennel master in his place. How was it, he 
holding the precarious sovereignty of our kennel, that he dared to sleep among 
slaves, who might win his kaffiyeh and agal, though they were only rep-cloth, so 
simply as the dagger, slipped from his sash, might enter his throat? The kennel 
master, though slave, too, is Ubar, with power of life and death, in the squalor of 
his domain. How is it, I wondered, that such a man can survive a night, that such a 
man dare turn his back upon the fierce, envious sleen among whom, with whip, 
and laughter, he walks. His will, his word, in the kennel decrees law. He may, if 
he choose, stake out, or whip or slay a man who fails his quota of gathered salt, or 
strikes a fellow, administering fierce, dread discipline as the whim may seize him, 
and yet, should he himself be slain, his slayer is not punished, but accedes to his 
authority and, in his place, becomes master of the kennel. How is it, I wondered, 
that men survive at Klima, and that they do not die at one another’s throats?
I looked at the heads of the lelts, and, scattered among them, the heads of the pale 
salamanders, thrust from the dark water, attracted by the movement, or the 
awareness of the light or heat, of the lamps.
They had been with the raft now for better than an Ahn, appearing some quarter of 
an Ahn after we had steadied the sluggish vessel in place.
It is difficult to bespeak the darkness of the pit.
T’Zshal slept.
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Beside him lay the lance; in his reddish sash was thrust the dagger of his office.
“The lelts remain with us,” said one of the men near me, he, too, with a pole.
I looked upon the lelts, and, among them, here and there, the salamanders. Their 
blunt, whitish heads protruded from the water, curious, each head oriented toward 
one or the other of the four lamps on the raft. I knelt down on the raft, and, 
quickly, scooped, holding it, one of the lelts from the water. It was enclosed in my 
hand. It struggled briefly, then lay still. The lelt is a small fish, long-bodied for its 
size, long-finned. It commonly swims slowly, smoothly, conserving energy in the 
black, saline world encompassing its existence. There is little to eat in that world; 
it is a liquid desert, almost barren, black, blind and cool. It swims slowly, 
conserving its energy, not alerting its prey, commonly flatworms and tiny-
segmented creatures, predominantly isopods. I turned the lelt, looking at the small, 
sunken, covered pits in the sides of its head. I wondered if it was capable, 
somehow, of a dim awareness of the phenomenon of light. Could there be some 
capacity, some genetic predisposition for the recognition of light, like an ancient, 
almost lost genetic memory, buried in the tiny, simple, linear brain at the apex of 
its spinal column? It could not be possible I told myself. The tiny gills, oddly 
beneath and at the sides of its jaws, closed and opened. There was a minute sound. 
I lowered my hand and let the lelt slip again into the dark water. It slipped from 
sight. Then I saw it again, a few feet from the raft. Again its head protruded from 
the water, again oriented to the same lamp at the corner of the raft.
“Why did you not eat it?” asked the man near me.
I shrugged. Some salt slaves eat the lelt, raw, taken from the water, or gleaned 
from their harvesting vessels. The first bite is taken behind the back of the neck.
I regarded the fish.
Perhaps they have some dim awareness of light. Perhaps it is only the heat that 
draws them. I suppose, in the salt pit, one of our small lamps might seem to those 
who had in their lives known only darkness like the glory of a thousand suns. We 
know little about the lelt. We do know it will come from the darkness and lift the 
blind pits of its eyes toward a source of light.
“You could have given it to me,” said the man near me.
“I did not think of it,” I told him.
We know little about men, too, I thought. We do know they will seek the truth. I 
do not know if they can see it. Perhaps if they touched it, they would die, burning 
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in its flames. Perhaps we cannot see truth. Perhaps nature has denied us this gift. 
Perhaps we can sense only its presence. Perhaps we can sense only its heat. 
Perhaps to stand occasionally in its presence is sufficient.
“The lelts have gone,” said the man.
The waters were dark, seemingly empty. The lelts, the salamanders, had gone.
“Waken, T’Zshal,” said the man. The hair rose on the back of my neck. Suddenly 
then I understood the institution of the kennel master, and the dark laws governing 
his tenure, how they regulated and ordered behavior at Klima.
“The lelts have gone,” whispered a man.
I glanced at T’Zshal, his heavy head, bearded, resting on his arm, the lance beside 
him.
I had wondered why men did not kill T’Zshal, and the other kennel masters, why 
the societal arrangement was as stable as it was. I now knew. It was because the 
killer then, in turn, would be kennel master. The dread responsibility would then 
be his to bear. His then would be the fearful burdens of autonomy, of freedom. 
One must speak carefully whose words becomes law. It is not easy to be master at 
Klima. Too, he would be the next to die. It is a high price to pay for the whip. One 
must think carefully before slaying a kennel master, for the reasons for which one 
performs this action, if sufficient to justify his slaying must, too, be sufficient to 
justify the slaying of his successor. There are two major controls on the office of 
kennel master, one on the men, the other on the master. The control on the men is 
that the killer of the kennel master must assume the office of his victim, with its 
vulnerabilities and hazards. The control on the kennel master is the incipient rage 
and menace of his desperate charges. If he does not govern shrewdly and well, if 
be does not do rough justice, he invites the lesions of resentment, which among 
the grim, trapped men of Klima must, sooner or later, culminate in the moment of 
insurrection. He cannot be easy with the men, of course, for he himself is subject 
to the sanctions of his superiors, in particular in connection with the salt quotas 
imposed upon his kennel. Men do not wish to be kennel master. But yet one must 
be sovereign; one must accept the burden. It is steel alone, and will, which 
prevents catastrophe and slaughter. The whip must be held. Who will be 
courageous enough, strong enough, to lift it among the savage, condemned beasts 
of Klima? Who will be bold enough, generous enough, to accept the dreadful 
office of kennel master at Klima?

“Waken T’Zshal.” whispered a man near me.
I went to the recumbent figure of the kennel master. I put my hand on his 
shoulder.

In the lamplight, on tile raft, on the dark water, among us, waiting, he held the 
lance ready.

None of us suspected it. It came by surprise, from the back, from beneath the 
surface, then without warning men screaming wood splintering amongst us seeing 
it striking me others too tumbling gone then men crying out arms in the water one 
lamp only tiny alive in that blackness.

“You know the desert?” asked T’Zshal.
“The desert is my mother, and my father,” said Hassan. It was a saying of the 
Tahari.
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“And yet you would leave Klima afoot?”
“Furnish me kaiila,” said Hassan. “And I will not refuse them.”
“I could place both of you high at Klima,” said T’Zshal.
“Our business lies elsewhere,” I said.
“You are determined?” asked T’Zshal.
“Yes,” I said.
“I, too,” said Hassan.
“Very well,” said T’Zshal, “stake them out in the sun.”
We were seized from behind by guards. We struggled. “I saved your life!” I cried.
“Stake him out in the sun,” said T’Zshal.
“Sleen!” cried Hassan.
“He, too,” said T’Zshal.
 
I pulled at the stake to which my right wrist was fastened.
“Lie still,” said the guard. I felt the point of his lance at my throat.
He retired to the canopy beneath which, with water, he sat, cross-legged, with his 
companion. Between them they had, in the crusts, scratched a board for Zar. This 
resembles the Kaissa board. Pieces, however, may he placed only on the 
intersections of lines either within or at the edges of the board. Each player has 
nine pieces of equal value which are originally placed on the intersections of the 
nine interior vertical lines with what would be the rear horizontal line, constituted 
by the back edge of the board, from each player’s point of view. The corners are 
not used in the original placement, though they constitute legitimate move points 
after play begins. The pieces are commonly pebbles, or bits of verr dung, and 
sticks. The “pebbles” move first. Pieces move one intersection at a time, unless 
jumping. One may jump either the opponent’s pieces or one’s own. A jump must 
be made to an unoccupied point. Multiple jumps are permissible. The object is to 
effect a complete exchange of original placements. The first player to fully occupy 
the opponent’s initial position wins. Capturing, of course, does not occur. The 
game is one of strategy and maneuverability.
“Hassan.” I said.
“Lie still,” he said. “Do not speak. Try to live.”
I was silent.
“Ali,” cried one of the guards. He had just made a move, which pleased him.
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I kept my eyes closed, that I be not blinded.

All things considered, the 
decision to attempt to reach Four Palms seemed the most rational decision in the 
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circumstances. There was much risk, of course, attendant on either decision. We 
had no choice but to gamble. Hassan had gambled wisely; whether or not he had 
also gambled well would remain to be seen.
I followed Hassan, he orienting himself by the sun and the flights of certain birds, 
migrating. We-bad, of course, no instruments at our disposal, no marked trails, and 
we did not know the exact location of Klima with respect to either Red Rock or 
Four Palms.
We gambled. We continued to trek. The alternative to the gamble was not security 
but certain death.
A consequence of Hassan’s plan was that we were actually moving, generally, 
south and west of Klima, in short, for a time, deeper into the most desolate, 
untraveled portions of the dune country, far even from the salt routes.
I realize now that this was why the beast was pacing us.

We had come to the edge of the dune country. I looked out on the rugged hills, the 
cuts, the rocks, the brush.

“Have you not noticed the wind?” said Hassan.

“Is this meaningful?” I asked, The wind felt much the same as the constant, 
whipping Tahari wind to me, no different, save for its direction.
We had been fourteen days on the desert when the wind had shifted to the east.

