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Preface
                                      
   This booklet is the first in what I hope to be a series of edited transcriptions of selected lectures I have given. This one is adapted from “What’s Up With the Breakaway Civilization?,” which I delivered at the Secret Space Program and Breakaway Civilization Conference, held in San Mateo, California, in July 2014. [1]
   The content and flow of the following text closely matches that lecture, although I have taken the liberty of editing the prose to make it a better reading experience. In addition, a number of the slides from the original lecture have been included here.

UFOs: Our Great Discrepancy
   In countless ways, UFOs challenge human civilization.
   If you look for UFO sighting reports online, you will find a handful of websites dedicated to collecting raw reports. [2] For the past few years in the U.S. and Canada alone there have been roughly 15,000 reports per year, which translates to roughly forty per day. That surely seems like a lot of unacknowledged air traffic.
   Of course, we need to ask, how many of these sightings constitute genuinely anomalous craft? This is hard to know, but we can attempt a rough estimate. It’s been a truism for years that the vast majority of sightings turn out to be conventionally explainable. Some researchers believe the percentage of “true” UFOs is as high as 20%, others as low as 5% or even lower. Most settle at something close to 10%. The truth is that no one really knows. After studying thousands of cases myself, I believe the historical answer is somewhere between 5% and 10%.
   However, it is also true that the vast majority of UFO sightings are never reported. Having spoken at many large conferences and specifically asked attendees, I have consistently gotten the same percentage: roughly 90% of sightings do not get reported. So, let us assume that as few as 5% of the 15,000 reports in North America alone each year are “interesting” or even anomalous (although I suggest that if you take the time to read through them, you will likely agree the percentage is higher than that). Five percent of 15,000 gives us 750 truly intriguing and difficult UFO reports. But then, to be fair, we should multiply this number by ten, to account for the mass of unreported sightings that occur. This would give us 7,500 genuinely puzzling UFO sightings per year – in North America alone! [3]
   The fact that there could easily be so many thousands of genuine UFO sightings each year presents a major challenge to our way of thinking, if not to society itself. After all, who is doing all that flying up there?
   There are other serious challenges posed by this phenomenon. Scientifically, for instance. For generations, people have been reporting performance characteristics of objects that do not appear to make sense within the constraints of our current understanding of aviation, propulsion, and even physics. What are these things? How do they zip around the sky the way they do? What can cause an object to zigzag and shoot straight up? If these things come from another planet, how could they get here? Other scientific challenges arise once you delve into some of the more puzzling cases. Are other beings communicating with people telepathically and if so, how is that possible? Are they really floating people through walls?

   There are political challenges. Despite the continual dismissal of the subject we encounter in our official channels of media, academia, and political power, what do we make of the substantial evidence from government documents and insiders testimony that tells us otherwise? For decades, military jets of all nations, but especially the U.S., have attempted to intercept these things. Clearly, there is some level of secrecy connected to the subject, and we naturally begin to wonder how it is being handled.
   Economically, the implications of this phenomenon are also profound, particularly when we factor in energy. However these craft move around, they are clearly not using petroleum. This has tremendous implications for our global economic and financial structure. To put it differently, a solution to the UFO mystery implies a post-petroleum civilization.
   There are also philosophical and even existential issues connected to UFOs. What does it mean that there may be other beings or “agencies” that are operating in our skies and oceans, and even beyond our atmosphere? These are important questions for who we are as human beings.
   And finally, there are deeply personal implications to the UFO phenomenon. Many thousands of people have had what they believe are intense personal encounters with some other, whatever that other may be. Whatever is going on, people are being deeply affected. This is not a trivial matter.
   These are incredible, profound challenges. And yet, what we oddly refer to as our establishment culture continues to deny that any of this is real. The phenomenon receives no recognition from the academic community, none from our political institutions, none from our mainstream media. UFOs may be everywhere, and they may indeed be of the greatest significance for human civilization, but they can’t get a break when it comes to The Man.
 
Just Beyond the Fence
   Our society is enclosed within a fence. It is circumscribed by a definite boundary, within which we are supposed to possess a certain worldview and believe certain things. But there is something else just beyond that fence. Not merely these other beings, whatever they are, but an infrastructure. It is there, unacknowledged and—I believe—vast. This infrastructure is not solely in the skies above us, or even beyond Earth’s orbit, but it’s also down here on the ground, and most probably below the ground as well. I believe there is something significant going on.
 
Multiple Programs and Technologies
   To begin, it appears that there are multiple space programs operating in a clandestine manner. Some years ago, there was an announcement in the United States that NASA was going to cease its manned space operations. There was much talk about the United States shutting down its exploration into space, its significant space-based operations, and so forth. This was nonsense. On a logical, practical basis, if the United States military establishment is to continue to be the dog that pees on everyone’s tree, as it has been accustomed to doing, then it must dominate space as a theater of operations. This policy is non-negotiable and will never be voluntarily abandoned.
   These multiple programs are a combination of traditional, chemical-based, technologies and revolutionary technologies. [4]
   During the early years of Project Paperclip in the 1940s and 1950s, some of the German scientists who were brought over were involved in the creation of what was called the Dyna-soar program. This was an important early aerospace program which, although it was allegedly cancelled after a short time, left a legacy that may well include a secret space program. During the late 1980s, the New York Times reported that Vandenberg Air Force Base, which had its own secret cadre of thirty-two astronauts (at the expense of many billions of dollars), had closed it down, as it was no longer considered practical or safe in the aftermath of the 1986 explosion of the space shuttle Challenger. So here we have the acknowledgment of a genuine secret space program, albeit only in the aftermath of its cancellation. Of course, if you want to believe the program was cancelled because of the Challenger explosion, be my guest.
   The reality is that important secret programs are only acknowledged after they have been canceled or made irrelevant, and usually only when something better has replaced them. New incarnations spring into being that are just as secret as their predecessors, and more advanced.
   So much for prologue. Let us now enter the land of the strange.
 
Something Strange is Out There
   “Ingo, what do you know about the Moon?” This is a story I’m sure some of you are familiar with, and many of you may not be. Ingo Swann, who recently passed away, was one of the top remote viewers in the U.S. intelligence community back in the 1970s and 1980s. By the mid-1970s he was already a legend. The reason for this was because Ingo Swann had remote viewed Jupiter before our first space probe ever reached it.
   It all started because he was bored. He walked in to the office of his boss, Hal Puthoff, and said, “I’m bored with remote viewing submarines all the time. Let’s do something interesting.” Puthoff asked him what he wanted to do, and they decided that Ingo Swann would remote view Jupiter in advance of our first probe there.
   Ingo Swann then identified thirteen specific data points about the planet Jupiter, none of which were known at the time, and one of which included the existence of a planetary ring. Shortly after his remote viewing session, Jupiter’s ring was confirmed, and eventually all but one of his data points (which I believe remains unconfirmed). This made Ingo Swann highly coveted by all kinds of black world projects, programs which would ask him to do remote viewing work for them.

   One day in 1975, Ingo received a phone call from the office of a mysterious individual named Axelrod. He was told to be at the Smithsonian Institute in Washington, D.C. the next day at noon. Ingo was in New York City at the time and it was a 2:00 a.m. phone call. “Okay, I’ll be there,” he said, took the train down, and had a remarkable cloak-and-dagger experience with two “twins” who were very military in demeanor. They seemed identical to one another, did not speak, and communicated only by cue cards. They took him into a car and then blindfolded him. He was not happy about this. They drove a very long distance. got out, entered a helicopter, flew somewhere else and landed. During all this, Ingo remained blindfolded. After walking a long distance, they entered a building. They entered an elevator and went down a very long way. The elevator doors opened and the blindfold came off. There, before Ingo Swann, stood Axelrod. He offered to pay Ingo a good deal of money for the week on the condition that he performed remote viewing for Axelrod.
   During their first session, Axelrod asked Ingo, “What do you know about the Moon?” Ingo’s answer was not very much. “Okay,” said Axelrod, “here are ten coordinates, I’d like you to remote view them.” Ingo Swann did, and what did he see? He saw structures. He saw buildings. He saw people—or beings. And as he saw them, he exclaimed, “They’re looking at me.” “Come away from there very quickly,” said Axelrod. Ingo spent a week doing this type of work. At the end of the week, he was asked to write a detailed report about the efficacy of remote viewing—its strengths, limitations, and so forth.
   What did Ingo Swann see on the Moon? We do not have proof that he was seeing actual structures. Remote viewing is not 100% effective. But Ingo Swann, a highly effective remote viewer, saw structures on the moon. Incidentally, it’s my opinion that the Axelrod operation was some form of counterintelligence. Assume for a moment that you are not from here. Assume also that your operation involves, among other things, telepathy. And now these Americans are creating a remote viewing program. You might want to know how vulnerable you are. You might want to test these remote viewers. There are a lot of other things about the Ingo Swann-Axelrod encounter that lead one to that conclusion. But the point for here is that Ingo Swann saw things, artificial things, on the Moon, including the far side of the Moon.
 
