searchers like Posnasky. He would ac-
tually live on the site while doing his
examinations and in the end conclude
that portions of the structures could be
as old as 14,500 B.C.!

LARGEST AND MOST COMPLEX CROP
CIRGLE, EVER, CONFOUNDS SKEPTICS

For those who have continued to in-
sist that all crop circles are the
work of hoaxsters, the latest manifesta-
tion of the phenomenon may prove to
be more than a little mind bending.

On August 13 on
Milk Hill near Alton
Barnes in Wiltshire, and
close to the great White
Horse geoglyph, ap-
peared the largest and
most complex crop
circle yet seen. (The fa-
mous horse and a pre-
vious circle nearby can
be seen on the cover
issue #14 of Atlantis
Rising.) Over 900 feet
in diameter, the design
contains hundreds of
perfect circles, all of

inspiring, jaw dropping, mind warping,
incomprehensible, bloody huge...”
Crop circle researcher Stuart Dike calls
it “(the) greatest formation to form in
the entire world.”
“It’s difficult to take
on board the sheer scale
and complexity of this
formation,” says Circle-
makers. “It spans ten
tram lines and if you
walked from one side of
the formation to the
other you would have
covered approaching
1500 feet! Compare that
to the average diameter
of formations this year
which is approimately
200 feet. There are over
400 circles incorpo-

which showed up in a
single rainy night.

The Milk Hill formation, as have no
previous occurances, has succeeded in
catching the attention of the press. An-
anova and the BBC are among those
covering it in some detail and quoting
the stunned commentary of eyewit-
nesses. Within a week CNN was broad-
casting the BBC report. Talk show host
Jeff Rense described it as “utterly awe-
some.” The Circlemakers’ website
(http: // www . circlemakers . org/ totc
2001 . html) reports phrases like “Awe

rated into the design, a
record amount dwarfing
all previous formations.”

Researcher Charles Mallett calls it
“the pinnacle, the very epitome of per-
fection, the paragon of all circles.”
Mark Fussell from the Crop Circle Con-
nector website says, “There are not
enough words in the English vocabu-
lary to describe how amazing this crop
circle is.” The Circlemaker adds, “Eve-
ryone is saying this feat is beyond
human ability. This is an unprece-
dented formation and definitely one for

the history books and | don’t think it’s
an overstatement to describe it as truly
paradigm shifting.” (You can view
aerial footage of the formation at crop-
circleconnector.com.)

Regarding the  possibility of
hoaxing, Circlemaker did some calcula-
tions, “If this formation was manmade,
allowing for time to get into and out of
the field under cover of darkness, the
construction time left should be
around four hours. Given that there are
over 400 circles, some of which span
approximately 70 feet, that would
mean that one of those circles would
need to be created every 30 seconds
and that’s not allowing any time for the
surveying, purely flattening. This for-
mation pushes the envelope and that’s
a MASSIVE understatement....my brain
hurts!”

Within a week of the appearance of
Milk Hill’s giant formation rumors were
circulating and even published in some
British papers such as The Guardian
that Milk Hill Circle was manufactured
by Circlemakers.org to promote an up-
coming documentary. Circlemakers ad-
mits to being flattered at the suggestion
but emphatically denies being involved
in any skullduggery. So far, except in
such rumors, the skeptics have not
been heard from, but crop circle aficia-
nados certainly expect Milk Hill to be
rationalized somehow.

The Milk Hill circle is, of course, but
one of many that have appeared this
summer and every summer for years,
principally in the U.K., but elsewhere
as well, and, thus far, without a con-
vincing explanation. In 1994, when a
couple of local pubsters Doug and
Dave claimed to have hoaxed the cir-
cles, the orthodox press eagerly em-
braced their story as the only logical
explanation for the phenomenon, and
proceeded to ignore all further appear-
ances—never mind that the circles have
continued to crop up—even when
Doug and Dave were nowhere near—
and in a size and complexity which
thoroughly discredited even the most
ambitious and industrious of prank-
sters. With the Milk Hill Circle it would
seem that such simplistic and clearly
absurd explanations run the risk of
creating a public backlash. We will
soon see if the guardians of the current
knowledge paradigm are willing to risk
setting themselves up for ridicule. But
in any event, they will certainly have to
come up with something. To do other-
wise would be to put at risk their au-
thority as arbiters of knowledge,
opening us all up to some very far-out
speculation, and, quite possibly, put-
ting them out of work. |

On the program Dr. Schoch dis-
cusses further evidence in support of
the idea that dynastic civilization in
Egypt had a very long prologue indeed,
as demonstrated by himself and John
Anthony West in the water weathering
of the Sphinx.

comet or asteroid could hit earth
and destroy life as we know it, is in for
closer scrutiny in Great Britain. A new
research and education center is now
planned to focus on the possible dan-
gers and to let the public know what
the risks are.

The new plan announced by the
government’s science minister Lord
Sainsbury is part of the response to rec-
ommendations made last year by its
Near Earth Object Task Force.

Sainsbury says he thinks the center
will be able to tell the public that the
chances for such an unwelcome event
are very remote. One would certainly

hope so.

Currently there are no objects from
outer space known to be on a collision
course with earth. Of course this is not
a question on which the world can af-
ford to entertain much doubt. Most sci-
entists believe that a collision with
such an object led to the extinction of
the dinosaurs. The last object of any
size to strike the earth destroyed thou-
sands of miles of forest in Siberia in
1908. Just a few years ago we all
watched in fascination as the shattered
comet Shoemaker Levy crashed into Ju-
piter with a force that would have—if it
had landed here—destroyed the earth.

I n 1999 when Sil-
icon Valley wunder-
kind and billionaire
Joe Firmage an-
nounced he was
leaving the computer
industry to explore
such exotic frontiers
as the search for extra-terrestrial intelli-
gence, many wondered what it would
all come to. Part of their answer may
have come in August when Firmage an-
nounced formation of a new venture to
bring together the best and the
brightest to explore new frontiers in
physics.

Called The Motion Sciences Organi-
zation (http://motionsciences.org) the
new venture was launched as “a 21st
century advanced physics research and
development organization supporting
an international network of individuals,
institutions, and businesses, pioneering
together breakthrough technologies for
21st century life. Motion Sciences is
conducting fundamental theoretical
and experimental research relevant to
the discovery of physical principles
that might enable breakthroughs in pro-
pulsion and energy generation technol-
ogies.” Scientists have joined Motion
Sciences from NASA, Lockheed-Martin,
MIT, Stanford Linear Accelerator, En-
rico Fermi Institute at the University of
Chicago, the University of Maryland,
and Princeton University, and are now
actively conducting research in ad-
vanced electrodynamics, quantum
theory, and materials sciences.

Firmage says these scientists believe
that discoveries of great significance
will be made in the next ten years. In a
letter to the public, he invites us to
“Imagine that we discover by 2005 a
breakthrough in energy generation—a
device that can produce electricity
with almost no fuel, cost, or waste. Im-
agine limitless conversion of seawater
to fresh water by 2015. Imagine that by
2025 we no longer need an electricity
grid. Imagine a pollution-free atmos-
phere by 2030. Imagine a permanent
end to the growing snarls of freeway
traffic by 2040. Imagine a society
which recognizes a human right to
move about as freely as the goods of its
economy—across any border, any time;
or a reusable transportation vehicle
that can take you into space, driven by
a field of force rather than ejection of
propellant. Finally, imagine a green Af-
rica with a vibrant society of human
and natural life in 2051.” W

the first time in the U.S. has
apparently already come and
gone. According to a story by
Joe Lauria published on the
Drudge Report (http://

nance most Americans feel

for the technique.
A bishop of the Quebec-
based Raelian UFO cult Bos-
ellier believes the human
race is a product of cloning
by aliens. The group’s

www.drudgereport.com/
dna.htm) last year Mark
Hunt, a former member of the West
Virginia legislature, hired French bio-
chemist and cloning advocate Brigitte
Boisselier and her organization to clone
his dead son Andrew.

In the face of strenuous opposition
to cloning Boisellier has gained consid-
erable notoriety for her defense of the
practice. In March she testified at hear-
ings on Capitol Hill. No matter what
happens, her group, she says, is pro-
ceeding with its plans to clone a
human being.

Hunt arranged for Boisselier and her
associates to set up their lab in an aban-
doned Nitro, West Virginia classroom
to work with frozen genetic material
taken when his 10-month-old son died
in heart surgery in September 1999.
Hunt says he has spent over a half mil-
lion dollars so far on fees and equip-
ment. The effort had gone on until re-
cently, despite numerous warnings of
possible dangers and the general repug-

leader, French racing car
driver and journalist Claude
Vorilhon, who calls himself Rael,
claims he learned this while on board a
UFO in France in 1973. In making such
claims he puts himself at odds with the
strongly held belief of many new age
groups that cloning, genetic engi-
neering, etc., were among the great
evils which led to the destruction of At-
lantis and which must be guarded
against if we are not to experience a
similar catastrophic destruction of our
current society.

Both state and federal officials have
been investigating the Hunt/Bosellier
project to determine if any laws have
been broken. Until now there have
been no U.S. laws against cloning. The
recent passage, however, by the U.S.
House of Representatives of a bill for-
bidding cloning may soon change that.
President Bush has said that if the
Senate also passes it he will sign the
measure.ll

In 1993, when For-
bidden Archaeology first appeared, Cyprian Broodbank described it in An-
tiquity’s new book section like this: “All the reasons and evidence why
modern humans are not rather recent but most ancient, a very large, very
odd compilation of every anomaly in a very pink jacket.” | included Brood-
bank’s remarks in Forbidden Archaeology’s Impact, which also drew a no-
tice in Antiquity’s new book section, this time (March 1999) from Nicholas
James: “Antiquity’s receptiveness to alternative archaeologies has been re-
warded with mention in Cremo’s review of the world’s responses to his pre-
vious opus. Part of our comment is even quoted on the dust-jacket, along
with those of Richard Leaky [sic] and — Oyez!

",.-‘ cerned, the things that were dug up don’t exist—
l‘ because the circumstances of their discovery have not
been officially reported to colleagues. So, in this sense, nonpubli-
cation is a kind of destruction of archaeological evidence. During

the time of nonpublication, archaeologists
often deny their colleagues access to the artifacts
that have been recovered. One critic noted that 80
percent of all ltalian archaeological material has not
been published.

That’s interesting. But there’s more. Stoddard and
Malone go on to speak of “another dimension of ar-
chaeological iconoclasm . . . that of falsification,”
thus entering deeply into my territory, the territory of
forbidden archaeology, They note that archeologists
are under such pressure to produce spectacular re-
sults that they sometimes cheat: “We personally re-
member meeting a brilliant colleague who over-
extended the distribution of Mycenaean sherds in
Tuscany by creative re-use of sherds from a museum
store.” In other words, their brilliant colleague took
Mycenaean potsherds from a museum’s storage
rooms and planted them in sites in Tuscany, claiming
that he found them there. His cheating was exposed
when suspicious colleagues took the pieces he
claimed to have discovered in the field and fitted
their edges to the edges of pieces he left in the mu-
seum. Stoddard and Malone, observing that their
briliant colleague would not have been detected
simply by study of his published work, remind us: “Ar-
chaeological research is ultimately based on trust ...
a trust that what we pubilish is a truthful account.”
Such trust is often misplaced, it seems.

Stoddard and Malone included in their editorial
some thoughts on contemporary archaeological
fraud written by archaeologist Paul Bahn. He found
the case of senior Japanese archaeologist Shinichi
Fujimara especially troubling. Late last year, Fujimara
was videotaped planting artifacts at a site in Japan,
and photographs from the tape were published on
the front page of a leading national newspaper
(Manichi Shimbun). Fujimara, deputy director of the
Tohoku Palaeolithic Institute, admitted planting 61 of
65 artifacts found at the Kamitakamori site and all 29
artifacts found at the Soshinfudozaka site. Bahn had
included artifacts from the Kamitakamori in an ar-
chaeology textbook he coauthored with Colin Ren-
frew.

In addition to deliberate faking of discoveries,
Bahn (p. 237) listed several other kinds of dishonesty
prevalent in archaeology, including : (1) “the distor-
tion or extremely partisan selection of evidence;” (2)
“exaggerated claims;” (3) “the prevention of col-
leagues’ access to objects or data;” (4) “the preven-
tion of publication by critics or opponents, together
with blockage of their representation in the media;”
(5) “ferocious and bullying reactions to the slightest
criticism, especially aimed at intimidating younger
colleagues.” And the list goes on.

Bahn states (p. 238): “In archaeology as a whole the above types of dis-
honesty have flourished for the simple reason that nobody is willing or able
to expose the culprits publicly, although there are frequent mutterings in
conference corridors or behind closed doors. Even here, | am unable to
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name names, since it would expose both me and this journal to litigation—
although | could cite specific examples for all of the above.” Bahn says that
the dishonest goes on because “no one, least of all the media, checks the
facts; or simply because most people find it hard to believe that scholars
could lie and cheat so brazenly.”

Maybe we should start a legal defense fund for Antiquity so that Stod-
dard and Malone could allow Bahn to name the names in a future issue?

Anyways, nhone of this fraudulent behavior among archaeologists is sur-
prising to students of forbidden archaeology, least of all to me. (And | have
named a few names in my day.) The case of Virginia Steen-Mclntyre is in-
structive. She and her colleagues, using a variety of techniques, obtained
an age of about 250,000 to 300,000 years for the Hueyatlaco site in Mexico,
where stone tools of a type made only by anatomically modern humans
were uncovered by archaeologists. The archaeologists, committed to a re-
cent origin of
modern humans
(100,000 years) and
an even more re-
cent entry of
modern humans
into the Americas
(25,000 years), re-
fused to accept
the dates. And
when Virginia
Steen-Mclintyre re-
fused to accept
their denial, she
was subjected to
the kind of pres-
sures that Bahn lists
above, ending a
promising career. |
myself have had
some personal ex-
perience of these
things. When
working with pro-
ducer Bill Cote on the NBC television special The Mysterious Origins of Man, |
found we were blocked from seeing the anomalous artifacts from the Cali-
fornia gold mines, which were being kept out of sight in the storage rooms
of a museum controlled at the University of California at Berkeley. We also
found that orthodox scientists, led by UC Berkeley paleontologist Jere Lipps,
engaged in an organized effort to stop NBC from broadcasting the pro-
gram. When that failed, another paleontologist, Allison R. Palmer of the Insti-
tute for Cambrian Studies, tried to get the Federal Communications Com-
mission to punish NBC for having shown this program, which directly
contradicted the sacrosanct Darwinian account of human origins.

But there is a more fundamental issue at stake. In my studies of Vedic
epistemology, | have learned that all varieties of material knowledge are in-
fected by four defects. These are (1) karana-apatava, imperfect senses; (2)
bhrama, mistakes; (3) pramada, illusion; and (4) vipralipsa, cheating. If you
look carefully enough, you will find abundant examples of each in every
field of material knowledge, including archaeology. This certainly calls into
question the conclusions arrived at by such systems of knowledge, espe-
cially when compared to the process of acquiring knowledge through other
methods, such as accepting knowledge from divinely inspired records of
ancient wisdom traditions. In my own work, | have relied on accounts of ex-
treme human antiquity found in the ancient Sanskrit writings of India to
guide my research into the history of modern archaeology. The Babylonian
king lists, Chinese emperor lists, Egyptian pharaoh lists, and Mayan calen-
dars may also be added to the list of ancient wisdom sources that can help
guide researchers into the history of human beings on our planet (and other
planets). B

Paradox

Will Scotty Really BeariyUs Up
Some Day? Scientists Are Finding
Out, the Answer May Be, Yes!

s it possible that one day we will

be able to enter a teleportation

booth, have our atoms taken

apart, transmitted to a receiver

booth some distance away, and
reassembled, no worse for wear? Such
ideas once seemed to be strictly sci-
ence fiction.

Now, however, it turns out that in
the strange world of quantum physics,
teleportation is not only theoretically
possible, it can actually happen.

One group of researchers at the
University of Innsbruck in Austria pub-
lished an account of the first experi-
ment to verify quantum teleportation
(Nature, December 11, 1997). Another
team headed by Francesco De Martini
in Rome has submitted similar evi-
dence to Physical Review Letters.

Neither group has managed to
beam themselves to the moon, yet
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what they did prove is still
pretty amazing. Anton Zei-
linger, De Martini and their
colleagues demonstrated
independently that it is
possible to transfer the
properties of one quantum
particle (such as a photon)
to another—even if the two
are at opposite ends of the
galaxy.

Until recently, physicists had all but
ruled out teleportation, in essence be-
cause all particles behave simultane-
ously like particles and like waves. It
would violate the Heisenberg uncer-
tainty principle of quantum me-
chanics—that it is impossible to ever
measure wave and particle properties
at the same time. The more you learn
about one set of characteristics, the less
you can say about the other with any

real certainty.

Einstein originally proposed the pos-
sibility of quantum teleportation. How-
ever he presented it as “The Einstein-
Podlosky-Rosen (EPR) Paradox.” meant
to disprove quantum mechanics.

The wusual view of quantum me-
chanics says that a wave function deter-
mines the probabilities of an actual ex-
perimental result and that it is the most
complete possible specification of the
quantum state. Einstein believed the
predictions of quantum mechanics to
be correct, but only as the result of sta-
tistical distributions of other unknown
but real properties of the particles.

In 1993, though, an international
team of six scientists proposed an end-
run around the uncertainty principle
based on the Einstein-Podolsky-Rosen
effect theorem.

When two particles come into con-
tact with one another, they can be-
come entangled. In an entangled state,
both particles remain part of the same
quantum system so that whatever you
do to one of them affects the other in a
predictable, domino-like fashion. Thus,
the group showed how, in principle,
entangled particles might serve as trans-
porters of sorts. By introducing a third
message particle to one of the entan-
gled particles, one could transfer its
properties to the other one, without
ever measuring those properties.

