One of the reasons I think so is the tremendous disparity between what leaders like Genghis Khan, Batu Khan, Timur aka Tamerlane looked like to the contemporary artists vs. the appearance attributed to them today. 
I found these sketches on the internet from the '60s URSS (around the same time of the CIA report?) which show the appearance of various ethnicities (or races, as they were called from ancient times before the politically correct became a thing). Here the Tatars (not Tartars) have a Lenin appearance, imo.
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Or let is take the matter of history, which, along with
religion, language and literature, constitute the core of a
people's cultural heritage.
