1 The Nazca spider, southern Peru. Recent research by Dr Phillis Pitluga, a senior astronomer with Chicago’s Adler Planetarium, has demonstrated that the spider, like the Great Pyramids at Giza in Egypt (see Parts VI and VII), was designed as a terrestrial image of the constellation of Orion. Is it possible that the incorporation of a ‘celestial plan’ in ancient and mysterious monuments from many different parts of the world, and a particular focus on the three stars of Orion’s Belt (represented at Nazca by the narrow waist of the spider), could be parts of a global scientific legacy passed on by a lost civilization of very remote times?

Above: 4 A view of Machu Picchu. This remote site features astronomical alignments which indicate that it may be many thousands of years older than the Inca civilization that is supposed to have built it. Is it possible that it was not a work of the Incas at all and that it was merely occupied and used by them at a much later date? Below. 5 and 6 Characteristic ‘jigsaw puzzle’ masonry of the Cuzco-Machu Picchu area. Again archaeologists unhesitatingly attribute this style to the Incas, but compare pictures 66, 67 and 68 in Part VII below.

Above: 7 The Intihuatana (‘hitching post of the sun’) at Machu Picchu. Below: 8 and 9 The author dwarfed by the giant blocks of Sacsayhuaman, which routinely weigh as much as 500 family-sized automobiles. There are indications that these massive fortifications, like Machu Picchu, were not built by the Incas but by unknown hands thousands of years earlier. Compare picture 9 with picture 65 in Part VII below.

Above: 10 and 11 Tiahuanaco, Bolivia. The two principal ‘idols’ in the Kalasasaya both carry unidentifiable implements in their hands. Below: 12 A view of the Kalasasaya from the north. Astronomical calculations indicate that this huge structure may originally have been set out and aligned to the equinoctial sunrise as early as 15,000 BC.

Above: 13 Tiahuanaco’s Gateway of the Sun, viewed from the west. It is carved out of a single piece of solid andesite and weighs more than 10 tons. Below. 14 Several researchers believe that the ‘Calendar frieze’ on the east side of the Gateway incorporates advanced scientific information.

Top left; 15 This idol, depicting a bearded figure, stands in the Subterranean Temple at Tiahuanaco, and is presumed to represent Viracocha, the civilizing hero of Andean mythology. Top right: 16 A stele at Tiahuanaco carved with bearded heads (above the figure’s right arm and, sideways, on its belt). The physical types depicted on this and on the Viracocha pillar are not indigenous to the South American region. Left: 17 The characteristic indentation marks which indicate that these blocks were joined together by an I-shaped metal clamp. This masonry technique is not known to have been employed anywhere else in South America but was used in ancient Egypt more than 4000 years ago. Below: 18 The symbolism of the cross was present at Tiahuanaco thousands of years before the coming of Christianity.

Above: 19 Building a traditional reed boat on the island of Suriqui, Lake Titicaca. Boats of a near-identical design, though on a much larger scale, were used on the Nile in Egypt in the Pyramid Age (see Part VI, pictures 53, 54 and 55). Below: 20 Navigating the waters of Lake Titicaca. Tiahuanaco was originally built to serve as a port on the shores of this vast inland sea. Since then, however, the lake’s level has fallen by more than 100 feet and its shores have receded some 12 miles to the north—a process which geologists estimate could not have been completed in less than 10,000 years.

21 Temple of the Warriors at Chichen Itza, Yucatan, Mexico. In the foreground is a Chacmool idol, gazing westwards, the direction traditionally associated with death. In the background, at the rear of the Temple behind the idol, can be seen a sacrificial altar supported on low pillars. The plate that the idol holds across its belly was used to hold the freshly-extracted hearts of victims sacrificed in the belief that their deaths might delay the coming of the end of the world.

Above: 22 Temple of Kukulcan/Quetzalcoatl at Chichen Itza. An advanced geodetic science was used to position this striking ziggurat so that special light and shadow effects would occur with clockwork precision on the vernal and autumnal equinoxes. On both days, these effects continue to create the illusion of a giant serpent undulating on the northern staircase. Below. 23 and 24 Side and front views of the Altar of Infant Sacrifice found at La Venta and associated with the Olmecs—the so-called ‘mother culture’ of Central America because it is the oldest so far identified.

29, 30, 31, 32 Found in the same ancient archaeological strata with the strongly negroid Olmec heads, are images like these (from La Venta and Monte Alban) that appear to depict bearded Caucasian figures. The Central American deity Quetzalcoatl (like Viracocha in the Andes) was reported to have been tall, pale-skinned and bearded.

