Scophia found the Tatar yoke unbear-

the Tatar Khan demanding the usual
tribute, Ivan threw the edict on the
ground, Stamped and spat on ity and
killed all the ambassadors save one,
whiin he sent hack to hi= master. The
erirapged Tatars sought eevenge; but their
efforts availed navght agaimst Ivan's
AITHES,

THE RESULTS GF TATAR RULE

Muscow, after néarly zoo yeurs of
suhjection to the Tatars, was freed. But
the hatred of Mobammedan rule had
been bred in the bone of every Slav for
ten generations—a hatred that has re-
muined mothe race to this day, and has
prompred Kussia always to help the op-

ressed in any bght to throw off the
Mohammedan yoke, For this reason
they were willing to sacrifice 370,000
lives in their wars against the Turk; to
help Greece to freedom in 1828, and

m Servil, Hamanin, and Bulgara i
1878, whereas no other European nation
ever expended anvthing bt words in be-
half of the sabject Chrstian; for this
reasonl, Russid glone of the great Chrs
tian powers ( England, France, and Ger-
many | has not once been the ally of the
Turk.

But the miluence of the Tatar upon
the blpod of the Russion people has been
much exagrerated. The expression,
"Sceratch a Kossun and vou had a4 Tatar
underneath,” 15 commonly attributed to
Napaolean, [f Napoleon did origmate this
temarkable statement, he partly revenged
himseli for his defeat, for the quotarion
iz widely it wronely accepted as a trie
description of the Russian. As a matfer
of fact, the Tatars did not setile among
the Slave. They were content to rale
from afar, with periodic vistationg to

451

ravage and plunder, m order that there
maght bé no delay i the remittance of
tribute. ot thewr contmbution to the
racinl stock of Russin wns compamatively
little,

IVAN THE TEHWR{NLE

Some vears after the lvan who mar-
ried the hemress w Constantinople came
another Ivan, called the Terrible, who
assumed. the title ot Tsar, crushed the
noblies, conguered Siberia, and extended
s dommnion to the Pacific,. “All his
tories are spotless In comparison with
that of Moscow under himn—a creature
of wnparalleled feromity and nconcerv-
able wickedness. . . . He went to
the tortore-rooms with joy, and came
away from its hendish practices invigo-
rated, refreshed, and g:u.'-”

This was the age of Shakespeare and
Facon in England.

Ivan slew s oldest son with his own
hand in a fit of rage: His greatest crime
wits the sncking and destrpction of the
ancient city of Novgorod, whose infidelity
he suspected, “The Tsar and his son
went o an enclosure specially. reserved
for the torture of thor victims, and with
thetr lances prodded those who were not
quickly encugh dragged to the place of
torment.  Chroniglers say that from 300
to 1,000 were slam in ¢old blood before
hm exch day of his stay. Some were
birmed, some racked to death, others
drowned in the YVolkhof, run in on
sledoes or thrown m from the bnd
saldiers in hoats spearing those who
swiit,  Infants were impaled before the
evis of their mothers, hgsbands bmch-
ered along with their wives,  Noveorod,
at that time larger and of greater com-
mercial wnportanee than Moseow, was =0
injured that she never since acquirerd the
rink of even a third-rate town.”

But in spite of bis cruelty and super-
stition, Ivan was in many respects a suc-
cessidl mler, reducing the Tawmr king-
dom and extending the Russinn domin-
iones to the Facific by the help of a free-
booter, Yermak, who swept the Siberian
steppes as clean of Russian foes as Drake
at the same time wax clearing the seas
for England. A hundred vears before
Peter the Great, Ivan “opened the Rus-
sian window to the West"—bronght in

Amid the divided camps it was casy for
the Palish king to overrun the country
anel to seize Moscow, from which he ac-
ally reigned.  So exhausted was Russm
that the Empire seemed crambhng 1o
pieces before the attacks of Swede, Turk,
and Pole. But in this hour of adversity
the Russian church, as dunng the con-
turies of Tatar rule, alpne Tefused to
subimit, and in her monastery fortresses
kept alive the spirit of resistance until a
buteher eafled Minia and a prince, Po-
jarski, started & revival of the masses so
violent that in a few months every Paole
was swept ont of Russia,  But Moscow
for perhaps the tenth time was burned
to the ground.

At the Graml National Assembly which
followed, and in which pringes and peps-
ants participated, Michael Romunoy was
chosen T=ar,, Thus the present dynasty,
which has brought stability, immense
growth, and emmrmons power to Hussia,
was founded six vears after the Tound-
ing of Jamecstown, Yirginia, and cmly
seven years before the Pilgrim futhers
landed ot Plymosth, Massachusetts.

PETER THE GHREAT

Among the colossal figures thatr Joom
up above the dead level of humanity as
3 great mourtain towers above the plain,
history offers no better example than
Peter the Creat, Russia’s remarlable
ruler at the close of the seveénteenth and
during the beginning of the eighteenth
century,  He found Russia an all but
barbaric nation; he left it an the high-
romd to civiligation and one of the ¢anh's
Freatest powers,

He was born as nich as Midas, with
the silver spoon af plenty in his mouth;
bhut he lived as poor as z hermit, and
toiled with hand as well as with hram
that his country mmight ¢ome ont of its
harbaric stupor and mto: civilized activ-
ity. He justificd his savage treatment of
his peaple by saving that it was only
through such methods that he was shle
to “dress his herd of antmals like men s
anil vet e lived with them and shared
their toil when Russia's welfare was in
the bnlance.

