Pnr, uitimately, the Lamorin alled for
his tron pen and wrote with heavy stroies,
on a palm Jeaf, the following note {or
Camia's delivery to the King of Portuyal

“Vasco dn Gama, a gentleman of vour
household, come 1o my country, whereat
[ was plensed. My country s rich in
cinmamon, cloves, pinger, pepper, and
precions stones. That which 1 ask you
exchinge is gold, silver, corals, and searlet
cloth.”

Adfter Gama's returm a Venetinn chromi-
cler wrote: “When this news reached
Venice the whole city felt it tly and
rernained stupefied, and the wisest held i it
as the worst news that had ever arrived.”
Well they might; from that time forth
stupping fltered slowly out of the Med-
terranean into the Atlontic,

Gama had the Dest aids his time af-
forded.  There was the wooden astralabe,
designed 0 Prince Henry's tioe, clunsy
makeshift for the sextant, with which to
fred the latitude. Determination of longi.
turle was yet unsolved, He probably lased
his ealeulations on the varintions of the
compass needle, boeatise B was assumed
that lines radinting from the magnetc
prale liaed f constant relation to those mdi-
ating from the gmgmphtt pole, Thus 1
twiy places showed an equal divergence o1
the compass they minst e on the same
meridinn.

Oher Hottentots came down fronm thedr
krmal. They wore shells and copper
their ears, fanned themselves with foxtails
tied to sticks, and carried Rsh-spearing
shafts tipped] with gemshok Torms.

The Portoguese displaved golil, -seed
pearls, cloves, and cinnaman, which did

not tempt them, but they were captivated
iy tiny bells and tin rings:

Armed men patrolled the commander's

There was no mistaking then the atti-
tudle of the Moslems. They deprecinted
the poods, refused to trade, and when they

The Zamorin, however, showeil his good
faith when this was reported to im, He
first sent Hlindu merchants to Toak at the

Selling unknown goods in a strange
land with no Axed exchange rates entailed

All this had the desired effect upon the
Zamorin he was elated at such profitable
customers.  But ot had an unexpected
boomerang.

The Moors conveyed to lom a message
which said in effect: “We. told yvou sn.
These people can’t be merchants.  And
they are not fools.  They must be spies
or pirates masquerading as traders. Ay~
way, what can Your Majesty hope to gain
fronm a market which it takes a year’s
vavage to reach?”

While this wholesale trading was going
on, small parties of =ailors went ashore

“We took a Mecea ship, on board of
which were 380 meén and women aml
children, and we took from it fully 12,000
ducats, with goods worth at lenst another
10,000, And we hurned the ship and all
the e on board with gunpowder, on
the first day of October.”

a boat, and with it transhxed a salor and
kiled him: and, as thiz seemed to me a
great thing, | have written i.”

A AKES GEEAT IEAVOCY AT CALICUYT

When the fAeet arvived at Calicut the
Zomorin sotght to placate the Portuguese,
lmit Ciamea: replied that his roval master
contld fashion a better ke thun the fa-
morm ot of a palm tree.

Thereupon: he sank the Zamorn's fleet
anid seixed a pomber of traders and figh-
crmirt 10 the harbor, whose hands - and
cars s noses he ot off and sent: nshore
with a message to the damonin to mike
cirey of them,

The victims of this cruelty, stll writh-
g in agony, were pmled on a raft, with
their feet tied together and their teeth
kmnocked out, so they cotthl not wndo the
ropes.. Mats and dried leaves were spread
vver them and set afire, and this Hamong
chairnie]l Darge was turned adeift towarnd
the shore, The admirnl poid his parting
respects 1o the city with 8 terrific hom-
lsreimrent.

AN EAMLY “BIG NAVY" ADVOCATE

In 1505 Francisen de Almeida was dis-
patched as the first Viceroy of India, That
great adomal saw it once that the vist
extent of Gama's discoveries constituted a
weakness,  He urged his kg to annex
no possessions, and to hulld no fortifica-
tioms exeept to protect trading posts, and
atlvised that the muvy be developed ti the
utrmast 1 pridect the extensive new trade,

After Almeida’s gullant bartles with the
strangrely  matched floets of Egypt and
Islam made the sea safer for Europeans,
Affvnso I Alboguergue went ot to plant
his country’s Hag in such stratepic spots
as. G, Malsecn, Ormuz, and  Aden.

Hitherto Portugal had not claimed a
SUMATE foat of the termtores Cionma hued
thecovered,

During the siege of (Goa, Alboguerque’s
shups were caught m a desd enlm, and he
could neither attack por retreat to re-
plertish his supplies, Food ran short o
went sour in the blistering heat.  The
Shah of Guoa, suspecting this conditio,
serit oont a hoatlopd of sapplies ander 2

of truce; whereupon  Alboguergue
staged o phantom banquet, The spies saw
Portupuese Jolling abwut tahles laden with
choicest foods, apparently =urfeited by a
heavy meal.

These viands were about all the food dn
board. They had been hoarded for the
sick, and after the spies’ departure they
were gathered up intact, before the yeamn-
ing eves and watering mooths of the half-
starved crew, to be conserved for the
dhrest emergency.

