Only 10 short years
ago our country lay broken, pulverized in
the hackwash of war, Many of our [nest
towns and villages were smpshed—but com-

into the dost. 11 was our spirit, dur hopes,
What woulil vou expect after 23 years of
Mussolini's hollow  glories and months of
living under Hitler's heel?”

ltaly's Comeback Spectacular

The architect looked sumberly into his glass.
Then he brightened. “Bul we have come
back!” he cried. “Rome the eternal never
dies. No, she has put forth green shoots,
che has fAowered apain in art, in music, writ-
ing, tegign—in a dozen fiekds of the mind
and spirit.  What vVou see here. signore, is a
rebirth—Italy's zecond Renaissance.”

I mocdded.  Through my mind echoed phrases
then in the air that seemed to confirm his
prowd declaration: “In the Ttalian manner”
.- “the Roman style” _.."Roman ' elegance”
... For téns of thowsands of Americans, as for

Their hair was cropped
in “the Italinn way,”" which overnight had
revolutionized Anglo-Saxon coiffures. In a
rush they talked of the new desigmers of high
fachion who are making Haly a major style
center of the Continent.

We heard more numes—UGina Lollohrigida,
Sofin. Loten, and others that hove become
household words, even il mispronounced. from
Brooklyn to Soho; and also the names of
Italinn writers who are bringing new critical
recognition to their country.

There. we agreed, beat the heart of another
durable Koman power.

Settling dustilyv into o cab, |
stared at rows of hadly lighted structures,
all looking alike i the gloom. After the
fresh, tidy color of medieval Bern and the
malchless expanses of Paris, Rome seemed
drab indeed,

Imiperial Capital Comes to Life

Then the street widened. A jet of foaming
water darted skyward, and a spotlight out-
lined a marble figure. A glow llominated
a rectangle of bulldings, and 1 recopnized
the Renassance front of a building T had
studied in school. Beyond opened n plazza,
one of Rome's muny open squares, like a
stagge set thronged with plavers. The city
of the Komans had come alive for me.

A child ran before us; brakes scresched,
The youngster’s frightened mother caught him
up to punish hiny, but her overfowing love
mafle her kiss him instead. Before tahles
an the sidewalk a singer threw out fmpudent
verses.  Against the ripple of the fountain,
the sound of a violin rose in the evening:
1 couple embraced in the shadows.

=ince then, Romans have talked to me end-
lessly about their city and its hold upon them.
For Rome is a specind part of Ialy, as
the Roman 5 a specinl kind of Itafian.
The city is as far in spirit from industrial
Milan of the north as from pastoral Sicily
of the south. It is primarily o center of goe-
ernment; next, a center of trade and ex-
change, and alew, alwavs, of the Roman
Catholic  Church.

The Romans are proverbinl for their fnith
in themselves and in their city. For them
this is the true home of civilization, And,
#5 & matter of fact. Rome Reeps gaining meas-

urably in importance for Taly and for Europe.

In recent years the city's population has
increased astonishingly, much like certain
thriving arens of the west coust of the United
states.  Because of continuing hardship in
southern [taly, tens of thousands move north-
ward., They pack ever more heavily into the
expanding capital, which continues, as always,
o turn them into Romans,

“When In Rome..."

Even I, who had started oot to live my
time in Rome as an American, soon found
my waye changing.  Onomy second day 1 lelt
a congenial group to telephone snd was
nsked: “Whit's important enough to inter-
rupt when we're having a good times”

"1 promised to phone; and | have to get
to the Ministry of —"

My friend looked sad, then earnest, ' Please!
Stop nuking calls and appointments, 1 it's
really big, they'l find vou. If it isn't. vou're
that much ahead. You understand?”

Gradually | did. Planning an automohile
trip to near-by hill towns with the [talian-
American painter Salvatore Meo snd  two
other Romans, T worried over one delay after
another and fimally said 1T would Aeve to start
by Friday. T got a depressed stare:r “He's
acting like n tenin dispatcher.”

I gave in. We left Sunday wnel staved three
days Jonger than planned. T was learning.

Meanwhile 1 came to koow well a =mall
circle at what was soon one of my favorite
piternoon places, a cafe along the wide and
teeming Piazza del Popolo.  We sat together
regularly—au lawyer and his wife, a pert girl
who worked Tor the Government, and several
actors—ugninst a panorama that must be one
of the worlds most beguiling.

Another was o fountain constructed Hke o
bout in water, parollel to the Spanish Steps
(page 441). This lantastic flight of steps is
actually o combination of ever-outreaching
fights. Generations of observers have de
sctibed them ns the world's handsomest.
From below, toward dusk, the endless steps
antd the twin-towered church of Trinita ded
Monti, with its own obelisk before it, take
on o rosy glow that lasts an hour, then fades
into the nivht.

There was also the point along the slowly
rising Alban Hills outside Rome, from which
the city seemed in the clear morning light
like u print from a master’s hand. And a
stretch along the ancient Appian Way, reach-
meg to the washed blue of the horizon. lined
with tall trimmed pines and cypresses ond
sections of a broken aguedoct that once
brought water to the city,

Via Appia Carried Cuesur's Army

Along this major road of Roman doemindon,
on which Caesar murched with his men, clings
the silence of the sges, until a bird sings
faintly in a2 tree.

It is difficult not to be moved by a small
church along this Via Appia, and its tale.
Druring Nero™s murderous campaigng agminst
the early Christians, Peter the Fisherman {Ted
Rome to gave his life. Hall a mile from the
Porth San Sehastinno be had 8 vision of the
Saviour. Peter nsked: “Domine, guo vadis?
Lord, whither goest thou?”’

The reply was sad: “To Rome, to be cruci-
ﬁffl- Egﬂﬁ-”

Hearing that, Peter retumned to the ¢ity for
hig own harsh death; now the humble yellow
church of Domine Quo Vadiz is said to mark
the scene.

Hardly five minutes away waits the Rome
of today. 1 stopped regularly at squares like
the Pinzen Campo dei Fiori, the square of
flowers, an open space In a crowded section.
Ench morning the piczea closes to cars, @nd
seores of people appear from nowhere to put
up stalls for blossoms, for fish and meat, for
vegetables and & great mixture of goods, new,
secnndhand, and third-hand.

Soon customers grrive from alleyways, doar-
wuys, und adjoining streets,  Sellers eve them
shrewdly, argue, tempt.  Squid, clims, fowls,
thick bunches of vegetables: tiny dolls, candy,
colored boxes; cakes, umbrellns, cleaning fuid
—all are offered with grins, rroans, shrugs,
and derisive shouts from stall to stall, Busi-
nesz s hrick.

The Ttalian salesman ean b persuasive,
and the customer has many small needs.  The
margin of gain is also small—a few lire an
article; a man must sell thousands to make a
living.

Muarket Sealls Vanish Like Magie

Slowly the human traffic lessens. At o
signl everything is folded and put away on
carts and trucks, The paving is washed, and
life resumes without a trace of the recent
bustle. About the square stroll two cgrg-
himieri, policemen with flowing CAPESE, Ereat
shoulder straps, and tricorn hats with feathers,
An old woman goes by with a cat in her arms:
she s taking him to the park for 1 sunning.

Just nhead, restaurant owners have put up
brightly covered tables along the sidewalks.
with hoxes of greenery as division lines, or
none 4t all; here patrons est spaghetti or
minestrone ander the eves of passers-by. Past
them whiz automobiles, the tiny ones cnlled
Topaling, or Mickey Mouse cars: motor
scooters (page 4427); bicycles; and three-
wheeled vehicles with motors; plassed in so
that they look like spaceships.

