Chur captain, Ellswarth Coggins, like ngar-
lv all hie crew, was a Bluenose from Novi
Scotin (page 4441 Most of our seamen were
voung lods who had signed on because they
wanted to sail in n squore-rigger or because
they had always wanted (o see the South Seas.
Nearly all the crew had been in sail before.
although only one, Wilham (Georgel Snow,
the hoatswain from Newfoundlund, had
served in sqguare-riggers. In his soventies,
Creorge was one of the most active and able
men aloft

With the pilot on board, Bomnity started
through the Panima Canal wnder power,
“running on the machine™ as the Gloucester-
men used to put it— with disgust.

In ane of the locks as the water swirled
slowly m and ratsed the ship o the level of
the next water step, a worker hailed us.

"Where's the mate? he wanted 1o know,

Ross McKav, our first olhcer, waved

“Hev, Flelcher Christinn!” shouted the
man on the lock gate. “the British Govern-
ment has been looking for vou for two hun-
dred yvears!”

At the Pacific entrance to the
Panama Canal, we paseed ships
of all nations, coming in or head-
ing oul to =ea: rusty freiehiers,
wallowing tankers nearly awash,
sleek Scandinavians glistening
in fresh paaant

At six o'clock the last buoy
dropped nstern and we hearded
into the Pacific. rolling a little as
we drove into a windless sen

thought, *Well, at last it's "Huzea

these words as thev cast Bligh adrift and came
about for the good life

suddenly, into my dream of kinship with
Bligh and his men, & guilty thought intruded.
True, we were In a ship such as theirs, but
we wiere fitted with dresel engines and refrig-
cration and electronic navigational gear.
gliding cffortlessly into the Pacific through a
great canal that did not even exist in the day
of the original Beuniy,

Driven Back by Cape Horn Gales

Bligh, in his crowded ship with salt-pork
meils and ever-present threat of scurvy, un-
derwent savage hardships to reach this same
ocean. He had to sail to Cape Horn at the
sovthern tip of South Amerncia, and once
there, met such howling znles that for 30 dovs
Boanly could make no westing against them
Ahe barely held her own i the oy seas

In the end Bligh gave up. He turned and
sitiled in 1the opposite direction, halfway
around the world, to repeh the Pacitic we en-
terind so easily; he lopgged 19,750 miles more
than we did He would have rated little svm-
pathy from ather captains of his day, most of
whom had to do the same thing at one time or
danather, but he had mine 1 went below, las
down on my [dam-rubber matiréss, turned
on the electric lights, and read his log.

we were invaded by lind birds: three swal-
lows, i thrush, and a big osprev, or fshhawk,

One swallow perched on the taffral and
peered inguisitively at the patent log, as if
tryving to calculate how fur we were from land
Another lighted briefly on the head of @ man
working the pumps. The osprey landed on the
mighest borizontal perch, the port mam-roval
vardarm (pages 446-7),

Late in the afternoon a magnificent rain-
how arched across our stern: As the stars ap-



peared, Venus and Jupiter ung off the port
how — Venus hrilliant wnd white, and Jupiter
smaller and by contrast slightly vellowish,
Just above and to the left. Toward midnight
the skv cleared, the watch took off their clam-

Some stations have been
able 1o almost double the number of sheep
they carry.”

Contracts Rule Pearl-shell Trade

The Chinese merchant i indispensablé in
the business of pearl-<hell diving. Before the
senson starts. he signs n number of divers,
usually six or more, to a contract called o
paranfafan — meaning “firm words,” or *lirm
paper.” Thiz document states that the diver
cin sell hiz shell only 1o the contriucting mor-
chant and that it must measure at least five
inches across to be soceptable. The merchant,
ofh the other hand, pledges to insure the diver,
ty advise him how to dive safely and avdid
dumaging his health, and to puy his travel
nnd housing expenses.

At the beginning of the season the mer-
chant gives the diver an msdvance of 15,000
Colonial French Pacific francs, or about 5170,
The pearl-shell divers money guickly dis-
appears, He usually sturts the season in debt
from the previous vear. He must rent his out-
rigger and possibly o motor for the shelling
period, and pay for gasoline and supplies
What is left he spends with a light hand

“Now | have much fun, many clothes, the
movies, and canned meat from the Chinese
stare,” a diver said (o me. “Tomorrow? Aue!
Back to fish and flour and working copra”

One moonlit might the schooner Viifere
arrived, an old island vessel that had been
triading in the atolls for many vears. 1 first
saw her running lights and then her tired lines
as she drew near the entrance to the pass
Villagers jammed the wharf, awaiting their
principal link with the outside world.

The Vaitere staved 24 hours. When her
flour and rice, canned goods, cigarettes, and
building materials had been delivered ashore,

the crew wrestled sacks of pearl shell mto
the hold. Pile after pile disappeared down the
hatch, until the vessel settled to her Plimenl]
mark. The handling of the sacks tended to be
rojeh, Inrt the tough shells; heavily encrusted
with lime, conld stand it

In the evening the Varere ailed with the
ehb bde. The divers saw her off, shouting,
“Harre mid vitiviti, Come back quickly.”
In Tahitl, their shell would be stored wuntil
a buyver macde an acceptable offer. Then it
woild be shipped 1o some faraway place—1to
West Germuny, the largest pearl-shell market
i the world, or perhaps to New York, Parls,
of Rome

There, experts would examine the lntest
chipment. Most of them would néever have
seen i logoon. But they would kpow that the
shells of Mangareva bore worms in the 1930's,
that Hikueru has shell of the best guality, and
that Apataki’s is smiller than Takapolo's

The black-lipped shell of the Tuamotus
brings nbout $1.20 per pound in New York.
Recently it brought as much as S1.70, but the
rise of synthetics has hurt the shell business
Yet while plastic buttons become more and
more acceplable, old timers around Papeete
think there will alwuyvs be o market for theie
histrous mother-of-peari.
