One of the largest corporate entities in the Queens
real-estate market is Consolidated Management.

“Consolidated Management and these small
firms are competing to deny the same service to the
same unwanted customer. If we can do it better and
faster, that's good for the industry, it’s good for the
Caucasian consumer, and it'’s good for the coun-
try. That's the way the free market is supposed
to work.”

- Edwards says the failure of family companies
like E. Trump & Son to keep pace, and the fact
that many Black families remain in the city’s
apartment buildings as a result, is unfortunate,
but the cost of progress.

Naturally, Fred Trump is working to prevent
any slowing of Black evictions in the future. He
says E. Trump & Son was founded with the sim-
ple dream of denying quality, affordable housing
to Black families, and would continue to work to-
ward that goal. One of the company’s first devel-
opment projects was on 198th Street in Queens
building single-family houses. “I still remember
the pride [ felt when I told my first Negro family
to take a hike. It's the moments like those that
keep me in this business.”

Trump says he offers something the big
companies can't: fresh ideas and techniques for
Black-repelling that could revolutionize the
city’s racially exclusive housing market. “We of-
fer a more personal touch,” he says. “My wife and
I know these Negroes personally, and the fact
that we can visit them in their own homes and
tell them to get the hell out means somuch tous.”

Fred Trump plans to one day hand the busi-
ness to son Donald, who is expected to begin
working for the company after graduating from
college. Said Donald, “The Trump family has
a long-standing tradition of developing quality
real estate for Whites going back to 1927, and
nobody’s going to take that away from us.”

WASHINGTON — The ma-
jority of edits to the Wikipedia
Eage of President Donald Trump

ave been traced to an IP address
in the Owval Office, sources con-
firmed Monday. Over 70 percent

of 7,531 edits over the past six
months were made by the user
WikiWinner. Wikipedia of-
ficials confirmed that details
updated from the Oval Office IP
address included a new section

on “Trump’s real hair,” a repeated
lowering of his age, and the addi-
tion of a claim that Trump is the
first president whose “sex num-
ber” is greater than 500. Although
the identity of WikiWinner could

not be established, Wikipedia has
suspended the user’s access. The
White House has not responded
to the findings except to issue a
brief statement of intent to “shut
down” Wikipedia.

Trump Rebuts Every Negative Response to State of the Union

WASHINGTON—Pres-
ident Donald Trump con-
duded his State of the Union
address Tuesday night by
vowing to rebut each and ev-
ery negative response, starting

with the offical Democratic re-
sponse, but not stopping there.

“Every American deserves to
be given a simple ‘You're wrong
anf I'm right,” Trump said at
the close of his 90-minute im-
provised speech to Congress.

The president spent the next
few hours returning volley after
volley of YouTube comments,

tweets, and blog postings ad-
dressing any critic who gave his
speech less than effusive rraise.

Sources confirmed early this
morning the bleary-eyed pres-
ident struggled to stay focused
during his daily intelligence
briefing as he thumbed through
more than 200 lukewarm re-
sponses to his speech on Face-

book, which he promised to
immediately fact-check or dis-
miss with a derogatory insult.

At press time, the president
was said to have canceled today’s
meeting with Israeli Prime Min-
ister Benjamin Netanyahu to stay
on top of any slights made by
the nation’s morning-radio DJs.

Said Mr. Hall, “For too long this
office has been victimized by the
hate and injustice of presidenta-
phobes. We will overcome.”

Last week, Mr. Trump urged
Congress to send him a presi-
denutial hate-crimes bill to expand
protections for people of presi-
dential origin against bias from
the media and protesters.

“What's that?” then grab-
bing the reportand running awar,
The agency found a slightly
higher probability the president
would knock a report out of their
hands if it was contained in a fold-
er, unbound. “We believe this
provided the president with more
Rggms to be strewn across the
r,” Haberstroh said.

According to the report, 65 per-
cent of instances involving loose
paper resulted in the president
ordering the department official
to pick up all the papers. Said the
secretary: “Very often he has ad-
monished us for being ‘clumsy,” or
