    	He justified the beating of a “Black Lives Matter” protestor: In a Trump campaign rally that took place in Alabama, a man of African-American origin started chanting “Black lives matter.” A group of Trump supporters physically attacked him and beat him up. There is video proof of Trump supporters repeatedly kicking the man, even after he had fallen to the ground. 
The very next day, Trump spoke up in support of the assailants. This is his exact quote: “Maybe [the African-American origin protester who was beaten up] should have been roughed up, it was absolutely disgusting what he was doing.” 
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	He supported the beating up of a homeless Latino man: In Boston, two brothers were arrested last summer. Their crime? Beating up a homeless man of Latino origin with a metal pipe and then urinating on him. Upon arrest, one of the brothers told the officer that he believed that Trump was right to call for the deportation of “these illegals.”  The statement given to the police read, "Donald Trump was right; all these illegals need to be deported."  Instead of rebuking this act of violence that was committed in his name, Trump actually suggested that these men had no bad intentions, and they just got carried away in the heat of the moment! He had the audacity to actually call those assaulters “passionate.”  His exact statement reads: "I will say, the people that are following me are very passionate.     	Donald Trump has accused Senator Ted Cruz’s campaign team of purchasing the rights to a photograph that was used in an anti-Trump ad, made by an anti-Trump PAC, “Make America Awesome.” The photograph in question is an extremely racy picture of his wife Melania naked on a rug. The ad encouraged Mormon voters to vote for Ted Cruz, and Trump automatically assumed Ted Cruz was behind this, accusing him without any research or evidence. If Senator Ted Cruz is supplying the PAC, he could be in trouble at the Federal level.
 
 
   
 
   According to fact checkers who spoke to the photographer, no one had bought the rights to the picture from him (He that he was looking into the matter with an attorney because his intellectual property was stolen!)  How did Trump conclude Senator Ted Cruz or his campaign team were behind this? 
 
    
 
    
    	Donald Trump, while appearing on Fox News, declared that he had never said that Bush lied, claiming, “I said he might have lied.”  There is proof that Trump claimed at least twice, once in the previous month, that Bush had lied.  On the 13th of February, while at a debate in South Carolina, he was prodded about the statements he made in 2008, where he said it would have been wonderful if Democratic Rep.    He went on to name the New York Times and The Washington Post in his tirade, saying the papers were going to get sued and lose money when he becomes President. 
 
   Trump has also gone on to praise “powerful and strong leaders” like Kim Jong Un, Vladimir Putin, and Benito Mussolini.
 
   While speaking to Joe Scarborough on his show “Morning Joe,” Trump complimented Putin to be a true leader. In his statement, he said, “He's running his country, and at least he's a leader, unlike what we have in this country.”
 
   When questioned about the allegations of Putin getting political opponents and journalists killed in Russia, Trump shrewdly said, “I think our country does plenty of killing also, Joe, so you know. There's a lot of stupidity going on in the world right now, a lot of killing, a lot of stupidity.”
 
   Just because Putin had a few words of praise for him, Trump decided to ignore the fact that he got a lot of people killed who opposed him (Putin). Rather, from his statement you can see is that he is trying to justify it like, people die, it happens daily, and that it is not a big deal!
