            For many people this region is defined by its equatorial rainforest. Significant chunks of primary jungle – among the most ancient ecosystems on earth – 
                remain
            
            intact, protected by national parks and conservation projects. Seemingly impenetrable foliage and muddy, snaking rivers conjure up the ‘heart of 
                darkness’ –
             
            but join a ranger-led nature walk, for example, and you’ll learn about the mind-boggling biodiversity all around, from the pitcher plants, lianas and orchids of the humid lowlands, to the conifers and rhododendrons of high-altitude forests. The icing on this verdant cake is the chance to encounter wildlife in its natural habitat. The most common sightings will be of a host of insects or colourful birdlife, but you could get lucky and spot a foraging tapir, a silvered leaf monkey or an orang-utan swinging through the jungle canopy. The oceans are just as bountiful with the chance to snorkel or dive among shoals of tropical fish, paint-box dipped corals, turtles, sharks and dolphins.

            If urban exploration is more your scene, you won’t be disappointed either. Singapore is the region’s overachiever, a showstopper of a city combining a historical legacy of elegant colonial buildings with stunning contemporary architecture and world-class attractions such as its zoo, museums and amazing botanical gardens (two of them!). Malaysia’s capital, Kuala Lumpur (KL), is less organised but perhaps more appealing because of that – a place where Malay

            (village) life stands cheek by jowl with the 21st-century glitz of the Petronas Towers, and shoppers shuttle from traditional wet markets to air-conditioned megamalls.

      
            The historical cores of Melaka and George Town (Penang) are on the Unesco World Heritage list for their unique architectural and cultural townscapes, developed over
            half a millennium of Southeast Asian cultural and trade exchange. Both should be high on your to-visit list, but if you’re looking for somewhere more under-the-radar then try Brunei’s surprisingly unostentatious 
            capital Bandar Seri Begawan: its picturesque water village, Kampung Ayer, is the largest stilt settlement in the world.

            It’s a jungle out there – and that’s a good thing! Malaysia, Singapore and Brunei offer a broad range of treks through some of the world’s oldest undisturbed areas of rainforest, from simple strolls along marked paths to multiday marathons practically hacking through virgin jungle. If that doesn’t appeal to the adventurer in you, then there are mountains to climb, caves to explore and tropical seas teeming with marine life to dive as well as other aquatic-based activities such as surfing, yachting, kayaking and white-water rafting.

            Fancy seeing what life was possibly like 100 million years ago? Trekking into the deepest parts of the region’s jungles will give you a clue as they were largely unaffected by the far-reaching climatic changes brought on elsewhere by the Ice Age. Significant chunks of these rainforests have been made into national parks, in which all commercial activities apart from tourism are banned.
        

      
            The British established the first national park in Malaysia in 1938 and it is now included in Taman Negara, the crowning glory of Malaysia’s network of national parks, which crosses the borders of Terengganu, Kelantan and Pahang. In addition to this and the 27 other national and state parks across the country (23 of them located in Malaysian Borneo), there are various government-protected reserves and sanctuaries for forests, birds, mammals and marine life. Even in the heart of KL it’s possible to stretch your legs in the Bukit Nanas Forest Reserve; alternatively head a little north of the city to find a fantastic network of forest trails and the suspended walkway at the Forestry Research Institute of Malaysia (FRIM, 
            Click here
            ).
        

      
            Only 1 sq km of Brunei’s 500 sq km Ulu Temburong National Park is accessible to the public, but what a treat it presents being one of the most pristine slices of rainforest in the region. Even Singapore offers up trekking possibilities: the country’s National Parks Board manages 10% of the island’s total land area, which comprises over 50 major parks and four nature reserves, including Bukit Timah Nature Reserve.

            When to Go
        

      
            
            The region has wet months and less wet months. Global warming has also affected the monsoons so that year to year precipitation varies widely. In short, no matter where or when you go, you’re likely to get wet – and if not from rain then certainly from sweating! 

      
            What is seasonal, however, is the number of other travellers you’ll be competing with for experienced guides and lodgings. Northern hemisphere residents often come to the region during the summer holidays in their home countries, so if you plan to trek in July or August book a tour far in advance. Also watch out for regional travel highpoints such as Chinese New Year holidays and the so-called ‘Golden Week’ of holidays that Japanese people usually take late in April or early May.
        


      
        
            
                RESPONSIBLE TREKKING
            

            
                
                Jungle trekking can be one of the highlights of a trip to the region. However, to the uninitiated, it can be something of a shock – like marching all day in a sauna with a pile of bricks strapped to your back. To make the experience as painless as possible, it’s necessary to make some preparations:
            

            »
                On overnight trips, bring two sets of clothing, one for hiking and one to wear at the end of the day (always keep your night kit separate and dry in a plastic bag). Within minutes of starting, your hiking kit will be drenched and will stay that way throughout your trip.
            

            »
                If you’ll be travelling through dense vegetation, wear long trousers and a long-sleeved shirt. Otherwise, shorts and a T-shirt will suffice. Whatever you wear, make sure that it’s loose fitting.
            

            »
                Bring fast-drying synthetic clothes. Once cotton gets wet it won’t dry until you bring it to the laundry back in town.
            

            »
                It can be cool in the evening, so bring a fleece top to keep warm.
            

            »
                Unless you like a lot of support, consider hiking in running shoes with good traction. You could also go local and buy a pair of ‘kampung Adidas’ – a Malaysian jungle version of a hiking shoe, shaped like an Adidas soccer cleat but made out of rubber (like a souped-up Croc). They’re cheap (around RM5 a pair) and popular with porters and guides.
            

            »
                Buy a pair of light-coloured leech socks – they’re not easy to come by in the region so buy them online before coming. 

            »
                Drink plenty of water. If you’re going long distances, you’ll have to bring either a water filter or a water-purification agent like iodine (most people opt for the latter to keep weight down).
            

            »
                Get in shape long before coming to the region and start slowly, with day hikes before longer treks.
            

            »
                Always go with a guide unless you’re on a well-marked, commonly travelled trail. 

            »
                Wear loose underwear to help prevent chafing. Bring talcum powder to cope with the chafing caused by wet undergarments.
            

            »
                If you wear glasses, treat them with an antifog solution (ask at the shop where you buy your glasses).
            

            »
                Consider putting something waterproof over the back padding to keep the sweat out of your pack, or consider a waterproof stuff sack.
            

            »
                Keep your camera in a waterproof container, with a pouch of silica gel or other desiccant.
            

            »
                Pack sunscreen, insect repellent, a water bottle and a torch (preferably a headlamp to keep your hands free). 

            
                
                The following points are also worth bearing in mind if you are planning a mountaineering or caving adventure:
            

            »
                Hire a local guide – it’s the best way to make sure you’re in touch with local customs and concerns as you move through tribal lands.
            

            »
                Follow the golden rule of rubbish: if you carried it in, carry it out. Never bury your rubbish – it may be out of sight, but it won’t be out of reach of animals.
            

            »
                Where there isn’t a toilet, bury your waste in a small hole 15cm deep and at least 100m from any watercourse. Use toilet paper sparingly and cover everything with soil and a rock.
            

            »
                Always stick to the marked trails, however indistinct they may be. Carving your own path through the jungle can disrupt local people, not to mention the plants 
                and wildlife.

        

      




      
            Permits, Guides & Bookings
        

      
            
            Many of the region’s national parks and natural beauty spots charge a nominal entrance fee – around RM10. At a few, if you wish to trek or engage in other activities such as fishing or mountain climbing, then there may be additional permits to purchase and guides to hire. In particular, Mt Kinabalu has stringent visitor regulations, as does Gunung Mulu National Park.
        

      
            Accommodation is generally not a problem when visiting most national parks. Various types are available, from hostel to luxury resorts. Transport and accommodation 
            operations are increasingly being handled by private tour companies, who require you to book in advance and pay a deposit.
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       Gunung Mulu National Park (Click here), Sarawak, Borneo
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            Many national parks have well-marked day trails and can be walked unaccompanied. But for almost all overnights, only a fool would set out without a local guide. Remember, trail maps of any sort are completely unavailable and signage along remote trail networks is nonexistent. A good guide will be able to gauge your abilities and push you a little, rather than taking the easiest way as a matter of course. Try a shorter guided hike before setting off on an overnight adventure to get a sense of how you fare in tropical trekking conditions. 

      
            Especially in Sabah, Brunei and Sarawak, the national parks are very strict about allowing only licensed guides. We’ve heard stories of groups being turned back when they arrived with an uncertified leader. Before you fork over any cash, compare notes with other travellers and ask to see the guide’s national-park certification. 

      
            Guides for day walks can sometimes be hired at national park HQ, but for overnights you’ll need to contact either a freelance guide or a tour agency. Budget from RM50 to RM200 per day for a guide depending on the duration and difficulty of the trek you are planning.

            MOUNTAIN & ROCK CLIMBING
        

      
            
            Towering above the forests of Borneo are some brilliant mountains. Even nonclimbers know about 4095m Mt Kinabalu, the highest peak between the Himalayas and the island of New Guinea. This craggy monster simply begs to be climbed, and there is something magical about starting the ascent in humid tropical jungle and emerging into a bare, rocky alpine zone so cold that snow has been known to fall. But beyond the transition from hot to cold, it’s the weird world of the summit plateau that makes Mt Kinabalu among the world’s most interesting peaks. It’s got a dash of Yosemite and a pinch of Torres del Paine, but at the end of the day, it’s pure Borneo.
        

      
            Sabah’s second highest peak, Mt Trus Madi (2642m), is a far more difficult peak to ascend than Mt Kinabalu – and a more difficult trip to arrange. 

      
            Gunung Mulu (2376m) isn’t quite as high but it’s almost as famous, thanks in part to being a Unesco World Heritage Site. If you’re a real glutton for punishment, you’ll probably find the five-day return trek to the summit of this peak to your liking. Those who make the journey experience a variety of pristine natural environments, starting with lowland dipterocarp forest and ending with rhododendron and montane forest. 

      
            Pulau Berhala in the Sandakan Archipelago is also a prime destination for rock climbers; Fieldskills Adventures (
            Click here
            ) arranges rock climbing tours here.
        

      
            On the peninsula, Gunung Ledang (1276m) is a good introduction to tropical mountaineering. There are also several good climbs in Taman Negara, including Gunung Tahan (2187m), an expedition that takes between seven to nine days.

            Guide fees could be anything between RM100 and RM200 per day. There will also be national park entry fees (RM1 to RM15) and climbing permits (RM100 in the case of Mt Kinabalu) to consider.

            Climbing one of Malaysia’s mountains is like a jungle trek except more – more exhausting, more psychologically challenging and especially more vertical. Be prepared for ascents that turn your legs to rubber and much colder weather. 

      
            As with longer treks, book well ahead. Many of the agencies that handle trekking also offer mountain ascents. Some of the more experienced guides in Sarawak’s Kelabit Highlands can take you to two rarely climbed peaks, Batu Lawi and Gunung Murud.

            CAVING
        

      
            
            Slice one of Malaysia’s limestone hills in half and chances are you’ll find that inside it looks like Swiss cheese. Malaysians have been living, harvesting birds’ nests, planning insurgencies and burying their dead in these caves 
                (gua)
             
            for tens of thousands of years. These days, the country’s subterranean spaces – including some of the largest caverns anywhere on earth – are quiet, except for the flow of underground streams, the drip of stalactites and the whoosh of the wings of swiftlets and bats.

      
            Sarawak’s Gunung Mulu National Park is a place of spelunking superlatives. It’s got the world’s second-largest cave passage (the Deer Cave, 2km in length and 174m in height), the world’s largest cave chamber (the Sarawak Chamber, 700m long, 400m wide and 70m high) and Asia’s longest cave (the Clearwater Cave, 107km in length). Several of the park’s caves are – like their counterparts in Niah National Park – accessible to nonspelunkers: you can walk through them on well-maintained walkways.
        

      
            Other caves open to the public include the Dark Cave at the Batu Caves; various caverns in and around Gunung Stong State Park; those in Taman Negara; and the Gomantong Caves in Sabah.
        

      
            Pre-Trip Preparations
        

      
            
            A pitch-black passageway deep in the bowels of the earth is not the ideal place to discover that you can’t deal with narrow, confined spaces. Before heading underground, seriously consider your susceptibility to claustrophobia and fear of heights (some caves require scaling underground cliffs). If you have any concerns about a specific route, talk with your guide beforehand. 

      
            Be prepared to crawl through muck, including bat guano, and bring clothes you won’t mind getting filthy (some guides and agencies supply these).

            Diving & Snorkelling
        

      
            
            Reasonable prices, an excellent variety of dive sites and easy access make Malaysia a great diving choice for both first-timers and old hands. Island-based boat dives are the most common, but a few areas, like Sabah’s Pulau Sipadan, have some cracking sites right off the beach. You may also come across live-aboard boats to get you to more remote spots.
        

      
            The standards of diving facilities in Malaysia are generally quite high and equipment rental is widely available. Most places offer the universally recognised Professional Association of Diving Instructors (PADI) certification. 

      
        
            
                RESPONSIBLE DIVING
            

            
                
                Consider the following tips when diving or snorkelling, and help preserve the ecology and beauty of the reefs:
            

            »
                Do not use anchors on the reef, and take care not to ground boats on coral.
            

            »
                Avoid touching living marine organisms with your body, or dragging equipment across the reef. 

            »
                Be conscious of your fins. Clouds of sand or even the surge from heavy fin strokes can damage delicate organisms.
            

            »
                Major damage can be done by divers descending too fast and colliding with the reef, so practise buoyancy control across your trip.
            

            »
                Resist the temptation to collect (or buy) coral or shells from reefs of dive sites. Some sites are even protected from looting by law.
            

            »
                Ensure that you take home all your rubbish and any litter you may find.
            

            »
                Don’t feed the fish, as this can disturb their habits or be detrimental to their health. 

        

      

      
            When to Go
        

      
            
            The northeast monsoon brings strong winds and rain to the east coast of Peninsular Malaysia from early November to late February, during which time most dive centres simply shut down. Visibility improves after the monsoon, peaking in August and September. On the west coast conditions are reversed and the best diving is from September to March. In Malaysian Borneo the monsoons are less pronounced and rain falls more evenly throughout the year, making diving a year-round activity.

            Most dive centres charge around RM200 to RM300 for two dives, including equipment rental. A three-dive day trip at Sipadan costs around RM700. PADI open-water courses average around RM800. Many resorts and dive operators also offer all-inclusive dive packages, which vary widely in price.
        

      
            Pre- & Post-Trip
        

      
            
            While it is possible simply to show up and dive at some of the larger dive centres like Pulau Tioman, it’s a good idea to make arrangements in advance, if only to avoid waiting a day or two before starting. Diving at Sipadan is capped at 120 divers per day.
        

      
            Note that it is unsafe to dive directly after flying due to poorly pressurised cabins and dehydration. It’s also a serious health risk to fly within 24 hours of your last dive.

                ‘Today fish head bigger,’ said the waiter, as he slapped down the aluminium tray that contained an immense steaming fish head. He was aware of the discrepancy because on the previous night I’d eaten this very dish at this very restaurant.
            

            
                When doing research for Lonely Planet guides I don’t generally get the chance to eat at the same restaurant twice – there are simply too many places to investigate. And steamed fish head is an unlikely candidate to draw anyone, even someone as food-obsessed as me, back to the same restaurant on two consecutive nights. But the dish was easily one of the most delicious things I ate on my trip to Malaysia.
            

            
                This encounter took place in Alor Setar, the capital and main city of tiny Kedah state, in northwestern Malaysia. It’s a sleepy, predominately ethnic Malay place, and in contrast to just about everywhere I’d been previously in the country, it didn’t appear to have many restaurants or food stalls. So in an effort to find something interesting I did some web research, which led me to a blog post and, ultimately, the fish head at Muda.
            

            
                Muda has no sign, is distinctly aesthetically challenged, and is run by elderly Chinese Malaysians who can’t be described as friendly or proficient in English. It also doesn’t open until 8pm, but on the two nights I ate there customers would arrive from 7:45pm, place their orders and wait impatiently as the dining room gradually filled with oily smoke. Most of the cooking is done by one old man, so this can mean a long wait: on both visits I arrived at 8pm and ended up spending the next hour playing with my iPhone and nursing bottles of Malaysian Guinness until I was served.
            

            
                But it was worth it.
            

            
                Fish head may not seem like an especially meaty item, but the dish as served at Muda is really one of the meatiest, most 
                    umami
                
                -packed (savoury) dishes I’ve ever encountered. The fish head itself is actually more like a fish half and contains quite a bit of tender seabass flesh, both in the head and the body. This meatiness is boosted by a broth that includes soy sauce, tomatoes and mushrooms, countered by the tartness of salted plum, crunchy chunks of pickled vegetables and slivers of young ginger. With all this going on, the final garnish of thinly sliced leeks and deep-fried crispy garlic almost seems like a last-ditch, overzealous effort to include every ingredient in the kitchen.
            

            
                Be the fish head big or small, I’m glad I ate at Muda twice, as it took the first visit for me to realise that steamed fish head served in a grotty restaurant with grumpy service is obviously not an ideal recommendation. And it took the second visit to realise that I didn’t care – it’s simply too good not to go in the book.

            Many locals would argue that the best (and best-value) food is found at hawker stalls, and who are we to argue? Most of these dishes can’t be found in restaurants and when they are, they’re rarely as tasty, so hawker-stall dining is a must if you really want to appreciate the region’s cuisines in all their glory. To partake, simply head to a stand-alone streetside kitchen-on-wheels, a coffee shop or a food court; place your order with one or a number of different vendors; find a seat (shared tables are common); and pay for each dish as it’s delivered. After you’re seated you’ll be approached by someone taking orders for drinks, which are also paid for separately. Hawker food in Malaysia and Brunei is perfectly safe to eat, but the squeamish may want to start slowly, in one of Singapore’s sanitised hawker centres.

            History

      
            
            In 1857 87 Chinese prospectors in search of tin landed at the apex of the Klang and Gombak Rivers and imaginatively named the place Kuala Lumpur, meaning ‘muddy confluence’. Within a month all but 17 of the prospectors had died of malaria and other tropical diseases, but the tin they discovered in Ampang attracted more miners and KL quickly became a brawling, noisy, violent boomtown.
        

      As in other parts of the Malay Peninsula, the local sultan appointed a proxy (known as Kapitan China) to bring the unruly Chinese fortune-seekers and their secret societies into line. The successful candidate Yap Ah Loy (‘Kapitan China’ from 1868 to 1885) took on the task with such ruthless relish that he’s now credited as the founder of KL.

      Yap had barely established control, however, when fighting broke out between 
            local sultans for the throne of Perak. KL was swept up in the conflict and burnt to the ground in 1881. This allowed the British government representative Frank Swettenham to push through a radical new town plan that transferred the central government from Klang to KL. By 1886 a railway line linked KL to Klang; by 1887 several thousand brick buildings had been built; and in 1896 the city became the capital of the newly formed Federated Malay States.

      After occupation by Japanese forces
            during WWII (when many Chinese were tortured and killed, and many Indians were sent to work on Burma’s ‘Death Railway’), the British temporarily returned, only
            to be ousted when Malaysia declared its 
            independence in 1957.

      KL’s darkest hour came on 13 May 1969 when race riots – mainly between the
            Malays and Chinese communities – claimed
            hundreds, perhaps thousands, of lives. A year later local government elections were suspended – ever since, KL’s mayor has been
            appointed by the Federal Territories Minister.

      In 1974 the sultan of Selangor ceded the city’s land to the state so it could officially 
            become the Federal Territory of Kuala Lumpur. The city has prospered ever since as Malaysia’s political and commercial capital.

Another set of overhead pedestrian bridges lead into KL Station from where you can also walk up to the gardens.
            

            
                Alternatively, the KL Hop-On Hop-Off Bus stops at Masjid Negara, KL Bird Park, the National Monument and the National Museum.       Designed by Argentinian architect Cesar Pelli, the twin towers’ floor plan is based on an eight-sided star that echoes arabesque patterns. Islamic influences are also evident in each tower’s five tiers – representing the five pillars of Islam – and in the 63m masts that crown them, calling to mind the 
            minarets of a mosque and the Star of Islam.

      Get in line before 8am to be sure of securing one of the 960 tickets issued daily (half of which are sold in advance) for a guided 45-minute tour up to the 86th floor, including a 15-minutes walk across the Skybridge connecting the towers on the 41st floor.             KL is awash with both luxury hotels and budget hotels, plus many grubby fleapits offering windowless boxy rooms, appealing only 
            for their rock-bottom rates. Characterful midrange options are thin on the ground.

      Always ask about special deals as practically all midrange and top-end places offer promotions that can substantially slash rack rates; booking online will almost always bring the price down. The only time you should book ahead to be sure of accommodation are public holidays, when room
            discounts will not apply.

      Chinatown is crammed with budget 
            places (most are pretty awful) and there’s a backpacker scene in the Golden Triangle. The best places fill up quickly, so book ahead. If other locations are full, Little India and the seedy Chow Kit area further north also have plenty of low-priced accommodation.

      In KL budget ($) means hotels and backpackers offering a dorm bed or a double room with an attached bathroom for under RM100 net; midrange ($$) properties have double rooms with attached bathrooms for RM100 to RM400 net; top-end ($$$) places charge over RM400.             KL Sentral is the hub of a rail-based urban network consisting of the KTM Komuter, KLIA Ekspres, KLIA Transit, LRT and Monorail systems. Unfortunately the systems – all built separately – remain largely unintegrated. Different tickets generally apply for each service, and at stations where there’s an interchange between the services they’re rarely conveniently connected. This said, you can happily get around much of central KL on a combination of rail and monorail services, thus avoiding the traffic jams that plague the inner-city roads.

The journey will take around one hour. Buy your taxi coupon before you exit the arrivals hall to avoid the aggressive pirate taxis that hassle you to pay a few hundred ringgit for the same ride. Going to the airport by taxi, make sure that the agreed fare includes tolls; expect to pay at least RM65 from Chinatown or Jln Bukit Bintang.

            An electronic control system checks tickets as you enter and exit via turnstiles. Single-journey fares range from RM1 to RM2.80. You can buy tickets from the cashier or electronic ticket machines. Trains run every six to 10 minutes from 6am to 11.45pm. If you’re going to be in KL for a while, consider getting one of the credit storage cards.

            KL has plenty of air-conditioned taxis, which queue up at designated taxi stops across the city. You can also flag down moving taxis, but drivers will only stop if there is a convenient place to pull over. Fares start at RM3 for the first two minutes, with an additional 20 sen for each 45 seconds. From midnight to 6am there’s a surcharge of 50% on the metered fare, and extra passengers (more than two) are charged 20 sen each. Luggage placed in the boot is an extra RM1 and there’s an RM12 surcharge for taxis to KLIA.
        

      
            Some drivers have a limited geographical knowledge of the city and some also refuse to use the meter, even though this is a legal requirement. Taxi drivers lingering outside luxury hotels or tourist hot spots such as KL Bird Park are especially guilty of this behaviour. Note that KL Sentral and some large malls such as Pavilion and Suria KLCC have a coupon system for taxis where you pay in advance at a slightly higher fee than the meter.
        

      
            If a driver demands a fixed fare, bargain hard, or walk away and find another taxi. As a guide, you can get right across the centre of town for RM10 on the meter even in moderate traffic. Always ask for a receipt and check to see that they haven’t included spurious extra charges, such as for baggage you don’t have.

                Selangor (www.tourismselangor.org), Malaysia’s most urbanised and industrialised state, offers some top tourist attractions, such as the Batu Caves and the Forestry Research Institute of Malaysia (FRIM), both easy half-day trips from Kuala Lumpur (KL). Rewarding stopovers include lush Fraser’s Hill (Bukit Fraser) and the old royal capital of Kuala Selangor, with its wildlife-watching and

                (village) atmosphere.

            South of KL, Malaysia’s administrative capital of Putrajaya is packed with striking contemporary architecture. Further south, in Seremban, state capital of Negeri Sembilan (http://tourismnegerisembilan.com), you can learn about Minangkabau culture and feast on local cuisine.

            Towns along the murky Strait of Melaka aren’t the best in Malaysia for a beach holiday, but if that’s what you want, then Port Dickson has pleasant beaches and resorts of every calibre.             In the 15th century, all of what is now Sel­angor and Negeri Sembilan was controlled by Melaka. With the rising power of the Bugis (a seafaring group of warrior-like Malay settlers from Sulawesi) in Selangor, Minangkabau settlers from Sumatra felt 
                increasingly
            
            insecure, so they turned to their former homeland for protection. Raja Melewar, a Minangkabau prince from Sumatra, was appointed the first 
                yang di-pertuan besar
            
            (head of state) of Negeri Sembilan in 1773. Out of this initial union emerged a loose confederation of nine 
                luak
            
            (fiefdoms). The royal capital of Negeri Sembilan was 
                established at Sri Menanti.
            
        

      After Melaka fell to the Portuguese in the early 16th century, control of Selangor was also hotly contested, partly because of its rich tin reserves. By the middle of the 18th century, the Buginese had established a sultanate, based at Kuala Selangor. A century later the success of the tin trade and the growing wealth of the Chinese communities in the fledgling city of Kuala Lumpur led to conflicts both among and between the Selangor chiefs and the miners. The outcome was a prolonged civil war, which slashed tin production and destroyed KL. In 1874, with the civil war over, the British took control. The sultan was forced to accede to the installation of a British Resident at Klang, and for the next 25 years the state prospered, largely on the back of another boom in tin prices.

      Negeri Sembilan was likewise rich in tin, so for much of the 19th century it also suffered from unrest and political instability motivated by greed. After Raja Melewar’s death, the title of
                yang di-pertuan besar
             
            was taken by a succession of Sumatran chiefs, until a series of protracted tin-related wars in 1824–32 led to the severance of political ties with Sumatra.

      British Resident Frank Swettenham cajoled the sultans of Selangor, Negeri Sembilan, Perak and Pahang into an alliance that eventually became the Federated Malay States in 1896. The federation was centrally administered from a phoenix-like KL, which had become a well-ordered and prosperous city by the turn of the 20th century. In 1974 Selangor’s sultan ceded KL as a federal territory, and Shah Alam took over the role of state capital. In the late 1990s the federal administrative capital of Putrajaya was also cleaved off from Selangor.

            Just 13km north of KL, a short distance off the Ipoh road, a towering limestone outcrop is home to these impressive caves, officially discovered around 120 years ago by American naturalist William Hornaday. A short time later a small Hindu shrine was built in the vast open space, later known as Temple Cave.
        

      An enormous golden statue of Muruga, also known as Lord Subramaniam, to whom the caves are dedicated, stands at the foot of a flight of 272 steps leading up to Temple Cave. Beyond the towering main cavern, the space opens to an atrium-like cave at the rear. Monkeys scamper around the shrines, which are dwarfed by the scale of the cave.

            Of all the hill stations, Fraser’s Hill (Bukit Fraser), around 100km north of KL, retains the most colonial charm and attracts a fraction of the visitors of Genting or the Cameron Highlands. Situated across seven densely forested hills at a cool altitude of 1524m, this quiet and relatively undeveloped place is best visited for gentle hikes and bird-watching.
        

      Fraser’s Hill is named after Louis James Fraser, an adventurous Scotsman who migrated to Malaysia in the 1890s. Trying his luck in the country’s booming tin-mining industry, Fraser set up a mule-train operation to transport the ore across the hills and is also rumoured to have run gambling and opium dens. These had vanished (along with Fraser himself) by 1917, when Bishop Ferguson-Davie of Singapore came looking for Fraser. Recognising the area’s potential as a hill station, the bishop wrote a report to the High Commissioner on his return to Singapore. A couple of years later this ‘little England’ in the heart of the Malaysian jungle began to be developed.

      Like the Genting Highlands, Fraser’s Hill is on the Selangor–Pahang border, but almost all visitors come through Selangor, and the state border actually cuts right through the station. For more information see www.fraserhill.info.

            Where the Sungai Selangor flows into the sea is the old royal capital of Kuala Selangor. The hilltop fort at this small sleepy town was briefly conquered by the Dutch when they invaded Selangor in 1784; Sultan Ibrahim took it back a year later. The town became embroiled in the Selangor Civil War (1867–73) when the fort was partly destroyed. Later the British built a lighthouse on the hill, which still stands.
        

      Off the beaten tourist track, Kuala Selangor has a friendly

            (village) atmosphere and a good wildlife park. It’s possible to do as a day trip from KL, but an overnight stop is recommended so you can catch the nightly show put on by fireflies along the Sungai Selangor.

      The best place from which to see the fireflies this region is famed for is the tiny village of Kampung Kuantan, 9km east of Kuala Sel­angor. Malay-style wooden boats row out on the river to the ‘show trees’ and their dazzling displays. Boats take four people at RM15 each for the 20-minute trip, and leave on demand throughout the evening from around 7pm until 10pm. The trips are not recommended on full-moon or rainy nights, when the fireflies are not at their luminous best. Take mosquito repellent.

      To reach the village, take the turn-off to Batang Berjuntai, 2km south of Kuala Selangor. A taxi from Kuala Selangor costs RM40 return. You can also see the fireflies at the Firefly Park Resort (Click here

      It’s a pleasant, short walk through landscaped parklands to the top of Bukit Malawati, featuring views across the mangrove coastline. The hill has long been an ideal site for monitoring shipping in the Selat Melaka (Strait of Melaka), first for the sultans of Selangor and then for the Dutch, who destroyed the sultan’s fort during their invasion in 1784, then rebuilt it, naming it Fort Atlingsburg after their governor general.

      All that remains today are some sections of the fort’s wall and a few cannons. At the summit you’ll find the British lighthouse (dating from 1909) and a podium for viewing the new moon. Tame silvered leaf monkeys hang out here, too.

      The road up Bukit Malawati starts one block away from the old bus station in the town centre. It does a clockwise loop of the hill; you can walk up and around in less than an hour.

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            Like KL, Seremban’s roots lay in the discovery of tin in the 19th century causing prospectors to flock to the village originally called Sungai Ujong. Today Negeri Sembilan’s state capital, 64km southeast of KL, is a much more low key place, generally overlooked by international visitors but worth visiting for its lovely gardens, interesting mix of architecture and the chance to eat some tasty local specialities. It’s also the transit point for other destinations in Negeri Sembilan, including the beachside resorts of Port Dickson.
        

      The Muzium Negeri, a component of the Taman Seni Budaya Negeri on the outskirts of town, provides an access point to Minangkabau culture. The city itself is home mostly to Chinese and Indian populations.

Swathed in a silence only interrupted by bird song, this sleepy, disengaged hamlet nestles in a highland valley surrounded by green jungle hills, fringed with simple dwellings and scampering chickens.

The structure is elevated on 99 pillars, many of them carved, each one representing the legendary 99

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            When people talk about Port Dickson (PD) they’re usually referring to the long coastline studded with beaches – the actual Port Dickson is a small, uninteresting town slightly inland. The beach area is a popular spot with vacationing Malaysians and Singaporeans, but outside of weekends and holidays it’s nearly deserted and is a good place to find a bargain resort and relax poolside for a few days or more. When you feel the need for activity, Cape Rachado Forest Reserve has some fabulous treks. For futher information on the area see

                Cape Rachado Forest Reserve
            
            (also called the Tanjung Tuan Forest Reserve), the only remaining patch of coastal forest on the west coast of Peninsular Malaysia. This jungle of towering lowland trees has secluded beaches that are ideal turtle laying grounds and is also a stopover for over 300,000 migratory birds every year. The turn-off to the reserve is near the Km 16 marker (the local bus can let you off here); head down the road for 2km to the Ilham Resort and then through the forest reserve for another kilometre to the 
                Tanjung Tuan lighthouse
             
            (Rumah Api). Unfortunately the lighthouse, which was first built in 1528 by the Portuguese and is the oldest in Malaysia, isn’t open to the public. You can, however, walk around to the front of it for great views; on a clear day you can see Sumatra, 38km away across Selat Melaka. A simple network of trails heads into the forest from around the lighthouse and from the road towards the lighthouse to a handful of beaches (bring lots of water – it’s a steep climb).

                    Around mid-February to mid-April, migrating raptors (birds of prey such as kestrels, falcons and eagles) make the crossing from Sumatra to the Asian continent via the Cape Rachado Forest Reserve. Some 25 species head north for the summer each year and, having used up most of their energy getting across the Straits of Melaka, are tired and fly so low that you can see them stunningly close-up. The birds that arrive late in the afternoon or evening often rest and recuperate at the reserve for the night before heading off again on their long journeys. Without this precious forested rest area, naturalists say that many of the birds would die of exhaustion or starvation.
                

                
                    Sightings are of course not guaranteed, and you’ll have the best luck seeing the birds from around the Tanjung Tuan Lighthouse between 11am and 3pm when the heat of the day creates thermals for the birds to soar on.

                The old saying ‘What do you prefer, the mountains or the ocean?’ is pretty well received in Perak, Peninsular Malaysia’s second-largest state. ‘Perak’ means ‘silver’ in Malay, but historians debate whether the word references the state’s tin mines or the fish off its sandy coast. For travellers, this ambiguity simply reinforces the variety of the region. If you’re not in the Cameron Highlands (in Pahang state, but accessible from here), Malaysia’s premier hill retreat, or looking for elephants in the upland jungles of Royal Belum State Park, you’re probably lazing along the Straits of Melaka on Pulau Pangkor. And even if you’re the type who tends to shy from the extremes, Perak’s lowland cities – the royal seat of Kuala Kangsar; the garden metropolis of Taiping; and sprawling Ipoh, with its enviable eating scene and colonial architecture – are eminently worthwhile destinations.

            History

 
            
            Today’s sultanate of Perak dates back to the early 16th century, when the eldest son of the last sultan of Melaka, Sultan Muzaffar Shah, established his own dynasty on the banks of Sungai Perak (Perak River). The state’s rich tin deposits quickly made it a target of both covetous neighbours and foreign forces.
   

 Dutch efforts in the 17th century to monopolise the tin trade were unsuccessful, but remains of their forts can still be seen on Pulau Pangkor (Pangkor Island) and at the mouth of Sungai Perak. In the 18th century the Bugis from the south and the Siamese from the north made concerted attempts to dominate Perak, but British intervention in the 1820s trumped them both.

 The British had remained reluctant to meddle in the peninsula’s affairs, but growing investment in the strait settlements, along with the rich tin mines of Perak, encouraged their interest. The mines also attracted a great influx of Chinese immigrants, who soon formed rival clan groups allied with local Malay chiefs, all of whom battled to control the mines.

 The Perak sultanate was in disarray, and fighting among successors to the throne gave the British their opportunity to step in, making the first real colonial incursion on the peninsula in 1874. The governor, Sir Andrew Clarke, convened a meeting at Pulau Pangkor at which Sultan Abdullah was installed on the throne in preference to Sultan Ismail, the other major contender. The resultant Pangkor Treaty required the sultan to accept a British Resident, who would be consulted on all issues other than those relating to religion or Malay custom. One year later, Sultan Abdullah was forced, under threat of deposition, to accept administration by British officials on his behalf.

 Various Perak chiefs united against this state of affairs, and the Resident, James WW Birch, was assassinated at Pasir Salak in November 1875. Colonial troops were called in to fight a short war, Sultan Abdullah was exiled and a new British-sanctioned sultan was installed. The next British Resident, Sir Hugh Low, had administrative experience in Borneo, was fluent in Malay and was a noted botanist – he even had a pitcher plant named after him
                (Nepenthes Lowii)
  
            . He assumed control of taxes from the tin mines and practised greater intervention in state affairs. In 1877 he introduced the first rubber trees to Malaysia, and experimented with planting tea and coffee as well. The sultans, meanwhile, maintained their status, but were increasingly effete figureheads, bought out with stipends.
   

 The first railway in the state, from Taiping to Port Weld (now known as Kuala Sepe­tang), was built in 1885 to transport the wealth of tin; the result was rapid development in Taiping and Ipoh. In 1896 Perak, along with Selangor, Pahang and Negeri Sembilan, became part of the Federated Malay States. The Resident system persisted, however, even after the Japanese invasion and WWII, ending only when Perak became part of the Federation of Malaya in 1948. Perak joined the new independent state of Malaysia in 1957.

            Ipoh is one of Malaysia’s more pleasant midsized cities, chock full of colonial architecture, faded tropical mansions, friendly folks and some of the country’s best food. The elegant layout and design of the city’s ‘Old Town’ speaks to the wealth once generated here from Kinta Valley tin mines; in its day, Ipoh was one of the wealthiest cities in Southeast Asia. Today, the city can be approached as a worthwhile urban interlude, or as a convenient gateway to Pulau Pangkor and the Cameron Highlands.

Poor Smith died in 1926 and the house was abandoned; today, the remaining six-storey structure is a well-tended tourist site.

                    Hindu temple
                , built for the artisans by Smith when a mysterious illness decimated the workforce and the remaining workers believed the gods needed to be appeased. To show their gratitude to Smith, the workers placed a figure of him, dressed in a white suit and pith helmet, among the Hindu deities on the temple roof. The temple is now semiderelict but still in use, and the resident priest will point out the statue of Smith.


  
                After visiting Kellie’s Castle, continue east until you reach Hwy 1, the former main north–south highway. And best of all, with an altitude of 1300m to 1829m, the temperature rarely drops below 10°C or climbs above 21°C; practically cool enough to make you forget you’re in Malaysia.

                Besides getting in touch with your inner Englishman via tea and strawberries, the main thing to do in the Cameron Highlands is hike. Trailheads are generally clearly marked with yellow-and-black signboards, but it’s worth mentioning that many of the trails aren’t well maintained, and can be slippery and/or unclear. Always carry water, some food and rain gear to guard against the unpredictable weather. The following is a shortlist of a few of the more popular trails:
  

  
 
                    Trail 1
  
                This trail officially starts at white stone marker 1/5 on the summit of Gunung Brinchang (2031m), but we don’t advise making this descent – it’s a steep, muddy, overgrown trail, often closed for repairs. Instead, start your walk at the end point of the trail, at white stone marker 1/48 just north of Cactus Valley. This section of the trail should take about two hours to complete. From the summit take the 7km-long sealed road back to Brinchang through the tea plantations – a pleasant walk of about two hours.

  
 
                    Trail 4
  
                One of the more popular trails starts next to the river just past Century Pines Resort in Tanah Rata. It leads to Parit Falls, but garbage from the nearby village finds its way here, and it’s not the most bucolic spot. The falls can also be reached from the road around the southern end of the golf course. Both hikes are about half a kilometre.

  
 
                    Trail 8
  
                This trail splits off Trail 9 just before Robinson Falls and is another steep three-hour approach to Gunung Beremban. It can be a strenuous trail, especially if you’re walking away from the mountain.

  
 
                    Trail 9A
  
                Trails 9 and 9A start together 1.5km from the main road in Tanah Rata – follow the sign that says Robinson Falls and look for the footbridge. From here, the trail leads downhill past Robinson Falls to a metal gate, about 15 minutes away. Trail 9, which is not recommended, goes through the gate and follows the water pipeline down a steep, slippery incline through the jungle to the power station. We suggest you take Trail 9A, which branches to the left at the metal gate and, after about an hour’s walk, emerges at the road that leads to Robinson Power Station. Follow this south to the main road, where you can either head east for another 5km to Boh Tea Estate, or west to Habu Power Station for buses back to Tanah Rata.

            Tanah Rata has the greatest spread of hotels in the Cameron Highlands, including several decent budget places. Brinchang, 4km north, also has a fair spread of accommodation, but most places are targeted at domestic tourists, so it’s an awkward place to stay if you’re dependent on public transport. There are a few interesting places to stay outside of the main towns, but private transport is a must.
   

 The Highlands are at their busiest during the school holidays in April, August and December. During these times you should book accommodation in advance. Air-con is not necessary in the Cameron Highlands, and few, if any, hotels have it.

            Pulau Pangkor (‘Beautiful Island’) is a former pirate hideout and bit-player in the battle to control the Selat Melaka (Strait of Melaka). In the 17th century, the Dutch built a fort here in their bid to monopolise the Perak tin trade, but were driven out by a local ruler before returning briefly some 50 years later. In 1874 a contender for the Perak throne sought British backing and the Pang­kor Treaty was signed, ushering in British Residents and the colonial period.
   

 These days, the only people invading the island are Malaysian weekend warriors. Pangkor doesn’t see many foreign tourists, probably because its beaches aren’t among Malaysia’s best. Instead, the real highlight here is the low-key, village feel. The jungly interior, in particular, is wild, unexplored and isolated. During the week you’ve got the sand to yourself, and when it’s raining on other islands, it somehow stays sunny here.

            Pulau Pangkor lends itself well to exploration by motorcycle. The island’s east coast is its workaday side, home to 
                Sungai Pinang Kecil
  
            (SPK) and 
                Sungai Pinang Besar
  
            (SPB) – two Chinese-feeling fishing villages. The road that runs along the east coast turns west at Pangkor Town and runs directly across the island to

            , another busy beach, and a good destination if you want to participate in water sports or snorkelling. Moving north,

            is the best (public) beach on Pangkor. The water is a clear, emerald-green colour due to the presence of limestone, and the beach is usually quite clean and pretty. The road then goes to the northern end of the island, past the airport, to Pangkor’s luxury resorts and private beaches.

Whichever house you stay in, there’s always a feeling of jungly isolation thanks to the sec­luded location of the 5 acre grounds. Note that the hotel doesn’t accept walk-ins, and reservations must be made at least a couple of days in advance. Tiger Rock is found in a somewhat concealed location behind Kota Belanda, at Teluk Gedong; hotel staff can provide transport or directions.

            An easy-going town with a deep-seated sense of Malay ethnic identity, Kuala Kangsar, seat of the sultan of Perak, is one of the most pleasant royal capitals in Malaysia. It has also sat at the centre of many of the events of the past two centuries that defined modern Malaysia: first foothold of the British, who moved to control the peninsula by installing residents at the royal courts here in the 1870s; birthplace of Malaysia’s rubber industry; and site of the first Durbar, or conference of Malay sultans in 1897. Yet by the 1890s, the rapid growth of Ipoh and Taiping had left Kuala Kangsar a quiet backwater steeped in Malay tradition.
   

 The small town centre is something of a scruffy jumble, but to the southeast the royal district is spacious and quiet. The main sights are few, but they’re impressive and can easily be explored on a day trip from Taiping or Ipoh.

However, it was not until the invention of the pneumatic tyre in 1888, and then the popularity of the motorcar at the start of the 20th century, that rubber suddenly came into demand and rubber plantations sprang up across the country.             (Maxwell Hill), the oldest hill station in Malaysia. It’s not nearly as developed as the Cameron Highlands, and while the scenery is a little less dramatic, there’s more of a sense of what hill stations were originally about: elegant bungalows, quiet lanes, sweet-smelling gardens and not much more noise than the wind in the leaves. There are no attractions other than the above, which suits some folks just fine.

 Few people visit Bukit Larut, however – in fact, bungalows here only accommodate around 70 visitors. During the school holidays, all are full. Even if you don’t stay, Bukit Larut can be an excellent day trip. Getting up to the hill station is half the fun, and once there, you’ve got excellent opportunities for walks and fine views over Taiping far below.

            Most visitors go up and back by Land Rover, though the hill is also a favourite with locals who walk up in the mornings. It’s a very scenic path, but don’t imagine this is some casual stroll – you need to be fit to complete the walk, which spans more than 10km and can take as long as four hours.
   

 The Land Rovers take visitors as far as KM10.3, home to a few state-run bungalows and a sporadically manned visitor centre. Beyond this point, walking along the main road, with rich forest on either side, is pleasant enough, and at the summit of the mountain – an additional 30-minute walk – a rougher trail leads off the main road from between the two transmission towers. The trail follows a practically abandoned path to Gunung Hijau (1448m). You can usually only follow the leech-ridden path for about 15 minutes to an old pumping station (now functioning as a small Shiva shrine), but even on this short walk there’s a good chance of seeing monkeys and numerous birds. Beyond the shrine the trail is periodically cleared but quickly becomes overgrown; it’s advisable to take a guide with you. If you do make it to the summit, on clear days you can see clear out to the Selat Melaka (Strait of Melaka).

In theory, the Land Rovers operate roughly every hour on the hour from 8am to 3pm, but they usually only run when there’s enough customers. The trip takes about 30 minutes.

            , a small part of the mangrove forest that stretches from here up the coast of Perak towards Seberang Perai (Penang). The greater area represents almost half of all Malaysia’s gazetted mangrove cover, and is one of the country’s most significant nature reserves. It is particularly known for its fireflies, which light up light Christmas trees every night.
   

 The entrance to the reserve is about 500m outside the town; ask the bus driver to let you off when you see the big gateway and sign on your right reading ‘Pejabat Hutan Kecil Paya Laut’. Here a raised wooden walkway winds its way through a small section of the reserve, allowing you to explore this fascinating ecosystem without getting your feet damp. There are several signs along the route explaining, in English, what plants you are looking at and how it all works. Smooth otters, leopard cats and macaques all inhabit this landscape, though you’re unlikely to see much more than the odd bird and scampering lizard unless you’re here in the early morning or evening.

 You can explore the mangroves further by charter boat – which allows views of the reserve’s famous fireflies if you book at

            in the northernmost corner of Perak is one of Peninsular Malaysia’s largest stretches of virgin jungle. This green dream of a wilderness, which constitutes the Belum-Temenggor Forest, fairly seethes with birdlife and some of the nation’s most dramatic megafauna: tapirs, tigers, sun bears, panthers and the endangered Sumatran rhino, whose preservation was one of the motivating factors behind gazetting the park.

 Visiting the state park requires advance permission, which can be arranged by just about any hotel in the area at least one week in advance. Otherwise, the resorts below all offer various excursions into the jungle south of the park. Because much of the area was inundated after Temenggor Dam was completed in 1972, all excursions are conducted by boat.

But really, whatever you’re imagining, chances are that Penang

 that reality. Add surprises like slick cafes, antiseptic shopping malls, jungles and white beaches and you’ll have an even sharper image.

  Historically, Penang was the waterway between Asia’s two halves and the outlet to the markets of Europe and the Middle East. As such, the island sits on the juncture of Asia’s great kingdoms and colonial empires.             History

 
            
            Little is known of Penang’s early history. Chinese seafarers were aware of the island, which they called Betelnut Island, as far back as the 15th century, but it appears to have been uninhabited. It wasn’t until the early 1700s that colonists arrived from Sumatra and established settlements at Batu Uban and the area now covered by southern George Town. The island came under the control of the sultan of Kedah, but in 1771 the sultan signed the first agreement with the British East India Company, handing them trading rights in exchange for military assistance against Siam.
   

 Fifteen years later Captain Francis Light, on behalf of the East India Company, took possession of Penang, which was formally signed over in 1791. Light renamed it Prince of Wales Island, as the acquisition date fell on the prince’s birthday. Light permitted new arrivals to claim as much land as they could clear and this, together with a duty-free port and an atmosphere of liberal tolerance, quickly attracted settlers from all over Asia. By the turn of the 18th century Penang was home to over 10,000 people.

 Penang briefly became the capital of the Straits Settlements (which included Melaka and Singapore) in 1826, until it was superseded by the more thriving Singapore. By the middle of the 19th century, Penang had become a major player in the Chinese opium trade, which provided more than half of the colony’s revenue. It was a dangerous, rough-edged place, notorious for its brothels and gambling dens, all run by Chinese secret societies.

 There was little action in Penang during WWI but WWII was a different story. When it became evident that the Japanese would attack, Penang’s Europeans were immediately evacuated, leaving behind a largely defenceless population. Japan took over the island on 19 December 1941, only 12 days after the attack on Pearl Harbour in the US. The following three and a half years were the darkest of Penang’s history.

 Things were not the same after the war. The local impression of the invincibility of the British had been irrevocably tainted and the end of British imperialism seemed imminent. The Straits Settlements were dissolved in 1946; Penang became a state of the Federation of Malaya in 1948 and one of independent Malaysia’s 13 states in 1963.

 With its free-port status withdrawn in 1969, Penang went through several years of decline and high unemployment. Over the next 20 years, the island was able to build itself up as one of the largest electronics manufacturing centres of Asia and is now sometimes dubbed the ‘Silicon Valley of the East’. Today, Penang is the only state in Malaysia that has elected an ethnic Chinese chief minister since independence.

 
   
  
 ISLAND OR STATE?
  


 
 The strip of mainland coast known as Seberang Perai (or Province Wellesley) is the mainland portion of the state that many people don’t even know is Penang. The state of Penang is divided both geographically and administratively into two sections: Pulau Penang (Penang Island), a 293 sq km island in the Strait of Melaka, and Seberang Perai, a narrow 760 sq km strip on the peninsular mainland. George Town, on Penang Island, is the state capital, while Butterworth is the largest town in Seberang Perai. Confusingly, the city of George Town is often referred to as just ‘Penang’ or ‘Pinang’.

 Dodge traffic while strolling past Chinese shophouses where people might be roasting coffee over a fire or sculpting giant incense for a ceremony. Trishaws, sightseeing tourists and locals cruise around the maze of chaotic streets and narrow lanes, past British Raj–era architecture, strings of paper lanterns and retro-chic pubs, boutiques and cafes that wouldn’t be out of place in a Western city. Arrive on an empty stomach and graze at will; between the city’s outrageous hawker food and a handful of burgeoning modern restaurants this is the food capital of Malaysia.

 Though each of the city’s districts is distinct, they do overlap; you’ll find Chinese temples in Little India and mosques in Chinatown. Along certain streets you’ll have your pick of delicious Indian curries, spicy Malay specialities or local Chinese noodle creations all lined up one after the other. And just to confuse you even more, outside the historic centre, Western-style soaring skyscrapers and massive shopping complexes gleam high above.

 In 2008 the historic centre of George Town was declared a Unesco World Heritage Site for having ‘a unique architectural and cultural townscape without parallel anywhere in East and Southeast Asia’. Property values skyrocketed and old buildings, once abandoned, were snatched up by developers hoping to cash in on the ensuing boom. Thankfully, Penang is full of heritage activists, and in general, the city has safeguarded its age-old feel while also reaping the benefits of a facelift.

            or clanhouse, is a major node of overseas Chinese communities, and the Khoo Kongsi is the most impressive one in Penang.

 The Khoo, who trace their lineage back 25 generations, are a successful clan, and they’re letting the world know. Stone carvings dance across the entrance hall and pavilions, many of which symbolise or are meant to attract good luck and wealth. Note the Sikh guardian watchman at the entrance. The interior is dominated by
 incredible
            
            murals depicting birthdays, weddings and, most impressively, the 36 celestial guardians (divided into two panels of 18 guardians each). The fiery overhead lighting comes courtesy of enormous paper lamps. Gorgeous ceramic sculptures of immortals, carp, dragons, and carp becoming dragons (a traditional Chinese motif symbolising success) dance across the roof ridges. As impressive as all of this is, Khoo Kongsi was once more ostentatious; the structure caught fire on the night it was completed in 1901, an event put down to divine jealousy. The present

            dates from 1906. At research time, a hotel was being built on the premises.

            This temple is dedicated to Kuan Yin – the goddess of mercy, good fortune, peace and fertility. The temple, which was built in the early 19th century by the first Hokkien and Cantonese settlers in Penang, is not so impressive architecturally, but it’s very central and popular with the Chinese community. It seems to be forever swathed in smoke from the outside furnaces where worshippers burn paper money, and from the incense sticks waved around inside. It’s a very active place, and Chinese theatre shows take place on the goddess’ birthday, celebrated on the 19th day of the second, sixth and ninth lunar months.

 The temple was being renovated when we were in town, and there’s talk of adding a visitor centre.

            Dr Sun Yat Sen was the leader of the 1911 Chinese revolution, which overturned the Ching dynasty and established China as the first republic in Asia. He lived in George Town with his family for about six months in 1910. This house was not his residence but was the central meeting place for his political party. It was here the 1910 Canton uprising was 
 planned –
             
            although unsuccessful, the uprising was a turning point for the revolution’s success. Today the structure serves as a museum documenting Dr Sun Yat Sen’s time in Penang, and even if you’re not interested in history, it is worth a visit simply for a peek inside a stunningly restored antique shophouse.

  
   
  
 CLANHOUSES
  


 
 Between the mid-1800s and the mid-1900s Penang welcomed a huge influx of Chinese immigrants, primarily from China’s Fujian province. To help introduce uncles, aunties, cousins, 10th cousins, old neighbourhood buddies and so on to their new home, the Chinese formed clan associations and built clanhouses to create a sense of community, provide lodging and help find employment for newcomers. In addition to functioning as ‘embassies’ of sorts, clanhouses also served as a deeper social, even spiritual, link between an extended clan, its ancestors and its social obligations.
  


 As time went on, many clan associations became extremely prosperous and their buildings became more ornate. Clans – called ‘secret societies’ by the British – began to compete with each other over the decadence and number of their temples. Thanks to this rivalry, today’s Penang has one of the densest concentrations of clan architecture found outside China. Arguably George Town’s most impressive clanhouse is the Khoo Kongsi (
 Click here

The house belonged to Chung Keng Quee, a 19th-century merchant, secret society leader and community pillar as well as being one of the wealthiest Baba-Nonyas of that era.

It was at the site of the fort that Captain Light first set foot on the virtually uninhabited island in 1786 and established the free port where trade would, he hoped, be lured from Britain’s Dutch rivals. Between 1808 and 1810 convict labour replaced the then-wooden building materials with stone.             ), a colonial-style British restaurant serving everything from beef Wellington to high tea.
   

 On weekends and public holidays lines for the funicular can be horrendously long, with waits of up to 30 minutes, but on weekdays queues are minimal. From the trail near the upper funicular station you can walk the 5.5km to the Botanical Gardens (Moon Gate) in about three hours. The easier 5.1km tarred jeep track from the top also leads to the gardens, just beyond the Moon Gate. From Weld Quay, Komtar or Lebuh Chulia, you can catch the frequent bus 204 (RM2).             Don’t join the throngs of Penang visitors who miss these 30-hectare gardens, which are also known as the Waterfall Gardens after the stream that cascades through from Penang Hill, or the Monkey Gardens for the many long-tailed macaques that scamper around. Don’t be tempted to feed them: monkeys do bite, and there’s a RM500 fine if you’re caught. You’ll also see dusky leaf monkeys, black giant squirrels and myriad giant bugs and velvety butterflies, which are all considerably more docile.

 Once a granite quarry, the gardens were founded in 1884 by Charles Curtis, a tireless British plant lover who collected the original specimens and became the first curator. Today Penangites love their garden and you’ll find groups practising t’ai chi, jogging, picnicking and even line-dancing here.

 The Botanical Gardens are located about 8km outside of George Town. To get there, take bus 102 (RM2) from Komtar or Weld Quay; a taxi will cost at least RM25.

Adjacent to the museum is Ramlee’s birthplace, a humble, thoroughly restored

 P Ramlee’s music plays as a constant soundtrack throughout the grounds. Although visitors may not be familiar with his work, the old photos and the house are interesting, and there are a few kitschy souvenirs in the museum’s gift shop.

 The mansion, rescued from ruin in the 1990s, blends Eastern and Western designs with louvred windows, art nouveau stained glass and beautiful floor tiles, and is a rare surviving example of the eclectic architectural style preferred by wealthy Straits Chinese of the time. The best way to experience the house, now a boutique hotel, is to stay here; otherwise hour-long guided tours give you a glimpse of the beautiful interior.

 While Malaysia is officially and predominantly Muslim, the Chinese population has remained mostly Buddhist. As one of Malaysia’s most Chinese states, Penang has an uncommonly diverse and burgeoning Buddhist community that embraces not only traditional Chinese Buddhism but also the Thai, Burmese, Sinhalese and Tibetan schools of Buddhist philosophy. In addition to the below, Penang’s visit-worthy Buddhist temples include Kuan Yin Teng (

 ), the oldest Chinese temple in Penang and the second oldest in the country, and Kek Lok Si Temple (
 Click here

This was Penang’s first Buddhist temple, built in 1805; it has been significantly added to over the years.  This Thai temple is home to the lifting Buddha, an allegedly 1000-year-old, gold-leaf-encrusted Buddha statue about the size of a well-fed house cat. As a seeker, kneel in front of the statue, pay respects to the figure with a clear mind and then ask, in your mind, the yes or no question you wish to have answered; ask also that you wish for the figure to become light for an affirmative answer. Try to lift the statue. To verify the answer, ask your question again, only this time ask that the statue become heavy. Lift again. When the statue is heavy it won’t budge and when it’s light it lifts off the platform like a butterfly. Heading northwest on Jln Burma, turn right on Jln Perak about 500m after Hotel 1926.  GEORGE TOWN’S STREET ART
  


 
 Officially sponsored street art is not common in Malaysia, but in George Town it has been embraced by the community and provides a quirky counterpoint to the natural urban beauty of the historic core. In 2010 Penang’s state government sponsored a series of cartoon steel art pieces created by the Sculpture At Work studio (http://sculptureatwork.com). These artworks, affixed to George Town street walls, detail local customs and heri­tage with humour.
  


 For the 2012 George Town Festival imaginative murals were commissioned from the young Lithuanian artist Ernest Zacharevic, who combines objects such as bicycles (on Lebuh Armenian) and telephone booths with his paintings. The art has been a smash hit with visitors constantly lining up to be photographed beside the Lebuh Armenian piece in particular – when it was vandalised in August 2012, locals quickly cleaned it up again.

 Originally built in 1884, the stylish E&O (
 Click here
 ) was the archetypal 19th-century colonial grand hotel. It was established by two of the Armenian Sarkies brothers, Tigram and Martin, the most famous hoteliers in the East, who later founded Raffles Hotel in Singapore.
  


 In the 1920s the Sarkies promoted the E&O as the ‘Premier Hotel East of Suez’. High-ranking colonial officials and wealthy planters and merchants filed through its grand lobby, and the E&O was established as a centre for Penang’s social elite. Rudyard Kipling, Noel Coward and Somerset Maugham were just some of the famous faces who passed through its doors.
  


 The Sarkies almost closed the E&O when the rent was raised from £200 to £350 a month, but they kept it open largely at the insistence of Arshak Sarkies, the third brother (and a gambler by nature). Arshak’s was legendary – some observers said he ran the E&O not to make money, but to entertain. Shortly before his death, Arshak began lavish renovations to the hotel. This expense, coupled with loans to friends that were conveniently forgotten, finally bankrupted the family business in 1931.
  


 In the 1990s the E&O closed and fell into disrepair, but a huge renovation program came to its rescue. In 2001 it once again opened for business, as a luxury, all-suite grand hotel with elegant, spacious rooms decorated in the best of colonial style.

 GETTING TO & FROM BUTTERWORTH
  


 
 Butterworth, the city on the mainland bit of Penang (known as Sebarang Perai), is home to Penang’s main train station and is the departure point for ferries to Penang Island. Unless you’re taking the train or your bus has pulled into Butterworth’s busy bus station from elsewhere, you’ll probably not need to spend any time here.
  


 The cheapest way to get between Butterworth and George Town is via the

 ; the terminal is linked by walkway to Butterworth’s bus and train stations. Ferries take passengers and cars every 10 minutes from 5.30 to 9.30pm, every 20 minutes until 11.15pm, and hourly after that until 1am. The journey takes 10 minutes and fares are charged only for the journey from Butterworth to Penang; returning to the mainland is free.
  


 If you choose to take a taxi to/from Butterworth (approximately RM50), you’ll cross the 13.5km Penang Bridge, one of the longest bridges in the world. There’s a RM7 toll payable at the toll plaza on the mainland, but no charge to return.
  


 At research time, construction was well underway on a second bridge linking Batu Maung at the southeastern tip of the island to Batu Kawan on the mainland. It should be completed by the time you’re reading this.

Still, it is the best easy-access beach stop on the island, and it does make a pleasant break from the city.

This is alfresco at its best, under a thatched roof and surrounded by gorgeous gardens with a view of the sea. It’s also an excellent place for a sunset cocktail.

The most serene infinity pool on the island is guarded by white Buddhas, the grounds are a perfect balance of shade, flowers and koi ponds, there’s a conference room and yoga studio, and indoor hang-out areas perfect for sipping espresso or a glass of wine from the cellar, reading a book or watching movies. Basically you come here to completely relax because, aside from a few walks, mountain biking or fruit picking, there’s blissfully little to do.


 The retreat is located off winding Route 6 between Balik Pulau and Kampung Sungai Batu, and you’ll need to be shuttled in their 4WD up the steep hill that leads to Malihom.

                (sons of the soil). That soil, physical and cultural, is most fertile in Kedah and Perlis. Limestone pillars thrust up through this paddyscape, which makes for the harvest of over half of Malaysia’s rice supply.

            Not that many foreigners see this. While it may be one of the most touristed states in Malaysia, most travellers would draw a blank if you asked them anything about ‘Kedah’. That’s because almost everyone knows it by its biggest island and Malaysia’s number-one holiday destination: Pulau Langkawi. And justifiably so; Langkawi’s clear waters and wide beaches warrant the attention they receive, while corners of the island even seem to mimic the green, fecund terrain of the mainland.

            Perlis, Malaysia’s smallest state, has an even lower profile. It’s also proximate to Thailand, and most travellers rush through here on their way to that kingdom. Their loss: this corner of the country is part of the Malay heartland, which makes it overwhelmingly friendly and culturally significant.

            For travellers’ purposes there are essentially two Kedahs: the tropical island of Pulau Langkawi and its attached islets; and rural, little-visited mainland Kedah. The paddy field is the eternal horizon of the latter, also known as Malaysia’s ‘rice bowl’. Two blocks of colour constantly kiss at the edge of your eyesight: robin’s-egg blue on top and deep, alive green on the bottom, with strips of bitumen webbing through. If you find inspiration in the rustic, clean-lined aesthetic of Asian agriculture, this state is the field of sunflowers to your inner van Gogh.
        

      The other Kedah is the stuff of tourist brochures that don’t skimp on descriptions such as ‘sun-kissed’ or ‘paradise’. The good news is that Langkawi’s beaches generally live up to the hype, and you’ll even find pockets of the mainland’s unique green landscape, in addition to an island destination that continues to maintain its Malay roots. If, like most, you’ve only included Pulau Langkawi on your itinerary, you can rest assured in the fact that you’ll get the chance to witness both Kedahs.

       
            History

      
            
            Kedah is one of the most historically significant Malay states. Settlement goes back to the Stone Age, and some of the earliest excavated archaeological sites in the country are near Gunung Jerai. More recent finds in Lembah Bujang date back to the Hindu-
            
                Buddhist
             
            period in the 4th century AD, and the current royal family can trace its line directly to this time. Discoveries in Lembah Bujang show that it was the cradle of Hindu-Buddhist civilisation on the peninsula – the society that would become the foundation stone for Malay culture – and one of the first places to come into contact with Indian traders. The latter would eventually bring Islam to Malaysia, a religion whose cultural impact cannot be overstated here.

      During the 7th and 8th centuries, Kedah paid tribute to the Srivijaya Empire of Sumatra, but later fell under the influence of the Siamese until the 15th century, when the rise of Melaka led to the Islamisation of the area. In the 17th century Kedah was attacked by the Portuguese, who had already conquered Melaka, and by the Acehnese, who saw Kedah as a threat to their own spice production.

      In the hope that the British would help protect what remained of Kedah from Siam, the sultan handed over Penang to the British in the late 18th century. Nevertheless, in the early 19th century Kedah once again came under Siamese control, where it remained, either directly or as a vassal, until early in the 20th century when Siam passed control to the British. This history of changing hands between the Thai and the British manifests, in places, as a somewhat hybrid Malay-Thai culture.

      After WWII, during which Kedah (along with Kelantan) was the first part of Malaya to be invaded by the Japanese, Kedah became part of the Federation of Malaya in 1948, albeit reluctantly.

      During the 2008 elections, Kedah, which is traditionally a breeding ground for leaders of the Barisan National ruling party, came out strongly in favour of the opposition, particularly the Islamist Parti Islam se-Malaysia (PAS).

            Langkawi is synonymous with ‘tropical paradise’ – and with good reason. Since 2008 the archipelago’s official title has been

            (Langkawi, the Jewel of Kedah), no doubt inspired by the island’s clear waters, relatively pristine beaches and intact jungle. The district’s been duty free since 1986 and roping in tourists well before that. Yet despite their immense drawing power, these 99 islands, dominated by 478.5-sq-km Pulau Langkawi, have not been overdeveloped beyond re­cognition. Get just a little way off the main beaches and this is idyllic rural Malaysia, all

            (villages) and oil lamps. It’s the kind of tropical island where there’s no lack of spas, seafood restaurants and beach bars, but where the locals continue to go about their ways just as they have for generations.

                Langkawi is big, folks, almost 500 sq km. Kuah, in the southeast corner of the island, is the main town and the arrival point for ferries, but the beaches are elsewhere.
            

            
                The busiest and most developed beach is the 2km-long strip of sand at 
                    Pantai Cenang
                
                . The beach is gorgeous: white sand, teal water, green palms and all that good stuff. There are watersports activities at hand, and the water is good for swimming, but jellyfish are common, so you might feel a bit tingly when you go for a dip. A sandbar sometimes appears at low tide, allowing you to inspect local sea life. Between November and January you can walk across this sandbar to the nearby island of 
                    Pulau Rebak Kecil
                
                , but only for two hours around low tide. The island of 
                    Pulau Tepor
                
                can be reached by hired boat from Pantai Cenang. There are some very fine top-end resorts at Cenang, as well as the bulk of Langkawi’s budget and midrange accommodation. Come night time, an odd mix of expats, domestic tourists, backpackers and package holidaymakers take to the main road to eat, drink, window shop and generally make merry. 

            
                Head south and Langkawi gets a little more polished; as the road loops around a rocky headland, you’re in upscale 
                    Pantai Tengah
                
                . It’s a slightly smaller, narrower beach, with less noisy watersports activity than on Pantai Cenang. There are a few big, all-inclusive resorts here, good restaurants and bars, and a few cheaper chalet clusters.
            

            
                On the western part of the island, 12km north of Pantai Cenang, 
                    Pantai Kok
                 
                fronts a beautiful bay surrounded by limestone mountains and jungle. Unfortunately an outdoor shopping centre and the nearby harbour have left it feeling somewhat overdeveloped. There are a handful of equidistantly located upscale resorts around here, many with their own small strips of beach.

            
                On the far northwestern corner of the island, the beaches at

                are arguably some of the island’s most beautiful and secluded, but are really only accessible if you’re staying in one of the area’s two luxury resorts.

The smooth rut between the pools is slick enough to slide down, especially towards the bottom, but it’s worth nothing that over the years, a few people have managed to slip past the partially gated edge of the falls, resulting in serious injury and even death.
            

            
                You can get here by rented car, motorbike or taxi; follow the main road 1km past Pantai Kok, then turn right at the t-intersection, continuing until the road dead-ends at a car park. From here it’s a steady 10-minute climb through the rainforest (stay to the right) to the wells at the top of the falls. The whole island is steeped in legends, and the favourite story is of Mahsuri, a maiden who was wrongly accused of infidelity. Before finally allowing herself to be executed, she put a curse on the island for seven generations. As proof of her innocence, white blood flowed from her veins, turning the sands of Langkawi’s beaches white. Her mausoleum is known today as Kota Mahsuri.
            

            
                Another legend concerns the naming of places around the island. Pulau Langkawi’s two most powerful families became involved in a bitter argument over a marriage proposal. A fight broke out and all the kitchen utensils were used as missiles. The 
                    kuah
                
                (gravy) was spilt at Kuah and seeped into the ground at Kisap, which means ‘to seep’. A pot landed at Belanga Perak (Broken Pot) and finally the saucepan of 
                    air panas
                 
                (hot water) came to land where Air Hangat village is today. The fathers of these two families got their comeuppance for causing all this mayhem – they are now the island’s two major mountain peaks.             Back around 1819 (the date is debated), the Malay princess Mahsuri was unjustly accused of adultery and executed by stabbing. With her dying breath she cursed Langkawi with seven generations of bad luck and expired, supposedly bleeding white blood, a sign of her innocence. Not long after, the Siamese invaded the island, and some 160 years later, in 1987 (that’s about seven generations), Langkawi took off as a tourism destination. That’s the story anyways, and its been commemorated by this historical complex that includes Mahsuri’s Shrine as well as a re-creation of a traditional house, a theatre, a ‘diorama museum’ and some simple food outlets. 

      A legacy of Mahsuri’s curse can still sometimes be seen in the ‘field of burnt rice’ at nearby Padang Matsirat. There, villagers once burnt their rice fields rather than allow them to fall into the hands of Siamese invaders. It’s said heavy rain still sometimes brings traces of burnt grains to the surface.

            Perlis is Malaysia’s smallest state and doesn’t tend to register on most travellers’ radar 
            except as a transit point to Thailand or Langkawi (via Kuala Perlis). Even Malays tend to regard it as essentially a rice-

            pocket along the Thai border. This isn’t an area that’s particularly heavy on sites of interest to tourists, but at the risk of stereotyping, as in many rural backwaters the population here is quite friendly. It can be a kick just to hang out with the locals and improve your Bahasa Malaysia (because English definitely isn’t widely spoken). Otherwise, small but beautiful Taman Negara Perlis state park is worth exploring.

            Perlis was originally part of Kedah, though it variously fell under Thai and Acehnese sovereignty. After the Siamese conquered Kedah in 1821, the sultan of Kedah made unsuccessful attempts to regain his territory until, in 1842, he agreed to Siamese terms. The Siamese reinstalled the sultan, but made Perlis into a separate vassal principality with its own raja.
        

      As with Kedah, power was transferred from the Thais to the British under the 1909 Anglo-Siamese Treaty, and a British Resident was installed at Arau. A formal treaty between Britain and Perlis wasn’t signed until 1930. During the Japanese occupation in WWII, Perlis was ‘returned’ to Thailand, and then after the war it again returned to British rule until it became part of the Malayan Union, and then the Federation of Malaya in 1957.

            However the history of the city-state of Melaka is told, the story of the state is inseparable from that of the city for which it was named. Before the late 14th century, Melaka was a simple fishing village.
        

      Founded by Parameswara, a Hindu prince from Sumatra, and located halfway between China and India, and with easy access to the spice islands of Indonesia, Melaka attracted merchants from all over the East and became a favoured port.

      In 1405 the Chinese Muslim Admiral Cheng Ho arrived in Melaka bearing gifts from the Ming emperor and the promise of protection from Siamese enemies. Chinese settlers followed, who mixed with the local Malays to become known as the Baba and Nonya, the Peranakans or Straits Chinese. By the time of Parameswara’s death in 1414, Melaka was a powerful trading state. Its position was consolidated by the state’s adoption of Islam in the mid-15th century.

      In 1509 the Portuguese came seeking the wealth of the spice and in 1511 Alfonso de Albuquerque forcibly took the city. Under the Portuguese, the fortress of A’Famosa was constructed, and missionaries strove to implant Catholicism. While Portuguese cannons could easily conquer Melaka, they could not force Muslim merchants from Arabia and India to continue trading there, and other ports in the area, such as Islamic Demak on Java, grew to overshadow Melaka.

      Suffering harrying attacks from neighbouring Johor and Negeri Sembilan, as well as from the Islamic power of Aceh in Sumatra, Melaka declined further. The city passed into Dutch hands after an eight-month siege in 1641 and the Dutch ruled Melaka for about 150 years. Melaka again became the centre for peninsular trade, but the Dutch directed more energy into their possessions in Indonesia.

      When the French occupied Holland in 1795, the British (as allies of the Dutch) temporarily assumed administration of the Dutch colonies. In 1824 Melaka was permanently ceded to the British.

      Melaka, together with Penang and Singapore, formed the Straits settlements, the three British territories that were the centres for later expansion into the peninsula. However, under British rule Melaka was eclipsed by other Straits settlements and then superseded by the rapidly growing commercial importance of Singapore. Apart from a brief upturn in the early 20th century when rubber was an important crop, Melaka returned again to being a quiet backwater, patiently awaiting its renaissance as a tourist drawcard.

            Melaka’s Chinatown was granted Unesco World Heritage Site status in 2008, and this sealed the city’s claim as one as Malaysia’s hottest tourist destinations. The development that has ensued is mind-boggling. Unfortunately, ‘preserving heritage’ has often been translated into gaudy shop signs, night market street vendors selling cheap trinkets rather than authentic Melakan items and big-name businesses constructing new buildings on the historic riverfront. The charm in Chinatown still lingers however, and is best represented by its resident artists, cooks and creative trishaws. With the oldest functioning mosque, Catholic church and Buddhist temple in the country, the city today (as it has for centuries) exudes a tolerance that accepts visitors of every creed and always promises to show them a good time. And all the modern action still blends in with the gorgeous surrounding Peranakan, Portuguese and Dutch architecture. 

      Plus there’s the food. From the distinct Peranakan dishes to Eurasian Portuguese cooking and Indian banana-leaf shops, the citywide restaurant aromas add further colour to the cultural mosaic that makes Melaka such an astonishing destination.

      It’s easy to feel the town’s old magic (and get a seat at the more popular restaurants) on the quiet weekdays, but during the weekends there are so many photo-snapping tourists that the whole town can feel like front row at a rock concert.

            St Paul’s Church is a breezy sanctuary reached after a steep flight of stairs. Originally built by a Portuguese captain in 1521, the church offers views over Melaka from the summit of Bukit St Paul. The church was regularly visited by St Francis Xavier, and following his death in China the saint’s body was temporarily interred here for nine months before being transferred to Goa, where it remains today. Visitors can look into his ancient tomb (surrounded by a wire fence) in the centre of the church, and a marble statue of the saint gazes wistfully over the city.

      When the Dutch completed their own Christ Church in 1590 at the base of the hill, St Paul fell into disuse. Under the British a lighthouse was built and the church eventually ended up as a storehouse for gunpowder. The church has been in ruins for more than 150 years.

It’s literally deserted midweek, except for maybe one or two fishermen casting from the beach, and only one valiant stall at the beachfront food court is open outside of Saturday and Sunday. The water lapping on the fine sand is brown with sediment and pollution so it’s not the best place for swimming, but it’s fun to sit against the jungle and watch the massive freighters head down the famous Strait of Melaka.

            Some of Malaysia’s most beautiful islands are found in the Seribuat Archipelago, off the state’s east coast. These attract Singaporean weekenders but few others. It’s prime dive territory, and you’ll find similar corals and fish that you’ll find at popular Tioman Island but without the crowds. You’ll also find the low-key white-sand beaches which fringe gleaming turquoise waters and wild jungles.

            After years of being criticised as a dirty, chaotic border town, Johor’s capital Johor Bahru has been repaved and replanted and is suddenly a lively, appealing place to hang out. Even the sketchy watch salesmen and down-and-out sidewalk lurkers who congregated along Jln Tun Abdul Razak have been swept away by an increased police presence. Just off this main drag you’ll find bustling food hawkers, interesting old architecture and wide, clean sidewalks. The city still has more crime compared with most Malaysian towns, but there’s a real urban buzz and some surprisingly cosmopolitan corners to explore.
        

      JB is connected to Singapore by road and rail across a 1038m-long causeway, across which Singaporeans flood for shopping and excitement on weekends and holidays. However, other than just for changing trains, planes or buses, few foreign travellers linger here even though it has great potential as a budget base for Singapore.

      As one of the five ‘economic zones’ of the Iskandar development project that will radically change southern Malaysia over the next decade, JB is in for more than a makeover. Danga Bay, a 720-hectare area, 5km from the Causeway, is poised to be a financial and commercial centre with the lofty hopes of being as scenic and enticing as Sydney’s Darling Harbour, although for now it’s a bleak sprawl of construction.

      
        
            
                THE BRAVE NEW WORLD OF ISKANDAR
            

            
                
                Started in 2006 and expected to be completed in 2025, the Iskandar Development Region stretches from Johor Bahru to Senai/Kulai in the north, Tanjung Pelepas at the west and Pasir Gudang at the east. The aim is for the region to become an international metropolis and liberal trade port not unlike China’s Shenzhen and Hong Kong. 

            
                The administrative capital, Kota Iskandar, is literally being built from scratch (with a Moorish-Andalusian architectural theme) and was officially opened by the Sultan of Johor on April 16 2009.
            

            
                The project has been harshly criticised by ex-PM Mahathir Mohamad, who has warned that the higher cost of living in the region, as well as the fact that most of the land is being sold to foreign investors (many Singaporean), will force out Malaysians. In the end, he prophesises, Iskandar will only be ‘an extension of Singapore’.
            

            
                The Iskandar project has been backed by more recent PM Najib Razak, who believes that growth and foreign investment can only be beneficial for Malaysia and its people. The hopes are that the wealth of Iskandar will spill over to the rest of the country and bring progress to the entire region.

            Endau-Rompin National Park is that pristine, waterfall-laden jungle teeming with animals which comes to mind when you hear the phrase ‘deep Malaysian interior’. Straddling the Johor–Pahang border, the 260-million-year-old, 870-sq-km park is the second-largest one on the peninsula after the much more developed Taman Negara. In fact, there are few trails in Endau-Rompin so exploration is limited, but what you can see is spectacular. The park’s lowland forests are among the last in Peninsular Malaysia and have been identified as harbouring unique varieties of plant life including enormous umbrella palms, with their characteristic fan-shaped leaves, and 
                Livinstona endanensis,
             
            a species of palm with serrated circular leaves.

      The park is also Malaysia’s last refuge of Sumatran rhinoceros and tigers, although these roam only within the park’s remote areas. Herds of elephants are sometimes spotted near Kampung Peta around sunset. The park’s birds include red jungle fowl, the black hornbill and the grey wagtail. Monkeys cackle in the trees.

      The majority of travellers arrive on tours arranged by private operators but it’s just as easy (and less expensive) to organise a trip through the park itself. A good first stop is the

            Beautiful Tioman has a near-Polynesian feel to it, with its hibiscus flowers, steep green peaks and turquoise, coral-rich waters. At 20km long and 11km wide, the island is so spacious that your dream beach is surely here somewhere. But this is no secret: the island attracts around 190,000 visitors annually. Fortunately holidaymakers are absorbed subtly and the island retains an unspoiled feel, with pristine wilderness and friendly, authentic village life.
        

      A short stretch of road runs along the western side of the island from Berjaya Tioman Beach, Golf & Spa Resort to the northern end of Tekek, where it is interrupted by steps before continuing as a path to the end of Air Batang (known as ABC). A winding, newly paved road links Tekek with the dozy east coast idyll of Juara.

      Tekek is Tioman’s largest village and its administrative centre. The airport is here, as well as the island’s only cash machine. Bear in mind that everything stocked in shops on Tioman is shipped over from the mainland and tends to be expensive (except beer and tobacco), so stock up on essentials before you arrive.

            Diving & Snorkelling

      
            
            Many come to Tioman solely to dive – the underwater world around the island offers some of the best (and most accessible) diving and snorkelling in Malaysia. It’s also one of the few places in the country where you have a good chance of seeing pods of dolphins.
        

      There is good snorkelling off the rocky points on the west coast of the island, particularly those just north of ABC, but the best snorkelling is around nearby Pulau Tulai, better known as Coral Island. Snorkelling equipment for hire is easy to find (masks and snorkels are typically RM10 per day) at many places around the island.

      There are plenty of excellent dive centres on Tioman, and PADI courses are priced competitively. Expect to pay about RM1000 for a four-day PADI open-water course and RM100 for fun dives.

            Jungle Walks

      
            
            Nautical pleasures aside, jungle filled Tioman also offers plenty of excellent hikes to keep the intrepid landlubber exhausted and happy. You’ll see more wildlife here than in most of Malaysia’s national parks, including black giant squirrels, long-tailed macaques, brush-tailed porcupines and – if you’re out with a torch at dawn or dusk and incredibly lucky – the endangered, nocturnal binturong (bear cat). 

      The 7km
                Tekek to Juara Jungle Walk 
            offers an excellent feel for the richness of the spectacular interior, not to mention the added bonus of bringing the hiker to beautiful Juara at hike’s end. While the walk isn’t too strenuous, parts of it are steep, and hiking in tropical heat can be taxing. Carry plenty of water; if you lose the trail, follow the power lines overhead. If you’re setting out on foot, be wary of entering the jungle after around 4.30pm, as it’s easy to get lost in the dark. 

      You’ll find signs for the jungle walk just about 1km north of the main jetty in Tekek. You can also walk along the recently paved road to Juara, a longer and somewhat less satisfying hike. A car back from Juara will cost around RM90.

      The 3.5km
                ABC to Salang Trail
            
            , which runs inland from the coast, is shorter but more difficult. The trail isn’t well marked, but it does lead to some excellent empty beaches. Climb up to Bamboo Hill Chalets at the northern end of ABC bay for a 10-minute hike over the next headland to Panuba Bay. From here it’s another 40 minutes through the rainforest to 
                Monkey Beach
            
            , before the trail continues from the far end of the beach across the next headland to the white-sand beach at Monkey Bay. From here, it’s a long, long, steep climb over the headland to Salang. 

      An easier 30-minute hike heads south from
                Tekek to Berjaya Tioman
            
            , either by the road or by rock-hopping around the headland at low tide. From there you can walk through the golf course; just before the telecommunications tower there is a trail to the deserted beach of Bunut. From the end of the beach, the occasionally faint trail continues over the headland to Paya. The trail from Paya to Genting is easy to follow and there are houses along the way where you can ask directions.
        

      If you head north from Tekek, you can walk all the way to ABC. Boat transport for the return journey can be arranged at most of the guesthouses in ABC or Salang if you don’t feel like walking.

      Another beautiful but harder-to-reach trek can be found on Tioman’s southern tip, Mukut, accessible by boat from Genting. The
                Asah Waterfall Trek

      Budget accommodation largely comprises small wooden chalets and longhouse rooms (all in poor condition), typically with a bathroom, fan and a mosquito net. Locals believe the lake is home to a serpent known as Naga Seri Gumum, sometimes translated as a ‘Loch Ness Monster’.             Taman Negara blankets 4343 sq km (from Pahang to Kelantan and Terengganu) in shadowy, damp, impenetrable jungle. Inside
            this buzzing tangle, ancient trees with gargantuan buttressed root systems dwarf luminescent fungi, orchids, two-tone ferns and even the giant rafflesia (the world’s largest flower). Hidden within the flora 
            are Asian elephants, tigers, leopards and rhinos, as well as smaller wonders such as flying squirrels, but these animals stay far from the park’s trails and sightings are extremely rare. Even if they do come close, the chances are you’ll never see them through the dense jungle. What you might see are snakes (dog-toothed cat snakes, reticulated pythons, temple pit vipers and red-headed kraits), lizards, monkeys, small deer, abundant birdlife and perhaps tapir. Nearly everyone who visits Taman Negara gets an up-close and personal meeting with leeches and an impressive array of flying and crawling insects.

      The more time you put into a visit to Taman Negara, the more you’ll get out of it. Though they’re feasible, fleeting visits only scratch the surface. Consider an overnight trek or at least a long boat-trip up one of the park’s rivers. Whether coming for an afternoon hike or a multiday trek, you’ll need to buy a permit (park entrance/camera/fishing RM1/5/10) from either of the tour operators at the Tourist Information Counter (Click here
            ).
        

      At the time of research there was talk of raising the price of entry to Taman Negera substantially. Though nothing has been set, figures between 30RM and 90RM are being floated.

      The park headquarters and the privately run Mutiara Taman Negara Resort (Click here
            ) are at Kuala Tahan at the edge of Taman Negara National Park; other accommodation and restaurants are across Sungai Tembing at Kampung Kuala Tahan. River taxis buzz between the two sides of the river (RM1 each way) throughout the day.

            Guides who are licensed by the Wildlife Department have completed coursework in forest flora, fauna and safety. Often the Kuala Tahan tour operators offer cheaper prices than those available at the Tourist Information Counter at Park Headquarters (whose guides are licensed), but talk with these guides first to find out what training they’ve had. Guides cost RM180 per day (one guide can lead up to 12 people), plus there is a RM100 fee for each night spent out on the trail.
        

      Many travellers sign up for tours to an Orang Asli settlement. Tribal elders give a general overview and you’ll learn how to use a long blowpipe and start a fire. While local guides insist that these tours provide essential income for the Orang Asli, most of your tour money will go to the tour company. A small handicraft purchase in the village will help spread the wealth.

            Trekking brings folks here, a wide variety of possibilities – from an hour’s stroll to nine arduous days up and down 2187m-high Gunung Tahan – exist. You can shorten your hiking time in most cases by taking river bus services or tours that include boat transport. 

      The trails around the park headquarters are convenient but heavily trafficked. Relatively few visitors venture far beyond the headquarters, and longer walks are much less trammelled.

            This is easily the area’s most popular hike. It begins past the park headquarters and leads along Sungai Tembeling to the canopy walkway, 30 minutes away. The walkway is suspended between huge trees and the entire circuit takes around 40 minutes.

      From behind the canopy walkway a trail leads to Bukit Teresik (344m), from the top of which are fine views across the forest. The trail is steep and slippery in parts, but is easily negotiated and takes about an hour up and back. You can descend back along this trail to the Mutiara Taman Negara Resort or, near the canopy walkway, take the branch trail that leads across to Lubok Simpon, a swimming area on Sungai Tahan. From here it is an easy stroll back to park headquarters. The entire loop can easily be done in three hours.

      Past the canopy walkway, a branch of the main trail leads to Bukit Indah (563m), another steep but rewarding hill-climb offering fine views across the forest and the rapids in Sungai Tembeling.

There is one river crossing before you reach the falls, which can be treacherous if the water is high; do not attempt the river crossing in high water – you should hail one of the boatmen waiting on the opposite side to ferry you across.

      A popular walk is the trail from Kuala Trenggan to Kuala Keniam. It’s normally done by chartering a boat to Kuala Keniam and then walking back to Kuala Trenggan (six hours). This walk can be combined with one of the Kuala Tahan–Kuala Trenggan trails to form a two-day trip, staying overnight in the Trenggan Lodge or at Bumbun Kumbang.             The Kuala Gandah Elephant Conservation Centre is the base for the Department of Wildlife and National Parks’ Elephant Relocation Team, which helps capture and relocate rogue elephants from across Southeast Asia to other suitable habitats throughout the peninsula, such as at Taman Negara. Most of the elephants at the centre are work elephants from Myanmar, India and Thailand.

      Visitors to Kuala Gandah are first shown a video about the elephant’s plight, then can watch and join in while the handlers wash down and feed the big guys fruit (2pm Saturday to Thursday, 2.45pm Friday). Next everyone is herded a central area where visitors can, for an additional fee, ride older elephants and bathe with bay elephants. While the mission of the park is noble, animal rights activists criticise the circus-like activities at the centre, which they claim are neither enjoyable for the animals nor in line with animal welfare principles. Our advice? Come and see the elephants, buy and distribute the various pachyderm treats on sale to your (and their) heart’s content.                 There’s another border crossing at Pengkalan Kubor, on the coast, but transport links aren’t as good and crossing here can be dodgy during periods of sectarian violence in southern Thailand. Inquire at the tourist information centre before using this crossing. During the day a large car ferry (RM1 for pedestrians) crosses the river to busy Tak Bai in Thailand. Most tour companies divide the trek into three checkpoints. A combination of jungle mist and mountain fog can make for hazy conditions, but on good days you get the sense you’re climbing over clouds humming with the screams of animals in the jungle below.

            North of Kota Bharu, the Tumpat district is Malaysia’s culturally porous hinterland, neither wholly Malay nor Thai, with a dash of Chinese culture thrown in for good measure. Numerous Buddhist temples are found all over the region, and 
                Wesak Day
        
            (a celebration of Buddha’s life, usually held in April or May) is a particularly good time to visit. The area is serviced by some local buses (details below); alternatively, you could hire a local tour guide.

 Supposedly one of the largest Buddhist temples in Southeast Asia,
                Wat Phothivihan
        
            boasts a 40m-long reclining Buddha statue, erected in 1973. There are some smaller shrines within the grounds, as well as a canteen and a rest house for use by sincere devotees, for a donation. To get here, take bus 19 or 27 from Kota Bharu to Chabang Empat. Get off at the crossroads and turn left (southwest). Walk 3.5km along this road, through postcard villages and paddies, until you reach Kampung Jambu and the reclining Buddha (about one hour).

 At Chabang Empat, if you take the turn to the right (north) at the light in front of the police station, you will come to
                Wat Kok Seraya
       
            after about 1km, which houses a modest standing female Buddha. While the temple’s architecture is Thai, the female Buddha is more Chinese, which is probably attributable to most Buddhists here being of Chinese origin. Continuing north about 4km towards Tumpat, you will come to 
                Wat Pikulthong
       
            , housing an impressive gold mosaic standing Buddha. You can get to both on bus 19; continue past Chabang Empat and ask the driver to let you off.
   

 Around 4km north of Chabang Empat near the village of Kampung Bukit Tanah is

            . A richly decorated dragon boat surrounded by a channel of murky water constitutes the ‘floating temple’, but of more interest may be the preserved body of a former abbot kept on somewhat morbid public display. The bus from Kota Bharu to Pengkalan Kubor stops outside the temple.

            The Perhentians are a tropical paradise, boasting waters simultaneously electric teal and crystal clear; jungles thick and fecund, and beaches with sand so white from a distance it might pass for snow. At night bonfires and kerosene lamps on the beach and phosphorescence in the water make pin holes in the velvety black, the stars soar above you and the real world becomes something like a bad dream. Most people come to snorkel, dive or do nothing at all.
   

 There are two main islands, Kecil (‘Small’), popular with the younger backpacker crowd, and Besar (‘Large’), with higher standards of accommodation and a quieter, more relaxed ambience. The quick hop between the two costs around RM20.

 While you can usually find a beach party, the Perhentians are a long way from having a Thai-style party atmosphere. Alcohol is available at many restaurants.

 Even paradise has its problems, though. The Perhentians are finding it increasingly difficult to deal with the by-product of increasing tourist traffic, and the sight (and smell) of burning piles of rubbish, especially plastic bottles, is unfortunately common.

 The islands basically shut down during the monsoon (usually from mid-November to mid-February), although some hotels –

            in Coral Bay – remain open for hardier travellers. There are no banks or ATMs on the islands, so bring cash. Prices quoted here are for high season.

            Diving & Snorkelling

 
            
            There are coral reefs off both islands and around nearby uninhabited islands, Pulau Susu Dara in particular. The best bets for snorkelling off the coast are the northern end of Long Beach on Kecil, and the point in front of Coral View Island Resort on Besar. You can swim out to a living coral reef right in front of Tuna Bay Island Resort on Besar. Most chalets organise snorkelling trips for around RM40 per person (more or less depending on the size of the group) and also rent out equipment.
   

 For scuba divers there are several operations on both islands; prices are pretty uniform. At the time of research, open-water certification went from RM850 to RM1100, while dives cost around RM80 to RM125, with discounts for multiple dives. Many of the operators below also run dive excursions out to Pulau Redang. Reputable dive schools include the following:

And the beautiful beach has some serious rip tides; there were two drowning deaths in early 2012 alone.

                A good variety of accommodation in all budget ranges makes Coral Bay the spot for those wanting to stay within walking distance of Long Beach’s party vibe without being in it. Most of the resorts on the sheltered beach are open year-round.             There’s plenty of hiking on both islands. On Kecil, the jungle track between Long Beach and Coral Bay is an easy, signposted 15-minute walk. A longer track runs mostly along the shore between Coral Bay and Pasir Petani, and an even longer and more rugged path goes between Long Beach and Teluk Kerma. 

 Besar has excellent hiking, including a long and hilly track cutting from north to south from close to Perhentian Island Resort to Teluk Dalam at Fauna Beach Chalet. The hike from Love Beach to Teluk Dalam is also pretty rugged, though somewhat shorter.

 More rugged tracks can get washed out in heavy rains, so use common sense. Hot and humid is the norm, so bring plenty of water, and don’t hike at night without a flashlight.

                As the war in Vietnam ended, millions of Vietnamese citizens decided to take to the high seas rather than face communist rule in newly reunified Vietnam. Dubbed ‘boat people’ by the international community, many of these refugees wound up in Malaysia. In 1978, Bidong, a tiny island off the coast of Terengganu, was designated a refugee camp. For the next two decades, Bidong served as a temporary home and transit point for tens of thousands of refugees, who endured unsanitary living conditions in shelters made from salvaged materials. At one point, the tiny island held 40,000 people, making it the most densely populated place on the planet. The camp was closed in 1990, and Bidong has since returned to a pristine state. Small groups occasionally visit Bidong for day trips (there is no accommodation on the island); divers in particular are drawn to the fantastic coral lanscapes surrounding Bidong.

This synchronised flashing pattern is unique to the area. Sex-crazed entomologists naturally suspect mating habits. The night-time boat trip through the ghostly and ethereal mangrove forest is unforgettable.

            To step onto the beautifully manicured grounds of Terrapuri Heritage Village is like entering a set-piece for a film about the lives of the sultans of yore. Meaning ‘Land Of Palaces’, Terrapuri is equal parts conservation and restoration museum and resort. The resort features 29 classically furnished antique houses painstakingly restored and laid out to resemble Terengganu palace circa 1850 (though all fully equipped with modern amenities). The land on which Terrapuri sits is equally regal, flanked by the South China Sea (with stunning views of Pulau Perhentian, Lang Tengah and other islands) on one side and the Setiu Wetland mangrove river on the other. By night, the flashing of fireflies is reflected in Terrapuri’s long swimming pool, and during the summer months visitors may see ocean-going green turtles laying their eggs on the sandy shore.

There’s also an orchard with a huge variety of seasonal tropical fruit. To get here, take one of three daily buses from Kuala Terengganu to the park entrance (RM5) and walk 2km to the falls. Today Tasik Kenyir (Lake Kenyir) and its 340 islands constitute Terengganu’s most popular inland tourism destination. If you’re looking to spend a relatively luxurious night in the local jungle, which houses some 8000 species of flowers, this is the spot for you.

When the water is high the lake takes on an eerie atmosphere, with the tops of drowned trees poking through the surface; when low the lake is reduced to a series of canals through partially denuded jungle hills. The high water is undoubtedly more beautiful, so come in late spring or early summer if you can.

            Centred on a modern four-storey structure inspired by the longhouses of the Rungus and Murut tribes, this is the best place to 
            go in KK for an introduction to Sabah’s ethnicities and environments. It’s slightly south of the city centre, on the hilly corner of Jln Tunku Abdul Rahman and Jln Penampang.

      In the main building there are good permanent collections of tribal and historical artefacts including ceramics and exhibits of flora and fauna – some dusty, others well presented (including a centrepiece whale skeleton). The prehistory gallery has a replica limestone cave, in case you don’t make it to any of the real ones. In the gardens, the

            offers the chance to wander round examples of traditional tribal dwellings, including Kadazan bamboo houses and a Chinese farmhouse, all nicely set on a lily-pad lake.

            Mari Mari is an entertaining combination of semi-corny and semi-educational. It’s supposed to offer insight into the living cultures of Sabah via a three-hour show-tour (beginning at 10am, 3pm and 7pm), which winds through the jungle passing various tribal dwellings along the way. At each stop, tourists learn about indigenous folkways and can try their hand at bamboo cooking, rice-wine making (and drinking!), fire starting, tattooing, blowpipe shooting etc. A short dance recital and meal are included in the visit – the centre must be notified of any dietary restrictions in advance. A trip to the cultural village can be combined with a white-water rafting tour; contact Riverbug for more information. The village is a 20-minute to 30-minute drive north of central KK, so most people visit it on a package tour, but if you come on your own the admission is RM80/70 for adults/children.

      Rather than portraying living cultures, Mari Mari sort of freezes local ethnic groups into museum pieces. No one is dressing in loincloths and feathers in Sabah, except maybe in the very deepest, remote interior. The Rungus and Murut may live in longhouses, but many of those longhouses have satellite television and air-con, and they hunt with guns, not blowpipes.

                A paved road makes a frowning arc from KK to Tawau, passing Mt Kinabalu, Sepilok, Sandakan, Lahad Datu and Semporna (the gateway to Sipadan) along the way. It takes around 10 hours to complete the circuit.
            

            
                Getting from KK to Tawau via the northern half of the island, via a big frown, is easy. Doing the smile side of the loop (going back to KK through the south from Tawau): not so much. The road here is not entirely paved, but there’s at least finely crushed gravel the whole way through. A 2WD or even motorbike can make the drive, but drive carefully. An infrastructure of public buses does not yet exist here; minivans occasionally ran this stretch of road, but only when needed by logging camps.             If you’d like to check out the orang-utans but won’t make it out to Sepilok or the Kinabatangan, a visit to this wildlife park is highly recommended, especially for those with children in tow. There are plenty of other animals as well, from tarsiers to Sumatran rhinos. Don’t miss the giant aviary at the top of the hill, with its ominous warning sign ‘beware of attacking birds’.

            feedings take place throughout the park at 10am. After the various feedings, an interactive show takes place at the stage around 11.15am everyday. After feeding time, most of the animals take their daily siesta – only the humans are silly enough to stay out in the scorching midday sun.

      The 17B minibus goes to Lok Kawi (RM2). Visitors with a private vehicle can access the park via the Papar–Penampang road or the Putatan–Papar road. Travel agents offer half-day tours, or you can hire a taxi, which will cost around RM150, including a two-hour wait.

            This spot encompasses the last 24 hectares of a mangrove swamp that once stretched across what is now KK. A series of wooden walkways leads into a wetland rife with fiddler crabs, mangrove crabs, mud lobsters, mudskippers, skinks, turtles, water monitors and the adorably turd-like mangrove slug, among other swamp fauna (sadly, there are also plastic bottles). For many, the big attraction is a stunning variety of migra­tory birds, some from as far away as Siberia. The walkway ends at a spot that looks out over a flat marshscape that would feel virgin were it not for the high rise buildings behind it. Staff are cheerful but not always that helpful.

      To get here, head north on Jln Fuad Stephens (the main road north out of town; in town it’s also called Jln KK Bypass) and follow it as it curves around the coast. You’ll then turn right at Jln Istidat and follow that for about 1km; signs for the Wetland Centre will be on your right.

      Also spelled ‘Poh Toh Tse’, this temple is 20 minutes north of KK, at Mile (Batu) 5.5. It’s quite impressive: a stone staircase-pavilion flanked by 10 Chinese deities leads up to a main temple complex dominated by Kwan Yin, Goddess of Mercy. A Chinese-style reclining Buddha rests inside. You can to enter and wander around. The temple is on a small hill west of the main highway junction north; you can get here by taking the Jln Tuaran bus again or, more easily, hire a taxi; a round-trip shouldn’t be more than RM36.

            In general, land transport heading east departs from Inanam (Utara Terminal; 9km north of the city) while those heading north and south on the west coast leave from Padang Merdeka (Merdeka Field) Bus Station (also called Wawasan or ‘old bus station’; at the south end of town). Local buses (RM1.80) from Wawasan can take tourists to Inanam if you don’t want to splurge on the RM20 taxi. Have your hotel call ahead to the bus station to book your seat in advance. Same-day bookings are usually fine, although weekends are busier than weekdays. It’s always good to ring ahead because sometimes transport will be halted due to flooding caused by heavy rains.

            Share taxis operate from the Padang Merdeka Bus Station. Several share taxis do a daily run between KK and Ranau, passing the entrance road to the Kinabalu National Park office.                 Back in the late 19th-century, colonials used to swan around the western Sabah coast on the 
                    North Borneo Railway
                
                , which eventually fell into disuse and disrepair. Recently, the old rail line has been revived, not as a viable means of train travel but as a nostalgic attraction in its own right. The old iron horse has been restored, with natural wood interiors and the original exterior colour scheme of green and cream, set off with the railway’s old brass emblem of a crown surmounting a tiger holding a rail wheel. 

            
                The train leaves KK at 9:30am and arrives in Papar at 11:45am, taking in mountains and rice paddies, with stops for a look at a Chinese temple and the Papar wet market. On the trip back to KK (12.20–1.40pm) a smashing colonially inspired tiffin lunch of cucumber sandwiches and satay (plus some other goodies) is served.

            The international airport is in Tanjung Aru, 7km south of central KK. Please note that the two terminals of Kota Kinabalu International Airport (KKIA) are not connected – they feel like two different airports. Most airlines operate out of Terminal 1, but an increasing amount of carriers, including AirAsia, depart from Terminal 2. City bus 2 and bus 16A (RM1.50) service Terminal 2 and can be boarded at City Park station downtown. Minibuses (RM3) leave from City Park station for Terminal 1 (look for city bus 1 to access this terminal in the future). Public transport runs from 6am to 7pm daily. Taxis heading from terminals into town operate on a voucher system (RM38) sold at a taxi desk on the terminal’s ground floor. Taxis heading to the airport should not charge over RM40 if you catch one in the city centre.

            crowded, but on weekdays you can find some serenity. Accommodation tends to be expensive, but most travellers come here for day trips anyway, and there are camping options.

            Manukan is the most popular destination for KK residents and has plenty of facilities. It is the second-largest island in the group, its 20 hectares largely covered in dense vegetation. There’s a good beach with coral reefs off the southern and eastern shores, a walking trail around the perimeter and a network of nature trails – if you want to thoroughly explore all of the above it shouldn’t take more than two hours, and you don’t need to be particularly fit. There’s little clouds of tropical fish swimming around, many of which can be seen simply by looking down from the jetty. When you depart the boat you’ll likely be pointed towards a kiosk that hires equipment masks and snorkels (RM15), beach mats (RM5) and body boards (RM10).

            They should really rename Pulau Sapi (Cow Island) to Pulau Biawak (Monitor Lizard Island). This little speck also offers snorkelling and attractive beaches, but Sapi can also get very cramped with day-tripping families. The island is separated from Gaya by a very shallow 200m channel that you can swim across if you feel up to it, but be careful; there are definitely no life guards on duty. Otherwise, the main activities include wading, relaxing on the beach around the jetty or exploring the trails through the forest; it takes about 45 minutes to walk around the island. There are changing rooms, toilets, barbecue pits, and a small snack kiosk, plus an outfitted campsite (RM5 per person), but you’ll need to bring most supplies from the mainland.

                If you look around the edge of the barbecue pits on Sapi, you may spot a fence cordoning off some of the jungle, and at said fence you’ll usually find a hissing band of great, grey-green dragons: water monitor lizards, known locally as 
                    biawak
                
                . They’re some of the largest reptiles in the world, with males averaging a length of 1.5m to 2m, sometimes growing as large as 3m, weighing anywhere from 19kg to 50kg. Within the lizard family they are only outstripped by Komodo Dragons. 

            
                These mini-Godzillas are found all over Malaysia, but on Pulau Sapi they are the king of the jungle – and the waves. It’s amazing watching these lumbering beasts take to the water, where they instantly transform into graceful sea monsters reminiscent of aquatic dinosaurs (which, indeed, are believed to be the ancestors of monitor lizards). Despite their size, water monitors aren’t apex predators in the vein of crocodiles or their Komodo Dragon cousins. Instead, they serve the purpose of coyotes in North America, or jackals in Africa: adaptable, clever scavengers that seem to thrive, rather than suffer, when humans are near, making use of our refuse dumps as their larders. 

            
                Water monitors are awesome creatures, but don’t be an idiot like some tourists and try to pose next to them or hand feed them. Their mouths are filled with deadly bacteria and their claws can rip a gash in your flesh you won’t soon forget.
            

        

      

      
            PULAU GAYA
        

      
            
            With an area of about 15 sq km, Pulau Gaya is the Goliath of KK’s offshore islands, rising to an elevation of 300m. It’s also the closest to KK and covered in virtually undisturbed tropical forest. The bays on the east end are filled with bustling water villages, inhabited by Filipino immigrants (legal and otherwise) who live in cramped houses built on stilts in the shallow water, with mosques, schools and simple shops, also built on stilts. Residents of KK warn against exploring these water villages, saying that incidences of theft and other crimes have occurred. Three high-end resorts make up the accommodation options on Pulau Gaya.

If you want a quiet getaway, Sulug is a decent choice, but you’ll have to charter a boat to get here; the normal ferries don’t stop here. If you want a secluded beach and don’t want to lay out for a charter (at least RM240), you’ll do better by heading to Manukan and walking down the beach to escape the crowds.

            Boats to the park leave from 8.30am to 4.15pm when full from KK’s Jesselton Point Ferry Terminal (commonly known as ‘The Jetty’ by locals and taxi drivers); the last boats leave the islands for KK around 5pm. Service is every 30 minutes, but on slower days this can be every hour. Inquire at the counter for the next available boat, sign up for your chosen destination and take a seat until there are enough passengers to depart. Catch a boat in the morning, as it’s much harder to make up boat numbers in the afternoon. Boats also run from Sutera Harbour – more convenient for those staying near Tanjung Aru (or for those wanting to reach Pulau Gaya). Return fares to Mamutik, Manukan and Sapi hover around RM30. You can also buy two-/three-island passes for RM40/48.
        

      
            The set fee for charter to one island is RM250, but this can be negotiated. Try to deal directly with a boatperson if you do this – don’t talk to the touts who prowl the area. And don’t consider paying until you return to the dock.
        

      
            A RM3 terminal fee is added to all boat journeys, and a RM10 entrance fee to the marine park, paid when you purchase your ticket (if you are chartering a boat this should be included).
        

      
            NORTHWESTERN SABAH
        

      
            
            The northern edge of Sabah manages to compact, into a relatively small space, much of the geographic and cultural minutiae that makes Borneo so special. The ocean? Lapping at miles of sandy beach, sky blue to stormy grey, and concealing superlative dive sites. The people? Kadazan–Dusun, Rungus, rice farmers, mountain hunters, ship builders and deep-sea fishermen. And then, of course, ‘the’ mountain: Gunung Kinabalu, or Mt Kinabalu, the focal point of the island’s altitude, trekkers, folklore and spiritual energy. For generations, the people of Sabah have been drawn to the mountain; don’t be surprised when you fall under its spell too.
        

      
            Mt Kinabalu & Kinabalu National Park
        

      
            
            Gunung Kinabalu, as it is known in Malay, is more than the highest thing on the world’s third largest island. And it is more than scenery. Mt Kinabalu is ubiquitous in Sabah to the point of being inextricable. It graces the state’s flag and is a constant presence at the edge of your eyes, catching the clouds and shading the valleys. It is only when you give the mountain your full attention that you realise how special this peak, the region’s biggest tourist attraction, truly is.
        

      The 4095m peak of Mt Kinabalu may not be a Himalayan sky-poker, but Malaysia’s first Unesco World Heritage Site is by no means an easy jaunt. The main trail up is essentially a very long walk up a very steep hill, past alpine jungle and sunlit moonscapes, with a little scrabbling thrown in for good measure. If you don’t feel up to reaching the mountain top, its base has some worthy attractions, including a large network of nature trails.

      That said, the main detriment to climbing is not the physical challenge, but the cost. Things are expensive within Mt Kinabalu National Park. Bottled water costs four or five times what it goes for in KK and Sutera Sanctuary Lodges has a monopoly on accom­odation. You’ll have to decide if you want to accept these fees because they are basically the cost of climbing the mountain.

      Amazingly, the mountain is still growing: researchers have found it increases in height by about 5mm a year. On a clear day you can see the Philippines from the summit; usually, though, the mountain is thoroughly wreathed in fog by midmorning.

    Mt Kinabalu Summit Trail
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            History

      
            
            Although it is commonly believed that local tribesmen climbed Kinabalu many years earlier, it was Sir Hugh Low, the British colonial secretary on Pulau Labuan, who recorded the first official ascent of Mt Kinabalu in 1851. Today Kinabalu’s tallest peak is named after him, thus Borneo’s highest point is ironically known as Low’s Peak.
        

      In those days the difficulty of climbing Mt Kinabalu lay not in the ascent, but in getting through the jungle to the mountain’s base. Finding willing local porters was another tricky matter – the tribesmen who accompanied Low believed the spirits of the dead inhabited the mountain. Low was therefore obliged to protect the party by supplying a large basket of quartz crystals and teeth, as was the custom back then. During the subsequent years, the spirit-appeasement ceremonies became more and more elaborate, so that by the 1920s they had come to include loud prayers, gunshots, and the sacrifice of seven eggs and seven white chickens. You have to wonder at what point explorers started thinking the locals might be taking the mickey…

      These days, the elaborate chicken dances are no more, although climbing the mountain can still feel like a rite of passage.

            Geology

      
            
            Many visitors to Borneo assume Mt Kinabalu is a volcano, but the mountain is actually a huge granite dome that rose from the depths below some nine million years ago. In geological terms, Mt Kinabalu is still young. Little erosion has occurred on the exposed granite rock faces around the summit, though the effects of glaciers that used to cover much of the mountain can be detected by striations on the rock. There’s no longer a snowline and the glaciers have disappeared, but at times ice forms in the rock pools near the summit.
        

       
            Orientation & Information

      
            
            Kinabalu National Park HQ is 88km by road northeast of KK and set in gardens with a magnificent view of the mountain. At 1588m the climate is refreshingly cool compared to the coast; the average temperatures are 20°C in the day and 13°C at night. The hike to the summit is difficult.
        

      On the morning of your arrival, pay your park entry fee, present your lodging
            reservation slip to the Sutera Sanctuary Lodges office to receive your official room assignment, and check in with the Sabah Parks office to pay your registration and guide fees. Advance accommodation bookings are
                essential
             
            if you plan on climbing the mountain.

            A park fee, climbing permit, insurance and a guide fee are

            if you intend to climb Mt Kinabalu. All permits and guides must be arranged at the

            , which is directly next door to the Sutera Sanctuary Lodges

            immediately on your right after you pass through the main gate of the park. Pay all fees at park HQ before you climb and don’t ponder an ‘unofficial’ climb as permits (laminated cards worn on a string necklace) are scrupulously checked at two points you cannot avoid passing on the way up the mountain. 

      Virtually every tour operator in KK can hook you up with a trip to the mountain; solo travellers are often charged around RM1400. It’s possible, and a little cheaper, to do it on your own – but plan ahead. Packages are obviously easier if pricey, so if you find one that sounds enticing, go for it.

      All visitors entering the park are required to pay a park entrance fee: RM15 for adults and RM10 for children under 18 (Malaysians pay RM3 and RM1, respectively). A climbing permit costs RM100/RM40 for adults/children, while Malaysian nationals pay RM30/RM12. Climbing insurance costs a flat rate of RM7 per person. Guide fees for the summit trek cost RM100. Climbers ascending Kinabalu along the Mesilau Trail will pay an extra RM10 (small group) or RM20 (large group) for their guide. Your guide will be assigned to you on the morning you begin your hike. If you ask, the park staff will try to attach individual travellers to a group so that guide fees can be shared. Couples can expect to be given their own guide. Guides are mostly Kadazan from a village nearby and many of them have travelled to the summit several hundred times. Try to ask for a guide who speaks English – he or she (usually he) might point out a few interesting specimens of plant life. The path up the mountain is pretty straightforward, and the guides walk behind the slowest member of the group, so think of them as safety supervisors rather than trailblazers.

      All this does not include at least RM415 for room-and-board on the mountain at Laban Rata. With said lodging, plus buses or taxis to the park, you’re looking at spending over RM800 for the common two-day, one-night trip to the mountain. That said, you
                can
            
            do a one-day hike if you show up at the park entrance when it opens (7am) and are judged physically fit by a ranger. This allows you to cut the cost of lodging, but there are two catches. First, when we say you need to be fit, we mean 
                fit
            
            . A friend – one of those annoyingly healthy mountaineers who probably sleepwalks up the Alps – couldn’t walk upstairs for two days after managing the one-day hike. Second, and more worryingly, there are rumours the park will discontinue allowing one-day hikes in the future.
        

      Optional extra fees include a taxi ride from the park office to the Timpohon Gate (RM16.50 per vehicle, one-way, four-person maximum), a climbing certificate (RM10) and a porter (RM102 per trip to the summit or RM84 to Laban Rata) who can be hired to carry a maximum load of 10kg.

      If you need a helicopter lift off the mountain for emergency reasons, the going rate is RM2500.

      
        
            
                CAN I AVOID PLAYING MONOPOLY?
            

            
                
                One of the most common questions travellers in Sabah ask is: is there any way to go up Mt Kinabalu that is less expensive? The best way to do so is the one-day climb, but that prospect is tough unless you’re fit, and even then it is discouraged by park officials, and may be discontinued in the future. 

            
                Many travellers hate that Sutera has a monopoly on accomodation, or that they are encouraged to book their climb months in advance, which discourages just showing up and walking. If you feel this way, it may be best to walk the trails at the base of Mt Kinabalu or attempt the Mesilau Trail up to the first park checkpoint, which offers much of the full climb’s scenery.
            

            
                Sabah Parks won’t allow a night climb, and permits are carefully checked at several points on the mountain. We did meet hikers who wanted to try the above, but this would involve a lot of sneaking around and tempting fate, be it a trekking accident or arrest, and we don’t recommend this. If you’re set against giving Sabah Parks or Sutera your money, trust us, there are plenty of other things to see and do here.
            

        

      

       
            EQUIPMENT & CLOTHING

      
            
            No special equipment is required to successfully summit the mountain, however a headlamp is strongly advised for the predawn jaunt to the top – you’ll need your hands free to climb the ropes on the summit massif. Expect freezing temperatures near the summit, not to mention strong winds and the occasional rainstorm. Don’t forget a water bottle, which can be refilled at unfiltered (but potable) tanks en route.

            THE CLIMB TO THE SUMMIT
        

      
            
            This schedule assumes you’re doing a two-day/one-night ascent of the mountain. You’ll want to check in at park headquarters at around 9am (8.45am at the latest for 
                via ferrata
             
            participants) to pay your park fees, grab your guide and start the ascent (four to six hours) to Laban Rata (3272m) where you’ll spend the night before finishing the climb. On the following day you’ll finish scrambling to the top at about 2.30am in order to reach the summit for a breathtaking sunrise over Borneo.

      A climb up Kinabalu is only advised for those in adequate physical condition. The trek is tough, and
                every step you take
             
            will be uphill. You will negotiate several obstacles along the way, including slippery stones, blinding humidity, frigid winds and slow-paced trekkers. Mountain Torq compares the experience to squeezing five days of hiking into a 38-hour (or less, if you do the one-day climb) trek.

      There are two trail options leading up the mountain – the Timpohon Trail and the Mesilau Trail. If this is your first time climbing Kinabalu, we advise taking the Timpohon Trail – it’s shorter, easier (but by no means easy!) and more convenient from the park headquarters (an hour’s walk or short park shuttle ride; RM16.50 one-way per vehicle, four-person maximum). If you are participating in Mountain Torq’s
                via ferrata,
             
            you are required to take the Timpohon Trail in order to reach Laban Rata in time for your safety briefing at 4pm. The Mesilau Trail offers second-time climbers (or fit hikers) the opportunity to really enjoy some of the park’s natural wonders. This trail is less trodden so the chances of seeing unique flora and fauna are higher.

      As you journey up to the summit, you’ll happen upon signboards showing your progress – there’s a marker every 500m. There are also rest shelters
                (pondok)
             
            at regular intervals, with basic toilets and tanks of unfiltered (but potable) drinking water. The walking times that follow are conservative estimates – don’t be surprised if you move at a slightly speedier pace, and certainly don’t be discouraged if you take longer – everyone’s quest for the summit is different.

                As your two-day Kinabalu adventure comes to an end and you limp across the Timpohon Gate a shrivelled bundle of aching muscles and bones, don’t forget to glance at the climbing records chart. Every year the 
                
                    Kinabalu International Climbathon
                 
                    (http://climbathon.sabahtourism.com)
                 
                attracts the fittest athletes from around the world for a competitive climb-off as dozens of hikers zoom up the mountain a la the Road Runner. The oldest person to reach the summit was a Japanese lady who battled her way to the top at the grand old age of 90. So just remember, when you’re smugly slinking by slower hikers, there are pensioners out there who would leave you for dead…

            ‘Why am I sweating this much 
                already?’
            
        

      The trip to the summit officially starts at the Timpohon Gate (1866m) and from there it’s an 8.72km march to the summit. There is a small bathroom outhouse located 700m before the Timpohon Gate, and a convenience shop at the gate itself for impulse snack and beverage purchases.

      After a short, deceptive descent, the trail leads up steep stairs through the dense forest and continues winding up and up for the rest of the trip. There’s a charming waterfall,
                Carson’s Falls
            
            , beside the track shortly after the start, and the forest can be alive with birds and squirrels in the morning. Five 
                pondok
            
            (shelters) are spaced at intervals of 15 to 35 minutes between Timpohon Gate and Layang Layang and it’s about three hours to the Layang Layang (2621m) rest stop. Near 
                Pondok Lowii
             
            (2286m) the trail follows an open ridge giving great views over the valleys and up to the peaks.


      
        
            
                VIA FERRATA
            

            
                
                Mountain Torq has dramatically changed the Kinabalu climbing experience by creating an intricate system of rungs and rails crowning the mountain’s summit. Known as 
                    via ferrata
                
                (literally ‘iron road’ in Italian), this alternative style of mountaineering has been a big hit in Europe for the last century and is just starting to take Asia by storm. In fact, Mountain Torq is Asia’s first 
                    via ferrata
                 
                system, and, according to the Guinness Book of World Records, it’s the highest ‘iron road’ in the world.

            
                After ascending Kinabalu in the traditional fashion, participants use the network of levers to return to the Laban Rata rest camp along the mountain’s dramatic granite walls. Mountain Torq’s star attraction, the 
                    Low’s Peak Circuit
                 
                (RM550; minimum age 17), is a four-to-five-hour scramble down metres upon metres of sheer rock face. This route starts at 3800m, passing a variety of obstacles before linking up to the Walk the Torq path for the last part of the journey. The route’s threadlike tightrope walks and swinging planks will have you convinced that the course designers are sadistic, but that’s what makes it so darn fun – testing your limits without putting your safety in jeopardy. Those who don’t want to see their heart leaping out of their chest should try the 
                    Walk the Torq
                (RM400; minimum age 10) route. This two-to-three-hour escapade is an exciting initiation into the world of 
                    via ferrata,
                 
                offering dramatic mountain vistas with a few less knee-shaking moments. No matter which course you tackle, you’ll undoubtedly think that the dramatic vertical drops are nothing short of exhilarating.

      This part of the climb can be the most difficult for some – especially around the 4.5km marker. You’ve definitely made some headway but there’s still a long trek to go – no light at the end of the jungly tunnel quite yet. It takes about 1¾ hours to reach
                Pondok Paka
             
            (3053m), the seventh shelter on the trail, 5.5km from the start.

            ‘Why did I pay all that money just to climb a freakin’ mountain?!’
        

      Also known as the ‘can’t I pay someone to finish this for me?’ phase, this part of the climb is where beleaguered hikers get a second wind as the treeline ends and the summit starts to feel closer. At the end of this leg you’ll reach
                Laban Rata
             
            (3272m), your ‘home sweet home’ on the mountain. Take a good look at the slender signpost announcing your arrival – it’s the propeller of the helicopter once used to hoist the construction materials to build the elaborate rest station. This leg takes around 45 minutes.

            ‘Why am I waking up at the time I usually go to bed back home?’
        

      It’s 2am and your alarm just went off. Is this a dream? Nope. You’re about to climb the last part of the mountain in order to reach the summit before sunrise.

      Most people set off at around 2.45am, and it’s worth heading out at this time even if you’re in great shape (don’t forget your torch). The one-hour climb to
                Sayat-Sayat 
            hut (3668m) involves a lot of hiker traffic and the crossing of the sheer Panar Laban rock face. There is little vegetation, except where overhangs provide some respite from the wind. It is one of the toughest parts of the climb, especially in the cold and dark of the predawn hours.

            ‘Why is it so darn cold out?! I’m standing near the equator!’
        

      After checking in at Sayat-Sayat, the crowd of hikers begins to thin as stronger walkers forge ahead and slower adventurers pause for sips from their water bottle. Despite the stunning surroundings, the last stretch of the summit ascent is, of course, the steepest and hardest part of the climb.

      From just beyond Sayat-Sayat, the summit looks deceptively close and, though it’s just over 1km, the last burst will take between one to three hours depending on your stamina. You might even see shattered climbers crawling on hands and knees as they reach out for the top of Borneo.

      This is it – the million-dollar moment (or the RM800+ moment for those who are keeping score…). Don’t forget the sunrise can be glimpsed from anywhere on the mountain. The summit warms up quickly as the sun starts its own ascent between 5.45am and 6.20am, and the weary suddenly smile; the climb up a distant memory, the trek down an afterthought.

      Consider signing up with Mountain Torq to climb back to Laban Rata along the world’s highest

            THE JOURNEY BACK TO THE BOTTOM

      
            
            ‘Why didn’t I believe anyone when they said that going down was just as hard as going up?!’
        

      You’ll probably leave the summit at around 7.30am and you should aim to leave Laban Rata no later than 12.30pm. The gruelling descent back down to Timpohon Gate from Laban Rata takes between three and four hours (if you’re returning to the bottom along the Mesilau Trail it will take more time than descending to the Timpohon Gate). The weather can close in very quickly and the granite is slippery even when dry. During rainstorms the downward trek feels like walking through a river. Slower walkers often find that their legs hurt more the day after – quicker paces lighten the constant pounding as legs negotiate each descending step. If you participated in the
                via ferrata
             
            you will be absolutely knackered during your descent and will stumble into Timpohon Gate just before sunset (around 6pm to 6.30pm).

      A 1st-class certificate can be purchased for RM10 by those who complete the climb; 2nd-class certificates are issued for making it to Laban Rata. These can be collected at the park office.

      
        
            
                FLORA & FAUNA OF MT KINABALU
            

            
                
                Mt Kinabalu is a botanical paradise, designated a Centre of Plant Diversity as well as a Unesco-listed World Heritage Site. The wide range of habitats supports an even wider range of natural history, and over half the species growing above 900m are unique to the area.
            

            
                Among the more spectacular flowers are orchids, rhododendrons and the 
                    Insectivorous nepenthes
                
                (pitcher plant). Around park HQ, there’s dipterocarp forest (rainforest); creepers, ferns and orchids festoon the canopy, while fungi grow on the forest floor. Between 900m and 1800m, there are oaks, laurels and chestnuts, while higher up there’s dense rhododendron forest. On the windswept slopes above Laban Rata vegetation is stunted, with 
                    sayat-sayat
                 
                a common shrub. The mountain’s uppermost slopes are bare of plant life.

            
                Deer and monkeys are no longer common around park HQ, but you can see squirrels, including the handsome Prevost’s squirrel and the mountain ground squirrel. Tree shrews can sometimes be seen raiding rubbish bins. Common birds are Bornean treepies, fantails, bulbuls, sunbirds and laughing-thrushes, while birds seen only at higher altitudes are the Kinabalu friendly warbler, the mountain blackeye and the mountain blackbird. Other wildlife includes colourful butterflies and the huge green moon moth.
            

        

      

      
            WALKS AROUND THE BASE
        

      
            
            It’s well worth spending a day exploring the marked trails around park headquarters; if you have time, it may be better to do it before you climb the mountain, as chances are you won’t really feel like it afterwards. There are various trails and lookouts.
        

      The base trails interconnect with one another like a tied shoelace, so you can spend the day, or indeed days, walking at a leisurely pace through the beautiful forest. Some interesting plants, plenty of birds and, if you’re lucky, the occasional mammal can be seen along the
                Liwagu Trail 
            (6km), which follows the river of the same name. When it rains, watch out for slippery paths and legions of leeches.
        

      At 11am each day a
            
                guided walk
             
                (per person RM3)
             
            starts from the Sabah Parks office and lasts for one to two hours. The know­ledgeable guide points out flowers, plants, birds and insects along the way. If you set out from KK early enough, it’s possible to arrive at the park in time for the guided walk.

            Camping is not allowed on the mountain, and thus access to the summit is limited by access to the huts on the mountain at Laban Rata (3272m). This

            be booked in advance, the earlier the better. In order to have any hope of clear weather when you reach the summit, you must arrive around dawn, and the only way to do this is by spending a night at Laban Rata. If you attempt a one-day ascent starting around 7am, by the time you get to the summit it will almost certainly be clouded over or raining.

            in Kota Kinabalu operates almost all of the accommodation here, but space is limited. Be mindful that travellers often report frustration with booking huts on the mountain – claiming the booking system is disorganised and inefficient, the huts are often full, or aren’t full when they’re told they are. Bookings can be made online (but only if you book at least two nights), in person or over the phone – our experience was that it was best to book at Sutera’s offices in KK if you haven’t done so in advance.

      The most common sleeping option is the heated dormitory (bedding included) in the Laban Rata Resthouse, which sells for RM485 per person. If you need privacy, twin shares are available for RM920. Three meals are included in the price. Non-heated facilities surrounding the Laban Rata building are also available for RM415 per person (meals included).

      The other option at Laban Rata is to stay at
                Pendant Hut
            
            , which is owned and operated by 
                Mountain Torq
            
            (pricing is on par with Sutera). All guests sleeping at Pendant Hut take two of three meals at Sutera’s cafeteria, and are required to participate in (or at least pay for) the

            circuit. Pendant Hut is slightly more basic (there’s no heat, although climbers sleep in uberwarm sleeping bags). However, there’s a bit of a summer-camp vibe here while Laban Rata feels more like a Himalayan orphanage. Prices for Pendant Hut are comparable to Sutera.

It is possible to negotiate a price reduction if you plan on bringing your own food (boiling water can be purchased for RM1 if you bring dried noodles). Note: you will have to lug said food up to Laban Rata. Buffet meals can also be purchased individually – dinner costs RM45. A counter in the dining area sells soft drinks, chocolate, pain relievers and postcards.

            Express buses (RM25) leave KK from the Utara Terminal bus station every hour on the hour from 7am to 10am and at 12:30pm, 2pm and 3pm, and leaves at the same times in the reverse directions; minivans (RM15) leave from the same area when full. A shuttle bus (RM40) also runs from the Pacific Sutera (9am), the Magellan Sutera (9.10am) and Wisma Sabah (9.20am) to Kinabalu National Park HQ, arriving at 11.30am (RM40). In the reverse direction, it leaves Kinabalu National Park HQ at 3.30pm. There is also a shuttle bus from Kinabalu National Park HQ to Poring Hot Springs at noon (RM25) and another at 3.30pm (RM25) to Mesilau Nature Resort. Express buses and minivans travelling between KK and Ranau (and Sandakan) pass the park turn-off, 100m uphill from the park entrance. You can go to Sandakan (RM40) if the bus has room.

Sutera Sanctuary Lodges and your guide will meet you at Mesilau.

      The hot springs are located in a well-maintained forest park that does a fine job of giving casual visitors a small slice of the jungle – there’s various nature paths and the like that the elderly and children can enjoy. But the springs themselves are not natural puddles. Steaming (seriously, it’s hot), sulphurous water is channelled into man-made pools and tubs, some of which feel a little rundown. For some, it’s a huge anticlimax, but others enjoy it. Don’t forget a towel and your swimming trunks.

            About a 10-minute drive from Poring you’ll find this incredible ecolodge; the name comes from the Malay for ‘forget time’, which is pretty easy to do here. The green friendly spot contributes money to local communities and very much caters to independent travellers, which is a bit of a rarity in Sabah. That said, Lupa Masa isn’t for everyone. It’s rustic here. There are bugs in the camp and leeches just outside. You get three good meals a day (vegetarian on demand), but there’s no TV, no air-con and you’re using squat toilets. Accommodation is in raised tents and traditional lodging made from local bamboo, roofed with palm leaves and kitted with stretcher hammocks and mosquito nets. You are in the jungle, folks. On the other hand:

            . There are a few ‘pools’ on the property – incredible natural pools fed by mountain streams and waterfalls where you feel like you’re in true, wild Borneo. 

      The owners offer guided treks and there’s a great chance you’ll run into local wildlife, especially on night walks. The trekking options include night, day and overnight treks (starting at RM20), as well as jungle survival courses. You can also opt for rooms in a traditional-style longhouse if you want a bit more privacy.

            Sabah’s northernmost headland, at the end of a wide bay some 40km from Kudat, is known as Tanjung Simpang Mengayu, or the Tip of Borneo. Magellan reputedly landed here for 42 days during his famous 
                round-the-world
             
            voyage. Once a wild promontory, this windswept stretch where the cliffs meet the sea has been co-opted as a tourist attraction – there’s a large, truncated globe monument dominating the viewpoint. A sign warns visitors not to climb down onto the rocks that form the mainland’s actual tip, effectively guaranteeing that tourists will do exactly that. Seriously, please don’t attempt to swim here; a Korean tourist drowned during our research.

      There’s no public transport, so you’ll need to negotiate a taxi from Kudat (around RM90, including waiting time upon arrival) or drive yourself.

            The real highlights of northwestern Sabah lie offshore. The first gem is Pulau Mantanani, perfect tropical islands lying about 40km northwest of Kota Belud. The second is Layang Layang, a diving mecca about 300km northwest of KK – it’s basically just an airstrip built on a reef way out in the middle of the South China Sea. Famous for great visibility, seemingly endless wall dives and the occasional school of hammerheads, it’s second only to Sipadan on Malaysia’s list of top dive spots.

Package rates for nondivers start at US$850. An extra night costs diver/nondiver $180/$125. Be warned, nondivers: besides a little snorkelling, there’s nothing for you to do here but sunbathe.

      The resort operates its own Antonov 26 aircraft, which flies every Tuesday, Thursday, Friday and Sunday between KK and Layang Layang. The flight over from KK in this barebones Russian prop plane is a big part of the adventure: it feels more like a military transport than a commercial airliner. The return flight costs US$285, which is not included in the accommodation-food-dive package.

            Eastern Sabah takes nearly everything that is wonderful about the rest of Borneo and condenses it into one hard-hitting brew of an outdoor shot consisting of equal parts adventure, wildlife, undersea exploration and flat-out fun. Let’s tick off some of the natural wonders that are packed into this relatively tiny corner of the island: the great ginger men – ie the orang-utans – of Sepilok; pot-bellied, flop-nosed proboscis monkeys in Labuk Bay; the looming vine tunnels and muddy crocodile highway of the Sungai Kinabatangan; pygmy elephants and treetop canopies that scratch in the sky in the Danum Valley and Tabin; plunging seawalls rainbow-spattered with tropical marine life in the Semporna Archipelago; a forest as old as human civilisation in the Maliau Basin.
        

      Did we just pique your travel appetite? Yeah, we thought so. With easier transport links and improved infrastructure, it’s easier than ever to hit up the east side of Sabah. You’ll be told, when you’re here, that the only way around is via package tours, but trust us – with a little prior planning and a bit of heart, you can explore this area independently and in-depth.

      Sandakan’s massive Chinese Cemetery essentially takes up all of a valley that runs into the hills east of Sandakan. Gravesites are studded into the slopes, many shaped by

            principles so that the back of the grave backs into the solid angle of the earth, while the front often features a small artificial pool, reflecting the traditional Chinese belief that an ideal home has a mountain behind it and running water in front. As you wander further along the cemetery, the graves become older and more 
                decrepit –
             
            many have been claimed by the jungle. You will also see some charnel houses that accommodate the important members of Sandakan’s major Chinese clans. Across the road from the cemetery is a cremation ground for Hindus and Sikhs.

      Located beyond the Chinese cemetery grounds, this is a poignant piece of Sandakan’s ethnic puzzle. The gravesite was founded in the 1890s by Kinoshita Kuni, known to the English as Okuni of South Seas and to greater Sandakan as the successful madam-manager of the lucrative ‘Brothel 8’, once located on Lebuh Tiga. Today the cemetery is quite small, but at one time there were hundreds of buried dead, most of them prostitutes. A monument to the fallen Japanese soldiers of WWII was erected in the cemetery in 1989. To get here and to the Chinese cemetery, climb the shady Tangga Seribu to Jln Residensi Dr and turn right; there will be signs pointing the rest of the way to the cemetery.

            On the hill above town, overlooking Teluk Sandakan and the city itself, is Agnes Keith House, an old two-storey wooden villa now renovated as a museum. Keith was an American who came to Sandakan in the 1930s with her husband, then Conservator of Forests, and ended up writing several books about her experiences, including the famous 
                Land Below the Wind
            
            . The house fell into disrepair during the 1990s, but Sabah Museum has since restored it as a faithful recreation of Keith’s original abode.
        

      The villa documents Sandakan in all its colonial splendour, with detailed displays on the lives of the Keiths. Most poignant are mementos of Agnes’ imprisonment by the Japanese during WWII, when she had to try to care for her young son under gruelling conditions. There’s some great vintage photographs, including a shot of Keith’s husband standing with a dead elephant in full

            safari gear. The admission price includes entry to the various branches of the Sabah Museum in KK – now didn’t we tell you to keep hold of your ticket? Also on the grounds is the English Tea House & Restaurant, conveniently ignoring Keith’s American background and the fact that she found Sandakan to be ‘too British’ when she first arrived.

      To reach the museum, follow Jln Singapura from the city centre and turn right up the hill, or head up the Tangga Seribu (100 Steps) to Jln Istana and turn left. Just below the museum gardens is an

            This park marks the site of a Japanese POW camp and starting point for the infamous WWII ‘death marches’ to Ranau. Of the 1800 Australian and 600 British troops imprisoned here, the only survivors by July 1945 were six Australian escapees. Today the site of the POW camp has been converted into a quiet forest orchard and series of gardens.

      Large, rusting machines testify to the camp’s forced-labour program, and a pavilion at the park’s centre includes accounts from survivors and photographs from personnel, inmates and liberators. In 2006 the original march route was officially reopened as a memorial trail – see www.sandakan-deathmarch.com for details.

      To reach the park, take any Batu 8 (or higher-numbered) bus from the local bus station in the city centre (RM1.80); get off at the ‘Taman Rimba’ signpost and walk down Jln Rimba. A taxi from downtown costs about RM25 one way.

As an added bonus, this large Buddhist temple is perched on a steep hill overlooking Teluk Sandakan, offering an extremely impressive view of the city. Take a bus to Tanah Merah and ask for directions; from where you depart the bus it’s not a far walk, but it’s a steep uphill one. A taxi here shouldn’t cost more than RM6 one way, but don’t be surprised if cabbies try to charge RM20 for a round-trip plus waiting at the temple.

                THE SANDAKAN DEATH MARCHES
            

            
                
                Sandakan was the site of a Japanese prisoner-of-war camp during WWII, and in September 1944 there were 1800 Australian and 600 British troops interned here. What is not widely known is that more Australians died here than during the building of the infamous Burma Railway.
            

            
                Early in the war, food and conditions were bearable and the death rate stood at around three per month. However, as the Allies closed in, it became clear to the officers in command that they didn’t have enough staff to guard against a rebellion in the camps. They decided to cut the prisoners’ rations to weaken them, causing disease to spread and the death rate to rise.
            

            
                It was also decided to move the prisoners inland – 250km through the jungle to Ranau, on a route originally cut by locals to hamper the Japanese invaders, passing mainly through uninhabited, inhospitable terrain. On 28 January 1945, 470 prisoners set off; 313 made it to Ranau. On the second march, 570 started from Sandakan; just 118 reached Ranau. The 537 prisoners on the third march were the last men in the camp.
            

            
                Conditions on the marches were deplorable: most men had no boots, rations were less than minimal and many men fell by the wayside. The Japanese brutally disposed of any prisoners who couldn’t walk. Once in Ranau, the surviving prisoners were put to work carrying 20kg sacks of rice over hilly country to Paginatan, 40km away. Disease, starvation and executions took a horrendous toll, and by the end of July 1945 there were no prisoners left in Ranau. The only survivors from the 2400 at Sandakan were six Australians who escaped, either from Ranau or during the marches.
            

            
                As a final bitter irony, it emerged postwar that a rescue attempt had been planned for early 1945, but intelligence at the time had suggested there were no prisoners left at the camp.

            Located in the heart of the Sim Sim stilt village, this ‘restaurant’ is more of a dockside fishery, where the daily catch is unloaded and sorted and prepared for the immediate consumption of travellers like you (and a lot of locals). A cluster of red plastic patio furniture huddles in the corner – just grab a seat and point to your prey! Or ask a friendly regular for help ordering; there are lots of off-menu specialities determined by what’s caught that day. Ask a cab to drop you off at ‘Sim Sim Bridge 8’ (they’ll very likely know where you’re going).

Travellers we spoke to said you didn’t need an onward ticket to enter the Philippines, and the Filipino government says otherwise; it’s wise to have one just in case.

                Once you get to the Philippines, the Filipino government requires you to provide evidence of an onward ticket to enter the country. From Zamboanga you can grab buses to the rest of Mindanao or ferries to the Sulu Archipelago, assuming the security situation in those islands has calmed down.

Most express buses to KK (RM33 to RM40, six hours) leave between 7am and 2pm, plus one evening departure around 8pm. All pass the turn-off to Kinabalu National Park headquarters.

                THE WILD MAN OF BORNEO & HOW TO HELP HIM
            

            
                
                The term ‘orang-utan’ literally means ‘man of the wild’, or ‘jungle man’ – a testament to the local reverence for these great ginger apes. Traditionally orang-utans were never hunted like other creatures in the rainforest; in fact, Borneo’s indigenous people used to worship their skulls in the same fashion as they did the heads taken from enemy tribesmen. Orang-utans are the only species of great ape found outside Africa. A mature male is an impressive, not to mention hairy, creature with an arm span of 2.25m, and can weigh up to 144kg. Dominant males also have distinctive wide cheek pads to reinforce their alpha status. It was once said that an orang-utan could swing from tree to tree from one side of Borneo to the other without touching the ground. Sadly this is no longer the case, and hunting and habitat destruction continue to take their toll; it’s estimated fewer than 15,000 specimens now exist in the wild.

The most reliable place to see this primate is the little hamlet of Sepilok, which sees almost as many visitors as the granite spires of Mt Kinabalu. Sepilok’s Orang-Utan Rehabilitation Centre (SORC) is the most popular place on earth to see Asia’s great ginger ape in its native habitat. Those who have time to stick around will also uncover several scenic nature walks, sanctuaries for the adorable sun bear and elusive proboscis monkey, and a couple of great places to call home for a night or two.

            about 25km north of Sandakan. The centre was established in 1964; it now covers 40 sq km and has become one of Sabah’s top tourist attractions, second only to Mt Kinabalu.

      Orphaned and injured orang-utans are brought to Sepilok to be rehabilitated to return to forest life. We have to stress: while thousands of people see orang-utans during feeding time at Sepilok, there is a chance you won’t. These are, after all, wild animals. On the bright side, there are two major feeding times a day, so if you miss them in the morning, you can always try again in the afternoon (or the next day).

      Feedings are at 10am and 3pm and last 30 to 50 minutes. Schedules are posted at the

            . Tickets are valid for one day, although you can see two feedings in the same day. The morning feeding tends to be more tour-group heavy, so if you want a quieter experience, try the afternoon. Use the lockers for your

            orang-utans and macaques have been known to relieve tourists of hats, bags, sunglasses, cameras, even clothing. It’s especially important that you don’t bring any containers of insect repellent into the reserve, as these are highly toxic to the apes and other wildlife. Spray yourself before entering.

            The sun bear is the smallest of the world’s bear species, as well as one of the most threatened. Named for the splotch of yellow fur that spreads like a bright Rorschach across their chests, sun bears, while adorable, also have razor claws that they use to build their nests (which very much resemble orang-utan nests). They are endangered thanks to the usual culprits of habitat loss and Chinese traditional medicine; the latter institution values the bears’ bile. In China and Vietnam the beasts are strapped in tiny cages and hooked to IVs that pump bile from their gallbladders. Thankfully this does not happen in Sabah, although the bears are still under enormous threat from habitat loss.

      Set to open to the public in 2013, the
                BSBCC
            
            , at the time of research, cared for some 27 rescued sun bears. The pretty little beasts lumbered and played in open-air forest enclosures; visitors will be able to peek in on their activity from an expertly crafted walkway system. The BSBCC does good work, and is another activity option for tourists to consider when visiting Sepilok.             The RDC offers an engaging graduate-level education in tropical flora and fauna. Outside the exhibit hall – itself filled with displays that are easily accessible to children – a botanical garden presents varying samples of tropical plant life, the accompanying descriptions every bit as vibrant as the foliage. There’s a gentle 1km lakeside walking trail, studded along the way with environmental education signage. A series of eight canopy towers connected by walkways give you a birds-eye view of the green rooftops of the trees, by far the most rewarding element of a trip here. Paddleboats (RM5) are available to ride around the inviting lake near the centre’s entrance. You can also book night walks, which afford the chance to spot nocturnal animals like tarsiers and wild cats.

      It’s best to get there either at 8am or 4pm, as wildlife tends to hibernate during the sweltering hours in the middle of the day. A proper visit along the trails and towers takes around 1½ hours.

            are an even more exclusive attraction than orang-utans. After all, you can see orang-utans in Sumatra but the proboscis is found only on Borneo, although if you take a close look at them, you’d swear you’ve spotted one in the corner at a dodgy bar. Named for their long

            noses, proboscis monkeys are potbellied and red-faced, and males are constantly, unmistakably…aroused. With the arrival of Europeans, Malays nicknamed the proboscis 
                monyet belanda
             
            (Dutch monkey). Because of their diets, proboscis monkeys tend to have severe flatulence, another attractive element of this already most graceful of species. Jokes aside, the proboscis are oddly compelling, and one of nine totally protected species in Sabah.

      A local palm-plantation owner has created a private proboscis monkey sanctuary, attracting the floppy-conked locals with sugar-free pancakes at 11.40am and 4.30pm feedings. A third feeding at 2.30pm often occurs during a ranger-led hike deeper in the sanctuary. An estimated 300 wild monkeys live in the 6-sq-km reserve. Animals in the reserve generally steer clear of human contact, except for those mischievous macaques, who just love snacks and sunhats. This is clearly more of a commercial affair than the feedings at the SORC; the proboscis monkeys are enticed onto the main viewing platform so tourists can get better pictures, which may put you off if you’re looking for a more ecologically minded experience.

      The sanctuary offers package trips. A half-day visit costs RM160, including transfers from Sandakan (RM150 from Sepilok). Overnight trips with meals and a night walk start at RM250. Food and accommodation are provided at the
                Nipah Lodge
            
            , on the edge of the oil-palm plantations that surround the sanctuary; the lodge is quite comfortable, a collection of chalets that are simply adorned, airy and inviting in a

            -chic way. Guests can also venture out on mangrove treks into the surrounding jungle, night treks with guides, and are often invited to give basic English lessons at a nearby village schoolhouse.
        

      Independent travel here is difficult unless you have your own vehicle, as Teluk Labuk (Labuk Bay) sits 15km down a rough dirt track off the main highway. If you’re staying here, Nipah Lodge will handle all transfers; otherwise your lodging in Sepilok will be able to arrange transport for around RM120. You can also look for minivans and taxis in the car park of SORC; travellers who want to go to Teluk Labuk should be able to negotiate shared taxis and vans to the proboscis feeding for around RM150 (round-trip from Teluk Labuk back to your Sepilok lodging).

            While everyone knows about the Semporna Archipelago, it seems hardly anyone wants to visit the Sandakan Archipelago, off the coast of its namesake port. What gives? Don’t like fluffy specks of emerald sprouting like orchids out of the Sulu Sea, or seabound rock walls, or tales of POW derring-do?
        

      Although it’s highly promoted by Sabah Tourism, we cannot recommend Turtle Islands National Park at this time. The trip to watch green sea turtles lay eggs is, at best, ill-managed, and at worst a circus. On any one night dozens of gawping tourists cluster round a single laying turtle; this seems to have the effect of scaring some of the reptiles off. Allowing visitors to handle baby turtles before releasing them is highly dubious. The illegal turtle egg trade is certainly alive in Sandakan: we have personally seen turtle eggs for sale within the city’s markets, and while this activity is technically illegal, vendors weren’t shy about approaching us. That’s the sort of adventure on offer in the Sandakan Archipelago.

                Berhala is supremely serene, an exemplar of a rare genre: a lovely tropical island hardly touched by tourists. Sandstone cliffs rise above the Sulu Sea, hemming in quiet patches of dusty, sandy prettiness. The vibe is so sleepy it’s narcoleptic, an atmosphere accentuated by a quiet water village inhabited by fishing families, loads of migrating birds (their presence is heaviest in October and November) and…well, OK. There’s not a lot else, except some very big rocks.
            

            
                But oh what rocks. Rock climbers grade the formations here F5a – F6b, which is jargon for a mix of slow sloping walls and vertical cliff faces. Fieldskills Adventures (

                ) in Kota Kinabalu runs 2-day/1-night rock-climbing trips out here for RM500 per person.
            

            
                Berhala was a leper colony during the colonial period, and the Japanese used the island as a civilian internment centre and POW camp during WWII. Agnes Newton Keith was kept here awhile, as was a group of Australian POWs who managed to escape the island by boat and sail to Tawi-Tawi in the Philippines.

            The Kinabatangan River is Sabah’s longest: 560km of water so chocolatey brown it would pose a serious safety risk to Augustus Gloop. It coils like the serpents that swim its length far into the Borneo interior. Riverine forest creeps alongside the water, swarming with wildlife that flee ever-encroaching palm-oil plantations. Lodges are set up all along the banks, while home stay programs pop up with the frequency of local monkeys. Dozens of tin boats putter along the shores offering tourists the opportunity to have a close encounter with a rhinoceros hornbill or perhaps a doe-eyed orang-utan.

            Sarawak’s Mulu and Niah caverns may be more famous, but for our ringgit, we think the Gomantong Caves give them a run for their money: a massive crack in a mountain, a cathedral-like grand inner chamber formed of limestone, spot-speckled with tubes of golden sunlight and a veritable small hill of bat shit, cockroaches and scorpions. The Gomantong Caves are disgusting, yes, but they’re also magnificent.

      The forested area around the caves conceals plenty of wildlife and a few good
                walks –
            
            we spotted a wild orang-utan out here, which local staff said was rare but not unheard of (sadly, that’s because increased logging is pushing the primates into protected areas like this). The most accessible of the caves is a 10-minute walk along the main trail near the information centre. Head past the living quarters of the nest collectors to get to the main cave, 
                Simud Hitam 
            (Black Cave). Venture into the main chamber and keep walking counter-clockwise on the raised platform, which hovers over a steaming soup of bat crap and a chittering, chitinous army of roaches, centipedes and scorpions. The same lovely mix coats the walkway’s handrails, so try not to grip them when you (inevitably) slip on the river o’ guano. A 45-minute uphill trek beyond the park office leads to 
                Simud Putih
            
            (White Cave), containing a greater abundance of prized white swiftlets nests. Both trails are steep and require some sweaty rock 
            climbing.

      The majority of visitors to Gomantong come as part of an add-on to their Kinabatangan tour package. It is possible to visit the caves under one’s own steam, though, usually by private vehicle. The turn-off is located along the road connecting Sukau to the main highway and is quite well signposted. Minivans plying the route between Sandakan and Sukau (RM17) can drop you off at the junction, but you’ll have to walk the additional 5km to the park office.

      Bukit Belanda – Dutch Hill – is a 420m hill located behind the village of Bilit. The land is owned by the citizens of Bilit, who, despite pressures from logging companies, have not opened the hill to the timber industry, preferring to maintain it as a haven for wildlife. You can hike to the top in an hour if you’re fit, where you’ll be rewarded by lovely views of Sungai Kinabatangan and, if you’re lucky, glimpses of local wildlife (at the very least, you’re sure to hear the shrieks of local primates.) It’s best to make this trek early in the morning for purposes of both catching the sunrise and avoiding the heat of the day. There’s no official infrastructure when it comes to visiting the hill; just ask someone in your lodge or Bilit itself to guide you to the beginning of the ascent path.

            On the road from Sandakan to Lahad Datu you can catch a glimpse of Agop Batu Tulug, a jutting knife of white limestone slicing out of the jungle. This hill, located above the village of Batu Putih, is studded with caves that house the ancestors of both local Chinese and the Orang Sungai (People of the River). Because the Kinabatangan has a habit of frequently flooding, the final resting place of the dead has traditionally been located in cave complexes (a practice that has eroded thanks to Christianity and Islam). Heavy wooden coffins – it must have been an awful effort lugging them up the sheer rocks – are interred in the Batu Tulug caves with spears, knives, gongs, bells and Chinese curios. Some coffins are carved with relatively simple geometric patterns, others in beautiful animal designs. This trove of artefacts makes the hill one of the most important archaeological sites in Sabah. 
                Sabah Museums
             
            runs the site and has built wooden staircases that snake up the 40m hill. There are two main caves to explore, but if you climb the stairs to the top, you’ll be rewarded with a nice view of the surrounding jungle and the Kinabatangan River. An interpretive information centre is also located on the site.

      The easiest way to get here is to include the caves in your package tour of the Kinabatangan. If you’ve got your own vehicle, look for signs indicating the turn-off to Batuh Putih or Muzium Batu Tulug on the Sandakan–Lahad Datu road. The village is south of Sukau Junction, about 1½ hours from Sandakan and 45 minutes from Lahad Datu. GPS coordinates are N5024.935’ E117056.548’.

            Inside Sukau village is this conservation camp dedicated to studying and protecting Sabah’s most iconic animal ambassador. The project is run in partnership with HUTAN, a French NGO, which also works with villagers to establish environmental-education programs, reforestation initiatives and an elephant-conservation project in the Sukau-Bilit area. This is not a tourist-oriented outfit like the Sepilok sanctuary, and as such is not open to casual visitors, but it may be worth contacting it as staff may be willing to hire out guides should you want to go searching for wild orang-utans.

                The Gomantong Caves are Sabah’s most famous source of swiftlet nests, used for the most revered, rare, luck-and-’strength’-inducing dish of the traditional Chinese culinary oeuvre: the eponymous birds-nest soup. Wait, you ask, people 
                    want
                
                to eat bird nest? Well, it’s not twigs and stones folk want to devour: swiftlets make their nests out of their own dried spit, which is the main ingredient in the soup. When added to soup broth, the swiftlet spit dissolves and becomes gelatinous. Wait, you ask, people 
                    want
                 
                to eat bird vomit? Well, yes. Very much so.

            
                There are two types of soupworthy bird nests: black and white. Black are a mix of twigs and spit, while the white nests are purely made from the birds’ saliva. The white nests are significantly more valuable and Gomantong’s got a relatively large amount of them. A kilogram of white swiftlet spit can bring in over US$4000, making nest-

                a popular profession despite the perilous task of shimmying up bamboo poles.

            
                In the last few years visiting has been restricted due to dwindling bird populations (cash-hungry locals were taking the nests before the newborn birds had enough time to mature). Today, the caves operate on a four-month cycle, with closings at the beginning of the term to discourage nest hunters. It’s worth asking around before planning your visit – often the caves are empty or off-limits to visitors. The four-month cycles are strictly enforced to encourage a more sustainable practice of harvesting.

      Wildlife is the number-one reason to visit Sabah, and a cruise down the Kinabatangan is often a highlight for visitors to the state. In the late afternoon and early morning, binocular-toting enthusiasts have a chance of spotting nest-building orang-utans, nosy proboscis monkeys, basking monitor lizards and hyper long-tailed macaques. That said, there is such a preponderance of operators out here that boats tend to cluster around the wildlife, which kind of ruins the sense of wild exposure. Also, the reason so many animals are here is depressing: the expansion of palm oil plantations has driven local wildlife to the riverbank. They simply have nowhere else to live.

      Mammals can be seen all year, moving around in small groups while travelling through plantations. Colourful birds are a huge draw: all eight varieties of Borneo’s hornbills, plus brightly coloured pittas, kingfishers and, if you’re lucky, a Storm’s stork or the bizarre Oriental darter all nest in the forests hugging the Kinabatangan. Avian wildlife is more numerous and varied during rainier months (usually October to late March), which coincides with northern-hemisphere migrations. Though friendly for birds, the rainy season isn’t accommodating for humans. Flooding has been a problem of late and a couple of lodges will sometimes shut their doors when conditions are severe.

      The success rate of animal-spotting largely depends on luck and the local knowledge of your guide – don’t be afraid to ask hard questions about the specifics of your trip before you sign up. Elephants and other larger animals come and go, as herds often break up to get through the palm plantations.

      River tours should always be included in lodge package rates. If you prefer to explore independently, contact local home stay programs, which will be able to hook you up with a boat operator. Or ask about renting a boat in Sukau – everyone in the village is connected to the tourism industry either directly or through family and friends, and someone will be able to find you a captain. Another option: just before the entrance to Sukau village is a yellow sign that says ‘Di sini ada boat servis’ (Boat service here); different river pilots hang out here throughout the day. Whatever way you choose to find a boat and a guide, expect to pay at least RM100 for a two-hour river cruise on a boat that can hold up to six people (ie you can split the cost with friends).

      Some of the villages you see along the river are inhabited by Filipino migrants who are stateless citizens, unrecognised by both Malaysia and the Philippines.

            Depending on the location of your lodge, some companies offer short treks (one to three hours) through the jungle. Night hikes are some of the best fun to be had on the Kinabatangan – there’s something magical about being plunged into the intense, cavernlike darkness of the jungle at night. Headlamps should be carried in your hand, rather than worn on your head – bats tend to be attracted to light sources and may fly into them; they also secrete an enzyme causing localised paralysis (it’s temporary but can muck up your typinghshshenfnvnwurj – just kidding. Seriously, it’s temporary).

            You’ll need to book at river lodges in advance. In Kinabatangan lingo, a ‘three-day, two-night’ stint usually involves the following: arrive in the afternoon on day one for a cruise at dusk, two boat rides (or a boat-hike combo) on day two, and an early morning departure on day three after breakfast and a sunrise cruise. When booking a trip, ask about pick-up and drop-off prices – this is usually extra.

Privacy will be reduced, and you may be expected to help with chores, cooking, cleaning etc (this depends on the family you stay with). Men and women should dress modestly and couples will want to avoid overt displays of affection, which locals tend to frown on. English may not be widely spoken, especially at newer home stays, although you’ll be impressed at the multilingual abilities of kids who have grown accustomed to meeting travellers from around the world! The experience is a different one, one which many visitors absolutely love, but it’s certainly not everyone’s cup of tea.             Transfers are usually arranged with your lodging as part of your package, but you can save by arriving independently. Arrange transport from any of the drop-off points with your tour operator or with a local minivan. Don’t get on Birantihanti buses – they stop anytime someone wants to get on or off, which could quadruple travelling time.

            From KK, board a Tawau- or Lahad Datu–bound bus and ask the driver to let you off at ‘Sukau Junction’, also known as ‘Meeting Point’ – the turn-off road to reach Sukau. If you are on a Sandakan-bound bus, make sure your driver remembers to stop at the Tawau-Sandakan junction – it’s called ‘Batu 32’ or ‘Checkpoint’ (sometimes it’s known as Sandakan Mile 32).
        

      
            From Sepilok or Sandakan, expect to pay around RM20 to reach ‘Batu 32’, and around RM30 if you’re on a Sandakan–Tawau bus and want to alight at ‘Meeting Point’.
        

      
            A minivan ride to ‘Meeting Point’ from Lahad Datu costs RM20. When buying your bus tickets remember to tell the vendor where you want to get off so you don’t get overcharged.

            If you are driving, note that the Shell petrol station on the highway at Sukau Junction (at the turn-off to Sukau) is the last place to fill up before arriving at the river. The road to Sukau is pretty smooth, but as you get closer to Bilit you’ll start running into some dirt patches. It is possible to get to Bilit via 2WD – just drive carefully, especially if it’s been raining.

There are frequent departures for Sandakan (RM35, 2½ hours), Sukau (RM23, two hours), Semporna (RM25 to RM30, two hours) and Tawau (RM25 to RM35, 2½ hours). Charter vehicles and 4WDs wait in an adjacent lot; these guys are difficult to hire after sunset.

            Flowing like a series of dark, mossy ripples over some 440 sq km of central Sabah, the Danum Valley is a humid, cackling, cawing mass of lowland dipterocarp arboreal amazement. The forest here is thick – so thick that it has never been (to the best knowledge of anyone living) settled permanently. By humans, that is. Oh, there’s life here of another sort in abundance: orang-utans, tarsiers, sambar deer, bearded pigs, flying squirrels, proboscis monkeys, gibbons and the pygmy elephant (to name a few), watered by Sungai Segama and shaded by 70m-high old-growth canopy and 1093m-high Mt Danum.

            , a semigovernmental organisation tasked with both protecting and utilising the forest resources of Sabah. That said, to come here you either need a lot of cash or persistence, as the only two places to stay are a very luxurious resort or a budget-priced research centre where the main priority is accommodating scientists as opposed to, well, you.             The main activities at the BRL and the Danum Valley Field Centre are walking on more than 50km of marked, meandering trails.
        

      At the BRL, take advantage of the well-trained guides who can point out things you would have never seen on your own. The

            is a good way to start your exploration and get your bearings. It climbs 3km to a cliff where the remains of some

            –Dusun coffins can be seen (although the provenance of the coffins is unclear). After reaching an eye-popping panoramic viewpoint 100m up the way, you can either return the way you’ve come or detour around the back of the peak to descend via scenic

            Danum Valley is very popular with birdwatchers from around the world, who come here to see a whole variety of Southeast Asian rainforest species, including the great argus pheasant, the crested fireback pheasant, the blue-headed pitta, the Bornean bristlehead and several species of hornbill, among many others. If you’re serious about birding, it may be best to stay at the Borneo Rainforest Lodge. The canopy walkway here is ideal for birdwatching, and some of the guides are particularly knowledgeable about birds; attempts are made to match birders up with these pros. The access road to BRL is also a good spot for birding, as is, frankly, your porch.

            As you’ll probably know, most of the action in a tropical rainforest happens up in the forest canopy, which can be frustrating for earthbound humans. The BRL’s 107m-long, 27m-high canopy walkway gives mere mortals a means of transcending the surly bonds of earth. The swinging bridges traverse a nice section of forest, with several fine

            trees on either side. Birdwatchers often come here at dawn in hopes of checking a few species off their master list. Even if you’re not a keen birder, it’s worth rolling out of bed early to see the sun come up over the forest from the canopy walkway – when there’s a bit of mist around, the effect is quite magical. It’s located on the access road, a 10-minute walk from the lodge. You need to be a guest at the BRL to access the walkway.

       
            Night Drives

      
            
            This is one of the surest ways to see some of the valley’s ‘night shift’, but driving in the forest hardly gets a gold star for eco-
            
                friendliness;
             
            sensitive souls might empathise with that ‘caught-in-the-headlights’ feeling. Expect to see one or two species of giant flying squirrels, sambar deer, civets, porcupines and possibly even leopard cats; lucky sightings could include elephants, slow loris and clouded leopards (if you spot those, boy are you ever lucky).

      Night drives leave the BRL most evenings; the best trips are the extended night drives, which depart at about 8.30pm and return at 1am or 2am. Things you’ll be glad you brought: light waterproof jacket, camera with flash, binoculars and a powerful torch. Drives can be arranged at the Field Centre as well, although you’ll probably have to arrange the vehicle one day in advance.

If price is paramount go for the Field Centre. Wildlife fanatics who value professionally trained guides should pick the BRL. The people at Sabah Tourism will try to point you towards the BRL and are reluctant to recommend the Field Centre. Honeymooners should go for Kempas D11 – this room has a secluded jacuzzi in its own wooden pagoda. Meals are taken on a beautiful terrace also fronting the river. We were pretty impressed with the assortment of dishes at the buffet – especially since it all had to be lugged in by 4WD. The BRL’s only downfall is its marketing strategy. Yes, the lodge is lovely and the outdoor jacuzzis in the superior rooms are undoubtedly lavish, but this isn’t a five-star resort. And how could it be, surrounded by relentlessly encroaching jungle? We’re impressed, though, that this much luxury exists so deep in the rainforest. Guests who temper their expectations will adore the ambience and find plenty of creature comforts at their fingertips (no air-con though). It’s best to book online or in KK.

            An outpost for scientists and researchers, the field centre also welcomes tourists. Accommodation at the centre is organised into four categories: hostel, resthouse, VIP and camping. We recommend the resthouse rooms, which are located at arm’s length from the canteen (the only place to eat). These rooms are basic but clean, sporting ceiling fans and twin beds. Towels are provided for the cold-water showers. The simple hostel is about a seven-minute walk from the canteen, and the barracks-style rooms are separated by gender. If you want to camp, you can lay your sleeping kit (no tent needed) out on the walkways – bug spray recommended! All buildings at the field centre run on generated power, which shuts off between midnight and 7am. There are no professionally trained guides at the centre – only rangers who can show you the trails. You might luck out and find a friendly researcher who will point you in the direction of a few cool things, but some of the scientists (especially the birders) value their privacy (and can you blame them?). There is a kitchen on the campus, however it is reserved for the research assistants. Tourists take their meals in the cafeteria-style canteen (veggie-friendly).

            The Danum Valley is only accessible by authorised private vehicle. Borneo Rainforest Lodge guests depart from the lodge office in Lahad Datu at 9am, arriving by lunchtime. If you do not want to spend the night in Lahad Datu, it is recommended you take the 6:25am MASwings flight from KK. If you’ve prebooked, the driver will wait should your flight be delayed.
        

      
            Tourists staying at the Danum Valley Field Centre must board one of two jungle-bound vans that leave the booking office in Lahad Datu at 3.30pm on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays. Transport is RM100 per person each way (this may increase by the time you read this). Vans return to Lahad Datu from the Field Centre at 8.30am on the same days.

            Tabin’s patch of jungle is essentially the downmarket alternative to the Danum Valley. The 1205-sq-km reserve consists mainly of lowland dipterocarp forest with mangrove areas – most of it is technically secondary forest, but that doesn’t seem to trouble the wildlife or visitors. The stars here are the elephants and primates – gibbons, red-leaf monkeys and macaques, plus a lot of orang-utans. Rescued orangs from Sepilok are actually released here, so you’ve got a pretty good chance of spotting some hairy red primates in the wild. Birdlife is abundant, and there’s a herd of the endangered Sumatran rhino, though you’re unlikely to see them.

This is the rippled waterscape of the Semporna Archipelago, broken up with pebbles of white sand and swaying palms and the rainbow-coloured boats of copper-skinned Sea Gypsies. But no one comes this way for islands, such as it were – rather it is the blue, the ocean and everything beneath it, that appeals, because this is first and foremost a diving destination, one of the best in the world.

            Maybe the name Semporna doesn’t ring a bell – that’s because the key word here is ‘Sipadan’. Located 36km off Sabah’s southeast coast, 
                Sipadan
             
            (also called ‘Pulau Sipadan’) is the shining star in the archipelago’s constellation of shimmering islands. The elliptical islet sits atop a stunning submerged pinnacle and world famous near-vertical walls. This underwater beacon is a veritable way station for virtually all types of sea life, from fluttering coral to school-bus-sized whale sharks. Sea turtles and reef sharks are a given during any dive, and luckier scubaholics may spot mantas, eagle rays, octopus, scalloped hammerheads and monitor lizards that could double as Godzilla.

      Roughly a dozen delineated dive sites orbit the island – the most famous being the aptly named
                Barracuda Point
            
            , where streamers of barracuda collide to form impenetrable walls of undulating fish. Reef sharks seem attracted to the strong current here and almost always swing by to say 
                hello.
             
                South Point
             
            sits at exactly the opposite end of the island from Barracuda Point and usually hosts the large pelagics (manta magnet!). The west side of the island features technicolour walls that tumble down to an impossibly deep 2000m – words can’t do the sight of this justice. The walls are best appreciated from out in the blue on a clear afternoon. The east coast tends to be slightly less popular, but that’s a relative statement – turtles and sharks are still inevitable.

      Although Sipadan outshines the neighbouring sites, there are other reefs in the marine park that are well worth exploring. The macro-diving around
                Mabul
            
            (or ‘Pulau Mabul’) is world-famous. In fact, the term ‘muck diving’ was invented here. The submerged sites around 
                Kapalai
            
            ,

            are also of note.

      While it is possible to rock up and chance upon an operator willing to take you to Sipadan the following day, we strongly suggest that you book in advance. There are travellers and operators who say we are being too cautious with this advice, but your holiday is likely limited, and frankly, better safe than sorry. The downside to prebooking, of course, is that you can’t visit each dive centre’s storefront to suss out which one you like best, but Johnny-come-latelies might be forced to wait a few weeks before something opens up.

      The government issues 120 passes (RM40) to Sipadan each day (this number includes divers, snorkellers and day trippers). Bizarre rules and red tape, like having certain gender ratios, make the permit process even more frustrating. Each dive company is issued a predetermined number of passes per day depending on the size of its operation and the general demand for permits. Each operator has a unique way of ‘awarding’ tickets – some companies place their divers in a permit lottery, others promise a day at Sipadan after a day (or two) of diving at Mabul and Kapalai. No matter which operator you choose, you will likely be required to do a non-Sipadan intro dive unless you are a Divemaster who has logged a dive in the last six months. Permits to Sipadan are issued by day (and not by dive) so make sure you are getting at least three dives in your package.

      A three-dive day trip costs between RM250 and RM500 (some operators include park fees, others do not – make sure to ask), and equipment rental (full gear) comes to about RM50 or RM60 per day. Cameras (around RM100 per day) and dive computers (around RM80 per day) are also available for rent at most dive centres. Top-end resorts on Mabul and Kapalai offer all-
                inclusive
             
            package holidays (plus a fee for equipment rental).

      Although most of the diving in the area is ‘fun diving’, Open Water certifications are available, and advanced coursework is popular for those wanting to take things to the next level. The only problem with getting your Open Water certification here is that all other dive sites may pale in comparison! Diving at Sipadan is geared towards divers with an Advanced Open Water certificate (currents and thermoclines can be strong), but Open Water divers should not have any problems (they just can’t go as deep as advanced divers). A three-day Open Water course will set you back at least RM950. Advanced Open Water courses (two days) cost the same, and Divemaster certification runs for around RM2500.

      Several dive operators are based at their respective resorts, while others have shopfronts and offices in Semporna and/or KK. Please note we have listed the following alphabetically, not in order of preference – we simply didn’t have the time to go diving with every outfitter in the islands. No matter where your desired operator is located, it is

                Many nondivers wonder if they should visit Semporna. We give a qualified ‘yes’. The diving here is obviously the main draw, as there are no real beaches to speak of (besides some small patches of sand). But if you like snorkelling, there’s some incentive to come out this way. Snorkelling is not the obsessive hobby that diving is – people don’t plan their holidays around it the way they do with diving. But if you’re travelling in a group or as a couple where some dive and some don’t, the Semporna islands are a lot of fun; dive and snorkelling trips are timed so groups leave and come back at similar times, so you won’t feel isolated from each other. If you’re on your own and only want to snorkel, it’s still pretty great, but not as world class as the diving experience, and a bit pricey relative to the rest of Malaysia – snorkel trips cost around RM150, and you also have to factor in the relatively high cost of accommodation here and the price of getting out to the islands. Then again, you still have a good chance of seeing sting rays, sea turtles and all sorts of other macro-marine wildlife while in the midst of a tropical archipelago, so really, who’s complaining?

Traditionally, the Bajau only set foot on mainland Borneo once a year; for the rest of the time they live on small islets or their boats. Today the Bajau go to Semporna and other towns more frequently for supplies, but the old cycle of annual return is still celebrated and marked by the regatta 
                    lepa.
                
                For visitors, the highlight of the festival is the 
                    lepa
                
                -decorating contest held between Bajau families. Their already rainbow-coloured boats are further decked out in streamers, flags (known as 
                    tapi
                
                ), bunting, ceremonial umbrellas (which symbolise protection from the omnipresent sun and rain that beats down on the ocean) and 
                    sambulayang
                
                , gorgeously decorated sails passed down within Bajau clans. On each boat you can see a smaller, rectangular

                sail and the larger 
                    lamak bua’an
                
                sail, shaped to resemble the maw of a fish. Violin, cymbal and drum music, plus ‘sea sports’ competitions like duck catching and boat tug-of-war, punctuate the entire affair.             From opulent bungalows to ragtag sea shanties, the marine park offers a wide variety of accommodation catering to all budgets. Sleeping spots are sprinkled across the archipelago with the majority of options clustered on Mabul (Sipadan’s closest neighbour). No one is allowed to stay on Sipadan. Note that prices rise in August and September. Nondivers are charged at different rates than divers.
        

      At almost all of the places listed below, you are tied to a set schedule of three to five meals broken up by roughly three diving (or snorkelling) trips per day. Meals are included; drinks are always extra, although tea and coffee are often gratis. If you feel the need to let loose at night, there are occasional parties at Uncle Tan’s or Scuba Junkie on Mabul. High-end resorts have their own bars and restaurants; you may be able to eat and drink here if you’re staying in a budget spot and the man at the gate is in a good mood, but you’ll pay for it.

      Divers and snorkellers can also opt to stay in the town of Semporna. That means slightly better bang for your buck, but no fiery equatorial sunsets. Perhaps more pertinently, it takes at least 30 minutes, and usually a bit longer, to get to dive sites from Semporna town.

      Every one of the accommodation options listed below can arrange diving trips, including certification courses and trips to Sipadan.

This little speck is blessed with one very small white-sand beach, fantastically blue waters and two small settlements: a camp of Bajau Sea Gypsies and a Malaysian water village of stilt houses built over the seashore, where most of the island’s budget accommodation is clustered.
        

      It’s worth having a walk around the island, which should take you all of an hour or two. Behind the resorts are generators and barracks-style housing for resort staff. The locals are eager for your business; there’s little shops in the villages that sell candy, crisps, cigarettes and other little incidentals. Plus watching the sunset bleed over stilt houses, as the Bajau set cooking fires in their houseboats, is mind-blowingly romantic, and a bit unexpected in a place that’s so marketed towards diving.

            The Semporna Islands are loosely divided into two geographical sections: the northern islands (protected as 
                Tun Sakaran Marine Park
            
            ) and the southern islands. Both areas have desirable diving – Sipadan is located in the southern region, as is Mabul and Kapalai. Mataking and Sibuan belong to the northern area. If you are based in Semporna you’ll have a greater chance of diving both areas, although most people are happy to stick with Sipadan and its neighbours.
        

      
            Consider stocking up on supplies (sunscreen, mozzie repellent etc) before making your way into the archipelago. Top-end resorts have small convenience stores with inflated prices. ATMs are nonexistent, but high-end resorts accept credit cards (Visa and MasterCard). Mabul has a small police station near the village mosque, as well as shack shops selling basic foodstuffs and a small pharmacy. Internet is of the wi-fi variety; most resorts now offer it, but service tends to be spotty.

                    Getting to the border
                 
                Tawau is the only crossing point with Kalimantan where foreigners can get a visa to enter Indonesia. The local Indonesian consulate is known for being fast and efficient – many travellers are in and out in an hour. The consulate is in Wisma Fuji, on Jln Sinn Onn. You can flag down a taxi (RM10) or take a bus from the central bus station (RM0.80). These buses leave every 30 minutes – as the touts swarm around you, say ‘Indonesia consulate’ and they’ll point you to the right vehicle. Ask the driver to drop you off in front of the consulate; to get back, just stand by the road and flag a bus or minibus down to return to the city centre for a similar fare.

            
                Visa applications are processed between 9:30am to 2pm Monday to Friday. You technically need to either provide proof of onward travel or a credit card, which consulate staff will make a copy of. A 60-day tourist visa will run RM170 and require two passport photos. Bank on spending at least one night in town before shipping off to Indonesia, given the ferry departure schedule, and bring extra cash to the consulate, as there are no ATMs nearby. 

            
                Ferry companies Tawindo Express and Indomaya Express make the three- to four-hour trip to Tarakan (RM140; 11.30am Monday, Wednesday and Friday, 10.30am Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday) and the one-hour trip to Nunukan (RM65; 10am and 3pm daily except Sunday). We recommend showing up at least 60 minutes before departure to get a ticket; less than that is cutting it fine. A taxi ride to the ferry terminal costs RM5.

            is intended to protect the water catchment for settlements in the area, but not before most of the accessible rainforest had been logged. Much of the remaining forest clings to steep-sided ridges that rise to 1310m Gunung Magdalena.

      If getting into the Maliau Basin or Danum Valley feels like too much of an effort, consider Tawau Hills a user-friendly alternative. The forest here may not be as primevally awesome, but it’s still impressively thick jungle, and the trails are quite easy on your feet. On a clear day the Tawau Hills Park’s peaks make a fine sight.

      The first trail leads along the Sungai Tawau (chattering with birds like a Disney movie when we attempted it) for 2.5km to

            In the minds of most travellers, and certainly the entire marketing division of Malaysia’s tourism board, Sabah is associated with wild adventure. But while there are many wild stretches of Sabah, this state has also been heavily impacted by logging, oil palm and, on a smaller scale, suburban sprawl. 

      This pocket of truly untouched,
                Eden-as-God-made-it
             
            wilderness remains. Hemmed in by mountains, separated by distance and altitude and expanse, the Maliau Basin Conservation Area (MBCA), known very appropriately as ‘Sabah’s Lost World’, is…well, something special.

      The basin is exactly that – a bowl-shaped depression of rainforest that was unnoticed by the world until a pilot almost crashed into the walls that hem it off in 1947. Run by the Sabah Foundation, this is the single best place in Borneo to experience old-growth tropical rainforest. More than that, it is one of the world’s great reserves of biodiversity, a dense knot of almost unbelievable genetic richness. A visit to the basin is always a poignant affair, as you’ll share the road with a parade of logging trucks hauling trees out of the forest at an astonishing rate.

      Unbelievably, there is no known record of human beings entering the basin until the early 1980s (although it is possible that indigenous peoples entered the basin before that time). It is only recently that the area has been opened up to a limited number of adventurous travellers. Getting here requires time and resources, and officially a lot of money, although there may be ways around the latter.

            The trek through the Maliau Basin will likely be the most memorable hike of your Borneo experience. The density of the old-growth forest is striking, and as it is more remote than the Danum Valley, the preserved wildlife is even better. That said: you are in the jungle, and wildlife is not easy to spot. You may walk away without seeing anything but some of Borneo’s most ancient trees, which isn’t so bad, really.
        

      Several treks are possible in the basin, ranging from short nature walks around

            The vast majority of visitors to the basin undertake a three-day, two-night loop through the southern section of the basin that we’ll call the Maliau Loop. This brilliant route takes in wide swaths of diverse rainforest and four of the basin’s waterfalls:

With that said, you’ll probably need at least RM1000 (and a fair bit of elbow grease) to make the following plan work, so this isn’t an entirely budget proposal:

                in Tawau. You may need to show up to the office in person, as this is not a tourism body accustomed to dealing with visitors. You can also try driving to the park entrance from Tawau (2½ hours) or KK (at least five hours); a 2WD Proton can make the trip with cautious driving, while a motorbike would be dodgy but doable.

            
                To get into the park you need to pay an administration fee (RM60), a vehicle entry fee (RM5 per vehicle), and if you stay overnight, a conservation fee (RM50). If you plan to hike (and what else are you going to do?) you 
                    must
                 
                hire a guide, which costs RM200 per day. The different camps in the basin cost RM180 to RM205 per person per night for a room; some offer dorm beds for RM70, and you can camp in your own tent for RM30. Meals can be taken in the guesthouses for RM40/50/60 per person for breakfast/lunch/dinner. You can also arrange meals while trekking; this requires a porter and costs RM70/100/130 for breakfast/lunch/dinner.

            
                We have talked with travellers who were able to arrange all of the above at the park entrance without even stopping by the Tawau office. Our sense is this scenario will not be possible if a flood of travellers starts pounding on the basin’s gates, so you may still want to check with the Tawau office before coming all the way out here. Ideally, if you’re not buying the package tour, we advise prearranging your tour with the office in Tawau.

            The Crocker Range is the backbone of southwestern Sabah, separating coastal lowlands from the wild tracts of jungle in the east. Honey-tinged beaches scallop the shores from KK down to the border, passing the turbid rivers of the Beaufort Division. Offshore you’ll find Pulau Tiga, forever etched in the collective consciousness as the genesis site for the eponymous reality show 
                Survivor,
             
            and Pulau Labuan, centre of the region’s oil industry and the transfer point for ferries heading onto Sarawak and Brunei.

            Sabah’s interior constitutes some of the wildest territory in the state, and the best place for accessing this largely unexplored hinterland is via the southwest part of the state. 

      The landscape is dominated by the
                Crocker Range
            
            , which rises near Tenom in the south and runs north to Mt Kinabalu. The range forms a formidable barrier to the interior of the state and dominates the eastern skyline from Kota Kinabalu down to Sipitang. Once across the Crocker Range, you descend into the green valley of the Sungai Pegalan that runs from Keningau in the south and to Ranau in the north. The heart of the 
                Pegalan Valley 
            is the small town of 
                Tambunan
            
            , around which you’ll find a few low-key attractions.

            , takes three days to finish (if you’re fit!). At the time of writing the tourism infrastructure around the salt trails was quite minimal, making this an excellent adventure for DIY trekkers who want to get off Sabah’s package tourism trail. You’ll need to get in touch with Crocker Range National Park to organise guides.
        

      Even if you’re not trekking, the Crocker Range and Pegalan Valley make a nice jaunt into rural Sabah for those with rental vehicles. As you make your way over the range between KK and Tambunan, you’ll be treated to brilliant views back to the South China Sea and onward to Mt Trus Madi.

            Nestled among the green curves of the Crocker Hills, Tambunan, a small agricultural service town about 81km from KK, is the first settlement you’ll come to in the range. The region was the last stronghold of Mat Salleh, who became a folk hero for rebelling against the British in the late 19th century. Sadly, Salleh later blew his reputation by negotiating a truce, which so outraged his own people that he was forced to flee to the Tambunan plain, where he was eventually killed.

            . The large bulbous flowers can be up to 1m in diameter. The 12 or so species of Rafflesia here are found only in Borneo and Sumatra; several species are unique to Sabah, but as they only bloom for a few days it’s hard to predict when you’ll be able to see one. Rangers can guide you into the jungle reserve for the day for RM100. Keningau-bound buses will stop here if you ask the driver to let you off, but getting back to Tambunan will require hitching on the highway. A round-trip taxi from Tambunan costs RM100, which includes waiting time.

It is possible to go by 4WD (RM500) up to about 1500m, from where it is a five- to seven-hour climb to the top. There are places to camp halfway up the mountain and on the summit. Before setting off, you are strongly advised to hire a guide (RM200) or at least get maps and assistance from the Tambunan Village Resort Centre or

Originally set up as an orchid centre, the park has expanded to become a major research facility, tourist attraction and offbeat camp site (RM10), building up superb collections of rare plants such as hoyas, and developing new techniques for use in agriculture, agroforestry and domestic cultivation.
        

      Flower gardens and nature paths abound and a minizoo lets you get up close and personal with some farm animals and deer. Exploring by bicycle would be a good idea, but the fleet of rental bikes here has just about rusted to the point of immobility; if they’ve replaced them by the time you arrive, rentals cost RM3. There is a free ‘train’ (it’s actually more like a bus) that does a 1½-hour loop of the park, leaving from outside the reception hourly from 9.30am to 3.30pm. If you’re truly taken with the park, there’s a bare bones on-site

            Perhaps even more so than the Maliau Basin, this is as remote as it gets in Sabah. Not far from the Kalimantan border,

            is a jungle-topped limestone outcrop riddled with caves, towering nearly 200m above Sungai Sapulot. This is deep in Murut country and the stone formation was one of several sites sacred to these people. Batu Punggul and the adjacent Batu Tinahas are traditionally believed to be longhouses that gradually transformed into stone. The view from the upper reaches of Batu Punggul may be the best in Sabah – in every direction is deep jungle, knifelike limestone outcrops and, if you are lucky, swinging orang-utans. It can be difficult and expensive to get here, but this is a beautiful part of Sabah that few tourists visit, and it offers a chance to rub shoulders with the jungle Murut. It is almost impossible to get out here on your own, as there is virtually no tourism infrastructure and English is almost non-existent, but even the most independent traveller will likely enjoy booking through Orou Sapulot.

Run by Silas Gunting, a descendant of the local Murut who is now a succesful KK businessman, Orou is one of the more innovative eco-tourism projects in the state, and offers what may be the best package tour in Sabah.

            waterfalls, and finally, a river trip to Batu Pungull, along a chocolate-brown river hemmed in by primary rainforest. You will get the chance to swim in this river, and let us tell you: swimming through virgin jungle is as Edenic as life gets.

      All the while, Orou is doing good work. It is common in Sabah for poorer indigenous communities to sell their lands to palm oil and timber companies; the liquid assets they gain are usually spent within a few years. By employing local Murut and encouraging their families to keep their lands and preserve them for eco-tourism purposes, Orou is trying to stave off the worst ecological and economic impacts of this trend while providing a sustainable income for the communities of Sabah’s interior.

      The above prices are estimated rates that take in all of the activities mentioned above. To offset costs, Orou prefers groups of travellers, but single travellers or small groups are encouraged as well; you will likely be folded into a larger group. In KK, Sticky Rice and Adventure Alternative Borneo (Click here

            This shield-shaped peninsula, popping out from Sabah’s southwestern coast, is a marshy plain marked with curling rivers and fringed by golden dunes. Tourists with tight travel schedules should consider doing a wildlife river cruise at Klias or Garama if they don’t have time to reach Sungai Kinabatangan. Yes, the Kinabatangan is better, but packs of proboscis monkeys can still be spotted here and it’s only a day trip from KK. You can book trips to Beaufort, Weston and the Klias and Garama rivers in any KK travel agency.

As the tide rolls in and out, entire swaths of jungle are submerged and revealed. Monkeys, monitor lizards, otters and mud skippers flash through the aquatic undergrowth, and as the sun sets, clouds of flying foxes (ie

You can also dive off the island for RM100 per dive, or RM150 for a fun dive for those with no scuba experience; it’s not the best diving in Borneo, but then again, you’re in Borneo, so there’s plenty of rainbow-coloured fish to peep at.

Some call this Sabah’s version of Vegas, and in the sense that Labuan offers both duty-free sin and tacky family fun, we kinda agree. By the way, everything here

            duty free, because politically, Labuan is governed directly from KL. As such, a lot of the booze you consume and cigarettes you smoke in Sabah and Sarawak is illegally smuggled from Labuan.

      The sultan of Brunei ceded Labuan to the British in 1846 and it remained part of the Empire for 115 years. The only interruption came during WWII, when the Japanese held the island for three years. Significantly, it was on Labuan that the Japanese forces in North Borneo surrendered at the end of the war, and the officers responsible for the death marches from Sandakan were tried here.

      Bandar Labuan is the main town and the transit point for ferries linking Kota Kinabalu and Brunei.

      Pulau Kuraman, Pulau Rusukan Kecil and Pulau Rusukan Besar are uninhabited islands lying southwest of Labuan that are now protected by the federal government. The beaches are pristine, but dynamite fishing has destroyed much of the coral. You can hire boats from the jetty at the Labuan International Sea Sports Complex to explore the marine park. A day’s charter costs around RM600 per group of six people.

      Thanks to financial deregulation Labuan is now the home of some major offshore bank accounts, so you may also want to be on the lookout for men in sunglasses with big briefcases, although we suggest not taking pictures of them.

            After a century of rule by the White Rajahs and four years of Japanese occupation, Sarawak became a British Crown colony in 1946. At Westminster’s urging, the territory joined the Malay Peninsula, Sabah and Singapore to form Malaysia in 1963 (Singapore withdrew two years later). At about the same time, neighbouring Indonesia, under the leftist leadership of President Soekarno, laid claim to all of Borneo, including Sarawak, launching a military campaign known as the Konfrontasi (1962–66). Tens of thousands of troops from the UK, Australia and New Zealand were deployed to secure Sarawak’s border with Kalimantan.
        

      Since 1981 Sarawak’s chief minister
            has been Abdul Taib Mahmud, who has
            frequently been accused of corruption, most recently in a 2012 report by the Bruno Manser Fund (www.bmf.ch/en), a Swiss NGO.
            Entitled ‘The Taib Timber Mafia’, the dossier identifies Taib as Malaysia’s richest man, with a personal fortune estimated at US$15 billion, and accuses him of abusing his office to award timber and other resource concessions to family and friends. In the state
            assembly elections of 2011, Taib’s political coalition, the Barisan Nasional (BN), 
            retained its two thirds majority but is under pressure in the run-up to Malaysia’s 2013 federal elections.

            Borneo’s most stylish and sophisticated city brings together a kaleidoscope of cultures, crafts and cuisines. The bustling streets – some very modern, others with a colonial vibe – amply reward visitors with a penchant for aimless ambling. Chinese temples decorated with dragons abut shophouses from the time of the White Rajahs, a South Indian mosque is a five-minute walk from stalls selling half-a-dozen Asian cuisines, and a landscaped riverfront park attracts families out for a stroll and a quick bite.

            Near the Harmony Arch end of the street, this temple, rebuilt shortly after the fire of 1884, serves the Teochew congregation as a shrine to Shang Di (the Emperor of Heaven).

      The temple’s most interesting celebration is the Hungry Ghost Festival, held on the 15th day of the seventh lunar month (mid-August or early September). The Chinese believe that the gates of hell swing open for the entirety of the month and the spirits of the dead are free to roam the earth. On the 15th day, offerings of food, prayer, incense and paper money are made to appease the spirits. A priest blesses the offerings and promptly burns an enormous effigy of the Hell King in a dramatic bonfire.

      At research time, the market was situated on Jln Satok about 1km west of the Sarawak Museum – from the centre, walk south on Jln Tun Abang Haji Openg and turn east at Jln Satok (under the flyover).             As more and more Sarawakians have acquired their own wheels, public bus networks – 
            especially short-haul routes in the Kuching area – have withered. For complicated political reasons, some services have been ‘replaced’ by unregulated and chaotic minibuses, which have irregular times, lack fixed stops and are basically useless for tourists.

      
            The only way to get to many nature sites in Western Sarawak is to hire a taxi or join a tour. The exceptions are Bako National Park, Semenggoh Nature Reserve, Kubah National Park, 
            Matang Wildlife Centre and, somewhat less conveniently, the Wind Cave and the Fairy Cave.

            northeast of downtown Kuching but feels like it’s worlds away. It’s one of the best places in Sarawak to see rainforest animals in their native habitats.

      The coast of the 27-sq-km peninsula has lovely pocket beaches tucked into secret bays interspersed with wind-sculpted cliffs, forested bluffs and stretches of brilliant mangrove swamp. The interior of the park is home to streams, waterfalls and a range of distinct ecosystems, including classic lowland rainforest (mixed dipterocarp forest) and
                kerangas
      
            (heath forest). Hiking trails cross the sandstone plateau that forms the peninsula’s backbone and connect with some of the main beaches, all of which can be reached by boat from park HQ.

      Bako is notable for its incredible biodiversity, which includes almost every vegetation type in Borneo and encompasses everything from terrestrial orchids and pitcher plants to long-tailed macaques and bearded pigs. The stars of the show are the proboscis monkeys – this is one of the best places in Borneo to observe these endemics up close.

      Bako is an easy day trip from Kuching, but it would be a shame to rush it – we recommend staying a night or two to really enjoy the wild beauty of the place. Getting to Bako by public transport is easy.

      
        
     
                CHEEKY MACAQUES
     

     
                
                That sign at Bako National Park’s campground – ‘Naughty monkeys around – watch out!’ – is not a joke. The long-tailed macaques that hang about the park HQ are great to watch, but they are mischievous and cunning – an attitude fostered by tourists who insist on offering them food. The monkeys (and some tourists) are opportunists, and they will make running leaps at anything potentially edible they think they can carry off. Keep your room’s doors and windows closed, zip your bags and do not leave valuables, food or drink – or anything in a plastic bag (known by macaques as the preferred human repositories for edibles) – unattended, especially on the beaches or on the chalet verandahs.
     

     
                It’s wise to leave the monkeys in peace – the males can be aggressive, and once you’ve seen a macaque tear open a drink can with his teeth you’ll be happy that you didn’t mess with them. Rangers advise against looking a macaque in the eye (he’ll think you’re about to attack) or screaming (if he knows you’re scared, he’ll be more aggressive). Recently, especially aggressive large males have been tranquilised, captured and released far, far away. Monkeys are not a problem after dark.

            Scientists estimate that Bako is home to 37 species of mammal, including silver-leaf monkeys, palm squirrels and nocturnal creatures such as the mouse deer, civet and colugo (flying lemur); 24 reptile species, among them the common water monitor, which can reach a length of over 1m; and about 190 kinds of bird, some of them migratory.
        

      Jungle creatures are easiest to spot shortly after sunrise and right before sunset, so for any real wildlife watching you’ll have to stay over. Surprisingly, the area around park HQ is a particularly good place to see animals, including reddish-brown proboscis monkeys, whose pot-bellied stomachs are filled with bacteria that help them derive nutrients from almost-indigestible vegetation. You often hear them as they crash through the branches long before seeing a flash of fur –
            or a male’s pendulous nose flopping as he munches on tender young leaves.

      Proboscis monkeys, who show little fear of, or interest in, humans, can often be found: on branches above the park’s visitors chalets; around the mangrove boardwalk between the jetty and park HQ; in the trees along the Telok Assam Beach near park HQ; along the Telok Paku Trail, where they forage in the trees lining the cliff; and along the Telok Delima Trail.

      The muddy floors of mangrove forests are home to an assortment of peculiar creatures, including hermit crabs, fiddler crabs and mudskippers (fish that spend much of their time skipping around atop the tidal mud under mangrove trees).

      The Bornean bearded pigs that hang around near the cafeteria and chalets with their piglets are a big hit with kids. Not long ago a tourist guide was overheard commenting, ‘at the longhouse they would be on the grill already!’

       
            Jungle Walks

      
            
            Bako’s 17 trails are suitable for all levels of fitness and motivation, with routes ranging from short strolls to strenuous all-day treks to the far (ie eastern) end of the peninsula. It’s easy to find your way around because trails are colour-coded and clearly marked with stripes of paint. Plan your route before starting out and aim to be back at Telok Assam before dark, ie by about 6pm at the latest. It’s possible to hire a boat to one of the far beaches and then hike back, or to hike to one of the beaches and arrange for a boat to meet you there.
        

      Park staff are happy to help you plan your visit, provide updates on trail conditions and tides, help with boat hire and provision you with a B&W map that has details on each of the park’s hiking options. A billboard near the Education Centre lists conservative time estimates for each trail. Even if you know your route, let staff know where you’ll be going so that they can inscribe you in the Guest Movement Register Book; sign back in when you return.

      Take adequate water and be prepared for intense sun (with a sun hat and sunscreen) as the
                kerangas
      
            (distinctive vegetation zone of Borneo), has precious little shade for long stretches. Sun-sensitive folks might consider lightweight long-sleeve shirts and trousers. Mozzie repellent is a good idea as well.

            At Bako, it’s easy to combine rainforest tramping, which quickly gets hot and sweaty, with a refreshing dip in the South China Sea.
        

      Stinging jellyfish can sometimes be a nuisance, especially in April and May. Also to be avoided, especially around Telok Paku: stingrays, whose stabs can be quite painful. To keep away the sandflies on the beach, use mozzie repellent.

      The muddy, tannin-stained waters of Bako’s rivers shelter crocodiles, so forget about taking a dip. A few years ago a schoolboy was eaten by a croc a bit upriver from Bako Bazaar; his body was never found.

            Park HQ does not have enough permanent staff to accompany individual visitors, so if you’d like to hike with a guide, enquire at the boat terminal in Bako Bazaar or, better yet, ask the National Park Booking Office in Kuching for the phone numbers of approved guides. The park is very strict about allowing only certified guides (unlicensed guides and the groups they’re with are forced to leave).             This living museum is centred on seven traditional dwellings: three Dayak longhouses (including a Bidayuh headhouse with skulls and the only Melanau tallhouse left in Sarawak), a Penan hut, a Malay townhouse (the only place you have to remove your shoes) and a Chinese farmhouse. It may sound contrived and even hokey but the SCV is held in high esteem by locals for its role in keeping their cultures and traditions alive.

      The dwellings are (supposed to be) staffed by members of the ethnic group they represent – except the Penan dwelling, that is, whose emissaries, true to their nomadic tradition, went walkabout. Signage, however, is poor, so if you don’t ask questions of the ‘locals’ – who demonstrate crafts and cookie-making – the subtle differences in architecture, cuisine, dress and music between the various groups may not be apparent. At the Penan hut you can try a blowpipe (RM1 for three darts), while the Malay townhouse offers top spinning (three spins for RM1).

      Twice a day, the
                cultural show
      
            showcases traditional music and dance. The lively Melanau entry involves whirling women and clacking bamboo poles, while the Orang Ulu dance (spoiler alert!) includes four women, several balloons and a blowpipe hunter.

      It may be possible to book workshops (RM5 per person per hour) in handicrafts (eg bead-making), music and dance – contact the SCV in advance. If you’re planning to get married, you can choose to tie the knot here with a colourful Iban, Bidayuh, Orang Ulu or Malay ceremony.

      Hotels and tour agencies in Kuching offer packages (per person RM125), but it’s easy enough to get out here by shuttle bus. The SCV is a short walk from both the Damai Beach Resort and the Permai Rainforest Resort.

            (880m); the last bit is pretty steep, with steps and rope ladders, so it takes about three hours up and two hours down. A few recent climbers have gotten lost and stranded after dark so whatever happens start heading down by about 2pm. The peak – which some people want to make accessible by cable car – features in a variety of local ghost stories related to a princess captured by a prince.

      These trails can be picked up at two points along the main road to the beach resorts: at Bukit Puteri and, about 2km north, at Green Paradise Seafood, which tries to charge entry fees, a procedure currently being investigated by the government.

            The only way to see the majestic mangroves of 66-sq-km Kuching Wetlands National Park is – as you would expect – by boat. Situated about 15km northwest of Kuching (as the crow flies), the park doesn’t have a HQ complex, just low-lying islands and saline waterways lined with salt-resistant trees that provide food and shelter to proboscis monkeys, silver-leaf monkeys and fireflies (above the water line); estuarine crocodiles and amphibious fish called mudskippers (at the water line); and countless varieties of fish and prawns (below the water line). Nearby open water is one of the finest places in Sarawak to spot snub-nosed Irrawaddy dolphins.
        

      The morning (about 9am) is the best time to see the dolphins, while late-afternoon cruises are optimal for sighting a flash of reddish-brown fur as proboscis monkeys leap from tree to tree in search of the tenderest, tastiest young leaves. Sunset on the water is magical – and unbelievably romantic, especially if your guide points out an

            tree (a ‘firefly tree’, surrounded by swirling green points of light). After dark, by holding a torch up at eye level, you can often spot the reflections of animalian eyes, including – if you’re lucky – a crocodile, its reptilian brain wholly focused on biting, drowning and then devouring its next warm-blooded victim.

      Situated within the 6.8-sq-km Semenggoh Nature Reserve, the centre is home to 25 orang-utans: 11 who were rescued from 
            captivity or orphaned and their 14 Semenggoh-born offspring, some mere babes-in-arms who spend their days hanging onto their mother’s shaggy chests. Four of the tree-dwelling creatures are completely wild (ie find all their own food), but the rest often swing by (literally) park HQ to dine on bananas, coconuts, eggs and – though they don’t know it – medications. There’s no guarantee that any orang-utans, the world’s largest tree-dwelling animal, will show up, but even in fruiting season (late November or December to February or March) the chances are excellent. Semenggoh is noticeably less touristy (and much cheaper) than Sepilok Orang-utan Rehabilitation Centre in Sabah.

      Hour-long feedings, in the rainforest a few hundred metres from park HQ, run from 9am to 10am and from 3pm to 4pm. When the feeding session looks like it’s over, rangers sometimes try to shoo away visitors (especially groups, whose guides are in any case eager to get back to Kuching), but orang-utans often turn up at park HQ, so don’t rush off straightaway if everything seems quiet.

      For safety reasons, visitors are asked to stay at least 5m from the orang-utans – the animals can be unpredictable – and are advised to keep a tight grip on their backpacks, water bottles and cameras because orang-utans have been known to snatch things in search of something yummy. To avoid annoying – or even angering – the orang-utans, do not point at them with anything that looks like a gun (eg a walking stick); do not scream or make sudden movements; and, when you take pictures, do not use flash.

      Semenggoh Nature Reserve has two beautiful trails that pass through primary rainforest: the
                Masing Trail
     
            (Main Trail; red trail markings; 30 minutes), which links the HQ with the highway; and the 
                Brooke’s Pool Trail
      
            (yellow and red trail markings), a 2km loop from HQ. At research time both were closed because of attacks on staff and visitors by two particularly aggressive orang-utans, Ritchie and Delima (‘Hot Mama’), whom rangers guess were mistreated in captivity. When the trails reopen, it should be possible to hire a guide at the Information Centre for RM30 per hour (for up to 10 people). Tickets are valid for the whole day so it’s possible to come for the morning feeding, visit a longhouse, and then see the afternoon feeding as well. Note: there’s nowhere in the park to buy food.

      Kubah’s trails are much more shaded than those at Bako National Park, making the park ideal for the sun-averse. And when you’re hot and sweaty from walking, you can cool off under a crystal-clear waterfall.

      Some of the creatures here were orphaned, some were confiscated and others were surrendered by the public. Unless they’re needed as evidence in court, all are released as soon as possible – unless they lack survival skills, in which case returning them to the wild would be a death sentence, either because they’ll starve or because, having lost their fear of humans, they’re liable to wander into a village and get eaten. (Unless it’s a Malay village, that is – Malays, as Muslims, do not consume most rainforest animals).

      Among the most celebrated residents of Matang is Aman, one of the largest male orang-utans in the world. Known for his absolutely massive cheek pads, he hit the headlines in 2007 when he became the first of his species to undergo phacoemulsification (cataract surgery). The procedure ended 10 years of blindness, though it did nothing to restore his tongue, removed after he chomped into an electric cable, or his index finger, bitten off by a rival dominant male.

      Matang is home to three bearcats (binturongs), two of them females, that are too old to be releases. This extraordinary tree-dwelling carnivore, whose closest genetic relative is the seal or walrus, can tuck away a fertilised egg for months and perhaps years, delaying pregnancy until sufficient fruit is available (the trick is called embryonic diapause).

      Other animals that live here include two clouded leopards and nine of the happiest captive sun bears in the world. In horrific condition when brought here, they are undergoing a rehabilitation program that’s the first of its kind anywhere.

      One of Matang’s rarest creatures is the false (Malayan) gharial, the most endangered of the 16 species of crocodile. Easily identifiable thanks to its long, thin snout, scientists estimate that only about 2500 are left in the wild.

      Rare birds that live here include a buffy (Malay) fish owl, a changeable (crested) hawk-eagle, a white-bellied sea eagle and a confiscated mallard duck (an exotic in these parts!) who’s taken to following around a lesser adjutant stork, thinking perhaps that it’s his mother.

This remote region, about 250km (4½ hours by road) southeast of Kuching, is not really visitable without a guide, but if you’re genuinely interested in encountering Iban culture, the money and effort to get out here will be richly rewarded.

The park’s dipterocarp rainforests have the highest density of wild orang-utans in central 
            Borneo (sightings are not guaranteed but are not rare either), and are also home to gibbons (more often heard than seen), langurs and hornbills.

      Situated 60km upriver from the open sea, Sibu is Sarawak’s most Chinese city. Many of the two-thirds of locals who trace their roots to China are descendents of migrants who came from Foochow (Fujian or Fuzhou) province in the early years of the 20th century. The city was twice destroyed by fire, in 1889 and 1928. Much of Sibu’s modern-day wealth can be traced to the timber trade.

Though the area is no longer the jungle-lined wilderness it was in the days before Malaysian independence, it retains a frontier,

While most aren’t as traditional as travellers may envision, visiting one can be a great way to interact with some of Borneo’s indigenous people.
        

      Based on geography, Kapit and Belaga
                should
             
            be good bases from which to set out to explore longhouses along the upper Batang Rejang and its tributaries. Unfortunately, we’ve been hearing about two sorts of difficulties faced by some recent travellers:

      Visiting longhouses without an invitation or a guide is becoming more complicated as traditional Dayak norms, according to which visitors are always welcome, are giving way to more ‘modern’ (ie commercial) ideas.

      Some area tour guides and van drivers demand inflated prices and/or provide services that aren’t up to standard. For instance, visitors may be dropped off at a longhouse with nothing to do and no way to communicate with the residents until they’re picked up the next day.

      In short, it can sometimes be difficult to find a guide who has good local knowledge and contacts, speaks English and charges reasonable prices. Some travellers report being invited by locals to their longhouses – but that’s not something you can count on. One good option is to make arrangements through one of the tour agencies based in Sibu. For up-to-date feedback from other travellers, check out Lonely Planet’s Thorn Tree forum (www.lonelyplanet.com).

            Pretty much the only transport arteries into and around the Batang Rejang region are rivers. A road from Kapit to Kanowit (already connected to Sarawak’s highway network) is being built and a rough logging road already connects Bintulu with Belaga, so come before easy land access changes this part of Borneo forever.
        

      
            Boats can navigate the perilous Pelagus Rapids, between Kapit and Belaga, only when the water level is high enough – these days, determined mainly by how much water is released from the Bakun Dam. In an attempt to make navigation safer and less subject to fluctuating water levels, the government has recently been attaching explosive charges to some of the boulders that create the Pelagus Rapids and blowing them to smithereens.
        

      
            Express river boats – nicknamed ‘flying coffins’ because of their shape, not their safety record – run by half-a-dozen companies head up the broad, muddy Batang Rejang from Sibu with goods and luggage strapped precariously to the roof. If you opt to ride up top for the view (not that we recommend it…), hang on tight! The passenger cabins tend to be air-conditioned to near-arctic frigidity.
        

      
            From Sibu, boats to Kapit (140km, 2½ to three hours) leave once or twice an hour from 5.45am to 2.30pm; from Kapit, boats heading down to Sibu depart between 6.40am and 3.15pm. If you travel 2nd or 3rd class (RM20), boarding is likely to involve inching your way along a narrow, rail-less exterior gangway; 1st- (RM30) and business-class (RM25) passengers board near the prow.

Longhouses along these rivers tend to be more traditional (ie still have hunted heads on display) than their counterparts along the mainline Batang Rejang.

      According to the Kapit Resident’s Office, the license of one local guide has been revoked for cause. Despite this, he continues to approach visitors, some of whom have made complaints. Because licensed guides are rare in Kapit, and quite a few of Sarawak’s unlicensed guides are competent and knowledgeable, it can be difficult to gauge a guide’s suitability at first encounter. We advise that you talk to other travellers and local hotel owners as to which operators are recommended or best avoided.

            A few communities around Kapit are accustomed to independent travellers, charging RM10 or RM15 for a day visit or RM50 per person if you overnight, including the preparation of food that you bring along. The headman may also expect a tip. Some people recommend bringing sweets or school supplies for the children. There may not be much to do at a longhouse, especially if there aren’t any English speakers around.

            are among Borneo’s most famous and impressive natural attractions. At the heart of the park is the Great Cave, one of the largest caverns in the world.

      Niah’s caves have provided groundbreaking insights into human life on Borneo way back when the island was still connected to mainland Southeast Asia. In 1958 archaeologists led by Tom Harrisson discovered the 40,000-year-old skull of an anatomically modern human, the oldest remains of a
                Homo sapiens
             
            discovered anywhere in Southeast Asia.

      Rock paintings and several small canoe-like coffins (‘death ships’) indicate that the site was used as a burial ground much more recently. Some of the artefacts found at Niah are on display at the Sarawak Museum in Kuching; others (a handful) are in the park’s own museum.

      Niah’s caves accommodate a staggering number of bats and are an important nesting site for swiftlets, some of whose species supply the vital ingredient for bird’s-nest soup. Traditionally, the Penan are custodians and collectors of the nests, while the Iban have the rights to the caves’ other commodity, bat and bird guano, which is highly valued as fertiliser (no prizes for guessing who got first pick). During the harvesting season (August to March), nest collectors can be seen on towering bamboo structures wedged against the cave roof.

      We’ve heard travellers say that if you’ve been (or will be going) to Gunung Mulu National Park, going to Niah might not be worth the effort – unless you’re fascinated by human prehistory, of course.

      From the museum, a raised boardwalk leads 3.1km (3½ to four hours return) through swampy, old-growth rainforest to the mouth of the Great Cave, a vast cavern approximately 2km long, up to 250m across and up to 60m high. To make it back by nightfall, start your stroll by about 2pm.

      As you walk, stop and stand silently every once in a while – you’ll hear lots of birds and, if you’re lucky, may hear or even see macaques, especially early in the morning or in the evening.

      Just before the cave entrance, the boardwalk forks. The right fork leads to the cave, while the left fork goes to Rumah Patrick Libau, an Iban longhouse hamlet. Villagers usually sit at the junction selling cold drinks and souvenirs.

      Inside the Great Cave, the trail splits to go around a massive central pillar, but both branches finish at the same point so it’s impossible to get lost if you stick to the boardwalk. The stairs and handrails are usually covered with dirt or guano, and can get very slippery in places. The rock formations are spectacular and ominous by turns, and as you slip in and out of the gloom you may find yourself thinking of Jules Verne’s
                Journey to the Centre of the Earth
            
            . When the sun hits certain overhead vents, the cave is penetrated by dramatic rays of other-worldly light. When you’re halfway through the dark passage known as 
                Gan Kira 
            (Moon Cave), try turning off your flashlight to enjoy the experience of pure, soupy blackness.

      At one time, some 470,000 bats and four million swiftlets called Niah home. There are no current figures, but the walls of the caves are no longer thick with bats and there are fewer bird’s nests to harvest.

      Several species of swiftlet nest on the cave walls. The most common by far is the glossy swiftlet, whose nest is made of vegetation and is therefore of no use in making soup. For obvious reasons, the species whose nests are edible (ie made of delicious salivary excretions) are far less abundant and can only be seen in the remotest corners of the cavern. Several types of bat also roost in the cave, but not in dense colonies, as at Gunung Mulu National Park.

      The best time to see the cave’s winged wildlife is at dusk (5.30pm to 6.45pm) during the ‘changeover’, when the swiftlets stream back to their nests and the bats come swirling out for the night’s feeding. If you decide to stick around, let staff at the park HQ’s Registration Counter know and make sure you either get back to the ferry by 7.30pm or coordinate a later pick-up time with the boatman.

            Park HQ is 15km north of Batu Niah Junction, a major transport hub on the inland (old) Miri–
            Bintulu highway. This makes getting to the park by public transport a wee bit tricky (but it’s much harder to get to from the new coastal highway). 

      
            All long-haul buses linking Miri’s Pujut Bus Terminal with Bintulu, Sibu and Kuching stop at Batu Niah Junction, but the only way to get from the junction to the park is to hire an unofficial taxi. The price should be RM30 (RM40 for a group of four) but you’ll have to nose around the junction to find one. A good place to check: the bench in front of Shen Yang Trading, at the corner of Ngu’s Garden Food Court. National park staff (or, after hours, park security personnel) can help arrange a car back to the junction.

      The park encompasses a range of low sandstone hills with an extraordinary range of plants and animals – perhaps even, as noted in Sarawak Forestry’s publications, ‘the greatest level of plant biodiversity on the planet’. Studies of a 52-hectare research plot (closed to visitors) have found an amazing 1200 tree species! Fauna include clouded leopards, barking deer, pangolins, tarsiers, five varieties of civet, 10 bat species and 50 other kinds of mammals, though you are unlikely to see many of them around park HQ. Lambir Hills is also home to an unbelievable 237 species of bird, among them eight kinds of hornbill, and 24 species of frog – and more are being found all the time.

            of mind-boggling proportions, other-worldly geological phenomena such as the Pinnacles, and brilliant old-growth tropical rainforest (the park has 17 different vegetation zones), this is truly one of the world’s wonders.

      Among the remarkable features in this 529-sq-km park are its two highest peaks, Gunung Mulu (2376m) and Gunung Api (1710m). In between are rugged karst mountains, deep gorges with crystal-clear rivers, and a unique mosaic of habitats supporting fascinating and incredibly diverse wildlife. Mulu’s most famous trekking attractions are the Pinnacles, a forest of razor-sharp limestone spires, and the so-called Headhunters’ Trail, which follows an old tribal war path down to Limbang.

      Some cave tours (especially the more difficult ones) and treks (especially the longer ones) are booked out well in advance.

      The park’s facilities are managed by Borsarmulu, a controversial private company partly owned by the sister of Sarawak’s chief minister.

            When you register, park staff will give you a placemat-sized schematic map of the park on which you can plan out your daily activities. HQ staff are generally very helpful in planning itineraries and are happy to (try to) accommodate special needs and interests (eg for family-friendly activities). 

      All the plankwalks (eg to the entrance to the Deer Cave) are wheelchair-accessible but cave interiors are not.

      The park’s excellent website (www.mulupark.com) and the brochures available at park HQ have details on walks and boat trips not covered here.

                , visitors must be accompanied by a guide licensed by Sarawak Forestry, generally supplied either by the park or by an adventure tour agency (eg those based in Kuching, Miri or Limbang). Prices in this chapter are for tours booked directly through the park, as are the time frames for making reservations; agencies charge considerably more but also supply extras, such as meals, and can often offer more flexibility when it comes to advance booking.
            

            
                If you’ve got your heart set on adventure caving, or on trekking to the Pinnacles or up to the summit of Gunung Mulu, advance reservations – by phone or email (enquiries@mulupark.com) – are a must. They’re doubly important if you’ll be coming in July, August or September, when some routes are booked out several months ahead, and are absolutely crucial if your travel dates are not flexible. If this is your situation, don’t buy your air tickets until your trek or caving dates are confirmed. 

            
                Bookings are not a zero sum game: if the park has sufficient advance notice of your plans, they may be able to reassign guides to accommodate you. And if you can spend a week or two hanging out at the park (this usually means staying in a basic guesthouse outside the park’s boundaries as in-park accommodation is in very short supply), trekking and caving slots do sometimes open up.
            

            
                The park’s own trekking and caving guides are well trained and speak good English but there are only about 15 of them. Park administrators have been working to improve the quality of the guides but this process has excluded – and thus angered – some locals who used to earn a living as (semi-qualified) park guides.
            

            
                Some travellers hire freelance guides unattached to a tour agency, eg from a nearby village. Despite being licensed by Sarawak Forestry (they wouldn’t be allowed to operate in the park if they weren’t), such guides’ nature knowledge and English skills vary widely, from excellent to barely sufficient. In addition, they may lack state-of-the-art safety training and equipment (eg two-way radios, which the park supplies to all of its own guides) and, perhaps most importantly, are unlikely to have proper insurance, a factor that could be crucial if a helicopter evacuation is necessary.
            

            
                A caving group must consist of at least four participants (including the guide) so that if someone is injured, one person can stay with them and the other two can head out of the cave together to seek help.

            The ideal first-night introduction to the park’s nocturnal fauna, this 1½- to two-hour walk (the route varies) wends its way through alluvial forest. Creatures you’re very likely to see – but only after the guide points them out – include tree frogs just 1cm long, enormous spiders, vine snakes that are a dead ringer for a vine wrapped around a branch, and stick insects (phasmids), extraordinary creatures up to 30cm long that look like they’ve been assembled from pencils and toothpicks. If you put your torch (bring one!) up to eye level and shine it into the foliage, the eyes of spiders and other creatures will reflect brightly back.

      Don’t wear insect repellent or you risk repelling some of the insects you’re trying to see. Mozzies are not a problem.

      If you order dinner at the Wild Mulu Café before heading out, you can pick it up when you return (make sure you’re back before 9.30pm). Eateries outside the park stay open later.

      You can take the nightwalk trail on your own, without a guide, either before 5pm (so that your scent, which scares away the wildlife, dissipates before the guided group comes through) or after 8pm. Make sure you inform either the park office or, when it’s closed, someone in the Park Security pavilion. Between 5pm and 8pm, you can design your own nightwalk by taking trails the guided group isn’t using.

The highlight here is not so much what’s in the caves as what comes out of them every evening around dusk (unless it’s 
            raining): millions of bats in spiralling, twirling clouds that look a bit like swarms of cartoon bees. It’s an awe-inspiring sight. The bats’ corkscrew trajectory is designed to foil the dinner plans of bat hawks perched on the surrounding cliffs. Count on getting back to park HQ at around 7pm.

      The Deer Cave – over 2km in length and 174m high – is the world’s largest cave passage open to the public. (It was considered the world’s largest cave passage, full stop, until what may be an even larger one was discovered in Vietnam in 2009.) It is home to two million to three million bats belonging to 12 species (more than in any other single cave in the world) who cling to the roof in a seething black mass as they gear up for their evening prowl.

      We’re not sure who did the calculations or how, but it’s said that the Deer Cave’s bats devour 30 tonnes of mosquitoes every night. That’s one reason why mosquito bites are almost unknown at Mulu.

      If it’s raining, the bats usually (but not always) stay home because echolocation (the way they find prey) is not very good at honing in on flying insects amid an onslaught of raindrops.

            Zipping along an upland jungle river in a flat-bottomed longboat is not a bad way to start the day! This tour takes about four hours, leaving time for another cave visit in the afternoon – or the afternoon flight to Miri.

      The Wind Cave, named for the deliciously cool breezes that flow through it, has several chambers – including the cathedral-like King’s Chamber – filled with phantasmagorical forests of stalactites and stalagmites. Clearwater Cave is vast – as of 2012, 225km of passages had been surveyed – of which only a tiny segment is open to casual visitors. As the name suggests, the highlight here is an underground clearwater river.

      After visiting the caves, you can take a dip in the refreshingly cool waters of a sandy swimming hole so don’t forget your swimsuit; changing facilities are available. It’s no longer possible to walk back to park HQ.

      Tours begin with a stop at the riverside village of Batu Bungan, set up by the government as part of a campaign to discourage the nomadic lifestyle of the Penan. Locals sell trinkets and handicrafts.

            This route through Lagang Cave has gotten rave reviews since it opened in 2010 thanks to its extraordinary stalactites and stalagmites. Keep an eye out for ‘moonmilk’, a fibrous mineral formation – known to scientists as Lublinite – created when bacteria break down calcite, the main component of limestone. Don’t touch it – it’s very fragile! 

      Getting to the cave requires a one-hour walk; the entire visit takes three or four hours. Groups are limited to eight people.

            Cave routes that require special equipment and a degree of caving (spelunking) experience are known here as ‘adventure caves’. Rosters for the eight half- or all-day options fill up early so reserve well ahead. Groups are limited to eight participants. Heavy rains can cause caves to flood.
        

      Caving routes are graded beginner, intermediate and advanced; guides determine each visitors’ suitability based on their previous caving experience. If you have no background in spelunking, you will be required to do an intermediate route (Racer Cave) before moving on to an advanced one. Minimum ages are 12 for intermediate and 16 for advanced. The park office has details on ‘family adventure caving’, ie a section of Lagang Cave that’s suitable for the entire family. Fees include a helmet and a headlamp; bring closed shoes, a first-aid kit and clothes you won’t mind getting dirty in.

      Keep in mind that adventure caving is not for everyone, and halfway into a cave passage is not the best time to discover that you suffer from claustrophobia, fear the dark or simply don’t like slithering in the mud with all sorts of unknown creepy crawlies.

Coming down is just as taxing so when you stagger into Camp 5, a swim in the cool, clear river may look pretty enticing. The trail passes through some gorgeous jungle.

      Bring shoes that will give you traction on sharp and slippery rocks, bedding (many people find that a sarong is warm enough at Camp 5) and enough food (eg instant noodles) for six meals. Cooking equipment and gas stoves are available at Camp 5, home – 
            recent climbers report – to lots of stinging bees.

            The climb to the summit of Gunung Mulu (2376m) – described recently by one satisfied ascendee as ‘gruelling’ and, near the top, ‘treacherous’ – is a classic Borneo adventure. If you’re very fit and looking for real adventure, this 24km trek may be for you.

      Bring proper hiking shoes, a sleeping bag (Camp 4 can get quite chilly), a sleeping pad (unless you don’t mind sleeping on wooden boards), rain gear (some groups end up having rain the whole way) and enough food for four days. The camps along the way have very basic cooking equipment, including a gas stove. Bring water-purification tablets if you’re leery of drinking the rainwater collected at shelters en route. Near the summit you may spend much of your time inside clouds; a fleece jacket is the best way to ward off the damp and cold. Recent trekkers report having been visited by rats at Camp 3 and by squirrels who were ‘keen on noodles’ at Camp 4. The trip takes four days and three nights.

      The physically undemanding Headhunters’ Trail is a backdoor route from Mulu to Limbang and can be done in either direction, although most people start at the park. The route is named after the Kayan war parties that used to make their way up the Sungai Melinau from the Baram area to the Melinau Gorge, then dragged their canoes overland to the Sungai Terikan to raid the peoples of the Limbang region.

      Starting in Limbang, it’s possible travel up to the park without a guide, hiring transport (a vehicle and then a boat) as you go. The journey takes two days and one night. If you’re on your own, don’t forget to contact the park to reserve sleeping space at Camp 5.

            Nestled in Sarawak’s northeastern corner, the upland rainforests of the Kelabit (keh-
            
                lah
            
            -bit) Highlands are sandwiched between Gunung Mulu National Park and the Indonesian state of East Kalimantan. The main activity here, other than enjoying the clean, cool air, is trekking from longhouse to longhouse on mountain trails. Unfortunately, logging roads – ostensibly for ‘selective’ logging – are encroaching and some of the Highlands’ primary forests have already succumbed to the chainsaw.
        

      The area is home to the Kelabits, an Orang Ulu (inland Dayak) group who number only about 6500 worldwide and who inspire awe throughout Sarawak for their unparalleled ability to wrangle government investments and subsidies.             The ‘capital’ of the Highlands, Bario consists of about a dozen ‘villages’ – each with its own church – spread over a beautiful valley, much (though less and less) of it given over to growing the renowned local rice. Some of the appeal lies in the mountain climate (the valley is 1500m above sea level) and splendid isolation (the only access is by air and torturous 4WD track), but above all it’s the unforced hospitality of the Kelabit people that will quickly win you over. An amazing number of travellers find themselves extending their stays in Bario by days, weeks or even years. Do yourself a favour and get stuck here for a while!
        

      Before the Konfrontasi, Bario consisted of only one small longhouse, but in 1963 residents of longhouses near the frontier fled raids by Indonesian troops and settled here for safety.

      Except for a few places powered by a small hydroelectric dam and by photovoltaic cells (a large solar farm is planned), Bario has electricity – provided by private generators – only in the evening. It’s hard to imagine life in hyper-social Bario without the mobile phone, a technology unknown in these parts until 2009.

      
        
            
                THE PENAN
            

            
                
                The Kelabit Highlands are home not only to the Kelabits but also the Penan, an indigenous group that was nomadic – surviving almost exclusively on hunting and gathering – until quite recently and has fared much less well than other indigenous groups in modern Malaysia. The Penan are often looked down upon, and discriminated against, by other Orang Ulu groups. Around Bario, if you see barefoot people wearing ragged clothes who drop their gaze when you approach, you can be sure they’re Penan. Kelabits have intermarried with Chinese, Westerners, Malays and other Orang Ulu groups for several generations but the first Kelabit-Penan marriage took place only recently.
            

            
                Since independence, the Sarawak state government has often sold off rainforest lands to well-connected logging companies and then evicted the Penan and other Dayak groups with minimal or no compensation. The Swiss rainforest and human-rights advocate

                spent years living with the Penan and agitating to protect their human and civil rights. He disappeared near Bario in May 2000 and is presumed dead – many people, in the Kelabit Highlands and abroad, suspect he was murdered.

      A few of the older residents still have earlobes that hang almost down to their shoulders, created by a lifetime of wearing heavy brass earrings. If you’d like a picture, it’s good form to chat with them a bit (they may offer you something to drink) and only then to ask if they’d be willing to be photographed. Afterwards you might want to leave a small tip (RM5 or RM10).

      Bario Asal has 24-hour electricity (evenings only during dry spells) thanks to a micro-hydro project salvaged from a larger government-funded project that functioned for just 45 minutes after it was switched on in 1999 (it had been designed to operate on a much larger river).

Some of the most relaxing establishments are a bit out of town (up to 5km). Air-con is not necessary up in Bario but hot water – alas, not yet an option – will some day be a nice treat. Almost all rooms have shared bathroom facilities. If you’re on a very tight budget, enquire about renting a bed without board.

            (www.maswings.com.my). Weather (especially high winds) not infrequently causes delays and cancellations. For flight updates or if you’re having a problem making a flight out of Bario, just ring the friendly staff at the airport.

      
            Twin Otters have strict weight limits, so much so that checked baggage is limited to 10kg, carry-ons to 5kg and passengers themselves are weighed on a giant scale when they check in. Enforcement is particularly strict on the way up because planes have to carry enough fuel to get back to Miri, and more cargo is flown into Bario than out. For the same reason, it’s easier to find a seat from Bario to Miri than the other way around. Consider leaving some of your belongings in Miri at your hotel or guesthouse.
        

      
            When you land in Bario, the first thing you should do is register for your flight out at the counter – your name will be inscribed in a crumpled old ledger. A schematic map of the Bario area is posted on a nearby wall.
        

      
            The airport is about a 30-minute walk south of the shophouses but you’re bound to be offered a lift on arrival. As you’ll notice, the people of Bario treat the air link to Miri almost like their own private airline and absolutely love dropping by the wi-fi-equipped airport terminal to meet flights, hang out with arriving or departing friends, and surf the net.

            The overland trip between Bario and Miri, possible only by 4WD (per person RM150), takes 12 hours at the very least and sometimes a lot more, the determining factors being the weather and the condition of the rough logging roads and their old wooden bridges. When things get ugly, vehicles travel in convoys so when one gets stuck the others can push or winch it out. At press time, some sectors were being upgraded to make the route safer and more reliable.

                Bario is famous throughout Malaysia for two things: Bario rice, whose grains are smaller and more aromatic than lowland varieties; and sweeter-than-sweet pineapples (RM2.50 in Bario) that are free of the pucker-inducing acidity of their coastal cousins. Outside of the Kelabit Highlands, 1kg of Bario rice can cost a whopping RM16 and Bario pineapples are usually unavailable at any price.
            

        

      

      
            TREKKING IN THE KELABIT HIGHLANDS
        

      
            
            The temperate highlands up along Sarawak’s far eastern border with Indonesia offer some of the best jungle trekking in Borneo, taking in farming villages, rugged peaks and supremely remote Kenyah, Penan and Kelabit settlements. Most trails traverse a variety of primary and secondary forests, as well as an increasing number of logged areas. Treks from Bario range from easy overnight excursions to nearby longhouses to one-week slogs over the border into the wilds of 
            Kalimantan.

      While the Highlands are certainly cooler than Borneo’s coastal regions, it’s still hard work trekking up here (don’t forget the altitude) and you should be in fairly good shape to consider a multi-day trek. Be prepared to encounter leeches – many trails are literally crawling with them. Bring extra cell-phone and camera batteries as charging may not be possible.

      The routes we list are intended to serve as a starting point. With so many trails in the area, there is ample scope for custom routes and creative planning.


      
        
            
                HIRING A GUIDE: THE PRACTICALITIES
            

            
                
                With very few exceptions, the only way to explore the Kelabit Highlands is to hire a local guide. Fortunately, this could hardly be easier. Any of the guesthouses in Bario can organise a wide variety of short walks and longer treks led by guides they know and rely on. Some of the best guides for longer treks live in Pa’ Lungan, an easy walk from Bario. If you link up with other travellers in Bario or Miri, the cost of a guide can be shared.
            

            
                Although there’s a growing shortage of guides, in general it’s no problem to just turn up in Bario and make arrangements after you arrive, especially if you don’t mind hanging out for day or two in Bario. If you’re in a hurry, though, or your trip coincides with the prime tourism months of July and August, consider making arrangements with your guesthouse in advance by email or phone.
            

            
                The going rate for guides is RM100 per day for either a Bario-based day trip or a longer trek. Some itineraries involve either river trips (highly recommended if the water is high enough) or travel by 4WD – naturally, these significantly increase the cost. The going rate for a porter is RM80 to RM100 a day.
            

            
                If you are connecting the dots between rural longhouses, expect to pay RM70 for a night’s sleep plus three meals (you can opt out of lunch and save RM10 or RM15). Gifts are not obligatory but the people who live in remote longhouses are appreciative if, after you drink tea or coffee with them, you offer RM10 ‘to cover the costs’ or ‘to buy pens and paper for the children’.
            

            
                If your route requires that you camp in the forest, expect to pay approximately RM120 per night; in addition, you may be asked to supply food, which is provided for both you and your guide when you stay in a longhouse. Equipment for jungle camping (eg a sleeping bag, hammock, mozzie net and bed roll) cannot be purchased in Bario so it’s a good idea to bring your own, though Bario Asal Longhouse may be able to rent it out. 

            
                If you’re trekking in one direction only (eg Bario to Ba Kelalan), you will be asked to continue paying the guiding fee while your guide returns home through the jungle (in this scenario, it would take them two days to trek from Ba Kelalan back to Bario).
            

            
                Detailed topographical maps of Sarawak exist but it’s nearly impossible to get hold of them. According to in-the-know locals, the government’s calculation seems to be that activists will find it harder to fight for native land rights if they lack proper maps.

All you need is a

            The three- to four-day trek from Bario to Ba Kelalan covers a variety of mostly gentle terrain – some of it on the Indonesian side of the frontier – and gives a good overview of the Kelabit Highlands. An alternative route, the Kalimantan Loop, which takes five to seven days, goes deeper into Kalimantan, passing by Lembudud.
        

      To avoid doubling back, you can trek from Bario to Ba Kelalan and then fly or take a 4WD down to the coast. Remember, though that you’ll have to pay the guide for the two days it will take him to walk back to Bario.

            If you were sitting on the left side of the plane from Miri to Bario, you probably caught a glimpse of the two massive limestone spires known as Batu Lawi, the taller of which soars to 2040m. During WWII they were used as a landmark for parachute drops.
        

      While an ascent of the higher of the two rock formations, known as the ‘male peak’, is only for expert technical rock climbers, ascending the lower ‘female peak’ – described by one veteran trekker as ‘awe-inspiring’ – is possible for fit trekkers without special skills. It’s a tough, four- or five-day return trip from Bario. Be prepared to spend the second day passing through areas that have been impacted by logging. Only a handful of guides are experienced enough to tackle Batu Lawi – perhaps the best is Richard from Pa’ Ukat.

Old-growth greenery abounds, especially in verdant Ulu Temburong National Park. Because booze is banned, the citizens of the capital, Bandar Seri Begawan (BSB), are mad for food and shopping.

            Cities built on oil money tend to be flashy places, but with the exception of a palace you usually can’t enter, a couple of enormous mosques and one wedding cake of a hotel, Bandar (as the capital is known, or just BSB) is a pretty understated place. Urban life pretty much revolves around malls, restaurants and, depending on your level of piety, illicit parties or Islam (and sometimes both). BSB does have a few museums and the biggest water village in the world, a little slice of vintage that speaks to the Bruneian love of cosiness and nostalgia.
        

      BSB’s city centre is on the north bank of Sungai Brunei at a spot – 12km upriver from Brunei Bay – that’s easy to defend against seaborne attack and sheltered from both storms and tsunamis. During the Japanese occupation, the city centre – known until 1970 as Brunei Town – was severely damaged by Allied bombing.

            Home to an estimated 20,000 people, Kampung Ayer consists of 28 contiguous stilt villages – named after the crafts and occupations traditionally practiced there – built along both (but especially the southern) banks of Sungai Brunei. A century ago, half of Brunei’s population lived here, and even today many Bruneians – despite government inducements – still prefer the lifestyle of the water village to residency on dry land. If you look to the main roads on the opposite banks of the village you’ll see luxury cars lined up on the shoulder of the road; many of these cars belong to water village residents. That said, Kampung Ayer is also home to a sizable population of undocumented immigrants that constitute Brunei’s underclass.

      Founded at least a thousand years ago, the village is considered the largest stilt settlement in the world and has its own schools, mosques, police stations and fire brigade. The houses, painted sun-bleached shades of green, blue, pink and yellow, have not been cutesified for tourists, so while it’s far from squalid, be prepared for trash that, at low tide, carpets the intertidal mud under the banisterless boardwalks, some with missing planks. When Venetian scholar Antonio Pigafetta, who accompanied Ferdinand Magellan on his last voyage, visited Kampung Ayer in 1521, he dubbed it the ‘Venice of the East’, which is, as descriptions go, a bit ambitious.

      A good place to start a visit – and get acquainted with Brunei’s pre-oil culture – is the

Like many of the sultanate’s public institutions, this one is overstaffed, yet somehow seems underserviced, leading to lots of people who spend much of their time just standing around. A square, glass-enclosed 
                viewing tower
             
            offers panoramic views of the scene below.

      Getting across the river from the city centre (ie the area next to and east of the Yayasan Complex) or the eastern bank of Sungai Kianggeh is a breeze. Just stand somewhere a water taxi – BSB’s souped-up version of the gondola – can dock and flag an empty one down.

            (the same side as the city centre), follow the plankwalks that head southwest from Omar Ali Saifuddien Mosque, or those leading west (parallel to the river) from the Yayasan Complex, itself built on the site of a one-time water village.

If you’re visiting during the holiest month of the Islamic year, keep in mind that by around 3pm, most people – especially drivers – are tired or stressed or both thanks to the daily fast. It’s a documented fact that many car accidents occur at this time, and it’s an anecdotal observation that normally polite Bruneians can get downright testy around this time.             Built from 1954 to 1958, Masjid Omar Ali Saifuddien – named after the 28th sultan of Brunei (the late father of the current sultan) – is surrounded by an artificial lagoon that serves as a reflecting pool. The mosque is basically the happening centre of city life in Bandar come evenings; folks come for prayer, then leave to eat or shop, which is sort of Brunei in a nutshell. The 44m minaret makes it the tallest building in central BSB, and woe betide anyone who tries to outdo it – apparently the nearby Islamic Bank of Brunei building originally exceeded this height and so had its top storey removed by order of the sultan.

      This being Brunei, the interior is pretty lavish. The floor and walls are made from the finest Italian marble, the stained-glass windows and chandeliers were crafted in England, and the luxurious carpets were flown in from Saudi Arabia and Belgium. Jigsaw enthusiasts can admire the 3.5-million-piece Venetian mosaic inside the main dome.

            The one-time residence of Britain’s colonial-era high commissioners, said to be the sultanate’s oldest extant building, is now a museum dedicated to the longstanding ‘special relationship’ between Brunei and the UK. The evocative photos include views of Brunei as it looked a century ago and many fine shots of Queen Elizabeth II. The swimming pool out the back is rumoured to be haunted – during WWII the Japanese executed people there. It was unaccountably closed when we visited, so you may want to call ahead.

      The building is 1.5km southeast of Sungai Kianggeh, towards the Brunei Museum, on a hilltop dominating the river. To get here from the city centre, take the Central Bus line, a taxi or a water taxi.

            Built in 1992 to celebrate the 25th year of the current sultan’s reign, Brunei’s largest mosque and its four terrazzo-tiled minarets dominate the ‘suburbs’ of BSB. It’s certainly a...noticable building; because the sultan is his dynasty’s 29th ruler, the complex is adorned with 29 golden domes. At night the mosque is lit up like a gold flame.

      The interior is best described as jaw-droppingly over-the-top. The sheer volume in itself is amazing, not to mention the myriad woven rugs scattered across the men’s prayer hall.

      The mosque is about 3km northwest of the city centre towards Gadong. To get here, take buses 1 or 22 from the main bus terminal.

            If you drink too much water before visiting Istana Nurul Iman (Palace of the Light of the Faith), the official residence of the sultan, never fear: the palace has 257 bathrooms. The 200,000-sq-m behemoth boasts 1531 more rooms (that’s 1788 in total) and is one of the largest habitations of any sort in the world – more than four times the size of the Palace of Versailles and three times larger than Buckingham Palace.

      Designed by Filipino architect Leandro Locsin, the palace – 3km southwest of the centre of town – mixes Malay and Islamic elements with the sweep and oversized grandeur of an airport terminal. Nonetheless, it’s relatively attractive from a distance or when illuminated in the evening.

      Istana Nurul Iman is open to the public only during the three-day Hari Raya Aidil Fitri festivities at the end of Ramadan. The best way to check it out the other 362 days of the year, is to take a water-taxi cruise or to stop by the riverside pavilion at

            In its heyday, this B$1 billion amusement park, a Prince Jefri project opened in 1994, was the pride of Brunei, and the only major modern amusement park in Southeast Asia. The concert hall hosted free shows by the likes of Whitney Houston and Michael Jackson, the latter to celebrate the sultan’s 50th birthday, and the many rides included a giant roller coaster. 

      That attraction, along with most of the others, was sold off to repay debts, and today Jerudong is mostly a depressing lesson in hubris and economics: don’t build something people don’t want. Ostensibly 10 rides, including a merry-go-round and junior bumper cars, still operate. In our experience, this is not a sound assumption to make, so ask the person in front if any rides work before you buy a ride ticket. The park seems pretty busy on weekends, which is probably the best time to visit. The rumour is some party out there wants to convert the park into a smaller children’s play area with basic rides and attractions, which sounds like a lovely idea.

      There is no bus service to the park, which is near the coast about 20km northwest of BSB, so the only way to get here is by taxi (about B$35 from the centre) or private car.

      The beaches are about 25km northeast of BSB around the cargo, ferry and naval port of Muara, the site of an Australian amphibious landing in April 1945. Muara’s town centre is served by buses 37, 38 and 39 (B$1) from BSB city centre; bus 33 will take you from Muara town to Pantai Muara. Anyways, now anyone with a thing for Las Vegas–style bling can hang out in the lobby and enjoy one of the US$500,000 lamps made of gold and Baccarat crystal (the other one in the Emperor Suite can be appreciated privately for around B$17,000 per night). Even the cheapest rooms (except the recently opened Ocean rooms) have remote-control everything, hand-woven carpets, gold-plated power points and enormous bathrooms with marble floors, but the decor still somehow feels stodgy and unimaginative. But hey, worth a visit for the gilded spectacle; tea in the Lobby Lounge costs a mere B$5 a pot and the enormous pool complex outside is popular with expats and the wealthy.                 Travel by sea to Sabah is the easiest option, avoiding the hassles and delays of land borders – traffic at the Kuala Lurah crossing has been known to cause three-hour delays. Car ferries from Serasa Ferry Terminal in Muara, about 20km northeast of BSB, to the Malaysian federal territory of Pulau Labuan (1½ hours) are run by PKL Jaya Sendirian. If you’ve got a car, get there at least an hour before sailing.

            
                PKL Jaya Sendirian also operates a car-ferry service from the Serasa Ferry Terminal to the Sabah port of Menumbok (2½ hours), which is 152km by road from Kota Kinabalu. Adult/car B$35/90 from Muara, RM80/210 from Menumbok; departures at 10.30am from Muara, 4pm from Menumbok. A new ferry service on the Kimanis-1 boat was scheduled to begin three round-trip services between BSB and Menumbok via Labuan as of press time.
            

            
                Three express buses a day (B$3, 40 minutes) link BSB direct with the ferry; departures from BSB’s bus terminal (from the berth for bus 39) are at 6.30am, 11.30am and 2.15pm. To go by public transport, you can take a more convoluted trip via bus 37, 38 or 39 to Muara town (B$1 at least twice an hour); from there it’s a short ride on bus 33 to the ferry.

            Brunei’s public bus system, run by a variety of companies, is rather chaotic, at least to the uninitiated, so getting around by public transport takes effort. Buses (B$1) operate daily from 6.30am to about 6.30pm (7pm on some lines); after that, your options are taking a cab or hoofing it. If you’re heading out of town and will need to catch a bus back, ask the driver if and when they’re coming back and when the last bus back is. 

      
            Finding stops can be a challenge – some are marked by black-and-white-striped uprights or a shelter, others by a yellow triangle painted on the pavement, and yet others by no discernible symbol. Fortunately, numbers are prominently displayed on each 20- or 40-passenger bus.
        

      
            The bus station lacks an information office or a ticket counter, and while the schematic wall map may make sense to BSB natives, it’s a bit of a cipher to the uninitiated. Some tourist brochures include a schematic route map.

            Brunei has Southeast Asia’s cheapest petrol – gasoline is just B$0.53 a litre and diesel goes for only B$0.30! If you’re driving a car (eg a rental) with Malaysian plates and are not a Brunei resident, you’ll be taken to a special pump to pay more (this is to prevent smuggling).
        

      
            Hiring a car is a good way to explore Brunei’s hinterland. Prices start at about B$80 a day. Surcharges may apply if the car is taken into Sarawak. Most agencies will bring the car to your hotel and pick it up when you’ve finished, and drivers can also be arranged, though this could add B$100 to the daily cost. The main roads are in good condition, but some back roads require a 4WD.

            Taxis are a convenient way of exploring BSB – if you can find one, that is. There is no centralised taxi dispatcher and it’s difficult or impossible to flag down a cab on the street. Hotels can provide drivers’ cell-phone numbers. Most taxis have yellow tops; a few serving the airport are all white.
        

      
            BSB’s only proper taxi rank is two blocks north of the waterfront at the bus terminal on Jln Cator.
        

      
            Some taxis use meters ($B3 for the first kilometre, and $B1 for every kilometre thereafter), although many drivers will just try to negotiate a fare with you. Fares go up by 50% after 10pm; the charge for an hour of wait time is B$30 to B$35. Sample day-time taxi fares from the city centre include the Brunei Museum (B$10), Gadong (B$15), the airport (B$30), the Serasa Ferry Terminal in Muara (B$35), the Empire Hotel & Country Club (B$35) and the Jerudong Park Playground (B$35 to B$40).

            If your destination is near the river, water taxis – the same little motorboats that ferry people to and from Kampung Ayer – are a good way of getting there. You can hail a water taxi anywhere on the waterfront a boat can dock, as well as along Venice-themed Sungai Kianggeh. Crossing straight across the river is supposed to cost B$0.50 per person; diagonal crossings cost more.

            This odd little exclave (that means a part of a country physically separated from the rest of the nation; feel free to take that to the next pub quiz night) is barely larger than Penang, but happens to contain one of the best preserved tracts of primary rainforest in all of Borneo. The main draw is the brilliant Ulu Temburong National Park, accessible only by longboat.
        

      The speedboat ride from BSB out to Bangar, the district capital, is the most fun you can possibly have for B$6. You roar down Sungai Brunei, slap through the nipah-lined waterways and then tilt and weave through mangroves into the mouth of Sungai Temburong.

      Want to get depressed? Go to Google Earth and look at the outline of Temburong District. It’s easy to spot: at the Brunei frontier, Malaysia’s logging roads – irregular gashes of eroded earth – and trashed hillsides give way to a smooth carpet of trackless, uninhabited virgin rainforest. Until not long ago, almost all of Borneo looked like this.

            , located in the heart of a 500-sq-km area of pristine rainforest covering most of southern Temburong. It’s so untouched that only about 1 sq km of the park is accessible to tourists, who are only admitted as part of guided tour packages. To protect it for future generations, the rest is off-limits to everyone except scientists, who flock here from around the world. Permitted activities include a canopy walk, some short jungle walks, and swimming in the cool mountain waters of Sungai Temburong – so don’t forget your swimsuit.
        

      The forests of Ulu Temburong are teeming with life, including as many as 400 kinds of butterfly, but don’t count on seeing many vertebrates. The best times to spot birds and animals, in the rainforest and along river banks, are around sunrise and sunset, but you’re much more likely to hear hornbills and Bornean gibbons than to see them.

The exhilarating trip, which takes 25 to 40 minutes from Batang Duri, is tough on the boats, which last just a few years, and challenging even for experienced skippers, who need a variety of skills to shoot the rapids – going upstream – in a manner reminiscent of a salmon: submerged boulders and logs have to be dodged, hanging vines must be evaded and the outboard must be taken out of the water at exactly the right moment. When it rains, the water level can quickly rise by up to 2m, but if the river is low you might have to get out and push.

      The park’s main attraction is a delicate aluminium walkway, secured by guy-wires, that takes you through (or, more accurately, near) the jungle canopy, up to 60m above the forest floor. In primary rainforests, only limited vegetation can grow on the ground because so little light penetrates, but up in the canopy all manner of life proliferates. Unfortunately, there are no explanatory signs here and some guides don’t have the background to explain the importance of the canopy ecosystem and point out the huge variety of organisms that can live on a single tree: orchids, bird’s-nest ferns and other epiphytes; ants and myriad other insects; amphibians and snakes; and a huge selection of birds.

      The views of nearby hills and valleys from the walkway are breathtaking, if you can get over the vertigo – the tower, built by Shell using oil-rig scaffolding technology, wobbles in the wind. Whatever you do, don’t think of metal fatigue or lightning. If you’d like to share the experience with friends or loved ones back home and have a Malaysian cell phone, the tops of the towers are a good place to catch a cross-border signal.

      The trail up to the canopy walk begins near the confluence of Sungais Belalong and Temburong. It’s a short, steep, sweaty walk. If you stay overnight at the resort, you can do the canopy walk at sunrise, when birds and animals are most likely to be around.

      At one small waterfall, just outside the boundaries of the national park, you can stand in a pool, and 2cm- to 4cm-long fish that look like tiny sharks will come up and nibble your feet, giving you a gentle, ticklish pedicure as they feast on the dry skin between your toes. In recent years, the city-state has been revamping itself as Asia’s new ‘it kid’, subverting staid stereotypes with cutting-edge architecture, dynamic museums and hip boutiques. Some of the world’s hottest creatives have set up shop on these steamy streets, from celebrity New York chefs to fashion-forward local designers. Beyond the new and the hyped is a well-worn brew of Chinese, Malay, Indian and Western traditions, of hypnotic temples, gut-rumbling food markets and pockets of steamy jungle.             Singapore has hardly looked back since Sir Thomas Stamford Raffles stepped into the mud in 1819 hell-bent on making the island a bastion of the British Empire. Despite a few ups and downs – invasion by the Japanese in WWII and getting booted out of the nascent federation of Malaysia in 1965 – the island has prospered in its role as a free-trade hub for Southeast Asia.
        

      Yet despite a GDP growth rate of 14.9% in 2010 (number three in the world), the general election of 2011 delivered the highest proportion of contested seats (94.3%) since Singapore’s independence in 1965. The election outcome saw the ruling People’s Action Party (PAP) lose 6.46% of the electorate; in 2006, the party lost 8.69% of votes. The biggest gains went to the rival Worker’s Party (WP), whose agenda better reflected concerns on the street, from housing affordability to an increasingly strained healthcare and transport system.

      The strain is hardly surprising: Singapore’s population has more than doubled from 2.4 million in 1980 to 5.1 million in 2011, mostly due to immigration. At 9.5 births per 1000 people, Singapore itself has one of the world’s lowest birthrates. It’s a fact not lost on Singapore’s anxious government, which has offered everything from baby bonus tax breaks to government-subsidised speed dating events and salsa dance classes for singles. In the lead up to National Day in 2012, even mint-maker Mentos got in on the act, releasing a cheeky, viral tune with lyrics including: ‘It’s National Night and I want a baby, boo, I know you want it, so does the SDU (Social Development Unit)’. In typical Singaporean style, the video came with an important disclaimer, stating that only ‘financially secure adults in stable, committed, long-term relationships should participate’.

            Singapore’s main city area is located on the southern part of the island. Here you’ll find the Singapore River, flanked by Boat Quay, Clarke Quay and Robertson Quay. South of the river lie the CBD (Central Business District) and Chinatown, while immediately north of the river is the Colonial (also referred to as the Civic) District. Further north is Little India and Kampong Glam, while east of Kampong Glam you’ll find Geylang, Katong (Joo Chiat), East Coast Park and Changi. Northwest of the Colonial District is Orchard Road, while further west still lie the Singapore Botanic Gardens, and expat enclaves Dempsey Hill and Holland Village. At the river’s mouth is Marina Bay, while further southwest lies Sentosa Island. Central-north Singapore is where you’ll find Singapore Zoo and Night Safari.

            More about the vibe than must-see sites, historic Chinatown is a restless cacophony of scented temples, wet markets and hawker centres, antique shops, and retro malls
            peddling cheap reflexology. Restored shophouses belie the area’s rough ’n’ ready past, evocatively documented at the Chinatown Heritage Centre. Trendy night owls sip and sup on Ann Siang Hill, or south of Maxwell Rd in the equally gentrified Duxton Hill area. 

      Wedged between Chinatown and the Singapore River, the Central Business District (CBD) serves up some fantastic sculptures, especially around Raffles Place and the river. The area also harbours a few surviving colonial relics, the finest of which is the mighty Fullerton Hotel, housed in the former general post office.

      Interestingly, the building was designed by an Irish architect who worked for the same company that designed the Raffles Hotel. Bear in mind that this is a functioning mosque and only go inside if there isn’t a prayer session going on.             Even if you’re not a zoo fan, Singapore Zoo should leave you purring. Set on a peninsula jutting into the Upper Seletar Reservoir, its 28 lushly landscaped hectares feel like an oasis. Cages are ditched for ‘open concept’ enclosures, and there is a range of engaging child-friendly shows and feeding sessions.

      In fact, there are more than 2800 residents here and most of them seem pretty happy. Attractions such as the ‘The Great Rift Valley of Ethiopia’ enclosure convey entire ecosystems: animal, mineral, vegetable and human. Visitors can stand behind a window in ‘Ethiopia’ and watch 50 shameless red-bummed baboons doing things that Singaporeans get arrested for. Get around the zoo on foot or by tram (adult/child S$5/2.50); the zoo’s 15-minute reservoir boat ride offers a relaxing interlude. Save money by buying a three-in-one ticket (adult/child S$58/38) for the zoo, the Night Safari (Click here
            ) and Jurong Bird Park (

            Night Safari offers a very different type of after-dark thrill. The park’s moats and barriers seem to melt away in the darkness, giving you the feeling of travelling through a mysterious jungle filled with over 120 species of animals, including lions and leopards. While you can walk around the three trails, the best experience is on the tram tour (adult/child S$10/5).

      Consider coming early, when the animals have just been fed and are happy to come out to play, and never use the flash on your camera (it unsettles the animals).

      Also, don’t miss the impressive, humorous ‘Creatures of the Night’ show (7.30pm, 8.30pm, 9.30pm, plus 10.30pm Friday and Saturday), which will make you wonder why we ever bothered to evolve. To save money, consider buying a combined Zoo (Click here
            ) and Night Safari ticket (adult/child S$42/28). After the Night Safari catch a return bus by 10.45pm to ensure you make the last train from Ang Mo Kio (11.30pm). Otherwise, there’s a taxi rank out the front. Expect to pay around S$20 for a taxi ride back to central Singapore.

            Singapore’s steamy heart of darkness is Bukit Timah Nature Reserve, a 164-hectare tract of undeveloped primary rainforest clinging to Singapore’s highest peak, Bukit Timah (163.63m). Five walking trails weave through the reserve, taking anywhere from 35 minutes to two-hours return, while cyclists can peddle over 6km of bike trails circumnavigating the forest – pick up a trail map from the visitors centre.

      The most popular and easiest of the walking trails is the concrete-paved route straight to the summit, though you should leave time to explore the less busy side trails too. The steep paths are sweaty work, so take plenty of water, embalm yourself in mosquito repellent, and don’t feed the monkeys no matter how politely they ask.

      Monkeys aside, the reserve’s unbroken forest canopy shelters numerous surviving species of Singapore’s native wildlife, including pythons and dozens of bird species. To get here catch bus 171 from Orchard MRT or bus 75 from the CBD. Get off at the Bukit Timah Shopping Centre; the park’s entrance is about 1km north along Hindhede Dr.

Whichever trail you choose, you’ll almost certainly encounter monkeys (long-tailed macaques) in the forest.             The austere white structures and rolling manicured lawns of the Kranji War Memorial contain the WWII graves of thousands of Allied troops. Walls are inscribed with the names of 24,346 men and women who lost their lives in Southeast Asia, while more than a few of the headstones are simply engraved with ‘A Soldier of the 1939-1945 War’. 

      Row 262 has the name of a suspected (but never convicted) Japanese spy, Patrick Balcombe Heenan, while the bodies of Singapore’s first two prime ministers are interred at the front.

      The memorial is near the Causeway, off Woodlands Rd. To get here catch the MRT to Kranji, then walk 10 minutes, or take bus 170 two stops west.

                In a country obsessed with all things shiny and new, 
                    Bukit Brown Cemetery Complex 
                is a precious heritage jewel. Incorporating three adjoining cemeteries – Lau Sua (Old Hill), Kopi Sua (Coffee Hill) and Seh Ong Sua (Ong Clan Hill) – not only is Bukit Brown the world’s largest Chinese cemetery outside of China, but the site also offers an unexpected glimpse into Singapore’s eclectic history. 

            
                Originally owned by British ship-owner, trader and broker George Henry Brown, the area was bought in 1872 by Ong Kew Ho, Ong Ewe Hai and Ong Chong Chew, three wealthy Hokkien entrepreneurs set on establishing a self-sufficient village for poorer members of their clan. Mysteriously, the land came to be used solely as a burial ground before being turned into a municipal Chinese cemetery in 1922. As a municipal cemetery, it was open to Chinese people from all dialect groups, a radical departure from their relative segregation in both life and death. 

            
                With burials ceasing here in 1973, Bukit Brown is now a history buffs’ dream, its thick, rambling swathes of jungle regularly revealing beautiful, long-forgotten tombs. Among these is the sprawling double tomb of entrepreneur Ong Sam Leong (1857–1918) and his wife, perched atop Seh Ong Sua. Built in 1918 and reputedly the largest tomb in Singapore, it’s adorned with delicate carvings depicting scenes of filial piety, beautiful Minton floor tiles, and carved Sikh guards. 

            
                Many of the cemetery’s Peranakan tombs are adorned with brightly coloured ceramic tiles (including sumptuous art nouveau majolica from England), while numerous tombs are engraved with death poems reflecting on the deceased’s migration to Nanyang (Southeast Asia) from China. Those adorned with Sikh statues often belong to former police force members. These funerary guards are reputedly so rare that only one other cemetery in Shanghai lays claim to them. Within Bukit Brown itself, you’ll find a great number of them in Block 4. Interestingly, tombs carved with Japanese calendar dates span back to the dark days of Singapore’s Japanese occupation; the area itself was a battleground during WWII. 

            
                Ironically, Bukit Brown is once more a battleground, this time between the government, which plans to build a highway and subsequent housing here, and Bukit Brown supporters, who demand a reassessment of the government’s plans and guaranteed protection of the area’s heritage.
            

            
                While you can download a site map on the excellent volunteer-run website 
                www.bukitbrown.com, the best way to explore this threatened slice of Singaporean history is on one of the regular, free volunteer tours (upcoming dates are posted on the website). Information on Bukit Brown’s history and individual tombs can also be found at www.bukitbrown.org, a blog written by Bukit Brown expert Raymond Goh. To reach the cemetery, catch the MRT to Botanic Gardens, then walk north up Adam Rd to the bus stop outside Singapore Bible College. From here, catch bus 74, 93, 157, 165, 852 or 855 and alight two stops later (just before Singapore Island Country Club). Cross the bridge over Adam Rd and continue walking north. Turn right into Sime Rd and left into Lorong Halwa.

      Despite Singapore’s high-priced drinks (expect to pay S$10 to S$18 for a beer in most city bars), there are ways to sip and save. Hit the bars early to cash in on happy hours, typically stretching from 5pm to 8pm and offering two-for-one drinks. On Wednesday or Thursday nights, some bars offer cheap (sometimes free) drinks for women – a common practice in Singapore, without the stench of sleaze. If you really need to scrimp and don’t mind plastic tables and fluoro lights, bottles of Tiger will set you back S$6 at hawker centres and coffee shops.

            Singapore’s reputation for harsh laws is not undeserved: don’t expect any special treatment for being a foreigner. Police have broad powers and you would be unwise to refuse any requests they make of you. If you are arrested, you will be entitled to legal counsel and contact with your embassy. Don’t even think about importing or exporting drugs. At best, you’ll get long jail terms; at worse, you’ll get the death penalty.
        

      Smoking is banned in most public places, including shopping and entertainment
            centres, restaurants, hawker centres and food courts, public tranport, taxis, and within a 5m radius of most building entrances. The maximum fine for first time offenders is S$1000. You can smoke on the street (as long as you put your butt in the bin).

      Jaywalking (crossing the road within 50m of a designated crossing) could cost you S$50, while littering could set you back S$1000.

The cheapest (and slowest) way is on bus 170 (S$1.90, every 10-15 minutes from 5.20am to 12.10am), which also leaves from Queen Street Bus Terminal. Try to avoid crossing back into Singapore on Sunday nights, when traffic is hellish. Shared taxis also depart for Johor Bahru (JB) from the Queen Street Bus Terminal.

                At the Singapore checkpoint, disembark from the bus with your luggage, go through immigration, and reboard the next bus (keep your ticket).             Singapore’s roads are not for the faint-hearted. It’s furiously hot, and drivers tend to be fast, aggressive and not particularly sympathetic to the needs of cyclists. Fortunately, there’s a large network of parks and park connectors and a few exceptional dedicated mountain-biking areas – at Bukit Timah Nature Reserve, Tampines and Pulau Ubin. Cycling up to Changi Village and then taking the bike over to Pulau Ubin is an excellent adventure. Other great places for cycling include East Coast Park, Sentosa Island, Pasir Ris Park and the route linking Mt Faber Park, Telok Blangah Hill Park and Kent Ridge Park.
        

      If you have your own bike, be aware that it’s not allowed on public transport unless it’s a fold-up bike. You can take fold-up bikes on trains and buses during these hours: Monday to Friday 9.30am-4pm & 8pm onwards; all-day Saturday and Sunday and public holidays. Note that only ONE fold-up bike is allowed on buses at all times, so you might as well ride if you have to.

      Rates start from around S$60 a day. Special deals may be available, especially for longer-term rental. Most rental companies also require that drivers are at least 23 years old.

Cars may enter but they must pay a toll. Vehicles are automatically tracked by sensors on overhanging gantries that prompt drivers to insert a cashcard (available from 7-Elevens and petrol stations) into their in-vehicle unit. The toll is extracted from the card. The same system is also in operation on certain expressways. Rental cars are subject to the same rules.
        

      Parking in the city centre is expensive, but relatively easy to find – almost every major mall has a car park. Outdoor car parks and street parking spaces are usually operated by the government – you can buy booklets of parking coupons, which must be displayed in the window, from post offices and convenience stores. Many car parks are now run using the same in-vehicle unit and cashcard and ERP gantries instead of the coupon system.

            At the time of research, Malaysia’s Prime Minister Najib Razak has until April 2013 to call the country’s next general election – all indications are that he will leave it until the last minute to do so. Ever since the previous elections in 2008 – in which the United Malays National Organisation (UMNO) and its coalition partner, Barisan Nasional (BN), saw their parliamentary dominance slashed to less than the customary two-thirds majority – the ruling coalition has been looking nervously at the increasing popularity of Pakatan Rakyat (PR), the opposition People’s Alliance, led by Anwar Ibrahim. PR already are in control of three of Malaysia’s 13 state governments.
        

      
            
                The Malaysian national oil and gas company Petronas (www.petronas.com.my) is one of the most profitable in the world. It accounted for about a third of the Malaysian government’s estimated RM183 billion revenue 
                in 2011.

        

      
            In July 2011 and April 2012 rallies by Bersih (www.bersih.org), a civil rights organisation seeking fairer elections, brought tens of thousands of people onto the streets of central Kuala Lumpur (KL). Both ended up being broken up by police with tear gas and water cannons. Such is the suspicion of the government that Anwar admitted to being surprised when sodomy charges against him were thrown out in January 2012 because of unreliable evidence; the trial had dragged on for two years by that point. Information Minister Rais Yatim said that the verdict showed that judges were free to rule as they saw fit. See (

            Malaysia saw strong economic growth in 2012, partly linked to the government’s $444 billion Economic Transformation Program (ETP), which aims to lift the country to high-income status by 2020. To tackle public concerns about rampant graft, Najib also set up the independent
            Malaysian Anti-Corruption Agency (MACC), which in 2011 resulted in 900 individuals being arrested on corruption charges. 

      
            While the hope is that such policies will persuade voters to stick with the ruling coalition rather than take a chance with PR when the election comes around, other government actions have played into the oppositions hands. The government’s decision to replace the draconian 
                Internal Security Act
            
            (ISA) with the 
                Security Offences (Special Measures) Act 2012
             
            has been criticised by many, including Human Rights Watch, who believe the new legislation doesn’t go far enough to protect the fundamental rights and freedoms of Malaysians.

      
            
                A 2012 report by the UN Refugee Agency noted 100,000 migrant workers in Brunei, some of whom face debt bondage, nonpayment of wages, passport confiscation, abusive employers and confinement to the home – conditions widely recognised as indicators of human trafficking.
            

        

      
            Uneven Society in Singapore 

      
            
            With a per capita GDP of S$63,000 in 2011, Singaporeans enjoy one of the world’s highest standards of living. However, modern Singapore is grappling with several social and lifestyle issues. Features in the newspapers and the talk at local coffee shops invariably revolve around the soaring cost of living and the growing gap between the haves and have nots: a study in 2009 by the United Nations Development Programme found that Singapore has the most uneven distribution of wealth in the developed world, after Hong Kong.
        

      
            There are also worries about the impact of gambling now that the island has two casinos and the ethnic tension created by an ever- 
            increasing foreign population versus a declining citizen base. Singapore’s birthrate is among the lowest in the world (7.7 births per 1000 people). The government offers plenty of incentives convincing couples to procreate, ranging from baby bonuses to government-subsidised salsa classes and amusing viral video campaigns advising couples to ‘do their civic duty’ to help increase the city-state’s birthrate. Even so, Singapore’s population doubled from 1980 to 2010 because of the influx of foreign workers, who now make up 27% of the population. To diffuse tensions, the government has put the breaks on the intake of migrants.

      
            The use of social media is increasing, and it is now a viable voice alongside mainstream media, which is often accused of being a goverment mouthpiece. Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong participated in an online chat for the 2011 election. However, on his Facebook page in October 2012 Lee posted, ‘Let us be mindful of what we say, online and in person’, following community anger sparked when a Singaporean resident’s racially abusive Facebook rant went viral.
        

      
            
            Brunei: An Islamic Monarchy
        

      
            
            Brunei finds itself in an odd position these days. Its population is becoming more connected to the outside world via the internet, MASwings flights and the physical upgrading of Bandar Seri Begawan’s (BSB) airport, but on the other hand the Sultanate’s vice laws are being expanded, and the existing ones now come with harsher penalties. The big question continues to be: what will happen when the oil runs out? For the average Brunei citizen, who is practically guaranteed work and a comfortable lifestyle by the government, that question feels too much like rocking the boat. 

      
            Many economists believe Brunei has focused heavily on a few segments of its National Development Plan – namely increasing GDP and employment – and ignored the bits on economic diversification. Tourism potential is always discussed, but a lack of alcohol will be a serious issue to overcome. In the meantime the Sultan continues to steer his nation towards Islamic fundamentalism, adopting a national ideology known as Melayu Islam Beraja (Malay Islamic Monarchy; MIB).

            As the countries we know today, Malaysia, Singapore and Brunei have been around since 1963, 1965 and 1984 respectively. The region’s history, of course, stretches back much further, although pinning down exactly how far back is a moot point due to a lack of archaeological evidence and early written records. 

      
            Earliest evidence of human life in the region is a 40,000-year-old skull found in Sarawak’s Niah Caves, a period when Borneo was still connected to the Southeast Asian mainland. Discovered in 1991, the complete 11,000-year-old skeleton, ‘Perak Man’, has genetic similarities to the Negrito who now live in the mountainous rainforests of northern Malaysia. 

      
            The Negrito were joined by Malaysia’s first immigrants, the Senoi, from southern Thailand, and later by the Proto-Malay, ancestors of today’s Malays, who came by sea from Indonesia between 1500BC and 500 BC. Early civilisation here was shaped by the ebb and flow of the convergent sea trade from China and India. For example, it’s thought that the word Malay (or Melayu) is based on the ancient Tamil word 
                malia,
            
            meaning ‘hill’. Other Malay words like

            (ruler) and

            (success) are Sanskrit terms imported to the area by Indian visitors as early as the 2nd century.

            Events from the rise of the Melaka Sultanate in the 16th century were well documented locally and by the nations which came to trade with, and later rule over, the peninsula and Borneo, including the Portuguese, the Dutch and, finally, the British. It is during these centuries that renown colonial figures such as Sir Stamford Raffles and James Brookes made their mark on the region. Post WWII, as Britain shed its Empire, the three proto-countries carved out independent identities resulting in the distinct but historically entwined nations of today.
        



      
        
            
                THE ADOPTION OF ISLAM
            

            
                
                Peninsular Malaysia was Buddhist and Hindu for a thousand years before the local rulers adopted Islam. The religion is believed to have spread through contact with Indian Muslim traders; in 1136 the Kedah Annals record that Hindu ruler Phra Ong Mahawangsa converted to Islam and founded the sultanate of Kedah, the oldest on Peninsular Malaysia.
            

            
                The first sultan of Brunei, Muhammad Shah, converted to Islam in 1363 upon his marriage to a princess from Johor-Temasik. Maharaja Mohammed Shah of Melaka, who reigned between 1424 and 1444, also converted. The maharaja’s son, Mudzaffar Shah, later took the title of sultan and made Islam the state religion. With its global trade links, Melaka became a regional hub for the dissemination of Islam and the Malay language.

            By the 2nd century Malaya was known as far away as Europe. Ptolemy, the Greek geographer, labelled it Aurea Chersonesus (Golden Chersonese); Indian traders, who came in search of precious metals, tin and aromatic jungle woods, referred to the land as Savarnadvipa (Land of Gold). The first formalised religions on the peninsula – Hinduism and Buddhism – arrived with those Indian traders, giving rise to the first recorded Hindu kingdom on the peninsula, Langkasuka (from the Sanskrit for ‘resplendent land’).
        

      
            From the 7th century to the 13th century, the area fell under the sway of the Srivijaya Empire, based in southern Sumatra. This Buddhist empire controlled the entire Malacca Straits, Java and southern Borneo and became fabulously rich through trade with India and China. Under the protection of the Srivijayans, a significant Malay trading state grew up in the Bujang Valley area in the far northwest of the Thai–Malay peninsula. The growing power of the southern Thai kingdom of Ligor and the Hindu Majapahit Empire of Java finally led to the demise of the Srivijayans in the 14th century.
        

      
            The Melaka Empire
        

      
            
            The history of the Malay state begins in earnest in the late 14th century when Parameswara, a renegade Hindu prince/pirate from a little kingdom in southern Sumatra, washed up around 1401 in the tiny fishing village that would become Melaka. As a seafarer, Parameswara recognised a good port when he saw it and he immediately lobbied the Ming emperor of China for protection from the Thais in exchange for generous trade deals. Thus the Chinese came to Malaysia.
        

      
            Equidistant between India and China, Melaka became a major stop for freighters from India loaded with pepper and cloth, and junks from China loaded with porcelain and silks, which were traded for local metal and spices. Business boomed as regional ships and 
                perahu
            
            (Malay-style sampans) arrived to take advantage of trading opportunities. The Melakan sultans soon ruled over the greatest empire in Malaysia’s 
            history.

      
            The Portuguese Era
        

      
            
            By the 15th century, Europe had developed an insatiable appetite for spices, which were conveyed there via a convoluted trade route through India and Arabia. The Portuguese decided to cut out the middle man and go directly to the source: Melaka. Reaching the Malay coast in 1509, the Portuguese were greeted warmly by the local sultan, but relations soon soured. The invaders laid siege to Melaka in 1511, capturing the city and driving the sultan and his forces back to Johor.

            The Portuguese secured Melaka by building the robust Porta de Santiago (A’Famosa fortress) and their domination lasted 130 years, though the entire period was marked by skirmishes with local sultans. Compared with Indian Muslim traders, the Portuguese contributed little to Malay culture; attempts to introduce Christianity and the Portuguese language were never a big success, though a dialect of Portuguese, Kristang, is still spoken in Melaka.
        

      
            The Dutch Period
        

      
            
            Vying with the Portuguese for control of the spice trade, the Dutch formed an allegiance with the sultans of Johor to oust the Portuguese from Melaka. A joint force of Dutch and Johor soldiers and sailors 
            besieged Melaka in 1641 and wrested the city from the Portuguese. In return for its cooperation, Johor was made exempt from most of the tariffs and trade restrictions imposed on other vassal states. Despite maintaining control of Melaka for about 150 years, the Dutch never really realised the full potential of the city. High taxes forced merchants to seek out other ports and the Dutch focused their main attention on Batavia (now Jakarta) as their regional headquarters.

            British interest in the region began with the need for a halfway base for East India Company (EIC) ships plying the India–­­China maritime route. The first base was established on the island of Penang in 1786.
        

      
            Meanwhile, events in Europe were conspiring to consolidate British interests on the Malay peninsula. When Napoleon overran the Netherlands in 1795, the British, fearing French influence in the region, took over Dutch Java and Melaka. When Napoleon was defeated in 1818, the British handed the Dutch colonies back – but not before leaving the fortress of A’Famosa beyond use.

            The British lieutenant-governor of Java, Stamford Raffles – yes,

            Stamford Raffles – soon persuaded the EIC that a settlement south of the Malay peninsula was crucial to the India–China maritime route. In 1819, he landed in Singapore and negotiated a trade deal with Johor that saw the island ceded to Britain in perpetuity, in exchange for a significant cash tribute.

      
            In 1824, Britain and the Netherlands signed the Anglo-Dutch Treaty, dividing the region into two distinct spheres of influence. The Dutch controlled what is now Indonesia, and the British controlled Penang, Melaka, Dinding and Singapore, which were soon combined to create the ‘Straits Settlements’.
        

      
        
            
                THE NAVEL OF THE MALAY COUNTRIES
            

            
                
                ‘It is impossible to conceive a place combining more advantages…it is the Navel of the Malay countries’, wrote a delighted Raffles soon after landing in Singapore in 1819. The statement proves his foresight because at the time the island was an inhospitable swamp surrounded by dense jungle, with a population of 150 fishermen and a small number of Chinese farmers. Raffles returned to his post in Bencoolen, Sumatra, but left instructions on Singapore’s development as a free port with the new British Resident, Colonel William Farquhar.
            

            
                In 1822 Raffles returned to Singapore and governed it for one more year. He initiated a town plan that included levelling a hill to form a new commercial district (now Raffles Place) and erecting government buildings around Forbidden Hill (now Fort Canning Hill). Wide streets of shophouses with covered walkways, shipyards, churches and a botanical garden were all built to achieve his vision of a Singapore that would one day be ‘a place of considerable magnitude and importance’.
            

            
                Raffles’ blueprint also embraced the colonial practice of administering the population according to neat racial categories, with the Europeans, Indians, Chinese and Malays living and working in their own distinct quarters.
            

        

      

      
            Borneo Developments
        

      
            
            Britain did not include Borneo in the Anglo-Dutch treaty, preferring that the EIC concentrate its efforts on consolidating their power on the peninsula rather than furthering their geographical scope. Into the breach jumped opportunistic British adventurer James Brooke. In 1841, having helped the local viceroy quell a rebellion, Brooke was installed as raja of Sarawak, with the fishing village of Kuching as his capital.
        

      
            Through brutal naval force and skilful negotiation, Brooke extracted further territory from the Brunei sultan and eventually brought peace to a land where piracy, headhunting and violent tribal rivalry had been the norm. The ‘White Raja’ dynasty of the Brookes was to rule Sarawak until 1941 and the arrival of the Japanese.

                is a classic account of the 12-year Malayan Emergency. The title refers to what the communist fighters called the opposition who were loyal to the British.

        


      
            Unlike the British, the White Rajas included tribal leaders in their ruling council. They also discouraged large European companies from destroying native jungle to plant massive rubber plantations. They encouraged Chinese migration, which meant that the Chinese, without European competition, came to dominate the economy.
        

      
            Meanwhile, the once-mighty empire of Brunei, which had held sway over all the islands of Borneo and much of present-day Philippines, continued to shrink. In 1865 the American consul to Brunei persuaded the ailing sultan to grant him what is now Sabah in return for an annual payment. The rights eventually passed to an Englishman, Alfred Dent. In 1881, with the support of the British government, Dent formed the British North Borneo Company to administer the new settlement. To prevent a scramble for Brunei’s remains, in 1888 the British government acceded to a request by the sultan to declare his territory a British protectorate.

            In Peninsular Malaya, Britain’s policy of ‘trade, not territory’ was challenged when trade was disrupted by civil wars within the Malay sultanates of Negeri Sembilan, Selangor, Pahang and Perak. In 1874 the British started to take political control by appointing the first colonial governor of Perak. In 1896 Perak, Selangor, Negeri Sembilan and Pahang were united under the banner of the Federated Malay States, each governed by a British Resident.

            Kelantan, Terengganu, Perlis and Kedah were then purchased from the Thais, in exchange for the construction of the southern Thai railway, much to the dismay of local sultans. The ‘Unfederated Malay States’ eventually accepted British ‘advisers’, though the sultan of Terengganu held out till 1919 – to this day, the states of the northeast peninsula form the heartland of the fundamentalist Malay Muslim nationalist movement. 

      
            By the eve of WWII Malays from all states were pushing for 
            independence.

      
        
            
                CREATING A MULTICULTURAL NATION
            

            
                
                British rule radically altered the ethnic composition of Malaya. Chinese and Indian migrant workers were brought into the country as they shared a similar economic agenda and had less nationalist grievances against the colonial administration than the native Malays. The Chinese were encouraged to work the mines and the Indians to tap the rubber trees and build the railways. The Ceylonese were clerks in the civil service, and the Sikhs manned the police force.
            

            
                Even though the ‘better-bred’ Malays were encouraged to join a separate arm of the civil service, there was growing resentment among the vast majority of Malays that they were being marginalised in their own country. A 1931 census revealed that the Chinese numbered 1.7 million and the Malays 1.6 million. Malaya’s economy was revolutionised, but the impact of this liberal immigration policy continues to reverberate today.

            A few hours before the bombing of Pearl Harbor in December 1941, Japanese forces landed on the northeast coast of Malaya. Within a few months they had taken over the entire peninsula and Singapore. The poorly defended Borneo states fell even more rapidly.

            Singapore’s new governor, General Yamashita, slung the Europeans into the infamous Changi Prison, and Chinese communists and intellectuals, who had vociferously opposed the Japanese invasion of China, were targeted for Japanese brutality. Thousands were executed in a single week. In Borneo, early resistance by the Chinese was also brutally put down.
        

      
            The Japanese achieved very little in Malaya. The British had destroyed most of the tin-mining equipment before their retreat, and the rubber plantations were neglected. The Malayan People’s Anti-Japanese Army (MPAJA), comprising remnants of the British army and Chinese from the fledgling Malayan Communist Party, waged a weak jungle-based guerrilla struggle throughout the war.
        

      
            The Japanese surrendered to the British in Singapore in 1945. Despite the eventual Allied victory, Britain had been humiliated by the easy loss of Malaya and Singapore to the Japanese, and it was clear that their days of controlling the region were now numbered.

            In 1946 the British persuaded the sultans to agree to the Malayan Union, which amalgamated all the peninsular Malayan states into a central authority and offered citizenship to all residents regardless of race. In the process, the sultans were reduced to the level of paid advisers, the system of special privileges for Malays was abandoned and ultimate sovereignty passed to the king of England.
        

      
            The normally acquiescent Malay population were less enthusiastic about the venture than the sultans. Rowdy protest meetings were held throughout the country, and the first Malay political party, the United Malays National Organisation (UMNO), was formed, leading to the dissolution of the Malayan Union and, in 1948, the creation of the Federation of Malaya, which reinstated the sovereignty of the sultans and the special privileges of the Malays.
        

      
        
            
                THE EMERGENCY
            

            
                
                While the creation of the Federation of Malaya appeased Malays, the Chinese felt betrayed, particularly given their massive contribution to the war effort. Many joined the Malayan Communist Party (MCP), which promised an equitable and just society. In 1948 the MCP took to the jungles and embarked on a 12-year guerrilla war against the British. Even though the insurrection was on par with the Malay civil wars of the 19th century, it was classified as an ‘Emergency’ for insurance purposes.
            

            
                The effects of the Emergency were felt most strongly in the countryside, where villages and plantation owners were repeatedly targeted by rebels. In 1951 the British high commissioner was assassinated on the road to Fraser’s Hill. His successor, General Sir Gerald Templer, set out to ‘win the hearts and minds of the people’. Almost 500,000 rural Chinese were forcibly resettled into protected 
                    kampung baru
                 
                (new villages), restrictions were lifted on guerrilla-free areas, and the jungle-dwelling Orang Asli were bought into the fight to help the police track down the insurgents.

            
                In 1960 the Emergency was declared over, although sporadic fighting continued and the formal surrender was signed only in 1989.

            Malaysia’s march to independence from British rule was led by UMNO, which formed a strategic alliance with the Malayan Chinese Association (MCA; www.mca.org.my) and the Malayan Indian Congress (MIC; www.mic.org.my). The new Alliance Party led by Tunku Abdul Rahman won a landslide victory in the 1955 election and, on 31 August 1957, Merdeka (Independence) was declared. Sarawak, Sabah (then North Borneo) and Brunei remained under British rule.
        

      
            In 1961 Tunku Abdul Rahman proposed a merger of Singapore, Malaya, Sabah, Sarawak and Brunei, which the British agreed to the following year. At the eleventh hour Brunei pulled out of the deal, as Sultan Sri Muda Omar Ali Saifuddien III (and, one suspects, Shell Oil) didn’t want to see the revenue from its vast oil reserves channelled to the peninsula.

            When modern Malaysia was born in July 1963 it immediately faced a diplomatic crisis. The Philippines broke off relations, claiming that Sabah was part of its territory (a claim upheld to this day), while Indonesia laid claim to the whole of Borneo, invading parts of Sabah and Sarawak before finally giving up its claim in 1966. 

      
            The marriage between Singapore and Malaya was also doomed from the start. Ethnic Chinese outnumbered Malays in both Malaysia and 
                Sin
            
            gapore and the new ruler of the island-state, Lee Kuan Yew, refused to extend constitutional privileges to the Malays in Singapore. Riots broke out in Singapore in 1964; in August 1965 Tunku Abdul Rahman was forced to boot Singapore out of the federation.

            Impoverished Malays became increasingly resentful of the economic success of Chinese Malaysians, while the Chinese grew resentful of the political privileges granted to Malays. Things reached breaking point when the Malay-dominated government attempted to suppress all languages except Malay and introduced a national policy of education that ignored Chinese and Indian history, language and culture.

            In the 1969 general elections, the Alliance Party lost its two-thirds majority in parliament and a celebration march by the opposition Democratic Action Party (DAP) and Gerakan (The People’s Movement) in KL led to a full-scale riot, which Malay gangs used as a pretext to loot Chinese businesses, killing hundreds of Chinese in the process. 

      
            Stunned by the savageness of the riots, the government decided that if there was ever going to be harmony between the races then the Malay community needed to achieve economic parity. To this end the New Economic Policy (NEP), a socioeconomic affirmative action plan, was introduced. The Alliance Party also invited opposition parties to join them and work from within, and the expanded coalition was renamed the Barisan Nasional (BN; National Front).

                When introduced in 1971, the aim of the New Economic Policy (NEP) was that 30% of Malaysia’s corporate wealth be in the hands of indigenous Malays, or

A massive campaign of positive discrimination began which handed majority control over the army, police, civil service and government to Malays. The rules extended to education, scholarships, share deals, corporate management and even the right to import a car.

                corporate wealth had risen to 19%, but was still 11% short of the original target. Poverty in general fell dramatically, a new Malay middle class emerged and nationalist violence by Malay extremists receded. However, cronyism and discrimination against Indians and Chinese increased, while Malays still accounted for three in four of the poorest people in the country.

            
                Affirmative action in favour of

                continues today but there is a growing recognition that it is hampering rather than helping Malaysia. Former law minister Zaid Ibrahim was reported in the

                as saying that Malaysia had ‘sacrificed democracy for the supremacy of one race’, because of the economic privileges given to

                . In September 2010 Prime Minister Najib advocated a fundamental reform of the pro-Malay policies, but fell short of calling for outright scrapping of the system.
            

            
                In the opposite corner are those, like former prime minister Mahathir, who believe that

                would suffer the most if the administration were to implement a 100 per cent meritocracy-based system. A July 2010 poll by the independent Merdeka Centre shows that Malays in general are split on the matter: 45% believing the policies only benefit the rich and well-connected, 48% thinking they are good for the general public.

            In 1981 former UMNO member Mahathir Mohamad became prime minister. Malaysia’s economy went into overdrive, growing from one based on commodities such as rubber to one firmly rooted in industry and manufacturing. Government monopolies were privatised, and heavy

            like steel manufacturing (a failure) and the Malaysian car (successful but heavily protected) were encouraged. Multinationals were successfully wooed to set up in Malaysia, and manufactured exports began to dominate the trade figures.

      
            
                Dr Mahathir Mohamad’s first book,

                in which he postulated that Malay backwardness was due to hereditary and cultural factors, was banned in 1970.

        



      
            One notable criticism of Mahathir’s premiership was that the main media outlets became little more than government mouthpieces. The sultans lost their right to give final assent on legislation, and the once proudly independent judiciary appeared to become subservient to government wishes, the most notorious case being that of Anwar Ibrahim. Mahathir also permitted widespread use of the Internal Security Act (ISA) to silence opposition leaders and social activists, most famously in 1987’s Operation Lalang, when 106 people were arrested and the publishing licences of several newspapers were revoked.
        

      
            Economic & Political Crisis
        

      
            
            In 1997, after a decade of near constant 10% growth, Malaysia was hit by the regional currency crisis. Mahathir blamed it all on unscrupulous Western speculators deliberately undermining the economies of the developing world for their personal gain. He pegged the Malaysian ringgit to the US dollar, bailed out what were seen as crony companies, forced banks to merge and made it difficult for foreign investors to remove their money from Malaysia’s stock exchange. Malaysia’s subsequent recovery from the economic crisis, which was more rapid than that of many other Southeast Asian nations, further bolstered Mahathir’s prestige.

            Anwar Ibrahim, Mahithir’s deputy prime minister and heir apparent, was at odds with Mahathir over how to deal with the economic crisis. Their falling out was so severe that in September 1998 Anwar was sacked and soon after charged with corruption and sodomy. Many Malaysians, feeling that Anwar had been falsely arrested, took to the streets chanting Anwar’s call for 
                ‘reformasi
            
            ’. The demonstrations were harshly quelled and, in trials that were widely criticised as unfair, Anwar was sentenced to a total of 15 years’ imprisonment. The international community rallied around Anwar, with Amnesty International proclaiming him a prisoner of conscience.
        

      
            In the following year’s general elections BN suffered huge losses, particularly in the rural Malay areas. The big winners were the fundamentalist Islamic party, PAS (Parti Islam se-Malaysia), which had vociferously supported Anwar, and a new political party, Keadilan (People’s Justice Party), headed by Anwar’s wife Wan Azizah.

            Prime Minister Mahathir’s successor, Abdullah Badawi, was sworn into office in 2003 and went on to lead BN to a landslide victory in the following year’s election. In stark contrast to his feisty predecessor, the pious Abdullah immediately impressed voters by taking a nonconfrontational, consensus-seeking approach. He set up a royal commission to investigate corruption in the police force (its recommendations have yet to be implemented) and called time on several of the massively expensive mega projects that had been the hallmark of the Mahathir era, including a new bridge across the Straits of Johor to Singapore.
        


      
            
                Brunei’s ties with its former colonial master remain strong: UK judges sit in the High Court and Court of Appeal and a British Army Gurkha battalion is permanently stationed in Seria.
            

        

      
            Released from jail in 2004, Anwar returned to national politics in August 2008 on winning the bi-election for the seat vacated by his wife. However, sodomy charges were again laid against the politician in June and he was arrested in July.
        

      
            In the March 2008 election, UMNO and its coalition partners in Barisan Nasional (BN) saw their parliamentary dominance slashed to less than the customary two-thirds majority. Pakatan Rakyat (PR), the opposition People’s Alliance, led by Anwar Ibrahim, not only bagged 82 of parliament’s 222 seats but also took control of four out of Malaysia’s 13 states, including the key economic bases of Selangor and Penang. PR subsequently lost Perak following a complex powerplay between various defecting MPs.
        

      
            Abdullah Badawi resigned in favour of his urbane deputy, Mohd Najib bin Tun Abdul Razak (typically refered to as Najib Razak), in April 2008. Son of Abdul Razak, Malaysia’s second prime minister after independence and nephew of Razak’s successor Hussein Onn, Najib has been groomed for this role ever since he first entered national politics at the age of 23 in 1976. However, the change of guard may be too late to resurrect the fortunes of UMNO, a party seen as corrupt and out of touch with the people, according a survey by the Merdeka Centre (www.merdeka.org).
        

      
            Improving International Relations
        

      
            
            Ever since Malaysia booted Singapore out of the federation in 1965, leaving Lee Kuan Yew sobbing on camera, the two countries have acted like squabbling siblings. Singapore, the over-achieving youngster with few natural resources beyond its hard working population, has managed to claw its way from obscurity to world admiration for its rapid and successful industrialisation. Across the causeway big brother Malaysia has achieved a no less impressive economic transformation, albeit one built on prodigious resources, in particular the profits from oil and gas.
        

      
            Relations between the two reached the heights of touchiness in the 1990s. Malaysian Prime Minister Dr Mahathir and Singapore’s ‘Minister Mentor’ Lee Kuan Yew parried insults back and forth across the Causeway, the former accusing Singaporeans of being the sort of people who ‘urinate in lifts’ and the latter retorting that the Malaysian town of Johor Bahru was ‘notorious for shootings, muggings and car-jackings’.

            Recently however, relations seem to be improving. Persistent squabbles over water (under a 1962 accord, Malaysia supplies Singapore with 250 million gallons of raw water daily) are becoming moot as Singapore develops alternative sources of supply. The 2011 land swap deal that ended a long running dispute over the KTM railway line in Singapore was also heralded as a historic breakthrough in attitudes between the two countries.
        

      
            Relations between Malaysia and Brunei also became a lot more cordial in 2009, when the two signed a deal that ended a 20-year terri­torial dispute between the neighbouring countries over the land border around Limbang and ownership of offshore gas and oil explor­ation sites. Malaysian company Petronas is now working with Brunei to develop the the sites.

            Travelling in this region you will invariably meet friendly, welcoming Malaysians, Singaporeans and Bruneians who hold a strong sense of shared experience and national identity. However, none of these multicultural nations is the perfect melting pot – underlying religious and ethnic tensions are a fact of life, particularly in Malaysia.
        

      
            There are distinct cultural differences between the region’s three main ethnic communities – Malays, Chinese and Indians. There’s also the Peranakan (Straits Chinese) and other mixed race communities to take into account, alongside older aboriginal nations – the Orang Asli of Peninsula Malaysia and Borneo’s indigenous community – comprising scores of different tribal groups and speaking around well over 100 languages and dialects.
        


      
            
                Status-conscious Malaysians love their honourable titles which include, in order of importance, Tun, Tan Sri, Datuk and Dato.
            

        


      
            All three countries have dabbled, to different degrees, with social and economic policies to shape the lives of their citizens. In Malaysia, the New Economic Policy (NEP) was designed to promote the position of Malays – it’s only been partially successful. In Singapore the government encouraged birth control in the 1970s and 1980s (to stem a booming population), but that plan worked too well and it now provides much encouragement, financial and otherwise (in particular, to educated Chinese Singaporeans) to have more children. In Brunei the Sultan has steered his nation towards Islamic fundamentalism, adopting a national ideology known as 
                Melayu Islam Beraja

            The enduring appeal of the communal

            (village) spirit shouldn’t be underestimated – many an urban Malay hankers after it, despite the affluent Western-style living conditions they enjoy at home. In principle, villagers are of equal status, though a headman is appointed on the basis of his wealth, greater experience or spiritual knowledge. Traditionally the founder of the village was appointed village leader (
                penghulu

                ketua kampung
            
            ) and often members of the same family would also become leaders. A

            is usually a haji, one who has made the pilgrimage to Mecca.


      
            
                The Malay surname is the child’s father’s first name. This is why Malaysians will use your given name after the Mr or Miss; to use your surname would be to address your father.
            

        

      
            The Muslim religious leader, the imam, holds a position of great importance in the community as the keeper of Islamic knowledge and the leader of prayer, but even educated urban Malaysians periodically turn to

            (spiritual healers with knowledge of curative plants and the ability to harness the power of the spirit world), for advice before making any life-changing decisions.

      
            The Chinese
        

      
            
            Religious customs govern much of the Chinese community’s home life, from the moment of birth, which is carefully recorded for astrological consultations later in life, to funerals which also have many rites and rituals. The Chinese who started arriving in the region in early 15th century came mostly from the southern Chinese province of Fujian and eventually formed one half of the group known as Peranakans. They developed their own distinct hybrid culture whereas later settlers, from Guangdong and Hainan provinces stuck more closely to the culture of their homelands, including keeping their dialects.

                a Hokkien word describing Singaporeans, literally means ‘afraid to lose’, but embraces a range of selfish and pushy behaviour in which the individual must not lose out at all cost.

        


      
            If there’s one cultural aspect that all Chinese in the region agree on it’s the importance of education. It has been a very sensitive subject amongst the Malaysian Chinese community since the attempt in the 1960s to phase out secondary schools where Chinese was the medium of teaching, and the introduction of government policies that favour Malays in the early 1970s. The constraining of educational opportunities within Malaysia for the ethnic Chinese has resulted in many families working doubly hard to afford the tuition fees needed to send their offspring to private schools within the country and to overseas institutions. 

      
            The Indians
        

      
            
            Like the Chinese settler, Indians in the region hail from many parts of the subcontinent and have different cultures depending on their religions - mainly Hinduism, Islam, Sikhism and Christianity. Most are Tamils, originally coming from the area now known as Tamil Nadu in southern India where Hindu traditions are strong. Later Muslim Indians from northern India followed along with Sikhs. These religious affiliations dictate many of the home life customs and practices of Malaysian Indians, although one celebration that all Hindus and much of the rest of the region takes part in is Deepavali. 

      
            A small, English-educated Indian elite has always played a prominent role in Malaysian and Singaporean society, and a significant merchant class exists. However, a large percentage of Indians – imported as indentured labourers by the British – remain a poor working class in both countries.
        

      
        
            
                THE PERANAKANS
            

            
                
                Peranakan means ‘half-caste’ in Malay, which is exactly what the Peranakans are: descendants of Chinese immigrants who from the 16th century onwards settled principally in Singapore, Melaka and Penang and married Malay women.
            

            
                The culture and language of the Peranakans is a fascinating melange of Chinese and Malay traditions. The Peranakans took the name and religion of their Chinese fathers, but the customs, language and dress of their Malay mothers. They also used the terms Straits-born or Straits Chinese to distinguish themselves from later arrivals from China.
            

            
                Another name you may hear for these people is Baba-Nonyas, after the Peranakan words for men

                . The Peranakans were often wealthy traders who could afford to indulge their passion for sumptuous furnishings, jewellery and brocades. Their terrace houses were brightly painted, with patterned tiles embedded in the walls for extra decoration. When it came to the interior, Peranakan tastes favoured heavily carved and inlaid furniture.
            

            
                Peranakan dress was similarly ornate. Women wore fabulously embroidered 
                    kasot manek
                
                (beaded slippers) and 
                    kebaya
                
                (blouses worn over a sarong), tied with beautiful 
                    kerasong
                
                (brooches), usually of fine filigree gold or silver. Men – who assumed Western dress in the 19th century, reflecting their wealth and contacts with the British – saved their finery for important occasions such as the wedding ceremony, a highly stylised and intricate ritual dictated by

                The Peranakan patois is a Malay dialect but one containing many Hokkien words – so much so that it is largely unintelligible to a Malay speaker. The Peranakans also included words and expressions of English and French, and occasionally practised a form of backward Malay by reversing the syllables.
            

        

      

      
            The Orang Asli
        

      
            
            The indigenous people of Malaysia – known collectively as Orang Asli – played an important role in early trade, teaching the colonialists about forest products and guiding prospectors to outcrops of tin and precious metals. They also acted as scouts and guides for anti-insurgent forces during the communist Emergency in the 1950s.
        

      
            Despite this, the Orang Asli remain marginalised in Malaysia. According to the most recent data published by the Department of Orang Asli Affairs (JHEOA; www.jheoa.gov.my), in December 2004 Peninsular Malaysia had just under 150,000 Orang Asli (Original People); 80% live below the poverty line, compared with an 8.5% national average. The tribes are generally classified into three groups: the Negrito; the Senoi; and the Proto-Malays, who are subdivided into 18 tribes, the smallest being the Orang Kanak with just 87 members. There are dozens of different tribal languages and most Orang Asli follow animist beliefs, though there are vigorous attempts to convert them to Islam.
        

      
            Although the JHEOA was originally set up to represent Orang Asli concerns to the government (ie land rights), the department has evolved into a conduit for government decisions. Asli land rights are not recognised, and when logging, agricultural or infrastructure projects require their land, their claims are generally regarded as illegal.
        


      
            
                Famous 
                Singaporeans of Peranakan descent include Lee Kuan Yew, Dick Lee (singer, composer) and Goh Keng Swee (first prime minister of Singapore).

        



      
            In 2010 the government put forward plans to corporatise JHEOA so it could take charge of Orang Asli lands (currently the Orang Asli manage their own small holidings). The Centre for Orang Asli Concerns (www.coac.org.my) has criticised the plan saying it will further impoverish an already poor group of people.

            Not all of Borneo’s indigenous tribes refer to themselves as Dayaks, but the term usefully groups together peoples who have a great deal in common – and not just from an outsider’s point of view.

            Dayak culture and lifestyles are probably easiest to observe and experience in Sarawak, where Dayaks make up about 48% of the population. 

      
            About 29% of Sarawakians are Iban, a group that migrated from West Kalimantan’s Kapuas River starting five to eight centuries ago. Also known as Sea Dayaks for their exploits as pirates, the Iban are traditionally rice growers and longhouse dwellers. A reluctance to renounce head-hunting enhanced the Iban’s ferocious reputation.
        


      
            
                The term ‘Dayak’ was first used by colonial authorities in about 1840; it means upriver or interior in some local languages, human being in others.
            

        

      
            The Bidayuh (8% of the population), many of whom also trace their roots to what is now West Kalimantan, are concentrated in the hills south and southwest of Kuching. Few Bidayuh still live in longhouses and adjacent villages sometimes speak different dialects. 

      
            Upland groups such as the Kelabit, Kayan and Kenyah (ie everyone except the Bidayuh, Iban and coastal dwelling Melenau) are often grouped under the term Orang Ulu (‘upriver people’). There are also the Penan (
            Click here
            ), originally a nomadic hunter-gatherer group living in northern Sarawak.
        

      
            SABAH
        

      
            
            None of Sabah’s 30 odd indigenous ethnicities are particularly keen on the term Dayak. The state’s largest ethnic group, the Kadazan-Dusun, make up 18% of the population. Mainly Roman Catholic, the Kadazan and the Dusun share a common language and have similar customs; the former originally lived mainly in the state’s western coastal areas and river deltas, while the latter inhabited the interior highlands.
        



      
            The Murut (3.2% of the population) traditionally lived in the south-western hills bordering Kalimantan and Brunei, growing hill-rice and hunting with spears and blowpipes. They were soldiers for Brunei’s sultans, and the last group in Sabah to abandon head-hunting.

            Indigenous non-Malays, mainly Iban and Kelabit, account for less than 10% of Brunei’s population.
        

      
        
            
                LONGHOUSE LIFE
            

            
                
                One of the most distinctive features of Dayak life is the longhouse (
                
                    rumah batang
                
                or 
                    rumah panjai
                
                ), which is essentially an entire village under one seemingly interminable roof. Longhouses take a variety of shapes and styles, but all are raised above the damp jungle floor on hardwood stilts and most are built on or near river banks.
            

            
                The focus of longhouse life is the covered verandah, known as a 
                    ruai
                
                to the Iban, an 
                    awah
                
                to the Bidayuh and a 
                    dapur
                 
                to the Kelabits (other groups use other terms). Residents use this communal space to socialise, engage in economic activities, cook and eat meals, and hold communal celebrations.

            
                One wall of the verandah, which can be up to 250m long, is pierced by doors to individual families’ 
                    bilik
                 
                (apartments), where there’s space for sleeping and storage. If you ask about the size of a longhouse, you will usually be told how many doors – ie family units – it has.

            
                Like the rest of us, Dayaks love their mod cons, so longhouses where people actually live fuse age-old forms with contemporary conveniences – the resulting mash-up can see traditional bamboo-slat floors mixed with corrugated iron, linoleum, satellite dishes, and a car park out the front.
            

            
                Most young Dayaks move away from the longhouse to seek higher education and jobs in the cities, but almost all keep close ties with home, returning for major family and community celebrations.
            

        

      

      
            Multiculturalism
        

      
            
            From the ashes of Malaysia’s interracial riots of 1969, when distrust between the Malays and Chinese peaked, the country has managed to forge a more tolerant multicultural society. Though ethnic loyalties remain strong, the emergence of a single ‘Malaysian’ identity is now a much-discussed and lauded concept, even if it is far from being actually realised.
        


      
            
                Some Dayak societies, like the Iban and Bidayuh, are remarkably egalitarian, while others, including the Kayan, have a strict social hierarchy – now somewhat blurred – with classes of nobles (

            The government’s

            policy (Click here
            ) has increased Malay involvement in the economy, albeit largely for an elite. This has helped defuse Malay fears and resentment of Chinese economic dominance, but at the expense of Chinese or Indian Malaysians being discriminated against by government policy. The reality is that the different communities coexist rather than mingle, intermarriage being rare and education still largely split along ethnic lines.
        

      
            A poll by the independent Merdeka Centre, published in July 2010, showed that only 39% of non-Malays believed the government’s 1Malaysia policy was a sincere effort to unite Malaysians of all ethnicities. That such a policy is needed at all speaks volumes about the underlying tensions and suspicions that continue to simmer beneath the apparent harmony.
        

      
            Singaporean government policy has always promoted Singapore as a multicultural nation in which Chinese, Indians and Malays can live in equality and harmony while maintaining their distinct cultural identities. There are imbalances in the distribution of wealth and power among the racial groups, but on the whole multiculturalism seems to work much better in small-scale Singapore than it does in Malaysia.
        

      
            Similarly, Brunei’s small scale (not to mention great wealth) has allowed all its citizens, 30% of whom are not Muslim, to find common goals and live together harmoniously in a state run according to Islamic laws.
        

      
        
            
                WOMEN IN MALAYSIA, SINGAPORE & BRUNEI
            

            
                
                Women had great influence in pre-Islamic Malay society; there were female leaders and the descendants of the Sumatran Minangkabau in Negeri Sembilan still have a matriarchal society. The arrival of Islam weakened the position of women in the region. Nonetheless, women were not cloistered or forced to wear full purdah as in the Middle East, and Malay women today still enjoy more freedom than their counterparts in many other Muslim societies.
            

            
                As you travel throughout the region you’ll see women taking part in all aspects of society: politics, big business, academia and family life. However, no less a figure than Marina Mahathir, prominent women’s rights campaigner and daughter of the former prime minister, in 2006 compared the lot of Malaysia’s Muslim women to that of blacks under apartheid in South Africa. In Mahathir’s view her Muslim sisters are treated as second-class citizens held back by rules that don’t apply to non-Muslim women.
            

            
                Mahathir’s outburst followed changes to Malaysia’s Islamic family law that make
                it easier for Muslim men to take multiple wives, to divorce them and to take a share of their wives’ property (similar laws already exist in Brunei, where the Sultan has 
                two wives).

            
                In Chinese-dominated Singapore women traditionally played a small role in public life. However, in recent years women have started to take up key positions in government and industry.
            

            
                In Islamic Brunei more women wear the 
                    tudong
                 
                (headscarf) than in Malaysia. Many work and there are even one or two female politicians. Since 2002 female Bruneians have been able to legally transfer their nationality to their children if the father is not Bruneian.

            Malaysia is made up of 13 states and three federal territories (Kuala Lumpur, Pulau Labuan and Putrajaya). Each state has an assembly and government headed by a 
                menteri besar
             
            (chief minister). Nine of the 13 states have hereditary rulers (sultans), while the remaining four have appointed governors as do the federal territories. In a pre-established order, every five years one of the sultans takes his turn in the ceremonial position of Yang di-Pertuan Agong (king). Since December 2011 the king, who is also the head of state and leader of the Islamic faith, has been Sultan Abdul Halim of Kedah. This is the second time the 83-year-old has held the position, the first being from 1970 to 1975.



      
        
            
                TALKING THE TALK: THE REGION’S MANY LANGUAGES
            

            
                
                As former British colonies, Malaysia, Singapore and Brunei are all fantastic countries to visit for English speakers, but linguists will be pleased to tackle the region’s multitude of other languages. Malaysia’s national language is Bahasa Malaysia. This is often a cause of confusion for travellers, who logically give a literal translation to the two words and call it the ‘Malaysian language’. In fact you cannot speak ‘Malaysian’; the language is Malay.
            

            
                Other languages commonly spoken in the region include Tamil, Hokkien, Cantonese and Mandarin, but there are also Chinese dialects, various other Indian and Orang Asli languages and even, in Melaka, a form of 16th-century Portuguese known as Cristang. All Malaysians speak Malay, and many are fluent in at least two other languages – a humbling thought for those of us who only speak English!
            

            
                One final thing: you may be slightly confused by the English you do hear – both Malaysia and Singapore have developed their own unique way with the language, known respectively as Manglish and Singlish.
            

        

      



      
            At the time of writing Malaysia’s prime minister is Najib Razak, who heads up the BN, a coalition of the United Malays National Organisation (UMNO) and 13 other parties. The official opposition is Pakatan Rakyat (PR), led by Anwar Ibrahim; it’s a coalition between Parti Keadilan Rakyat (PKR), the (DAP) and Parti Islam se-Malaysia (PAS). They all sit in a two-house parliament, comprising a 70-member Senate (
            
                Dewan Negara
            
            ; 26 members elected by the 13 state assemblies, 44 appointed by the king on the prime minister’s recommendation) and a 222-member House of Representatives (
            
                Dewan Rakyat;
             
            elected from single-member districts). National and state elections are held every five years.

  
      
            
                Malaysian politicians have been known to call in a 
                    bomoh
                 
                – a traditional spiritual healer and spirit medium – during election campaigns to assist in their strategy and provide some foresight.

        



    
            An anti-democratic hangover from the 1960s is the lack of local government elections – KL, Georgetown and Melaka’s city councillors have all been government appointees since 1964. The DAP made reintroducing these elections part of their 2008 election campaign manifesto, but since taking power in Penang they have been unable to deliver through lack of the necessary federal approval.
        


            
                
                Islam has always played a key role in Malaysian politics. The fundamentalist Islamic party PAS (Parti Islam se-Malaysia) has a policy aim to install an Islamic government in Malaysia. However, since it has teamed up with the PKR and DAP in the PR opposition alliance it has toned down this message and made a greater effort to reach out to non-Malays. 

            
                In an effort to outflank PAS’s religious credentials, UMNO has from its dominant position with the BN been inching Malaysia closer to becoming more of a conservative Islamic state. Some local authorities have tried to ban or restrict dog ownership (conservative Muslims see dogs as unclean) and prosecute couples for holding hands or kissing in public. There was a move for policewomen, regardless of their religion, to wear the 
                    tudong
                 
                (headscarf) at official parades and the controversy over the banning, then unbanning, of the Bible in Iban (Click here
                ). There have also been several high-profile demolitions of non-Muslim religious buildings (including a couple of 19th-century Hindu temples) for allegedly not having proper planning permission.
            


      
            Singapore
        

      
            
            Singapore is a parliamentary republic modelled on the United Kingdom’s Westminster System. There are numerous political parties in Singapore, but one party, the People’s Action Party (PAP), has dominated the political landscape since independence. The President of Singapore (since 2011, Tony Tan Keng Yam) is the democratically elected head of state, a traditionally ceremonial role that has since 1991 included powers to veto a small number of decisions, largely related to security and the armed service. The president appoints a prime minister (currently Lee Hsien Loong) as the head of government. Legislative power is vested in both the government and the Parliament of Singapore. 

      
            Some critics say the electoral system makes it difficult for opposition parties to gain seats, entrenching the dominance of the PAP. This position is backed up by the strict (by Western standards) controls the government places on political assembly, freedom of expression and behaviours deemed antisocial. 

      
            However, the most recent election in 2011 would seem to indicate that things are changing: there was a decline in the popularity of the PAP, whose votes fell by 8.69%. Moreover, the number of contented seats was the highest it’s been since Singapore achieved its independence in 1965. The biggest gains went to the Worker’s Party (WP) whose political agenda focuses on everyday concerns of Singaporeans (wages, cost of living and healthcare, public transport, affordability of housing, and the disproportionately high salaries of ministers).
        


      
        
            
                ISLAM & POLITICS
            


      
            Local media, often accused of being mouthpieces of the government, gave fair and equal coverage to both the PAP and opposition parties. Social media, once banned in campaigning, played a huge part in the dissemination of information. Even Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong participated in an online chat (his first). 

      
            Post-election, it seems as though the PAP has realised that its position has gone from unshakable to slightly tenuous. A review of ministerial salaries was immediately mooted, and Senior Minister Goh Chok Tong and Minister Mentor Lee Kuan Yew both tendered their resignations. Senior Minister Goh perhaps put it best, describing the results as, ‘a sea change in the political landscape’.

            Although internationally classified as a constitutional monarchy, Brunei officially deems itself a 
                Melayu Islam Beraja
             
            (MIB; Malay Islamic Monarchy) and is, in many ways, an absolute monarchy. Sultan Hassanal Bolkiah has been in power since 1967; he appoints his advisory cabinet, privy council and council of succession. There is a 33-member legislative council, but those members are also appointed by the sultan; in 2004 there was talk of holding elections for 15 more seats, but those elections have never materialised.
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      Religion

      
            
            Freedom of religion is guaranteed throughout this mainly Islamic region, although in Brunei the Baha’i faith is banned you are and unlikely to encounter practising Jews. Hinduism’s roots in the region long pre-date Islam, and the various Chinese religions are also strongly entrenched. Christianity has a presence, more so in Singapore than Peninsula Malaysia where it has never been strong. In Malaysian Borneo many of the indigenous people have converted to Christianity, yet others still follow their animist traditions.

            Islam most likely came to the region in the 14th century with south Indian traders; it was not one of Arabia’s more orthodox Islamic traditions. It absorbed rather than conquered existing beliefs, and was adopted peacefully by Malaysia’s coastal trading ports. Islamic sultanates replaced Hindu kingdoms – though the Hindu concept of kings remained – and the Hindu traditions of 
                adat
             
            continued despite Islamic law dominating.



      
            
                
                    Adat,
                 
                with its roots in the region’s Hindu period and earlier, is customary law that places great emphasis on collective rather than individual responsibility and on maintaining harmony.

        


      
            Malay ceremonies and beliefs still exhibit pre-Islamic traditions, but most Malays are ardent Muslims – to suggest otherwise would cause great offence. With the rise of Islamic fundamentalism, the calls to introduce Islamic law and purify the practices of Islam have increased; yet, while the federal government of Malaysia is keen to espouse Muslim ideals, it is wary of religious extremism.

            Most Malaysian Muslims are Sunnis, but all Muslims share a common belief in the Five Pillars of Islam:

            Muslim dietary laws forbid alcohol, pork and all pork-based products. Restaurants where it’s OK for Muslims to dine will be clearly labelled halal; this is a stricter definition than places that label themselves simply ‘pork-free’.
        

      
            A radical Islamic movement has not taken serious root in Malaysia but religious conservatism has grown over recent years. For foreign visitors, the most obvious sign of this is the national obsession with propriety, which extends to newspaper polemics on female modesty and raids by the police on ‘immoral’ public establishments, which can include clubs and bars where Muslims may be drinking. 


      
            
                Sisters in Islam (www.sistersinislam.org.my) is a website run by and for Malaysian Muslim women who refuse to be bullied by patriarchal interpretations of Islam.

        

      
            More Muslim women wear the hijab (a head covering also known regionally as the 
                tudong
            
            ) today than, say, 20 years ago. In 2011, a young Muslim filmmaker Norhayati Kaprawi made the documentary 
                Siapa Aku?
            
            (Who Am I?), which examines some of the reason behind this interviewing a spectrum of Malaysian women from across the country. Shamsul Amri Bahruddin, director of the Institute of Ethnic Studies at the National University of Malaysia, is is quoted within the film as saying that ‘conformity is the most dominating factor on why women in Malaysia wear a 
                tudung’.
             

      
            On the other hand, the 
                New York Times
             
            in 2011 reported that Malaysia was leading the way in the Islamic world with regard to embracing women as preachers and teachers of the Muslim faith, an area traditionally dominated by men, citing Zaleha Kamaruddin, the first female rector appointed to head the country’s International Islamic University. However, women preachers still are not allowed to lead prayers at mosques.

      
        
            
                ISLAMIC FESTIVALS
            

            
                
                The highpoint of the Islamic festival calendar is Ramadan, when Muslims fast from sunrise to sunset. Ramadan always occurs in the ninth month of the Muslim calendar and lasts between 29 and 30 days, based on sightings of the moon. Fifteen days before the start of Ramadan, on Nisfu Night, it is believed the souls of the dead visit their homes. On Laylatul Qadr (Night of Grandeur), during Ramadan, Muslims celebrate the arrival of the Quran on earth, before its revelation by the Prophet Mohammed. 

            
                
                    Hari Raya Puasa
                 
                (also known as Hari Raya Aidilfitri) marks the end of the month-long fast, with two days of joyful celebration and feasting. Hari Raya Puasa is the major holiday of the Muslim calendar and it can be difficult to find accommodation, particularly on the coast. The start of Ramadan moves forward 11 days every year in line with the Muslim lunar calendar.

            
                The other major Islamic festivals celebrated across the region are:

                A two-day festival usually in November marking the successful completion of the hajj – the pilgrimage to Mecca – and commemorating the willingness of the Prophet Ibrahim (the biblical Abraham) to sacrifice his son. Many shops, offices and tourist attractions close and locals consume large amounts of cakes and sweets.

                i Usually in March and celebrating the birth of the prophet Mohammed.

            Chinese Religions
        

      
            
            The Chinese in the region usually follow a mix of Buddhism, Confucianism and Taoism. Buddhism takes care of the afterlife, Confucianism looks after the political and moral aspects of life, and Taoism contributes animistic beliefs to teach people to maintain harmony with the universe. But to say that the Chinese have three religions is too simplistic a view of their traditional religious life. At the first level Chinese religion is animistic, with a belief in the innate vital energy in rocks, trees, rivers and springs. At the second level people from the distant past, both real and mythological, are worshipped as gods. Overlaid on this are popular Taoist, Mahayana Buddhist and Confucian beliefs.
        


      
            
                The most popular Chinese gods and local deities, or 
                    shen
                
                , are Kuan Yin, the goddess of mercy; Kuan Ti, the god of war and wealth; and Toh Peh Kong, a local deity representing the spirit of the pioneers and found only outside China. 

        

      
            On a day-to-day level most Chinese are much less concerned with the high-minded philosophies and asceticism of the Buddha, Confucius or Lao Zi than they are with the pursuit of worldly success, the appeasement of the dead and the spirits, and seeking knowledge about the future. Chinese religion incorporates elements of what Westerners might call ‘superstition’ – if you want your fortune told, for instance, you go to a temple. The other thing to remember is that Chinese religion is polytheistic. Apart from the Buddha, Lao Zi and Confucius there are many divinities, such as house gods, and gods and goddesses for particular professions.
        

      
            Hinduism
        

      
            
            Hinduism in the region dates back at least 1500 years and there are Hindu influences in cultural traditions, such as 
                wayang kulit
             
            (shadow-puppet theatre) and the wedding ceremony. However, it is only in the last 100 years or so, following the influx of Indian contract labourers and settlers, that it has again become widely practised.

      
            Hinduism has three basic practices: puja (worship), the cremation of the dead, and the rules and regulations of the caste system. Although still very strong in India, the caste system was never significant in Malaysia, mainly because the labourers brought here from India were mostly from the lower classes.
        

      
            Hinduism has a vast pantheon of deities, although the one omnipresent god usually has three physical representations: Brahma, the creator; Vishnu, the preserver; and Shiva, the destroyer or reproducer. All three gods are usually shown with four arms, but Brahma has the added advantage of four heads to represent his all-seeing presence.
        

      
        
            
                THAIPUSAM
            

            
                
                The most spectacular Hindu festival in Malaysia and Singapore is Thaipusam, a wild parade of confrontingly invasive body piercings. The festival, which originated in Tamil Nadu (but is now banned in India), happens every year in the Hindu month of Thai (January/February) and is celebrated with the most gusto at the Batu Caves, just outside Kuala Lumpur.
            

            
                The greatest spectacle is the devotees who subject themselves to seemingly masochistic acts as fulfilment for answered prayers. Many carry offerings of milk in 
                    paal kudam
                
                (milk pots), often connected to the skin by hooks. Even more striking are the 
                    vel kavadi –
                 
                great cages of spikes that pierce the skin of the carrier and are decorated with peacock feathers, pictures of deities and flowers. Some penitents go as far as piercing their tongues and cheeks with hooks, skewers and tridents.

            
                The festival is the culmination of around a month of prayer, a vegetarian diet and other ritual preparations, such as abstinence from sex or sleeping on a hard floor. While it looks excruciating, a trance-like state stops participants from feeling pain; later the wounds are treated with lemon juice and holy ash to prevent scarring. As with the practice of firewalking, only the truly faithful should attempt the ritual. It is said that insufficiently prepared devotees keep doctors especially busy over the Thaipusam festival period with skin lacerations, or by collapsing after the strenuous activities.
            

            
                Thaipusam is also celebrated in Penang at the Nattukotai Chettiar Temple and the Waterfall Hilltop Temple, and in Johor Bahru at the Sri Thandayuthabani Temple. Ipoh attracts a large number of devotees, who follow the procession from the Sri Mariamar Temple in Buntong to the Sri Subramaniar Temple in Gunung Cheroh. In Singapore, Hindus march from the Sri Srinivasa Perumal Temple on Serangoon Rd to the Chettiar Hindu Temple.
            

        

      

      
            Animism
        

      
            
            The animist religions of Malaysia’s indigenous peoples are as diverse as the peoples themselves. While animism does not have a rigid system of tenets or codified beliefs, it can be said that animists perceive natural phenomena to be animated by various spirits or deities, and a complex system of practices is used to propitiate these spirits.
        


      
            
                Dayak animism considers the hornbill a powerful spirit – the bird is honoured in dance and ceremony and its feathers treasured.
            

        

      
            Ancestor worship is also a common feature of animist societies; departed souls are considered to be intermediaries between this world and the next. Examples of elaborate burial rituals can still be found in some parts of Sarawak, where the remains of monolithic burial markers and funerary objects still dot the jungle around longhouses in the Kelabit Highlands. However, most of these are no longer maintained and they’re being rapidly swallowed up by the fast-growing jungle.
        

      
            In Malaysian Borneo, Dayak animism is known collectively as Kaharingan. Carvings, totems, tattoos and other objects (including, in earlier times, head-hunting skulls) are used to repel bad spirits, attract good spirits and soothe spirits that may be upset. Totems at entrances to villages and longhouses are markers for the spirits.
        

      
            Relgious Issues
        

      
            Freedom of Religon?
        

      
            
            Islam is Malaysia’s state religion, which has an impact on the cultural and social life of the country at several levels. Government institutions and banks, for example, are closed for two hours at lunchtime on Friday to allow Muslims to attend Friday prayers.
        

      
            Government censors, with Islamic sensitivities in mind, dictate what can be performed on public stages or screened in cinemas. This has led to Beyoncé cancelling her shows when asked to adhere to strict guidelines on dress and her performance style, and to the banning of movies like 
                Schindler’s List
            
            and 
                Babe
            
            – the themes of Jews being saved from the Holocaust and a cute pig star are not to Muslim tastes. In 2008, Malaysia’s leading Islamic council issued an edict against yoga, fearing the exercises could corrupt Muslims. 

      
            
                Syariah
             
            (Islamic law) is the preserve of state governments, as is the establishment of Muslim courts of law, which since 1988 cannot be overruled by secular courts. This has had a negative impact on Muslims wishing to change their religion and divorced parents who cannot agree on which religion to raise their children by. The end result is that Malaysian Muslims who change their religion or practise no faith at all rarely make their choice official.

      
            In theory Brunei’s constitution also allows for the practice of religions other than the official Sunni Islam. However, as Freedom House (www.freedomhouse.org) reports, proselytizing by non-Muslims is prohibited and other forms of Islam are actively discouraged. Christianity suffers censorship. Marriage between Muslims and non-Muslims is not allowed. With permission from the Ministry of Religious Affairs Muslims can convert their faith, but in reality conversion is practically impossible.
        

      
            Inter-Religious Relations
        

      
            
            Muslim-Christian relations in Malaysia were clouded in 2010 as the result of a campaign by Muslim fundamentalists to forbid Christians from referring to God as ‘Allah’ in Bahasa Malaysia. The Home Ministry seized 35,000 Bahasa Malaysia Bibles at Kuching’s port, prompting the Christian Federation of Malaysia to lodge a formal complaint with PM Najib Razak; the Bibles were later released.
        

      
            Anecdotal evidence from across the region indicates that whereas in the past the various religion communities participated in each other’s communal festivities (Hari Raya, Chinese New Year), such easy mingling is becoming less frequent these days, especially among younger people.
        

      
            Intra-religious relations in Sabah and Sarawak are less fraught than on the mainland, but Christians and Chinese (the groups overlap to a certain degree) and Muslim moderates often express concern that the island – especially Sabah – is not immune to the Islamist winds blowing in from other parts of the country.
        

      
            Anti-Semitism
        

      
            
            The only part of the region where you’ll find a community of practising Jews is in Singapore. Penang once had a Jewish community large enough to support a synagogue (closed in 1976) and there’s been a Jewish cemetery in George Town since 1805. Elsewhere in Malaysia and Brunei, Jewish life is practically unknown.
        

      
            Sadly, anti-Semitism, ostensibly tied to criticism of Israel, is a feature of Malaysia and Brunei. In the region’s bookshops it’s not difficult to find anti-Semetic publications like 
                The Protocols of the Elders of Zion
            
            . Former prime minister Mahathir is the most infamously outspoken Malaysian anti-Semite: in 2003 he made a speech to an Islamic leadership conference claiming the USA is a tool of Jewish overlords, and he once cancelled a planned tour of Malaysia by the New York Philharmonic because the program included work by a Jewish composer. 


      
            
                The Jewish Community of Singapore website (www.singaporejews.com) contains information about the history of Jews on the island and the current community.
            

        


      
            More recently, after the July 2011 Bersih rally in KL to demand greater transparency in electoral law, the UMNO-owned Malay newspaper 
                Utusan Malaysia
            
            claimed such demonstrations would make the country vulnerable to interference by Jews and Israel. The Malaysian government later distanced itself from the newspaper’s comments. 

      
            Israeli passport holders are not permitted to enter Malaysia without clearance from the Ministry of Home Affairs, and very few local Muslims differentiate between Israelis and Jews generally – something worth noting if you’re Jewish and travelling in the region.
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      Arts & Media

      
            
            Malaysia, Singapore and Brunei are not widely known for their arts, which is a shame as there is much creativity here, particularly in Malaysia and Singapore. Traditional art forms like 
                wayang kulit
            
            (shadow puppetry) and 
                mak yong
             
            (dance and music performances) continue alongside contemporary art, drama and filmmaking. There’s a distinctive look to Malaysia’s vernacular architecture as well as a daring and originality in modern constructions. The region also produces authors who are gaining attention in the wider world.

      
            Singapore has boosted spending on arts across the board with the aim of making the island state the arts hub of the region, in stark contrast to Malaysia, where very little public money is assigned to the arts. Even private sponsors like Petronas are pulling back their support; in June 2012, the Petronas Performing Art Group took their final bows after 22 years.

            Architecture
        

      
            
            Malaysia and Singapore have both made their mark in the world of modern architecture with iconic buildings like KL’s Petronas Towers and the Marina Bay Sands complex in Singapore. Other interesting skyscrapers and civic buildings in the cities take inspiration from both local culture and the environment – for example the Tabung Haji and Menara Maybank buildings in KL, both designed by Hijjas Kasturi.
        

      
            Vividly painted and handsomely proportioned, traditional wooden Malay houses are also perfectly adapted to the hot, humid conditions of the region. Built on stilts, with high, peaked roofs, they take advantage of even the slightest cooling breeze. Further ventilation is achieved by full-length windows, no internal partitions, and latticelike grilles in the walls. The layout of a traditional Malay house reflects Muslim sensibilities. There are separate areas for men and women, as well as distinct areas where guests of either sex may be entertained.
        


      
            
                The cartoonist and artist Lat is a national institution in Malaysia. His witty sketches turn up in the

            Although their numbers are dwindling, this type of house has not disappeared altogether. The best places to see examples are in the 
                kampung
            
            of Peninsular Malaysia, particularly along the east coast in the states of Kelantan and Terengganu. Here you’ll see that roofs are often tiled, showing a Thai and Cambodian influence. 

      
            In Melaka, the Malay house has a distinctive tiled front stairway leading up to the front verandah – examples can be seen around Kampung Morten. The Minangkabau-style houses found in Negeri Sembilan are the most distinctive of the 
                kampung
             
            houses, with curved roofs resembling buffalo horns; the design is imported from Sumatra.

      
            Few Malay-style houses have survived Singapore’s rapid modernisation – the main place they remain is on Pulau Ubin. Instead, the island state has some truly magnificent examples of Chinese shophouse architecture, particularly in Chinatown, Emerald Hill (off Orchard Rd) and around Katong. There are also the distinctive ‘black and white’ bungalows built during colonial times; find survivors lurking in the residential areas off Orchard Rd. Most noticeable of all, though, will be the rank upon rank of Housing Development Board (HDB) flats that the vast majority of Singaporeans call home. 

      
            Despite its oil wealth, there’s little that’s flashy in the architecture of Brunei’s modest capital, Bandar Seri Begawan, where the city’s skyline is dominated by the striking Omar Ali Saifuddien Mosque. It’s quite a different story, however, out at Jerudong, home to the Sultan’s opulent palace and the eye-boggling Empire Hotel.

            Traditional Malay dances include 
                menora,
            
            a dance-drama of Thai origin performed by an all-male cast dressed in grotesque masks; and the similar 
                mak yong, 
            where the participants are female. These performances often take place at Puja Ketek, Buddhist festivals held at temples near the Thai border in Kelantan. There’s also the 
                rodat,
            
            a dance from Terengganu, and the 
                joget,
            
            an upbeat dance with Portuguese origins, often performed at Malay weddings by professional dancers; in Melaka it’s better known as 
                chakunchak.

                is a Malay martial art that originated in 15th-century Melaka. Today it is a highly refined and stylised activity, more akin to dance than self-defence.

        



      
            When it comes to contemporary drama and dance, Singapore tends to have the edge. There’s a lot of interesting work by local theatre companies like Action Theatre (www.action.org.sg), W!ld Rice (www.wildrice.com.sg), Toy Factory Ensemble (www.toyfactory.com.sg) and the Singapore Repertory Theatre (www.srt.com.sg). Singapore’s leading dance company, Singapore Dance Theatre (www.singaporedancetheatre.com), puts on performances ranging from classical ballet to contemporary dance.

                It’s in east coast Peninsula Malaysian towns like Kota Bharu and Kuala Terengganu that you’re most likely to see 
                    wayang kulit
                 
                – shadow-puppet performances, similar to those of Java in Indonesia, which retell tales from Hindu epic the Ramayana. It’s a feat of endurance both for performer and audience since the shadow plays, which often take place at weddings or after the harvest, can last for many hours.

            Islamic and Chinese influences are felt in the music of

            (Chinese-influenced romantic songs), and

            (Islamic chants, sometimes accompanied by dance and music). The KL-based Dama Orchestra (www.damaorchestra.com) combines modern and traditional Chinese instruments and play songs that conjure up the mood of 1920s and 1930s Malaysia.

      
            In Singapore, catch the Singapore Symphony Orchestra (SSO, at the Esplanade – Theatres on the Bay) and the well-respected Singapore Chinese Orchestra which plays not only traditional and symphonic Chinese music but also Indian, Malay and Western pieces.

                Chinese opera, is derived from the Cantonese variety. The performances mix dialogue, music, song and dance; what they lack in literary nuance they make up for with garish costumes and the crashing music that follows the action. Scenery and props are minimal; it’s the action that is important, and even for the uninitiated it’s usually easy to get the gist of the plot.

            
                Performances can go for an entire evening. Even though the acting is very stylised, and the music can be discordant to Western ears, they are worth seeing. Free street performances are held in the Chinatown areas of KL and Singapore, Melaka and Penang’s George Town during important festivals like Chinese New Year (January/February), the Festival of the Hungry Ghosts (August/September) and the Festival of the Nine Emperor Gods (September/October).

            Yasmin Ahamad is considered to be the most culturally important Malaysian filmmaker since Ramlee. Her film

                Batik is made across Malaysia, but Kelantan and Terengganu are its true homes. Produced by drawing or printing a pattern on fabric with wax and then dyeing the material, batik can be made into clothes, homewares, or simply be created as works of art.

                    & Weaving
                 
                The baskets of the Iban, Kayan, Kenyah and Penan are highly regarded. Weaving material include rattan, bamboo, swamp nipah grass and pandanus palms. Related weaving techniques produce sleeping mats, seats and materials for shelters. While each ethnic group has certain distinctive patterns, hundreds or even thousands of years of trade and interaction has led to an intermixing of patterns.

                    Kain Songket
                 
                This hand-woven fabric with gold and silver threads through the material is a speciality of Kelantan and Terengganu. Clothes made from it are usually reserved for important festivals and occasions. You can also buy pieces of the fabric for decorative purposes.

In the latter, designs are hammered through the silver from the underside. Brasswork is an equally traditional skill in Kuala Terengganu. Objects crafted out of pewter (an alloy of tin) are synonymous with Selangor, where you’ll find the Royal Selangor Pewter Factory as well as other pewter manufacturers.

            Among the most interesting and internationally successful contemporary Malaysian artists are Jalaini Abu Hassan (‘Jai’), Wong Hoy Cheong, landscape painter Wong Perng Fey, and Australian-trained multimedia artist Yee I-Lann. Amron Omar has focused for nearly 30 years on 
                silat
             
            (a Malay martial art) as a source of inspiration for his paintings – several are in the National Visual Art Gallery in KL. A young contemporary sculptor who’s making a name for himself internationally is Abdul Multhalib Musa. His work has won awards and he created several pieces in Beijing for the 2008 Olympics.

      
            In Singapore the visual-arts scene is also vibrant, with painting, sculpture and multimedia the vehicles of choice for dynamic explorations into the tensions between Western art practices and the perceived erosion of traditional values. Highly regarded local artists include Da Wu Tang, Vincent Leow, Jason Lim and Zulkifle Mahmod, all of whom took part in the 2007 Venice Biennale.

            For the last decade, since Mahathir’s retirement as prime minister in 2003, there has been noticeably more freedom in what the media covers in Malaysia. The stringent laws haven’t changed, but the mind-set of journalists has and there’s less self-censorship than in the past. Malaysia has one of the liveliest blogospheres of the region, with the practically unfettered expansion of politically linked websites and blogs proof of a more liberal attitude.
        

      
            The Singaporean government restricts freedom of speech and freedom of the press, as well as other civil and political rights. Censorship of sexual, political and racially or religiously sensitive content is extensive. However, the government’s attitude towards online media has been relaxed since 2006. Once banned during elections, blogs and social media are now allowed as part of the media coverage. Social media increasingly plays a part in the Singapore mediascape, with local newspapers often quoting bloggers and reporting on issues generated in the blogosphere.
        

      
            Freedom House has listed Brunei as ‘not free’ when it comes to the media. The government can arbitrarily shut down media outlets and bar distribution of foreign publications. Journalists can be jailed for up to three years for reporting ‘false and malicious’ news. This said, there have been no reports of attacks on or harassment of journalists in recent years. Both the country’s main newspapers, the 
                Borneo Bulletin
            
            (owned by members of the Sultan’s family) and the 
                Borneo Times,
             
            are believed to practise self-censorship.
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      Food & Drink

      
            
            Centuries of trade, colonisation, and immigration have left their culinary mark on Malaysia, Singapore and Brunei in the form of cuisines so multifaceted it would take months of nonstop grazing to truly grasp their breadth. Nowhere else in Asia are the elements of three great culinary traditions – those of China, India and the Malay archipelago – so intertwined. The result is dishes both starkly monocultural (think Chinese wonton noodles and the southern Indian rolled ‘pancakes’ called 
                dosa
            
            ) and confusingly – but delightfully – multicultural 
                (debal,
             
            a Melakan Eurasian stew, marries European-originated red wine vinegar, Indian black-mustard seeds, Chinese soy sauce and Malay candlenuts).


      
            
                When the Portuguese conquered Melaka with a fleet launched from Goa they brought along vindaloo, which morphed into the Cristang-inspired dish

            Malaysia, Brunei and Singapore have similar populations, share a tropical climate and were all at one time home to important trading ports along the spice route. As a result, their cuisines are characterised by comparable flavours and are built on a shared foundation of basic ingredients.
        

      
            Chillies 
                (cili),
            
            both fresh and dried, are a kitchen staple. (Chilli-phobes need not worry; the region boasts plenty of mild dishes too.) Capsicum stars in 
                sambal
            
            , a dip cum relish; its many varieties incorporate ingredients ranging from dried shrimp to fruit and are served alongside humble soup noodles, lavish rice spreads and every meal in between. Chillies are the base of 
                rempah
            
            (called 
                bumbu
             
            in Brunei), a pounded paste also containing, at its most basic, garlic and shallots, which forms the foundation of curries, soups and stews.

            Herbs and aromatics like coriander, mint, 
                daun kesom
            
            (polygonum, a peppery, slightly astringent leaf also known as laksa leaf), celery leaves (from the slender, jade-green Asian variety rather than thick-stemmed, mild-flavoured Western celery) 
                daun kunyit
             
            (turmeric leaves), curry leaves, lemongrass and wild lime leaves impart a fresh liveliness to curries and noodle dishes. Fragrant pandan leaves are often called ‘Southeast Asian vanilla’ for the light, slightly sweet essence they lend to sweets. (Pandan is also a natural deodoriser, so don’t be surprised to see a bundle of leaves stashed beneath the rear window of your taxi).

      
            Sourness is also an important facet of the region’s cuisines. 
                Asam
            
            (sour) curries and noodle dishes derive piquancy primarily from tamarind and 
                asam keping,
            
            the flesh of a tart fruit related to the mangosteen that’s sliced into thin coins and dried. Malay cooks also make sour soups and sambals with a tiny green fruit called 
                belimbing,
             
            a relative of the star fruit. Both limes and calamansi, a cross between lime and Mandarin orange, are juiced for salads; slices are served with laksa and other noodle dishes.

      
            Grated coconut is dry-fried, sometimes with dried chillies and other flavourings, to make 
                kerisik,
            
            a garnish for rice, and is an ingredient in many 
                kuih
            
            (sweets), where it’s often paired with 
                gula Melaka,
            
            a 
            distinctive dark brown sugar made by boiling the sap collected from cut flower stalks of the coconut palm.


      
            
                Belacan
            
            (dried shrimp paste) embodies the Malaysian, Singaporean and Bruneian love of fishy flavours. A black, sticky-sweet version native to Penang, called 
                hae ko,
            
            dresses vegetable and fruit salad 
                (rojak)
            
            and is stirred into 
                asam
            
            laksa, a sour fishy noodle dish, right before serving. Other well-loved condiments made from the fruits of the sea include 
                cincalok
             
                (
            
            
                cencalu
            
            in Brunei), krill mixed with salt and sugar and left to ferment (it’s often eaten with rice and eggs) and 
                budu,
            
            a sludgy long-fermented anchovy sauce favoured by Malay cooks. These piscine condiments lend umami to many a

            dipping sauce and curry and, though certainly odoriferous, can be addictive; after a few weeks of sampling you may find yourself wishing you could sneak a block of

            Though chillies are a mainstay of Malaysian cuisine, few dishes are prohibitively spicy. Curries start with

            – a pounded paste of chillies and aromatics like garlic, shallots,

            (turmeric) and 
                lengkuas
            
            (galangal). Dried spices – coriander seeds, fennel seeds, cumin, fenugreek – might also be included, especially if the dish is Indian-influenced. Curries and sweets are made

                FOR THE LOVE OF SAMBAL
            

            
                
                There are as many variations of 
                    sambal
                
                as there are Malay cooks. Mild to fiery, made with fresh or dried chillies, and incorporating ingredients from dried fish to fruit, this cross between a dip and a relish accompanies simple soup noodles, lavish feasts and every meal in between. The most common variation is 
                    sambal belacan,
                
                made from fresh or dried red chillies pounded with dried 
                    belacan
                
                (fermented prawn paste). If its pungent punch puts you off initially, try, try again – 
                    sambal belacan

                nasi goreng,
            
            and packed into banana leaf-lined bamboo tubes, cooked, then sliced and doused with coconut-and-vegetable gravy for the Malay dish 
                lontong
            
            . Glutinous (sticky) rice – both white and black –
            is a common 
                kuih
            
            ingredient; Malays mix glutinous rice with sugar and allow it to ferment for sweet-and-sour, slightly alcoholic 
                tapai,
             
            which goes nicely with ice cream.

      
            Rice flour, mixed with water and allowed to ferment, becomes the batter for Indian 
                idli,
             
            steamed cakes to eat with dhal (stewed lentils
                ),
            
            and 
                apam,
            
            crispy-chewy pancakes cooked in special concave pans. Rice flour–based dough is transformed into sweet dumplings like 
                onde-onde,
            
            coconut flake-dusted, pandan-hued balls hiding a filling of semi-liquid 
                gula Melaka

                ‘Ketchup’ is thought to be derived from the Hokkien word 
                    ke-tsiap,
                 
                which describes a fermented fish sauce brought by Chinese traders to Melaka, where it was encountered by Europeans.

        


      
            Many varieties of noodle are made from rice flour, both the wide, flat 
                kway teow
            
            and 
                mee hoon
            
            (or 
                bee hoon,
            
            rice vermicelli). 
                Chee cheong fun
            
            –
            steamed rice flour sheets – are sliced into strips and topped with sweet brown and red chilli sauces; stubby 
                loh see fun
             
            (literally ‘rat-tail noodles’) are stewed in a claypot with dark soy sauce.

      
            Round yellow noodles form the basis of the Muslim Indian dish 
                mee mamak
            
            . The Chinese favourite 
                won ton mee
            
            , found anywhere in the region, comprises wheat-and-egg vermicelli, a clear meat broth and silky-skinned dumplings.
        

      
            A primary starch for Bruneians and some indigenous communities in the eastern Malaysian states of Sabah and Sarawak is sago flour, laboriously extracted from the trunk of a variety of palm tree. In Brunei, it’s mixed with water and cooked to make 
                ambuyat
            
            (or 
                ambulung
            
            ), a sticky whitish paste. It was popularised during WWII, when the Japanese invaded Borneo and cut off the rice supply. 

      
            
                The word laksa is thought to derive from the Persian word for noodle, 
                    lakhsha
                
                (slippery). The 
                    Oxford Companion to Food
                 
                speculates that pasta was introduced to Indonesia (from where it migrated to Malaysia) by Arab traders or Indian Muslims in the 13th century.

        

      
            Meat & Seafood
        

      
            
            In Malaysia, religion often dictates a diner’s choice of protein. 
                Haram
            
            (forbidden) to Muslims, 
                babi
            
            (pork) is the king of meats for Chinese; some hawkers even drizzle noodles with melted lard. Whether roasted till crispy-skinned 
                (char yoke)
            
            or marinated and barbecued till sweetly charred 
                (char siew),
            
            the meat is eaten with rice, added to noodles, and stuffed into steamed and baked buns. Malaysian Hakka (a Chinese ethnic group) are renowned for succulent, long-cooked pork dishes like 
                khaw yoke,
             
            sliced belly seasoned with five spice, layered with sliced taro and steamed.

      
            Chicken 
                (ayam)
            
            is tremendously popular in Malaysia and Singapore, but more of a special occasion meat in Brunei (as is beef or buffalo). Malay eateries offer a variety of chicken curries, and the meat regularly turns up on skewers, grilled and served with peanut sauce for satay. Another oft-enjoyed fowl is 
                itik
            
            (duck), roasted and served over rice, simmered in star anise–scented broth and eaten with yellow 
                mee,
             
            or stewed with aromatics for a spicy Indian Muslim curry.


      
            
                
                    Geragau,
                
                the tiny prawn found in the seas off the Strait of Melaka and the waters around Penang, are used to make 
                    belacan
                
                and 
                    cincaluk,

            Tough local beef 
                (daging)
            
            is best cooked long and slowly, for dishes like coconut milk–based 
                rendang
            
            . Chinese-style beef noodles feature tender chunks of beef and springy meatballs in a rich, mildly spiced broth lightened with pickled mustard. Indian Muslims do amazing things with mutton; it’s worth searching out 
                sup kambing,
             
            stewed mutton riblets (and other parts, if you wish) in a thick soup, flavoured with loads of aromatics and chillies that’s eaten with sliced white bread.

      
            Lengthy coastlines and abundant rivers and estuaries mean that seafood forms much of the diet for many of the region’s residents. The region’s wet markets devote whole sections to dried seafood, with some stalls specialising in 
                ikan bilis
            
            – tiny dried anchovies that are deep-fried till crispy and incorporated into sambal or sprinkled atop noodle and rice dishes – and others displaying an array of salted dried fish.

                Dine at enough 
                    kopi tiam
                
                (coffee shops) and you’re bound to run into lamb chops and mushroom soup. Though these may seem out of place on a menu that also features 
                    belacan
                
                (fermented prawn paste), fried rice and fish in sour curry, these dishes are as much a part of the Malaysian culinary universe as laksa 
                    lemak
                
                (curry laksa). Western classics like chops (pork and chicken, in addition to lamb) and fish and chips are Malaysia’s intergenerational comfort foods. They were introduced by the British but popularised in the early decades of the 20th century by the Hainanese immigrants who served as their private cooks – and later became known throughout the country for their prowess in the kitchen. The best versions, found in old-time 
                    kopi tiam
                 
                sporting original floor tiles and peeling paint, are astoundingly authentic. Seek them out when a break from local fare is in order, and eat a bit of history.

            Vegetable lovers will have a field day. Every rice-based Malay meal includes 
                ulam,
            
            a selection of fresh and blanched vegetables – wing beans, cucumbers, okra, eggplant and the fresh legume

            (or stink bean, so-named for its strong garlicky taste) – and fresh herbs to eat on their own or dip into 
                sambal
            
            . Indians cook cauliflower and leafy vegetables like cabbage, spinach and roselle (sturdy leaves with an appealing sourness) with coconut milk and turmeric. Other greens – 
                daun ubi
            
            (sweet potato leaves), 
                kangkong
            
            (water spinach), Chinese broccoli and yellow-flowered mustard – are stir-fried with 
                sambal belacan
            
            or garlic. The humble jicama is particularly versatile; it’s sliced and added raw to 
                rojak;
            
            grated, steamed, and rolled into 
                popiah
            
            (soft spring rolls) and mashed, formed into a cake and topped with deep-fried shallots and chillies for Chinese 
                oh kuih
            
            . Sweet corn is plentiful, sold by vendors grilled or off-the-cob and steamed, at almost every night market.
        



      
            
                Practising Muslims can relax in Malaysia, which is a world leader in offering halal food; even fast food outlets sport halal certification. Look for window stickers and on menus to check an outlet’s accreditation.
            

        


      
            
                Tahu
            
            (soy beans) are consumed in many forms. Soy-milk lovers can indulge in the freshest of the fresh at Chinese wet markets, where a vendor selling deep-fried 
                crullers
            
            (long fried-doughnut sticks) for dipping is never far away. 
                Dou fu
            
            (soft fresh bean curd), eaten plain or doused with syrup, makes a great light snack. 
                Yong tauhu
            
            is a healthy Hakka favourite of firm bean curd and vegetables like okra and eggplant stuffed with ground fish paste and served with chilli sauce. 
                Fucuk,
            
            which is the chewy skin that forms on the surface of boiling soy milk, is fried golden or eaten fresh in noodle dishes, and absorbent deep-fried 
                tauhu pok
            
            (bean curd ‘puffs’) are added to noodles and stews. Malays often cook with

            a fermented soy bean cake with a nutty flavour, stir-frying it with 
                kecap manis,

            The locals are passionate about sweets; vendors of cakes and pastries lie in wait on street corners, footpaths and in markets. Many

            Fork and spoon are the cutlery of choice, except in Western-oriented establishments or 
                kopitiam
             
            (coffee shops) serving chops and fish and chips, where you might get a knife, too. Don’t put the fork in your mouth, but use it to gently nudge food onto your spoon. Chinese noodles and dishes served in Chinese restaurants are usually eaten with chopsticks (though forks and spoons are available on request). Malays and Indians eat rice-based meals with their right hand only, using thumb to manoeuvre rice onto the balls of the fingers and then into the mouth. (This is easier done if you moisten your rice with curries and side dishes and mash the lot together.) Wash your hands before and after with water from the teapot-like container on the table (Malay eateries) or at a communal sink at the side or rear of the room. Napkins are a rarity so it’s always a good idea to carry a pack of tissues.

      
            In some Chinese eateries you’ll be given a basin of hot water containing saucers, chopsticks, bowls and cutlery. This is meant to allow for hygiene concerns; remove the items and dry them off or shake them dry.
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      The Region’s Environment

      
            
            Malaysia’s federal government maintains that it is doing its best to balance out the benefits of economic development with environmental protection and conservation. Others, including a long list of wildlife and environmental-protection agencies and pressure groups, beg to differ, pointing out how big business continues to have the ear of government when decision time rolls around. 

      
            It’s far from a clear-cut situation: Malaysia’s logging and oil palm businesses provide hundreds of thousands of jobs, yet they also wreak untold ecological damage and have caused the displacement of many tribal 
            people and the consequent erosion of these unique cultures.

      
            In Singapore strict laws control littering and waste emissions are policed vigilantly. Though little of the island’s original wilderness is left, growing interest in ecology has seen bird sanctuaries and parkland areas created, with new parks in the Marina Bay development as well as a series of connectors that link up numerous existing parks and gardens around the island.
        

      
            With few roads and much of its tiny area covered by forest, car emissions are the least of Brunei’s problems. However, like much of the region, it suffers the effects of smoke haze from Indonesia.

            Deforestation
        

      
            
            There’s a disparity between government figures and those of environmental groups, but it’s probable that more than 60% of Peninsular Malaysia’s rainforests have been logged, with similar figures applying to Malaysian Borneo. Government initiatives like the National Forestry Policy have led to deforestation being cut to 900 sq km a year, a third slower than previously. The aim is to reduce the timber harvest by 10% each year, but even this isn’t sufficient to calm the many critics who remain alarmed at the rate at which Malaysia’s primary forests are disappearing.
        

      
            At the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change in 2008, Malaysia committed to maintaining 50% of its land with forest cover. However, as the Malaysian Nature Society and others have pointed out, the problem is how the government defines ‘forest cover’ – currently the description includes rubber plantations. In many states old-growth forests are being cut down to plant rubber.
        

      
            Environmental groups like TREES (http://trees.org.my) have also been campaigning for the protection of the rainforests and water catchment areas along the eastern flank of Selangor. In 2010, 93,000 hectares of these uplands were gazetted as the Selangor State Park making it the peninsula’s third largest protected area of forest after Taman Negara and Royal Belum State Park. Find out more at http://selangorstatepark.blogspot.com. 

      
            In Sarawak and Sabah several national parks and reserves have recently been created or extended, like the Maliau Basin Conservation Area and the Pulong Tau National Park. However, the effects of logging are still clearly being felt in the region, which now suffers unusually long floods during the wet season.
        


      
            
                The Clouded Leopard Project (http://cloudedleopard.org) has funded several conservation efforts on Malaysian Borneo for this beautiful animal that may be rarer than the Malayan tiger.

        

      
            The Heart of Borneo Project (www.heartofborneo.org) is a hugely ambitious initiative led by WWF (www.panda.org) to safeguard the island’s biodiversity for future generations and ensure indigenous people’s cultural survival by protecting 24,000 sq km of interconnected forest land in Sabah, Sarawak, Brunei and Kalimantan – altogether almost a third of Borneo.
        

      
            Another ray of light comes from the Kuching-based Sarawak Biodiversity Centre (www.sbc.org.my), an organisation that aims to assist drug companies in their search for valuable medical compounds from the rainforest. If the cure for cancer or AIDS can be found in these forests, it might just be their partial saviour.

            Improving Wildlife Conservation
        

      
            
            At the end of 2010 Malaysia started to enforce its new Wildlife Conservation Act, which includes fines of up to RM100,000 and long prison sentences for poaching, smuggling of animals and other wildlife-related crimes. This first revision of such laws in over 30 years has been welcomed by local pressure groups including Traffic Southeast Asia (www.traffic.org/southeast-asia) and the Malaysian Nature Society.
        

      
            Smuggling of live animals and animal parts is a particular problem in the region. Pangolins, also known as scaly anteaters, are the most traded species even though they are protected under Malaysian law; their scales, believed to have medicinal properties, can fetch up to RM800 per kg. In July 2010 police looking for stolen cars also uncovered an illegal ‘mini zoo’ in a KL warehouse containing 20 species of protected wildlife, including a pair of rare birds of paradise worth RM1 million.
        


      
            
                There’s an ongoing environmental threat in the region from ‘haze’ – smoke from fires set by Indonesian farmers and plantation companies to clear land for agricultural purposes. The haze is usually at its worst in Singapore and parts of Malaysia around March and just before September and October’s rainy season.
            

        


      
            A month later, the notorious animal smuggler Alvin Wong was nabbed at Kuala Lumpur International Airport after his bag burst open revealing 95 boa constrictors, two rhinoceros vipers and a mata mata turtle. He was sentenced to five years in prison. Wong is described as ‘the Pablo Escobar of wildlife trafficking’ in Bryan Christy’s 
                The Lizard King
             
            (http://thelizardkingbook.com), a fascinating account of international animal and reptile smuggling.

      
            Palm Oil Plantations
        

      
            
            The oil palm, a native of West Africa that was introduced into Malaysia in the 1870s, is probably now the most common tree in Malaysia. The country’s first palm-oil plantation was established in 1917; today, according to the Malaysian Palm Oil Council (www.mpoc.org.my), Malaysia is the world’s leading producer of palm oil, accounting for over 40% of global production. The oil is extracted from the orange-coloured fruit, which grows in bunches just below the fronds. It is used primarily for cooking, although it can also be refined into biodiesel – an alternative to fossil fuels.

            For all the crops’ benefits, there have been huge environmental consequences to the creation of vast plantations that have replaced the
            native jungle and previously logged forests; in 2003 Friends of the Earth reported that palm-oil production was responsible for 87% of deforestation in Malaysia. The use of polluting pesticides and fertilisers in palm-oil production also undermines the crop’s eco credentials. Palm-oil plantations convert land into permanent monoculture, reducing the number of plant species by up to 90%. Oil palms require large quantities of herbicides and pesticides that can seep into rivers; drainage may lower water tables, drying out nearby peat forests (and releasing huge quantities of greenhouse gases in the process). Plantations also fragment the natural habitats that are especially important to large mammals. 

      
            The Palm Oil Action Group (www.palmoilaction.org.au) is an Australian pressure group raising awareness about palm oil and the need to use alternatives. Roundtable on Sustainable Palm Oil tries to look at the issue from all sides while seeking to develop and implement global standards. Proforest (www.proforest.net) has also been working with Wild Asia (www.wildasia.org) on the Stepwise Support Programme, designed to promote sustainability within the palm-oil industry.
        


      
        
            
                CUTTING CARBON EMISSIONS
            

            
                At the 2009 climate change conference in Copenhagen, Prime Minister Najib pledged to slash Malaysia’s carbon emissions by 40% by 2020. According to the International Energy Agency the country emitted 6.68 tonnes of carbon dioxide per capita in 2007 – 
                more than twice the world’s average – and the fourth highest amount in the region after Brunei, Taipei and Singapore. Compared to these three countries, Malaysia’s emission per capita percentage change between 1990 and 2007 was the highest, growing by 143%.

            
                To reach its stated goal the federal government has added green technology to the portfolio of the Ministry of Energy and Water and announced the launch of a national green technology policy. The details remain sketchy, however, and the overall aim sits awkwardly with the nation’s poor record on public transport and the continuing expansion of local budget airlines like AirAsia.
            

        

      


      
            Hydroelectric Dams
        

      
            
            Hydoelectric dams are touted as sources of carbon-free energy, but these huge projects often have serious environmental impacts. In addition, indigenous people are often forcibly relocated to areas where they have a difficulty earning a living or maintaining their traditions. Such was the case with the controversial Bakun Dam (www.bakundam.com) in Sarawak.
        

      
            In October 2010 the 207m high structure began flooding a reservoir that will eventually submerge an area of once-virgin rainforest about the size of Singapore (690 sq km). According to the Malaysian government, ‘the second-highest concrete-faced rockfill dam in the world’ will produce 2400MW of ‘emission-free clean energy,’ giving a much needed boost to Sarawak’s economy.

            However, Malaysian and international watchdogs claim the whole project – including contracts to clear the site of biomass, which involves logging old-growth jungle – has been shot through with corrupt dealings designed to benefit the business associates of local politicians. Transparency International (www.transparency.org) has declared the dam a ‘monument of corruption.’
        

      
            Borneo does not need the power that the dam will produce; the original plan was to send 70% of the energy to Peninsular Malaysia along a 670km undersea cable. That part of the project has been shelved, however, leaving Sarawak with a huge over-capacity (when all turbines are operating, the dam will produce 2.5 times as many watts as Sarawak’s current peak demand). Some of the slack may be taken up by a massive aluminium smelter being built near Mukah.
        

      
            Despite this, a dozen more dams in highland Sarawak are in various stages of planning and execution, including the 944MW Murum Dam, located in a Penan area 60km upriver from Bakun.
        

      
            Rivers
        

      
            
            There has been some success in both Penang and Melaka when it comes to cleaning up polluted waterways. The Sungai Pinang that flows through the heart of George Town was once so filthy that it had a Class V classification, meaning it was unable to sustain life and contact with the water was dangerous. The state’s clean-up program resulted in the waterway’s pollution rating dropping to Class III in 2010. By 2015 it’s hoped that the river will be waste free.
        


      
            
                Regional Environmental Awareness Cameron Highlands (REACH; www.reach.org.my) has been working since 2001 to preserve, restore and maintain this region as an environmentally sustainable agricultural area and tourist resort within a permanent nature reserve.
            

        


      
            According to the Malayisan Nature Society, the revival of the once sludgy Sungei Melaka flowing through Melaka is also a model of how a river can be cleaned. Starting in 2005 the city invested about RM100 million in the project, which also included building grassy areas and walking paths along the river banks. A catamaran designed to clean up oil slicks was employed to remove rubbish then compress it into a material that could be used to reinforce the banks. The next step was the beautification of the banks, followed by domestic wastewater and cesspool treatment; reservoirs were built to trap scum, oil and refuse.
        

      
            The focus has now turned to KL and the Klang Valley. The literal translation of Kuala Lumpur is ‘muddy estuary’; anyone gazing on any of the milk-coffee-coloured waterways that flow through the city would still find that name highly appropriate. Following moves in 2010 by the Selangor state government to clean up a 21km stretch of the Sungei Klang around Klang, the much larger River of Life program now focuses anti-pollution efforts on the river’s upper reaches. The government has allocated RM3 billion for the task of raising the river water 
            quality from the current Class III and Class IV (not suitable for body contact) to Class IIb (suitable for body contact and recreational usage) by 2020.

      
        
            
                THE PLIGHT OF TASIK CHINI
            

            
                
                Part of the Pahang river basin and with a catchment size of 45 sq km, Tasik Chini is Malaysia’s sole Unesco Biosphere Reserve. As late as 10 years ago the lake was a major tourist draw for the lotus flowers that practically carpeted its surface. Today pollution of the lake (which is actually a freshwater swamp) has resulted in murky waters and the near extinction of the lotuses. 

            
                Problems began in the mid-1980s, when the state government began approving land development schemes around the lake, and got worse when the federal government built a weir at the end of Sungai Chini in 1995 to facilitate navigation of tourist boats, despite protests by the Orang Asli who live in six villages around Tasik Chini.
            

            
                The weir raised the lake by at least 2m, submerging thousands of trees and many stands of rattan by the water’s edge, as well endangering the survival of the lotus plants, which grow best in shallow water. The water, already spoiled by run-off from open-cut iron ore mines as close as 50m from the lake’s edge, was further polluted by the methane and hydrogen sulphide the dead vegetation in the lake produced as it rotted.
            

            
                In August 2012 Transparency International-Malaysia (TI-M) and environmental agencies including WWF-Malaysia and Malaysian Nature Society launched a Save Tasik Chini campaign. Citing a Universiti Kebangsaan Malaysia report, TI-M claimed that Tasik Chini’s eco-system is in a ‘critical situation’ and if nothing was done the lake would perish by 2030 – a view strongly refuted by Pahang’s Chief Minister Adnan Yaakob. The 
                    Star
                 
                reported that Orang Asli are furious at Adnan’s denials of the problem, quoting local leaders who says they can no longer fish in the polluted lake or harvest roots and herbs from areas now off limits because of mining operations.

        

      

      
            Overdevelopment
        

      
            
            On hillsides in Peninsular Malaysia, overdevelopment married to poor construction standards has caused several disastrous landslides, one of the most recent being in December 2008 in Bukit Antarabangsar, when four people died as 14 luxury homes tumbled down the slope. The 
            collapse of a 12-storey building in Selangor in December 1993 killed 49 people. The government has toughened up construction codes, but development of such precariously sited facilities continues apace in the cooler highland areas within easy reach of KL, for example in the Cameron Highlands.

            The marina being constructed in Tekek on Pulau Tioman has aggravated environmentalists who argue it will damage coral reefs in the area. It has already forced a few hotel operations to close and, as of recently, was an ugly construction site. The proposed second (offshore) airstrip at Pulau Tioman has also drawn fire for similar reasons, although it appears this project may have been postponed.
        

      
            Some 75% of Kelantan’s coast is also under attack from erosion; in the worst cases the shoreline is retreating by up to 10m a year.
        

      
            Green, Clean Singapore
        

      
            
            Singapore’s reputation as an efficiently run, squeaky clean place is well justified. Visitors will no doubt notice the absence of trash on the streets: this is a result of a vast network of street cleaners and garbage collection trucks. At the Housing Development Board flat complexes that the vast majority of Singaporeans live in there are seven types of formal and informal recycling schemes.
        

      
            Waste is shipped off to Pulau Semakau, an island 8km south of the mainland. This landfill was planned and built by the National Environment Agency in 1999 and has been projected to meet the country’s waste needs till 2040. More interestingly, the island itself has been much promoted by the government as an ‘eco’ hotspot (there isn’t a stench, as waste buried has been processed or incinerated prior). Rehabilitated mangrove swamps sit next to a coral nursery. In 2005, the island was also opened for recreation activities such as nature walks and fishing.

            Malaysia’s accommodation possibilities range from rock-bottom flophouses to luxurious five-star resorts. Outside the peak holiday seasons (around major festivals such as Chinese New Year in January/February) big discounts are frequently available – it’s always worth asking about special offers.
        

      
            Budget listings in this guide (denoted with a ‘$’) are those offering a double room with attached bathroom or dorm bed for under RM100; midrange properties ($$) have double rooms with attached baths for RM100 to RM400; top-end places ($$$) charge over RM400 including 10% service and 5% tax (expressed as ++).
        

      
            Promotional rates can bring rooms at many top-end hotels into the midrange category. A 6% government tax applies to all hotel rooms (including at cheaper hotels where it is invariably included in the quoted rate) and almost all top-end hotels levy an additional 10% service charge. Credit cards are widely accepted at midrange and top-end hotels; cash payment is expected at cheaper places.
        

      
            Warning: bed bug infestations are common in Malaysia’s hotels and are a particular problem at the budget end of the market.
        

      
            Camping
        

      
            
            Many of Malaysia’s national parks have official camping grounds and will permit camping in nondesignated sites once you are deep in the jungle. There are also many lonely stretches of beach that are ideal for camping. Likewise, it is possible to camp on uninhabited bays on many of Malaysia’s islands. A two-season tent with mosquito netting is ideal. A summer-weight sleeping bag is OK, but the best choice is a lightweight bag-liner, since even the nights are warm.

            Staying with a Malaysian family will give you a unique experience many times removed from the fast-paced and largely recognisable life of the cities and towns. It’s worth enquiring with

            Hostels & Guesthouses
        

      
            
            At beach resorts and in the main tourist cities you will find a variety of cheap hostels and guesthouses. Dormitory accommodation is usually available. Rooms may be spartan (with flimsy walls and sometimes no window) and have shared bathrooms, but this is the cheapest accommodation option around and a great place to meet fellow travellers. These places offer their customers lots of little extras to outdo the competition, such as free wi-fi, tea and coffee, bicycles and transport. You’ll normally pay around RM10 to RM30 for a dorm bed or RM15 to RM70 for a hotel-style room with air-con.
        

      
            Hotels
        

      
            
            Standard rooms at top-end hotels are often called ‘superior’ in the local parlance. Most hotels have slightly more expensive ‘deluxe’ or ‘club’ rooms, which tend to be larger, have a better view and include extras such as breakfast or free internet access. Many also have suites.
        

      
            At the low end of the price scale are the traditional Chinese-run hotels usually offering little more than simple rooms with a bed, a table and chair, and a sink. The showers and toilets (which will sometimes be Asian squat-style) may be down the corridor. Note couples can sometimes economise by asking for a single, since in Chinese-hotel language ‘single’ means one double bed, and ‘double’ means two beds. Don’t think of this as being tight; in Chinese hotels you can pack as many into one room as you wish.
        

      
            The main catch with these hotels is that they can sometimes be terribly noisy. They’re often on main streets, and the cheapest ones often have flimsy walls that stop short of the ceiling – great for ventilation but terrible for acoustics and privacy.
        

      
            Longhouses
        

      
            
            A distinctive feature of indigenous Dayak life in Malaysian Borneo is the longhouse – essentially an entire village under one seemingly interminable roof. Contemporary longhouses fuse age-old forms with highly functional features such as corrugated iron roofs and satellite dishes. According to longstanding Dayak tradition, anyone who shows up at a longhouse must be welcomed and given accommodation. However, these days turning up at a longhouse unannounced may be an unwelcome imposition on the residents – in short, bad manners. The way to avoid these pitfalls is to hire a locally-savvy guide or tour company that can coordinate your visit and make introductions.

Many are still government owned but are privately operated. Some have been turned into modern midrange resorts, others retain old colonial decor.             Travelling with the kids in Malaysia is generally a breeze. For the most part, parents needn’t be overly concerned, but it pays to lay down a few ground rules – such as regular hand-washing – to head off potential problems. Children should especially be warned not to play with animals, as rabies occurs in Malaysia.
        

      
            Lonely Planet’s

            contains useful advice on how to cope with kids on the road and what to bring along to make things go more smoothly, with special attention paid to travelling in developing countries. Also useful for general advice is www.travelwithyourkids.com.

      
            There are discounts for children for most attractions and for most transport. Many beach resorts have special family chalets. Cots, however, are not widely available in cheaper accommodation. Public transport is comfortable and relatively well organised. Pushing a stroller around isn’t likely to be easy given there are often no footpaths and kerbs are high.
        

      
            Baby formula, baby food and nappies (diapers) are widely available. However, it makes sense to stock up on these items before heading to remote destinations or islands.
        

      
            Sights & Activities
        

      
            
            Some beach destinations suitable for families with younger children include Pulau Perhentian, Pulau Kapas and Tunku Abdul Rahman National Park. Those with older children might enjoy some of the jungle parks of the country, including Taman Negara and, over in Sarawak, the Bako and Gunung Mulu national parks. For more animal encounters also consider the Sepilok Orang-Utan Rehabilitation Centre in Sabah.

            Lying just 2º to 7º north of the equator, Peninsular Malaysia is hot and steamy year-round, with temperatures rarely dropping below 20ºC, even at night. 

      
            Although Malaysia is monsoonal, only the east coast of the peninsula has a real rainy season – elsewhere there is just a little more rain than usual. Rain tends to arrive in brief torrential downpours, providing a welcome relief from the heat. During the monsoon it may rain every day, but it rarely rains all day. Humidity tends to hover around the 90% mark; escape the clammy heat by retreating to the cooler hills.

            Malaysia is a predominantly Muslim country and the level of tolerance for homosexuality is vastly different from its neighbours. It’s illegal for men of any age to have sex with other men. In addition, the Islamic 
                syariah
             
            laws (which apply only to Muslims) forbid sodomy and cross-dressing. Fortunately, outright persecution of gays and lesbians is rare.

      
            Nonetheless, gay and lesbian travellers should avoid behaviour that attracts unwanted attention. Malaysians are conservative about displays of public affection. Although same-sex handholding is quite common for men and women, this is rarely an indication of sexuality; an overtly gay couple doing the same would attract attention, though there is little risk of vocal or aggressive homophobia.
        

      
            There’s actually a fairly active gay scene in KL. The lesbian scene is more discreet, but it exists for those willing to seek it out. Start looking for information on www.utopia-asia.com or www.fridae.com, both of which provide good coverage of gay and lesbian events and activities across Asia.

            It’s always a good idea to take out travel insurance. Check the small print to see if the policy covers potentially dangerous sporting activities such as caving, diving or trekking, and make sure that it adequately covers your valuables. Health-wise, you may prefer a policy that pays doctors or hospitals directly rather than your having to pay on the spot and claim later. If you have to claim later, make sure that you keep all documentation. Check that the policy covers ambulances, an emergency flight home and, if you plan trekking in remote areas, a helicopter evacuation.
        

      
            A few credit cards offer limited, sometimes full, travel insurance to the holder.

            You’ll have to be deep in the jungle to be off-line in Malaysia. Urban centres have ubiquitous hot spots for wi-fi connections (often free) and internet cafes typically charging RM3 per hour for broadband access. You can also use a smartphone to access the internet via wi-fi. In the remote reaches of the peninsula and Malaysian Borneo don’t expect the internet to be fast, though.

            In any dealings with the local police it will pay to be deferential. You’re most likely to come into contact with them either through reporting a crime (some of the big cities in Malaysia have tourist police stations for this purpose) or while driving. Minor misdemeanours may be overlooked, but don’t count on it.
        

      
            Drug trafficking carries a mandatory death penalty. A number of foreigners have been executed in Malaysia, some of them for possession of amazingly small quantities of heroin. Even possession of tiny amounts can bring down a lengthy jail sentence and a beating with the

            MasterCard and Visa are the most widely accepted brands of credit card. You can make ATM withdrawals with your PIN, or banks such as Maybank (Malaysia’s biggest bank), HSBC and Standard Chartered will accept credit cards for over-the-counter cash advances. Many banks are also linked to international banking networks such as Cirrus (the most common), Maestro and Plus, allowing withdrawals from overseas savings or cheque accounts.

            The ringgit (RM) is made up of 100 sen. Coins in use are 1 sen, 5 sen, 10 sen, 20 sen and 50 sen; notes come in RM1, RM2 (rare), RM5, RM10, RM20, RM50 and RM100.
        

      
            Malaysians sometimes refer to ringgit as ‘dollars’, the old name used for the country’s currency – if in doubt ask if people mean US dollars or ‘Malaysian dollars’ (ie ringgit).
        

      
            Be sure to carry plenty of small bills with you when venturing outside cities – in some cases people cannot change bills larger than RM10.

            There is no general sales tax but there is a government tax of 6% at some midrange and all top-end hotels and many larger restaurants (in addition to an establishment’s 10% service fee).
        

      
            Travellers Cheques & Cash
        

      
            
            Banks in the region are efficient and there are plenty of moneychangers. For changing cash or travellers cheques, banks usually charge a commission (around RM10 per transaction, with a possible small fee per cheque), whereas moneychangers have no charges but their rates vary more. Compared with a bank, you’ll generally get a better rate for cash at a moneychanger – it’s usually quicker too. Away from the tourist centres, moneychangers’ rates are often poorer and they may not change travellers cheques.
        

      
            All major brands of travellers cheques are accepted across the region. Cash in major currencies is also readily exchanged, though like everywhere else in the world the US dollar has a slight edge.

            Malaysians usually have no antipathy to being photographed, although of course it’s polite to ask permission before photographing people and taking pictures in mosques or temples. For advice on taking better photos, Lonely Planet’s

            Rabies occurs in Malaysia, so any bite from an animal should be treated very seriously. In the jungles and mangrove forests, living hazards include leeches (annoying but harmless), snakes (some kinds are highly venomous), macaques (prone to bag-snatching in some locales), orang-utans (occasionally aggressive) and, in muddy estuaries, saltwater crocodiles (deadly if they drag you under).
        

      
            Theft & Violence
        

      
            
            Theft and violence are not particularly common in Malaysia and compared with Indonesia or Thailand it’s extremely safe. Nevertheless, it pays to keep a close eye on your belongings, especially your travel documents (passport, travellers cheques etc), which should be kept with you at all times.
        

      
            Muggings do happen, particularly in KL and Penang, and physical attacks have been known to occur, particularly after hours and in the poorer, run-down areas of cities. We’ve been told that thieves on motorbikes particularly target women for grab raids on their handbags. Also keep a watch out for sleazy local ‘beach boys’ in Langkawi and the Perhentians.
        

      
            Credit-card fraud is a growing problem in Malaysia. Use your cards only at established businesses and guard your credit-card numbers closely.
        

      
            A small, sturdy padlock is well worth carrying, especially if you are going to be staying at any of the cheap chalets found on Malaysia’s beaches, where flimsy padlocks are the norm.

            Local calls cost 10 sen for three minutes. Payphones take coins or prepaid cards which are available from TM offices and convenience stores. Some also take international credit cards. You’ll also find a range of discount calling cards at convenience stores and mobile-phone counters.

            If you have arranged global roaming with your home provider, your GSM digital phone will automatically tune into one of the region’s digital networks. If not, cheap prepaid SIM cards (RM8.50; passport required) are available almost everywhere from mobile-phone shops and kiosks (including at airports). If you bring along your own phone, make sure it can handle 900/1800MHz and is not locked. In Borneo, the cheapest mobile phones start at about US$40.
        

      
            Local calls cost RM0.12 to RM0.15 per minute; international direct dialling costs just RM0.18 per minute to North America and to landline numbers in Australia and the UK (mobile lines cost RM0.88 per minute). SMSs (text messages; RM0.06 or less each) are hugely popular and are a great way to communicate with locals and expats.

            Visitors must have a passport valid for at least six months beyond the date of entry into Malaysia. The following gives a brief overview of other requirements – full details of visa regulations are available on the website www.kln.gov.my.
        

      
            Nationals of most countries are given a 30- or 60-day visa on arrival, depending on the expected length of stay. As a general rule, if you arrive by air you will be given 60 days automatically, though coming overland you may be given 30 days unless you specifically ask for a 60-day permit. It’s possible to get an extension at an immigration office in Malaysia for a total stay of up to three months. This is a straightforward procedure that is easily done in major Malaysian cities.
        

      
            Only under special circumstances can Israeli citizens enter Malaysia.
        

      
            Both Sabah and Sarawak retain a certain degree of state-level control of their borders. Malaysian citizens from Peninsular Malaysia (West Malaysia) cannot work in Malaysian Borneo (East Malaysia) without special permits, and tourists must go through passport control and have their passports stamped whenever they:

            The key to travelling with minimum hassle in Malaysia is to blend in with the locals, which means dressing modestly and being respectful, especially in areas of stronger Muslim religious sensibilities such as the northeastern states of Peninsula Malaysia. Regardless of what local non-Muslim women wear, it’s better to be safe than sorry – we’ve had reports of attacks on women ranging from minor verbal aggravation to physical assault. Hard as it is to say, the truth is that women are much more likely to have problems in Malay- 
            dominated areas, where attitudes are more conservative.

      
            In Malay-dominated areas, you can halve your hassles just by tying a bandanna over your hair (a minimal concession to the headscarf worn by most Muslim women). When visiting mosques, cover your head and limbs with a headscarf and sarong (many mosques lend these out at the entrance). At the beach, most Malaysian women swim fully clothed in T-shirts and shorts, so don’t even think about going topless.
        

      
            Be proactive about your own safety. Treat overly friendly strangers, both male and female, with a good deal of caution. In cheap hotels check for small peepholes in the walls and doors; when you have a choice, stay in a Chinese-operated hotel. On island resorts, stick to crowded beaches, and choose a chalet close to reception and other travellers. Take taxis after dark and avoid walking alone at night in quiet or seedy parts of town.

            All the airlines offer discounts tickets on the internet, depending on how far in advance you book – in some cases you might only pay for the airport taxes.             Bicycle touring around Malaysia and neighbouring countries is an increasingly 
            popular activity. The main road system is well engineered and has good surfaces, but the secondary road system is limited. Road conditions are good enough for touring bikes in most places, but mountain bikes are recommended for forays off the beaten track.

      
            Top-quality bicycles and components can be bought in major cities, but generally 10-speed (or higher) bikes and fittings are hard to find. Bringing your own is the best bet. Unfortunately, they are often poorly signed and sometimes the only way for you to find your bus is to ask a local. These buses are invariably dirt cheap and provide a great sample of rural life. In most towns there are no ticket offices, so buy your ticket from the conductor after you board.

            Driving in Malaysia is fantastic compared with most Asian countries. There has been a lot of investment in the country’s roads, which are generally of a high quality. New cars for hire are commonly available and fuel is inexpensive (RM1.85 per litre).
        

      
            It’s not all good news, though. Driving in the cities, particularly KL, can be a nightmare, due to traffic and confusing one-way systems. Malaysian drivers aren’t always the safest when it comes to obeying road rules – they mightn’t be as reckless as those you might see elsewhere in Southeast Asia, but they still take risks. For example, hardly any of the drivers keep to the official 110km/h speed limit on the main highways and tailgating is a common problem.
        

      
            The Lebuhraya (North–South Hwy) is a six-lane expressway that runs for 966km along the length of the peninsula from the Thai border in the north to JB in the south. There are quite steep toll charges for using the expressway and these vary according to the distance travelled. As a result the normal highways remain crowded while traffic on the expressway is light. Many other highways are in excellent condition and many are under construction.

Unlimited distance rates for a 1.3L Proton Saga, one of the cheapest and most popular cars in Malaysia, are posted at around RM190/1320 per day/week, including insurance and collision-damage waiver. The Proton is basically a Mitsubishi assembled under licence in Malaysia.
        

      
            You can often get better prices, either through smaller local companies or when the major companies offer special deals. Rates drop substantially for longer rentals, and if you shop around by phone, you can get wheels for as little as RM2500 per month, including unlimited kilometres and insurance. The advantage of dealing with a large company is that it has offices all over the country, giving better backup if something goes wrong and allowing you to pick up in one city and drop off in another (typically for a RM50 surcharge). Mayflower is one local company with offices all over and some competitive rates.
        

      
            The best place to look for car hire is KL, though Penang is also good. In Sabah and Sarawak there is less competition and rates are higher, partly because of road conditions; there’s also likely to be a surcharge if you drop your car off in a different city from the one you rented it in.

            Rental companies will provide insurance when you hire a car, but always check what the extent of your coverage will be, particularly if you’re involved in an accident. You might want to take out your own insurance or pay the rental company an extra premium for an insurance excess reduction.
        

      
            Road Rules
        

      
            
            Driving in Malaysia broadly follows the same rules as in Britain and Australia – cars are right-hand drive, and you drive on the left side of the road. The only additional precaution you need to take is to be aware of possible road hazards: stray animals, wandering pedestrians and the large number of motorcyclists. The speed limit is 110km per hour on expressways slowing down to 50km per hour on 
                kampung
             
            (village) back roads, so take it easy.

      
            Wearing safety belts is compulsory. Malaysia drivers show remarkable common sense compared to other countries in the region. However, there are still plenty of drivers who take dangerous risks. Lane-drift is a big problem and signalling, when used at all, is often unclear. Giving a quick blast of the horn when you’re overtaking a slower vehicle is common practice and helps alert otherwise sleepy drivers to your presence.
        

      
        
          CLIMATE CHANGE & TRAVEL

          Every form of transport that relies on carbon-based fuel generates CO2, the main cause of human-induced climate change. Modern travel is dependent on aeroplanes, which might use less fuel per kilometre per person than most cars but travel much greater distances. The altitude at which aircraft emit gases (including CO2) and particles also contributes to their climate change impact. Many websites offer ‘carbon calculators’ that allow people to estimate the carbon emissions generated by their journey and, for those who wish to do so, to offset the impact of the greenhouse gases emitted with contributions to portfolios of climate-friendly initiatives throughout the world. Lonely Planet offsets the carbon footprint of all staff and author travel.

            Keep in mind hitching is never entirely safe in any country in the world, and we don’t recommend it. Travellers who decide to hitch, particularly single women, should understand that they are taking a small but potentially serious risk. People who do choose to hitch will be safer if they travel in pairs and let someone know where they are planning to go.
        

      
            This said, Malaysia has long had a reputation for being a great place for hitchhiking, and it’s generally still true, though with inexpensive bus travel most travellers don’t bother. Note that hitchers are banned from the Lebuhraya expressway.
        

      
            Local Transport
        

      
            
            Local transport varies widely from place to place. Taxis are found in all large cities, and most have meters. Fares in KL and other cities on the peninsula are as follows: flagfall (first 2km) is RM3, with an additional 20 sen for each 200m or 45 seconds thereafter; 20 sen for each additional passenger over two passengers; RM1 for each piece of luggage in the boot (trunk); plus 50% on each of these charges between midnight and 6am. Drivers are legally required to use meters if they exist – you can try insisting that they do so, but sometimes you’ll just have to negotiate the fare before you get in. 

      
            Bicycle rickshaws (trishaws) supplement the taxi service in George Town and Melaka and are definitely handy ways of getting around the older parts of town, which have convoluted and narrow streets.
        

      
            In major cities there are also buses, which are extremely cheap and convenient, provided you can figure out which one is going your way. KL also has commuter trains, a Light Rail Transit (LRT) and a monorail system.
        

      
            In the bigger cities across Malaysian Borneo, such as Kuching and Kota Kinabalu, you will find taxis, buses and minibuses. Once you’re out of the big cities, though, you’re basically on your own and must either walk or hitch. If you’re really in the bush, of course, riverboats and aeroplanes are the only alternatives to lengthy jungle treks.
        

      
            Long-Distance Taxi
        

      
            
            Long-distance taxis make Malaysian travel – already easy and convenient even by the best Asian standards – a real breeze. In almost every town there will be a 
                teksi
             
            stand where the cars are lined up and ready to go to their various destinations.

      
            Taxis are ideal for groups of four, and are also available on a share basis. As soon as a full complement of four passengers turns up, off you go.
        

      
            If you’re travelling between major towns, you have a reasonable chance of finding other passengers to share without having to wait too long, but otherwise you will have to charter a whole taxi, which is four times the single-fare rate.
        

      
            As Malaysia becomes increasingly wealthy, and people can afford to hire a whole taxi, the share system is becoming less reliable. Early morning is generally the best time to find people to share a taxi, but you can inquire at the taxi stand the day before as to the best time.
        

      
            Taxi rates to specific destinations are fixed by the government and are posted at the taxi stands. Air-con taxis cost a few more ringgit than nonair-con, and fares are generally about twice the comparable bus fares. If you want to charter a taxi to an obscure destination, or by the hour, you’ll probably have to do some negotiating. On the peninsula you’re likely to pay around 50 sen per kilometre. In Sarawak, the taxi meter price (for kilometres beyond the first 3km which is RM10) is RM1.20 per km.
        

      
            Taxi drivers often drive at frighteningly high speeds. They don’t have as many head-on collisions as you might expect, but closing your eyes at times of high stress certainly helps! You also have the option of demanding that the driver slow down, but this can be met with varying degrees of hostility. Another tactic is to look for ageing taxis and taxi drivers – they must be doing something right to have made it this far!

            Reliable tours of both Peninsular Malaysia and Malaysian Borneo are run regularly by international operators, including

            Malaysia’s privatised national railway company is

            . It runs a modern, comfortable and economical railway service, although there are basically only two lines and for the most part services are slow.
        

      
            One line runs up the west coast from Singapore, through KL, Butterworth and on into Thailand. The other branches off from this line at Gemas and runs through Kuala Lipis up to the northeastern corner of the country near Kota Bharu in Kelantan. Often referred to as the ‘jungle train’, this line is properly known as the ‘East-coast line’.

            , a small narrow-gauge line running through the Sungai Padas gorge from Tenom to Beaufort, offers tourist trips lasting four hours on Wednesday and Saturday.
        

      
            Services & Classes
        

      
            
            There are two main types of rail services: express and local trains. Express trains are air-conditioned and have ‘premier’ (1st class), ‘superior’ (2nd class) and sometimes ‘economy’ (3rd class) seats. Similarly, on overnight trains you’ll find ‘premier night deluxe’ cabins (upper/lower berth RM50/70 extra), ‘premier night standard’ cabins (upper/lower berth RM18/26 extra), and ‘standard night’ cabins (upper/lower berth RM12/17 extra). Local trains are usually economy-class only, but some have superior seats.
        

      
            Express trains stop only at main stations, while local services, which operate mostly on the east-coast line, stop everywhere, including the middle of the jungle, to let passengers and their goods on and off. Consequently local services take more than twice as long as the express trains and run to erratic schedules, but if you’re in no hurry they provide a colourful experience and are good for short journeys.
        

      
            Train schedules are reviewed biannually, so check the KTM website, where you can make bookings and buy tickets.

            Take out health insurance.

            Pack medications in their original, clearly labelled containers.

            Carry a signed and dated letter from your physician describing your medical conditions and medications, including their generic names.

            If you have a heart condition bring a copy of your ECG taken just prior to travelling.

            Bring a double supply of any regular medication in case of loss or theft. 

      
            Recommended Vaccinations
        

      
            
            Proof of yellow fever vaccination will be required if you have visited a country in the yellow-fever zone (Africa or South America) within the six days prior to entering the region. Otherwise the World Health Organization (WHO) recommends the following vaccinations:

                Adult diphtheria and tetanus
             
            Single booster recommended if none in the previous 10 years.

      »
            
                Hepatitis A
             
            Provides almost 100% protection for up to a year. A booster after 12 months provides at least another 20 years’ protection.

      »
            
                Hepatitis B
             
            Now considered routine for most travellers. Given as three shots over six months. A rapid schedule is also available, as is a combined vaccination with Hepatitis A.

      »
            
                Measles, mumps and rubella (MMR)
             
            Two doses of MMR are required unless you have had the diseases. Many young adults require a booster.

      »
            
                Polio
             
            There have been no reported cases of polio in recent years. Only one booster is required as an adult for lifetime protection.

      »
            
                Typhoid
             
            Recommended unless your trip is less than a week and is only to developed cities. The vaccine offers around 70% protection, lasts for two to three years and comes as a single shot. Tablets are also available; however the injection is usually recommended as it has fewer side effects.

                Varicella
             
            If you haven’t had chickenpox, discuss this vaccination with your doctor.

            Availability & Cost of Health Care
        

      
            
            In Malaysia the standard of medical care in the major centres is good, and most problems can be adequately dealt with in Kuala Lumpur.
        

      
            Singapore has excellent medical facilities. You cannot buy medication over the counter without a doctor’s prescription in Singapore.
        

      
            In Brunei, general care is reasonable. There is no local medical university, so expats and foreign-trained locals run the health-care system. Serious or complex cases are better managed in Singapore, but adequate primary health care and stabilisation are available.
        

      
            Infectious Diseases
        

      
            
            The following are the most common for travellers:
        

      »
            
                Dengue Fever
            
            Becoming increasingly common in cities. The mosquito that carries dengue bites day and night, so use insect 
            avoidance measures at all times. Symptoms can include high fever, severe headache, body ache, a rash and diarrhoea. There is no specific treatment, just rest and paracetamol – don’t take aspirin as it increases the likelihood of hemorrhaging.

      »
            
            
                Hepatitis A
             
            This food- and water-borne virus infects the liver, causing jaundice (yellow skin and eyes), nausea and lethargy. All travellers to to region should be vaccinated against it.

      »
            
                Hepatitis B
             
            The only sexually transmitted disease (STD) that can be prevented by vaccination, hepatitis B is spread by body fluids, including sexual contact.

      »
            
                Hepatitis E
             
            Transmitted through contaminated food and water and has similar symptoms to hepatitis A, but is far less common. It is a severe problem in pregnant women and can result in the death of both mother and baby. There is currently no vaccine, and prevention is by following safe eating and drinking guidelines.

      »
            
                HIV
             
            Unprotected heterosexual sex is the main method of transmission.

      »
            
                Influenza
             
            Can be very severe in people over the age of 65 or in those with underlying medical conditions such as heart disease or diabetes; vaccination is recommended for these individuals. There is no specific treatment, just rest and paracetamol.

      »
            
                Malaria
             
            Uncommon in the region and antimalarial drugs are rarely recommended for travellers. However, there may be a small risk in rural areas. Remember that malaria can be fatal. Before you travel, seek medical advice on the right medication and dosage for you.

      »
            
                Rabies
             
            A potential risk, and invariably fatal if untreated, rabies is spread by the bite or lick of an infected animal – most commonly a dog or monkey. Pretravel vaccination means the post-bite treatment is greatly simplified. If an animal bites you, gently wash the wound with soap and water, and apply iodine based antiseptic. If you are not prevaccinated you will need to receive rabies immunoglobulin as soon as possible.

      »
            
                Typhoid
             
            This serious bacterial infection is spread via food and water. Symptoms include high and slowly progressive fever, headache, a dry cough and stomach pain. Vaccination, recommended for all travellers spending more than a week in Malaysia, is not 100% effective so you must still be careful with what you eat and drink.

      
            Traveller’s Diarrhoea
        

      
            
            By far the most common problem affecting travellers and commonly caused by a bacteria. Treatment consists of staying well hydrated; use a solution such as Gastrolyte. Antibiotics such as Norfloxacin, Ciprofloxacin or Azithromycin will kill the bacteria quickly.
        

      
            Loperamide is just a ‘stopper’, but it can be helpful in certain situtations, eg if you have to go on a long bus ride. Seek medical attention quickly if you do not respond to an appropriate antibiotic.
        

      
            
                Giardiasis
             
            is relatively common. Symptoms include nausea, bloating, excess gas, fatigue and intermittent diarrhoea. The treatment of choice is Tinidazole, with Metroniadzole being a second option.



      
        
            
                DRINKING WATER
            

            »
                Never drink tap water unless you’ve verified that it’s safe (many parts of Malaysia, Singapore and Brunei have modern treatment plants).
            

            »
                Bottled water is generally safe – check the seal is intact at purchase.
            

            »
                Avoid ice in places that look dubious.
            

            »
                Avoid fruit juices if they have not been freshly squeezed or you suspect they may have been watered down.
            

            »
                Boiling water is the most efficient method of 
                purifying it.

            »
                The best chemical purifier is iodine. It should not be used by pregnant women or those with thyroid problems.
            

            »
                Water filters should also filter out viruses. Ensure your filter has a chemical barrier such as iodine and a small pore size, ie less than 4 microns.
            

        

      


      
            Environmental Hazards
        


      
            Air Pollution
        

      
            
            If you have severe respiratory problems, speak with your doctor before travelling to any heavily polluted urban centres. If troubled by the pollution, leave the city for a few days to get some fresh air.
        

      
            Diving & Surfing
        

      
            
            If planning on diving or surfing, seek specialised advice before you travel to ensure your medical kit also contains treatment for coral cuts and tropical ear infections. Have a dive medical before you leave your home country – there are certain medical conditions that are incompatible with diving, and economic considerations may override health considerations at some dive operations in Asia.
        

      
            Heat
        

      
            
            It can take up to two weeks to adapt to the region’s hot climate. Swelling of the feet and ankles is common, as are muscle cramps caused by excessive sweating. Prevent these by avoiding dehydration and excessive activity in the heat.
        

      
            Dehydration is the main contributor to heat exhaustion. Symptoms include feeling weak; headache; irritability; nausea or vomiting; sweaty skin; a fast, weak pulse; and a normal or slightly elevated body temperature. Treat by getting out of the heat; applying cool, wet cloths to the skin; laying flat with legs raised; and rehydrating with water containing a quarter of a teaspoon of salt per litre.
        

      
            Heat stroke is a serious medical emergency. Symptoms come on suddenly and include weakness; nausea; a hot, dry body with a body temperature of over 41°C; dizziness; confusion; loss of coordination; fits; and, eventually, collapse and loss of consciousness. Seek medical help and commence cooling by getting out of the heat, removing clothes, and applying cool, wet cloths or ice to the body, especially to the groin and armpits.
        

      
            Prickly heat – an itchy rash of tiny lumps – is caused by sweat being trapped under the skin. Treat by moving out of the heat and into an air-conditioned area for a few hours and by having cool showers. Creams and ointments clog the skin so they should be avoided.
        

      
        
            
                LEECHES
            

            
                
                You may not encounter any of these slimy little vampires while walking through the region’s jungle, but if the trail is leafy and it’s been raining, chances are you’ll be preyed upon.
            

            
                The local leeches are so small they can squeeze through tight-knit socks. They don’t stay tiny for long, however, since once a leech has attached to your skin, it won’t let go until it has sucked as much blood as it can hold.
            

            
                Two species are common: the brown leech and the tiger leech. The tiger leech is recognisable by its cream and black stripes, but you’ll probably feel one before you see it. Unlike the brown leech, whose suction is painless, tiger leeches sting a bit. Brown leeches hang around on, or near, the forest floor, waiting to grab onto passing boots or pants. Tiger leeches lurk on the leaves of small trees and tend to attack between the waist and neck, and that can mean any orifice there and around. Keep your shirt tucked in.
            

            
                Leeches are harmless, but bites can become infected. Prevention is better than the cure and opinion varies on what works best. Insect repellent on feet, shoes and socks works temporarily; loose tobacco in your shoes and socks also helps – Kelabit hunters swear by it. Better yet, invest in some leech-proof socks, which are a kind of tropical gaiter that covers the foot and boot heel and fastens below the knees.
            

            
                Safe and effective ways to dislodge leeches include flicking them off sideways (pulling a leech off by the tail might make it dig in harder) or sprinkling salt on them. Tiger balm, iodine or medicated menthol oil will also get leeches off. High-pitched screaming doesn’t seem to affect them much. Succumb to your fate as a reluctant blood donor and they will eventually drop off.
            

        

      

      
            Insect Bites & Stings
        

      »
            
                Lice
             
            Most commonly inhabit your head and pubic area. Transmission is via close contact with an infected person. Treat with numerous applications of an antilice shampoo such as Permethrin.

      »
            
                Ticks
             
            Contracted after walking in rural areas. If you are bitten and experience symptoms – such as a rash at the site of the bite or elsewhere, fever, or muscle aches – see a doctor. Doxycycline prevents tick-borne diseases.

      »
            
                Leeches
             
            Found in humid rainforest areas. Don’t transmit any disease but their bites can be itchy for weeks afterwards and can easily become infected. Apply an iodine-based antiseptic to any leech bite to help prevent infection.

      »
            
                Bees or wasps
             
            If allergic to their stings, carry an injection of adrenaline (eg an Epipen) for emergency treatment.

      »
            
                Jellyfish
             
            Most are not dangerous. If stung, pour vinegar onto the affected area to neutralise the poison. Take painkillers, and seek medical advice if your condition worsens.

      
            Skin Problems
        

      
            
            There are two common fungal rashes that affect travellers in humid countries such as Malaysia, Singapore and Brunei. The first occurs in moist areas that get less air, such as the groin, armpits and between the toes. It starts as a red patch that slowly spreads and is usually itchy. Treatment involves keeping the skin dry, avoiding chafing and using an antifungal cream such as Clotrimazole or Lamisil. Tinea versicolour is also common – 
            this fungus causes small, light-coloured patches, most commonly on the back, chest and shoulders. Consult a doctor.

      
            Cuts and scratches become easily infected in humid climates. Take meticulous care of any cuts and scratches to prevent complications such as abscesses. Immediately wash all wounds in clean water and apply antiseptic. If you develop signs of infection (increasing pain and redness), see a doctor. Divers and surfers should be particularly careful with coral cuts as they become easily infected.
        

      
            Snakes
        

      
            
            Southeast Asia is home to many species of poisonous and harmless snakes. Assume all snakes are poisonous and never try to catch one. Always wear boots and long pants if walking in an area that may have snakes. First aid in the event of a snake bite involves pressure immobilisation via an elastic bandage firmly wrapped around the affected limb, starting at the bite site and working up towards the chest. The bandage should not be so tight that the circulation is cut off; the fingers or toes should be kept free so the circulation can be checked. Immobilise the limb with a splint and carry the victim to medical attention. Don’t use tourniquets or try to suck out the venom. Antivenin is available for most species.
        

      
            Sunburn
        

      
            
            Even on a cloudy day, sunburn can occur rapidly. Always use a strong sunscreen (at least SPF 30), making sure to reapply after a swim, and always wear a wide-brimmed hat and sunglasses outdoors. Avoid lying in the sun during the hottest part of the day (10am to 2pm). If you’re sunburnt, stay out of the sun until you’ve recovered, apply cool compresses and take painkillers for the discomfort. Applied twice daily, 1% hydrocortisone cream is also helpful.
        

      
        
            
                DON’T LET THE BEDBUGS BITE
            

            
                
                Bedbugs live in the cracks of furniture and walls and migrate to the bed at night to feed on you. They are a particular problem in the region and are more likely to strike in high-turnover accommodation, especially backpacker hostels, though they can be found anywhere. The room may look very clean but they can still be there. Protect yourself with the following strategies:
            

            »
                Ask the hotel or hostel what they do to avoid bed bugs. It’s a common problem and reputable establishments should have a pest-control procedure in place.
            

            »
                Keep your luggage elevated off the floor to avoid having the critters latch on – this is one of the common ways bedbugs are spread from place to place.
            

            »
                Check the room carefully for signs of bugs – you may find their translucent light brown skins or poppy seed–like excrement. Pay particular attention to places less likely to have seen a dusting from cleaning staff.
            

            
                
                If you do get bitten: 

            »
                Treat the itch with antihistamine.
            

            »
                Thoroughly clean your luggage and launder all your clothes, sealing them after in plastic bags to further protect them.
            

            »
                Be sure to tell the management – if they seem unconcerned or refuse to do anything about it complain to the local tourist office and write to us.
            

        

      

      
            Travelling with Children
        

      
            
            There are specific issues you should consider before travelling with your child:
        

      »
            All routine vaccinations should be up to date, as many of the common childhood diseases that have been eliminated in the West are still present in parts of Southeast Asia. A travel-health clinic can advise on specific vaccines, but think seriously about rabies vaccination if you’re visiting rural areas or travelling for more than a month, as children are more vulnerable to severe animal bites.
        

      »
            Children are more prone to getting serious forms of mosquito-borne diseases such as malaria, Japanese B encephalitis and dengue fever. In particular, malaria is very serious in children and can rapidly lead to death – you should think seriously before taking your child into a malaria-risk area. Permethrin-impregnated clothing is safe to use, and insect repellents should contain between 10% and 20% DEET.
        

      »
            Diarrhoea can cause rapid dehydration and you should pay particular attention to keeping your child well hydrated. The best antibiotic for children with diarrhoea is Azithromycin.
        

      »
            Children can get very sick very quickly so locate good medical facilities at your destination and make contact if you are worried – it’s always better to get a medical opinion than to try to treat your own children.
        

      
            Women’s Health
        

      
            
            Pregnant women should receive specialised advice before travelling. The ideal time to travel is in the second trimester (between 16 and 28 weeks), when the risk of pregnancy-related problems is at its lowest and pregnant women generally feel at their best. During the first trimester there’s a risk of miscarriage and in the third trimester complications such as premature labour and high blood pressure are possible. It’s wise to travel with a companion. Always carry a list of quality medical facilities available at your destination and ensure you continue your standard antenatal care at these facilities. Avoid travel in rural areas with poor transport and medical facilities. Most of all, ensure travel insurance covers all pregnancy-related possibilities, including premature labour.
        

      »
            Malaria is a high-risk disease in pregnancy. The World Health Organization recommends that pregnant women do not travel to areas with malaria resistant to chloroquine. None of the more effective antimalarial drugs is completely safe in pregnancy.
        

      »
            Traveller’s diarrhoea can quickly lead to dehydration and result in inadequate blood flow to the placenta. Many of the drugs used to treat various diarrhoea bugs are not recommended in pregnancy. Azithromycin is considered safe.
        

      »
            In urban areas, supplies of sanitary products are readily available. Birth-control options may be limited so bring adequate supplies of your own form of contraception. Heat, humidity and antibiotics can all contribute to thrush. Treatment is with antifungal creams and pessaries such as clotrimazole. A practical alternative is a single tablet of Fluconazole (Diflucan). Urinary-tract infections can be precipitated by dehydration or long bus journeys without toilet stops; bring suitable antibiotics.
        

      
            Traditional & Folk Medicine
        

      
            
            Throughout Asia, traditional medical systems are widely practised. There is a big difference between these traditional healing systems and ‘folk’ medicine. Folk remedies should be avoided, as they often involve rather dubious procedures with potential complications. In comparison, traditional healing systems, such as traditional Chinese medicine, are well respected, and aspects of them are being increasingly utilised by Western medical practitioners.
        

      
            All traditional Asian medical systems identify a vital life force, and see blockage or imbalance as causing disease. Techniques such as herbal medicines, massage and acupuncture bring this vital force back into balance or maintain balance. These therapies are best used for treating chronic disease such as chronic fatigue, arthritis, irritable bowel syndrome and some chronic skin conditions. Traditional medicines should be avoided for treating serious acute infections such as malaria.
        

      
            Be aware that ‘natural’ doesn’t always mean ‘safe’, and there can be drug interactions between herbal medicines and Western medicines. If you are using both systems, ensure you inform both practitioners as to what the other has prescribed.

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Malaysia, Singapore and Brunei
are a hungry traveller's dream
destination - a multiethnic region
boasting a wide-ranging cuisine
shaped over the centuries by the
European, Indonesian, Indian and
Chinese traders, colonisers and
labourers who have landed on its
shores. Fancy breakfasting on
Chinese dim sum? How about an
Indian dosa (savoury pancake) for
lunch, followed by a selection of rich
Malaysian curries for dinner?

If the region has any single culinary
constant at all, it's undoubtedly noodles.
But even these differ from country to
country and coast to coast. Laksam, the
Kelantanese take on lakssa, combines
fantastically toothsome wide, flat rice
noodles in budu-spiked coconut milk and
topped with bean sprouts and herbs, while

coconut-rich curry soup
packed with rice vermicelli, omelette strips,
chicken and prawns. In Penang, Hok
mee is a spicy noodle soup with bean
sprouts, pork and prawns, but elsewhere
it’s a mound of thick stir-fried noodles with
pork and cabbage in a dark soy sauce.

Rice also features prominently across
the region. Nasi lemak, an unofficial
‘national dish’ of Malaysia, is rice steamed
with coconut milk and topped with ikan
bilis, peanuts, cucumber, sweet-hot sambal
paste and hard-boiled egg (curry optional);
banana leaf rice - rice and curry served on
a banana leaf ‘plate’ - is daily Indian fare.

Penang is generally regarded as the
region’s gastronomic ground zero; some
KL residents make the four-hour drive
for a single meal, and Singaporeans pack
out hotels on weckends. Along with
regional Chinese, southern Indian and
Malay specialti

between Chinese immigrants and local
women. In the former Portuguese outpost

of Melaka you'll find Cristang (a blend
of Portuguese and local cooking styles)
dishes like debal, a fiery Eurasian stew.
’s all a it too overwhelming, head
to the peninsular east coast, the heartland
of traditional Malay cooking. Kelantan
and Terengganu, considerably isolated
from the rest of the country, received
few Chinese and Indian immigrants.
Consequently, regional specialities have
remained staunchly Malay. Graze the
region long enough and you may develop
a few cavities; local cooks excel at making
all manner of kuik and even savoury
dishes have a noticeably sweet edge.

1f you'd like to diverge from the local
cuisine entirely, then look no farther than
Singapore; its high-end dining scene is
second to none in Southeast Asia. Here
you'll sate your craving for handmade
papardelle, steak frites, fresh sashimi or a
molecular gastronomic morsel snap-frozen

in liquid nitrogen and bedecked with foam.
Given the endless choices, gastronomic
malaise

is unlikely to be a problem. It's
ng, but also a curse - s0 many
shes, so little time.

Home to thousands of natural
species (with still more being
discovered), Malaysia, Singapore
and Brunei are a dream come true
for budding David Attenboroughs.
The festival of tropical flora and
fauna is so abundant that this
region is considered to be one

of the world’s ‘mega-diversity’
hotspots. Although vast areas

of old growth forest have been
cleared, a few magnificent stands
remain, mostly protected within
reserves and parks. You don't
need to venture deep into the
jungle to see wildlife, either.
Botanical gardens, zoos and
wildlife sanctuaries are features
of each country.

Large parts of Peninsular Malaysia
(132,090 sq km) are covered by dense
jungle, particularly the mountainous,
thinly populated northern half, although
it's dominated by palm oil and rubber
plantations. On the western side of the
peninsula there is a long, fertile plain
running down to the sea, while on the
eastern side the mountains descend more
steeply and the coast is fringed with
sandy beaches. Jungle features heavily in
Malaysian Borneo, along with many large
river systems, particularly in Sarawak. Mt
Kinabalu (4095m) in Sabah is Malaysia’s
highest mountain.

Singapore, consisting of the main,
low-lying Singapore island and 63 much
smaller islands within its territorial
waters, is a mere 137km north of the
equator. The central area is an igneous
outcrop, containing most of Singapore’s
remaining forest and open areas.

The western part of the island is a
sedimentary area of low-lying hills and
valleys, while the southeast is mostly flat
and sandy. The undeveloped northern
coast and the offshore islands are home to
some mangrove forest.

The sultanate of Brunei covers just
sq km (the Brunei government-owned
cattle farm in Australia is larger than
this!). The capital, Bandar Seri Begawan,
overlooks the estuary of the mangrove-
fringed Sungai Brunei (Brunei River), which
opens onto Brunei Bay and the separate,
eastern part of the country, Temburong, a
sparsely populated area of largely unspoilt
rainforest. Approximately 75% of Brunei

ins its original forest cover.
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Sarawak’s highlanders specialise in dishes
cooked in bamboo, like the chicken dish
ayam pansoh (a special occasion dish of
chicken wrapped in tapioca leaves and
cooked with water inside a length of
bamboo).

If you're in Kota Kinabalu, consider
splurging on a meal of bounty from the
South China Sea, chosen by your own
self from a fish tank and cooked to
order at one of the city’s many seafood
restaurants. Two other piscine specialties
that deserve a mention: umai (sometimes
called /inava, and also found in Sarawak),
raw fish seasoned simply with lime juice,
coconut milk and chillies, served along
with noodles made of fish paste in a
magnificent seafood broth with fish balls
and chunks of sea bass.

If Brunei had a national dish it would be
ambuyat, a glutinous mass made from the
pith of the sago tree, ground to a powder
and mixed with water. Served by twisting
around chopsticks or long-twined forks,
ambuyat is usually dipped into cacah, a
sambal belacan and tamarind-based sweet-
and-tart sauce, and accompanied by boiled
or smoked seafood and salads. Ambuyat
itself doesn’t have a taste - it’s the sauce
that gives it its zing. Shrimp-and-chilli
mixes are the most popular, although you
can technically dip the dish in anything
you'd like (we've heard of people using
vanilla ice cream!).

If you are invited to a Bruneian home
you'll probably be served bualulu with your
tea. This simple dessert is made from eggs,
flour and sugar. Kuripit sagu, a biscuit-like
version of buahulu, is jazzed up with mild
coconut flavours.

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Melaka's specialities include ayam pong teh
(chicken cooked with taucu, dark soy sauce
and sugar), ikan cili garam (fish curry),
satay celup (skewered meat, seafood, and
vegetables cooked at the table in a tub of
peanut-based sauce) and Hainanese chicken
served with rice moulded into balls.

Often overlooked here is Cristang
cuisine, the edible result of intermarriage
between Portuguese colonisers and
local women and an intriguing blend of
Chinese/Peranakan, Indian, Malay and, of
course, European ingredients.

Johor state boasts two tasty Malay noodle
specialties: mee bandung, yellow noodles
topped with a zippy, tomatoey shrimp gravy
and mee rebus, the same type of noodles
doused with a sweet-savoury sauce thickened
with sweet potatoes. The state also has its
own variation on the laksa theme, consisting
of noodles in a thin spicy fish gravy topped
with chopped fresh herbs.

Pahang’s rivers are known for ika
patin, known in English as silver catfish, a
freshwater fish that's a local delicacy

Kelantan state’s capital Kota Bharu boasts
Malaysia’s most beautiful wet market, as
well as plenty of places to try specialties
like ayam percik (chilli paste-marinated
chicken, grilled and doused with coconut
sauce) and visually arresting nasi kerabu,
rice tinted blue with natural colouring
obtained from dried pea flowers.

In Terengganu state, a vendor dishing
up mounds of red rice signals nasi dagang

The seas around islands and
atolls like Sipadan, the Perhentians and
man offer some of the finest scuba
diving in the world. Experienced divers
will not want to miss the tiny islands off
the north st of Sabah in particular.
Amid thriving coral - sea fans can grow to
3km - and a wealth of sponges, divers often
encounter shimmering schools of jacks,
bumphead parrotfish and barracudas,
and may find themselves making the
acquaintance of green turtles, dolphins,
‘manta rays and several species of shark.

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Almost all of Malaysia’s specialties can be
found in Kuala Lumpur, but two dishes
in particular are more easily found here
than elsewhere: pan meen (literally ‘board
noodles)), thick and chewy wheat noodles
tossed with dark soy and garnished with
chopped pork, ikan bilis and shredded
cloud ear mushrooms; and sang har meen
(‘fresh sea noodles), huge freshwater
prawns in gravy flavoured with rice wine
and prawn fat served over crispy noodles.

Farther south, in Negeri Sembilan
state, descendents of Minangkabau who
immigrated from the Indonesian island of
Sumatra hundreds of years ago dish up a
mean nasi padang - rice accompanied by
a parade of fiery curries, gulai (fish and
vegetables cooked in mild coconut milk
gravy), soups and sambal.

Singapore’s culinary landscape is a near
of Malaysia’s, but in miniature.
ngaporeans do lay special claim to
a few dishes, including crab stir-fried with
black pepper, and fried carrot cake (squares
of radish-flour cake stir-fried with bean
sprouts, chilli sauce and salted radish). Kari
Iepala ikan (fish-head curry) was allegedly
invented by a Singaporean-Indian cook
playing to the Chinese love of fish cheeks
Hainanese chicken-rice, a plate of rice
flavoured with garlic, broth, tender poached
chicken, sliced cucumber and dipping
sauces, assumes similarly iconic status here,
Singaporeans love their roti prata (the
equivalent of Malaysia’s roti canai) for break-
fast, and have their own version of laksa
simply called ‘laksa’ ~ noodles in a prawn
and coconut-milk-based, highly spiced soup.

Examples include kerabu
beehoon, rice vermicelli tossed with sambal
and lime juice and garnished with fresh
herbs, and otak otak, curried fish ‘custard’
steamed in a banana leaf

“This is also the home of nasi kandar,
rice eaten with a variety of curries, a
‘mamak (Indian Muslim) speciality named
after the kandar (shoulder pole) from
which ambulant vendors once suspended
their pots of rice and curry

Penang’s hawker food is a must. Wide,
flat kway teow noodles are stir-fried with
prawns, cockles, egg and bean sprouts
for the hawker speciality char kway teow.
Other don't-miss dishes include the laksa
twins: asam (round rice noodles in a hot
and sour fish gravy topped with slivered
pineapple, cucumber, mint leaves and
slightly astringent torch ginger flower) and
lemalk (with a coconut milk-based broth).

Thai culinary influence extends to foods in
Malaysia’s west-coast states of Perlis and
Kedah, where fish sauce is as common a
seasoning as belacan (fermented prawn
paste). Here, look for laksa utara, a lighter
but still spicy and intensely fish-flavoured
version of Penang’s asam laksa.

Farther south is Ipoh, the mostly Chinese
capital of Perak state and a town with a
reputation for excellent eating. Pasta lover
rave over Ipohs rice noodles, said to derive
their exceptional silky smoothness from the
town'’s water. Judge for yourself with the local
version of Hainanese chicken - served with
a side of barely blanched bean sprouts and
noodles instead of rice - and hor fun, rice
noodle soup with shredded chicken breast

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A parasite without roots, stems
or leaves, this botanical wonder astonishes
not only for of its world-record size (up to
1m in diameter), but also for its mysterious
lifestyle.

extraordinary specimens.

The world's largest cave
passage open to the public, in Gunung
Mulu National Park, is over 2km in length
and 174m in height. It's home to anything
between two and three million bats
belonging to more than 12 species, who
cling to the roof in a seething black mass
as they gear up for the evening prowl.

Formed some nine million
years ago, Malaysia’s highest mountain is
botanical paradise. Over half the species
growing above 900m are unique to the area
and include oaks, laurels, chestnuts and a
dense thododendron forest. Elsewhere in
the park are many varieties of orchids and
insect-eating pitcher plants.

These remarkable coastal
trees have developed extraordinary ways to
deal with an ever-changing mix of salt and
fresh water. Uncounted marine organisms
and nearly every commercially important
afood species find sanctuary and nursery
sites among the mangrove’s muddy rools.
‘They also fix loose coastal soil, protecting
against erosion and tsunamis. You'll see
them on Pulau Langkawi, Bako National
Park, Kuching Wetland National Park and
Brunei’s Temburong District,

These heath forests, whose
name in Tban means ‘land that cannot grow
rice’, are composed of small, densely packed
trees. They also support the world's greatest
variety of pitcher plants (nepenthes), which
trap insects in chambers full of enzyme-
rich fluid and then digest them. There are
patches in Sarawak's Bako National Park
and Sabah's Maliau Basin Conservation Area.

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Birds & Bats

Well over 1000 species of birds flutter
across the skies of this part of the world
Among the 742 species that call Malaysia
home, the most easily recognisable are the
various types of hornbill - the rhinoceros
hornbill s the most flashy. Other birds
on the twitchers’ spotting lists include the
brightly coloured kingfishers, pitas and
trogons as well as the spectacularly named
racket-tailed drongo.

‘The region has more than 100 species of
bat, most of which are tiny, insectivorous
(insect-eating) species that live in caves
and under eaves and bark. Fruit bats
are only distantly related to
unlike them they have
well-developed eyes and do not navigate by
echolocation.

LAST CHANCE TO SEE...

Habitat loss and hunting has
placed several of the region’s
animals in serious danger of
extinction.

» Orang-utan The WWF estimate that
12,300 live in the dwindling forests of
Sabah and Sarawak, 40% less than the
population 20 years ago.

» Malayan tiger The exact population is
unknown but considered by WWF to be
around 490, the vast majority of which
are found in the jungles of Pahang, Perak
Terengganu and Kelantan.

» Asian elephant In 2009 a herd of

631 elephants was found living in Taman
Negara; in 2012 two elephants were also
spotted breakfasting in the grounds of
the park's main resort. Across the wider
region, however, the population is thought
to be between 30,000 and 50,000.

» Sumatran rhinoceros These are found
mainly in isolated areas of Sabah and
Endau-Rompin National Park on the penin-
sula. Since they need at least 10 sq km of
rainforest in which to roam, their chance
of survival s slim, especially given the rate
at which this forest is disappearing
