      Day One

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MBegin this citywide tour of Abu Dhabi at the magnificent Sheikh Zayed Grand Mosque (closed Friday morning). Board the Big Bus here and enjoy the drive beside the Eastern Corniche mangroves. Alight at Abu Dhabi Mall and explore the Khalifa Centre's regional craft shops opposite. Continue on the Big Bus to Manarat Al Saadiyat to learn about the city’s feisty future, built on a pearling past – a past encountered at nearby Al Mina's dhow harbour.

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RHave lunch at harbour-side Al-Arish, serving lavish Emirati buffets. Visit the neighbouring fish market then hire a bike from Funride opposite the Sheraton and cycle part of the 8km to the public beach, enjoying the city’s impressive skyscrapers en route. Ascend Jumeirah's Etihad Tower for the highest high tea in Abu Dhabi.

        [image: icon-icon-evening]NDine on a signature camel burger at Le Café in the opulent Emirates Palace and enjoy post-dinner drinks in glamorous Etoiles, before rejoining the real world with coffee and sheesha at one of the late-night Breakwater cafes.

      
    

    



  


      Day Two

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MSet the scene for today’s exploration of the city's roots at the Heritage Village with its traditional architecture, local crafts and photographs of city founders. Stand under the giant Emirati flag and admire the achievement of the Nahyan family in building a great capital on little but sand. Get closer to the founding father at the Sheikh Zayed Centre, housing memorabilia in fine traditional buildings. Delve into the city's heart along Zayed the First St, pausing to explore Khalidiyah shops showcasing local arts and crafts.  

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RFor lunch, choose a backstreet favourite like Lebanese Flower from among many regional kebab shops then walk east past Qasr Al Hosn, the oldest building in town. Pass the street sculpture, symbols of core Arab values, to reach the Central Market, site of the city's original souq. 

        [image: icon-icon-evening]NWalk along busy Hamdan St and admire the city's evening lights before turning south to the Gold Centre; the jewellery here features pearls, upon which the city's pre-oil economy was founded. Dine at Al Ibrahimi opposite for a flavour of local life.

      
    

    



  


      Day Three

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MIf the first two days were all about seeing, this day is all about doing. Yas Island is Abu Dhabi's activities hub and what better way to arrive than by seaplane. Stay in the fast lane in a behind-the-scenes tour of Yas Marina Circuit, or better still get behind the wheel in a driving experience at Yas Central. 

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RRev up for a lunch of somersaults in Rogo's, where the burgers are delivered by roller-coaster. If you have the stomach for it, ride the real thing at neighbouring Ferrari World, offering the fastest ride in the world. Continue the adrenalin rush at Yas Waterworld on 43 Arab-themed rides, slides and liquid entertainments, in search of a lost pearl. 

        [image: icon-icon-evening]NWith resources depleted, fuel up at one of the Viceroy's buzzing restaurants, followed by after-dinner drinks at pit-stop Iris with a view of the Viceroy's spectacular lasers and lights. Grab a graffiti-clad limo and pump it up at manic O1NE, an eccentric nightclub with 3D projections. 

      
    

    



  


      Day Four

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MSlow down the pace today for a gentler engagement with the city and its non-human inhabitants. Begin by visiting the Falcon Hospital and watch a raptor flying display. Call in for a cuddle at the neighbouring Saluki hound pound, kennels for the favoured dogs of the Bedouin. Spare 90 minutes to complete the tour of nearby Masdar City, a pioneering concept in environmentally sustainable living.

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]REat a healthy lunch at Masdar's Organic Foods & Café then head for a relaxing afternoon on sociable Yas Beach. When the heat wanes, join a kayak eco-tour through the mangroves to explore this remarkable habitat, rich in bird life. Take the free Yas Express to Saadiyat Island, spotting gazelle and dolphins en route. The Saadiyat beach clubs offer detoxing sundowners and a dip in the sea as the sun sets – you may see a turtle awaiting nightfall to come ashore to nest.

      2Arriving in Abu Dhabi

      
        As befitting the capital of the Emirates, infrastructure in and around Abu Dhabi is excellent and arriving in the city presents no special difficulties. Highways are well signposted and well maintained.

