            Most of the palace’s rooms spread over the 1st floor, which is awash in chandeliers (51 shiners in total), damasks, gilded clocks and rich paintings by Ferdinand Bol and Jacob de Wit. The great 
                burgerzaal
             
            (citizens’ hall) that occupies the heart of the building was envisioned as a schematic of the world, with Amsterdam as its centre. Check out the maps inlaid in the floor; they show the eastern and western hemispheres, with a 1654 celestial map plopped in the middle. The archways hold sculptures representing the four elements: birds (air), fish (water), fruit (earth) and fire.

        
            King Louis’ Gifts
        

        
            
            In 1808 the building became the palace of King Louis, Napoleon Bonaparte’s brother. In a classic slip-up in the new lingo, French-born Louis told his subjects here that he was the ‘rabbit 
                (konijn)
            
            of Holland’, whereas he meant ‘king’ 
                (konink)
            
            . Napoleon dismissed him two years later. Louis left behind about 1000 pieces of Empire-style furniture and decorative artworks. As a result, the palace now holds one of the world’s largest collections from the period.

            Officially Queen Beatrix lives here and pays a symbolic rent, though she really shacks up in Den Haag. The palace is still used to entertain foreign heads of state and for other official business.

Perhaps what’s most fascinating is that it’s not a festering den of sleaze. Granted, lads on lost weekends don’t set a great tone, but this may be the safest vice zone in the world. 

            
                No Big Deal
            

            
                To the Dutch, legal prostitution is simply an industry like any other. Still, it’s mind-bending when you first set eyes on the women in the windows, illuminated not only with red lights (because it’s the most flattering hue), but also with black ones that make their white lingerie glow enticingly. Your first instinct might be to take a photo, but don’t do it – out of simple respect, and to avoid having your camera tossed in a canal by the ladies’ enforcers.
            

            
                You’ll see specialisation – an NL sticker in a window, indicating ‘Dutch spoken here’, and sections occupied by women from Suriname, Russia or Latin America – and of course aggressive self-marketing. Women pay to rent a window for an eight- or 10-hour shift; they also pay income taxes based on city estimates of income correlated with tourism figures. Overall, the industry generates about €650 million annually, according to the Central Bureau of Statistics. 

            
                An intriguing place to view the action is Trompettersteeg, a metre-wide alley where the most desirable women are stationed. Look for the entrance in the block south of the Oude Kerk.
            

            
                Clean Up
            

            
                Over the past few years, city officials have reduced the number of windows in an effort to clean up the district. They claim it’s not about morals but about crime: pimps, traffickers and money launderers have entered the scene and set the neighbourhood on a downward spiral. Opponents point to a growing local conservatism and say the government is using crime as an excuse, because it doesn’t like Amsterdam’s current reputation for sin.                 Despite what you may have heard, cannabis is not 
                    technically
                 
                legal in the Netherlands – yet it is widely tolerated. Here’s the deal: the possession and purchase of small amounts (5g) of ‘soft drugs’ (ie marijuana, hashish, space cakes and mushroom-based truffles) is allowed, and users aren’t prosecuted for smoking or carrying this amount. This means that coffeeshops are actually conducting an illegal business – but again, it is tolerated to a certain extent. Though maybe not where foreigners are concerned...

            
                Coffeeshops Going Up in Smoke?
            

            
                In January 2013, new laws are set to go into effect that ban foreigners from toking up in Amsterdam’s infamous coffeeshops. Only Dutch residents who have procured a one-year ‘weed pass’ will be able to purchase grass and hash. Far-right politicians initiated the legislation, citing gang-related crime and health risks associated with the industry. Amsterdammers have fought it, saying the law will just drive the trade underground. 

            
                The law went into effect as planned in May 2012 in the Netherlands’ southern cities along the Belgian and German borders. At press time, it was wait-and-see as to whether it will be enforced in Amsterdam. A court case focussing on the issue of discrimination is pending. If the case fails, many coffeeshop owners say they will ignore the ban and hope Amsterdam city officials – who are against it – will close their eyes to the matter. But it won’t be easy with national authorities harshing their high.

                If the coffeeshops remain open to foreigners, keep in mind the following:
            

            •
                Whether it is grass or hash, and smoked, eaten or inhaled through a vaporiser, most visitors admit it’s much stronger than what they are accustomed to. Ask the staff how much to take and heed their advice, even if nothing happens after an hour.
            

