        [image: icon-icon-morning]MBegin at Merdeka Square to see where the Malaysian flag was first raised in 1957. Eclectic colonial architecture surrounds the square, from the Mughal-inspired Masjid Jamek and Sultan Abdul Samad Building to the Tudor-style Royal Selangor Club. The KL City Gallery provides a great insight into the city's history and architecture. 

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RHead to Chinatown for lunch: good choices include Peter Hoe Beyond Cafe, Old China Café or LOKL. If you need a caffeine boost, Moontree House is around the corner from the Old China Café. Stay on to explore the neighbourhood's temples and heritage shophouses, as well as the Central Market, with its excellent souvenir and antique shopping, and knockout Museum of Ethnic Arts. A roti canai at the adjacent Restoran Yusoof dan Zakhir will revive flagging spirits.

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RLunch at the Hornbill Restaurant, or head down to the Colonial Cafe, located in the handsome Majestic Hotel, with its menu of Hainanese cuisine beloved by KL's colonial rulers. After lunch, marvel at the Old KL Train Station and Masjid Negara, the national mosque, before hitting the museums, including the must-see Islamic Arts Museum and the National Museum – the walk between the two is lovely along Lake Perdana – as well as the quirky Royal Malaysia Police Museum.

        [image: icon-icon-evening]NFor dinner take a taxi to hip Jln Mesui or Changkit Bukit Bintang for fine Malay cuisine at Bijan or more homely Nonya fare at Lima Blas. Explore the enchanting woods (perhaps by bike), see traditional wooden houses and take the canopy walk high above the jungle floor.

Nosh on veggie dosa at Rani Vila Restoran when you arrive, then climb the 272 stairs to the Main Cave, take the Dark Cave tour, and explore the surrealistic Ramayana Cave. Head back to the city via Lake Titiwangsa for postcard-perfect pics of KL, then pop into the National Visual Art Gallery for a lesson in contemporary Malaysian art.

Then stroll down to Bukit Bintang and pop into upscale food court Lot 10 Hutong for a street-food snack...indoors. If you need it, or simply want it, indulge in a massage at Donna Spa on Starhill Gallery's Pamper Floor.

If it's a Tuesday, Thursday or Sunday, consider joining a walking tour of Kampung Baru, a village in the heart of the city; there are plenty of good dinner options here. The LRT (Light Rapid Transit; www.myrapid.com.my), KL's metro, is good for trips into the suburbs, while the KTM Komuter Train (www.ktmkomuter.com.my) will whisk you out to Batu Caves and close to FRIM.

Less-pricey canned or bottled beers can usually be found in Chinese or Indian restaurants. For two people, a decent bottle of wine is often a better deal (from both a price and quality point of view).

        The story of coffee drinking in KL is tied to major historical themes: colonialism, immigration, resource extraction, language mixing, and the shophouse. Hainan Chinese became expert cooks for the coffee-drinking Brits after being abandoned by their employers during the world wars, going independent (and finding cheap shophouses as the rubber industry collapsed), and calling themselves kopitiam, from Malay for coffee, and Chinese for shop.

        Local kopi is roasted with butter, margarine, rice or sugar, and brewed with a muslin bag. The resulting dark, bitter drink is sweetened with condensed milk, or liquid sugar. Try it at Yut Kee, Colonial Cafe or Imbi Market. 

        KL also has a growing specialty coffee scene that, like its predecessors, is dominated by Chinese. Try single-origin beans at Feeka, VCR or RGB.  

        Colonial rule also left KL-ites with a taste for tea. One of the best shows at a kopitiam is watching the tea-wallah toss-pour teh tarik (‘pulled’ tea) from one pitcher to another to produce a frothy cuppa.

      Understand What's in a Name?


      
        The Golden Triangle is one of the most expensive swathes of real estate in the city, and is bordered roughly by Jln Ampang, Jln Imbi/Pudu and Jln Tun Razak, which roughly form a triangle. 

        And those street names? Well, Ampang means 'dam' and refers to the tin mining that made KL rich. Tun Razak was the second prime minister, while Pudu means 'half in the jungle', a reference to its early location.

        Most road names in this part of town, however, were changed post-independence. In fact over 500 names were changed from 1980 to 2008, and in 2014 another eight were changed. Jln Alor, the famous food street, is actually officially Jln Kejora, but next to no one uses that.

        Bukit Bintang – literally 'star hill'

        It's hard not to get the impression that in KL, the mall rules. Two of the world's 10 largest are here, and a quick walk down Bukit Bintang reveals a whopping eight more to choose from. 

        Mid-Valley Megamall is as big as a small town, while some try to look like actual towns; or in the case of Publika, a Manhattan street. Starhill Gallery, meanwhile, put a village in its basement, while Pavilion set up a bar street...indoors. Not to be outdone, Lot 10 reproduced a traditional chaotic food court as a clean and gleaming nostalgic fantasy (though with very good food).

        The scene is as exciting and innovative to some as it is tacky and off-putting to others. No matter what, it's a distinct part of modern local life. It's also worth noting that most malls contain plenty of local products, from designer clothing to pewterware, and more surprisingly, often host museums, art galleries and non-mainstream arts festivals.           Opened in 1998, the 88-storey twin towers are nearly 452m tall, and were the tallest buildings in the world from 1998 to 2004. Designed by Argentinian architect Cesar Pelli, the twin towers' floor plan is based on an eight-sided star that echoes arabesque patterns. Islamic influences are also evident in each tower's five tiers – representing the five pillars of Islam – and in the 63m masts that crown them, calling to mind the minarets of a mosque and the Star of Islam.

          Tower tours take 45 minutes and include a stop at the Skybridge (the world's highest bridge at 170m) on the 41st floor and a visit to the 86th-floor observation deck. You cannot visit the highest floors.

A quick lift whisks visitors up to the observation decks in the bulb of the tower, the shape of which was inspired by the Malaysian spinning toy called gasing.

        Following independence there was a conscious effort to break from the ornate colonial architectural style, particularly when it came to public building. This resulted in the elegant lines of the Masjid Negara (National Mosque), Stadium Merdeka (built for the declaration of independence in 1957) and neighbouring Stadium Negara.

