      Day One

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MBegin where the city itself began in Ribeira: a charismatic tangle of alleyways and chalk-hued houses toppling haphazardly down the hillside. These lanes are packed with historical anecdotes and crowd-pulling sights. First up is the Igreja de São Francisco, which packs a glitzy punch with its baroque excess. Make a beeline for the star attraction Tree of Jesse before delving down to the catacombs, echoing with the ghosts of Porto past. 

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RLunch on the terrace of deli Mercearia das Flores before a shop along pretty Rua das Flores – pop into Chocolateria Ecuador for chocs and Tradições for real-deal souvenirs. Ambling south brings you to Porto's stoutly neoclassical Palácio da Bolsa (Stock Exchange Palace), with interiors shimmering with chandeliers, skylit murals and Moorish-style artistry – a whirlwind guided tour breezes through them. 

        [image: icon-icon-evening]NAs day melts into watercolour dusk, Cais da Ribeira hums with the life of market stalls, street entertainers and pavement cafes – all framed by the graceful swoop of Ponte de Dom Luís I. After pre-dinner drinks and appetisers at Wine Quay Bar, bag a riverfront table at Casinha São João for Portuguese-style tapas prepared with flair.

      
    

    



  


      Day Two

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MStart your morning by exploring the handsome fin-de-siècle São Bento train station, recounting Porto's history in azulejos (hand-painted tiles). From here, the beguiling Avenida dos Aliados unfurls north with beaux-arts-style swagger. Duck down a backstreet to reach Mercado do Bolhão, a 19th-century market hall brimming with fresh produce and local banter. 

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RRefuel over a light lunch at opulent Café Majestic or a classic francesinha (open roast meat, ham and sausage sandwich topped with melted cheese, a fried egg and beer sauce) at Cafe Santiago. Sated, backtrack to the Sé for a culture fix and cracking city views. That bridge you keep seeing? Now it's time to walk across it to reach the hilltop Jardim do Morro for more precipitous views. Zip down to Vila Nova de Gaia's waterfront in the cable car, then hit one of the port-wine lodges for a cellar tour and tasting – Taylor's is hard to beat.

      Day Three

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MStart sweetly over feather-light éclairs and a cimbalinho (espresso) at Leitaria Quinta Do Paço before soaking up Miragaia's sights. Photography buffs won't want to miss jail-turned-gallery Centro Português de Fotografia. Allow time to saunter the former Jewish quarter at leisure, where historic surprises and above-the-rooftop views await. 

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RImmerse yourself in local life over lunch at down-to-earth Taberna de Santo António, then cut north through the Jardim da Cordoaria to the Museu Nacional Soares dos Reis – a major drawcard for anyone into fine and decorative arts. One street over is Rua Miguel Bombarda, ideal for a mooch with its kooky boutiques and up-to-the-minute galleries. Stop for a fragrant cuppa at delightfully boho Rota do Chá, then wind out the afternoon in the botanical tranquillity of the Jardim do Palácio de Cristal. 

        [image: icon-icon-evening]NTake your pick – either go for a rooftop dinner with city views followed by a concert at  the iconic Casa da Música or head back into town. Browse the latest contemporary art exhibition at the Museu de Arte Contemporânea, dawdling to explore its lake-speckled gardens and art-deco mansion. From here, edge west to the seaside Foz do Douro, a soothing tonic to the buzz of the city. 

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RGrab a bite to eat at Tavi, a Foz stalwart famous for its patisserie and ice cream. Wander along the ocean-front promenade, where the crash of Atlantic waves soothes and reawakens the senses, or go for a paddle off one of the rocky beaches. If you've kids in town, Sealife Porto beckons with its marine-life oddities.

        [image: icon-icon-evening]NIf you fancy staying beachside while the Atlantic dips below the horizon, make your way to Praia da Luz for a sundowner. What better way to end your Porto break than with dinner at the Boa Nova Tea House – the combined effort of starchitect Álvaro Siza Vieira and chef Rui Paula.       Ribeira is Porto's biggest heart-stealer. Its Unesco World Heritage maze of medieval alleys zigzags down to the Rio Douro and a promenade lined with slender, pastel-hued houses and hole-in-the-wall tascas (taverns) with front-row views of the spectacular Ponte de Dom Luís I. Jam-packed with sights, shops and restaurants, this historic neighbourhood is postcard Porto.

