        This stunning stone bridge, commissioned by Emperor Charles IV in 1357 and lined with saintly statues, provides an unforgettable passage between Old Town and Malá Strana.

        This extensive museum is spread out over six important sites in Prague’s former Jewish quarter, including the beautiful Spanish Synagogue.

        With 12,000 gravestones and several tens of thousands of additional bodies packed into a space the size of a few suburban gardens, Prague’s Old Jewish Cemetery is like no other on earth.

Petřín Hill

      
        The 318m-high grassy knoll, popular with joggers, dog-walkers, lovers and families, offers magnificent vistas across the city of a hundred spires. Take the funicular up here, just like they did for the 1891 Prague Jubilee.

        A baroque place of pilgrimage, the Loreta is noted for its cloister and chapels, a lavish, diamond-studded artwork, and the ancient bells that ring out over the city of Prague from its clock tower. And a bearded lady.

        Pictured on postcards that highlight the equestrian statue of ‘Good King Wenceslas’, the massive square was once a gathering point for proud Czechs and Velvet Revolution demonstrators.

        Well off the tourist trail in the neighbourhood of Holešovice, this larger-than-life functionalist structure houses an impressive collection of avant-garde Czech art and works by European masters like Cézanne, Rodin, Klimt and Schiele. They also have Mucha's oversized 'Slav Epic'.

      Day One

      
        MJust one day in Prague? Focus on major sights. Start early, joining the crowd below the Astronomical Clock for the hourly chiming, then wander through Old Town Sq, taking in the spectacular array of architectural styles and the spires of the Church of Our Lady Before Týn. Stop for coffee and a bite at charming Bakeshop Praha before a short stroll through Josefov, the former Jewish ghetto. You won't have time to see the Prague Jewish Museum, but a walk will give you the feel.

        RAmble through the winding alleys of the Old Town on your way to one of Prague’s most famous landmarks, Charles Bridge. While crossing the statue-bedecked bridge, stop to take photos of the Vltava River, with magnificent Prague Castle looming high over the fairy-tale scene. Hike up to the castle along Nerudova through Malá Strana and spend the afternoon visiting St Vitus Cathedral and the castle’s formal gardens and exhibits.

        NFor dinner, treat yourself to a meal with a view at Villa Richter, just near the castle, or walk back down to Malá Strana for upscale Czech food at Elegantes.

      
    

    



  


      Day Two

      
        MSpend the morning exploring the quaint backstreets and the Kampa gardens of Malá Strana, one of the city’s oldest districts. Catch the Petřín Funicular to enjoy sweeping views from the Lookout Tower at the top of Petřín. From here, find the serene path that crosses over to the Strahov Monastery, and then head downhill along Nerudova, stopping into elegant Wallenstein Garden at the bottom. Laugh at the Proudy sculpture before treating yourself to a late lunch at the lovely riverside restaurant Hergetova Cihelna.

        RCross the river via Mánes Bridge. In the afternoon, check out the famous synagogues of the Jewish Museum, and then take a break with coffee and cake on the balcony of the striking, cubist Grand Cafe Orient.

        NStop by the box office of the National Theatre to see if any last-minute tickets are available to the opera or ballet. Before the show, have a light meal at Cafe Louvre. Afterwards, go for a classy nightcap at Hemingway Bar or Tretter's New York Bar.

      
    

    



  


      Day Three

      
        MStart with coffee at Kavárna Slavia, choosing a table at the front looking out to Prague Castle. Amble over to Slav Island and rent a paddleboat to splash about in the river before heading south to see the Dancing Building. From here, walk back up Národní třída to Wenceslas Square, taking time to see the nearby sights, including the National Museum, the Jan Palach Memorial and the St Wenceslas Statue. Plan lunch at Room (for tapas) or Jáma (for beer and burgers).

        RFrom here it's an easy metro jaunt to Vyšehrad and the Vyšehrad Citadel, where you can wander around the ruins and visit the graves of Dvořak and Mucha in the cemetery.

        NHead back toward town and spend the evening in Vinohrady and Žižkov, choosing one of the area's excellent restaurants, like Aromi or Bisos – or simply go for a beer at the Riegrovy Sady Beer Garden.

      
    

    



  


      Day Four

      
        MIt's time to see a different part of Prague. Start on Old Town Sq and walk down elegant Pařížská, before crossing Čech Bridge (Čechův most) and making the climb to Letná Gardens. Admire the views from the top, and then make your way east to the Letná Beer Garden (if it's too early for beer, make a note to come back).

        RIt's a short walk to the National Technical Museum – perfect if you've got kids. Have lunch at nearby Peperoncino, then visit Prague's best (and most underrated) art museum, Veletržní Palác. If you've still got some energy (and daylight), stroll through Stromovka Park and enjoy Prague's prettiest piece of green.

        NHead back towards the Letná beer garden to relax with a Gambrinus, then make your way back down toward town. Enjoy a meal at high-end Kalina, then go for jazz at a nearby club like Reduta or the AghaRTA Jazz Centrum.         Prague’s public transport system is affordable and efficient, and one of Europe’s best. Most visitors will get everywhere they need to go by walking, taking the metro or hopping on a tram.

          Prague’s metro system runs from 5am to midnight, with fast, frequent service. For tourists, the most useful line is A (green), which runs from Dejvická (airport connection) to Prague Castle, Malá Strana, Old Town Sq, Wenceslas Sq and Vinohrady.

        
      

      
        UTram

        
          Travelling on the trams in Prague is part of the cultural experience. Regular trams run from 5am to midnight. Important lines to remember are 22 (runs to Prague Castle, Malá Strana and Charles Bridge, Nové Město, and Vinohrady), 17 and 18 (run to the Jewish Quarter and Old Town Sq), and 11 (runs to Žižkov and Vinohrady). After midnight, night trams (51 to 58) rumble across the city about every 40 minutes.

        
      

      
        KTaxi

        
          Taxis are a convenient option when you’re in a hurry, but be careful of scams. Look for the ‘Taxi Fair Place’ stations in key tourist areas: drivers can charge a maximum fare and must announce the estimated price in advance.     Prague Castle & Hradčany

    
      The spires of St Vitus Cathedral, rising up from the heart of Prague Castle, are rarely out of view when you’re wandering around the city. In Hradčany (the castle district), visitors are particularly conscious of the royal omnipresence; passing through the doll-sized alleyways, you’ll have an idea what life was like for the castle’s hard-working medieval minions.

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      The Sights in a Day

      
        MGet an early start for your assault on Prague Castle. Eat breakfast and have coffee beforehand, since there aren't many early-morning options up here. Buy an admission ticket at the information centre and head straight for St Vitus Cathedral to check out the magnificent church before the crowds show up. Visit the Old Royal Palace and Golden Lane before taking a break in the Royal Garden. Make your way back to the castle entrance for the changing of the guard at noon.

