      Day One

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MDive right into the good stuff with the monuments at the National Mall's western end. The Lincoln Memorial is about as iconically DC as it gets. The powerful Vietnam Veterans Memorial and Martin Luther King Jr Memorial are must-sees nearby. Then comes the Washington Monument, which is pretty hard to miss, being DC’s tallest structure and all. Superb views unfurl from the top.

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RDelve into the Mall's trove of museums during the afternoon. First fuel up at Mitsitam Native Foods Cafe, guaranteed to expand your palate. The National Air & Space Museum is next door with incomparably cool missiles and the Wright brothers’ original plane. Mosey across the lawn to the National Gallery of Art for Leonardo da Vinci, impressionists and other classics. Afterward, sooth tired feet with a dip in the fountain at the National Sculpture Garden.

      Day Two

Then walk across the street and up the grand steps to the Supreme Court; hopefully you’ll get to hear a case argument. The Library of Congress and its 500 miles of books blows minds next door.

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RSpend the afternoon downtown, where sightseeing riches await. Check out the Declaration of Independence at the National Archives, and the seat where Lincoln was shot at Ford’s Theatre. The Reynolds Center for American Art & Portraiture hangs sublime paintings. If you still have time, the Newseum has the Unabomber’s cabin. The White House is nearby, so saunter over and snap a few photos. When hunger strikes, try Rasika or Hill Country Barbecue.

      Day Three

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MWalking around Arlington National Cemetery you can’t help but be moved, from the Tomb of the Unknowns’ dignified guards to John F Kennedy’s eternal flame. The grounds spread over 624 acres, and include the Space Shuttle Challenger and Columbia memorials among many others.

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RSpend the afternoon in Georgetown. Have lunch at Martin's Tavern, where JFK proposed to Jackie. Go shopping – antiques on Book Hill or designer shopping along M St. Bakeries provide sweet sustenance along the way. Amble along the Potomac River, past outdoor cafes and boaters in Georgetown Waterfront Park. Keep following the riverside path to the Kennedy Center to watch the free 6pm show.

        [image: icon-icon-evening]NFork in to buttermilk fried chicken or pork-and-lentil stew at Founding Farmers for dinner. Then re-visit the Mall. The dramatically lit monuments glow ethereally at night, particularly the Lincoln Memorial. DC by Foot and Bike & Roll offer nighttime tours through the atmospheric scene.

      
    

    



  


      Day Four

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MStart at Dupont Circle (the traffic circle) and walk northwest on Massachusetts Ave gaping at the enormous mansions along Embassy Row. The Phillips Collection also spreads out in a Dupont manor; the modern paintings and sculptures provide an hour or two of groovy browsing.

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RAdams Morgan sits just north of Dupont. It's Washington’s party zone, but during the day shops such as Meeps and Crooked Beat Records provide plenty to do. So do comfort-food havens such as the Diner and Tryst. Come 4pm, you’re well situated for happy hour at Millie & Al's, a classic dive bar.

        [image: icon-icon-evening]NIn the evening head to Columbia Heights and see what's going on along 11th St NW. In fine weather the patio benches at Wonderland Ballroom fill with locals enjoying libations.       The Sights in a Day

      
        [image: icon-icon-morning]MHit the west side of the Mall first and visit the monuments. It makes sense to swoop through in a counterclockwise direction: start at the powerful Vietnam Veterans Memorial, then walk over to the awe-inspiring Lincoln Memorial, then on to the Martin Luther King Jr Memorial and WWII Memorial. Finish at the sky-high Washington Monument; hopefully you prebooked your tickets.

        [image: icon-icon-afternoon]RHave lunch at the Mitsitam Native Foods Cafe, then go next door to the whopping National Air & Space Museum. Art buffs should allot a few hours for the National Gallery of Art, while families can immerse in the tarantula-and-diamond-stuffed National Museum of Natural History and pop-culture-rich National Museum of American History. For something quieter try the Freer-Sackler Museums of Asian Art.

        The Columns

        
          Plans for a monument to Lincoln began in 1867 – two years after his assassination – but construction didn’t begin until 1914. Henry Bacon designed the memorial to resemble a Doric temple, with 36 columns to represent the 36 states in Lincoln’s union.

