                This dome changed the history of architecture. In a wholly original manner, they applied a circular plan on top of a rectangular plan; the cupola resting on four triangular pendentives implements the transition from the dome’s circular base to the rectangular base below. For almost a thousand years there was no building better than this. To exceed the Aya Sofya was the dream of all architects and engineers, their inspiration to build higher domes and larger churches.
            

            
                2 APSE
            

            
                The beautiful mosaic in the apse of Child Jesus in the lap of his mother, Mary, is flanked by Arabic inscriptions relating to Allah and Mohammed. It’s amazing to find two religions together, and to see this kind of composition in a 99% Muslim country.
            

            
                3 DEESIS (LAST JUDGEMENT) MOSAIC
            

            
                This scene in the south gallery upstairs has some interesting features, such as the way Mary and John the Baptist are depicted. Their emotions are clearly visible, which is very unusual for the 12th century, especially before the Renaissance. Maybe the artists of Constantinople were about to start their own Renaissance, but alas, the Ottomans arrived! Indeed, early Renaissance art has a considerable amount of Byzantine influence.
            

            
                4 OMPHALION (CORONATIONS AREA)
            

            
                The church was not simply a place of worship, and many important ceremonies happened here: on this ornate floor, Byzantine emperors were crowned. It’s a unique section of flooring, composed of circles of granite, red and green porphyry and verd antique (serpentine) in a technique called

                (cutting thin sections of coloured stone to make elaborate inlaid floors). 

            
                5 ‘PRESENTATION’ MOSAIC

The Harem remained largely secret despite the interest of the outside world, and once you step into the labyrinthine corridors of this amazing structure, you will find yourself in an unknown world full of stories. Just imagine that, once upon a time, between the silent walls of this extraordinary building, the sounds of laughter and tears of concubines, eunuchs and sultans were heard.

            inside, lit by 260 windows, give the Sultan Ahmet Camii its unofficial name. On busy days, you may prefer to admire the facade without joining the long queue.

            To reach the famous Grand Bazaar (Kapalı Çarşı), catch the tram two stops from Sultanahmet to Beyazıt-Kapalı Çarsı, or wander through the backstreets from the Hippodrome to Divan Yolu (Ordu) Caddesi, the thoroughfare leading west. En route, you can’t miss the tall column known as 
                Çemberlitaş
            
            , erected to celebrate the dedication of Constantinople as capital of the Roman Empire in AD 330. Wander the bazaar’s colourful maze of stalls, checking out the prices, and then prepare to drink some çay and haggle.             The Bosphorus strait, between the Black and Marmara Seas, divides Europe from Asia and Anatolia. On its western shore, European İstanbul is further divided by the Golden Horn (Haliç) into the Old City (aka the Historical Peninsula) and the New City.
        

        
            At the tip of the Historical Peninsula is Sultanahmet, the centre of İstanbul’s Unesco-designated World Heritage Site, where you’ll find most of the city’s famous monuments. Over Galata Bridge (Galata Köprüsü) on the northern side of the Golden Horn is Beyoğlu.

The mosque’s wonderfully curvaceous exterior features a cascade of domes, six slender minarets, and the biggest courtyard of all of Ottoman mosques.             The mosque’s architect, Sedefhar Mehmet Ağa, managed to orchestrate the sort of visual wham-bam effect with the mosque’s exterior that Aya Sofya achieved with its interior. The interior has a similarly grand scale, with İznik tiles in the tens of thousands, 260 windows and huge central prayer space. In the courtyard, which is the same size as the interior, you’ll appreciate the building’s perfect proportions.
        

        
            Admission is controlled so as to preserve the mosque’s sacred atmosphere. Tourists must use the north door (follow the signs).

            Designed to service the Great Palace and surrounding buildings, the cistern was able to store up to 80,000 cu metres of water delivered via 20km of aqueducts from a reservoir near the Black Sea, but was closed when the Byzantine emperors relocated from the Great Palace. Forgotten by the city authorities some time before the Conquest, it was rediscovered in 1545.

            has a collection of pre-Islamic items collected from the expanse of the Ottoman Empire.



            On the opposite side of the courtyard is the

                    As you enter and walk into the inner narthex, look up to see a brilliant mosaic of 
                        Christ as Pantocrator (Ruler of All)

                    At the top of the switchback ramp at the northern end of the inner narthex, a large circle of green marble marks the spot where the throne of the empress once stood. In the upstairs galleries, look out for the Byzantine mosaics depicting the emperors and empresses with Christ and Mary.
                

                
                    Exit through the magnificent bronze Beautiful Gate (2nd century BC). Just before you exit the building, a doorway on the left leads into a small courtyard, which was part of a 6th-century baptistry – converted in the 17th century to a tomb for two sultans.

            (balconies) are said to symbolise that Süleyman was the fourth Osmanlı sultan to rule the city and the 10th sultan after the establishment of the empire.

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            In the garden behind the mosque is a terrace offering lovely views. Inside, the building is breathtaking in its size and pleasing in its simplicity. Sinan incorporated the four buttresses into the walls; the result is wonderfully ‘transparent’ (open and airy) and reminiscent of the Aya Sofya, with a dome nearly as large as the Byzantine basilica’s.

The Dormitory of the Expeditionary Force houses imperial robes, talismanic shirts, kaftans and uniforms worked in silver and gold thread. The Sacred Safekeeping Rooms house relics of the Prophet, and sultans’ portraits hang in the Dormitory of the Privy Chamber. On the court’s eastern edge, the

                    features an incredible collection of objects made from or decorated with gold, silver, rubies, emeralds, jade, pearls and diamonds. The most famous is the Topkapı Dagger. Be sure to admire the Bosphorus views from the terrace.

            The mosque is not at street level. There’s a set of stairs on Hasırcılar Caddesi and another on the small street running right (north) off Hasırcılar Caddesi towards the Golden Horn. The preponderance of tiles was Rüstem Paşa’s way of signalling his wealth and influence, İznik tiles being particularly expensive and desirable.

            The suburb of Beyoğlu, rising from the shoreline north of Galata Bridge, was known in the mid-19th century as Pera and acknowledged as the ‘European’ quarter. After the republic was formed, embassies moved to Ankara and the grand buildings crumbled. However, the ’90s brought about a rebirth and Beyoğlu is once again the heart of modern İstanbul.
        

        
            The best way to see this side of town is to explore by foot. From Sultanahmet, catch the tram to Kabataş and the connecting funicular up to Taksim Meydanı. Then work your way down İstiklal Caddesi, exploring its many side streets. At the foot of the boulevard is Tünel Meydanı; follow Galipdede Caddesi downhill and you will be able to explore the historic Galata neighbourhood before walking across Galata Bridge to Eminönü.

However, there are Byzantine buildings still standing, and remnants of the Bucoleon Palace, Magnaura Palace and Great Palace of Byzantium are intermittently uncovered. The latter, built by Constantine the Great soon after he founded Constantinople in AD 324, once had hundreds of buildings, stretching from the Hippodrome to the Aya Sofya and down the slope.             İstanbul is no more nor less safe a city than any large metropolis, but there are a few dangers worth highlighting:
        

        
            Some İstanbullus drive like rally drivers, and there is no such thing as a generally acknowledged right of way for pedestrians. 

        
            Bag-snatchings and muggings occasionally occur on Beyoğlu’s side streets. 

        
            There has been a recent police crackdown on gay venues in the city, especially hamams and saunas. Many have closed but those that remain open are in constant danger of being raided by police for ‘morality’ reasons.
        

        
            Males travelling alone or in pairs should be wary of being adopted by a friendly local who is keen to take them to a club for a few drinks. Many such encounters end up at 
                pavyons
            
            , sleazy nightclubs run by the mafia where a drink or two with a female hostess will end up costing hundreds – sometimes thousands – of euros. If you don’t pay up, the consequences can be violent.

            There’s a smaller bus station on the Asian shore of the Bosphorus at Harem.             Turkey’s northern Aegean is a dramatic setting for some key historic sights. North of İzmir – a buzzing, Eurocentric metropolis with an
            attractive 
                kordon
             
            (seafront) – the hilltop ruins of Bergama and Behramkale are breathtaking sites of antiquity. All around is wild countryside and refreshingly undeveloped coastline, with quiet Ege Deniz (Aegean Sea) beaches. Supplement sunbathing with diving in Ayvalık, windsurfing in Alaçatı and cruises to islands and bays.

The Greek influence in this region is in-escapable. Many towns experienced the great population exchange of the 1920s, and in places like Ayvalık and Bozcaada island, the architecture, music and food seem like bittersweet echoes from across the horizon.

The beautiful, pine-strewn Gallipoli (Gelibolu) Peninsula, site of bloody WWI battles, is a hushed and poignant area. On the Anatolian side of the Dardanelles, Antipodean pilgrims and Turkish students give Çanakkale’s nightspots a lively feel.

                This is where the first Anzac soldiers landed on 
                25 April 1915, where the first shot was fired on that day and where the first Turkish soldier died. Eight months later, the Anzacs left from here as the campaign ended. It is where the Anzac legend was born, and where history was made.

            
                2 W BEACH
            

            
                Little-visited W Beach, 1.5km west of Seddülbahr, was one of the main British landing beaches – famous for the ‘six VCs before breakfast’; ie six Victoria Crosses awarded to the Lancashire Fusiliers. It became the main British base, and remains of British-built piers; small boat wrecks, tunnels and trenches can be seen in the area.
            

            
                3 CHUNUK BAIR
            

            
                This hill was one of the Allies’ main objectives in April 1915. You can see the Dardanelles (and the northern battlefields) from Chunuk Bair, so whoever held it could control the strait. The New Zealand Wellington Infantry Battalion captured and held it for 36 hours, losing over 90% of their men. Turkish soldiers under Mustafa Kemal finally defeated the British reinforcements and recaptured the hill, bringing victory to the Ottoman Empire.
            

            
                4 THE NEW ZEALAND WALK
            

            
                This walking trail starts from a fire trail 75m south of the Chunuk Bair New Zealand Memorial, and descends Rhododendron Ridge and the lower slopes of hills including the Tabletop to the New Zealand Number 2 Outpost. New Zealand soldiers took this route to Chunuk Bair, and later wounded troops retreated down here to the beach. It is sometimes steep and easier to go down than up.

                This museum, 6km north of Anzac Cove, displays relics from the battles, found by the Gündoğan family on their land.

                Remains discovered in the citadel (
                 Click here 
                ) date back millennia, but the first important buildings built here were the Temple of Athena and the 10,000-seat theatre. The city walls reached their largest size during the reign of Eumenes II (197–159 BC), who also built the Altar of Zeus, the library with 200,000 books and the Great Palace. In the Middle City were sacred areas dedicated to the goddesses Hera and Demeter, the Asclepius temple of healing, gymnasiums and the water supply. Another significant ruin is the Temple of Trajan, built by the Roman emperors Trajan and Hadrian.
            

            
                2 ASCLEPION
            

            
                With galleries, a 3500-seat theatre, a cult prayer room, a library and Asclepius temple, the Asclepion (
                 Click here 
                ) was an important health centre during the Roman period. The treatments here included psychotherapy, physical therapy, drinking sacred water, fasting, water and mud baths, oils and creams, and eating healthy vegetables.
            

            
                3 RED BASILICA
            

            
                Owing to the importance of Egyptian gods in the Roman Empire, Hadrian built this temple to Serapis and Isis. During the early Byzantine period, additions were made and the temple became one of Anatolia’s first churches.
            

            
                4 OLD TOWN
            

            
                Hundreds of 160- to 180-year-old Ottoman and Greek stone houses stand on the narrow streets of Bergama old town (
                 Click here 
                ). Greek, Jewish, Muslim and Armenian communities lived side by side here during the Ottoman Empire, and there are old churches, mosques and a synagogue, as well as three old bridges.
            

            
                5 ÇUKUR HAN
            

            
                This 14th-century caravanserai (Barbaros Mahallesi) 
                in the historic Ottoman bazaar is Bergama’s only well-preserved caravanserai. Its 28 rooms provided accommodation for traders who came from other places with goods and animals. The lower floor was a depot, barn and workplace, while the traders ate and slept upstairs.

            For a millennium, the slender peninsula that forms the northwestern side of the Dardanelles has been the key to İstanbul: any navy that could break through the strait had a good chance of capturing the capital of the Eastern European world. Many fleets have tried to force open the strait, but most, including the mighty Allied fleet mustered in WWI, have failed.
        

        
            Today the Gallipoli battlefields are peaceful places, covered in brush and pine forests. But the battles fought here nearly a century ago are still alive in the memories of many, both Turkish and foreign, and especially among Australians and New Zealanders, who view the peninsula as a place of pilgrimage. The Turkish officer responsible for the defence
            of Gallipoli was Mustafa
            Kemal – the future Atatürk –
            and the Turkish victory is commemorated in Turkey on 18 March. 

