SOUND WAVE ENERGY AUDIO EQUIPMENT INFORMATION

Many people ask us for recommendations on Audio Equipment when they purchase their Sound Wave Energy tapes or CDs.  Usually we begin by suggesting that you Start With What You Have, immediately beginning to play the tapes or CDs as frequently as possible is the key!  Having a cassette player with auto-reverse makes this easy and for the CDs, all the CD players have a repeat button.
For playing the tapes or CDs, you can get a powered sub-woofer of your choice or get the “SONY” Sub-Woofer Model SA-W305(this particular speaker is a “sub-power, sub-woofer” which emits frequencies down to 20 Hertz, (as said in the product specifications), this is an excellent range to pick up the low frequencies which predominate the SWE tapes).  You can also get a Walkman(with auto-reverse and super-bass) or CDMan(same as a Walkman but for CDs).  You connect these two together with a wire that at one end plugs into the headphone jack of the Walkman(or CDMan) and at the other end to “Audio Input” hole of the Sub-Woofer.  For some model, you need the wire that forms a “Y” which then plugs into the 2 holes of the “Audio Input” in the Powered Sub-Woofer.  You can follow the examples on the following sheet.

There is also a good way to listen to one recording at a time but to have them rotating all the time.  This is only possible for the CDs.  You can buy a CD player that has a charger capacity of 25 disks or more and then you load in all the CDs in it and you let it play all the time and on repeat mode.  Of course, you will have to plug this device on a Sub-Woofer like all the other methods.  This is an economical way and still very efficient.  Since the best results have been noticed by rotating the tapes, this is the easiest way.

As you know, you can listen to up to 3 SWE tapes or CDs simultaneously, 24 hours a day.  One way to do this is of course to get 3 Sub-Woofer and plug the Walkmans or CDMans individually on each of these.  All of the described ways will work fine with the frequencies.
We urge people NOT to try to ask the advice of audio equipment to salespeople.  These folks, although extremely knowledgeable about MUSICAL sound, have little to NO understanding of the idea of vibrational frequency tapes.  Most often they end up recommending extremely expensive audio equipment systems, (which you DO NOT NEED to benefit from the SWE recordings).
Guidelines for the best Sub-Woofer are:

·   Self Powered with Internal Amplification

·   Control for Bass Level

·   Emits Frequencies down to 20 hertz

All Auto Reverse Walkman can be purchased through Radio Shack, Wall-Mart, Circuit City, or other electronic equipment suppliers.  The information needed for purchasing a Walkman are:

· Auto Reverse, continuous play without shutting off

· Be sure that the Walkman has an AC adapter connection.  The Walkman will specify the voltage rating that the AC adapter needs to supply, usually 3 volts to 3.5 volts.  This is needed since the longevity of the batteries will not last over a long playing time.  The Amperage of the adapter should be at 300 MilliAmps, ( 300mps ), this is common for most brand of Walkmans.

· Look for a headset jack so that the Sub-Woofer or a mixer can be plugged into the headset jack.  The mixer could be required if you wish to use more than one Walkman at a time.

· Some Walkman have a setting for deeper bass output.  This is recommended but not critical.  The Sub-Woofer has a range of bass that will overcome any static.

We also advise that whatever audio equipment you end up using, that you do frequent and regular cleaning of your tape decks.  Purchase a tape deck head cleaner and be attentive about using it one time per week.

Concerning the CDMan, it is a lot simpler because all the models will do the job.  All of the CDMan on the market have a repeat button.  So the only thing you can bargain for would be a Super-bass button.  This is not as dramatic as with the Walkmans, because most of the CD players we have tried do the job!!!
Additionally, although some people really enjoy the purring sound of these recordings, others find them less pleasant to listen to, especially at the beginning.  So remember that you can also play the recordings along with soft, soothing music, LISTENING to the music, while RECEIVING the vibrations from your SWE recordings.

Concerning the Sub-Woofer,  model SA-W305, we bought our Powered Sub-Woofer at CRUTCHFIELD, a catalog order store, 1-800-388-2911 EXT: 3215 ask for Conrad  $ 149.95 +S/H or better.

NOTE:  It is not crucial to order the Sub-Woofer from this supplier, since there is other type of Sub-Woofer that are sold at any other electronic supply stores, under different brand names.  It is important that you choose a Sub-Woofer that follow the guidelines stated above.
