This allows dead cells to be removed gradually, leaving behind a layer of smoother and softer skin. AHAs also help to unclog pores and thus decreasing the tendency for acne to develop! During an AHA peel, a solution of glycolic acid is applied to the skin for a brief period of time, and then washed away. This solution causes several of the top skin layers to dry and peel off gradually over a period of several days. When the older layers have peeled off, they expose a new layer of undamaged skin!

	Unlike some Glycolic Acid products which may contain SD alcohol, we use Witch Hazel which is derived from natural sources. SD alcohol is a denatured alcohol which is toxic if taken internally and we feel it had no place in our products. Since the skin does have a tendency to absorb, it would make sense to use a more natural and gentle substance than SD alcohol

Glycolic Acid Application: 
Apply once a week for six weeks, then pause for one month. Then you may start again.

Directions:
1. Cleanse face with an oil-free cleanser and pat dry.

2. Apply enough exfoliator to cover the area - Avoid eyes, lips, and mucous membranes. Do not rub into skin.

3. For exfoliators with a ph of 2.5, leave on from 4 - 6 minutes. 

4. Rinse well with luke warm water

5. Apply Moisturizer containing Sunscreen (SPF 15).

6. Repeat every week

Information on Different Percentages of Glycolic Acid:
20%- Used for sensitive skin, dry or oily. Usually for younger skin (teen skin). - This is a more gradual process.

30% - Used on dry, oily, dehydrated skin and normal skin. (Acne prone skin, Wrinkles/Mature skin, Large Pores)

40% - Used on dry, oily, dehydrated, and normal skin. Used as the next step after the 30% exfoliator. (Blotchy Pigmentation, Acne prone skin, Wrinkles/Mature skin, Large Pores)

50% - This is more effective on mature skin (sagging). Can also be used on dry skin. This is usually used as the next step after 40% exfoliator. (Aging Spots, Blotchy Pigmentation, Wrinkles/Mature skin, Large Pores) 
Stinging may occur in people with sensitive skin. If burning is severe, discontinue use. Do not use on pregnant or lactating women.


Vitamin C Application:
1. Cleanse the skin with a foaming cleanser and pat dry.

2. Apply LaraChem's Vitamin C Serum liberally on the face using a cotton pad, or your hands. Avoid the eye are.

3. Do not rinse.

4. Use twice a day

5. Apply a moisturizer containing sunscreen, or for use at night, apply your favourite night cream.
