Leptins:

In the absence of leptin, the brain never receives the message that the body has sufficient food, believing it to be in a constant state of starvation. For this reason, the Turkish family members have demonstrated voracious appetites, eating and eating themselves up to weights ranging from 235 pounds to more than 300 pounds, yet never feeling full.

In addition, leptin stimulates physical activity, so their activity levels increased as well, continues Licinio. They began to slowly lose weight, and over time, the weight just kept dropping off — half of it gone in less than one year.
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	Loss of appetite (anorexia) is a main symptom of chronically inflammatory intestine illnesses (CED). Thereby an important function for the disturbed controlling of food intake and the energy consumption is attributed to the hormone Leptin formed in fat cells. New ones animal experimentally or in the test tube accomplished investigations let assume that the appetite control hormone Leptin at the same time represents an important schaltstelle during the inflammation process of disease Crohn and Colitis ulcerosa. Dr. Britta victory mouth leads now at the medical hospital I (director Professor Dr. Martin Zeitz) of the free University of Berlin eine  working group, which wants to examine the function of the Leptins in the immune system of the intestine systematically. Thus bases for the better understanding of the role of Leptin in the emergence of the CED and for the development of new therapeutic beginnings are to be created with Crohn and Colitis.
