
By-pass data:
The news item I received had details on an article in the New England Journal of Medicine that cited a nationwide study of 1,000 patients faced with the prospect of heart surgery, such as balloon angioplasty or bypass operations. The results showed that death due to heart attack was more than 210% HIGHER for patients who chose surgery. It may seem astonishing, but it’s true: Patients who refused the invasive 
procedures had a much greater survival rate. 

For many alternative healthcare professionals, however, this is not news. Since 1977, similar studies have returned results that are simply confirmed by this more recent study. 
In the late 90’s, for instance, the Los Angeles Times reported on a study demonstrating that unnecessary heart surgery increased the in-hospital death rate by more than 70%. And by some estimates, bypass surgery and angioplasty cause more than 30,000 in-hospital deaths in the U.S. each year. The important distinction here is that these deaths are not caused by heart disease, but by surgery.
