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Hair Disorders

Get a good history, determine if patchy or diffuse, presence of scarring typically requires a biopsy for Dx:

Hair loss can be due to:

· Alopecia 

· Trichotillomania: Ill-marginated, irregular, patchy areas of alopecia due to traumatic compulsive plucking, twisting and rubbing most often on the scalp but may involve eyebrows or eyelashes. Numerous twisted and broken hairs with a characteristic coarse stubble feel. The scalp is normal without scarring or inflammation. 

DDX includes:

1. Alopecia areata (exclamation point hairs, well-circumscribed round or oval patches)

2. Tinea capitis (KOH, serpigenous border, central clearing)

· Pediculosis
