Carbimazole:

Drug-induced immune thrombocytopenia (DITP) is a sometimes severe complication of drug treatment. Recently, we described 5 patients who presented with relatively mild thrombocytopenia after treatment with the antithyroid drug carbimazole

Effects Of Prolonged Use 

Over a prolonged period high doses can reduce the production of blood cells by the bone marrow, therefore periodic tests of thyroid functions are required and blood cell counts may be carried out.
