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	My problem started in October and steadily got worse. Diagnosed as dupuytrens contractor by my doctor, I was told that it was possible(but not probable) that injections of cortesone might help, that I needed surgery.
Because I scar so badly, I am leery of it. My daughter, a veterinarian, brought me some DMSO (dimethylsulfoxide)and suggested I try applying it twice a day. It might not work, but it was worth the attempt. I got relief the very first day. Where I was sleeping with a glove on my right hand to keep from bending my middle finger in my sleep, and walking around all day with a stiff middle finger because it hurt so much to bend, now I can bend my fingers to within an inch of of my palm and I no longer lie awake at night because of the pain. It's not cured yet, but I can live with this. Ask your vet...they know about it.
