HYPERTHYROID:
Hyperthyroid…conditions exist when the thyroid produces excess T3 or T4. Why? Why does the thyroid go into panic and make too much hormone?

1-an excessive intake of iodine from iodized salt or OD’ing on kelp… or an inadequacy of zinc and B6 which are essential for the conversion of T4 to T3.

2-Thyroid nodules secrete excess thyroid hormones. [here, we probably have either a viral or Candida infection and or excess toxicity] 

3-TSI or thyroid stimulating immunoglobulin binds to the surface of thyroid cells, the TSH receptors and stimulates the thyroid to overproduce thyroid hormones. This is referred to as …Thyrotoxicosis and is probably an autoimmune disease, which we have seen is probably caused by a viral infection which is generally due to elevated copper, depressed zinc/B6 and a depressed immune system.
4-a deficiency of Vitamin C and or E may cause rapid multiplication of thyroid cells with elevated TSH, causing excess thyroid hormone output.

Solution: Have a competent therapist test you by kinesiology for deficiencies of Vitamins A-C-E, B vitamins, [some authors suggest prevalent Vitamin D deficiencies. Cholesterol, the oily film on your skin + sunlight makes Vitamin D. Synthetic Vitamin D has been shown to be toxic, in time] check minerals, especially zinc/B6, magnesium, copper and managnese, Supplement those that are deficient. Use ImmunoGurad to eliminate any pathogenic organisms.

Institute a Biogenic nutritional program, supplement with Chlorella or Barley grass, consider a temporary supplementation of Selenium A-C-E to overcome these deficiencies + Thyrodine for restoring thyroid function.

A WORD ABOUT….THYROXINE:

Thyroxine or any of the other synthetic hormones are said to be “identical” to the natural hormones but they are NOT! Being laboratory creations ‘similar to’ but not the same, they do not have the same biological activity and do not support thyroid activity except for short bursts and are always harmful when used long term. They tend to contribute to glandular atrophy.

Medically trained personnel are 'educated' to use pharmaceutical products. These are generally laboratory-produced and frequently patented 'similars' to biological secretions. To be patented, they must be 'amended' or changed and therefore are not the same as the natural body product.

If you are currently taking Thyroxine or any of the other artificial thyroxins, you can slowly wean off the medication over 3 to 6 weeks while supplementing with Thyrodine, Chlorella or Green Barley Grass and following a Biogenic nutritional program. Consultation with a naturopath is also suggested.

Armour or pig thyroid extract is an animal derivative that is also ‘similar to’ but not identical to the natural human thyroid hormone. There is also the possibility of Kreutzfeld-Jacob or mad cow disease in any animal tissues. And pigs are fed huge quantities of soy curd which is from genetically engineered soybeans that probably have been heavily sprayed.

Levothyroxine, another synthetic, causes up to 16% bone loss according to a study conducted at the University of Massachussetts recently.

Solution: avoid any synthetic hormones or animal tissues and utilize Thyrodine to restore thyroid function, naturally. Address deficiencies with Chlorella or Green Barley Grass. Follow a Biogenic nutritional program.
