Extraordinary Technology Conference 2004 REPORT

Conference held in Salt Lake City, July 28 - Aug. 1.   The following is a summary of highlights by Sterling D. Allan.

Highlights / Briefing

· Social: Meeting scores of fabulous individuals, sharing ideas, hearing presentations.  Kudos to Steve Elswick of TeslaTech's ExtraOrdinary Technologies Magazine who planed and hosted the outstanding event. 

· Sonne Ward, Ph.D. (what a character!) - Wall-outlet plug-in generator for sale 4" x 4" x 2" inches outputs 2 kW equivalent, accelerating electrons beyond speed of light via special diode.  Presently fulfilling orders $150 USD (hey, why not).  Is it real?  Peter Lindemann (working with John Bedini) says, "Yes, we're doing something similar; but he seems to be ahead of us."  Harvey says "no; impossible."  PES seeking independent validation and characterization data.  Sonne has many other technologies as well.  Nova Plasma Technologies Inc.; PO Box 235, Hamer, ID 83425; ph/fax: +1-208-662-5268. 

· Glen A. Gordon, M.D.; EM Probe Technologies - Thousands of patients treated, mainly sports injuries; pulsed electromagnetic healing apparatus $150 (strongly recommended: em-probe.com).  Documented model with data from refereed journals that show mode of action to be alignment of anti-oxidants with free radicals, which are the primary culprit in disease and injury.  U.S. the only industrialized nation not using this technology widely, due to AMA/drug lobby. 

· Moray King - gave review of zero point energy theories and evolution of field, citing several dozen refereed papers; said implementation is not technology limited but politics limited (suppression).  Gave story of how he got his name: uncle "Morris" and aunt "Ray"; serendipity for his life's work of picking up where T. Henry Moray left off. 

· Thomas Valone, Ph.D. - gave review of ZPE theory focusing on evidences from nano technology, citing peer reviewed papers.  (website) 

· Robert Patterson - Ram Implosion Wing fits atop a vehicle to generate a vortex ahead of the vehicle and encapsulating the vehicle in a reverse tear-drop shape (wide end first, tapering end pushes through) to increase mileage ~3x.  As counter-intuitive as homeopathy, but hey, if it works.  Two working prototypes vouched. 

· Dan Davidson - described power of geometry, specifically a conical shape, to propel objects contrary to gravity; example of beetle wings used to propel craft.  Claims success in gravity modification prototypes. 

· Larry Oja - Outstanding primer on Brown's Gas. Working demo unit on site.  The biggest mystery of 40+ year old Brown's Gas is why it is not being studied with zeal by all universities and tech colleges; and implemented by industry. 

· Kiril Chukanov - Ball Lightning lecture. Had several groups of people come to his home nearby to demo two working prototypes in his shop.  Wants to go to next level demo but needs funding. 

· Bruce Perreault - gave sample demo of his technology, said he needed an afternoon in his hometown (can't transport good stuff by plane) to do proper presentation. (nuenergy.org) 

· Alan Francoeur - Lecture on ALF Vaporizor as well as Interference Disc Generator, with non-yet-working demo of generator, based in Ed Gray tech; described his progress on refurbishing Ed Gray devices #4,5. 

· Dale Pond - Theory of sympathetic vibratory physics in which human emotions can cause his dynasphere (replication of Keely) to turn through aetheric interface; claimed partial rotation previously during "positive/upbeat" human environment; device exhibited (no rotation) in presentation and at booth. (svpvril.com) 

· Konstantin Meyl - reviewed scientific literature to support model of neutrinos and scalar waves. 

· Tony Cocilovo - described mode of action of his Photon Stimulator (for sale, expensive), says it uses same meridians as acupuncture, but much more effectively. 

· Vladmir Ginzburg - Helical nature of matter; model of spiral, within spiral, within spiral. (Helicola.com) 

· Thorsten Ludwig - Drive technologies; funded (congratulations) (www.binnotec.org) 

· Bruce Forrester, Jr. - Multiple wave oscillator; had demo at booth. 

· Hal Fox - posted the name and phone number of an individual saying he has funding for FE projects.  Caution strongly advised. 

· Media Controversies: Conference organizer, Steve Elswick had a stack of mailings returned "undeliverable address" from numerous media outlets.  (Mail tampering is actionable, even if done by the postmaster.)  Fox 13 news came but did not cover the conference in their evening news (they showed up during Robert Patterson's presentation). 

· Extracurricular > Peter Lindemann - is working with John Bedini, who has replicated ~100 FE-claim devices, all of which work, some of which are OU.  Congratulations to them for having recently procured funding for their R&D in very promising technologies. 

· Extracurricular > Dan MacBolen - "Hypertech Generator" (Google it); etc. 

· Extracurricular > Vernon Roth (Aetheric Energy Success) - has replicated and is collecting data on the 'magnetic water' generator (see: aquamega.biz), documenting the unusual properties of both the water and the device.  He had bottles of electrical water and was demonstrating the arc that comes off the top of the water. 

· Extracurricular > Bruce Meland (Electrifying Times) - is pursuing a thread on Stanley Meyers' fuel cell variant, preparing a report. 

· Extracurricular > Rodney X & Gary - from University of Islam, are doing a biomass program with young students, building and running biomass operations. 

· Extracurricular > Many Other - extraordinary people.  Approximately 150 -175 attended. 

· PES Extracurricular > Guy McCarthy - wants to open source Geometric Energy Fields and Gray Pulse Tubes. 

· PES Extracurricular > Brahma Kumaris - wants to open source unique solar panel design with PES (commercial installations extant in India).
