What are the Biocolors?

The colors of pure White Light used by the bioenergy system. Also, a biocolor also may be considered any harmonic with aspects indicative of a biocolor, even though it is not a frequency in the light range. There are twelve biocolors each having unique energy aspects with psychological and physiological influences: Red, Orange, Yellow, Lime, Green, Teal, Blue, Indigo, Violet, Purple, Magenta, Scarlet.

How are Biocolors in my bioenergy system determined?

The bioenergy system provides a general reaction to each of the biocolors in its attempt to balance itself. A testing device sensitive to changes in biopolarity motions is used to identify the reaction. The actual test results have some inaccuracies due to anti-bioenergy deceptions, particularly in Stage 3, Stage 4, and Stage 5 bioenergy systems. Therefore, the reactions to each biocolor are recorded on a chart, and then the chart is studied for patterns. One pattern is an anti-biocolor chord when three biocolors, which are harmonically supportive of each other, are absent at the same time. Another is an anti-biocolor pair when the two biocolors of an opposing pair are absent. The report may or may not support the charted reactions, but it will provide the true status of each biocolor within a bioenergy system.

What is the advantage of knowing my Physical Aspect Biocolor Pattern?

It reveals in which biocolors that anti-bioenergy is seated in the bioenergy system. The pattern of the anti-biocolors usually relate to known conditions, and may bring awareness to some organs at risk. The real advantage is for those who pursue using BioHarmonics; because their Combine Biocolors Pattern is charted on each update, they can observe how their bioenergy system is improving even before they feel a difference.

How often does the Physical Aspect Biocolor Pattern change?

Thoughts will effectuate constant changes within the bioenergy system, particularly the biocolors, however a biocolor cannot appear or disappear on a whim. If a biocolor is strong, a negative thought affecting it can immediately weaken it, but it is unlikely it will test as an anti-biocolor. Likewise, an anti-biocolor cannot suddenly change to a strong biocolor, unless it is an anti-bioenergy root masking itself.

Can Physical Aspect Biocolor Analysis determine if I have a certain condition?

It cannot diagnose a medical illness, but it can suggest organs at risk. The Comprehensive Bioenergy Tests can give a more precise picture of your bioenergy system. BioHarmonics is not a study of disease in the same sense as medical science. All our bioenergy "diseases" have but one source and one name: anti-bioenergy. However, it has been noted there are anti-biocolor patterns common with certain illnesses. For instance, persons with Candida typically have Anti-Scarlet and Anti-Indigo signatures. 

What does "rejected" mean?

The bioenergy system rejects a biocolor for two reasons: 

1. The biocolor is as strong as it can be within the current condition of the healthy bioenergy system. In this case, the same biocolor from two different sources meet, they repel each other similar to the same poles of a magnet. 

2. The unhealthy bioenergy system cannot accept the biocolor, because the biocolor's opposing partner, and possibily its supportive chord, is absent. It would be like trying to stick a magnet on a wooden board, there just is no attraction so the magnet just drops to the floor.

What does "deficient" mean?

When the bioenergy system readily accepts a biocolor, it is an indication that the bioenergy system was weak in the biocolor and, also, able to accept the biocolor. The reaction could be compared to the opposing poles of two magnets attracting each other.

What does "absent" mean?

When a biocolor or a frequency within its harmonic ranges range is not present in the bioenergy system, a void is created in which Black is found; this is the description of an anti-biocolor. Simply, an anti-biocolor will strongly attract Black, whereas a biocolor will reject it. In addition, an anti-biocolor will react with its biocolor in a manner that imitates the deficient response with the exception of being inverted. For any response to occur seems illogical, but that is a defining characteristic of anti-bioenergy. It is like sticking a magnet on a wooden board and watching it stay there even though there is no logical explantion as to how it is doing so.

What does "conflicted" mean?

The body has several systems with unique functions. For instance, the cardiovascular system has a different function than the digestive system, the nervous system, or the respiratory system. However, each is integrated so that one would not work without the others. Likewise the bioenergy system has many aspects that are uniquely individual, but also integrated. A conflicted pattern is observed when testing a biocolor of which one aspect is acutely deficient and accepting, while another apsect has the anti-biocolor. Often the aspect acutely deficient has been depleted of the biocolor, because of the other aspect's anti-biocolor, but is still able to accept the biocolor to balance itself. This is a common occurence proving the bioenergy system has many recourses to support its attempt at balancing itself. Other tests can determine in which aspect the anti-bioenergy resides, but this test only reports the bioenergy system general reaction as a whole.

What is an "opposing pair"?

Each biocolor has one opposing biocolor that causes converse responses in the bioenergy system. These opposing pairs mutually attract each other to create a strong magnetic-like bond, and strive for perfect balance. However, when one is weak, the other will most likely weaken also. The opposing pairs of this test compare with the physical aspect, because the biocolors of Lime, Teal,Purple, and Scarlet have different opposing pairs in the various bioenergy aspects.

What is a "chord"?

Each biocolor is also harmonic to a musical note, and has harmonic support of two other biocolors in a musical major chord. So, if one biocolor weakens, three chords can be affected and those same three chords can harmonically support it as well. When a bioenergy system is in Stage 3, Stage 4, or Stage 5, at least one anti-bioenergy chord is usually found, which is appears like a minor chord, but actually it is an inverted healthy biocolor chord on the chart.
