A-Courses at Whenua iti Outdoor Pursuits Centre range from short to long term, offering life skills, educational and vocational training. We have developed pathways for the many people seeking to become qualified in working in the outdoors...as guides, instructors, support people, etc. 

Over the last 3 years we have become attuned to the needs of the students, listening to what they want, empowering them in their learning with our self-directed approach. 

Outdoor Recreation, run in partnership with Nelson Polytechnic involves a wide range of pursuits leading to varied outcomes for the participants. Up to 60 applicants apply for the 16 places to gain the National Certificate in Outdoor Recreation Assistant Leadership. 

Our highest level course, Adventure Leadership now contains increasing youth work, especially youth at risk. Emphasis on people skills is heightened. Success in high level technical skills continues, with NZOIA standard being reached during the courses...kayaking, bush and rock. 

Aim of the course: 

To enable students to: 

1-act as a group leader of people undertaking outdoor based adventure activities 

2-demonstrate skills in at least one adventure pursuit to an advanced level. 

3-and supportive of leading others in at least one other adventure pursuit. 

4-seek employment within the Outdoor Adventure Industry as Adventure Tourism Guides, Adventure Leaders, or Outdoor Instructor / leaders. 

5-increase personal confidence and facilitate self development. 

Objective of the course: 

0-to develop confidence and competence in individuals so that they can lead others in a range of outdoor based adventure activities. 

These aims and objective are personalized by participants early in the course.
