Microhydrin was the original silica hydride and the only one on the market since 1997 until December 2001 when Dr. Patrick Flanagan developed a new version with the name Megahydrin. The only difference in the 250 mg capsules of Microhydrin and the 250 mg caplets of Megahydrin are the excipients. Microhydrin capsules contain Rice flour as a binder. Megahydrin caplets contain bentonite. 

Microhydrin® is marketed by Royal BodyCare. 
MegaHydrin™, also called MEGA-H™ is marketed by Dr. Patrick Flanagan's company the Flantech Group.