Two Ahn earlier the sun’s rim had thrust over the horizon, illuminating the crests 
of the thinning dunes.

the wind tore past above me; there was sand imbedded in the backs of my hands; 
in places, where I dislodged it, there was blood. I looked up. The sky was black 
with sand; brush, like startled, bounding tabuk, leaped, driven, over my head; the 
wind howled. I sat in the ditch. I put my head on my arms, my head down, my 
arms on my knees. I listened to the storm. Then I slept.
Toward night Hassan and I awoke. We drank. The storm raged unabating. We 
could not see the stars.
“How long does such a storm last?” I asked.
“It is spring,” he said, shrugging, in the manner of the Tahari. “Who knows?”
“Am I not your brother?” I asked.
He lifted his head. “It is not known how long such a storm may last,” he said. “It 
may last many days.” “It is spring,” he said. “The wind is from the east.” Then he 
again put down his head.
He slept. In time, I, too, slept.
Suddenly, shortly before dawn, I awakened.
It was standing there, in the pelting sand, looming, looking down upon us.
“Hassan,” I cried.
He awakened immediately. We struggled to our feet, our feet buried in sand, 
swept into the ditch, our backs suddenly cut by the lash of the storm.
It opened its great mouth, turning its head to the side. It was seven feet in height, 
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bracing itself against the wind. Sand clung in its fur. It looked upon me. It raised 
one long arm. It pointed to the dune country.
“Run!” cried Hassan. We leaped from the ditch, rolling from it into the storm, 
scrambling to our feet. We crouched down, trying to keep our balance, the ditch 
between us and the standing beast. It swayed in the wind, leaning into it, but did 
not attempt to approach us.

20    The Kur Will Re-Enter the Dune Country; I 
Accompany Him
“It is there,” said Hassan. “But you are mad to approach it.”
“It could have killed us in the trench,” I said. “It did not.”
The storm, surprisingly, had abated. It had lasted only a bit less than one day. The 
landscape seemed rearranged, but we had little difficulty in finding our way back 
to the trench. We had not been able to move far in the storm. We had gone perhaps 
less than a pasang when we fell, rolled from our feet, and lay in the sand, 
protecting our heads and the water. Almost as soon as it had come, it had, with a 
shifting of wind to the north, disappeared. “There will be other such storms,” said 
Hassan. “It was too short.” He looked at me. “We must move while we can, before 
another, a longer, occurs.”
“I am returning to the trench,” I told him.
“I will go with you,” he said.
From a small rise, we saw the remains of the trench, filled with sand, to within six 
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inches of its top. The sun was high. Beside the trench, on its back, half covered 
with sand, lay the Kur.

The 
eyes, rimmed with sand, were black-pupiled; the corneas, usually yellow, seemed 
pale, flattishly colored; the leathery snout seemed dry, the lips were drawn back 
about the fangs; the tongue, black, seemed large; it seemed thin
for a Kur, haggard; I realized then that its tissues reflected dehydration. That the 
Kur had been bound for the Tahari had been a portion of the mystery, which had 
initiated my venture to the desert. What business had it in the Tahari?
“It will die soon,” said Hassan. “Leave it.”
I remained near the Kur, looking upon it. “It needs water,” I said.
“Do not approach it!” warned Hassan.
I supposed men had few enemies as terrible as the fearsome Kur, unless it be other 
men. Such beasts and Priest-Kings were locked in relentless war, two worlds, two 
planets, Gor and Earth lying at the stake. Men seemed puny allies to either species. 
Before me lay my enemy, helpless.
“Kill it,” said Hassan.
“It is a rational beast,” I said. “It needs water.”
“Desist in this madness!” cried Hassan.
I lifted the shaggy head, more than a foot wide. Between the rows of fangs, the 
bag over my shoulder, I thrust the spike of the water bag.
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The paws of the beast reached up, slowly, and placed themselves on the bag. I saw 
them indent the bag, the spread of the digits was more than fifteen inches in width. 
There were six digits, multiply jointed, furred. I saw the golden ring, heavy, 
strangely set, it seemed with a tiny square of silver, against the brown leather of 
the bag. It did not seem a normal ring. “This morning,” I said, “before dawn, it 
could have killed us and taken the water.

It reached out with one paw, The paw encircled the 
heavy, twisted interlacings of stems of a thick clump of narrow-leafed scrub brush.

“The water is almost 
gone.”

21    What Occurred in the Dune Country
The Kur was an incredible animal. Without it I would not have survived.
The next day the water was gone.
To my surprise, though the Kur had pointed to the dune country, he led me in a 
path parallel to the dunes, through more normal Tahari terrain. I realized then that 
he had been pointing to his destination, whatever it might be, which lay within the 
dune country, as though I might know what it was, but that the route which he 
wisely selected would parallel the dune country, until he reached a given point, at 
which point he would strike out overland, into the forbidding dunes, to reach 
whatever objective it was within them which might concern him, or us.

Surely he knew that one should move only at night, and yet 
the beast seemed tireless, and would press me on, as though I needed neither food 
nor sleep. Did he not know I was not a Kur? He, shielded by the fur, was less 
exposed to the sun. He would move day and night, but I could not. Impatiently, he 
would crouch near me, when I fell to the sand, to sleep. He would, in an Ahn, 
awaken me, and point to the sun. Yet I did not think he wished to tell me the hour 
of the day, but call my attention to the passage of time. He seemed hurried. Surely 
even for his mighty body the heat, the sun, the scarcity of water, the scarcity of 
food, must have taken dreadful toll. At times his wounds must have tormented 
him. Twice I saw him lick bloody crusts from their eruptions. Yet, slowly, as 
though by force of will, he moved on. I was sure he would kill us both. One does 
not tease the desert. It is implacable, like a stone or furnace.
“I need water,” I told him. It had been gone, for more than a day.
The Kur held up eight fingers, and pointed to the sun.
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I did not understand his meaning.
We continued our journey. An Ahn later, nostrils distended, head to the ground, he 
became excited. He pointed to the ground. He looked at me, as though I must 
understand. I did not, of course, understand. He looked at the sun, and at me, as 
though weighing the values of alternative courses of action. Then he swiftly 
departed from his original direction. I realized, several Ahn later, that he was 
following an animal trail, the odors of which my senses were not keen enough to 
detect. We fell on our bellies before the foul water, stinking with excrement, and 
drank, and again I filled the bag. There was a half-eaten
tabuk by the water hole. The Kur warned me from certain pieces of the meat, 
smelling it. Other pieces, farther from the eaten areas, more exposed to the sun, he 
gave me. He himself broke free a haunch and, with swift motions, with his teeth, 
holding it, ripped the dry meat from the bone.
The Kur motioned me to my feet. We must again proceed. Fed, watered, I 
followed him, though each step because of my exhaustion, was torture.
He returned to his original trail, from which he made his detour, and continued his 
march.
The next morning he pointed to the sun, and held up seven fingers before me. But 
be let me sleep, in the shelter of a rock, while he watched.

It 
was odd to feel no saliva in one’s mouth. My eyes were dry. Bits of sand seemed 
to lie between the eye and the lid; I felt, too, the grit of sand in my mouth, I could 
not spit it out; my eyes would not form tears. My lips became sore and began to 
ache. My tongue felt large. I felt skin on my tongue peeling. I began to feel cramps 
in my stomach, and in my arms and legs. I looked about. There seemed much 
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water here and there, in flat places, in the distance, rippling, stirring. Sometimes 
our path took us toward it, but when we reached it, it was sand, the air above it 
rippling and troubled in the desert’s heat.
“I can go no further,” I told the Kur.
He turned to face me, crouched over, He pointed now to his right, for the first 
time.

Sometime in the late afternoon I must have fallen unconscious in the sand. I 
dreamt of the baths of Ar and Turia. I awakened in the night. No longer was I 
bound. I was carried in the arms of the Kur, over the silvered dunes. He moved 
slowly. He was lame in his right foot. I lay against wounds in his upper chest. 
They were open. But they did not bleed.
Again I fell asleep. The next time I awakened it was shortly before dawn. The 
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Kur, near me, half covered with sand, stirred by the wind, slept. I rose to my feet, 
unsteadily. Then I fell. I could not stand.
I sat in the sand, my back against a dune. I watched the Kur. It had been an 
admirable, mighty beast. But now the deserts, and its wounds, were killing it. It 
was now weak, and drawn. Its flesh seemed to hang upon its huge frame, a 
shrunken reminiscence of the former mightiness of the beast. I regretted, 
strangely, seeing its decline. I wondered at what drove it, why it strove so 
relentlessly in its mission, whatever that might be.