An Interesting Conversation About the Moon
   Here is another story relevant to the Moon. This came to me in a conversation that I had with Russell Targ, a key scientist involved in the remote viewing program back then. A number of years ago, I had a phone conversation with Russell. It was a nice conversation, at one point he said to me, “Richard, in the early to mid-1980s I was tasked at one point to train remote viewers at Fort Mead, Maryland, whose assignment was to remote view the far side of the Moon.
   The statement startled me. I said, “Well, Russell, why would they do that?” There was a long pause after this. He replied, “Why do you think?” Another pause. Then I said, “Okay, I’ll bite. Were they going to look for extraterrestrials?” He said to me, “Yes. They were going to look for extraterrestrials.” Then I asked, “Did they find extraterrestrials on the far side of the Moon?” His answer: “I don’t know. That wasn’t part of my assignment.” 
   I don’t’ know if he knows the answer to that question or not, but I fundamentally believe Russell Targ.
   So here are the early 1980s. You’ve got a clandestine, secret remote viewing program tasking remote viewers to view the far side of the Moon to look for extraterrestrials! Why would they do this if they had no reason to think that they would find extraterrestrials on the far side of the Moon?
 
On the Moon
   And so it goes. We’ve obtained testimony about strangeness connected with the Moon from some very credible people. Karl Wolfe was with Steven Greer’s Disclosure Project during the early 2000s. He’s given compelling, persuasive, and consistent testimony about his own experience in 1965. He was a young man at the time with a top secret crypto clearance at Tactical Air Command at Langley Air Force Base in Virginia. On one occasion that year, he was assigned to an NSA facility. He thought it was NASA because he didn’t know what the NSA was in 1965. He simply thought he was told it was NASA. But he was at an NSA facility to do some equipment repair. 

   While he was there, he spoke with another airman about how they would obtain digital images from the lunar orbiter. This was a new technology at the time and he was fascinated by it. They were simply chatting and somehow, at one point, this other airman said, “Oh by the way, we’ve discovered a base on the back side of the Moon.” Wolfe became frightened, a fact he has mentioned many times in interviews, since he knew he wasn’t cleared for this information. He thought, “This is not a good situation for me. I can get into a lot of trouble.” The other airman then brought out the mosaic of satellite images, strip by strip, of the far side of the Moon, and showed it to Wolfe. According to Wolfe, the mosaic showed all kinds of geometric shapes, towers, spherical buildings, something that he thought looked like radar dishes, and other large structures. The experience frightened him sufficiently not to discuss it for over thirty years. By the late 1990s, however, he broke his silence.
   We have equally compelling testimony from another Disclosure Project witness, Donna Hare. She had a secret clearance during the early 1970s for NASA subcontractor Philco Ford, and was shown a satellite image of a distinct UFO. It was explained to her that this technician’s job was to airbrush any evidence of UFOs out of photographs for NASA before they were made public. She also learned from other employees at the Johnson Space Center that some of the astronauts had seen extraterrestrial craft on the Moon. This was in the early 1970s, after the Moon landings had taken place. In Hare’s words, “I believe there were three such craft on the Moon when they landed. The code word for them was Santa Claus.”

   This is in line with the story attributed to Neil Armstrong, which came through the researcher Timothy Good. I spoke with Timothy about this personally, and he told me about the source of this—a woman who had been a dear friend of his, and whom he said was as rock-solid as a person could be. She’s no longer alive, unfortunately. According to Tim, she essentially eavesdropped on a conversation that Neil Armstrong was having at an event where another person asked him, essentially, “So what really happened on the Moon?” Armstrong replied that we had been warned off the Moon, that there were enormous and menacing craft there.
 
Vito Saccheri
   There are other such stories. During the late 1970s, an engineer named Vito Saccheri read a book by George Leonard titled Somebody Else Is on the Moon. (Ingo Swann also spoke about this book.) In 1979, Saccheri arranged with a friend of his, also an engineer, to visit NASA’s Houston headquarters. When the two asked to see the Moon photos, they were informed by the NASA representative that NASA had to check with Langley—that is, the CIA. The word came back that the two were allowed to see the Moon photos, but there were strict rules. The two were allowed three days, were not allowed to write anything down. Nor could they use recording devices of any kind, and they would not be allowed to be left alone with photos.
   Even so, this was a great opportunity, as no one had seen these photos before. And what did he see? These are Saccheri’s words:
 
“Obvious machinery on the surface, showing bolted sections ... a UFO rising from the surface and photographed directly above a crater … the unmistakable figure of a rectangular structure placed squarely in the biggest crater pictured ... a perfect three-dimensional view.”
 
   Saccheri also read a transcript from one of the Apollo missions. This is what he read:
   “Houston, we’ve got a bogey at two o’clock.”
   “Roger that, Apollo. Switching to alpha. Roll eight degrees and begin sequence.”
   Alpha and Bravo were two secured switching stations for classified communications. So it would appear the Apollo mission continued the discussion on Alpha station.
   In another mission, Saccheri read:
   “Mission Control, we’ve got Santa Claus coming over the hill.”
   “Roger Apollo. Hold your fix. Switching Bravo. Do you copy?”
   “Roger Houston. Bravo link.”
 
What if it’s true?
   Can it be true that there is a presence on the Moon? A presence by a group that is not from our civilization? That is these accounts are suggesting. If such a thing is true, it would be a very important thing. It would mean that the space programs of the world would be running into some potential obstacles. A great, unknown kind of confrontation might be taking place. Would those in the know be able to tell the rest of us about it? Such a thing could be very difficult to do. And with a program garnering as much attention as the Moon landing programs received, how could one manage the secrecy along with that?
 
Head in his hands and other ominous tales
   To continue. There are several accounts hinting ominously about whatever is out there—or more accurately, the unacknowledged intelligence that is here. What we have are a number of instances where information has leaked out to researchers or to other people indicating that this is a grave matter. The researcher Donald Keyhoe, retired U.S. Marine Corps Major, was one of the most prominent individuals doing this during the 1950s and 1960s, and even into the 1970s. Keyhoe was a man with many good professional contacts. One of them in the 1960s told him emphatically that the matter of UFOs represented something so serious that it must never be revealed. Not much more information beyond that.
   Then there is the Jimmy Carter story. This came directly to me from an anonymous gentleman who is well known and very brilliant. Indeed, I would say he is among the most intellectually meticulous people I have ever met, and someone with the right connections into the White House as well as at the highest levels of the American national security structure. I had a series of long conversations with him. One thing he said to me was that it was known to him—for certain—that Jimmy Carter did receive a briefing on the matter of UFOs/ET in June 1977. This man did not tell me that he knew exactly what was told to President Carter, who had been inaugurated only five months earlier. But what this man did know was that at the conclusion of that meeting President Carter was seen with his elbows on the desk, head in his hands, and he was either sobbing or nearly sobbing. Something had deeply upset the President. What was that something? I speculated with this gentleman. I asked him, “Can we assume that this was a very serious matter?” He said, “Yes.” I said, “Can we assume that he might have been told that he did not have much operational control over this matter?” He said, “Absolutely yes.”

   Another story came to my friend and colleague Bryce Zabel, my co-author of A.D. After Disclosure, and which was included in that book. This had to do with a man who served as an undersecretary in the first administration of the Reagan presidency. Shortly after this man came into his position in 1981, some close friends of his from back in California, where he was from, visited him. Among them was a young man who was nineteen years old at the time, and a close friend of the undersecretary’s family. At 2 a.m. the undersecretary was talking alone with this young man. He had had several drinks and was becoming a bit loose-lipped, as well as rather upset. He stated that his first task as undersecretary was to spend two weeks at an underground facility being briefed on many things—including the UFO and ET presence on Earth. All that he would say to this young man was that it was deeply upsetting to him, and the reason it was upsetting to him was that he had a daughter to raise in this world. No more details.
   We have a statement attributed to Ben Rich, former head of Lockheed’s famous Skunkworks Division. This came through a gentleman named Bill McDonald. I’ve chatted with Bill many times. Bill spoke with John Andrews, a very prominent and close friend of Ben Rich. The story is that Ben Rich told John Andrews that the public must never be told the true reality of what’s going on in relation to UFOs and extraterrestrials. The truth, Rich said, was unbelievable, too intense, too powerful, too dramatic, too frightening. What would make Ben Rich have this reaction?
 