These ideas were not verified until
the Innsbruck experiment. The re-
searchers produced pairs of entangled
photons and showed they could
transfer the polari-

zation state from
one photon to an-
other.
David Bohm, a
physicist who
studied under
Neils Bohr, wrote
extensively on
quantum me-
chanics. Like Ein-
stein he wasn’t
happy with some
of the implica-
tions of quantum
mechanics. For in-
stance, the idea
that particles have
no existence until
they are observed

by someone.
Bohm’s answer was a new theory
postulating  something called a

Quantum potential, a kind of weak type
nuclear force which doesn’t diminish
with distance. Using this model he was
able to explain all of the unusual effects
of quantum mechanics and Einsteinian
theory. Eventually it occurred to him
that he was proposing that on the sub-
nuclear level of existence, there is no

But Establishment Archaeology Continues to Ignore His Legacy

uly 12 through the 14th, archae-
ologists from distant parts of the
world met in Honduras. Some of
the most prominent academic
scholars from the United States,
Japan, Australia, and Brazil
joined with their Mexican and Hon-
duran colleagues to publicly present
their latest discoveries. “The First
Copan Congress: Art, Science and Re-
ligion in the Maya World” took place in
Copan Ruinas, a small town not far
from the famous ceremonial center.
For more than one hundred years,
Copan has been the most thoroughly
studied of major Mesoamerican sites,
primarily because of its relatively high
level of original (not restored) preserva-
tion, and particularly for its “Hiero-
glyphic Staircase,” the Mayas, longest
inscribed text. With its on-going deci-
pherment, thanks in large measure to
the efforts of the late Linda Schele, the
history of the Maya is being revealed.

The Congress was sponsored by
Honduras, Institute of Tourism and the
well-known American periodical, Ar-
chaeology magazine. The 350 delegates
included university professors, geolo-
gists, and journalists from Scientific
American, Astronomy, Atlantic
Monthly, The Los Angeles Times, PBS,
Fodors, Conde Nast, and yours truly for
Ancient American and Atlantis Rising.
National archaeologist, Ricardo Agurica
Fasquelle, directed the twenty one
presentations, each limited to thirty
minutes. They were delivered in either
Spanish or English, and simultaneously
broadcast over national television and
radio. Unlike other events of its kind,
the conference was particularly impor-
tant because it amounted to an an-
nouncement of the latest finds per-
taining to Maya Civilization generally
and Copan specifically. As such, its
speakers brought listeners up to date
on the current level of Mesoamerican
studies.

The presenters were all hard-core
members of the Scientific Establish-
ment, something of a club one joins
upon university graduation. You are ex-
pected to support your colleagues’ re-
search, and they yours. If you don’t,
you’ll be tossed out, and your tenure
snatched away (see Ancient American,
volume 3, issue 19/20, page 72). The
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merest hint of pre-Columbian influ-
ences from overseas is enough to risk
becoming an academic pariah. Conse-
quently, a cultural diffusionist attending
the Honduran conference was like a
pin-cushion salesman at a nudist con-
vention. Even within the narrow param-
eters they set for themselves, however,
conventional archaeologists continue to
find invaluable evidence, some of it,
amusingly enough, tending to confirm
their worst fears.

For example, during Karl Taube’s
slide presentation, “The Symbolism of
Jade Among the Classic Maya,” he
showed the image of a newly discov-
ered Mayan glyph. A pair of serpents
stretched in opposing directions from a
square enclosing a “T”. Had James
Churchward been in the audience at
the time, he doubtless would have rec-
ognized the glyph as the very emblem
of Mu itself. In his books describing the
lost civilization of the Pacific, the
Colonel reproduced this same symbol
as representing the “Tree of Life” cen-
tral to the religion of the sunken
kingdom. In the 1920s, after fifty years
of personal interviews with Brahman
priests and worldwide research,

Churchward published his findings,
which described a large land-mass in
the Pacific Ocean, where mankind de-
veloped the first civilized arts. It was
destroyed by a natural catastrophe, but
survivors carried its spiritual principles
eastward to the Americas and west-
ward across Polynesia into Asia.

His characterization of Mu seems
embodied in the Mayan glyph, not only
because of its perfect resemblance to
the “T”. But the square surrounding it,
with its four corners signifying the car-
dinal directions, thereby implied a land
area. So too, the serpent heads ex-
tending left and right from the “T”
square suggest eastward and westward
migrations from Mu. Doubtless, Dr.
Taube would have disagreed. He
pointed out that the “T” glyph was pro-
nounced “ik.” Mayan for “wind.” and
the twin “serpents” represented breath
from the nostrils. He is certainly cor-
rect, but his interpretation does not
necessarily rule out Churchward’s ver-
sion, and may even complement it.
After all, the Mayan glyphs were devel-
oped over many centuries, during
which their original meanings certainly
mutated, at least. Moreover, “breath”
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signifies “life,” and Churchward wrote
that Mu’s “T’-glyph symbolized the
“Tree of Life”; the two interpretations
seem at least fundamentally comple-
mentary. Professor Taube did mention,
however, that jade artifacts embla-
zoned with the “ik”-sign meant cen-
trality, just as Churchward’s “T” stood
for the center of the world at Mu.

His insistence that the Maya elite
were descendants of culture-bearers
from that lost “Motherland” seemed
uncannily borne out by the portrait
statuary standing in ruined splendor at
the plaza of Copan itself. The confer-
ence afforded my first visit to this fa-
mous ceremonial center, and | was
struck by the abundance of obviously
non-Indian faces belonging to its me-
morialized rulers. Many appeared dis-
tinctly Chinese or Indonesian. The
statue of a so-called “maize-god” gestic-
ulated with hand gestures, known as
“mudras” in India, typical of stone-
frieze temple-art throughout the Sub-
Continent. Other sculpted heads were
unmistakably European, even to goa-
tees and mustaches—this among the
beardless natives. On the facade of
Copan’s early pyramid, the “Rosalila,”
the first ruler of the ceremonial city,
Kinich-Yax-K’uk-Mo, is portrayed with
a thin blond mustache.

These anomalous countenances are
complemented by an abundance of

supporting artifactual materials. The
nearly full-size statue in the round of an
unidentified male figure sits in the
classic “lotus position” for meditation,
eyes closed, Buddha-like, while an en-
ergy-form emanates from his head. The
whole impression of this work is abso-
lutely identical to the same kind of sa-
cred art featured throughout the an-
cient holy city of Benares, in India. An
unspecified “religious decoration” on
the flanks of one of the seven-ton lime-
stone stele is a self-evident “ankh,” an-
cient Egypt’s most ubiquitous spiritual
symbol for “life.” A 15-foot long, 2.5-
foot wide frieze is sculpted with godly
representations of the heavens, in-
cluding the moon, sun and Milky Way.
Supporting this “sky band” on his
shoulders is an aged White man, pre-
cisely the same mythic image of the
Greek Atlas—according to Plato, the
first king of Atlantis, after whom the is-
land was named.

Considering these visual clues from
either side of the world, the double-
headed serpent from the Mayan “T”
glyph does indeed suggest various influ-
ences from east and west. Cultural dif-
fusionists and investigators of Mu and
Atlantis long before and since Church-
ward have argued that Mesoamerica
was impacted by visitors from both
sunken civilizations, followed by others
who came after them from Egypt,

India, Japan and China.

Discussion of these apparent influ-
ences throughout Copan were never
broached by any of the conference’s
nearly two dozen archaeologists. They
did not so much as allude to the sem-
inal foundation account of the Mayas
themselves, who recalled that their civ-
ilization was sparked in the distant past
by a bearded, fair-haired man arriving
over the Atlantic Ocean with his tech-
nologically advanced followers from a
great kingdom on the other side of the
sea. This, of course, was Kukulcan, the
famous “Feathered Serpent,” who
nonetheless rated not a single word
from the presenters. Why? Because he
might call to mind the forbidden “A”-
word?

While conventional archaeologists
are narrowly focused in their work,
and therefore too subjective for objec-
tive appreciation of their often valuable
discoveries beyond the immediate pa-
rameters of the localized environment
in which they find them, they nonethe-
less merit praise for their sometimes
spectacular achievements. A recent ex-
ample was the excavation conducted
earlier this year by Japanese archaeolo-
gist, Seiichi Nakamura. He unearthed a
fourth royal tomb at Copan, which fea-
tured the only known Maya queen.
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veryone interested in finding

out the real story of our past

is familiar with the various

methods used to date the pyr-

amids. Two methods most
commonly mentioned are erosion and
the “precession” of the equinoxes.
While erosion is conclusive as to a pyr-
amid age greater than popularly as-
cribed, dating with precession, which
seeks to pinpoint the time of the pyra-
mids’ construction, presents problems
of interpretation. The phenomenon
precession measures is precise, but the
cause of precession is not. If the cause
is not precise, then using precession as
a dating method is risky.

Viewing reality through the belief
that the sun moved around the earth,
pre-Copernican astronomers plotted its
course through the stars. Creating con-
stellations out of the stars and placing
the constellations in “houses” ac-
cording to the cycles of the moon, they
divided the sky into 12 equal parts
known as the zodiac. Viewing the night
sky just before sunrise, they viewed the
sun as rising in a particular house of the
zodiac. As the year progressed, the sun
moved from west to east, each month
entering a new house of the zodiac.

During the day, we view the sun
moving across the sky from east to west
so the yearly movement of the sun
through the houses of the zodiac is op-
posite its movement during the day.

From Copernicus we know that the
sun’s movement is only apparent. The
movement of the sun across the day sky
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is the result of the earth’s rotation and
the movement of the sun through the
houses of the zodiac is the result of the
earth’s orbit around the sun. An addi-
tional apparent motion of the sun back
and forth across the equator results
from the sun striking the earth at dif-
ferent angles as it orbits the sun. The
tilt of the earth’s axis is the cause of
this apparent motion.

However, to the ancient astrono-
mers, the sun’s motion was not ap-
parent, but real, and they spent a great
deal of time recording that movement.
Viewing the heavens as a backdrop of
stars rotating in a 360-degree sphere
around a stationary earth, they were
quick to note any variance of the mo-
tion of the sun against this backdrop
because it presented information about
the nature of the universe.

Some two millennium ago an astron-
omer named Hipparchus recorded a
discrepancy in the sun’s uniform mo-
tion from west to east through the
houses of the zodiac. The ancients had
long divided the year by four points de-
termined by the apparent motion of the
sun back and forth over the equator.
Using the point the sun was overhead,
the northern- and southern-most points
were called the solstices and the mid-
points, the two points the sun passed
over the equator, were called equi-
noxes.

The equinox that occurred in the
spring was considered the most impor-
tant to astronomers because it gave the
best view of the milky way with its
abundance of measurable stars. The
spring equinox is defined by a specific

position of the sun with respect to the
earth and can be used to fix the posi-
tion of both with respect to the vast
backdrop of stars against which the sun
moved.

Hipparchus measured the position
of stars at the spring equinox. Marking
one and carefully noting its position
with respect to the horizon at sunrise
on the spring equinox, he found that
the star reached the marking point a
little later each year. Either the star was
arriving late or the equinox was ar-
riving early.

Because he believed the equinox
was determined by the movement of
the sun, Hipparchus did not view the
star as arriving late, but rather as the
spring equinox occurring early. The
equinox, he concluded, had preceded
the equinox of the prior year. Thus, he
viewed the phenomena as the preces-
sion of the equinoxes.

Hipparchus viewed the early appear-
ance of the equinox as an alteration of
the overall yearly movement of the sun
from west to east. By falling short of
the point marked by the star each year,
the sun was actually moving in a vastly
slower cycle in the other direction,
from east to west. As the sun moved in
a circle of 360 degrees, Hipparchus had
no trouble computing the length of his
newly discovered cycle. By dividing the
seconds of a minute of a degree of the
part of the circle the star moved for the
period of time, Hipparchus measured
the delay into 360 degrees, the as-
sumed length of the movement, he

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concluded that the precession of the
equinoxes occurred over a 26,000 year
period.

A 26,000-year period meant that the
precession of the equinoxes caused the
sun which passed west to east through
the houses of the zodiac yearly to
move east to west, spending 2,160
years in each house. The circular mo-
tion is an assumption made as a result
of the belief that the heavens revolved
around the earth. With the sun in es-
sentially the same house it has been
since Hipparchus
discovered the
measurement, it is
a long period pre-
diction incapable
of confirmation.

Yet it is this
26,000-year pe-
riod that modern
astronomers use
to date events.

Today we re-
alize that the sun
and the planets or-
biting it move
through space and
as a result, the
measurement
known as the pre-
cession of the
equinoxes could
be the result of
the movement of
both the earth and
the sun with re-
spect to the marked star. Hipparchus
had two choices: Either the sun was
moving with respect to a stationary
earth or the star was moving with re-
spect to the sun. Caught in his belief in
a stationary earth, Hipparchus assumed
that the relationship of the sun to the
earth changed.

Five hundred years ago, Copernicus
showed that the apparent motion of
the sun across the sky by day and from
west to east through the houses of the
zodiac by year could be explained by a
rotating earth orbiting the sun. This left
him to explain the cause of the preces-
sion of the equinoxes.

Copernicus assumed that the move-
ment measured as precession was, like
the first two movements of the sun, ap-
parent motion. He therefore sought to
explain it on the basis of the motion of
the earth in its orbit. He concluded
that with the earth spinning on its axis
while orbiting the sun, precession was
the natural result of the spin in the di-
rection of its orbit, the spin moving the
earth forward in its orbit ever so little
each year.

This would eventually place the
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spring equinox in summer. As the sol-
stices and equinoxes are objective
points on the earth’s orbit determined
by the tilt in the earth’s axis of rota-
tion, this result could not occur and
the question of precession was lost in
the uproar over removing the earth as
the center of the universe. It was not
until Galileo fought and won this battle
that Newton was able to return to the
question of the cause of precession.
Newton faced the same situation
Hipparchus faced with one difference.
Hipparchus believed in a stationary
earth while Newton believed in a sta-
tionary sun. Hipparchus had the choice
of concluding the star moved with re-
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spect to a stationary earth or the sun’s
movement gave the marked star ap-
parent motion. Newton had the choice
of concluding that the star moved with
respect to a stationary sun or the
earth’s movement gave the star ap-
parent motion.

Newton agreed with Hipparchus
that the star’s movement was only ap-
parent. With a stationary sun, and the
inability to move the equinoxes to ac-
count for the apparent motion as both
Hipparchus and Copernicus had,
Newton was limited to describing the
star’s apparent motion solely by the
earth’s rotation on its axis. Knowing
that the apparent motion of the sun
across the equator was caused by the
tilt of this axis, he realized that the ro-
tation of the axis itself would produce
similar motion. Using the marking star
as Hipparchus had, he was able to con-
clude that the rotation of the earth’s
axis could be computed to the same
26,000-year cycle.

Having hypothesized a motion that
explained precession, Newton sought

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n interesting letter re-
garding the origins of
the width of the
track, or the gauge,
of the British
(worldwide) railway systems
appeared recently on an In-
ternet chatroom. Perhaps the
author was being a little
tongue-in-cheek, but he sug-
gested that this gauge origi-
nated with the Romans, who
made wagons of a particular
dimension. Because deep ruts
were made in roadways and
tracks, as can be clearly seen
at the famous Roman quarry
trackways of Malta, all the suc-
ceeding wagon designs had to
use the same width or gauge—
or risk damaging their wheels
on the ruts.

Much later, coal-mining
tracks used the same gauge,
and it was from these early
horse-drawn mining trucks at
Tyneside in Britain that
George Stephenson designed
one of the first railway engines
in the world, the Rocket. The
author then went on to ob-
serve that Thiokol, the de-
signers of the solid rocket
boosters on the space shuttle,
were constrained in their de-
sign by the need to transport
the Shuttle’s boosters by rail.
Thus, in the words of this In-
ternet wit, the dimensions of
the shuttle were ultimately de-
creed by the width of the rear-
ends of a couple of Roman
horses.

But, as is often the case, there is
nothing new under the Sun. Having re-
searched the subject a little, | found an
almost identical quotation (minus the
space-shuttle quip) in a venerable old
tome, which was penned by one Stuart
H. Holbrook. | never did find a precise
date for Mr. Holbrook’s work but, un-
fortunately for the claims to originality
by the Internet wit, this original
posting was written in nineteenth cen-
tury English.

Whatever the date for the origins of
this quote, it was an interesting and hu-
morous posting that had more than an
element of truth as a backdrop. Just
why have our standard measurements
and designs come into current usage?
Was this by design, accident or, as this
author would have us believe, a histor-
ical comedy of coincidences? This was
a question | had already tried to tackle
in the book Thoth, and the surprising
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. Was the Width of Modernh
¥ Rail-Tracks Set by the
Pyramid-Builders?

answer that | came up with was that
most of our measurement systems are
based on the dimensions of the Great
Pyramid (GP) and the Thoth or Royal
cubit of ancient Egypt.

My Egyptian speculation was pri-
marily driven by one fact—that there
are exactly 1,760 yards in the Imperial
mile unit, and there are also exactly
1,760 cubits in the Great Pyramid’s pe-
rimeter. It seemed obvious that the
British Measurement System was based
either upon the dimensions of the
Great Pyramid itself or, perhaps, upon
the same principles that the Great Pyr-
amid’s designer had used.

Thus, it was natural for me to inves-
tigate the railway gauge in terms of
Egyptian units, as we shall see shortly.
So, how was this worldwide railway
gauge derived in the first place? The
‘standard’ railway gauge, as it became
known, measures 4 feet 8.5 inches; so
what was the reason for using this
rather peculiar dimension? The history
of the unit is that it was used at the

coal mines in Tyneside, and

then the horse tramways in

Newcastle-upon-Tyne; both

being east-coast towns in Eng-
land. This gauge was subse-
quently copied by George Ste-
phenson, presumably for
economic reasons, for his
Stockton to Darlington
railway. His son, Robert, then
used the same gauge once
more for his Liverpool to Man-
chester line. As Britain made
the majority of railway engines
at this time, this gauge width
was then subsequently
adopted by the majority of
countries across the whole
world.
| have not seen a definitive
rationale for the original Tyne-
side gauge width, but the influ-
ences on its choice would
have included the size of the
mine shaft tunnels, or drifts,
and the amount of coal that a
horse or two could pull. But,
nevertheless, the actual gauge
measurement they finally
chose is rather perplexing;
why would anyone choose a
dimension of 4 feet 8.5 inches?
Why not 4 feet, or 5 feet, or
perhaps 4 feet 6 inches? The
Russians chose 5 feet, and the
! Spanish, 5 feet 6 inches (these
L] were not metric, but Imperial
measurements, due to the
British and American lead in
locomotive design). Both of
these alternative gauges com-
prised whole-number or
simple fraction dimensions,
and so the reason for their
choice would seem to be
more than obvious. The dimension of
the standard gauge’s 4 feet 8.5 inches,
however, is 4.7083 feet, and it does
not resolve into a simple fraction at all.
So why was it chosen?