Above: 33 ‘Man in Serpent’ sculpture from the Olmec site of La Venta. Note the X-shaped crosses on the head-dress and compare with pre-Christian crucifix and serpent symbology found elsewhere - for example at Tiahuanaco in the Andes and in ancient Egypt. Note also the curiously mechanical appearance of the ‘feathered serpent’ device inside which the man is seated. Below, 34 The Temple of the Inscriptions, an elegant step-pyramid, at the Classical Mayan site of Palenque.

Previous page, top left: 35 Tomb-chamber within the Temple of the Inscriptions, supposed burial place of Lord Pacal, ruler of Palenque. Top right: 36 A rubbing from the sarcophagus lid reveals another curiously mechanical design involving a man who appears to be seated inside some kind of device. Bottom left: 37 Group of idols on the pyramid platform at Tula, Mexico. Bottom right: 38 Detail of weapon held by one of the idols. Central American legends speak of weapons known as xiuhcoatl, ‘fire-serpents’ which emitted burning rays capable of piercing and dismembering human bodies.

This page, above: 39 Pyramid of the Magician at Uxmal. Maya traditions assert that a dwarf, with supernatural powers, raised up the entire 120-foot-high building in just one night.

Above: 40 Day-trippers from Mexico City gather near the apex of the Pyramid of the Moon at Teotihuacan to gaze down the immense astronomically-aligned axis known as the Way of the Dead, which is flanked, to the east, by the huge bulk of the Pyramid of the Sun. The culture that founded Teotihuacan has been lost to history. Below: 41 The Pyramid of the Sun (foreground) and the Pyramid of the Moon viewed from the Temple of Quetzalcoatl.

Above: 42 Egypt’s Giza necropolis, viewed from the south-west. In the foreground (flanked by three ‘satellite’ pyramids) we see the Pyramid of Menkaure, the third and smallest of the great Pyramids at Giza. Behind it, still capped by several courses of its original facing-stones, towers the Pyramid of Khafre. Behind that, in the background, can be seen the truncated apex of the Pyramid of Khufu, the Great Pyramid, Seventh Wonder of the Ancient World. The attribution of the three Pyramids to the three Fourth Dynasty Pharaohs is conventional but unsupported by any convincing evidence. Below: 43 The Great Sphinx at Giza, gazing due east towards the equinoctial sunrise. New geological and archaeo-astronomical evidence indicates that this immense monolithic sculpture may be many thousands of years older than archaeologists currently assume.

Above: 44 The author in the King’s Chamber in the heart of the Great Pyramid. The walls are composed of 100 separate blocks weighing around 70 tons each, and the ceiling is spanned by 9 further blocks each weighing 50 tons. The engineering logistics involved in creating such a chamber at a height of 150 feet above the ground are stupefying. Below. 45 The author in the King’s Chamber sarcophagus. Cut from one piece of solid granite, its interior was hollowed out, more than 4500 years ago, by tubular drills (no examples of which have ever been found) which removed material 500 times faster than the rate that can be achieved by modern diamond-headed power-drills.

Facing page: 46 The Grand Gallery. Are we looking down? Or up? Measuring 153 feet in length, and 28 feet high, this awe-inspiring corbel vault has an angle of slope of 26° and represents a near-impossible engineering and architectural feat.

previous page, top left: 47 A view of the Queen’s Chamber showing the corbelled niche in the eastern wall and the entrance to the shaft in the southern wall. Some 200 feet along this steeply sloping shaft a concealed portcullis door was discovered by the German robot-camera Upuaut in March 1993. Top right: 48 The lowest of the three chambers in the Menkaure Pyramid. Its ceiling, defaced with graffiti in modern times, consists of 18 huge granite slabs laid in facing gables, hollowed out from beneath to give the effect of a concave barrel vault. Bottom: 49 The author above the latter chamber, crouched on top of the granite gables that form its distinctive ceiling. There is no known mechanism that could have manoeuvred such immense blocks into position in the limited space available.

This page, above: 50 The only surviving statue of Khufu, the supposed builder of the Great Pyramid. Right: 51 The beautiful diorite statue of Khafre, the supposed builder of the Second Pyramid. Below: 52 The principal chamber in the Khafre Pyramid, with graffiti by Belzoni.

Previous page: 53 The streamlined 450O-year-old boat, built to an advanced oceangoing design, that was found buried beside the Great Pyramid. Other such boats, known to be much older, have recently been found buried in the desert at Abydos in Upper Egypt (see Part VII).