THE NATIONAL GEOGRAFPHIC MAGAZINE

A very remarkable man was Petdr
the Great—a queer combination of auto-
crat and democrit, as auslere 4s i mih
when Dty called and as self-indulgent
g Baechus when Pleasure heckoned.

Peter was horn in Moscow i 1672,
At his election 1o the throne, ten vears
later, he saw one of s oneles drageed
from the palace and hutchered by a sav-
are mob, and his mothers beloved men-
tar and his own best foend (who had
probabily given him his thirst for knowl-
edge) torn Frommn Ris restraining grasp
and hucked to pieces. As 1 youth he
cared] httle who ruled bis empire, 5o long
ag he was left undisturbed in his pastime
of shipbmilifng, =atlmg, drillmg, and
hehting sham battles,

A dhisastrons  campalgn dgainst  the
Turks and an attempt to capture Azov,
which failed, simply aroused the latent
forces in the great roler, and he imme-
dimtely sent to Austrix and Prossia for
sAppers, miners, engmeers, and carpen-
ters;, whontt he took with him to the far-
estssof the Don, where they constructed
scores of vessels for s Ysea caravan,”
with which he proposed 1o dove out the
Turks from Azov. He himself Lived
a hut o the woods and worked like a
slave during this time, and when hix gal-
ley Aoulia started i was under the com-
mumd of “Captain Peter Alehsyeeviach™
in' the galley Prificipiim, which he had
built with his own hands. His expeii-
tion was succéssiul—Azoy was captured

But after his victory Peter foresaw
that he could not stand out single-handed
agamnst the Turks permanemtly: s he
sert o depotation of dearly three hun-
dred persons, neludingr nobles. generals.
merchants, and merpreters, to wedern
Europe to ask support for his couse.
He himself accompamed the embassy
incogrita : bt sgon, becoming impatient
with. the progress such a large pariy
could make, he abandoned 1t and trav-
cled nlone, wvisiting Germany, Holland,
Englanrd, Franee, and Austrin,

Wherever he went he was indefatiza-
ke 17 learning new arte and gathering
new pdeas:  In the factorles be workedl
unknown with s own hamis until they
became hard and callous—in gun-mak-

his tongue in his cheek ; “we are all Tsars

Peter was: starting from Vienna to
Vienice to learn the art of navigation
more thoroughly when he was recalied
to Moscow t put down an incipient
revolution, e “had 2,000 hanged or
broken on the wheel and 5000 be-
headed.” Then he ook up his work of
establishing reforms, “the knout and the
axe being the accompanmment of every
reforming edict.”

In these reforms he followed the wleal
of the modern lapanese, showing no
sentimental  predilection for any ope
conntry, bt borrowing with impartahty
the best that each had to offer. Some of
the things that worked well with the peo-
e of ﬁi&ilrm Furope were unsuifed to

ussia * but Peter made the man to fit
the coat and pot the coat to fit the man.

One of s first orders was that the
beards of Russuin officials should go;
and, although the masses would have
thooght beheadmg Tittle more shocking
toy their ideals, the heards went, as evi-
dence that the old ordér was changing.
Men were ardered to change their dress,
women to discard their veils, and inti-
mately personal affairs were reformed
a4 well as public matters, The power of
the clergy, who had constantly opposed
his plans, wag hroken by the replacing
of the patriarchale with a synod whose
members were absolutely dependent upon
the Tasar. He founded schoals, bl up
a powerful army, and had the virtue of
dranomy.

* Thi=s was ten years after the peaceinl revo-
lution in England.  Alresdy the main prin-
ciples vf English government, Mucanlay zays,
“had been emgraven on the hearts of English-
men during 4oo years. That, withoot the con-
sent of the representutives of  the mation, no
legizlative wct eonld b passed, oo Ex imposed,
no regular soldiers kept wp that no man could
e fmprisoned, even for 4 day, by the arbitrary

will of the suvermpn; thar no tool of power,

cotild plead the roval command &8 a8 justifica-
vion for wiolating wny right of the humblest
subject, were held, both by Whigs and Tories,
tir be fundamenta] laws of the realm.”

These words of the brifliunt historian make
ns realize the political hackwardnese of Russia,
chid of every other contitental power of Fu-
rope ot that time, o8 compared with England.

Peter foresaw the future of Siberia
and of the great Amur River Valley and
spught-to develop both, He wanted a
palace from whose window he could
lpok out dpon Europe, amd he got it by
buihling a city in a vast marsh. Forty
thousand men were deafted annually to
gt logs from the forests and drive them
as piling to make a foundation for his
capital,  Imagimation staggers when try-
ing to comprehend the vastness of the
undertaking: but Petrograd stamds as
the twenticth-century  fulfllment of his
ideals in citv-baildhng, .