Alboguergne’s career abounds in Hizarre
and heroic deeds, Tot his fame resis upon
a generalslnp and statesmanship that made
Portugal's East Indian empire real and
SECTITE.

However, his admimstration had the
vitlnerable point of all dictatorships—the
areat Alboiuerique left no stccessor, For
ten yvears after his death, in 1515, India
suffered from graft, misrule, and preda-
tory fortune hunters. King Manoel hail
died, After his second vovage [Dom
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governor for irregufaritics in his accounts,
and that official's mfluemial brother be-
sought clemency, pomting out that the
scetised had not sold any of the king's
forts, as others lmd done.  The vicer: '
retorted, “Sir, 1 your brother had sald
fortresses, he would not have his head
where it is now, for | should have ordered
it cut off.”

He dealt out harsh and wholesale penal-
ties to all offenders, When some im-

Al various ports he ampeed everyome
by refusing presents from Arab, Hindi,
or Portuguese..

ing's fortune.

He antroduced a crude civil service sys-
tem and personally examined the hanid-
writing of applicants for clerical posts,
He registered all the povernment's ovier-
seas emplovees. He ﬂup{re«'l the adultera-
tion of spices with sand and grie. He
licensed navigators : hie abolished payv and
ratioms which had been destribuated among
colimists for no other reason than that
they had marricd native women; he pre-
scribed a shore uniform: for sailors, and
he gathered in many pieces of  stolen
artillery, Th madern police parlance, he
“clenned up™ India, _

Then he cast about for a means of
patrolling the rivers and shores, which
were infested by the swilt pieate craft
of the Ambs. A Genoa st binlder he
browpht along promized him, *Sir, 1 will
bwld youo brigantines which would catch
i wnsgquito,”

A MALABAR "rEVERTE cUoTTER”

In 20 diys the twilder had ready two
rowhoats, fashioned after Levantine mwul-
cls, which were manted in the following
matner

"Each of the rowers had under his
Lench @ breastplate and helmet of steel,
and a lance and shield, vl two pots of
powder; hecause, on secing the prize,
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they armed themselves, and put on the

‘asco da Cama's death was not dra-
matic, like that of Diaz, who was lost in
n storm at sea, or like that of Almeidn,
who was slain by Hottentots. He suc-
cumbed, on Christmas Eve of 1324, at
Cochin, to-an attack of hoils on his neck.

But Gama's death, like Lincoln's, was
trmed at the chmax of his career,

His frst vovage marked owt the path
o Indin, his second pot fear into the
hwarts of the natives, his third exhilited
a loyvalty and hemesty which were marvels
if los time,

A TOME AND A TMOEM

Had he gone back o Portagal he mght
have been discredited by his enemies, as
wits Alboguerue,  Instead, he was burled
at Cochin, and when his romains, sote
vears later, were transterred to Port
he was acelaimed a natiomal hero,

To-day his sapposed remains appropri-
atelv rest at Belem lLesde those of the
poet Chmoens, 10 one of the warkd’s most
leantiful tombs, the Convento dos Terony-
mos; the Westminster Abbey of Portugal.

It is to he regretted that there is no
first-hand narrative of Goma's vovages,
Neither Columbus nor Cook, however,
bad 8 Camoens, such as the one-eyed
soldier-poct who wrote the epie of Lnnm:

Cotmbra, the classic city of Portugal,
once the éapital, for centuries the deat of
learning, is built on a hill beside the
Mondego River. This is the only one
of hve important streams of Portugal
whose source lies within the country.
The ather four are Spanish-born rivers
flowing to the Atlantic, navigable only
m Portugal. Tree and grass hordered,
slow-moving, lovely bevond wornls, is the
Muondegn, born up among the Mouniains
of the Stars.

Commbra disputes with Braga the third
place of importance among Portuguese
citivs.  Generation after peneration, s
umversity has been the goal of all in-
tellectual young men of the Portuguese-
speakmyg world,  The students wear a
distinctive  costume, black throughout,
with a long, fMowing eape, and they go
barcheaded. The purest Portuguese, it
is said, 15 spoken in and around Coimbira
(see, also, Color Plate T1Y.

The mmortal Camoens, who wrote
*The Lusiad” epic poem of Portugal's
greatness, was o student here ; was prol-
ably born biere, althoongh this is unproven.

The 3¢ Vellia, old Romanestque cathe-
dral of Coimbra, hill fortress and temple
combined, is probably the finest church
in all Portogal.

All about that steep landscape the peo-
ple were still making hay, In seemingly
maccessible spots oxcarts and hand-drawn
sledpes were piled high, and in one place
two lnughing children came sliding down
a steep 51:'411-.: in a hay nest which rapidly
mereased in size.

At Gaflei some of my fellows of the
roupgh and rupped trail were drninking tall

glasses of rich milk. In the dining room,
prano and violin were harmonizing plesis-
antly, and on one of the walls was a
rhymed tole of conduct for this often
rainy resort nearly a mile above sea level :