After a time T hardly noticed the clatter.
But I never léarned to adjust to the shandon
of Roman trafiic,

Mother of the Western World

Peter the Apostle, roads of enipire, an' auto-
mobile called Mickev Mouse, Fiuscist despots
—Rome encompasses them all  In 2.700
years of known history much that is good has
happened here, and much that is bad, Rome
mothered the civilization of the West; it of-
fered a system of Justice to the world, nurtured
one of man’s major religions and an impor-
tant flowering of humunizm and art,  And
Wt times it knew torment and degradation.

According to legend the city was foonded
by Romulus and Remis, sons of the war god
Maurs, suckled by a she-woll (page 476).
From a settlement of farmers and traders it
grew mto a small kingdom and then, 500 years
hefore Christ, into a republic with a system
of rights for its citizens that became a model
for others. Tt took as its motto Semafus Mo pu-
lusque Romanis—"the Senate and People of
Rome"—which still survives today in the
form af the initinls S.P.QR. on the city's
shield (color map, pages 444-445).

This greatest power of ancient times
stretched toward the ends of its worlll. Back

rode swagmering victors, drageing trophivs of
gold, jewels, and artl, parading kings and
quesns im Chiins®

All rowds seemed indeed to lead to Bome,
and into her norrow limits crowded  slaves
fram Greece, from the East, and from each
of the empire’s subject places. The city
reached a population it has enly recently
equaled, nearly a million and three guarters.

With enormous wealth came luxury, cor-
ruption, and cllous disregard of the subject
peaples.  The Caesars fostered the pomp and
purple of imperial Rome, and whilé the trap-
pings of the republic were kept for a time,
they soon lost their meaning.

Meanwhile from the conquered FEast there
slippesd In a new religious [faith, regarded
lightly at first, Aguinst the garish imperial
backeround the first Christinns preached whot
was clesrly  subversion—worzhip of Christ
rather than the emperor. Their belief grew
largely among the poor and lowly.

Hundreds of them died, speared or dis-
emboweled for an afternoon’s entertdinment,
of mude living torches to please the tvrant
Neto., In his reipn Rome whas burmed and
s, Paul bebeaded T

{inlookers in Nero's Circus gloated over
the grim scened,  Later the futher of Church
history, Eusebius, described how Christian
murtyrs. deflving their persecutors. often did
not complain or cry for help but died smiling
until the last agony.

Such spirit could not be burned away.
For milllons this is Rome's fimest story.  Per-
sectitors became  Dellevers, until some 300
yeurs after Christ the Emperor Constantine
took the fnith.

But by this time temporal Rome was erack-
ing. It seemed too big to be ruled as a single
unit. Diocletian split it into Enstern and
Western halves. Constantine  shifted the
capitil to Byzanbiom, which became Con-
stantinople and is now Istanbuil, Turkey, Al
ready Rome had beard rumblings of warlike
tribes to the north, Now these so-called bar-

harizns pressed down, and Rome fell before
invading Goths.

An Empire That Lasted 1,000 Years

The Goths smaszhed churches and looted
until Alaric boasted that he left the Romans
nothing except Jife itseli. Yet the Goths.
Vandals, and later invaders were impressed
in spite of themselves and spared s great
deal: each time Rome rebuilt,

Long before then papal Rome had been
born. The chorchmen who considered them-

selves St. Peter’s successors as blshop of Rome
exercised influence over Christians evervwhere,

and the pontif of Rome became supreme
among the bishops., Lo the middle of the

The famous Aurelian Wall, built about 280,
puishes its way across much of the cty, which
has grown around L. Through old archways
ride automobiles and Bicveles. A modern
streetear rumbles amd clangs along another
puirt of the wall.

Structures rise that are three ems in one—
foundations of a pagan temple deep in the
earth, an early Christian church above, and
another from the middle ages at the present
streel Jevel. Here i o layer cake of history,
And ot Resati's cafe. 2 gathering ploce of
fashionable Romans on the Vi Vittorio
Veneto, chic women walk to their tables past
the marble figure of an emperor. He helongs
there a2 much as they do,

Hadrian's Tomb Became a Fori

A kind of cultural co-existence has long
been o Roman tradition. Generntion after
generntion accepted, then modified, what it
found, A first planper wopld die or be re.
placed : as tstes changed, a successor altered
the desizm, but before he could enforce his
full will he alzo disappeared. and o thivd o
fourth man completed the work.

Thus Castel Sant’ Angelo, a massive cir-
cular structure, was plinoed by Emperor
Hutdrian as his tomb (pages 474, 473), In
time it served @5 o papol fortress, whire thoo-
cands huddled during sieges that decided
Kome's fute.

O consiler the ponderous Theater of
Marcellus. It became a Tort and then o pal-
pee, andd now newcomers live quietly in apart-
menks over itz emply arches,

Frequently Rame offers startling sarrealism,
such s doors built as greal mouths or walls
as grotesque faces, Yet many a striking view
i« simpily the whimsical work of thoe.

Ih a neat courtvard an imposing figare in
sciilptured armor perches on o pedestal. - Bur
its head is gome, Near by an emperor’'s face
with curls and hiadeear stires past the in-
truder: it fell from n statue and now QU <its
there, neck in the ground. A state ordmonce

says that such fragments miust stay, whenever
possibile, where fountd. Thus more and more
the city has become an informal cutdoor
sy,

To preserve the [mirments Romans some-
times stick them into walls, In g crowded
tenement district I wandered into p court-
yard from which a classic fist thrust forth.
as if an ancient glidintor were punching  his
way out of the building.

Two thumbs extended incongroously {rom
nnother wall, and above them emerged an
angel's wings and the beautifully formed arm
of o woman (page 452). Whenever 4 Romun
die= {pundations Tor a pew building, he ex-
pects to meet more of his heritage from the
past—a crusted coin, 4 carved ear, some-
body's nose in stone.

Camcombs Were Lost 800 Years

investiontors hod the means. the interest, and
the knowledge to probe beneath the uneven
surface. Rome for centuries forgot lirge sec-
tions of its area and the jdentities of many
decaved structures,

Rome forzgol even her catncombs, the [a-
mous underground passages longer than the
ancient city’s streets. where early Christians
buried their dead. After the plundering of the
catacombs by the Lombards in 736, Pope
Paul 1 removed many relics to churches: The
catacombs fell from men’s attention ootil oo
pecident discovered them 800 venrs later,

Again and again the Romuns destroyed
their past, A fresh victory, another name to
be honored : down went the record of an ear-
ier one.  When an empwror. o prince. or a
Pope saw o fagade be liked, be appropriated
it for g new use,

Great columns were lifted from one struc-
tiure o another,  The moch-ndmired Arch of
Constantine hos medallions of hunting and
sacrifices anil n series of striking rebefs. In
honoring  Constantine  the builders simply
“borrowed”’ those decorations from the arches
of Hadridn and Marcus Aurelivs,  The vast
Colosseum became a guarry for BRenaissance
and Buroque architects, and great blocks of
its marble went to build palaces and St
Peter's Basilica,

“Our buildings,” the Romans say, “are all
cofsins

The Rome of todav nlso takes in much of
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Rome: Eterndl City with a Modern Air

Anvone who can get home does so: others
amble toward their favorite small restavrant,
or tratiorm, or W0 a still smaller one, 4 rosfic-
cerja, where evervone eate standing up.  Most
Romnons, however, expect to sit down for o
full meal. and with it goes a bottle of vino
rosso or tine bianco.