      
      
        AFrom Abu Dhabi International Airport

        
          An airport shuttle bus (Dh4) links the airport with Al Zahiyah, stopping at the main bus terminal en route. Reasonably priced, metered taxis are available for Yas Island and to all points of the city. Some four- and five-star hotels operate free shuttle buses from the airport. Car hire desks are available in the arrivals hall.

        
      

      
        From Dubai

        
          Buses to Abu Dhabi leave from Dubai's Al Ghubaiba station every 40 minutes (singles Dh20, return Dh40) between 6am and 11pm. The trip takes about two hours. Alternatively, driving yourself takes the same amount of time.

        
      

      
        AAt the Airport

        
          For two decades or more, the arrivals hall at Abu Dhabi International Airport, with its tiled mushroom-shaped dome,  was one of the ways in which travellers knew immediately that they had landed in the Middle East. The tradition of providing more than just a transport experience continues today with lots of shopping (including duty free) and dining opportunities in the newer part of the airport, tourist information, meet and greet services, banks and ATMs, and many car rental agencies.

        
      

    

    

  
  


  



      3Getting Around

      
        Getting around Abu Dhabi's main points of interest is easy. Most visitors use taxis as they are frequent, metered, usually clean and relatively inexpensive. Navigation is mostly by landmark or Satnav (GPS), not by street name, so come prepared. There is also a very good bus system.

      
      
        JPublic Bus

        
          There's an excellent, air-conditioned bus network that travels along set routes throughout the day and night. Download a map from the Abu Dhabi Bus Services website (dot.abudhabi.ae). 

        
      

      
        JBig Bus Tour

        
          Linking all the major sites in the city and connecting with Yas Island, the double-decker, air-conditioned Big Bus provides a convenient and informative alternative to the public bus service.

        
      

      
        Yas Express

        
          This free shuttle bus links all the main attractions and amenities on Yas Island. The Yas Express also links Yas with Saadiyat Island.

        
      

      
        HFunride Bikes 

        
          One of the most popular ways of getting about the Corniche or Yas Island is by hiring a bike and riding along the dedicated cycle track. Funride cycle-hire stations are scattered about the city.

        
      

      
        KWater Taxis

        
          Traditional water taxis, called abras, ply the waters of Al Maqta Khor, ferrying passengers for free from one five-star hotel to another and connecting with Souq Qaryat Al Beri.       Although Abu Dhabi has many vibrant districts, if you had to put your finger on the one that represents the city centre, then the area around Qasr Al Hosn, the city's oldest building, is surely it. The World Trade Centre is at the beating heart of this central district, appropriately built on the former site of the city's original souq.  

    
    
      The Sights in a Day

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MThe centre of Abu Dhabi is clustered around Qasr Al Hosn, the city's oldest building, and the World Trade Centre, one of its newest.  Begin by taking stock of the district from the Corniche. From here, Burj Mohammed bin Rashid towers over the city streets and dwarfs the giant street sculpture  decorating the road island opposite. 

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RCall into the Souq Central Market for a flavour of the ethnic diversity responsible for building a vibrant modern city at Kababs & Kurries, which combines Indian and regional cuisines. Continue the cosmopolitan theme with an afternoon of shopping the souq's Persian Carpet House and Kashmir Cottage.

        [image: icon-icon-evening]NThe evening is a good time to enjoy the downtown lights, including the Etisalat building with its golf ball crown. Night time is the right time too to bargain for bangles at the Madinat Zayed Shopping & Gold Centre. Enjoy an evening with Moroccan food and Arab entertainment, including belly dancers, at the Millennium Hotel's Marakesh and end the night shaking your own booty at Sax.

      The waterfront Corniche, with its white sandy beaches and generous promenade, stretches the entire length of the northwest shore of the city. Giving spectacular views of the high-rise tower blocks assembled along the seafront, it also offers one of the city's main recreation opportunities with beaches, a dedicated walking path and a separate cycle path weaving in and out of the Corniche's landscaped gardens.         Between Skylines

        
          Walk the Corniche and you get the odd sense that you are stepping along the crease between man-made verticals and nature's horizontals. Offering the best vantage point to review the dramatic inland skyline, the Corniche is punctuated with spectacular buildings such as the World Trade Centre, Nation Towers and Etihad Towers. They loom over the pavements, casting a welcome shadow on the flat-lining sea beyond.