            •
                Ask at the bar for the menu of goods on offer, usually packaged in small bags. You can also buy ready-made joints (€3 to €7) in nifty, reusable packaging. Most shops offer rolling papers, pipes or even bongs to use.

Far from being simply decorative or picturesque, or even just waterways for transport, the canals were necessary to drain and reclaim the waterlogged land.

                Starting from the core, the major semicircular canals are the Singel, Herengracht, Keizersgracht and Prinsengracht. An easy way to remember them is that, apart from the singular 
                    Singel
                
                (which originally was a moat that defended Amsterdam’s outer limits), these canals are in alphabetical order. 

            
                The 
                    Herengracht
                
                is where Amsterdam’s wealthiest residents moved once the canals were completed. They named the waterway after the Heeren XVII (17 Gentlemen) of the Dutch East India Company, and built their mansions alongside it. Almost as swanky was the 
                    Keizersgracht
                
                (Emperor’s Canal), a nod to Holy Roman Emperor Maximilian I. The 
                    Prinsengracht
                 
                – named after William the Silent, Prince of Orange and the first Dutch royal – was designed as a slightly cheaper canal with smaller residences and warehouses. It also acted as a barrier against the crusty working-class quarter beyond, aka the Jordaan. Today the Prinsengracht is the liveliest of Amsterdam’s inner canals, with cafes, shops and houseboats lining the quays.

                The three major radial canals cut across the core canals like spokes on a bicycle. The 
                    Brouwersgracht
                
                – aka the ‘Brewers Canal’ – is one of Amsterdam’s most beautiful waterways. It takes its name from the many breweries that lined the banks in the 16th and 17th centuries. The 
                    Leidsegracht
                
                was named after the city of Leiden, to which it was the main water route. Peaceful 
                    Reguliersgracht
                
                was named after an order of monks whose monastery was located nearby.

More than 200 canvases are arranged chronologically, starting with his early career in dreary Holland and ending less than a decade later in sunny France, where he produced his best-known work with his characteristic giddy colour. The museum opened in 1973 to house the collection of Vincent’s younger brother Theo. Gerrit Rietveld, the seminal Dutch architect, designed the main building.

            The park is named after the Shakespeare of the Netherlands, poet and playwright Joost van den Vondel (1587–1679). The English-style grounds were laid out on marshland – a typically Dutch feat of drainage and landscaping – in the 1860s and ’70s. If it feels like a picture-perfect playground for the bourgeoisie, that’s because city planners designed it as such. They hoped it would soften the loss of the Plantage, the east-side park that became residential around this time.

            During the late 1960s and early 1970s, Dutch authorities turned the park into a temporary open-air dormitory for the droves of hippies who descended on Amsterdam. The sleeping bags are long gone, but remnants of the era live on in the squats that fringe the park, such as OT301 and OCCII, now both legalised into underground cultural centres.
        

        
            The Grounds
        

        
            
            The park’s 120 acres roll out ponds, lawns, gardens and winding paths that encourage visitors to get out and explore. While more than 10 million people per year converge on the green space, it never feels too crowded to enjoy.

                The Golden Age spans roughly the 17th century, when Holland was at the peak of its powers. It’s the era when Rembrandt painted, when city planners built the canals and when Dutch ships conquered the seas. 

            
                It started when trading rival Antwerp was retaken by the Spaniards in the late 16th century, and merchants, skippers and artisans flocked to Amsterdam. A new moneyed society emerged. Persecuted Jews from Portugal and Spain also fled to Amsterdam. Not only did they introduce the diamond industry, they knew of trade routes to the West and East Indies. 