        Some projects, such as the National Parliament (built in 1963 and designed by William Ivor Shipley), the National Museum, Menara Maybank and Istana Budaya (the national theatre near Lake Titiwangsa), incorporate distinctive motifs from traditional Malay architecture and art. Others, such as the beautiful Dayabumi Complex, and – later – the Petronas Towers, take their design references from Islam.

        Among Malaysia’s postcolonial architects of note is Hijjas Kasturi, who designed the handsome Tabung Haji, the Menara Maybank buildings and the slick Bank Negara Malaysia Museum & Art Gallery. Kasturi is also responsible for the somewhat ridiculous giant shark fin of Menara Telekom (clearly visible when you are in Bangsar).

        Malaysia is a predominantly Muslim country and the level of tolerance for homosexuality is vastly different from its neighbours. Sex between men is illegal at any age and sharia Islamic laws also forbid cross-dressing. Fortunately, outright persecution of gays and lesbians is rare; the sodomy case against opposition leader Ibrahim Anwar that made headlnes in 2014 was politically motivated. Nonetheless, gay and lesbian travellers should avoid behaviour that may attract unwanted attention – Malaysians are quite conservative about any displays of public affection.

        That said, there is, a bit surprisingly, a fairly open gay scene in KL, with several established gay dance nights: the main ones are at Frangipani and Blueboy. Reggae Bar in Chinatown is also gay-friendly, as is the modern British restaurant and pub Albion KL.       UnderstandThe Cultural Makeup of Kuala Lumpur


      
        Kuala Lumpur is a multicultural potpourri. Wander around Chinatown on a Sunday or Bukit Bintang on any night of the week and it's almost as if you've touched down in a convention of the UN. The main ethnic groups may be Malays, Chinese and Indians, but there are also communities of Indonesians and Thais (many of whom live in Kampung Baru) as well as Pakistanis, Bangladeshis, Nepalis and Burmese. Scores of Middle Eastern folk have also settled here, and Japanese are numerous enough to warrant their own school in Mont Kiara, and a vibrant restaurant scene. Smaller communities include the Korean enclave in Ampang and the pockets of Western professionals and retirees around Bangsar and KLCC. In all, these smaller foreign communities comprise anywhere from 2% to 9% of the city's population.

      
      
        Malays

        
          Like almost everyone else in KL, most of the city's Malay residents hail from beyond the city's borders. Many still hanker after the spirit of the communal kampung (village) and, come any long weekend, the roads out of KL are jammed with carloads of city families headed to their home village. Today about 40% of the population of KL is Malay.

        
      

      
        Chinese

        
          The very birth of KL in the 19th century coincided with an influx of Chinese immigrants, mainly Hakka and Cantonese who came to work the tin mines. Among the ethnic groups that followed were the Hainanese, who became renowned cooks for the British – KL's Hainan fare is legendary. Today Chinese make up about 40% of the population of the city and are prominent in business, though religious customs still govern much of home life.

        
      

      
        Indians

        
          Like the Chinese, Indians in KL (who comprise about 10% of the population) trace their ancestry to many parts of the motherland (and also Sri Lanka) and practise different cultural traditions, especially with respect to religion: there are Hindus, Muslims, Sikhs, Christians and more. Most KL Indians are Tamils, with roots in Tamil Nadu in southern India, where Hindu traditions are strong.

      UnderstandTalking the Talk


      
        As the capital of a former British colony, Kuala Lumpur is generally an easy place to travel for English-speakers, but you'll have to get used to the local patois, which includes plenty of Mandarin, Cantonese, Hokkien, Tamil and Bahasa words and phrases. Abbreviations are also a way of life here, such as KL (for Kuala Lumpur) or PJ (Petaling Jaya).

        Keep an ear out for sentence-ending words borrowed from Chinese grammar. Most do not add meaning (as in Chinese) but a tone or mood to what was said. Common expressions include:

        Lah Common suffix used to affirm a statement. 'Don't be stupid, lah.'

        Leh Hard to distinguish from lah but softens what was said. 'Give me, leh.'

        Can Used to mean yes and often repeated with lah added, eg 'Can you come pick me up?' 'Can can, lah.'

        Got Used for all tenses of the verb 'to have', eg 'Got noodles in the soup?' 'Got money.'

        Meh An expression of scepticism, eg 'Really meh?''

        Malaysia boleh 'Malaysia can do it,' but often used now to refer to under-the-table activities, eg 'Can I get cheap duty-free liquor in town?' 'Can. Malaysia boleh.'

      
    

    
      UnderstandWhich Floor Do You Want?


      
        KL follows the British model for flooring, so what North Americans call the 1st floor, is ground floor here. However, almost every building has its own standards: some have Lower Ground, Ground and Upper Ground floors (and sometimes Lower and Upper Ground floors 1 and 2), Mezzanine floors, and so on. It's not uncommon to walk into a mall, ask for directions, and be told the place you want is on the 1st floor: so go up three levels. Pavilion KL is in a league of its own by labelling the floor you walk in on from the street as Level 3.

        Most malls also complicate themselves with multiple sections; and then having information maps that only show shops in the section you are in. Give yourself plenty of time to find what you want when out shopping.

But with its smattering of mosques and Hindu temples it's more multicultural than most. Adjacent Merdeka (Independence) Square was once the centre of British colonial power, and has the inspiring Indo-Saracenic architecture to show for it.

    
    
      The Sights in a Day

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MBegin your day with a fusion breakfast at LOKL then stroll through the Old High Court Building verandah, which ends with your first view of Merdeka Square. On Monday, Wednesday and Saturday, join the heritage walk, otherwise stop in at KL City Gallery for a rundown on the city's history, then explore the surrounding Indo-Saracenic buildings and museums on your own. Get to Masjid Jamek before it closes at 12.30pm.

The square is ringed by heritage buildings, and people come here to learn about the city's history as much as to admire the grand colonial architecture. With few high-rises visible from the square, time does seem to stand still here.

Several beautiful objects decorate the temple, including two hanging carved panels, but the best feature is the almost frontier-like atmosphere. Cross the street to admire the rows of ogee arches of the ground floor, the keyhole arches on the 1st floor, and the rooftop cupolas.