      The Sights in a Day

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MBegin at the Romanesque Sé, Porto's fortified Romanesque cathedral, which lords it over the city and affords ravishing views over the rooftops from its terrace. From here, meander deep into the medieval alleys of the Unesco World Heritage historic centre. Particularly pretty is Rua das Flores, which rambles past tiled houses with Juliet balconies, the beautiful azulejo-clad Igreja da Misericórdia, enticing pavement cafes and speciality shops.

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RStop for an organic lunch or a cup of Azores tea at rustic deli Mercearia das Flores. Recharged, join a guided tour at the lavish Palácio da Bolsa, where a grand staircase curls up to the kaleidoscopically intricate Arabian Hall. Take a breather in the Jardim do Infante D Henrique before turning the corner tothe  Igreja de São Francisco, which bombards you with its gilded baroque splendour. 

        [image: icon-icon-evening]NAs day softens into golden dusk, amble to Cais da Ribeira, where the hum of chatter drifts from cafes, tascas and market stalls, buskers entertain crowds and the iconic Ponte de Dom Luís I straddles the Douro.           Located strategically on a hillside, the cathedral is visible from afar. The terrace grants sweeping views that reach over the historic centre's higgledy piggledy lanes and rooftops and down to the Douro. Carved from local granite, the cathedral's facade resembles a fortress with its pair of sturdy towers and crenellations. You can still make out its Romanesque contours.

        
      

      
        Interior 

        
          The Romanesque barrel-vaulted nave and the Gothic rose window recall the cathedral's earlier origins. Keep an eye out for the baroque altarpiece in the Chapel of the Holy Sacrament, exquisitely wrought from silver, the Gothic funerary chapel of João Gordo, a Knight Hospitaller for King Dinis I, and Portuguese sculptor António Teixeira Lopes' bronze bas-relief depicting Christ's baptism by John the Baptist.

        
      

      
        Cloister & Loggia

        
          Blue and white azulejos (hand-painted tiles) dating from the 18th century and evoking scenes from the Song of Solomon dance elegantly across the walls of the Gothic cloister, a peaceful spot for a contemplative stroll. The baroque loggia by Italian architect Nicolau Nasoni is adorned with more beautiful 18th-century tiles by Valentim de Almeida, which show the life of the Virgin Mary.

        
      

      
        Courtyards

        
          There are several treasures to hunt down in the cathedral courtyards. Look out for a barley-twist neo-Pombaline pillary and the Chafariz de São Miguel, an 18th-century fountain by Nasoni topped with a little statue of St Michael the Archangel. In the cathedral grounds, notice too the grand baroque facade of the Paço Episcopal, former residence of the bishops of Porto.

        How deceptive appearances can be. Sitting plump on Praça Infante Dom Henrique, the Igreja de São Francisco looks for all the world like an austerely Gothic church from the outside, but inside it hides one of Portugal’s most dazzling displays of baroque finery. Hardly an inch escapes unsmothered, as otherworldly cherubs and sober monks are drowned by nearly 100kg of gold leaf – shimmering with light from the rose window.           This golden wonder bombards you with exuberant ornament. Interwoven with vines and curlicues, dripping with cherubs and shot through with gold, its carved vaults and pillars elicit gasps of incredulity from visitors. Peel back the layers of detail to find standouts like the Manueline-style Chapel of St John the Baptist and the 13th-century granite statue of St Francis of Assisi. 

        
      

      
        Tree of Jesse 

        
          The handiwork of master craftsmen Filipe da Silva and António Gomes, this polychrome marvel of an altarpiece (1718 and 1721) traces the genealogy of Christ. The tree roots grow from the loins of a reclining Jesse of Bethlehem at the base up into branches with the 12 kings of Judah. In a niche is the Virgin Mary and infant Jesus.