        RAfter lunch, walk down to the Loreta and take the audio tour of the major sights, including Santa Casa and the Church of the Nativity of Our Lord. Spend the rest of the afternoon perusing the National Gallery's fine holdings of European art at Šternberg Palace or the Theology and Philosophy halls of the nearly thousand-year-old Strahov Monastery. Check out the nearby quirky Miniature Museum.

        NHradčany is quiet at night, but you can pair a late-afternoon stroll through the Nový Svět quarter with a romantic dinner at U Zlaté Hrušky, or have something even more elegant at Villa Richter.

Top SightsPrague Castle


    
      Known simply as hrad (castle) to proud Praguers, Prague Castle was founded by 9th-century Přemysl princes and grew haphazardly as subsequent rulers built additions. Today, it’s a huge complex, larger than seven football fields, proceeding west to east through a series of three courtyards. There have been four major reconstructions. Many Czech rulers have resided here; one notable exception is the first postcommunist president, Václav Havel: in 1989, he plumped for the comforts of his own home instead.

        Castle Entrance

        
          The castle’s main gate, on Hradčany Sq, is flanked by huge, 18th-century statues of battling Titans that dwarf the castle guards below. Playwright-turned-president Václav Havel hired the Czech costume designer on the film Amadeus to redesign the guards’ uniforms and instigated a changing-of-the-guard ceremony – the most impressive display is at noon.

        
      

      
        Prague Castle Picture Gallery

        
          In 1648 an invading Swedish army looted Emperor Rudolf II’s art collection (as well as making off with the original bronze statues in the Wallenstein Garden). The gallery (

        Plečnik Monolith

        
          In the third courtyard, a noteworthy feature near St Vitus Cathedral is a huge granite monolith dedicated to the victims of WWI, designed by Slovene architect Jože Plečnik in 1928. Nearby is a copy of the castle’s famous statue of St George slaying the dragon.

        
      

      
        Old Royal Palace

        
          The palace’s highlight is the high-Gothic vaulted roof of Vladislav Hall (Vladislavský sál; 1493–1502), beneath which all the presidents of the Czech Republic have been sworn in. There’s also a balcony off the hall with great city views and a door to the former Bohemian Chancellery, where the Second Defenestration of Prague occurred in 1618.
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        Story of Prague Castle

        
          One of the castle’s most compelling exhibitions, with an outstanding collection of armour, jewellery, glassware, furniture and other artefacts from more than a thousand years of the castle's history. A particularly memorable sight is the skeleton of the pre-Christian ‘warrior’, still encased in the earth where archaeologists found him within the castle grounds.

        
      

      
        Basilica of St George

        
          Behind a brick-red facade lies the Czech Republic’s best-preserved Romanesque church. The original was established in the 10th century by Vratislav I (the father of St Wenceslas), who is still buried here, as is St Ludmilla. It’s also popular for small concert performances.

        
      

      
        Golden Lane

        
          The tiny, colourful cottages along this cobbled alley, reopened a couple of years ago after extensive renovations, were built in the 16th century for the castle guard’s sharpshooters, but were later used by goldsmiths, squatters and artists, including writer Franz Kafka (who stayed at his sister’s house at No 22 from 1916 to 1917).

        
      

      
        Rosenberg Palace

        
          Originally built as the grand residence of the Rosenberg family, this 16th-century Renaissance-style palace was later repurposed by Empress Maria Theresa as a ‘Residence for Noblewomen’ to house 30 unmarried women at a time. Today, one section of the palace recreates the style of an 18th-century noblewoman’s apartment using artefacts from the Prague Castle’s depository.

        
      

      
        Lobkowicz Palace

        
          The 16th-century Lobkowicz Palace (Lobkovický palác;

An included audio guide dictated by owner William Lobkowicz and his family brings the displays to life, making this one of the castle’s most interesting attractions.

        
      

      
        Royal Garden

        
          Powder Bridge (Prašný most; 1540) spans the Stag Moat (Jelení příkop) en route to the spacious Renaissance-style Royal Garden, dating from 1534. The most beautiful building is the Ball-Game House (Míčovna; 1569), a masterpiece of Renaissance sgraffito where the Habsburgs once played badminton. East is the Summer Palace (Letohrádek; 1538–60) and west the former Riding School (Jízdárna; 1695).

        
      

      
        Southern Gardens

        
          The three gardens lined up below the castle’s southern wall – Paradise Garden, the Hartig Garden and the Garden on the Ramparts – offer superb views over Malá Strana’s rooftops. Enter from the west via the New Castle Steps or from the east via the Old Castle Steps.

        
      

      
        UnderstandKings & Castles


        
          Prague's history, filled with royal betrayals, people tossing each other out of windows, and one man famously being burnt at the stake, makes The Tudors look tame by comparison.

        
        
          In the Beginning

          
            The name 'Bohemia', still used to describe the Czech Republic's westernmost province, comes from a Celtic tribe, the Boii, who lived here for centuries before Slavic tribes arrived around the 6th century. Two separate tribes are said to have established themselves, with the ‘Czechs’ building a wooden fortress near the current Prague Castle, and the Zličani settling at Vyšehrad. The 9th-century Přemysl dynasty built the earliest section of today’s Prague Castle in the 9th century, and also included one Václav, or 'Wenceslas', of ‘Good King’ Christmas-carol fame.

          
        

        
          The Good Times

          
            After the Přemysl dynasty died out, Prague came under the control of the family that eventually produced Holy Roman Emperor Charles IV (1316–78). Under his rule, the city blossomed. Charles – whose mother was Czech – elevated Prague’s official status and went on a construction spree, building the New Town (Nové Město) and Charles Bridge, founding Charles University and adding St Vitus Cathedral to the castle.

            One of the university rectors, Jan Hus, led the 15th-century Hussite movement, which challenged what many saw as the corrupt practices of the Catholic Church. Hus was burnt at the stake at Constance in Germany in 1415 for his reformist ‘heresy’, but his death kicked off decades of sectarian fighting that eventually put Hussites in charge for several decades.

          
        

        
          Habsburg Rule

          
            In 1526 the Czech lands came under the rule of the Austrian Habsburgs. With the Reformation in full swing in Europe, tensions between the Catholic Habsburgs and reformist Czechs inevitably surfaced. In 1618, Bohemian rebels threw two Catholic councillors from a Prague Castle window, sparking the Thirty Years’ War (1618–48). Following the defeat of the Czech nobility in 1620 at the Battle of White Mountain (Bílá Hora), Czechs lost their independence to the Habsburgs for 300 years.

          
        

      

    

  

  



  



Top SightsSt Vitus Cathedral


    
      The largest and most noteworthy church in the Czech Republic was begun in 1344. Though it appears Gothic to the tips of its pointy spires, much of St Vitus Cathedral was only completed in time for its belated consecration in 1929. The coronations of Bohemia’s kings were held here until the mid-19th century. Today it’s the seat of the Archbishop of Prague and the final resting place of some of the nation’s most illustrious figures – kings, princes, even saints.