        
      

      
        The Statue & Words

        
          Carvers used 28 blocks of marble to fashion the seated figure. Lincoln’s face and hands are particularly realistic, since they are based on castings done when he was president. The words of his Gettysburg Address and Second Inaugural speech flank the statue on the north and south walls, along with murals depicting his principles. Look for symbolic images of freedom, liberty and unity.

        
      

      
        MLK Marker

        
          From the get-go, the Lincoln Memorial became a symbol of the Civil Rights movement. Most famously, Martin Luther King Jr gave his ‘I Have a Dream’ speech here in 1963. An engraving of King’s words marks the spot where he stood. It’s on the landing 18 steps from the top, and is usually where everyone is gathered snapping photos.

        
      

      
        Reflecting Pool

        
          Henry Bacon also conceived the iconic Reflecting Pool, modeling it after the canals at Versailles and Fontainebleau. The 0.3-mile-long pond holds 6.75 million gallons of water that circulate in from the nearby Tidal Basin. The site is all gussied up after a $34 million renovation completed in 2012.

        
      

    

  

  



  



Top SightsVietnam Veterans Memorial


    
      The opposite of DC’s white, gleaming marble, the black, low-lying Vietnam memorial cuts into the earth, just as the Vietnam War cut into the national psyche. The monument shows the names of the war’s 58,272 American casualties – listed in the order they died – along a V-shaped granite wall. It’s a subtle but profound monument, where visitors leave poignant mementos, such as photos of babies and notes (‘I wish you could have met him, Dad’).

        The Reflective Design

        
          Maya Lin, a 21-year-old Yale architecture student, designed the memorial following a nationwide competition in 1981. The 'V' is comprised of two walls of polished granite that meet in the center at a 10ft peak, then taper to a height of 8in. The mirrorlike surface lets visitors see their own reflection among the names of the dead, bringing past and present together.

        
      

      
        Order of Names

        
          The wall lists soldiers’ names chronologically according to the date they died. The list starts at the monument's vertex on panel 1E on July 8, 1959. It moves day by day to the end of the eastern wall at panel 70E, then starts again at panel 70W at the western wall’s end. It returns to the vertex on May 15, 1975, where the war’s beginning and end meet in symbolic closure.

        
      

      
        Diamonds & Plus Signs

        
          A diamond next to the name indicates ‘killed, body recovered.’ A plus sign indicates ‘missing and unaccounted for.’ There are approximately 1200 of the latter. If a soldier returns alive, a circle is inscribed around the plus sign. To date, no circles appear.

        
      

      
        Nearby Sculpture

        
          In 1984 opponents of Maya Lin’s design insisted that a more traditional sculpture be added to the monument. The Three Soldiers depicts three servicemen – one white, one African American and one Latino – who seem to be gazing upon the nearby sea of names. Top SightsWashington Monument


    
      Rising up on the Mall like an exclamation point, the 555ft obelisk embodies the awe and respect the nation felt for George Washington, the USA's first president and founding father. The monument is DC’s loftiest structure, and by federal law no local building can reach above it. A 70-second elevator ride whisks you to the observation deck at the top for the city's best views.           Construction began in 1848, but a lack of funds during the Civil War grounded the monument at 156ft. By the time work began again in 1876, the quarry that provided the original marble had dried up. Contractors had to go elsewhere for the rest of the rock. Look closely for the delineation in color where the old and new marble meet about a third of the way up (the bottom is a bit lighter).

        
      

      
        Pyramid Topper

        
          In December 1884 workers heaved a 3300lb marble capstone on the monument and topped it off with a 9in pyramid of cast aluminum. At the time, aluminum was rare and expensive. Before the shiny novelty went to Washington, the designers displayed the pyramid in the window of Tiffany's in New York City.

        
      

      
        Observation Deck & Memorial Stones

        
          Inside the monument, an elevator takes you to the sky-high observation deck that provides grand city vistas. On the way back down, the elevator slows so you can glimpse some of the 195 memorial stones that decorate the shaft’s interior. Various states, cities and patriotic societies purchased them as part of the monument's initial construction. There's even one from the pope.