        
            On Anzac Day (25 April), a dawn service marks the anniversary of the Allied landings, attracting thousands of travellers from Down Under and beyond. In recent years an increasing number of Turkish visitors are being bussed in by municipal councils to better understand the Turkish side of the story.

            Unless you have some knowledge of the history, a guided tour is by far the best way to experience the peninsula. The recommended tour providers generally offer five- or six-hour afternoon tours of the northern peninsula, including transport, guide and picnic lunch (typically "60/90 from Eceabat/Çanakkale). Condensed tours from İstanbul are often exhausting, as they involve visiting the battlefields straight after a five-hour bus ride.

                Chunuk Bair New Zealand Cemetery and Memorial
             (Conkbayırı Yeni Zelanda Mezarlığı ve Anıtı) 
            is located at what was the first objective of the Allied landing in April 1915. As the Anzac troops made their way up the scrub-covered slopes, Mustafa Kemal brought up the 57th Infantry Regiment. The 57th was wiped out, but held the line and inflicted equally heavy casualties on Anzac forces below. Later, Chunuk Bair was at the heart of the struggle for the peninsula from 6 to 10 August 1915, when some 30,000 men died on this ridge.

            Pergamum’s centre came to the fore under Galen (AD 131–210), the physician to Pergamum’s gladiators, who was recognised as perhaps the greatest early physician. Under Galen’s influence, the medical school here became renowned. His work was the basis for Western medicine well into the 16th century.
        

        
            The Asclepion is 2km uphill from the town centre as the crow flies (but it’s a winding road), signposted from Cumhuriyet Caddesi north of the tourist office. Soft drinks are available from the stalls by the car park, albeit at a premium.
        

        
            A Roman bazaar street, once lined with shops, leads from the entrance to the centre, where you’ll see the base of a column carved with snakes, the symbol of Asclepios (Aesculapius), god of medicine.             In his Revelation, St John the Divine wrote that this was one of the seven churches of the Apocalypse, singling it out as the throne of the devil. Look for a hole in the podium in the centre, which allowed a priest to hide and appear to speak through the 10m-high cult statue. The building is so big that the Christians didn’t convert it into a church but built a basilica inside it.             In summer, the coast’s population swells as millions of tourists descend on Kuşadası, Marmaris and, especially, Bodrum, the most glamorous of all Anatolia’s seaside getaways. Yet despite the nonstop partying, this whitewashed town somehow preserves an air of refinement, while new boutique hotels and elegant eateries keep springing up, both here and in the exclusive (but easily visited) coastal villages of the Bodrum Peninsula.
        

        
        
            All of the commotion aside, it’s still possible to experience the elemental pleasures of rugged terrain, village life and spectacular Aegean views on the more remote Datça and Bozburun Peninsulas. The coast is most peaceful in spring or fall (when prices drop, too).

                This library is both a cultural building and a funerary monument. After the death of Celsus Polemaeanus, who had been appointed governor of Ephesus, his son erected the magnificent reading room over his tomb. The facade has a converse curve, which increases its monumental appearance – an effect that was previously thought to have existed only in Greek architecture.
            

            
                2 TERRACED HOUSES
            

            
                This affluent district (
                 Click here 
                ) enjoyed its peak between the 2nd and 4th centuries AD. Wealthy citizens and priests of noble lineage occupied the one-storey houses, which had spacious rooms grouped around an open-air courtyard. The Ephesus Museum in Selçuk has a collection of murals, furniture and utensils from the houses.
            

            
                3 GREAT THEATRE
            

            
                This theatre (
                 Click here 
                ), built against the slope of Mt Panayır, was one of the Aegean’s largest, measuring 60m from the stage to the top of the galleries. The auditorium held 24,000 spectators, with another thousand in the vaulted galleries, and the stage facade was adorned with niches, columns, reliefs and statues.
            

            
                4 ROMAN BOURSE
            

            
                The Byzantine Church of the Virgin Mary, previously a Roman commercial building, housed the Third Ecumenical Council, where Nestorius, founder of the school of Antioch and the Patriarchate of Istanbul, put forward a view opposing the divine nature of Christ and regarding Mary as the mother of a human being. The Alexandrian school supported the traditional view that Mary was the mother of God, and Nestorius was exiled. Reverence for the Virgin Mary increased in Ephesus, which became a Christian centre.
            

            
                5 TEMPLE OF SERAPIS
            

            
                This 2nd-century temple, dedicated to the Egyptian god Serapis, is evidence of the atmosphere of religious tolerance in cosmopolitan Ephesus. The marble Corinthian temple is remarkable for the size of its monolithic columns. Some of the huge blocks weigh over 50 tonnes.

                1 CASTLE OF ST PETER
            

            
                Pride of Bodrum, the castle (
                 Click here 
                ) was completed by the Crusaders and additions made in the 15th century. It survives in good condition, overlooking modern Bodrum, and now includes the Museum of Underwater Archaeology (a world first) and some wonderful cafes. The best views of Bodrum are from the top of the castle. The annual International Bodrum Ballet Festival, which takes place here in late August and early September, is a cultural highlight. 

            
                2 ANCIENT THEATRE 


            
                Overlooking Bodrum, this antique Roman theatre (Kıbrıs Şehitler Caddesi) 
                is just a few hundred metres from the town centre. It sports great views at sunset. In the summer, various arts, music and dance performances take place here.

            
                3 MARINA YACHT CLUB 

            
                This venue (Neyzen Tevfik Caddesi 5;

                has become one of Bodrum’s favourite nightspots. Beautifully fitted out, it boasts three restaurants: one serving international cuisine; the Italian bistro, a welcome addition to the Bodrum scene; and upstairs – the best of the lot – outstanding views of the harbour are coupled with superbly presented food.                 Alexander the Great conquered Bodrum after destroying the town’s 4th-century 7km-long walls. Named Myndos Gate (Turgutreis Caddesi)
                because of its western position on the road to Myndos (modern-day Gümüşlük), this is the only surviving gate in the town. Its excavation and restoration were completed fairly recently. The nearby tombs, mosaics and other ruins are also interesting.

Miletus Museum exhibits exquisite gold pendants, necklaces and rings from ancient tombs.

            As capital of Roman Asia Minor, Ephesus was a vibrant city of over 250,000 inhabitants. Counting traders, sailors and pilgrims to the Temple of Artemis, these numbers were even higher, meaning that in Ephesus one could encounter the full diversity of the Mediterranean world and its peoples. So important and wealthy was Ephesus that its Temple of Artemis (in present-day Selçuk) was the biggest on earth, and one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World.

                    The road from Mary’s House to Ephesus passes a turn-off to this cave, where seven persecuted Christians legendarily slumbered for centuries, awaking to find churches in previously pagan Ephesus. The area became a Byzantine pilgrimage site, and the necropolis has many rock-carved graves. Walk 200m from the car park (1.5km from Ephesus) to see the tombs, following the hill path. Although the grotto itself is fenced off, a large hole in the fence allows entry.

            The Prytaneum also hosted the 
                Temple of Hestia Boulaea
            
            , where the city’s eternal flame was tended to by vestal virgins, and was fronted by a giant Artemis statue. The fertility goddess was carved with huge breasts and welcoming arms.
        

        
            A side street called the Sacred Street led to Ephesus’ 
                Asclepion
             
            (hospital). Protected by the god Asclepius and his daughter Hygieia, doctors used the Asclepian snake symbol, often etched into the stone.

        
            The ruined 
                Temple of Domitian
             
            was built when the unpopular ruler, who persecuted Christians, demanded a temple in his honour. It was demolished when he died.

            This was Ephesus’ main thoroughfare, ringed by statuary, great buildings, and rows of shops selling incense, silk and other goods.
        

        
            Halfway down, the honorary 
                Trajan Fountain
             (Curetes Way) 
            was originally fronted by a huge statue of the great emperor, grasping a pennant and standing on a globe.

        
            The 
                men’s latrines
            
            , a square structure, has toilet ‘seats’ along the back walls. Although wealthy men would have had private home bathrooms, they’d also use the public toilets; some even paid a membership fee to claim a specific seat.
        

        
            Further down are the 
                brothel
             
            ruins. Some experts believe that visiting sailors and merchants simply used it as a guesthouse and bath, which of course would not necessarily exclude prostitution services.

The colourful mosaics, painted frescoes and marbles provide breathtaking insight into the lost world of Ephesus and its aristocracy.

                This magnificent library in Ephesus commemorates the early-2nd-century-AD governor of Asia Minor, Celsus Polemaeanus.
            

            
                Capable of holding 12,000 scrolls in its wall niches, this was the largest ancient library after Alexandria and Pergamum. The valuable texts were protected from temperature and humidity extremes by a 1m gap between the inner and outer walls.
            

            
                Facade niches hold replica statues of the Greek Virtues: Arete (Goodness), Ennoia (Thought), Episteme (Knowledge) and Sophia (Wisdom).

Add to that a surfeit of ancient ruins strewn through the aromatic scrub, pine forests, and plenty of sports and activities, and you’ve hit Mediterranean pay dirt.
        

        
        
            Dramatic ways to see this stretch of coastline include skimming through the crystal waters on a boat trip or a

            (traditional wooden yacht) cruise; and walking a section of the Lycian Way, high above what the Turks call the Akdeniz (literally, ‘White Sea’). 

        
        
            Beyond Antalya, the eastern Mediterranean coast offers a less razzle-dazzle glimpse of ‘real’ Turkey. Enormous vegetable farms and fruit orchards are worked overtime between the mountains and coastline, and here you’ll meet modern, secular and friendly locals, and see historic sights from castles to caves.

When Hadrian visited in AD 130, he entered through this triumphal arch.

                Boats depart at least daily between late April and October. The price is usually between €165 and €195 (up to €275 in midsummer). Take the usual precautions to avoid being fleeced: shop around, get recommendations, avoid touts, only deal with local agencies, don’t necessarily pick the cheapest option (the crew may skimp on food and services), check out your boat and ask to see the guest list, ignore gimmicks such as free water sports, and book well ahead year-round.

These famous underwater ruins are the result of a series of severe earthquakes in the 2nd century AD; most of what you can still see is a residential part of the ancient city of Simena. Foundations of buildings, staircases and moorings are also visible. 

                
                    It is forbidden to anchor or swim around or near the Sunken City. The closest you’ll get is on a sea-kayaking tour ("60 per person including transfers and lunch, or "90 with

                    , an isolated ancient Lycian city on the Sıçak Peninsula) run by a Kaş travel agency.
                

                
                    The easiest way to visit is on a boat tour from Kaş or Kalkan, starting with a bus ride to

                    , where you’ll board the boat. Declared off-limits to development, Üçağız is a fishing and farming village in an idyllic setting on a bay. It was ancient Teimiussa, with its own Lycian necropolis.

                    Known in Turkish as Yanartaş or ‘Burning Rock’, the Chimaera is a cluster of flames that blaze spontaneously from crevices on the rocky slopes of Mt Olympos. At night, it’s easy to see why ancient peoples attributed these extraordinary flames to the breath of a monster.
                

                
                    Gas (thought to contain methane) seeps from the earth and bursts into flame upon contact with the air. Although a flame can be extinguished by covering it, it will reignite nearby. At night the 20 or 30 flames in the main area are clearly visible at sea.
                

                
                    The best time to visit is after dinner. From Çıralı, follow the road along the hillside marked for the Chimaera until you reach a valley and walk up to a car park. From there it’s a 20- to 30-minute climb up a stepped path to the site; bring or rent a torch (flashlight). It’s a 7km walk from Olympos; most pensions will run you there ("5). Three-hour ‘Chimaera Flame Tours’ ("15) depart at 8pm from Olympos and 9pm from Çıralı.

Under the Romans, Antioch’s Christian community developed out of the already large Jewish population that was at one time led by St Paul. 

        
            Today Antakya is home to a mixture of faiths – Sunni, Alevi and Orthodox Christian – and has a cosmopolitan and civilised air. Locals call their hometown Bariş Şehri (City of Peace), and that’s just what it is.
        

        
            The Arab influence permeates local life, food and language; indeed, the city only became part of Turkey in 1939 after centuries conjoined in some form or another to Syria. Take time to stroll along the Orontes (Asi) River and through the bazaars and back lanes of this underrated jewel of the Turkish Mediterranean.
        

        
            Antioch figures in Christian history. Both Peter and Paul lived here for a few years, and almost certainly preached in the Church of St Peter, which St Luke the Evangelist, who was born in Antioch, had donated to the city’s Christian congregation.

                ) was the heart of the religious community, and you can still see the rock-carved monastery complex’s many small chapels and beautiful churches, their frescoes painted with natural dye 1000 years ago. Especially in Karanlık Kilise (Dark Church), it’s possible to see the frescoes as they must have looked centuries ago.