In the morning he did not stop to rest. He pointed again to the sun, and this time 
lifted a closed fist.
I did not understand his meaning. Then the hair rose upon the back of my neck. He 
had indicated time, by pointing to the sun, and days, by lifting his fingers. He had 
now pointed to the sun, and lifted only the great, dry fist, obdurate, closed.
I then understood, in horror, suddenly, the meaning of his mission.
There were no more days left. It was the last day. It was a world’s last day.
“Surrender Gor,” had been the message to the Sardar, from the Kurii ships. It had 
been an ultimatum. The Priest Kings, of course, had been only puzzled; their 
response had been curiosity, inquiry; it had never occurred to them, rational 
creatures, what might be the enormity of the plan of Kurii. I sensed there might be 
different parties among them, creatures so menacing, so fierce, so aggressive, so 
proud, so imperialistic, so uncompromising, factional and belligerent. After the 
failure of the major probe in Torvaldsland, it seemed not unlikely a given party or 
tribe might have fallen from power. I did not think it would be desirable, among 
Kurii, to be among a party which had fallen from power. It seemed clear to me 
then that a new force had come to power among the enemies of the Sardar, one 
willing, if necessary, to sacrifice one world to gain another.
The Kur had held up a closed fist. There were no more days. I found myself 
struggling to keep up with the beast.
The slave runs had been stopped. Doubtless key operatives, particularly those, 
who spoke languages of Earth, had been evacuated from Gor. Others, ignorant of 
the horrifying, strategy of interplanetary warfare would remain. Even Ibn Saran, 
with all his brilliance, did not, I supposed, conjecture his role as dupe in this plan, 
precipitating tribal warfare, thus effectively, for almost all practical purposes, 
closing the desert to intruders, strangers, agents either of Priest-Kings or even of 
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alternative Kurii parties. Kurii, I suspected, were as little united as men, for they, 
too, are jealous, proud, territorial beasts.
Gor, I understood, was to be destroyed. This would eliminate a world, but with it, 
Priest-Kings, and leave Earth unsheltered, vulnerable, to the attack fleets of the 
steel worlds. Better one world than none.
Though it was in the heat of the Tahari noon the beast did not pause. The Kur, like 
the great cats, hunts when hungry, but it is a beautifully night-adapted animal. Its 
night vision is perhaps a hundred times keener than that of humans. It can see even 
by starlight. It would be blind only in total darkness, as in a brine pit at Klima. The 
pupils of its eyes, like those of the cat, can shrink to pinpoints and expand to wide, 
dark, light-sensitive moons, capable of minute discriminations in what to a human 
being would seem pitch darkness. The Kur, commonly, emerges from its lair with 
the falling of darkness. It is then that its nostrils distend and its ears lift, listening, 
and that it begins its hunt. I had no doubt that the destruction of the world, as 
would seem fitting to a Kur, would occur with the coming of night. It is then that 
the Kur, commonly, chooses to hunt.
In the late afternoon the Kur cried out with rage. It stood on the crest of a dune, 
sand almost to its knees, sand sweeping about it. The wind had picked up. I saw its 
fur blown.
The wind had shifted again to the east.
Within moments the storm fell. The Kur pressed on, through the pelting sand. The 
sky was dark. I held to the fur at its arm, fighting to keep my balance. Suddenly 
the Kur stopped, and stood, leaning against the wind. I opened my eyes, and saw, 
briefly, before me, not more than a hundred yards away, in a fleeting gap in the 
storm, swiftly closed again by the hastened, stinging sand, crooked, leaning to one 
side, half buried in the sand, a cylinder of steel; it was perhaps twelve feet in 
diameter, perhaps forty feet of it exposed; at its apex I saw clustered thrust 
chambers; it was a ship; it had been crashed into the sand.
I felt the hand of the Kur close on my arm.
It is difficult to speak of what I then saw. The Kur, near me, removed his hand 
from my arm. With his right hand he took the ring on his left hand, that on his 
second finger, and turned the bezel inward, so that the silvered plate set in the gold 
faced inward. On the exposed side of the ring there was a circular switch, which 
he then depressed. For a moment in the sand, he seemed to shimmer and then I 
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saw only the sand, the whipping, pelting sand. I was alone.
I knew then it hunted, in the vicinity of the tower. On my hands and knees I 
crawled a few yards in the direction of the ship. I saw it again, once, briefly, in a 
break in the storm. It seemed to me of primitive design. The thrust chambers 
suggested a liquid-propellant rocket. It was not disklike. I supposed it might have 
been an obsolete ship, perhaps a derelict, even an ancient ship, little more now 
than the fuselage for housing a bomb.
I shuddered when I thought of the power concealed in that casing of steel.
I wanted to run, into the storm, away from it. But I knew that nowhere on Gor 
would there be escape from that inert ship. “Beware the steel tower, “ had been 
written on the rock. It was a weapon, pressed to the temple of a world, set to be 
discharged with the falling of darkness.
I thought I heard, wild. Though it was hard to tell in the wind, the screams of men. 
Then I heard the howling of a Kur, and four sudden, swift explosions.
Then I heard only the wind.
I waited, for more than a quarter of an Ahn. Then I sensed it near me. The air 
shimmered. It stood unsteadily. The Kur was before me. Its, paws were red. In its 
left thigh was one, and across its chest, were three holes, three quarters of an inch 
in diameter. Its eyes could not focus. It turned it’s back to me. In its back, where 
the force had burst loose of its body, were holes corresponding to those in his leg 
and chest. I smelled burned flesh. A white smoke, tiny, in wisps, like the smoke of 
dry ice, rose from the holes, then was whipped away by the wind. The Kur sank to 
the sand. I knelt over it. It opened its eyes. They focused on me.
“Is it accomplished?” I asked. “Is the work done?”
With its bloodied paw the ring from its finger. It thrust it toward me. It was 
covered with blood, that I assumed of men it had slain. The circle of the ring was 
not made for a human finger. It was an inch and a quarter in diameter. It pressed 
the ring into my hands. With a bit of leather string, from the wrappings on my feet, 
I tied it about my neck.
The beast lay in the sand. It bled slowly. I suppose it had little blood to bleed. Too, 
the force that had penetrated its body had, apparently, searing, half-sealed the 
wounds it inflicted. It was as though a hot poker, chemically active, had been 
thrust through the body. The sand beneath the beast grew red. I took wrappings 
from my feet, to thrust into the wounds. The beast pushed me away. He lifted his 
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arm to where the sun must be, could it be seen.
I stood unsteadily beside it. Then, I started for the ship, through the storm.
Beside the ship I found the remains of a shelter of stones and tarpaulins. Scattered 
about were men. I did not think they were alive. I froze, as I saw, through the wind 
and sand, another Kur. It was armed. In its right paw it held a small device. It was 
hunched over, it peered through the storm.
I was startled that there would be a Kur at the ship. I think, too, the Kur with 
whom I had trekked had not anticipated this development. Kurii, no more than 
men, willfully commit themselves to destruction. Yet there was a Kur here, 
guarding the ship. I knew it would be a determined, desperate beast. It was willing 
to die, apparently, that the success of the plan of its superiors be fulfilled. I 
supposed many Kurii had competed for this honor. This Kur, of all, in the cruel 
selections of the steel ships, had survived. Kurii do not believe in immortality. 
They do believe, however, in glory. This Kur, of all, in the cruel selections of the 
steel ships, had survived. He would be the most dangerous of all. He turned 
toward me.
I saw the paw lift and I threw myself to the side. A large, square rock, near me, 
one of those which had held the tarpaulin, leaped upward, split in two, burnt black, 
and the slightest instant, almost simultaneous, afterward I heard the atmospheric 
concussion of the weapon.
I think the Kur was startled to see me. It did not expect to find a human at the ship. 
Perhaps it was this which, in his startled reflex, spoiled his aim. Then the sand 
closed between us. I crawled from the area of the shelter. I saw him, twice, 
through gaps in the sand. But he did not see me. The next time I saw him, he 
turned toward me, hunched down. I backed away. He approached, through the 
sand. He did not fire. He held the weapon outward from him, toward me. He tried 
to hold his balance. I conjectured that his weapon held a limited number of 
charges. It did not fire like a ray, but rather on the analogy of a cartridge weapon. 
Suddenly I felt the steel of the ship at my back. The beast emerged from the sand. 
I saw its lips draw back; it steadied the weapon in the whipping wind with both 
paws; I thrust at the circular switch on the ring about my neck. Suddenly I saw the 
Kur as though in red light, and the sand, too, darkly red to black. To my 
amazement, it seemed startled; it hesitated; I leapt to the side. A blast from the 
hand-held weapon struck the steel of the ship. In its side there was a blackened 
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hole, as though drilled; metal ran in droplets down the side of the ship.
I suddenly realized, with elation, that the Kur could not see me.
The ring concealed a light-diversion device, encircling the orbit of its wearer with 
a field. We see in virtue of light waves reflected from variously textured surfaces, 
which waves impinge on the visual sensors. We see in virtue of the patterns of 
these waves. The field about me, I conjectured, diverted and reconstituted these 
waves in their original patterns; thus, a given wave of light in the normal visual 
spectrum which might strike me and be reflected to the visual sensor of another 
organism did not now strike me but was diverted; similarly patterns of light from 
objects behind me were diverted about my field
and reconstituted beyond it, to impinge, as though I were not there, on the visual 
sensor of an observing organism. The light in virtue of which I saw was shifted in 
its spectrum; it was, I suspect, originally in the nonvisible portion of the spectrum, 
perhaps in the infrared portion of the spectrum, which could penetrate the field, 
but was shifted in such a way by the diversion field that I, within the orbit of the 
field, experienced it in a range visible to myself. It was thus, I conjecture, that I 
could not be seen by those outside the field and yet that I, within the field, could 
experience the world visually which lay beyond it. Such a device would have been 
useless among Priest-kings, for they do not much depend on their visual sensors. 
Among Kurii I was not certain how effective it would be. Kurii, like men, are 
visually oriented organisms, but their hearing and their sense of smell is 
incomparably more acute.
I did not know how many charges the weapon of the Kur held. Further, I was 
unarmed. I slipped back into the whipping sand. I crouched down.
The howling of the wind screened the sounds of my movements; its swift, 
lacerating blasts must have torn the atmosphere of my scent to pieces, scattering it 
wildly about, affording the Kur only sudden, misleading, fleeting, confused 
sensations. He could not at the moment locate me. I saw him, red in the twisting, 
howling sand, moving about, weapon ready, hunting me.
I was puzzled that the Kur with whom I had trekked, who had worn the ring, had 
been hit four times, accurately, with the weapon of the Kur who stalked me. 
Furthermore, he had been struck, as nearly as I could determine, head-on. It was 
not as though the Kur with the weapon had located him at the throat of a man, and 
then fired.
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It seemed likely then that the Kur must have been struck as it had framed itself, 
perhaps in an opening, the other Kur, smelling it, hearing it, firing when it bad 
tried to enter. The Kur with the weapon had then come out, hunting for it, to finish 
it.