Creating The Program
   What would be the most likely reaction within the covert world to the reality of the UFO phenomenon?
   One reaction, clearly, would be to try matching the technology of these other beings, who would seem to be vastly ahead of our current level. In particular, if you have collected any of their material, wouldn’t you want to study their technology? This is a point I have been making for years to anyone interested in the black budget. Which is that if you don’t understand the centrality of the UFO phenomenon to the black budget, then you are missing a significant part of this picture. I would not go so far as to suggest that UFOs are the only thing to create our black budget culture, but I would suggest that they were a key initiator of that culture.
   Go back for a moment to the 1940s. Place yourself in the position of the U.S. hierarchy, of President Harry Truman and everyone around him, and the awesome piece of information that has dropped into their laps. This was right after the Second World War, the most titanic global struggle in world history, in which there were millions of homeless people, millions more on the brink of starvation, in which there is a new “cold” war erupting, and now … this. What do you do with this? Do you really tell the world? Of course you don’t. You can’t. In the first place, you don’t know who or what you are dealing with. Secondly, you don’t know how bad the panic might be. Thirdly, you’ve obtained some free technology which you might not want to share, whether this be the rival Soviet Union, or your own general public, particularly if it threatens to change your whole energy paradigm.
   That’s a lot to think about all at once. No, what you would do is gather your best people around you. You would say, let’s figure this out. We will put our team together, and we will determine how to study this technology. We will find out how bad the public panic might be if we revealed this. We will determine who these other beings are. We will conduct all other logical avenues of inquiry. And then we will find out along the way, how to pay for all of the research and development on this in total secrecy. For a great deal of money might be necessary to study this phenomenon and to implement the correct security measures as well. All of that.
   Then, of course, secrecy develops its own momentum, its own profit, its own bureaucracy, its own reason to be. The next thing you know, it’s got you. You have no escape from it. And the longer it goes on, the more difficult it becomes to release this secret without your whole house of cards falling down.
 
Discovering the Program
   Leonard Stringfield, an active UFO researcher from the 1950s until his death in 1994, was instrumental in invigorating research into what he called “the crash retrieval syndrome” with the publication of his book, Situation Red in 1977. This coincided with the beginning of the Jimmy Carter Presidency. Carter, as many will recall, was the first U.S. presidential candidate to admit openly that he had seen a UFO. Such an admission gained lots of news coverage at the time, and many people thought it might signify an opportunity for genuine openness about UFOs. As a candidate, Carter was asked several times whether he would try to release UFO data if he were elected president. His answer was always yes, that he would release everything possible, as long as it did not adversely affect national security. There was this hope, then, when Jimmy Carter won the election that there might be some forward motion on this subject.
   At this same moment in history, Leonard Stringfield published his book, parts of which discussed possible retrievals of non-human technology. As odd as it might seem to some people today, the idea that some UFOs might have crashed and were recovered was essentially absent from public discussion. No one was considering this, other than in a few quiet discussions in a pre-Internet era. Stringfield’s book opened the floodgates. Some of the people who approached him and other researchers seemed to believe that President Carter was about to make some kind of disclosure about UFOs. At least some of them seemed to think it was now okay to discuss this with a responsible researcher. From the late 1970s until his death, Stringfield collected scores and scores of testimony concerning retrievals of crashed UFOs, storage and management of these craft, the secure holding of alien bodies, and even autopsies of deceased extraterrestrials.
   It is helpful to give a flavor of what Stringfield collected. As a researcher myself, I know what it is like to receive stories from people about their strange encounters. In Stringfield’s case, it is accurate to describe him as a virtual clearing house, a magnet for incredible stories told by credible people.

   One witness told Stringfield about a UFO retrieval that took place somewhere in the southwestern U.S. in 1957 (not 1947), in which four humanoid bodies were recovered with great difficulty. Another witness was a doctor based out of New York City, someone whom Stringfield got to know fairly well, who told him of having autopsied alien bodies. Another witness told Stringfield about having seen nine alien bodies at Wright Patterson Air Force Base during the 1960s. These beings were four feet tall, and the witness was told that there were 30 such bodies at the base, as well as an alien craft. He added that at certain military bases there were mobile units in a state of constant readiness to recover downed UFOs.
   Another witness—this one is especially fascinating to me—had been a radar specialist in 1953. He told Stringfield that he was shown a film of a crashed UFO from a desert location. It showed the interior of the craft and several dead aliens inside a tent. Now you may remember the 1990s film of the alien autopsy video by Ray Santilli, which is now regarded as a hoax. What many people don’t realize, however, is that these stories have been circulating for quite some time. That is, military people saying, “I don’t know why, but I was shown this very strange film of an alien autopsy or of a recovery of a UFO with dead aliens.” I suspect that this particular incident was part of a selection program. Let’s say I’m an officer in charge of managing a program relating to the UFO phenomenon. Every now and then I have to recruit and bring new people in to my program to deal with this highly sensitive subject. Perhaps I identify a few potential candidates. Still, I don’t really know how they might react when they encounter the information. So we do a little test run. In the case of this particular individual who spoke to Stringfield, it appears that I he failed the test: two weeks after he was shown the film, an officer approached him and said, “remember that movie you saw? Forget it, it was a hoax.” The radar specialist was completely mystified.
   But wait, there’s more. One of my favorite, and I think one of the most important stories in all of UFO research, has to do with three individuals: Wilbert Smith, Robert Sarbacher, and Eric Walker. Wilbert Smith was a brilliant Canadian engineer who was employed by the Canadian Department of Transportation. Starting in the 1940s, he became fascinated by the flying saucer phenomenon. On one occasion in September 1950 Smith was in Washington D.C., and through the Canadian embassy he met with important American scientists, including one with whom he had a detailed conversation about flying saucers. Smith wrote about this in a classified memo at the time to his superiors. He said he was told that the UFO subject was the most highly classified subject in the U.S. government, rating even higher than the H-bomb. In 1950 the H-bomb was about as high as you would go, but this was higher.

   That document was released years later, long after Wilbert Smith had died. The memo he had written did not give the name of the scientist with whom he had spoken. It wasn’t until the early 1980s that another researcher named Arthur Bray found it while going through Smith’s handwritten notes from that meeting. The scientist was Dr. Robert I. Sarbacher, am important physicist within the defense establishment during the 1950s, and well positioned to discuss the matter of flying saucers. Fortuitously, Sarbacher was still alive in the early 1980s. Several researchers found him, whereupon he confirmed his meeting with Smith and everything Smith had stated. In late 1983, Sarbacher even wrote a two-page, single-spaced, typed memo to another researcher in which he stated yes, he was aware of crash retrievals and of exotic technologies coming from these other beings. He said the word among his colleagues was that these beings seemed to be constructed like insects. Incidentally, Sarbacher’s letter made the rounds within certain circles of the intelligence community.
   The story didn’t end there. Sarbacher died about a year after he wrote his letter. Before he died, however, he gave the name of another scientist, a very powerful individual named Dr. Eric Walker.
   Eric Walker was more than simply the President of Penn State University. He was also Chair of one of the most elite defense think tanks in the country, the Institute for Defense Analyses (IDA). Walker was reached in 1987, shortly after the MJ-12 documents were released and the messy controversy about their authenticity was being discussed. For whatever reason, nobody knows why, Eric Walker decided to talk with the UFO researchers who found him. In a discussion with researcher William Steinman, Walker confirmed that yes, he was involved in meetings concerned with UFOs and even retrievals of crashed UFOs. He also stated that, yes there was a group like Majestic 12 and said he had known about them for 40 years. He gave a friendly warning to Steinman to back away from this line of inquiry, and said that Steinman had no idea of what he was getting into. The conversations with Walker involved at least four researchers over a period of roughly five years. Eventually, Walker decided to avoided discussing the subject. Presumably he realized he had said too much. Yet, the discussions he had with these researchers is fascinating and gives us yet another reason to believe there is something important going on, very secretly. [5]