Could it be, by some remote
chance, that the reason for this strange
measurement lies in the conversion of
this Imperial dimension into Egyptian
Thoth cubits—where it then produces
2.75 cubits? It has to be said that this
measurement is a much simpler frac-
tion than the Imperial version, so did
this fact somehow influence the
strange choice of gauge width? A dank
coal mine on the moors of northeast
England may be a strange place to find
an Egyptian cubit, but bear in mind
that the coal mine barons of the eight-
eenth and nineteenth centuries were
amongst the most wealthy and influen-
tial industrialists in the world. It is also
true that the wagon gauge of ancient
Greece was apparently ‘between 4 feet
6 inches and 5 feet 1 inch which is un-
deniably close to the ‘standard’ gauge
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width. Did such an ancient custom,
somehow or other, find its way into
Britain?

Even if the Thoth (Royal) cubit from
Egypt did lie behind this strange choice
of railway gauge, why on earth should
anyone choose a unit of 2.75 cubits
rather than a whole number like 3 cu-
bits? The answer could well be that
just about all the dimensions of the
Great Pyramid (GP) are based on the
5.5 cubit rod length.

It just so happens that the ‘standard’
gauge of the railways also measures
2.75 tc. (To be accurate, 2.75 tc actu-
ally measures 4 feet 8.65 inches, if a
cubit length of
52.33 cms were

The first iron rails for tramways
were forged in Britain in 1789. The
world’s first real railway, Richard Trevi-
thick’s locomotive ‘New Castle,” on the
Pen-y-darren Tramway near Merthyr
Tydfil, South Wales, was built in 1804.
George Stephenson copied this idea,
but his Stockton to Darlington line,
built in 1825, was not what one would
really call a railway. The Stephenson’s
first real railway was the Liverpool to
Manchester line of 1829, where Robert
Stephenson’s stage-managed event with
the locomotive ‘Rocket’ eventually
stole all the railway accolades from the
true pioneer, Trevithick.

Isambard Kingdom Brunel’s revolu-
tionary Great Western Railway was not
commenced until 1836, when his
much wider seven-feet gauge railway
was first proposed. It is clear that, al-
though the 4 feet 8.5 inch gauge was
widely adopted around the early nine-
teenth century by Stephenson and his
followers, this was obviously not a uni-
versal British standard, enshrined in
law, at this time. Each railway proposal
came before Parliament with its own
set of specifications and was approved
on its merits. The original specification
for the Great Western railway pro-
posed the standard gauge, but Brunel
then changed the bill to specify a
seven-feet gauge track and Parliament

Emoto visited British
Columbia recently, told
his story and presented
new information he’s
learned after the publi-
cation of his book of
dozens of extraordinary
photographs, The Mes-
sage from Water. He
had received a docto-
rate in alternative medi-
cine from The Interna-
tional Open University
in Sri Lanka in 1992. His
background is as a
healer who treated
more than 15,000
people and as an author
of a dozen books about

] subtle energies.

Meeting with Dr. Lee
H. Lorenzen first turned
Emoto toward re-
searching water. Lo-
renzen, who had
studied biochemistry at
UC Berkeley, developed
a type of water called Magnetic Reso-
nance Water to heal his own wife’s
health problems. Through Lorenzen,
Emoto got his hands on a machine
called a Magnetic Resonance Analyzer

(MRA) that was said to measure “chi.”
When speaking of chi, Emoto uses the
Japanese word hado, meaning “the
world of subtle energy related to con-
sciousness.”

Back in Japan, Emoto says, he
learned that hado water produced by
Lorenzen at Emoto’s request improves
people’s health. His patients’ families
could see the improvements, but skep-
tics scoffed at the suggestion that
water could hold and impart health-
enhancing information. Who has seen
chi? What does hado look like?

To show the skeptics that what was
happening in the Hado water was
more than merely imagined effects,
Emoto wanted a tool or method for
measuring differences between one
type of water and another. In 1994 he
read a book that started him thinking
about how he might be able to find
such a method. The book noted that
even after a few million years of snow
falling on earth, as far as scientists can
find there aren’t any two snowflakes
that are identical. This led Emoto to
ask if freezing water samples would be
a way to see information held by wa-
ters subjected to different influences.

He knew that homeopathic dilu-
tions continuously hold information—
about molecules of substances that had

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e may not realize it,
but we’re going
through the death
throes of a funda-
mental geological
doctrine, a doctrine called “uniformi-
tarianism” which holds that the geolog-
ical processes we see today are the
same which have always been, and
that while changes do occur, the pro-
cess is gradual, unfolding over aeons.

Right. Try selling that one to your
children. They’ve been steeped in
class, through TV and movies in an al-
together more radical view of how
things work, geologically speaking.
That model is called “catastrophism”
and is exemplified by the now famous
“asteroid that wiped out the dino-
saurs.” Yes, we’re talking about Chicx-
ylub crater in the Yucatan and an as-
teroid strike some 65,000,000 years
ago.

In 1950 this was the rankest sort of
scientific heresy. The chief heretic was
a man named Immanuel Velikovsky, a
man who made vast contributions to a
variety of disciplines, but who today is
all but unknown, even to many who
benefit directly from his pioneering
work.

Immanuel Velikovsky was a Russian
Jew born June 10, 1895 in Vitebsk
who mastered several languages as a
child. He graduated from gymnasium
(high school) in 1913 with a gold
medal, having performed exceptionally
in Russian and mathematics. He then
left Russia for a time, traveled to Eu-
rope and Palestine, and took natural
sciences (premed) courses at the Uni-
versity of Edinburgh, Scotland. He re-
turned to what was then Tsarist Russia
before World War | started and en-
rolled in the University of Moscow,
somehow not being swept up in either
the slaughter on the Eastern Front or
the civil war when the Bolsheviks
came to power in 1917, to emerge
with a medical degree in 1921, and
also strong backgrounds in history and
law. Shortly thereafter, he moved to
Vienna, Austria, where Cupid’s arrow
found him, resulting in his marriage to
Elisheva Kramer, a young violinist.
While in Vienna, he edited the Scripta
Universitatis, a major academic work
to which Albert Einstein contributed
the mathematical-physical science sec-
tion. He also studied psychoanalysis
under Sigmund Freud’s pupil, Wilhelm
Stekel, and studied the working of the
brain in Zurich, Switzerland.

By 1924 Velikovsky and his wife
were living in Palestine, where he
practiced psychoanalysis. He con-
tinued his academic editing work by
taking on the Scripta Academica Hier-
osolymitana, a major Jewish piece of

scholarship. 1930 saw his first original
contribution, in the form of a paper
which argued that epileptics are char-
acterized by pathological, distinctive,
encephalogram patterns. A portion of
his writings appeared in Freud’s
Imago. It was Freud’s Moses and Mon-
otheism, though, which was to plant
the fateful seed that led Immanuel Veli-
kovsky from the quiet pursuits of
healing minds and organizing great
thoughts to worldwide fame, ten years
of academic ostracism and a lifetime of
vilification and scorn. The seed was a
nagging wondering whether Freud’s
hero, the monotheist iconoclast Pha-
raoh Akhnaton (various spellings)
might be the real life model for Oed-
ipus, the legendary individual whose
strange desires and worse acts were
said by the Freudians to underly the
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“The Seventh Plague of Egypt” by John Martin

psychology of all young men. Veli-
kovsky later argued in Oedipus and
Akhnaton that Akhnaton was indeed
the real life model for the tragic and
legendary Oedipus. In 1939 Velikovsky
went on sabbatical for a year and took
his family with him to the United States
only weeks before World War Il began.
He spent the next eight months doing
research in the great libraries of New
York.

April 1940 brought another key
question to the fore in Velikovsky’s
questing mind, a mind well trained in
ancient history and steeped in the He-
brew faith. Was there any evidence in
Egyptian records of the great catas-
trophes depicted in the Bible as pre-
ceding the Exodus?

Velikovsky went looking and came
up with what’s known as the Papyrus
Ipuwer, a set of lamentations by an
Egyptian sage by the name of Ipuwer
describing a series of disasters which
befell his beloved country, disasters
which matched those described in the
Book of Exodus, source of the well-
known description which first ap-
peared in the King James Version of
“hail and burning hail” which de-
stroyed Egypt’s crops. This rather
amazing bombardment is the result of
human interference, you see. The KJV
dates back to the 1600s, and it wasn’t
until the middle to late 1700s that a sci-
entific concept for meteorite even ex-
isted. Thus, when the translators en-
countered the Hebrew barad (stone)
in the earliest manuscripts they had,
they elected to render it as “hail.” Veli-

kovsky noticed description after de-
scription in myths and legends and his-
torical accounts of “burning pitch”
falling from the heavens, and from this
he proceeded to develop such deep in-
sights into the nature and structure of
Venus that some answers wouldn’t be
forthcoming for many years. More on
this later.

The discovery of Papyrus Ipuwer
launched Velikovsky on nothing less
than an attempt to reconcile the con-
flicting Hebrew and Egyptian chronolo-
gies, an effort which eventually led to
academic war with the Egyptologists,
archaeologists and ancient historians
when he published his book Ages in
Chaos (revised chronology) in 1952
and Earth in Upheaval (geological and
paleontological evidence for Worlds in
Collision (WiC)) in 1955. A titanic
clash with the full force of the astrono-
mers, cosmologists, experts in celestial
mechanics and academicians ensued
when Velikovsky presumed to upset
their tidy model of an orderly, highly
stable cosmos by publishing his bomb-
shell, Worlds in Collision, in 1950.

The key idea from which the book
arose came about in October 1940
when Velikovsky, reading the Book of
Joshua, noticed that a shower of mete-
orites preceded the sun’s “standing
still.” This made him wonder whether
this might be a description not of a
local event, but a global one. He went
looking for evidence, not just in the
history and archaeology, but in the
myths, legends and repressed memo-
ries of all humanity, his psychoanalyt-
ical training standing him in excellent

stead there. What he found indicated
to him that the planet Venus was the
major player in a series of global cata-
clysms recorded all over the world. It
also made him wonder whether it
might be related to the upheavals pre-
ceding the Exodus.

For ten years Velikovsky, now a per-
manent resident of the United States,
continued to research his two manu-
scripts, meanwhile trying to find a pub-
lisher for WiC. Two dozen publisher re-
jections later, the Macmillan Company,
a major publisher of academic text-
books, agreed to publish his book, and
even before publishing it ran into such
blatant pressure tactics from the scien-
tists who wrote its books and the aca-
demics who bought them that the firm
was ultimately forced to transfer the
then number one bestseller to its com-
petitor, Doubleday, where it went on
to enjoy worldwide success, aided con-
siderably by a public backlash against
the pressure tactics.

Internationally famous;
scientifically damned

Worlds in Collision was a bomb det-
onated in the china shop of astronomy,
whose tidy model of the stable solar
system in no way provided for planets
departing their orbits and wreaking
worldwide havoc even once, let alone
several times. In briefest form, Veli-
kovsky’s argument was that Venus
hadn’t always been a planet, indeed
had been ejected as a comet from the
body of Jupiter, had a highly eccentric
orbit which several times brought it
close enough to earth to trigger cata-
clysms which laid waste to entire king-
doms all around the globe before “set-
tling down,” and that there were
records of this having occurred within
historical times.

Consider, too, that it was 1950. The
U.S,, having triumphed in World War
Il, was enjoying incredible prosperity
and optimism, the people perhaps
reacting to all the chaos and horror of
the recently ended war and the per-
ceived rising menace of global Commu-
nism (Soviets suddenly got the Bomb in
1949), largely closed ranks, went back
to work and resumed their lives or
started new ones. Emphases were
upon patriotism, conformity and con-
sumption. How ironic, then, that the
public should turn out to be more
open-minded than the widely pre-
sumed to be open minds of academe
and science. That’s how it was,
though.

The assumption is, that the rise of
highly organized society was unprece-
dented.

The temple of Sety | at Abydos

ould a 20th-century English-
woman be the reincarna-
tion of a priestess from
1000 B.C.? How could an
untutored elderly woman
confound archaeological experts with
her recreations of the temple of Sety |
and the realities of a long-vanished re-
ligion? How does the mysterious and
adjacent Osirion fit into the puzzle?

Omm Sety, born in 1904 in London,
died from a terrible fall in 1907, was
dead for an hour or more. When the
corpse-washers and doctor returned,
they found her hale and hearty with no
visible injuries, but puzzled about
being in what she insisted was the
‘wrong home.’

Soon after, Dorothy Eady (her name
at birth) who had been a normal,
happy toddler, began a lifelong series
of dreams followed by unusual urges to
read and study hieroglyphs and to talk
constantly of her ‘real home’ in a long
forgotten temple—that of Sety |, at
Abydos in Egypt. Her parents were
mystified.

The small girl haunted the Egyptian
galleries of the British Museum, sur-
rounding herself with the art and arti-
facts of “her people”.

At ten, she met and was tutored in
hieroglyphs and translation of The
Book of The Dead by no less a per-
sonage than famed Egyptologist Sir E.A.
Wallis Budge. The scholar and expert
was amazed at the child’s grasp and ex-
pertise, but completely astounded
when she explained her progress as the
result of having once known and
written that language, but now to have
almost forgotten it.

At fourteen, while half-awake, the
young girl was ‘visited’ by the solid ap-
parition of Pharaoh Sety I, in mummy

form, who force-
fully tore open her
new nightgown
from neck to hem,
without reducing
the child to hys-
terics. This appar-
ently began a se-
ries of dreams
about the ancient
ruler in intimate
detail.

As Eady grew
older, her interest —
in the study of the
ancient inscrip-
tions and their language not only con-
tinued but deepened. Her translations
were faultless and her understanding of
the language amazing for a young girl
with little formal education. In those
years in London she encountered
people who spoke of reincarnation,
but did not know what to make of the
theory.

At twenty-six she had involved her-
self with the, then current, struggle of
modern Egypt for freedom from foreign
rule. In months, she’d met and was
asked to marry a young Egyptian
scholar, for whom she sailed to Cairo
in 1933. Her name then became Bulbul
(nightingale—for her lovely voice)
Abdel Meguid.

The marriage was unsuccessful, de-
spite the birth of a son, due to her bad
cooking, her obsession with the past,
and perhaps because her nightly visits
from the dead Pharaoh had resumed.
Her father-in-law had seen the appari-
tion sitting on the side of Bulbul’s bed.
In addition it had been seen at various
times by both her mother and her
mother-in-law. All such sightings were
at night.

During this time she had also begun
sleepwalking, and while in that state

had taken ‘dictation’ from an entity she
knew as Hor-Ra. This Hor-Ra related, in
segments, the story of an aging but still
powerful Pharaoh, Sety I, who while in
Abydos overseeing the construction
and completion of his splendid Temple
complex met Bentreshyt (child of a for-
eign mother), a lovely young temple
virgin. At the time the Pharaoh was
resting from his great labors in re-
storing Egypt after the decades of un-
rest following the empire’s collapse
(after the reign of Akhenaton). Sety fell
in love with the blonde, blue-eyed
teenager.

Dorothy understood eventually,
that Hor-Ra’s story was her own story
and that she herself had been Bentre-
shyt, forbidden to any man, yet lover
of the Pharaoh and then his mistress.

The Temple Virgin eventually be-
came pregnant but refused to name
the lover who had committed sacrilege
by daring to violate one sworn to the
Goddess Isis—which to even the Pha-
raoh was forbidden. Forlorn when he
left on a long trip she, rather than re-
veal his name to the high Priest of the
Temple, committed suicide. The Pha-

raoh’s role was, nevertheless, ulti-
mately discovered. For his sacrilege,
Sety on his death was forbidden the
joys of the afterlife promised to all the
dead, and like the Flying Dutchman
was doomed to pay his debt by
searching the world until his beloved
should be reborn, to work out their
destiny together in another time.

After securing employment with
Egypt’s Department of Antiquities as
an artist copying tomb inscriptions and
other art, Dor-
othy strove to
become inde-
pendent and
eventually
moved out of
her husband’s
home, taking
her baby son
to share a
small apart-
ment in Cairo.

Her subse-
quent career
in Egyptology
was like a
coming home
to her. As right
hand assistant
to many of the
great archaeologists of the day, Bulbul
became one of the most expert author-
ities on the small details of everyday
life in ancient Egypt, from ritual and
ceremonial in the Courts and Temples
to the forgotten methods and practices
of scribe, artist and tomb builder. Un-
obtrusively, she helped some of the
younger Egyptologists to research and
write many reports, books and articles
for publication. It is said that a book of
fiction about Egypt in those times,
which was published under the well-
known name of another, was her own
work.

Her personal ambition was to cor-
rectly translate the magical spells of
the Fifth Dynasty ‘Pyramid Texts’ into
English. She also wrote out in long-
hand the hundreds of pages of hiero-
glyphic translations of the ponderous
German/Ancient Egyptian dictionary
Worterbuch die Aegyptischen Sprache,
also translating this huge work into
modern English.

An accomplished embroiderer, she
helped Museum Director Selim
Hassan’s wife to complete ten enor-
mous wall tapestry hangings which de-
picted ancient Egyptian maps, battle
scenes and lists of the dynastic names
and titles of generations of Pharaohs.
Nine of these hang in the Wilbour Li-
brary of the Brooklyn Museum, while

the tenth—of scenes from the Battle of
Kadesh, featuring Sety’s son Ramses Il—
was presented to the wife of Anwar
Sadat. It now hangs in the Foreign Of-
fice in Cairo. She was to create many
smaller embroideries in her later years
to sell to tourists and help feed herself
and her pets.

Bulbul, balancing days of research
projects—drawing of wall texts and dec-
orative reliefs, archaeological methods
and excavation techniques—with nights
spent at prayer before the enormous
Sphinx—presented typical offerings of
incense, fresh flowers and beer to the
human-headed lion Sety had told her
was actually a representation of the

god Horus.