This page, above: 54 The earliest known piece of graphic art from pre-dynastic Egypt, now in the Cairo Museum, crudely depicts a similar style of boat. Below. 55 Such boats were invariably associated with the Neteru, the Gods, said to have brought civilization to Egypt in the remote ‘First Time’. Compare also pictures 19 and 20 in Part I.

Above: 56 The geometric perfection of the Great Pyramid of Egypt, almost 500 feet high and supposedly built by the Fourth Dynasty Pharaoh Khufu around 2550 BC. Amongst other functions the Great Pyramid was designed to serve as a mathematical model of the northern hemisphere of the earth on a scale of 1:43,200. Below. 57 The crumbling dilapidated ruin of the nearby Pyramid of Sahure, a Fifth Dynasty Pharaoh who reigned around 2450 BC. How is it possible to account for such a spectacular decline in building standards and engineering expertise in a period of barely a century?

Above: 58 The pyramid complex of Zoser at Saqqara. Reckoned by archaeologists to be the oldest massive construction in stone ever attempted by humanity, the famous Step Pyramid is 200 feet tall and dates to the Third Dynasty, approximately 2650 BC. Below: 59 The hieroglyph-lined tomb chamber of the Fifth Dynasty Pyramid of Unas at Saqqara, principal repository of the mysterious Pyramid Texts. Note that the ceiling is prominently decorated with stars.

Previous page: 60 Detail of the Pyramid Texts in the Unas tomb chamber at Saqqara, with the name of Unas inscribed in the oval cartouche at the centre of the frame. The Texts speak of the deceased Pharaoh’s destiny as a reborn soul in the constellation of Orion and contain a number of bizarre technological references.

This page, above: 61 The King List in the Seti I Temple at Abydos. At the left of the frame, Pharaoh Seti I (1306-1290 BC) shows his son (the future Ramsses II) an inscription of the names of the 76 Pharaohs who had preceded him to the throne of Egypt. Below: 62 The Seti I Temple is dedicated to Osiris, ‘Lord of Eternity’, here shown seated at centre-frame, wearing the Atef Crown and the characteristic beard that links his symbolism to that of Viracocha in the Andes and Quetzalcoatl in Central America.

Above: 63 Overview of the Osireion, the giant subterranean structure excavated from the silt and sand behind the Seti I Temple at Abydos and assumed by Egyptologists also to have been the work of Seti I (early thirteenth millennium BC). Geologists disagree: the Osireion’s floor level lies more than 50 feet below that of the Temple, which suggests that it may have been built as much as 10,000 years earlier and then gradually covered by sedimentation. Below. 64 The megalithic architectural style of the Osireion, here shown with the author in the foreground for scale, is unlike any of the known buildings of the Seti I period. It closely resembles, however, the austere, gigantic architecture of the Valley and Mortuary Temples at Giza, which themselves bear evidence of a far greater antiquity than archaeologists allow.

Facing page: 65 The main gateway into the Osireion. Compare with picture 9 in Part I, and with the Valley Temple shown overleaf.

Previous page, top left and right: 66 and 67 Interior views of the so-called Valley Temple of Khafre at Giza. Note the deeply weathered limestone megaliths visible above and behind the granite facing blocks. Could the former have been put in position in a far earlier epoch than the latter? Bottom left: 68 Is it a coincidence that patterns of ‘jigsaw puzzle’ masonry in the Valley Temple so closely resemble those found in Peru? Compare with pictures 5 and 6 in Part I. Bottom right: 69 The Great Sphinx, viewed from the south. The distinctive erosion patterns on the body of the Sphinx indicate to geologists that the primary weathering agent was heavy rains—which last fell in this area in the eleventh millennium BC.

This page, above: 70 The gigantic external walls of the Valley Temple made up of water-eroded blocks that each weigh as much as a modern diesel engine. Below. 71 The rear of the pit or trench out of which the body of the Sphinx was carved again shows the characteristic vertical fissures and scalloped coves of precipitation-induced weathering. The rump of the Sphinx, also shown, has been partially covered in repair blocks in modern times.

Above: 72 The Second Pyramid, at dawn, its apex lit up by the first rays of the rising sun. Below. 73 Winter solstice sunset over the Third Pyramid at Giza. Recent archaeo-astronomical research has shown that the three Great Pyramids, and the Great Sphinx, are parts of a gigantic map of the skies as they appeared in 10,500 BC.