At the age of &3 Peter sacriticed has
life to save a peasant woman $ud her
child from drowning (see page 485).

HNAPODLEGN. IS MOSCOW

The taking of Moscow by Nuapoleon,
s subsequent des! risction, and the re-
treat of his army consbhitute one of the
maost thrilling pages in the annals of
war, It was on the rgth of September,
1812, that the golden minarets and
starry domes of the great city Hrst met
the gaze of the Freach army. "All this
is yours,” exclaimed the great chieftain,
prd o maghty shout swept over his army
from front tank to rear guerd, Tiké a

great llow over a sea,

The day before the Russians had
evacuated the city and the way of the
French was unopposed. Eut when they
arrived they were chagrined to find that
the zo0,000 mhabitants had left. and that
only the liberated prisomers, the rabble,
and the feeble had remained behind
Napoleon hmmself océupied the Rremiin
on the tsth, and that very night, while
he wae waiting to receive a deputation
of notables, who sent m their stead =z
deputation of rich roskelnmik merchants

Anpther official selected
is the pale man, who goes through the

Nothing is done until the villagers m
meeting approve it.  For instance, no one
can begin to mow hay until the village
meeting savs 20, The village lands are
apportioned out, each male member of a
family getting a strip; and these are not
located together, thus preventing any
family from getting more than = share
of the best laml.  Sometimes there is &
redivision every ten years, and sometimes
oftener.  Sometimes strips are 1o feet
wide und sometimes 00— strange ef-
fect in harvest time, when the land looks
like a piece of grandmuother's home-rade
rag carpet.  Hay is usually made by the
whole commmmty and divided mto a
munber of piles corresponding o the
number of men, amd these are assigned
by lot.

A RAURAL-LIVING FTLOVLE

Few nations hiave such 3 preal per-
centage of their popttlation living on the
<oil mod by the soil as Russin. Where
Fngland and Wales have 78 per ¢ent ot
their peaple living amid urban surround-
ings, the Unitedd States 47 per cent, Ger-
many 43 per cent, and Prance 42 per
cent, only 15 per cent of Russia’s people
have left the sol. O the typacal thou-
sand of population, 771 are peasants, 107
are burgesses, 60 are natives of the wili-
tribe order, 23 are Cossacks, 15 are no-
bles, 5 belong to the clergy, 5 are privi-
leged birpesses,-and 8 are undhssifierd.

United States would have to vield first
place to Russia as a gramn producet.

FUTURE MESIMILITIES

But what Russma 15 as a producer of
the world’s staple foodstuffs 158 nothing
as coaripared with what it may be. That
the acreage can he ennrmously increased,
any one wha has traveled through Rus-
sin can very well snderstand.  Put let
us pssume that the pereapge will stand
still, and that at some future date the
Ritssion’ farmer, with his naturally rich
andd comparatively new land, can duopli-
cate what the German farmer, with his
naturully poor and long-used Iand, 15 now
doing in the matter of per-acre yiekl.

Cerman, until the war, was a much
more necessary language for a traveler
in Russia than Frénch or English. There
were many German shop-keepers, and
the chambermands and watters of the Lig
hotels all spoke Goermnn,

While Russia's foreign trade has been
regarded as full of potentialities, mens-
ured by population standards it is ex-
ceedingly small.  With a population 7o
er cent larger than that of the United
States, its mparts were less than 4o per
cerit as great as those of the United
Stafes in 1013, and s exports were anly
a little more than a third a5 preat.

The imports through the port of New
York alane gre one and n half times as
great as those of the entrre Rossian Em-
pire, while New York exports commmndi-

THE JEWS

More than half of the 13 million Jews
in the world live in Russia, where they
are officially called *Those ‘who follow
the Mosaie Creed.” While the rest of
the world—CGermany, Austria, Franve,
and Spam—were persecuting these peo-
ple Polund was offering them asylum,
and they accepted that haven as a God-
given refuge, When Polamd was parii
fioned the bolk of its Jewish population
went with Russia’s share, and that is how
Russut came to get its Jewish praoblem

The Jews in Russia have had a very
hard time of #t for gencerations, An alien
mace prospering where the native race
goes hunpery naturally arouses hilterness,
and that 15 what haz causéd the Rus-
sian government t0 adopt such stren-
uoBs  restrictive measures against the
Jewe. Instances of this repression is
written into every chapter of Russian
law. Theére is a double tax on Kosher
meat, first on the anmimal and then on the
meat itsell; there B o 1ax on religious
candles wsed by the Jews: the head of
the farmly must pay a tax for the
privilege of wearing a skull-cap during
pravers; not more than 1o per cent of
the students of a university may be Jews.
The laws forbid the Jews o zettle oul-
side’ of the urban districis of the 11y
towns embraced in what is known os the
“Pale of Jewish Settlement.” Manv do
settle outside and live in pedce until a
storm arises on the palibeal horizon,
when they absent themselves until i
blows over, No office s open to a Tew
unless he renounces his religion, which
only a' fraction of 1 per cent of them
ever do,