Conversation Spices the Food

This midday dinner is a restful yel voluble
occagipn. Evetvbody s here to savor one of
life's primary pleasures, and also to enjoy the
company of friends. The meal starts with
the ritunl words, “Buen appetite.’  The
writer turmuors it or a mans friends, and
each wyye it & if he means it.  After the big
midday meal comes the sesta.

while the customers relax,

in the kitchen dooks and helpers scurry
between hills of meat and bits of fowl: e
plants simmer in butter, and tomatoes are
macerited with cure.  The Ttalinn takes few
shorl cuts: cooking requires time and atten-
tion, and be expects to give it both, Always
within reach. of course, i3 oil from Italiun
olives, the vital ingredient. Though confusion
seems the rule, the dishes wo steadily oot and
come steadily back, wsually well emptied.
The last bit of swpce or soup 5 wiped up
with bread.

At hand in most restaurants is o vital piece
of equipment, a talcum shaker. When an
Ttalian spills something on himseli, he sipnals
aned the waiter brings the shaker on the run.

Beside it les Valtcan City, since 1929 once
more a sovereisn state hut pow shrunk o
a walled-in ourea of less than 110 acres,
Teo it many nations send aceredited  repre-
sentatives.  Thus Rome bas two diplomatic
centers, twn diplomatic sets and societies: the
Government and the Vitican. One is no less
official than the other, and of the two, the
Vatican stinds far tmore on ceremony.*

Within this narrow circuit are the breest
church on earth and o cluster of palaces,
chapels, galleries, apartments, conrtyards, har-
racks. passapewavs, and secluded  gardens.
Some conmt 1000 rooms in the Papal Palsce:
others claim that fgure = too small.  1oside
the walls is 3 moss of man's great works of
art, ageless trensures on o canvas, 0 gold and
mutrbyle, (n bowsblis and architectiure.

Rome stops abruptly at the edges of Vati-
can City. Inside live about a thowsand men
andl women. with their own flag. their own
currency gnd postage stamps, shops, small in-
fustries, 1 newspaper, o powerful radio sta-
tion, and a tiny raflread - not Jeast, their own
police. of severnl varietivs, one with rules and
costumes dating hack to the Reénaissanie.

Vatican Hill has deep significonce in the
Christian storv. At its foot was the Circus
where Nero grinned over the agonivs of
the martyrs. A vear before Nero's death,
according to tridition. Peter the Apostle was
cruciiied  upside  down. and  his  followers
buried him alemg the obd Circus wall.

Within a guarter century a small oratory
marked the =pot. Eventually. between 315
and 335, the Christian Emperor Constantine
erected the first bosilica in Peters name;

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Hydrofoil Ferry

Nearly 40 years before, on a
windy day on the Bras §'Or Lakes in Nova
Seotin, | had photoeraphed the pioheer hvdro-
foil boat of my father-in-law, Alexander
Giraham Bell (page 496).*

Ever since nats have heen known, their
desieners bave struveled with the resistance
of o hull deeply immersed in woter, The
higher the hull rides in the water, the less the
drag.

In 1919 Bell's boat, the 04, raced over
Baddeck Bay at more than 70 miles an hour
when riding on her Venetian-blind-type hydeo-
fofls.  Thirtyv-eizht yvears later, HD's run
of 7086 miles per hour atill stamds, so fur as
i2 known, for this type of boat, although o
wet-engined hvdropline has all but tripled it

Naval architect Leopoldo Rodnguesz; builder
of Arrow of the Sum, kindly nvitd uz to
make one of the frst crossings on the few
ferry, which can carry 75 puassengers.

Beasts from Aardvarks to Zebras

Many American kids grow up with i itch
to be o policeman. So did 1, but with a dif-
ference.  After haunting Chicago’s Lincoln
Park #o0 In the summer of 1823, when 1 was
nine years olid, | knew [ wanted to be a police-
man—in a zoo. T siw mysell in daydreams
sporting a4 blz mustache, swinging a club,
spending all my time with the animals, od
being kind to visiting children.

Well, 1T have eventually grown the mus-
tnche. loat interest in the club, spent nearly
all miv time with animals, and proved renson-
ably nice to visiting children—as long os they
don’t throw focks ut the bears.

I've never donned thot policeman’s blee
suit, but | have served as direclor of the
Nativnnl  Zoological Park in Washington,
. ., for nearly a thitd of a century, col-
Jecting, trading, norsemaiding. and Dboarding
beasts anel birds, from aardvarks to zebras,
from west-pocket-sized shrews to skyscruper
piraffes. And ['ve enjoyed just about every
minute of iL

Our zoological park is called “National,”
and it v, A division of the Smithsonian In-
stitution, it receives its financial support from
the District’ 'of Columbia government and
Congress. Tf T should ever be tempted to
think of the zon as a mere appendoage of the
Ihstrict of Columbia, I need only walk past
our parking facilities, There on anv good
day T can spot Heense plites from virtually
every State in the Union.

Loo Displayvs Real Prozes

In our 175-acre compound on the hanks
of Bock Créek we have nol only a compre-
henzive cross section of the animal kingdom
but also several real prizes.

“Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s...
ox. nor his ass. . .." Right! But what rival
curator could resist conveting our fossa (n civet
from Madagasear), a rarity in any 200, or
our bvbrid bears, Frances and Elizabeth—
the “impossihle” grandchildren of an Alaskan
big brown bear and a polar bear?

Who wouldn't want our tuatara, o New
Zealand reptile reluted to the ancient dino-
saurs?  Frankly, | shoold hesitpte to trist
one of our out-pf-town competitors alone
with, for instance, our “white," or square-
lipped. African rhinos, the only specimens of
thiir kind on exhibit in the New Warld.

The collection at our zoo didn't crop up
overnfght.  Far from it.  Amd its beginnings
were a8 modest as anything could be.

The Smithsoniin's TUnited States National
Museum had been maintnining an Informal
amed iB-housed menagene, partly for the bene-
fit of its binkeists and taxidermiasts, partly
as a transient boardinghouse for aninals given
the Government by grateful citizens. When
our first keeper and my mentor. Mr. W, H.
Blickburne, borrawed a wagon from  the
Humane Society in 1890 and began to ferry
the museum’s bhison, clk, mountain sheep,
cugtles, and monkeyvs out to the newly author-
ized Natienal Zoological Park, a sigh of relief
wetil up from Smithsonizn officials,

But o zoo really isn't a zoo without ele-
phants, Ours enme that same vear as o @it
from the Adam Forepaugh Shows—twn hulk-
ing African pachyderms named Gold Dust
ane Dunk.

Zoo Waited 36 Years for a Giraffe

Ba it went. By hook or crook and by fre-
fuent stéokies of lock. we ndded gradunlly to
our collection.  Huot it was 36 vears hefore
we acquired a miraffe—in fact, two of them,
Hi-Boy and Dot part of the Noah's Ark-load
we brought back frem our Smithsoniun-Chrys-
lor Expeadition of 1926, As they were at last
heing unloaded at the oo, T retired behind
the hird cages and shut my eves.

My wife Luty was astounded.  “Aren'i
yvou even interested encugh to watch?™” she
nxked.

Well, they didn't. But they nearly broke
RBill Bluckburne. When he stepped Into their
cage to pet them, Hi-Boy gave him a vicious
kick in the ribs

“Did it hurt?™ T asked him,

Bill shoak his head. “No,” he said, “it
= n pleasure to be kicked by a giraffe in my
OWn Zoe."