        
      

      
        Going the Distance

        
          From end to end, the Corniche measures 8km and every inch of this beautifully landscaped promenade can be walked, cycled or skated. Along the route, scented tree jasmine, orange-flowering cordias, and pastel-blossomed tabebuias grace the flowerbeds, offering shaded respite from the heat. 

        
      

      
        Sun, Sea & Sand

        
          For much of the year the waters of the Gulf are so calm and waveless they bear reflections like a lake. But that doesn't mean to say the sea is without moods: sometimes it is thick and viscous, like an oil slick, other times translucently clear. In the heat of summer, the humidity hovers visibly above the water and the Corniche sand is too hot to touch. 

        
      

      
        Fun for the Family

        
          While the sea draws the attention of most visitors, the inland side of the Corniche is worth a visit too. Dotted with parks, play areas and sheesha cafes, it  comes alive at night with local families seeking the sea breeze in the sweltering summer (May to September) or clustered around mobile heaters in winter (December to February).

        UnderstandSmoking Sheesha  


        
          In Abu Dhabi, two sensations mark the hot and humid air of an Arabian evening: the wreaths of peach-scented smoke that spiral above the corner coffeehouses and the low gurgle of water, like a grumbling camel, in the base of a water pipe. 

          The habit of sheesha smoking, also known as hookah, narghile, argileh and hubble-bubble, originated hundreds of years ago in Persia and India.

          Across the region, sheesha cafes are often a male affair: men lounge in ubiquitous white plastic chairs, indolently watching football on the TV, and occasionally breaking off from sucking and puffing to pass a word of lazy complaint to their neighbour or hail the waiter for hot coals.

          In Abu Dhabi, however, these cafes attract mixed company. Here, women in black abeyyas (full-length robes) with sparkling diamante cuffs, drag demurely on velvet-clad mouthpieces, their smoking punctuating animated dialogue.

          There is a popular misconception that because the smoke passes through water it is somehow filtered of toxins, but this is not the case. In fact, doctors argue it's worse for your health, not least because a typical sheesha session lasts for an hour and involves 200 puffs of nicotine, compared with only 20 for a regular cigarette.

          Governments periodically try to prevent sheesha smoking, but the practice inevitably continues – an indispensable part of Arabian social life.

          Take a walk along Abu Dhabi’s Breakwater and you’ll come across a monument to the oyster – the mother of the pearl. Pearls are a common feature in Gulf cities because they formed a vital part of the region’s former economy. In fact, for over four centuries the prosperity of the region was built on the collection and trading of these precious natural gems. 

        
        
          Creation of Pearls

          
            Pearls are created when a grain of sand or grit enters the shell of an oyster, clam or mussel; the animal coats the intrusive irritant with a layer of nacre (mother-of-pearl) to make it smooth and less irksome. The longer the problem is nursed, the bigger it gets. Pearls are judged by the depth and quality of the lustre, the perfection of the shape and the colour, which naturally ranges from peach to iron.

          
        

        
          Boom & Bust of the Pearling Industry

          
            Despite the beauty of the catch, pearling was an unglamorous industry that entailed local ‘divers’ working with little more than a nose peg and a knife in shark-infested waters. They were hauled up with their bounty by ‘pullers’ working long and sun-baked shifts from June to October. At the height of the industry, thousands of dhows were involved in pearling along the Trucial Coast and loss of life was common.

            Commercial pearling has long vanished from Gulf waters, thanks to a slump in the international pearl market in the 1930s alongside the development of the cultured pearl, pioneered in Japan. A cultured pearl is usually created through the artificial injection of grit, or more often a plastic bead, into the shell of an oyster. The uniformity of the bead generally guarantees a more uniform pearl and it is created in a much shorter space of time.

            Thankfully, soon after the demise of the pearling industry, Abu Dhabi and neighbouring Emirates discovered oil – the black gold of the modern economy – but to this day, the locals have a soft spot for the oyster and its precious cargo can be seen adorning rings and necklaces in the Gold Centre.

            There are few Bedouin in the UAE who live up to their name as true desert nomads these days, but there are still communities who live a semi-traditional life on the fringes of the Empty Quarter. Their survival skills in a harsh terrain and their ability to adapt to changing circumstances are part of their enduring success. Most of today’s Bedouin have modernised their existence with 4WD trucks (it’s not unusual to find the camel travelling by truck these days), fodder from town and purified water from bowsers (water tankers). All these features have limited the need to keep moving. Some have mobile phones and satellite TV and most listen to the radio. Many no longer move at all. 