            
                Enter the Dutch East India Company, which wrested the Asian spice trade from the Portuguese. It soon grew into the world’s richest corporation, with more than 50,000 employees and a private army. Its sister, the Dutch West India Company, traded with Africa and the Americas and was at the centre of the American slave trade.                 When Amsterdam School architecture started around WWI, it was as much a political movement as an aesthetic one. Architects such as Pieter Kramer and Michel de Klerk were reacting to the decadent, elitist style of neo- 
                Renaissance buildings like Centraal Station, but also to appalling housing conditions for the poor. Their fantastical public-funded housing projects resemble shells, waves and other organic forms; they were obsessive about details, designing everything down to the house numbers. Some details were a bit paternalistic and controlling – windows high in the wall were meant to deter leaning out and gossiping with neighbours – but in general the buildings were vast improvements.                 Scratch that vision of a metropolis of 6ft-tall blond people. With nearly half its population hailing from other countries, Amsterdam rivals much bigger cities for diversity. People from the Netherlands’ former colonies, Indonesia and Suriname, form the largest minority groups. Other significant presences in the city are Turks and Moroccans, many second-generation. The first wave came over in the 1960s, when the government recruited migrant workers to bridge a labour gap. The remaining 170 or so nationalities recorded in Amsterdam’s most recent census represent the rest of the globe.
            

            
                Tensions
            

            
                Since 2000, the Netherlands’ historically tolerant policy toward migrants has been called into question. Pim Fortuyn, a right-wing politician, declared the country ‘full’ before being assassinated in 2002. Social tensions flared anew in 2004, when filmmaker Theo van Gogh – known for his anti-Muslim views – was shot and stabbed to death on a street by Oosterpark. In a city famous for its open-mindedness, what did it mean that a native Amsterdammer, albeit of foreign descent, was behind the crime? The national government responded in 2006 by passing a controversial immigration law requiring newcomers to be competent in Dutch language and culture before they could get a residency permit. Citizens from the EU, USA and Japan were exempt due to preexisting arrangements. This meant the policy mostly fell on immigrants from non-Western countries, including Morocco and Turkey.
            

            
                Going Forward
            

            
                While the national government has swung to the right and tried to curb immigration as part of its policies, Amsterdam still leans left. It is remarkably integrated compared with some other European capitals. Immigrants aren’t relegated to suburbs; just walk around De Pijp and you’ll hear five or 10 languages spoken. The city’s multiracial character is a point of pride and, post-Theo, many Amsterdammers have scoffed at nationalist politicians such as MP Geert Wilders, the firebrand who likened the Quran to

                . And Amsterdammers always seem ready to bond over commerce – the wildly diverse Albert Cuypmarkt in De Pijp and Dappermarkt in the Oost are two fantastic places to see this in action.

            Climb the narrow staircase and you’ll come to Rembrandt’s light-filled studio, laid out as though he’s just nipped down to the kitchen for a bite to eat. Across the hall is Rembrandt’s ‘cabinet’ – a mind-blowing room crammed with the curiosities he collected: seashells, glassware, Roman busts and stuffed alligators.

            The top floor is devoted to Rembrandt’s famous etchings. The museum has a near-complete collection of them (about 250), although they’re not all on display at once. Expect to see between 20 and 100 inky works at any one time, depending on the exhibition. Demonstrators crank up an oak press to show etching techniques several times daily.
        

        
            Bankruptcy
        

        
            
            The house ultimately caused Rembrandt’s financial downfall. He was unable to pay off the mortgage, and in 1656 the household effects, artworks and curiosities were sold to compensate his creditors. It’s thanks to the debt collector’s itemised list that the museum has been able to reproduce the interior so authentically. Rembrandt lived the rest of his years in cheaper digs in the Jordaan.

Private shipyards and dockworkers’ homes dominated the central island of Wittenburg. Admiralty offices and buildings arose on the westernmost island of Kattenburg, and warships were fitted out in the adjoining naval dockyards that are still in use today.

Pedalling not only puts you shoulder to shoulder with locals, it puts the whole bloomin’ city within easy reach. And it’s easy to get rolling, so don’t be shy.




Rental shops are everywhere, and renting a bike is easy (see click here). Vondelpark and the Eastern Islands and Docklands are easy destinations for DIY cycling.

Feeling more ambitious? Travel 20 minutes north of the city centre, and the landscape morphs to windmills, cows and wee farming communities – all accessible via an afternoon bicycle ride. Here’s how: take your wheels onto the free Buiksloterweg ferry behind Centraal Station, and cross the IJ River. The ride takes about five minutes, and boats depart continuously throughout day. Then pedal north along the Noordhollands Kanaal. Within a few kilometres you’re in the countryside. Cycling maps are available at the VVV office (click here) by Centraal Station.