      1Guandi TempleTEMPLE
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            Founded in 1886, this atmospheric temple is dedicated to Guandi, a historical Chinese general known as the Taoist god of war, but more commonly worshipped as the patron of righteous brotherhoods: he is in fact patron of both police forces and triad gangs. The temple's high ceilings, red walls, tiled eaves and pointy gable ends give it a distinctive look that's great for photos, though there are few details to admire up close.

      1St Mary’s Anglican CathedralCHURCH
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            This handsome Gothic-revival English country church was designed by government architect AC Norman and erected in 1894. It was the first brick church in Malaysia and it still maintains a small Anglican congregation. Inside is a fine pipe-organ built in 1895 by Henry Willis (though since heavily restored), the Englishman responsible for the organ in St Paul's Cathedral in London. It's now dedicated to Sir Henry Gurney, the British high commissioner to Malaya, assassinated in 1951 during the Emergency.

      1Stadium MerdekaHISTORIC BUILDING
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            Built for the declaration of independence in 1957, this open-air stadium is where Malaysia’s first prime minister, Tunku Abdul Rahman, famously punched his fist in the air seven times shouting ‘Merdeka!’ (Independence!). Other big events during its history include a boxing match between Muhammad Ali and Joe Bugner, and a concert by Michael Jackson. There are panoramic views of the city from the grandstands and a couple of evocative photographic murals in the entrance hall.

      1St John's CathedralCHURCH
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            This twin-spired structure (established 1883) is the only Catholic cathedral in KL. Further up the road is the striking red-brick St John's Institute, which seems a mix of colonial Spanish and Japanese-Rennaisance architecture. 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            Recently transformed into a pedestrian square, Medan Pasar (which translates as Market Square) was once the heart of Chinatown. Kapitan Yap Ah Loy lived here, and in addition to holding the city's wet market, it was a place of brothels and illegal gambling dens (now long gone). In the centre stands an art deco clock tower built in 1937 to commemorate the coronation of King George IV.

        Indo-Saracenic (Mughal)

        
          Grand civic buildings around Merdeka Square signalled the British desire to stamp their colonial mark on the city. It isn't exactly clear why, but government architects such as AB Hubback and AC Norman designed masterpieces that blended European elements with the Mughal style they had observed in India. Some obvious features of this style are corner towers and slim minarets, domes, chatris (plates under the domes), repetitive use of arches (keyhole, horseshoe and ogee), and (usually) brick facades.

          The style did not remain in fashion for long. The Sultan Abdul Samad Building, the first of its kind, was built in 1897, while the last, the KTM Headquarters (across from the grand Old KL Train Station), was finished in 1917.

        
      

      
        Shophouses, Bungalows & Mansions

        
          Quintessential icons of colonial Straits Chinese architecture across Southeast Asia, shophouses began to appear from the 1880s onwards as the city rebuilt itself after a great fire destroyed all the wood and attap housing.

          The typical shophouse has a shop at the front with living quarters above and to the rear. Constructed in terraces, each unit is long and narrow, approximately 6m by 30m, sometimes as long as 60m. Inner courtyards provide ventilation, while arcade walkways (the so-called 'five-foot way') at the front provide protection from rain and harsh sunlight. The uniform arcade was first imposed in Singapore by order of Sir Stamford Raffles.

          As KL became more prosperous, humble two-storey shophouses began to add an extra floor and redo their facades in a range of styles, from neoclassical to Dutch Patrician to art deco. Some of the best remaining rows are on Jln Hang Kasturi (beside Central Market), Medan Pasar, and Jln Sin Chew Kee behind VCR.

          In the early 20th century Chinese tin and rubber merchants lined streets such as Jln Ampang with detached two-storey bungalows that could be accessed by horse-drawn carriage. The wealthiest constructed grand mansions such as Loke Mansion and the former Royal Museum that combined European classical architectural forms with Chinese decorative motifs.

        From the Masjid Jamek LRT station walk one block southeast to Lebuh Ampang, formerly known as Chetty St, after the Chettiars of South India. Chettiars were a merchant caste, and in KL's early days, before proper banks, they acted as moneylenders. That traditional business is more faded than the paint on many of the street's old shophouses, but it's still worth a visit to this historic part of the old city. A few moneychangers remain, as do gold-sellers, Indian cafes, and street vendors selling sweets and flower garlands.

      UnderstandThe Kapitan of Kuala Lumpur


      
        Few would deny the massive contribution Chinese immigrants have made to the development of KL. In the 19th century they came in large numbers to work the tin mines, and many became self-made tycoons within a very short time. Not surprisingly, the most successful have left their names across the city: from streets and buildings (Jln Tun HS Lee; Jln Yap Kwan Seng; Loke Mansion; Lee Rubber Building) to entire districts (Chow Kit), as well as various hospitals, schools and philanthropic societies.

        The most famous Chinese immigrant to KL was undoubtedly Yap Ah Loy, the man now widely credited as the city’s founder. He was 17 when he left his village in Guangdong, in southern China, in search of work in Malaya. Fifteen years later, in 1868, he had reached the highest position possible in the city’s ethnic communities.

        Yap began working life as a coolie, and soon his drive, fighting skills and talents with men made him assistant to the Kapitan Cina. The Kapitan post was created as a bridge between the colonial masters and the often unruly ethnic groups they governed. Elected by the community but appointed by the colonial government, they acted like governors and could enact laws and collect taxes.

        When the current Kapitan Cina, Liu Ngim Kong, died in 1868, Yap was appointed as his successor. Through his control of the tin trade, as well as opium trading and prostitution, which thrived in the mining boomtown, he became exceptionally wealthy. It is estimated that in 1880 he owned 64 of the 200 houses in KL. This number only increased after he oversaw the rebuilding of KL (from wood and attap to the brick shophouses and arcades one sees today) after the great flood and fire in 1881.

        When he died in 1885, Yap Ah Loy was the city's richest man, and so loved, feared and respected that government offices were closed on the day of his funeral. Today his name is found rather incongruously on the city's shortest street. More fittingly, he was canonised in 1956 by Sin Sze Si Ya Temple, which he founded.