        
      

      
        Church Museum

        
          Opposite the church, the museum harbours a fine, well-edited collection of sacred art. Besides portraits of bishops in all their ecclesiastical finery, there are some beautiful baroque altarpieces, tabernacles, silverware and ceramics. On the ground floor of the museum, one of the star pieces is a 1799 painting of St Louis, King of France, by famous Porto-born artist Vieira Portuense. 

        
      

      
        Catacombs 

        
          In the eerily atmospheric catacombs, the great and the good of Porto were once buried; in fact, all Portuguese were buried in churches before 1845 as public cemeteries did not exist. Tiptoe past the headstones, looking out for sculptural works by Italian master Nicolau Nasoni and prolific Portuguese sculptor António Teixeira Lopes. The ossuary is a spine-tingling work of art.

        
      

    

  

  



  



Top SightsPalácio da Bolsa


    
      
        One glimpse at the lavish interiors of Porto's Palácio da Bolsa tells you precisely who once held the purse strings. Built from 1842 to 1910, this splendid neoclassical monument honours Porto’s past and present money merchants. Dressed to impress, its halls are replete with exquisite murals, mosaics and artworks.           The Hall of Nations is the first thing you clap eyes on as you enter – and it's a stunner. Lit by an octagonal skylight, this courtyard is where the exchange once operated.           Beautifully wrought in granite, the Noble Staircase took 68 years to complete because it was so hard to carve.           The construction of the Ponte de Dom Luís I was significant, as the area’s foot traffic once travelled across a bridge made from old port boats lashed together. To make matters worse, the river was wild back then, with no upstream dams. When Napoleon invaded in 1809, scores were crushed and drowned in the rushing river as a panicked stampede proved too much for the makeshift bridge.

          When the bridge was completed in 1886 by German architect Téophile Seyrig, who Gustave Eiffel had taken under his wing, it held the record for the longest iron arch in the world, with a span of 172m.

          In the sweet heat of midsummer, Porto pulls out the stops, the bunting and the plastic hammers for one of Europe's wildest street parties – the Festa de São João (Festival of St John), celebrated in riotous style on 23 and 24 June. If ever the full force of love is going to hit you when you least expect it, it will be here – one of the festival's unique traditions is to thwack whoever you fancy over the head with a squeaky plastic hammer (martelo), though purists still swear by floppy leeks and smelly garlic plants. When it comes to making your affections blatantly obvious, it sure beats the hell out of Valentine's hearts and flowers. For a more subtle approach, there are manjericos (potted basil plants with four-verse poems).

          As you might expect, these head-spinning attacks of amor cause much flirtatious giggling, squealing and chasing in the maze of narrow medieval lanes that spills spectacularly down to the riverfront. Though the exact origins of the festa are lost in the mists of time, the tripeiros (Porto residents) will tell you that it is rooted in pagan rituals to celebrate the summer solstice and bountiful harvests. And bountiful certainly sums up the city's streets on 23 June, which teem with hammer-wielding locals of all ages scoffing grilled sardines, drinking vinho, dancing like there's no tomorrow, and letting Chinese lanterns drift into the night sky. 

          Avenida dos Aliados transforms into a giant open-air party, with food stands, DJs and live bands whipping the crowds into a frenzy. From here, the locals sweep down to Cais da Ribeira, where fireworks dramatically illuminate the riverfront and the Ponte de Dom Luís I around midnight. Revellers with enough stamina then gradually drift west to the beaches, where the fun continues with partying on the beach, leaping over bonfires (for luck) and dips in the Atlantic at dawn. 

          While a trickle of locals head to morning mass the following day, the majority nurse their hangovers and head bumps, getting up in time to catch the regatta of barcos rabelos, the wooden, flat-bottomed boats that were traditionally used to transport wine from Douro to the port houses – it's the climax of what is Porto's biggest summer bash in every sense of the word.