        Stained-Glass Windows

        
          The interior is flooded with colour from stained-glass windows created by eminent Czech artists of the early 20th century. In the third chapel on the northern side (to the left as you enter) is one by art nouveau artist Alfons Mucha, depicting the lives of Sts Cyril and Methodius.

        
      

      
        Golden Gate

        
          The cathedral's south entrance is known as the Golden Gate (Zlatá brána), an elegant, triple-arched Gothic porch designed by Peter Parler.

        
      

      
        Royal Oratory

        
          Kings addressed their subjects from this grand, intricately crafted oratory (1493) that appears to be woven with gnarled tree branches. This striking centrepiece exemplifies late-Gothic aesthetics.

        
      

      
        Tomb of St John of Nepomuk

        
          Nepomuk was a priest and a religious martyr; it’s said that hundreds of years after his death, when his body was exhumed, his tongue was found ‘still alive’. The Church canonised him and commissioned this elaborate silver sarcophagus for his reburial.       The Loreta is a baroque place of pilgrimage financed by the noble Lobkowicz family in 1626. It was designed as a replica of the supposed Santa Casa (Sacred House, the home of the Virgin Mary) in the Holy Land. Legend has it that the original Santa Casa was carried by angels to the Italian town of Loreto as the Turks were advancing on Nazareth. The Loreta's original purpose was to wow and woo the local population, and it still manages to dazzle.

          Behind the Santa Casa is the Church of the Nativity of Our Lord, built in 1737 to a design by Christoph Dientzenhofer.         The Bearded Lady

        
          At the corner of the courtyard is the unusual Chapel of Our Lady of Sorrows, featuring a crucified bearded lady. She was St Starosta, pious daughter of a Portuguese king who promised her to the king of Sicily against her wishes. After a night of tearful prayers she awoke with a beard, the wedding was called off, and her father had her crucified. She was later made patron saint of the needy and the godforsaken.

          In St Vitus Cathedral, on the southern side of the Chapel of St Wenceslas, there’s a small door locked with seven keys. In a nod to the biblical 'seven seals' of Revelations, each is in the safekeeping of a separate official.

          What lies beyond this secretive and carefully guarded door? The Czech crown jewels, of course. They’re rarely exhibited to the public, but the oldest among them is the 22-carat-gold St Wenceslas Crown, made for Charles IV in 1347 and dedicated to the earlier prince.

          Like all the best regal artefacts, the crown comes with a legendary curse: any usurper wearing it is doomed to die within the year.           Czechs have long savoured their rep as world leaders in the art of ‘defenestration’, the act of pushing someone out of a high window with the intent to do bodily harm.

          The first defenestration took place in 1419, when supporters of religious reformer Jan Hus threw several Catholic councillors from Prague’s New Town Hall (the Hussites were still angry over the burning of their leader at the stake  four years prior).

          Fast forward two centuries, to 1618: again, differences in religious opinion motivated angry Protestant nobles to throw two Catholic councillors and a secretary from a high window at Prague Castle. This particular window-tossing had grave consequence for much of Europe, sparking the Thirty Years’ War. Apparently, the defenestrated councillors and secretary survived the fall by winding up in a dung heap, but this didn't prevent the entire continent from landing in the proverbial same.

          In 1948, then Foreign Minister Jan Masaryk may very well have been tossed from a window at Černín Palace (Černínský Palác;

          Thanks to British clergyman John Mason Neale, the name 'Wenceslas' is known to English speakers the world over. It was Neale who penned the popular Christmas carol ‘Good King Wenceslas’ in 1853. Neale was apparently inspired by the tale of a page and his master taking food and firewood to the poor on a freezing day over the Christmas holiday.

          However, Neale was either mistaken or consciously exaggerating. Wenceslas ('Václav' in Czech) was never a king, but rather the duke of Bohemia, who from 925 to 929 AD helped bring Christianity to the Czech lands. Now the Czechs’ chief patron saint, his image pops up all across town, from St Vitus Cathedral to the Wenceslas Statue on (you guessed it) Wenceslas Square.

      Almost too picturesque for its own good, the baroque district of Malá Strana (Little Quarter) tumbles down the hillside between Prague Castle and the river. The focal point here is Malostranské náměstí, the main square, dominated by the green dome of St Nicholas Church. Petřín Hill, topped by a park and faux-but-fun Eiffel Tower, rises south of the square.
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      The Sights in a Day

      
        MStart your day on Malostranské náměstí; grab a coffee at Malostranská beseda to fortify yourself and admire the baroque splendour of St Nicholas Church. Stroll the area's beautiful lanes and then stop by the Karel Zeman Museum, Kampa Museum or the Museum of the Infant Jesus of Prague for some film, art or religious art. Grab lunch at Cukrkávalimonáda.

        RAfter lunch, you've got an uphill choice. If you've got kids in tow, hike or (better yet) take the Funicular to Petřín Hill and its host of kid-friendly activities, including an impressive Lookout Tower and Mirror Maze. Another option is to climb Nerudova Street starting from behind Malostranské náměstí, noting the characteristic medieval signs on the doors of the houses.

        NFor the evening, dine riverside on the terrace of Hergetova Cihelna or go for something slightly higher-quality at Elegantes. Afterwards, take in some for jazz at U Malého Glena or catch a local band at Beseda. For drinks, there's Mlýnská Kavárna or the ever-crazy Blue Light.

Properly caffeinated? Move on to a minitour of the beautiful Spanish Synagogue.

        RStop for a late lunch – including a beer, of course – at classy corner pub Kolkovna. You’ll be near the Franz Kafka Monument, which is fun for a quick look (and photo op). Spend the rest of the afternoon at either the Museum of Decorative Arts for design or the Convent of St Agnes for medieval and Gothic art.

        NFor dinner, there's Lokál for a classic Czech meal or Chagall's for something French and fancier.           Sometimes called ‘the Jewish hero of the Czechs’, Rabbi Judah Loew ben Bezalel (1525–1609) was a respected scholar and the chief rabbi of Bohemia in the 16th century. Perhaps more importantly to Czech people, he’s part of a legend surrounding the creation of the Golem, a creature he supposedly built from clay to protect the Jewish people living in Prague’s ghetto.

        
      

      
        Mordechai Maisel’s Tomb

        
          This tomb honours a philanthropist with some incredibly deep pockets. In addition to serving as a Jewish leader in the 16th century, Maisel was the city’s wealthiest citizen. He paid for the construction of new buildings in the ghetto, had the roads paved, commissioned the Maisel Synagogue for his own private use and even lent money to Emperor Rudolf II.

        
      

      
        David Gans’ Tomb

        
          A noted German historian and astronomer, Gans came to Prague in part to hear the lectures of Rabbi Loew. He’s perhaps most famous for his association with Tycho Brahe, who asked Gans to translate the Alphonsine Tables from Hebrew to German.