        
      

      
        Exhibits

        
          The Washington Monument was the world's tallest structure until the Eiffel Tower surpassed it. In August 2011 an earthquake rattled the monument causing structural damage. It took 33 months and $15 million to fix. Exhibits inside explain it all.

      The Air and Space Museum is one of the Smithsonian’s biggest crowd-pullers, drawing some seven million visitors a year. Families flock in for the mind-blowing array of rockets, jets and other contraptions – and all of it is as rousing for adults as kids.           The museum's entrance hall makes a grand impression. Walk in the Mall-side entrance and touch the moon (or at least a lunar rock that you're invited to lay fingers on). Chuck Yeager’s sound-barrier-breaking Bell X-1 and Charles Lindbergh’s transatlantic-crossing Spirit of St Louis hang from the ceiling. Nuclear missiles and rockets rise up from the floor.

        
      

      
        Milestones Renovation

        
          Alas, the Milestones hall is undergoing renovation until 2016. While it will remain open during the construction, various exhibits will be closed. The good news is that the hall will emerge bigger and better than ever, with upgraded touch-screen technology and – wait for it – a display featuring the USS Enterprise from Star Trek.

        
      

      
        1903 Wright Flyer

        
          The Wright brothers get their own gallery, and its centerpiece is the 1903 biplane they built and flew at Kitty Hawk, North Carolina in 1903. That's right: the world's first airplane is here. Also on display is a bicycle the brothers designed (they started with two-wheelers before moving on to flying machines) and, oddly, Orville's mandolin.

        
      

      
        Amelia Earhart's Plane

        
          Amelia Earhart's natty red Lockheed 5B Vega shines in the Pioneers of Flight gallery. She dubbed it her 'Little Red Bus' and in 1932 flew it solo across the Atlantic Ocean – a first for a woman. A few months later she flew it nonstop across the US, a 19-hour journey from Los Angeles to Newark, NJ, for another female first.

        
      

      
        Apollo Lunar Module

        
          It looks like it's made of tinfoil, but the Apollo Lunar Module was designed to carry astronauts to the moon. While the unit on display only flew in unmanned test missions, it's a replica of the module that Neil Armstrong and Buzz Aldrin stepped out of as the first men on the moon.

        
      

      
        Skylab Orbital Workshop

        
          Skylab was America's first space station, launched in 1973. The orbital workshop was its largest component, and was where the astronauts lived. Crews of three stayed aboard for up to three months. Walk through to see the shower, exercise bicycle and other cramped quarters. It definitely isn't a lifestyle for claustrophobes.

        
      

      
        How Things Fly Gallery

        
          On the 1st floor near the information desk, How Things Fly whooshes with interactive gadgets for young ones. Kids can find out their weight on the moon, see a wind tunnel in action and make awesome paper airplanes. This gallery also is getting a makeover and may close sporadically until 2016.

        
      

      
        Flight Simulators

        
          Thrill seekers should head to gallery 103 on the 1st floor where the Flight Simulator Zone offers two experiences. One is a badass aerial-combat trip, where participants control the action. The other is a more passive ‘ride’ aboard an F-18 or cosmic coaster. The simulators cost $7 to $8 per person.

          The Lockheed Martin IMAX Theater screens a rotating list of films throughout the day. Shows at the Albert Einstein Planetarium send viewers hurtling through space on tours of the universe.         Museum Annex

        
          Only a fraction of the museum's planes and spacecraft fit into the building on the Mall. The leftovers fill two enormous hangars at the Steven F Udvar-Hazy Center near Dulles Airport. Highlights include the Enola Gay (the B-29 that dropped the atomic bomb on Hiroshima) and Space Shuttle Discovery. The annex is 2.5 miles (about a $12 taxi ride) from Dulles.

        
      

      
        UnderstandWho was James Smithson?


        
          The Big Gift

          
            Englishman James Smithson never set foot in the USA, let alone Washington, DC. Yet in 1826 he willed $508,318 to America to create an ‘establishment for the increase and diffusion of knowledge.’ The US government promptly ignored the amazing gift.