Also visit the Kent Tarıhı Müzesi here – it gives a good introduction to local life – and look out for the clock tower (1797). Built by grand vizier (prime minister) İzzet Mehmet Paşa, it is the oldest clock tower in Turkey.
            

            
                2 ÇARŞI
            

            
                This is the old Ottoman town, with an organic street pattern and public buildings such as mosques and hamams right on the creeks, deep in the valley, and houses on the slopes. Each street is named after the local artisans’ specialities and their functions: Semerciler (saddle makers), Yemeniciler (shoe makers), Demirciler (ironsmiths), Arasta (row of shops beside a mosque), Çarşısı (market) and so on. The small cafes were official meeting places for the artisans’ guild. Climb onto the roof of the Cinci Hanı, Safranbolu’s famous 17th-century caravanserai, for views across Çarşı’s red-tiled roofs.

                Some of Çarşı’s finest mansions have been opened as museum houses (

            As if plucked from a whimsical fairy tale and set down upon the stark Anatolian plains, Cappadocia is a geological oddity of honeycombed hills and towering phallic boulders of otherworldly beauty. Fashioned through lashings of volcanic ash, moulded by millennia of rain and river flow, this fantastical topography is equally matched by the human history here. People have long utilised the region’s soft stone, seeking shelter underground, leaving the countryside scattered with the fresco-adorned rock-cut churches of early Christians, cavernous subterranean refuges, and villages half-burrowed into the earth itself. 

        
            Cappadocia woos both outdoor enthusiasts who revel in the lunarscape and the cultured set, more likely to enjoy the panoramas from the balcony of their boutique cave-hotel with fine local wine in hand. Whatever your tastes, this region’s accordion-ridged valleys, shaded in a palette of dusky orange and cream, are an epiphany of a landscape – 
            the stuff of psychedelic daydreams.

            The full-day Ihlara Valley trip usually includes a short guided hike in the gorge, lunch and a trip to an underground city; most operators charge about "90.

Most are interconnected, so you could easily combine several in a day, especially with the help of the area’s many dolmuşes. Don’t forget a bottle of water and sunscreen. Pensions have basic maps and can recommend good routes.
        

        
            Although many of the valleys now have trailhead signposts and signage has been put up at strategic points along the paths of Güllüdere and Kızılçukur Valleys, many of the trails remain only basically marked and there’s no detailed map of the area available.             Book a dawn flight; on later-morning flights, winds can become unreliable and potentially dangerous. Transport between your hotel and the balloon launch site is included in the hefty price, as is a champagne toast.

            There’s a fair amount of hot air between the operators about who is and isn’t inexperienced, ill-equipped, underinsured and unlicensed, but be aware that hot-air ballooning can be dangerous. Check your chosen tour operator’s credentials and make sure your pilot is experienced and savvy; even if it means asking to see their licences and logbooks. Don’t pick the cheapest operator if it means they might be taking short cuts with safety or overfilling balloon baskets.
        

        
            Balloons travel with the wind, so companies can’t ensure a particular flight path on a particular day. All companies try to fly over the fairy chimneys, but sometimes (albeit rarely) the wind doesn’t allow this. Occasionally, unfavourable weather conditions mean that the pilot will cancel the flight for safety reasons; you’ll be offered a refund or a flight on the next day. Take a warm jumper or jacket; women should wear flat shoes and trousers. Most companies will not take up children aged under seven.

                During the 6th and 7th centuries, Byzantine Christians extended and enlarged Cappadocia’s network of underground cities, thought to have first been carved out by the Hittites. When Persian or Arab armies marauded through, Cappadocia’s Christians would hide in these subterranean vaults for months at a time. 

            
                Many tours visit an underground city as part of a day trip. Touring the cities is rather like tackling an assault course: narrow walkways lead into the depths of the earth, through stables with handles used to tether animals, churches with altars and baptism pools, walls with air-circulation holes, granaries with grindstones, and blackened kitchens with ovens. Be prepared for unpleasantly crowded and sometimes claustrophobic passages. Avoid visiting on weekends, which are generally busy. It’s worth having a guide: they can conjure up the details of life below ground. 

            
                The cities’ air shafts, which were disguised as wells, descend almost 100m in some cities. As new rooms were constructed, debris would be excavated into the shafts, which would then be cleared and deepened so work could begin on the next floor. 

            
                Around 37 underground cities have been opened and there are at least 100 more. It is thought that Derinkuyu and Kaymaklı housed about 10,000 and 3000 people respectively.

            Hierapolis’ paved pathways, well-trimmed hedges, flower-filled expanses and park benches are far more genteel than most Turkish archaeological sites. To see an ancient site on flat and well-maintained terrain, this is the place.
        

        
            The curvaceous mountaintop means that the city’s ruins are relatively compact, with the main sites easily accessible. The ruins evoke life in a bygone era, in which Greeks and Romans, Jews, pagans and Christians, and spa tourists peacefully coexisted.
        

        
            Hierapolis became a curative centre when founded around 190 BC by Eumenes II of Pergamum. It prospered under the Romans and Byzantines, but recurrent earthquakes eventually brought disaster, and Hierapolis was abandoned after a 1334 tremor.

Although the ridges look rough, the constant water flow keeps the ground mostly soft, even gooey in places, and the risk of slipping is greater than that of cutting your feet. (If still concerned, just leave your socks on.) To walk straight down without stops takes 30 to 45 minutes. The constant downward motion can be hard on the knees. 

            
                Although the terrace pools aren’t particularly deep, you can get fully submerged if you try. If you don’t wish to get too wet, there are plenty of dry sections leading down.             Afrodisias is largely overgrown, with many side paths passing through thickets and bramble. While this lends a certain exotic feel, it’s sensible to wear long pants and good shoes. Some Afrodisian ruins are also surrounded by brackish pools of black water, and unexpected soft patches may lurk underfoot. Try to keep upwind of the occasional tractors, from which workmen spray chemicals at the weeds.

            Amasya is a tale of two shores. On the north of the Yeşilırmak River, rows of half-timbered Ottoman houses sit squeezed together like chocolate cakes in a patisserie window. To the south, modern Turkey tries to get on with things in this narrow, rocky valley. Towering above the minarets and the 
                medreses
             
            are pockmarks of Pontic tombs, etched into the high-rise bluff and guarded by a lofty citadel. Amasya’s setting may evoke high drama, but life here unfolds as slowly as the train takes apples out of town via a mountain tunnel. In local folklore, these tunnels were dug by Ferhat, a star-crossed lover who was tragically in love with Sirin, the sister of a sultan queen.

        
            The Kingdom of Pontus once dominated a large part of Anatolia from Amasya. It later prospered under the Romans and during the Ottoman era, when it became a centre of Islamic study.

            With six neighbouring countries, it’s a culturally diverse region, predominantly Kurdish in the southeast, with small Arabic and Christian pockets and, around the Black Sea and Kaçkar Mountains (Kaçkar Dağları), Laz and Hemşin people. Indeed, the wind-whipped ruins are poignant reminders that this has long been the case: Ani was the stately Armenian capital, a Commagene king built his burial mound atop Nemrut Dağı (Mt Nemrut), and the Urartians flourished near present-day Van. 

        
        
            For some serious history, one sight far predates even Mardin’s atmospheric Mesopotamian lanes. Göbekli Tepe’s Neolithic megaliths, constructed around 9500 BC, may be the world’s first place of worship.

                1 CHURCH OF ST GREGORY
            

            
                When this Gregorian church was built, Ani was an important Silk Road business centre, with over 100,000 inhabitants and no land available, so they built it on the valley slopes. It was built in 1215 by Tigran Honentz, one of Ani’s wealthy merchants and self-styled ‘barons’. The Georgians used it as a customs office and in 1255 the Seljuks gave it to the Armenians, who added the narthex and baptism room. The interior and facade were covered in frescoes, which remain some of the region’s best preserved. Look out for the animal carvings.
            

            
                2 CONVENT OF THE VIRGINS 

            
                Tigran Honentz also built this chapel, which is the next church you see perching dramatically above the Arpa Çay gorge. Nearby is a ruined Silk Road bridge; both are off limits but you get good views from the Menüçer Camii.
            

            
                3 CATHEDRAL
            

            
                Byzantine Orthodox missionaries built the imposing cathedral, Ani’s largest building and a world-famous structure, for the Armenians. Begun in 989, it is the work of the celebrated medieval architect Trdat, who restored the dome of İstanbul’s Aya Sofya. When the Seljuks took Ani in 1064, they converted and renamed the building Fethiye Camii (Victory Mosque), before building Menüçer Camii and returning the cathedral to the Armenians.
            

            
                4 MENÜÇER CAMII 

            
                This is Anatolia’s earliest Turkish mosque, built by the Seljuk Turks between 1064 and 1072. A dedication to Allah is inscribed in Koranic script on the octagonal minaret, and geometric, mythological and shamanistic symbols are carved in different coloured stones. It was built on the edge of the ravine, because the city was full of buildings.
            

            
                5 IÇ KALE
            

            
                At the southern end of Ani the ground rises to form this flat-topped hill, known as the ‘Inner Fortress’. Behind it is the small church Kız Kalesi (Maiden’s Castle). You have to look from a distance: the area is a forbidden military zone.

Paddling down the river from Çamkertan to Yusufeli, you see two villages and castles, and it is suitable for beginners (level II to IV, depending on the volume of the river). The section from Yusufeli to İnanlı village is recommended for people who want some adrenaline: the High Tension, King Kong and Rock House rapids are very difficult and popular (level III
                 
                    to V).
                Alternatively, the 18km, two-hour section down the Barhal River from Sarıgöl Bridge to Yusufeli is very fast and technical (level III to IV) and takes you past two castles.

                A great day walk from Yusufeli is the 14km to Dörtkilise (Four Churches), a picturesque ruined 9th-century Georgian monastery complex on a hillside. After 7km you reach Tekkale, where you can see village life and old wooden houses. In Öşkvank village, off the Erzurum road south of Tortum Gölü (Tortum Lake), is an impressive late-10th-century cathedral – one of the region’s grandest. The 10th-century church in Barhal (Altıparmak), the village at 1300m in the southern Kaçkars, is now used as a mosque.

Linger in the rugged surrounding park and you’ll discover other ruins such as Karakuş Tümülüs, with eagle- and lion-topped columns, and Eski Kale, the ancient Commagene capital of Arsameia.

            ) before the Turkish government (which plans to elevate Mardin to the same status as Ephesus) achieves its goal of attracting five million annual visitors here. An ancient melting pot of Kurdish, Yezidi, Christian and Syrian cultures, there’s simply nowhere else like Mardin.

It’s a mysterious place, especially when mists swirl in the tree-lined valley below and the call of a hidden mosque drifts ethereally through the forest. The monastery was founded in Byzantine times and abandoned in 1923, after the creation of the Turkish Republic quashed local Greek aspirations for a new state.

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            Visit early or late to avoid the hordes of Turkish tourists. Arriving when the site opens will beat the midmorning flow of tour groups. At the entrance to the 
                Altındere Vadısı Milli Parkı
             
            (Altındere Valley National Park) there’s a "15 charge for private vehicles. About 2km further on are riverside picnic tables and a restaurant.

        
            The main trail to the monastery begins over the footbridge past the restaurant, and is steep but easy to follow, ascending 250m in about 30 to 45 minutes.             To reach Barhal, Yaylalar or Olgunlar in the morning for a day walk, you will likely have to hire a taxi ("100 between Barhal and Yusufeli or Yaylalar). 

        
            Driving into the Kaçkars, the road is surfaced from Yusufeli to Sarıgöl (about 18km). Continuing to Barhal (about 10km), about 60% is surfaced; thereafter, the road is unsurfaced. If it’s dry, the winding, narrow road can be braved by confident drivers, in an ordinary car with good clearance (and without sentimental value), all the way up to Olgunlar. Allow plenty of time, seek local advice before setting off, and beware rockfalls and landslides in wet weather and when the snow is melting; springtime is risky.             With eight neighbouring countries including Iran, Iraq and Greece, cross-border tensions are a fact of life for the Turkish government. In 2012 its biggest concern was the unrest in Syria. Refugee camps sprung up along the border in southeastern Anatolia, accommodating over 100,000 Syrian refugees. Tensions between the countries continued, with Turkey returning fire after stray Syrian shells hit the Turkish border town Akçakale and killed five civilians. 

        
            Meanwhile, efforts to normalise Turkish–Armenian diplomatic relations, long strained over the alleged massacre of Ottoman Armenians during WWI, have faltered despite the two countries’ increasing cultural and trade ties. The border remains closed, and Turkey was furious when France tabled a law that would have criminalised denying that the events were an act of ‘genocide’. The French court later annulled the law. Most Turks maintain that there was no such genocide; you may also see museum exhibits concerning atrocities that Armenian militias supposedly perpetrated against Turks. It remains a matter of national pride and an extremely sensitive issue. Discussing it is illegal in Turkey, under the law against insulting the Turkish nation.
        