He had not counted on there being an ally, and one who was human.
Similar thoughts must have coursed through the brain of the Kur and I, but I did 
not know the position or nature of the portal.
I saw him turn toward the ship, abandoning my bunt, recollecting his principal 
objective.
He thus led me to the portal. He reached it before I did. He scrambled, claws 
slipping on the leaning steel, and then crouched in it. The opening must once have 
been the outer opening of a lock; it was rectangular; the exterior hatch was 
missing; there was twisted metal at the side of the opening, as though it had been 
wrenched away from rusted hinges; the beast crouched in the lock, peering into 
the storm. Then it disappeared within.
My heart sank; time was on its side; it would soon be night; it needed only wait. I 
made my way to the stones and tarpaulin; there, feeling, about, I located one of the 
bodies, which was mostly whole. Some were missing arms and heads.
I carried the body toward the side of the ship. Though the Kur had not used them, 
there were cuts in the side of the ship, probably used by the humans in entering 
and leaving it. A steel ladder, twisted, fitted the rounded side of the ship. Given 
the attitude of the ship, however, the ladder was roughly at a twenty-degree angle 
to the ground, and some twenty feet from the sand: it was useless to me. I would 
use the cuts. I made no effort to conceal sound. I scraped the side of the steel. I 
made certain that the Kur within, if he could hear aught, would be able to tell that 
someone ascended the side of the ship, dragging an inert weight, presumably a 
body.
I knew the Kur must be cunning, if not brilliant. It could be no accident that this 
Kur and not another had received this dreadful assignment, to protect the device of 
a planet’s destruction until its detonation.
But also it would be under stress. And in the storm it could not see clearly beyond 
the portal. It would assume that I would not relinquish the shield of the ring’s 
invisibility. A diversion would be ineffective, for what could draw the Kur from 
his position? If the blood of the slaughtered humans about had not been sufficient 
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to override his obedience to the dark imperative of the steel worlds, I did not think 
anything I might contrive could lure him forth. He had resisted blood; the will of 
this Kur, restraining its instincts of feasting and carnival, must be mighty indeed. 
He would assume, perhaps, I might attempt to draw fire with a decoy, thus 
slipping into the ship. The only likely object to use in such a plan would be the 
body of one of the humans about, victims of the Kur with whom I had shared the 
march in the desert. I made no attempt to conceal my wounds. I let it be clear that 
I was outside the portal, that I had ascended the side of the ship, that with me, 
dragged, was an inert weight, presumably a body.
A likely plan, it seemed to me, would be to thrust the inert body into the portal, 
and draw the fire of the Kur within. Perhaps then, in the sudden moment of 
confusion, one might slip within, behind it, invisible.
It would be an elementary decoy strategy.
This was a likely plan. I did not adopt it. The Kur waited within. I did not think I 
played Kaissa with a fool.
But I would use a decoy strategy. Only I, myself, would be the decoy. Behind the 
decoy there would be nothing. One thing the Kur would not expect would be that I 
would surrender the shield of invisibility; one thing he would not expect would be 
that it would be I, myself, who would present myself to his weapon. I clung to the 
side of the portal. I propped the body beside me, holding it that it not be swept 
from the side of the ship. I counted slowly, five thousand Ihn, that the reflexes of 
the Kur within be drawn to a hair-trigger alertness, that the whole nervous might 
of the beast might be balanced on a razor’s edge of response, that every instinct 
and fiber in his body would scream to press the trigger at what first might move. 
But I counted, too, on its intelligence, its control, that it would not fire on what 
first might move, particularly if it were visible.
The wind howled and the sand swirled about the ship. I pressed the circular switch 
on the ring tied about my neck. I again saw in the normal range of the spectrum. I 
now realized I saw in the light of the moons; I broke out in a sweat; it was night. 
Limply, as though thrust from behind I pushed myself, awkwardly, sagging, into 
the opening, and fell forward. Scarcely had I fallen into the lock than I heard, loud, 
over me, the concussions of the weapon, firing five times; almost simultaneously 
the Kur leaped from somewhere within, from a nest of piping, and scrambled past 
me; its foot pressed on my shoulder; it peered out into the storm; it spied the body 
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below, which had slipped from the side of the ship when I had entered the ship, no 
longer holding it; it seemed momentarily puzzled; it fired into the body twice 
more; it scrambled from the opening, turning, slipping on the steel, and slid down 
to the sand at the side of the ship.
I came alive, crawling through the interior hatch, which was hanging back open, 
fastened back, so that the Kur could have his clean shot. I slipped inside, and 
nearly fell, my feet scraping for a hold. I found it. I heard the Kur outside howl 
with rage. I tried to swing the hatch shut, to lock it, but it hung crooked on its 
hinges and would not close. Perhaps it had been damaged in the crash of the ship. 
Perhaps the Kur with whom I had trekked had, with the frenzy of a Kur’s strength, 
wrenched it aside, before meeting the four charges of the other Kur’s weapon. I 
heard the Kur’s claws swift on the steel outside, scraping, climbing. I reached for 
the ring at my neck. It was gone! The bit of leather, brittle, worn from the sun, had 
separated. I heard the snap of the hand weapon. I looked up. It was not more than 
eighteen inches from my face. It snapped again. I dropped into the darkness of the 
ship. It was empty. The Kur howled with rage. I fell, dropping, striking objects, 
sliding for perhaps forty or fifty feet, until stopped by a compartment wall. I 
looked up. The interior of the ship was suddenly illuminated. In the cylinder above 
me, in the portal, his paw at the disk, stood the Kur. He looked down at me. His 
lips drew back. He had discarded the weapon. I looked about myself, wildly. The 
interior of the ship, given its attitude, seemed oddly askew. Beyond this it was not 
as compact as I would have expected, as filled with devices, panels and storage 
cabinets. It had been muchly stripped, apparently, presumably to lighten it. I saw 
the Kur easily, gracefully for its bulk, with its long arms, pipe to pipe, swing down 
toward me. When it reached my level I tried to climb upward, clinging to piping at 
the ship’s side. Its hand closed about my ankle and I felt myself torn from the 
piping. I was lifted in the air and hurled against the wall of the ship, and I fell back 
from the wall, falling some ten feet to the remains of a twisted, ruptured bulkhead, 
slipped from it and fell another five feet into a debris of scrap and wire. I crawled 
on my bands and knees. I heard the Kur approach. Under some pipes, below me, 
suddenly, I saw the ring. I fell to my stomach, my arm clawing downward. I could 
not reach it. I scrambled to my feet. The Kur looked down, he, too, seeing the ring. 
I backed away, stumbling a bit, back in the debris and wire. I looked upward, in 
the inclining cylinder of the ship. High above me, some sixty or seventy feet, I 
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saw six dials. The Kur reached down with its long arm. I bent to the pile of debris 
and wire. The Kur’s arm was long enough to reach the ring, as mine was not, but 
the piping beneath which it had fallen was too closely set to accommodate the 
large arm of the Kur. I began to climb upward, on projections, on spaced piping, 
on the remains of sundered bulkheads, toward the dials. The Kur took the pipes in 
his hands, to bend them apart. He had separated them some five inches when he 
looked up. He saw me. He howled with rage. No longer did, he concern himself 
with the ring. Instantly he began to climb toward me. He climbed swiftly, 
purposefully.
I crouched on a steel beam athwart the cylinder, opposite the six dials. The first 
four dials were motionless. The last two were still in motion. Each dial had a 
single sweep. Each dial was divided into twelve divisions. The sweeps in the first 
four dials were vertical. I could not read the numerals on the dials. I surmised the 
vertical position was equivalent to twelve or zero. It was the position, at any rate, 
it seemed clear, in which the devices stopped. The movement of the sweeps was 
counterclockwise.
The Kur was climbing toward me.
The first dial, I surmised, registered something equivalent to months, the second to 
weeks, the third to days, the fourth to hours. I did not know the rate of revolution 
of the Kurii’s original planet, nor the rate of its rotation. I had little doubt that 
these measurements, however, were calibrated on the movements of a world, 
presumably vanished, destroyed in their wars. They had destroyed one world; they 
now desired another.
With my teeth I tore the insulation from a part of the wire I had taken from the pile 
of debris and wire, coiled and, in my teeth, carried with me in my climb.
I looped the noose where the wire was naked. As the Kur climbed near me, his 
back to me I caught its great shaggy bead in the loop and drew it tight. It tore at 
the fine wire with its thick digits but they could not slip beneath it. I flung myself 
backward off the beam and the wire pulled the Kur from the side of the ship until 
it hung, struggling, I hanging a few feet below it. It flung out its paws but could 
grasp on nothing. It tried to hold the wire, and climb on it, or relieve the pressure 
on its throat, but its great paws slipped on the slender strand; then its weight began 
to pull me upward; I, hands knotted in the insulated portion of the wire, kicked the 
Kur back as it reached for me; then I was above it, being drawn by its weight to 
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the height of the beam; the shoulders
of the Kur were mantled in red; blood ran heavily from its throat, in throbbing, 
gigantic glots; I braced, myself, head down, feet pressed up against the beam, to 
hold the Kur in place; then, without warning, the wire parted; when the wire 
parted I was almost horizontal to the beam, trying to keep from being pulled over 
it, trying to hold the Kur; the force of my legs, relieved suddenly of the counter 
tension of the Kur’s weight, flung me back, almost to the other side of the ship, 
and I slid down a few feet and caught some piping. The Kur, striking four times, 
fell some sixty or seventy feet, to the lowest level of the ship, past the door, well 
below the level of the sand outside.
I looked to the dials. The fifth sweep, on the fifth dial, was almost vertical.
Outside I knew it was night. The storm still raged.
There was heavy glass over the faces of the dials. I climbed to the beam from 
whence I had snared the Kur. I could not reach the dials.
I cast about wildly. I could not stop them.
Below me, to my horror, I saw the Kur, a mass of blood, struggle to its feet. It was 
still bleeding, heavily, from the throat. I had little doubt that the great vessel of its 
throat had been opened, if not severed.
The beast seemed indomitable. Its strength was almost inconceivable.
It climbed slowly. I saw its uplifted face, its terrible eyes, the fangs, the ears laid 
back against its head. Hand over hand, not swiftly now, not easily, but foot by 
torturous foot, it climbed.
I seized a narrow pipe over my head, jerking at it. It contained wire. In a frenzy I 
tried to free it of the side of the ship. I could not loosen it.
The beast was nearer now, and still climbing. I saw its eyes. It moved another six 
inches toward me.
I tore loose the pipe. The sweep on the fifth dial, suddenly, stopped. The sweep on 
the sixth dial began to move toward the vertical, swiftly, counterclockwise. I did 
not think its journey would take more than a few seconds. I struck at the sixth dial 
with the pipe, again and again, shattering the glass. I saw the Kur not a foot below 
me. It tried to lift its hand, to seize me. Blood no longer ran from its throat. It was 
dead. It tumbled back from the piping on the side of the ship, and fell to the lower 
level.
I jammed the thin pipe, like a spear from the beam, into the face of the dial. The