   The journalist James Goodall is very well known among some UFO researchers. Goodall has been an aerospace and aviation journalist for many years, and did a great deal of investigation of the Groom Lake/Area 51 region. Long before the world heard of Bob Lazar, James Goodall was working the same turf. It was his own conclusion not later than 1990 that there were at least eight “black” programs flying out of Groom, not counting the B-2, and not counting the other known classified programs that are known to have come out of there. One of these, he stated, was a silent flying triangle. Again, this is not later than 1990. Goodall asked one of his contacts at Groom Lake, who had been there for twelve years, if he believed in UFOs. The man’s answer was, “absolutely, positively they exist.” “Can you expand on that?,” asked Goodall. “No,” said his informant. Sometime later, the man said “we have things in the Nevada desert that would make George Lucas envious.” This is a statement that deserves to be widely known. In around 1995, another of Goodall’s sources said “we have things out there that are literally out of this world, better than Star Trek or anything you can see in the movies.” Goodall asked him if he could expand on that statement. His informant said no.
   There’s an interesting article that I saw recently (in 2014) by a man named Harry Howard. He seems to have been an intelligence officer who briefed the very famous General George S. Brown during Vietnam. His own analysis of black triangles is that they are an integral part of the secret space fleet. He argues that they absolutely exist—which, yes, they certainly they do. For detailed information on this subject, I recommend the excellent book by David B. Marler, Triangular UFOs: An Estimate of the Situation. It presents powerful evidence for the reality of truly revolutionary triangular UFOs. These objects don’t behave in any way like ordinary aircraft. They are out there. This was Howard’s conclusion. He called them the greatest development in the history of mechanical devices since the invention of the wheel. Perhaps. It’s an interesting analysis. [6]
 
Implications: Energy, Financial, Political
   If we create these revolutionary technologies, whatever they are based on—electrogravitic propulsion or some form of free energy—wouldn’t that completely transform human society? Wouldn’t this liberate humanity in many important ways? Let’s consider some of the implications.
   What if we obtained free energy, or some more efficient form of energy that is better than extracting petroleum out of the ground? Petroleum has been the source of (or exacerbating factor to) nearly every major war we have had for the last century or more. Yes, I think a substitute for petroleum would be a very liberating experience for humanity. But wouldn’t it also challenge humanity’s current structure of wealth and power? That’s a problem for those people who are sitting at the top of the human food chain. They are not necessarily willing to rock that boat.
   So what does this system of highly advanced science and technology require? First of all, it requires a black budget. My friend and colleague Catherine Austin Fitts has written and spoken at length about black budgets, which are more than just your classified federal tax dollars at work. [7] In other words, the black budgets is more than simply U.S. citizens paying for military programs that they have no knowledge about, that they have no control over, that are doing God knows what with the barest, thinnest veil of a pretext in their name, which is of course not on their behalf at all. It’s more than that, because if you need to raise secret armies, overthrow governments, illegally rig elections, or build a secret space fleet, you will need a lot of money. You will need much more money than what federal tax dollars can give you. You will also want money that is not easily traceable. So where do you get that money from? You get it from financial fraud, through narco-trafficking, which is certainly one of the top industries in the world. Simply because drug trafficking is illegal doesn’t mean no one wants the money. Everyone would like free money, particularly these agencies.
   I once had a conversation with a gentleman about the money behind these programs. One day I will reveal his name (some of my colleagues know who this man is). This man acquired a good amount of knowledge of how some of these black budget programs work, including the program to study extraterrestrial technology. He made two salient points to me. First, that the money going into the research and development related to this subject is enormous. Secondly, he told me that the money for the security on this program exceeds the R&D by a factor of seven or eight times. What might that mean? Clearly, it is more than soldiers with guns, although that’s part of it. In all likelihood, we are talking about the construction of underground facilities, the cost of managing and controlling the media, the cost of controlling political operatives, and much more. I can imagine that there are many expenses going into such a program to contain this subject.
   In other words, those managing such programs need black budgets. Clearly, this program (or more accurately, collection of programs) is not constitutional or legal in any reasonable sense of those terms, nor in terms of what the people of the United States believe what their country is supposed to be. Instead, it represents an overthrow of that concept of government and society. Those who manage it do not want public accountability, they do not want transparency. Rightly or wrongly—I think wrongly—these people decided that the topic of UFOs and everything that is associated with it is much too important to entrust to the general public. It is also likely too serious, dark, and threatening. So they created black budgets and essentially orchestrated a silent coup d’etat. Actually, it took place by degrees, but most fundamentally in the 1940s. Over the years, it has simply been deepening ever more.
   This system brings with it a special form of financial corruption. Beyond black budgets, we are talking about the manipulation of the global financial system to assist in hiding this reality—through a series of labyrinthian-like financial cutouts, phony offices, offices nested within other offices, so that even the greatest accountants in the world would have a hard time deciphering the paper trail. Such a system can lead to a great deal of free money for those in a position to plunder at will.
   So it’s not a situation in which things are on “the up-and-up” and it is simply a case of a secret program that the public doesn’t know about. Instead, we have a situation in which there is a program hidden from the public, and the managers have decided, “let’s rob them in the process.” That’s been occurring since the program started. Tremendous deep corruption in which blackmail is the norm. And again, referencing Catherine Austin Fitts as well as NSA whistleblower William Binney, both of whom have spoken about this, when a politician or public figure reaches certain position of power, the NSA, CIA, or FBI will meet with them and let them know of all the dirt that has been collected on them. It is made very clear that the person had better behave—or else be destroyed. These politicians may enter public service initially out of idealism, but they quickly learn that they are owned outright by other interests. They are controlled through blackmail, bribery, and everything else that influences people.
   This system is predicated on black budgets, financial corruption, political corruption, classification of the technologies, and ultimately of holding our future hostage.
 
Maintaining Control
   So you have a group of privatized black budget scientists and security personnel who are studying and ultimately controlling this radical technology. This is the germ of my idea of a breakaway civilization, which I first mentioned in the second volume of UFOs and the National Security State in 2009. I’m gratified that other researchers have found the idea is worth follow-up and analysis. We need many people exploring this.
   Let us say we are part of that group of classified scientists who are studying retrieved extraterrestrial technology. We come up with our breakthroughs and moneymakers. These might include high tensile fibers, laser technology, better integrated circuits, fiber optics, and more. Those are excellent ground-floor investment opportunities, for sure. In which case our incentive for publicizing the goose that lays golden eggs (e.g. the extraterrestrial technology under study) falls to less-than-zero.
   But we may also develop ideas even better still. We may come up with electrogravitics that actually work. Something that can give you true gravity reduction. We may develop a new form of energy, something better than petroleum. But the problem here is that we could not allow the rest of the world know about these breakthroughs. Undoubtedly we wouldn’t be allowed to, as our bosses—the private interests that fund our operation—would say absolutely not.
   So what would we do? We would simply classify those technologies—and there are thousands of classified patents along these lines in the U.S. Indeed, one of the leading private researchers into electrogravitics (e.g. gravity reduction) is Thomas Valone, who worked at the U.S. Patent Office for years and has spoken about the proliferation of classified patents.
   The result is a series of classified technologies that are off limits to the public. As I have said, this effectively holds our future hostage. As an aside, I believe this is one unstated reason why there is a global rush to solidify a transnational legal structure. [8] This is all coming into place now. The power elite clearly feels it must do everything possible to nail down intellectual property rights as quickly as possible. Therefore, if some brilliant inventor in Vietnam or Italy or some other place comes up with a functioning electrogravitic system, they would collide with classified patents. This is one more way in which a fence is maintained around us.
   But to maintain control over the secret technologies, we would need to do more than classify them. We would need a comprehensive approach, and this is exactly what we see. The system of secrecy requires total control over the mainstream media. Sure, they can allow some cable station to broadcast a UFO documentary that talks a little bit about this. It’s best if you get the kind of “he said, she said” documentary where you put a little bit of one side out there and then you bring in a few skeptics and they say no, that’s all nonsense. That passes for objectivity. They’ll put some of that out there for the people because they know people are becoming increasingly interested, because we’re living in a revolutionary era right now. But the major media, the establishment media, is controlled. I recall when I started began researching UFOs two decades ago how much harder it was to convince people that our media was so deeply controlled. It’s not a tough sell anymore. Greater and greater numbers of people now understand that there is vast control over the media.
   What fewer realize is that one of the reasons for this control—not the only reason, obviously, but one of them nonetheless—is for the need to control the subject of UFOs. In other words, the system of secrecy relating to UFOs and everything connected to it has been a significant contributor to the spreading global totalitarianism. To maintain secrecy on this subject, control must be total. Secrecy not merely regarding the presence of others, but the fact that we have been developing a profoundly advanced infrastructure that is being kept away from ordinary people.
   Of course, on top of that, we clearly have moved into a global world, trading with each other around the world every day, each of us relying on each other in critical ways every single day around the world. A system of political, social, economic, and financial control has therefore evolved to meet that reality, one which lends itself to being a system of total control. Literally totalitarian. The needs of this system dovetail extremely well with the needs of a system to maintain secrecy over the greatest revelation of our time: the reality of UFOs, the other beings responsible for them, and the significant infrastructure that has developed in response.
   In short, a system to meet the needs of UFO secrecy must be predicated on everything that we are seeing in our world today. We are seeing the results of it now.
 