Some nights

she spentin
the dark King’s

Chamber of

the Great Pyr-
amid by her-
self. (French
Emperor Napo-
leon | is said to
have spent
such a night in
1797 and had
such a seri-
ously dis-
turbing experi-
ence there that
he refused to
talk about it for
the rest of his
life, saying “No—what’s the use? you'd
never believe me”.) Bulbul Meguid, on
the other hand, sought these experi-
ences, climbing the pyramid’s rocky
slopes in the company of the disem-
bodied Sety. While on the darkened
Giza plateau, she also often saw the ap-
parition of an ‘afreet’—the figure of a
woman in ancient dress, known to
haunt a place called ‘Campbells’ tomb.’
Once, while a group of various mum-
mies were being temporarily stored in
a tomb near Cairo, she spent the night
in that tomb, even sleeping between
the mummy of her erstwhile lover,
Sety |, and his favorite son Ramses.

To some, who knew something
about her story, she was regarded as
very strange, yet dedicated to her
work; while others thought her ob-
sessed and not quite sane, while admit-
ting her depth of knowledge and ex-

pertise in archaeological research
techniques.
Finally, on March 2, 1956, she

moved to Abydos, the tiny Arabic town
dominated by the Temple of Sety I, and
took a low-paying job copying inscrip-
tions. She had come home.

Abydos, believed to be the final
resting place of the murdered body of
Osiris, was once the religious center of
Egypt. It had once been the ambition

EDITOR’S NOTE: Just before
press time, sources familiar with
National Geographic’s plans to ex-
plore, with video, a reported “un-
derwater city” near Cuba (re-
ported in Atlantis Rising #29)
confirm that the expedition is
going forward but has encoun-
tered delays related to logistics
and Cuban red tape. Neverthe-
less, the fact that the expedition
is going forward at all would
seem to indicate that prelimi-
nary radar reports do show
something. Hopefully we will
have more to say by next issue.

The recent developments have
rekindled interest in the region
as a possible site for Atlantis.
Closely watched since the 1920s,
for such evidence, the area was
the subject of an Edgar Cayce
prophecy. The reappearance of
the drowned civilization would
begin, it was forecast, in the Ba-
hamas in the late '60s with more
to come around the end of the
century. The first part of that
prophecy, many believed, had
been fulfilled in 1968 when Dr.
Manson Valentine discovered an
underwater pavement near Bi-
mini. However, when the aca-
demic establishment pronounced
the formation nothing but ordi-
nary beachrock, most gave up on
the idea. Many of those may be
surprised to learn that intense re-
search into the Atlantean possi-
bilities of the Caribbean has not
abated and that, in fact, a great
deal of evidence has been pro-
duced, which not only vindicates
Cayce but discredits academia.
The author of the accompanying
report William Donato has been
a leading researcher involved in
many of the scientific expedi-
tions to the region.

Could New Discoveries Vindicate More
Than Thirty Years of Intense Research?

hree questions must be an-
swered to establish the va-
lidity of Atlantis:
1. Were there ever large
land masses in the Atlantic
Ocean prior to the tenth millennium
B.C.?

2. Is there evidence of a cataclysm
circa 10,000 B.C.?

3. Are there any indications of a
higher culture prior to this time?

When the Pleistocene glaciers
melted, sea levels rose at least 320 feet,
there was renewed volcanic activity
and “super-quakes.” Areas now beneath
the sea were on the surface. The Ba-
hamas alone was virtually thousands of
square miles of dry land with an almost
Edenic climate and some of the most
perfect natural harbors on the planet.
These are facts supported by evidence
from various disciplines. It is the third
question that now requires an answer.

The first account | have come across
in the 20th century of anomalous struc-
tures was from a most unlikely source:
an astrology book. | quote: “The polar-
izing effect of Pluto was shown very
drastically at the time of the earth-
quake in Cuba. A short time after this
a new island rose to the surface near
the Caicos Island, north of Haiti, while

the ocean floor was lowered. On this
island enormously large walls and
tremendous foundations were found
upon which edifices of gigantic pro-
portions must have stood. The
Carnegie Institute is participating in
the research work which has already
started” (Pluto by Fritz Brunhubner,
orig. pub. Nuremberg 1934, rev. ed.
1971). Anomalies were also reported
here in the 1970s.

In 1958 Dr. William Bell of North
Carolina photographed a spirelike item
in 40 feet of seawater west of South Bi-
mini that was setting in a sort of
double coglike base with about 20
slabs of granite nearby. The photo-
graphs showed unusual fogging.

In 1958 Dr. J. Manson Valentine
began a series of aerial surveys starting
on the western side from Bimini down
to Orange Cay. Dozens of bottom pat-
terns were sighted and included “long,
straight lines, double margined tracks,
angular or trapezoidal configurations,
circular areas and many other enig-
matic figures on the bottom” (Ex-
plorers Journal, Dec. 1979). His most
controversial discovery occurred when
he and some associates were taken by
“Bonefish Sam” to do some recrea-
tional diving 3/4 mile off of “Paradise
Point” (North Bimini). Manson recog-
nized the 1,900-foot-long assemblage of
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“Sea Horse Mound” East Bimini

stones forming a reversed letter “J” and
the two parallel lines to the east as
being a megalithic site, now known as
the “Bimini Road” or “Bimini Wall” —
though it is actually neither (Muse
News, June 1969). Manson continued
photographing anomalies: right angled,
triangular, and rectangular features be-
tween Beach Cays and South Riding
Rocks; isolated rectangles and “an as-
semblage of abutting rectangles on a
grand scale, dimly but positively delin-
eated” north of Orange Cay; a row of
large designs lined up off of the north-
west coast of New Providence and
forms like rectangles, circles, hexa-
gons, etc.; an “assemblage of biserial
lines” near Guinchos Cay; a network of
straight lines “intersecting at right, ob-
tuse and acute angles” with other
“ghost patterns” (vague outlines) be-
tween Diamond Point and the Tongue-
of-the-Ocean; and when flying a com-
mercial liner at 36,000 feet near the
Tongue-of-the-Ocean sighted “black
lines at right angles forming Ts and en-

closing enormous rectangles or trape-
zoids.” One area which has become
more obvious is “East Site” (east of East
Bimini), containing features now desig-
nated as “the Dike” and “the Rectangle”
(1/2 by 1/4 mile in size), as well as
straight and intersecting lines. By far
the most unusual feature investigated
was near Moselle Shoals and resembled
“an arrangement of cell-like units” 100
yards long and resembling a human
foot with many toes. It was formed of
hexagons, the smallest being 12 feet,
with many having hexagonal depres-
sions in the sand—clearly not a natural
feature!

Manson’s associate Jim Richardson
also made numerous discoveries on the
Bank, including: a feature formed by a
double row of stones near Joulter Cay,
two straight lines near Russell Light that
ran seven miles converging into polyg-
onal holes of which one was blocked
by large stones, and two of the zoomor-
phic effigy mounds of East Bimini (the
“Fish” and “Cat”).

While flying over the Grand Bahama
Bank in 1967 oceanographer Dimitri
Rebikoff sighted a rectangular feature
approximately 1/4 of a mile long in 18
feet of water. Later that year he photo-
graphed a feature off of Pine Cay re-
sembling a cursive capital letter “E”.
Manson showed Dimitri his “Road”
photographs and Dimitri decided to do
a photogrammetric study of it and to
take samples. The results were pre-
sented in two meetings on French-
Culture TV and at Musee I'’Homme
with top scientists in the fields of pre-
history and sedimentary geology.
When shown the photomosaic of the
“Road” they were asked if they knew
of any other natural forms like that, to
which all responded in the negative, as
did those at Miami University and
Woods Hole Oceanic Institute. The
opinion of all present was that it was
“cyclopean megalithic structures.” De-
spite the wide multidisciplinary back-
ground of those assembled a Florida ge-
ologist had stated that the “Road” was
nothing more than recent Pleistocene
beachrock and only a few thousand
years old (via C-14 dating).

Analysis had shown that the stone
was “micrite,” which is formed when
“rainwater loaded with acid carbon di-
oxide” dissolves porous oolitic lime-
stone and lets “calcium carbonate crys-
tallize by evaporation further down the
porous rock” (Explorers Journal, Sept.
1979). In over 12 years of taking sam-
ples on all parts of the “Road” NONE of
our samples have been found by geolo-
gists to be Pleistocene beachrock—and
most show no obvious bedding planes.
[“Calcarenite,” a longer forming beach-
rock, is also present.] Later, samples
submitted by Dr. Zink for Neutron Acti-

vation Analysis showed significant
trace element discrepancies, the
“Road” showing less of them—

indicating they had been on the surface
longer. Since there was a period when
all of Bimini was underwater any C-14
dates would be highly compromised.
Further exploration of the “Road” by
the Rebikoffs showed that: “Amazingly,
a corrected overcut has the appear-
ance of a trenching machine cut,
rather than made by hand.” Along
similar lines in 1997-1998 | discovered
a long cut exhibiting extreme erosion
on two adjacent stones that would
have to have been made by some kind
of saw. The Rebikoffs had also noted
that many of the large stones were sup-
ported by smaller square and even
truncated pyramidal pillars. Ada ob-
served that the undersides of the large
stones were flat and parallel to the sea
floor. Dimitri had observed that
whoever had built the “Road” used the
“live rock engineering system” (used in
the ancient Mediterranean), the only

on her that “It's changed how | think
and act in every encounter,” while
Chopra (that’s Deepak, of course) says
the book is “a road map to enlighten-
ment and freedom.” That’s an image
Ruiz would like.

In his followup, The Four Agree-
ments Companion Book, he states,
“The Four Agreements are like a map
that tells you all the different ways to
reach your destination. Their simplicity
makes them easy to use in many direc-
tions. But the map is just one half. In
any relationship there are two halves;
this book, the messenger, is one half of
the relationship, but you are the other
half, and that is the beauty of this rela-
tionship: your half.”

A simpler version of the vyogic
“yamas” and “niyamas” (personal and
interpersonal principles), The Four
Agreements are meant to replace count-
less limiting and demeaning “agree-
ments” we have made with ourselves
and with our societies as a result of
what Ruiz describes as “domestication.”

According to Toltec tradition, the
main function of the mind is to
“dream.” Like the East Indian concept
of “maya,” the outer world is consid-
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ered to be an illusion; reality is subjec-
tive and is outpictured in response to
each “dreamer’s” individual creation.
We are born into the “planetary
dream” and are taught to behave in
ways that fit the mold. “Just like an an-
imal,” writes Ruiz, “we are domesti-
cated through reward and punish-
ment.” We are given images of what
we should be; later, we create our own
composite pictures of perfection and,
since we can never achieve that perfec-
tion, we reject ourselves. Along the
way, we create a personal “Book of
Law” and a handy inner Judge to inter-
pret it, along with a Victim to suffer
the sentences handed down. These
three become what we know, and this
“knowledge” controls our lives, consti-
tuting what the Toltecs termed “The
Parasite.”

For Ruiz, domestication took place
in rural Mexico, where, as the last of
thirteen children, he shunned the sha-
manic path of his grandfather and the
healing work of his mother, a native
“curandera,” to become a surgeon. He
had been in practice for four years
when a car accident and subsequent
near-death experience caused him to
reevaluate his lifework. Having fallen
asleep at the wheel of his car (admit-
tedly after having had too much to
drink), Ruiz awoke to face the con-
crete wall he’d hit, and to the fact that
he was not in his physical body as he
pulled two passengers to safety.
Stunned by the experience, he began

The con-
test is over, but the
life of Gurdjieff—who
is seen here as a boy at-
tending the competition—
has only just begun to sing its
exotic song of ‘Fourth Way’ redemp-
tion to a struggling humanity.

The boy returns to his house and an
unusual relationship with his father (an
astrokh, one of a vanishing breed of
epic bards). As the film unfolds, we see
the old man rouse his son with cold
showers, slip snakes into his bed and
hands, impart strange knowledge to
him. Gurdjieff asks, Is there life after
death? The father replies, “Only for the
few whose exceptional lives have
created in them a certain substance
that survives death;” the old man’s be-
lief will become a source of the mature
Gurdjieff’s conviction that we must vig-
orously “make” our own souls to en-
sure a life in the afterworld—and of his
belief in our making a concomitant sub-
stance, “Askokin,” with which we
“feed” the moon.

Brooks’s movie takes the young
Gurdjieff through a series of encoun-
ters with the occult. A man rises

zombie-like from the grave; a demon
must be responsible, and a village elder
cuts the dead man’s throat. Placed in a
trance by dervishes, a boy struggles un-
successfully to break out of a “magic”
circle drawn on the ground; Gurdjieff
himself steps forward to yank the boy
to safety. The future teacher/guru wit-
nesses “table-turning,” sees simple po-
tions cure lethal, violent diseases. His
appetite for the esoteric grows.

Brooks’s movie now focuses upon
the burning desire of the adult Gurd-
jieff to discover the secret “Brother-
hood of the Sarmoung,” said to possess
primordial esoteric knowledge. Gurd-
jieff progresses through a succession of
encounters with “remarkable men;” at
their culmination we find him, with a
companion, traveling blindfolded on
horseback, guided by four Kara-Kirghiz
tribesman, across the rocky plains of
Turkestan. Their destination is the se-
cret monastery of the Brotherhood of
the Sarmoung. Arriving after 12 days,
Gurdjieff soon witnesses sacred dances
which, preserved through the mil-
lennia, encode in their movements the
motions of the planets and the basic
forms of arcane knowledge; these
dances, properly executed, will evoke
this knowledge in the dancers’ souls.
Soon afterward, the young Gurdjieff,
still at the secret monastery of the Sar-
moung Brotherhood, sadly bids fare-
well to his dearest friend who is de-
parting for the Himalayas and another
monastery. On this note, Peter
Brooks’s movie ends.

Gurdjieff’s life still had a long and
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spectacular way to go. After innumer-
able and unchronicled travels through
the Middle and Far East in search of oc-
cult knowledge, the Armenian esoteri-
cist/adventurer returned to Russia and
began the classes in Sacred Dance and
the Fourth Way that P.D. Ouspensky
describes so meticulously and bril-
liantly in In Search of the Miraculous.
The year was 1915; soon, World War
One and the Russian Revolution forced
Gurdjieff to flee east, under extraordi-
narily difficult circumstances, with his
tiny band of (sometimes eminent) stu-
dents. The tattered crew of seekers
crossed the Caucasus, settled briefly in
Tiflis, Georgia, then went on to Con-
stantinople, Berlin, and finally Paris. In
1922, Gurdjieff rented the

Prieuré des Basses Loges, near

Gurdjieff lived in Paris, continuing to
receive and teach the occasional stu-
dent. His work, of course, did not die
with him; it continues today, in various
schools and countries.

Gurdjieff’s teachings and metho-
dology—thought to come from the “Sar-
moung Brotherhoods,” both of the soul
and geographic, that the teacher
plumbed in the early decades of his
life—are not only actively taught today
but sound a subtle note in the cultural
consciousness of our time. To grossly
oversimplify: Gurdjieff taught that hu-
manity dwelt in four states of con-
sciousness, with the vast majority occu-
pying the first: a brutish, unaware,
animal “sleep.” In the second, “waking-

Fontainebleau; thus began in
earnest Gurdjieff’s immensely
controversial (and well-
documented) Institute for the
Harmonious Development of
Man, which might have con-
tinued indefinitely had not a dis-
astrous car accident in 1924
forced Gurdjieff to close it
down. The weakened teacher
turned to writing; Meetings
with Remarkable Men (the
first of his three books) was not
to be published till 1960. From
1934 until his death in 1949,

consciousness,” man was sporadically
aware he was asleep. In the third, “self-
consciousness,” or “self-remembering,”
man actively fought his way toward a
higher awareness by attempting to
align his three “centers,” the physical,
the emotional, and the intellectual. The
fourth state was the ascension to objec-
tive consciousness—establishment in
the Fourth Way.

Gurdjieff’s classroom techniques,
aimed at achieving objective conscious-
ness, often seem brutal; certainly, there
can no longer be any doubt that he was
the progenitor of “tough love.” Gurd-
jieff believed we were so frozen in our
conditioning—our three centers so
hopelessly, mechanically, uncontrol-

lably out of whack with one an-

other—that we needed to be
shocked, surprised, practically
abused, to let go for a moment
their ordinary, set configurations.

In the “Stop” exercises, the stu-

dent had to stop dead no matter
what he was doing; balked in fol-
lowing through with his normal
conditioning, he would have to
cast about for new reactions. “Vol-
untary Suffering” kept the student
engaged in activities long past the
time when he began to feel pain
and would normally have

ncient hieroglyphic texts af-

firm that Egypt was seen as

the mirror of heaven. As

above, so below was not

merely an aphorism but a

way of life. The quest of individual,

king and country was to express divine

harmony, the principle of goddess

Ma’at, and thereby literally reflect

heaven on earth. To mirror heaven the

skies must be known. The ancients

carefully watched the cycles of the

heavens because changes above por-
tended changes below.

To orient toward a particular sky or
star on a specific date we might paint
that image on a ceiling. By rotating be-
neath that “sky” we could watch the
stars’ apparent motions through the
year, our painting functioning as a star
dial. In just such a manner the ancient
Egyptians replicated a sky in the round
zodiac of Dendera. Astronomer priests
could have viewed cyclical changes in
the sky by positioning themselves in a
certain way relative to the sculpture
overhead. The ceiling of the temple-
observatory would have mirrored the
heavens, enabling them to anticipate
important dates.

Dendera Zodiac

What remains today of the Hathor
temple at Dendera is a Roman relic
(circa 100 CE), but the site is much
older and reconstruction on top of ear-
lier structures is evident. Numerous
references to stars, zodiacs and lunar
cycles are etched into tomb and
temple walls throughout Egypt, but as
far as we know, this is the only circular
zodiac. The original is in the Louvre,
but a copy remains, and was painstak-
ingly drawn by Lucie Lamy, step-
daughter of Schwaller du Lubicz, and is
reproduced here.

Zodiac is Greek, meaning “circle of
animals” and describes the twelve con-
stellations of the ecliptic (apparent
path of the sun) where the planets
move. The round zodiac of Dendera is
actually a star map, portraying the
heavens overhead at a certain time.