I knew bow he felt,

Despite my early interest in animals, 1 wos
18 before T got a temporary job in a #oo
and 39 before T returned toif. My first ven.
ture into the workl wis at 12, when | ran
awiy from home in Montann to become a
cabin boy. work my passage to South Afriea.
and help the Boers win their freedom. T got
a< far as.n ranch 40 miles away. :

At 14 1 wrote Admiral Peary that T would
be glad to join his next expedition to the
North Pole, but my mother had other plans.
She sent me to military school, not so much
1 become o general as to learn to paolish
my shoes.

One vacation T tried to join the Ringling
Brothers circus at Baraboo, Wisconsin, as a
keeper. Charles Ringling replied: “Advise a
hiow of vour age to choose some other line of
occupation as more desitnble In every respect.”

I went back to militury school. In the fall
my fondest wish was suddenly realized: the
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barraczs burped down. TFast ns the mails
could travel, 1 landed a job at the National
Zowlogicn] Park us o laborer.

1 reported. o Mre. Blackburne at the Hon
house. He sent me to clean the spotted
hyena's cage. It was rather i large hvena,
and | approached its den with mixed feelings.
But Jake, one of the assistants: told me that
if the hyena frightened me, 1 should simply
bang on the bars with my hrush,

Thi= technique proved effective enough in
kepping the byena ot bay. Suddenly, how-
ever, a rhesus monkey in the nest caoe
reached through the bars, knocked my glasses
on the floor, and, when | stooped over o pick
them ups, grabbed me by the hair,

Mr. Blackburne. observing all this. mut-
terer] something to himseli about sending a
bov to do a man's job.

At any rvate, | couldnt seem to land n
permanent post as an amimal keeper at this
o0 ar any other. In fact, | was actively dis
couraged.  Wrote one direcior, Hornadoy of
the Bronx zoo: “A keeper is too busy fight-
ing  dirt, disease, and disorder among his
chargez ever to learn anything about them.”

Instead, T went into entomology snd for
the next 15 years knocked about the globe
i pursuit of ants amnd beetles. T enjoverd
myself enormously and had 8 messare of
suceess.  But [ vuess T never looked muoch
like a bug huonter. At any rate, when | was
presented to the President of Haiti on one
occasion, bhe seemed guite baffled. ¥ Ento-
malopist?” he repeated dubiously.  “Hut
where are the bald head and the heard?”

Cuollecting Crows the Eusy Way

If 1 imagined, as 1 took over my {unctions
aq director of the zoo in 1925, that T had
eased into a sedentary occupation, | was soon
to be disillusioned. In any coloay of living
things there is bound o be a constant turp-
over; losses have to be made good by pur-
chaze, by Machiavellinn trades with other
goos; and by actual capture in the fekd

In my veurs of poking into odd corners of
the world after small and large giome, T found
it sometimes ridiculously simple to acquire
specimens. more often nightmarishly difficult,
but always fascinating. Taking my ten on a
veranda in Tndin, T colleeted native crows the
easy way, The birds were darting down
from the trees above us and stealing raising
from our buns. Turning to a couple of Hindu
youngsters who were lounging near by, [

asked them if they were good hird catchers.

They grinned confidently and disnppenred.
In a few minutes they returned with a brace
of our raisin thieves—who are still serving
their sentences. raucously but happily, behind
the bars of our #o,

Usunlly, it's a Lit trickier. Th Africa. one
summer, we were hunting wild buffuloe alons
the swampy shores of n luke when we
plimpsed a herd of shout 200 drawn up e-
fore the fringe of some woods, We wianted a
live calf, and the best way seemed to be to
convert o mother animal into a trophy. So
my companion raised his single-barreled how-
itzer and baneed away,

In the next instant the herd swung about,

gave us s undivided attention, and T heatsd

Georme shout, rather unnecessarily, “Look
out, they're charging!”

We run. It seemed the thing to do, even
though [ coukl see no shelter to which to run.

Mud Foils Charging Buffaloes

The angel who keeps an eve on itinerant
zgoo  directors, bowever, was on the joh.
Thundering across the veldt, the huffaloes
cloged to within yvards of our retreating backs
and thea, suddenly encountering the lake's
oory shofe, split into two groups and surged
harmlessly past us on either side.

I have alwavs had a distaste for mixing
advertures with animal collecting.  In my ex-
perience, people who have adventures gener-
ally get killed, something which is not efficient
at all, COmnee, in Tanganyika, we had tracked
and finally roped a young gnu in the cane
near o lake. The gnu lvoked pretty tuckered
out. and we all stepped back and relaxed,
About 10 secomds Inter the beast was coming
at me like a rocket, its four-inch dageerlike
horns aimed at approximately the third noteh
on my belt.

[ did not besitate a moment.  Firmly and
resolutely, 1 sat down in a foot and a half
of muddy marsh water, and the gnu whizzed
overhead in a blur. The boys eventually
capght and subdoed the animal, hoisted 1t on
their shoulders, and triumphantly carried it off
o camp.

It's one thing to trap a wild animal, and
quite another to get it ta a ship for the long
voyige home,  When the Forest Depurtmint
in Assam maniged to bag for us p very rare
great. Indun one-horned  rhinoceros,  their
laborers had to hack a new eight-mile road
through the dense jungle in order to trans-

dust had s effectively disguised our animal
(rlends that it was days before we could
identify some of them with confidence,

One goo man 1 know had to ke several
snakes to Washington from New York with
him in a Pullman berth, to make sure they
were warm enough. On my way back from
the Amazon [ used to keep a gentle young
marmeset in a woolen sock; it would curl up
contentedly in the toe,

Fven after one has successfully brought an
asortment of anmals through 2 hasardous
ocean trip and unloaded them at the 200, a
slip can bring disaster. In 1926 we caiught
four wart hogs in Tanganyika. On the voy-
age huck one of them dived 30 Teet into the
stokehold and drove the Moslem hunds scram-
hling up the bulkheads, where they bung like
grapes on Topes.  The animal eventially
succumbed to a lasss,  1was only when we
let the quartet locse in their pen at Washing-
ton, however, that they renlly hurt themselves.
Cnme Moy morping the doors to the outer
paddock were flung open, the hogs tore out
{or home and freedom, ignored the iron fence,
and crashed intn it headfrst,

Scare: All four knocked out, one dead,

Most Animals Live Lenger in ZLoos

The homs wanted to get oit—no doubt
about that. But don't assume that all our
animuls are pining for their freedom and are
miserable at being éaged, Tt doesn't really
follow that, because you would resent this
confinement, the tiger, bear, or monkey does.

Az o matter of fuct, my vears of observing
amirals from the other side of the bars hive
convinced me that most of my gueests live
Ionger, healthier, and happier lives in the
son than m the wild,

And why shouldn't they? A will animal
is wild because it Tives a life of almost con-
stant fear—{fenr of enemies, fear of starva-
tion, fear of beine unable to defend its chosen
living space. When we give it u home of its
own, the assurance of food. and protection
from anv marvauders, its most hasic needs
have begn met,

No longer does it suffer from wounds and
fee] the misery of ticks; fleas, and other
parasites. No  longer mwst it know  the
anxieties of old age, when failing eyesight
el slower reactions make each day’s Tornging
more difficult and itsell a1 more likely victim
of some stronger animal’s teeth and claws.

All right. | can hear vou murmur that

207

fear is the price of freedom. But 1T must
politely inzist that an animal knows no ab-
stract fdeas of freedom: it knows only the
urge to survive., Satisfving that urge, we
satisiy the animal.