          
        

        
          Old Habits Die Hard

          
            Despite changes to their living experience, Bedouin remain the proud people of the desert and many of their customs and values, dating from the earliest days of Islam, remain unchanged. They rear livestock and trade with fellow tribespeople. Some live in goat-hair tents with the women’s harem curtained off. The men’s section serves as the public part of the house where guests are shown hospitality, an enduring feature of the Bedouin tradition. It’s here that all the news and gossip – a crucial part of successful survival in a hostile environment – is passed along the grapevine. 

          
        

        
          Mutual Benefit

          
            Part of the ancient Bedouin creed is that no traveller in need of rest or food should be turned away. Likewise, a traveller assumes the assured protection of his hosts for a period of three days and is guaranteed a safe passage through tribal territory. Such a code of conduct traditionally ensured the survival of all in a difficult environment with scant resources.           Whether you're looking for Sheikh Zayed the First St, 7th St or Electra Street will largely depend on what map you're using! The initiative to rename the city's roads (a term used interchangeably with 'streets') from the former numbering system has resulted in confusion, especially as some districts have been renamed too (including 'Tourist Club Area', now known Al Zahiyah).

Names tell a lot about who is from where, and each country is acutely mindful of such distinctions: ‘with a name like that, he must be a Baluchi' (not real Emirati); 'he speaks Swahili so he must be Zanzibari' (not real Omani); 'he’s from the coast' (not real Yemeni). And so it goes until you wonder if there’s such a thing as a ‘real anybody’. Such gossiping about ethnicity makes you realise that Arab allegiances are linked to tribe before nation. 

        
        
          Expats Outnumber Nationals

          
            Despite this emphasis on kinship, centuries of trading and pilgrimage have resulted in a highly mixed population and only a few pockets of people, such as the Jibbalis of southern Oman – the descendants of the ancient people of Ad – can claim a single ethnic heritage. For the visitor, it is not always Arabs you’ll notice anyway. In the UAE as a whole, non-nationals account for 81% of the population making it relatively difficult to engage with the indigenous residents.

            The large presence of foreign nationals in the region came about after the discovery of oil. Expatriates were brought in to help develop local industries and provide skills and knowledge in creating a modern infrastructure. Western expats were originally invited to contribute specialist know-how, while those from India, Pakistan and Bangladesh supplied most of the manual labour. Filipinos joined the region's health care services and professionals from Syria, Jordan, Iraq and Egypt played an important role in education.

            Nowadays, the distinctions of role are no longer defined to the same extent by nationality and the cosmopolitan mix continues to grow.           One of the many rewards of a city with a high density of expatriates is a lively trade between nations. This is evident at the macro level, of course, with various departments of trade and commerce lobbying hard for favoured status on behalf of their sovereign nations.           If you find yourself cross-legged on the timbers of a dhow with a communal plate in front of you, it's good to know a few tips about local protocol. Here are some of the main things to think about when dining the traditional Arab way:

          
            AIt's polite to be seen washing hands before eating.

            AIt's considered rude to eat with your legs stretched out.

            ADon't take the best parts of the meat – if you're a guest, your host will be sure to lavish them on you.

            AStrictly use only your right hand (the left hand is reserved for ablutions) for eating or passing food.

            ADiscard unwanted food in a napkin rather than returning it to the communal plate.

            ALeave a little food on your plate to avoid inviting famine.

            AFeel free to pick your teeth after dinner.

            ADon't leave the meal before coffee is served...

          Now that construction is near completion, there is great anticipation about the collection to be displayed inside the Abu Dhabi Louvre. Paintings from the holdings of the Paris Louvre are of course promised, but it will be interesting to see if canvases from the city hosting this major new gallery will find wall space too.  There is a growing number of talented Emirati artists and their work is beginning to attract international attention; however, it is fair to say that painting is a relatively nascent genre in the region. 

        
        
          Portable, Practical Crafts

          
            Crafts have traditionally been a more notable art form in the Gulf, thanks in part to a partially Bedouin heritage. The nomadic pre-oil lifestyle of part of the population dictated a life refined of excess baggage, so creativity found its most obvious expression in poetry, song, storytelling and portable, practical crafts.