        Today, you can visit Yap Ah Loy's grave in the sprawling Kwong Tong Cemetery south of the Royal Museum.

        A kampung is a village, and in Kuala Lumpur, which still has a number of urban kampungs, there is none so famous as Kampung Baru, literally the 'new village'. In the shadow of the Petronas Towers across the Klang River, this Malay stronghold is still largely a community of wood houses, food courts, traditional shops, and a place where children and chickens can run free.

        As its name suggests, Kampung Baru is not terribly old. In the late 1890s the British authorities, worried about the declining number of Malay residents in the capital, gazetted 89.4 hectares as a Malay Agricultural Settlement, and in 1900 relocated Malays from the Masjid Jamek area.

        The first census in 1928 showed there were 544 households and 2600 villagers. The Malays themselves divided their numbers into seven villages, according to ancestral origins, which included Malacca and Java. Intervillage marriage, and even play among children, was restricted.

        Kampung Baru saw the first Malay club develop, and it played a positive role in the anti-colonial protests that led to independence. By the 1960s, however, it was falling behind the rest of the city. Resentment over this is said to have contributed to the village being a centre for violence during the 1969 race riots (which pitted Malays against the more prosperous Chinese).

        In the coming decades Kampung Baru also became physically separated from the rest of the city, as dike walls, and later the Petronas Towers and LRT construction, left it a near orphan on the wrong side of the river. Even today it is a startling shift to go one LRT stop from KLCC to Kampung Baru.

        Revitalisation of the village is always said to be around the corner, but when it really comes, it won't be easy. Two administrations and competing laws govern the small slice of land, and property titles are incredibly complex: there are an estimated 4200 beneficiaries across 880 separate lots. In 2011 the Kampung Baru Development Corporation was formed, with the promise that this time things would be different. In late 2014 the Sunday Market grounds were razed, a sign that perhaps change is truly coming to this pocket of KL stuck in time.

        When the New Economic Policy (NEP) was introduced in 1971 its aim was that 30% of Malaysia’s corporate wealth be in the hands of indigenous Malays, or bumiputra (‘princes of the land’), within 20 years. A massive campaign of positive discrimination began, which handed majority control over the army, police, civil service and government to Malays. By 1990 a new Malay middle class had emerged; however, cronyism and discrimination against Indians and Chinese also increased.

        Affirmative action programs continue to this day (under the NEP successor the National Development Policy), and according to the World Bank, these policies are a significant cause of migration out of Malaysia, especially of highly skilled workers. For travellers to KL, it is hard not to note the lack of Chinese and Indians working in banks and government institutions. The segregated education system has also led to a noticeable deterioration in English skills among younger Malays, but also ethnic Chinese who now tend to focus on Mandarin instruction.

The American naturalist William Hornaday is credited with discovering the caves in 1878, though they were already known to Chinese settlers and of course to the local indigenous peoples.           There is an obvious block of restaurants and stands on the right as you approach the stairs to Temple Cave. Try Rani Vilas Restoran (Batu Caves; RM5-10; [image: icon-hoursgif]h7am-10pm) for excellent veggie thali sets, rotis and dosa.

        Temple Cave

        
          In 1891, K Thambusamy Pillai, founder of the Sri Mahamariamman Temple in KL, established a shrine to Lord Murugan at Batu Caves. At the foot of 272 steps leading up to the main dome-shaped cavern stands a 42.5m gaudy golden statue of Murugan, son of Shiva, and Hindu god of war. Inside the first cavern the lord's six abodes are carved into the walls, while a second cavern holds the temple of Valli Devanai, his wife. Prayer times are held at 8.30am and 4pm.

        
      

      
        Dark Cave 

        
          At step 204, branch off to the Dark Cave to follow a 45-minute guided tour ([image: icon-phonegif]%012-371 5001; www.darkcavemalaysia.com; adult/child RM35/25; [image: icon-hoursgif]h10am-5pm Tue-Fri, 10.30am-5.30pm Sat & Sun; [image: icon-traingif]dBatu Caves) along 800m of the 2km of surveyed passageways within seven different chambers. Dramatic limestone formations including gorgeous flowstones, pits used for guano extraction, two species of bats and hundreds of other life forms, including the rare trapdoor spider, make this a fascinating excursion.         Ramayana Cave

        
          Perhaps no cave at Batu is more spectacularly over-embellished and enjoyable than the Ramayana Cave (admission RM5; [image: icon-hoursgif]h8.30am-6pm; [image: icon-traingif]dBatu Caves), which boasts gaudy dioramas of the Indian epic Ramayana. Near the entrance, look for the giant Gulliver-like statue of Kumbhakarna, brother of Ravana and a deep sleeper (he once snoozed for six months). Further up the narrow but towering cave interior, past two artificial flowing streams, is a shrine to a naturally occurring linga. Top SightsForestry Research Institute of Malaysia (FRIM)


    
      Birdsong and wall-to-wall greenery replaces the drone of traffic at the Forestry Research Institute of Malaysia. Covering nearly 600 hectares, the institute was established in 1929 to research the sustainable management of Malaysia's rainforests. For visitors and locals, FRIM functions as a giant park, with quiet roads for cycling and well-established trails through the jungle landscape. There's a wide variety of flora and native wildlife to discover, from leaf monkeys and colourful birds to indigenous fruit trees and rare old dipterocarps.

          The highlight of FRIM is this canopy walkway (admission adult/child RM10.60/1.05; [image: icon-hoursgif]h9.30am-1.30pm Tue-Thu, Sat & Sun), hanging a vertigo-inducing 30m above the forest floor. The 200m walkway takes you right into the canopy, offering great views of the rainforest with the towers of KL rising in the distance behind.

          Heading down from the walkway the trail picks its way through the jungle (following the water pipe) to a shady picnic area, where you can cool off in a series of shallow waterfalls. The return hike incorporating the walkway takes about two hours. Bring water with you.