          If only walls could speak... Well, in Porto they do – volumes. Their narrative is that of Porto's growing tribe of street artists, whose bold, eye-catching works emblazon facades. Hurled across crumbling ancient walls, empty storefront glass and neglected stucco, they lend artistic edge, urban grit and an element of the unexpected to the everyday. A far cry from graffiti scrawls, the spray-paint wonders reveal artistic flair and creative expression that transcend convention and stop you dead in your tracks – a stencilled pilgrim and cloaked bodhisattva here, a chiaroscuro portrait and filigree pattern there. 

          Porto-born or -based artists include the startlingly prolific Hazul Luzah (a pseudonym), who works incognito under the cloak of darkness. His naturalistic, geometric-patterned, curlicue-embellished works dance across dilapidated city walls in the shape of flowers, exotic birds and religious motifs. Other home-grown talent includes Costah, known for his playful, brightly coloured murals; Frederico Draw, master of striking black-and-white graffiti portraits; and the ever-inventive Mr Dheo. Some of the artists are self-taught, others have backgrounds in architecture, digital art, illustration and design.

          To click into the scene today, arrange your own self-guided tour of Porto's must-see street art. High on any list should be the central Travessa de Cedofeita and Escadas do Codeçal, as well as the car park at Trindade, with its large-scale, in-your-face murals. Lapa, just one metro stop north, is another hot spot, as is the gallery-dotted Rua Miguel Bombarda. Hazul has left his indelible stamp on Rua São Pedro de Miragaia, with a group of 10 artworks inspired by the name Florescer (to bloom or flourish). On Rua das Flores clever graffiti sits side by side with beautifully restored historic buildings – look out for vibrantly patterned works by Hazul, glowing neon portraits by Costah and 15 electric boxes – each with its own burst of street art colour. Avenida dos Aliados catches your attention with six telephone boxes bearing the imprint of well-known street artists like Costah.

          For anyone serious about street art, it's also worth making the pilgrimage to the Rua Lionesa, north of the centre in Leça do Balio. The street is a giant canvas for the murals of 10 well-known street artists – Frederico Draw and Mr Dheo included – and proof that the passion for this urban art form knows no bounds.

          Azulejos (hand-painted tiles) greet you on almost every corner in Porto. One of the delights of taking a serendipitous wander through the narrow streets of the city is the tiles you will encounter. Old and new, utilitarian and decorative, plain and geometrically patterned, they dance across the facades of houses, the walls of cafes and bars, the tunnels of metro stations and the opulent interiors of churches. 

          One of the largest and most exquisite panels of azulejos covers the Igreja do Carmo. Silvestre Silvestri's 1912 magnum opus illustrates the founding of the Carmelite order.

          Stroll along pedestrianised Rua Santa Catarina for a feast of azulejos at the Capela das Almas, where a stunning frieze by Eduardo Leite recounts the lives of various saints. 

          São Bento train station is a veritable ode to azulejo art. Spelling out momentous events in Portuguese history, including the Battle of Valdevez (1140), the arrival of King João I and Philippa of Lancaster in Porto (1387) and the Conquest of Ceuta (1415), the friezes designed by master Jorge Colaço in 1930 are so vivid and detailed you can almost hear the fanfare and the stampeding cavalry.

          If you feel as though you've apparated to Diagon Alley as you duck through the crooked, lantern-lit streets of old Porto at twilight, perhaps glimpsing the theatrical swish of a student's black cloak on the cobbles, you are not alone. There is, in fact, more than a pinch of Porto in Potter. 

          From 1991 to 1993, JK Rowling lived in Porto, busy scribbling the first draft of Harry Potter and the Philosopher's Stone in longhand by day, and working as an English teacher in a language institute in the evening. Word has it that the city soon cast its spell on her, with its moodily lit alleyways, enticing hidden corners and grand cafes (including one of her old haunts, Café Majestic), which look freshly minted for a Potter film set. 