          Tales of golems, or servants created from clay, date back to early Judaism. However, the most famous such mythical creature belonged to 16th-century Prague’s Rabbi Loew, of the Old-New Synagogue. Loew is said to have used mud from the Vltava’s banks to create a golem to protect the Prague ghetto. However, left alone one Sabbath, the creature ran amok and Rabbi Loew was forced to rush out of a service and remove the magic talisman that kept it moving. He then carried the lifeless body into the synagogue’s attic, where some insist it remains.         Jews have been part of Prague for as long as it has existed, though their status has ebbed and flowed. For centuries, Jews were restricted to living in a small corner of the Old Town (today's Josefov). Some periods brought terror and pogroms, while others – the early 17th century – brought prosperity. In the 19th century, Jews were allowed to live outside their ghetto, but a century later most were murdered by the occupying Nazis.

      
      
        Early Oppression

        
          Jews began living in Prague in the 10th century, and by the 11th century the city was one of Europe’s most important Jewish centres. The Crusades marked the start of the Jews’ plight as the city’s oldest synagogue was burned to the ground. By the end of the 12th century, they lost many rights; soon they were forced into a walled ghetto that was locked at night. For years, Jews remained third-class citizens while emperors and the nobility argued over who should be in charge of Jewish affairs.

        
      

      
        The Golden Age

        
          The mid-16th to early 17th century is considered the golden age of Jewish history. Emperor Rudolf II (r 1576–1612) worked closely with Mayor Mordechai Maisel (1528–1601), at the time the wealthiest man in Prague. The community was led in spirit by noted mystic and Talmudic scholar Rabbi Loew (1525–1609).

          Emancipation came in the 18th century under Habsburg Emperor Josef II. In 1848, Jews won the right of abode, meaning they could live where they wanted. The ghetto's walls were torn down and the Jewish quarter was renamed Josefov (to honour Josef II). As wealthy Jews moved out, the area slid into squalor. At the end of the 19th century, the area was levelled and rebuilt in art nouveau splendour.

        
      

      
        Destruction & Preservation

        
          The Jewish community was largely destroyed by the Nazis in World War II, and only a few thousand Jews remain. One historic irony is that many of the Jewish Museum's holdings come from shtetls (Jewish villages) liquidated by the Nazis. Its origins date back to the 10th century, when a marketplace emerged on the Vltava’s eastern bank. A thousand years later, it’s as alive as ever, and surprisingly little changed by time.
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      The Sights in a Day

      
        MFor the quietest experience and most magical views of Charles Bridge, start your morning as early as possible. Start on the Malá Strana side and cross the bridge towards the Old Town. Be sure to climb the Old Town Bridge Tower. Then make a beeline for the Astronomical Clock to catch the famous hourly chiming before the tourist crowds start to multiply.

        RAfterwards, take the lift up the Old Town Hall Tower for views over Old Town Sq and the historic centre. Have a leisurely lunch at Kalina, sampling gourmet versions of Czech dishes from the tasting menu. Then, wander the quaint cobblestone backstreets around Betlémské náměstí, stopping in to see Jan Hus’ old stomping ground at Bethlehem Chapel.

        NAs night falls, head back to Old Town Sq to view the beautifully illuminated Church of St Nicholas and Church of Our Lady Before Týn. Have dinner on the terrace of U Prince or take a glass of Moravian wine in a glamorous setting at the Municipal House's cafe.       You know a historic landmark is something special when even the crush of tourist traffic hardly takes away from its magnificence. So it is with Charles Bridge, Prague’s signature monument. Commissioned in 1357, the massive, 520m-long stone bridge was the only link across the Vltava River between Prague Castle and the Old Town until 1741. It’s particularly awe-inspiring at dawn, when the silhouettes of saintly statues along both sides seem to guide you towards the towering hilltop fortress.

          The most famous statue is that of St John of Nepomuk, on the northern side of the bridge about halfway across. According to legend, Wenceslas IV had him thrown off the bridge in 1393 for refusing to divulge the queen’s confessions (he was her priest).         Every hour on the hour, crowds gather beneath the Old Town Hall Tower to watch the Astronomical Clock in action. It’s an amusing – if slightly underwhelming performance – that takes just under a minute to finish. Most people simply stand and gawk, but it’s worth understanding a bit of the clock’s historic (and highly photogenic) symbolism.

        The four figures beside the clock represent the deepest civic anxieties of 15th-century Praguers: Vanity (with a mirror), Greed (with his telltale money bag), Death (the skeleton) and Pagan Invasion (represented by a Turk). The four figures below these are the Chronicler, Angel, Astronomer and Philosopher.

        On the hour, Death rings a bell and inverts his hourglass, and the Twelve Apostles parade past the windows above the clock, nodding to the crowd. On the left side are Paul (with a sword and a book), Thomas (lance), Jude (book), Simon (saw), Bartholomew (book) and Barnabas (parchment); on the right side are Peter (with a key), Matthew (axe), John (snake), Andrew (cross), Philip (cross) and James (mallet).         Prague has a well-deserved reputation as a literary heavyweight. The names Franz Kafka and Milan Kundera will be familiar to any serious reader, but Prague’s writing roots run deeper – it’s no accident the country’s first postcommunist president, Václav Havel, was a playwright. In addition to its Czech writers, the city was also once a hotbed of German literature.

      
      
        Czech Literary Lights 

        
          Besides the clever Kundera (b 1929), a staple on undergrad reading lists, Prague was home to humourist Bohumil Hrabal (1914–97), whose many books are widely translated into English. The film based on his novel Closely Watched Trains won the Oscar for Best Foreign Film in 1968. Another near-household name is Jaroslav Hašek (1883–1923), whose book The Good Soldier Švejk is a stroke of comic genius that recalls something of Catch-22. Czech poet Jaroslav Seifert won the Nobel Prize for poetry in 1984.

        
      

      
        The German Connection 

        
          In the 19th and early 20th centuries, Prague was a centre of German literature. Kafka (1883–1924), a German-speaking Jewish writer, remains the gold standard: his books The Trial and The Castle, among many others, are modern classics. But Prague was also home to Kafka’s friend and publisher Max Brod (1883–1924), as well as noted writers Egon Erwin Kisch (1885–1948) and Franz Werfel (1890–1945). One of the most beloved poets in the German language, Rainer Maria Rilke (1875–1926), was born and studied in Prague.

        
      

      
        New Voices 

        
          There’s no shortage of new Czech literary talent: Jáchym Topol (b 1962), Petra Hůlová (b 1979), Michal Viewegh (b 1962), Michal Ajvaz (b 1949), Emil Hakl (b 1958) and Miloš Urban (b 1967) are taking their places among the country’s leading authors. They are pushing out old-guard figures such as Kundera, now seen as chroniclers of a very different, postcommunist age. Until recently, few books from these younger novelists had been translated into English.         UnderstandThe Trials of Tycho Brahe


        
          It’s probably more than fair to describe Tycho Brahe, who’s buried in the Church of Our Lady Before Týn, as something of a character. This Danish father of modern astronomy catalogued thousands of stars, made stunningly accurate observations in an era before telescopes, and helped his assistant Johannes Kepler derive the laws of planetary motion.