            ‘Every whippersnapper vagabond…might think it proper to have his name distinguished in the same way,’ grumbled Senator William Preston, while Senator John C Calhoun argued it was ‘beneath American dignity to accept presents from anyone.’ Anti-British sentiment informed some of this debate: the 1814 British torching of Washington remained fresh in many American minds. Finally, in 1846, Congress accepted the money and began constructing the Smithsonian Institution.

          
        

        
          Mysterious Motive

          
            So who was Smithson? A mineralogist by trade and shrewd investor by evidence (his donation was a fortune for its time), he was well educated and wealthy by any measure. But his motivations for bequeathing so much money to the USA, as opposed to his native Britain, remain a mystery. Some say he was an antimonarchist who took a particular shine to the American Republic. He may have just loved learning; to quote Smithson, ‘Every man is a valuable member of society who by his observations, researches, and experiments procures knowledge for men.’ Today Smithson is entombed in the Smithsonian Castle on the Mall. His coffin incorrectly states he died at 75; he was 64.

          
        

        
          The Smithsonian Today

          
            His gift morphed into a vast vault of treasures. The Smithsonian holds approximately 140 million artworks, scientific specimens, artifacts and other objects, of which only 1% are on display at any given time. The collection sprawls across 19 museums – 10 on the Mall, and most of the others quite nearby. The Smithsonian also operates the National Zoo. There is no entry fee for any of the venues. They're all free, always.

            The institution needs (and is receiving) some expensive upkeep, and it continues to expand. It has been suggested the museums start charging for admission to help with such costs, but the powers that be won’t hear of it. They argue fees would hinder Smithson’s original goal to spread knowledge.

Suffragists, veterans, peaceniks, civil-rights activists, sharecroppers and million-mom marchers, among many other groups, have all staged political rallies on the Mall over the years.

        
        
          Key Events in History

          
            
              ABonus Army (1932) – WWI veterans, left unemployed by the Great Depression, petitioned the government for an early payment of promised bonuses for their wartime service. As many as 10,000 veterans settled in for an extended protest, pitching tents on the Mall and the Capitol lawn. President Hoover dispatched Douglas MacArthur to evict the 'Bonus Army'; the eviction's violence helped cement Hoover's reputation as an uncaring president.

              A'I Have a Dream' (1963) – At the zenith of the Civil Rights movement, Reverend Martin Luther King's stirring speech, delivered from the steps of the Lincoln Memorial to 200,000 supporters, remains a high point in the struggle for racial equality.

              AAntiwar Protests (1971) – In April 1971, an estimated 500,000 Vietnam veterans and students gathered on the Mall to oppose continued hostilities. Several thousand arrests were made.

              AAIDS Memorial Quilt (1996) – Gay and lesbian activists drew more than 300,000 supporters in a show of solidarity for equal rights under the law and to display the ever-growing AIDS quilt, which covered the eastern flank of the Mall from the Capitol to the Washington Monument.

              AMillion-Mom March (2000) – A half-million people convened on the Mall on Mother's Day to draw attention to handgun violence and to demand that Congress pass stricter gun-ownership laws.

              ABring Them Home Now Tour (2005) – Led by families who lost loved ones in the war, this gathering of more than 100,000 protesters demanded the withdrawal of American soldiers from Iraq.

              ABarack Obama Inaugurations (2009 and 2013) – While not a protest, Obama's first swearing in as president is believed to be the largest public gathering in DC history. Roughly 1.8 million people packed the Mall for the occasion. His second inauguration drew around one million people.

      The most striking thing about the White House is how much it feels like a house. A 55,000-sq-ft house, but still a real one where a family lives. If you're lucky enough to get inside on a public tour, you'll see several rooms in the main residence, each rich in presidential lore: this is where Thomas Jefferson ate and this is where Abe Lincoln's coffin stood… The walk-through is self-guided and takes about half an hour.