        
            EU Ambitions
        

        
            
            Turkey’s bid to join the European Union (EU) continues; accession talks started in 2005 and discussions relating to 13 of the 35 policy chapters have opened. Obstacles include Turkey’s refusal to recognise EU member Cyprus; the marginalisation of its 15 million Kurds; freedom of speech; and EU discomfort about embracing a 99% Muslim country. In 2012 no chapters had been opened for two years; Turks resented the stalemate, especially given Turkey’s economic boom and Eurozone woes.
        

        
            The Kurdish Question
        

        
            
            Domestically, Turkey’s most pressing problem is the Kurdish issue, which sparked a near civil war between the military and the Kurdistan Workers Party (PKK), classed internationally as a terrorist group by organisations including the EU and US government, in the 1980s and ’90s. The situation has simmered down, but skirmishes continue in southeastern Anatolia, where the PKK stepped up attacks during the Syrian unrest. The creation of an independent Kurdistan is unlikely; the Kurds remain suspicious of promises from nationalistic politicians, and point to Iraq’s semi-

            Kurdish region as a way forward.

            Prime Minister Erdoğan’s Justice and Development (AKP) government has ushered in a broadly positive era for 
                Turkey
            
            . Decades of military coups have given way to stability and economic growth matching China’s. The 2010 referendum on constitutional reform, in which Turkey voted for change, will hopefully lead to greater democracy. The all-party constitutional conciliation commission appointed to draft the new constitution has made some progress. However, efforts have been slowed by problems such as the Syrian unrest and fighting with the PKK in southeastern Anatolia, and Erdoğan has threatened to bypass the commission. Nevertheless, most Turks are optimistic about the future, and witnessing their love for this dynamic, booming nation is refreshing and uplifting.
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                History
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                From the world’s first city to the Ottoman Empire’s fluctuating fortunes, Turkish history has produced a stream of episodes and characters worthy of a thriller. The Hittites, Romans, Byzantines and Seljuks were a few of the great dynasties that fought over Anatolia, where their castles and palaces, mosques and cathedrals are still scattered over the steppe. The tumultuous early 20th century finally put paid to empires, and Atatürk founded today’s Republic.
            

        

        
            First Cities
        

        
            
            Çatalhöyük, which arose around 6500 BC, was perhaps history’s first-ever 
                city –
            
            a centre of innovation, where locals developed crop irrigation, domesticated pigs and sheep, and created distinctive pottery. Larger settlements, often fortified, sprung up, and by 3000 BC advances in metallurgy led to the creation of various Anatolian kingdoms, including one at Alacahöyük. It showed Caucasian influence, which is evidence of trade beyond the Anatolian plateau. 

        
            On the west coast, trade was also increasing, with Troy trading with the Aegean islands and mainland Greece. Around 2000 BC the Hatti people established a capital at Kanesh (Kültepe, near Kayseri), ruling over a web of trading communities. Here, for the first time, Anatolian history materialises from archaeological conjecture, with clay tablets providing written records of dates, events and names.

            The Hatti soon declined and the Hittites swallowed their territory, leaving a legacy that includes their state archives (cuneiform clay tablets) and distinctive artistic styles. They were warlike, yet also displayed imperial trappings such as a sense of ethics and occasional diplomacy. They overran Ramses II of Egypt in 1298 BC, then patched things up by marrying him to a Hittite princess.
        

        
            The Hittite Empire was harassed in later years by subject principalities, including the new dynasty at Troy, which established itself as a regional power. The encroachment of the iron-smelting Greeks, generally known as the ‘sea peoples’, hastened the Hittites’ demise and led to the Trojan War in 1250 BC. 

        
            Anatolian Kingdoms
        

        
            
            Post-Hittite Anatolia was a patchwork of peoples, including the Urartians, who forged a kingdom near Lake Van, and the Phrygians, who created a capital at Gordion (near Ankara) under King Gordius (of Gordian knot fame). The Lycians established a confederation of city states on the western Mediterranean coast, and the Lydians dominated western Anatolia from Sardis (near İzmir), creating history’s first-ever coinage.
        

        
            Meanwhile, Greek influence spread from the burgeoning Greek colonies on the Mediterranean coast: the Lycians borrowed the legend of the Chimera, for example, and Lydian art combined Greek and Persian styles. The Greeks derided most Anatolian people as ‘barbarians’, with some exceptions; they were so impressed by the wealthy Lydian king Croesus that they coined the expression ‘as rich as Croesus’.
        

        
            The Persians later checked the expansion of coastal Greek colonies and Hellenic influence, subdued the interior and ended the era of home-grown Anatolian kingdoms.
        

        
            Alexander & After
        

        
            
            In 334 BC, Alexander the Great and his Macedonian adventurers crossed the Dardanelles, intent on liberating Anatolia from the Persians. They rolled the Persians near Troy, besieged Halicarnassus (modern-day Bodrum), swept eastwards and vanquished another Persian force on the Cilician plain.
        

        
            Alexander conclusively removed Persian influence and brought Anatolia within the Hellenic sphere. Pergamum (now Bergama) became the most notable settlement in the network of municipal communities that spread across Anatolia, driven by trade, and the Greek language eventually extinguished native Anatolian languages.
        

        
            The cauldron of Anatolian cultures continued to produce various flavour-of-the-month kingdoms, including Celtic Galatia, the Armenians and the kingdom of Pontus, respectively centred on Ankara, the Lake Van region and Amasya.
        

        
            Rome & Christianity
        

        
            
            The Romans arrived in 190 BC and, by 65 BC, had overcome all resistance and extended their rule to Armenia, on the Persian border.
        

        
            Tradition states that in the 1st century AD St John retired to Ephesus to write the fourth Gospel, bringing Mary with him. St Paul used the Roman road system to spread the word across Anatolia. In the late 3rd century AD Diocletian tried to steady the empire by splitting it into eastern and western administrative units, simultaneously attempting to wipe out Christianity. Both endeavours failed. The religion continued to spread, albeit clandestinely and subject to persecution.
        

        
            Diocletian’s reforms, meanwhile, resulted in a civil war, won by the Christian convert Constantine – said to have been guided by angels to build a ‘New Rome’ on the ancient Greek town of Byzantium. The city came to be known as Constantinople (now İstanbul) and, by the end of the 4th century, Christianity was the Roman Empire’s official religion.
        

        
            Byzantium
        

        
            
            Under Justinian, Byzantium (the Eastern Roman Empire) became a distinct entity, although sentimental attachment to the idea of Rome remained: the Greek-speaking Byzantines called themselves Romans, and the Turks later referred to them as ‘Rum’.
        

        
            Justinian’s ambition overstretched the Byzantine Empire, which was battered by plague, encroaching Avars and Slavic tribes, and a drawn-out struggle with those age-old rivals, the Persians. This made Anatolia’s eastern provinces easy prey for the Arab armies exploding out of Arabia, who brought a new language, civilisation and religion: Islam.
        

        
            On the western front, Goths and Lombards advanced, pushing Byzantium back into the Balkans and Anatolia by the 8th century. Though the Macedonian emperors chalked up victories against Islamic Egypt, the Bulgars and Russia, but Basil II’s death in 1025 marked the end of Byzantine expansion.

            Seljuks
        

        
            
            From about the 8th century, the nomadic Turks moved ever-westward from Central Asia. They encountered the Persians and converted to Islam en route, swallowed parts of the Abbasid empire and built their own empire centred on Persia. The Turkish Seljuk clan began raiding Byzantine territory and, in 1071, faced down a Byzantine army at Manzikert. This laid Anatolia open to wandering Turkic bands and began the Byzantine Empire’s demise.
        

        
            In the 12th and 13th centuries, Crusader incursions set the Seljuks back. The Crusaders established short-lived statelets at Antioch (modern-day Antakya) and Edessa (now Şanlıurfa), and sacked Constantinople, although the Christian Byzantines were ostensibly their allies. Meanwhile the Seljuk empire, riven by power struggles, fragmented.
        

        
            The Seljuk legacy persisted in the Sultanate of Rum, centred on Konya. Celaleddin Rumi, the Sufi mystic who inspired the Mevlevi (whirling dervish) order, exemplified the Seljuks’ cultural and artistic achievements. Although ethnically Turkish, they were purveyors of Persian culture and art, introducing woollen rugs and remarkable architecture to Anatolia. Seljuk buildings were Anatolia’s first truly Islamic art forms, and became the prototypes for Ottoman art. 

        
            The warlike Mongols ended the Seljuk era and Anatolia fractured into a mosaic of Turkish 
                beyliks
             
            (principalities).

        
            Ottoman Beginnings
        

        
            
            The Ottoman story begins modestly with the Turkish 
                bey
             
            (tribal leader) Osman (1258–1326), whose bands flitted around the borderlands between Byzantine and formerly Seljuk territory. Once galvanised, however, the Ottomans moved with zeal. In an era of destruction and dissolution, they provided an ideal that attracted legions of followers, and they in turn embraced all Anatolian cultures. Their traditions became an amalgam of Greek and Turkish, Islamic and Christian elements.

        
            Seemingly invincible, the Ottomans forged west and expanded into Europe. By 1371 they had reached the Adriatic and in 1389 they defeated the Serbs at Kosovo Polje, effectively taking control of the Balkans. The Ottomans neatly absorbed the area’s Christian communities, by recognising minorities and allowing them to govern their own affairs.

            Sultan Beyazıt disastruously taunted the Tatar warlord Tamerlane, leading to his capture and defeat. Ottoman expansion halted as Tamerlane lurched through Anatolia, and Beyazıt’s sons wrestled for control. Mehmet I emerged victorious and the 
                Ottomans
             
            regained their mojo, scooping up the rest of Anatolia, rolling through Greece, making a first attempt at Constantinople and beating the Serbs again.

        
            Mehmet II again set Ottoman sights on Constantinople; he built a fortress on the Bosphorus, imposed a naval blockade and amassed his army. On 29 May 1453, the Ottomans took the city. Christendom shuddered at the seemingly unstoppable empire, and Mehmet, now known as Mehmet the Conqueror, was declared a worthy successor to the great Roman and Byzantine emperors.

            Golden Years
        

        
            
            The Ottoman war machine rolled on. The janissary system, which converted and trained Christian youths for the military, meant that the Ottomans had the only standing army in Europe. Selim the Grim captured the Hejaz, Mecca and Medina in the early 16th century, making the Ottomans the venerated guardians of Islam’s holiest places. It wasn’t all mindless militarism, however: demonstrating the empire’s multicultural nature, Jews expelled by the Spanish Inquisition were invited to Constantinople in 1492.
        

        
            The Ottoman golden age came during Süleyman the Magnificent’s reign (1520–66). A remarkable figure, Süleyman was noted for codifying Ottoman law; his legal code was a visionary amalgam of secular and Islamic law. His patronage of the arts saw the Ottomans reach their cultural zenith, and there were of course further military successes. The empire enjoyed victories over the Hungarians and absorbed the Mediterranean coast of Algeria and Tunisia.
        

        
            Where his predecessors had enjoyed the comforts of concubines, Süleyman fell in love and became the first Ottoman sultan to marry. Sadly, monogamy did not make for domestic bliss. Palace intrigues brought about the death of his first two sons, and the period after his wife Roxelana’s ascension became known as the ‘Sultanate of Women’.
        

        
            Weak Sultans
        

        
            
            Some historians pinpoint Süleyman’s death as the moment when the Ottoman rot began to set in. The remarkable line of Ottoman sovereigns could not continue indefinitely. Süleyman’s successors were not up to the task, beginning with his son by Roxelana, Selim, known disparagingly as ‘the Sot’. He lasted only eight years as sultan (1566–74), and oversaw the naval catastrophe at Lepanto, which spelled the end of Ottoman naval supremacy. 

        
            Furthermore, Süleyman was the last sultan to lead his army into the field. Later rulers were coddled and sequestered in the fineries of the palace, gaining minimal experience of everyday life and having little inclination to administer the empire. This, coupled with the inertia that was inevitable after 250 years of unfettered expansion, caused the Ottomans’ once-irresistible military might to decline.
        

        
            The late-17th and 18th centuries were a downward spiral for the Ottoman establishment. The empire remained vast and powerful, but slowly fell behind the West socially, militarily and scientifically. The Habsburgs in central Europe and the Russians became increasingly assertive, and Western Europe was rich after centuries of colonising the ‘New World’.
        