sixth sweep, a moment later, struck against this obstacle, stopping short of the 
vertical mark.
I lay on-the beam and wept, and feared that I would fall.
 
When I dared to move, I left the ship. Outside the storm had abated. I found the 
Kur in the sand, with whom I had trekked.
“The task is accomplished,” I told him. “It is done.”
But he was already dead.
His lips were drawn back from his teeth, which, in the Kur, as I understand it, is 
analogous to a smile. I think he died not unhappily.
I returned to the ship, in which I found much food and water. In the next days, 
carefully, as I could, disconnecting them, I dismantled and destroyed components 
within the ship. In time, Priest-Kings would find the ship and more adequately 
disarm it. I buried the men who had died near the ship. Though I removed the one 
Kur from the ship, I did not bury either of them. I exposed them for the scavengers 
of the desert, for they were only beasts.

22    I Obtain Kaiila
I crouched between thrust chambers, some seventy feet from the ground, on the 
height of the tall ship, half buried in the Tahari sand. The chambers, facing the 
sky, were filled with sand. Between them I had rigged a shelter from the sun. I 
reached the height of the ship’s stern by a rope. I sipped water, watching the two 
riders approach. From the vantage of the ship’s height I could see several pasangs 
on all sides. The desert was clear.
As I had surmised, there was contact between the ship and the nearest agents of 
Kurii, the men of Abdul, Ibn Saran, the Salt Ubar. The food and water, the 
provisions, must have been brought in by kaiila. Presumably there would be 
routine provisionings, or communications, with Kurii agents, though not by radio 
or any similar device which might attract the attention of listening stations in the 
Sardar. The suppliers would have their schedules prepared weeks in advance. The 
schedules would have been designed to carry through and beyond the date set for 
the planet’s destruction, in order not to arouse curiosity or suspicion among the 
Kurii’s human agents. The men approaching, leading four pack kaiila, were 
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ignorant. They approached slowly, in the leisurely fashion of the Tahari. There 
was nothing unusual, as far as they knew, concerning their delivery or the date on 
which it was occurring. I smiled. The planet could have blown apart beneath their 
feet. Yet they came in placid caravan.
I was satisfied to see them. I had considered walking out of the desert. There was 
ample food and water at the ship. I could have rigged a flat travois, with shoulder 
harness, to slip over the sand, loaded with water and food, and could have traveled 
at night, but I had decided against this. I did not know the distances nor directions 
to oases. I might have wandered in the desert for weeks, until even such large 
stores were exhausted. I might have encountered unfriendly riders. I would be 
afoot. I did not know how long the energy of the ring would last. I assumed it 
could generate its field for only a finite period. If I met several riders I might, with 
the ring, escape, but I might, too, lose the stores. I needed a kaiila; I needed 
direction. In a day on a kaiila, if it was well watered and strong, I might cover the 
ground which, afoot, might take weeks. Too, the kaiila, given its head, is excellent 
in locating water.
It seemed not improbable to me that there might be a recognition signal, to be 
given by the approaching riders in the vicinity of the ship, to be answered by a 
countersignal, before they would bring the kaiila in. Not receiving it I had little 
doubt that they would investigate most warily, or, possibly, simply withdraw. I did 
not know what their standing orders might be. I was not prepared to risk the 
second alternative. I threw the shelter, which I had rigged down to the sand, 
behind the ship. I tossed the steel flask of water down, too. Then, on the rope, too 
behind the ship, I climbed down, slowly, handhold by handhold. I did not know 
how observant might be the riders. Even though I might stand, unseen, in the 
shelter of the ring’s field, the sand, disturbed, might reveal my movements, my 
presence. If I attacked one rider, invisible, the other, alarmed, might simply flee, 
panic-stricken and terrified. At the level, where the sand ringed the fuselage of the 
ship, I drank deeply, then I threw aside the flask. I then went into the desert.

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onto his back, eyes looking up, horrified, thrust it through his body, pinning him to 
the sand; I jerked the lance from his body, holding it down with my left foot and 
swirled to meet the charge of the next man. I was startled. He had not charged. He 
had missed his chance. He was not skillful.

His ankles I then tied together 
beneath the belly of the animal.

“Yes,” he said.
I unsheathed the scimitar I carried.

Two days later we arrived in the vicinity of the field. Some five hours from the

It was a splendid sight.
In the field below, or the plain, there might have been some ten thousand riders. 
They were stretched out for pasangs, several deep. I could hear the drums. I saw 
the pennons, the standards. They were separated by some four hundred yards. 
Lances bristled in the ranks. Behind each of the arrangements of lines were 
hundreds of tents, striped in different colors.
My kaiila shifted on the crest of the hill. The blood of the warrior in me raced.
“Are you Kavar, come late to the formations?” asked the man.
“No,” I said.
“Of what vassal tribe are you?” asked the man.
“Of no vassal tribe,” I said. “But it is with the Kavars that I choose to ride.”
“Welcome,” said the man, delightedly, lifting his lance. The others, too, behind 
him, lifted their lances. “It should be a magnificent battle,” said the man.
I stood in the stirrups. I could see the Kavar center, white. On the left flank were 
the pennons of the Ta`Kara and the purple of the Bakahs. On the right flank were 
the golden Char and the diverse reds and bright yellows of the Kashani.
“By what name are you known?” asked the man.
“Hakim of Tor,” I said.
“Will you ride to battle leading pack kaiila?” asked the man.
“I think not,” I said. “I give them to you.”
The man gestured and one of those with him led away the kaiila, making a great 
circuit that would lead him behind the Kavar lines, to the tents. There were 
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hundreds of pack kaiila in evidence among the tents.
“Who is this?” asked the man, pointing to the wretch tethered at my pommel.
I addressed myself to the wretch. “Do you wish to fight me to the death?” I asked.
He put down his head. “No, Master,” he said.
“He is a slave,” I said to the man. “I have no further use for him. I give him to 
you.”
“We can use him,” said the man. “Such are useful in hoeing vegetables at remote 
oases.”
I threw the wretch’s tether to one of the riders, one indicated by the man with 
whom I spoke.
“Come, Slave,” said the rider, he who now held the tether.
“Yes, Master!” said the man. Only too pleased was he that his tether no longer was 
looped about my pommel. The rider moved his kaiila away. He did not spare the 
wretch, who struggled to keep his pace. Behind the Kavar lines, among the tents, 
with the kaiila and other goods, the man would be chained, to await his disposition 
among masters.
To my right were the lines of the Aretai. The Aretai themselves, of course, with 
black kaffiyeh and white agal cording, held their center. Their right flank was held 
by the Luraz and the Tashid. Their left flank was held by the Raviri, and four 
minor tribes, the Ti, the Zevar, the Arani and the Tajuks. The Tajuks are not 
actually a vassal tribe of the Aretai, though they ride with them. More than two 
hundred years ago a wandering Tajuk had been rescued in the desert by Aretai 
riders, who had treated him well, and had given him water and a kaiila. The man 
had found his way back to his own tents. Since that time the Tajuks had, whenever 
they heard the Aretai were gathering, and summoning tribes, come to ride with 
them. They had never been summoned by the Aretai, who had no right to do this, 
but they had never failed to come. Usually an Aretai merchant, selling small 
goods, would visit the tents of the Khan of the Tajuks, the black kaffiyeh and 
white agal cording guaranteeing him safe passage, and, at the campfire of the 
Khan, after his trading, while drinking tea, would say, “I have heard that the 
Aretai gathering for war.”
“At what place,” would inquire the Tajuk Khan, as had his father, and his father 
before him.
The Khan would then be told the place.
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“We will be there,” the Khan would then say.
I could see that there was trouble on the left flank of the Aretai. The Tajuk riders 
were forcing their way to the front of the lines, between the Zevar and the Arani. 
Tajuks were accustomed to this position. They had held the front lines of the 
Aretai left flank for two hundred years. The left flank, incidentally, is the critical 
flank in this form of warfare. The reason for this is interesting and simple. The 
primary engagement weapons are lance and scimitar, and the primary defense is a 
small round buckler. There is a tendency, after the lines are engaged for each force 
to drift to its right. In a Gorean engagement on foot, incidentally, assuming 
uniform lines, this drift is almost inevitable, because each man, in fighting, tends 
to shelter himself partially, as he can, behind the shield of the man on his right. 
This causes the infantry lines to drift. A result of this is that it is common for each 
left flank to be outflanked by the opponent’s right flank. There are various ways to 
counter this. One might deepen ranks in the left flank, if one has the men to do 
this. One might use tharlarion on the left flank. One might, if one has the men, use 
clouds of archers and slingers to hold back the enemy. One might choose his 
terrain in such a way as to impede the advancement of the enemy’s right flank. 
One might abandon uniform lines, etc. This drift is much less pronounced, but still 
exists, in cavalry engagements. It probably has to do with the tendency of the 
fighters to move the buckler to the right, in shielding themselves. These 
considerations, of course, presuppose that some semblance of lines is maintained. 
This is much more difficult to do in a cavalry engagement than in a foot 
engagement. Tahari battles, at some time or another, almost always, the forces 
deeply interpenetrating one another, turn into a melee of individual combats. The 
left flank of the Aretai, in two hundred years, it was said, had not been tamed. It 
had been held by the fierce Tajuks, a culturally united but mixed-race people, 
many of whom were characterized by the epicanthic fold. Now, I gathered, the 
Zevar and Arani had prevailed upon the Aretai command to defend the front lines 
of the left flank, or perhaps the Tajuks had merely come late, to discover their 
position occupied by others. There was not good feeling between the Tajuks and 
the Zevar and Arani. “They are not even vassal to the Aretai,” it had been charged. 
“Yet they are given prominence in the left flank!”
I could see a small group of riders hurrying from the Aretai center to their left 
flank.
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It would scarcely do for the Tajuks and the Zevar and Arani to begin fighting 
among themselves. I realized, however, as must have the hurrying riders, that this 
was not at all impossible. The Tajuks had come for a war; at a word from their 
Khan they would, without a second thought, with good cheer, initiate this 
enterprise against the Zevar and Arani tribesmen. The Tajuks were a touchy 
people, arrogant, proud, generous, capricious. If offended, and not deeming it 
honorable to attack the allies of the Aretai, they might simply withdraw their 
forces and return to their own land, more than a thousand pasangs away. It was not 
impossible, in order to demonstrate their displeasure, that they would choose to go 
over to the Kavar side, assuming that they would be given prominence in the 
Kavar left flank. I respected the Tajuks, but I, like most others, did not profess to 
understand them.
One of the riders going to the left flank from the Aretai center was tied in his 
saddle. His body was stiff from pain. I recognized him. I was pleased. I saw that 
Suleiman, Pasha of Nine Wells, master of a thousand lances, lived. Rising from 
his couch, his wound, inflicted by Hamid, the would-be assassin not yet healed, he 
had taken saddle. Beside him, held in the hand of Shakar, captain of the Aretai, 
was a tall lance, surmounted by the pennon of command.
Before the Kavar center I saw another figure, robed in white, bearded. Near him a 
rider held the Kavar pennon of command. Another held the pennon of the, vizier, 
That man, I knew, must be Baram, a not uncommon name in the Tahari, Sheik of 
Bezhad, vizier to Haroun, high Pasha of the Kavars. Nowhere did I see the pennon 
of the high pasha himself. I did not know even if there were such a man.
About my neck, on a leather string, I wore the ring of the Kur, it containing the 
light-diversion device. I fingered the ring, looking down on the lines.
There was still much disturbance on the left flank of the Aretai, hundreds of riders 
angrily Milling about, Tajuks with Zevar and Arani mixed in. Suleiman, with his 
immediate retinue, was with them, doubtless expostulating.
I saw motion among the ranks of the Kavars and their vassal tribes. I heard the 
drums change their beat; I saw the lines of riders ordering themselves; I saw 
pennons, the pennons of preparation, lifted; I assumed that when they lowered the 
pennons of the charge would be lifted on their lances, and then that the lances 
would drop, and with them the lance of every rider in the Kavar host and that, 
drums rolling, the lines would then, in sweeping, almost regular parallels, charge.