Disclosure as Impossible
   Which means that from the point of view of the secret keepers, there is no way they can ever undo secrecy over this program. And this is why for years I’ve characterized Disclosure as paradox: impossible and inevitable.
   Let’s explore the impossibility first. Disclosure is impossible because the secrecy surrounding UFOs is so deeply entrenched. When I look back on my twenty years in this field, I continue to be astonished at the journey that I’ve gone through in order to understand this fact. When I began, I asked a very simple question. It wasn’t even “are UFOs real?” I wasn’t even at that level. My question was much simpler: “did the U.S. national security community ever truly care about UFOs?” Because if that community ever did care about it, why had I never read about this in any academic history book? How could that not be interesting? Go back in time to 1950. You’ve got the Korean War breaking out, you’ve got the end of the Berlin airlift, you’ve got all this cold war drama, and then what? Flying saucers? Do we honestly think President Harry Truman and his advisors would have completely uninterested in all this? Well, it turns out, they were very interested. This subject turned out to be something of the crowbar that allowed me to pry open the first level, the most important level. Before that, I was in a fairly conventional mindset. I thought I was ahead of the curve because I had read Noam Chomsky and Gore Vidal. That was twenty years ago. But what happens, of course, is that one answer leads to a dozen more questions, and each of those leads to many more. So one of the immediate questions that I started with was, if UFOs were a concern, why were they a concern?
   We know they were a concern because there are declassified documents that are not arguable. I’ve talked about them in many other venues, there’s no need to go into it here. You can look at some of my other lectures on YouTube. Or other researchers. There is an overwhelming abundance of declassified documents that make it crystal clear that there were violations of sensitive air space over key American bases, as well as bases around the world, going back to the beginning of our nuclear age. If you were in charge of air defense over your particular sensitive base, which may have had nuclear ordinance there, and you’ve got objects hanging out there, zipping around, and evading your best interceptors—something which repeatedly happened—do you think you’d be somewhat interested in it? Yes, I think you would. And so would your bosses.
   So this we have. There’s no argument about this. But that led me further still. I wondered, if this is real, then what were the thoughts of leading military and intelligence community officials about what they were dealing with? Did they think this was Russian technology? Did they think this was a secret American program?

   In fact, such questions were asked. All the logical questions that you could think might be asked were, in fact, asked. Obviously, these were highly intelligent people. Unfortunately, all that we have available to us officially are lower- to mid-range declassified documents. We don’t have the highest level classifications. Those are the ones that are entirely blacked out or which don’t even get released. The declassified documents we have were typically classified as Secret, Confidential, or Restricted. They are interesting, for sure. They give us a good idea about what people on the lower and middle rungs were talking about—and we can see they were very concerned. And every time they came up with a challenging conclusion, such as “interplanetary visitors” (the phrase of the time), they were shut down and dispersed. Obviously those conclusions were not desired.
   I’m digressing a bit, but I want to emphasize how strange this subject is. It leads to ever more questions. This is why I wrote UFOs for the 21st Century Mind. It was my attempt to encapsulate the entire subject in a comprehensive way, and what one finds is that this truly is the most revolutionary subject imaginable. Even so, think of how it is treated even among the alternative research community at large. Most alternative researchers are afraid to touch the subject of UFOs. I’ve spoken to so many of them privately and they’re fascinated by it, but they will not go there publicly. There is too much ridicule involved, too many distractions, and it puts them in the crosshairs of the media. It is overwhelming to them.
   So what should does that tell you? That the subject of UFOs is the gold mine of the alternative paradigm. It is the core.
   After Bryce Zabel and I completed A.D. After Disclosure, it became obvious to us why this subject was enveloped in secrecy. We realized that the end of UFO secrecy would turn everything upside down, within our politics, our geopolitics both short- and long-term, our science, our spirituality, our culture. It would likely cause a political revolution. You remember Occupy Wall Street, but what about Occupy Area 51? Or Occupy Wright-Patterson Air Force Base? You think it would not happen? Of course it would happen. Once this secret were to come out, there would be many angry people who would be thinking, hey, wait a minute, you really lied. What’s the status of these black budget programs that must obviously exist? And what’s the structure of the secrecy? How were you able to deceive us over for so many years, lie to us, and steal our money for so many years?
 
Disclosure as Inevitable
   There are people with a blind obedience to authority, who would never say question why they were lied to, and who believe that our leaders know best. But not everyone is like that. Many people would be very angry once the truth is acknowledged. This translates into an inherently unstable system that could explode at any time, in which we may well be on the verge of something big. That’s why Disclosure is a paradox. The secret keepers will never voluntarily give away this secret. They have too much to lose. On the other hand, as I’ve often said, they’re not the only part of the equation. The most dynamic part of the equation, frankly, is all of us, and all of you sitting here in this audience.
   We know that power is never given, it has to be taken. When people decide to take power, that’s when real change will happen. We are seeing a dramatic shift culturally in relation to many things in our society. I am seeing it happen in the general public attitude toward UFOs, a greater and greater acceptance. And not simply from the general public but also from intellectuals and academicians, some of whom are here by the way, who are quietly interested and researching this and also making waves within their fields. Yes, there is still a great resistance among intellectuals, but change is afoot. Wikileaks has existed for only ten years and has had a part in transforming the world. And consider: Wikileaks could not have existed much prior to when it was formed, because our global infrastructure couldn’t accommodate Wikileaks. Well, we can now. It’s like the Field of Dreams, if you build it, they will come. If you create the infrastructure, boom, there it is, and now we are in an era where people can grab digital data and throw it out there for the world, whether legally or not is irrelevant. People are doing it, and it’s a permanent part of the structure of our world now. It’s never going to go away.
 
The Real War
   There is a war going on, one which fundamentally defines our epoch. It is a war between the the expanding global police state and the people. And what do people want? They always want one thing: to be free. We want to be free to do our thing. We are like water that will always find its way around the barriers and restrictions placed around us. Governments will always try to intimidate us, spy on us, corral us. They read our emails and texts and metadata and record our faces in public. All ostensibly for our security, all in reality an attempt to let us know they can pounce at any time. That is a problem. But still the people resist. The people will continue to find ways around the system. That’s the true cold war in our world today, the true arms race, the true struggle.
   I don’t take this as a matter of faith. There is genuine reason to believe that people are not dead, that we will never be dead. We are dramatically transforming our society. What will we look like in ten, twenty, or thirty years? In terms of new technologies, new ways to communicate with each other, new ways to share information? Expect more and greater change than we have yet seen.
 
The Breakaway Civilization
   I first thought of the concept of a breakaway civilization in technological terms. Imagine the black budget world on steroids, so to speak, with (presumably) alien technology tossed in. I have spoken in the past about a conversation I had with a former civilian scientist at NSA, who said to me that circa 1964 or 1965 the NSA had a computer running at clock speeds of 650 MHz. That’s very slow today, but it was thirty-five years ahead of the consumer market, which did not reach that speed until 2000. In 1965, there were no personal computers, anyway. So on that basis, you could say the NSA was thirty-five years ahead of the rest of the world in computing power. Now add exotic technology that did not come from “here.” Now classify those technologies so that people cannot access them, and that leads to a breakaway civilization where they have access to technology that is unavailable to anyone else.
   But we can’t stop with technology. We want to see who’s running it, who owns it. As we can see in all facets of our society, there is a power that stands behind. For in an ever-centralized global system, we must recognize that power is also increasingly centralized. But such power is not centered on the office of the President of the United States, although the U.S. President has certainly accrued tremendous executive power over the past fifty years or more. But no, the center of gravity of globalization is not in the White House. It is more fruitful to look at the major banks and those private entities that control massive amounts of wealth that stand behind the whole system. It’s fair to say that they are the true breakaway civilization. They attend the Bilderberg meetings, the Trilateral Commission meetings, the proceedings of the Council on Foreign Relations, and they participate in the bizarre rites at Bohemian Grove. It’s not that these organizations are the club. They themselves are The Club. As George Carlin once put it, “It’s a big club, and you ain’t in it.”
   They are the ones who are managing humanity’s lurch toward a global police state. We might wonder, do these people—or at least some of these people—ever discuss the insane reality that we share this world with others? And do they ever discuss disclosing that reality in some official manner? Would they reveal a reality in which there is this incredible technology, by us as well as by others? Would they ever do it? 
 