In ancient Egypt a spiritual reci-
procity existed between the people
and the land. The cyclical relationship
between the river and the desert was
obvious and ever present. New Year’s
Day, which occurred on or near
summer solstice, was heralded by
Sirius, brightest star in the sky and
great benefactor of Egypt, rising before
the Sun. This momentous event
“opened the year,” announcing the an-
nual inundation of Egypt as the life-
giving waters of the Nile flood, gift of
Isis, returned to renew the parched

valley after the season of dryness. New
Moon festivals were also significant at
this time.

Sothic (Sirius) Cycle

Each year the sun returns to the
same place in the sky a quarter of a day
later. We employ a leap year, adding a
day every fourth year to adjust. The an-
cient Egyptians used two cycles: a
“vague” civil year of 365 days, and a
“fixed” sacred year, marked by the re-
turn of Sirius to the same place in the
sky, in exactly 365 1/4 days.

A “Great Year,” or Sothic cycle of
1,460 years, marked the point when
the vague year coincided with the
Sothic year. Some texts indicate two
dates, one in each cycle, which have al-
lowed scholars to date events.
Schwaller du Lubicz lists four such con-
junctions in Sacred Science: 140 CE,
1320 BCE, 2780 BCE, and 4240 BCE ,
which he believed to be the inaugura-
tion of the Pharonic calendar.

Before computer star charts, which
track how the sky changes through the
year as a result of earth’s annual
journey around the sun, there were
manual computations. Ironically, at a
time when Egyptian inscriptions were
largely untranslated, astronomers spoke
volumes about stellar knowledge, sky
charts, and temple alignments.

Jean Baptiste Biot, an eminent
French astronomer, presented papers
to the Academy of Inscriptions in 1822
and 1844. Biot concluded that even
though the round zodiac was sculpted
in the Roman era it either referred to a
much earlier time, or the background
sky was copied from an earlier work
which may have been rendered on
parchment or stone. This could explain

a puzzling feature of the round zodiac.
The familiar constellations of the zo-
diac are drawn in a form which we rec-
ognize, but the rest of the star groups
have a decidedly Egyptian character.
The zodiac signs may have been over-
laid and copied onto a more ancient
drawing.

Biot pinpointed the sky drawn on
the ceiling of Dendera at precisely 700
BCE at midnight on summer solstice.
Sir Norman Lockyer stated in The
Dawn of Astronomy that subsequent
translated context from hieroglyphics
related the round zodiac to the period
of 1,700 BCE. He stressed what he felt
were important dates when summer
solstice and the helical (before the
Sun) rising of Sirius coincided. These
dates were 270 BCE, 1728 BCE and
3192 BCE.

Scholars are generally agreed that
the circumpolar stars are the Jackal,
Ursa Minor, containing Polaris, the
Thigh is Ursa Major, containing Dubhe,
and the upright Hippo is Draco, con-
taining Thuban, which was the pole
star during the so-called Pyramid age,
circa 2,800 BCE. Additionally, the Cow
with the star between her horns is
Canis Major, containing Sirius, and the
striding man is Orion, containing Betel-
geuse and Rigel, two first magnitude
stars.

With five potential dates to ex-
amine, | used the Skyglobe astronomy
software and viewed the skies based
on the calendar conjunctions men-
tioned by both Lockyer and Schwaller.
| reasoned that a New Year, or summer
solstice, would be represented by the
prominent alignment of Sirius, and that
an equinox by the presence of Aries on
the eastern horizon. Since | have not
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yet located a reference with a transla-
tion of planetary glyphs, | looked for a
match with constellations which held
a planet.

Aries faces east on the round zo-
diac, so | chose the epoch of 1700
BCE, during the age of Aries, when the
Ram was the equinox dawn constella-
tion. There is an interesting composite
figure aligned with the eastern arm of
the wheel. A falcon perches on a ba-
boon, which sits on the eye of Ra with
a donkey adjacent to the baboon. This
seemed a symbolic way to indicate a
planetary conjunction or perhaps a
New Moon. If the eye of Ra is the Sun,
and the baboon is Thoth, the Moon
god, The Horus Falcon might be Mars.
The equinox dawn of 1728 BCE (April
7 Gregorian) proved to be a good can-
didate, and there was a new moon
conjunction with Mars present in the
dawn sky.

Because Sirius is prominent in the
figure, aligned with true north, it oc-
curred to me that two time frames
might be indicated on the sky map.
After considerable searching to match
the given years, | viewed the solstice
prior to the 1,728 BCE equinox since
the Egyptian new year began then.
Based on the relative positioning of
the circumpolar stars in Skyglobe on
that date, the midnight solstice sky of
1727 BCE (July 7, Gregorian), yielded

another promising result.

Ancient star gazers watched through
the nights, just as their modern coun-
terparts do; that’s when the stars and
planets are visible. The ancients didn’t
have super malls, super bowls, or elec-
tricity to mask the stars. The sky was an
enduring source of divine inspiration.
Nighttime sky watchers would have
been rewarded with a momentous
night of sky watching on summer sol-
stice, New Year’s Eve, in 1728 BCE,
(July 7 Gregorian), building toward a
spectacular dawn event.

Overhead at midnight, looking
northward, the orientation of the cir-
cumpolar stars mirrors the sky map as
they align with the cardinal directions.
Sirius would have shone brightly in a
northerly orientation, moving eastward
as earth’s rotation advanced toward
dawn.

At midnight, the sixth hour of night,
the Pleiades rose in the east. By one
A.M. the Hyades rose over the eastern
horizon. By three A.M. the stars of
Orion crested the east, and by four
A.M., in a still-dark sky, Procyon, alpha
Canis Minor, rose to join Mars, burning
bright in Gemini, slightly southeast. At
dawn a remarkable spectacle greeted
those who persevered. Sirius rose on
this day before the Sun, welcoming a
new day, a new year, and the onset of a
“Great Year” of 1,460 years’ duration.
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On this date Procyon, which rose
well ahead of Sirius, appears almost
due east on the horizon. Sirius is
roughly eighteen degrees to the north-
east, and sunrise occurs at the
southern most point of the year,
twenty-three and one-half degrees
southeast.

The axis of the temple of Dendera
aligns with the figure of a Horus falcon
atop a papyrus stem on the zodiac. Biot
believed this indicated two representa-
tions of Sirius, but because of the rela-
tive positions of Sirius and Orion, | be-
lieve this figure portrays the star
Procyon. In our modern skies Sirius,
Procyon, and Betelgeuse (alpha Orion)
form what is called the Winter Tri-
angle, a familiar beacon to winter sky
watchers.

Procyon means “before the dog,”
and Sirius is known as the “dog star.”
Due to the importance of the event it
seems likely that the priests would
have employed an early warning
system and that the helical rising of
Procyon, which occurred days before
that of Sirius, would have allowed time
to sound the call and prepare for the
celebrations. | believe thousands
would have gathered along with the
priests to watch the star of Isis rise.

Leg-
ends from Africa tell of a blazing,
golden vessel descending from the sky
on a day when there were no clouds.
Ancient carved stones found in a Peru-
vian riverbed are covered with images
of advanced open-heart surgery, brain
surgery, world maps and what seems
to be a telescope. And there is the fa-
mous crystal skull.

Life on Mars? New Scientific
Evidence

Stunning, yet undeniable, new
photos of gigantic, clearly artifi-
cial, structures—including the no-
torious face at Cydonia—and what
appears to be vegetation on Mars
are included in video footage of
the recent New York Press Confer-
ence of Tom Van Flandern, former
Chief Astronomer for the US Naval
Observatory, and Brian O’Leary,
former Apollo Astronaut.

such thing as distance or space. It’s all
here and now.

This is the only way that Bohm
could explain such seeming paradoxes
as single electrons existing in several lo-
cations at the same time, or particles
splitting into two negative and positive
particles and maintaining the proper
polarity when viewed simultaneously
by two different people (ie., Quantum
Teleportation).

In 1951, Bohm described a modified
form of the Einstein-Podolsky-Rosen
thought experiment which he believed
to be conceptually equivalent, but
which was easier to treat mathemati-
cally.

Bohm suggested using two atoms
with a known total spin of zero, separ-
ated in a way that the spin of each
atom points in a direction exactly op-
posite to that of the other. In this situa-
tion, the angular momentum of one
particle can be measured indirectly by
measuring the corresponding vector of
the other particle.

In this model of reality, space and
the dimensions are not much more
than an illusion of perspective created
in the mind. It is created in the same
way that a three-dimensional illusion is
created by a hologram.

When we look at the universe we
only see what looks like three dimen-
sional space, perhaps because our per-
spective is too limited to see the actual
reality. In other words, Bohm’s theories
more or less state that the universe is a
big hologram.

Quantum Teleportation

In quantum teleportation, two ob-
jects are first brought into contact and
then separated. One object is taken to
the sending station, while the other is
taken to the receiving station. At the
sending station, the second object isD
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TELEPORTATION

scanned together with the original ob-
ject which one wishes to teleport,
yielding some information and totally
disrupting the state of both objects.
The scanned information is sent to the
receiving station, where it is used to se-
lect one of several treatments to be ap-
plied to the third object, thereby
turning the third object into an exact
replica of the first object.

The dream of teleportation is to be
able to travel by simply reappearing at
some distant location. It might appear
that one could scan the object and
send the information so that the object
can be reconstructed at the destina-
tion. Yet, fundamental
laws like the Heisenberg
uncertainty relation do
not allow one to measure
any object to arbitrary
precision. Scientists have
suggested that it is pos-
sible to transfer even
quantum states, provided
one does not get any in-
formation about the state.
This becomes possible by
utilizing entanglement,
one of the essential fea-
tures of quantum me-
chanics.

By producing pairs of
entangled photons by the
process of parametric
down-conversion and
using two-photon interfe-
rometry for analyzing the
entanglement, we could
transfer a quantum prop-
erty (in our case the pola-
rization state) from one
photon to another.

However, Defense News, a defense
industry trade publication, reports that
the Pentagon is developing the ability
to “teleport messages across the battle-
field and around the globe” faster than
the speed of light. The Pentagon, in
cooperation with the U.S. Army Re-
search Office, the National Security
Agency and the Advanced Research
Projects Agency, are well on the way
to implementing such technology
within the next decade.

Henry Everitt, a physicist at the
Army Research Office in Durham,
North Carolina, explains that the con-
cept is based on a portion of quantum
physics theory involving photons.

Photons are units of electromag-

In the quantum tele-
portation process, physi-
cists take a photon (or any other
quantum-scale particle), transfer its
properties (such as its polarization, the
direction in which its electric field vi-
brates) to another photon, even if the
two photons are at remote locations.
What’s important to emphasize is that
this scheme doesn’t allow physicists to
teleport the photon itself—only its
properties to another, remote photon.

Of course this scheme is intended
only for quantum-scale particles, such
as photons and atoms. Although no ex-
isting laws of physics prevent quantum
teleportation from being carried out
with living humans, it is extremely un-
likely that this scheme could be carried
out in such a large scale. This is be-
cause the uniquely quantum proper-
ties, such as entanglement, that make
teleportation possible, quickly break
down as objects scale up to the macro-
scopic sizes.
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Though tight-lipped about the de-
tails, Everitt told Defense News that a
major contract will be awarded soon
and that other business opportunities
will arise as the technology moves out
of the laboratory into the real world.
“It has been demonstrated that infor-
mation can be teleported over 40 ki-
lometers using existing technology,”
he explains.

But those experiments are just baby
steps compared to their quantum po-
tential. “There is no limit to the dis-
tance over which information can be
teleported.”

As advanced as faster-than-light com-
munication sounds, it’s only one seg-
ment of a much larger project, the
Quantum computer. Everitt says: “The

Holy Grail of all this is to
build a quantum com-
puter that will do things a
classical computer will
never do.” The unique
characteristics of the pho-
tons to exist in multiple
states and not be bound
by the speed of light
means that quantum com-
puters will be able to
form many different cal-
culations at the same
time, far outpacing
today’s computers.
The Quantum Informa-
tion Science Program re-
portedly involves thirty-
four separate projects by
researchers at twenty-one
universities, two corpo-
rate laboratories and
three of the nation’s most
highly secretive govern-
ment agencies.

netic energy that carry momentum and
energy yet have no mass. Without
mass, photons are not bound to the
speed of light, usually thought of as na-
ture’s ultimate speed limit. Teleporting
communication has an advantage over
conventional methods in that tele-
ported messages are more secure and
don’t give away the location of either
the sender or the receiver.

Everitt says, “This has gone from
nothing—I mean no money at all in the
world—to being one of the hottest
areas in physics, one of the hottest
areas in science, and one of the largest
programs we have here at the Army
Research Office.”

What would these faster-than-light
communicators look like? Everett says
they would look pretty much like a
standard laptop or even a cell phone,
but the inner workings would be very
different.

In a clever essay enti-

tled: Teleportation: or the

penetration of the wavefunction into

a classically forbidden region, author

lan Woolf uses the ideas put forth by

various science fiction writers to spec-

ulate on the realities of science-based
teleportation.

Woolf notes that from Harry Har-
rison’s matter transmitters to Alfred
Bester’s Jaunts, teleportation has long
been a favorite in science fiction sto-
ries.

A recurring theme about teleporta-
tion is the question of whether or not a
person going through a teleportation
chamber is the same person that re-
emerges at the final destination.

Such stories do not need to invoke a
non-physical spirit to make their point
but merely try to demonstrate that the
duplication or transfer of personality
data produces a copy and not a transfer
of the original individual. The idea of
downloaded consciousness resulting in
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immortality—for the individual is thus
exposed as an illusion.

Personal self-consciousness remains
a mystery and its subjective nature as
an experience sets it outside of com-
pletely objective scientific study. It
would seem to be always impossible to
be sure if any conscious experience
had been adequately duplicated. In the
same way it is not possible to be sure
that any two individuals even have the
same experience of what they both
call the color red, let alone more ab-
stract concepts such as love.

In his book, The Physics of Star
Trek, the physicist Professor Lawrence
Krauss says that the volume of atomic
data about the human body is unman-
ageable. However, the mathematics of
Fractal Geometry, apart from pro-
ducing beautiful psychedelic patterns,
enables redundant data to be removed
from, for example, a high resolution
spy satellite image, to facilitate its
transmission back to earth, where,
using the same mathematics in reverse,
the image can be decompressed.

The final product is of high quality,
and such techniques are rapidly in-
creasing in sophistication. Fractal Ge-
ometry can also produce patterns that
are similar to many of those found in
nature. As the human body is made of
trillions of almost identical subatomic
particles, data compression would as-
sist in transmitting such information.
So Krauss’ information overload objec-
tion is probably irrelevant.

Krauss claims that to vaporize the
body into pure energy in preparation
for teleportation would take the equiv-
alent of a thousand 100-megaton
bombs. Yet paranormal reports of tele-
portation do not mention such ener-
gies. We could suggest therefore that
modern physics is investigating the na-
ture of matter the hard way—from the
outside. Paranormal evidence suggests
that the subtlety of consciousness can
affect matter from the inside in a very
energy-efficient manner.

This suggests that space/time may
have an ‘outside’ or ‘beyond’, which
might just be an alternative description
for hyperspace. Attempts to grapple
with a definition of this ‘beyond’ have
referred to altered states of conscious-
ness, other wavelengths, vibrations, or,
more esoterically, some sort of tran-
scendental consciousness or universal
mind.

Krauss’ suggestion, that in teleporta-
tion we may only need to transmit
atomic information rather than atomic
particles, echoes this idea; that infor-
mation theory may provide the best
model for the fundamental nature of
reality.

As an example of seeing beyond
space/time, physicists claim that no
one needed to show the energy pro-

duced during the Big Bang how to coa-
lesce into matter. Subatomic particles
and atoms seemed to know how to as-
semble themselves, as if the rules of
physics were already there. If this is so,
how was this information stored and
where did the energy of the Big Bang
actually come from?

Some researchers speak of the en-
ergy of the vacuum, or Zero Point En-
ergy, which suggests that behind the
fabric of space/time there may exist an
almost infinite amount of energy.

If the entire universe popped up
from nowhere, it does seem rather
childish for physicists to claim that it is
impossible for someone with powerful
paranormal ability, such as Uri Geller,
to produce an object containing less
than one kilogram of matter from that
same nowhere. What we’d like to
know is how he does it.

There is evidence from events such
as near-death-experiences that at least
some humans do have invisible forms
of consciousness that could perhaps be
called souls. It has also long been
claimed that all living things have
something resembling a subtle version
of their genetic code that exists be-
yond the body.

Plato referred to the Realm of
Forms, and in modem times Rupert
Sheldrake speaks of Morphic Fields. He
suggests that as things grow they ob-
tain developmental information from
both their genetic codes and Morphic
Resonance. These two informational
sources may even overlap, with one
able to substitute for the other.

After several landmark experiments,
modem physics has accepted that non-
locality does exist at the subatomic
level. Otherwise known as the Holo-
graphic Paradigm, this research shows
that within the quantum realm, some-
thing that occurs in region A can have
an instantaneous physical effect in re-
gion B, regardless of the distance or
conditions between A and B.

In 1989, Professor Roger Penrose at
Oxford University put forward the con-
troversial suggestion that conscious-
ness may have something to do with
the quantum realm. Obviously more re-
search is needed, but if he and other
theorists in this subject are correct,
then perhaps consciousness has the ca-
pacity to reach beyond the dimensional
limitations of space/time, to an aston-
ishingly creative nonlocal informational
realm which holds something like the
blueprints for the structure of matter.ll

Especially interesting was “As-
tronomy and the Ancient Maya,” pre-
sented by the Americans, Victoria and
Harvey Bricker. Their painstaking
survey of Copan discovered ten solar
orientations at the appropriately
named “Plaza del Sol.” They featured
sunrise and sunset of the solstices, to-
gether with the vernal and autumnal
equinox and passage of the Sun
through the Zenith. Since these align-
ments were formed by the positions of
the monumental stele inscribed with
glyphic accounts of the monarchs
whose faces they adorn, the Brickers
determined that they ruled according
to the movement of the sun, thereby
deifying their reign. After the abandon-
ment of Copan by its leaders before
900 A.D., all sophisticated astronomy
incorporated into the site itself was ne-
glected by the Indians, who rapidly
slipped back to their pre-classic exis-
tence.