You reply, of course: If the animal is so
satisfied, why does it pace restlessly, hope-
leesly, up and down before the bars of the
cager

The answer ix simple: It paces to get exer-
cize; to work off -excess energy. It likes Lhe
rhythm of its dance—in [act, if certain ani-
mals are interrupted momentarily or miss a
step, they will stop and begin all over azain.
The ¢age hasi't much to do with it. You can
sometimes spot a bear in the wilds indulging
in the same back-and-forth pacing on a ledge
near its den, or a gorilla performing the same
shuffle in the jungle,

Spaoe—an #nimoal wants all it needs, but
too much Is o threat. If we give it too big
a cage or vard, it will huddle in one sector
of it and shun the rest.

Let's take the woll, One day four of our
pray wolf pups, with their parents. had a fine
time breakine throogh the wire mesh of their
pens.  And where did they go on their greal
bid for freedom? Why, to the rear door of
the lion howse, The keeper found them there,
hours Iater, waiting patiently for their -
tions. He picked up a bucket. and they fol-
loweed him back to their cage, trotting happily
aleng like so many collies,

Baboon Enjoyed Stealing Umbrellas

Most animals, it seems to me, take their
incarceration like sentlemen. A few, however,
tdo becarme rather bad aclors.

We had o long-armed chacma baboon from
Southernh Rhodesta who loved to loll against
the hars of his cage., Seeminegly comatose, he
wolld entice visitors o stir him up with an
umbrella. and then snmatch it His lifetime
record: 68 umbreilas and canes, a gold watch,
a feather boa, a policeman’s helmet, and a
Congressman’s hat and gloves,

Barbary apes can play rough, too, Gesrge,
n bad-tempered type, used to throw rocks at
small bovs. [T he had aimed only at the boy
who had orginully thrown the rock at him,
| wouldn't have minded. But one hay was
just hike another to George, and we had to
screen s cape with mesh—which didnt stop
him from splashing visitors with water from
his drinking basin,

A pair of elephant seals took a similar de-
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light in giving bystanders imprompty shower
baths with mouthfuls of water Dhefore the
public ciught on to their accomplishment.

- Dangerous less to visitors than to their own
cell mates are the mule elks and Kashmir
deer in the rotting season. A boll elk is guite
a mild fellow wntil autumn rolls pround ; then
watch oirt!  Before we larned better, our
bulle went berserk and killed several does
and calves. Now we deéhorn the bald actors
wiell ahend of tme,

It is & pity to lop off antlers as mognifi-
cent as those the Kashmir srows:  But with
one miale we had no choice, We were afraid
he would break oul., As soon as hie hurns
were gone. however: he lost all his Geht.

There are few sounds charged with such un-
adulterated bhostility as the snort of a charg-
ing Kashmir, During mating <ea<on his roar
reminds ope af n leopard™ snar] and is about
ns soothing.

For every bad actor among our animals we
have, however, at least ane among our visitors,
Bambd, a little Viegmin deer that had been
rabsed &= a pet, wae murdered one night by
men who scnled the park feoce, slaivghtered
trusting Bamtbn, and drageerd her over the
fence to a waiting auvtomohile. The killers
had venison—and children who come to the
zo0 Jong mourned a gentle friend.

Balloon Pamiés Giraffe

Then thére was the idiot who picked leaves
i the wooills and. despite o wamning sim.
fed them to our prized Diana monkey, Those
particular leaves are polsonous to monkeys,
and the Dinnn died in agony,

I'm thinking, too, of those who, when the
puard wios looking the other way, let a balloon
drift into the girnfle cage. A sirafle chewerd
an the string, the balloon batted him around
the head, and he ran frantically about his
enclosure, hearly breaking his legs and neck,
Every zoo director has his own list of visitors
who woulidn't be missed.

I suppose wi feel the more annoyed at
these bhlunderers because we have come to
know our animals as quite special and indi-
vidua] beings. The tigers, of course, nre su-
perh soobs, incapabile either of hegging or of
philusophic acceptance of their fate; they will
ook right through any fool who thinks
kind word or gesture will buy their friend-
ship (page 498).

Hut the monkeys, aopes. and benars—well.
they are certainly willing o put on a show,

Here 1 have =een what conditions must
have been like when the hig ice ol the last
glacin] age ground its way as far south ds
Long Teland and the Ohio River. Here, too,
| have met peaple 65 elemental in their maode
of life as the earliest Americans, who haddled
in caves agminst the cold ond hunted now-
extinot animalsy

From even a few hundred yards ofishore
the rock and ite emipire of the polic regions,
far north of the Arctic Circle, seems totally
lifeless. It is almost as arid as adésert. A Tew
inches. beneath the surface the ground s
permanently froeen. There aré no. springs,
no swamps of bogs o we Know them, and
few level places. The surfuces are dry through
much of the vear amd terribly exposed to
freezing winds.  Yet life existz, and even
thrives, in this icy waste.

When 1 wallkedd about on shore, 1T found
lichens and mosses, grasses and colorful wild-
Aowers fAourishing amid tumbled rock along
the face of advancing glwler toneues. HBirds
wheeled and eried; in elear, frigid fce-melt
poole, hundred-legwed tadpole shrimps wrig-
pled and darted in urzent instinet to live, out
thietr short, life span before their puddles frome
once again.

In Arctic summer. 24-hour sunlight bathes
this world of paralyging cold and rocky des-

olation and brings it alive. 1t was then that
I =iw it, at the best time for Admiral Mac-
Millin to tike us to this land of the big ice.

Throurh the wears MocMillen his made
soriie 30 polar expeditions by ship, He bhas
salled his roeeed little Bowedain, specially huilt
for northern explotation. boldly into the ice
oack, eruising uncharted waters merely, as he
says, “to learn something.”

MacMillan belped organize the supporting
parties that made possible Robert E Peary’s
sucoessiul dash to the Pole in 1908-18009, Now,
nearky fifty years later, having gone north
again and again, he still Jooks forward at the
ape oF 83 to sailing once more “1o learn some-
thing™ about the Arctic (page 343).

His cxpeditions have been sponsored by
universities, by the United States Government,
angl by museums and geographical instity-
tions. including the Notional Geographic
Society.T  Scientists, college professors, and
research students hove signed on as crewmen
to sucly the plant life, rocks and fossils,
Liirds, animals, and peaple of the polar region.

My ‘own poals’ were three: To see what
type of plant life grows at the face of the
Gireenland glaciers; to visit the site of a
fossil forest on the west coast of Greenland
near DHsgko Island: and to fioul out what nat-

the ship sails in smooth water.

Closer at hand the white line takes the
vivid form of tumbled fce pans stretching to
the horizon, barring the way alonz the west-
erh side of Davis Strait, By sailing east-
ward, however, we can skirt the ice pack and
proceed on northward,

Greenland Lives in the Tee Age

The ice pack lay far to the west and north
when  Howdoin mised the coast of Green-
land. We sailed on northward and at latitude
06 30° crossed the invisible line of the Arctic
Circle. From there, north te the Pole,
stretched n vast region of the living Tee Age.

At times we could glimpse from far offishore
the Greenland leecap, a gleaming white line
hunging between the gray of the coastal cliffs
and the deep blue of the sky. Though blan-
keting most of the big islind, it & but a rem-
mant of the ice that some 25000 vears apo
covered large areas not only of North America,
but of Europe and Asia as well 7

Along the faces of Greenland elaciers to-
day, in bitter struggle against the cold, grow
probably the same kinds of plants that
flourished along the faces of those great ice
masses o long ago,

Amang the first plants to grow on any ice-
scoffred land nre the humble lichens, That
curious type of plant life seems to be immune
to culd and exposure. Lichens produce an
acid that can etch the surface of the hardest
rock, helping break it down into soil.