            In crafts such as jewellery, silversmithing, weaving, embroidery and basketry, function and form combine in artefacts that document a way of life. Take the heavy silver so distinctively worn by Bedouin women, which is designed not just as a personal adornment but as a form of portable wealth. Silver amulets contained rolled pieces of parchment or paper bearing protective inscriptions from the Quran to guarantee the safety of the wearer. These were considered useful against the perils of the evil eye – the envy or malice of others. 

          
        

        
          Reviving Local Heritage

          
            At the end of a piece of jewellery's (or its wearer's) life, the silver was traditionally melted down and traded in as an ultimate gesture of practicality. In the same vein, it is the sad fact of practical craft that once the need for it has passed, there is little incentive to maintain the skills. Why bother with clay ewers when everyone drinks water from plastic bottles?

            Aware of this, craft associations have sprung up in the hope of keeping local heritage alive. Complementing this effort, Saadiyat's Cultural District will eventually play an important part in documenting the Gulf's craft legacy.

        The Marble Exterior 

        
          With more than 80 marble domes dancing on a roofline held aloft by over 1000 pillars and punctuated by four 107m-high minarets, Sheikh Zayed Grand Mosque is a masterpiece of modern Islamic architecture. Delicate floral designs inlaid with semi-precious stones, such as lapis lazuli, agate, amethyst and mother-of-pearl, contrast with more traditional geometric ceramic details.

        
      

      
        Contemporary Interior

        
          While including references to traditional Mamluk, Ottoman and Fatimid styles, the overwhelming impression of the breathtaking interior is contemporary and innovative, with three steel, gold, brass and crystal chandeliers filling the main prayer hall with shafts of primary coloured light. The chandeliers, the largest of which weighs approximately 12 tons, sparkle with Swarovski crystals and shine with 40 kilos of 24kt galvanised gold. 

        
      

      
        Hand-Loomed Carpet

        
          One of the prayer hall's most impressive features is the world’s largest loomed carpet. The medallion design with elaborate arabesque motifs took 1200 craftsmen two years to complete, half of which was spent on hand knotting the 5700 square metres of woollen thread on a cotton base. That translates to 2.268 billion knots!

        
      

      
        Lighting the Night

        
          Over 100,000 tons of pure white Greek and Macedonian marble was used in the construction of the mosque, cleverly illuminated at night to reflect the phases of the moon. Unlike in countries where the sacred and the secular are rigorously separated, in the Arabian Peninsula religion informs all aspects of life, including culture, society and law. Recognising the integrity of religion and life makes sense of certain customs a visitor to the capital city may encounter and in turn helps guide appropriate conduct.

          
        

        
          The Five Pillars of Islam

          
            There are five articles of faith that must be upheld by Muslims:

            Shahada Muslims must proclaim the following: 'There is no God but Allah and Mohammed is his Prophet.'

            Salat Five times a day (at sunrise, noon, mid-afternoon, sunset and at night) Muslims must pray – in a mosque if possible, but on a prayer mat by the roadside will do.

            Zakat This is the duty of alms giving. Muslims are expected to give a portion of their salary to those in need.

            Ramadan It was during the month of Ramadan that Mohammed received his first revelation in AD 610. Muslims mark this special event each year by fasting from sunrise until sunset through the holy month.

            Hajj Every Muslim capable of doing so is expected to perform the hajj pilgrimage to Mecca, the holiest city in Islam, at least once in his or her lifetime. Muslims believe that the reward for performing hajj is forgiveness of all past sins.

          A highlight of Sheikh Zayed Grand Mosque is the largest hand-knotted carpet in the world. For those new to Oriental floor coverings, here's a quick crammer.

          What is an Oriental carpet? Designed to be walked on, even if they end up on the wall, Oriental carpets are generally handmade in a broad region stretching from Turkey to China. 

          Carpet or kilim? Carpets are knotted and have a pile of wool, cotton or silk; kilims are usually woollen and are woven and smooth.

          How are carpets made? On looms with vertical and horizontal threads forming a grid. Threads are knotted onto this grid to form the pile.

          What is a tribal rug? Geometric shapes are favoured in tribal carpets and kilims, usually produced by small communities. Elaborate curvilinear designs featuring arabesques, flowers or pictorial scenes are produced in urban workshops.