        
      

      
        Wooden Houses & Museum

        
          At the far end of the soccer field, look for a couple of handsome traditional raised wooden houses built from hard cendol wood. Relocated from Malacca and Terenganu, the houses show regional variations such as in the use of roofing material (tile versus attap) and other features.  

          Drop by the museum (Forest Research Institute of Malaysia; [image: icon-hoursgif]h9am-noon & 2-4pm, closed Mon) near the information centre to learn more about the work of FRIM and the makeup of Malaysian forests. 

        
      

      
        Hiking & Biking

        
          The quiet roads circling the park are ideal for strolling, and when the forest is set back from an adjacent field they offer an intriguing look at the many layers of vegetation. Numerous clearly marked trails also run through the reserve. Bikes can be rented outside the park for RM5 to RM8 per hour. Brickfields, by contrast, got its start as a place where – you guessed it – bricks were made, and today is a dense, vibrant Indian neighbourhood, rewarding for urban exploration and street-food sampling.

After exploring the vast mansion head to the National Museum, visit the lower floors, and then take a taxi to the KL Bird Park. If you need lunch first, try its Hornbill Restaurant.

          A Damascus Room is a style of winter reception chamber popular during the Ottoman period (1516–1918) in Syria's capital. The museum's stunning example was built in 1820. As is typical, the interior is composed of painted wood panels, and while it appears to be a single room it is actually divided into three sections marked by vaulted arches. There are so many details to admire here, from the ceiling woodwork, to the inlaid marble floor, to the inscribed poetry, to the murqarnas (stalactite wood features) of the wall niche.

        
      

      
        Kiswah

        
          Kiswah is the large black embroidered cloth used to cover the holy Kaaba (the cubic building at the centre of the most holy mosque of Mecca). The museum has an entire Kiswah on display, a rare sight as they are usually cut and distributed to pilgrims after the hajj.

        
      

      
        Architecture Gallery 

        
          This popular gallery has scale models of important Islamic buildings including the Masjid al-Haram in Mecca (where the Kiswah-covered Kaaba sits), and the surviving traditional timber-framed mosques of Peninsular Malaysia. The latter were influenced by both Chinese and Indonesian architecture, as well as local vernacular styles, and look nothing like you expect of a mosque.

        
      

      
        Qur'an & Manuscript Gallery

        
          Look for the 19th-century Qurans from Malaysia's east coast decorated in red, gold and black as well as the wide collection of miniature paintings, one of the few art forms in Islam that show the human face and figure.

      In 1928 Chinese tin tycoon Chan Wing built a mansion for his large family; it was later used as the residence of the Japanese Governor during KL's WWII occupation. In 1957 it became the National Palace, the residence of the king and queen of Malaysia. Finally, in 2011, with the opening of a new palace complex, the Royal Museum was born. After a restricted start, visitors are now permitted to tour the first two floors of the mansion, and wander the outside to take in the lush views

          The palace exterior, with its eclectic European style, looks much the same as it was in Chan Wing's day. But the interior was obviously altered to suit both royal tastes and royal needs. There are major and minor waiting rooms, a small throne room (for royal events), an office for the king, a family room (including KTV), and a dozen or so bedrooms for guests and family alike. Floral wallpaper, upholstered furniture, thick carpets, crystal chandeliers and some gaudy posters reveal the Downton Abbey–meets-'70s-suburbia tastes of the royals, though Malay colours and motifs remind you where you are.

        
      

      
        The Dentist Room

        
          You are sure to shudder when you see the royal dentist room, where family members were treated during weekly visits. Some visitors mistake this for a torture chamber when they first enter.

Chan Wing, the original owner of the Royal Museum building, is not buried here but his tin-mining partner, Cheong Yoke Choy, a noted philanthropist, is. There are also memorials to WWII dead. The building's walls are white plaster, rows of keyhole and horseshoes arches provide ventilation on each level, and large chatri and onion domes adorn the roof. 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            The main place of worship for KL’s Malay Muslim population is this gigantic mosque, inspired by Mecca’s Grand Mosque. Able to accommodate 15,000 worshippers, its umbrella-like blue-tile roof has 18 points symbolising the 13 states of Malaysia and the five pillars of Islam. Rising above the mosque, a 74m-high minaret issues the call to prayer, which can be heard across Chinatown. Non-Muslims are welcome to visit outside prayer times; robes are available for those who are not dressed appropriately.

      UnderstandWe Built this City...with Bricks


      
        In 1881, Kuala Lumpur, a town of wood and attap houses, burned to the ground. In the aftermath, brick became the material of choice for construction, a choice still evident in the look of KL's old neighbourhoods, and the name of one of its district.

        Brickfields, as it is now called, was an area of abundant clay, and sat along the trade road into KL from the south; by the late 1880s nearly all of the kilns established to rebuild the city had been placed there. Later the KTM railway depot was constructed (now occupied by KL Sentral), and a large number of Sri Lankan and Indian Tamils brought in as railway employees and servants. Tamils have remarkably diverse religious backgrounds and today one finds in Brickfields Hindu and Buddhist temples, as well as Christian churches of various denominations.

        In 2010 Brickfields was officially designated KL's 'Little India', what many considered a political move to win over voters. The neighbourhood is fast developing, but the streets from Jln Behara (Behara means 'shrine') northwest to Jln Tun Sambanthan, and Jln Scott, are still loaded with living heritage.

      UnderstandA Primer on Islam


      
        Though religious freedom is guaranteed under the constitution of Malaysia, the state religion is Islam and this affects everything in KL from traffic patterns (especially with Friday afternoon prayers), to media freedom, to the price of alcohol.

        Most Malaysian Muslims are Sunnis, but all Muslims share a common belief in the Five Pillars of Islam:

        Shahadah (the declaration of faith) – 'There is no God but Allah; Mohammed is his Prophet.’

        Salat (prayer) – Ideally five times a day, in which the muezzin (prayer leader) calls the faithful to prayer from the minarets of every mosque. You will hear these hauntingly beautiful calls throughout the day.

        Zakat (almsgiving) – Donating 2.5% of one's wealth to the poor.

        Sawm (fasting) – Includes observing the fasting month of Ramadan. This is actually a wonderful time to visit the city as Ramadan markets are set up everywhere, and a festive rather than solemn spirit prevails.