          Step into the exuberantly ornate Livraria Lello and you can't help but think that its twisting staircase might open the door to some hidden passageway or chamber. The neo-Gothic bookshop is pure fantasy stuff. Shutterbugs are in their element gawping at the nostalgic collection of century-old cameras and poignant photography exhibitions. From here, you can easily slip into the warren of narrow alleys weaving through the former Jewish quarter.

Sculpted in Carrara marble in Rome in 1872, this man with an intensely wistful gaze was inspired by a poem of exile by Alexandre Herculano.

          António Soares dos Reis' sculptures share the limelight with other notable works by 19th- and 20th-century Portuguese masters. Among them is the pensive Childhood of Cain (1890) by António Teixeira Lopes, Augusto Santo's expressive Ismael (1889) and Diogo de Macedo's bronze Boy's Head (1927). Considerably older is the 3rd-century BC Roman sarcophagus, richly embellished with a frieze alluding to the four seasons.

          This collection takes a chronological romp through 2500 paintings from the 16th to the 20th centuries, homing in on Portuguese, Dutch and Flemish portraiture, landscapes and religious works. Romanticism and Naturalism predominate. Star works to look out for include Francisco Vieira's evocative Flight of Margaret of Anjou, Joaquim Vitorino Ribeiro's serene Christian Martyr and Henrique Pousão's chiaroscuro Woman Dressed in Black.

          The museum's second floor showcases decorative arts against the sublime backdrop of the former palace.       It's not every day you go to jail for liking photography. Standing sentinel on the edge of Porto's former judiaria (Jewish quarter), this imposing yet muscular edifice built in 1767 was both a prison and a court of appeal in former lives. With the Carnation Revolution and the fall of dictatorship in 1974, it ceased to be a jail.           Found on many a restaurant menu in Porto, the beloved alheira sausage is cheap, filling comfort food, whether boiled and served with cabbage and potatoes or – as is more commonly the case – fried and dished up with a runny egg and fries. Taking its name from the Portuguese word for garlic (alho), which is often an ingredient, it's a smoky, tangy number, well-seasoned with paprika and with an almost pâté-like consistency.

          The sausage has a fascinating history. It was first created by the Jewish population during the Portuguese Inquisition (1536–1821), when Jews were forced to convert to Christianity. Jews could easily be spotted by the fact that they didn't hang sausages in the fumeiros (smokehouses), so they came up with a cunning plan to fool the Inquisition by inventing a delicious non-pork sausage. The alheira, originally a mix of chicken, duck, rabbit, venison, quail or veal and bread, was born.           Spend any length of time in Porto and you'll notice that even locals affectionately refer to each other as tripeiros, which literally translates as a seller or eater of tripe. But why? Ask a local and they will tell you different stories, some of which have been passed down as fact over generations.

          One refers to the great Age of Discovery in the 14th and 15th centuries when Porto, like much of Portugal, ruled the colonial waves of exploration. Lore has it that the navigators took the best cuts of meat for their lengthy voyages and left behind nothing but offal for the locals. Others swear that the name has its roots from the Portuguese Civil War (1828–34) and the Siege of Porto in 1832, when all the good meat went to the soldiers and nothing but tripe was left for the residents. Others still state that the name comes from immigrants hailing from Swabia and the Czech Republic, who spread their love of tripe in Porto.

          One thing is certain, tripe still stars on many a restaurant menu in the form of tripas à moda do Porto, a hearty tripe, vegetable and white bean stew, seasoned with bay leaves, lemon, garlic and coriander and mopped up with crusty bread – it's Porto comfort food par excellence.

          With its intense flavours, silky textures and appealing sweetness, port wine is easy to love, especially when matched with its proper accompaniments: cheese, almonds, dried fruit and dark chocolate. Ports are wonderfully varied, and even non-connoisseurs can quickly learn to tell an aged tawny from a late-bottled vintage (LBV). For more insight, take a guided cellar tour followed by a tasting at one of the port lodges. 