          He came to Prague in 1599 as Emperor Rudolf II’s official mathematician. But Brahe also dabbled in astrology and alchemy. He lost part of his nose in a duel and wore a metal replacement. His pet moose apparently drank too much beer, fell down the stairs and died.

          In Prague, Brahe himself died in 1601 of a bladder infection, reputedly because he was too polite to go to the toilet during a long banquet.       Busy Wenceslas Sq, dating from 1348 and once a bustling horse market, was the site of several seminal events in Czech history. Today, though it’s crowded with souvenir shops, clubs, coffee chains and plenty of tourists, it’s possible to glimpse the square’s previous grandeur simply by looking up at the glorious art nouveau architecture.
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      The Sights in a Day

      
        MStart the day at the bottom of Wenceslas Square, the most important part of Nové Město. The square is a hodgepodge of architectural styles, but the art nouveau facade of the Grand Hotel Evropa (No 25) stands out. Walk up the square at your leisure, popping in at the Hotel Jalta to see an underground nuclear bunker. Check out the Wenceslas Statue, the square’s focal point. The National Museum is closed for renovation, but you can still take in the view, and also pay your respects at the Jan Palach Memorial and gaze over at the former headquarters of Radio Free Europe.

        RFor lunch, head north of the square for standard pub fare at U Ferdinanda, which then puts you within easy walking distance for the Mucha Museum to admire the painter’s dreamlike beauties emblazoned on early-20th-century Parisian posters.

        NFor dinner, try some amazing tapas at Room or go totally casual for ribs and a Czech regional beer at Jáma. If you want something dressier, try Kogo and then a night of ballet or opera at the Prague State Opera.

In medieval times it was also the site of several public executions. On 28 October 1918, the independent republic of Czechoslovakia was announced here; in 1945 the end of WWII was declared and celebrated. Later, during the Velvet Revolution, the square hosted huge, historic demonstrations.

        The National Museum, at the top end of the square, dates from the last half of the 19th century, when bombastic architecture was all the rage. The style, neo-Renaissance, was meant as a conscious aping of the Renaissance palaces that were built around Prague in the 16th century. The grand size served two purposes: the museum's vast holdings could finally fit under one roof, and the building was meant to symbolise the power of the growing Czech (as opposed to Austrian or German) elite.

        As this book was being researched, the museum was undergoing long-term renovation – until 2015 at the earliest. The repairs are meant to spruce up the facade (which was still sporting bullet holes from 1968, when it was fired on by invading Russian troops who mistook it for Parliament) and to modernise the fusty exhibits of fossils, rocks and bones. During the renovation, the museum is organising temporary exhibits next door at the National Museum's new building (

        From Coup to Invasion 

        
          February 1948 marked the start of a half-century’s worth of political turmoil in Prague. It was at this time that the leaders of the Czechoslovak Communist Party (KSČ), not content with a controlling position in the postwar coalition after the 1946 elections, staged a coup d’état backed by the Soviet Union. The next two decades saw widespread political persecution.

          In the late 1960s, Communist Party leader Alexander Dubček loosened the reins slightly under the banner ‘Socialism With a Human Face’. There was a resurgence in literature, theatre and film, led by the likes of Milan Kundera, Bohumil Hrabal, Václav Havel and Miloš Forman. The Soviet regime crushed this ‘Prague Spring’ on 20 and 21 August 1968, using Warsaw Pact tanks, and Dubček was replaced by hardliner Gustáv Husák.

        
      

      
        The Fall of Communism 

        
          The Husák government expelled many reform communists from positions of authority and introduced what Czechs called ‘normalisation’ – in other words, Soviet-style repression. Active dissent was limited to a few hundred people, mostly intellectuals and artists, including playwright Václav Havel.

          In November 1989, as communist regimes tumbled across Eastern Europe, the Czechoslovak government came under increasing pressure to relinquish power. On 17 November, riot police cracked down on a peaceful student protest march, which would prove to be the catalyst to revolution. Within days, crowds on Wenceslas Square swelled to some 500,000 people.

          A group led by Havel procured the government’s resignation on 3 December, and 26 days later, he was the new leader. The ‘Velvet Revolution’ – named for its peaceful nature (as well as the inspiration its leaders took from the rock band the Velvet Underground) – had triumphed.

        
      

      
        A Velvet Divorce

        
          The transition to democracy was anything but smooth, though it eventually succeeded. Ironically, one casualty of the revolution was the splitting of the country into separate Czech and Slovak states in 1993.         Alfons Mucha (1860–1939) is the Czech answer to Austria’s Gustav Klimt, England’s William Morris or Scotland’s Charles Rennie Mackintosh.

        One of the fathers – if not the father – of art nouveau as represented in the visual arts, he first found fame in Paris after producing a stunning poster for actress Sarah Bernhardt’s 1895 play Gismonda. A contract with Bernhardt, reams of advertising work and trips to America brought him international renown.

        Mucha returned home in 1909, and went on to design the banknotes for the first Czechoslovak Republic after 1918. Around this time, he also produced his opus, a collection of 20 gigantic canvases telling the history of the Slavic peoples, which he titled the Slav Epic (Slovanská epopej).

        Mucha created some of the stunning interiors of Prague’s Municipal House and designed a beautiful stained-glass window for St Vitus Cathedral. His signature art nouveau work is on display at the Mucha Museum.

        Long-held plans to exhibit the Slav Epic in Prague came to fruition in 2013, when the canvases were put on display at the National Gallery's Veletržní palác; they're slated to stay through at least 2015.

At least the atmosphere is equivalent, and since the days of the Austro-Hungarian Empire onwards, Prague’s ornate, high-ceilinged coffeehouses have acted as public meeting spaces, hotbeds of political subversion and literary salons.

The name translates as ‘New Town', which is something of a misnomer since the area was established nearly 700 years ago by Emperor Charles IV. But unlike Staré Město or Malá Strana, the historic feeling is missing here, owing mainly to massive rebuilding in the 19th century.

        MStart your day with a cup of coffee at Kavárna Slavia – try to snag a river-facing table with a view to Prague Castle. Meander down by the river, heading south to Slav Island, where you can rent a paddle boat and enjoy a terrific, water-level view of Charles Bridge. From here, wander further south to take in the Dancing Building, one of the few modern buildings in Prague to make a splash in architectural circles. From there, head east to the Church of Sts Cyril & Methodius, the site of a dramatic stand-off between the Nazis and a band of brave Czechoslovak paratroopers during World War II, (see Click here).