          These two rooms are across from the Library. The Vermeil Room contains gilded silver objects dating back as far as the 1700s, as well as portraits of recent first ladies.         UnderstandHistory of the White House


        
          The President's Palace, as it was once known, was built between 1792 and 1800. Legend has it that after the British burned the building in the War of 1812, the house was restored and painted white to cover the smoke marks, and people began to call it the White House. That's not true – it had been white almost from the get-go – but it makes a nice story.

          
            Personal Touches
          

          Presidents have customized the property over time. Franklin Roosevelt added a pool; Truman gutted the whole place (and simply discarded many of its historical features – today’s rooms are replicas); Jacqueline Kennedy brought back antique furnishings and historic details; Nixon added a bowling alley; Carter installed solar roof panels, which Reagan then removed; Clinton added a jogging track; and George W Bush included a T-ball field.

          Photography is forbidden inside the White House, so you'll have to snap pictures from outside. Cars aren't allowed to pass the building on Pennsylvania Ave, clearing the area for posing school groups and round-the-clock peace activists. You can get good photos across the North Lawn from here. Or move to E St NW and take pictures across the South Lawn. Recognize the view? It's commonly used as the backdrop to TV news reports.

          Where North Meets South

          
            Following the Revolutionary War, the fledgling US Congress set up a temporary capital in Philadelphia while searching for a permanent home. The Constitution, ratified in 1788, specified that a federal territory, no greater than 10 sq miles, should be established for the nation's capital. Northerners and Southerners both wanted the capital in their territory, and archrivals Thomas Jefferson (a Virginian) and Alexander Hamilton (a New Yorker) struck a compromise, agreeing to construct a new city on the border between North and South. The precise location was left up to the newly inaugurated President George Washington.

            Washington chose a site some 20 miles from his own Mount Vernon estate – a place he loved and knew well. The site on the Potomac proved a strategic location for commerce and river traffic, and was politically pleasing to both Northern and Southern concerns. Maryland and Virginia agreed to cede land to the new capital.

          
        

        
          A Territory is Born

          
            Over drinks at a Georgetown tavern, Washington persuaded local landowners to sell their holdings to the government for $66 an acre. In 1791 surveyors mapped out a diamond-shaped territory that spanned the Potomac and Anacostia Rivers. Its four corners were at the cardinal points of the compass. Pierre Charles L'Enfant, a French officer in the Revolutionary War, sketched plans for a grand European-style capital of monumental buildings and majestic boulevards. It was named the 'Territory of Columbia' (to honor Christopher Columbus), while the federal city within would be called 'the city of Washington.'

          
        

        
          Build & Rebuild

          
            In 1793, construction began on the President's House and the Capitol. In 1800, John Adams became the first president to occupy the mansion, and Congress convened in Washington for the first time. The new plan was going swimmingly until the War of 1812, when the British torched the city.

            DC was slow to recover. A congressional initiative to abandon the dispirited capital lost by just nine votes.       Probably the most famous landmark in the country, the Capitol is where the legislative branch of American government – ie Congress – does its law-making. The lower House of Representatives (435 members) and upper Senate (100 members) meet respectively in the south and north wings of the building.           The Capitol's centerpiece is the magnificent rotunda (the area under the dome). It's 96ft in diameter and 180ft high. A Constantino Brumidi frieze around the rim replays more than 400 years of American history. Look up into the dome's eye for the Apotheosis of Washington, an allegorical fresco by Brumidi. Alas, the dome is getting a face-lift until early 2017, so parts of it are obscured.

      For a deep understanding of the Holocaust – its victims, perpetrators and bystanders – this harrowing museum is a must-see. The main exhibit gives visitors the identity card of a single Holocaust victim, whose story gets revealed as you take a winding route into a hellish past marked by ghettos, railcars and death camps. For them it was symbolic, the only thing the Nazis couldn’t control.

        
      

      
        Nazi Assault

        
          The permanent exhibit presents the Holocaust’s history chronologically in galleries spanning three levels. It starts on the 4th floor, which is titled ‘Nazi Assault’ and covers the period between 1933 and 1939. Watch propaganda videos of Hitler, Goebbels and others, and learn how the Nazis used modern techniques such as video to craft their message to sway citizens.