        

            
                Anatolia’s Armenians
            

            
                The Ottoman Empire’s final years saw widespread human misery, but nothing has proved as enduringly controversial as the fate of Anatolia’s Armenians. The tale begins in 1915, with Ottoman army units marching Armenian populations towards the Syrian desert. It ends with an Anatolian hinterland virtually devoid of Armenians. What happened in between remains an unresolved issue. Armenians maintain that, in an orchestrated ‘genocide’, 1.5 million Armenians were executed or killed on death marches. Turkey, meanwhile, says the order had been to ‘relocate’ Armenians, and the deaths were due to disease and starvation, caused by the chaos of war.
            

        



        
            Declining Empire
        

        
            
            One Western development in particular quickened the Ottoman demise: nationalism. For centuries manifold ethnic groups had coexisted relatively harmoniously in the empire, but the creation of Western European nation states sparked a desire among subject peoples to throw off the Ottoman ‘yoke’. Greece attained its freedom in 1830 and other countries followed. 

        
            Attempts at reform were too little, too late. In 1876 Abdülhamid allowed the creation of an Ottoman constitution and the first-ever Ottoman parliament, but he soon annulled the constitution and returned to authoritarianism. Educated Turks were looking for ways to improve their lot, for example, by creating the Committee for Union and Progress (CUP) in Macedonia. Reform-minded and influenced by the West, the CUP came to be known as the ‘Young Turks’.
        

        
            European Wars
        

        
            
            The First Balkan War (1912–13) removed Bulgaria and Macedonia from the Ottoman map, with Bulgarian, Greek and Serbian troops advancing rapidly on İstanbul. European diplomats plotted how to cherry-pick the choicest parts of the once-mighty empire, now deemed the ‘sick man of Europe’. 

        
            A triumvirate of ambitious, nationalistic CUP 
                paşas
             
            (generals) took de facto control of the ever-shrinking empire, pushed back the unlikely alliance of Balkan armies and saved İstanbul. However, they chose the losing side in WWI. The Ottomans had to fend off the Allies on multiple fronts: Greece in Thrace, Russia in northeast Anatolia, Britain in Arabia and a multinational force at Gallipoli. It was during this tumultuous period that the Armenian tragedy unfolded.

        
            By the end of WWI, the French held southeast Anatolia, the Italians controlled the western Mediterranean, the Greeks occupied İzmir, and Armenians, with Russian support, controlled parts of northeast Anatolia.
        

        
            Birth of Modern Turkey
        

        
            
            At the head of a slowly building Turkish nationalist movement, Mustafa Kemal (later called Atatürk) began organising Turkish resistance and established a national assembly in Ankara, far from opposing armies and meddling diplomats.
        

        
            Meanwhile, a Greek force pushed out from İzmir, intent on using Turkish disorder to realise their 
                megali idea
             
            (great idea) of re-establishing the Byzantine Empire. They soon took Bursa and Edirne and pushed towards Ankara. This was just the provocation that Mustafa Kemal needed to galvanise Turkish support. The two sides clashed at the battles of İnönü and Sakarya before the Turks savaged the Greeks at Dumlupınar. The Greeks retreated in panic towards İzmir, where they were expelled from Anatolia.

        
            Mustafa Kemal emerged as the hero of the Turkish people, realising the dream of the ‘Young Turks’ of years past: to create a modern Turkish nation state. The Treaty of Lausanne in 1923 undid recent humiliations and saw foreign powers leave Turkey. The borders of the modern Turkish state were set and the Ottoman Empire was no more.
        

        
            Dynamic Republic
        

        
            
            The Turks consolidated Ankara as their capital and abolished the sultanate. Assuming the newly created presidency of the secular republic, Mustafa Kemal’s energy was apparently limitless in pursuing his vision of placing Turkey, devastated after years of war, among the modern, developed countries of Europe.
        

        
            The Atatürk era was one of enlightened despotism. Atatürk established the institutions of democracy while never allowing any opposition to impede him. Although he worked tirlelessly for the betterment of his people and country, one aspect of the Kemalist vision has caused ongoing fallout: the insistence that the state be solely Turkish. Encouraging national unity made sense, considering the nationalist separatist movements that had bedevilled the Ottoman Empire, but in doing so a cultural existence was denied the Kurds. Within a few years a Kurdish revolt erupted in southeast Anatolia, beginning the fighting that continues today.
        

        
            The desire to create homogenous nation states on the Aegean also prompted population exchanges between Greece and Turkey: Greek-speaking communities from Anatolia were shipped to Greece, while Muslim residents of Greece were transferred to Turkey. It was a melancholy episode, bringing great disruption and the creation of ghost villages, vacated and never reoccupied.
        

        
            In Atatürk’s zeal for modernisation, everything from headgear to language was scrutinised and reformed. Throughout the 1920s and 1930s Turkey adopted the Gregorian calendar (as used in the West), reformed its alphabet (adopting the Roman script), standardised the Turkish language, outlawed the fez, instituted universal suffrage and decreed that Turks should take surnames.
        

        

            
                Atatürk
            

            
                Many Western travellers remark on the Turks’ devotion to Atatürk. He appears on stamps, banknotes, statues, and seemingly every house where he stayed is a museum. In response, the Turks simply say that the Turkish state is a result of his energy and vision, that without him there would be no Turkey. From an era that threw up Stalin, Hitler and Mussolini, Atatürk (his name literally means ‘Father Turk’) stands as a beacon of statesmanship and proves that radical reform, deftly handled, can be hugely successful. Any perceived insult to Atatürk is considered highly offensive and is also illegal.
            

        



        
            Political Unrest
        

        
            
            Though reform proceeded apace, Turkey remained economically and militarily weak, and avoided involvement in WWII. Following the war, the country allied itself with the USA. A strategically important bulwark against the Soviet bloc, Turkey also fought with the Americans against the Communist powers in Korea, receiving significant US aid and becoming a NATO member.
        

        
            Meanwhile, democratic reform gained momentum and in 1950 the Democratic Party swept to power. However, they became increasingly autocratic and the army intervened in 1960 to remove them. Army rule lasted only briefly, but it set the tone for years to come. The military considered themselves the guardians of Atatürk’s pro-Western, secular vision and felt obliged to step in when necessary.
        

        
            The 1960s and 1970s saw the creation of political parties of all stripes, but the profusion did not make for a happy democracy. The decades of unrest finally ended in 1983, when Turgut Özal, leader of the Motherland Party (ANAP), won a majority and set Turkey back on course. An astute economist and pro-Islamic, Özal made vital economic and legal reforms that brought Turkey in line with the international community and sowed the seeds of its current vitality.
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            Gulf War Onwards
        

        
            
            In 1991 Turkey played a supporting role in the allied invasion of Iraq and, after decades in the wilderness, affirmed its place in the international community and as an important US ally. At the end of the Gulf War millions of Iraqi Kurds fled north into southeast Anatolia. This brought the Kurdish issue into the spotlight, and saw the establishment of a Kurdish safe haven in northern Iraq. The Kurdistan Workers’ Party (PKK) stepped up their terrror campaign, aimed at creating a Kurdish state in Turkey’s southeast. With an iron-fisted response from the Turkish military, the southeast effectively endured a civil war.
        

        
            Following Turgut Özal’s sudden death in 1993, various weak coalition governments and a cast of figures flitted across the political stage. The religious Refah (Welfare) Party formed a government, but made Islamist statements that angered the military for transgressing the constitutional ban on religion in politics. Faced with what some dubbed a ‘postmodern coup’, the government resigned and Refah was disbanded.
        

        
            A new political force arose in the new millennium: Recep Tayyip Erdoğan’s moderately Islamic Justice & Development Party (AKP) has overseen societal reforms and capitalised on the improved economy. The AKP has sought to pursue Turkey’s entry to the EU; end military intervention in politics; and improve relations with neighbouring countries.

            Cappadocia’s fantastical landscape of fairy chimneys (rock formations) and underground cities will thrill older children, as will cave accommodation. This is a safe, relaxing rural area with activities including horse riding and hot-air ballooning, and teenagers will enjoy walking here and in other scenic areas such as the Kaçkar Mountains. 

        
            The western Mediterranean has beaches and activities including water sports, tandem paragliding, boat trips and sea kayaking over submerged ruins. For younger children, holiday towns such as Kaş offer picturesque lanes and sandy beaches. The Aegean region has more beaches, and ruins for older children. Holiday spots including Kuşadası and the Bodrum Peninsula offer sights, facilities, water sports and glorious coastline. Bozcaada island offers safe swimming and good cycling.

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                Settled over millennia by countless civilisations, Turkey boasts a dizzying array of architectural styles. Crumbling castles and soaring mosques alike display their creators’ cultural influences, technical prowess and engineering techniques. Significant buildings and sites range from Ephesus (Efes), Turkey’s pre-eminent example of Roman city construction, to imperial Ottoman mosques. Recently, a restoration wave has swept the country, adding sheen to towns such as Safranbolu with its Ottoman mansions.

            Anatolia’s earliest architectural remains are those of mud-brick constructions at history’s first city, 8500-year-old Çatalhöyük. By the time Troy was established, classical temple design was beginning to develop. The Hittite remains at Hattuşa include hefty gates, stone walls and earthen ramparts.
        

        
            Greek & Roman
        

        
            
            Ancient Greek architects displayed increasing sophistication in city planning, design and construction, incorporating vaults and arches. The later-arriving Romans established a comprehensive road network. Common classical buildings seen at Greco-Roman sites include amphitheatres, agoras, forums and temples. In addition to Ephesus, good places to see classical architectural remains include Bergama (Pergamum), Hierapolis, Afrodisias, Sagalassos and Behramkale.

            The Byzantines developed church and basilica design, particularly dome construction (exemplified by İstanbul’s Aya Sofya), and tackled new media including brick and plaster. Antakya’s Hatay Archaeology Museum and Church of St Peter have fine examples of the Byzantines’ famous mosaics. İstanbul’s Basilica Cistern and Kariye Museum (Chora Church) respectively highlight Byzantine engineering skills and frescoes.
        

        
            Meanwhile, Armenian stonemasons developed a distinctive style, seen at the ruins of Ani, and at the 10th-century church, Akdamar Kilisesi.

            Central Anatolia has the best of the Seljuks’ magnificent mosques,

            (seminaries), caravanserais and conical

            (tombs). Many caravanserais can be seen at roadsides in and around Cappadocia, and Amasya and Eğirdir have impressive Seljuk structures.

            The Ottomans were influenced by Byzantine styles, especially ecclesiastical architecture and dome construction. Mixing these and Persian influences produced the T-shape plan, for which Edirne’s Üç Şerefeli Cami became a model. Imperial Ottoman mosques,

            those designed by Mimar Sinan, remain Turkey’s most impressive. Sinan’s great works include Edirne’s Selimiye Camii and the Süleymaniye Mosque in İstanbul.

        
            The Ottomans also built distinctive multistorey houses, with protruding upper floors balanced on carved brackets. Common features include

            (women’s and men’s areas), intricate woodwork detailing on ceilings and joinery, ornate fireplaces and expansive rooms. These houses are best seen in Safranbolu, Amasya and Kaleiçi.

            From the 19th century, foreign influences led to an eclectic neoclassical blend, mixing European architecture, Turkish baroque and Ottoman elements. Notable examples include Ankara’s central post office and İstanbul’s Sirkeci train station.
        

        
            During the 1940s and 1950s, the nationalist architecture movement searched for a homegrown style to honour the new republic, resulting in sturdy edifices such as the Çanakkale Şehitleri Anıtı (Martyrs’ Memorial) on the Gallipoli Peninsula. In recent decades, Turks have taken more notice of their pre-republic heritage, restoring buildings nationwide, often for use as hotels. For example, Tuvana Hotel, located in Antalya’s historic Kaleiçi quarter, occupies six restored Ottoman houses.

            Carpets
        

        
            
            Turkish carpets are the culmination of a textile-making tradition dating back over 2000 years to the goat-hair tents and woollen saddle bags woven by Turkic nomads on the Central Asian steppes. Incorporating Persian motifs and Chinese cloud patterns into their robust floor coverings and Islamic prayer rugs, by the 12th century the Turks had introduced hand-woven carpets to Anatolia, where regional designs evolved. Uşak carpets, with star and medallion motifs, attracted European attention, and carpet-making contributed significantly to the Ottoman economy.
        

        
            Village women still weave carpets, but usually work to fixed contracts for shops. Where cooperatives produce carpets, their quality makes up for any losses in individuality; most silk Hereke carpets are mass-produced, but to standards that make them highly sought-after. Keep an eye out for ‘project carpets’, usually of high quality, that are produced by projects to revive traditional weaving and dyeing methods in western Turkey.

            Historically, Turkish literature was all about poetry: warrior epics passed down orally, Sufi mystical verses by the likes of Rumi, and the legends and elegies of wandering

            Yaşar Kemal’s gritty stories of rural life were the first Turkish novels to attract international attention.