It seemed a not inopportune time for Baram to commit his forces.
Thanks to the Tajuks, Suleiman was not in the center, and thanks, too, to them, the 
Aretai left flank, instead of being ready for action, swarmed and broiled like the 
Crowds in a bazaar.
I saw Baram, vizier to Haroun, high Pasha of the Kavars, extend his arm before 
his body, and then lift it. I saw the pennons of the charge, with his arm, raised.
Suleiman, in the midst of the Tajuks, and Zevar and Arani, turned, stricken.
But the arm of Baram, the vizier, did not strike forward, the lances with it. Instead, 
suddenly, he turned in the saddle, lifting both arms, signaling to the lines “Stop!” 
The lances of readiness and of the charge slipped to the stirrup boots.

There came to that parley in 
the center of the field the pashas of the Ta’Kara and Bakahs, and of the Char and 
Kashani; and, too, riding deliberately, strapped in the saddle, there came 
Suleiman, high Pasha of the Aretai, with him, Shakar, captain of the Aretai, and 
their guard, and, with them as well, the pashas of the Luraz, Tashid and Raviri, 
with their guards. Then, I saw the pasha of the Ti, with his guard, join them. 
Lastly, riding abreast, swiftly across the field, I saw the pashas of the Zevar and 
the Arani, and the young khan of the Tajuks, join the group, Behind the pashas of 
the Zevar and Arani, strung out behind each, in single lines, came their guard. No 
one rode behind the young khan of the Tajuks. He came alone. He disdained a 
guard.
I had no one to represent me but myself, and I was curious. I urged my kaiila 
down the slope. I would mix in with the parleying group. I had little doubt that 
each there would assume I had business there, and was legitimate party to some 
group not their own.

24    I Bind a Girl, Reserving Her for Myself, I Then 
Address Myself to the Duties of Steel
The outcome of the battle, some twenty pasangs from the kasbah of the Salt Ubar, 
had never been in doubt. That Ibn Saran met us at all, with the twenty-five 
hundred mercenaries be could muster does him much credit.
He was swiftly enveloped. Many of his men, I believe, did not understand the 
nature of the forces they faced until we swept over the hills upon them. We 
outnumbered them four or five to one. Many of the mercenaries, unable to escape, 
discarded their bucklers and dismounted, thrusting their lances and scimitars into 
the ground.

When she stood again before us, 
Hassan took soot from one of the tharlarion-oil lamps and rubbed it, here and 
there, on her body. He then took some tharlarion-oil and, as she shuddered, poured 
and rubbed it on her left shoulder.
“Of great danger to us now,” said Hassan, “is her lack of a brand.”
“Unless you have an iron with you,” I said, “there is not much helping that at the 
moment.”
Still the problem was serious. Girls are branded prominently, usually on the left or 
right thigh. The brand on a slave girl is not something for which, when the wench 
is stripped, one must hunt.

As we turned and left, she said, “I 
wish you well, Masters.”

26    The March
It was early morning.
I could hear the drums. The march was soon to begin. The kaiila shifted in the 
sand. Leather was looped and loosely knotted about the high pommel of my desert 
saddle. My boots were in the stirrups. The scimitar was at my side. I held the light 
lance of the Tahari, its butt in the stirrup sheath on my right.
I saw Haroun, high Pasha of the Kavars, in swirling white, ride past. At his side, in 
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the black kaffiyeh and white agal cording of the Aretai, rode Suleiman, high Pasha 
of that tribe, holder of the great kasbah at Nine Wells, master of a thousand lances. 
Behind Haroun rode Baram, sheik of Bezhad, his vizier. Behind Suleiman, on a 
swift kaiila, rode Shakar, with silver-tipped lance, a high captain of the Aretai.
I looked behind me, at the long lines of men. The sun was now striking the south 
wall of what had been the kasbah of Abdul, Ibn Saran, who had been the Salt 
Ubar. The line of march extended from this kasbah, across the desert, to the 
kasbah which had been once the holding of Tama, once a beautiful and proud 
desert chieftainess.

For the 
female slaves cosmetics and perfumes must be anticipated. Arrangements must be 
made for auction houses. Dates must be set. Advance publicity is particularly 
important. The sale must be widely and thoroughly advertised, in many cities. 
Before the first girl, barefoot, nude, ascends the block, to be sold, much must be 
done. A great deal of planning, and organization and hard work must take place 
before she lifts her head to the buyers, looking out upon them, one of whom will 
own her, and she bears the first call of the auctioneer, he lifting his coiled whip 
behind her, “What am I bid?”
In the march were Kavars, Ta`Kara, Bakahs, Char, Kashani, Aretai, Luraz, Tashid, 
Raviri, Ti, Zevar, Arani and, holding the position of the rear guard, with black 
lances, Tajuks.
In the march were hundreds of pack kaiila, many carrying water.
The tempo of the drums increased, indicating that the time for the beginning of the 
march would be soon.
The sun was now full on the south wall of what had been the kasbah of Abdul, Ibn 
Saran, the Salt Ubar.

“Will I be sold in Tor,” she asked.
“Yes I told her. “You will be sold nude in Tor, from a slave block.”
“To whom will I be sold?” she asked.
“A Master.” I said. Then I kicked the kaiila in the flanks and moved ahead. The 
leather at the pommel of my saddle grew taut as I pulled with me, stumbling, the 
girl I had tethered there. Behind me, kneeling in the sand, in wrist coffle, fastened, 
to others, on each side of her, I left a nameless slave beauty, who once had been 
Tarna.