Every Five Years or So ...
   I believe they do have such discussions. The same scientists who told me about the money going into the R&D and security of these programs also once mentioned that “every five years or so,” there are meetings and discussions at the highest levels of political structure that discuss whether or not they should tell the world. It doesn’t appear to be on a rigid schedule, but apparently something that comes up every so often. In fact, this man had been on one subcommittee dealing with such implications. I thought it interesting that even though he is a scientist, his subcommittee had to do with legal implications of Disclosure—who knows why. Incidentally, he told me that his subcommittee concluded that, at least from a legal point of view, Disclosure promised to be a nightmare. They considered the probable lawsuits that would occur. Start with defense contractors. One defense contractor having access to extraterrestrial technology would constitute unfair trade practices, wouldn’t it? Such a seemingly mundane thing, but it was instructive that they were pondering some of these issues.
   The fact that Disclosure comes up every so often—my mind reels at the thought. When you consider how explosive this subject is, you would have to ask why would it even come up at all? Why wouldn’t this subject be permanently off-limits? And yet, it doesn’t seem to be so. The only reason I can think of is that this is a very powerful, pressure-filled reality. And I don’t think there’s any ruling elite in history that’s ever been fully unified. There are always factions, and I think there are factions relating to this subject as well. This most revolutionary, transformative subject.
 
Peering into Secret Space Operations?
   A few years ago, back in 2008, I spoke at a conference in southwestern Illinois, organized by my friend Sam Maranto. This was in Galena, a beautiful town where Ulysses S. Grant once lived, and which still retains much of its nineteenth-century flavor. One night, a group there decided to do a night watch using two pairs of excellent quality night vision binoculars. So, on this nice June evening of 2008, we watched the sky from 11 p.m. until a little after 1 a.m. This was my first extended experience with night vision and I was startled by what I saw. Even though we all had to share time with the binoculars, I probably saw 100 objects during those two hours that I would have missed with the naked eye. I can’t remember exactly how many now, but a number of them were quite strange. These were objects at extremely high altitudes going at very fast speeds. They were not meteorites, nor space debris. They appeared to be craft of some sort. Quite a few pulsed rhythmically. For years, there has been a great deal of discussion about the existence of transatmospheric vehicles (TAV). Such vehicles could in theory take you from New York to Tokyo in a few hours. After watching the great amount of upper atmospheric air traffic that night, I decided these vehicles could be real. Some of the objects we saw that night seemed to be maneuvering, although at times it was difficult to know with certainty, as we weren’t recording anything, and we were watching through the binoculars—sometimes the objects moved too quickly to know for sure. 
   I’m going to show you a few night vision clips here. This one was also from 2008, in Fremont California. I only included a thirty-second clip of what appears to be a triangle. Perhaps this is a TR3 or some other kind of triangular craft. Whatever it is, it’s not supposed to be out there.
   I just completed a fascinating, month-long tour of Canada. [RD note: during May and June 2014]. This was a twelve-city lecture tour from Halifax on the east coast to Vancouver on the west. Vancouver has a group of people who do good UFO research, and there are also many experiencers and witnesses. Of course it’s a beautiful city, and if I were an extraterrestrial who looked human, that might be a place where I would like to go. 
   I had a long conversation with a Vancouver man who regularly records night vision video. Let me show you a few of his clips. His name is Charles Lamoureux. Look at this—you can see a hole in the middle of this object. This is only visible with night vision. 
   Here’s one more that Charles shot, this one was just a month ago. I don’t know what this is. It looks like an orb. He was convinced that this was not close to the camera. I don’t know for sure. I don’t know what this object was.
   There is the night video taken by Ed Grimsley, who has been doing this for years. You can go on YouTube and see many of his clips. There are so many interesting night vision videos for people to examine. I think of these videos as an apt visual representation of the world that we live in. In other words, just on the other side of our apportioned field of vision, of what we are allowed to see, there is this infrastructure.
 
Glued to the Sky
   Is it ours, or not ours? My feeling is that it’s both. There’s a research associate of mine who lives in central Arkansas. She has used Gen 3 night vision for several years now, and has been seeing and recording a great deal of strange aerial activity. Her conclusion is that much of this is connected with military drones, something she has been researching extensively, including having obtained access to a large amount of declassified literature. She wrote to me the following: 
 
“There are all kinds of craft up there. Military R&D drones, drone craft, and even a huge rectangular craft in daylight. I have seen these craft cloak. I saw one cloak over my house at treetop level and I tell you, it could not be seen at all, and I was only about fifty yards away. I have also seen these drones from less than thirty feet, and there was no movement, no vibration, nothing. They look as though they are glued to the sky.”
 
   These anomalies are not simply all around us, they are right next door to us, not all of which are at night. There appears to be daylight cloaking technology, too. By the way, I know that researcher fairly well at this point and I consider her very reliable and conscientious. 
   Of course, there are some very well known space anomalies, all available on YouTube. Here’s a brief clip of the STS-51A sighting from 1984, and which I discussed in one of my volumes of history. 
   Here you see a spherical object come toward the camera and then go up. I’ve studied this video on my own, trying to measure the object as it appears larger. It does in fact grow in diameter, presumably because it is approaching the camera. This seems to indicate we are not dealing with some effect or reflection. I once discussed this case with Dr. Bruce Maccabee, who is an optical physicist and one of the more established experts in photographic and video analysis of UFOs. Bruce was noncommittal about it. He acknowledged the video is interesting, but did not offer an opinion as to what it was, and left open the possibility that it could be a reflection. For my part, I don’t think so. I think the video shows that this sphere is moving directly toward the camera. It seems to be something of significance. 

   And by the way, in addition to video evidence, there’s a good deal of testimony from American and Russian astronauts over the years, quite a few of those stories.
   This next video clip is a head-scratcher. It is from the STS-114 mission from August 2005. This was on the website of the late Jeff Challender. I knew Jeff and met him on one occasion. Unfortunately, he died very suddenly in 2007. Jeff had a disability making it hard for him to get out of the house, and he spent many years downloading and analyzing NASA videos, then publishing the results to his website called Project Prove. Look at this clip from the STS-114 mission. This object appears to have simply turned around in space. What can do that? Is that something we can make? [9]
 
Ours or Not Ours?
   Ours or not ours? That’s a very difficult question to answer. Some people offer their opinion on what percentage of UFOs are manmade or not manmade. I don’t know. I would argue that a large portion are not manmade. What percentage? I don’t know, but I think the further back we go in the history of sightings, the larger that percentage is. Back during the 1940s and 1950s, there were a number of well-recorded sightings of objects moving at extremely high speeds and altitudes. It is difficult to see some of these as human technology. One supposes it is possible, but there is a lack of strong evidence indicating such breakthroughs so early on. 
   It’s different today. I don’t know what the percentage would be, but I think that there’s a substantial infrastructure on both sides, that is, the human and non-human side.
 