The numerous lectures provided lis-
teners with a deeper appreciation of
Copan, whose archaeological park they
entered through the open jaws of a gi-
gantic stone snake sculpted into the
side of a hill. They descended, as
though moving into the serpent’s sin-
uous body, through a long, twisting|[ ]
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corridor that emerged into a large, sub-
terranean arena open to the sky. Before
them reared a full-scale, accurately de-
tailed reconstruction of the huge “Rosa-
lila” pyramid. Its primary color is incan-
descent red, but greens, blues, whites
and yellows contribute to this astonish-
ingly bizarre monument. At its base, |
stared at a non-Indian portrait of the
man to whom this mighty structure
was dedicated, Kinich-Yax-K’uk-Mo,
and wondered at his mustache. Why
did the Maya artist choose to paint it
yellow? Other royal personages an-
ciently depicted and on display at the
same museum are minus facial hair,
with long, black tresses hanging from
their heads.

Outside, I strolled for hours through
Copan’s oppressive jungle humidity.
How could the Maya have erected
countless millions of stone bricks
under such stifling conditions? Their
death-toll in laborers must have been
excessively high. But the scope of their
achievement expands in the mind with
every new discovery.

I climbed to the top of the highest
structure, from which a befeathered
and bejeweled monarch more than a
thousand years ago looked down upon
the great ceremonial city stretching be-
fore him, and called it his.

Today, it belongs to no one but the
jungle. B

a mechanical explanation for the mo-
tion. He theorized that the moon’s
gravity was acting to upright the

tilted earth. In doing so, it
was causing the axis itself
to rotate, describing a
conelike motion re-
ferred to popularly as a
wobble that makes

one full rotation each
26,000 years.

Newton sought to
explain Hipparchus’
26,000 cycle using
the rotation of the
earth. He didn’t ques-
tion the 26,000-year
cycle even though it
was based on the ap-
parent motion of the sun
around the earth. Both Hip-
parchus and Newton were
seeking to explain why a star’s
position moved from year to year. Both
denied the measured movement was
the result of the star moving with re-
spect to the sun and earth, with Hip-
parchus claiming the sun was causing
the star’s apparent motion and Newton
claiming that the earth’s rotation

caused the star’s apparent motion.

The motion Hipparchus described
resulted in the sun slowly moving
through the houses of the zodiac on a
26,000-year cycle. Newton replaced
this motion with a motion of the stars
similar to the sun’s apparent yearly mo-
tion back and forth across the

equator, only on a 26,000-
year cycle. With the sun

moving on a north and
south direction rather
than east through the
houses of the zodiac,

Newton canceled the

coming Age of

Aquarius.

This has implica-

tions for the study of
the past. If we as-

cribe knowledge of

the precession of the
equinoxes in the form
of a movement through
the houses of the zodiac
to past civilizations, we also
have to place the limitations of
that knowledge on those civilizations.
If we date Egyptian periods with refer-
ence to the characteristics of a partic-
ular house of the zodiac, we have to as-
sume Egyptians viewed the sun as
traveling through the houses of the zo-
diac in 2160-year periods. However,
we also have to conclude that the
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Egyptians thought the sun traveled
around the earth because it is only by
the sun traveling around the earth that
the sun can move through the houses
of the zodiac in 2160-year periods.

If the movement through the houses
of the zodiac in 2160-year periods is as-
cribed to a period in history, then the
erroneous belief that the Earth was the
center of the Universe has also to be as-
cribed to that period. Further, the fact
that the equinoxes do not precess
through the zodiac means that nothing
can be dated using the characteristics
of a particular house of the zodiac.

Just as Copernicus moved past the
view that the earth was stationary, we
have moved past Newton’s view of a
stationary sun. But while the move-
ment of the solar system through space
may well be an alternate explanation
for precession, the nature of this move-
ment remains to be measured. Science
often uses its best explanations for
physical phenomena until such time as
explanations that more accurately
match the data replace them. In the ab-
sence of a measurable alternative,
Newton’s explanation for precession
will prevail. And while the 26,000 pe-
riod is based on an ancient view of the
heavens, it doesn’t detract from
Newton’s physical explanation for pre-
cession.

The movement of the sun will even-
tually be described and when it is, the
movement of tracking stars at the
spring equinox will tell us more accu-
rately what the skies looked like in the
past. If the tracking star’s movement is
actually the result of the solar system
moving through space, then the houses
of the zodiac could well have drifted
past the equinox in 2160-year periods
giving credence to their use in dating
by the characteristics of a particular
house. However possible, though,
using Hipparchus’ 26,000-year figure to
date historical events that argue for pyr-
amids older than currently believed
risks discrediting the argument when
more accurate means of measurement
are obtained.

Further, Newtonian precession
cannot be used to mark events prior to
Newton. Hipparchus described what is
essentially an east to west motion
around the equator while Newton de-
scribes a north to south and back to
north again motion. Assuming struc-
tures such as the pyramids were built
sighting a star, computing where stars
were 5,000 years ago using Newtonian
precession will not put the stars in the
same location they would be in by
using Hipparchus’ view of the stars
moving east to west through the
houses of the zodiac.

The pyramid builders didn’t know
about Newtonian precession. ll

needed to have been rediscovered be-
fore 1800. That this is indeed so, can
be conclusively proved because we
know that Sir Isaac Newton had discov-
ered the exact size of the King’s
Chamber in the Great Pyramid; and he
wrote up the results of his investiga-
tions in his booklet called the Disserta-
tion upon the Sacred Cubit of the Jews.
Newton used John Greaves’ measure-
ments of the pyramids to try and dis-
cover the exact length of this ‘sacred’
cubit, and he came
up with a length of
52.33 cms, which is
remarkably close to
the figure that is
currently accepted.
Although | have a
copy of Newton’s
original booklet,
there is unfortu-
nately no date upon
this extract; but
since we know that
Newton died in
1727, it is certain
that the exact di-
mensions of the
Thoth cubit were
known of, and in
wide circulation, in
Britain by the time
that the railway
gauges were created
and standardized.

Egypt

The designs of
Egypt were quite in-
fluential in the late
eighteenth and early
nineteenth centu-
ries in Britain. Napo-
leon had just won
the Battle of the Pyr-
amids in 1798, and
then Admiral Nelson
defeated the French

rial Measurement System. Sir John
stood on the Standards Commission for
measurements and he was central to
the prevention of the metric system
being adopted in 1855. Although this
was a later chapter in the history of
Britain’s measurement systems than the
railways dispute, it is not beyond the
realms of possibility that other astrono-
mers, with a similar interest to that of
Sir Isaac Newton and Piazzi Smyth,
were influential in measurement stan-
dardization in the early nineteenth cen-
tury.

Returning to the railway gauge dis-
pute, there was still no particular stan-

fleet in the Battle of

the Nile later that year; forcing Napo-
leon to surrender. Britain then claimed
the spoils, both of Egypt herself and
also from the 150 French archaeolo-
gists who had been working at all the
great sites in Egypt.

Charles Piazzi Smyth, the Astron-
omer Royal for Scotland, had more
than a passing interest in the Giza pyra-
mids and their measurements. Smyth,
like Newton, thought that the measure-
ment systems used in the Great Pyr-
amid had been preserved by the bib-
lical patriarchs and had ultimately
found their way into Britain. Sir John
Herschel was another astronomer who
was passionately in favor of the Impe-
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Isambard Kingdom Brunel

dard gauge width in the eyes of the
British law in 1835. Matters came to a
head, however, when the different
railway systems started to join up in
1845. A Royal Commission was duly
appointed in July of that year to investi-
gate the matter, and the legal battle for
the standardization of the British
railway gauge was to be overseen by
three commissioners: Sir Frederick
Smith, Inspector of Railways; Peter
Barlow, a Woolwich military mathema-
tician; and (wait for it) George Biddel,
the Astronomical Observer for the
Greenwich Observatory. The reason

for the appointment of the latter two |:|

individuals to the commission, neither
of whom had any engineering experi-
ence, was rather baffling. But it has to
be observed that Woolwich and Green-
wich were both influenced by the
Royal Navy and were within throwing
distance of each other along the
Thames.

The whole scenario seems uncan-
nily like the problems that the horol-
oger, John Harrison, had had with the
same Greenwich Observatory nearly a
century earlier. Harrison had invented
a very accurate chronometer to
measure the Earth’s longitude, as an aid
to maritime navigation. Meanwhile his
rival, the Astronomer Royal at Green-
wich, Nevil Maskelyne, was using a
complicated system of Lunar observa-
tions to derive a ship’s position. Quite
sensibly, a competition was held to see
which system was the superior, and
ships sailed off, navigating with the
rival systems. While competition is nor-
mally healthy, the fact was that the As-
tronomer Royal, Maskelyne, also sat on
the commission that decided the result
of the competition.

Harrison’s far superior clock system
was stifled and rejected by the commis-
sion at every turn, when it was ob-
vious, even to the King, that the com-
mission’s decisions were biased and
wrong. Harrison eventually got his
prize, but the delay had cost decades—
during which time British ships con-
tinued to flounder on unexpected
shorelines and Harrison’s clock design
was progressively poached by others.

Competition

In an all too familiar fashion, the
railway commission of 1845 quite sen-
sibly devised a competition between
the rival train systems to decide which
of the designs was the superior. Each
of the steam trains—the standard and
the broad gauge—ran a route of about
50 miles carrying various loads, to see
which was the faster and more reliable
design. Because Brunel’s broad gauge
allowed a much bigger steam engine to
pull the carriages, had a lower center
of gravity for cornering, and larger
wheels with less rolling friction, the
seven-feet gauge railway produced the
best results in every statistic being
measured by the commission. This suc-
cess was despite the fact that Brunel
was using a much older engine design
than the standard gauge company,
whose brand-new steam engine and
carriages eventually came off the nar-
rower tracks during the trials and
crashed.

Following this pitiful exhibition by
the standard gauge design, and in true
British tradition, the commission there-
fore pronounced that the smaller 4 foot
8.5 inch ‘standard’ gauge was the su-
perior design and should be adopted as
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Richard Trevithick

a legal standard throughout the
country! Brunel was understandably fu-
rious and, like Harrison before him,
told the commission exactly what he
thought of them in the local vernac-
ular.

Thus, the first British law to ban the
construction of more broad gauge rail-
ways was passed in 1846. Despite this
legal statute, however, Brunel was de-
termined to build new broad gauge rail-
ways. Brunel’s title of ‘engineer’ belies
his true status; in reality, he was Com-
mander in Chief and he managed every
last detail of the entire project. Such a
character was not going to be put off
by mere trifles like an Act of Parlia-
ment, so he gathered together a ‘pri-
vate army’ of 2000 navvies and de-
feated the opposition at the ‘Battle of
Mickleton’, thereby managing to com-
plete the Bristol to Birmingham line in
the broad gauge. But economics as
well as the law were now opposed to
Brunel; the vast majority of lines had
been built in the standard gauge—it had
become the de facto standard.

It is therefore quite probable that
the dimensions of our railways were
chosen purely because the width of
the tracks are exactly 1/4 of the length
of the Queen’s Chamber in the Great
Pyramid.

been added to water before the mole-
cules were diluted out of the water.
However, it would have been difficult
for him to study homeopathically im-
printed waters because homeopathy is
not officially allowed in Japanese medi-
cine. He decided instead to begin his
experiments with pure waters.
Freezing droplets and photo-
graphing the resultant ice crystals indi-
vidually turned out to be easier said
than done. They had to be seen under
a powerful microscope and photo-
graphed at high speed before they
could melt. Nevertheless he persevered
in developing a technique for clearly
photographing crystals at magnifica-
tions of between 200 to 500 times, in
the 90 seconds before they began to
melt. The technique included building
what was in effect a large icebox in
which his staff worked for up to 15
minutes at a time while dressing in
parkas for minus 5 C. temperatures.
Emoto laughs at himself while ad-
mitting he can’t take more than a few
minutes of such temperatures and
therefore had to hire out the actual
photography. He then enlarged the
photos into slides and showed them to
his students, who were fascinated at
what they saw. For instance, one
sample of snow-fed spring water from

Pattern with Bach “Air for G String”
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Yamanashi Prefecture gave a symmet-
rical hexagonal (six-sided) crystal with
three branches stretching out from
each edge, giving the impression of
people holding hands together.

In contrast, exposure to chlorine
has a shattering effect on water crys-
tals. Emoto’s students soberly con-
cluded that since life on Earth depends
on water, the lifeforce-related quality
of water in any given place must have
a tremendous effect on the environ-
ment.

Dr. Masaru Emoto

Emoto’s associates sent him sam-
ples of water from various parts of the
world—polluted rivers or holy sites,
various cities and mountains. His staff
takes many photographs of each
sample. Although individual crystals
from one water sample differ incre-
mentally, crystals from any given
sample are similar. Unpolluted water
samples yielded symmetrical hexa-
gons, but when polluted water drop-
lets were frozen the photographs re-
vealed an inability for crystals to reach
complete hexagonal structures. How-
ever, most samples went through a
common stage when the ice droplets
melted. Just before ice turns to water,
a shape can be seen under the micro-
scope that is a replica of the six lines
inside a circle constituting the Chinese
alphabet’s character for water.

What caused the apparent weak-
ness in the waters’ hidden structures?
The problems correlated with whether
the water had been exposed to chemi-
cals, emotional pollution (panic per-
vading a city after an earthquake de-
stroyed the waters’ crystallizing

abilities) or sound pollution.

In later experiments, Emoto put the
water samples between loudspeakers
and exposed them to certain record-
ings before freezing the droplets. When
music lyrics contained aggression such
as “l hate you!” or “You fool!” the
water not only could not form proper
crystals, and under the microscope it
had a chaotic appearance.

On the other hand, uplifting music
such as Mozart’s symphony No. 40 in G
Minor and Beethoven’s Pastorale
yielded beautiful gracefully formed
crystals. This line of research led to
placing samples of water on certain
photographs, attaching labels with
words written on them, and having
school children verbally give messages
to the water samples.

Although healthy waters form a my-
riad of variations on hexagonal crystals,
Emoto was in for a surprise. One of his
before-and-after sets of photos showed
inadequately formed water crystals
from a sample of Fujiwara Dam waters
before a minister prayed over the dam.
Waters behind a dam become stagnant,
and the sample under the microscope
looked like a suffering face. However,
the “after” sample was taken after Rev-
erend Kato Hoki, chief priest of Jyu-
houin Temple, Omiya City, performed
a prayer practice for an hour beside the
dam. Among the exquisite hexagonal
crystals obtained from the water after it
was prayed over were two heptagons—
crystals that were seven-sided. Interest-
ingly, the reverend had prayed to the
Seven Goddesses of Fortune.

Emoto’s research indicates that trou-
bled tap water that cannot crystallize
properly can be transformed to make
beautiful crystals through conscious
thought focused on love. He learned
that the most powerful combination of
words are “love and gratitude.”

His recent experiments indicate that
electromagnetic pollution can by eased
if the words coming over the cell
phone or the television are harmo-
nious, such as a telephone call between
lovers or a TV program about nature.
Political debates in general had a nega-
tive effect on the waters’ abilities to
crystallize.

If water carries messages about the
intentions—whether loving or angry—of
those who handle it, what does that
fact mean in our everyday lives? Until a
variety of scientific studies are done,
we can only speculate.

We’ve heard tales of house plants
dying when their home became a mar-
ital battleground, and conversely plants
thriving under the green thumb of a
gardener who loves growing them. Per-
haps water inside the plants instantly
registers and records the powerful
emotions emanated in their environ-
ment.

Were the mysterious giant cabbages
grown in the early days of the Find-
horn community in an inhospitable
corner of Scotland partly a result of in-
fluences upon the water fed to them? A
member of the Findhorn Foundation
who recently visited British Columbia
said the abundant growth of that
garden had been a demonstration of
what happens when humankind coop-
erates with another realm (nature
spirits), but perhaps water was part of
the mechanism for manifesting the
demonstration. Water could have been
transmitting the purest intentions of
the humans involved. The experiments
of scientists such as Stanford University
professor emeritus William  Tiller,
Ph.D., indicate that our intentions have
measurable effects on physical objects.

Is water the most sensitive medium
for recording and transmitting subtle
influences? If so, the implications for
our health and the health of our envi-
ronment are profound. The fertilized
human egg is about 95 percent water,
and a mature human body is 70 per-
cent water. We live on a planet whose
surface is about 70 per cent covered
with water.

Emoto has presented his findings to
audiences in Europe and Japan. In Eng-
land he met with Rupert Sheldrake,
Ph.D. Emoto says he was asked by Shel-
drake to do experiments involving
people in jails, to see how the water in-
fluenced by people who are criminals
or are generally in a negative state of
mind differs from influences of people
in other sectors.

Like all pioneers, Emoto’s work will
surely run up against mental blocks.
But since it is self-funded, at least it
won’t be shut down as Dr. Jacques
Benveniste’s laboratory was when the
French government pulled his funding
after his research seemed to vindicate
homeopathy.

What seems to be needed now is for
rigorous double-blind scientific experi-
ments, impeccably designed attempts,
to either replicate or refute Emoto’s
findings. However, Emoto wonders if
the western scientific model is capable
of the job. When dealing with some-
thing alive such as he believes water to
be when in a state of health, there is no
such thing as an exact replication. Like
snowflakes and human faces, he says,
water crystals are creations of a myriad
of influences and there will be no two
identical.

How do you replicate the scenes in
a kaleidoscope? Water is apparently so
sensitive that it is an ever-changing
record of subtle influences. &l

Tribune called it “...a stupendous pan-
orama of terrestrial and human histo-
ries...;" and Pageant beautifully sum-
marized the public reaction by saying:
“Nothing in recent years has so excited
the public imagination.” The above are
all review excerpts taken from the
back cover of the Dell paperback edi-
tion in its eleventh printing by 1973,
the date of the writer’s copy. The Dell
paperback first went into print in
1967, some seventeen years after
Worlds in Collision was first published
in hardcover.

The scientific and academic reac-
tion to the book was generally pres-
aged by the extortion practiced prior
and after publication against the Mac-
millan Company. As the book began to
garner public and in some circles even
scientific interest and acclaim, all pre-
tense of genteel discussion went by
the boards. Out came the mailed fists,
the naked threats and oceans of mud
and offal. The attacks targeted three
main groups: the public, the scientific
and academic community, and Imma-
nuel Velikovsky himself. Nor were
such niceties as actually reading the
book before denouncing it and its au-
thor employed.