Lichens Clothe Gruy Boulders

The bouliders along the fronts of the Green-
lomd gluciers are copiously splashed with Ji-
chens. Moss grows in depressions where
moisture gathers, Then come grasses, sedpes,
and finally the wildflowers, These are only
a lew inches high, but they fourish in the
bright sunlight.

Even in far-northern Greenlond T was ahle
to fill my plant-collecting box over and over
with brilliunt, healthy wildflowers in a few
minutes of picking. Besides chickweed and
saxifrage, I found freweed, buttercup, poppy,
and Arctic rose (Drvas),

We made a pile of rock specimens at the
head of the heach, then took the dinghy back
1o the schooner to get more help and a warm-
ing cup of coffee. We never returned. A
storm swirled off the icecap, and fcebergs
began to crowd the ship. Seven years later,
when we tried to land in the Vaigatl agiin o
recuver our pile of fossils, fce and storms
drove us off. That single plimpse into the
dim past was all that was given us.

Though the wildflowers at the foce of the
big joe in Greenland are as lusty and freely
|slooming us any in the world, they, too, are
only pygmies. The farther north we voyaged,
the smaller were the plonts we found.

Plants Make Their Own Soil

There is almost no soil under the brilliant
polar wildflowers, A plant gradually grows a
bigger and bigeer cushion for itsell from its
own leaves of previous vears. The rate of
decay is very slow. Ten yeors of leaves may
he huilt into & cushion. They are brown and
damp, bt they are still attached to the crown
of the taproot and retain thelr origingl leaf
shapes. This mulch prevents evaporation and
holds moisture at the precise spot where: the
plant needs ir.

Rain iz negligible during the Arctic sam-
mer, am] what little there is promptly drains
off among the boulders, Snowinll s sur-
prisingly light in the rocky coastal fringe of
Greenland, The seant soow that dees fall,
thoueh often borne away like dry dust in the
tremendous winds, is one source of witer
upon which the summer plants depend.  Maost
molsture comes from the melting of ice and
frost in the top few inches of the ground,
warmed by summer soolizht

In the interior of Greenland the snows
of uncounted centuries have compressed 1o
form a dome-shaped mass of fce some two
miles thick neir its center, covering four-Tifths
of the vast islamd. This dome of ice slopes
down toward the coast, pressing agiinst the
motmtains that rim Greenland like the edge
of a mighty bowl,

Throurh vallevs and mavines between these
mommtains flow rivers of ice. pushed from be-
hind by the tremendous pressure of the in-
terior (page 539). The great glaciers wind
sracefully downward, following the conlours
of the mountayinsides like curving white fin-
gers, amd many reach the sea.

During the Arctic summer the =un mels
the surface of the claciers, releasing water
locked as ice in Greenlund's interior for thou-
sands of vears: Torrentinl streams and cata-
racts plunge downward over ice and rock to
the sea.  They may cut deep chasms or form
sumnter lakes, but they do plant life little sood.

Living lee Age
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The walls of the Greenland fjords we
visited were often sheer rock a thousand feet
and more in height, and the deep cold =ea
water revealed soundings down to 500 fath-
oms (3000 feet). Into this water plunge
tips of the white fingees of ice curving down
from the inland dome.

Since ice I= buoyant in water, the finger of
the glacier bends upward, while the relentless
thrust from the interior is downward.  Fioally
the tip of the glacier, uplifted by the sea,
suddenly bresks off with a roar like that of
a huge cannon, and 2 bere = calved.

Many times as Bowdoin sailed along the
Greeniland coast, in and out of great fjords.
| heard echoes of this calving booming from
the rock cliffs. The water, a moment before
ae smooth as glass, seethed and  crashed
ground the revolving mass of a fresh berp.
Presently  the poniderous  undulation would
subside as the berg remched equilibriom and
loomed silently among the fock of other
crystal munsters as they slowly drifted out
of the fjord.

When an iceberz escapes [rom its Arctic
world imto the North Atlantic ship lanes, it
becomes o menace like o terrible rock. Hut
the navigator who sees lcebergs by the hun-
dreds in far-northern waters may steer close
to them in davlight. knowing that uncharted
water is deep where o tall berg i3 afloat.

lechergs Stagder the Imadimmntion

In a fleet of berzs the imagination can
discover every figure in geometry, every curve,
every symbal of art—in countless combing-
tions. Here is the claszical Pegasus with tajl
Hving, neck arched. hoofs churning the water,
Here 15 a great turtle on its back with four
legs Tifted up into the air.

Here s s minaret ato) a mountain, with
a mavine, talus slope. and a meadow—all
mounted on a float with a cruiser bow. Look
agnin from another angle, pnd the icebery
has become o mastodon with an enormous
trunk, or a gignt mushroom, 3 swan, or iy
rectangular tent of a desert sheik.

A mathematician can delight in an iceherg,
finding there a demonstration of the nfinite
passibilities of ratio and proportion.  The
painter beholds tints bevond  imagination,
The ponderous material = aglow with aurorms
of blue and white and <o lucid that it s shot
through with spectral tints of indigo, emerald,
sapphire. gold, and rose,

In the polar reglon the natural world domi-
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nates inits untouched grandeur.  Man scarcely
i5 noticeable in the scale of the scenery, He
and his habitations are infinitesimal specks.
Man would be called, in n naturalist’'s hand-
book of the polar North, “rare.”

Yet men are there. For centuries they
have survived nmid the harshness and im-

mensity of this Tce Age world. Before the

first English explorers sailed through Davis
Strait and north acress Baffin and Melville
Bays, there were Eskimos living among the
rocky fjords north of 76% latitude. When
Sir John Ross first fountd the polar Fekimos
at Cape York in 1818, they were more sur-
prised thun he. They had thought themselves
the only people in the world (page 342).

Air Age Comes 1o the Eskimos

About 300 polar Eskimos temain today in
far northwest Greenland,  Within the past
five years the Air Aze has come literallv to
their doorstep, for close tooold Thule, their
historic settlement north of Cape York, the
United States has built the largest airbase in
Gireen lnnd.

In turn the Danish Government, lo pro-
tect the Eskimos; has made & new Thule for
them 64 miles farther north.  This new vil-
lage has wooden houdes, central steam heat
and electricity, n school and hospital, and
other amenitics of civilization (page 534).

Yet i its basic charncteristics the way of
life of the polar Eskimos is still much as it
was when they were isolated from the outside
world.  They still hunt walrus and seal, polar
bear and narwhal, though now they may do it
from motorboats instead of kavaks, and use
wuns instead of harpoons.

When 1 bGrst saw Thule, the airfeld had
just been started, The Eskimo settlement
was difficult to pick out against the rugped,
rocky background. Ewven through hinoculars,
the primitive stome-and-sod  buts  seemed
metrely boulders reflecting the sunlight.

The village clung together as if aguinst the
elements. Among the huts lay piles of fish
heads and entrails, n patch of Erass, a <l
carcass, harpoons, sealskin® bladders, and
kavialks.

Theze people, depending for survival upon
the sen and wpon hunting musk ox. reindeer,
and birds. ore used to seasonnl moves.  Sum-
mer or winter they travel to better hunting
grounds, living in ssmmer in sealskin tents.
The average settlement numbers only 10 1o

20 people.
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Polar Eskimos do pot cultivate crops, nor
do they normally eat plants, although when
spurving they may live on seawesds.  Both
children and grownups eal some succulent
wild plants as a special treat.

Depending only on themselves, their dog
teams, harpoons, and kayaks, the polar Eski-
mos attained an equilibrium of life oot im-
posed by other men, but adapted to natural
conditions. They bad no autharities, no taxes.
Every one shared alike: if one man lost his
dog team, each family gave him a dog, and
he wis well equipped again.