        The Eastern Mangroves off the northeast coast of Abu Dhabi are the largest mangrove forest in the UAE. Some key facts:

        What is a mangrove? A mangrove is a subtropical, low-growing tree with high salt toleration that lives with  roots immersed in the high tide. 

        Are all mangroves the same? No, there are 110 species. The grey mangrove is the most common in Abu Dhabi.

        Why are they protected? This fragile ecosystem is a haven for wildlife and shelters coastlines from tidal erosion. 

        Who lives in these forests? Mangroves provide a safe breeding ground for shrimp, turtles and some fish species; they also serve as habitats for migrating birds.

        Any other uses? Historically, they provided a rich source of fuel and building materials. The hard wood is resistant to rot and termites making it ideal for building boats and houses. 

        Are they endangered? Thanks to conservation efforts and deliberate replanting schemes, mangrove stands have grown in size over recent years.

          Abu Dhabi's Oil Wealth

          
            The oil reserves of the UAE are estimated at 98 billion barrels, 92 billion of which belong to Abu Dhabi. Within the space of 50 years, oil has transformed the capital from a fishing village into, according to the Sovereign Wealth Fund, the richest city in the world. With US$773 billion in cash and over US$10 trillion invested in overseas assets, it's little wonder that this wealthy Emirate is able to splash out. But where does all the oil come from?

          
        

        
          Origins

          
            Extensive flooding millions of years ago led to the remains of marine life being deposited in layers of sediment across Arabia's landmass. When dead organic matter is trapped under the land's surface with no oxygen, it is unable to decompose as it normally would. This forms the raw material of hydrocarbons – the origin of oil and gas.

            The conversion from dead organic matter to hydrocarbon is subject to many conditions, such as depth and temperature. Arabia’s geology is uniquely supportive of these conditions, and nodding donkeys (oil pumps, capable of bringing oil to the surface from deep below ground) can be seen throughout the interior. In Abu Dhabi's dhow harbour, you can sometimes spot offshore platforms that have been towed in for maintenance. 

          
        

        
          How Long Will the Reserves Last?

          
            Newspapers across the region agonise over reserves reaching their peak and whether modern technologies such as fracking will reduce the dependency on Arab oil. Given that the economies of the Gulf rely to a lesser or greater extent on oil and gas, this is one issue that can’t be left to insha’allah (God’s will).           With palm-lined avenues, parks and flowerbeds, it's easy to forget that Abu Dhabi is built atop one of the most arid deserts on earth. The city receives no more than one or two days of rain per year, and the ground water is highly saline – almost eight times as much as sea water. All of the city's drinking water thus needs to come from desalination.

          You'd think that the lack of natural reserves would have led to low water usage, but in fact the city has one of the highest per capita rates of water consumption in the world.  Recognising the challenges involved in indulging the city's seemingly endless thirst for water, the government launches periodic awareness campaigns to encourage its citizens to consume less.

          Falconry is an ancient art that dates from at least the 7th century BC.  The first falconer, according to Arabic tradition, was a violent king of Persia who was so entranced by the grace and beauty of a falcon taking a bird on the wing that he had it captured so he could learn from it.  What he learnt, according to legend, changed him into a calm and wise ruler.

        
      

      
        Flight Training

        
          It is no easy task to train birds of prey.  Bedu, the falconers par excellence, traditionally net their falcons (usually saker or peregrine) during their migrations, using pigeons as bait.  They train the birds through complex schedules of sleep deprivation and sparse feeding, retain them for as long as it takes to harvest fresh meat, and then set them free again at the onset of summer.

        
      

      
        A Bond for Life

        
          It is estimated that 2000 falcons are employed on the Arabian Peninsula each year.  Today, birds are more usually bred and 'imprinted' from hatchlings to create a bond that lasts a lifetime.  Sporting achievement is measured not through the number of quarry caught but in the skill of the catch – and in the wisdom of leaving enough prey for tomorrow.

        
      

      
        Meeting, Beak to Beak

        
          Guided tours include a visit to the falcon museum, the examination room and the free-flight aviary. You can watch a bird have a pedicure and, if you're willing to brave an arm, these well-behaved raptors will perch with you for the ultimate selfie.

      You'll probably hear the dogs before you see them as a howl goes up whenever a visitor approaches this hound pound. A visit here involves entering the kennels, meeting the affectionate and well looked-after residents, picking up a puppy or two and perhaps watching bath time. Prized by the Bedu for their hunting skills and their speed over long distances, salukis have for centuries been man's best friend. Some have been known to take down a small gazelle.