        Hajj (pilgrimage to Mecca) – Every Muslim aspires to do the hajj at least once and there are special banks set up for saving, such as the Tabung Haji.

        Muslim dietary laws forbid alcohol, pork and all pork-based products. Restaurants where it’s OK for Muslims to dine will be clearly labelled 'halal'.

        A radical Islamic movement has not taken firm root in Malaysia but religious conservatism has grown over recent years: many feel it has gotten worse since the ruling party UMNO lost its supermajority in 2008, and subsequently the popular vote in 2013.

        For foreign visitors, the most obvious sign is the national obsession with propriety, and on perceived insults to Islam. Reading the local papers reveals cases of Bibles being confiscated, warnings against encouraging dog-friendly events, and attempts to give sharia courts the same powers as federal courts. Probably the most obvious change in recent years is that more Muslim women wear the hijab (a head covering also known regionally as the tudong).

        Malaysia has the world's second-highest incidence of lightning strikes, and deaths are sadly very frequent. Storms appear suddenly over KL, especially during autumn. It's important to keep an eye on the weather forecast and to restrict outdoor activities such as visiting the Lake Gardens to the morning when there is less likelihood of a storm.           The temple is a hodgepodge of Chinese regional and historical styles, and is impressive more for its size and atmosphere than craftsmanship (the entire complex is mostly concrete and eyerollingly gaudy in places). Some of its most attractive features include the sweeping ridgeline of the main hall, which tapers out like a swallowtail – this is a traditional Hokkien design for important buildings. The dragons and phoenixes on the highest eaves are examples of a type of 3D hand-laid mosaic commonly used as decoration in southern Chinese temples. Examine them up close from the top level. 

        
      

      
        Main Prayer Hall

        
          Thean Hou takes centre stage in the main hall on the 3rd floor, with Kuan Yin (the bodhisattva of compassion) on her right and Shuiwei Shengniang (goddess of the waterfront) to her left. In front of Thean Hou's knees, look for her two guardians, known as Eyes-that-see-a-thousand-miles and Ears-that-hear-on-the-wind. Above Thean Hou note the inverted ceiling, a traditional design in her temples. If you wish to learn your fortune pick up the sticks near the altar, and drop them back in their jar so that one sticks up the tallest. The number on this one will correspond to a drawer containing a paper with your fortune on it.

        Beyond the city's blockbuster sights, this walk offers a fascinating tour of the village side of KL, passing traditional wood houses on stilts, the religious buildings and shrines of multiple faiths, and great places to snack on local dishes. There's not much shade on this walk so start early or head out after 4pm. Dress conservatively (a scarf to cover the head is recommended for women) as you will be entering a mosque and Sikh temple.

          Cross Jln Raja Abdullah and then turn left on Jln Datuk Abdul Razak. Continue to the handsome black-and-white painted Sultan Sulaiman Club, accessible through a gate.

          Then head up to the Petaling Street Market entrance: pop in if it looks enticing, otherwise head to Jln Tun HS Lee. The shophouses here are among Chinatown’s oldest; further up note the sunken arcade walkways. Take a break inside the Sri Mahamariamman Temple, one of the wealthiest in Malaysia.

        
      

      
        3 Guandi Temple

        
          Cross the road to visit this temple of the patron of righteous brotherhoods. You could also pop into the covered market to the right.

        
      

      
        4 Lee Rubber Building

        
          Cross back over Jln Tun HS Lee for the pale-yellow art-deco Lee Rubber Building built in 1930. You can explore the inside via the 1st-floor bookstore, or Peter Hoe Beyond on the 2nd floor.

        
      

      
        5 Sin Sze Si Ya Temple

        
          Cross Jln Tun Tan Cheng Lock and turn left to the atmospheric Sin Sze Si Ya Temple, built by Hakka and KL founder Yap Ah Loy.

          Exit the back of the temple and turn left on Lebuh Pudu to reach Central Market, one of KL's most handsome art deco buildings. Adjacent is an equally handsome row of restored shophouses with eclectic European facades.

          Continue up to this square, once the home of Kapitan Yap Ah Loy, backed by rows of restored three-storey shophouses in a range of early 20th-century styles; note the Dutch gables on the front left shops and the lovely art-deco clock tower from the 1930s in the centre.

        
      

      
        8 Lebuh Ampang

        
          Continue up Lebuh Ampang to Jln Gereja. The shophouses near the end belong to Indian merchants and moneylenders called Chettiars.

          Retrace your steps to Jln Tun Perak to visit this splendid Mughal-inspired mosque and to see how the revitalisation of the heritage riverfront area is progressing (the River of Life project).

BestStreet Food & Food Courts


    
      
        KL's tastiest and best-value food is found at hawker stalls, and locals are fiercely loyal to their favourite vendors. Many hawkers have been in business for decades, and the best enjoy reputations that exceed their geographical reach. In KL the definition of street food is broad, taking in dishes served at individual stalls on wheels, at food courts, and in traditional kopitiam (coffee shops).

      
    

    
      The Hawker Scene

      
        Hawker stalls can be found individually roadside, or more often in clusters at a food court (usually covered with a roof but otherwise open air), or under a giant spreading tree at the edge of a parking lot. Food courts sometimes have a mix of Indian, Malay and Chinese dishes, but often one ethnic cuisine will be featured. Don't miss the mamak food courts, serving fantastic snack foods, such as tandoori chicken and murtabak from KL's Muslim Indian-Malay community, 24 hours a day.

        Kopitiam, whether owned by an individual or run like a food court with multiple outlets under a single roof, are also considered part of the scene and are as inexpensive as the outdoor venues.

        If you need air-con, head to KL's equally renowned mall food courts, which often have outlets of the same hawker venues found outside.

      
    

    
      Ordering

      
        At a multiple vendor joint, place an order with whoever you like, find a seat (shared tables are common) and pay for each dish as it’s delivered to your table. At food courts, kopitiam and mamak joints someone will usually approach you to take your order. You’ll also usually be approached by someone taking drink orders after you’ve sat down – pay for these separately as well. Note that beer is not generally available.