          History 

          It was probably the wine-quaffing Romans who planted the first vines in the Douro Valley some 2000 years ago, but tradition credits the discovery of port itself to 17th-century British merchants. With their own country doing feisty battle with the French, they turned to their old ally Portugal to meet their wine-drinking needs. The Douro Valley was a particularly productive area, though its wines were dark and astringent. According to legend, the British threw in some brandy with the grape juice, both to take off the wine's bite, pep it up a bit and preserve it for shipment back to England and – hey presto! – port wine was born. Truth be told, the method may have already been used in the region, though what is certain is that the Brits took to the stuff with a vengeance. They built the grand lodges that speckle the hillside in Vila Nova de Gaia, a testament to their new favourite tipple, and they refined the art of making it – a fact still evidenced by some of port's most illustrious names, including Taylor's, Graham's, Sandeman and Ramos Pinto. 

          The Grapes 

          Port-wine grapes are born out of adversity. The vines march up the steep, rocky terraces of the Douro with hardly any water or even much soil, and their roots must reach down as far as 30m, weaving past layers of acidic schist (shale-like stone) to find nourishment. Vines endure extreme heat in summer and freezing temperatures in winter – the ideal conditions to stand up to the infusions. The most common grape varieties are hardy, dark reds such as touriga, tinto cão and tinto barroca.

          The Wine 

          Grapes are harvested by hand in autumn and are immediately crushed (often still by foot, the best way to extract aromas and produce wines with balance, structure and depth of flavour). They are allowed to ferment until alcohol levels reach 7%. At this point, one part brandy is added to every four parts wine.  Fermentation stops immediately, leaving the unfermented sugars that make port sweet. The quality of grapes, together with the ways the wine is aged and stored, determines the kind of port you get.

          Swinging slightly west along the riverfront from Vila Nova de Gaia brings you to the traditional little fishing village of Afurada, reclining near the mouth of the Rio Douro. While the village is in an old-fashioned slumber most days of the year, it springs into action for a couple of spirited festivals in summer. 

          First up is the Festa de São Pedro da Afurada  in the days building up to 29 June. Patron saint of fishermen, São Pedro (St Peter) is one of a trio of Santos Populares (Popular Saints) – the others being São João  (St John) and Santo António (St Anthony) – who are celebrated with much feasting and merrymaking in midsummer. Dressed in traditional fishing garb, locals parade through the streets with statue-topped palanquins and give blessings to boats along the river. For many, though, it's a great excuse for a monster of a party, with plenty of grilled sardines and broa de Avintes (cornbread), vinho, live music, dancing and fireworks against the spectacular backdrop of the Douro.

          Over a weekend in mid-July, Afurada dusts off its party clothes once again to host the Marés Vivas (http://maresvivas.meo.pt), which welcomes big rock and pop names to the stage. Traffic whizzes around the monument-topped Jardim da Boavista opposite, while the nearby Mercado Bom Sucesso throngs with tripeiros (Porto residents) in search of fresh produce and gourmet snacks. But save yourself for a creative veggie lunch in the hidden garden at Em Carne Viva.

        Acoustic Marvel

        
          An architectural sensation, the 1300-seat main auditorium, Sala Suggia, uses Nordic plywood, double-curved glass walls and chairs specially adapted (by mimicking human skin) to improve acoustics. The hall's name pays tribute to the famous Porto cellist, Guilhermina Suggia (1885–1950). Gold leaf runs through the walls like grain through wood, and it's the only concert hall in the world lit exclusively with natural light – day-time concerts here are quite special.

        
      

      
        Tile Traditions

        
          Rem Koolhaas interplays the links between Portugal and Holland in the striking azulejo-clad VIP Room. Adorning one wall are blue-and-white azulejo panels replicating those at São Bento train station, depicting the 1415 conquest of Ceuta and national greats like Henry the Navigator. A nod to his homeland, the other wall is embellished with Delft-style motifs – genteel, bourgeois scenes of delightful gardens and dancing.

        
      

      
        Renaissance Room

        
          It's all an optical illusion in this quirky room, patterned with geometric 3D tiles that deliberately throw you off centre.         UnderstandPorto's Architectural Heavyweights


        
          Porto has become a city to watch on the global architecture scene. Many of the city's newest landmarks are striking in their simplicity and carefully choreographed to blend in with the natural surrounds. Two architects in particular have been instrumental in changing the face of the city and reinventing it for the 21st century.