        RFollow Na Zderace north to a quieter part of town, the area south of Národní třída. Grab a spicy Thai lunch at Lemon Leaf or soup and sandwich combo at the Globe Bookstore & Cafe.

        NIn the evening get tickets to see a ballet or opera at the beautiful National Theatre or enjoy a jazz set at Reduta. Kids will enjoy a night of 'black theatre' at Laterna Magika.         In 1941, during World War II, the occupying Nazi government appointed SS general Reinhard Heydrich, Hitler’s heir apparent, as Reichsprotektor of Bohemia and Moravia. The move came in response to a series of crippling strikes and sabotage operations by the Czech resistance movement, and Heydrich immediately cracked down with a vengeance.

        In an effort to support the resistance and boost Czech morale, Britain secretly trained a team of Czechoslovak paratroopers to assassinate Heydrich. The daring mission was code-named ‘Operation Anthropoid’ – and against all odds it succeeded. On 27 May 1942, two paratroopers, Jan Kubiš and Jozef Gabčík, attacked Heydrich as he rode in his official car through the city’s Libeň district; he later died from the wounds.

        The assassins and five co-conspirators fled but were betrayed in their hiding place in the Church of Sts Cyril & Methodius; all seven died in the ensuing siege. This moving story is told at the National Memorial to the Heroes of the Heydrich Terror (Národní památník hrdinů Heydrichiády;

Today, however, the Swiss and French have resumed production of the genuine ‘green fairy’, and true connoisseurs hold their noses when it comes to replica ‘Czechsinths’.

          What’s the difference? Most Czech brands (whether spelt absinth or absinthe) use oil to mix the active ingredient, wormwood, into the liquid, instead of properly distilling it.         MStart the morning with culture. If you're travelling with kids, head for the National Technical Museum, with its giant hall filled with historic locomotives and antique cars. If you're on your own, go for the eye-opening collection of modern art at the Veletržní Palác. There are a lot of good cafes in the neighbourhood for a pick-me-up drink or some lunch – we like Kumbal, just a short walk from the Veletržní Palác. 

        RAfter lunch, get some fresh air at one of the neighbourhood's two big parks: Letná Gardens or Stromovka. The former has a handy beer garden, where an afternoon can easily slide into evening. Stromovka has more room to roam and is close to Zoo Mořský Svět, the city's largest aquarium and another good spot for kids.

        NHolešovice is short on good restaurants, but Fraktal has a killer burger and the Italian food at Peperoncino is good value. Both are close to Letná Gardens. In the mood for a show? Jokes still linger about the older Škodas (the name in Czech means 'pity') in the National Technical Museum.           Across Celetná, the Sixt House was an earlier childhood home (1888–89). Nearby, at Staroměstské náměstí 17, is At the Unicorn (U Jednorožce) – home to Berta Fanta, who hosted literary salons for thinkers of the day, including Kafka and a young Albert Einstein.

        
      

      
        4 House of the Minute

        
          The House of the Minute (dům U minuty), the Renaissance corner building attached to the Old Town Hall, was where Franz lived as a young boy (1889–96). He later recalled being dragged to his school in Masná street by the family cook.

        
      

      
        5 Kafka’s Birthplace

        
          Just west of the Church of St Nicholas is Kafka’s birthplace, marked by a bust of him at náměstí Franze Kafky 3 (formerly U Radnice 5). All that remains of the original house is the stone portal.
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        6 Kafka’s Bachelor Pad

        
          Despite several fraught love affairs, Kafka never married and lived mostly with his parents. One of his few bachelor flats can be found at Dlouhá 16.

        
      

      
        7 Bílkova Apartment

        
          Continuing north past the Franz Kafka monument you’ll come to another of Kafka’s temporary apartments at Bílkova 22. In 1914 he began The Trial here.

        
      

      
        8 Hotel Intercontinental

        
          Head west to Pařížská and north towards the river.           The beautiful, rondocubist Adria Palace (Národní třída 36) temporarily served as the headquarters of Civic Forum, the umbrella group formed by Václav Havel to represent the protesters and their demands. In the weeks after 17 November, this was a beehive of dissident activity.

        
      

      
        3 Museum of Communism 

        
          The Museum of Communism illuminates local communist history – and the lies, privations and humiliations that ultimately drove the revolution demanding the regime's end. A short, graphic film shows the events of 1989.

        
      

      
        4 Melantrich Building

        
          The action soon spread to nearby Wenceslas Square and the Melantrich Building (now a Marks & Spencer). On 24 November, Havel deposed ‘Prague Spring’ president Alexander Dubček addressed the crowds from its balcony.

        
      

      
        5 St Wenceslas Statue

        
          The Wenceslas Statue, at the upper end of the square, was bedecked by protesters with flags, posters and political slogans.

        
      

      
        6 Činoherní Klub Theatre

        
          Prague's theatres were used for public discussions. The Civic Forum was formed on 19 November at Činoherní Klub Theatre (Ve Smečkách 26) and immediately demanded the resignations of communist functionaries.

        
      

      
        7 Jan Palach Memorial

        
          Just in front of the National Museum is the Jan Palach Memorial, an inlaid cross for a student who set himself on fire in 1969 to protest the Soviet-led Warsaw Pact invasion of the previous year – becoming a national hero in the process.
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        8 Former Radio Free Europe Building

It’s supposedly haunted by the ghost of a nun who was killed by her own father after falling in love with a young man.

        
      

      
        2 Letná Gardens

        
          Crossing Čech Bridge (Čechův most), look out over the river and take in the sun-dappled sights of the castle complex and Petřín Hill. Climb the steps up to the Metronome and to Letná Gardens. Amble around up here as you like and take in the view of the Old Town and Malá Strana below.

        
      

      
        3 Prague Castle

        
          After you're done gawking, follow the ridge westward (in the direction of castle) for more dramatic views. The path will take you into the interior of the park and across a small bridge all the way to Prague Castle. Enjoy the breeze – and more sweeping views over the Vltava and the red roofs of Malá Strana – from the ramparts or from a park bench in the beautifully manicured royal gardens built up along the hillside.

        
      

      
        4 Charles Bridge

        
          From the castle, meander downhill towards another of Prague’s chief attractions: the bustling and always gorgeous Charles Bridge. Midway across the bridge, find a quiet spot to admire your surroundings – the towering medieval gates, the castle, the lazy river, the skyline of Malá Strana, the green slope of Petřín Hill.

        
      

      
        5 Slav Island

        
          Once on the Old Town side of the river, turn right (south), with another stretch of beautiful photo-op views. To get closer to the water’s edge, step onto Slav Island. BestBars & Pubs


    
      
        In the Czech Republic, drinking is a national pastime. It’s no surprise, then, that Prague is an imbiber’s playground. On practically every corner, there’s another pub, wine bar, beer hall or cocktail lounge. Though it’s traditionally a beer-drinker’s city, the landscape is changing – a growing interest in national and international wines plus a trend towards classic cocktails are diversifying the scene.