        
      

      
        Final Solution & Last Chapter

        
          The 3rd floor is ‘The Final Solution,’ covering the period between 1940 and 1945. Here you’ll see a railcar used to transport people to the camps, a wooden bunk bed from Auschwitz and a scale model of Crematorium II at Auschwitz. The 2nd floor is the ‘Last Chapter,’ where old film footage shows the camps’ liberation, and videos illuminate individual survivors telling their stories.

        
      

      
        Hall of Remembrance & Wexner Center

        UnderstandSlave to Statesman: Frederick Douglass


        
          Born Frederick Augustus Washington Bailey in 1818 on a slave plantation along Maryland's Eastern Shore, Frederick Douglass was one of the country's most influential and outstanding black 19th-century leaders.

          In 1838, at 20 years old, he escaped wretched treatment at the hands of Maryland planters and established himself as a freeman in New Bedford, Massachusetts, eventually working for abolitionist William Lloyd Garrison's antislavery paper, the Liberator. His years as a slave led Douglass to a profound personal truth: 'Men are whipped oftenist who are whipped easiest.' After his escape, he took his new last name from a character in the Sir Walter Scott book The Lady of the Lake. Largely self-educated, Douglass had a natural gift for eloquence. In 1841 he won the admiration of New England abolitionists with an impromptu speech at an antislavery convention, introducing himself as 'a recent graduate from the institution of slavery,' with his 'diploma' (ie whip marks on his back).

        
        
          Crusader & Underground Railroad Conductor

          
            Douglass' effectiveness so angered proslavery forces that his supporters urged him to flee to England to escape seizure and punishment under the Fugitive Slave Law. He followed their advice and kept lecturing in England until admirers contributed enough money ($710.96) to enable him to purchase his freedom and return home in 1847.

            Douglass then became the self-proclaimed 'station master and conductor' of the Underground Railroad in Rochester, NY, working with other famed abolitionists such as Harriet Tubman and John Brown. In 1860, Douglass campaigned for Abraham Lincoln, and when the Civil War broke out, helped raise two regiments of black soldiers – the Massachusetts 54th and 55th – to fight for the Union.

          
        

        
          Postwar Leader

          
            After the war, Douglass went to Washington to support the 13th, 14th and 15th Constitutional Amendments, which abolished slavery, granted citizenship to former slaves and guaranteed citizens the right to vote.

            In 1895, Douglass died at his Anacostia home, Cedar Hill, now the Frederick Douglass National Historic Site. The hilltop residence sits just across the Anacostia River, about 2 miles southeast of Nationals Park.

          The star documents are laid out in chronological order from left to right in the rotunda. Don’t expect to linger over any of them – guards make you keep moving. First up is the Declaration (1776). It's in pretty good shape considering it has moved around so often, including evacuations to Virginia during the War of 1812 and to Fort Knox, KY, during WWII.

        
      

      
        Constitution & Bill of Rights

        
          Next up is the Constitution (1787). A clerk named Jacob Shallus set quill to parchment and penned the document's 4543 words in two days. He was paid $30. Editors in the group can try to spot the spelling error (hint: look at the list of signatories, at the word that starts with ‘p’ and ends with ‘sylvania’). The Bill of Rights (1789) unfurls in the next display case.

        
      

      
        Public Vaults

        
          After the rotunda, head through the hall to the Public Vaults. Browse George Washington's handwritten letters and Abraham Lincoln's wartime telegrams. There’s a nifty piece of paperwork from Charles ‘Pa’ Ingalls (of Little House on the Prairie fame) showing his grant application for 154 acres in the Dakota Territory.           A 1297 version of the Magna Carta is on view in the Rubenstein Gallery. It inspired America's founding fathers with its assertion of individual rights and protections against a tyrannical ruler.       If you only visit one art museum in DC, make it the Reynolds Center for American Art & Portraiture, which combines the National Portrait Gallery and the American Art Museum.         A Murderous Plan

        
          In 1865, just days after the Confederate Army surrendered, President Abraham Lincoln was gunned down in cold blood.

          John Wilkes Booth – Marylander, famous actor and die-hard believer in the Confederate cause – had long harbored ambitions to bring the US leadership to its knees. On April 14, when he stopped by Ford's Theatre to retrieve his mail, he learned the president would be attending a play there that evening. Booth decided to strike.