Nonetheless, all the peoples of Turkey tend to be family-focused, easy-going, hospitable, gregarious and

            The modern Turks are descendants of Central Asian tribal groups that began moving westward through Eurasia over 1000 years ago. As such, the Turks retain cultural and linguistic links with

            , spoken by over 150 million people across Eurasia.
        

        
            The predecessors of the modern Turks encountered the Persians and converted to Islam, before the Seljuks established the Middle East’s first Turkic empire. Over the following centuries, Anatolia became the heartland of the Ottoman Empire and the core of the modern Turkish Republic. Owing to Ottoman imperial expansion, today there are people of Turkish ancestry in Cyprus, Iraq, Macedonia, Greece, Bulgaria and Ukraine.
        

        
            Kurds
        

        
            
            Turkey’s significant Kurdish minority is estimated at over 15 million people, with about eight million in southeastern Anatolia. Kurds have lived for millennia in the mountains where the modern borders of Turkey, Iran, Iraq and Syria meet.
        

        
            Kurds retain a distinct culture, folklore and language (related to Persian and, distantly, Indo-European tongues). Most Turkish Kurds are Sunni Muslims. The Kurds have their own foundation myth, associated with Nevruz, the Persian New Year (21 March).
        

        
            Unlike the Greeks, Jews and Armenians, the 1923 Treaty of Lausanne did not guarantee the Kurds rights as a minority group. The Turkish state was decreed to be unitary, or inhabited solely by Turks. Denying the Kurds a cultural existence swiftly caused problems; fighting between the Kurdistan Workers Party (PKK), classed internationally as a terrorist group, and Turkish military continues in southeastern Anatolia.
        

        
            Previous Turkish governments have refused to recognise the existence of the Kurds, calling them ‘Mountain Turks’. Even today, census forms and identity cards do not allow anyone to identify as Kurdish. However, progress is being made, with debate about how Turkey can accommodate a Kurdish identity, and Kurdish language courses are allowed at government schools.
        

        

            
                Islam in Turkey
            

            
                Turkey is a 99% Muslim country, but many Turks take a relaxed approach to religious duties and practices. Fasting during Ramazan is widespread and Islam’s holy days and festivals are observed, but Islamic holidays are the only times many Turks visit a mosque. You can also tell by the many bars that Turks like a drink or two. Turkish Muslims have gradually absorbed and adapted other traditions; it’s not uncommon to see Muslims praying at Greek Orthodox shrines or monasteries, while the Alevi minority has developed a tradition combining elements of Anatolian folklore, Sufism and Shia Islam.

            The Laz mainly inhabit the valleys between Trabzon and Rize: you can’t miss the women in their vivid maroon-striped shawls. Once Christian, the Laz are a Caucasian people speaking a language related to Georgian.
        

        
            The Hemşin were also originally Christian, and speak a language related to Armenian. They mainly come from the far-eastern end of the Black Sea coast, although perhaps no more than 15,000 Hemşin still live there; most have migrated to the cities, where many work as bread and pastry cooks. Around Ayder, Hemşin women wear eye-catching leopard-print scarves coiled into elaborate headdresses.

            The last link to the wandering Turkic groups who arrived in Anatolia in the 11th century, the Yörük maintain a nomadic lifestyle around the Taurus Mountains (Toros Dağları).
        

        
            Around the Syrian border, there are Arabic-speaking communities. There are also groups that came from the Caucasus and the Balkans towards the end of the Ottoman Empire, including Circassians, Abkhazians, Crimean Tatars, Bosnians and Turkic Uighurs (from China).

            The Ottoman Empire had large Christian and Jewish populations, and some remain. Today, Turkey’s Jews mostly live in İstanbul, and some still speak the Judaeo-Spanish language Ladino.
        

        
            Armenians have long been in Anatolia; a distinct Armenian people existed by the 4th century, when they became the first nation to collectively convert to Christianity. About 70,000 Armenians still live in Turkey, mainly in İstanbul, and in isolated pockets in Anatolia. Turkish-Armenian relations remain tense (see boxed text, 
             Click here 
            ), but there are signs of rapprochement.
        

        
            Large Greek populations once lived throughout the Ottoman realm, but after the population exchanges of the early Republican era and acrimonious events in the 1950s, the Greeks were reduced to a small community in İstanbul. Southeastern Anatolia is also home to ancient Christian communities.
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                Environment
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                With snowcapped mountains, rolling steppe, vast lakes and 7200km of coastline, Turkey is a stupendously diverse country. In this continental meeting point at the junction of Europe and Asia, the environment often loses out to Turkey’s economic boom. However, away from its highly populated and industrialised areas, the vast country still features many glorious corners from beaches to mountain ranges.

            The country comprises two parts, Anatolia (Asian Turkey) and Eastern Thrace (European Turkey), which respectively make up 97% and 3% of the 769,632-sq-km land area. The two parts are separated by İstanbul’s Bosphorus strait, the Sea of Marmara and the Dardanelles.
        

        
            Geographic Regions
        

        
            
            The Aegean coast overlooks the Aegean islands, which mostly belong to Greece. Inland, western Anatolia has the vast Lake District and Uludağ (Great Mountain; 2543m), one of over 50 Turkish peaks above 2000m. Central Anatolia is characterised by a vast high plateau of rolling steppe and Cappadocia’s valleys of fairy chimneys (rock formations). The Mediterranean coast is mostly backed by mountains, including the Taurus range. 

        
            The Black Sea coast is also frequently rugged, vertiginous and hemmed in by mountains, including the Kaçkar range, with its glaciers, mountain lakes and 
                yaylalar
             
            (mountain pastures). The rest of northeastern Anatolia is also mountainous and wildly beautiful, not least Mt Ararat (Ağrı Dağı; 5137m), Turkey’s highest peak. Southeastern Anatolia offers windswept steppe, jagged outcrops of rock, and the alkaline, mountain-ringed Lake Van (Van Gölü).

        
            Animals
        

        
            
            If you’re trekking, in theory you could see bears, deer, jackals, caracal, wild boars and wolves in the wild. 

        
            People wandering off the beaten track, especially in eastern Turkey, are sometimes startled by Kangal dogs, originally bred to protect sheep from wolves and bears on mountain pastures. These huge, yellow-coated, black-headed animals sometimes have a spiked collar to protect against wolves. Their mongrel descendants live on Turkey’s streets.
        

        
            Birds
        

        
            
            Some 400 bird species are found in Turkey, and about 250 of them migrate from Africa to Europe. Spring and autumn are good times to see feathered commuters, and it’s particularly easy to spot eagles, storks, (beige) hoopoes, (blue) rollers and (green) bee-eaters. Other species include the 
                Geronticus eremita
             
            (eastern bald ibis), purple gallinule and flamingos.

        
            Endangered Species
        

        
            
            Anatolia’s lions, beavers and Caspian tigers are extinct, and its lynx, striped hyena and Anatolian leopard have all but disappeared. The beautiful, pure-white Van cat, often with one blue and one amber eye, has also become endangered in its native Turkey.
        

        
            Rare loggerhead turtles still nest on Mediterranean beaches, and a few rare Mediterranean monk seals live around Foça (north Aegean). Turkey has been criticised by Greenpeace for not following international fishing quotas relating to Mediterranean bluefin tuna, which is facing extinction. 

        
            Dolphins survive in İstanbul’s Bosphorus, and the Anatolian wild sheep, unique to the Konya region, is making a comeback.
        

        
            Plants
        

        
            
            As one of the world’s most biodiverse temperate-zone countries, Turkey produces an incredible range of fruit and vegetables and has an exceptionally rich flora: over 9000 species, 1200 of them endemic, with a new species reportedly discovered every week (on average).
        

        
            Common trees and plants are pine, cypress, myrtle, laurel, rosemary, lavender, thyme and, on the coast, purple bougainvillea. 

        
            Southwest Turkey has some of the last remaining populations of 
                Phoenix theophrastii
            
            (Datça palm) and 
                Liquidambar orientalis
             
            (frankincense trees).

        
            Parks & Reserves
        

        
            
            Turkey has 13 Ramsar sites (wetlands of international importance), 33 
                milli parkıs
             
            (national parks), 16 nature parks and 35 nature reserves. Its 58 ‘nature monuments’ are mostly protected trees, including 1500- to 2000-year-old cedars in Finike, southwest of Antalya.

        
            Sometimes regulations are carefully enforced in parks and reserves, but in other cases problems such as litter-dropping picnickers persist. Tourism is not well developed in the national parks, which rarely have clearly marked footpaths, camping spots or other facilities.
        

        
            Beach cleanliness, however, is prominent, with 352 beaches and 19 marinas qualifying for Blue Flag status. Visit www.blueflag.org for the complete list. 

        

            
                Nuclear Energy
            

            
                Despite Turkey’s seismic vulnerabilities, three nuclear power plants are planned, with the aim of aiding economic growth and reducing dependency on natural gas supplies from Russia and Iran. Construction is set to begin in 2013 at Akkuyu on the eastern Mediterranean coast, a controversial site 25km from a seismic fault line. Another proposed location is the Black Sea town of Sinop.
            

        



        
            Earthquake Danger
        

        
            
            At least three active earthquake fault lines run through Turkey – the North Anatolian, East Anatolian and Aegean – and the country has recorded more than 25 major earthquakes, measuring up to 7.8 on the Richter scale, since 1939. 

        
            In 1999 a 7.6-magnitude quake hit İzmit (Kocaeli) and Adapazarı (Sakarya) in northwestern Anatolia, killing more than 18,000 people. A 7.1-magnitude earthquake shook the Van area in 2011, killing more than 600, injuring over 4000 and causing massive structural damage, with some 60,000 locals left homeless.
        

        
            If a major quake struck İstanbul, it is believed much of the city would be devastated, due to unlicensed, jerry-built construction.

            Environmental Issues
        

        
            
            Balancing environmental management with rapid economic growth and urbanisation is a major challenge for Turkey. To date the environment has fallen a long way down its list of priorities, but there are glimmers of improvement, largely due to the country’s desire to join the EU.
        

        
            The government aims to harmonise all environmental legislation with the EU, and the European Commission reported in 2011 that Turkey had made good progress on waste management. However, it reported limited progress in areas including air and water quality, climate change, and industrial pollution control and risk management; and no progress on nature protection.
        


        
            The Bosphorus
        

        
            
            Over 45,000 vessels pass along İstanbul’s Bosphorus strait annually; around 10% are tankers, which carry over 100 million tonnes of hazardous substances through every year. 

        
            Accidents have already occurred; the 1979 
                Independenta
            
            collision with another vessel killed 43 people and spilt and burnt some 95,000 tonnes of oil (around 2½ times the amount spilt by the 
                Exxon Valdez
             
            in 1989). As well as existing and planned pipelines, proposed solutions include a US$12 billion canal to divert tankers, which would also see the creation of two new cities by the Bosphorus.

        
            Construction & Dams
        

        
            
            Building development is taking a huge toll on the environment, especially along the Aegean and Mediterranean coasts, where former fishing villages such as Kuşadası and Marmaris have been near swamped by urban sprawl.
        

        
            Short of water and electricity, Turkey is one of the world’s major builders of dams: there are already more than 600, with many controversial projects afoot. The gigantic Southeast Anatolia Project, known as GAP, is one of Turkey’s major construction efforts. Harnessing the headwaters of the Tigris and Euphrates Rivers, it is causing friction with the arid countries downstream that also depend on this water.
        

        
            Hasankeyf, which was a Silk Road commercial centre on the border of Anatolia and Mesopotamia, is slated to be drowned by the İlisu Dam Project in 2015. Opposition is ongoing, but the ruins look set to vanish, along with their atmospheric setting on the Tigris River and dozens of villages, displacing up to 70,000 people.
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            Accommodation
        

        
            Turkey has accommodation options to suit all budgets, with concentrations of good, value-for-money hotels, pensions and hostels in places most visited by independent travellers, such as İstanbul and Cappadocia.
        

        
            Rooms are discounted by about 20% during the low season (October to April), but not during the Christmas and Easter periods and major Islamic holidays. Places within easy reach of İstanbul and Ankara may hike up their prices during summer weekends.
        

        
            If you plan to stay a week or more in a coastal resort, check package-holiday deals. British, German and French tour companies in particular often offer money-saving flight-and-accommodation packages to the South Aegean and Mediterranean.
        

        
            Accommodation options in more Westernised spots such as İstanbul often quote tariffs in euros; in less-touristy locations, they generally quote in lira. Many places will accept euro (or even US dollars in İstanbul). We’ve used the currency quoted by the business being reviewed.

Small reef species are prolific, the standard of facilities is high and there are sites for all levels of proficiency. Top dive spots include Kuşadası, Kaş and Ayvalık.
        