flung me a kiss, laughing, before being ordered back to her barred alcove by the 
slave master who at that time was supervising her.
I would not forget pretty Vella. Now I owned her. She had begged me to forgive 
her, as though a word from me would make all things right. When she had been 
flung to the feet of Hakim of Tor, she had looked up, in terror, then joy, seeing 
then who was Hakim of Tor, the master to whom I had consigned her, myself.
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“Do not rise, Slave Girl,” I told her.
“Am I forgiven, Tarl?” she bad begged. “Am I forgiven?”
“Fetch the whip,” I told her.
I saw T`Zshal, who was riding past, leading his thousand lances. He reined in, and 
his men behind him.
“We are returning, to Klima,” he said.
“But you have kaiila,” I said.
“We are slaves of the salt, slaves of the desert,” he said. “We return to Klima.”
“The Salt Ubar is gone,” I said.
“We will negotiate with local pashas and regulate the desert, and discuss the prices 
of the varieties of salt,” said T`Zshal.
“The price of salt will soon rise,” I suggested.
“It is not impossible,” said T`Zshal.
I wondered if it were wise to have armed the men of Klima and put them in the 
saddles of kaiila. They were not typical men. There was none there who had not 
survived the march to Klima.
“Should you ever need aid,” said T`Zshal, “send word to Klima. The slaves of the 
salt will ride.”
“My thanks,” I said. They would be fierce allies. They were desperate and mighty 
men. Each there had made the march to Klima.
“Things now,” I said, “I conjecture, will change at Klima.” I recalled that Hassan 
had warned me against taking a bit of silk, perfumed, into Klima. I had hidden it in 
the crusts. “Men would kill you for it,” he said.
T`Zshal looked about himself. Slave girls, in coffle, shrank back.
“We will need taverns, cafes, at Klima,” he said. “The men have been too long 
without recreation.”
“With control of much salt,” I said, “you may have much what you wish.”
“We shall confederate the salt districts,” said T`Zshal.
“You are indeed ambitious,” I said. T’Zshal, I saw, was a leader.
Haroun, sitting in court, in what had been the audience room of the kasbah of Ibn 
Saran, had invited T’Zshal, and his lances, to join his service. T`Zshal and the 
others had refused. “We will return to Klima, said he, “Master.” T’Zshal, I knew, 
would serve under no man. “I would rather be first at Klima than second in Tor,” 
he had said. He was a slave, true, but of no man, only of the salt, and the desert.
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“I wish you well,” said T`Zshal.
“I wish you well,” I said.
His kaiila, with a scattering of sand, sped from me. He was followed by a 
thousand riders.
I rode, slowly, toward the head of the columns, across the desert between the two 
kasbahs.
Some two hundred yards from the head of the, column, I passed the small Abdul, 
who had been a water carrier in Tor, and an agent of Ibn Saran. It was not 
impossible, through his work with Ibn Saran, that he knew matters of importance 
pertaining to the wars of Priest-Kings and Kurii. Two chains ran to his metal 
collar, on opposite sides, leading, respectively, to the stirrup of a mounted rider on 
each side of him. His hands were manacled to a loop of chain about his waist. He 
did not raise his head. He feared to look me in the face. “Let him be sent to Tor,” I 
had suggested. “I will have agents of Samos, of Port Kar, sent to that city.” It will 
be done,” had said Haroun, high Pasha of the Kavars. The agents of Samos have 
interesting techniques of interrogation. I had no doubt that they would learn all 
that small Abdul had to tell them. After that, no longer of use to the agents of 
Priest-Kings, he could be sold south, into the Tahari.
Some hundred yards from the bead of the column, I passed a large white kurdah, 
on a large, black kaiila. I did not brush aside the curtain. It did not contain a girl I 
owned. It contained a slave girl, an exquisitely feminine girl, blond-haired and 
blue-eyed; she was richly veiled and bejeweled; it was said she was the preferred 
slave of the great Haroun himself, high Pasha of the Kavars; it was said her name 
was Alyena; she was of high station; she wore silks, and veils, and jewels; but the 
collar on her throat was of steel.
In what had been the kasbah of Ibn Saran she had been thrown naked to the foot of 
the dais on which, cross-legged, sat the great Haroun himself. She had not dared to 
raise her head. “I will keep this slave,” he had said. She had been dragged away, 
weeping. “I am the slave of Hassan,” she had wept. “I love only him!” That night, 
sent to his quarters; she had knelt before her veiled master.
“Do you love another, Girl?” he had asked, sternly.
“Yes,” she said, “Master. Forgive me. Slay me, if you must.”
“And who is he?” asked her veiled master.
“Hassan,” she wept. “Hassan, the bandit.”
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“A most splendid fellow,” said her master.
The girl looked up, startled. His veil was about his shoulders.
“Hassan!” she wept. “Hassan!” She threw herself to his feet, covering them with 
kisses as a slave girl.
When she looked up, he commanded her to the couch. She ran eagerly to it, 
tearing the slave silks with which she had been adorned from her body, and knelt 
upon it, small, her head down, awaiting her master. He joined her, discarding his 
robes. Then he seized her by the hair and pulled her head up and flung her on her 
back to the depth of the luscious silk, and then, with the cruel exploitativeness of 
the Tahari master, he claimed her as his own.
Toward morning he reminded her that she must be whipped three times. First, she 
had called out his name at Red Rock, among the flames, during the raid of Tarna’s 
men; secondly, she had fled from his riders, to return to Red Rock, to seek him 
out, when she had been captured; third, she had, that very evening, upon 
discovering who might be her master, cried out his name, “Hassan! Hassan!”
“Whip me, Master,” she said, lying in his arms. “I love you.
“Am I forgiven, Tarl?” Vella had begged. “Am I forgiven?”
“Fetch the whip,” I had told her.
She looked at me, dumbfounded. Women of Earth are always forgiven. They are 
never punished, no matter what they do. They, of course, are not slave girls. They 
lack the legalities, and the collar.
“You cannot be serious,” she said.
“Did I not speak of this to you when I first bound you as a slave girl?” I asked. I 
referred to our conversation in the room of preparation, when I had first surprised 
and captured her, making her mine.
“I asked when you would whip me,” she said, numbly. “You responded, when it 
was to your convenience.” She looked at me, miserably.
“It is now convenient,” I told her.
She sprang wildly to her feet. “I hate you!” she cried. “I hate you!”
Her small fists were clenched. She was, wild with rage, quite beautiful in the brief, 
stained rag I had given her to wear.
“I hate you!” she cried. “I hate all of you!’’ she cried, turning to look at the many 
warriors in the great room. “I hate men!” she cried. She was barefoot on the tiles. 
She was the only woman in the room, and she was slave. “I hate all men!” she 
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cried. “I hate them! I hate them!” She spun to face me. “And I hate Priest-Kings, 
too!” she cried. “I hate you all!”
No one responded to her, but gazed impassively upon her.
“I betrayed Priest-Kings!” she cried. “Yes! I served Kurii! Yes! And I am glad I 
did, glad! Yes, glad! Glad! Glad!” Her eyes blazed. “Punish me!” she demanded.
“You are not to be punished because you betrayed Priest-Kings,” I told her.
“You left me in a paga tavern in Lydius,” she cried out, “a chained paga slave!”
“You chose to flee the Sardar,” I told her. “It was a brave act. It did not turn out 
well for you. You fell slave. On Gor, as not on Earth, a girl bears the 
consequences of her actions.”
“You could have purchased me”‘ she cried.
“Yes,” I said, “you were within my means.”
“But you did not do so!” she cried.
“It did seem convenient to me, at that time,” I said, “to purchase you, to keep you 
as a slave.”
“As a slave!” she cried. “You should have freed me!”
“As I recall,” I said, “you begged to be freed.”
“Yes!” she cried.
The men in the room looked at one another.
“I had not known, until that time,” I said, “that you were, in the belly of you, a true 
slave girl.”
She looked at me, angrily. She turned red.
On Gor it is said that only a true slave begs to be freed. That act, incontrovertibly, 
on Gor, more deeply than a brand and a collar, marks the individual as a true 
slave. Who but such a true slave would beg to be freed? Such individuals, of 
course, are never freed, but, commonly, their nature now being made undeniably 
clear, are put under heavier restraints and treated more harshly. When Talena, the 
daughter of Marlenus of Ar, Ubar of Ar, had, in a missive to him, begged her 
freedom, he had, on his sword and on the medallion of Ar, sworn against her the 
oath of disownment. As a consequence, she was no longer of high birth, no longer 
his daughter. I had had Samos free her and transmit her to Ar. There she lived, free 
but of no status; she was no longer recognized, in the sight of its Home Stone, as a 
citizen of Ar; she had not even the collar of a slave girl for her identity; she was 
kept sequestered by Marlenus in the central cylinder, that his shame not be 
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publicly displayed upon the high bridges of the city.
“No!” cried the girl. “You should have freed me!”
I looked at her, in her rage. I did not suppose she had acted much differently than 
would have many women. The Goreans believe, of course, that in the belly of 
every woman there is a slave girl, waiting to be revealed by the right master.
“You should have freed me!” she cried. “You should have freed me!”
I looked at her, in her rage, her beauty, her clenched fists, the brief, revealing rag.
“You are too beautiful to be free,” I told her.
She reacted as though struck.
She looked about, at the men in the room, clad in the garb of the Tahari. They 
looked upon her. She shuddered, knowing that among them she was too beautiful 
to be free.
She turned again to face me. She drew herself up. “I am pleased I identified you 
for Ibn Saran,” she said. “I am pleased that I testified against you at Nine Wells. 
Punish me.”
“You are not to be punished because you identified me for Ibn Saran,” I said, “nor 
because you testified against me at Nine Wells.”
She looked at me, furious.
“Were you not commanded by your Master, Ibn Saran, to so testify?” I said.
“Yes,” she said.
“You were a good slave girl. You are to be commended,” I said.
“Throw her a candy,” I said to one of the men.
He did so.
“Eat it,” I told Vella.
She did so.
“You are to be punished,” I said, “and punished only, because you, a slave girl, 
have not been found pleasing.”
She looked at me with horror.
“For so little?” she said.
I gestured to a man, an Aretai, in white burnoose, with black kafflyeh and white 
agal cording, who stood nearby. He tossed a Gorean slave whip to the tiles, some 
twenty feet from the girl.
She looked at the whip in disbelief. Earth women, no matter what they do, are 
never punished. She could not believe that she was to be treated as a Gorean slave