Very Strange People
   But this phenomenon is much stranger than lights in the sky, or even space-based observations and structures on the Moon. My own research has led me to hearing some very strange stories from people, including those who have had encounters with others who are not “normal.” I’ve spoken about these elsewhere. One of these involved a woman I met at a conference in Erie, Pennsylvania in 2010. She was close to sixty years old, very sweet and kind, and approached me with her husband. She needed to describe this extremely puzzling experience from years before. 
   She had grown up in Western Pennsylvania in a small town where everyone knew each other, especially in church—which is where she was when she had her strange encounter in 1965, when she was in her mid-teens. She was there with her mother, sitting down in the church pew when a man and woman, both with blonde hair, sat in front of her. She described them as the most incredibly beautiful people she had ever seen. They wore an extremely fine and beautiful blue fabric, something she had never seen before. “I looked carefully at the fabric,” she told me. “I’d never seen anything that fine and that incredible.” She kept wondering, “who are these people?” They clearly stood out in this church and yet no one else seemed to notice them. Why was no one looking at them? 
   All through the church service, she was fixated on the blonde couple. And then, she said to me, “I heard them in my mind. They were having a conversation.” Telepathically, she heard one of them thinking to the other, “we appear to be fitting in fairly well here.” The other one then thought back, “Yes, except for the girl behind us, who can hear us.” 
   Understandably, she became nervous after that, and didn’t hear them anymore—perhaps they had the ability to shut down their signal, so to speak. Finally, mass ended. They were in the middle of the church. This couple quickly got up and left. Our young teenage heroine then had a moment of bravery and decided to follow them. She left her seat and began pushing through the crowd after them. Her mother, like all parents, was oblivious to this critical moment in the girl’s life and called out, “get back here young lady, where do you think you’re going?” But our witness ignored her mother and kept pushing her way through the crowd. 
   She got to the front of the church and saw the couple across the parking lot, going over a hill. She trotted after them and reached the hill, and now saw them moving fast across a field toward a wooded area. For a few moments, she began going down the hill, but then stopped dead in her tracks. She saw a third figure, standing at the edge of the woods. In describing him she said to me, “do you remember the character Lurch from the Addams Family TV show?” The figure was unnaturally tall, very thin and gangly, wearing a black hat and black suit. The sight of him frightened her, and she simply stood there watching the couple walk toward this tall figure, then pass him by as they entered the woods. He then turned and followed them in. That was her story.
   It is interesting because two years earlier I had been told a similar story by a retired Air Force Colonel and Ph.D. He was with his wife and a friend of theirs whom he described as something of a psychic. The three were having fun at a casino hotel in Las Vegas. While they were on the second floor of the hotel, the psychic grabbed his arm and said, “stop.” She motioned toward a blonde woman about twenty or thirty feet away and said, “She’s not normal. She’s not like the rest of us.” He looked at the woman, who was extremely beautiful and wearing impeccable clothing. Of course, it was Las Vegas and we expect this. But according to the Colonel, there was something different about this woman.
   His wife and their psychic friend became nervous and took the escalator down. He stayed behind, watching her. He told me that after a few moments, she turned slightly and he “heard her” in his mind. She was telling him to keep moving along, that there was nothing to see, and just what did he think he was doing? The experience was startling, to say the least.
   She was then joined by a blond man, equally beautiful and well dressed. Very soon, they begin to walk toward the escalator toward the Colonel. He thought, “great, I’m going to talk to them. I’m going to say something, I don’t know what it’s going to be, but I’m going to say something.” Instead, they walked right by him and he said nothing. Then, however, he got behind them on the escalator as they all descended. Once again, he heard them in his mind. They were having a telepathic conversation that essentially ran “Yes, he hears us. Just ignore him. He’s not part of anything important.” Then they got to the bottom of the escalator and simply left.
   What is interesting is that as the Colonel told me his story, his wife was with us and confirmed all of it. They also described the aftermath of the encounter. After the blonde couple walked off, the psychic friend, who was also a hypnotherapist, offered to regress the Colonel in order to retrieve the telepathic conversation in more detail. They all thought this was a good idea. 
   Two or three days later, he was at her home in a quiet cul-de-sac neighborhood in eastern California. As he lay down on a couch to begin the regression, the two of them heard loud construction noises outside. This happened several times, each time as he was about to be regressed. At least once they both went outside to see what was going on, but saw nothing. They realized a regression was going to be impossible at that time, so they decided to try again when the Colonel would be in the area next month. 
   After a month or so, he phoned this psychic to let her know he would be in town in a day or two, and would she be available to do the regression? Her answer shocked him. “What regression?” she asked. “The regression we tried to do last month!” he replied. 
   Not only could she not recall the regression they attempted the month before, but she did not remember the original encounter in the casino. Something had caused her to lose her memory. 
   There are many other stories I’ve gathered from people who surely seemed to have been observed and monitored. There appears to be a clandestine infrastructure out there. But who is operating it? 
 
The Probable Scenario
   My current assessment of the situation is as follows.
   We have had retrievals of exotic technologies and bodies. I believe they were extraterrestrial. 
   On top of this, the U.S. national security community (as well as that of other nations) have encountered objects that have violated sensitive airspace with impunity, which have not looked normal, and have not behaved normally. 
   This is very important, and has had to be kept absolutely secret at all costs. 
   One result of this was the creation of black budgets. 
   Part of this would involve researching and developing secret technology programs.
   Such programs, in my estimation, have become part of a runaway system of secrecy that is as much dominated by private entities as by government/military. The best way to keep a secret is to privatize it, by making it proprietary rather than classified. That makes it more impervious to public inquiry. The private world is also where the money is, where the power is. And the private world controls the political institutions. Illegal and criminal financing of the programs becomes another necessity.
   This leads to the genesis of what I have called a breakaway civilization, both in terms of technology and in terms of legality. This is because such a group is breaking away from entire national legal structures around the world. A transnational system is being put into place on behalf of the very top few corporations and powers for their own benefit so that they are not answerable to you or me. They answer only to themselves. They seek to control this technology for their own use. 
   Moreover, this group is desperately attempting to catch up to these other beings, whoever or whatever they are. If we remember that a strong component of the secrecy is military in nature, we can assume that such military minds consider these beings to be a grave challenge. Whether they are actually able to catch up or not is another matter, but this is the attempt. 
   Another key element of the scenario is that this group hides all of its significant breakthroughs, whether these be in the areas of energy, propulsion, or anything else. New discoveries that could well liberate us and our civilization. Imagine what we could do with an open application of electrogravitics. Or what we could accomplish with something like clean, free energy. Such developments would transform our civilization in ways that we can scarcely imagine.
   Such a history of secrecy leads to a disclosure paralysis. One gentleman who wrote to me with a great deal of apparent knowledge of black budget matters said that my thoughts on disclosure were interesting but that I lacked a true appreciation of the seriousness of disclosure to insiders. Mainly, he emphasized, those in possession of the secret were terrified of criminal proceedings and interested above all else in obtaining absolute immunity from prosecution before cooperating with any disclosure efforts. 
   Incidentally, getting Congress to move forward on this issue would be a wonderful thing, but this seems to be far beyond Congress or even the President. The Colonel who had the experience with the blond beings in the Las Vegas casino also conducted a deathbed interview in the early 2000s with a man whom he said was involved in the recovery of a crashed disk at Roswell in 1947. At one point during their interview, the Colonel said to him, “it’s a shame that you’re not able to tell the world about your experiences. Wouldn’t it be nice if there were a presidential executive order that would liberate you from your oath of secrecy?” Upon hearing this, the dying man chuckled and said “it would take a hell of a lot more than a presidential executive order to liberate me from my oath.” 
   Those people in possession of this secret are at risk. They know how serious this is, and they know how vulnerable and exposed they would be if this subject were revealed. Where then would they be? Some people would want to defend them, but many others would want to imprison them.
   But these people are not only afraid for their own safety. Some of them are terrified of the global transformation that would come in the wake of disclosure. The people as a whole want the change. We know that in the long run the truth will help us. But the players at the top have no incentive for giving up such a secret. I’m sure they feel they have too much to lose.
 