Even before the Macmillan Com-
pany published the book, renowned
astronomer Harlow Shapley arranged
multiple intellectual well poisonings
by an astronomer, a geologist, and an
archaeologist, not one of whom had
read the book, in a learned journal.
This was a pattern used over and over
again.

Shapley and his minions also engi-
neered the sacking of the veteran
senior editor (25 years at the Mac-
millan Company) who accepted
Worlds in Collision for publication
and got the director of the famous
Hayden Planetarium fired for the high
crime of proposing to mount a display
there on Velikovsky’s unique cosmo-
logical theory. Meanwhile, Velikovsky
was systematically attacked in the sci-
entific journals, via distortion, lies, mis-
representation, incompetence and ad
hominem attacks, while there never
seemed to be space in which he could
reply, in order to defend himself.

Interestingly, one of Velikovsky’s at-
tackers was astronomer Donald
Menzel, since identified through UFO
researcher Stanton Friedman’s digging
as a highly cleared disinformation spe-
cialist during World War Il. Donald
Menzel was a major UFO debunker,
but his name is one of those on the fa-
mous/notorious TOP SECRET (Code-
word) MJ-12 document listed as com-
posing part of the super covert

Venus in Ultra-Violet (NASA)

investigative team for the July 1947
Roswell crash, alleged technology from
which was discussed in the writer’s
“Fighting for Alien Technology” (AR
No.28, p.32).

Let’s look now at some of Veli-
kovsky’s then shocking claims, and see
whether he got anything right. Veli-
kovsky’s claims are in bold.

Venus is hot.

Correct. Velikovsky argued that
Venus was incandescent in historical
times and would therefore still be hot.
Venusian cloud temperature measure-
ments in 1950 showed temperatures
well below freezing day and night. In
1962, NASA’s Mariner Il satellite
showed the surface temperature to be
800 degrees Fahrenheit, more than
enough to melt lead. Surface probes
later determined the true value to be
about 1000 degrees Fahrenheit.

A large comet was in collision with
Earth.

Correct. Even before the famous
Chicxylub story became public knowl-
edge, researchers had found rich de-
posits of meteoric nickel in the red
clay of ocean bottoms (August, 1950)
and had found a layer of deep sea
white ash, deposited in a “cometary
collision” or “the fiery end of bodies of
cosmic origin” (March, 1959).

Some cometary tails and also some
meteorites contain hydrocarbons.
Correct. By 1951, spectral analysis
disclosed hydrocarbons in comet tails.
By 1959, hydrocarbons in meteorites
had been found to be composed of
many of the same waxes and com-
pounds found here on the earth.

Evidence of petroleum hydrocar-
bons will be found on the moon.

Correct. Samples brought back by
the Apollo XI mission had evidence of
organic matter, in the form of aromatic
hydrocarbons.

Jupiter emits radio noises.

Velikovsky made this claim at
Princeton in 1953. Eighteen months
later, two scientists from the Carnegie
Institute announced receiving strong
radio signals from Jupiter, then consid-
ered a cold body enshrouded in thou-
sands of miles of ice. By 1960, two Cal-
Tech scientists had found that Jupiter
had a radiation belt around it which
was emitting 1014 times more radio en-
ergy than Earth’s Van Allen belt.

Quite a few “lucky guesses” and “co-
incidences,” wouldn’t you say?

Let's now turn to Velikovsky’s
single greatest “crime,” to what not
only put him in the soup, but kept him
there: his interdisciplinary investiga-
tions.

Velikovsky: Interdisciplinary Scien-
tific Heretic

Dr. Lynn Rose, writing in Pensee
Special Issue I: Velikovsky Reconsid-
ered in his article “The Censorship of
Velikovsky’s  Interdisciplinary  Syn-
thesis” noted an automatic tendency to-
ward uniformitarianism in all the scien-
tific disciplines, a condition born of a
profound ignorance concerning evi-
dence of catastrophism found by other
disciplines, leading to ignoring or re-
jecting such evidence within any par-
ticular discipline.

As Dr. Rose put it, “Each isolated
discipline tends to remain unaware of
the catastrophic data hidden away as
skeletons in the closets of other disci-
plines. Velikovsky has removed those
skeletons from various closets and has
been rattling them loudly for all to
hear. His suggestion is that when one
looks at all the evidence without re-
stricting oneself to the limited number
of “facts” usually considered by one
group of specialists, it becomes pos-
sible to make a strong case for catas-
trophism.”

To say Velikovsky’s skeletal music
was unwelcome to many would be put-
ting it mildly. Said Dean B. McLaughlin,
Professor of Astronomy at the Univer-
sity of Michigan in his May 20, 1950
letter of protest and threat to the Mac-
millan Company, as quoted by Dr.
Rose, “The claim of universal efficacy
is the wunmistakable mark of the
quack... There is specialization within
specialties...But no man today can
hope to correct the mistakes in more
than a small subfield of science. And
yet Velikovsky claims to be able to dis-
pute the basic principles of several sci-

ences! These are indeed delusions of
grandeur!”

Does this explain in part why Veli-
kovsky was essentially crucified, then
ostracized by most of the scientific
community?

Does this explain why his “day in
court” 24 years after Worlds in Colli-
sion, in the form of a special meeting

of the American Association for the Ad-
vancement of Science (San Francisco,
February 25, 1974), arranged by Carl
Sagan and promised as a fair forum,
was turned into snide dismissal, then
an unprincipled, many-on-one ha-
rangue of a slow speaking 79-year-old
man who was deluged with objections
and assertions and given near zero time
to respond? Velikovsky endured two
long sessions lasting seven hours of
this abuse, managing to score some
good points, but looked bad to many in

this rigged event. Nor was a key paper
by Michelson (of speed of light meas-
urement fame) which supported Veli-
kovsky’s arguments, allowed to be read
before reporters left to file their sto-
ries.

The stunning findings of planetary
probes ended Velikovsky’s college
exile and overloaded his schedule. Veli-
kovsky died, still researching, in 1979,
leaving us a rich published and unpub-
lished (www.varchive.com) body of
work. il

of all Egyptians to be buried at Abydos.
For this reason, Sety chose to build his
huge Temple complex here where
Bentreshyt had become a Priestess of
Isis.

Shortly after her arrival at Abydos,
her familiarity with the still existing
temple was tested by the Chief In-
spector of the Antiquities Department.
He took her there at night in total dark-
ness, commanding her to go from one
specific location inside the temple
after another—only to find to his confu-
sion that uncannily this mysterious
woman was able to walk easily from
place to place without any light at all.
Had she lived near the monument for
any length of time this may not have
been remarkable, but for a newcomer
it was almost miraculous!

To Omm Sety—which name became
Dorothy’s after her move to Abydos—
the temple was “the holiest in all of
Egypt for both pharaoh and commoner
alike.” Here is where Osiris, legendary
hero-god-king of the ancient Egyptian
religion, actually was murdered and
lies buried (or at least his head)....
somewhere underneath its ‘sacred
sands’.41

As Richard Hoagland points out on
his website (www.enterprisemission
.com/tombsweb4.html) Omm  Sety
wrote that belief in a connection be-
tween the temple at Abydos and Osiris
was reinforced repeatedly for literally
thousands of years in annual reenact-
ments on the spot of Osiris’s tragic
death. All that was dramatically corrob-
orated in 1909 by the chance dis-
covery at Abydos of the mysterious un-
derground ‘structure’ which some
believed could finally be Osiris’ ‘Long
Lost Tomb’—much older and far more
provocative than even Sety’s splendif-
erous New Kingdom Temple. From the
moment it was found, it was called the
‘Osirion’—the Monument to Osiris.

Omm Sety wrote it up this way:
“This imposing subterranean building
is one of the great puzzles of Egyptian
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Archaeology. No one really knows who
built it or for what purpose, and so far
as is known, there is not another one
like it in the whole of Egypt. Curiously
enough, certain elements of its archi-
tecture closely resemble the ‘Gate of
the Sun’ in Peru, high in the Andes
Mountains.

“The Osirion has also been attrib-
uted to the Middle Kingdom, (c.2160-
1788 B.C.) but judging by its style, the
method of building, the material used,
and its original stark simplicity, it
seems much more likely to be a
product of the early IVth dynasty, al-
though the (geological) level at which
it lies might tempt one to think of a
much earlier date.

“It would seem as though some
Egyptians regarded it (the Osirion) as
the Tomb of Osiris... But, as the
channel surrounding the island has
never yet been freed of its water, de-
spite the use of powerful pumps, and
probably never will be, it is unlikely
that the mystery of the Osirion will be

solved. it will always remain one of the
most breathtaking puzzles of Egyp-
tology...”

Omm Sety spent the rest of her long
life assisting famous archaeologists in
revealing the complexities of Sety’s
magnificent structure where she’d sup-
posedly spent her earlier life as an ini-
tiated Priestess of Isis, taking part in
the yearly reenactments of Osiris’
death. Her work on restoring parts of
the temple, including drawings and
translations illustrating a long-smashed
doorway of a small columned temple
palace to its front, from over 3,000 tiny
fragments, was to astonish the archae-
ologists who had recovered them!

In 1958, Omm Sety proved prior
knowledge of formal gardens which
had flourished in a now unknown
place. “I kept on and on about that
garden until | came to work here” she
would later say, “and then the foremen
found it exactly where | said it was—to
the Southwest of the temple—tree
roots, vine roots, little channels for wa-
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tering, even the well, and the well still
had water in it.”

She believed that any tiny details of
architecture or of religious practice
were of equal importance to archaeolo-
gists as conservators of the past, and as
she shared these insights with them,
many came to believe as she did.

Once Omm Sety, who’'d become a
virtual encyclopedia of the temple, be-
came ill with flu, and fell from the roof
of the Temple. Hearing a grating sound
as she landed, she found herself in a
subterranean room with the god Osiris
standing over her. All around were
treasures of gold and painted statues.
Dizzily, she observed all this, then
somehow found her way out of that
place into the second court of the
Temple. A subsequent thorough search
of the building, however, revealed no
such hidden storehouses. Omm Sety,
who’d emerged from her mysterious
fall covered with dust and cobwebs,
concluded “One thing | am certain of—
the temple of Sety still holds some se-
crets....and something bigger and more
important than the discovery of Tut
ankh Amon’s mortuary treasures in
1922.”

In her more than 48 years in Egypt,
Omm Sety lived in what would be
termed ‘parallel worlds’—that of a
Priestess of Isis in Abydos of 3,000
years before—who remembered even
tiny details of her life and training in
Sety’s Temple, and as a literate, knowl-
edgeable and eccentric woman scholar
who performed amazing feats of re-
search and reconstruction in that same
Temple.

Her knowledge of, not only every
inch of the structure but each specific
meaning and function of inscription,
scene and chamber enlightened and
amazed college-trained Egyptologists.

Documentaries by the BBC and Na-
tional Geographic featuring this re-
markable double life recorded both
worlds of Dorothy Eady/Omm Sety for
posterity.

Although Jonathan Cott’s book ‘The
Search for Omm Sety’ is hard to find in
the U.S. and UK, it is sold in the streets
outside her former and spiritual
home—the temple of Sety | at Abydos.
(She is buried at Abydos, having died
again on April 21, 1981) not far from
the Temple and the still mysterious
Osirion.

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system “capable of defying millenniums
of wave action.”

Dr. David Zink’s “Poseidia” expedi-
tions during the 1970s produced even
further proof of man’s ancient pres-
ence in the Bahamas by discovering the
first identified artifacts and additional
proof of the artificial nature of the
“Road” (The Stones Of Atlantis - New
And Revised, New York: Prentice Hall,
1990). They established that the “Road”
was on a flat surface (not a slope), that
the “Road” actually “crosses over sev-
eral fossilized curved beachrock for-
mations,” that two furrow spacing pat-
terns were present, that certain stones
showed specific orientations to each
other as well as astronomical orienta-
tions, that it was 14 degrees out of
alignment with the shore, picked up
metal returns under the sea floor,

found an artificial trench in the sea

“Bimini Road”)

floor, did Uranium-Thorium dating of
corings, used Neutron Activation Anal-
ysis on samples of the “Road,” beach-
rock, and sea floor, and did a side-scan
sonar survey that revealed several recti-
linear shapes and parallel lines. The ar-
tifacts included: a “tongue and groove”
stone, a stylized marble animal head, a
metate cemented into the ocean floor,
the “keystone” (divisible by 10 centime-
ters at every measurement), and a
stone with drill holes. They match no
known culture.

In 1968 off of Andros Robert Brush
photographed a rectangular structure,
parallel lines that seem to connect
some of the isles, and a 1,000 foot di-
ameter triple concentric circle of
stones.

Most of the Cay Sal Bank anomalies
have been investigated and reported by
Herbert Sawinski (who also credits Paul
Tzimoulis and Bob Kline) during the
1970s. The “Anguilla Arc” is a large
semicircle of stones extending from
shore oceanward and then back to
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shore. Like the “Road” it is composed
of large stones and exhibits similar pat-
terns. About 75 miles distant at Cay Sal
island there is an underwater cave that
appears to be an ancient quarry with
cut rectangular stones. Herb also pho-
tographed petroglyphs at Andros from
the tidal line to about 15 feet below
the surface, attesting to ancient man’s
presence.

Other finds include Count Pino Tu-
rolla’s July 1968 discovery of 44 marble
columns in a circle (seaward of the
“Road”) that were 3 to 6 feet in diam-
eter and 3 to 14 feet in length with
some still standing (Argosy, Sept.
1971). The Marine Archeology Re-
search Society had discovered a 33-foot
long 30-foot-wide stone wall. Digging
down near a structure off of Andros
Robert Marx found “a ceramic face of a
man, a carved piece of marble, and
more than a dozen ceramic shards.”
Others that made significant discov-
eries were Trigg Adams, Carter Lord,
and Richard Wingate. Talbot Lindstrom

and Steven Proctor
formed the Scientific
Exploration and Arche-
ology Society and dis-
covered “Proctor’s

Road,” consisting of
clumps of stone at reg-

ular intervals running
in a straight line that
cuts diagonally across
old beach lines (Mys-
teries of Atlantis Revis-
ited by Edgar Evans
Cayce et al, San Fran-
cisco: 1988). In 1995
Bill Keefe discovered a

“Road” stone with a

paraboloid mortise.
Since 1989 Quest
For Atlantis confer-
ences (created by Dr. Joan Hanley and
Vanda Osmon), Joan’s GAEA Project,
and our own The Atlantis Organization
(with “Project: Alta” and APEX Insti-
tute) have been extending the search
with new methodologies. The Q.F.A.
conferences discoveries include: new
features on the “Road,” “Donnie’s
Stone” (discovered by Donnie Fields)
which is identical in style with Dr.
Zink’s “keystone,” three pieces of a
broken monolith originally over 16 feet
high, Raymond Leigh, Jr.’s discovery
that the “Fish” and “Cat” mounds were
part of an entire mound complex, an
underwater “pentagon” acres in ex-
tent, and the “Sea Horse Mound.” Joan
obtained an archaeological permit for
the mound area and had ground pene-
tration radar done on the “Rectangular
Mound.”

In 1993 “Project: Alta” did the first
side-scan sonar survey since Dr. Zink’s,
recording at least 30 anomalies to the
west and south of Bimini, including a
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large underwater
hexagon. A few
months later GAEA
Project did a longer
side-scan project and
discovered other
anomalies.

In 1995 “Project:
Alta” continued un-
derwater investiga-
tions and | retrieved
a piece of granite
from the “Road” and later discovered
an in situ square stone with a tenon
running along one edge.

In 1997 we began a two-part pro-
ject (completed in 1998) incorporating
extensive aerial surveys, side-scan
sonar, and the first use of a submarine.
The aerial surveys covered the
northern Bank and included a circum-
navigation of Andros. Overall we ob-
served: dark regular features near the
dropoff at Moselle, long parallel lines,
what looked like a possible multi-
leveled structure miles north of Bimini,
what appeared to be two parallel walls
diagonal to the bottom features about
27 miles northeast of Bimini, a feature
shaped like a printed capital letter “E”
hundreds of feet long off of Joulter
Cay, relocated Dimitri’s feature off of
Pine Cay, relocated several of
Manson’s targets at Conch Sound, relo-
cated the parallel lines that Robert
Brush had found and several large cir-
cular features (not “blue holes”), and
discovered a “pentagon,” acres in ex-
tent, east of South Cat Cay which we
photographed and videotaped. We ob-
tained G.P.S. coordinates whenever
possible. The submarine and support
vessel went to Anguilla Cay to investi-
gate the “Anguilla Arc” and an alleged
“pyramid” (which turned out to be a
seamount), then investigated targets
from the 1993 sidescan. We found rec-
tangular sandy areas down at 110 feet
off of Gun Cay, the remnants of an an-
cient waterfall out from “Entrance
Point,” and a 25-30 foot long generally
rectilinear stone at 140 feet. Results of
the side-scan survey showed several
anomalies. One was a 65 by 31 foot
rectangle with features suggestive of
structures. Another resembled the
remnants of a city: a multitiered struc-
ture with what looks like a staircase
going up the front and a doorway at
the top, two postlintel systems, a
smaller structure with a staircase, ver-
tical support elements, and a wall, and
several smaller rectangular structures
in an apparent arrangement. All of the
features are of sizes proportionate to
human architecture.

In August of ‘98 Joan Hanley had
prior target areas side-scanned as well
as the “Road” by Dr. Michael Faught
and was the first to employ a “tech
diver” team for deeper “hands -on” in-
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vestigation. They found what looked
like mountain trails with switchbacks,
terraces, and rectangular patterns on
the seafloor.

In May ‘99 we attempted to verify
our ‘98 targets with side-scan, a special
drop camera, and a submarine and sup-
port vessel. Though unable to locate
the proper area due to a G.P.S./side-
scan interface error, the submarine re-
vealed what the divers had seen: things
resembling trails and terraces. My vide-
ocam picked up what looked like a rec-
tangular cut stone at 320 feet.