Polor Iskimos have short arms, short legs,
amd tiny fect. Strangely, when working on
something on the ground they usunlly bend
at the waist, keeping the knees strajeht.

Life is changing fast for these people. When
I sailed with Bewdiin the setond time to
Thule, radio towers rose high ahove preat
hangars, and ships Invy moored to a long pier
in ‘the bay where the Eskimos once hunted
walrus.  The sound of jet planes screaming
from the runway of the huge airfield. scaring
away all wildlife, was one of the reasons for
moving the Eskimos to oooew villige farther
north,

The sirmen, with all their modern facilities,
comveniences, and ahilities, can remain in that
far-northern outpost only by constant supply
and support from the civilized outer world.
The Eskimes reguire very Tittle—their herit-
age makes them masters of a kingdom of
ice and eold sea.

Birds and Flowers Live amid Rock

All nlong the steep const, as Bowdin sailed
on north from the Thule area. | went ashiore
o explore for plants, At one spot, on a steep
talus slope of loose boulders, | heard o stranee
sound, o sheill cooing and piping, It came
from thousands of little auks, pesting among
the gray boulders.

The Eskimos cateh these birds for foml
eating them raw or boiled. or freezing them
in sealskin bags for future need.  They climh
the cliffs above nesting places and sconp in
the birds with a net on the end of a long pole,

in Smith Sound. where we found the pack
ice cufficiently open for navigation, we came
to o rock, only a few scres in aren, known as
McGary Island. It i= low, like the hack of

Though no highway reaches within miles of
it, 1 found, surprisingly, that there are three
“roads” to Rambow. With Edwards (Ted)
Park of the Nationnl Gengraphic Stafi. 1 tried
them all, We traveled first by boat up the
Colorado, River, then overlind on horsehack,
and finally by plane. In each case half the
jov of seeing Rainbow was getting there,

We wanled to take the rver rooad first,
Maps told us the deeply entrenched Colorado
surges within gix miles of the bridge. But
would the river be hich enough for naviga-
tipn?  Where could we find a boat?

Cowboy Tourms River Guide

“Look up Art Greene at Marble Canvon,” a
friend in Gallup. New Mexico, told us. “He
has n plice perched on the dm and keeps
o boat ot Lees Ferry.”

Marble Canvon lay 300 miles away, but our
friend gawve directions ns though it were a
ditch, at the edge of town. He koew Art
Greene ns well as if be lived in the next block,

“Art will take good care of vou,” he said.
“No one knows the river better. And when
yvou're on the Colorado, having an expert
alomg might save your insurance compiny
lut of money.” |

“Funny thine about Art,” snother sald in
the hest tradition of Western esageeration and
humorous insult. “He was a poor but- hon-
est eowboy for yeurs belore be turned to river
piracy. Now he owns that big =tup he calls
Clif Dwellers Lodge, hobnobs with the gov-
ernor, and doesn’t blink an eve when people
call him the Baron of Northern Arizoma,”

By the time our drive to CHf Dwellers
Lodee ended we felt we knew Art well, but
no words could have prepared us completely
for a meeting with this rimeosck patriareh.

Though it was long after dark, Art glared
at us with a high-noon squint that countless
desert days had corensed into his face. His
huttered Stet=on, faded shirt, and tight jeans
seemed as much a part of him as his ¢rappy
countenance, & near match to the Vermilion
Cliffs rising 3,000 feet behind his place.
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“I'm @l vou're not one day Liter,” he sid
i o unexpectédly soit and welcoming volce.
“The river I8 dropping o fust the cathsh are
wearing straw hats. Buot we'll mive her a
gond ey,

Next morning Art's relatives began pouring
ol of the hdge's rooms, cabins, and traflers
until Ted and I, the only ruests, were almast
lost in the crowd, Art picked out three grand-
children, one doughter, and one son-in-law. o
make the three-duy trip with us.

We began by driving the few miles 1o Lees
Ferry, leaving the highway at the west end of
Navajo Bridoe and following a side road that
winds down the wall of Marble Canyon.
This was the only spot in the 430 miles be-
tween Hite, Tiah, and Lake Mead where a
motorist could drive to the level of the Colo-
ruclo ‘River.

Lees Ferry 5 Mile Zero on the Natlon's
jourth-longest river. All upstream and down-
stream distances are measured from this point.
The old Mormon lerry is gone, displaced by
near-by Navajo Bridge, but 3 cable still spans
the swiit stream. It carries.o man in a basket
to the gauge on the opposite shore.

“seventoen thousand cubic feet per second
today,” Art announced after speaking with
the Government man.  “That's abiut as low
as 1'd want to try it with my big boat."

It Jooked like worlds of water to me. but
Art was serious for once, [arl Johnson, his
sun-an-law and helmsman, revved up the twin
engines while the rest of us loaded the 24-foot
craft (page 548).

“This will he his fortieth trip,”" Butch said.
“No one knows the river like Uncle Earl.”

We shoved off—and promptly grounded an
a submerged sand bar 15 feel from <hore.

“That gives vou an idea how shallow the
old Colorado " Art grinned sheepishly,
Though heavy and big, Tsek draws only 16

inches of water, Her propellers are recessed
in grooves along the holl bottom,

hy altermately poing ahead and reversing,
much a8 vou rock an nuto stuck i the mud,
Earl dislodged T, gunned her into the main
channel. and we were off.

Letz Ferry, with its desolate road end,
cable, and one tiny house, soon disappeared
around a bend. We seemed alone in the world
as the vertical walls of Glen Canvon closed
in, piten rising directly from the river’s edge,
The sun beat down on our heads with a
palpable weight, The air hitting our faces
felt like the heated blast from a washroom
hand drier.

All day long we churned upstream. sver-
aging eight miles an bour despite an eight-
mide-an-bour current. ' We were at the mercy
of the river und the boat. None of us couald
have lnsted Jong in the red-rock desert above,
even assuming we could bave found a way to
scale the canvon wall, Pondering these things,
we soddenly were given o near-tragic example
of the perils of deswert travel.

Plane Puncakes into the Colorado

A light plane glinted in the sun ahead,
flyving well within the close-set canvon walls.
It appeared to be stunting.

“That’s suicide!” exclaimed Ted, who had
piloted fighters durine the war. “Alr cur-
rents in this winding gorge could slam it
npninst # chiff or push it down o the wates!™

As though bearing out his words, we saw
the grim scene pictured opposite: when we
returnid three davs later

whire the Colorado seemed to end, to disap-
pear into the tock just as it was believed to
behave before Maj.

Finally 1 noticed Art peering ahead av o
bireak in the wall: the mouth of Forbidden
Uanyon.  Up this trbutary gorge we woulid
walk six miles tomorrow to Rainbow Bridee.

First we camped.  As Earl turned off the

Az we wilked on and Lrousht the stunning
formation into foll view, the feeling kept com-
ing back to me that here was lifeless matier
catught in dramatic action. Each time 1
loaked, 1 felt that movement had just stopped,
that if 1 had glanced up just one second sooner
| would have seen the live stone leaping across
the canyon.

Walking slowly to a point directly under
the bridge, [ stood in itz shadow. Here the
“flving-bhuttres=" look is éven stronger: the
stone 2oems Lo stream from above and to arch
gently down, cloistering the aren benenth,
The blocked-out sun sent oblique rays angling
to either side and gave the span an indirect-
lighting effect that =et & mood of sanctity,

Inspired, T even heard chimes. Trocing the
melodious tinkling sound, T found it came
from a most anhallowed source,  Previous
visitors had left jars and conlainers of viiri-
ouy <izes under the multiple drips of o seep.
e sprimgz. Water dropped as from a dozen
leaky faucets, ench receptacle giving off a
dlightly different note.