        
      

      
        Fastest Four Legs

        
          While there's not much call for their skills in the desert these days, they remain a beloved part of Bedouin heritage. Many are bred to race and, according to Guinness World Records, a Saluki holds the record for sustained four-legged speed at 68.8 kilometres per hour, clocked in 1996. They can keep up high speeds over a distance of 6km.

        
      

      
        Barking Beautiful

        
          Salukis are not just admired for their speed, their beauty is also prized and dogs are paraded before the judges for their pride, stride and condition of coat. The major distinction is between 'feathered' (fine tufts of shaggy hair on their ears and tail) and 'smooth' (without tufts); many sport distinctive dark eyebrows.

        
      

      
        Role of the Centre

        
          Dedicated staff help train the dogs to catch (but not kill) rabbits and enhance their obedience – a bit of a lost cause given the dogs' independent spirit. With an active breeding programme and boarding facilities for salukis belonging to city-dwelling owners, the centre helps keep the traditional relationship between master and hound alive.

          Joining the Corniche, you'll notice a billboard-sized poster of Sheikh Zayed, father of the nation. His 'benign dictatorship' brought great development to Abu Dhabi and the country as a whole, as demonstrated by the architectural optimism of buildings like the Etihad Towers clustered opposite.

        
      

      
        4 Corniche Beach

        
          Walking along the Corniche (or you can cycle from here), you'll see similar expressions of confidence, such as Nation Towers, home to the St Regis. The Hiltonia and the Nation Riviera Beach Clubs offer luxurious swimming; the Corniche Beach is free and blue-flagged for its cleanliness.

        
      

      
        5 World Trade Centre

        
          Take a break at the Nova Beach Café and pause next at Rashid Bin Saeed Al Maktoum St. The inland procession of fine buildings includes the Burj Mohammed bin Rashid, the city's tallest tower and home to the World Trade Centre, and the Etisalat building with its 'golf ball' crown.

        
      

      
        6 Al Markaziah Gardens (East)

        
          This stretch is beautifully landscaped and parallels attractive gardens, like Lake Park, inland. Underpasses connect the two sides of the road.

          You'll notice cacti for sale in the neighbouring nurseries, but contrary to expectations they don't grow in Gulf deserts. This is because in summer there's little difference between day and night temperatures. The water, too, remains uniformly warm, leading to an abundance of marine life – much of which is on sale at the Fish Market.

        
      

      
        4 Dhow Harbour

        
          You'll have noticed lots of crustaceans being sold in the Fish Market. The Arabian Gulf is famous for lobsters and crayfish, which until recently were discarded by Emirati in favour of tuna and sardines. You can see from the number of lobster pots by the dhow harbour that their value is now recognised!

        
      

      
        5 Carpet Souq

        
          Dhows are handcrafted and adapted to the character of their skipper, but they invariably have one thing in common – an old rug thrown over the timbers and a handful of cushions. See where these workaday textiles are bought in the nearby Carpet Souq.

        
      

      
        6 Khalifa Centre

        
          For a much more refined version of carpets and kilims, stride out to the Khalifa Centre (30-minute walk). This 20th-century collection of independent shops bridges the gap between old market and modern mall and encompasses Oriental carpets and crafts from across the region.

        
      

      
        7 Abu Dhabi Mall

        
          Wondering what's for sale from the Emirates in the Khalifa Centre? You're looking in the wrong place! The Gulf ports have for centuries been used as conduits for silks from India and spices from Africa.         Abu Dhabi's top fine-dining restaurants tend to be found in the five-star hotels and newer shopping malls.       What to Eat

      
        Abu Dhabi is a great city for sampling traditional Middle Eastern food. This usually involves small hot and cold dishes (mezze), such as hummus, muttabal (purée of aubergine) and sambusak (cheese-filled pastries), which are enjoyed over long chats and a watermelon juice to aid digestion. This is followed by rice and meat in various preparations with unleavened bread. Dessert is an afterthought.

      
    

    
      When to Eat

      
        A much loved city tradition is Friday brunch. This lavish buffet starts mid-morning and continues to mid-afternoon. Afternoon tea is another Abu Dhabi favourite offering an affordable opportunity to enjoy a fine dining environment.