        Despite Malaysia's Muslim majority, KL has a lively and varied drinking scene that includes sophisticated lounges and speakeasy bars, British-style pubs, Spanish tapas bars, and several streets cheek by jowl with alcohol-fuelled options. During the day the selections for wetting your whistle are no less varied, with traditional tea and kopi available in ageing shophouses, and lattes and single-origin coffee in a range of hip cafes.

        Sky-high taxes make a night out boozing an expensive affair, but KL sort of makes up for that by offering such fabulous city views from its many elevated venues. You can't drink in the iconic Petronas Towers themselves, but the view is better gazing at them from another rooftop bar.

        The speakeasy scene is well matured in KL, though ironically many venues sit inside shopping malls, which somewhat spoils the effect. Regular bars are concentrated in the Golden Triangle (especially Changkat Bukit Bintang), Bangsar and Pavilion KL shopping mall.

        KL has had a coffee scene for over a hundred years, and traditional kopitiam (coffee shops) still serve a potent brew. Kopi can be an acquired taste, but there are also tea drinks (and a beverage called cham, which is a mix of tea and coffee).         Shopping in KL is dominated by mega-malls with similar selections of international brands, but the homeland of Jimmy Choo also supports plenty of local designers, a decent legacy of traditional crafts and vintage goods, and a number of bustling markets from which you're at least going to return home with loads of interesting photos.

      
    

    
      Traditional Arts & Crafts

      
        Skilled artisans are a dying breed but a few crafts are still going strong in KL, such as pewterware, batik and basketry. It's also not hard to find good-quality antique and vintage items in independently owned shops (such as in Central Market), and newer works in museum gift shops. The city's frequent arts festivals are also good places to pick up local crafts. Browsing the incense and statuary shops around Chinese temples, and the flower stalls around Hindu temples, is also interesting. Markets, on the other hand, such as Petaling Street and Masjid India's pasar malam (night market), are hit-and-miss, selling mostly cheap clothing and counterfeit modern goods.

In general, there's a lot happening, but it's not always well advertised. The websites and Facebook links below are invaluable for keeping up to date.

        Wednesday to Sunday are the main club nights, with plenty of different events happening to suit all tastes and budgets. Be prepared for cover charges, which vary greatly (usually around RM18 to RM60, although rates for women are often lower than for men), but usually include one drink. Some clubs deny entry to under 21s. KL has a good live-music scene, and you can catch anything from a novice guitarist strumming in a shophouse cafe to accomplished jazz performers and international pop music artists. TimeOut Kuala Lumpur (www.timeout.com/kuala-lumpur/music-nightlife) keeps an updated list of upcoming gigs.

        Traditional performances of shadow puppetry, opera, dance, drumming and drama, as well as modern arts festivals and events, are becoming more common.         KL was first forged by the labours of Chinese, Indians and Malays, all very religiously oriented peoples who, not surprisingly, have left the city with a splendid legacy of temples and mosques. The fourth major party in the city's development, the British, bequeathed a colonial architectural heritage that runs from Tudor-style clubhouses to grand railway stations inspired by the Mughal empire in India.

        Sri Mahamariamman Temple The central Hindu temple in Chinatown.

        Sree Veera Hanuman Temple Dedicated to the monkey king, the temple is flanked by two others.

        Masjid Negara The national mosque was built in a striking modern design in 1965 to embody the postcolonial spirit.

        Even in the city your chances of spotting exotic wildlife are high. Macaque monkeys are out in force at Batu Caves (do not touch or feed them, or other wildlife, as rabies is present in Malaysia). At FRIM or Taman TAR also look for adorable dusky leaf monkeys. If you have a vantage over the forest canopy, keep an eye out for brightly-coloured orioles and bee-eaters. Anytime you are near a body of water watch for monitor lizards (which can reach up to 2m in length). And if you really want to get into the mountains around town contact KL Hiking & Trail Running (www.facebook.com/groups/Wildpac).

Rates at cheaper places usually include hotel taxes (which are currently 6% but could change with the implementation of a GST in 2015) and service charges (10%).             AUnless you're coming in by bus or train from Penang, Malacca, Thailand or Singapore, you will arrive at Kuala Lumpur International Airport (KLIA; [image: icon-phonegif]%03-8777 8888; www.klia.com.my), about 50km south of the city centre. Note that after the low-cost terminal (LCCT) closed in 2014, all flights now arrive at this airport. There are two terminals: KLIA I and II, the latter the new low-cost-carrier terminal. 

            AThe airport is connected with the city centre by taxi, bus and train. The fastest way is by KLIA Ekspres (www.kliaekspres.com; adult/child one way RM35/15) trains, which take 28 to 33 minutes and have departures every 15 to 20 minutes from 5am to 1am to KL Sentral station. 

            AAn airport express bus (www.airportcoach.com.my) also runs between KLIA and KL Sentral station from 5am to midnight. The fare is a low RM10.

            AA taxi costs RM75 to RM100; prepay for your ride before exiting the arrival hall.

              AIt's best to think of the three systems as forming one mass transport network (and this is how most maps will show them) across greater KL; they share a main hub at KL Sentral and you can transfer from one to the other (though they are not well integrated). 

              AThe air-conditioned KL Monorail (www.klmonorail.com.my; RM1.20-2.50; [image: icon-hoursgif]h6am-midnight) has a single line from KL Sentral to Titiwangsa, cutting through the Golden Triangle and linking together most of the tourist sights in the city. Trains run every six to 12 minutes.The line gets very busy in the evening and can be a little unsettling when it wobbles. 

              AThe Light Rail Transit (LRT; [image: icon-phonegif]%03-7885 2585; www.myrapid.com.my; RM1-2.80; [image: icon-hoursgif]hevery 6-10min, 6am-11.45pm, to11.30pm Sun & holidays) covers much more of the city centre and the outer suburbs, with lines that take you to Chinatown and Masjid Jamek, as well as Bangsar and Ampang.

              AAir-conditioned taxis are plentiful in KL and you can usually flag one down easily during non-peak, non-rainy hours. 