          One name that quickens the pulse of architecture buffs is that of Pritzker Prize winner and Portuguese starchitect Álvaro Siza Vieira. Born in Matasinhos in 1933, he has designed dozens of buildings and public spaces all over the city – from the minimalist, angular Museu de Arte Contemporânea to the clean, crisp aesthetic of the clifftop Boa Nova Tea House and the Faculty of Architecture at the University of Porto, where he graduated, incidentally, in 1955. He has left his imprint on housing projects and office blocks around Avenida da Boavista, the glazed tiles and granite of São Bento metro station, and the Piscinas das Mares in Matasinhos, salt-water swimming pools that snuggle into dimples of the rocky seafront. Underpinning all of his designs is a lightness and fluidity of form that echoes his desire for continuity in architecture, and his belief that nothing exists in isolation. His work does not seek to dominate but integrate with nature.

          Another Porto-born hero and fellow Pritzker Prize winner is Eduardo Souto de Moura, who was taken under the wing of Álvaro Siza Vieira as a budding architect before opening his own practice in 1980. Like his mentor, Souto de Moura has poured his talent into public projects – from revamping metro stations (Casa da Música, Trindade, Aliados and Bolhão included) to the Casa das Artes cultural centre where he finds expression in natural materials and purity of form. Among his other standouts are the Burgo Tower (2007), with the dual character of its facade – juxtaposing horizontal with vertical, opaque with transparent. More playful still is his space-age Casa do Cinema Manoel da Oliveira in Foz, a futuristically modernist edifice with protruding windows.

          The dream duo finely tuned their act before exporting it overseas, collaborating on numerous projects together – from London's curvaceous, lattice-work Serpentine Gallery Pavilion in 2005 to the Sensing Spaces exhibition at the Royal Academy in 2014. For a self-guided tour of their Porto creations, pick up the free architecture maps and guides at the tourist office.             While they can't quite rival Portugal's best, Foz has a trio of decent (if rocky beaches), which are great for lounging in the sun, strolling along the esplanade, ice cream in hand, and taking a refreshing paddle. All of them have been awarded a Blue Flag for cleanliness. This is where locals come to unplug and recharge, so you'll find that they are at their busiest on hot summer weekends. On quiet weekdays in low season you'll have the sands pretty much to yourself. The beaches are also prime spots for watching the sun plop into the wave-lashed Atlantic at sunset over a cocktail by the water's edge.

            First up is the generously sized strip of sand, Praia da Luz, fringed by an esplanade and backed by cafes and restaurants. It nudges up to Praia de Gondarém, a slim strip of sand that disappears at high tide.               APorto has three antique trams that trundle around town from roughly 9.30am to 9pm (shorter hours in winter). The most useful line, 1E, travels along the Douro towards the Foz district. One-way tickets cost €2.50, a day pass €8.

          If you plan on doing a lot of sightseeing, it's worth investing in the Porto Card, which gives you entry to 11 museums (as well as a 50% discount on eight others), plus discounts on Douro cruises, tours, visits to the port wine cellars, bike rental and car hire. You'll also get reductions at certain restaurants, shops and bars. The more expensive versions of the card include public transport, which covers the metro, city buses and CP Porto urban trains. Validate your card before use.

           The card is available at all Turismo do Porto (www.visitporto.travel) tourist offices, including the one at the airport, and São Bento and Campanhã  train stations.               AVisa is widely accepted, as is MasterCard; American Express and Diners Card less so, with the exception of top-end hotels and restaurants.

              AMany automated services, such as ticket machines, require a chip-and-pin credit card.

              AMost banks have a Multibanco ATM, with menus in English (and other languages). You just need your card and PIN. Your home bank will usually charge around 1% to 2% per transaction.

              ABanks and bureaux de change are free to set their own rates and commissions, so a low commission might mean a skewed exchange rate.