      
    

    
      Beer Basics

      
        When it comes to beer (pivo), Czechs prefer light lagers (světlé) to darker beers (tmavé), though most pubs serve both. Pilsner Urquell is considered the best Czech brand, though Gambrinus, Budvar and Prague's own Staropramen are all popular. Czech beers are usually labelled either dvanáctka (12°) or desítka (10°) – but this doesn't refer to alcohol content (most beers are 4.5% to 5%). The 12° beers, like Pilsner Urquell, tend to be slightly heavier and stronger than 10° beers.

      
    

    
      Microbrews & 'Tank' Beer

      
        The global craft beer trend has reached the Czech Republic and is most pronounced in Prague, which boasts around a dozen brew pubs where DIY brewers proffer their own concoctions, usually accompanied by good traditional Czech cooking. To compete with the microbrews, the larger breweries have come up with several innovations, including offering unfiltered (nefiltrované) beer and hauling beer directly to pubs in supersized tanks (called, unsurprisingly, tankové pivo). Tank beer is said to be fresher than beer in traditional kegs, and that sounds good to us.

      Czech Cuisine

      
        Czech food in Prague can be hit-and-miss. Traditional dishes like roast pork and sliced bread dumplings (vepřová pečeně s knedlíky) or roast beef in cream sauce (svíčková na smetaně) can be bland (as at many touristy restaurants in the centre) or memorable (when prepared by someone who cares) – choose your restaurants carefully. Other, often delicious, Czech staples include pork knuckle (vepřové koleno), duck (kachna) and goulash (guláš), here served with either beef or pork and bread dumplings.

      
    

    
      International Foods 

      
        International food trends come and go with the same regularity as in other large cities. Alongside standard international cuisines like French and Italian – and especially pizza – Czechs have developed a taste for good Indian and Asian cooking as well as for steakhouses and Mexican food. The latest trends at time of research include steakhouses, gourmet burgers and Vietnamese restaurants.

      
    

    
      Vegetarian Options

      
        The past few years have witnessed a revolution in healthy dining, with a growing number of vegetarian and vegan restaurants sprouting up around town. Alas, vegetarian options at traditional Czech restaurants seem to be as limited as ever, with the best bet being the ubiquitous (and often excellent) fried cheese (smažený sýr), served with a dollop of cranberry and/or tartar sauce.

        Alfons Mucha (1860–1939) is probably the most famous visual artist to come out of the Czech lands, though because he attained his fame in Paris, and not in Prague, his reputation remains more exalted abroad than at home. Mucha is best known for his posters of French actress Sarah Bernhardt, but he was a prolific artist whose work is featured at St Vitus Cathedral and the Municipal House.

        National Technical Museum The Czech Republic's industrial heritage is on riotous display, with interactive exhibits and giant locomotives.

        Miniature Museum A delightfully quirky collection of miniature artwork, including the Lord's Prayer inscribed on a single strand of human hair.

        Prague history reads like a long novel, chock full of characters who ride the city's fortunes from the heights of the Holy Roman Empire to the depths of the Eastern bloc (with chills and spills in between). Fortunately, the city was spared mass destruction in WWII, and it's all on full display. From the castle, to the churches, to the corner shop, every building has a story.

      
    

    
      Royal Heyday 

      
        Modern Prague draws its origins from the 7th century, when Princess Libuše is said to have stood at Vyšehrad Citadel and predicted a great city would someday arise. That great city became reality in the 14th century, when Emperor Charles IV made Prague the seat of the Holy Roman Empire. Religious conflicts between Hussites and Catholics reduced the kingdom to rubble, but another enlightened royal, Habsburg ruler Rudolf II, moved the seat of his vast empire to Prague Castle again in the 16th century. The good times were dashed once more, though, in another bout of religious conflict in the 17th century.
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      Czech National Revival 

      
        Prague languished under Habsburg occupation through the 17th and 18th centuries, until the forces of industrialisation weakened the grip of the Austrian royal family. Suddenly, there was a new class of educated Czechs agitating for cultural, linguistic and ultimately political freedoms. The Czechs' chance came in 1918, with the end of WWI and the fall of the Habsburg monarchy. That year saw the emergence of a new nation, Czechoslovakia, which did great things in the 1920s...until the Great Depression and Nazi Germany came calling.

      
    

    
      The Worst of Times, The Best of Times

      
        Nazi Germany occupied Czechoslovakia in stages in 1938 and '39 in the run-up to WWII. Nazi repression was cruel and most of the country's Jewish population was tragically murdered in the Holocaust, but the city at least was spared wartime destruction. Relief at the end of the war was brief, however, as Czechoslovakia fell into the orbit of Soviet Russia. Communist rule was both brutal and inept (at one point, in 1968, the Soviet Union had to invade its own ally just to keep it in line). The regime collapsed in 1989 as communism fell across Eastern Europe. The 'Velvet Revolution' that year ushered in a new era of democracy.

        A great outing for kids (and parents) is Prague Zoo, located north of the centre in Troja. In addition, there are several other patches of green around town where you can spread a blanket and let the kids run free, such as Stromovka.         Prague is an open-air museum of architecture; most of the centre is protected as a Unesco World Heritage listing. Prague’s architectural heritage was built up over the centuries, with the earliest buildings in the Romanesque and Gothic styles dating back nearly a thousand years. Later styles like Renaissance, baroque, neoclassical, art nouveau and modern were added over time as fashions changed.

      
    

    
      The Style of Bohemian Kings

      
        Romanesque and Gothic are the oldest architectural styles surviving in Prague and are associated with the early centuries of the Bohemian kingdom. Romanesque is identified by rounded facades and massive walls, and is best seen in the handful of circular churches (rotundas) still standing. Gothic is Prague's signature style and is characterised by tall, pointed arches, ribbed vaults, external flying buttresses, and narrow windows. The style flourished in the 14th century during the rule of Charles IV.

      
    

    
      Baroque Razzle Dazzle

      
        When the Habsburgs assumed the Bohemian throne in the early 16th century, they invited Italian architects to Prague to help create a royal city worthy of their status. With Renaissance style, the Italians brought a new enthusiasm for classical forms and an obsession with symmetry. Highly ornate baroque, with its marble columns, florid sculpture, and fresco ceilings, came a century later: it was used by the Catholic Church to dazzle – and woo – the sceptical locals.

      
    

    
      Arrival of Art Nouveau

      
        The 19th century was comparatively dull. Architects, seemingly, had run out of ideas and consciously imitated historical styles like Gothic and Renaissance, often appending a 'neo' to the front (hence 'neo-Gothic'). Emerging Czech architects associated with the Czech National Revival designed the most important buildings of the time in an impressive (borderline pompous) neo-Renaissance style. By the end of the century, art nouveau, with its emphasis on flowing lines and ornate decoration, blew this pomposity away in an orgy of beauty.