          He met with his coconspirators and hatched a plan: Lewis Powell would kill Secretary of State William Seward at his home, while George Atzerodt killed Vice President Andrew Johnson at his residence and Booth struck Lincoln – all would happen simultaneously around 10pm. As it turns out, only Booth succeeded in his mission.

        
      

      
        Assassination & Getaway

        
          That night, as Booth strolled up to Lincoln's box, no one questioned him, as he was a well-known actor at Ford's. He crept inside and barricaded the outer door behind him (Lincoln's bodyguard had headed to a nearby pub at intermission and never returned). Booth knew the play well, and waited to act until he heard the funniest line of the play – '…you sockdologizing old man-trap!' As the audience erupted in laughter, Booth crept behind Lincoln and shot him in the head.

          The president's lifeless body slumped forward. Mary Lincoln screamed and Major Henry Rathbone, also in Lincoln's box, tried to seize the assassin. Booth stabbed him and leaped onto the stage, but his foot became tangled in the flag decorating the box; he landed badly, fracturing his leg. Booth stumbled to his feet and held the bloody dagger aloft, saying 'Sic semper tyrannis!' ('Thus to all tyrants!'). He fled the theater, mounted his waiting horse and galloped off to meet his coconspirators.

          Lincoln never regained consciousness. He was carried across the street to the Petersen House, where he died early the next morning. In a massive manhunt, Booth was pursued and shot to death 12 days later. His coconspirators were also discovered, brought to trial and executed on July 7.

        This is a hit parade of DC's most celebrated sights. They huddle around the National Mall – ‘America’s front yard’ – the 2-mile-long strip of grass between the Capitol and Lincoln Memorial. Iconic monuments dot the grounds to the west, hulking Smithsonian museums to the east, and at the northern edge the White House. Start early, especially in summer, to avoid the crowds and the heat.

He lived there less than two years, not because he was spooked by bizarre architecture, but because his political fortunes changed.

        
      

      
        2 Indonesian Embassy

        
          The Walsh-McLean House at No 2020 is now the Indonesian Embassy. Gold-mining magnate Thomas Walsh commissioned the home in 1903. He embedded in the foundation a gold nugget, which has never been found.

        
      

      
        3 Anderson House

        
          Continue up Massachusetts Ave to No 2118 and the grand Anderson House, base of the Society of the Cincinnati, a patriotic group that educates the public about the Revolutionary War. It's one of the few homes you can go inside. The gilded ballrooms, chandeliers, tapestries and sweeping staircases drop the jaw.

          The Luxembourg Embassy at No 2200 is another showstopper. Congressman Alexander Stewart built the home in 1909 in the grand court style of Louis XIV. In 1941 the Grand Duchess of Luxembourg bought it and lived there in exile during WWII.

        
      

      
        5 Sheridan Circle

        
          Soon you'll approach Sheridan Circle, centered on Gutzon Borglum’s equestrian statue of Civil War General Philip Sheridan. Borglum later sculpted Mt Rushmore.

        
      

      
        6 Turkish Ambassador’s Residence

        
          Edward Everett, inventor of the grooved bottle cap, built what is now the Turkish Ambassador’s Residence, on the corner of Sheridan Circle and 23rd St. George Oakley Totten designed the building, which has some Ottoman influences. Totten was the official architect of the Ottoman Sultan Abdul Hamid II.

        
      

      
        7 Croatian Embassy

        
          At No 2343 Massachusetts Ave, a cross-legged sculpture of St Jerome dreams over his book. The masterpiece is the work of renowned Croatian sculptor Ivan Meštrović; appropriately, it fronts the Croatian Embassy.

        
      

      
        8 Spanish Steps

        
          Detour east on Decatur Pl to 22nd St. The rise up to S St NW was too steep, so city planners constructed a delightful pedestrian staircase, dubbed the Spanish Steps for its resemblance to Rome’s Piazza di Spagna.               AThose who need a visa – ie anyone staying longer than 90 days, or from a non-VWP country – should apply at the US consulate in their home country.