        
            Sea kayaking and canoeing are the best ways to experience the Turquoise Coast’s breathtaking scenery and access pristine terrain. You might see flying fish, turtles and even frolicking dolphins. Top paddling spots include Kekova and Patara, both on the western Med. 

        
            The 18km-long Saklıkent Gorge is renowned for canyoning and can be reached on day trips from Mediterranean towns such as Fethiye. In the same area, head to Ölüdeniz and Kaş for paragliding and parasailing, and to Fethiye and Olympos for

            (traditional wooden yacht) cruises. For white-water rafting, the Kaçkar Mountains are the best destination, along with Saklıkent Gorge and Köprülü Kanyon (near Antalya).

            Prevention is the key to staying healthy while travelling in Turkey. Infectious diseases can and do occur here, but they are usually associated with poor living conditions and poverty, and can be avoided with a few simple precautions.
        

        

            
                Insurance
            

            
                Turkish doctors generally expect payment in cash. Find out in advance if your insurance plan will make payments directly to providers or reimburse you later for overseas health expenditures. If you are required to pay upfront, make sure you keep all documentation. Some policies ask you to call a centre in your home country (reverse charges) for an immediate assessment of your problem. It’s also worth ensuring your travel insurance will cover ambulances and transport – either home or to better medical facilities elsewhere. Not all insurance covers emergency medical evacuation home by plane or to a hospital in a major city, which may be the only way to get medical attention in a serious emergency.

            Getting Treated
        

        
            If you need basic care for problems such as cuts, bruises and jabs, you could ask for the local 
                sağulık ocağuı
             
            (health centre), but don’t expect anyone to speak anything but Turkish.

        
            The travel assistance provided by your insurance may be able to locate the nearest source of medical help. In an emergency, contact your embassy or consulate.
        

        
            Standards
        

        
            The standard of Turkish healthcare varies. Although the best private hospitals in İstanbul and Ankara offer world-class service, they are expensive. Elsewhere, even private hospitals don’t always have high standards of care.
        

        
            
                Hospitals & clinics
             
            Medicine, and even sterile dressings or intravenous fluids, may need to be bought from a local pharmacy. Nursing care is often limited or rudimentary.

        
            
                Dentists
             
            Standards vary and there is a risk of hepatitis B and HIV transmission via poorly sterilised equipment, so watch the tools in use carefully.

        
            
                Pharmacists
             
            For minor illnesses, such as diarrhoea, pharmacists can often provide advice and sell over-the-counter medication, including drugs that would require a prescription in your home country. They can also advise when more specialised help is needed.

        
            INFECTIOUS DISEASES
        

        
            In addition to the ailments mentioned under Recommended Vaccinations, the rare skin disorder leishmaniasis (spread by the bite of an infected sandfly or dog) is found in Turkey; as is leptospirosis (spread by the excreta of infected rodents), malaria (found in a few areas near the Syrian border) and tuberculosis (spread through close respiratory contact and, occasionally, infected milk or milk products). The risk of contracting these maladies is extremely low.
        

        

            
                Traveller’s Diarrhoea
            

            
                To prevent diarrhoea, stick to bottled water and avoid tap water unless it has been boiled (for 10 minutes), filtered or chemically disinfected (with iodine or purification tablets). Eat fresh fruit or vegetables only if they’re cooked or you have peeled them yourself, and avoid dairy products that might contain unpasteurised milk. Buffet meals are risky since food may not be kept hot enough; meals freshly cooked in front of you in a busy restaurant are more likely to be safe.
            

            
                If you develop diarrhoea, drink plenty of fluids, and preferably an oral rehydration solution containing salt and sugar. In severe cases, take an antidiarrhoeal agent (such as loperamide) – or if that’s not available, an antibiotic (usually a quinolone drug) – and seek medical attention.
            

        



        
            Rabies
        

        
            Rabies, spread through bites or licks on broken skin from an infected animal, is endemic in Turkey. However, vaccination is not recommended unless you are travelling to remote areas, where a reliable source of post-bite vaccine is not available within 24 hours. Vaccination does not provide immunity, it merely buys you more time to seek medical help.
        

        
            Any bite, scratch or lick from a warm-blooded, furry animal should immediately be thoroughly cleaned. If you have not been vaccinated and you get bitten, you will need a course of injections starting as soon as possible after the injury.

            Heat Illness
        

        
            
                Causes
             
            Sweating heavily, fluid loss and inadequate replacement of fluids and salt. Particularly common when you exercise outside in a hot climate.

        
            
                Symptoms & effects
             
            Headache, dizziness and tiredness.

        
            
                Prevention
             
            Drink sufficient water (you should produce pale, diluted urine).

        
            
                Treatment
             
            Replace fluids by drinking water, fruit juice or both, and cool down with cold water and fans. Treat salt loss by consuming salty fluids, such as soup or broth, and adding a little more table salt to foods.

        
            Heatstroke
        

        
            
                Causes
             
            Extreme heat; high humidity; dehydration; drug or alcohol use; or physical exertion in the sun.

        
            
                Symptoms & effects
             
            An excessive rise in body temperature, sweating stops, irrational and hyperactive behaviour, and eventually loss of consciousness and death.

        
            
                Treatment
             
            Rapidly cool down by spraying the body with water and using a fan. Emergency fluids and replacing electrolytes by intravenous drip is usually also required.

        
            Insect Bites & Stings
        

        
            
                Causes
             
            Mosquitoes, sandflies (located around the Mediterranean beaches), scorpions (frequently found in arid or dry climates), bees and wasps (in the Aegean and Mediterranean coastal areas, particularly around Marmaris).

        
            
                Symptoms & effects
             
            Mosquitoes can cause irritation and infected bites, and may carry malaria in southeastern Anatolia. Sandflies have a nasty, itchy bite, and can carry leishmaniasis. Turkey’s small white scorpions can give a painful sting that will bother you for up to 24 hours.

        
            
                Prevention
             
            DEET-based insect repellents.

        
            Snake Bites
        

        
            
                Prevention
             
            Do not walk barefoot or stick your hands into holes or cracks when exploring nature or even touring overgrown ruins and little-visited historic sites.

        
            
                Treatment
             
            If bitten, do not panic. Half of those bitten by venomous snakes are not actually injected with poison (envenomed). Immobilise the bitten limb with a splint (eg a stick) and bandage the site with firm pressure, similar to applying a bandage over a sprain. Do not apply a tourniquet, or cut or suck the bite. Get the victim medical help as soon as possible so that antivenene can be given if necessary.

            Money
        

        
            Turkey’s currency is the Türk Lirası (Turkish lira; 
                "
            
            ). The lira comes in notes of five, 10, 20, 50, 100 and 200, and coins of one, five, 10, 25 and 50 kuruş and one lira.
        

        
            After decades of rampant inflation, the lira is now stable. Because hyperinflation led to Turkish lira having strings of zeros, many people, confusingly, still work in 
            thousands and millions. Don’t be alarmed if you’re buying items worth, say, "6 and the shopkeeper asks you for "6,000,000.
        

        
            Lack of change is a constant problem; try to keep a supply of coins and small notes for minor payments.
        

        
            ATMS
        

        
            ATMs dispense Turkish lira, and occasionally euros and US dollars, to Visa, MasterCard, Cirrus and Maestro card holders. Machines are found in most towns.
        

        
            It’s possible to get around Turkey using only ATMs if you draw out money in the towns to tide you through the villages that don’t have them. Also keep some cash in reserve for the inevitable day when the machine throws a wobbly.
        

        
            CREDIT CARDS
        

        
            Both Visa and MasterCard are widely accepted by hotels, shops and restaurants, although often not by pensions and local restaurants outside the main tourist areas. You can also get cash advances on these cards. Amex is less commonly accepted outside top-end establishments. Inform your credit-card provider of your travel plans; otherwise, transactions may be stopped, as credit-card fraud does happen in Turkey.
        

        
            FOREIGN CURRENCIES
        

        
            Euros and US dollars are the most readily accepted foreign currencies. Foreign currencies are accepted in shops, hotels and restaurants in many tourist areas, and taxi drivers will take them for big journeys.

            MONEY CHANGERS
        

        
            The Turkish lira is weak against Western currencies, and you will probably get a better exchange rate in Turkey than elsewhere. The lira is virtually worthless outside Turkey.
        

        
            US dollars and euros are the easiest currencies to change, although many exchange offices and banks will change other major currencies such as UK pounds and Japanese yen.
        

        
            You’ll get better rates at exchange offices, which often don’t charge commission, than at banks. Exchange offices operate in tourist and market areas, with better rates often found in the latter, and some post offices (PTTs), shops and hotels. They generally keep longer hours than banks.
        

        
            TIPPING
        

        
            Turkey is fairly Western in its approach to tipping and you won’t be pestered with demands for baksheesh. Tipping is customary in restaurants, taxis, midrange and top-end hotels, and optional elsewhere. Tip 10% to 15% in midrange and top-end restaurants; a few coins in budget eateries. Some more expensive restaurants automatically add the 
                servis ücreti
             
            (service charge) to your bill. Give 3% of the room price in midrange and top-end hotels, and a few lira to caretakers who open historical and archaeological sites for you; round up metered taxi fares to the nearest 50 kuruş (not expected in dolmuşes – minibuses); masseurs may appreciate 10% to 20%.

                Major Islamic Holidays
            

            
                The rhythms of Islamic practice are tied to the lunar calendar, which is slightly shorter than its Gregorian equivalent, so the Muslim calendar begins around 11 days earlier each year. The following dates are approximate.
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            Safe Travel
        

        
            Turkey is not a safety-conscious country: holes in pavements go unmended; precipitous drops go unguarded; safety belts are not always worn; lifeguards on beaches are rare; dolmuş drivers negotiate bends while counting out change.
        

        
            The two areas to be most cautious are İstanbul, where various scams operate, and southeastern Anatolia, where the PKK (Kurdistan Workers Party) carries out terrorist activities.
        

        
            The Kurdish issue occasionally also leads to violence in western Turkey; in 2010 a suicide bomber injured 32 people on Taksim Sq, İstanbul.
        

        
            Sexual assaults have occurred against travellers of both sexes in hotels in central and eastern Anatolia. Make enquiries, check forums and do a little research in advance, especially if you are travelling alone.
        

        
            FLIES & MOSQUITOES
        

        
            In high summer, mosquitoes are troublesome even in İstanbul; they can make a stay along the coast a nightmare. Some hotel rooms come equipped with nets and/or plug-in bugbusters, but it’s a good idea to bring some insect repellent and mosquito coils.
        

        
            LESE-MAJESTY
        

        
            The laws against insulting, defaming or making light of Atatürk, the Turkish flag, the Turkish people, the Turkish Republic and so on are taken very seriously. Turks have been known to claim derogatory remarks were made in the heat of a quarrel, which is enough to get the foreigner arrested.
        

        
            SCAMS & DRUGGINGS
        

        
            In a notorious İstanbul scam, normally targeted at single men, a pleasant local guy befriends you in the street and takes you to a bar. After a few drinks, and possibly the attention of some ladies, to whom you offer drinks, the bill arrives. The prices are astronomical and the proprietors can produce a menu showing the same prices. If you don’t have enough cash, you’ll be frogmarched to the nearest ATM. If this happens to you, report it to the tourist police; some travellers have taken the police back to the bar and received a refund.
        

        
            A less common variation on this trick involves the traveller having their drink spiked. Single men should not accept invitations from unknown folk in large cities without sizing the situation up carefully. You could invite your new-found friends to a bar of 
                your
             
            choice; if they’re not keen to go, chances are they are shady characters.

        
            The spiking scam has also been reported on overnight trains, with passengers getting robbed. Turks are often genuinely sociable and generous travelling companions, but be cautious about accepting food and drinks from people you are not 100% sure about.
        

        
            ANTIQUITIES
        

        
            Do not buy coins or other artefacts offered to you at ancient sites. It is a serious crime here, punishable by long prison terms, and the touts are likely in cahoots with local policemen.
        

        
            SHOE CLEANERS
        

        
            In Sultanahmet, İstanbul, if a shoe cleaner walking in front of you drops his brush, don’t pick it up. He will insist on giving you a ‘free’ clean in return, before demanding an extortionate fee.
        

        
            VAT
        

        
            Various VAT (value-added tax) scams operate. When buying a precious item such as a carpet, do not pay on the understanding that you will receive a VAT refund at the airport, even if you are asked to sign an official-looking Turkish document. The document may be a statement that you have received your refund, leaving you out of pocket when you reach the airport.
        

        
            Some shops have signs indicating that they offer tax-free shopping. In most cases, the best policy is to assume you will not receive a refund and pay a price that you are happy with. Do not sign any paperwork unless you can understand it and, if you suspect a vendor of underhand dealings, take your business elsewhere.
        