“Fetch the whip,” I told her.
She stood straight. “Never!” she cried. “Never! Never!”
“Bring a sand glass,” I said, “of one Ehn’s sand.” It was brought. The Gorean day 
consists of twenty Ahn; the Gorean Ahn, or hour, of forty Ehn, or minutes; the 
Ehn consists of eighty Ihn, or seconds. An Ihn is slightly less than an Earth 
second.
The glass was inverted.
She looked at it. “You can never make me do this,” she said, “Tarl.”
She watched the sand slip through the glass. She turned to face me. “I’m pleased 
that I betrayed Priest-Kings. I’m pleased that I served Kurii I’m pleased that I 
identified you for Ibn Saran. I’m pleased that I testified against you at Nine Wells! 
Do you understand? Pleased!”
A quarter of the sand had slipped through the glass.
“You did not free me in Lydius. You kept me a slave!” she cried petulantly.
The sand had now slipped half through the glass. She looked about, from face to 
face, finding in them no sign of emotion, and then again she faced me.
“Of course I smiled at Nine Wells,” she cried. “I wanted you sent to Klima! I 
wanted you sent there! Vengeance was sweet! Only you escaped! Of course I 
mocked you from the window of the kasbah of Ibn Saran! There would be no 
women at Klima! Of course in insolence I hurled you a bit of perfumed silk, to 
torment you in the march and, later, at Klima. Of course I lightly blew you a kiss 
of farewell, delighted in my triumph over you! Of course! Of course! Yes, yes, I 
mocked you when you were helpless! It gave me much pleasure to do so!”
There was only a quarter of the sand remaining. She looked at it, miserably.
She turned to me again. “I was cruel and petty, Tarl,” she said. “Forgive me!”
The sand was almost slipped from the glass.
“I am a woman of Earth,” she cried. “Of Earth!” Such women, of course, were 
never punished, no matter what they did. They were always forgiven. “Forgive 
me, Tarl!” she cried. “Forgive me!”
But she was a Gorean slave girl.
“Never will I fetch the whip!” she cried.
Then, crying out with misery, frightened, a moment before the sand slipped from 
the glass, she turned toward the whip.
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“In the fashion of the Tahari,” I told her.
She moaned, and fell to her hands and knees. The men, impassively, watched her 
go to the whip and pick it up, in her teeth.
“Put the whip down,” I told her.
She put the whip down, dropping it from her teeth. She looked at me, joyfully. 
“Kneel,” I told her. She did so, puzzled. “Strip,” I told her, “without rising to your 
feet.” She did so, angrily, slipping the tiny, torn rag over her head and putting it to 
one side. She shook her hair; she straightened her body. A murmur of appreciation 
coursed through the men in the room. Then one, in Gorean fashion, struck his left 
shoulder, and then the others. She knelt, straight, while men applauded the beauty 
of her. How proud she was! How fantastically beautiful are women! And I owned 
her.
“Tie your garment about your right ankle,” I told her. She did this, sitting, and 
then, again, knelt.
“Now pick up the whip again,” I said, “in your teeth.” She did so.
She did not wear a collar. I had had that of Ibn Saran removed. I would put her in 
one of mine later. She was naked except that about her right ankle was tied a rag, 
and, strangely perhaps, about her left wrist was knotted a bit of bleached slave 
silk.
She looked at me, the whip in her teeth.
“Now go to your former slave alcove to be beaten,” I told her.
She left the room, a slave girl on her way to discipline.
I turned to one of the men nearby. “Be as her caller and guard,” I said to him.
He nodded, and, bending down, picked up a strap which lay nearby. “I shall come 
presently,” I told him. He acknowledged this. He left the room, following the girl.
A guard is not used in such cases to prevent the escape of the girl, for, in such a 
situation, in a house or kasbah, there is no escape for her. He serves to protect her, 
interestingly, from other slave girls. The strap or coiled rope be carries is used less 
often to hasten, in a humiliating fashion, a girl who might otherwise dally on the 
way to discipline, though it may serve this purpose, than it is to drive other girls 
from her. Such a strap or rope, of course, can sting hotly through slave silk. She is 
very vulnerable, you see, the girl who is to be punished, on the way to discipline. 
She is naked; she is not permitted to rise; she may not even speak, for the whip 
must be held between her teeth; to drop it is twenty extra lashes. Resentments, 
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jealousies, petty feuds, enemities, are common among female slaves. Particularly 
is there jealousy and hatred for the most beautiful slaves, or for the highest slaves. 
Such a girl, on her way to discipline, is a delight to those who hate and envy her, 
and who would be only too pleased to take this opportunity to jeer and abuse her, 
sometimes cruelly and physically. Although many girls in the kasbah were 
chained here and there for the pleasures of men’ most were freed of impediments, 
that they might fetch and serve, and be seized when and wherever the men might 
want them. These, in the halls, would constitute a genuine danger to Vella, who, a 
high slave, had been the object of much envy. How pleased they would be to see 
proud Vella crawling in the halls to her discipline. The second reason a man 
accompanies the girl is to be the caller. He performs what is spoken of sometimes 
as the whip song, though it is not a song, but rather a series of calls or 
announcements. These summon other girls to witness one of their sisters on the 
way to discipline. “Here is a girl who has not been fully pleasing,” cries the man. 
“Look upon her. She is going to discipline. She was not completely pleasing. See 
her! Come, witness a girl who has not been fully pleasing!” These cries bring the 
other girls, with their burdens, and such, to watch the progress through the halls of 
the girl who is to be punished. Soon a derisive, moving gauntlet is formed, 
through which, constantly, the miserable, whip-bearing girl crawls. She is spat 
upon, and struck, with hands and straps, and kicked, and much abused, but, of 
course, only within those limits set by the caller and guard. This sort of thing is 
thought desirable in the Tahari, in encouraging the whipbearing girl to be more 
dutiful in the future, and the girls of the gauntlet to resolve, too, to be more dutiful, 
that it not be they, next, at the mercy of their enemies and rivals, who carries the 
whip. The actual whipping in the Tahari, incidentally, is usually a matter between 
the girl and the master, or he and his men. Other girls are seldom permitted to 
watch one of their sisters being whipped. All they know, when the doors close, is 
that she will be whipped.
 
I found the girl kneeling before the small iron gate of her former slave alcove. The 
guard, having accompanied her to the quarters for female slaves, which were now 
empty, the girls being elsewhere, serving men, had left her there. We were alone 
in the large, beautiful, tiled, pillared room. She looked at me. I took the whip from 
her teeth and thrust it in my sash.
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“Remove the rag from your right ankle,” I told her. She did this, and put it to one 
side.
She had come through the corridors from the audience chamber on her hands and 
knees, carrying the whip, head down, in her teeth, between two lines, moving with 
her, of slave girls, girls running, when she had crawled by them, to be again at the 
head of the line, to have again their lashing stroke, their cry or jeer.
I threw her a towel that she might wipe her body and long, swirling dark hair, 
cleaning it. She did so, gratefully. I saw that she had been much struck and abused. 
The girls had had much sport with her as she had crawled, helpless, to her 
discipline. Vella was obviously the object of much hostility among the other slave 
girls. She was apparently much resented and hated. Vella was too beautiful, I 
supposed, to be popular with women. The very beauty, which made her prized 
among men, would make her an object of hostility and loathing among women. A 
beauty like Vella on Gor bad little choice but to relate to men, and, of course, she 
a slave, on their terms. Too, she had been a high slave, much above the other girls, 
now fallen far below them, now a fit object for their abuse and scorn, to be 
tempered only to the degree to which they were willing to feel the flash of the 
guard’s strap through their silk. She looked at me, tears in her eyes.
“Tarl?” she asked.
She moved toward me, and slipped to her feet, encircling my body with her small 
arms. About her left wrist, knotted, was the bleached silk from Klima. She put her 
head against my shoulder, and then lifted it, softly kissing me. She was a very 
delicious and beautiful naked slave. “I love you, Tarl,” she said.
“Give me your left wrist,” I said.
She extended her left wrist to me. I removed from it the silk from Klima. I put it in 
my sash.
“I did not realize until now your plan,” she said, “to pretend to make me your 
slave, to fool the others.” She looked about. “We are alone.” she smiled.
I opened the small square gate in the alcove, set in the bars, some ten inches from 
the floor. The opening is about eighteen inches square.
“What are you doing?” she asked.
I would use a standard Tahari tie.
“Tarl?” she asked.
The door is opened that the girl’s beauty not he hurt against the closed bars of the 
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tiny gate.
“Oh!” she cried. I thrust her, holding her by her arms from behind, on her knees, 
belly tight, against the flat iron piece over which the door swings, in closing. Her 
knees were thus through the bars, on the inside of the cell. With a length of 
binding fiber, about her knees and behind and over the bars I secured her in 
position. She could not fall backwards. I then took her wrists up, one at a time, 
she, startled, not resisting, and tied them, on the outside, each to a separate bar, on 
either side of the small iron gate. “Tarl!” she said. She can grasp the bar with her 
small hand.
I regarded her.
“Tarl,” she said, “you need not carry your plan so far. We shall not be surprised. 
Girls will not be permitted to return here until the earliest hours of the morning. 
We shall not be surprised. It is not necessary to fasten me like this, so helplessly.”
I said nothing. How foolish I thought her. But she was, of course, a woman of 
Earth.
“Enough of this joke,” she said, irritably. “Release me, now! Now!”
But she did not find herself released.
“Tarl,” she said. The right side of her face was pressed against the flat iron bar, 
some two inches high, at the top of the opening, against which the gate, when 
closed, rests. “Do you realize what you have done?”
“What?” I asked.
“You have put me in Tahari whipping position,” she said.
“Oh?” I said.
“It is degrading,” she said. “Release me, immediately!” She squirmed. She was 
helpless, warrior-tied. “Immediately!” she said. “Immediately!”
But she was not released.
I took the whip from my sash.
“You will not truly strike me with the whip, will you?” she asked. She spoke to 
me, her head turned, over her left shoulder. “I am a woman of Earth,” she said. 
“You cannot treat me like a mere Gorean slave girl. You know you cannot do it!”
I opened the whip, letting the broad, soft leather fall loose.
“We are alone here,” she said. “None will know whether you strike me or not. 
You need not strike me. You may simply say that you did. I shall, in the 
deception, corroborate your story. The charade that you would keep me as a slave 
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need not now be prolonged.” She tried to turn her head, to look at me. But she 
could not see me. “Surely you have no intention of making we a true slave, for 
you are only of Earth,” she laughed. “Only of Earth!” Then she said, “Release me, 
now! I demand it! You are only of Earth! Only of Earth! I simply demand to be 
released, Tarl! Now! Now!”
I said nothing.
She did not find herself released.
“None will know if you do not whip me,” she said.
“I will know,” I told her. “And one other, too, will know.”
“Who?” she asked.
“The pretty little she-animal and slave, Vella,” I said.
Her fists clenched in the bindings.
“You may call me Elizabeth,” she said.
“Who is she?” I asked.
“Oh, Tarl,” she scolded.
I smiled. Did she not know there was no Elizabeth unless a master chose to call 
her by that name?
She spoke more confidently now. “I am a woman of Earth,” she said. “It is not 
necessary to beat a woman of Earth to teach her a lesson, should that be perhaps, 
amusing and preposterous though it is, what is in your mind. She, Tarl, is not an 
animal who must be whipped. She is a person. She is not a mere Gorean girl, a 
simple, vital, half-animal thing. She is a person! A true person! I have learned my 
lesson, Tarl. I am truly sorry. I was cruel and petty. I know! I am sorry. I have 
learned my lesson. It will not be necessary to beat me.” She smiled. “Untie me, 
Tarl,” she said. “Untie me now.”
I stepped to the bars.
“Thank you, Tarl,” she said. But I did not untie her. I held the bit of bleached slave 
silk, removed from my sash, over her nose and mouth. She could breathe easily 
through it, and speak through it. But she could not breathe or speak without 
feeling it, without inhaling and taking into her very body the faint, lingering traces 
of slave perfume, hers, which yet clung to it. Suddenly her voice, her lips moving 
beneath the silk, became less certain. “I am not a Gorean girl,” she said, “fit for 
physical discipline. I am not one of those animals who understands only the 
whip.”
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I replaced the bit of silk in my sash. I stepped back.
“I am a woman of Earth!” she cried. Her small hands, wrists warrior-tied to the 
bars, clenched the bars in terror.

“Congratulations on your slave!” said Hassan. `She is lovely meat. Now I must 
attend to my own slave.” He laughed, and left.
The girl sank to the straw, and looked up at me. Her eyes were soft with tears. She 
whispered. “I am yours now, Tarl,” she said.
“You own me. You truly own me.”
“What is your name?” I asked.
“What ever master wishes,” she whispered.
“I will call you ‘Vella’,” I said.
“I am Vella,” she said, her head down. After a time she lifted her head. “May I call 
you Tarl?” she asked.
“Only if given permission,” I told her. This was normal Gorean slave custom.