The Goals of Our Handlers
   What are their goals? 
   In the first place, they want to formalize the new global structure without delay. This is an important part of their agenda. Creating NAFTA during the 1990s and TPP today in part to consolidate and formalize financial control over the world. This has largely been achieved already, but such new laws take the process ever deeper. 
   More than this, however, our “handlers” seek to consolidate their independence from national laws and hence from ordinary citizens. You and I are no longer to have the ability to legislate anything that will have a meaningful effect on their activities. Hence their goal to create transnational corporate-friendly legal structures. 
   As I said before, they want to enforce intellectual property rights, so no free file sharing for starters. Consider how important this is in relation to one new technology: 3D printing. I believe that 3D printing is likely to revolutionize our world. Today [in 2014], you can download a 3D design and print a coffee mug or an iPhone case. Soon these printers will be able to print mixed materials, including printed circuit boards and organic materials. Consider ten or twenty years from now—the world of 2025 or 2035—and perhaps being able to print an energy harvesting device that might be uploaded to some future version of The Pirate Bay? What we call free energy. A device that could allow you to go off the grid? Yes, I think such a thing will be entirely feasible. Consider how much freedom that one innovation would give you. 
   Against such amazing potentialities is a transnational legal structure being put into place designed to stop this from happening. Essentially, we are in a race. Before the control system fully consolidates and prevents us from sharing these breakthroughs, we are racing against the clock, racing for new technologies to become available that will enable us to achieve true independence from this control-driven, hierarchical system of power.
   What are their other goals? For starters, they want total surveillance over us, another goal they are achieving. With total surveillance comes total intimidation of the population. You will still have the right to bitch, but not much more than that, certainly not organizing, nor engaging in civil disobedience. Because when people know they’re being monitored, either through their email, on the street corners, or most pervasively via their cell phone, it has an intimidating effect. Not on everyone, to be sure, but certainly many who might otherwise protest, but who now will not because they are afraid. That is their goal: surveillance, intimidation, control. 
   Another thing they want to do is turn the web into TV. We’re seeing this now with the debate over net neutrality. We will continue to see such debates in the coming years. It concerns the attempt to create a multi-tiered internet that increasingly works against independent, alternative research sources. Such sources will not be eliminated all at once. Instead, they will be squeezed out, bit by bit, year after year, in an ongoing attempt to make it more difficult to reach them. It is a form of harassment and marginalization. So today when you go to Yahoo News you’ll see the latest incarnation of the Miley Cyrus twerking scandal. Next month, next year, it will be something else equally inane. 
   This is done for a reason. You need to be distracted. The whole point of this new version of “news” is to induce you to sit down and shut up. The web will become television, an updated nightmare of the 1980s all over again, when we had TV shows like Full House and Who’s the Boss? to keep us company in the days before there was a web.
   What we are really talking about is the goal of total control over your intellectual life. This may seem like an outrageous statement, but it is exactly true. Such is the nature of totalitarianism. 
   And here is where we meet up again with the matter of UFO secrecy, something that includes more than just unknown flying objects. It includes the reality of “others,” of a breakaway civilization, of a truth so transformative that the power elite has decided they must control it. But the only way to do this is by creating a global totalitarianism that can manage every aspect of your life.
   Beyond that I believe—perhaps I should say I fear—is a future attempt to implement what we might call class-based transhumanism. We are at a point now in which scientists are gaining control over DNA and becoming expert at genetic manipulation. We are also moving into an age of advanced nanotechnology. So many potentialities exist now that were undreamed of even a decade ago. One of these is the creation of a genuine super race. There are those who must be pondering this. Indeed, we can see the beginnings of it now in the creation of dumb-dumb America, dumb-dumb Canada, and dumb-dumb Europe with programming, fluoridation, toxins in the water, toxins in our bodies, all the things that dumb us down. This part is already happening, but I think what would be ideal for them would be to formalize it. There literally could be a race of people who will be designed to live longer, be smarter, and have greater physical strength, as opposed to the great masses of humanity who would not have such qualities other than by a genetic roll of the dice. 
   Such a scenario seems nightmarish, but is it really possible? I am suggesting that it certainly is. It is not happening yet, but it is a nightmare world we might well move into at some future point. 
   But it might not go that way. It seems to me that this system is inherently unstable, perhaps ready to go down. It is a system, after all, based on outrageous thievery and injustice, built on a completely unsustainable model. On top of this, we are seeing dramatic changes in our society. Is our situation something like that of France before the Revolution of 1789? Of Russia before the Revolution of 1917? 
   Yes, it can be. I’m not saying it will happen, nor am I calling for you to initiate it. But revolutionary change is certainly a possibility for our near future. 
 
The Difficulty of Disclosure
   There is no easy way to disclose the truth about the UFO phenomenon. The current conventional wisdom about our world is so dramatically upside-down that whenever the truth does come out, it will not be easy, nor will it likely be gradual. It will probably be sudden and dramatic. 
   I often ask myself, will we ever be able to deal with these beings, whoever they are? These beings who appear to be interacting with humanity in one form or another here on Earth? It’s a quiet enough presence now. But take the time to talk to someone who has had an experience with these beings, and then ask them how easy it has been for them. Not everyone has had a positive experience. Some have had positive experiences, others have not. 
 
How We Win
   I’ve been thinking lately about how we win. I was fortunate to be part of the Citizen Hearing on Disclosure in 2013, organized by Steven Bassett. Those of us who participated spoke for five days before six retired members of the U.S. Congress about the profundity of the UFO phenomenon. It was remarkable to see that all these people needed was to be exposed to the truth—something which had not occurred during the course of their careers. Over the course of that week, it was evident how they transformed their own opinions about this subject. All people need is to be educated, and they are generally able to draw the obvious conclusions. 
   Political action, including events like the Citizen Hearing on Disclosure, is one kind of activity that will help to create change in this world. Increasingly, however, I am hesitant to engage in invective against the established power structure. My feeling is that such an approach is more likely to cause the other side to react by closing ranks. 
   As I think about this, I feel that a better model is by creating a change in the culture. Consider the case of Oscar Wilde. A little over a century ago, this literary giant spent two years in prison near the end of his life because he happened to be gay. He lived in a society that considered his sexual behavior to be an abomination. From that point we passed through the twentieth century and experienced a dramatic transformation in our cultural attitudes about homosexuality. The question is, how did this take place? 
   The answer is that this transformation came about primarily because a few brave people decided to “come out.” They had to do this before anyone else did, and they had to face the approbation of their society when they did so. Nevertheless, they said this is who I am—you have no choice but to accept me. They were role models for others who later came out, which happened more and more as the twentieth century progressed. The next thing you know, we were in a completely different culture. And then, within the space of fifteen years, America’s attitude toward gay marriage flip-flopped from 70-30 against to 80-20 supporting it. This is a complete sea change that has occurred almost immediately, although it was supported by a full century of grassroots cultural activism. 
   Something like this is happening with the UFO phenomenon. We are currently in a period of cultural change on many matters, including this one. Over the past twenty years, I have seen it myself. Without question, our societal attitudes about UFOs are changing. It is only a matter of reaching the tipping point in which those changes results in an irresistible political force.
   I therefore believe that the quality of personal bravery, more than anything else, will facilitate this change. It means being unafraid to talk about this subject to others. 
   It helps to have support groups in which people can get together and discuss the subject with like-minded people. Such activities help us to liberate ourselves intellectually and emotionally, and to show the way for other people to do the same. In Rochester New York, where I live, we have the Rochester UFO Meetup Group, which has met regularly since 2008. Our group has become my second family, and continues to thrive. I think Meetup.com is a great website, a great idea, and you yourself can start one wherever you live. It’s a good way to create something like a center of gravity where you live, to give yourself a sense of community which is absolutely necessary if we are to drive cultural change. It’s one thing to talk to people on Facebook or elsewhere on the web, but there is no substitute for face to face communication. It’s by that direct physical connection with other people that energizes us. After all, we are not robots or aliens—we are human beings who need an emotional connection to other people in order to create true change. We need a sense of community. I think that the Meetup experience is a good path to take to help create such a positive change, just as attending conferences is another. 
   We often hear that there are three stages that every radical and transformative idea goes through. First ridicule. Then attack. Finally, people say, “oh yes, we knew it all along.” So be patient through the ridicule and attacks. The third stage will come. 
   There is another thing we can do to help end the suffocating secrecy that erodes the foundation of our society. It would be—to the extent that it is reasonable and feasible for us—not to participate in this expanding criminal system that is seeking total control over us. Do not participate in the mainstream 24/7 propaganda system that pervades your television. Just don’t participate. Don’t participate in the ritualistic forms of control, either, whether they be the election cycles dominated by corporate-sponsored propaganda, or the orgiastic Super Bowl halftime shows. Don’t obsess over your local sports team, either. I grew up playing a great deal of baseball, and I still love the game. Play sports, by all means. Just don’t participate in the corporate-dominated and propaganda-infested versions of these activities. Don’t do it.
   If you are a parent, homeschooling is another option. I have two children who are now in their late teens, and my wife and I homeschooled them for years. It was a great deal of work, but probably the most rewarding thing we did. They are now two brilliant young people who are in full possession of their own minds. They think for themselves. 
   The point is to do things that allow you a certain amount of independence from the control system. This is what we need to keep this in mind as much as possible. We also need to show other people that it’s possible. 
   Be brave. You can make a difference.