The most recent report is from Reu-
ters (May 14, 2001) and concerns im-
ages obtained by side-scan sonar off of
Cuba. Paulina Zelitsky of Advanced
Digital Communications has been in-
volved in a joint operation with the
Cuban government and Geomar in a
scientific survey which has included a
search for bullion, treasure and
wrecks. At a depth of 2,200 feet they
detected a large plateau with rolling
white sand plains and (as she de-
scribes) “clear manmade architectural
designs” that (seen from above) “re-
semble pyramids, roads, and buildings”
because of their symmetrical regularity
and which she has compared with an-
cient Meso-American cities. The site
covers several miles and is in proximity
to an “extinct volcano, geological faults
and a river bed” indicating it was once
above the surface (Ancient American,
vol. 40, “Lost City Found Off Cuba” by
Andrew Collins et al). No videotape
has been released at this time, but the
plans include a joint investigation by
the Cuban Academy of Sciences and
the National Geographic Society.
Though planned for early summer, it
hadn’t occurred by the end of August
but early September reports indicate
the work is still going forward.

At this time in history, as at no
other, do we finally have the resources
to objectively and conclusively verify,
or dismiss, extraordinary claims. The
discoveries that | have listed have, for
the most part, had their existences
technologically verified. My question is
this: Why has so little been done with
something of such transcendent histor-
ical importance? | might also add why
are they being ignored? ll

to study with his mother, as well as
with a Mexican shaman and, through
dreams, with his then deceased grand-
father, a master from the Eagle Knight
lineage of the Toltec.

The first mastery, Awareness,
teaches us to see ourselves with truth;
in attaining Awareness, we recognize
the “fog” through which we have been
seeing ourselves and others. The haze
of smoke so familiar to those in the Pa-
cific Northwest is analogous to that fog
and a physical manifestation of a meta-
phor the Toltecs called “The Smoky
Mirror.” According to legend, the first
human to awaken to an indwelling di-
vinity realized that the heavens, stars
and all of matter were made of light.
He recognized himself as also made of
that light, reflected in everyone around
him. Others, though, were not awak-
ened and could not see the truth about
themselves, and revered him as a god.
Thus, he referred to himself as a
mirror, and to the haze between him-
self and others as smoke.

Yogic understanding is similar, re-
ferring to the haze as *“avidya,” or
cloudiness that blocks clear, accurate
perception. Once we are aware that
we are “dreaming” on automatic pilot,
we begin to create a smoke-free mirror.
We can then choose to embrace the
Four Agreements and transform our
dream into one of integrity, happiness
and harmony.

It is the second mastery (Transfor-
mation) which the soft-spoken, gener-
ally low-key Ruiz most concerns him-
self with disseminating on a mass scale;
he believes it is his mission to bring the
Toltec wisdom to huge numbers of
people. “I've made it as simple as pos-
sible,” he says, “so that many people
can understand and use these teach-
ings.”

The first Agreement, “Be impec-
cable with your word” includes
speaking honestly and with integrity
(Ruiz describes “impeccable” as being
without sin; in this context he says it
means we refrain from using the
power of our word against ourselves).
Citing the Bible verse: “In the Begin-
ning was the Word, and the Word was
with God and the Word was God,”
along with the concept of “affirma-
tion,” Ruiz maintains that the ability to
speak is the very basis of our creative
potency and is the same as intent, will,
faith and love. “Unfortunately, our faith
is usually trapped inside a rigid struc-
ture of beliefs,” he says. To reclaim our
power, he recommends: “Say only
what you mean and avoid using the
word to speak against yourself or to
gossip about others.” By gossip, he
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means not only the obvious titillating
chatter, but also anything you say
about yourself to another! Does that
rule out sharing a confidence with a
trusted friend? “Technically, yes,” says
Heather Ash, one of about ten full-time
apprentices who has studied inten-
sively with Ruiz for over a decade. “But
practically speaking, it’s about stop-
ping the habit of hurtful gossip about
others and listening to your body
when you talk about vyourself to
someone else.” She adds that “it’s inter-
esting to see who you call on the
phone when you need
to talk. Certain people
will support your
Victim or your Judge,
while others hold the
space for you to trans-
form and grow.”

Making the transi-
tion from feeling af-
fronted to not taking
things personally is
quite a challenge, yet
Ruiz insists: “Nothing
others do is because of
you. What others say
and do is a projection
of their own reality,
their own dream. When
you are immune to the
opinions and actions of
others, you won’t be the victim of
needless suffering.” While Buddha’s
Four Noble Truths began with the ob-
servation that life on this plane is suf-
fering, the Toltec determined that suf-
fering begins with the process of
domestication and can be overcome
through the practice of the three mas-
teries. Throughout The Four Agree-
ments and in his subsequent books,
Ruiz mentions the teachings of Christ,
Buddha and others, honoring all relig-
ions and traditions. Coming from a
Catholic background (his mother still
prays to the Saints at 3:00 AM daily),
his interpretation of Jesus’ parables
and Bible stories, as well as Greco-
Roman myths are profound and full of
insight.

Speaking of insight, most of us
think we have a lot more of it than we
really do. In an average day, we make
numerous assumptions, often because
we lack the habit or the courage to ask
questions regarding particular situa-
tions. We’re sure we know why some-
thing happened, why someone else
did or said what they did. Then, we
have fuel for feeling angry or hurt. The
third Agreement, “Don’t make assump-
tions” challenges us to communicate
with clarity. We need to drop our
pride, ask questions and express what
we want. This, says Ruiz, “avoids mis-
understandings, sadness and drama.”

The fourth Agreement, “Always do
your best,” was exemplified by the

popular movie character, Forrest
Gump. Ruiz points out that “our best”
changes from moment to moment, and
cites Gump as an example of someone
who takes action from a point of integ-
rity without expecting a particular out-
come. “Your best will be different
under various conditions,” he notes,
“but by always doing your best under
any circumstance, you avoid self-
judgment, self-abuse and regret.”

Nowhere is clear communication
more important than in the realm of
personal relationships. A divorced fa-

ther of three sons, Ruiz
has much to say about in-
timate partnerships, and
has written a third book
entitled The Mastery of
Love, which includes a
chapter called Sex, The
Biggest Demon in Hell.
Having made the choice
to be nonmonogamous,
he says: “the important

thing is that there is a

clear agreement be-

tween partners as to

what the structure of the
relationship will be.”

For a man whose per-

sonal heroes include
Jesus Christ, Muhammed
Ali and the Beatles,
family is precious. He remains close to
his many siblings and, when not trav-
eling, lives in the San Diego area with
his mother, Sarita, who came to the
U.S. 15 years ago to teach. It was
through acting as her interpreter that
Ruiz began to teach himself. One of his
sons seems destined to carry on the lin-
eage. A rebel like his father, Jose Luis
Ruiz had no interest in the family tradi-
tion until he experienced a personal
crisis. A few months ago his eyes were
bothering him; suddenly, he went blind
overnight and doctors couldn’t deter-
mine a cause. When his sight returned
just as mysteriously as it had vanished,
he reconsidered the path.

Though nonconventional romanti-
cally, Ruiz is conservative in his stance
on drugs, even for consciousness-
raising purposes. “Drugs disturb and
unbalance your mind—you don’t need
them,” he says firmly.

Acutely aware of Mayan prophecy
(which includes violent destruction)
Ruiz holds a positive view of planetary
development, going so far as to state
unequivocally: “We are not going to de-
stroy ourselves.” Though he does think
we may experience some upheaval, he
feels that “the dream is evolving. There
is a healing process happening in the
world—humanity is evolving as one
living being, because new dreamers
with enough power send their dream
to the outside dream and start modi-
fying it.” Ash says that “Miguel believes D
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that a lot of the chaos prophesied is
being worked out energetically; he has
a huge amount of hope, since things
are shifting very rapidly. There is a play
back and forth between the Sun and
humans; the prophecies project what’s
happening energetically and our
dreams shift the light.”

The Toltec believe that the Sun and
Light itself contain information. Knowl-
edge of the mind is considered to be a
tiny fraction of “Silent Knowledge,”
which is the ability to tap into the
light, into another level of communica-
tion. Ruiz goes into great detail about
how light and energy work, according
to Ash. “I’'ve been lost listening to him
after the first sentence at times,” she la-
ments. “He teaches from words, ideas
and concepts, but he is also working
energetically with silent knowledge.
He has a quiet demeanor, but he also
has a tremendous amount of power
and taps into that energy when he
needs to—I've seen him do miracle
after miracle.”

Ash recently helped found and now
directs the Toltec Center of Creative In-
tent in Berkeley, California, which of-
fers weekly classes, as well as healing
and community circles once a month.
A six-month, intensive training pro-
gram meets once a month for 10 hours
and, at $150 a month, seems inexpen-
sive. “Miguel is phasing himself out in
some ways,” says Ash. “He has asked
the teachers to take on more of the sha-
manic work and centers are starting to
spring up, like the “Garden of the God-
dess” retreat center in Santa Fe.”

In the meantime, Ruiz is still on the
lecture circuit, and leads workshops
and journeys to sacred sites around the
world. His organization’s name “Sixth
Sun,” is taken from the Mayan Cal-
endar, which divides time into sun seg-
ments. The Sun is said to have moved
from the “Fifth Ray” to the “Sixth Ray”
about 11 years ago. It is this shift that
Ruiz is undoubtedly referring to when
he writes of a society where the Four
Agreements are a habit for everybody,
where everyone practices love until
they master love. “It will happen,” he
says. “There is already a new dream in
this world ready to be dreamed; the
sun has already changed, the light has
changed. We just need humans to
dream the new dream.” By using the
Four Agreements in our own life, we
modify our personal dream, which will
soon modify the outside dream. When
we shift energetically, the Sun gets the
information and then it is radiated to
others in a different way. Deciding to
focus on our own freedom is the
greatest gift we can give to humanity.”

|
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stopped; thus he was forced to forge
new, unprogrammed—possibly prom-
ising—connections between the three
centers. Sacred Movements and
Dances, introducing the student to new
(or, Gurdjieff would have said, ancient
and forgotten), very ex-
acting physical and con-
sequently emotional and
intellectual patterns of
behavior, broke down
further ossification and
old habits, and opened
the way for a renewed
harmony between the
centers.

There were many
other exercises. Over
them all loomed Gurd-
jieff’s magisterial con-
cept of “self-
remembering.” To do it
great injustice: We must
at every moment strive
mightily not to let the
body respond merely ac-
cording to old and established patterns
of behavior. We had continuously to
split our attention between the doing
of a thing and the watching of the
doing of it. In this way, we could mon-
itor it, perhaps change it—and, by never
ceasing to maintain a distance between
our objective consciousness and the ac-
tions that were carried out in its name,
we might hope to escape the “Terror of
the Moment” and take another step in
the direction of the Fourth Way.

The past decades have not seen a
significant increase in the number of
practitioners of the Gurdjieffian Way.
Even in its heyday—at the time of the
Prieuré—critics were quick to point out
that students didn’t seem to change
very quickly and many seemed addicted
to the “Work” and to Gurdjieff himself.
This has led not a few critics to con-
clude that the many exercises in self-
remembering do not really conduce to
a state of ‘objective consciousness’—or
that objective consciousness, whatever
it is, has little to do with the annihila-
tion of the ego, Nirvana, or the “estab-
lishment in the Self” of Siddha Yoga, to
describe this much-desired state in
somewhat more classical terms. The
“self-remembering” of Gurdjieff, while
also intended to underline the non-
identity between the self and its ac-
tions, called for continuous attention to
every one of one’s worldly acts in such
a way as to also continuously draw at-
tention to the ego; the classical medita-
tion of the yogi entailed, rather, contin-
uous attention upon the higher “Self”
within. At a luncheon at the Prieuré in
the summer of 1926 or 1927, Gurdjieff

criticized in racial terms the celebrated
essayist/philosopher Waldo Frank’s
choice of a new wife. Frank never for-
gave the teacher of esotericism, and
his comments in a much later work,
Rediscovery, seem to many to accu-
rately sum up the shortcomings of self-
remembering. Admitting the necessity
of our unburdening ourselves of the
barrier to truth that the ego consti-
tutes, Frank nonetheless
contended that “...the
value axioms of the orig-
inal method were never
discussed....a method
aimed at freeing the self
from its ego center be-
came an instrument for
developing the
ego....The ‘I’ that ob-
serves the body and the
world remains unchal-
lengedly ego.” Frank un-
abashedly associated
Gurdjieff’s ‘power-ego’
with that of Mussolini.
Some wonder
whether Gurdjieff’s scan-
dalous personal behavior
entitled him to exact
from his pupils the de-
gree of personal loyalty and unthinking
obedience that he did. In Gurdjieff: A
Biography, James Moore quotes T.S.
Matthews’s turning of the witty
phrase, “’His women followers obvi-
ously adored him, and some who had
found favor in his sight had visible me-
mentos: swarthy and liquid-eyed chil-
dren.”” But Paul Beekman Taylor—
whose half-sister was Gurdjieff’s illegit-
imate daughter—describes in Gurdjieff
and Orage the sometimes cruel indif-
ference with which the Master treated
a number of his mistresses and their
(his) illegitimate offspring. One mis-
tress who certainly wasn’t cast out was
Jeanne de Salzmann, who became
Gurdjieff’s successor at the Paris Gurd-
jieff Foundation upon his death in
1949, holding that position till her
own death in 1990 at the age of 101.
De Salzmann bore Gurdjieff a son,
Michel, in 1926; that son, “swarthy and
liquid-eyed,” is now the head of the
Paris institute. Critics wonder whether
Gurdjieff’s many couplings with his
(sometimes) married students really
make him any different from Rajneesh,
the notorious guru who, residing in
the U.S., regularly slept with his stu-
dents and owned 99 Cadillacs (Gurd-
jieff himself had a huge predilection
for cars).

Gurdjieffians reply that, in effect,
“What does a foible or two matter for
somebody established in objective con-
sciousness?” But it may be a question,
not of morality, but of ‘Being’ (a word
of which Gurdjieff was fond, and
which holds a high place in his escha-
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tology): Can the philanderer really be
so completely separated from the
teacher/philosopher—especially in the
case of a man like Gurdjieff, who con-
sidered himself to be established in ob-
jective consciousness, totally inte-
grated—not a *“collection of I's” like
most of the human race, but a single
“I”? Will not one area seriously affect
the other?

In recent years, there has been re-
newed interest in Gurdjieff's bizarre,
1,238-page novel, Beelzebub’s Tales to
His Grandson, especially through the
annual All and Everything Interna-
tional Humanities conferences coordi-
nated by Seymour B. Ginsburg of Miami
and Chicago. These researches have
suggested that the novel may be more
complexly profound than was previ-
ously thought—and the author along
with it. Gurdjieff wrote the novel over
many years, often freely employing the
talents of his multilingual students; the
author’s deliberate obfuscating of its
style (which he did, he said, to prevent
the reader from grasping its meaning
too quickly, calling this stratagem “bur-
ying the dog”) masks what the old-time
sci-fi pulp magazines called a “space
opera.” However, it’'s a space opera
with two astounding differences: The
major character is Beelzebub, or Satan;
and the book aims at being nothing less

than an allegorical account of the
whole history of mankind, from the
birth of our planet to humankind’s fall
to its possible redemption.

Still, even some mainstream scholars
are recognizing that Beelzebub’s Tales
to His Grandson falls recognizably into
the great tradition of epic accounts of
the Fall of Man, including those of Par-
adise Lost, the later poems of William
Blake (e.g., The Four Zoas) and James
Joyce’s Finnegan’s Wake.

Asked why Gurdjieff’s novel has to
be quite so weird and impenetrable,
Gurdjieffians reply that it’s because
Beelzebub’s Tales is woven out of
Gurdjieff’s unique and comprehensive
knowledge of ancient, esoteric and lost
learning. Asked why, if it’s so innately
difficult then, Gurdjieff had to go on
and deliberately obfuscate the style,
they say that this strategy is consonant
with Gurdjieff’s overall strategy of “vol-
untary suffering.” They quote the
master’s words about his early life: “I
wished to create around myself condi-
tions in which a man would be continu-
ously reminded of the sense and aim of
his existence, by an avoidable friction
between his conscience and the auto-
matic manifestations of his nature.”
Adds Sy Ginsburg: “Gurdjieff wanted
the book to be read twice silently and a
third time out loud. It’s speculated that

this reading aloud allows the content
to bypass the intellect and impact the
emotions much more powerfully. Cru-
cial to this is the reading aloud of the
500 plus special words which Gurdjieff
constructed from a very wide variety of
languages, which ‘universal’ sounds
presumably have a even vaster effect
on the emotional center.”

Ginsburg, who writes extensively
on Beelzebub’s Tales, believes the
book may be a recapitulation of the ac-
tual last six reincarnations of Gurdjieff.
He also believes Gurdjieff may be the
“dancing master” Theosophical Society
founder Helena Blavatsky predicted
would be the great teacher of esoteri-
cism of the early twentieth century.

However strange G.l. Gurdjieff’s in-
tellectual doctrines may seem—
however unpleasant his personal be-
havior and some of his teaching
methods—there’s little doubt that the
thought and teaching techniques of
this remarkable esotericist and first pro-
ponent of “tough love” continue to
exert a subtle influence. Perhaps, with
the growing attention paid to Gurd-
jieff’s Beelzebub’s Tales to His
Grandson by groups such as the “All
and Everything” conferences—and in-
creasingly by the universities—the influ-
ence may become considerably more
than that. H

The Living Sky

Sir Norman Lockyer, in The Dawn
of Astronomy, demonstrated repeat-
edly how the Egyptians moved and re-
constructed temples to align with cer-
tain stars. They choose to do this when
solar alignments remain reliable for
thousands of years. In Egyptian cos-
mology stars were goddesses and the
goddess Nut, the starry sky, was femi-
nine. Sun god variants were male and
reborn at dawn, “birthed” from the
womb of the sky goddess. Perhaps the
Sun was seen to influence earthly life
and the stars to be the realm of eternal
life.

Do the stars draw us by their
beauty, or is there some inherent
power to which we respond?
Schwaller described the “living sky,” a
celestial Neter (Divine Archetype) at
Memphis and a metaphysical, supra-
celestial Neter at Heliopolis. Did the
ancient Egyptians understand some-
thing about stellar influences that we
have yet to rediscover? Was there a
profound metaphor encoded by the
stellar myths that was enacted inside
the temples of initiation?