Already Butch and the girls were unwrap-
ping sndwiches under the weeping ledge.  As
we ate lunch, we needed only Lo lean over and
tnke ong of the brimful jars to guench our
thirst. (therwise there was little water near
by, trapped in a few rapidly evapornting
pls (page §559).

From the earliest davs a registry book for
visitors hag been kepl under the bridge.  Ted
Park and [ became signers numbers 10,740
and 10,741 (page 361). Sigoers have in-
clded Theodore Roosevelt and Zane Grey,

The ample phges of the regster have room
for reactions of awe, relief, frivolitv. Many
visitors wanted a “first” beside their names.
One: wrote “oirst girl to sleep all night on
bridge.”" Farther along an unambitious man
seribblid, “first man to die weder the bridge.”
In the “Method of Transportation™ column
he wrote “hands and knees."

Nature has fashioned hundreds of bridoes
antl arches in Utah and Arizong: new ones
came to fight almost every vear:* Yet Rain-
bow overshadows them all,  1ts span measures
278 feet, and it rises 309 fest—large enough,
lacking 24 inches in width, to frame the
United States Capitol (map, puge 532).

But measurements mean little.  Rainbow
appedrs to change size dramatically, depend-
ing on the vantage point. Seen from below, it
5 enormous.  Yel from the cliff above. it is
dwarfed Ly its surroundings, so lost and in-
conspicuous T could understand why it waited
s0 long for discovery.

Indian Led First Whites 1o Rainbow

The late Dr. Byran Cummings of the Uni-
versity of TMtah, while on a field trip in 1908,
henrd rumers of a great stane arch somewhere
nigtr Navajo Mountain, Mr. and Mrs. John
Wetherill, of (Oljeto Trading Post, Utah, told
him that Indians whispered of the wonder, but
they knew no one who had actually een It.
When Mrs. Wetherill learned that Nasjah
Begay, o Paiute, had been there ond could
guide a party back, Dr. Commings lnid plans
o search for the bridge.

Meantime W, H. Douglass, a Government
surveyor, wis also looking for Nomwezoiks
{popularly trunsloted “hole in the rock™).
The two parties joined and trekked for davs
across anvons, over slickrock, past ghostly
whalebacks and baldheads, and throuzh scrab
Jumiper Hats,

The traibweary horses and men entered a
finul caoyon and reached o sun-blistered,
witerless spot.  Nasjah Hegay indicated that
the britlge lav around the pext bend.

Sheep Trails Through Mavajoe Land

We piled into his pickup and took 8 short
cut acruss the mile-high reservation, passing
Navajo herdsmen with their dusty Hocks and
grinding oar way through sand drifts blown
across the slightly recessed desert track.  Fos
chose from myriad sheep tradls the paths that
led most directly to Navalo Mountain, 10388
feet in elevation, the vast whule-bncked land-
mark thuat can be seen from almost unbelisy-
able distances in the clear air

At a fmal Y, the right Tk led o Navijn
Mountam  Trading Post.  The post finally
Inomed before us, its builidings shaded by huee
cottonwoods, a it of green grass prowing be-

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hind a white picket fence, Indian ponies and
# couple of the inevitable pickups were stand-
ing in front of the post store, Ralph Cameron,
the teader, broke off & conversation in Navajo
with one of his costomers and welcomed us
warmily.

Next morning the first hour of the trip was
a five-mile ordeal by jeep to a rendezvous
point where Bud Gilbert and other wranglers
had brought up the horses. There is always
preat excitement at the beginning of any pack-
trail ride, and this was no exception: getting
acquainted with one’s mount, deciding what
to stow in the saddlebags, tryving to agt as
if you did this sort of thing every day, but
fpaling nobady—especially not vour horse.

But with a tug here and a nod there, Bud
Gilbert quickly had hiz string on the trail
Wherens our river road to Rainbow took us
through the bowels of the earth, here on horse-
back we were on top of the world, on the
plateau at the 5,000 to 6.000-foot level.

Hiuth, Rocky Trail o Rainbhow

All day our sweating mounts picked their
way across the northern ridges and furmows
of Navajo Mountain. Immediately to the
north the rocky flate drop off toward the
san Juan River, finding a way through this
tortured, stove-hot, Dantesque landscape.®

We saw witer only Lhree times, at the bot-
toms of greatl pulches down whose sides we
switchbacked aboard our hlowing horses, At
the first one—Surprise Canyvon—we found the
surprise was trees. A lnter surprise wis meet-
ing a lone Paiute. His {riendly hello rong
out clearly, then he started speaking in “signs
and wonders.” (He made signs amd we won-
dered what he meant.)

Ahead of us loomed so-called Hellgate, o
narrow box canvon we climbed at its dead
end, Then we were up on the slickrock level
again, where our horses slid on the polished,
almost glnssy surface of wind-smoothed sand-
stone;  Finally we struck Bridge Canvon and
followed its welcome late-afternoon shadows
to Echo Spring Camp.

Ted and 1 strolled the remaining half mile
to Rainbow BHridee and saw It al one of its
best moments—in the muted, faimt-colored,
cathedral Hght of dusk. with a rose-window
sky above,

Though T had <een this natural wonder only
a few days before. it burst upon my view with
the same thnll of aewness. [ helieve one is
never quite convinced the giant span is real,
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Here stone loses its stolid, earth-bound role.
The blind processes of erosion have shown
thiusinds of tons of rock how to defy grvity
and soir unaided across the sky. The viewer
stands spelibound. still hardly helieving Rain-
bow is not & dream.

Back at camp, Bud was throwing together
a meil when we returned.  He keeps a supply
of staples, cammed goods, cooking utensils.
and dishes under lock at Fcho Camp, Later
he pulled cots and blankets out of 4 shed,
and we mude our beds in the open alr.

In the moming Ted mnd I, with 16-vear-
old Mickey Haskell of Newport Beach, Cali-
forniit, hovked canterns on our belts, grabbed
a 40-fnot enil of rope, and started out to
climb Rainbow Bridee, something few of the
monument’s visitors ittempt.

We walked wunder the arch and down the
canyon about 400 vards. There we started
climhing the west wall (page 556) at a point
where it is broken and slopes gently up to
a great shoulder wlmost level with the top
of the bridge. As we climbed, we clung to
numercus natural toe holds. Doubling back,
we crossed  nartow neck onto the abutment,
at the wesl leg of the bridee.

1 had thought the bridge and this abutment
joined together, but there is.a crack between
them about o foot wide., Someone had driven
4 spike securely into the top of the alsutment ;
we looped the end of our rope tround it and
lowered ourselves hand over hand (page 5583,
Forty feet below, our dangling feet struck
the bridge at a point near enough to the top
o wive fairly level footing,

Final Assault by Air

Slender as Rainbow looks in certain views,
it measures a solid 33 feet wide and 42 feet
deep at the top. Leveled and smoothed, it
could accommodite an nverage highway. Hut
for us, stepping over the ribbed and pocked
surface and avoiding the sloping edges [n
blustery wind, it seemed crowded with onlv
three pedestrians (page 559).

The feeling of dizey beight from our perch
in the sky prepared ws for our final assaolt
on Rainhow. After riding back to Navajo
Mountain Trading Post, we drove to Cortez,
(Colorado, where Vic Reynolds strapped us
into & Piper Tri-Pacer for a flight over our
abjective.

Recently | spent weeks with explorers who
are probing and feeling their wav  wpward
throueh this sky frontier.