              ARegular taxis charge RM3 for first kilometre and 87 sen for each additional kilometre. There's a 50% surcharge from midnight to 6am. Luggage placed in the trunk is charged extra at RM1 per piece. 

              ABlue taxis are newer and more comfortable, and start at RM6 for the first 2km and RM1 per kilometre after that. Night surcharges of 50% also apply. 

              AThere is a serious problem in KL with drivers refusing to use meters (even though they are required to do so by law) and overcharging tourists by up to three times the normal fare. Never use an unmarked taxi or get into any taxi if the driver looks drunk. If possible, use a taxi booking smartphone app such as My Teksi, which records the entire ride's GPS data, as well as the driver's name, license plate number, and the fact you booked it. MyTeksi drivers have to use the meter (and the service lets you know before you book approximately how much it will cost). 

              AMost shopping malls, as well as KL Sentral, have taxi booths where you either prepay for your ride (letting the cashier know where you want to go), or pay RM2 for a voucher which guarantees the driver will use his meter.

              AThe double-decker, wi-fi enabled buses of the KL Hop-On Hop-Off ([image: icon-phonegif]%2166 6162; www.myhoponhopoff.com;  adult/child 24h/48h ticket RM45/24 & 79/43; [image: icon-hoursgif]h9am-8pm) program stop at 42 sights and attractions (including major shopping malls and 100 hotels). Buses run every 30 minutes, though between 4pm and 6pm you may have to wait for one with seats. Stops are obvious and you can, as the name suggests, get on and off at will, with a single ticket.  Tickets are valid for 24 or 48 hours from your first ride, so it makes sense to start in the afternoon on the first day. You can purchase online or directly on the bus.

          The basic unit of Malaysian money is the ringgit (RM), which is comprised of 100 sens. Coins in use are 1 sen, 5 sen, 10 sen, 20 sen and 50 sen; notes are RM1, RM5, RM10, RM50 and RM100.

        
        
          ATMs

          
            Most banks and shopping malls provide international ATMs linked to international banking networks such as Cirrus, Maestro and Plus. Your best bet are Maybank and HSBC ATMs, but note it's common for cards to not be accepted in some ATM machines, or for your daily limit to be less than at home. Ideally bring two cards with you and some cash (or even travellers cheques). Also check with your home bank about its reciprocal relationships with Malaysian banks.

              ACredit cards are widely accepted, though at small shops and restaurants it's usually cash only. Visa followed by MasterCard and AMEX are the most widely accepted credit cards.

              AMalaysian banks will exchange cash and travellers cheques and there are plenty of moneychangers about. Banks usually charge a commission for cashing cheques (around RM10 per transaction, with a possible extra fee for each cheque), whereas moneychangers have no charges but their rates are more variable.

              AAll major brands of travellers cheques are accepted. Cash in major currencies is also readily exchanged, though the US dollar has a slight edge.

            
          
        

        
          Taxes

          
            A GST (goods and services tax) of 6% will be implemented in April 2015. The 10% service fee added to meals, hotel rooms and other services at midrange to top-end places is likely to remain. This fee (not a tax) is often expressed as '++' next to the price. Tourists are expected to be able to apply for a GST refund on goods taken out of the country.

          As well as fixed secular holidays, various religious festivals (which change dates annually) are national holidays. These include Chinese New Year (January/February), the Hindu festival of Deepavali (October/November), the Buddhist festival of Wesak (April/May) and the Muslim festivals of Hari Raya Haji, Hari Raya Puasa, Mawlid al-Nabi and Awal Muharram (Muslim New Year).

        Managing Kuala Lumpur's Many Holidays

        
          Malaysia has a full roster of public holidays and during Ramadan, Deepavali and Chinese New Year there is a festive atmosphere about town, much like Christmas in the West. Be aware that hotels and transport can be booked solid, and restaurants, banks, museums and other tourist attractions closed during these times. ATMs may also be short on cash (before Ramadan is particularly bad for withdrawals). The city never entirely shuts down, and when one ethnic group is off celebrating, another will usually take the slack. During Chinese New Year, for example, many Chinese go to Little India to eat. 

        
      

      
        Safe Travel

        
          KL is generally safe, but there are a lot of seedy areas in the city, violent attacks in popular nightlife areas are not infrequent, and scams and even assaults by taxi drivers are far too common. So keep your wits about you. 

          Watch for pickpockets and see Click here for advice on safe travel by taxi. Bathrooms in malls are often very isolated so never send children there alone.

            An extremely serious threat in recent years. Cover up exposed skin and wear a strong mosquito repellent.

            The most common scams involve seemingly friendly locals. Anyone who accosts you in the street asking where you come from or claiming to have a ‘relative studying abroad’ may be setting you up for a scam – the best tactic is not to reply at all.

A five-day plan with 16 minutes of local calls and 2G of data costs around RM28. To top up your credit look for a phone shop in any mall.

            AVisitors must have a passport valid for at least six months beyond the date of entry, and may need proof of an onward ticket and sufficient funds. The rules for visa and visa-on-arrival entries are ever changing for some countries; see https://malaysia.visahq.com for guidelines. 

            AIn general, travellers from Western nations, Japan and many Middle Eastern countries receive a stamp on arrival for a 90-day stay. 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The official language of Kuala Lumpur
is Malay, or Bahasa Malaysia, as it’s
called by its speakers. It is very similar
to Indonesian.

Malay pronunciation is easy to
master. Each letter always represents
the same sound and most letters are
pronounced the same as their English
counterparts, with ¢ pronounced as the
‘ch’ in ‘chat’ and sy as the ‘sh’ in ‘ship’
Note also that kA is a guttural sound
(like the ‘ch’ in the Scottish lock), and
that gh is a throaty ‘g’ sound.

Kuala Lumpur International Airport Both
KLIA 1 and Il have ATMs and moneychanging
facilities and loads of shops and restaurants.
After immigration there are duty-free stores,
telecom shops where you can purchase local
SIM cards, and stands for purchasing taxi,
train and bus coupons. Note some buses run
to city hotels before their final destination
at KL Sentral. Also be aware that the walk
through KLIA I to immigration is exception-
ally long, make use of the shuttle cars if
needed.
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