        Although the streets are lined with stores, Prague doesn’t initially seem a particularly inspiring shopping destination. But if you know where to look, you can find above-average versions of classic Czech souvenirs: Bohemian crystal and glassware, garnet and amber jewellery, and wooden marionettes. Think outside the box: Czech liquor, farm-produced beauty products and old-school children’s toys all make great gifts.

      
    

    
      
        For mainstream shopping, central Na Příkopě boasts international chains from H&M to Zara. For the most part, you can put your wallet away along Wenceslas Sq (not a bad idea anyway, considering the pickpocketing that goes on here). Instead, explore the Old Town’s winding alleyways. Ritzy Pařížská is often called Prague’s Champs Élysées and is lined with luxury brands like Cartier, Dolce & Gabbana, Hugo Boss and Ferragamo. Dlouhá, Dušní and surrounding streets house some original fashion boutiques, while even central Celetná contains a worthwhile stop or two.

        No one comes to Prague specifically for cutting-edge clubbing, and the scene pales in comparison to nearby Berlin. While there are plenty of places to go dancing and big-name DJs do occasionally put in an appearance here, Prague is not the place for chasing the latest trends. Instead, it's a destination for letting your hair down and not taking things too seriously.

      
    

    
      
        Musically, dance clubs have a penchant for 1980s and '90s pop; locals reckon the predilection for '80s tunes in particular is a rose-tinted, if slightly ironic, nostalgia for the simpler, more controlled days of communism. Prague also has many basement music clubs, DJ bars and edgy ‘experimental’ venues. If you’re serious about clubbing, do as the locals do and head to Holešovice, where many of the city’s most active nightlife spots are clustered.

      Opera & Classical Music

      
        Prague has a long, proud tradition of opera and classical music. In the 18th century, Mozart chose to premiere his opera Don Giovanni here rather than in Vienna, saying 'my Praguers understand me'. In the 19th century, the city was the stomping ground for major European composers like Antonín Dvořák and Bedřich Smetana. These days, the city is home to some lovely old theatres (offering reasonably priced seats).

      
    

    
      Jazz

      
        Prague is the city in which former US president Bill Clinton revealed his skill with a saxophone in the 1990s. Czechs figured prominently in European jazz circles from the 1920s until the 1948 communist coup d’état, and even under communism the style survived in some form. Prague’s first professional jazz club, Reduta, opened during the less censorial atmosphere of the 1960s. These days, there are at least half a dozen jazz clubs around, offering nightly performances.

      
    

    
      Rock & Pop

      
        Rock has a long tradition of dissent here, going back to the '80s, when underground bands were a bedrock of anticommunism. These days, music is less political but more energetic, and the scene is as fragmented and diverse as anywhere else: the hip-hop, electronic, indie and metal genres are all thriving. Stadium concerts, featuring the likes of Bruce Springsteen and Justin Timberlake, pile through town all summer long.

Homosexuality is widely tolerated and gay couples are not likely to experience any overt discrimination. The annual Prague Pride march (www.praguepride.cz), usually held in August, is the largest of its kind in Central Europe.

      
    

    
      
        According to one regular, the scene is easygoing. There’s little ‘face control’ or dress codes at the door, and even the top venues usually don’t charge entrance fees. There are also not many problems with rampaging British stag parties, which are fewer in number these days, but which generally stick to the centre in any case. Most gay clubs are welcoming to both gay men and lesbians.

            ATo save money, consider booking a private single or double in a hostel. Many are very nice and offer excellent value. 

            AIf noise is an issue, ask for a room away from the street. Bear in mind that top-floor rooms, below the roof, can be hot and airless in summer. 

            AYou can often find last-minute bargains for the top-end hotels on the standard online booking sites.

          Tickets are interchangeable on all metros, trams and buses. Buy tickets at metro stations or nearby newsstands – but never from the driver. If you're staying longer than a few hours, it's easier to buy a one-day or three-day pass than dealing with individual tickets.

              AServices are fast and frequent. You'll find a map in every metro station and metro train. The nearest metro station is noted after the m in listings.

              AYou must buy a ticket (jízdenka) before boarding, and then validate it by punching it in the little yellow machine in the metro-station lobby or on the bus or tram when you begin your journey. Checks by inspectors are frequent; they'll fine you for travelling without a time-stamped ticket (the fine is reduced if you pay on the spot).

            y Best for… Scenic rides, connecting to attractions far off the metro lines, and for travellers who can't easily walk from point A to B.               AImportant tram lines to remember are 22 (runs to Prague Castle, Malá Strana and Charles Bridge), 17 and 18 (run to the Jewish Quarter and Old Town Sq) and 11 (runs to Žižkov and Vinohrady).

              ARegular tram and bus services operate from 5am to midnight (see www.dpp.cz for maps and timetables). After this, night trams (51 to 58) and buses (501 to 512) still rumble across the city about every 40 minutes.

              ANight trams intersect at Lazarská in Nové Město. If you're planning a late evening, find out if one of these services passes near where you're staying.

              ABe aware that few tram or bus stops sell tickets. So if you're using single tickets, buy several in the metro station or at newspaper stands, then save a couple of unstamped ones for later and validate them upon boarding.

              AFor years, Prague's taxi drivers were renowned for scams – huge fines and crackdowns have made a big difference, however. Most drivers now turn on their meters when picking up a fare, as legally required. If a driver won't comply, find another taxi.

              ALook for the 'Taxi Fair Place' scheme, which provides authorised taxis in key tourist areas. Drivers can charge a maximum fare and must announce the estimated price in advance.

              AAway from official 'Taxi Fair Place' stands, the streets around Wenceslas Sq, Národní třída, Na Příkopě, Praha hlavní nádraží, Old Town Sq and Malostranské náměstí are the most notorious rip-off spots. Make sure to ask the fare in advance to avoid being taken for a ride (so to speak). 

              AWithin the city centre, trips should be around 150Kč to 200Kč, a trip to the suburbs no more than 450Kč, and to the airport around 600Kč to 700Kč.

              ADon't exchange cash at the airport. Instead, withdraw local currency with your ATM card.

          Prague is a low-crime city and you're not likely to experience serious problems. Pickpocketing and petty theft, however, remain rife, especially around the main tourist attractions. Keep valuables well out of reach and be alert in crowds and on public transport. If you are the victim of a pickpocket, report the crime as soon as possible at any nearby police station. Remember to retain any paperwork you might need for insurance purposes.

            If you plan on using a 'smartphone' like an iPhone or Android device, it's best to contact your home provider to consider short-term international calling and data plans appropriate to what you might need.

            Smartphones can still be used as handy wi-fi devices, even without a special plan. Be sure to switch your phone to 'airplane' mode on arrival, which blocks out calls and text messages. Just make
sure you always stress the first syllable
of a word - in italics in this chapter -
and pronounce any vowel written with
an accent mark over it as a long sound.