        
            SMOKING
        

        
            Smoking in enclosed public spaces is banned, and punishable by a fine. Hotels, restaurants and bars are generally smoke-free, although bars sometimes relax the rules as the evening wears on. Off the tourist trail in budget and midrange hotels, the ban is enforced in public areas but more leniently in rooms. Public transport is meant to be smoke-free, although taxi and bus drivers sometimes smoke at the wheel.
        

        
            TRAFFIC
        

        
            As a pedestrian, note that Turks are aggressive, dangerous drivers; ‘right of way’ doesn’t compute with many motorists, despite the little green man on traffic lights. Give way to vehicles in all situations, even if you have to jump out of the way.

            Most hotels have sit-down toilets, but hole-in-the-ground models – with a conventional flush, or a tap and jug – are common. Toilet paper is often unavailable, so keep some with you. Many taps are unmarked and reversed (cold on the left, hot on the right).
        

        
            In most bathrooms you can flush paper down the toilet, but in some places this may flood the premises. This is the case in much of İstanbul’s old city. Signs often advise patrons to use the bin provided. This may seem slightly gross to the uninitiated, but many Turks (as well as people from other Middle Eastern and Asian countries) use a jet spray of water to clean themselves after defecating, applying paper to pat dry. The used paper is thus just damp, rather than soiled. Where a bin is provided and paper is used to clean (rather than just dry), it’s best to place the first used sheets in the toilet and later sheets in the bin.
        

        
            Public toilets often require a payment of around 50 kuruş. In an emergency it’s worth remembering that mosques have basic toilets (for both men and women).

            ) travellers. Ramps, wide doorways and properly equipped toilets are rare, as are Braille and audio information at sights. Crossing most streets is particularly challenging, as everyone does so at their peril.
        

        
            Airlines and the top hotels and resorts have some provision for wheelchair access, and ramps are beginning to appear elsewhere. Dropped kerb edges are being introduced to cities, especially in western Turkey – in places such as Edirne, Bursa and İzmir they seem to have been sensibly designed. Selçuk, Bodrum and Fethiye have been identified as relatively user-friendly towns for people with mobility problems because their pavements and roads are fairly level. In İstanbul, the tram and the metro are the most wheelchair-accessible forms of public transport.
        

        
            Turkish Airlines offers 25% discounts on domestic flights to travellers with minimum 40% disability and their companions. Some Turkish trains have disabled-accessible lifts, toilets and other facilities.

            If conversation in the lobby grinds to a halt as you enter, the hotel is not likely to be a great place for a woman.
        

        
            If there is a knock on your hotel door late at night, don’t open it; in the morning, complain to the manager.
        

        
            CLOTHING
        

        
            Tailor your behaviour and your clothing to your surrounds. Look at what local women are wearing. On the streets of Beyoğlu in İstanbul you’ll see skimpy tops and tight jeans, but cleavage and short skirts without leggings are a no-no everywhere except nightclubs in İstanbul and heavily touristed destinations along the coast.
        

        
            Bring a shawl to cover your head when visiting mosques.
        

        
            On the street, you don’t need to don a headscarf, but in eastern Anatolia long sleeves and baggy long pants should attract the least attention.
        

        
            EATING & DRINKING
        

        
            Restaurants and tea gardens aiming to attract women and children usually set aside a special room (or part of one) for families. Look for the term

            HOLIDAY ROMANCES
        

        
            It is not unheard of, particularly in romantic spots such as Cappadocia, for women to have holiday romances with local men. As well as fuelling the common Middle Eastern misconception that Western women are more ‘available’, this has led to occasional cases of men exploiting such relationships. Some men, for example, develop close friendships with visiting women, then invent sob stories, such as their mother has fallen ill, and ask them to help out financially.
        

        
            REGIONAL DIFFERENCES
        

        
            Having a banter with men in restaurants and shops in western Turkey can be fun, and many men won’t necessarily think much of it. In contrast, eastern Anatolia is not the place to practise your Turkish (or Kurdish) and expect men not to get the wrong idea; even just smiling at a man or catching his eye is considered an invitation. Keep your dealings with men formal and polite, not friendly.
        

        
            TRANSPORT
        

        
            When travelling by taxi and dolmuş, avoid getting into the seat beside the driver.
        

        
            On the bus, lone women are often assigned seats at the front near the driver. There have been cases of male passengers or conductors on night buses harassing female travellers. If this happens to you, complain loudly, making sure that others on the bus hear, and repeat your complaint on arrival at your destination.

            Particularly in eastern Anatolia, don’t believe taxi drivers at otogars who tell you there is no bus or dolmuş to your destination; they may be trying to trick you into taking their taxi. Check with the bus and dolmuş operators.
        

        
CLIMATE CHANGE & TRAVEL
Every form of transport that relies on carbon-based fuel generates CO2, the main cause of human-induced climate change. Modern travel is dependent on aeroplanes, which might use less fuel per kilometre per person than most cars but travel much greater distances. The altitude at which aircraft emit gases (including CO2) and particles also contributes to their climate change impact. Many websites offer ‘carbon calculators’ that allow people to estimate the carbon emissions generated by their journey and, for those who wish to do so, to offset the impact of the greenhouse gases emitted with contributions to portfolios of climate-friendly initiatives throughout the world. Lonely Planet offsets the carbon footprint of all staff and author travel.

As well as their licence and vehicle papers, foreign drivers occasionally need to show their passport. In southeastern Anatolia, you may encounter military roadblocks – part of operations against the PKK (Kurdistan Workers Party). They will likely check your ID and vehicle papers before waving you on, although roads in the region are sometimes closed completely if there is trouble ahead.

            Drivers must have a valid driving licence. Your own national licence should be sufficient, but an international driving permit (IDP) may be useful if your licence is from a country likely to seem obscure to a Turkish police officer 

        
            FINES
        

        
            You may be stopped by blue-uniformed 
                trafik polis,
             
            who can fine you on the spot for speeding. If you know you have done nothing wrong and the police appear to be asking for money, play dumb. You’ll probably have to pay up if they persist, but insisting on proof of payment may dissuade them from extracting a fine destined only for their pocket. If the police don’t ask for on-the-spot payment, contact your car-rental company (or mention the incident when you return the vehicle), as it can pay the fine and take the money from your card. Do the same in the case of fines for other offences, such as not paying a motorway toll. Note that you get a discount for early payment.

        
            FUEL
        

        
            Turkey has the world’s second-highest petrol prices (Norway tops the list). Petrol/diesel cost about "4/4.70 per litre. There are petrol stations everywhere, at least in western Turkey, and many are mega enterprises. In the vast empty spaces of central and eastern Anatolia, it’s a good idea to have a full tank when you start out in the morning.
        

        
            HIRE
        

        
            You need to be at least 21 years old, with a year’s driving experience, to hire a car in Turkey. Most car hire companies require a credit card. Most hire cars have standard (manual) transmission; you’ll pay more for automatic. The majority of the big-name companies charge hefty one-way fees, starting at around "150 (eg pick up in İstanbul and drop off in İzmir) and climbing to hundreds of euros (eg pick up in eastern Anatolia and drop off in İstanbul).
        

        
            The big international companies – including Avis, Budget, Europcar, Hertz, National and Sixt – operate in the main cities, towns and most airports. Particularly in eastern Anatolia, stick to the major companies, as the local agencies often do not have insurance. Even some of the major operations are actually franchises in the east, so you should always check the contract carefully; particularly the section relating to insurance. Ask for a copy in English.
        

        
            If your car incurs any accident damage, or if you cause any, do not move the car before finding a police officer and obtaining a 
                kaza raporu
             
            (accident report). The officer may ask you to take an alcohol breath-test. Contact your car-rental company as soon as possible. In the case of an accident, your hire-car insurance may be void if it can be shown you were operating under the influence of alcohol or drugs, were speeding, or if you did not submit the required accident report within 48 hours to the rental company.

            INSURANCE
        

        
            When hiring a car, 100%, no-excess insurance is increasingly the only option on offer. If this is not the only option, the basic, mandatory insurance package should cover damage to the vehicle and theft protection – with an excess, which you can reduce or waive for an extra payment. You may be offered personal accident insurance; your travel insurance should cover any personal accident costs in the case of a crash.
        

        
            As in other countries, insurance generally does not cover windows and tyres. You will likely be offered cover for an extra few euros a day.
        

        
            PARKING
        

        
            Parking is easy to find in most towns and smaller settlements, and you can generally park next to accommodation and sights outside Turkey’s main centres. Space is at a premium in cities and some towns, but there are normally plenty of car parks where you can park cheaply for an hour or so, or safely leave your car overnight. You will often have to leave your keys with car park attendants.

            Top-end and a handful of midrange hotels offer undercover parking for guests, and most midrange and budget options have a roadside parking place or two that is nominally theirs to use. If they don’t, parking will be close by in an empty block overseen by a caretaker, or on the road; in both cases you have to pay a fee. Your best bet is to set it up in advance when you book your room.

            ROAD CONDITIONS
        

        
            Road surfaces and signage are generally good – on the main roads, at least. The most popular route with travellers, along the Aegean and Mediterranean coasts, offers excellent driving conditions. There are good 
                otoyols
             
            (motorways) from Edirne to İstanbul and Ankara, and from İzmir around the coast to Antalya.

        
            Elsewhere, roads are being steadily upgraded, although they still tend to be worst in the east, where severe winters play havoc with the surfaces. In northeastern Anatolia, road conditions change from year to year; seek local advice before setting off on secondary roads. There are frequent roadworks in the northeast; even on main roads traffic can crawl along at 30km/hr. The new dams near Yusufeli will flood some roads, and the construction causes waits of up to half an hour. Ask locally about the timing of your journey; on some roads, traffic flows according to a regular timetable, posted at the roadside. 

        
            In winter, be careful of icy roads. In bad winters, you will need chains on your wheels almost everywhere except along the Aegean and Mediterranean coasts. In mountainous areas such as northeastern Anatolia, landslides and rockfalls are a danger, caused by wet weather and snow-melt in spring. Between İstanbul and Ankara, be aware of the fog belt around Bolu that can seriously reduce visibility, even in summer.

            In theory, Turks drive on the right and yield to traffic approaching from the right. In practice, they often drive in the middle and yield to no one. Maximum speed limits, unless otherwise posted, are 50km/h in towns, 90km/h on highways and 120km/h on

            SAFETY
        

        
            Turkey has one of the world’s highest motor-vehicle accident rates. Turkish drivers are impatient and incautious; rarely use their indicators and pay little attention to anyone else’s; drive too fast both on the open road and through towns; and have an irrepressible urge to overtake – including on blind corners.
        

        
            To survive on Turkey’s roads:

            Drive cautiously and defensively.
        

        »
            Do not expect your fellow motorists to obey road signs or behave in a manner you would generally expect at home.
        

        »
            As there are only a few divided highways and many two-lane roads are serpentine, reconcile yourself to spending hours crawling along behind slow, overladen trucks.
        

        »
            Avoid driving at night, when you won’t be able to see potholes, animals, or even vehicles driving without lights, with lights missing, or stopped in the middle of the road. Drivers sometimes flash their lights to announce their approach.
        

        »
            Rather than trying to tackle secondary, gravel roads when visiting remote sights, hire a taxi for the day. It’s an extra expense, but the driver should know the terrain and the peace of mind is invaluable.

            Several cities now have underground or partially underground metros, including İstanbul, İzmir, Bursa and Ankara. These are usually quick and simple to use, although you may have to go through the ticket barriers to find a route map. Most metros require you to buy a

            If your driver doesn’t start his meter, mention it right away by saying ‘

            (your meter). Check your driver is running the right rate. The

            (daytime) rate, but some places, including İstanbul, do not have a night rate. 

        
            Some drivers, particularly in İstanbul, try to demand a flat payment from foreigners. In this situation, drivers sometimes offer a decent fare; for example to take you to an airport. It is more often the case that they demand an exorbitant amount, give you grief, and refuse to run the meter. If this happens find another cab. 

        
            Generally, only when you are using a taxi for a private tour involving waiting time should you agree on a set fare, which should work out cheaper than using the meter. Taxi companies normally have set fees for longer journeys written in a ledger at the rank; they can be haggled down a little. Always confirm such fares in advance to avoid argument later.

            Turkish trains typically have several seating and sleeping options. Most have comfortable reclining Pullman seat carriages. Some have 1st- and 2nd-class compartments, with six and eight seats respectively; sometimes bookable, sometimes ‘first come, best seated’.
        

        
            COSTS
        

        
            Train tickets are usually about half the price of bus tickets. A return ticket is 20% cheaper than two singles. Seniors (60 years plus; proof of age required) get a 20% discount. Children under eight travel free.
        

        
            InterRail, Balkan Flexipass and Eurodomino passes are valid on the Turkish railway network, but Eurail passes aren’t.
